1. The potential purchaser will provide their name, phone num-
ber, e-mail, valid credit card number and expiration date, hilling
address, drivers license number or valid government-issued
ID number. The hilling zip code must be listed in the approved
greater Austin area list. A second wristband may be requested
by providing a separate name and e-mail address. These wrist-
bands are non-transferable and nonrefundable.

2. At time of entry, SXSW will authorize, but not charge, the
funds to purchase the wristband(s) requested. If the proper
funds are not available, you will not be able to submit an entry.
3. Upon successful entry submission, an acknowledgment
e-mail will be sent to the entrant's e-mail address.

4. At the end of the 96-hour entry period, entries will be
selected at random, until all allotted wristbands have been
sold. At the end of the drawing, those whose entries are
drawn will have their cards charged, those whose entries
are not drawn will have the authorization released. If you
have guestions about the authorization process, please
contact your financial institution.

5. All entrants will be notified via e-mail regarding his or her
status within 48 hours of the end of the drawing. Those
entrants selected will be sent a receipt and information
about picking up the wristbands purchased. Those not
drawn will have the authorization on their card reversed and
will be notified via e-mail.

B. Each person may only enter the drawing once. Any person
attempting to enter multiple entries will have all of his or
her entries removed from the system.

RULES FOR WRISTBAND PICK-UP:

1. Each individual must pick up his or her own wristband and
will need to present a drivers license or valid government-
issued photo ID to claim his or her SXSW wristband.

2. The wristband will be fastened on an individual's wrist at
time of pick up and may not be removed until the festival

is over.

3. An individual may not pick up a wristband for someone else.
DISCLAIMERS:

1. All SXSW Wristbands are non-transferable / non-refund-
ahble. No exceptions.

2. Tampering with the SXSW Wristband will invalidate the
wristband. Stretching, tearing, taping or cutting of SXSW
wristbands is not permitted. If wristband tampering is
evident, the wristband will be voided and the wearer will be
refused entry to any / all SXSW venues.

3. When purchasing 2 wristbands, the authorized purchaser
must be one of the wristband recipients.

4. Most SXSW Music Festival venues have minimum age
requirements. Authorized SXSW wristband holders are not
exempt from venue-specific age restrictions.

5. All wristband are assigned by name, and are non-transfer-
able. If you find a way to enter the drawing more than once
without being detected, and have multiple entries drawn,
you will be charged multiple times for non-transferable
wristbands assigned to you by name. You will not be able to
transfer or resell these wristbands. DO NOT enter the draw-
ing more than once.
