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Slippery Slopes

Insights on the way to a point, a peek at future topics, and an

argument against reductionism

Driving to the office this morning, I enter-
tained several ideas for “Page Two.” I decided
that, regardless of which idea I ended up writ-
ing about, I would begin by again reiterating
the frustrations of writing this column, due
to the very imprecision inherent in expressing
oneself in just this way. I imagine this is an
issue for almost any columnist, exacerbated
in my case by the fact that I am such an awk-
ward writer; expressing subtlety isn’t really
an option for me. A stubborn, way-too-linear
thinker, I write sideways far more often than
I move forward, completely surrounding an
idea with details and clarifications rather
than confronting it head-on. Some portion of
what [ write ends up being cut most weeks,
more often than not because it detours down
country lanes with leafy green trees lining
the sides. The smell is sweet, the air invites
breath, the scene is beautiful — but it has little
to do with the main road of thought.

If it were reasonable, I would qualify the
hell out of most of what I write with “I
think,” “what if,” “let’s just consider,” and
the like. Obviously, this column represents my
thoughts, so reiterating that is redundant and
awful writing. Still, I am so tempted because
it often reads as though I'm asserting concrete
truths and encyclopedic facts, when much of
what I write would be better characterized as
a collection of proposals I'm entertaining.

Most issues and situations are not nearly
so simple and accessible as they are so often
presented. Their very complexity rarely per-
mits obvious analysis. This column does not
offer a collection of truths but rather sugges-
tions. Even when it makes a case that opposes
widely accepted assumptions, it is usually not
denouncing their integrity as much as arguing
that further consideration will provide addi-
tional insight.

In this context, “Page Two” consistently
tries to anticipate core and obvious objections
to a position.

Acknowledging complexity by obsessively
detailing every surface and angle is usu-

ally a self-defeating strategy, especially given
my often-muddy, attention-deprived thinking
and the technical clumsiness of my writing.
Unfortunately, almost no idea has ever been
so completely simple as to emerge here in a
form that even vaguely hints at concise clar-
ity. Instead, my attempts at such too often
prove to further obscure, rather than in any
way illuminate, the overly explained density
and texture of the trees — to hide, rather than
reveal, the forest.

This morning, I was thinking about this prob-
lem in particular, as I wanted to broach several
topics this week but understood the fudlity of
attempting brevity, even as I planned such. In
the same way the uncoordinated and physi-
cally awkward of us imagine dancing with Fred
Astaire skill and Gene Kelly charm, I aggressively
ignored reality, unashamedly indulging fantasy.
This beginning was to be a brief clarification of
the difficulties of this column.

Once I arrived at the office, I read sev-
eral readers’ comments assailing last week’s
column for unsubstantiated generalities. I
thought that these were great, especially as
they would serve as convenient examples of
exactly the sort of compositional problems I
wanted to write about. I figured it would be
relatively easy to point out that generalities
are just that: more vague, inclusive catego-
rizing than any kind of explicit pinpointing.
Fully cataloging exceptions, while also clarify-
ing the numerous inherent limitations, would
serve primarily to drench any and all points.

Then, just in trying to write my way to the
most simplistic starting point, I concocted
the above sandstorm, which obliterates any
cohesiveness with a swamping, stunning
exposition of too many minor points, each
stinging independently rather than integrat-
ing together into a coherent argument.

So, norave here for Pan’s Labyrinth, Guillermo
del Toro’s stunning new film — both breathtak-
ing and heartbreaking, one that settles into
your flesh and absorbs into your memory, a
truly astonishing vision that instantly addicts

in a way that seeing it again is more obsession
than desire. No appreciation for Vince Martin’s
unfortunately neglected musical masterpiece,
If the Jasmine Don’t Get You ... the Bay Breeze
Will, or his performance in Once Upon a Coffee
House (aka Hootenanny a Go-Go).

It will be fun when I get to suggest that the
ongoing demonizing of Wal-Mart is not just
excessive but also brutally unfair and probably
counterproductive (though without offering
any thoughts on locations or the specifics of
the current controversy). During a number of
different periods, I lived in very small, mostly
rural towns before the advent of Wal-Mart.
Choices were extremely limited, and any
substantial purchase involved travel, either to
a faraway city or a county or two over, to the
Sears outlet. There you looked through the
catalog, ordered, paid top dollar, and returned
some days later to pick it up. Any problem
with the order, whether Sears’ or your own
fault, meant the same process repeated. This
involved an investment of traveling time and
miles, as well as any number of days waiting.
Sam Walton’s vision was not based on greed
or exploitation, but on a very real vision of
people’s needs. When I lived in rural South
Carolina, for example, in one of the towns
nearby, Saturdays were traditionally the days
that blacks came to town to shop, with whites
for the most part staying away. But don’t work
yourselves up just yet; wait until I get a chance
to expand on that more than just a bit.

I stick by my assertion, made in the last
week’s issue, “We live in a time of cheap and
lazy fanaticism, when complexity is derided
as obfuscation, and any deviation from the
party line (whatever the party, whatever the
line) is demonic.” I'm not endorsing this
take, condemning all fanaticism, being undu-
ly pessimistic, acquiescing to hopelessness, or
declaring the Constitution dead. The last six
years of the Bush administration aside, I'm
aggressively optimistic and believe the world
is actually getting better rather than worse.
Most non-Bush-centric, apocalyptic thought
is based not on simple historic revisionism
but on massive, beyond-plastic-surgery trans-
formation of belief in an ahistorical, rationally
neutered, factually denied, and completely
invented and otherworldly, fantastic past.

My take on the current situation is based
not just on my (admittedly unhealthy) interest
in right-wing hate radio. One can simply con-
sider that all too many people insist that there
is not only one inarguable “truth,” but also
that it is defined by exactly what they believe.

This leads to the unquestioning endorsement
and/or rejection of information by camp-fol-
lowers, depending on their personal beliefs.
Books by either right- or left-wing authors
that boast completely one-sided, polemical
screeds are thus hailed or denounced based
on preconceptions rather than the weight of
arguments. Media outlets are either derided as
biased (when they present information one dis-
likes) or celebrated as fair and accurate (when
they present information that reflects one’s
point of view). Though frequently denounced,
polarized and polarizing political rhetoric con-
tinues to yield positive electoral results. There
is a championing of those who stick to their
principles and intellectually refuse to yield
or negotiate, regardless of circumstance, over
those who cooperate and compromise in order
to achieve progress and serve the greater good.
The purity and potency of the Constitution is
declared, especially by those who custom-tai-
lor its very meaning to fit their monotheistic,
specific convictions and ignore its core insis-
tence on dialogue, disagreement, and respect
for the opinions of all citizens.

There is the distressing need of conspiracy
theorists to reduce history to its most sim-
plistic, and thus tidiest, meaning — it’s mostly
about bad guys doing bad things, countered
by the determination to expose them by the
theorists, who are, of course, bathed in the
pure white light of truth. The rhetoric of minor-
ity candidates’ supporters is usually about the
self-righteous nobility of privileging their own
personal morality rather than a consideration of
such campaigns’ real-world consequences on
underserved, disenfranchised, and often actu-
ally suffering minorities. (And let’s not forget
most fundamentalist religious intolerance and
lifestyle biases.) Finally, all too often political
and policy disagreements involve the struggle
of pure good (your side) against conscious,
overt evil (those who advocate other positions)
rather than any kind of sense of carefully con-
sidered, principled, and honest disagreement.

By the way, Texas Liberty Radio, or what-
ever it’s called, not only continues to offer
unbridled, undiluted, vicious anti-Semitism
and Christian-based patriotism, but in the past
week, I've heard several overt Hitler apologists,
as well. Although profoundly scary, for us
extreme political rhetoric junkies, the absolute
conviction of righteousness unmitigated by
reason, accuracy, constitutionally based con-
victions, or even a hint of common democratic
decency is strangely entertaining. ]

| was impressed that you published a letter
defending Wal-Mart [Postmarks, Dec. 29], as
this point of view would seem to be in opposi-
tion to the stances of you and your readers. This
open-mindedness moved me to add some com-
ments. While it's certainly legitimate to attack
Wal-Mart for selling cheap imported goods, out-
competing community stores, and paying lowish
wages, passengers on that bandwagon should
know who’s driving it. Wal-Mart operated free
of any noticeable criticism until it began to sell
food in its “Supercenters.” This threatened the
traditional supermarket chains (HEB, Albertsons,
Safeway, Randalls, et al) as they are unionized
and pay significantly higher wages across the
board than do nonunion mass retailers. The
supposed grassroots anti-Wal-Mart campaign
is, in fact, the deliberate creation of the Service
Employees International Union. They funded
something called the Center for Community &
Corporate Ethics, a nonprofit, whose sole mis-
sion is the anti-Wal-Mart campaign (also called
“Wal-Mart Watch”). The Union contributes about
$4 million per year to the campaign, and it
raises additional money from any other sources
it can find to keep the campaign going. Go on its
Web site, and it will ask you to contribute to the
anti-Wal-Mart cause.

Citizens are not allowed to use their own City
Hall. Before the old City Hall was closed in the
year 2000, it was quite common for average
citizens to use City Hall chambers and meeting
rooms for all manner of reasons when the build-
ing was not used for city business.

City Council candidates would gather their con-
stituents in chambers to give their announcement
speeches. Citizens would hold press conferences
and forums related to city affairs on a weekly and
even daily basis. Channel 6 would often tape
these and rebroadcast them along with their
other programming. But when the new City Hall
was opened, this custom mysteriously vanished.

When | realized what had happened last
spring, | began protesting this anti-citizen policy.
City Council members were not even aware that

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On the last day of 2006, the total number of U.S. com-
bat casualties in the war on Iraq officially reached
3,000 since March 2003, with the death of 22-year-old
Dustin Donica of Spring, Texas. More than 22,000
U.S. troops have been wounded. There is no official
estimate of civilian casualties, but the most scientific
study, reported in October by The Lancet, gives an esti-
mate of more than 650,000 lIraqi civilian deaths.

The 80th Texas legislative session gavels to order
Tuesday, Jan. 9, and as of this week, nobody knows
who will be holding the gavel on the House side.

A grand jury declined
to indict Griffin, but Chief Ellison said he had failed to
identify himself, had used excessive force, and failed
to tell the truth in his report of the incident. Ellison
also disciplined three supervisors for failing to take
corrective action. See p.22.

Austinites rang in 2007 with the second annual
First Night celebration on New Year’s Eve,
including singing, dancing, parades, music, and fire-
works all over Downtown.

A Travis Co. grand jury indicted on Dec. 27 14-year veteran APD Detective
Andrew Perkel on one count of attempted sexual assault (a third-degree
felony), one count of public lewdness (a class-A misdemeanor), and one
count of indecent exposure (a class-B misdemeanor) in connection with
a Sept. 15 off-duty “incident,” according to a statement released by APD.
Reportedly, the alleged offenses took place at hairremoval business Ameri-
can Laser Center and involved an encounter between Perkel and an as-yet-
unnamed Laser Center employee. Perkel’s attorney, Chris Gunter, told the
Statesman that the charges are “not true,” that everything “that transpired
between these two people was consensual,” and that he and his client
“are anxious for a trial.” APD officials have placed Perkel on temporary
suspension with pay pending the outcome of the criminal case and of an
administrative investigation by APD Internal Affairs detectives. — Jordan Smith

The Austin Area Regional Transit group made a presentation of its regional
rail transit concept, dubbed the Spider, to a subcommittee of the Planning
Commission on Tuesday night. (See asnic.utexas.edu/~bennett/aart.htm for
background on the AART concept.) While the future of the Seaholm curve
is still in doubt, another question appears to be emerging: Will there ever
be east-west rail access across Downtown? Also, it appears that a pro-
posal will be made to merge the city’s sustainability project efforts with
CAMPO'’s regional growth concept and some kind of regional rail vision,
presenting a true meta-vision of the region’s future. — Kimberly Reeves

From bonds to boobs

1) Pay as We Go: Least controversial yet most
likely to improve the common quality of life
were the seven municipal bond propositions
passed overwhelmingly in November, underwrit-
ing everything from basic infrastructure to afford-
able housing to open space, central library to film
studio. As triumphant as the bonds themselves
was the public winnowing process — a nearly
two-year progress involving a broad cross section
of the entire city. Kudos to everybody!

2) Poppin’ the Props: Not nearly so popular

proposed “clean water” and “clean govern-
ment” amendments that polarized local reform
groups and slapped the city into court for
misleading ballot language. After a bitter public
fight, Propositions 1 and 2 were overwhelm-
ingly defeated, while the voters modified cam-
paign finance law and expanded city employee
health coverage for domestic partners.

3) Remember the Candidates?: Almost for-
gotten in the proposition bullhormns were the
candidate slates — Mayor Will Wynn and

easily re-elected, and newcomers Mike Martinez
and Sheryl Cole climbed the dais. The May
election also transfused old and new blood at
AISD and ACC.

4) The Moriarty Mystery: Former Austin
Clean Water Program director Bill Moriarty was
actually ousted from his Earth Tech contractor-
ship in 2005, after the city cited an apparent
conflict of interest with his domestic partner,
for holding separate contracts with ACWP
Moriarty sued city officials and competing
contractors last December and settled this
year with the officials. But the private lawsuit
is pending, and early in 2006 he charged the
city with neglecting serious water-pollution
problems in deference to wired-in contractors.
In 2007, keep watching the wells.

5) Enchiladas to Go?: When the landowner
announced plans to build three Marriott hotels
at Second and Congress, the fate of local land-
marks Las Manitas, Escuelita del Alma, and
Tesoros Trading Co. hung in the balance. The
balance still hangs, as the city looks for a com-
promise and the various parties tread water
this month. Look for more twists, turns, and
rhetorical salsa in the new year.

6) An AMD Grows at Lantana: Despite
loud public and quieter official opposition,
longtime Austin high tech titan AMD pro-
ceeded with plans to build a major installation
on Southwest lands endangered since they
belonged to Freeport-McMoRan decades ago.
Opponents call it the next domino in the
demise of Barton Springs; AMD defends its
green-building plans as the best that money
can buy. Can money protect the springs?
When we know, it’ll be too late.

7) Help the Homeless (Water Plant): At
year’s end, the city had yet to find a home for
Water Treatment Plant 4, intended to replace

Green. A brief staff run at the Eastside Roy
G. Guerrero Park was shot down by logistics
and public outcry, and then Travis Co. threw
a roadblock into a land swap for the Cortana
tract in the Balcones Canyonland Preserve. The
city is hanging fire at the Bull Creek headwaters
while it tries to persuade the Commissioners
Court to change its mind. Like other substanc-
es, water flows downhill.

8) Corpses by the Gross: Low-budgeted
and overwhelmed by out-of-county autop-
sies for paying customers, the Travis County
Medical Examiner’s Office finally got a reluc-
tant housecleaning. Chief ME Roberto Bayardo
retired at long last, but not before Deputy ME
Elizabeth Peacock finally had enough. The
Commissioners Court hired a new ME, and
the official rhetoric is that things will improve
— but that’s what they said about the Augean
stables before they had to call in Hercules.

9) Whither Wal-Mart?: Looking inward from
its traditional suburban ring, the Bentonville
Behemoth targeted Northcross Mall for a new
store site — meeting with quick and vociferous
neighborhood opposition, but only after city
staff had reflexively blessed the latest humon-
gous big box. Wal-Mart and developer Lincoln
Property Co. hold all the financial and most
of the political cards, but the neighbors aren’t
rolling over. The new year will tell if people or
property rule.

10) The Nekkid Truth: Official Austin ISD
went all aflutter when nude photos of high
school teacher Tamara Hoover were found on
the Web — thereby endangering young minds
with the obscure knowledge that under their
clothes, people are naked.

Having resigned his job in protest of an amendment stealthily tacked onto a
wind-power-related bill during last year’s legislative session, David Hurlbut,
who served for six years as a senior economist at the Texas Public Utility
Commission, is speaking out about his abrupt departure. Hurlbut recently
explained that he left because of a measure, known as subsection M, which
will undermine the state’s renewable energy portfolio standard program — or
the set amount of statewide power generated from solar, biomass, geother-
mal, or wind sources (most often the latter) mandated by the Legislature. M
would subtract the amount of renewable energy voluntarily purchased by cus-
tomers from the overall state requirement, lessening the burden on large,
industrial consumers of power; diminishing the renewable portfolio stan-
dard’s efficacy; and making it incompatible with EPA partner programs.
Hurlbut said the legislation was added primarily at the behest of lobby group
Texas Industrial Electric Customers. In his resignation letter, Hurlbut wrote
that subsection M “will in all likelihood require the commission to dismantle
the most successful renewable energy program in the country. Even though

All Eyes on Speaker Fight

Even after rumors died down about a potential race for House speak-
er, the sitting Speaker Tom Craddick might have known that he’'d be
fighting for his political life just days before the new Legislature opens
on Tuesday. He might not have known, however, that there would be
more than one opponent vying for his seat — front-runner Rep. Brian
MccCall, R-Plano, and Plan B contender Rep. Jim Pitts, R-Waxahachie.

Craddick, a wealthy businessman who understands the language of
money, took a bath on Election Day. In the last 30-day push before the
election, the speaker’s political investment arm — the once mighty
Stars Over Texas — sunk more than $800,000 into 13 make-or-break
legislative races, losing all but a fraction of those dollars in return.
Seven of the 13 candidates — four of them incumbents — went down in
headline-grabbing flames. Craddick’s PAC invested $710,000 in the
unlucky seven, including a late drop of $185,000 in Bill Welch’s run
against Valinda Bolton in Travis Co.'s House District 47 race.

Bolton is now backing McCall, as are Austin Democratic Reps.
Elliott Naishtat and Eddie Rodriguez. Two other Travis Co. dele-
gates — Mark Strama and Donna Howard — aren’t advertising their
choices, but conventional wisdom puts them in McCall’s corner. “It's a
matter of public record that I'm not supporting [Craddick],” Strama
said.

On Friday, Dec. 22, “The U.S. Court of Appeals for the D.C. Circuit denied FEMA's
request to stay the part of a federal district court’s order requiring the agen-
cy to provide clearer notices of the reasons for, and an opportunity to
appeal, denials of eligibility for further housing assistance” for hurricane
evacuees, according to a statement from Public Citizen. The group had pre-
viously requested from the U.S. District Court for the District of Columbia a pre-
liminary injunction to keep the Federal Emergency Management Agency from
ending rent assistance for evacuees “without first adequately explaining its
decisions,” according to Public Citizen, which, on Nov. 29, was granted the
request, which it had made with Texas RioGrande Legal Aid and the Associ-
ation of Community Organizations for Reform Now. “Under the Court of Appeals’
ruling, if the notified evacuees can show that they have been wrongfully
denied housing assistance, FEMA will be obligated to immediately provide
them with assistance,” said Public Citizen attorney Michael Kirkpatrick in the
statement. The appeals court also ruled, however, that “FEMA now has no
legal obligation to provide immediate housing assistance to the hurricane
evacuees who were covered by the district court’s order,” according to the
statement. FEMA said in a Dec. 22 release that it has “reached out to every
household affected by the District Court’s order to more clearly identify their
reason(s) for [housing assistance] ineligibility, outline the required remedies,
and allow them an additional 60 days to file an appeal with FEMA if they
believe our ineligibility determination is in error.” For more, see www.citizen.org/
pressroom and www.fema.gov/news/newsrelease.fema?id=32467.

Democratic Reps. Dawnna Dukes of Austin and Patrick Rose of
Dripping Springs are still officially backing Craddick, one more strongly
than the other.

With all the daily maneuvering and arm-twisting under way, you need
a weatherman to know which way the wind (or nose) blows. Breezes out
of the north have McCall sweeping Craddick aside, thanks to a last-
minute assist from Pitts, who ascended to Appropriations chair under
Craddick but landed in the speaker’s doghouse shortly thereafter.

2) Arrest That Ditchweed!: More than 98% of all pot seized by
cops under the DEA-funded Domestic Cannabis Eradication/

Top 10 joints

1) Record Madness: According to FBI statistics released in
September, arrests for marijuana possession reached a record
high in 2005, with nearly 800,000 pot-related busts nation-
wide. The majority — 88% — were for simple possession only;
the remaining arrestees, just more than 90,000, were charged
with sale and/or manufacturing, a category that includes folks

— including a Nevada proposal to legalize, tax, and regulate
pot use and possession by adults — tanked at the polls. Local
initiatives in 10 cities — measures making police enforcement
of most pot-law offenses the lowest priority — sailed through
to passage.

5) Bust the Patients!: For the fourth year in a row, the U.S.
House of Representatives in July voted down a measure to
prevent the U.S. Department of Justice from spending taxpayer
money to raid, arrest, and prosecute ill people using medi-
pot in compliance with state laws. The Hinchey-Rohrabacher
Amendment — a bipartisan measure attached to the annual
DQJ appropriations bill, was defeated 163-289. With Dems
taking control of the House, 2007 may be the year of federal
medi-pot reform.

6) Find Your Local Dealer: U.S. Rep. Steve Pearce, R-N.M.,
in September proposed creating a national online drug-dealer

registry that would require all individuals convicted of drug-
related crimes to register their names, addresses, employers,
Social Security numbers, and other identifying information. At
year-end, the proposal — call it the Scarlet “D” — was happily
gathering dust.

7) Hemp Comes Home: After 10 years of planning, North
Dakota lawmakers enacted a state law legalizing the cultivation
of industrial hemp by state farmers. The move puts the state on
a direct collision course with the DEA, which has the power to
approve, deny, or simply ignore any individual farmer’s request
for permission to cultivate the crop — meaning this will likely be
the Reefer Story to Watch in 2007.

8) Yanquis Cancel Mexican Liberalization: Under pressure
from U.S. drug warriors, former Mexican President Vicente
Fox last summer withdrew support for legalizing possession of
small amounts of drugs — including pot, cocaine, and heroin.
The measure was designed as a way to free up law-enforce-
ment resources, taking the focus off small-time drug users and
onto the drug cartels, whose narco-battles are implicated in the
increased violence in border towns like Nuevo Laredo.

9) Please Drink the Tea: The U.S. Supreme Court in February
unanimously cleared the way for the small New Mexico-based
sect of the Brazilian church O Centro Espirita Beneficiente
Uniao do Vegetal to continue its sacramental use of the halluci-
nogenic ayahuasca tea. Feds claimed church possession of the
tea violated the Controlled Substances Act. The church — led
by Seagram’s whiskey heir Jeffrey Bronfman — claimed religious
freedom, and the Supremes agreed.

10) FDA’'s Bad Smoke: This spring the FDA got caught with
some bad smoke after issuing an advisory to remind folks that
marijuana has no medical value and that any suggestion of
medicinal use is a cruel hoax — conveniently omitting any men-
tion of a 1999 government-commissioned Institute of Medicine
report concluding otherwise. When the IOM scientists noted
the oversight, the advisory quickly and quietly disappeared.

TOP 10 DEVELOPING STORIES:

We got a plan

1) No More Cheap and Ugly: New ordinance
adopted in August (effective Jan. 13) codifies
design standards for new commercial and
mixed-use developments: better architectural
design, site layout, streetscapes, landscaping,
green building, and general not-so-ugliness. In
Central Austin, the standards promote denser,
transit-friendly development along more than
50 miles of urban corridors.

2) Mueller Arising: After just 20 years of
planning, the new city-within-a-city finally
began to take shape on the site of the old
airport — a model of what results from progres-
sive urban planning, meaningful community
involvement, and a developer (Catellus) actu-
ally caring about doing the right thing. The city
ought to make study and emulation of Mueller
a required course for other large-scale develop-
ers (e.g., Lincoln Property Co.) changing the
face of our town.

3) Second (Street) Chances: Stop kvetching
that the 2nd Street Retail District looks like
Dallas — think of it as a slice of San Francisco.
Okay, the boutiques and eateries are a tad
froufrou, but what’s happening here is deeper
than shopping. When it’s completed, the new
Second Street will serve as the Great Street
“pedestrian spine” that links City Hall and the
Convention Center complex, all the way across

Downtown. Wake up and smell the brew at
Jo’s Hot Coffee, now the mingling spot for City
Hall shakers.

4) Smarter Housing: Villas on Sixth grandly
opened in May as a model of low-income rental
housing — an East Austin infill development near

Downtown (1900 E. Sixth) and a public-private
venture. It digs deep into affordability; of the
160 apartments, 86 are for folks with incomes at
50% or less of the area median and another 60 at
just 40%. Melded in are retail and a YMCA with
afterschool care, a computer learning center,
swim and dance lessons, and teen nights. Way
better than raising kids in a “project.”

5) Back to the Track!: Construction of the
urban commuter rail line connecting Leander
(and points between) with Downtown Austin
began in March, with the first train (to the
Convention Center) scheduled for 2008.
Sleeping at the wheel have been the transit
planners for inner-city circulators, needed to
service commuters as well as all of that pro-
jected “desirable density.” Cap Metro, the city,
the state, and the universities need to get a
streetcar system (or some alternative) actively
moving ahead in 2007.

6) No More Supersizing! ... Of new homes
in established neighborhoods, or so provides
the new “McMansion” ordinance passed unan-
imously in September — over many doubts
about its impacts and politics. In theory, the
ordinance tries to protect neighborhood char-
acter by limiting the size of new double-patty
“McMansions” next door to older, smaller
homes. Boon to community or doom to den-
sity? Time will tell.

7) Mine’s Bigger Than Yours: The braggin’
rights for Tallest Condo Tower became a fast-
flipping honor, as Downtown housing went
sky-high (in price, too). First was the 360
Condominiums (44 stories and 580 feet, 360
Nueces, 2008 opening). Also announced was a
47-story, 675-foot residential-and-office tower

(Fifth and Congress). Spring Condominiums
will rise a mere 36 stories and 400 feet (Third
and Bowie), but its west-side location and
height zoning variances (over nearby neighbor-
hood objections) made the tower a lightning
rod for the new Downtown.

8) If You Build It: Where roads go, devel-
opment follows, and TxDOT’s opening of a
40-mile segment of SH 130 opens up a whole
new swath of Central Texas for dense develop-
ment. Good news if it draws growth away from
the Edwards Aquifer and adheres to regional
planning principles; bad if it fosters the usual
hideous highway sprawl. Don’t repeat I-35.
(See Commercial Design Standards, above.)

9) Bikeway Begins: The long-discussed proj-
ect finally went out for bids and officially got
named for hometown hero Lance Armstrong.
Segments east and west of Downtown should
start construction early this year; holding up
the Downtown portions has been a conflict
with Capital Metro rail lines. The Bikeway will
start at Highway 183 near the Colorado River,
run west through East Austin and Downtown,
then dip down to Cesar Chavez, and terminate
near Deep Eddy pool just west of MoPac.
Ready your tire pump!

10) TODs A'Coming?: They're still more
visionary than vision, but the Transit-Oriented
Development Zones intended to connect com-
muter rail with inner-city mass transit got off
the drawing boards at last this year, dotting the
to-do map from Northwest to the Eastside. It
will be years before we know whether all the
pieces came together for a new, metropolitan
Austin — but 2006 could be the year when the
balance finally tipped for progress.

MEDIA WATCH: Whoring is boring

Lofty debates about national security, scan-
dals at the highest level of government, attacks
on the foundation of a free press: It was a year
of spicy, incendiary media stories, striking to
the core of the media’s role in a free society.

But not here in li’l Austin, where the media

served up a pale gruel of politically correct,
happy-face news; crime reports; and rewritten
press releases. Austin media managers spent
the year busily rearranging the deck chairs,
while audiences yawned and fiddled with their
new PlayStations.

NOSYIANY NHOC

The Top 10 Austin media stories:

1) Statesman Doesn’t Get It: In its larg-
est promotional push in recent memory, the
Austin American-Statesman asked the com-
munity, “Do You Get I?” Many Austinites
responded, “No.” The circulation for Austin’s
only daily newspaper continued to sag like Bill
O’Reilly’s nut sack.

2) It’s All About ME!: Longtime KGSR morn-
ing host Kevin Connor jumped to Austin’s
fledgling Music and Entertainment Television,
giving an instant shot of credibility to the
attempt to create a local MTV-style channel. If
you're still clicking through it, ME is just like
MTV — except it actually plays music.

3) Whores, Dirty Whores!: Hoping for a little
ratings mojo, a KEYE reporter went undercover
to reveal the shocking news that he was offered
a “hand job” at a massage parlor. Local media
observers expressed outrage at the shameless
ploy. In fact, KXAN was so outraged, a few
weeks later it did its own prostitution report,
speaking volumes about the state of shame in
local TV news.

4) Statesman Gets It: While the print edition
snoozed, the Statesman’s Web site, Statesman.
com, continued to gain traction, becoming
one of the most widely read newspaper sites
in the country. Frequently, the site’s staff-writ-
ten blogs featured interesting local stories that
couldn’t unseat the wire reports and press
releases in the newspaper.

5) KOOP Riseth: Not one but two fires in
its headquarters suggested that maybe the

Almighty was out to smite little KOOP, the
often-beleaguered or self-besieged community
radio station. But the station rose from the
ashes to occupy swanky new facilities on
Airport Boulevard.

6) Off With Their Heads: After the May
sweeps ratings period, both KEYE general man-
ager Mike Reed and KXAN general manager
Carlos Fernandez were axed within a few days
of each other. Dozens of TV ad sales people
rushed to update their résumés.

7) Radio Daze: CBS sold its local stations to
Entercom. Industry giant Clear Channel moved
to go private. All signs point to a seismic shift
building in the industry.

8) KXAN News Meltdown: Reporters and
production staff fled KXAN under the rule of
new news director Bill Seitzler, who was also
accused of sensationalizing the news product.
In October, Seitzler abruptly quit.

9) Air America Woes: Hailed as the great hope
to bring a progressive voice to radio, Air America
stumbled and bumbled into bankruptcy. Local
affiliate KOKE continued to treat the network
like a forgotten wart, running week-old ads and
transmitting a signal that can barely be heard
north of 35th Street on a clear night.

10) Anchor Games: With as much fanfare
as local TV can muster, veteran anchor Ron
Oliveira began reading the news for CBS
affiliate KEYE, a year after leaving ABC affili-
ate KVUE. KEYE ran ad after ad promoting its
“trusted” anchor; audiences skipped to reruns
of Gunsmoke.

A BLUE YEAR:
Top 10 APD stories

1) Schroeder Fired: In August an independent
arbitrator ruled against former Austin Police
Officer Julie Schroeder, upholding her termina-
tion in connection with the 2005 fatal shooting of
18-year-old Daniel Rocha. Schroeder did not have _
a “reasonable belief” that Rocha posed a “threatE Y
of deadly or serious” injury to her or her supervi- 5
sor at the time she shot him, meaning Schroeder 3
violated the department’s policy on deadly force.
2) Knee Goes Native and Ducks!: In May, APD
Chief Stan Knee announced he would retire his
position as chief to take a new job, working with
government officials in Afghanistan. (No matter
how many times we say it, it still sounds funny.)
Fortunately (or not), Knee already knew a few
folks overseas — including former APD Officer
Tim Enlow, who Knee earlier fired, allegedly for
racial profiling, and who now works as a sniper
charged with protecting Afghan officials.

3) Ellison Succeeds: Knee’s parking space and comfy Fifth
Floor desk chair were inherited by interim Chief Cathy Ellison,
the first African-American to head up the department. Whether
Ellison will be permanent will be decided sometime this year,
after the city completes a nationwide search.

4) Sheffield Shuffles: After leading the Austin Police
Association for eight years — during which time the union
became cohesive and politically powerful — President Mike
Sheffield announced in November that he will retire from
his role as union boss and as an APD detective. In 2007,
Sheffield becomes a statewide organizer for the Combined Law
Enforcement Associations of Texas.

5) Excessive Force? (Part One): In March, a Travis Co. jury
acquitted APD Officers Christopher Gray and William Heilman

on charges of official oppression in connection with the
September 2005 arrest of Ramon Hernandez, when the officers
continued to pummel Hernandez even though he was face
down and handcuffed, as recorded on in-car video (insufficient
to convince a jury to convict). Ultimately, Gray was handed a
70-day suspension, Heilman resigned his position, and a third
cop involved in the event though not tried in court, rookie Joel
Follmer, was fired. In December, Hernandez filed a federal civil
rights suit against all three.

6) Thou Shalt Not Taser the Elderly: In December, former
APD Officer Ramon Perez filed suit against the city, claiming his
supervisors concocted a plan to use his faith — as a nondenomi-
national evangelical Christian — as a basis for firing him, after
the officer refused a supervisor’s order to use his Taser on an

older man in questionable health. According to a psychologist’s
report, Perez’s religious beliefs make it difficult for him to fol-
low orders — including those that, like the command to use the
Taser, appear to violate APD’s own policy. Go figure.

7) Excessive Force? (Part Two): According to an August APD
report, while the number of arrests increased 6.7% in 2005, the
rate of police use of force actually declined 4.5%. Nonetheless,
the rate of force used specifically against black suspects
jumped 6.8%. According to the APD, that was explained by
the fact that there was a “significant increase” in the number of
black suspects using “aggressive actions” against police. Local
NAACP President Nelson Linder countered that the APD sim-
ply has more work to do to reign in its aggressiveness against
black citizens.

8) Patric Poured Out: In February a federal jury ruled against
actor Jason Patric in his civil rights suit against the APD, claim-
ing Officer Joshua Visi violated his civil rights when Patric was
arrested in March 2004 in the Warehouse District. According to
Visi, Patric was drunk and aggressive toward cops who arrested
him for public intoxication; Patric countered that he wasn’t
drunk and that it was Visi who was overly aggressive. In the end,
the jury declined to convict Visi.

9) Eight-Liner Craze: In June the APD announced its largest
seizure of illegal gambling machines, more than 1,000 eight-
liners during the Operation Flatliner raid at 23 gaming rooms.
The raid also netted the department a little flak after officers
told the Chronicle that most of the machines were ruined (and
useless as evidence) after being stored outside for more than a
month. Nonetheless, the department undertook two more raids
before year-end.

10) Brown It Is: In November, city officials announced they’d
selected Travis Co. prosecutor Cliff Brown to take over as the
city’s third police monitor. Brown wowed the a meet-and-greet
session with the three finalists for the job vacated by Ashton
Cumberbatch. Cops and activists have complained that the
monitor’s office has been too easy or too hard on cops accused
of misconduct; both groups were smiling about Brown’s acces-
sion — we’ll see if he can keep the love alive. ~ — Jordan Smith

6) What If They Created a Downtown Austin Plan and Nobody Came?: In drafting DAP
proposals, planners saw the writing on the wall: With every other major development under its
belt, ROMA Design Group was such a shoo-in, one competitor didn’t even bother with their
presentation.

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Chamber Recommends CAMPO Reorganization

Much could be gleaned from a Greater Austin Chamber
of Commerce task force report released last week on the
governance of the Capital Area Metropolitan Planning
Organization Transportation Policy Board, not the least of
which was what went wrong when it came time to debate the

region’s toll-road plan.

The fact that state Sen.-elect Kirk Watson chaired the
task force is a good sign that the group would focus on
process, which is not always as sexy as headlines on
Watson’s proposed six-month delay on the toll-road vote or
the recommendation to reduce the number of members on
the governing board. One of Watson’s strengths is bringing
all sides together to build a consensus, and consensus is
something almost everyone would agree has been lacking
in many CAMPO board discussions over the last couple of

years.

The chamber’s report made a number of recommendations
to improve the deliberation process: Reduce the number of
state lawmakers on the board (many, like Sen. Steve Ogden of
Bryan, rarely attend anyway); decrease the use of proxies, and
don’t allow those proxies to vote; create an ombudsman posi-
tion to facilitate responses to questions raised during public
hearings; and strengthen the Technical Advisory Committee

and its role in the deliberation process.

Getting good, clear information on the issue is diffi-
cult. For instance, a recent Governor’s Business
Council report touted an indexed gasoline tax to pay
for additional roads. What most newspaper reports
missed, though, was that the gas tax was intended to
close the gap between toll roads and overall need,
Aulick said. That gas tax is only a fraction of the fully
anticipated road need for the eight major urban

And then there’s the impact that such reports have
on the board. Since board members have seized on
information like media stories on the Governor’s
Business Council report, it's been hard to untangle the
facts, no matter how much effort CAMPO staff makes.
What CAMPO needs, Aulick says, is a technical advisory com-
mittee that is fully versed in the various components of state
and federal funding, who can build trust and provide guidance

to the board on overall reve-
nue issues.

Once need is established,
the other end of the equation
is revenue and how much
revenue is needed in the
region. Austin City Council Mem-
ber Brewster McCracken
has talked about a toll-road
proposal that mixes free
roads, managed lanes, and
tolled lanes. The bottom line
on that debate is: Just how
much revenue does the
region need?

Every road in the region’s
CAMPO 2030 Plan is in a dif-
ferent place, financially:
Portions of U.S. 183 and SH
71 are funded. The frontage
roads of U.S. 290 are funded
but not the main lanes. The
lanes of Highway 71 West
out to Dripping Springs and
beyond, as well as 290 East
and Loop 360, are not fund-
ed at all. The regional road
plan will be a decision on
what roads should be tolled and, just as important, what the
revenue from those roads could fund in the region’s future
road plan. - Kimberly Reeves
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CAMPO Executive Director Mike Aulick
says any reorganization of the planning
body needs to focus on getting accurate
information to the board of directors.

Excessive Force Firing

Austin Police Officer Gary Griffin was fired, and
three of his supervisors were suspended Dec. 28
by acting Chief Cathy Ellison for policy violations
in connection with the July arrest at a bus stop in
East Austin of a drunk and possibly mentally
retarded 24-year-old.

According to Ellison, Griffin used excessive
force on Joseph Cruz, who was passed out on a
bus-stop bench on July 1. According to Griffin, Cruz
reacted violently when awoken, striking out at
Griffin. But Ellison says the in-car videotape of
the incident proves otherwise — Griffin first failed
to identify himself as a police officer (which he
should have done — even though he was driving a
marked car with flashing lights and was wearing a
standard police uniform), used too much force,
and then lied about it (a charge apparently leveled
at Griffin because his recollection of the chain of
events that night didn’t match perfectly with the
videotaped recording of the incident), all of which
brought “discredit” to the department. The
“amount of force [Griffin used] was unreasonable
and was more than the minimum amount of force
that was necessary or appropriate under the cir-
cumstances,” Ellison wrote in a disciplinary memo
to Griffin.

Although Griffin has been on patrol in central
East Austin for nearly 10 years without any previ-
ous complaints about excessive force, or any
other disciplinary actions, said Griffin’s attorney
Tom Stribling, Ellison nonetheless concluded that
handing Griffin an indefinite suspension — the civil
service equivalent to a termination — was the most
appropriate discipline. Since Griffin thought the
force he used was appropriate, Ellison wrote in her
termination memo, “it is my belief that any disci-
pline other than indefinite suspension would not
change or correct his behavior” — even though
there is no evidence that a lesser form of disci-
pline was ever considered or that some sort of
corrective action was attempted and failed. (A
Travis Co. grand jury no-billed Griffin on Dec. 19;
Ellison also handed three of Griffin’s supervisors —

Cpl. Andrew Haynes, Lt. Deborah Sawyer, and
Cmdr. Michael Nyert — temporary suspensions
for failing to conclude that Griffin’s actions in
arresting Cruz were out of line.)

Cruz was arrested for resisting arrest and
assault on a police officer, charges that were later
dropped by the Travis Co. District Attorney’s Office.
The three supervisors in Griffin’'s chain of com-
mand reviewed and signed off on Griffin’s actions
during the Cruz arrest, as within APD policy. But
according to Ellison, each of Griffin’s supervisors
failed to take “immediate corrective action”
regarding Griffin’s failure to ID himself to Cruz and
for excessive use of force. According to the super-
visors’ disciplinary memos, the fact that none of
the three came to the same conclusion that
Ellison did regarding the Cruz arrest shows they
signed off on the incident without considering the
totality of the circumstances, which Ellison wrote
was “at best unreasonable and impractical.”

Ellison’s decision to hand Nyert a one-day sus-
pension surprised many APD insiders, who say
Nyert has a reputation as being the department’s
toughest commander when it comes to use-of-
force issues: Nyert doesn’t sign off on anything
without first undertaking a thorough review, and he
is the commander who refers the most cases to
Internal Affairs and to the fifth floor for review by
department administrators, sources tell the
Chronicle. The Nyert discipline may in fact change
the way commanders review use-of-force incidents,
sources said, and prompt supervisors to send
more reports to the assistant chiefs for a final
determination on whether an officer’s actions fall
within policy — in other words, sources suggest
that the Nyert discipline may trigger a department-
wide cover-your-ass policy in determining whether
uses of force was appropriate.

Stribling, who represents all four officers, says
all four will appeal their suspensions to a civil ser-
vice arbitrator, who will be tasked with deciding if
Ellison’s conclusions were in fact appropriate.

Hemp-Farming Update

As North Dakota moves ever closer to licensing its first farmers to begin cultivat-
ing industrial hemp, Agriculture Commissioner Roger Johnson said on Dec. 27
that he has asked the U.S. Drug Enforcement Administration to waive individual
federal registration requirements for duly licensed NoDak hemp farmers. “This would
simplify the process for growers, while enhancing DEA’s ability to monitor and regu-
late industrial hemp production in North Dakota,” Johnson said in a press release.

Whether the DEA will oblige Johnson’s request, however, remains to be seen.
Although cultivation of industrial cannabis, the nonnarcotic cousin of marijuana, is a
purely agricultural endeavor, federal law allows the DEA (which, as far as Reefer
Madness knows, has no agricultural prowess whatsoever) to decide whether to allow
individual farmers the privilege to grow the crop. To date, the DEA has only ever
approved one such request, to researchers in Hawaii, for which the permit has long
since expired. Nonetheless, North Dakota lawmakers have for nearly a decade
sought to reintroduce hemp to its stable of rotational crops, citing in part its eco-
nomic potential and its sustainability as an environmentally friendly crop. Still, the
DEA continues to balk at any suggestion that hemp could be a viable crop — one
that could, in fact, revitalize the agricultural economy — claiming, repeatedly, that
hemp legalization is somehow a backdoor attempt to legalize marijuana and, alter-
nately, that hemp farming would merely provide a good cover crop for outdoor pot-
growing operations. Neither claim is true — in fact, researchers consistently note that
planting marijuana near hemp would be a big mistake since cross-pollination
would render any pot crop impotent.

Earlier this year, the state finally enacted rules to make industrial-cannabis culti-
vation legal, putting in place a regulatory scheme not unlike that in place in
Canada, which relegalized hemp farming in 1997. In part, farmers must submit to
criminal background checks, provide GPS coordinates for their crops, and agree to
grow hemp strains known to contain just trace amounts of tetrahydrocannabi-
nol, or THC, the main psychoactive ingredient in marijuana. “Every effort was
made to address the concerns raised by DEA in the rule-making process,” Johnson
reportedly wrote in a communication to DEA administrator Karen Tandy, urging
her to waive registration for NoDak farmers. The annual nonrefundable fees for
federal hemp-farmer licensing is nearly $2,300, making it cost-prohibitive for many
farmers to contemplate adding hemp to their annual crop rotation. NoDak intends
to begin licensing its first farmers in February, Johnson said, and has urged Tandy
to “move quickly” to waive registration so the state’s farmers could begin planting
the crop this spring.

“Industrial hemp production has little potential for criminal activity,” Johnson said.
“Our regulations require licensed ... farmers to submit to criminal background
checks, fingerprinting, seed certification, and mandatory laboratory tests and to pro-
vide [GPS] coordinates that identify and locate” the fields, regulatory checkpoints
that would actually help the DEA keep an eye on NoDak cultivation, Johnson said.

Soy is feminizing and commonly leads to a
decrease in the size of the penis, sexual con-
fusion, and homosexuality. That’s why most
of the medical blame for today’s rise in homo-
sexuality must fall upon the rise in soy formu-
la and other soy products.” Rutz adds, paren-
thetically, “Most babies are bottle-fed during
some part of their infancy, and one-fourth of
them are getting soy milk!”

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OUR “MADE IN CHINA' CHRISTMAS

From Wal-Mart on up, America’s big retail
chains are once again tallying up disappoint-
ing Christmas profits, for the season’s buying
spree was not nearly as gleeful as they had
hoped. If they wonder why, one clue can be
found in the millions of Christmas lights,
sparkling ornaments, artificial trees, and
other glittering decorations that adorned their
stores and our homes. Practically none of
these were made in America.

We don’t make much in America anymore —
not even Christmas — and as our middle-
class manufacturing jobs have been moved
offshore, the workaday majority has seen its
income knocked down, leaving folks less able
to spend during the holiday season. Indeed,
the very retailers now bemoaning the lack of
consumer spending are the very ones who no
longer “Buy American,” instead running to
low-wage hell holes to get the merchandise
that fills their stores.

Seventy percent of the world’s Christmas
decorations, for example, now come from one
country: China. In fact, more than two-thirds
of the world’s artificial Christmas trees are
made in just one Chinese city, Shenzhen.
Even George Bush has been a customer — in
2003, seven of the Christmas trees adorning
the White House bore the “Made in China” label.

American retailers can get a 6-foot-high
artificial tree from a Chinese factory for less
than $4 — then sell it to you for $140.
Workers there who make the trees are paid
only about $83 a month, and Christmas joy
is not a part of their laborious lives. As a
marketing executive with a Chinese exporter
of Christmas paraphernalia put it, “Our work-
ers are mostly middle-aged women who don’t
need to know anything about Christmas.”

Chinese factories are so buoyed by their
Christmas success that they’re branching out
to dominate the market for Halloween,
Easter, and our other holidays, too.
Meanwhile, the wages of American workers
no longer even keep up with inflation —
and retailers wonder why no one’s buying
their stuff.

Worst Movie Seen in Albuquerque: The Da
Vinci Code.

Most Ludicrous Movie Shot in New Orleans:
Déja Vu. Good for the local economy, though.

Most Interesting Movie Seen in Santa Fe:
Marie Antoinette. The film’s true star — history
— doesn’t appear until the end. That takes guts.
Raise a glass to Sofia Coppola. Poor Marie has
no clue to what’s really going on until her world
topples. Remind you of any fellow citizens?

Best Instrument of Self-Torture: The Fountain.
I didn’t walk out because of a compulsion to
discover if this mystic mishmash could pos-
sibly get worse, while frame-by-frame it did get

worse and worse, and I still didn’t walk out.
I'm so ashamed of myself.

Best Example of HowMany College Graduates
Can Be Suckered by Cinematic Technique Into
Swallowing the Plainly Ludicrous: Babel.

Most Disappointing: The Departed. Leonardo
DiCaprio is tough, subtle, tortured — who’'d
have thought he could reincarnate John
Garfield? Fine performances and direction
until all mysteries of character are avoided
at the point of a gun and everybody dies just
when their hearts might be bared. Final shot:
Scorsese dollies in to a close-up of a rat on a
railing — a florid flourish you’d expect from a
film-school sophomore.

Time to Quote the Best Passage of Film
Criticism Ever — James Agee, 1944: “In thor-
oughly good pieces of work there is an aesthet-
ic and moral discipline which, however richly
it indulges in certain kinds of illusion, strictly
forbids itself others. It never fakes or dodges
a motive, a character, an emotion, or an idea.
And it never uses its power to entertain as an
ace-in-the-hole against one’s objection to that
sort of faking.”

Most Unexpected: Flyboys. Who thought a
movie about the first world war would sell?
Only these filmmakers, as box-office receipts
proved. But they re-created the biplanes and
the era pretty well, with one caveat: I object to
period pictures in which characters don’t smoke
enough. World War I fighter pilots smoked like
chimneys. (Watch for actress Jennifer Decker
— she’s got something special.)

Best Surprise: The Return. Sarah Michelle
Gellar and Sam Shepard engage in an old-
timey suspense melodrama with not-unbeliev-
able metaphysical speculations. Gellar is one
damned underrated actress. She plays each
moment with calibrated precision, never cajol-
ing an audience’s sympathy and never equat-
ing a capacity to charm with the ability to act.

Best Made-for-TV Movie on the Big Screen:
Bobby. Another period picture in which people

don’t smoke enough. That roomful of folks
watching election returns? Half would have
been smoking (not just one or two). Worth
seeing for fine, gutsy performances by Sharon
Stone and (to my surprise) Demi Moore. Stone
and Moore play smart women who are losing
their beauty, and if you don’t think that takes
moxie, you don’t know Hollywood.

Second Unexpected Reincarnation of John
Garfield: Casino Royale. If you're too young to
know who John Garfield is, right now rent Force
of Evil, Humoresque, and Body and Soul. Daniel
Craig is excellent as a working-class cat out of
his league who learns how to be cool without
sacrificing his street stuff. Fun film, great stunts
(albeit with too many Energizer Bunny mara-
thons), but Craig also doesn’t smoke enough,
doesn‘t smoke at all. Sean Connery knew his
way around a cigarette lighter.

Best Movie About an Exceptional Young
Couple: The Nativity Story. These filmmakers
did their homework. The archeological authen-

ticity of their set design is impressive. And
praise be to whatever god you worship that,
after centuries of pictorial denial, Christians are
presented with a Mary and Joseph who are more
or less credible first-century peasant Jews.

Final Defeat of Verisimilitude as an
Aesthetic  Criterion for Serious Work:
Apocalypto. Jungle hunter/warriors encoun-
ter frightened folks running from something
terrible and fail to ask, “What are you run-
ning from and how close is it?” And a guy
gets speared through his body, pulls out the
spear, and immediately (for two days, with
no sleep and no loss of blood) outruns a
half-dozen unwounded guys who have longer
legs. For this, a Golden Globe?

Best Lark in Which a Star Smokes Cigarettes:
Stranger Than Fiction. The idea comes from
Pirandello, but this character-in-search-of-an-
author tale riffs on Luigi well. We expect Emma
Thompson to be superb because she always
is, but that’s not fair; her constant excellence
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takes equally constant work. All excellence
does. And Maggie Gyllenhaal — if actors were
baseball cards, I’d trade 10 Kirsten Dunsts, six
Scarlett Johanssons, and two you-name-its for
one Maggie Gyllenhaal, who, like Thompson,
combines keen perception with everything else
she’s got.

Best Adventure in Which a Star Smokes
Cigarettes: Blood Diamond. A yarn in the
golden Hollywood tradition, believable, excit-
ing, poignant, cogent, and technically expert.
Leonardo DiCaprio (in still another modula-
tion of John Garfield) once again proves him-
self the finest male actor of his generation, with
a range far beyond his contemporaries.

Best Vocalizing: Dreamgirls. Engaging acting,
terrific singing. Too bad the songs can’t hold
a candle to the Motown and Muscle Shoals
numbers they imitate. Somebody should write
Eddie Murphy a drama; he shows power and
depth here. And surely Jennifer Hudson must
star in The Aretha Franklin Story.

Two Movies People Will Still Take Seriously
in 50 Years:

Flags of Our Fathers. Clint Eastwood was 15
at the end of the second world war, but his
eyes were sharp, and he remembers. He will
be the last witness of that era to tell its story
on film. As a witness, he demystifies “the great
generation” and “the good war,” giving us an
all-too-human generation and a horrible war.
(That it was necessary didn’t make it good.)
He presents his characters with empathy and
respect, gently but without sentimentality,
honestly but without judgment. Eastwood’s
wise sense of proportion is rare in any art but
especially the movies.

The Good Shepherd. Robert De Niro emerges,
somewhat suddenly, as a master director. He
tells a complicated story gracefully, seamlessly,
with a camera that never calls attention to itself
and always serves the tale. Matt Damon gives
a delicately understated portrayal of a good
man corrupted by his sense of what’s right.
(Interesting aside: Dialogue- and scene-snip-
pets in the trailer were absent from the print
screened in Lubbock.)

True, not nearly enough people smoke in
either film. We blare our other vices but are
shy of that one — protecting the children, no
doubt, though we show them every manner of
perverse violence. You’ll have to watch movies
of the Forties to see when a certain amount of
self-destruction was taken as inevitable and we
protected our children from the gruesome. W
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Come Together

In 2006, Austin turned out for the arts
by the tens of thousands

For anyone who ever worried that the local arts scene is sup-
ported by only about 50 people, 2006 was the year that proved
otherwise — in a big way. On the streets and at the polls, Austinites
demonstrated their interest in the arts in numbers beyond what
youd find at the most crammed of Longhorn football games.
This stunning level of cultural support was evident from the very
first day of the year — well, okay, technically, the last day of 2005
— when the debut of the cultural festival First Night drew more
than 100,000 people (by some estimates, 130,000 people) over
a 10-hour period. That was followed just a few months later by
the if-you-build-it-they-will-come phenomenon when the new
Blanton Museum of Art opened its doors; more than 22,000
folks showed up for the first day, and they’ve just kept coming
in the eight months since: more than 100,000 of them. Then in
November came the vote on Proposition 4, the part of the city’s
2006 bond package dedicated to cultural facilities. It was the first
vote on the arts in almost a decade and, as with First Night, no
one really knew what to expect in terms of turnout. The results
were similarly impressive: Just less than 90,000 Austinites said
yes to the arts, delivering a decisive victory for the proposal.

The Blanton garnered the most media attention (and deservedly
so0), but it was hardly the only cultural facility to debut in 2006.
Also coming online were City Theatre, ColdTowne Theater, Donkey
Show, the Larry L. King Theatre at Austin Playhouse, Mass Gallery,
Okay Mountain, Salvage Vanguard Theater, and Volitant Gallery, to
name a few. Their addition to the scene helped take some of the
sting out of the loss of other spaces, most notably Center Studio,
the downtown home for dance that Ellen Bartel managed for a
decade, which was closed after a fire in January; and the State
Theatre, which was damaged by a flood in June and six months
later is still empty, its staff having been dismissed.

On a more positive note, the year saw significant recognition
for local artists and arts companies keep coming from outside
sources: a Grammy nomination for choral ensemble Conspirare;
the Osborn New Play Award for Steven Tomlinson’s American
Fiesta from the American Theatre Critics Association; mas-
sive grants for Conspirare, Tapestry Dance Company, and the
Zachary Scott Theatre Center from the National Endowment
for the Arts to support their work with American masterpieces.
New York’s Public Theater tapped the Rude Mechanicals to
bring their production of Get Your War On (which the Rudes have
toured to Philadelphia; Washington, D.C.; Houston; and Marfa)
to its Under the Radar festival, and Disney tapped Austin High
to help premiere its stage version of the megasuccessful High
School Musical.

And lest we forget, 2006 was the year Austin got to know
Dmitri Shostakovich. Thanks to an idea by Austin Lyric Opera
Artistic Director Richard Buckley, more than a dozen area arts
organizations joined forces to commemorate the Russian com-
poser’s 100th birth anniversary with performances of his work
all year long. From January through December, audiences could
experience every kind of work by Shostakovich from every stage
of his career. Given that the festival wasn’t driven by any one
group or individual, it called for an extraordinary level of coop-
eration and community among artists and organizations. How
fitting that in a year notable for so many Austinites coming
together for the arts, the artists came together, too. [ |

Top 10 Theatrical Treasures
and Pleasures of 2006

1) Urinetown: The Musical (Zachary Scott Theatre
Center) This unlikeliest of Broadway hits — a parody of
Thirties political musicals, laden with bad puns, musical
theatre in-jokes, and that put-you-off-your-lunch title — land-
ed in town with a mighty splash, thanks to director Dave
Steakley and his polished production team, who not only
got all its obscure jokes but served them up in a flood of high
spirits and comic verve that left us breathless and giddy.

2) Decameron Day 7: REVENGE (Rude Mechanicals)
While it toured the wide world of vengeance, portraying the
settling of scores in ghost stories, soul-killing office jobs,
Star Wars, and, most hilariously, the invented soap opera
Harbor Cove, this Rudes premiere was wickedly entertain-
ing. But ultimately the show was a call to forgiveness, a
ceremony of mercy shared with bread, wine, a toast, and a
flash of fire, making it the year’s most generous and stir-
ring production.

3) Red Cans
(Rubber
Repertory) As
unsettling as it
was to watch tiny
red laundry ham-
pers with human
appendages — no
heads, no legs,
just arms or feet —
this audacious pro-
duction was abso-
lutely absorbing,
like a nature docu-
mentary from The
Twilight Zone, in
which we observed
the social behavior
and customs of
these strange
creatures: scuttling
like crabs across the stage, stealing shoes, killing one
another. Surreal, hilarious, and haunting.

4) Cymbeline (Spotlight Music Theatre Ensemble)
Shakespeare’s rarely produced, often derided romance
got a shot in the arm from UT theatre student Dustin
Wills, who pasted over its less-inspired text with better
passages by the Bard and served it up under a starry
spring sky in the School of Architecture courtyard.
Inventively staged and energetically performed, this was
Shakespearean enchantment.

5) (tie) Hamlet (Actors From the London Stage)/The
Assumption (Refraction Arts) Two takes on the tragedy
of the Danish prince, as different as night and day yet both
theatrically daring and engrossing. The former presented
the drama Shakespeare wrote but played by just five actors,
whose grasp of the text gave even the most familiar
speeches a fresh ring and who shifted between characters
on the bare stage with an ease that was mesmerizing. The
latter transported the play to a hillbilly holler at the end of
the universe, improbably peopled by dudes in mullets and
women in kimonos, all belting Seventies power ballads. But
it was so thoroughly imagined and original (not to mention
hysterical), the ride was exhilarating — and still amazingly
true to Shakespeare’s story.

6) Hairspray (UT Performing Arts Center) You can’t stop
the beat, boasts the signature song of this Broadway block-

roared into Bass. From the opening blast of “Good Morning
Baltimore,” this staging of the feel-good musical drawn from
John Waters’ film raced along on the score’s irresistible
rhythms and the infectious energy of a couldn’t-quit cast.
7) When Something Wonderful Ends (UT Department of
Theatre & Dance) Recounting her quest for the moment
our way of life began unraveling, playwright Sherry Kramer’s
remarkable monologue moved between 1963 and now,
between Tehran and Springfield, Mo., between radicalized
mullahs and vintage Barbies, to unearth truths about
America’s pursuit of Middle Eastern oil and her personal
history, before arriving at her mother’s grave and the inter-
section of geopolitical interests and individual responsibili-
ty. As timely as it was revealing and as witty as wise.

8) As You Like It (Austin Shakespeare Festival)
Another Shakespeare, another small cast, another bare
stage under a starry sky, another enchanting evening.
Played with both cast and audience on the Zilker Theatre
stage, ASF’'s show was buoyed by a freewheeling attitude
among the eight actors, their palpable joy in the Bard’s
comedy and language, clever staging, and Ed Kliman’s
whimsical original score.

9) Where Are They Now? (Shrewd Productions) From the
same New Zealand murder that inspired the film Heavenly
Creatures, playwright Cyndi Williams mined her own fasci-
nating drama: a psychologically complex charting of the
crime’s effects on the women who committed it, with the
pair vividly portrayed by Shannon Grounds and T. Lynn
Mikeska, and the tension between them ratcheted up in riv-
eting fashion.

10) (tie) Parade (Mary Moody Northen Theatre)/

I Am My Own Wife (Zachary Scott Theatre Center)

Two shows that made history come alive, but from opposite
approaches: Parade’s was epic, retelling the tragedy of Leo
Frank’s trial for murder and lynching in 1913 Atlanta on a
grand canvas, with
the large cast of St.
Edward’s University
students and faculty
members, all on the
same historical
page, catching us
up in the sweep of
history. Wife's was
personal, dramatiz-

ing the life of the
fascinating trans-
vestite Charlotte von Mahlsdorf, who survived both Nazi
and communist regimes, through a single actor, with Glenn
Peters’ marvelously clean performance and Dave Steakley’s
intimate staging drawing us close and catching us in this
mystery man-woman'’s spell.

Top 10 Dance and Classical Music Events
That Made 2006 a Year to Remember

1) Requiem (Blue Lapis Light) Using the Intel shell as
the site for a dance could’ve been a one-note stunt, but
Sally Jacques’ choreographic vision, astounding lighting by
Jason Amato, and jaw-dropping aerial dance work by a corps
of daredevil performers created instead an epic exploration
of impermanence and transcendence on the remains of a
dead building.

2) The Souls of Our Feet (Tapestry Dance Company) In
paying tribute to rhythm tap dancers of old — through meticu-
lously re-created routines from classic films and vaudeville —
the artists of Tapestry proved themselves the worthy heirs to
tap’s past masters, pushing themselves to a new level and
radiating a new confidence and style that left us awestruck
and delighted.

3) Wondrous Journey (Conspirare) As true a title as the
year offered, this tour of song and the glories it offers was
itself glorious, with the impeccable choral ensemble revealing
in every number, from medieval chant to Britten’s majestic
“Hymn to St. Cecilia” to the Sesame Street standard “Sing,”
the elation and gratification its vocalists take in singing.

4) Gina Patterson and Eric Midgeley in Director’s Choice:
Evolution (Ballet Austin) In the first section of Stephen
Mills’ “Desire/Three Movements” and the jazzy “Insideout,”
choreographed by Patterson herself, these partners on- and
offstage brought all their virtuosity and personal connection to
bear, creating embraces and releases, couplings and separa-
tions, with a tension that was riveting.

5) Christmas at the Carillon (Conspirare) No mere rehash
of yule faves, as its title suggests, but a deeply thoughtful,
moving meditation on the season and our connections to one
another, presented in a nearly seamless song cycle. Craig

Hella Johnson’s choice of material — chant and Sam Cooke,
Leonard Cohen and carols — was inspired and inspiring, as
was soulful guest soloist John Boutte.

6) Lady Macheth of Mtsensk (Austin Lyric Opera) Our
yearlong citywide celebration of Dmitri Shostakovich got off to
a steamy start with his opera of overheated desires and mur-
der, and while ALO’s staging was not without problems,
Richard Buckley’s vigorous reading of the turbulent score and
soprano Brenda Harris’ seething, sensual take on Katerina
kept it blazing throughout.

7) Dialogues 2006 (American Repertory Ensemble) This
company that aims to give equal weight to dance and music
served up both masterfully in its debut, most pleasurably in
the witty relationship dance “Group Therapy” and in moody
solos by violinist Leigh Mahoney and pianist Michelle
Schumann, made more atmospheric and memorable by their
isolated placement onstage.

8) Sharon Marroquin in Oh Mother/Hot September
Flurries/Suite ... Peggy Lee In diverse pockets of the dance
scene, Sharon Marroquin continues to prove herself an origi-
nal choreographic voice and a master of gesture. With sharply
focused movements channeled through some deep personal
connection to the subject, she made even a comical duet with
a toaster elegant and tender.

9) We Are Normal, Cha Cha Chaaa (Yellow Tape
Construction Co.) Five women in a whirl of motion — running,
rolling, racing — almost nonstop for 45 minutes. Who knows
where they got all that energy, but their youthful exuberance
and fierce commitment to Amanda Butterfield’s choreography
— suggestive of girls at play on a summer’s day — was deliri-
ously infectious.

10) “Welcoming Swell,” Oh Mother (Forklift Danceworks)
Allison Orr truly made the most of her pregnancy through this
sweet and witty dance, performed with fellow expectant moms
Andrea Comola and Jennifer Tietz Gwin, in which the three
inflated balloons to the size of their inflated bellies and
bounced them playfully into the sky.

The problem with how-to
books for writers is that
the time reading them
is better spent writing,
unless you have in your
lucky hands Francine
Prose’s lucid essay col-
lection, Reading Like
a Writer: A Guide for

People Who Love Books
(HarperCollins). Prose savors the alchemy of
words on the page and shares examples of
work that has endeared readers and made
latent writers swoon. Those who bemoan the
demise of books will find encouragement in
Prose’s wisdom.

Other favorites of the year include two
graphic novels, Chicken With Plums (Pantheon)
by Marjane Satrapi and Jessica Abel’s La
Perdida (Pantheon). While Satrapi’s book is
a love story set in 1950s Iran and Abel’s fol-
lows a culturally alienated Mexican-American
traveling in Mexico, both bubble with a cultural
richness that is foreign yet emotionally familiar,
steeped in history yet intensely personal.

with its reminder that we really can be human
first and girl or boy second. And then there was
The Weather Makers: How Man Is Changing
the Climate and What It Means for Life on
Earth (Atlantic Monthly), whose January pub-
lication kick-started the year’s defining trend:
the mainstreaming of global warming. 2006
began with President Bush’s State of the Union
characterization of America as “addicted to oil.”
Then there was the nationwide spate of church
screenings of Al Gore’s An Inconvenient Truth.
Then there was this fall's emissions-reduc-
tion alliance between California Gov. Arnold
Schwarzenegger and British Prime Minister
Tony Blair. Apparently, achieving some common
ground is possible, after all. And it began with
Tim Flannery’s seminal The Weather Makers, in
which the scientist and former climate-change
skeptic presents exhaustive data with an
unflinching honesty (one out of every five living
things on the planet is committed to extinction)
that nonetheless avoids the sealed-fate formula
dooming so many well-intentioned environmen-
tal accounts — because there are so many
losses we can still realistically prevent.

Mitchell can voice
characters regardless of era, gender, age, or
nationality — he’s even given incorporeal beings
and androids believable interior lives, so why

| was nervous about him nailing a character
closer to his own life is a mystery. Black Swan
Green (Random House) may not span centuries
or invent new dialects like Mitchell’s previous

books, but when one considers the difficulty of
writing the minutiae of adolescent life in a way
that will move adults on levels deeper than the
nostalgic, it seems no less ambitious. Lucky
for Mitchell, and for us, it is no less successful,
either. My favorite of the year by far.

It was also a good year for criticism. While
it seems silly to give Nick Hornby extra credit
for Housekeeping vs. the Dirt (McSweeney’s)
— a collection of his “Stuff I've Been Reading”
column for The Believer, whose publication in
book form was little more than a feat of colla-
tion — I'm going to do it anyway. In abandoning
the authoritative, encyclopedic knowledge of
literature many critics (myself included) feel
obligated to pretend, Hornby somehow becomes
more authoritative. The same can be said for
Tony Hoagland, whose Real Sofistikashun
(Graywolf) demonstrated that discussing poetry
intelligently needn’t involve alienating those
without exhaustive knowledge of the genre.
Hoagland loves poetry rather than the sound of
his own voice, and his utter lack of pretension
makes Real Sofistikashun a pleasure.

Deadwood: Stories of the
Black Hills (Bloomsbury),

Cormac McCarthy's The Road (Knopf) is a
spare, bleak saga of filial love amid the heart of
darkness.

Richard Ford’s The Lay of the Land (Knopf)
revisits Frank Bascombe as he navigates the
shoals of middle age, family, mortality, and
American suburbia.

Irene Nemirovsky's Suite Francaise
(Knopf) contains two beautiful novellas about
life in Nazi-occupied France. Finally published
65 years after having been written in real time,
they make up two of a
planned five-part novel.
Nemirovsky died in
Auschwitz in 1942.

Eloy Urroz's The
Obstacles (Dalkey
Archive), an impressive
debut, is a complex,
labyrinthine story of two
young Mexican writers.
The nonlinear tale eventu-
ally takes five narrators
to fully unfold.

THINGS TO TOP IT OFF

1) Camargue Fleur de Sel: A wave from the salt shaker is

a reflective motion when whipping up dinner, but when you

bring out the Fleur de Sel, it's with delicate precision that one
sprinkles the flaky granules. In part because of its steep price
($9.50 for a 4.4-ounce box!), and in part because the oceanic
flavor imparted by the hand-harvested salt is best appreciated
when you take the time to allow all your senses to appreciate its
grainy texture, its aroma of the sea, and its superlative taste as
it lifts your green beans from pedestrian to palatial. Available at
fine grocers.

2) Fresh Cracked Pepper: Please, throw all tins of ground
pepper away. You won’t miss it, as it barely imparts any flavor
anyway. The effort expended in a few grinds of a mill provides a
difference as dramatic as any in the culinary world. Give a good
grind, and the first sneeze that results is your first clue as to
why good cooks insist on it.

3) Toasted Pecan Pieces: My friend Meredith’'s mom shared
her secret of good cooking: “Add a handful of chopped pecans.’
That sound advice gets even better if you toast the pecans first.
Muffins, salads, cakes, fish crust, chicken breading, just about
everything is improved by adding a handful of these sweet and
locally farmed nuts.

4) Chile Lime Saltburst: It's the adorable packaging with the
wooden spoon and cork-topped jar that will catch your eye, but
the devotion comes after you sample the piquant, fiery, and
tangy flavor. We can’t imagine guacamole, corn, chili, shrimp,
etc., without it. We even like to rim a Bloody Mary glass for a
real eye opener. The other Saltburst flavors (orange, garlic, chipo-
tle, All Spiceburst, Cracked Malabar) have legions of devotees,
too. Available at Farm to Market.

5) TexaFrance Tarragon & Thyme Pesto: When you spread your
bread with this herby concoction on top, your turkey sandwich
takes on a savory lusciousness that brings the tastes of Provence
and even Thanksgiving to your lunchtime repast. Available at
Whole Foods, Central Market, some HEBs, and other grocers.

6) Alexander Family Farm Eggs: Our friend Lee likes to top

off her macaroni and cheese with an egg. We haven’t tested

her technique yet, but we do like to top our toast with a per-

"

fectly poached egg, and a stack of pancakes is improved by an
egg over easy. And the eggs of choice are the locally produced
Alexander Farm beauties. The yolks are the color of saffron and
so rich and delicious other eggs are anemic by comparison.

7) AgaSweet: Pure organic agave nectar is the base for this
unusual and (dare we say it?) healthy sweetener; essential oils
provide the flavors. The result is a light, clean, almost elusive
sweetener that heightens a bowl of berries and glazes a salmon
to perfection. The tangerine/ginger flavor is our particular favor-
ite, but do try the peppermint, cinnamon, lavender, and lemon
varieties, too. Available at Farm to Market and Sunset Valley
Farmers Market.

8) Koppers Mocha Coffee Lentils: They look like brown and
tan M&Ms, but the chocolaty interior is a whole lot more sophis-
ticated in taste. It's like a crunchy mocha latte and makes an
ideal accompaniment to top off an after-dinner coffee. Available
in the bulk candy sections of Central Markets.

9) BakerMan’s Bakery Petits Fours: Top off a dinner party
elegantly with these gorgeous gems of cake. They're just big
enough to satisfy and small enough to rationalize having just
one more. And so gorgeously decorated they fit in with any fancy
soiree. Our favorite is the white cake with raspberry filling and
vanilla buttercream, but the chocolate with mocha filling and
chocolate buttercream has a following in the house, as well.
BakerMan’s Bakery is located at 120 E. Seventh.

10) Rainwater: It seems so obvious, it’s hard to believe no
one has done it before. But fresh squeezed cloud juice from
Dripping Springs is the first bottled rain water in the country, and
it is scrumptious, chlorine free, locally and celestially produced.
Richard Heinichen built the colorful tank town of brightly colored
rain-collection tanks and collects and purifies the stuff from the
skies. The resulting beverage tops off any meal refreshingly.
Available bottled at local stores.

1) Byblos Falafel
and Deli (13000

490-1212): A new
arrival out north,
these folks are

2) Asia Cafe
(8650 Spicewood
Springs Rd. #115,
331-5780): Unapologetically and authentically Sichuan, this
counter-service gem located in the back of Asia Market is my
new favorite Chinese restaurant in town (with apologies to the
rest). Lovingly embracing chiles and the mysteriously numbing
Sichuan peppercorn, their twice-cooked pork belly, water-boiled
beef, and ma po dofu make me swoon.

3) China Palace (6605 Airport, 451-7104): Foodie rumors led
me back to China Palace after years of absence, to discover

a long-lost diamond. Culinary treasures lurk on the “Chinese
Menu”: shredded pork and squid with mustard greens, hot and
spicy wonton, and tofu knot with shredded pork are all there to
reward a visit. The legend lives on!

4) Oaxacan Tamaleo (1300 W. Anderson, 289-9262): Bill and
Leo continue their dance with greatness, producing some of the
biggest Interior-Mex flavors at the best prices. The banana-leaf-
wrapped tamales are so light they float off of the plate; lamb

barbacoa melts in the mouth; the posole is a seductive bowl of
spicy richness; the turkey in mole sauce complex and wonderful.
5) Le Soleil (9616 N. Lamar, 821-0396): It's laid-back and
roomy with authentic Viet flavors and a huge menu. The shaking
beef, the bahn xeo stuffed crepe, the hot and sour soup with cat-
fish and taro stem, the pork meatballs in rice paper wrappers ...
all the stuff of culinary dreams. You can make a meal of any of
the fresh and minty salads.

6) MT Supermarket (7601 N. Lamar, 454-4804/4805): Finally,
Austin gets a megasized Asian market busting at the seams with
the wonderfully weird and obscure — but oh so essential — ele-
ments of any Far Eastern meal. If you can't find it here, you're
not looking: produce, kitchen essentials and knives, sauces and
components, duck feet, and seafood are staring you in the face.
7) Clay Pot Buffet (13000 N. I-35 #12-200, 833-8837): Austin
gets its first all hot-pot Asian restaurant, with a nice assortment
of appetizers (dumplings, wings, crab, sashimi, salads, etc.) to
begin your meal and a selection of veggies, meats, and seafood
cooked (by you) at the table in the simmering pot. Hands-on din-
ing ... it rocks!

8) Crosstown BBQ (202 S. Ave. C, Elgin, 512/281-5594): A
strictly no-frills place in a tin building run by Carrol Grady and
Johnny Parks, considered by many as the finest barbecue in
Texas. Tender smoky brisket, ribs to die for, succulent mutton,
and juicy chicken join the best house-made sausage in Elgin, and
the sauce is rich, spicy, and deep red. Always call ahead, in case
they’re out of food.

9) El Borrego de Oro #2 (3900 S. Congress, 383-0031): “The
Golden Sheep” is an authentic treat, with a large menu of top-
notch Mexican, homemade tortillas, cold beer, and strong 'ritas.
Birria (shredded lamb, either as tacos or as a soup) is the clas-
sic Mexico City hangover cure; the pork with green sauce is mag-
nificent. It’s hard to choose wrong here.

10) Bombay Bistro (10710 Research #126, 342-2290): With

a chef from Delhi, BB seduces the diner with aromas, complexly
spiced flavor profiles, and a wealth of dishes offered nowhere
else in the city. Tilapia fingers in chickpea-cumin crust, fish mala-
bar from Kerala, and Baingan Bartha eggplant are all amazing
dishes, and the breads excel.

They
don’t skimp on the espresso, and the baristas all know how to
make every beverage perfectly (1300 S. Congress, 444-3800).
3) Pure Luck Goat Cheese: Pure Luck sets the standard

for chévre, and their cheese has become a staple for many
Austinites, including myself. Mild, brightly fresh, and creamy, Pure

’
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Luck Cheévre is one of our best local products
(and is quickly becoming nationally renowned).
Available at Central Market, Whole Foods,
Wheatsville Co-op, and at the Sunset Valley
Farmers Market.

4) Top Notch: The Top Notch Restaurant on
Burnet Road has remained unchanged and
unchanging since 1971. As Austin has grown
around it, Top Notch has gone from nicely mod-
ern to an anachronism to retro chic, simply by
remaining true to itself. The whole time, their
Longhorn Special has been the best hamburger
in town, and it remains so. Two patties of qual-
ity beef broiled over charcoal, double cheese,
lettuce, and tomato; it tastes like eternal sum-
mer. Everything Top Notch makes is made with
care; the fries are crisp, the iced tea is fresh
brewed, the onion rings are homemade, and
everything is clean and cheerful (7525 Burnet
Rd., 452-2181).

5) Sweetish Hill’s Black-and-White Cookies:
Among the many enticing bakery items at
Sweetish Hill, it is easy to overlook these mod-
est chocolate and vanilla cookies. They are,
however, perfect. Crumbly, buttery, and light,
yet intensely flavorful with a rich, chocolaty fin-
ish. Best cookie of 2006, no question about it
(1120 W. Sixth, 472-1347).

6) Enoteca’s Calimari Sandwich: The cala-
mari at Enoteca is tender, crisp, and light. It's
piled generously into a soft white roll with plen-
ty of tartar sauce, and there’s nothing like it. It
is perfection and, for $8, a bargain, too (1610
S. Congress, 441-7672).

7) Boggy Creek Farm Stand: If you don’t grow
your own vegetables, Boggy Creek is where

you want to buy them. Open Wednesdays and
Saturdays from 9am to 2pm, Boggy Creek
always has the best of the season: greens, let-
tuces, vegetables, and flowers (and eggs, if you
get there early!). Even the best organic super-
market produce doesn’t compare to vegetables
picked mere hours before. Added bonus: What
you buy at Boggy Creek keeps a long time,
because it hasn’t been shipped (3414 Lyons,
926-4650).

8) Curra’s on Oltorf: For breakfast, lunch, or
dinner, Curra’s has pulled ahead of the pack for
authentic Mexican food in Austin. The quality is
superb, and the kitchen is consistent. Even the
most difficult sauces are always perfect, and
the price is right (614 E. Oltorf, 444-0012).

9) Texas French Bread Bagels: There is a lot
of lovely artisan bread available in Austin, but
no one’s bagels are as fresh, chewy, soft, and
authentic as TFB’s. Available in sesame seed,
poppyseed, and plain; get them early, because

10) Grind-Your-Own Nut Butters at Whole
Foods: This is so much fun, and you get the
freshest possible product. Not only can you
grind your own peanut butter, you can grind your
own cashew butter, chocolate peanut butter,
raw almond butter, roasted almond butter, and
more! Say goodbye to separated, stiff nut but-
ters; you can get as little or as much as you
need, so it doesn’t have time to separate. Plus,
you're allowed to taste them all before you
decide which one to get.

MM PACK ON THE 10 BEST AUSTIN
NEIGHBORHOOD STORES

1) Whip In (1950 S. I-35, 442-5337): Whip In’s
motto — “keeping it good for our 'hood” — aptly
captures the spirit of Austin’s neighborhood food
markets that tailor themselves to the unique
character of their milieu. The Whip In, known for
its eccentric decor, friendly staff, large wine and
beer selections, local products, and specialty
coffee, has been seeing to the needs of Travis
Heights since 1986, and it may be the only gro-
cery in town with a piano on the premises.

2) P&K Grocery (915 W. Mary, 326-3133):
Quirkiness abounds at the P&K Grocery in the
Bouldin Creek neighborhood, where art and
food morph into a shopping experience unlike
any other. In addition to basic groceries, local
food products, and tasteful and funky gift and
household items, the impossibly hip P&K offers
a wide selection of retro candies, cookies,

and snacks. There’s a made-to-order sandwich
menu and house-made takeout items from dev-
iled eggs to pimento cheese. An added bonus
is that you can order online and they deliver.

3) Fresh Plus, West Lynn (1221 West Lynn,
477-5574): Good things come in small pack-
ages, and Fresh Plus on West Lynn (along with
its sibling store on East 43rd) demonstrates
how a compact space can still provide a
comprehensive full-service grocery store. Still
owned by the same family that opened it (and
six others) three generations ago, Fresh Plus
offers fresh produce, a decent wine selection,
an astonishing number of grocery products, a
prepared-foods counter, and one of the best
butcher shops in town.

4) Farm to Market Grocery (1718 S. Congress,
462-7220): At the sign of the radish on the
trendy SoCo strip, Farm to Market is an almost-
full-service grocery that specializes in local
products from cheeses to greeting cards to
gourmet. Somewhat reminiscent of a New York
neighborhood deli (although far better deco-

fruits and juices, coffees, flowers, snacks, wine,
and beer.

5) Avenue B Grocery (4403 Avenue B,
453-3921): Nestled under shade trees in the
middle of residential Hyde Park, the tiny, 100-
year-old Avenue B Grocery is Austin’s oldest
extant market. The store’s two aisles contain
dry goods and household products; sliced
meats and cheeses are available along with
“novelty” ice creams, pickled okra, and house-
made pies by the slice. The made-to-order
lunchtime sandwiches are an invitation to step
outside to the picnic tables and enjoy them
with a cold ICB root beer.

6) Mandola’s Italian Market (4700 W.
Guadalupe, 419-9700): The Mandola family
has been in the grocery, deli, and restaurant
business in Houston since 1912; while the
new Mandola’s market is located in the brand-
new Triangle neighborhood, it maintains a
flavor of a classic Italian-American grocery
experience. It's a destination for imported

and imported fresh and cured
sausages, cheeses, wines, and a
terrific bakery exploding with Italian
breads, cookies, pastries, and gela-
to. The attached counter-service
restaurant offers Southern lItalian-
style sandwiches and hot dishes to
go or eat on the patio.

7) Phoenicia (4701 Burnet Rd.,
323-6770; 2912 S. Lamair,
447-4444): While best known as a
Middle Eastern deli and bakery, the
two Phoenicias north and south of
the river are the oldest and largest
panethnic groceries in town. While
they specialize in bakery items and
prepared takeout such as dolmas,
sandwiches, wraps, and tabouli,
they also sport aisles and freez-
ers full of canned, packaged, and
frozen goods from the Middle East
(and Europe and Latin America), as
well as an excellent olive and condi-
ment bar.

8) Royal Blue Grocery (247 W.
Third, 499-3993): New neighbor-
hoods need new neighborhood gro-
ceries, and the Royal Blue caters to
the booming Downtown 2nd Street
District, where high-rise condos
sprout up before our eyes. This
urbane little market provides not
only the basics but upscale snacks,
artisanal cheeses, prepared foods,
fresh flowers, newspapers and
magazines, and a small, quirky wine selection,
chilled and ready to go.

9) La Michoacana (1917 E. Seventh, 473-8487):
La Michoacana on East Seventh (along with
sister stores on Stassney and Cameron) is a
full-service market, bakery, and taqueria that
caters to Hispanic clientele with a wide variety
of imported foods from Mexico, as well as
Central and South America. The meat market
selections are vast, ranging from cabrito to
pigs’ ears, and this is the spot for the freshest,
most flavorful lard in town.

10) Crestview Minimax IGA (7108 Woodrow,
459-6203): Although it's seen some better
days, Minimax maintains a loyal neighborhood
customer base and still anchors the bijou
Crestview Shopping Center, shared with a phar-
macy, barbershop, and the Little Deli. The first
(and now last) of Austin’s six Minimax groceries
that opened in the Fifties, this family-owned
store has grown up with the neighborhood. It’s
the place to stop for a chat, a quart of milk, a

1) Save our film industry

The biggest news for the Texas
film industry in 2006 will likely
make or break 2007 when the
Legislature convenes and considers
a filming incentives package aimed
at stopping the hemorrhaging to our
neighbors in New Mexico and
Louisiana. A ragtag band of film
pros, the Texas Motion Picture
Alliance sprang from a Dallas
Producers Association idea and cul-
minated with meetings around the
state led by new Texas film com-
mish Bob Hudgins. Now the group
has hired high-powered lobbyists
aimed at keeping our Texas crews
at home. A whopping 20% are
estimated to be working out of
state now.

2) Opiate of the masses
In a down year for major
Hollywood productions, the Texas
film biz’s savior broke out of prison
and scored on the gridiron. Fox’s
series Prison Break chose Dallas as
a locale for its second season,
while Friday Night Lights likes
Austin. Despite lackluster ratings,
NBC stuck with the critically
acclaimed high school football tale
for at least a full season. Both
series are filming through March.
Texas saw about $70 million from
television projects in 2006.

3) Studio city

Austin Studios celebrated its
sixth anniversary and saw voters
approve a city of Austin bond pro-
posal that will provide $5 million for
full soundproofing and air condition-
ing for two of its five stages,
improved security and safety, and
state-of-the-art digital infrastructure.
Meanwhile, David Cuddy’s Ranch
Studios in Kyle shot its first film,
The Lights, a horror movie with
comedic elements and a script from
Bonnie Orr. Then there’s Villa Muse
Studios, a major project that
announced plans early in 2006 to
construct a space for big-budget
features and includes Tom
Copeland, former head of the Texas
Film Commission, and Paul

And so it begins. As we went to press, SXSW Film announced that The Lookout — written and direct-

Overheard from a hungry Austin
actor: “Yeah, | could work, but all
that’s shooting around here is zom-
bie movies.” Leading the pack, of
course, was Rodriguez’s half of
Grind House, “Planet Terror,” with
its machine-gun-legged hottie. But
how can you not love Z: A Zombie
Musical? John McLean transports
the mythical living dead to
Zomburbia, modeled after
Pflugerville, and there’s plenty of
dancing and surprise cameos by
Austinites, including yours truly. But
the best-titled indie shot here in
2006 is Ninja Pirate Supermodels
vs. the Zombies From Space.

6) Linklater’s twofer

The Cannes Film Festival likes
Richard Linklater — they really like
him. Enough to show both his roto-
scoped adaptation of Philip K.
Dick’s A Scanner Darkly (now out on
DVD) and fictionalized muckraker
Fast Food Nation. The double bill
was nothing new to Linklater, whose
Waking Life and Tape both screened
at Sundance in 2001.

7) Indie is as indie does
Austin independents were bold in
2006, led by former Travis High
School film teacher Mike Akel,
whose high school teacher comedy

Chalk garnered a nomination for the
John Cassavetes Award for best
feature made for less than
$500,000. The winner will be
announced during Film
Independent’s Spirit Awards on Feb.
24. Kat Candler and crew at Storie
Productions could (and do) give les-
sons in guerilla marketing after
partnering with suicide-awareness
groups for a nationwide tour of
jumping off bridges. Also leading the
Austin indie charge into theatres
were Andrew Shapter with his
music insider doc Before the Music
Dies and Turk Pipkin with his
Nobelity and its ambitious look at
how Nobel Prize winners would
solve the globe’s biggest ills.

8) Meet the new boss

Hudgins may have wondered
what he’d stepped into when he
took the Texas Film Commission
reins in 2006 and got a call about
a potential kiddie porn shooting
locally. He arrived on the set of hor-
ror film Teeth (featuring the mythi-
cal medical condition vagina denta-
ta) to assure neighbors and local
television viewers that “It's in
incredibly bad taste, but it's not
pornography.” Teeth was recently
selected to show at the Sundance
Film Festival, and Hudgins has got-
ten uniformly high praise for a first
year in which he was rightfully cred-
ited as a driving force in uniting the
Texas film industry.

9) What would
Willie shoot?

When we weren’t looking, the Red
Headed Stranger became a movie
star. This year he was in two Austin-
shot films: martial-arts flick Fighting
With Anger and the comic Western
Shoot Out of Luck. Now, word is he’ll
reteam with Jessica Simpson for
Blonde Ambition, a semiremake of
1988’s Working Girl to be shot
in Louisiana.

10) Marfa,
film capltal of Texas

The tiny West Texas town of Marfa
will forever be known in film circles as
where Giant was shot. But in 2006
the town added two more notches to
its belt when Bakersfield, Calif., circa
the 1890s was constructed there for
oil-industry story There Will Be Blood.
He’s no James Dean, but star Daniel
Day-Lewis was known to jog around
Marfa in a full sweatsuit despite the
molten temperatures. Also filming par-
tially in Marfa was No Country for Old
Men, an adaptation of the Cormac
McCarthy novel with Joel and Ethan
Coen at the helm. Most of that one
was filmed in New Mexico (are you
spotting a trend yet?). Marfa has
noted producer Scott Rudin to thank
for its twofer. He was also behind the
untitled war in Iraq film directed by
Kimberly Peirce, which shot primari-
ly in Austin. - Joe O’Connell

Cinema’s
Labyrinth

The year in film, 2006

Let me start my annual confessional about Top 10 lists by
pointing out that I have made three unique lists for three separate
organizations this year, and no two lists have been identical (except
for my No. 1 and 2 choices, both of which are scheduled to open
in Austin on Jan. 12). How does this happen? To a great extent,
the differences are explained by the demands of each group’s
deadlines. By each December deadline, I had seen an increasingly
greater number of the year-end films. Everyone knows the studios
save their awards-bait material for the end of the year when they
hope that critics fried by the daily deluge of screenings will elevate
the most recent title to make a fresh impression on them. So for
each list I made, the selection pool was greater. Add to this the
complications of screening films in cities the studios relegate to
second-tier status or lower. Is the vote of two Austin critics worth
the vote of one in Los Angeles? And, really, is there anything wrong
with the studios safeguarding their product with this kind of calcu-
lated thinking?

Several of the Chronicle’s critics this year opted out of making
lists because they felt as though they hadn’t seen enough of the
eligible films. Others of us are intrepid enough to not let that
deter us. None of us has seen all the same films, so these lists are
not necessarily comparative, and the absence of a title may sim-
ply indicate that the film was not seen by the writer rather than
qualitatively excluded.

As the window between theatrical distribution and DVD release
grows increasingly shorter, I find Top 10 lists also serve a growing
function as rental guides (in addition to harbingers of films arriving
in Austin during the coming weeks). In addition to the lists offered
here by myself and Marc Savlov, also note on these pages the votes
of the newly formed Austin Film Critics Association in its inaugural
year. Michael Ventura’s “Letters at 3AM” in this issue provides one
further movie list, in which the former film critic succinctly sums
up everything he saw in 2006.

One of the noticeable trends of 2006 has been the abundant suc-
cess of sequels: Pirates of the Caribbean: Dead Man’s Chest, Ice Age:
The Meltdown, and James Bond’s latest, Casino Royale, being prime
examples. Just as you can count on even more sequels in 2007 and
beyond, you may also count on us delivering more Top 10 lists next
year. Grouse though we do, we love them so. Let us count the ways.

As expected,
accounts vary as to who threw the first punch
(both sides had been drinking), but neither
emerged unscathed: One band member need-
ed several staples to close a head wound,
while Cotton’s brother suffered a severe lacera-
tion that may require reconstructive facial sur-
gery. Both Black Rose and Rogue were also
severely vandalized. “This is turning into West
Side Story,” says Black Rose owner Monte
Williams. “It’s ridiculous.” Cotton, who's been
in California since before the incident, agrees.
“It's a gigantic mess,” he says. As all parties
are now investigating various avenues of legal
action, it could get a lot messier.

Austin’s newest club is located in one of
its oldest structures: Lamberts, a down-
stairs restaurant and upstairs nightclub,
opened last month in the Schneider gener-
al store building, which was erected in
1873. The building’s status as a local his-
torical site saved it from the wrecking ball
that felled neighbor Liberty Lunch in
1999. “The city was pretty particular about
what we could do with the building, mainly
because they had spent over $500,000
restoring it in 2002,” says co-owner Will
Bridges.

* Five star cheerleaders at McKinney North
High School near Dallas apparently had the run
of the place over the last year, often immune
from school rules thanks to the aggressiveness
of their parents and the timidity of school
officials, according to an independent report
to the school board (disclosed in December

by The Dallas Morning News). The “Fab Five”
walked out of classes, ignored teachers, dressed
salaciously, and posed for scandalous photos
on the Internet, and whenever sanctions were
suggested, parents rose in anger at comparative
unfairness toward their particular daughters.
One staff member said the girls acted like
they hadn’t “been punished properly since the
seventh grade.”

Franklin’s thinking is that the memorial should
draw a new generation of worshipers and
donors, including kids who would be attracted
by the farm motif.

state agency that should be the pearl neck-
lace of the state’s crown jewels. At the end
of the budget year in August, TPWD was
woefully underfunded.

If you're heading outside the country,
don’t forget your passport. As of Dec. 31,
2006, the national travel document is
required of all air and sea travelers to for-
eign destinations. By the end of 2007, pass-
ports will be required for land border cross-
ings. That means if you're going on a shop-
ping trip to Ciudad Acuia or Montreal, you
had better take the proper document. A driv-
er’s license won’t be enough to get you back
into the U.S. anymore.

After years of waiting, drivers negotiating
the traffic in the state capital will be able to
travel Loop 1 (MoPac) from Round Rock to
Circle C without stoplights or construction or
can bypass Central Austin altogether by tak-
ing SH 130. The state began collecting the
75-cent toll for the north end of Loop 1 and
$1.50 for SH 130 on Jan. 1. Cars with a
prepaid account and sporting a TxTag get a
10% discount on the fees on the 209 miles
of toll roads in four Texas cities without hav-
ing to stop at the toll booths.

While Austin was opening new toll roads,
Dallas was expanding the area’s commuter
rail system. Since it began operation 10
years ago, the Dallas Area Rapid Transit rail

for another sweltering year. All over the state,
lakes were at, or near, record lows. The lack
of rain was painfully evident at Lake Travis.
Going into December, the major water-stor-
age reservoir and playground for Austin was
at a 42-year low. The shoreline was 25 feet
below its average level. The all-time low for
the lake was in 1951 during a decadelong
drought. The odd part of the weather pattern
was that West Texas, known for being bone
dry, saw an above-average year for rainfall.

Being one of the few constant-level swim-
ming holes in Central Texas, the spring-fed
San Marcos River continued to attract
tubers and kayakers with an improved play-
ground. The city of San Marcos replaced a
100-year-old dam with a tube chute that
includes three artificial rapids and a new
sunbathing area in Rio Vista Park.

The Texas State Railroad came back from
the brink of having its last run between
Palestine and Rusk. In February, the Texas
Parks & Wildlife Department announced that
the excursion train would not open in the
spring. After the local chambers of com-
merce rallied to save the train for the 2006
season, TPWD announced that due to budget
constraints the train was doomed in 2007.
The state Legislature came through with
emergency funding to keep the boiler on the
steam train stoked for another season.

system has expanded to 45 miles, plus a 35-
mile link to Fort Worth. With projects begun
this year, the Southwest’s largest inner-city
rail system will extend 93 miles by 2013.

Also in Dallas, developers announced the
closing of the West End MarketPlace in July.
A major tourist attraction when it opened in
1986, the former warehouse, a couple of
blocks from Dealey Plaza, was once full of
shops, eateries, and nightclubs that attract-
ed new activity to the abandoned western
corner of downtown.

And finally, Texas day-trippers lost a good
friend with the untimely death of Texas
Highways magazine Editor Jack Lowry in a
house fire on Dec. 23. As editor of the official
state travel publication for 14 years, Lowry
expanded the magazine’s reputation for quali-
ty writing and dramatic photography. Although
he will best be remembered as an editor, he
was also a wonderful writer whose articles
exhibited a depth often overlooked in an age
of sound bites. He will be greatly missed.

Brimming with cinematic gusto,
Children of Men is a captivating
spectacle. Set in the near future of
2027, the film depicts
an anarchic world in
which women, for rea-
sons left unexplained,
have become infertile.
Violence among war-
ring sects erupts in
the streets, and immi-
grants are rounded
up and placed in
concentration camps.
Although the story’s action occurs in
England, we are given to believe that
this wretched-seeming island is one
of the last bastions of civilization
in the world. Director Cuarén (Harry
Potter and the Prisoner of Azkaban,

even greater frustration on such questions as what had caused

Y Tu Mama También) and cinematographer Emmanuel Lubezki (The
New World) do a stunning job of creating this gray-bombed-out uni-
verse devoid of joy and hope while providing visceral thrills as the
film adopts a chase structure as we observe the characters trying
to escape. (One visually amazing car chase in particular will burn

a permanent hole in your cortex.) However, one wishes Cuarén,
who is listed along with four others as the film’s screenwriter, had
spent as much time tidying up some of the film’s many unanswered
questions as he did on figuring out his visual strategies. Ultimately,
Children of Men becomes a mere cautionary nativity story — a varia-
tion on the immaculate conception and the birth of the savior of
humanity. Freely adapted from a novel by RD. James, the final film
supposedly bears only a vague resemblance to the book. Although
the film’s various themes of fertility, xenophobia, assisted suicide,
and sectarian violence have resonant implications for the present
day, these themes are not so much explored as introduced. Were
Children of Men not so exhilarating to watch, | would dwell with

women to become infertile and whether that was the case for the
men, too; why nobody had developed methods of human cloning;
what the title of the movie exactly means; and so on. The ques-
tions are numerous and all unanswered. Fortunately, the movie is
also very well-cast, another aspect that helps distract attention
from the many unanswerables. Owen is terrific as the disillusioned,
accidental hero who is pressed into service by his politically
involved ex-wife (Moore, also quite effective). Caine steals every
scene he’s in as the old hippie living in secrecy in a cabin in the
woods, smoking his weed and cranking Radiohead to full blast. As
all his films have shown, Cuarén is clearly one of the most original
filmmakers working today, and Children of Men should solidify his
place at the top of those ranks. With a great script, there should
be no stopping him. - Marjorie Baumgarten

Larry
(Emmerich), the neighborhood ex-cop with
a flash-point temper and a guilty secret,
takes it upon himself to form a one-man
neighborhood watch against the childlike
Ronnie (which succeeds only in making the
whole neighborhood anxious), while two
married couples orbit one another in ways
both literal and metaphoric, like heartsick

The success story of English teacher
Erin Gruwell (Swank) and her students in
Room 203 of Long Beach High School is
true. Yet when placed in the hands of writ-
er/director LaGravenese, it becomes indis-
tinguishable from what my colorful friend-of-
a-friend Bishop calls “them movies where
the cute little white lady goes in and makes

everybody love learnin’ just because she
cares so much.” If Erin Gruwell didn’t exist,
screenwriters would invent her. Relentlessly
cheerful despite the opening footage of the
1992 Los Angeles riots, Gruwell fails her
first few lessons — white girls from Newport
Beach shouldn’t lecture to urban gang kids
about Tupac — but finally wins her students’
respect with journaling and individualized
instruction. | should mention that she
implements these classroom techniques,
which are not supported by her administra-
tion, by buying her kids books and field
trips (she’s got two extra jobs, see) and
complaining directly to the school board
about her pickle-sucking, bureaucratic

boss (the redoubtable Staunton, who's a
hoot) without getting fired. So if you're a
classroom teacher, try that, | guess? As
her neglected spouse, Dempsey stares

off vacantly and suffers from a lack of his
own calling before packing up those two
symbolic suitcases. LaGravenese thinks
he’s being sympathetic to his characters
and exploring them deeply, but because of
its Hollywood shorthand the movie actually
gets dangerously close to suggesting that
the answer to the education crisis is worka-
holic superteachers who can personally
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compensate for their students’ poverty and
social problems — leaving no room for fam-
ily. Meanwhile, as Gruwell teaches “toler-
ance” to her African-American and Chicano
students using the Holocaust as a model
of oppression, | was constantly reminded
of Ariyan A. Johnson’s rant from the little-
seen Just Another Girl on the I.R.T. — a far
more offbeat and risk-taking film released
in 1992, when this one is set — about the
greater relevance to people of color of the
slave trade, a genocide no less literary. The
real-life Gruwell is a sought-after education-
al consultant, but the movie itself offers
few real answers to the problems teachers
face. Nonetheless double Oscar-winner
Swank is a pleasure to watch; she’s fully
tuned in to her character’s gawky, geeky
giddiness — the well-intentioned naivete
that makes her unsinkable. Also watch

out for Hernandez, who makes a strong
impression as the classroom’s most
troubled student, even though the film'’s
perspective is muddled by the inclusion of
her voiceover. - Marrit Ingman

interwoven film is Sarah (Winslet), a won-
derful, woeful creature of sly intellect who
realizes all too well that her marriage to
finance whiz Richard (Edelman) was one
big mistake, and not just because he’s
more interested in surfing Internet porn
than making love to his wife. Sarah’s lot
changes dramatically when she takes her
precocious daughter, Lucy (Goldstein), to
the park and meets cute with handsome
stay-at-home dad Brad (Wilson) while
“knockout” mom (Connelly) is busy making
PBS documentaries. Sarah and Brad merge
their kids’ playdates, and from hereon

in it's only a matter of time before the
modern Emma Bovary and her should-have-
been Mr. Right are getting down in Sarah’s
laundry room only to discover that while
their archetypically American lives may yet
have a second act, it could well end up

as a tragedy. Little Children is emotionally
riveting, with converging storylines, and
some of the best acting of the past year.
Winslet’s portrayal of a smart woman on
the verge of a nervous breakdown is a pow-
erful, affecting work, and Haley’s bizarrely
stunted manboy is by turns pathetic, chill-
ing, and just flat-out sad. His performance
here will give you the creeps for longer
than you'd like, but it's Winslet who is the
heart and soul of Little Children, and when



she makes a desperate, final bid to reclaim
her soul, it’s both horrifying and heart-rend-
ing. To its credit, the script (by Field and
Tom Perrotta, from the latter’s novel) never
takes the easy way out, chiefly because

for these characters there is no easy way
out. They may be trapped in prisons of
their own devising, but no one seems to
have much of an escape plan. Which only
makes it that much more painfully true to
life. What keeps Field’s film from being the
emotional powerhouse it could have been
lies less with the direction (a wry narrator,
Will Lyman, is well-used for expositional
purposes) than with the sheer girth of the
story, which has so many interrelated paths
and so much suburban angst to deal with
that it bogs down midway through (Connelly,
for one, gets short shrift here). It recov-
ers, eventually, but the bulky melodrama
spreads throughout the last half of the

film like an acrid and unromantic miasma
or like the shards of shattered marriage
vows cast helter-skelter into an unknowable
future. - Marc Savlov

Remember the music video for David
Bowie’s “Let’s Dance”? And the memorable
shot of the young aboriginal worker grimac-
ing with effort as he struggles to tow some
ponderous chunk of machinery through
a car-snarled metropolitan intersection?
There’s no dancing for that immigrant (or
native, more likely), nor is there any for
Ahmad (Razvi) the main character in Man
Push Cart, who is likewise saddled with
the unenviable lot of the new arrival in the
big, bad city. Hailing from Pakistan, where
he was, of all things, a celebrated rock &
roller, Ahmad is now reduced to lugging
around a mammoth silverized snack cart,
the kind that really ought to be attached
to the rear of an automobile or a couple
of oxen. No such luck for Ahmad, however,
since he’s barely able to pay off the note
on his cart, much less shell out for a new
Chrysler or even a third-hand Yugo. It's
through his eyes that we see Manhattan,
often in the dark hours before the city that
never sleeps awakens, and it is a rough-
and-tumble world, full of small triumphs
that are almost immediately rendered moot
by much larger disasters. Everything is pre-

Iranian-born filmmaker
Bahrani has patterned Ahmad’s travails on
the myth of Sisyphus, although Ahmad’s
Job-like lot feels more like Sisyphus’ back-
breaker twinned with Hercules’ outsized
tasks. This is a small gem of a film, about
a small man doing small things in a very,
very, very large world. In between selling
bagels and, on the sly, porno DVDs from
his cart, Ahmad finds little time for what
most of us would call a life. A possible
romance with the Hispanic woman (Dolera),
who works at her uncle’s newsstand across
the way, flares into existence, but only just.

Here’s a conundrum: How does one
make a Christian horror movie? Sure, it's
possible to eliminate the drugs, nudity, and
bad language so common in our popular
entertainment — and maybe even some
of the immoral behaviors. But doesn’t
the crux of a horror movie usually require
some psycho baddie to disrupt the calm
of normalcy? Is turning the other cheek a
useful tactic to ward off unsavory malevo-
lents and murderous nut jobs? Thr3e,

a Christian psychological horror thriller,
wants to take on the challenge. This first
release from Fox Faith, a new label under
the auspices of 20th Century Fox Home
Entertainment, seems to accept the fact
that murderous mayhem is indeed a nec-
essary aspect of the genre. Based on

a novel by bestselling Christian author
Ted Dekker, Thr3e almost gives away its
mystery by virtue of its title. Yes, there’s
a psycho killer on the loose: This one

is called RK, the Riddle Killer (Moseley).

In the fashion of the extreme horror cur-
rently in vogue in movies such as the Saw
continuum, RK seizes his victims, wires
them with bombs, and taunts the rescu-
ers with tautological riddles that need to
be solved before the bomb detonates. In
the action-packed prologue, RK blows up
the brother of a cop (Waddell), who then
becomes personally vested in the cap-
ture of this maniac. The next victim turns
out to be Kevin Parson (Blucas), an aptly
named seminary student. Flashbacks to
Kevin’s childhood are vague and bring up
questions the film only answers in the end,
and the same goes for his childhood pal
Samantha (Jordan), who suddenly appears
from nowhere. A visit to the home in which
Kevin grew up under the care of his obvi-
ously deranged aunt (Barnes) and dingy,
fez-wearing uncle (Bower) ought to set off
cautionary alarms — but, no. It's situations
such as these that make Thr3e such a
frustrating exercise in diverted expecta-
tions. What initially seem to be examples
of inept filmmaking (i.e., illogical actions,
physical impossibilities, and a murky visual
palette) turn out in the end to be tactics
to forestall the revelation of the story’s
narrative conceit. Christians can ultimately
go to this film and be safe from hearing
swear words or seeing nudity. But will

they take kindly to its dark, psychotic, and
lethal manifestations? It’s a sure bet the
regular gore hounds will be disappointed
by the film’s transparencies, but will the
faithful flock to a film that offers a lot
more grit than the pallid stuff that gener-
ally passes for Christian entertainment?

Think and say what you will about the beliefs
and actions of Mel Gibson. One conclusion, how-
ever, is undeniable: He’s a powerfully effective film-
maker. The films Gibson has directed demonstrate
an increasingly deft understanding of epic scope,
narrative mechanics, and visceral response. With
his fourth feature film as a director, Gibson contin-
ues his (probably unintentional) study of the morti-
fication of the flesh through the ages. Apocalypto,
which emphasizes the barbarity of late Mayan
culture at the expense of its accomplishments in
the sciences, written language, and city-building,
is rife with assaults on the body. These details
have the desired visceral effect on the viewer, and
when combined with Gibson’s command of the
film’s basic story of a husband and father’s heroic
journey to rescue his family, Apocalypto becomes
an absorbing drama. However, despite showcasing
a civilization little seen on the silver screen, there
are several historical aspects of the film that just
don’t jibe.

CHECKING YOUR CREDIT HISTORY

The new year often brings about a renewed commit-
ment to organizing our financial affairs. For the next few
weeks, “The Common Law” will focus on issues that affect

your finances.

Isn’t there a way to get my credit-history report for free?
What happens if the credit report is wrong?

Yes. The Fair Credit Reporting Act (FCRA) requires nation-
wide consumer reporting companies to provide you with a free
copy of your credit report every 12 months upon request. You
can get your free credit report at www.annualcreditreport.com or
by calling 877/322-8228. In addition, there are many provid-
ers on the Internet from whom you can purchase your credit

report for a nominal fee.

Regularly checking your credit history is an important
step in combating identity theft. Identity theft generally
occurs when someone uses your personal information to
commit fraud (such as opening credit cards in your name),
and it can lead to inaccuracies in your credit rating. This
inaccurate information can affect your ability to get credit,
especially loans for major purchases like a house or a car.
You want to routinely check your credit report to ensure the
information contained in it is accurate and up-to-date.

Under the FCRA, both the consumer reporting compa-
ny and the information provider (the person or organization
that provides information about you to a consumer report-
ing company) are responsible for correcting inaccurate or
incomplete information contained in your credit report.
Should you find inaccuracies in your credit report, you
need to contact the consumer reporting company and the
information provider, in writing, and dispute the informa-
tion you think is inaccurate. Consumer reporting compa-
nies generally then must investigate the items in question
and forward all the relevant data you provide about the
inaccuracy to the person or organization that provided the
information. After the information provider receives notice
of the dispute from the consumer reporting company, it
generally must investigate and report the results back to the
consumer reporting company. If the information provider
finds the disputed information is inaccurate, it must notify
the nationwide consumer reporting companies so they
can correct the information in your credit file. When the
investigation is complete, the consumer reporting company
should give you the written results of the investigation and
a free copy of your credit report if the dispute results in any

changes to your credit history.

WATER A POSSIBLE CAUSE OF
RIGHT-HEADLIGHT BLOWOUTS

Dear Tom and Ray:

For many years, I've enjoyed your col-
umn, with its unfailing good humor. Now
I have a problem I've never seen, and my
brother-in-law — usually my Great Guru
— is stumped by it. We have a 1993 Ford
Taurus wagon with almost 300,000 miles
on the odometer. Almost everything has
been replaced four times over. About a
year ago, it started blowing right head-
lights. Just the right, always the right. And
the bulb actually shatters. We know you
can’t touch a quartz bulb when putting it
in, and we’re always extra careful, han-
dling the bulb with a clean rag. The car
is not run on rough roads. But put a new
headlight in, and after just a few hours of
use, it pops, the glass is splintered, and
we’re one-eyed again. It occurs winter and
summer, in any kind of weather. Any ideas
as to what could cause this and how we
can stop it? — Charles

TOM: Well, the first thing you've got
to do is buy stock in Sylvania. It’s mak-
ing a fortune selling you lightbulbs.

RAY: I think you have some water in
the fixture, Charles. We see it a lot. You
replace the bulb, but the plastic lens
that protects the bulb is 300,000 miles
old and has small cracks in it. When
you drive in the rain, water gets in, and
it can’t get out.

TOM: It might not be easy to see the
water, but my guess is that the bulb
heats up, a bump causes the water
to slosh or spray, a drop or two hit
the white-hot bulb and kaplow! The
bulb shatters.

RAY: Have a closer look and see if you
notice any moisture in there.

TOM: Or goldfish. Swimming gold-
fish are a sure sign of the presence
of water.

RAY: And then replace the whole
headlight fixture. You can buy aftermar-
ket fixtures for relatively little money. 1
think that’ll solve the problem, Charles.
