It's nice to think that someday Austin may
have a bike-share program like the one in Paris.
Unfortunately, Austin doesn’t even have side-
walks. In fact, Austin has “environmentalists”
who support parking lots but oppose sidewalks.

Sept. 16-22 will be European Mobility Week,
culminating in World Car Free Day on Sept.
22. The “mobility” in European Mobility Week
refers primarily to walking and bicycling.

Draft Resolutions That Work

Dear Louis,

Re: “Reptile Hunters Rattled Over Ban on
‘Texas Tradition,” July 27 [News]: In fact Rep.
Harvey Hildebran and Mr. Todd Kercheval were
not being up-front about what was in House Bill
12. | personally spoke to many representatives
who were not aware of the riders within HB 12
and were very concerned with Hilderbran and
Kercheval’'s actions.

Kercheval goes on to say that “snakes are the
biggest problem,” but the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department can't tell you how many snakes are
coming out of the wild because the data that they
collect is commercial data that reflects both cap-
tive-bred and wild-caught animals.

The most alarming numbers within the com-
mercial data were 84,000-plus rattlesnakes
for roundups and 300,000-plus turtles for the
Asian food market. According to those sources,
99% of those animals are harvested from pri-
vate property, and this law will do nothing to
address this travesty.

Hilderbran's legislation unfairly discriminates
against herpetologists who have no public land
available to them. Look at California, Arizona,
and New Mexico. It is legal to collect reptiles
and amphibians on the road surface in each of
those states, as well as large parcels of state
and federally owned land. TP&WD allows hunt-
ing of game birds and game animals on Wildlife
Management Areas but will not allow collecting
of reptiles and amphibians across the board on
those lands and offers no other alternatives.

We support any legislation that protects rep-
tiles and amphibians if it is backed by data that
illustrates a clear need for said legislation. We
do not support rattlesnake roundups, nor do we
support the massive exportation of turtles for
the Asian food market. This legislation doesn't
begin to address those real problems.

We want to be recognized as a legitimate seg-
ment of Texas sportsmen. We would like TP&WD
to hire more herpetologists and devote more
time, energy, and resources for nongame spe-
cies. We'd like tighter restrictions on commercial
take while finding a middle ground for hobbyist
collectors with an allowance for selling captive
born babies. Finally, we'd like to be involved in
drafting regulations that work for everyone, most
importantly the reptiles and amphibians.

Hopefully Mr. Whittaker's article will bring light
to these glaring inefficiencies within TP&WD,
Rep. Hilderbran, and Mr. Kercheval's legislation.

NAKED CITY

The city’s Animal Advisory Commission voted
against relocating Town Lake Animal Center at its
Aug. 21 meeting — sort of. Actually, the commission
sent a message to City Council by voting against a
staff recommendation to hire an architect for the
new shelter. That document included language spe-
cifically tying the project to a new site — the

Eastside Health and Human Services Department
campus. The planned relocation has been contro-
versial. Numerous animal advocates and neighbor-
hood associations oppose it; some appeared at the
Animal Advisory Commission meeting to speak out
against relocation. Commissioner Lisa McClain
moved to recommend that council reject the staff
document because “it is specifically tied to the
HHSD campus.” She cited three supporting con-
cerns about the relocation, including inadequate
public input. Her second motion passed 5-2, with
one abstention. City staff recommended a Houston
architectural firm, Jackson & Ryan Architects, which
dutifully addressed only the HHSD campus site,
according to a participant close to the selection
process. The other finalist interviewed, local Barnes
Gromatzky Kosarek Architects (with Connolly
Architects), is known for consensus-building and
facilitating public stakeholder input during planning
and design, as it did for the Palmer Events Center.
Could staff’s desire to quell messy public debate
have shaped their architect recommendation?
Whether council will still select an architect at its
Sept. 27 meeting is now unknown.

The program will be replaced by one
of public radio’s ubiquitous syndicated programs, Wait Wait ... Don’t Tell Me!,
a weekly one-hour quiz show, which will debut on KUT at 10am Saturday. To
make way for Wait Wait, Folkways, hosted by Larry Monroe, will shift back an
hour and run 11am-4pm, taking over the 3pm slot formerly occupied by LiveSet.
In recent weeks, LiveSet featured performances by Joe Ely, Grupo Fantasma,
and the Mother Truckers, among others. In the rhetoric of KUT, eliminating
LiveSet will actually allow the station to “bring more live music performances to
our listeners.” The station will “redirect resources” to live performances in other
shows, according to a station press release. “This will help us feature more live
music on Folkways and give us the ability to bring in a wider range of acts that
come to town and are only available on the weekend,” said program director
Hawk Mendenhall in the release. KUT is “exploring opportunities to repackage
the 20-year LiveSet archive for digital distribution.” Hosted by Peter Sagal and
taped in front of a live audience, Wait Wait ... Don’t Tell Me! challenges guest
panelists and listeners with questions about current events. — Kevin Brass

Neighbors of Travis Park Apartments in Travis Heights are claiming a victory in
their struggle to effect change in what they say is a troubled housing project.
Members of the social activist organization Austin Interfaith blame poor manage-
ment by the Lynd Company, a San Antonio-based apartment-management firm,
for bad social conditions at the Department of Housing and Urban Development-
subsidized low-income apartment complex — the same one at which Esther’s
Follies juggler Warren “Red Ryder” Schwartz was murdered last year — which
they claim is negatively affecting Travis Heights Elementary. Now they say their
allegations are backed up by a HUD contractor’s report giving Lynd an “unsatis-
factory” rating on its annual management-and-occupancy review. Lynd says the
rating, issued by Southwest Housing Compliance Corp., is less serious than
Austin Interfaith portrays and says any issues raised by SHCC will be addressed
and fixed within 30 days. Austin Interfaith claims students from Travis Park have
double the rate of Texas Assessment of Knowledge and Skills test failures, disci-
pline problems, and absenteeism in comparison to the Heights, what Austin
Interfaith calls an “identical” low-income rental complex nearby. Travis Park has
118 students enrolled at Travis Heights; the Heights has 66. Lynd officials say
the two communities are not comparable. — Lee Nichols

A trio of ethics watchdogs has told City Council that the members of the
Downtown Commission had too many conflicts of interest — that can be read
as “own too much land Downtown” — to make an objective decision on the
Capitol-view corridors. In a letter dated Aug. 8, attorney Fred Lewis of
Campaigns for People, Craig McDonald of Texans for Public Justice, and Tom
“Smitty” Smith of Public Citizen questioned the timing of commissioners’ dis-
closures of their own property interests Downtown when voting on the view-
corridor recommendations. Commission Chair Jeb Boyt calls the recommen-
dations a starting point for discussion. And Downtown landowner Robert
Knight, the subject of some of the accusations, dismissed the concerns.
“Almost everything that we own is not in the view corridor,” Knight said. “To
the extent that we are pushing to remove the view corridors, we're simply
increasing competition for our own property Downtown. If we were operating
in our own best interest, we'd be expanding the view corridors, not removing
them.” The recommendations will go to council Oct. 11.  — Kimberly Reeves

The Travis Co. Healthcare District presented its $89.7 million budget to
county commissioners last week. It would drop the tax rate from 7.3 cents per
$100 valuation to 6.9 cents. Due to property-value increases over the last
year, though, the tax bill on an average home value of $243,800 will be
$135.16, up from $132.13. Minor increases in funding will go to the medical-
assistance program and mental-health care. The district also expects to pass
a budget amendment midyear to replace the Northeast Austin clinic. Public
hearings on the budget are scheduled for Aug. 30 and Sept. 6. The Healthcare
District’'s board is expected to adopt the final budget Sept. 13, with Commis-
sioners Court adopting the budget and tax rate on Sept. 18. - K.R.

The Lower Colorado River Authority’s water users in western Travis Co. can
expect a steep increase in water rates, which produced a long line of speak-
ers at last week’s LCRA meeting. Those speakers, led by Bee Cave Mayor
Caroline Murphy, talked about LCRA’'s promises seven years ago when it
bought the two local municipal utility districts: lower rates due to increased
economies of scale. Instead, most ratepayers can expect to pay another $30
per month. When the new rate came down to a vote, Chair Ray Wilkerson
said the objections were heard but the move to raise water rates had been
postponed too long. “That’s not to justify it,” Wilkerson said. “It’s just the fact
of where we’ve come to.” Coincidentally (or perhaps not), general manager
Joe Beal announced his retirement at the end of last week’s meeting, after a
seven-year tenure at the agency. - K.R.

On Aug. 27, the American Civil Liberties Union announced a landmark
settlement in litigation filed on behalf of 26 immigrant children incarcerat-
ed at the T. Don Hutto Residential Center in Taylor, with the last six
children released in the final days of mediation. “This is a huge victory
not only for the children and families released but for detainees held at
the facility,” said Vanita Gupta, attorney with the ACLU’s Racial Justice
Program. Administered by Williamson Co. Commissioners Court and run by
for-profit Corrections Corporation of America, the former overflow prison
has been lambasted worldwide for substandard living conditions. “l am
trying to forget everything about Hutto. It was a nightmare,” said Andrea
Restrepo, 12, freed after a year. From now on, detainees will be allowed
visitors seven days a week, access to rights groups, and an on-site pedia-
trician. In addition, cells will have toys, books, pens and paper, and cur-
tains around toilets. And, families won’t have to spend 12 hours a day
under lock and key. The victory is expected to add steam to the ACLU’s
plea to Congress to mandate alternatives to incarceration of noncriminal
immigrant families. — Patricia J. Ruland

Just months after lawyers with the Texas Attorney General’s Office reached
a settlement with the Bexar Co. animal sanctuary Primarily Primates
Inc., returning control from a temporary receiver to a reformed PPl man-
agement, the battle over the sanctuary has returned to court with PPI filing
a lawsuit in San Antonio seeking the return of six retired research chimps
from Chimp Haven, a Florida sanctuary where they were transferred last
year while the facility was in receivership. The AG filed a temporary
restraining order against PPI last October, alleging the nonprofit had mis-
managed charitable donations to the detriment of the animals in its care.
The litany of allegations suggested that PPl was guilty of serious animal
neglect. PPl operations were placed under the control of temporary receiv-
er Lee Theisen-Watt, who won approval to have six chimps retired from
Ohio State University moved from PPl to Chimp Haven in order to provide
better care and help alleviate overcrowding at PPl. Now PPl wants the
chimps back. In a response filed Aug. 29, Chimp Haven’s Texas attorney
Don Feare argues the chimps should not be returned to Texas, in part
because to do so would be a “violation” of state statute and an order
adopted by the Bexar Co. Commissioners Court prohibiting possession of
“dangerous wild animals” within the county. For more on PPI, see “Famous

A federal appeals court has stopped — at least for now — the Kickapoo
tribe’s efforts to add Las Vegas-style casino gambling to its reservation
in Eagle Pass along the Mexican border. The Department of the Interior
had given tentative approval for class Ill casino gaming early this year over
the objections of the state. The 5th Circuit Court of Appeals called those
federal administrative procedures invalid, saying they failed to safeguard
the rights of the state in approving a tribal-state compact. While federal
law does take precedence in the approval of gambling on Indian reserva-
tions, the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act does give states a significant sub-
ordinate role in the decision. The Kickapoo tribe has been seeking high-
stakes gambling on its reservation since 1995. Texas has consistently
opposed that measure. - K.R.

In a blow for advocates of electronic elections, major voting-machine manu-
facturer Diebold Inc. has taken steps to dump its beleaguered e-voting
division. The firm announced Aug. 16 that Allen-based Diebold Election
Systems, which manufactures the controversial AccuVote TSX touch-screen
voting system, will be renamed Premier Election Solutions and made more
autonomous from the parent company. Diebold had been looking for a
buyer but found there were no interested parties. In a press release,
Diebold blamed “rapidly evolving political uncertainties and controversies
surrounding ... purchases of electronic voting systems.” The division had
been a public relations millstone ever since the firm took over Global
Election Systems in 2002 to create it. Since then, the firm and its clients
have faced multiple lawsuits over machine security and the potential for
voter fraud. Diebold also substantially lowered its annual revenue predic-
tions for the voting division. — Richard Whittaker

The age of the e-Republican is upon us. Texas conservative campaign
strategists have founded BigRedTent.org, a website intended to bring the
GOP into the digital age. It’'s being run out of the offices of the Patriot
Group, an Austin-based lobbying and campaign firm specializing in anti-reg-
ulation, small-government candidates. According to a Patriot Group press
release, “Republicans have fallen behind in using the Internet to protect
our values,” and its own blogs savage the GOP for failing to use the fund-
raising potential of the Web. The release compares the Internet-illiterate
GOP campaign machine unfavorably to the Democrat’s ActBlue, which
raised $26 million during the 2006 campaign. To fill in the gap, Big Red
Tent is taking online donations for suitable candidates and providing
forums for people to boost their favored politician. So far, the online politi-
cal action committee is soliciting donations for Colorado Rep. Marilyn
Musgrave, presidential hopeful Mitt Romney and Texas’ own U.S. Sen.
John Cornyn, whom the PAC says is “in for an expensive campaign.” The
PAC’s leaders should know: Big Red Tent founder and Patriot Group princi-
pal Brad Jackson worked on Cornyn’s 2002 election campaign, then went
on to work in the senator’s D.C. office. - R.W.
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Saving Lady Bird Lake C(ivic Theatre rarely gets finer
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Austin members of MoveOn.org Political Action gathered on the
Congress Avenue bridge Tuesday to call on Central Texas reps in
Washington to vote to end the Iraq war when the proposal comes
up next month. The local demonstration was one of some 500
vigils across the country in honor of those who have died in the
so-called war on terror.

In a closely watched vote, the city’s Parks and Recreation
Board voted 5-4 to uphold protections against high-rise devel-
opment too close to the shores of Lady Bird Lake. The devel-
oper of 222 and 300 E. Riverside — CWS, represented by Vice
President Greg Miller and attorney Richard Suttle — has
been seeking variances to the Waterfront Overlay
Ordinance, to build three, 200-foot condo towers 150 feet
from the shoreline. That’s 50 feet closer than the law allows.
Despite enticing community benefits wrangled out of the devel-
oper, the commissioners finally declined to set a precedent of
making one-off developer deals that trade away protections.

After nine months of tense and controversial consideration of
the issue, commissioners spoke passionately about voting their
consciences — some with voices and hands visibly shaking. They
described the gut-wrenching difficulty of being forced to choose
between one set of parkland benefits — 2 acres of dedicated
waterfront, with a short extension of the hike-and-bike trail, rest-
rooms, and a parks office — against another — protecting open
space on the waterfront. They heard from a long parade of “no
variance” citizen speakers, many rallied to the cause by nonprof-
it SaveTownLake.org. Familiar faces included Mary Arnold,
Bill Bunch, Jackie Goodman, Jeff Jack, and Bill Oliver, who
lightened the evening with a clever protest song that got even
Suttle laughing. Chair Linda Guerrero expressed disappoint-
ment that her board had been unable to reach consensus,
before dramatically casting the deciding vote to break a 4-4 tie.

Hours before the meeting, City Council Member Mike Mar-
tinez, who appointed Guerrero, lent his support for upholding

development protections with a press release announcing his
opposition to any Waterfront Overlay variances on a deal-by-deal
basis. “For me, the policy issue at hand is whether or not the
City Council should begin dismantling the Town Lake Waterfront
Overlay piece by piece,” Martinez said. “l don’t believe we
should be taking the teeth out of the Waterfront Overlay.”

Guerrero also asked her board members to join her in a res-
olution requesting that the Planning Commission (which gets
this case next) or council set a clear, comprehensive policy on
Waterfront Overlay variances. This would align as policy with
the density bonus matrix now being developed. Floated was
the idea of a moratorium on Waterfront Overlay variance
requests and grants for shoreline property, until a clear set of
guidelines is established. Jeb Boyt, who voted for the varianc-
es, expressed support for a moratorium, observing, “It's just
been amazing to me that providing new parkland and public
access to the lake is actually considered the threat!”

In a surprise reversal, the Town Lake Trail Foundation sup-
ported the variances. Executive Director Susan Rankin spoke in
favor of gaining public access to what is now private land. Upon
questioning, she said the cost of the alternative — an overwater
boardwalk trail right past the property — is estimated at $1,523
per linear foot, which pencils out to about $1.7 million for the
site’s roughly 1,120 feet of lakefront shoreline. The Parks
Department’s Ricardo Soliz said the developer owes the city
$1.7 million in parkland-dedication fees for the project. How syn-
chronistic: exactly enough to build a boardwalk trail right past the
whole tract. So why deal with the developer? - Katherine Gregor

The Domain retail and residential park was supposed to
attract upscale stores and new tax dollars to Austin. But critics
are concerned that rather than boosting local shops, a subsidy
deal struck by City Council with the developers is dropping
cash into an already successful project, filled with high-end big-
box stores. “It's the outrage of subsidizing someone like
Neiman Marcus or Tiffany’s, while locally owned place[s] like
By George have lost not only business but employees,” said
Jeff Heckler, a consultant for Stop Domain Subsidies.

More than 200 local businesses already have signed a peti-
tion asking council to cancel the existing deal. “The only rea-
son we've been given if they don’t sign is not that they dis-
agree but that they might do businesses with some of the
developers, and they don’t want to risk that relationship,” said
co-organizer Linda Curtis.

Located in North Austin between MoPac, Braker, and Burnet
Road, the Domain was intended by Austin-based developers
Endeavor Real Estate Group to be a New Urbanist environ-
ment, combining high-end retail and new housing on a former
industrial park. “When we first started, we saw the opportunity
for this to be a very dense, mixed-use project,” said Kirk
Rudy, a principal with Endeavor. With proposals for structured
parking and public amenities, costs rose. “We learned, like
other developers with this sort of project, there was the need
for some investment to make it more viable. It was on that
basis we approached the city and the county.”

For the city, the appeal of a regional shopping destination,
attracting customers from around Central Texas, was simple.
“This would help bring in sales-tax dollars to Austin that had
been migrating out to surrounding areas,” said Fred Evins,
redevelopment project manager for Austin’s Economic Growth
and Redevelopment Services Office. On May 15, 2003, the city
entered into an economic development agreement with
Endeavor from Chapter 380 of the Local Government Code
— which allows municipalities to use public money for loans
and grants to businesses that will stimulate local or state com-
merce — to subsidize the first stage of the site, called Domain
1. This provided a 20-year package, calculated as a proportion
of property- and sales-tax revenues generated by the site and
paid directly to the developer. In part, this was intended to
encourage them to spend more on the development, to attract
tony tenants like Louis Vuitton and Apple. Working from
Endeavor’s estimates, the city calculated that, even after a pro-
jected $25 million in subsidies, the Domain would contribute

$40 million in new taxes. But Stop Domain
Subsidies disagreed with these figures, claim-
ing the subsidy could rise as high as $65 mil-
lion. The group argued that, even though the
deal includes affordable housing and $1 mil-
lion in incentives for small and local business-
es to move on-site, Endeavor overstated the
economic benefits to the community. “They
inflated or diminished claims where that
would look good,” said Jack Kirfman, a policy
consultant working with SDS. “It doesn’t take
much research to realize that the average
retail job in this market doesn’t earn $27,000
to $30,000 a year.”

One local business that definitely will not
see the direct benefits of the agreement is
the Endeavor Group. In February 2004, it set
up a partnership, Domain Shopping Center
LP, with major Indianapolis-based retail
developers Simon Property Group Inc. to
run Domain I. This year, Simon took sole
control of the partnership and, with it, the
subsidy. It is Simon’s subsidiary that will
receive the first subsidy check on Oct. 31,
2008. When contacted, Simon representa-
tives requested e-mailed questions but did
not respond to them.

In part, Kirfman blames problems on the
speed of the original decision; council voted on the agreement
a week after it was initially brought up. “This deal was done in
a panic,” Kirfman said. “It was a real bad time after the dot-
com bust, so sales and property taxes were cratering.” SDS
has asked council to undertake a full audit of the deal and is
considering sponsoring a charter amendment to create stricter
regulations for retail subsidies.

However, future councils already have a get-out clause that
would allow members to walk away cleanly from such subsidy
deals. In May 2004, after being sued in Travis Co. District Court
by SDS organizer Brian Rodgers, the developers and the city
altered the agreement so that the city is no longer obligated to
pay the subsidy. If council ever decides not to appropriate the
money, the deal is off. “The beauty of this is that there doesn’t
have to be a big vote,” Heckler said. “They just don’t have to
give them any money, and that’s an easy ask for a politician.”
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Austin taxpayers, just like
you and me, are paying for
the Domain, an upscale

shopping development on
the north side.

Both Endeavor and Simon are developing other sections of
the site, but neither has applied for a second Chapter 380 eco-
nomic-development agreement. “We’ve pretty much killed that
off,” Heckler said. Evins doubted the city would dishonor the
existing deal, however. “I cannot imagine council not moving
forward with those payments if we find the developer has met
all performance-based elements of the agreement,” he said.

For Heckler, this comes down to one simple question: With
a $27 million budget deficit, should council be handing cash
to developers to build a new home for out-of-town retailers
with no local ties? “No one’s objecting to their right to build
whatever they want to attract businesses and people, but it's
a whole other kettle of fish to give them taxpayer money, and
a lot of it,” Heckler said. “Given the furor over the Las Manitas
deal, this is giving so much more money away. This is like 65
Las Manitases.” — Richard Whittaker
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Officer Fired for Unjustified Use of Deadly Force

On Aug. 27, Austin Police Chief Art Acevedo indefinitely
suspended (read: fired) nine-year veteran Officer Wayne Wil-
liamson, also a vet of the war in Iraq, for unjustified use of
deadly force. In March, Williamson fired his gun several times
into a crowded parking lot at a suspect who was fleeing from
officers on foot from a fight in Southeast Austin. Williamson’s
shots did not injure anybody, but one bullet did hit the back of
a minivan parked near an HEB, with two children — ages 14
and 4 months - sitting inside. “It is pure luck that neither of
the two children occupying the van were struck by one of the
bullets,” says Acevedo in a 10-page disciplinary memo.

Just after 8am on March 14, Williamson and Officer Chris
Davis responded as backup officers to a report that two men,
one possibly armed with a knife, were fighting outside a resi-
dence on Purple Sage Drive. While at a gas station at the
intersection of Ed Bluestein and Purple Sage, Williamson and
Davis spotted the man who was allegedly carrying a knife
ascending the spiral ramp of the footbridge that crosses Ed
Bluestein. The officers got out of their patrol car, drew their
weapons, and Williamson shouted, “Austin Police; stop, or I'll
shoot,” reads Acevedo’s memo. In response, the suspect
began to run up the ramp, across the road, and down the
other side into an HEB parking lot. “It should be noted,”
Acevedo writes, “that neither officer observed the suspect with
a weapon in his hand or on his person at this time.”

While the suspect was descending the ramp into the park-
ing lot, Williamson called after him again, threatening to shoot
if he did not stop. This time, when the man failed to stop,
Williamson carried through, firing his gun once, down toward
the man, who continued to run through the parking lot. William-
son fired twice more while standing at the top of the spiral
ramp above the grocery-store lot. According to Acevedo’s
memo, after Williamson fired the third time, Davis looked up
and yelled at Williamson to “holster his weapon.” Davis caught
up with the man in the parking lot. After he was arrested, the
officers learned he had dropped the butter knife he was alleg-
edly wielding back near the scene of the original fight on
Purple Sage. Acevedo notes that the HEB parking lot was
crowded and that as the scene unfolded, angry onlookers said
they were more afraid of Williamson than of the man fleeing
from the officers.

In all, Acevedo concluded Williamson’s “use of force is not
justified” under Texas law or Austin Police Department policy
“because he did not have a reasonable belief that there was
a substantial risk that the suspect would cause serious bodi-
ly injury to him or another if [the man’s] arrest was delayed.”
Indeed, he noted that during the Aug. 25 disciplinary review
board meeting, Williamson admitted he “did not have suffi-
cient facts to use deadly force, and his decision to shoot at
this fleeing suspect was wrong.” — Jordan Smith

Another officer-involved shooting occurred Monday, Aug.
27. Austin Police Officer Michael Metcalf shot and killed a
man armed with a knife inside a unit of the University Canyon
Apartments (4404 E. Oltorf) after police received a report that
a child there had been stabbed. Metcalf, another officer, and
two police cadets arrived at the apartment to find a hand-
cuffed woman covered in blood holding a 3-year-old girl whose
throat had been slashed. The woman gestured with her eyes
toward the apartment’s hallway. As the officers moved down
the hallway, a 24-year-old man rounded the corner with a knife
in his hand “in the low and ready” position, APD Chief Art
Acevedo said at an evening press conference at the scene.
The officers told the man to drop the knife; instead the man —
now standing between eight and 10 feet from the officers —
allegedly raised the knife, prompting Metcalf to fire his gun,
killing the 24-year-old at the scene. At press time, the APD still
was trying to reach the dead man’s family and had not
released his name. The 3-year-old girl was transported to Dell
Children’s Medical Center, where she remains in stable condi-
tion. At a press conference Aug. 28, APD Assistant Chief
David Carter said that the girl is expected to make a full recov-
ery, “and that’s great news,” he said. Carter also said that it
was clear that domestic violence was implicated in the inci-
dent, that police had responded to previous complaints involv-
ing the couple, and that it appears the dead man was plan-
ning a murder-suicide plot that was foiled by the APD officers’
timely response to the Monday evening incident. -JS.

WAS LAURA HALL A M

The trial of Laura Hall, who is accused of tampering with
evidence and hindering apprehension of Colton Pitonyak in
connection with the August 2005 murder of 21-year-old
Jennifer Cave, began in a Travis Co. district court on Aug. 28.

Cave was found shot, stabbed, and partially dismembered
in the bathtub inside Pitonyak’s apartment in West Campus
on Aug. 17, 2005. Earlier this year, Pitonyak was found
guilty of murdering Cave, whom he referred to as his “best
friend,” and sentenced to 55 years in prison. Pitonyak said
he was responsible for killing Cave — shooting her with a
.38-caliber pistol sometime in the wee hours of Aug. 17 —
but that he didn’t remember actually killing her because he
was too addled from a several-day bender, during which he
consumed a large amount of booze, pills, and cocaine.
When he woke up and found the body, he panicked, he said,
and instead of calling the police, he called Hall, who came
over to his apartment. He said it was Hall who came up
with a plan to dismember Cave’s body — she made a list of

supplies that would be needed (a hacksaw, gloves, cleaning
products), which he retrieved from the hardware store. That
night, the two fled to Mexico, with Hall in the driver’s seat,
where they stayed for about a week before being ejected
from the country, picked up by federal marshals, and
returned to Austin.

In court Monday, however, Hall’'s attorney, Joe James Saw-
yer, said Pitonyak’s story was just that, a story made up by a
“sociopath.” Hall, he argued to the jury, was under Pitonyak’s
spell and, it seems, lulled by an abusive relationship into an
after-the-fact conspiracy to avoid responsibility for Cave’s mur-
der. Whether that is true — or, more importantly, whether pros-
ecutors can prove otherwise — remains to be seen.

According to one witness, Nora Sullivan, a neighbor of
Pitonyak’s in the Orange Tree Apartments, Pitonyak came to
her apartment around 3am on Aug. 17, talking nonsense
about being in a gun fight with several Mexicans — they fired
five rounds at him, he told her, and he’d fired back twice, she

recalled. Sullivan’s testimony was cut short, however, when
she began to testify about later interaction with Hall, including
a conversation she had with Hall during which Hall allegedly
told her that in the hours after the murder, Pitonyak sat on the
couch in his apartment, drinking beer and watching TV and not
using the items purchased at the hardware store to take care
of Cave’s body. Sullivan said Hall seemed frustrated when tell-
ing her about how she’d tried to “motivate” Pitonyak to deal
with the body. Sawyer objected to the testimony (given outside
the presence of the jury), arguing that prosecutors had failed
to notify him about the alleged conversations, meaning he had
no advance notice to prepare for the potential bombshell testi-
mony, to interview Sullivan, and to prepare any rebuttal to her
testimony. District Judge Wilford Flowers agreed with Sawyer,
noting that the state had a “duty to disclose this [information
to Sawyer] immediately” and ruling Sullivan’s testimony would
be put on hold until Hall’s attorneys had a chance to review
and prepare. “I'm not saying [Sullivan’s testimony isn’t] com-
ing in,” Flowers said, “but it's not coming in this morning —
that’s for sure.” - JS.
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Landfill Expansion Trashed ... for Now

Opponents of a revised contract between Williamson County and Hutto landfill operator
Waste Management Industries celebrated Tuesday when county commissioners postponed
voting on the contentious new deal. Their victory could be only temporary, however.
Commissioners voted 4-1 to table indefinitely a decision on the controversial con-
tract, an amended version of the county’s 2003 agreement with WMI. (County
Judge Dan Gattis cast the dissenting vote.) On paper, the contract
might appear beneficial to the county. The new deal would direct more
revenue to the county from the landfill operations. Still, three commis-
sioners in particular took the lead in arguing for the delay until the
county can resolve a related (and no less controversial) proposal on a
massive expansion of the landfill. One key question centers on why
WMI’'s name appears on the permit application filed with the Texas
Commission on Environmental Quality. Since the landfill is a public
facility, many residents and opponents of the expansion question
WMI’s motives in adding its name to the application — apparently with-
out the county’s knowledge. The appearance of WMI's hame on the
document also suggests that the county would not seek bids from
other landfill companies for the project.

Prior to tabling the contract, the commissioners voted unani-
mously to take WMI's name off the permit application. But that
doesn’t completely settle the issue, because the application is still
the focus of a contested case hearing at the TCEQ. While Gattis support-
ed the move to delete WMI from the application, he still favored immediate
approval of the county’s revised contract with the landfill contractor. His argu-
ment is that the proposed contract and the proposed permit application are two dif-
ferent beasts and should be addressed separately. Once Tuesday’s discussion turned
to the contract, however, it was clear that wasn’t going to happen. Commissioner Cynthia
Long said she could not vote for the contract until the permit issue was settled and suggest-
ed that the county “codify” the arrangement. Commissioner Valerie Covey thanked the resi-
dents for bringing the debate forward and said she could not vote for the contract until the
court “looked at problems with the permit further.” Similarly, Commissioner Ron Morrison,
addressing proponents of the plan, said, “You need to be in my office and hear the phone
ringing.” He then agreed the proposed contract should be put on hold.
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Those favoring both the contract and the expansion of the landfill blamed a WMI competitor —
Bob Gregory, owner of Texas Disposal Systems and a local competitor of WMI — for instigating
the whole dustup. It was Gregory, after all, who discovered the signature of a WMI executive on
the county’s permit application. By most accounts, it appears that WMI slid its name onto the
application with absolutely no public notification. As Gregory told the Chronicle, some pages were
signed by WMI's Steve Jacobs on Oct. 9, 2003, a day before other pages in the application were

signed by former County Judge John Doerfler. Gregory said Doerfler told him he hadn’t
seen the WMI add-on to the permit and seemed genuinely surprised to learn of it.
Not only that, Kurt Johnson, spokesman for Texas Disposal Systems, said
Doerfler told him that had it not been for Gregory, the WMI contract
and permit would have been a done deal by now.
Gattis, nevertheless, still favored moving ahead on the some-
what separate issue of the contract and asked commissioners
to reconsider their stance. “This is a cancer that has affected
the community — we’ve got to move on!” he exclaimed.
Another commissioner, Lisa Birkman, peddled the idea of
adding some on-the-spot amendments to the contract. She
complained the contract was taking up “hours and hours” of
time and that rejecting the agreement would not necessarily
guarantee the county would put the expansion project
through a competitive bidding process.
After the vote, opponents were jubilant. “They [the court] blinked,
big,” said Gregory, adding, “They listened to the constituents and their
concerns.” Gregory also heads Texas Justice for All, which is a party to
the contested case hearing at the state level.
County Attorney Jana Duty deemed Gregory a “propagandist” for wanting
the county to seek competitive bids on the project rather than just handing
the job to WMI.
The specter of a landfill as large as King Kong has served to mobilize residents
and environmental opponents. As proposed, “Mount Hutto,” so named by Mount Hutto
Aware Citizens, could rise twice as high as the UT Tower and about 200 feet higher than
the Frost Bank Tower, to a height of 700-plus feet on more than 500 acres. Opponents of the
expansion also believe WilCo has long played the financial fool, because in the 1990s, commission-
ers acquired 300 acres through condemnation, in hopes WMI would one day buy the landfill-area
property outright. The $50 million sale will probably never materialize, however, as long as WMI
keeps its contractual relationship with the county. “It’s like they won the lottery,” Texas Disposal
Systems spokesman Johnson said of WMI. “The county was shookered.” - Patricia J. Ruland

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Fight for ‘Morning After’ Pill Access Continues

Aug. 24 was the one-year anniversary of the federal government’s decision to allow over-the-coun-
ter sales of emergency contraception (the so-called “morning after” pill) to women 18 and older.
The fight to achieve OTC status for emergency contraception — a higherthan-normal dose of regular
birth-control pills that, when taken within 120 hours of unprotected sex, can prevent pregnancy —
lasted more than three years, with ideology and science slugging it out over at the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration. FDA science advisers long agreed that EC should be made available to
women without a prescription, but in May 2004, then-FDA-administrator Mark McClellan rejected
their recommendation — a move that prompted at least two agency officials to resign their posts.

Over the last year alone, Planned Parenthood has provided EC to more than 1.2 million
women, Planned Parenthood Federation of America President Cecile Richards said in a press
release. Reproductive-health advocates note there are still access issues, however: EC is not
approved for OTC sales to teens, and, although legal, there are still pharmacies that refuse to
stock EC for customers.

“The federal approval of over-the-counter distribution of [emergency contraception] has not
stopped rogue pharmacists from infringing upon the rights of women,” said Sara Cleveland, exec-
utive director of NARAL Pro-Choice Texas, in a press release. “Anti-choice pharmacists are refus-
ing to dispense the medication. Even in our own state some stores refuse to stock EC at all.”

In a large state like Texas, where many small communities are linked by swaths of rural noth-
ingness, access to EC can be an issue — in the West Texas town of Fabens, for example, the
lone pharmacy (a Medicine Shoppe) refuses to stock emergency birth control (or, for that mat-
ter, any birth-control pills except in “certain circumstances”), said Laurie Felker Jones, NARAL
Pro-Choice Texas political director, meaning women seeking preventative EC must travel to El
Paso, 30 miles away.

“If lawmakers are serious about reducing the need for abortion in Texas, we must work
together to help prevent unintended pregnancy through commonsense solutions” — like access
to EC, Cleveland said. — Jordan Smith

New Driving
Dos and Don‘ts

Last session, the Legislature failed to agree
on how to fund new highways, but it did pass
a lot of laws, coming into effect Sept. 1,
about what drivers and school-bus-users can
and can’t do on existing roads.

Several of these laws hold that not all driv-
ers and driving offenses are created equal:
House Bill 586 means a ticket for speeding
more than 95 miles per hour can’t be dis-
missed with a driving-safety class. Senate Bill
153 rules that the responsible driver in the car
with a learner can’t be drunk or asleep. “It
seems pretty obvious that you should be paying
attention to these new drivers so that if there
is any dangerous driving, it can be corrected
immediately,” said Tela Mange, spokeswoman
for the Texas Department of Public Safety.

Similarly, HB 84 ends license renewal by mail
or online for drivers older than 79 and
requires an eyesight test every two years for
drivers older than 85. Currently, families can
contact the DPS about a relative they feel is no
longer physically capable of driving, but few do.
“When you take away someone’s driving license,
you're taking away their ready independence,”
said Mange, “and a lot of people weren’t pre-
pared to do that to their parents. This is just
another way of making sure that someone who
shouldn’t be driving has to come into DPS.”

HB 3190 tightens up the traditional autono-
my of school districts when it comes to
buses. Originally a simple 14-line bill barring
anyone guilty of vehicular manslaughter from
being a school-bus driver for 10 years, it
swelled into an omnibus school-bus law by
session’s end. Students will have to stay in
their seats, and schools will not be able to
exceed the manufacturer’s stated capacity by
squeezing in extra seats. HB 323 will require
that all new buses bought by a school district
be fitted with lap/shoulder seat belts. It
goes into effect Sept. 1, 2010 — but only if
the Lege puts the required money into future
budgets. No cash, no student seat belts.

Students will, at least in theory, be further
protected from guns starting Sept. 1. That’s
when HB 2112 extends current firearm bans
on school property to buses and parking lots.

Another potentially life-saving bill won’t take
effect, however. Although passed with broad
support in both chambers, HB 3457, which
stopped drivers from leaving diesel-engine
buses idling at school events, was vetoed by
Gov. Rick Perry at session’s end. “We were
deeply disturbed by the governor’s actions,”
said Rob D’Amico, spokesman for Texas AFT
(formerly the Texas Federation of Teachers). “It
wasn’t going to cost a lot of money. It was just
about educating drivers in the district about the
impact on the environment and an easy way to
improve student health.”

That wasn’t the only transport-safety bill that
failed to get on the road. SB 154 would have
made Texas the 19th state banning drivers
from using a cell phone without a hands-free
device, but it stalled after amateur radio opera-
tors claimed it stopped them from assisting
emergency services. In any case, the DPS still
thinks drivers should put safety over conversa-
tions. “Our take all along,” said Mange, “is
that anything that distracts drivers from the
task at hand of controlling a 4,000-pound vehi-
cle, and that includes talking on a cell phone,
is a bad thing.” — Richard Whittaker

John Cornyn doesn’t yet know who his
Democratic opponent will be, but Texas’ junior
U.S. senator knows that immigration reform
is a land-mine issue that can’t be avoided.
And he’s not shying away from it — he
addressed what he called “the single most
significant domestic issue facing our country
today” head-on at last Tuesday’s meeting of
the Rotary Club of Austin.

“I have never seen an
issue that the people got
more engaged,” Cornyn said.
“A lot of you wrote, e-mailed,
faxed, phone-called, showed
up at gatherings like this,
and asked the tough ques-
tions, as you should, about
what in the world the United
States Congress is doing
when it comes to immigra-
tion reform.

“My biggest concern and,
of course, the concern that |
think ultimately brought that
immigration bill down was a
concern with, ‘Will it work?’
Will it perform as adver-
tised, or is it another exam-
ple of the federal govern-
ment overpromising and
underdelivering, reminiscent
of 1986, the last time we
had a comprehensive immigration-reform bill,
where President Reagan signed an amnesty
for 3 million people, premised upon the prom-
ise that we would actually begin to enforce our
immigration laws thereafter? And of course,
you remember what we got: We got an amnes-
ty, and we got no enforcement.”

Cornyn continued to tie illegal immigration
to terrorism. “What made the immigration
issue so important at this point in our
nation’s history is the security aspect. In a

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post-9/11 world, we have to know who’s
coming into our country and why they're here.
We can’t assume any longer that people are
coming just because they want a better life
and they want a job. I'm sure that describes
the vast majority of the people, but we know
the same broken borders that can allow those
economic migrants to come into our country,
basically at their will, are also available for

common criminals, drug dealers, and yes, in a
post-9/11 world, even potential terrorists.”

He also continued to voice support for the
much-reviled idea of a border wall, especially
in urban areas. The issue is red meat for the
Republican base but poses a big threat to
GOP gains among Latinos in recent years.
Earlier this month, Massey Villarreal, a
Houston businessman and one of America’s
most prominent Hispanic Republicans, told
the Rio Grande Guardian that he was aban-

doning Cornyn for challenger Rick Noriega, a
Democratic state representative from
Houston. While Noriega is ostensibly still in
the “exploratory” stages of his candidacy, it is
widely expected he will face San Antonio attor-
ney Mikal Watts in next spring’s primary.

“I have decided to support Rick Noriega for
U.S. Senate as a Democrat. | just don’t think
John Cornyn hears my community,” Villarreal
told the Guardian. “I know he
supports some issues that
affect my community, but
immigration reform is one of
the defining positions in my
community. | have got to sup-
port what is good for my
community. At the end of the
day, regardless of party, we
have to come home to our
community, where we grew
up in the grassroots.”

Villarreal later told the
Houston Chronicle, “I've
been trying to put my finger
in the dam of Hispanics
leaving the Republican Party,
and | can’t any more. I've
run out of fingers.”

After the Rotary speech,
Cornyn told reporters, “About
a third of my constituents
are Hispanic, and of course,
I’'m in regular communication with people in
the Hispanic community. | can’t really comment
on what an individual, who is a Republican but
claims to be supporting a Democrat, why [he]
would make that choice; that’s up to him. But |
have talked to a number of other Hispanic
Republicans, and we're in regular communica-
tion about issues that they’re concerned about,
including the immigration issues, and I've told
[them] that | am committed to finding a solu-
tion to the problem.” — Lee Nichols

CALCULATING THAT CO, FOOTPRINT

Austin has a new addition to the carbon-offset business, the oft-
criticized $55 million-a-year industry that lets you mitigate your car-
bon-dioxide emissions through clean-energy and carbon-sequestration
investments. Chief among criticisms is the system’s lack of account-
ability: It can be hard to tell what exactly you're buying or whether the
beneficial activity might have happened without your investment any-
way. So critics often are calling for more transparency, ideally through
“local” investment options. And Austin nonprofit TreeFolks have
answered that call.

The 18-year-old urban forestry organization already has a reputation
for diligence: Every locally grown, native tree it plants has a contractu-

ally obligated caretaker, and volunteers revisit each tree to track sur-
vival. So it’s fitting that in developing a carbon-offset system,
TreeFolks “erred way, way, way on the side of accountability,” as

Executive Director Scott Harris puts it. TreeFolks’ carbon calculator
determines how many trees you need to buy to offset your emissions,
based on the most conservative carbon-output estimates his research

team could find, Harris says. Plus, after purchasing your trees, you
get a certificate detailing when and where they were planted. As
Harris likes to point out, he can “take you by the hand and point to
your tree.”

Such diligence has its drawbacks. Right now, TreeFolks can help
you green up your wedding or office party, but it won’t soon be offset-
ting any South by Southwest-sized footprints. Local fests like SXSW
and Austin City Limits have used the offset program belonging to
Green Mountain Energy, a national company headquartered in
Austin since 2000. According to Gillan Taddune, Green Mountain’s
chief environmental officer, such festivals emit between 600 and

1,000 metric tons of CO,. By contrast, a large wedding that worked
with TreeFolks this summer had only a 13-ton impact, Harris says.

Aside from its size, TreeFolks’ other drawback is, well, trees, which
arguably don’t make the best carbon sinks, depending on species,
lifespan, climate, and other variables. TreeFolks’ calculator does
include a high tree mortality rate to ensure that if some of your trees
die, enough will remain to offset your emissions. Harris also points
out that urban trees are particularly effective at absorbing CO,
(because of proximity to the source), and they help shade homes and
mitigate the urban-heat-island effect, decreasing the need for emis-
sions-causing air conditioning. These factors make TreeFolks’ home-
turf advantage particularly beneficial to Austinites. Through Green
Mountain, SXSW and ACL have been able to offset their emissions in
Texas — with wind-farm investments in Brazos and tree-plantings in
Red River County — but TreeFolks stick with native trees, all planted
right here in Austin’s urban environs.

According to city of Austin Sustainability Officer Fred Blood, tree-
planting will likely be a component of the city’s carbon-offset pro-
gram, which has been in development since the February announce-
ment of the Austin Climate Protection Plan (see “Cool City,”
p.28). Blood is quick to point out the many drawbacks of carbon-off-
set systems, which rely so heavily on varying estimates to determine,
for instance, the impact of one person’s ride on an airplane that
would have flown regardless. But these calculations continue to
improve, he says, so you don’t want to “let the perfect interfere with
the possible.” The city’s program will include both international and
local investment options, which is where trees would come in. They
may not be ideal, he says, but they're better than nothing — and with
the city’s program several months out, “nothing” is the only truly
local alternative to TreeFolks. — Nora Ankrum

REBUILD THE MIDDLE CLASS

It's Labor Day weekend! Do you know
where your middle class is?

In the ditch, that’s where. It has been
shoved there by callous and selfish profit-
seekers rushing to get cheap labor in China
and India, taking America’s middle-class jobs
with them.

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LIFE IN IRAQ

stantly and unpredictably, fear is everyone’s
companion, bombings and bodies are every-
where, it's dangerous to leave your house,
jobs are scarce, basic services are practically
nonexistent, and distrust, frustration, and
anger rule.

It's so bad that some 2 million Iraqis
have fled their country, including 40% of
professionals. For example, one-third of doc-
tors have fled — no surprise, since more
than 2,000 doctors have been murdered.
Three thousand people a day are leaving
Irag — so many that Saudi Arabia, supposed-
ly our ally in this mess, is building a 560-
mile fence on its border to try to keep its
“neighbors” out.

Another 1.6 million Iraqgis are displaced
within their own country, forced from their
homes by various factions in this civil war.
Many of these are children. Only 30% of Iraqi
children attended school last year. Before the
war, nearly every child was in school.

Worse, the nation’s kids are in shock
from routinely witnessing violence, includ-
ing gruesome Killings. They see the dead
bodies of close family members and
friends. A recent study of 2,500 grade-
schoolers in Baghdad found 70% of them
showing symptoms of post-traumatic
stress disorder.

And, while Bush brags that his war has lib-
erated women, there has been an explosion
of violence against them since the war
began, including abductions, rapes, torture,
public beheadings, and hangings. One of the
female members of the parliament says
bluntly, “This is the worst time ever in Iraqi
women’s lives.”

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Fighting the ‘Holy War’ State by State

Rove

When 38-year-old Rob Kampia and two friends started up the
Washington, D.C.-based Marijuana Policy Project 12 years ago,
there wasn’t much action on the marijuana-law-reform front. No
one was lobbying Capitol Hill, and no state medical-marijuana laws
had been passed. Just more than a decade later, 12 states have
medi-mari laws on the books, there’s consistent effort in Congress
to pass a law allowing states to decide the medi-pot issue without
federal intervention, and in at least one state, Nevada, there is
growing support for a proposal that would legalize pot use by
adults under a tax-and-regulate system similar to the way alcohol
is regulated. And behind each of these reform efforts is the MPR
which has grown from just three unpaid employees in 1995 to a
paid staff of 31, a full-time presence on the Hill, and a $6 million
annual budget (a significant portion of which comes from Peter
Lewis, board chair of Progressive auto insurance).

It’s been something of a meteoric rise for Kampia — starting with
an arrest for personal pot cultivation in the 1980s to a successful
run for Penn State University student-body president (the first ex-con
president, he notes) to a two-year stint with the National
Organization for Reform of Marijuana Laws, the granddaddy of pro-
pot advocates, to striking out on his own to start MPP and to take
a proactive role in lobbying for pot reform. Perhaps it's not surpris-
ing then that Kampia is taking a break from D.C. this summer — a
working vacation, that is — in Austin. Reefer Madness recently sat
down with Kampia to talk about the MPP’s rise to prominence, the
politics of pot prohibition, and the future of pot-policy reform. (See
austinchronicle.com for an extended version of this Q&A.)

Reefer Madness: You have been working hard on marijuana-policy
reform for a pretty long time now. All things considered, are you
pleased with your progress?

Rob Kampia: Yeah.

RM: Did you ever think, starting out, that by this time you'd be fur-
ther along than you are?

RK: | would've guessed that there would be some policy changes
to be happy about. | would’ve guessed that there was no chance
that marijuana would be legal.

RM: That would’ve been a safe bet.

RK: | would’ve thought it would be improbable that marijuana
would’ve been legal in a state or two, and | would’ve thought we'd
have less money than we have. | wouldn’t expect that we’'d have
the trajectory that we’ve had.

RM: That surprised you?

RK: We were looking at it that we were going to have to end mari-
juana prohibition solely with the few of us and our sheer force of
will. | didn’t actually think that we were going to have any rich peo-
ple helping us.

RM: [t's a totally different environment than when you started in
1995. Is it surprising to you how many states have come on board?
RK: But it's been about one state a year for the last 12 years,
and it will continue to be so. | can predict what the next states
are going to be.

RM: Okay, which?

RK: New York, probably this
year; Minnesota, probably
next year. And also Michigan
and Arizona next year.

RM: What about Texas?

RK: | think in all states poli-
ticians are behind the peo-
ple. Politicians don’t lead;
they follow — and that’s even
more so the case in Texas.
So, when we’ve changed the
laws in about 18 states or
so, the federal law will
change to allow states to
determine their own policies.

One council member’s view of the Austin Climate Protection Plan

It’'s been six months now since the City
Council unanimously adopted the Austin
Climate Protection Plan. Conceptually, it’s per-
haps the most aggressive and well-rounded local
program to fight global warming in the U.S. The
plan’s initial focus is to reduce greenhouse-gas
emissions from within — meaning all city facili-
ties, vehicles, and operations. Goal: Transform
the municipality into a 100% carbon-neutral
organization by 2020. But is the plan starting to
make a difference at City Hall?

To get a sense of how such a big mission
translates (or not) into each tiny day-to-day
decision at City Hall, we visited with Council
Member Lee Leffingwell. Addressing climate
change by significantly reducing carbon dioxide
and other greenhouse gases (GHG) is a daunt-
ing challenge for any city, he agreed, because it
requires such a comprehensive rethinking of the
way we live. “You have to become committed to
looking at everything that comes in front of you
through the climate-protection lens,” he
explained. Leffingwell’s pragmatic approach to
environmental issues earned him the 2006
Conservationist of the Year award from the Texas
chapter of the American Water Works
Association, which represents public and for-

profit water-service providers. But how does that
shade of green translate to climate protection?
To provide a snapshot, Leffingwell and his
aide Andy Morman ticked through a list of
council initiatives they’ve been working on and
assessed how each project lends itself to cli-
mate-protection opportunities.

Water Conservation

Leffingwell noted that the Austin Water
Utility is Austin Energy’s single most energy-
sucking client. In pushing for water conserva-
tion, Leffingwell sees global warming as one
more reason why it’s good city policy.

“Any savings in water use, treatment, and
pumping means big energy savings,” Leffingwell
explained. “That translates to a lot of CO,.”
Drawing on the recommendations of the Water
Conservation Task Force, the city has set a 10-year
goal of reducing water consumption by 10%,
which would save 32 million gallons per peak-use
day. That savings, in turn, translates to preventing
19,000 tons of GHG emissions, or 38,000 pounds
of CO,, from entering the atmosphere, Leffingwell
said. Something else that would help: new, more
energy-efficient water pumps.

He’s proud that the national Water Works
group is promoting the Austin plan as a tem-
plate model for other cities. That level of back-

ing could help spread our brand of water con-
servation and climate protection to other
municipalities, regionally and nationally.

Water Treatment Plant No. 4

In (re-re-)considering a site for a new water-
treatment plant, Leffingwell says he’s con-
cerned about the relative energy-use require-
ments of the various prospective sites, based
on whether they’ll require pumping water
uphill or downhill. “That’s gotten lost in the
discussion — the energy savings from being
able to take advantage of gravity,” he noted.
Leffingwell sees higher elevation as an essential
site-review criteria for the new plant. Higher
ground equals less GHG in the atmosphere.

Water/Wastewater Service -
New Subdivisions

Currently, the city gets numerous requests to
expand water/wastewater service to areas out-
side city limits. Leffingwell wants to require
outlying new subdivisions requesting the ser-
vice to conform to Austin’s tighter new water-
conservation standards. Pushing our standards
past the city limits to include “service exten-
sion requests” is just one more way of reducing
water use, energy use, and GHG emissions.

(So, will the city’s new partnership with the Lower
Colorado River Authority extend to the LCRA fully
conforming to ACPP goals — and fighting sprawl by
ending the practice of freely providing water to far-
flung new Hill Country subdivisions? Stay tuned.)

Recycling, Landfills, Plastic Bags

Leffingwell also sees opportunities to fight
global warming by reducing Austinites’ waste
and resulting garbage. He’s excited about the
city’s new All-in-One recycling program, which
he said will expand citywide in December 2008.
In January 2005, Austin started its pilot All-in-
One program in five diverse test neighborhoods
and has since seen a 40% increase in recycled
materials, Leffingwell said (see www.ci.austin.
tx.us/sws/recyclingpilot.ntm). The council has
approved $3.5 million for a custom-designed
Materials Recovery Facility, or MRF (pronounced
“murph”) — an automated sorting machine —
which now must be designed and built. Curbside
recycling will be biweekly in commodious 60-
gallon carts and will be expanded to take more
materials, such as box cardboard.

Leffingwell also is pushing a local initiative to
reduce the use of plastic bags. “One hundred mil-
lion gallons of petroleum are used to manufacture
plastic bags annually,” he pointed out, “and 100
billion plastic bags end up in landfills. ... Coun-
tries like Ireland and South Africa have banned
them.” Leffingwell would be happy to follow suit.
To encourage Austin to recycle more and dump
less, the council member also sponsored a resolu-
tion opposing landfill expansion. Landfills emit
methane, a GHG far more destructive than CO,.

(Speaking of the landfill problem: The munici-
pal animal shelter euthanizes more than 12,000
animals a year. Each doggie and kitty corpse is
placed in a plastic body bag and taken to the land-
fill. So if the city needs a policy rationale for a “no
kill” shelter; it need look no further than the ACPP
— saving pets to fight global warming!)
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SOS Ordinance Revisions

Leffingwell worked with a task force for a
year on water-quality revisions to the Barton
Springs Zone Ordinance — forging consensus
among environmentalists on recommended
changes to the original Save Our Springs
Ordinance. The changes are designed, in
part, to help fight suburban and rural sprawl:
Making it somewhat easier to redevelop
close-in land over the aquifer more densely
(retaining existing ratios of impervious
cover) can help prevent new development
from taking over the Hill Country. “The
Barton Springs Zone Ordinance codifies city
policy to direct development away from our
drinking-water zone and provides an incen-
tive policy,” Leffingwell explained. The pro-
posed changes ease restrictions on redevel-
oping property within the city’s drinking-
water zone while requiring — in exchange —
more stringent aquifer and water-quality-
protection measures.

The climate-protection angle? Promoting
urban density over car-dependant suburban
sprawl. As council aide Mormon observed
enthusiastically about the proposed amend-
ment, “It limits VMTs!” (That’s vehicle miles
traveled — not, blessedly, some twist on VMU.)

Taking It Regional

Like the mayor and other council mem-
bers, Leffingwell isn’t yet ready to say how
the Climate Protection Plan should dictate
policy for our biggest and thorniest regional
issues: land use, transportation, transit, and
infrastructure. Yet within the ACPP, a com-
munity plan is specified and must somehow
address them.

Even Mayor Will Wynn — the creator and
most enthusiastic spokesperson for the ACPP
— hasn’t spoken out publicly on the hardest
issues. Around town, he’s talking to many
different groups about the reality of global
warming and climate change, presenting a
local version of the An Inconvenient Truth
slide show — the ACPP 101. “As a member of
CAMPO [Captial Area Metropolitan Planning
Organization], Wynn will be voting in
October on a $2.5 billion highway-expan-
sion plan — that reaffirms our commitment
to car driving,” points out Colin Clark of the
Save Our Springs Alliance. “Wynn has made
not a peep about the very obvious connec-
tion between feeding our addiction to ever-
increasing VMTs and increasing release of
greenhouse gases.”

As the mayor frames his philosophy: “I'm for
a comprehensive transportation system that
will reduce congestion, focus growth in the
right direction, and enhance our quality of life.
That includes more passenger rail and effective
mass-transit and dramatic changes in land-use
patterns — having a lot more people living a lot
closer to where they work, shop, play, worship,
and go to school. It also includes infrastructure
choices that enhance bike/pedestrian options
and reduce VMTIs. And yes, more effective
roads as our population doubles.”

Since its launch in February, the Climate
Protection Plan has moved slowly, because it
has lacked both a budget and a staff. When the
new city budget kicks in Oct. 1, it will have
both; in the next six months, watch for positive
changes to roll out far more rapidly. |
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Angels in South America

Round Rock-based Bolivian missionary project in crisis

This, the only known photo of Michael
Marroquin, was taken at the foundation
by an unidentified volunteer.

Ten years ago, Michael Marroquin, a Catholic lay missionary,
moved from Austin to Bolivia to establish a charity foundation to
help some of South America’s poorest people. Now he finds him-
self in a Bolivian prison on suspicion of sexual assault and child-
trafficking; volunteers and workers from the foundation have
accused him of personal and financial improprieties, and he has
been removed from the project by the Austin board that funds his
work. Marroquin’s imprisonment and the subsequent fallout
threatens both the future of the foundation and the impoverished
people of the Chapare area of Bolivia it is designed to help.

Marroquin, 47, set up the Round Rock-based Project Angels
of Hope with his wife, Virginia, in 1997. Angels of Hope pro-
vides transport, education, and food to 130 children and health
and dental care for adults in an area ravaged by poverty.
Marroquin conceived the proj-
ect, he told The Catholic Spirit
last year, after he was diagnosed
with lupus nephritis in 1989.
The disease is commonly associ-
ated with kidney malfunction,
but the chronic condition can
attack the entire central nervous
system, including the brain, and
can cause neurologic damage. When Marroquin was diagnosed,
he told the Spirit, he was given just six months to live. “I spent
that time praying, hoping, despairing, and getting sicker,” he
said. Six months later, he was still alive, and he took that as a
sign from God. “I prayed that he would show me what he
wanted from me, and I kept hearing, ‘Help the poor.” That’s
how the Angels of Hope foundation started.”

In an interview this summer, Marroquin recalled that it
became clear to him that God was calling him to go to Chapare:
“It was like I was standing in the middle of a football stadium
and every chair was filled with a loudspeaker telling me to go,”
he said. “It was God’s will.”

The project’s main source of funding is a U.S. board of direc-

tors, headed by Monsignor Tom Frank of the Austin Diocese,
which sends up to $9,000 per month, partly from Austin-based
child sponsors called “padrinos.” Frank, who counts himself
among the padrinos, said last week that he has long been proud
of the project and its work, that “everything looked fine,” and
that there had been no indication that anything was amiss. So,
when the board began receiving complaints about Marroquin
earlier this year, they were shocked. “It was a big surprise,”
Frank said.
The complaints, from workers
and volunteers at the project,
described increasingly irrational
conduct by Marroquin — includ-
ing arbitrary rages and sexual
misconduct. Several project vol-
unteers wrote letters to the
foundation describing what one
letter summarized as Marroquin’s “unpredictable behavior
and rage.”

Communication with the foundation is difficult, says board
member Kerry Joe Brockman — most communication is by e-
mail and, occasionally, telephone. But Marroquin regularly
returned to Austin to raise funds. His most recent visit was
around Christmas, Brockman recalled, when he visited vari-

ous congregations. During the visit, just months before the
allegations reached the board, Brockman and Frank said
Marroquin seemed fine. Through church activities, Brockman
has known Marroquin for years and has always considered
him a “genuine, caring, loving person and a very spiritual
person.” “He’s a wonderful person — he’s zany, crazy, and
goofy. He is the kind of person that if you stubbed your toe in
the front yard, he’d come over to comfort you. If you were
working on your roof, he’d come help you out.” As such, says
Brockman, the recent allegations of serious criminal conduct
are difficult to comprehend: “It is exactly contrary to every-
thing I've known — 180 degrees.”

In response to the complaints, on May 11 the board told
Marroquin that it would no longer support his presence at the
project. Five days later, after an investigation begun by interna-
tional child-protection agency the Defence for Children
International (Defensa de Nifias y Nifios Internacional, or DNI),
Marroquin was arrested by the Bolivian authorities called the
Special Force in the Struggle Against Crime (Fuerza Especial de
Lucha Contra el Crimen, or FELCC). He was taken to the San
Sebastian prison in Cochabamba on suspicion of sexual assault
against two 15-year-old girls, of trafficking in children, and of
irregularities in the adoption process (i.e., forged documents) of
his 7-year-old adopted Bolivian daughter. (At least one Bolivian
newspaper, Los Tiempos, reported that the local Bolivian district
attorney has formally charged Marroquin with sexual assault
and child-trafficking. Marroquin’s Bolivian lawyers deny that he
has been formally charged with any crime.)

As of this writing, Marroquin remains in prison while the
investigation continues.

The DNI has declined to comment on its ongoing inquiry. So
far, the most disturbing allegation the DNI is investigating is a
charge that Marroquin repeatedly sexually assaulted two 15-year-
old Bolivian girls who live near the Project Angels of Hope. In
written complaints to the U.S. board, more than one volunteer
complained of feeling “physically endangered” and “extremely
nervous” around Marroquin.

After Marroquin’s arrest, board members contacted by e-mail
said that the project should continue without Marroquin. Frank
wrote, “The USA board sees a difference in the current personal
difficulties of the founders, and the project itself, and we do
believe that it should continue with or without the founders’
presence.” The board has appointed Angels of Hope’s resident
physician, Dr. Ramiro Angulo-Tores, as director. Interviewed in
Bolivia, Angulo-Tores said that the project is running a lot better
without Marroquin. “It makes us think that now we will have a
better opportunity to develop.”

Interviewed last month in his Cochabamba
prison cell, Marroquin angrily denied all the
allegations against him and accused other proj-
ect members, in Bolivia and the U.S., of conspir-
ing against him. He vowed that he would return
to run Angels of Hope. “When I get out of here,
1 am going right back to the Chapare to get my
foundation back,” he said. He added that he
believes he has been imprisoned so that he
couldn’t defend himself against an attempt by
other foundation employees to get their hands
on the money sent from the U.S. “I have been
maliciously, falsely accused,” he said. “There
isn’t a shred of evidence against me. They want
to close the foundation over my dead body.”

Virginia Marroquin, who traveled to Bolivia
to support her husband and to act as an
observer for the U.S. board, makes similar
accusations. “I feel that all this is a result of a
conspiracy of some of the local project employ-
ees in order to get Michael out of the way,” she
said, “and for them to take over not only his
position and salary but also to personally

profit from the funds sent by the U.S. board.”
Marroquin and his wife were unable to provide
any specific evidence to support these coun-
terclaims, and there is no public report of any
official investigation into their accusations in
either the U.S. or Bolivia. Frank says that
Virginia Marroquin was asked to be an observ-
er for the board but concedes that the informa-
tion she has provided has been “one-sided.”
The project is still up and running, she told
Frank, but not as well as it was when Michael
was there. “She pretty much says [the charges]
are trumped up against her husband,” Frank
said. (Frank said it appears that Virginia spent
most of her trip trying to get Marroquin out of
prison.) Frank said it isn’t clear when the
board will be able to send anyone else. So far,
Brockman and Frank say, gathering the infor-
mation has been difficult at best.

Meanwhile, a new board has been formed by
local Bolivians to run the project in Marroquin’s
absence. This committee of 34 directors, led by
the doctor, town council representatives, a local

priest, and parents of the children at the school,
has won the support of the U.S. board. “We take
that as a good sign of the locals taking more
ownership of a good project,” Frank said. Dr.
Angulo-Tores points to procedural changes that
are already in place. “The new board offers trans-
parency, security, and empowerment,” he said.
“It allows the people who benefit to participate
in all of the processes of the foundation.”

Virginia Marroquin insists the new commit-
tee is illegitimate. “This is totally illegal, since
Project Angels of Hope’s constitution states
that only the founders have the right to elect a
new committee. If this ‘new committee’ wants
to continue, I suggest they open a new project,
and I wish them luck soliciting funds to run it.”
She said she is currently looking into setting
up a new foundation in the area, potentially
drawing funds away from the existing project.

Marroquin himself not only renounced the
Bolivian board but also the power of the U.S.
board to support it or even to remove him from
his position. “The U.S. board was only ever set
up to manage the donations from people in the
States,” he said. He also notes that a number of
the project’s assets are in his name, including
the school bus that transports children from
poor villages to the project’s site, meaning that
under current circumstances, he believes only
he can legally run the project.

From the board’s perspective, Frank and
Brockman insist they want the good work of
the project to continue but that, in light of the
allegations, the board was compelled to remove
Marroquin. “We felt like to protect the founda-
tion and the children, we had to separate from
him,” Frank said. In fact, Frank and Brockman
said that the decision to remove Marroquin in
part was prompted by the Catholic Church,
which has developed a no-tolerance policy for
sexual-abuse allegations. Although the project
is not “directly operated or run by the church,”
Brockman says, “in the eyes of many people,
we're viewed as an extension of the church.
And unfortunately, the church, in going through
its recent scandals, they more or less gave us a
precedent that there’s one strike, and you're
out — or, one allegation, and you’re out.”

Podge Cunnane, director of the volunteering
arm of the project in Chapare, says he’s con-
cerned that the conflict is going to damage the

foundation as a whole.

“Michael has set up a
great project here, but following all that has
happened, I think the best thing for him to do
would be to leave it to continue with local
administration — although it is ultimately up to

the Bolivian people to decide,” Cunnane said.
“What we need now is the people in Austin to
commit to their continued support. The worst
thing that could happen is that the board, or
the padrinos, remove their funding. I urge them
to carry on and support the project, which has
done so many great things. If not, all the hard
work that has been done here with the support
of people from Austin could be undone.”

At press time, Marroquin was still in prison
in Cochabamba. More information on Project
Angels of Hope can be found at www.project
angelsofhope.org, although references to
Michael Marroquin and the founding of the
project have apparently been removed, and
there is no mention of his arrest or the cur-
rent COntroversy. u

ANGELS ON A MISSION

The Project Angels of Hope stands near the town of Villa
Tunari, in the southern area of the Chapare region of Bolivia. It is
a region synonymous with high infant mortality and low educa-
tion and prospects, and it has been ripped apart by the combi-
nation of cocaine production (and its suppression by U.S.-
backed eradication programs) and economic stagnation during
the past 20 years. Villages in the area consist of shacks made
from anything that can be scrambled together - bricks, wood,
mud, or plastic. Diet is basic and consists mainly of rice and very
little vegetables, in conditions of poor health care and sanitation,
meaning extremely low life expectancy (42 years in some areas).

The project employs 20 staff members, including a dentist, a
doctor, teachers, cooks, and chefs. It provides a health center
for adults and vitamin-rich food, hygiene, and education for 130
children. Pictures posted at the project website show previously
malnourished children with bleeding gums and dull eyes
replaced by giggling kids with gleaming teeth, bright eyes, and
healthy skin. Daniela Santos, head cook in the foundation’s

well-provided kitchen, speaks proudly of the project’s accomplish-
ments. “Before, a lot of children used to die because they were
drinking water from the rivers and didn’t have any healthy food,’
she said. “We provide them a mix of vitamins, fruit, cereals, and
vegetables. You can see it in them. They have more to them -
they're all a little chubby and full of nutrients.”

The foundation is almost unanimously supported by the local
people. One woman of Santa Elena, Sandra Diaz, said that when
her son fell and broke his arm, the staff at the foundation took
her child to the hospital in their jeep. “It's a really good service
they give. We use it a lot,” she said. The foundation also runs a
volunteer program, in which travelers from countries as far as

Australia, Canada, Israel, and France come along to lend support

- building latrines, helping in the kitchen, maintenance, and
other projects.

One volunteer, Sabrina Peters of San Francisco, said: “I wit-
nessed firsthand how the project offers vital services such as den-
tistry, medical care, healthy meals, and schooling to over 130 chil-
dren in the vicinity. Working in these communities also made me
grossly aware of the dire poverty in the region of Chapare and how
it affects the children and families.”

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Clueless Suits

Your faithful reporter can state with no exag-
geration that he has spent days — nearly every
waking hour (no kidding) — deep in study, in a
crazy-making attempt to achieve at least a kin-
dergarten understanding of our present financial
crisis. And he promises you that if you, too, spent
days perusing jargon-jangled articles packed with
sentences in which clauses and subclauses abut
one another in a maze of anti-clarity, subverting
both grammar and sanity, then you, too, might
refer to yourself in the third person, if only to
achieve some illusionary distance from the blaz-
ing eyes of the stark-staring madness that roils
beneath the tidy title “economics.”

Pity anyone who attempts to absorb the
meanings of such usages as 25-standard devia-
tion moves (which is actually one thing, sort
of, not 25), commercial paper (it’s not what
you might think), exposure, neo-credit, secu-
ritization, private-label issuers, asset-backed
securities (also not what you might think),
jumbo-mortgage providers, multistrategy funds,
quantitative funds (quaintly called “quants”),
subprime, collateralized-debt obligations, off-
balance-sheet units, and how an “Internet
bank” is very different from a “brick-and-mor-
tar bank.” Since the newspaper and broadcast
talking heads who comment on the crisis most-
ly employ this jargon, TV news barely covers it
(except for CNBQ), and the print accounts are
mostly bores. Most citizens not in direct danger
of losing their homes are aware only that the
housing market is slumping, the stock markets
are behaving wildly, the Federal Reserve Board
has responded someway or other, and things
may or may not have calmed down a little, and
what has that to do with us?

Yet the crisis is real, probably systemic,
and may be dire (that is, eventually it may hit
us). In general terms and plain English, it can
be explained in a paragraph. In recent years
numerous mortgages were granted, knowingly
and unknowingly, to folks who couldn’t afford
them; the banks also sold many mortgages
to folks who could afford them. The banks
bunched all these mortgages, both the sound
and unsound, into packages, then sold those
packages to investment companies. These
investment companies packaged many mort-

gage packages together and sold them to big-
ger investment companies — really big invest-
ment companies, involved in really big deals.
Those really big investment companies used
these mortgage packages as collateral for their
really big deals. When shaky (“subprime”)
mortgages started defaulting, it meant that
those mortgage packages weren't worth as
much as everyone had believed; therefore, the
really big investment companies don’t have
as much money and credit as they thought
they did — and that, in turn, scares the crap
out of lenders up and down the line, who've
suddenly become reluctant to loan money to
anybody, even individuals and companies with
proven credit. In short: A humble level of the
economy has weakened the elite; hardworking
folks losing their dream homes have subverted
— through machinations of which they're
totally unaware — the dealings of stratospheric
executives. How may this hit you and me?
When business is afraid to do business, things
freeze up. If that goes on long enough, it cre-
ates a recession. In a recession, everybody
hurts, especially the working and working-
middle classes.

Once you get that general picture, the
particulars aren’t important for us economic
civilians. There’s no way we can control it, and
things will fall out as they fall out.

But there’s an aspect to this situation that’s
fascinatingly absurd (f not actually funny).
All those highly paid suits whose job it is to
know what’s going on — they didn’t have a clue.
Cluelessness runs through this story like an
underground river of lava that finally has erupted
into what may become an economic volcano.

The front-page headline in The Wall Street
Journal, Feb. 22: “Central Banks Confident in
Stable Growth.” In April, our own Treasury
secretary, Henry Paulson, “declared that all the
signs he saw indicated that the housing market
was ‘at or near bottom’ (The New York Times,
Aug. 17, p.23). In May, Ben S. Bernanke,
chairman of the Federal Reserve, said, “We
do not expect significant spillovers from the
subprime market to the rest of the economy or
to the financial system” (The New York Times,
Aug. 19, p.1). Wrong. That’s exactly what has

happened. The media-sainted Alan Greenspan
also got into the act. “Bankers ... were not
the only ones who encouraged borrowers to
take out adjustable rate mortgages at precisely
the wrong time. So did Alan Greenspan, the
longtime chairman of the Federal Reserve” (The
New York Times, July 27, p.C4). Even haloed
Alan Greenspan was clueless.

Stable growth? Housing market at or near
bottom in April? “More borrowers with good
credit [are] falling behind on their loans and the
housing market might not begin recovering until
2009 because of a decline in house prices that
goes beyond anything experienced in decades”
(The New York Times, July 25, p.1). “[A]lssurances
that the economy will be fine, such as the one
delivered on Friday by Treasury Secretary Henry
Paulson Jr, ring hollow in the absence of an
international reporting framework to monitor
the positions taken by globally active hedge
funds” (The New York Times, July 30, p.16).

Got that? There’s no system in place by
which governments can even guess what the
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biggest money-players are doing, so how can
our policy-makers possibly make policy?

“‘It is impossible at this stage to judge how
large and how persistent this tightening of
credit conditions is likely to be,” [said] Mervyn
King, the governor of the Bank of England”
(The New York Times, Aug. 10, p.1). Top British
money-guy, clueless. Same article: “Many
experts say the nation’s mortgage problems
are likely to worsen ... as hundreds of billions in
adjustable-rate loans [my italics] reset to higher
rates in the next 12 to 18 months. At the end
of March, nearly one in five subprime home
loans were either past due or in foreclosure.”
Nevertheless, that article quoted President
(clueless) Bush: “The fundamentals of our
economy are strong.”

“Using what are known as market-neutral
strategies designed by computer models, hedge
fund traders have been blindsided by a cor-
relation between bonds and stocks that they
never expected would occur. ... Analysts call
it model misbehavior” (The New York Times,
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Aug. 12, p.BUL). Is that wonderful or what?
The suits aren’t misbehaving; the models they
use are misbehaving. “The people at Goldman
Sachs lost a packet [that’s a lot of money] when
something happened that their computers told
them should occur only once every 100 millen-
nia” (The Economist, Aug. 18, p.9).

Said Liz Ann Sonders, chief investment strate-
gist at Charles Schwab, “None of us are going
to be able to time our moves” (The New York
Times, Aug. 13, p.1). The models have gone
awry because they were programmed cluelessly,
and the chief investment strategist at one of our
biggest financial firms admits cluelessness.

Two days before the markets went really hay-
wire, “the [European Central Bank] ... declared
that recent financial turmoil was largely over.
... [Its president said] in an unusual statement
that ‘market conditions have gone progressively
back to normal.” ... [Added the president of the
German Bundesbank], “We have confirmed our
impression that the increased risks in certain
market segments are insulated and that the profit
impact for credit institutions is limited over all’”
(The New York Times, Aug. 15, C3). Clueless.

You don’t have to know how “commercial
paper” functions; it’s enough for our purposes
to know that commercial paper is at the heart
of this mess and that “until recently, the $2.2
trillion commercial-paper market was consid-
ered one of the safest on Wall Street” (The New
York Times, Aug. 18, p.Cl). For our purposes,
you don’t have to know that SIVs means “struc-
tured investment vehicles,” and you don’t have
to know what they do, but they’ve gone silly,
too; yet “as late as June, Moody’s issued a
report calling SIVs ‘an oasis of calm in the sub-
prime maelstrom’ (The Economist, Aug. 18,
p.63). That article also notes that the financial
instruments involved are so baroque that, at
the highest levels, “none of the players really
knows how much he has lost.” (What?!)

“Just 10 days after declaring the economy
didn’t need its help, the Fed declared ‘down-
side risks to growth have increased apprecia-
bly’”” (The Wall Street Journal, Aug. 20, p.8).
After the most haywire day in this crisis thus
far, Clifford Asness, co-founder of AQR Capital
Management, said, “In theory, what just hap-
pened is impossible” (The New York Times, Aug.
18, p.C1). Cluelessness reigns.

The Economist, Aug. 18, p.9: “Anyone who
says the worst is definitely over is either a fool
or someone with a position to protect.” No one
knows. High and low, no one is in control. As
Lenny Bruce once put it so well, “Everybody’s
ass is up for grabs.” |
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Long Center: Countdown to opening and beyond

Summer may have been a lazy
season in some corners, but not at
the Long Center, which has been
abuzz with construction activity on
the southern shores of Lady Bird
Lake and where some hefty new gifts
have been landing in the performing-
arts center’s coffers. On Aug. 1, 3M
Foundation announced a new $1 mil-
lion gift to the center — this on top of
a $500,000 pledge made five years
ago. (That makes 3M the Long
Center’s largest corporate donor
now.) Two weeks after that, Novare
Group Holdings LLC and Andrews
Urban LLC (Novare/Andrews Urban),

developers of 360, the 44-story con-
dominium tower under construction
at Third and Nueces, pledged
$250,000 to the center. That brings
the Long Center capital campaign up
to almost $81 million in pledges
(nearly $4 million over the cam-
paign’s $77 million goal).

With the Long Center’s grand
opening now a mere seven months
away — circle March 28-30 in red on
your calendar if you haven’t already
— the center is currently accepting
rental applications for its premiere
season, April 2008 to August
2009. This goes for not only perfor-

mances but also meetings and
other nonperformance functions.
You can take your pick of the
2,400-seat Dell Foundation Hall,
the flexible “black box” Rollins
Studio Theatre, the 30,000-square-
foot outdoor City Terrace facing
Downtown, the Kodosky Donor
Lounge, and the AT&T Education
Rooms. Programming director
Tammie Ward says that you can find
venue floor plans and rental guide-
lines under “facility rental” on the
Long Center website. For more infor-
mation, visit www.thelongcenter.org.

Conspirare: My favorite year

Between its two Grammy nomina-
tions, the symposium it hosted on
American choral music, and its invita-
tion to the 8th World Symposium on
Choral Music in Copenhagen,
Denmark, next summer, this already
was shaping up to be a banner year
for Austin’s choir supreme Conspirare.
But the times just keep getting better
— and busier — for Craig Hella
Johnson’s vocal ensemble. For start-
ers, Conspirare is set to record its
third CD in October, and this one will
be released by Harmonia Mundi, one
of the most distinguished labels in the
classical world. Considering the pres-
tige level of many of Harmonia Mundi’s
artists — for example, the Tokyo String
Quartet and Anonymous 4 — Con-spi-
rare’s presence on the label gives our
local choir another important boost
into the ranks of nationally and even
internationally significant ensembles.

On the home front, conductor
Johnson has lined up a suitably
dramatic debut in the Long Center:
the Verdi Requiem, a work all but
guaranteed to rattle the rafters
and stir its audience with emotion.
For the occasion, Johnson will be
bringing up some musicians and
vocalists from the Victoria Bach
Festival, where he’s also the artis-
tic director, to perform with the
Conspirare Symphonic Choir, and
he has four powerhouse soloists
on tap: soprano Kallen Esperian,
mezzo soprano Robynne Redmon,
tenor Karl Dent, and bass-baritone
Christian Van Horn. All have im-
pressive track records on the
operatic stage and, in some
cases, extensive experience with
the Verdi Requiem, which means
they’ll make the most of this
monumental score.

Waiting for that explosive event on
June 21 of next year will be made
easier by the other concerts in the
2007-2008 season. Threshold of
Night is a program devoted to music
by a highly regarded young composer
from Great Britain, Tarik O’Regan
(Sept. 27-30). | Dream a World will
feature some of the American choral
classics and traditional spirituals that
Conspirare will sing for Scandinavian
audiences in Stockholm, Sweden;
Oslo, Norway; and Bergen, Norway
next July (Jan. 31-Feb. 3, 2008). Love
Is a Circle will premiere a new work by
Jeffrey Van, A Procession Winding
Around Me, which sets four Civil War
poems by Walt Whitman to music
(March 29-30, 2008). And, of course,
there is Conspirare’s indispensable
holiday program, Christmas at the
Carillon (Dec. 5-11).

Easton had a very specific way of presenting the show, utilizing a very
broad, overthe-top, melodramatic style prevalent in the late-19th and early-
20th centuries. In order to preserve the style, Easton enlisted Hastings.

Fortunately for a couple dozen lucky souls in the Austin area,
Austinites can hear all about it from the lady herself, as Hastings is
not only directing The Drunkard but offering a master class in old act-
ing styles, which she calls Going Over the Top and Other Outrageous
Behaviors. “Basically there are two styles of melodrama,” says
Hastings. “There’s serious melodrama, like East Lynne and Two
Orphans. And there’s comedic melodrama, like the kind you would find
in Toby Tolliver shows. Toby is the wise fool. You can trace his roots
back to commedia and Shakespeare. He is ancient, but he emerged
from American folk theatre, from tent theatre. He’s the country bumpkin
fool who always comes up with the answers, and you can glimpse his
legacy in more modern plays, such as Oklahoma!”

In addition to offering a history of and practical experience in melodra-
ma style, Hastings also will offer instruction in vaudeville. “Vaudeville
came out of the English music hall, but it's strictly American, like jazz. It's
influenced by so many immigrants, Irish and Russian and Jewish. Bert
Lahr’'s son once saw a marvelous vaudeville tape of his father and was
so embarrassed, because the style seemed so frivolous. Then it occurred
to him that frivolity is always a society’s refusal to suffer. And that’s what
those vaudevillians did. Most of them came from places where they had
personally suffered, and this fantastic, crazy, zany — there’s a term from
commedia, this ‘zaniness’ — it’s like when Zorba the Greek dances. No
matter how much he hurts, if he dances, it's a refusal to give in to it.”

Like | said, if you ever get a chance to speak with Karen Hastings, you
should jump on it. And you really should, because only 24 lucky souls will
get the chance to take the leap this time around. - Barry Pineo

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De-Spurring the Moment

The making of the 2007 Out of Bounds Improv Festival

The thing about improvisation, comedy or otherwise, is that
it’s done on the spur of the moment. This might work with
exceptional ease here in Texas, as we’re a bit more familiar with
spurs than the rest of the country is — yee-ha — but it’s all none-
theless made up as its practitioners go along — off the cuff, out
of the blue, creatio ex nihilo. “It is extempore, from my mother
wit,” as Petruchio explains to Kate in Shakespeare’s Taming of
the Shrew.

And that’s all well and good: That’s what gives improv its
power of surprise, its never-the-same-show-twice, its addictive
attraction for performers and audience alike. Try organizing a
largish festival of improvisation that way, though. Try corralling
and accommodating and scheduling the performances of 43
different improv troupes, including about a dozen from beyond
the state borders and across this multi-time-zoned country of
ours. Try taming a shrew like that, and see just how far you get,
wise guy, without a skull-busting brainload of preparation and
organization way in advance.

Jeremy Lamb and Shannon McCormick, co-producers
of the sixth annual Out of Bounds Improv Festival and
Miniature Golf Tournament, have gotten pretty damned
far themselves. Because, although they’re two of the best
improvisers in this city, they also know what it takes to run
a festival and are not adverse to planning things beforehand
and (this is the important part) actually following through to
make sure those things happen when they’re supposed to. Of
course, this is Austin, where, they tell me, the community is
much less divided and divisive than communities in similar
big-time urban hubs. The improv community in Austin — like
many other communities here, it seems — may be a bit dys-
functional at times, but at worst, it’s a dysfunctional family.
And if the 2007 OoB Festival isn’t a family affair, then Sly was
never a Stone, you know what I'm saying? In any case, let’s
let Lamb and McCormick say it themselves.

Austin Chronicle: How do you arrange housing for all these out-
of-town performers?

Jeremy Lamb: We use the Austin Improv Collective forums a
lot to find helpers. One thing that we do is use a “caddie” sys-
tem that we stole from another festival in Phoenix. They have,
like, a den-mother system for out-of-town troupes. For the OoB,
which is based around a minia-
ture-golf theme, we have caddies.
And so each out-of-town troupe
has its own caddie, a local per-
son who knows where everything
is in the city. Like, where’s a
good place for Mexican food or if
someone wants to go swimming
in extremely cold water —
Shannon McCormick: Or, “Hey,
it’'s 2 in the morning, and I've
been out partying so long and
have no idea how to get back
home; can you give me a ride?”
JL: Or, “My zpper’s stuck.” Or
whatever problem they have, hope-
fully their caddie will know how
to fix it.

AC: But where do these people stay
while the festival’s going on?

SM: Well, some troupes are young college kids, and they don’t
mind couch-surfing, so they wind up staying at their caddie’s
house. Other troupes don’t mind spending the money to stay
in a hotel.

JL: We have a deal with a hotel; it gets us cheaper rates for Out
of Bounds guests.

AC: What about the nationally known headlining acts you bring in?
Do they get special treatment?
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Improv may get its addictive
attraction from being created
on the spur of the moment,
but putting together a
largish festival of improv,
accommodating and scheduling
performances by 43 different
troupes, requires a skull-busting
brainload of preparation and
organization way in advance.

SM: Well, we bring them in. But we want everybody at the fes-
tival to feel that they're in the same realm, that there’s not too
big of a pecking order.

JL: Yeah, that’s definitely a priority.

SM: One of the reasons that Out of Bounds was founded in
the first place — and Jeremy was the one who started it — was
because, back in the day, the Well Hung Jury went to a handful
of national festivals and had some pretty unsatisfactory experi-
ences. So the OoB was a sort of response to that: to put on a
festival in a way that addressed those problems. And one of
them is the feeling that, “Oh, you’re just some nobody; you're
just here to spend money on things and make money for the
producers, but these other people, they’re stars, and we're
gonna roll the red carpet out for them.” We don’t want that. We
want everybody to feel like they’re on the same level.

AC: But for certain troupes? You're flying them in, right? And
you’re not doing that for all of them.

SM: That’s a recent development in the past few years, that
we're flying some of them in.

JL: And that’s a result of city funding and other fundraising. So
most of that is covered by the city and the state.

SM: And it’s one of the things we do, bringing in people that are, if
not nationally known to the lay public, at least known to the improv
community. It establishes our reputation as a first-class festival.
JL: And we make it easy for the groups that are coming, who are
paying their own way, to see the headliners, to take workshops
with them. Another thing we try to do is keep it cheap for every-
body who’s coming in from out of town.

SM: And we pay everybody, which not a lot of festivals do.
We're one of three or four festivals on the national improv cir-
cuit that pays festival performers. Everybody gets a cut of the
door, and they also get an equal share, among the troupes, of all
the festival passes we sell.

AC: So how does someone, especially a troupe from out of town,
apply to the OoB? And how do you decide who makes the cut?

JL: We take submissions early on in the year, from February
to April.

SM: Until the middle of April. We figured tax day would be
a convenient cutoff point for people — so while they’re in a
panic, sending out their taxes, they also can send in their Out
of Bounds application.

JL: There’s a list of requirements. We ask for a 20-minute DVD or
tape of the group performing live. A résumé with general experi-
ence, the style of improv they do, whatever press they’ve garnered.
SM: We look at the videos, and it’s mostly based on them. We want
to have a balance of people from outside Austin and inside Austin,
but we also want the local troupes
to be well-represented. This year we
didn’t get as many local applications
as we did last year — even though
there are more troupes in town now.
JL: We also try to balance the styles
and formats the troupes use. We
pair up groups with other groups
that they’d work well with because
we want the audience to be able
to enjoy both shows of a double-
header. If they’re coming to see
one group that they know, we want
them to get hooked into another
group that has a similar style.

SM: And we try to link groups
coming in from out of town with
somebody who’s local, who has
more of a built-in audience base.
Like if you're from Kansas City,
maybe nobody here knows who you are, but if we pair you with
a local troupe with a pretty sizable following, then you’ll have a
decent house at your show.

JL: We also put sketch with sketch and improv with improv. We
don’t like to mix those up. In fact, we found a group in L.A. that’s
very similar to Backpack Picnic [formerly Edmond Bulldogs],
who’s gonna be doing a show in the same bloc with them. They

do alot of video stuff, and their live stuff is really
sharp, too, so it’s gonna make for a killer show.
AC: So there’s definitely some sketch comedy at
the festival?

JL: There’s probably 20% sketch this year. I think
it’s just accepted at improv festivals, in general,
that there’s going to be some sketch element.
SM: Which is weird, because sketch festivals
never have improv.

JL: Never ever. In fact, that’s one of the
requirements on sketch-festival applications:
Everything must be scripted.

AC: So there’s improv and sketch, and you have
some big names coming in.

JL: We have Razowsky & Clifford, a man-
woman duo. Is that how to say that? An all-
gender duo? They’re from Los Angeles.

SM: Dave Razowsky is the director of Second City
in Los Angeles, which isn’t really a performing the-
atre, per se, but more of a, well, a conservatory. A
lot of people come up through those workshops.
JL: And the other big troupe is Impro Theatre.
SM: Also known as Los Angeles Theatresports.
They’re awesome.

JL: They’re gonna do a Shakespeare show
that's absolutely incredible. It’'s like a real
Shakespeare play, only it’s totally improvised.
When you're doing genre work, you can
choose to make fun of the
genre — which can be fun
— or you can stay true to it
and try to adhere to all the
principles and conventions
of it. And Impro Theatre
sticks to it; they make it
look very genuine.

SM: They're of that school
where they’re gonna play it
straight, and funny stuff is
gonna happen, but they’re
not winking at the audience about how much
cooler they are than their own format. And
Impro also includes Edi Patterson, who used to
do improv in Austin way back when.

JL: And, of course, all these great people are
teaching workshops at the festival. For the first
time this year, we're trying Master Classes,
which is a longer class, to give attendees more

TEXAS TRUE CRIME

We Texans tend to believe that everything
about us is special. When it comes to our
criminals, we don’t have to get too
subjective to substantiate that TEEL
belief: You can almost see the pro-
ducers of 48 Hours Mystery drooling
when they hear that a murder case
involves anyone wearing a cowboy
hat, especially if he happens to be
an oil baron or something. As Texas

the introduction to this volume,
“Our crime is not just big but bigger than any-
one else’s, so we may as well brag about it.”
The Texas Monthly staff has long been
aware of this element of our Lone Star heri-
tage and maintains a strong pledge toward
doing true crime right. They promise every-
thing you'd find in a classic pulp like True
Detective, along with a few of their own spe-
cial touches (like fact-checking). In fact, an
issue of Texas Monthly without a nice lurid
crime epic seems physically lighter somehow;
the restaurant guides and entertainment fea-
tures just kinda lie there, waiting for a good
old-fashioned serial killer to stalk the pages.
Texas Monthly on ... Texas True Crime is,

then, just what you’d expect: all meat. Its
dozen tales run the gamut from dead cheer-
leaders to cross-dressing bank robbers. A
caveat: All-star players like Bonnie and Clyde,
Charles Whitman, and Lee Harvey Oswald

Hall, he’s the only male writer repre-
sented, in case you thought true-crime writing
was still a member of the Old Boys Club), and
besides treating the material with the same
care as, say, politics, he manages to avoid
the sort of repetition of format that makes it
difficult to watch multiple episodes of some
Court TV shows.

That’s not to say you really need to read
this entire volume in one sitting. As seriously
as the writers take the subject (which is not
to say they don’t toss in a few healthy dollops
of black humor), this all still boils down to
entertainment, fueled by our fascination with
guys and gals gone bad. So keep this one in
the bathroom, at the ready for short bursts of
seedy fun, but take a breather for a nice res-
taurant review once in a while. We don’t need
anyone going overboard, after all, unless the
Texas Monthly team is running short on mate-
rial for their next volume. - Ken Lieck

PRIME TIME SUSPECT
by Alicia Giménez-Bartlett;
translated by Nick Caistor
Europa, 299 pp., $14.95 (paper)

In the macho world of crime fiction, a
lady’s perspective is always refreshing.
That’s not to say that Barcelona Police
Inspector Petra Delicado isn’t one tough

customer; it's just that she sometimes navi-

gates the gritty world of homicide investiga-
tions from a different axis of emotional
coordinates than her male colleagues. Call
it intuition if you'd like.

This is the second Inspector
Delicado novel from award-winning
Spanish author Alicia Giménez-
Bartlett. Her series finds itself
under the aegis of “Mediterranean
noir,” a European hard-boiled
crime genre that includes the likes
of Italy’s Massimo Carlotto and
the late French writer Jean-Claude
1zzo. While there are certainly ele-
ments of noir in Delicado’s dark

ruminations about Spanish society 3
and her role within it, it's probably o

more accurate to describe this
story as a police procedural.
Inspector Delicado and her part-
ner, Sgt. Fermin Garzon, are track-
ing down the murderer of a despised televi-
sion journalist and gossip columnist whose

m.o. is digging dirty to humiliate celebrities,

politicians, and the social elite.
At first the professional hit appears to
be a simple revenge killing, but the case

becomes more complicated and soon inter-
twines with a seemingly unrelated society
murder. Meanwhile, the bodies continue to
stack up. The action takes place in both
Barcelona and Madrid, but sadly there is
very little presence of place other than
hotel bars and crowded restaurants, where
the principals seem to spend a lot of time
recharging from their constant shuttling
between cities. The no-nonsense Delicado
is an intriguing character, wearing her femi-
nist tendencies on her sleeve one moment
and acknowledging her more traditional and
vulnerable side the
next. Rooting into the
sleazy world of gossip
journalism bares exam-
ination of class,
wealth, beauty, gender
roles, and society’s
utter fascination with
celebrities and their
peccadilloes. Personal
relationships are an
1,' important subtext,
whether concerning
the victims, the sus-
pects, the investiga-
tors, or a wayward
family member. Also,
the inspector’s rela-
tionships W|th her partner and her col-
leagues are complex and not always cor-
dial. It’s hard to tell how much of the
book’s cultural nuance is lost in the transla-
tion, but the crux of this tale is universal,
regardless of gender. - Jay Trachtenberg

Twenty-five Texas wine
professionals competed in a rigorous three-part
examination (tasting, service, and theory) evaluated
by a panel of nationally recognized master somme-
liers. This is the second year in a row that an Austin
sommelier has won the coveted title and valuable
scholarship package. Sayre began his career at the
Westwood Country Club here and has recently
moved to the Four Seasons, where he will be in
charge of wine service at the hotel’s new restaurant,
Trio, scheduled to open in September... None other
than celebrity chef Emeril Lagasse has validated
what Austin Chronicle Readers Poll voters have said
for years: that the hamburgers at Hut’s (807 W.
Sixth, 472-0693) are among the best in the country.
A clip of Emeril himself chowing down on a great
burger at the Austin landmark ran a couple of weeks
ago during a Good Morning America segment on
burgers... And speaking of sandwiches, two tasty
concoctions from the sandwich menu at Hoover’s
Cooking (2002 Manor Rd., 479-5006; 13376
Research, 335-0300) are featured in the newly
released Roadfood Sandwiches by traveling food writ-
ers Jane and Michael Stern... Did you happen to
catch the Food Network program about Bon Appétit
magazine’s picks for the best restaurants around
the country for 2007? We were fascinated by the
choice of the original Jasper’s (11506 Century
Oaks Terrace, 834-4111) outlet in the Metroplex
area as the best place for pork ribs. They beat out
the legendary Rendevous in Memphis, Tenn.! We've
got to check out those ribs... It does appear that
we're about to reach critical mass where lItalian res-
taurants are concerned. Five new ltalian eateries
have opened here during the summer, and another
one is due in October at the Domain. The folks at
Cannoli Joe’s (4715 Hwy. 290 W., 892-4444) have
added a Sunday brunch ($12.99) to their schedule,
giving hungry folks in Southwest Austin a very afford-
able brunch option. We hear folks in SoCo are enjoy-
ing the live music offered some evenings at
Botticelli’s (1321 S. Congress, 916-1315), where
the fare is described as Chicago-style Italian-
American. We're eager for Stortini (1917 Manor
Rd., 391-9500) to add weekday lunches to their
schedule, and we're told that’'s a possibility some-
time in the fall. Restaurateur Giovanni Cocciante
has relocated to the Downtown space formerly occu-
pied by Noodle-ism and has christened his new ven-
ture Ristorante Bellissimo (107 W. Fifth, 391-1881)
in honor of his family’s successful restaurants in
Virginia and California. The new place does not yet
have a beer-and-wine license, so feel free to take
along your favorite bottle of wine to enjoy with your
lunch or dinner. And finally, an intrepid group of
Texas Culinary Academy graduates has opened
Gypsy Italian Bistro (1025 Barton Springs Rd.,
499-0200). Proprietor Shawn Gamble spent 20
years working around Europe as a financial planner,
and then his love of good food led him to a career
change. He completed the culinary program at TCA,
spent some time cooking in Italy and Germany, and
then returned to Austin to open a restaurant. He
and his staff took over a former sandwich-shop loca-
tion and have transformed it into a warm and charm-
ing neighborhood bistro.

Cinematexas Heads for That Big Screening in the Sky, but Festival Season Soldiers On

Rumors of Cinematexas’ demise are
not greatly exaggerated. After 11 years of
programming everyone from Werner
Herzog to Jim Jarmusch, the semivenera-
ble UT-sponsored international avant-garde
and shortfilm showcase, which would nor-
mally kick off Austin’s insanely great film-
festival season, is no more.

Cinematexas will be greatly missed (look
for a Chronicle feature on its legacy in
September), though that festival's passing
alleviates, if only to a small degree, the
annual scheduling nightmare that awaits
legions of both local and visiting cine-
philes, industry pros, and anyone else with
plans to attend Fantastic Fest (Sept. 20-
27), the Austin Gay & Lesbian International
Film Festival (Sept. 28-Oct. 6), and the
Austin Film Festival & Conference (Oct. 11-
18), plus, this year only, the nonprofit
National Alliance for Media Arts and
Culture Conference (Oct. 17-20).

It's only year three for the Alamo
Drafthouse Cinema’s Fantastic Fest (www.
fantasticfest.com) — invited earlier this year to
become an official member of the illustrious

Méliés European Fantastic Film Festivals
Federation — and it's bigger and better
than ever. Attendees include The Girl
Next Door director Gregory Wilson, Spiral
director Adam Green, nearly the entire
cast and crew of the highly anticipated
gore-fest Five Across the Eyes, and
enough dark and fantastic cinema and
animation to blow your brain through the
rear wall of the theatre (where it will
most likely be devoured by zombies).

This year finds the Austin Gay &
Lesbian International Film Festival
(www.agliff.org) celebrating two decades
of both fringe and mainstream gender-
bending films from across the planet.
Call Me Troy, a documentary on the
Metropolitan Community Church found-
er the Rev. Troy Perry, is locked as the
opening-night film. Other notables
include Eytan Fox’s The Bubble, Daniel
Sanchez Arévalo’s Dark Blue Almost
Black, and a pair of comic closers,
Kate Clinton: The 20th Anniversary Tour
and Andrea Meyerson’s Laughing
Matters ... the Men.

The Austin Film Festival and
Conference (www.austinfilmfestival.com)
is, after nearly 25 years, one of the
most welcoming and hands-on use-
ful fests for both established and
first-time screenwriters. Hollywood
OG-cum-provocateur Oliver Stone
will be this year’s recipient of the
Extraordinary Contribution to
Filmmaking Award, and writer/direc-
tor/force-of-nature John Milius will be
on hand to receive the Distinguished
Screenwriter Award.

Austin will also host the National
Alliance for Media Arts and
Culture (www.namac.org), “a nonprofit
association comprising a diverse
range of services supporting indepen-
dent media, including the support and
advocacy of independent film, video,
audio and online/multimedia arts.”
Expect producers, exhibitors, and uni-
versity-based media-arts mavens to
show up and schmooze until dawn
while parsing the YouTube/MySpace
revolution and more. - Marc Saviov

AFS Essential’s Blokes ‘n’ Birds
British Realist Cinema

On May 8, 1956, a play opened at London’s Royal Court
Theatre that turned the London cultural establishment on
its ear and then stomped on its throat for good measure.
At that time, the British theatre was all high art and class,
ivory-tower studies of aristocrats and their butlers set in
parlor rooms and gilded studies. Then John Osborne’s Look
Back in Anger appeared with its story of a disaffected work-
ing-class monster abusing his wife in a squalid one-room
flat in the dreary English Midlands and knocked that bloody
tower down.

Anger introduced theatregoers to the new world of “kitch-
en-sink realism,” a catchall term that broadly defined the
work of a new generation of artists, playwrights, and novel-
ists exploring the cold realities of working-class life in
1950s England, an England just barely on the rebound
from two decades of economic deprivation. Many of the
plays and novels that came out in this period followed
Osborne’s “angry young man” approach to storytelling by
examining the previously unexamined lives of disenchant-
ed, underemployed lads lashing out at all the values British
society had foisted upon them — tradition, convention, reli-
gion, decency — but that suddenly had no meaning.

The film version of Look Back in Anger (1958), starring
Richard Burton as the acid-tongued Jimmy Porter and
helmed by the play’s original
director, Tony Richardson,

true work of sociological art,
indebted to the Italian neo-
realist school and to 1930s
French poetic realism but add-
ing a touch of British irony
and proletarian grit. One of the terrible joys of watching the
film is that our loathing for Jimmy, who unloads all his
anger and resentment on his undeserving mouse of a wife
(played with infinite resignation by Mary Ure), is constantly
tempered by our amazement at the verbal dexterity with
which he abuses her. Any sane viewer has to hate Jimmy
for his brutality; any lover of the English language can’t
help but cheer for him. It’s this ambiguity, coupled with the
gray, despairing tone of the story’s milieu, that caused
British writer Allan Sillitoe to claim that Osborne “didn’t
contribute to British theatre; he set off a land mine and
blew most of it up.”

One of Sillitoe’s own land mines, The Loneliness of the
Long Distance Runner, closes out the Blokes 'n’ Birds series
one month later. Though released only four years after Anger,
Loneliness shows just how far kitchen-sink realism had come
from that movie’s violent despair. Whereas Burton’s Jimmy is
a son of Marlon Brando playing a son of Stanley Kowalski —
full of an intemperate, masculine rage rationalized by philo-
sophical brazenness — Tom Courtenay’s Colin Smith is the
damaged, observational heir to James Dean’s Jim Stark —
rail-thin and rebellious but with a passion directed more
inward than out. Like Jimmy and so many of the other dam-
aged men who will populate the Alamo South Lamar over the
next month, Smith follows his own path, with only the light
generated from his seething disaffection to guide him. But
his rage won’t win him freedom anywhere but in his own
mind. And even then, only for a time. - Josh Rosenblatt

Richard Garriott and his team at NCsoft unveil their new online game

“Through really just a few guiding prin-
ciples, I think we’ve created something that’s
really groundbreaking,” Richard Garriott says.

Six years ago, Garriott, of longtime Austin
game-development fame, set out to remake the
world of massively multiplayer online games
(MMOs). Garriott and his team at Origin helped
pioneer the genre with Ultima Online in 1997.
While there have been imitators, Garriott explains
that “we were just stabbing in the dark. It wasn’t
meant to be the end-all. And some of those stan-
dards we created that have become entrenched
are just poor game-design principles.”

Many of that original team followed Garriott
to Destination Games with the goal to move
beyond traditional fantasies and the limitations
of their early projects. After a major overhaul
and acquisition by Korean-based NCsoft, the
team at NCsoft Austin will be releasing Tabula
Rasa this fall.

Tabula Rasa is a science-fiction MMO, rare in
a market dominated by the 9 million elves and
orcs running around World of Warcraft. It tells
the story of humanity struggling for survival
against the ever-expanding Bane while aided by
technological remnants of the lost Eloh race.
You play a soldier, launched straight from boot
camp to the front lines of a new planet, work-
ing with a field of potentially millions of other
users, all fighting the good fight.

on budget. “The first games ever were dice
games. They were social experiences. They
were mechanics that gave us structure for
social interaction. It was an aberration when
they became about solo play. Cooperative play
goes back to what makes games strong.”

That’s a feature Garriott extols. In a climate
where video games are blamed for everything
from youth violence to obesity, he sees MMOs
as a net gain for society.

“Solo-player games throughout the rest of
history tend to provoke an anti-social behavior
that drives people to hide in their rooms in
the dark,” Garriott says. “That can be seen as
a negative social impact; MMOs are bringing
people with like interests together. So all good
MMOs are having a good social impact.”

That cooperation goes into the very heart
of the game’s narrative. As lead designer,
Paul Sage makes the “day-to-day decisions
on whether the game will be fun or not.”
That includes everything from deciding how
high a player can jump to editing the
actual fiction, which can be a challenge.
Although there’s a basic storyline, players
have options on how to follow it. Just as the
French Revolution served as the background
for both the Scarlet Pimpernel and Jean
Valjean, Sage wants players to find their own
place in the war against the Bane.

“My passion for online games comes from
history,” says producer Starr Long, who has
been with Tabula Rasa since its inception and
works to maintain project schedules, oversee
department heads, and make sure the game
is finished close to on time and relatively

“One of our goals is to provide a compel-
ling background story to the game,” he says.
“Our goal is to find stories that players will tell
other players. We use the story to set up events
and let the players decide what to do. It’s very
hard to give players a choice in how they play

the game, but what
we're  concerned
with is how the
player experiences
the story based on
what they do.”

That variety of
choices  means
that the storyline
sometimes rushes
past the player.
Most users won’t
spend 30 minutes
reading a zoo-
logical breakdown
of the creatures
they’re fighting, so
it’s up to the art-
ists of the game to
make the environ-
ment tell a story.

“It all has to be
visual,” says asso-
ciate art director
John Mueller. “It’s
really in the sort of
shape and silhouette and form. If it’s evil, it’s
usually sharp and spiky and hard. If it’s good,
it’s round and soft. The Bane have a scalloped,
insectoid sort of approach to architecture and
armor. The Eloh are ornate and colorful. It
shows that in their culture, there’s artistry
behind the clothing. It speaks to the idea that if
they have that, they probably have art and phi-
losophy and culture. Insects don’t have that.”

From an audio perspective, audio director
Tracy Bush says he drew from a palette of
everything from classic sci-fi to Black Sabbath
and the Cure to European techno. But when
it came down to giving Mueller’s creatures
a voice, grunt, growl, or roar, he and senior
sound designer Andy Brock took it into their
own hands — or mouths.

“When we go to a new sci-fi movie, we see
what they’re doing new with sound effects,”
he says. “But then there’s monsters. Making
monsters is always fun. We have a really nice
microphone that we make monster noises
into. We put whip cream in our mouths or
chew on marbles and make all the noise.

There’s a big window right outside the studio,
so it looks very weird.”

That's when they weren’t busy firing real
guns and overlaying them with laser sounds.

“A lot of people can fall back onto a synthesiz-
er,” said Bush, “but if you want to make it sound
visceral, you've got to go to something real.”

Most of the talent behind the game comes
from Austin transplants. As Sage says, “It’s
very difficult to find talent in Austin that’s
really triple-A talent. You have to recruit from
California, but the nice thing is that once they
get to Austin, they all want to stay.”

That was certainly true for Garriott.

“I think Austin is one of the pre-eminent
high tech art cities,” he says. “When you look
at it from a tech point, there’s all these tech-
nology companies that were here long before
Origin got started. But Austin has always been
an art city. And 1 think a computer game is
the quintessential high tech art. I really believe
strongly that the fact that we came here to
Austin has been pivotal to my personal and
business success.”

TABULA RASA (BETA-TEST REVIEW)
Release date: Fall 2007

Even if you don’t care for massively multiplayer online
games, you still might be interested in Tabula Rasa. If you
enjoy them at all, you'll likely love it.

Tabula Rasa is the upcoming science-fiction MMO from NCsoft
Austin, headed up by Richard Garriott. While there isn’t even a
firm release date scheduled — other than “the fall” — early beta-
test versions of the game are already showing its potential.

You play a soldier in a war against the Bane. And while
you’re outfitted with the latest in space-age weaponry, the

real power comes from Logos, the remnants of a language

left behind by the ancient Eloh. You gradually learn to read

the Logos, uncovering more of the story and combining the

symbols to form powerful attacks. It's like if Luke Skywalker
practiced kabbalah.

Like in most role-playing games, characters gradually evolve
into specialized classes, either brute-force soldiers or special-
ists like technology builders and medics. What makes Tabula
Rasa unique is that at each crucial point, you can choose to
clone your character. If you get tired of being a grenadier, you
can jump back to one of your clones and explore what it’s like to
be a sniper without having to build a character from level one. It

would be nice if the clones were saved automatically, but it’s
still a helpful option to limit the need to constantly grind out
levels for a new character.

I’'m not normally a fan of MMOs. The statistic-based game-
play usually makes me feel like I'm just pointing and clicking
without any real control over the character. Tabula Rasa’s
first-person-shooter-style controls at least make it feel like the
player is in the driver’s seat.

With immersive visuals and sound that unwind a carefully
orchestrated storyline, Tabula Rasa’s preview state might not be
quite enough to sell me on massively multiplayer games, but out
of all the MMOs I've played, it’s already my favorite. -JS.

Why the Austin Game Developers
Conference isn’t for gamers

“We have the most developers, densitywise, in online games,
here in Austin,” says Richard Vogel of Austin’s place in the hierar-
chy of gaming cities.

“It’s the second-largest game-developers conference in the
U.S.,” adds Gordon Walton when asked about the Austin Game
Developers Conference.

Sounds like a match — Austin and a game-developers con-
ference — and, as co-studio
directors for the local branch
of the gaming corporation
BioWare and advisers to the
conference, Walton and Vogel
know. The average Austinite
knows significantly less about
this conference and its three
tracks — online games, game
writing, and game audio — so
here’s an overview.

Expect keynotes by people
with  less-than-recognizable
names but significant impact
on the industry. From the front
lines of World of Warcraft comes
Mike Morhaime, president of
Blizzard Entertainment, with
some perspective on what it
means to manage an online
game with more subscribers
than Switzerland has people.
Fellow keynoter Brian Schmidyt,
meanwhile, serves as Microsoft’s
audio honcho but must find it hard to shake his early career pinnacle
of having his theme to the video game NARC covered by the Pixies.

Expect parties all over Austin, including at local gaming god
Richard Garriott’s house. “On any given night there will be three
to six things that are available to go to,” Walton says.

Don’t expect an invitation in the mail. “It’s an industry show,”
warns Walton. A game-design dilettante would do well to steer
clear and let the big boys meet and confer. These meetings can be
the conception of the next great game.

In fact, don’t expect hordes of slaphappy video-gamers plug-
ging and strapping in for next-next-gen-gaming action, either.
“There are vendors who are pushing their wares. They might be
recruiting; they might be selling technology. But they’re not selling
games,” says Walton, shattering visions of getting dibs on Grand

Theft Auto IV. If there are exchanges taking place, they are likely
exchanges of specialized information.

Expect sessions with names that range from the elusive (MMO
Goal Structures as a Panacea) to the technical 3D Pipeline and
Shader Optimizations for Intel Integrated Graphics) to the down-
right sinister (Do You REALLY Want to Be a Videogame Developer).

That last session stands as part of the Game Career Seminar
that boasts a refreshing $99 registration fee compared to the door
charge of $645 for the entire conference. Think of the GCS price
as a discount for those who remain undecided about joining the

lucrative world of game design. Newbies might overhear stories of :

game-development hell, but the seminar puts a wet-eared gamer’s
foot in the door of future-job-contact heaven.

As in years past, the AGDC will be thick with feet and doors,
as audio designers hook up with developers, who in turn hook up
with writers. “Similar to the music and film industry, game devel-
opment also relies heav-
ily on several arts that
are not associated with
computers or electronic
design,” says conference
manager Izora de Lillard
via e-mail. These days,
a big-budget game will
need animators, compos-
ers, and, of course, pro-
grammers. See the back
of any game’s instruction
manual, where the list
of developers reads like
movie credits and crosses
as many disciplines.

But does this cross-polli-
nation fest of a conference
reap monetary rewards?

“The people that put on
the conferences, they like
to make money,” reminds
Walton. Offering another
view, Vogel adds, “Austin’s
getting money, too, because there are 2,500 people renting rooms
and eating.” Everyone, including Austin, wants a piece of that $30
billion pie that is the worldwide gaming industry. One thing both
BioWare directors agree on is that it gets out-of-town asses in Austin
seats, looking at what the town has to offer a game developer.

The AGDC grows steadily with the industry that it serves and
doesn’t strive for surges in attendance. “I think it’s a natural evolu-
tion. We have a focused area that we're trying to cover, and that area
has its own growth rate,” says Walton in summing up the conference’s
future. Teaching the online industry to sit or stay is a losing prospect.
The AGDC gathers gaming prognosticators who do their best to pre-
dict the future of an enigmatic business. |

At a time when most
games are sequels or
incremental improvements
(Final Fantasy or Madden,
anyone?), Irrational
Games’ BioShock is a
uniquely original and won-
derful experience. While
still a first-person shooter
at its core, this game
puts more intrigue, ambi-
ence, and depth on the small screen than many recent
Hollywood blockbusters do on the big screen.

After a mysterious plane crash leaves your character
stranded in the middle of the ocean, you take shelter
in what turns out to be a hidden underwater city on the
ocean floor. In an almost direct homage to Ayn Rand’s
novel Atlas Shrugged, the city of Rapture is a free-market
enclave where geniuses have escaped to live without

the burden of government or the “parasites” that feed

off their labor. But something has gone terribly wrong,
and determining the fate of Rapture is the main thrust
of the game.

The visuals are stunning — anything less would have
made such an absurd setting simply unbelievable. The
ubiquitous pools of water slosh beautifully, and the
psychopathic occupants of Rapture bang on doors and
rummage through trash realistically. The sound design
is simply phenomenal. Tape-recorded messages pro-

vide most of the backstory, and the voice-acting is rich

and engaging throughout. The city’'s decay is evident in

the labored squeals of machinery, and the echoes of

an aquatic world remind you just how far underwater

. you are.

For a first-person shooter, the artificial intelligence is
quite capable. Set an enemy on fire, and he’ll jump in

the nearest body of water; run out of ammo, and he’ll

dive right at you. Some enemies are particularly difficult,
and the highly interactive environment rewards creativ-
ity with some humorous and inventive ways to dispatch

them. BioShock lacks any kind of multiplayer gameplay,
¢ which will irk some people, but with various ways to

overcome obstacles and some difficult moral choices to :
make, expect it to demand a second outing once you get :

to the credits screen.

Gorgeous visuals, immersive audio, challenging Al,
intuitive controls, or an intriguing narrative can each
make for a good game. But it is a rare day when they all

come together in such harmony as they do in BioShock,
creating a solid, engaging, thoroughly enjoyable game.

Grupo Fantasma finally returns to Austin
after a successful West Coast tour and a
European vacation, during which they recorded
a BBC Radio session and opened for Prince
at the 02 Arena. “It was ridiculous,” recalls
guitarist Adrian Quesada. “We played in front
of 20,000 people on the symbol stage he
used for the Super Bowl, and he brought us
back out for the ‘Get on the Boat’ encore.” The
experience taught the local 11-member Latin
ensemble an important lesson about the value
of discipline. “There were no distractions,”
Quesada says. “We rehearsed with him for a
week straight in L.A. He literally tore the band
apart and brought us back together the way he
wanted us to sound. It’s crazy, because he can
jump on every instrument and show you what
to do.” Grupo comes alive on Saturday for Bob
Schneider’s second annual Labor of Love
Festival, benefiting the Heartgift Foundation,
and Sunday for the last installment in KGSR’s
free summer showcase at the Lakeway
Resort and Spa. As if that weren’t enough,
Fantasma'’s instrumental side project,
Brownout, which Quesada likens to Prince’s
afterparty funk jams, finally drops its debut,
Homenaje, courtesy of the UK’s Freestyle
Records, next Friday at the Mohawk. Ocote
Soul Sounds, Quesada’s collaboration with
Antibalas’ Martin Perna, is set to appear at
the ACL Festival in preparation for the
November release of The Alchemist Manifesto.
“Things are a little too crazy right now,”
Quesada reckons, “but it all balances out.”
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The instrumental soundscapes composed by Bexar
Bexar are one of Austin’s best kept secrets. Last year’s
Tropism beautifully enveloped hushed acoustic guitars
and shimmering feedback with Alvin Lucier-inspired nat-
ural resonance, creating a gentle hum of magnetic puls-
es. The album was distributed overseas by Own
Records, coinciding with a European tour, while Bexar’s
audio collages have been featured on Ira Glass’
Showtime series This American Life and the soundtracks
to Red Without Blue and In the House of the Sin Eater. An
even bigger secret is that the man behind Bexar Bexar is
Brian Sampson, sole owner and operator of the locally
based Western Vinyl Records, which has put out work
from Will Oldham, Songs: Ohio, Windsor for the
Derby, Knife in the Water, Tren Brothers, and the
Dirty Projectors. “It's hard for me to promote my own
music or talk about myself,” says Sampson, who formed
the label in 1998 with Ryan Murphy to press a 7-inch of
his partner’s
Havergal project.
“This way | retain con-
trol of my own music
while allowing me to
be an outlet for some-
one else.” Along with
the upcoming releas-
es from the classical-
ly minded Slow Six
and Japanese pianist
Shuta Hasunuma, Western Vinyl is readying two new
installments in its ongoing Portrait Series. “The artist
provides an image, then writes two or three songs
inspired by or from the point of view of that image,”
Sampson explains. Bexar Bexar joins labelmate Salim
Nourallah on Saturday for a special performance at
Bend Studio, 2905 San Gabriel St.

VOTE OR DIE

Nominations for the Austin Music Memorial, which
aims to honor deceased musical pioneers, are being
accepted until Friday. The inaugural inductees will be
unveiled in March along with the Joe R. and Teresa
Lozano Long Center for the Performing Arts.

Friday is also the deadline to cast a ballot in the
Sound and the Jury competition. The Top 5 bands do
battle at Antone’s, Sept. 12, with one winning an open-
ing slot on the Austin City Limits Music Festival's
Dell Stage. Runners-up still receive free tickets to the
event and a $1,000 travel stipend. Not bad for a day’s
work. In other ACL news, Amy Winehouse has dropped
from the bill citing “exhaustion.” The UK diva has been
replaced by White Stripes’ tourmates Cold War Kids.

Are You Experienced? The question posed by Jimi Hendrix’s earth-shattering
debut defined a generation, and Saturday at Ruta Maya’s 10-hour 1967 Hoot Night
Happening, a handful of Austin’s finest answered it with resolve. Tia Carrera ace
Jason Morales all but doused his Gibson SG with lighter fluid, riffing on Cream
and Hendrix as the Dixie Witch rhythm section fanned the flames. Other highlights
included Leatherbag’s raucous Bob Dylan and the Band ode “Odds and Ends”
coupled with Moby Grape’s “Hey Grandma,” the Murdocks’ trio of pop nuggets,
and Ringo Deathstarr’s bleak drone during the Velvet Underground’s “All
Tomorrow’s Parties” and “Heroin.” Not necessarily stoned, but beautiful.

Roy Head and Gene Kurtz still ‘Treat Her Right’

There are songs, and there are songs. There are
songs to fall in love by and songs to break up by.
Songs by which to love the world and songs to make
you hate it. Songs to praise the Lord and songs to sin
by. Songs to work by, songs to play by. There are songs
that pump your blood like a severed artery. Songs
that throb so hard with life and vitality they exist on
their own plane. Songs that beat their rhythms into
your skull with grappling hooks, immortal choruses,
and irresistible call-and-responses. And then there’s
“Treat Her Right.”

Call it blue-eyed soul, frat-boy rock, Gulf Coast
soul, Texas blues-rock — “Treat Her Right” defied
genre and lured those who heard its siren call.
Written by Roy Head and Gene Kurtz, the song swag-
gered with an elastic thythm bolstered by the punch
of brass. It encouraged dirty dances such as the gator,
and its double-entendre lyrics promised heaven “if
you practice my method just as hard as you can.”
With 12 bars and three chords, “Treat Her Right”
delivered heaven in 125 seconds flat.

“Treat Her Right” charted smack in the middle
of the Sixties, 1965, an era when America was still
gripped by the British Invasion
bands. The irony was that those
acts stormed these shores armed
with blues and soul riffs, licks,
and style that remains 100%
USDA choice. Yet America had
nearly forgotten that heritage.
Despite stomping revues headed
up by James Brown and Ike
& Tina Turner, the early-Sixties
charts were bloated with trea-
cly pop. Even Motown’s fabu-
lous soul stable formulated their
music for suburban whites and
not inner-city blacks.

Written by San Marcos’ Roy
Head and San Antonio’s Gene
Kurtz, “Treat Her Right” went
to No. 2 on the charts, edged
out by the Beatles’ “Yesterday.”
Like “Yesterday,” every gen-
eration has covered the song.
Had Sun Records’ Sam Phillips
heard Roy Head before he heard
Elvis, Head would be known as
“the King.”

Roy Head: The song was a mis-
take. I wanted to do “Ooo Poo
Pah Doo” by Jessie Hill, and the
guitarist played the wrong riffs. So I made up a song
about talking to a cow. “If you squeeze her real gentle,
she’ll give you some cream.” It was risqué, but in a
hillbilly way. The dance floor packed up.

Gene Kurtz: Roy always said it was about a cow, that
whole double entendre “squeeze her real gentle.” 1
think he got that from a Forties R&B tune, but his
words didn’t rhyme or make sense, just making it up
between instrumental parts. We played “Treat Her
Right” a lot longer during the dances, but the single
was just as long as radio wanted.

Written by San Marcos’
Roy Head and San
Antonio’s Gene Kurtz,
“Treat Her Right” went
to No. 2 on the charts,
edged out by the
Beatles’ “Yesterday.”

RH: We played it all around for sever-
al years, East Bernard, Riverside Hall,
Prairie Hill, Brenham, El Campo.
[Record producer] Charlie Booth
came to see us at East Bernard and
said, “Roy, let’s go into the studio and
record that song.” We’d done all our
recording for TNT — Tanner and Texas
— out of San Antone.

GK: It’'s such a simple song that
lends itself to reinterpretation and
rearrangement. In some ways it’s
just generic white-boy soul. The song
started at [Roy Head &] the Traits’
dances before I joined the band. I
took it on myself to try and organize
the lyrics because they didn’t rhyme
or make sense.

RH: Gene came to me one night and
said, “Why don’t we make this song
about a woman instead of a cow?”
We went over to Goldstar Studios on
Broad Street in Houston and did it
on the first take,
I think. Session
cost about $500

to $600. We
thought we’d
never be able

to pay for all
that! Huey Meaux came into
the picture after it was recorded.
Huey liked my music, so he got
together with Don Robey — who
had Back Beat Records, Duke,
Songbird, Sure Shot, and Peacock
with Bobby “Blue” Bland and
Little Junior Parker. Robey liked
the song, and Huey got me in
with Robey. So we went in and
reworked it a little bit.
GK: I saw that little horn riff
would fit at the end of the song.
We didn’t do it before that; it
was my suggestion. Turned out
it was a good lick. I was aware
of the Kinks’ “You Really Got
Me,” and 1 liked their other
songs, but it’s much more like-
ly I got it from the Ajax [“stron-
ger than dirt”] commercial than
the Kinks. Let’s face it: Riffs
on horns or anything are not
copyrightable, and it got used again. There are only
SO many notes.
RH: There was a black discjockey convention in
Houston, at one of the biggest black clubs in the
country. Robey didn’t want me to go onstage, didn’t
want people to know I was white. I felt like Charley
Pride at Panther Hall the first time. A couple folks
said, “You need to let him play ’cause there’ll be a
problem if we don’t.”

When [ went onstage, the place went silent. “Oh,
God,” 1 thought. “I gotta do something now.” Joe

Scott’s band backed me — Bobby “Blue” Bland’s
band — and after 1 got started, they were high-fiv-
ing, throwing hats in the air. The next day “Treat
Her Right” was played all over the United States by
black stations.

We were driving to Prairie Hill, by Brenham, and
we heard our song on national radio, WLAC, Ernie’s
Record Mart outta Nashville, Tennessee. We pulled
over and jumped out of the car, tore fence posts
down, hunched the back of a Cadillac, rolled down
in the grass pulling it up. It was awesome. It was
the greatest rush of my life. After the song ended,
we got up, cleaned up, got in the car, and went on
to play the show. Don’t think I could ever relive that
moment. It’s what you live for as an entertainer.
GK: When “Treat Her Right” came out, it just said
Roy Head as writer. They did that without any con-
sultation, in typical Don Robey fashion, because
most people didn’t have the wherewithal to do any-
thing about it. So Roy and I went to an attorney and
signed a piece of paper that said I was co-writer.
RH: The real key to that song was that it had that
push and pull that every little garage band in the
world could play. You didn’t have to rehearse it for
days. All you had to do was hit close to the tempo
and melody, and people love it. It's been recorded
by Otis Redding and Mae West! Just one of them
songs that hangs around. “Treat Her Right.” That'll
be on my tombstone.

Roy Head plays the Continental Club Saturday, Sept. 1, on a

bill that also includes can’t-miss Texans Barbara Lynn, Archie Bell,
and Barbara Mason.

ROY HEAD
I Wanna Tell You a Story

When it comes to soul-shouters, the Lone
Star State rules. From Delbert McClinton
to Grady Gaines, the list is big, bad, and
nationwide, and Roy Head’s name should be
chiseled in the Top 10. Head burst onto the
airwaves of radio stations across America in
1965 with “Treat Her Right,” and though he’s
never reached that
status again, his story
is one every Texan
oughta know.

“Treat Her Right” was
a monstrous hit, the
first for the San Marcos
native w ho fashioned
the song with his band-
mate Gene Kurtz from an improv riff the band fell
into while playing. Released nationally by famed

Houston R&B impresario Don Robey on his Back

Beat label, the song hit No. 2 on the pop and

country charts, buffered from the top pop slot

by the Beatles. That still chaps Head, because
the song had staying power on the charts, not to

mention its being reissued dozens of times over
the years and covered by dozens of acts from Jerry

Lee Lewis and Jesus Christ Superfly to Bob Dylan
and Johnny Thunders.

At 64, Roy Head lives with his wife, Carolyn,
in Humble, outside Houston, and still enjoys

the glory of singing and performing when he’s
not bragging on his son Sundance, this year’s
best American Idol hopeful to get the boot. His
Texas accent is thick as homemade barbecue
sauce, and his sense of humor permeates
nearly every subject he addresses.

“We were as poor as church mice,” booms
Head’s voice over the phone. “And I didn’t know
it. I remember my mother making me a pair of
shoes out of sacks with cardboard in the bottom.
My father was a sharecropper and went wherever
there was work, but we always had something to
eat, squirrel dumplings or spinach.

“My mother worked for the spinach factory
in Crystal City. I don’t ever wanna eat spinach
again. The first car my dad ever bought was a
Dodge with a rumble seat — we were high-dol-
lar, baby!”

Head’s father found more stable work in
San Marcos, and the family moved there when
Roy was a freshman in high school, 1956. That
was where he met the young men who would
make up the Treys, the Traits’ original name.
Two years later, they saw their first single, “One
More Time” b/w “Don’t Be Blue,” climb the
charts of Houston’s KILT to No. 5. When their
second single also charted regionally, they were
invited to perform on American Bandstand. The
boys’ parents turned it down.

Roy Head & the Traits developed a huge
following around Texas and traveled every
weekend as far as they could drive to perform.
The Traits themselves went through numer-
ous band members over the years, including

Offstage, Head earned a reputation not only as a lovin’
man but as a brawler with a hair-trigger temper, capable
of cold-cocking a stranger on the street for the hell of it or
waylaying Elvis Presley to bite him on the ankle.

Gene Kurtz, but Head and his schtick stayed
the same. A handsome, strapping man, Head
had all eyes fixed on him during the group’s
performances. Not only did he make the
women swoon, he accompanied his shows
with backflips, knee drops, floor spins, splits,
and all manner of gymnastics (www.youtube.
com/watch?v=_Ga4mMO01SeE).

By the time “Treat Her Right” was on its way
to being a hit, Head and his crew were consum-
mate performers. Success provided them myri-
ad opportunities to participate in package tours
like Where the Action Is and perform on national

TV shows like Shindig!, but the years haven’t
diminished Head’s opinion of his rivals.

“We played the Apollo, the Regal, the
Roosevelt,” he recalls. “Then came the Beatles,
and there wasn't a market for my kind of
music. The Beatles. I've never bought one of
their records, and I never will. They kept me
from being Number 1. I kept thinking, ‘Oh
we're gonna do it,” but they came along with
another song, and it scooted by us. We were up
there for weeks and weeks, but they had every-
thing. I was the only artist other than Elvis to
have three records in the Top 25 at one time in
that era — “Treat Her Right,” Just a Little Bit,’
‘Apple of My Eye.””

Offstage, Head earned a reputation not only
as a lovin’ man but as a brawler with a hair-trig-
ger temper, capable of cold-cocking a stranger
on the street for the hell of it or waylaying Elvis
Presley to bite him on the ankle. Head doesn’t
seem particularly contrite over such behavior,
but neither is he ashamed. In fact, it all makes
for damn good storytelling.

“Urban Cowboy came along, so I jumped
on that bandwagon, country music. The line
between blues and country is very thin. The
stories are the same — all about love, hate,
getting drunk, and screwin’ around. It is.
People want my kind of music back, but radio
doesn’t know where to go with it, and record
companies have gone to hell. The record com-
panies had everyone by the balls. When I did
Grand Ole Opry, I couldn’t dance and couldn’t
hunch, the old Elvis story. They wouldn’t let
me do nothing.

“There were too
many politics. When
I did Hee Haw, I just
couldn’t squat up
and down in a make-
shift cornfield and tell
jokes that weren’t even
funny. I walked out on
a lucrative contract and didn’t record after
1986. Not that country music’s boring; I love
it; 'm country totally. I can skin a deer and run
a trout line. I'm a country boy; I can survive.”

He survived being fired by James Brown
(“Yes, James Brown fired me off a show in
the Sixties. I was burning his butt up. That’s
the story. All of it”), and once Nashville was
history, so was his career. For a while. If
there’s one thing that’s held true about Roy
Head, it’s that, yes, he’s often been his own
worst enemy, but then he’s always been his
own champion.

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In 1991, the film The Commitments featured
“Treat Her Right,” and suddenly Head was hip
again. Portrayed as a classic soul hit revived by
a working-class Irish band, “Treat Her Right”
rose from the oldies ashes like a brass-powered
phoenix. The song ripped and roared, its puls-
ing bass, thrusting horns, and rippling guitar
sounding as fresh onscreen as it did when
it battled the British in 1965. Though The
Commitments now sits as a period piece, the

If Gene Kurtz hadn’t quit the Rolling Stones,
his life story would read very differently.

Not those poor boys from London town
who wanted to spend the night with girls while
Liverpool’s Fab Four wanted to hold hands but
“more of a singing group than a band, and the first
group I ever named” in San Antonio, where Kurtz
grew up. The Stones gave way to the Paradons,
then Denny Ezba & the Goldens, featuring future
Doug Sahm sideman Augie Meyers, but bigger
things lay ahead when Kurtz joined up with a
San Marcos outfit

Head & the Traits.

The Traits were
one of hundreds
of dance bands
around the coun-
try in the early
Sixties, much like
the Northwest’s
Paul Revere & the Raiders, Michigan’s Mitch
Ryder & the Detroit Wheels, or Louisiana’s
Boogie Kings. They were jukebox bands that
knew all the hits of the day; often traveled with
horn sections, playing record hops and dances;
and always had a charismatic lead singer. Bands
like that always needed a good bass player.

“A bass player is the one guy that can’t get
away with waiting around to see what the
chords are,” Kurtz asserts. That confidence
steered him well over the course of his career.
After writing one of the earliest white-to-black

“Sundance went on American Idol this year,”
says Head, his voice swelling with pride about
his son.

crossover hits vaporized and Kurtz left the
Traits, he joined up with another Texan, Edgar
Winter. The bassist played and recorded on
Winter’s debut album, 1970’s Entrance.

Kurtz’s playing drew as much from R&B
as it did from rock & roll. Although Entrance
didn’t make a big splash, it posited him in
the Seventies rock arena and provided him
his entrance to working with other bands and
performers. The names sound more like a
music index than credentials: Bo Diddley, Pat
Boone, Charlie Rich, Elvin Jones, Kay Starr,
Sunny Ozuna, the Mills Brothers, Charley
Pride, the Coasters, Andy Williams, Bobby
“Blue” Bland, Louise Mandrell, Mose Allison,
the Fifth Dimension, and Michel Legrand.

Not your everyday rock-star résumé, and nei-
ther is the Austin-dwelling Kurtz’s local playlist:
Miss Molly & the Whips, James Hand, Mary
Cutrufello, Bobby Doyle, and Tony Campise.
That steady rhythm landed Kurtz in Dale
Watson’s group several years ago.

“I've played in bass-player hell,” laughs
Herb Belofsky, drummer for Dale Watson’s
Lonestars. “Playing with Gene is bass-play-
er heaven.”

“We appeared on Friday Night Lights and
played [my song] ‘Way Down Texas Way,””
points out Kurtz. “It was fun, shot at a local
Chevy dealership. I've been on a lot of TV in
my time, but I've never quite done anything
like that before. It takes hours to set up, and
then you’re only on for a minute. I'm glad it’s
been renewed; it’s a good show.”

Kurtz looks pleased as he recounts the
Lonestars’ experience and reflects on another
professional high point. “To live to see Bob
Dylan playing lead guitar on ‘Treat Her Right’
is pretty amazing, to 0.”

Besides shooting for the small screen and
keeping up with Dale Watson’s unflagging
pace, Kurtz
— tall, eloquent,
handsome, and
fit at age 04

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CAR STEREO (WARS)
The Bandit (Artifact Workshop)

Beauty Bar mash-up master Car Stereo
(Wars), aka Christopher Rose, debuts a
disclong bout of sample-and-loop-happy
hip-pop schizophrenia, the stuttery, mix-
'n’-match sound of dance-floor chaos
chopped and dropped and rewing like a
77 Pontiac Firebird jammed into perma-
nent first gear. Opener “Who Likes Nick
McKenna?” segues from Lil Mama’s “Lip
Gloss” to Modest Mouse’s “Float On” to
Beastie Boys’ “Sure Shot” and beyond,
all layered over a raucous, surging percus-
sion track, itself cobbled together from at
least three other pop charts. More than
half the fun of The Bandit comes from
identifying the mad scatter of song snip-
pets, but it’s not always a pretty picture:
“Sonny Hooper’s in This House” places
Michael Jackson’s “Billie Jean” and
Baltimore head-case DJ Funk’s “There’s
Some Hoes in This House” alongside
Starship’s “We Built This City” with the
result being neither slick nor graceful
yet oddly, bombastically satisfying. Best
taken in small doses or, preferably, on the
dance floor after 10 too many, this is 33
minutes of retrofitted pop-rocks cunningly
articulated to cram as much sonic detri-
tus into its Smokey and the Bandit-titled
tracks as possible, the justification being
that one good dollop of FM nostalgia
slammed up against a propulsive urban
backbeat deserves another (and another
and another). Too often CS(W)’s manic,
Girl Talk-y, ADHD style results in short-
circuited grooves, and by the time your
inner booty-shaker settles into a “song,”
it's almost always already over and on to
the next: Adderall rock for Ritalin kids who
can’t stop the music no matter what.

There’s no denying Texas
jazz musicians have played
an enormous role in the
genre’s innovations and
development. No one has
more thoroughly documented
and enthusiastically cham-
pioned this than retired UT
lecturer Dave Oliphant. Like
his previous book, 1996’s
Texan Jazz, these 16 essays,
some previously unpublished,
examine musical aspects
common to Texans while .
trumpeting the contributions
of Lone Star jazz icons. No surprise that Fort
Worth-born revolutionary Ornette Coleman
receives a couple of well-deserved chapters,
but one of the attributes of Jazz Mavericks is
the space provided to lesser known but still
important jazzmen like San Marcos guitar-

White Denim, Austin’s most blogged
about band since Voxtrot, began as a
studio project, which explains why the
trio’s debut EP spins a cathartic junk pile
of rhythms and sounds, each layer turn-
ing up gold on repeat listens. Issued on
red-and-white vinyl and stamped with a
smile that splits the difference between
the Rolling Stones and The Rocky Horror
Picture Show, the 7-inch opens with
the title track, coating Big Boys funk
with Stooges punk until it warps into a
medley of electronic bleeps and bongo.

1) Amy Mueller filed a lawsuit recently
against Samy’s Bar and Grill in Joliet, IIL,
after she willingly tried to climb onto the
bar to dance in May 2006 but fell and broke
her ankle. Samy’s should have had a “lad-
der” or other climbing aid, said Mueller’s
lawyer. 2) Jeromy Jackson and his family
filed a $10 million lawsuit in Morgantown,
W.Va., in August against McDonald’s because
there was cheese on his Quarter-Pounder,
which triggered a severe allergic reaction that
required hospital treatment.

2) A 7-year-old named Alisha told
reporters in Reidsville, N.C., in August that she
was just being a good daughter when she chal-
lenged the man who tried to rob her mom (a
convenience store clerk). “I was pushing on him
and telling him to ‘back away, back away, man.””
(Her aggressiveness foiled the robbery, but the
man got away. Said Alisha, “He should be locked
up by his gills and towed to the police.”)

THE BENEFITS
OF EYE DAMAGE

An estimated 50 followers of Hira Ratan
Manek live in the Atlanta area, according
to an August Journal-Constitution report, and
regularly follow his teaching to stare directly
into the sun, supposedly for energy and clar-
ity of thought. Ophthalmologists consulted by
the newspaper expressed alarm, even though
Manek advises to start at 10 seconds’ time
and gradually increase (to 45 minutes!), and to
stare only when the sun is near the horizon.

FINE POINTS OF THE LAW

1) In July, a federal appeals court ruled that
no one could challenge President Bush’s order
permitting warrantless eavesdropping on phone
calls into and out of the United States, unless
it was a person actually eavesdropped on.
However, according to law professors cited by
the Los Angeles Times, anyone who could prove
that would be barred under other national secu-
rity laws from revealing that fact in public. 2)

The more
expensive models are admirably lifelike, made
of silicon and with 35 movable joints. Reuters
found one customer, Mr. “Ta-Bo,” who owns at
least two dozen of them (each with a name), even
though he claims to be seeing five real women on
the side. “Sex with human girls was better,” he
said, “but I hate the process of dating.”

The White Elephant Saloon in Fort Worth looks and smells pret-
ty much like an ordinary honky-tonk. The beauty of this old watering
hole is more than skin deep. It has a history that goes back to when
being called a “cow town” meant something.

Fort Worth sprouted on the banks of the Trinity River in 1848, soon
after the Mexican War. The settlement didn’t really begin to gather
any steam until after the Civil War when it became the county seat.

The southern branch of the Chisholm Trail went right up what is
now North Main Street. When the railroad arrived in 1878, the town
already had the stockyards ready. More than 2,200 cattle cars pulled
out for the eastern slaughterhouses that first year.

The banks and mercantile businesses set up shop on the south-
ern bank of the river, but the action was five miles north at Main
Street and Exchange Avenue. Flush with cash from selling their herds
at the stockyards, the cowboys didn’t have to go far to have their
money belts lightened.

According to Richard F. Selcer in Wild West magazine, there were
four kinds of entertainment establishments in cattle towns: The
dance halls provided whiskey, music, and women to the cowpunch-
ers; the parlor house was another name for a bordello; the variety
theatre was the precursor to the vaudeville theatres and strip bars;
and the saloons offered gambling in a male-only atmosphere.

The name “White Elephant Saloon” informed potential patrons of
the type of establishment, rather than identifying a franchise. There
were White Elephant Saloons in San Antonio, El Paso, Denison, and
Wichita Falls. Fort Worth also had a Black Elephant Saloon for
African-Americans. In Fredericksburg, you can still see the elephant
in the masonry above the front door at 242 E. Main St.

Generally, the White Elephants were the nicer gambling houses;
because the Fort Worth saloon catered to a moneyed crowd, it was
among the most elegant. It offered the best gambling, booze, and
food available and attracted a colorful crowd including Doc Holliday,
Ben Thompson, Bat Masterson, and the Earp brothers.

Whiskey, women, and cards were the easiest ways to take a fron-
tiersman’s money. Professional gambling was a semirespectable occu-
pation, and few were better at shuffling the cards than Luke Short.

Born in Texas, Short plied his trade in the cow towns of Colorado
and Kansas. After he became a New York City newspaperman,
Masterson described Short as “a little fellow. He was about 5 feet, 6
inches tall and weighed less than 140 pounds. It was a small pack-
age but one great dynamic force.” Some people found the diminutive
gambler not easily pushed around.
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Outside the Long Branch Saloon in Dodge City, Kan., a drunken
Charlie Storms confronted Short about a card game. “Storms pulled
Short off the sidewalk, at the same time pulling his pistol. Luke
pulled his own pistol and shot Storms in the heart before he could
react,” Masterson wrote, according to his biographer, Robert K.
DeArment.

After a turbulent career in Dodge City, Short bought the White
Elephant Saloon in Fort Worth. In 1887, Masterson was visiting
when Short told him about a protection racket that “Longhair Jim”
Courtright was running on the gambling houses. Short refused to
pay to “preserve the peace.” Supposedly, Masterson and Short
were talking when Longhair Jim called Short outside. “No time
was wasted in the exchange of words,” Masterson wrote later.
“Both drew pistols at the same time, but, as usual, Short spoke
first with a bullet.” Courtright took five bullets before he hit the
sidewalk.

Short died six years later in Kansas of natural causes — a rarity
for men in his profession. He was returned to Fort Worth for burial.

Today, the White Elephant Saloon maintains a genuine Texas
honky-tonk atmosphere, despite being in the heart of the Stockyards
National Historic District. There is live music seven nights a week
and in the afternoons on weekends. The pool tables are inexpensive,
and the drinks are cold. Seeing the hats nailed to the ceiling and the
collection of porcelain white elephants is worth the visit.

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The Dragonjly Princess
The Vortex, through Sept. 8
Running time: 1 hr, 35 min

As birthday presents go, this one’s a doozy: an order to
kill your cousin. As soon as Qlye, the queen of the treetop-
dwelling fairies in the forest of Ovona, drops
this command on her daughter Mala, the
titular princess in Chad Salvata’s new opera,
it’s clear that this fairy tale will be not be
as light and delicate as a dragonfly’s wings.
Indeed, despite the bright and fanciful cos-
tumes, sprite movement, and gigantic insect
that dominates the Vortex stage in ethos’
premiere production of The Dragonfly Princess,
this is a drama that takes us down a very
dark path — or up a dark river, to be more accurate — where
its royal heroine must confront intrigues, heresy, power strug-
gles, and death.

Mala’s mission takes her to the Outlands, where her
cousin, a high priestess, had been working with the Wild Fae
that supply Ovo City with glowing white pearls to illuminate
the treetop community. But like Kurtz in Conrad’s Heart of
Darkness — from which The Dragonfly Princess draws consid-
erable inspiration — Vyn has “gone native,” abandoning her
temple and disrupting the flow of pearls to Ovo City. With
her home on the verge of a calamitous blackout, Mala must
restore the pearl supply and terminate Vyn — with extreme
prejudice, no doubt. Her journey, made on Xéphera the drag-
onfly (a noble mount as realized by set designer Ann Marie
Gordon and technical directors Elaine Jacobs and Shekhar
Govind), takes Mala to coral lagoons, volcanic islands, and
caverns deep underground, bringing her face-to-face with
lethal mosquito swarms, salt-water magic, tidal waves, crab
fae, enchanted centipedes, and colored pearls of great power.

As in previous works such as The X & Y Trilogy, Elytra, and
Pythia Dust, Salvata presents a lavishly imagined world with
a mythology as convoluted as it is inventive. For the most
part here, however, he lays it out clearly enough that we can
follow it almost completely without consulting the synopsis
in the program. What occasionally trips him (and us) up
are a few arias heavy with exposition, in which it's easy to
get lost in the thicket of bizarre details. But even when we

may be unsure of, say, the difference between a Koil and a
Krinn or what it is in the creation myth sung by the priestess
Quain that so upsets Mala, the performers clearly are not.
They know who they are and where they are and what they’re
doing, and they sing of it with impressive conviction, no mat-
ter how fantastic the matter or how much flesh they’re expos-
ing (and most of the performers bare at least one breast
throughout). Kristine Olson’s Qlye and Betsy McCann’s Vyn
both project a stern menace — you'd think twice before cross-
ing either — while Emerald Mystiek’s Quain and Kira Parra’s
aquatic oracle Eshi both radiate a kind of serenity suited to
their religious state. As Mala, Melissa Vogt-Patterson must
begin as something of a joyful innocent and pass through
trials, temptation, and a duel with her opposite to a place of
new knowledge, about the world and about herself, and the
actress does a lot to bring us along with her; she gives us

a very open character, never more so than in her shock over
Quain’s literal rewriting of history and in a pair of lovely duets,
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one with Olson and one with Michelle Fowler-Amato, playing
Mala’s trusty guide, Joji. Her Mala is someone we can trust.
The same may be said for director Bonnie Cullum, who'’s
been leading us through ethos’ amazing worlds for a
decade now, always with a steady, reassuring hand. She
does so again here, with aid from many longtime collabora-
tors — Salvata, Gordon, lighting designer Jason Amato, Jo
Beth Henderson, who arranged the vocals with Salvata — all
doing their part to transport us to this other realm and
doing so with skill and style. There are moments that strain
for effect, when emotion is played so broadly as to court
the sort of hokeyness of an old Saturday-matinee serial.
But then this isn’t the kind of work you go to for low-key
naturalism. The operas of ethos traffic in myth, which calls
for a kind of expansiveness. This one is a mythic journey
at the end of which its protagonist discovers truths about
herself. And that, when it comes down to it, is a doozy of a
birthday present. - Robert Faires

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‘Babble for Your Soul’

City Theatre, through Sept. 9

Il Teatro Nostro, the latest addition to Austin’s lively local theatre
scene, is an intentional double entendre. A reference to the Mafia
and its function in society as an underground alternative establish-
ment, it is also to be read literally as “Our Theatre,” to convey the
idea that theatre belongs to all of us. That the original Sicilian dis-

tinction of “our thing, cosa nostra” was meant to
imply a differentiation with “their thing” and therefore
exclusivity and a regional isolationism is perhaps to
unnecessarily split hairs.

Founded by James Brownlee and a group of like-
minded individuals, the company has as a genesis
the admirable intention of making theatre accessible
to all, ostensibly blurring the lines between “art” and
“popular” theatre to appeal to a wider audience. That
they plan to use ticket sales to aid other nonprofits
in the community shows a particularly altruistic spirit,

remarkable in a field not known for its remunerative advantages.
Their inaugural production, “Babble for Your Soul,” consists of three
comic one-act plays, and the choice of format — short, simple, mod-
est in aspiration — and staging is an astute one for a young company.
It is an excellent example of starting small and doing something well,
an organic model for growth that should serve them well as they
move on to more ambitious projects.

The first of the three is a vaguely biblical farce following the lin-
guistic difficulties of two slaves when confronted with the task of
building the Tower of Babel. It is by far the weakest of the evening,
if at times it does capture a very broad comic charm. The costumes
are bright and the set amusingly cartoonish, but though an obvious
point is being made about language and meaning, the script is too
all over the place to really click. Bouncing between a kind of dated
contemporary satire, Borscht Belt-inflected wordsmithing, and deep

philosophical questions about God, class, and the function of lan-
guage, the piece works best when the two leads, Mercury McCall
and Brock England, establish a kind of bantering, “who’s on first”-
style rhythm, and the nonsense of the script falls into a familiar, if
silly, vaudevillian mold.

After an impressively quick costume change, the two are back in
the second play, a cute foray by Shel Silverstein, as a pair of adver-
tising executives charged with the task of graphically combining the
peace symbol with the have-a-nice-day smiley face. As they grow more
and more frustrated by their task, Crystal Caviel provides the perfect
straight man as their dissatisfied client, unwilling to accept the ideo-
logical implications of this impossibility. The premise is clever, the
writing witty, and the strength of McCall and England as a comic team
begins to emerge.

By the third play, the rapport between them is sure, constant, and
a pleasure to watch. In an original work by Christian Hugo Bazan,
set in a coffee shop, the two play a pair of disgruntled baristas who
argue, joke, and philosophize about their lives in a manner and envi-
ronment instantly familiar to any Austinite under the age of 40. Bazan
has a remarkable ear for dialogue, the young cast is attractive and
personable, and the whole scene plays out with the deceptively effort-
less veracity of a truly successful work of art.

Director James Brownlee can be faulted for allowing his actors
to indulge in an early boisterousness that mildly detracts from their
talents, but he has them reel it in with each successive vignette,
until the third section evolves as 20 minutes of theatre as adept and
professional as any in this town. This is no small accomplishment for
a new company'’s first production, a production which, in keeping with
their intention of making theatre accessible to the masses, is merci-
fully short. Clocking in at only one hour, “Babble for Your Soul” is a
rare opportunity to see live theatre with very minimal commitment,
and the pleasure of being entertained, engaged, perhaps edified, and
done by 9pm should not be overlooked, an excellent prelude to a
weekend evening. - Iris Brooks

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‘Radical Nautical’

Gallery Lombardi, through Sept. 1

With their movie trilogy, Edward Scissorhands, Legolas, and
Guinevere got the world to once again dream about pirates and
the open sea. With rainbows in their eyes, lan Schultz with Michael
Schliefke got Austin to once again frolic with unicorns. It seems only
magical that Gallery Lombardi curator (and Chronicle Arts writer)
Rachel Koper would join Kevin Peake, Kevin Tijerina, Schliefke, and
Schultz in bringing together the water-themed “Radical Nautical.”

At the opening reception, the venue itself partici-
pated and became a sea of bodies. After witnessing
a mermaid playing music to a group of swabs, | joined
the inching flow of people through the gallery and out
into the parking lot. With standing room only (in the
parking lot!), costumed wanderers, both people’s and
jurors’ choice awards, and the good vibes all around,
this event was truly radical, dude. Oh yeah, there was
art, too. Even though the gallery is familiar to the
salon-style displaying of art, this show certainly made
an effort to be the most jam-packed show in Lombardi history. There
were plenty of mermaids and pirates, ships and maps, octopi and
sea monsters, and, of course, water everywhere.

Entering the gallery, the hallway is filled with work. But it is Aaron
Sacco’s Red Sea (pictured) that draws you in and around the bend.
Water glistens and refracts as fish swim on either side of a chasm.
The ornate frame adds to the well-rendered and composed image of
sea life. In the main room, Marianne Levy’s sculptural work hangs
surprisingly high above eye level yet seems very comfortable there.
The harsh surface of the corallike objects reveal a pleasant contradic-
tion to the water theme. John Cobb’s works on paper present this
contradiction in the physical application of material. The chessboard
Sea Life Chess by Laura Sturtz is also visually coarse yet buoyant.

Besides Cobb, two other artists grabbed my attention with their focus
on water. Where Cobb’s water looks like pumice, Eric Uhlir's A Tragic
Affair depicts a slicker water, and thus it feels more ... wet. With the
actual use of water, Jamie Wentz's Waterfall takes the most literal route
and stands out as an anomaly. It may be my affinity for transparent con-
tainers filled with water illuminated with clamp lamps, but even in the
well-it gallery, the glistening and refraction of light is entertaining.

“Radical Nautical” probably wasn’t as quirky as “Will There Ever
Be a Rainbow?” because the theme was more open-ended, but

Tears are cheap, lives cheaper, and
reality itself little more than a dusty, fly-
blown casualty of war. Pick your colors;
fly your flag (or burn it) — no matter what

endgame you envision for
America’s war in Iraq, the
final toll will be weighed
not in history’s hindsight
but in what happens
both over there and over
here, now. Truth dies first
and hardest in any war,
and society’s best of all
possible ambitions are
almost always hamstrung
by bloodshed, a tired but dead-on truism
that elevates this thoroughly nonpartisan
documentary about the causes of the
ongoing Iraq debacle out of the realm of
mere reportage into something approaching explanatory genius.
Producer Alex Gibney helmed another smart-as-a-whip doc, the
feisty, maddening Enron: The Smartest Guys in the Room. No End in
Sight shares a calm, damning lucidity with that film in that it goes
to great lengths to assemble interview footage with the best and
the brightest from both sides of the political spectrum, including
former Deputy Secretary of State Richard Armitage, Colin Powell’s
former Chief of Staff Col. Lawrence Wilkerson, and several boots-
on-the-ground Marine grunts — all of whom bemoan the disastrous
nonwork of Coalition Provisional Authority head Paul Bremer, war
architect Donald Rumsfeld (who here comes off looking like Robert
McNamara’s eviler, more woefully headstrong, strategic twin), and
an administration that ignored virtually every intelligence report

tossed their way. Instead, the administration adopted a bizarre lais-

sez-faire attitude, which allowed the post-invasion looting and anar-

chy that the movie links to the hobbling of both Baghdad and U.S.
foreign policy to this day. Narrated with a detached, grim authority
by Campbell Scott, Ferguson’s film is surely the most nonhistrionic
cinematic explanation of our current geopolitical woes yet seen.
Whether showing U.S.-media-censored footage of dead civilians

or patiently revisiting those first few jokers upon whom the entire
house of cards that is the United States’ post-Saddam Iraq “strat-
egy” is based, No End in Sight is never condescending or obvious
or dull. To our dawning horror — and to the simmering outrage of so
many of the high and perhaps not-so-mighty interviewed during the
course of this film — we see the black backside of history unfolded,
bent, and broken on what only can be seen, clearly and minus any
Monday morning rose-tinting, as a crucible of willful ignorance and
mendacity. It's enough to make you weep. - Marc Savilov

BALLS OF FURY

Possibly the greatest comic riff on
Enter the Dragon ever filmed (okay, the
only comic riff on Enter the Dragon ever
filmed), this pingpong-themed comedy is
still just barely goofy enough to sustain
its 90-minute running time. The fact that
it's tolerable at all owes much to the ami-
able nerd panache of chunky lead Fogler
(School for Scoundrels). As the former ping-
pong prodigy Randy Daytona, he’s such a
sweet-natured slacker that you can’t help
but root for him when he gets a chance to
beat down some personal demons by going
ball-to-ball with childhood nemesis Karl
Wolfschtagg (Lennon, wielding a Werner
Klemperer accent as though it were a
clever comic gambit, which it is). Nobody
does Christopher Walken like Christopher
Walken (not even Walken), and as the evil
pingpong fanatic Feng, he hams his way
through the second half of the film with
all the comic gusto of, um, Christopher
Walken in a kimono. Which is cool and
momentarily funny, but hardly enough to
keep an entire movie afloat. Much like his
SNL character the Continental, Walken is
best taken in small doses, but here he’s

untethered and allowed to overwhelm an
already by-the-numbers comedy script (co-
written by Garant and Lennon, both of Reno
911!). The always reliable Hong is on board
as the blind pingpong sensei Master Wong,
but even Big Trouble in Little China’s former
Lo Pan can’t summon up enough yuks to
make Balls of Fury anything more than a
mildly entertaining reworking of the Farrelly
brothers’ superior microsport parody,
Kingpin. - Marc Saviov

What would Shari Lewis have made of
Black Sheep? | suspect the late puppeteer,
whose doe-eyed puppet Lamb Chop was
a frequent guest of Captain Kangaroo and
The Tonight Show, would have suffered
an outraged embolism at the prospect of
New Zealander King’s splendidly disgusting
horror comedy in which the titular cuddly
fluff-balls (genetically mutated, natch) opt
out of the Morrissey diet plan in favor of a
more meaty dinnertime regimen. Meat may
be murder, but then so is mutton, and the
laugh-until-you-gag Black Sheep brooks no
argument when it comes to laying on both
the mint jelly and spurting freshets of arte-
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rial gore. This is PETA's worst nightmare
recast as a very Peter Jackson-inspired
cautionary fable of nature run amok and
played for yak-inducing guffaws. As in 28
Days Later, it's those dizzy animal-rights
activists who inadvertently set hell in
motion. Flakester nonpareil Grant (Driver),
who looks like a goat even before he
begins turning into one, and his leggy eco-
activist gal Friday named Experience (the
excellent Mason) run afoul of misanthropic
sheep farmer Angus Oldfield (Feeney) just
as the farmer’s prodigal, sheep-phobic sib-
ling, Henry (Meister), returns home when
the family patriarch breathes his last. The
Lord God may have made all creatures
great and small, but the carnivorous “woo-
lites” running riot here are pure hell spawn,
and they gnaw, rend, and “baa-aaa” their
way through assorted bipeds as if they
were making up for all those years of being
hounded by yapping cattle dogs. Before
you can say, “Dead Alive is the best horror
comedy of all time,” Henry and Experience,
aided by Henry’s genial farmhand pal
Tucker (Davis), are neck-deep in gore and
fighting for their lives against an army of
ravenous ruminants. Black Sheep is flat-
out comic-horror genius, a one-joke film
that manages the remarkable: It sustains
and builds upon its “ewe-are-what-ewes-
eat” conceit and eventually enters into the
realm of Night of the Living Dead but, you
know, with sheep. The nonstop gore effects
by Jackson’s Weta Workshop are gooey

good fun, the cast is uniformly superb,
and the entire film has a loose, borderline
surreal vibe that never quite slouches into
outright self-parody. It's smart; it’s silly; it's
— Kkill me now — shear terror. - Marc Savlov

THE BOSS OF IT ALL

Although he denies seeing an episode,
British or American, one gets the impres-
sion that von Trier has been watching a lot
of The Office of late. His new “comedy,”
The Boss of It All, veers drastically in tone
from the Dane’s recent, allegorical, English-
language dramas (Manderlay, Dogyville,
Dancer in the Dark). This new film returns
the filmmaker to a Danish-language picture
and filmmaking on a smaller scale, and
though the mood of The Boss of It All is
definitely lighter than in his last few films,
the term “comedy” might still be a stretch
for those who respond negatively to von
Trier's general misanthropy and corrosive
sense of humor. Kristoffer (Albinus) is an
out-of-work actor who is hired by Ravn
(Gantzler) to pose as the director of a soft-
ware firm. Ravn is actually the owner but,
for whatever reason, has never revealed
this fact to his staff. Now he wants to sell
the firm, and he needs to manifest an
actual director in order to accomplish the
sale yet still maintain his secret. Enter
clueless Kristoffer, who suffers a fate com-
mon to many actors: He comes to believe
he is the character he plays. Gradually,
Kristoffer learns that each member of the
staff has a different impression of the
boss, who they've been told lives in
America but corresponds with each of
them via e-mail (courtesy of Ravn). This
leads to many complications and sexual
opportunities, though his cover is frequent-
ly threatened by his ineptitude and total
lack of knowledge about what the firm
does. Von Trier can be seen in the reflec-
tion in a window during the film’s opening
moments as he delivers a voiceover that
assures us that this will be a “cozy come-
dy.” Since “cozy” is one of the last words
one would think of to describe this prickly
filmmaker, one suspects the wording is but
one more example of his humor. More nar-
ratively modest than his recent work, The
Boss of It All is something of a technologi-
cal experiment. Von Trier uses a process
he calls Automavision, in which a computer
basically frames the shots, freeing the
camera from what he terms “intention.”
The effect cuts off a lot of the actors’
heads and limbs, and this nonhuman
framing combines with the film’s constant
jump cuts to create something that is
truly unsightly. There’s a comment in
here somewhere about leadership and
authorship, and it’s not that we're
laughing too hard to fully comprehend it.

In von Trier's world, the laugh is often on
the audience, not with the audience.

ILLEGAL TENDER

D: Franc. Reyes; with Rick Gonzalez, Wanda De
Jesds, Dania Ramirez, Tego Calderdn, Delilah

Director Reyes’ second feature follow-
ing his 2002 film Empire confirms his
interest in the fine lines that can separate
dirty money from clean money, especially
in the crucible of the crime-ridden Latino
neighborhoods in the Bronx. However, like
that period that resides at the end of the
director’s first name, lllegal Tender seems a
flourish that’s short on substance and long
on affectation. lllegal Tender is a throwback
to Eighties crime dramas and Seventies
blacksploitation films but mostly drains
these narrative wells without replenishing
their gifts. Preposterous and overwrought,
Illegal Tender is awash in clichés and
improbabilities, yet it’s still possible in iso-
lated moments to detect a sense of what-
might-have-been. Most of that possibility
resides with De Jesus (Blood Work), who
delivers a fierce performance as an out-
of-the-barrio lioness who will do anything
to protect her cubs. To watch her go in an
instant from preparing a peanut-butter-and-
jelly sandwich to double-fisted gunfighter
a la Pam Grier is a real stunner to behold.
Whatever degree of believability this movie
has is due to her total commitment to her
character, who, before the prologue is even
over, becomes a new mother and sudden
widow of a drug dealer. Flash-forward 21
years, and she’s now living in a Connecticut
manse, and her son (Gonzalez) is a smart
college student who has never questioned
how his nonworking mother manages to
provide all these rich amenities for him or
why they have to move every few years.
The plot details are frequently illogical, and
more attention seems to have been paid
to things like the design of Gonzalez's side-
burns. Filmmaker John Singleton serves as
the producer of lllegal Tender, and, following
his producing credit for last year’s Black
Snake Moan, we can see his proclivity for
B-movie throwbacks. Unlike Black Snake
Moan, lllegal Tender never transcends its
clichés. - Marjorie Baumgarten

LADRON QUE ROBA A LADRON

In case you were wondering, Robin Hood
is alive and well and currently sneaking
across the border into California. His name
is Emilio Lopez (Varoni), and though he
may be an illegal immigrant and lifelong
criminal, like the English archer before him
Emilio chooses (on occasion and when
the mood strikes him) to use his skills to
steal from the rich and give to the poor.
The rich, in this case, is Moctesuma Valdez
(Lisazo), an Argentine millionaire living in
Los Angeles who makes his money stealing
from the poor and giving to himself, hock-
ing miracle cures — for baldness, obesity,
even cancer — to trusting immigrants new
to the United States. Looking to exact
revenge on Valdez for making a fortune
exploiting the vulnerabilities of the newly
transplanted and homesick, Lopez and his
partner in con, Toledo (Colunga), decide the
most poetic approach would be to assem-
ble a team of immigrants whose very invis-
ibility makes them ideal hustlers. In Los
Angeles, after all, who's going to notice one
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day laborer more or less? And who makes
a better thief than the person no one ever
bothers to see? So they grab a valet here,
a gardener there, then add a car mechanic
and a political refugee — and not a single
con artist among them — and train them to
do what they already do best: go unheed-
ed. It’s an ironic conceit that distinguishes
Ladrén Que Roba a Ladrén (a title taken
from a Latin American proverb that says,

“A thief who steals from a thief will receive
100 years of forgiveness”) from your typi-
cal heist film. Ocean’s 11 might be funnier
and more glamorous; The Sting might be
more dazzlingly convoluted. But Ladron is
aiming beyond the limits of the genre to
say something about the larger world of the
modern American immigrant experience,
while at the same time reveling in the sim-
ple joy of a well-conceived scam. The rare
Latin film both set entirely in the United
States and shot entirely in Spanish, Ladron
is grand Hollywood entertainment for and
about a long-ignored culture that’s just now
starting to sense the potential vastness of
its own economic and political influence.
To make an intelligent heist film is difficult
work; to shoot an entertaining sociological
study is near impossible. To manage both
at the same time has got to be some kind
of minor miracle. - Josh Rosenblatt

D: Monty Lapica; with Lapica, Diane Venora,
Michael Bowen, Greg Germann, Kristina Anapau,
Matthew Carey. (R, 107 min.)

It contains some freshman mis-
takes, but this made-in-2005 microindie
(brought to theatres by the risk-takers at
THINKFilm) has such dramatic momen-
tum, such a need to tell its story, that
it's well worth a look. Based on true hap-
penings at Utah’s Brightway Adolescent
Hospital, a “tough love” facility for way-
ward teens, the film excoriates boot-camp
discipline while encouraging sympathy
for well-intentioned parents driven to
desperate measures. (Writer/director/pro-
ducer/star Lapica dedicated the movie to
his mother.) Seventeen-year-old Andrew
(Lapica) is hell on wheels: drinking, smok-
ing pot, ditching school, shooting paint-
balls at yahoos on the Vegas Strip, and
verbally abusing his pill-popping mother
(the smoky-voiced Venora), who'’s been
prostrate on the couch in her bathrobe
since Andrew’s father died two years ago.
So when two thugs arrive in the night to
haul Andrew off in a van, he puts up a
fight like Amy Winehouse. Once on the
ward, Andrew is strip-searched for drugs
and weapons, deloused, psychologically
inventoried, and plunked into group ses-
sions with a sadistic, patronizing coun-
selor (Bowen) who can’t wait to ship him
off to Brightway’s boot camp in Western
Samoa. While the teenage self-harm-
ers and dysthymic heroin addicts draw
therapeutic pictures, Andrew goes down
to the “pit” for solitary standing confine-
ment and hatches a plan for escape. It

but Self-Medicated has a raw, desperate
energy and offers no pat solutions to the
problems its characters face, which is a
plus. Its teenagers feel authentically teen-
aged — Lapica was 24 when he made the
film — and they are not passive victims

of adult persecution, but moral agents

in their own right. Neither are the adults
monsters: Venora’s grieving-mother char-
acterization is somewhat cliché, but she
owns it, and Germann adds dimension as
a sympathetic but powerless counselor.
Lapica, who turns in a fierce performance
as his own star, doesn’t always hit his
mark quite as well behind the camera,
however. The film suffers from televisiony
fade-outs, dialogue scenes too heavily
soundtracked, and the third-act arrival

of the now-stereotypical magical black
man, in the form of a jovial homeless guy
(William Stanford Davis) who doesn’t even
want the money Andrew offers him — only
a chance to cheer him up and discuss
masturbation briefly. Yet even when it is
inelegant, Self-Medicated is a compelling
small-scale drama, and Lapica is a talent
to watch.

SEPTEMBER DAWN

Oy, what a mess. This movie “inspired”
by real events reeks of ulterior motives,
yet even these unstated objectives are
obscured by slack filmmaking choices and
a silly Romeo-and-Juliet love story that’s
pushed front and center. There’s even room
for a horse whisperer to grab the spotlight
for a while. The movie presents the story of
the Mountain Meadows Massacre of Sept.
11, 1957, in which some 120 California-
bound settlers are murdered by Mormon
zealots near Cedar City, Utah, after being
duped by the Mormon leadership into
camping for a spell in their open meadows.
The event remains highly contentious as
the Mormon hierarchy denies to this day
that leader Brigham Young (who is played
quite memorably here by Stamp) had any
knowledge or involvement in the massacre
of the “gentiles.” September Dawn, how-
ever, portrays quite clearly that the order
for the massacre came directly from Young
(who, of course, received his instructions
from the mouth of God) — a point that is
not likely to win the film any box-office num-
bers in Utah. So a viewer might naturally
wonder what beef director Cain and screen-
writer Carole Whang Schutter have with
the Mormon faith and why the filmmakers
have such a driving need to set the record
straight. Also, though it is never referred to,
the echo of the September 11 date haunts
the movie, and it seems as though the
filmmakers want to make a point about the
fatal excesses of religious zealotry. All this
might be more effective if the Mormons
were not portrayed as simplistic “evildo-
ers.” They lie, loot, indoctrinate, and trick
— all with a self-righteous demeanor and
literal black hats. Voight, now flagrantly in
the what-the-hell-was-he-thinking phase of
his career, plays the fictional bishop and
patriarch who is responsible for the massa-
cre as a true believer with the blackest of
hearts. His son Jonathan (Ford) becomes
smitten at first sight with Emily (Hope), a
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girl in the wagon train — to the extent that
his love wipes out a lifetime of indoctrina-
tion. The film becomes as callow as the
clandestine young lovers, while it focuses
lingering attention on the pair and their
turmoil and triumphs (i.e., horse-whisper-
ing). Muddled, sloppy, and obfuscating,
September Dawn indeed brings a tragic
event in American history to the forefront,
although in its telling, the film is unlikely to

win any converts. - Marjorie Baumgarten

Statham (The Transporter series, Crank)
is Jack, the ultimate tortured badass. An
FBI agent with a serious bone to pick and
many asses to kick, he’s a man of few
words. After his partner (Terry Chen), along
with the partner’s wife (Steph Song) and
child, are brutally murdered by a mysteri-
ous assassin called Rogue (Li), Jack
becomes a man on a mission. Cut to three
years later, and Jack leads an FBI unit
tracking the Asian mafia in San Francisco.
His only goal is to find Rogue. But if Jack
is the ultimate badass, then Rogue is the
ultimate superbadass. Essentially a killing
machine, he rarely leaves a building with-
out slaughtering everyone in it. The action
involves Rogue transferring his alliances
from one mob boss to another as the two
families battle in a decades-old feud,
attacking each other for wandering onto
the wrong turf. Consequently, certain
sequences feel very West Side Story but
with high-speed motorcycles and no love
story. The gangs are led by two expertly
calm sociopaths, Chang (Lone) and Shiro
(Ishibashi), and there’s some business
with stolen family heirlooms, but really it's
about how many people can get their
heads blown off over the course of 100-
plus minutes. In the process, first-time fea-
ture director Atwell clearly displays skills
he picked up directing videos for Eminem
and 50 Cent. The action sequences are
shot in close-ups and with such rapid edit-
ing, it's nearly impossible to find a sense
of rhythm let alone follow what’s happen-
ing. And the emotional beats are about
as subtle as one of Li’s kicks to the
head. The dialogue (from writers Lee
Anthony Smith and Gregory J. Bradley)
includes insightful gems like, “One thing’s
for sure, more blood will be spilled before
this is over.” | sure hope so. It's a frickin’
Jet Li movie. And the too-little-too-late
third-act plot twist resonates as supercon-
trived. But, | can’t deny that there is fun
to be had. It’s a thrill to watch Statham’s
character casually put the peddle to the
metal, driving straight into a car he’s
chasing. And one of the most enjoyable
characters is easily Shiro’s daughter
(Aoki), a beautiful and deadly young thing
who’s wont to order a chef salad at gun-
point. But she only appears briefly, and
you're left to wonder lazily what the point
is and when the next action sequence will
roll around.

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The phrase “ahead of their time” never really meant anything to Simeon Coxe lll. When
Silver Apples accidentally formed in 1967 — that is, when Coxe was fronting the Overland
Stage Electric Band in NYC and brought a vintage oscillator onstage and half the band quit
in disgust, leaving him and drummer Danny Taylor — he wasn’t thinking about how to sound
“futuristic,” as the music is often labeled. Still, in '67, not a lot of people were doing that.

“No,” he replies. “No one was doing that except for a few people in laboratories. A friend
of mine who was a serious musician used to drink vodka and play an oscillator along with
Beethoven. One day after he passed out, | played it along with a record by the Stones and

was hooked.”

One oscillator became nine, a monster he dubbed “the Simeon.” With Taylor on drums, Silver
Apples’ influential and highly sampled electronic space-folk was birthed. Just two albums fol-
lowed — 1968’s seminal self-titled and 1969’s slightly weirder Contact. As a testament to their
unwieldy sound, this message accompanied their first album: “Play twice before listening.”

The band split in 1969, reuniting in 1998 and releasing three more albums. Sadly, Coxe
suffered a broken neck from a tour-van accident in 1999, and it left him with limited capacity

in his hands.

“I haven’t recovered enough dexterity in my hands to play the keyboards live anymore,” he
explains. “So what | do is sample myself in my studio where nobody can hear my mistakes,
then play back the keyboard parts on an Akai S20 when | need them.”

Taylor passed away in 2005, but Coxe continues to tour and produce new material. When
asked why, when he could just step back and take in their vast influence, he’s suitably enigmatic.

“The devil made me do it.”

MY ROOMMATE MOVED OUT -
DO I HAVE TO PAY THE
ENTIRE RENT MYSELF?

My roommate (whom I thought was a good friend)
just moved out of the apartment we were renting and
now refuses to pay her share of the rent. We both signed
the lease, but the landlord wants me to make the entire
rent payment. Can I really be forced to pay my ex-
roommate’s portion of the rent?

It depends on your lease, but most likely
the answer is yes. Your landlord can hold you
responsible for the entire amount of the rent,
because, as a general rule, by signing the lease,
you agreed to be responsible for the entire rental
payment. This is one reason why landlords usu-
ally encourage as many people as possible to
sign the lease: It gives them more options with
which to recover unpaid rent.

You should look at your lease to see if it contains
a clause stating that you are only responsible for
partial payment of the rental amount. These claus-
es, however, are extremely rare. You may want to
contact your landlord to try to work something out.
Another practical option is to try to find another
roommate (subject to the landlord’s consent). If
you do pay all the rent, you may want to consider
bringing a separate claim against the roommate
who moved out to recover her share of the rent.

You also may want to consider entering into a
brief written agreement with future roommates in
order to avoid these kinds of problems. For exam-
ple, the Austin Tenants’ Council has a standard
form contract for roommates called the Renting
Together Contract. This contract sets out some
basic agreements between roommates, including
payment of the security deposit, rent, bills, and
what happens when a tenant moves out early.
Take a look at the Austin Tenants’ Council website
to get a copy of the Renting Together Contract:

The moral of this question is clear: Choose your
roommates with caution when signing a lease!
