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Music of the Spheres

We cannot work together unless we can talk to each other

As I cautioned they might in last week’s
column on the Waller Creek project, in fact,
my moorings had evidently slipped, and I
was off as to what is happening. The plan-
ning is evidently in a much earlier stage than
I implied, and all kinds of input is still being
sought and accepted.

Sorry — but though I apologize for its
excesses and inaccuracies, I don't really apol-
ogize for the column. Too often, due to the
involved community not speaking out soon
enough, music and other cultural activities
have been underserved. If nothing else, I
hope the consideration of how the Waller
Creek changes are going to affect the live
music clubs has been moved from the back
to the front burner.

I was severely chided by one anonymous
posted comment for not acknowledging all
the work the city and concerned citizens have
done to support live music. Occasionally
polemics in service to a cause make sense. In
this column, I try to offer shades of gray more
than black and white. In dealing with abstract
issues, this approach is the most reasonable
— but sometimes, trying to encourage some
specific response, more fully filling out the
picture doesn’t really change the point, and
then that point can easily become like a tree
lost for the forest.

All that said, T do feel bad that T didn’t
acknowledge the city’s cooperation with the
live music scene, as well as the many individ-
uals and nonprofit organizations dedicated to
supporting music and musicians. Often that
is a tedious rather than glamorous task, and
the number of people willingly giving of their
own time, energy, and money is amazing. 1
was particularly scolded for not mentioning
the city’s Live Music Task Force, and in that,
I'm guilty as charged. That group has the
most painstaking and least appreciated task
of collecting information and advising the
city on how it interacts with and legislates
the live music scene. More often than not, the
job involves dealing with specific details and
minutiae that can’t be fun.

When it comes to the many music-related
nonprofits, this city should be both extremely
proud and even more supportive. I would
start to name them, but I would leave out
more than I include just because there are so
many. As an example, I'll just note that Austin
boasts both the SIMS Foundation (providing
mental-health services for musicians) and the
Health Alliance for Austin Musicians when
most communities have nothing even close
to either of those.

This column was going to be about what
I consider the cancerous level of vicious dis-
course that has become all too common in
Austin politics. Reading just the posts in our
forums, I wonder why anyone would be a civil
servant; those posting seem to feel that there
is no accusation too extreme nor description
too vile to use against their opponents. The
recent elections once again saw things ratch-
eted up to an unhealthy level.

Certainly some will accuse the Chronicle of
supporting and encouraging this trend, to the
point where my bemoaning it is pure hypoc-
risy. The criticism here is not for partisan
politics, nor regarding particular positions
on issues. This paper believes in fairness and
advocacy, in that order. Which, again, isn’t
to say our support for a position or a can-
didate, while explicit, may not be excessive.
What I'm complaining about is the constant
increasingly nasty personal attacks wherein
any vague rumor or accusation is offered as
though it is proven fact.

It is no secret that [ was a strong supporter
of City Manager Toby Futrell. Obviously, any
city manager is going to have serious critics,
and in a community like Austin, their num-
bers will be legion. There are common and
accurate criticisms of Futrell; I just think she
was surprisingly effective and most often got
into trouble when she led with her heart. But
even if you don’t like a thing Futrell did and
considered her awful for the city, there is a
level of abuse that should be unacceptable.
There are any number of civil servants who
work hard for local, state, or national govern-

ment because they believe in service. The
city manager’s job is difficult and stressful.
Although the salary figure gets treated with
shock and awe, the city manager is essen-
tially CEO of a billion-dollar corporation.
Compared to the private sector, public ser-
vants are seriously underpaid — even more so
given that in the last decade we watched chief
executives at money-losing companies receive
millions in bonuses. It is easier to damn pub-
lic officials than to praise them. But treating
them all as manipulative, soulless zombies
is to really undervalue them. Most people
cheerfully ignore that, driven by a sense of
community obligation, many of these officials
are working for much less in pay and benefits
then they would receive in the private sector.

Lest all hell rain down on me, I'm not
saying there are no bad or corrupt public ser-
vants, nor am I saying that any level of criti-
cism is unacceptable. I believe in criticizing
the government as an obligation for citizens
and not an indulgence. Nor am I claiming
such criticisms are too harsh or unwarranted.
It is that way-too-easy slipping over from
policy and ideological attacks to extremely
vicious personal assaults that is of concern.

Now I'm well aware that there are many
readers who think I not only harbor but write
such attacks with regularity. By no means am
I claiming purity, but the ambition of this
column, if not its achievement, is to focus
on issues, ideology, policy, and practice. Not
only do I not believe that Republicans have
horns and eat their young, but I am friendly
with many of them. My biggest complaint
about Republicans currently is that they
supported the Bush administration’s every
inane move and didn’t try harder to hold it to
stricter Republican principles.

Even when people’s politics seem incom-
prehensibly dumb, I rarely believe they are bad
people intentionally doing bad things. I realize
that this is not a popular position. Suggesting
that Dick Cheney and Donald Rumsfeld are
misguided and wrong rather than evil is not a
popular thought in many corners.

In last week’s “Naked City” report on the
massive tree kill in Oak Hill, we mistakenly
wrote that Cadence McShane Corp.
President Neal Harper had not returned our
call as of press time. In fact, Harper did call
back, but due to oversight, the quote did not
make it into the article. As for Harper’'s com-
ment, he said: “This was an unfortunate
mistake. Our subcontractor got into an area
where they were not supposed to be, and
our guy had left. We’ll work with the city to
make up for it. We’ll be replacing the ...
trees that came down and try to do the right
thing.” Also in “Naked City,” we wrote that
passenger travel at Austin-Bergstrom
International Airport was down 3% in April
compared to the same month last year. In
fact, it was up 3%, though that number still
represents a decline for ABIA, which has
seen steady year-over-year gains of between
5% and 8% most months. The Chronicle
regrets the errors.

Admittedly, this administration makes such
distinctions difficult. In its first years, they did
everything in the name of security without
making this country any more secure. Now
they are ready to do everything in the name of
energy that will probably make little difference
there. Supposedly the left was wrong on invad-
ing Iraq, but their position has been validated.
The left complained about huge tax cuts for the
richest Americans with relatively small cuts for
most. We were assured that these cuts would be
terrific for the economy. It’s hard to be spoken
to as though one is a young child as right-wing
pundits argue that we need to leave those tax
cuts in place “for the economy” when the
economy has tanked and the dollar has reached
historic lows. When those enormous tax cuts
for the very rich were approved, all kinds of
commentators pointed out that the average tax
cut was going to be $1,000, as though they
really didn’t understand what “average” means.

[ truly want to know where real Republicans
were when this administration was busy mov-
ing from a point of budgetary reasonableness
to almost unimaginable deficits. According to
right-wing ideology, we shouldn’t spend tens
of millions on social services and the social
safety net, but it’s just all right to spend hun-
dreds of millions on Iraq. By keeping much
of this money out of the official budget, they
further disguise the federal government’s dis-
tress and incomprehensible economics.

This also raises another of the issues I find so per-
plexing. Almost every conservative pundit, it seems,
is not just against additional taxes but would like the
current rates cut — not just for the working class but
especially for the richest Americans, some of whom
are not exactly the kind of entrepreneurs who made
and help keep this country great but instead are into
the second or third generation of just clipping fidu-
clary coupons.

I really don’t understand how some of the rich-
est Americans resent and lobby against paying any
taxes at all. But the anti-tax feeling seems universal.
Unfortunately, almost everyone agrees that the nation
should be spending more money — they just don’t agree
on what. There is the country’s aging transportation
infrastructure, the failed Mississippi River levees, alter-
native energy, among many other needs. These are truly
vast projects that will require unimaginable amounts of
money, all needing to be added to the budget.

Most people seem to believe that to pay for all this,
the government should cut taxes and cut all the “pork
barrel” spending and budgetary fat. This combination
doesn’t make any financial sense, and even in the
unlikely case that substantial inroads were made in
the latter, it would prove far less than needed. When
we invaded Iraq, according to many polls, as much
as 75% to 80% of the country initially approved. The
invasion was a disastrous mistake. But as we face bud-
getary shortfalls in every direction, people should not
be so quick to dismiss themselves from having helped
create these problems.

Ironically, when the Bush administration first came
into office, many of my friends who had money in
socially responsible investments found their value
diminished. This was because along with the reality

of the Bush administration not supporting alternative-
energy research, there was the expectation that the
situation wouldn’t change. All the verbiage to the
contrary, it really hasn’t.

Americans have come to declare it an inalienable
right to locate their politics in the misty space between
reality and perception. There is what they want, as
well as what they demand, completely disconnected
from the realities involved in achieving those goals.

Now they wish for the country to become “energy-
independent” as the politicians promise them exactly
that situation. Dependence on foreign sources for
energy can be diminished, but there is very little
chance of the country really becoming energy-inde-
pendent. It’s like the same talking heads and politi-
cians who insist that illegal immigration is a huge
problem and must be resolved, while standing firm
against any hint of amnesty — the only solution with
some hope of resolution.

It was barely a couple of years ago that energy con-
servationists were scoffed at for asking Congress to pay
more attention to the problem. Just a few years ago
that, while mounting platitudes about alternatives, our
president loosened the miles-per-gallon restrictions on
automobiles while pursuing the ethanol grail. It should
also be noted that whereas illegal immigration was
recently regarded by many Americans as the country’s
No. 1 problem, in the face of the weakened economy,
the falling dollar, and the energy crisis, now real prob-
lems rather than fanciful ones top the list.

Okay, most of the above was an aside, and then an
aside to an aside. While bemoaning the lack of civil-
ity and appreciation, last week’s column participated
in those very activities. Not to any extreme, but in a
thoughtless manner, which may be more inexcusable. ll

Praising Supreme
Court’s Decision

As a frequent complainer to Austin Chronicle

At press time Wednesday, Pete Collins, chief informa-
tion officer for the city of Austin charged with overseeing
the city’s computer infrastructure, was placed on admin-
istrative leave pending a police investigation into allega-
tions he used city resources on personal, noncity projects.

City Council held its last meeting Wednesday before
taking a summer break, returning July 24 with new
members Laura Morrison and Randi Shade filling
the seats left by Betty Dunkerley and Jennifer Kim.

NAKED CITY

Another test of council will concerning building heights in
western Downtown: The zoning case for 800 West Ave.,
a 1.2-acre Shoal Creek-front site at the corner of Eighth
Street, returned to council for a final vote at press time.
Last fall, Cypress Real Estate Advisors sought an upgrade
to Central Business District zoning to build a 250-foot
condo tower, to be designed by Munoz + Albin Architec-
ture and Planning. (The contested 33-story 7Rio condo
tower, at nearby Seventh and Rio Grande — now on hold —
won CBD from council last year.) When 800 West Ave.
came before council in November, members instead
approved, on first reading, Downtown Mixed Use Condi-
tional Overlay zoning, which limits height to 120 feet. But
according to unhappy project neighbor Ben Procter, retir-
ing Council Member Betty Dunkerley then encouraged a
developer-friendly “pass” on heightlimiting compatibility
standards triggered by nearby residences — a perk of CBD,
not DMU. Definitive development guidelines for this peri-
pheral urban district, rich in historic homes, are due later
this year in the Downtown Austin Plan. - Katherine Gregor

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Where are the city of Austin’s climate-change allies?
The city hasn’t built a strong community network in
support of the Austin Climate Protection Plan — a stra-
tegic omission that’s now coming home to roost. As
local Realtors vigorously attack the city’s energy-effi-
ciency initiative for existing homes — smeared city-
wide by Cid Galindo as the “Green Home Tax” during
his failed City Council bid — few in Austin have raised
opposing voices. Only the Sierra Club has actively ral-
lied to the city’s defense and the underlying cause of
climate protection. Observes Chris Lehman, chair of
the Sierra Club’s Austin Regional Group and a 25-year
commercial real estate appraiser: “It was very painful
to see the transparently misleading and incorrect
assertions of the chairman of the Austin Board of
Realtors.” Read the group’s point-by-point rebuttal of
the Realtors’ campaign at www.texas.sierraclub.org/
austin/actionalertpbp.html. It appears the Realtors’ dirty
tricks are prevailing; the draft ordinance at the task
force has been significantly watered down. Most likely
now: Home buyers will receive a disclosure on a
home’s energy use, but the city won’t require even
minimal upgrades. Do Austinites really want to contin-
ue wasting energy on leaky old homes — and fund
another power plant so they can? - K.G.

Is a 2008 transit vote frozen in its tracks? Maybe not.
Austin streetcar supporters are quietly making one
more rally, still hoping to get an urban-rail referendum
on the ballot for November, when high voter turnout is
anticipated. Mayor Will Wynn had originally advocated
November but backed off when the Capital Area
Metropolitan Planning Organization’s Transit Working
Group (which he chaired) adopted a new project eval-
uation process that made that goal appear impossi-
ble. ROMA Austin is currently on track to present its
findings and recommendations to City Council July 24;
the urban planners are finishing up a costing, align-
ment, and ridership analysis for the city. Meanwhile,
the suspended TWG is rousting itself to try to meet
again before July 4. The potential sleeper: Elgin’s pro-
posal for commuter rail, which could beat the Austin
project to CAMPO approval. - K.G.

Raising the Bar

AMD opens the next stage in
watching the watershed

There was a lot of rhetorical high-jumping
Monday evening at AMD’s grand opening of its
new Lone Star Campus on Southwest Parkway.
Every few minutes, someone seemed to be “set-
ting the bar higher,” beginning with CEO Hector
Ruiz, who told me, “This campus raises the bar
for the city and state, and we hope we can be a
role model for the necessity to do it right” Gail
Vittori, co-director of the Center for Maximum
Potential Building Systems, who consulted on the
project, told the audience it will “raise the [envi-
ronmental] bar for corporate campuses”; earlier
she also praised the company’s decision to “set
the bar so as not to exceed what they would have
spent for conventional buildings,” thereby provid-
ing an example of what can be efficiently done.
City Council Member Mike Martinez commented,
“They have set the bar pretty high for commercial
development on the aquifer, and this is now a bare
minimum standard for what should be done.”
Mayor Will Wynn followed his inevitable remarks
about the inevitability of regional growth by con-
gratulating his hosts on “how high this bar has
now been set, for ensuring how little [that growth]
will task our environmental resources.”

I may have missed a few, but you get the idea:
There were more high bars in the air than at the
average NCAA track meet. And to judge only from
a very cursory walkabout and the available PR
materials, AMD and its people have every reason
to be proud of what they’ve accomplished on the
Lantana site: reducing the building footprints,
relying entirely on native-plant landscaping, cap-
turing rainwater for cooling and irrigation, corral-
ling storm water against excessive runoff, using
natural and recycled materials, emphasizing day-
light lighting, etc. In sum, all the “green” features
may be sufficient to qualify the project for a “gold”
rating under the Leadership in Energy and Envi-
ronmental Design rankings of the U.S. Green
Building Council, in theory making it “one of the
greenest corporate facilities in the world.”

Waiting for the Next Footprint

Of course, the first principle of “green build-
ing” is site selection, and on that standard, AMD
scores rather poorly, having defied broad com-
munity sentiment to locate on the contributing
zone to the Edwards Aquifer and Barton Springs.
Whatever the company’s intentions and ecological
practice, there is a good chance that the headquar-
ters and its 2,500 employees will generate spin-
off development unlikely to approach the same
environmental standards. Ruiz thinks otherwise.
“If we weren’t here, there would be a bunch of
7-Elevens and strip malls and dry cleaners,” he
told me. “In my view, we saved this tract.”

George Cofer, on hand to accept a $700,000
AMD grant to the Hill Country Conservancy
— which it plans to leverage with federal match-
ing funds to buy another 2,600 acres of lands
and conservation easements in the watershed —
pointed out that the nearby Freescale facility had

not generated dramatic secondary
development since its arrival (as
Motorola) 20 years ago. “I do know
that we [HCC] couldn’t do what we
do without partnering with donors
like AMD, and I certainly hope
that this facility will set an example
for continuing development in the
area.” Council Member Brewster
McCracken described the project
as “a reflection of where we're
going, and why we’re working on
the [city’s] comprehensive plan.
The Southwest Parkway is a very
high-capacity road, and we badly
need to sync up our transporta-
tion planning with our land-use
planning.” He added that much of
the land in the immediate area has
pretty much exhausted the inten-
sive building possibilities “under
[Save Our Springs Ordinance]
entitlements. Beyond city limits is
another question, so we badly need
cross-jurisdiction collaboration.”

The Starter’s Gun

The masters of jurisdiction-crossing — those folks at the
Capitol who made certain that Austin’s SOS regulations
would have as little effect as possible, in part by grandfather-
ing sites like Lantana — were represented this evening by Gov.
Rick Perry, who (in reference to the current condition of his
official residence) wryly endorsed one green AMD notion: “I
really like the idea of living close to your work.” His remarks
were largely confined to economic boosterism, congratulat-
ing Texas corporations on job creation, and of course, more
bar-raising: “Competition is what pushes us to be the best
that we can be.”

Otherwise, Perry didn’t react to Ruiz’s brief earlier attempt
to put him on the spot, when Ruiz applauded his company’s
determination to “take seriously the idea of protecting the
environment,” then turned to Perry and said, “Perhaps no
other corporation should be allowed to build anything, unless
it’s like this.” The chances of such regulation troubling Perry’s
veto pen under the current Lege regime, in which corporate-
funded foxes are routinely assigned to guard the environmen-

The Wednesday, June 18, City Council meeting had it all
(well, the morning part we saw, at least): Major development
deals! Disputes over arcane city commissions! Attorney
Richard “Aw Shucks” Suttle! As Mayor Will Wynn said for
his two retiring colleagues, “In honor of Mayor Pro Tem [Betty]
Dunkerley and Council Member [Jennifer] Kim’s final meeting,
we have a very full agenda.” Lucky them!

The action that rare Wednesday session — pushed up from
the usual Thursday so as not to interfere with Juneteenth
— centered around developer selection for the massive rede-
velopment of Downtown’s Green Water Treatment Plant. Or
did it? Wynn pointed out a misspelling in the council agenda,
one executing an agreement for redeveloping the “Green
Water Treatment Plan” instead of “Plant.” Oops! “Make sure
that ‘t’ is crossed,” he cracked. By midday, council finally
named developers Trammell Crow/Constructive Ventures
Inc./USAA the staff-recommended team.

But there were other unexpected dramas, mainly the near-
abolishment of the Renaissance Market Commission, that
most patchouli-scented of all boards and commissions.
Apparently the bead and glass vendors at the market on 23rd
and Guadalupe have their own commission — yet with only four
serving members, the group, meeting once a month, has trouble

tal henhouse, are about as likely as yours truly winning the
Olympic gold medal in high-jumping.

AMD’s “campus” is an attractive installation, with thought-
ful environmental features, enviable working conditions, and
spectacular views of the countryside — the sort of place most
Texas college students might attend if the state hadn’t ruth-
lessly neglected higher-education funding. 1 asked Martinez if
he thinks AMD’s apparent success in treading lightly at Lantana
might put an end to the local controversy over the project and
its potential aftereffects.

“Never,” he responded quickly. “There’s no such thing. This is an
ongoing, evolving issue, and we have to apply the same standards, or
higher ones, to any continuing development out here. ... It’s always
a trade-off between the needs of the property owners, their entitle-
ments, and the protection of the environment. I think we struck a
good balance; I think we should be proud of it. But we always have
to maintain our community values in relation to development ...
and make certain that it speaks to these very same values.”

attaining quorum and issuing vendor permits. Plus, with some
market commissioners resistant to standardizing measures pre-
sented by the city to all boards and commissions (group size,
bylaws, etc.), their future is in doubt. Or as Wynn put it, “I'm cer-
tainly supportive of abolishing those boards and commissions
that don’t play by our rules” The commission received a stay of
execution until council’s next meeting, July 24, after summer
break — but then expect city staff to take on permitting and the
commission to be disbanded. Or in Drag parlance: cashed, man.
Additionally, during noontime citizen communications, speakers
from People Organized in Defense of Earth and Her
Resources urged the council to shutter the Pure Castings Co.
plant operating in an East Austin neighborhood.

But that’s only a half-baked highlights reel. As the Chronicle
was rolling out to press, many contentious items were sched-
uled for 6pm public hearing and discussion: adopting an
update to the Austin Tomorrow Comprehensive Plan, new
approval requirements for Planned Unit Development zoning
(for major development projects like the Concordia redevelop-
ment and the Domain), and handicapped-accessible “visit-
ability” requirements for new homes. Hell, if you're reading
this on Thursday, head on down to City Hall — for all we know,
they may still be in session. - Wells Dunbar

4.99%. If anyone was hoping for a big post-primary bump
in participatory democracy or that some kind of momentum
(of either the Obama or Meeker variety) would lead to a high
turnout in Saturday’s council Place 4 run-off election
between Cid Galindo and the finally victorious Laura
Morrison, think again.

Even the first-round turnout was pretty disappointing.
“Nine percent voting? Listen, | know it's not been that long
that we used to have 40%, 50% turnout,” said Carole
Keeton Strayhorn, former mayor of Austin (and mother to
Scott McClellan — see “Who Did He Serve?” p.28. End of
shameless plug). She remembers being outraged that there
was only an 11% turnout when she ran for the AISD board
of trustees in 1972 and working to improve it for the next
election. “Everyone | talked to, | told them, | wanted 15%
turnout, and we did it,” she recalled.

Run-offs make things worse, as two-time run-off loser
Margot Clarke can testify. “I've now become convinced
that run-offs are a way to subvert the will of the voter,
because pretty much anything can happen. | proved that
pretty convincingly three years ago,” she said. When she
lost the 2003 Place 5 run-off to Brewster McCracken,
38,687 of an electorate of 401,873 (9.7%) turned out.
When she came back in 2005 to go two rounds with
Jennifer Kim in Place 3, the run-off got 36,483 of 408,768
total registered voters (8.96%) to the ballot box. Since then,
voter rolls in Austin have expanded to 433,807, but in total
numbers and percentage terms, turnout has plummeted.

Part of the problem with run-offs is that they are so expen-
sive, costing the city about $400,000. That was ACC trustee
candidate Harrison Keller's stated rationale for pulling the
plug on his campaign, a move that’s not without precedent:
Betty Dunkerley only won her race for council without a
run-off in 2002 because incumbent Beverly Griffith bowed
out. Ditto in 1997, when Ronney Reynolds stepped aside
to let Kirk Watson become mayor to save himself from the
agony of going negative and from the additional campaign
costs. Some say that is just candidates accepting the inevi-
table will of the people, but considering that in 2005 Kim
went from trailing Clarke by 13 points in the first round to a
T-point run-off victory, that’'s a hard case to make.

Structural changes for how to run an election are (always)
under consideration: second preference voting, instant run-
offs, or just getting rid of the 50%-plus-one victory target
(hey, if first past the post is good enough to make Rick
“39%” Perry governor for a second full term, it's good
enough for council). Some campaign pros argue that single-
member districts, or a hybrid single-member/at-large sys-
tem like AISD uses, would increase community involvement.
It could ensure some real council voice for underrepresent-
ed areas like North Austin and break the perceived lock on
power of the central ballot boxes.

“There always are those ideas floating around, and | think
they're definitely worth looking at,” said Council Member
Lee Leffingwell. “Turnout in city elections has been low for
a long time, and the turning point, when participation turned
down, was when the caps on contributions were imposed.”
Austin is now bigger than most U.S. congressional districts
and three times the size of a state rep’s district — but cam-
paign contributions are capped at $300, compared to
$2,300 for federal office holders and no limits for county
commissioners and state officials. “People in the past
haven’t been able to raise the kind of money to have a large
media presence,” said Leffingwell, “so perhaps it’s time we
re-examine campaign caps.” |

Tunnel vision: Right now, you can see and comment on models of the engineer-
ing structures planned for the Waller Creek tunnel, on display at City Hall
through June 23. While the intent is to invite community comment, the models
are about as clear as a muddy creek given that they lack explanatory signage.
It's impossible to tell which amenities shown are real and which are wishful
thinking (e.g., nearby parking lots magically turned into green space). The prob-
lem: These flood-control tunnel engineering designs, by KBR Inc. and Espey
Consultants Inc., are preceding the completion of the Waller Creek District
Master Plan, to be completed by ROMA Austin over the next year. The master-
plan vision will show the recreational/waterfront amenities that most interest
the public. Gary Jackson, the city’s project manager in Public Works, said the
models, by architects Graeber, Simmons & Cowan, show just preliminary
designs for the few points where the tunnel project is visible on the surface —
the tip of the engineering iceberg, so to speak. Design must proceed on them
now, in tandem with engineering design. The preliminary designs depicted
reflect extensive input from the community, boards and commissions, Parks &
Recreation, and others; final public hearings on them will occur over the next
month. In the model on display, the amphitheatre on Lady Bird Lake has van-
ished — due to lack of public enthusiasm, reportedly — and instead, the outflow
facility is styled like a natural lagoon with wetland plants. At the Waterloo Park
end, the facility’s roof is shown as an open terrace to host public events; level
with the park, it overlooks a scenic and accessible “pond” at the creek head.

According to parents like Holly Castille, a member of the Autism Society of
Austin and mother of an 8year-old autistic son, Austin’s lack of centralized
resources connecting and educating the special-needs community has left many
families feeling isolated. “You simply can’t make it with professional resources
alone; your best information comes from other parents,” says Castille. That’s why
local moms Kim Webb and René Craft are bringing parent-to-parent support to
the special-needs community via Cyberspace. Their website,
SpecialNeedsNeighborhood.com, is a free social-networking site connecting
parents to one another as well as to service providers. Since its launch this
spring, the site has had 1,192 total visitors. It features a resource list, user-built
calendars, a community Q&A forum, and Craft’s blog about daily dealings with her
son. ASA volunteer board member Ann Hart says she welcomes the website’s
efforts. “Getting the word out is tough,” she said, but “the power of the Internet
in the disability world can’t be underestimated.” Webb and Craft will be exhibiting
at the Texas Parent to Parent Conference, June 27-28, at the Omni Austin Hotel
at Southpark.

In becoming more bike-friendly, Austin could take a big lesson from the Big
Apple, which this week announced Summer Streets, a program that will tem-
porarily create a 6.9-mile car-free route across the city on three consecutive
Saturdays this August. “In Bogotd, they call it Ciclovia, or bikeway. In Paris, it's
the Plage, or beach. Here in New York, Summer Streets will literally turn the
streets of our city into a pedestrian park,” said New York City Transportation
Commissioner Janette Sadik-Khan in a press release announcing the initiative.
“The streets themselves are among the most valuable public space ... and
finding the room ... for those on two feet or two wheels is a true application of
our goals for a sustainable future,” she added. Fitness, dance, and yoga class-
es will be held along the route, while rest areas will feature water, bike repairs,
and meeting areas.

Morrison Prevails
in Place 4 Run-0Off

Galindo by an almost 2-to-1 margin in the
run-off race for Place 4 on the council. “I'm
just really honored by every single one of the
votes that | got,” said Morrison.

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On May 10, Galindo and Morrison got
ahead of the pack in a six-way race and head-
ed straight into run-off campaigning that
quickly turned negative in both camps.
Ultimately, Morrison won with 13,831 votes,
up from her May 10 total of 12,888, but
Galindo lost support, dropping from 9,735 in
the first round to 7,381 in the run-off. The
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total vote in this race fell from 33,421 in May
to only 21,646 in June — that’s an almost 5%
turnout in the run-off, compared to 7.7% for
this race and 8.25% overall in May.

Morrison suggested that, after a first round
that had concentrated on policy and experi-
ence, the highly negative campaigning of the
run-off might have lowered turnout. “Possibly
people got tired of the contentiousness and
the hundreds of phone calls that were going
out,” she said, recalling Galindo’s robo-calls
about Morrison’s alleged stance on a poten-
tial green-home sales tax.

Galindo said that negativity is inevitable in
a close run-off “because both candidates real-
ly have to highlight what the differences are.”
He argued that, while he kept to the issues,
Morrison engaged in unsubstantiated and

irrelevant character attacks. This included
using the politics of his father, dedicated
Republican Ramiro Galindo, in print ads.
“Quite frankly, | think her campaign stepped
over a line,” Galindo said.

Council Member Lee Leffingwell, who
held his seat in May with 68% of the vote,
predicts that with Morrison and new Place 3
member Randi Shade on the council, there
will be some changes in the city’s direction.
“Probably the council will be a little more
neighborhood-friendly than it has been in the
past,” he said. He praised Morrison, saying, “I
think she’s going to be a very reasonable per-
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son and a great addition.”

With campaign season behind her,
Morrison will officially join the council when
she is sworn in on June 25. “The first order
of business for anyone on June 25 is the
budget,” she said. And this will be a challeng-
ing year to start balancing city accounts.
Firstly, because of a predicted $25 million
budget shortfall and, secondly, because of
who Morrison is replacing: Mayor Pro Tem
Betty Dunkerley. Popularly perceived as the
prime mover in building the city’s budget,
before joining the council Dunkerley spent 12
years on city staff, first in the financial divi-
sion and then as assistant city manager.
Leffingwell called her input on the budget pro-
cess invaluable and said: “If | had a question

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Mansion Fire Leaves Burning Questions

In the investigation of the Governor's Man-
sion fire, there are more questions than
answers. About the only certainty: The fire
was the result of arson.

What isn’t known: Who did it? Why? How
could it have happened? Who is to blame for
the security lapse?

And then there’s the “uncertain but optimis-
tic” light at the end of the tunnel: Contractors
working for the state do believe the mansion
can be restored.

“We are concluding the investigation of the
on-site premise,” said state Fire Marshal Paul
Maldonado on June 12.
“We’ll be transitioning the
property back over to the
state, and we will no lon-
ger be present here to
conduct investigations on
the site. However, we will
continue to do the investi-
gation as a criminal inves-
tigation; we will continue
to do follow-ups on all
leads we have; we will con-
tinue to do interviews; we
will continue to analyze all
the data, all the informa-
tion, all evidence we have.

“We do have an arson
crime that has been com-
mitted at the Governor’s
Mansion,” Maldonado
said. “We do have evi-
dence on video of an indi-
vidual lighting a material, throwing it; it lands
on the porch of the Governor’'s Mansion, and
the fire spreads very rapidly. The video is still
being enhanced, and for that reason, we are
not going to release it at this time. It's still evi-
dence, and we are still reviewing, studying,
and analyzing the video. And we do have other
leads.” Maldonado is being assisted by the
Department of Public Safety, the Texas
Rangers, the FBI, and the federal Bureau of
Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.

Maldonado did say that the video shows a

feet 1 inch tall, wearing a ball cap, dark shirt,
work gloves, jeans or cargo pants, and dark
footwear. The suspect is likely in his 20s. The
state is offering a $50,000 reward for infor-
mation leading to the arsonist’s arrest.
People with information should call
800/252-TIPS (8477).

Maldonado said Monday that a hypothe-
sis has been developed that the fire was a
political act, although he admits that is
mostly speculation. Working that angle, he
addressed the arsonist directly: “We do feel
that you have a message, and we would
like to hear from you,”
he said. “We are not
quite sure what that
message is. But please
contact us.”

Something that isn’t
being addressed, at least
not publicly: Why was a
lone DPS trooper left to
guard the 152-year-old
state treasure that night —
especially considering that
a couple of security camer-
as at the front of the man-
sion were reportedly not
functioning? That question
is met with stony silence:
“We don’t comment on
security,” is all that DPS
spokeswoman Tela Mange
would tell us. However,
Austin lawyer Don
Dickson, who represents the Texas State
Troopers Association, has told more than
one news source that it was customary for
two troopers to be guarding the property. And
according to the Houston Chronicle, state
troopers have said that the mansion’s infra-
red-detection alarm system broke down earli-
er this spring, and DPS higher-ups ignored
the security threat this posed.

Another source familiar with the investiga-
tion told The Austin Chronicle, “The DPS really
screwed the pooch on this one.”

COPS WALK IN ROUND ROCK SHOOTING

A Williamson Co. grand jury has determined that the three
Round Rock Police Department officers who fatally shot a
naked man in front of his mother’s home last April will not be
criminally charged. The jury found that the officers — Sgt.
Andy McKinney and officers Craig Cargill and Sandra
Wright — had acted “reasonably,” under the circumstances,
when they responded to a domestic dispute call and ended up
fatally pumping six bullets into emotionally disturbed 22-year-
old Bobby Lee Williams, who had announced on the scene
that he was “evil.” At a press conference following the grand
jury’s no-bill, District Attorney John Bradley said it had not
been the jury’s job to decide whether the call could have been
handled differently. But to many, that question will likely
remain seminal for quite a while.

According to police, Williams had indeed run naked through
the streets, assaulted a family member, wrested a baton from
McKinney and clubbed him with it, then failed to drop the
weapon when asked to do so by additional backup officers.
After the officers’ exoneration, WilCo brass said that Williams’
death was unavoidable. “This was a complex incident that
turned tragic,” said Round Rock Police Chief Bryan Williams

— though he also announced he’s keeping the Internal
Affairs investigation open. In addition, Williams’ half-sister,
Crystal Herrera, told the media: “My brother did not die in
vain,” and vowed to help RRPD and the community find better
ways to handle calls involving the mentally ill.

At the press conference, Bradley narrated along to a video
of the incident, taken by a dashboard camera, pointing out
how a prone Williams had threatened the safety of officers by
shaking the stolen baton at them from the ground. But judging
from Bradley’s own grand jury summary, published in full by
the Round Rock Leader, Williams posed little threat to officers
when they unleashed the fatal shots. After the struggle for the
baton, McKinney shot Williams, inflicting a flesh wound. Then,
as plainly shown on the video, Williams — still holding the
baton — sat up and remained cross-legged a long while with
officers hovering over him, guns drawn. This moment seems
to have been an optimum time for officers to handcuff
Williams. Instead, officers backed away from Williams as he
got back up. According to Bradley’s summary, Williams began
“to walk ‘at a hasty pace’ toward ... several citizens. ...
Officers ‘fearing for the safety of the citizens’ fire their weap-

ons at Williams.” Indeed, the officers needed only to walk
hastily themselves to corner Williams before shooting him.

So the question remains: Will RRPD Internal Affairs consid-
er why four armed cops (one didn’t fire on Williams) couldn’t
subdue a wounded, psychotic, naked subject walking from
them on foot?

Bradley also deflected concern over officer conduct, stating
that the county should provide better mental-health services to
prevent such tragedies. However, no mental-health officers
appear to be on the scene in the videotape. RRPD took over
mental-health duties per commissioners’ decree in 2005 from
the office of Constable Gary Griffin, who lives just a few doors
away from the location of the shooting. Griffin questioned the
sincerity of Bradley’s concern for the mentally ill. He recalled
Bradley once chastising him for having his mental-health depu-
ties on the scene of another RRPD flesh-wound shooting. “He
told me, ‘Now look at this mess — they should have shot him,
and he wouldn’t be alive, and | wouldn’t have to be dealing with
all of this,”” Griffin said of Bradley. RRPD and the District
Attorney’s Office could not be reached for comment.

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A growing number of Hill Country subdivi-
sions, which disperse hundreds of thousands
of gallons of treated effluent through a sur-
face spray system, threaten to destroy the
region’s environment, critics say, because the
landscape can only take so much poop.

Aerated treatment units are, for better or
worse, a common method of treating waste-
water in back yards instead of collecting the
wastewater at a larger collection center.
Because such systems require permitting
from the Texas Commission on Environ-
mental Quality, the public process usually
draws the attention of environmental groups.
Currently on their radar is the controversial
Jeremiah Ventures project in Hays County,
which is seeking TCEQ approval to spray
treated waste. ATUs use an “activated
sludge process,” the same method often
used on a larger scale at municipal wastewa-
ter plants. This method pumps small bub-
bles of air into a septic holding tank. The
swirling air creates a breeding environment
for a high number of waste-eating bacteria.
The difference between these two scales is
that the municipal system is able to regulate
a steady flow of water into the system,
whereas homes have spikes of water usage
— laundry day, for example, or everyone show-
ering in the morning.

David Venhuizen, an Austin engineer who
plans and designs wastewater systems for
homes, businesses, and developments, says
those fluctuation levels “compromise the abili-
ty of the system to produce good effluent.”
The rising and falling levels of waste throw off
the delicate equilibrium of the food-microor-
ganism ratio, which can have a wildly unpre-
dictable effect on the quality of the effluent,
he says. The same result can occur during a
power outage, when the motors pumping the
air bubbles stop turning.

While all this is problematic, there is
another concern: AlImost universally, ATUs
are paired with a surface spray irrigation
system. Because of the relatively cheap
price of installation, home builders often
install what is essentially a sprinkler system
for treated effluent. The water passes over
a chlorine tablet, which is stacked like a Pez
dispenser in a cylinder. Eventually the bot-
tom tablet dissolves, and the one above it
drops down to take its place. The water
passes over the chlorine and is scattered
on the lawns of back yards. This chlorinating
process is rife with problems, Venhuizen
says, pointing to a recent study in
Livingston, north of Houston, showing that
85% of these systems were not functioning
at their desired capacity.

Some of the problems these surface sys-
tems run into are simple — that same study
found that 15% of homeowners didn’t even
bother to use the tablets. Other times, the
chlorine tablets swell in their cylinder, prevent-
ing the next one from dropping down. Confus-
ed homeowners have also been known to use
swimming pool chlorine tablets, which are
insufficient. When total suspended solids
(residue retained in a filter) are high, some-
times fecal coliform bacteria aren’t cleaned by
the chlorine, thus spraying the yards with what
could be micropoop.
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Complicating the matter is the fact that last
year the Texas Legislature passed House Bill
2482, releasing homeowners from any obliga-
tion to have their systems regularly serviced.
Although homeowners were paying for mainte-
nance, they often complained that the provid-
ers were not actually showing up and that
when they did, very little was done to help the
unit’'s performance.

Clay County, in North Texas, began to
notice such problems and six months ago
enacted a ban on the construction of spray
distribution systems. “We were having a 90
percent failure rate of people not maintaining
those aerobic units,” says Clay County Judge
Kenneth Liggett. “We were finding places
where it was almost raw sewage being
pumped on the ground.” Such scenarios are
clearly a health concern for neighbors,
Liggett said.

Clay Co. official Bill Cameron, a registered
sanitarian, has taken the lead in Clay’s pio-
neering measures. He tests about six units
a week and rarely finds one that doesn’t
fail. He tests for a number of things — car-
bonaceous biochemical oxygen demand,
total suspended solids, and fecal count.
None of these is monitored by TCEQ, which
tests for chlorine residual, which, according
to Cameron, “has nothing to do with the
quality of that effluent and zero to do with
the safety of that effluent.” When the efflu-
ent quality is as bad as the results from
these studies would indicate, it increases
the odds that pathogens will be released
into neighborhoods. Clay is a rural county
with only 200 such systems and has yet to
record any illnesses.

Colin Bishop of Woodville, who heads gov-
ernment relations and business development
for the U.S. division of Bord na Ména
Environmental Products, says high fecal
counts can adversely affect public health and
water quality. “People can get sick from
ingesting fecal matter,” he says, and the
same poorly treated water can also seep into
the watershed.

Faulty systems could carry serious conse-
quences in Austin-area watersheds. John
Dupnik, a planner with the Barton Springs/
Edwards Aquifer Conservation District,
says that even with practically raw sewage
being sprayed, enough soil and vegetative
cover can assimilate a lot of that. But, “If
there’s thin soil, bare rock, or recharge fea-
tures, there is the potential for the bacterias
and pathogens and even nutrients to possibly
get into a feature and move on down the
aquifer,” he said. Such worst-case scenarios
could also immediately impact well water, and
“it’s not outside the realm of probability that
that could occur.” Cameron estimates that
Travis County alone may have as many as
10,000 of the less environmentally friendly
spray distribution systems.

Bishop and Venhuizen both advocate using
a more natural filtration method for treating
the wastewater. Often referred to as “recircu-
lating gravel filter systems,” Venhuizen calls
his variant “high-performance biofiltration.”
Sand filtration techniques were first used in
the mid-1800s. A century later, the University
of Florida refined those techniques. By the
1970s, recirculating methods were beginning
to enter into the process. Such methods rely
on a porous natural or synthetic media filter,

which houses the microorganisms that eat
the waste. Instead of relying upon bubbles
and a precisely oxygenated environment
inside the septic tank, old-fashioned gravity
pulls the water over filters — which can be
fine gravel, geotextile fabric, or peat fiber.
The water is pumped over the filter bed
where it slowly seeps back into the tank as
bacteria munch away at the waste. After sev-
eral passes, the water is treated. This pas-
sive process is more natural, says Bishop,
and can even breed some higher life-forms
such as worms. While these filtration sys-
tems carry a higher price tag, they’re known
to produce higher quality effluent without
needing regular maintenance.

Hays Co. Commissioner Karen Ford sees
the benefits in Venhuizen’s biofiltration sys-
tem. She had it installed at her new precinct
offices in northern Hays County, an area
where ATUs proliferate in a host of residential
developments — “about every acreage subdivi-
sion out there,” according to Venhuizen. Ford’s
system is coupled with an underground drip
irrigation system, which both Bishop and
Venhuizen say is preferable to surface spray.
Rather than unleashing poorly chlorinated
water into the air, perforated tubes snake
underground, releasing the filtered water into
the soil, where it can provide water for vegeta-
tion and avoid contact with people. Thus, the
effluent is transformed into a resource. Ford
says she “wanted to make sure we had a sys-
tem that could treat our waste in a way we
would feel good about.” She wants her new
system to “set the tone for what | hope will
eventually become the standard throughout
the Hill Country.” — Jacob Cottingham

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Although the Planning Commission voted last week in favor
of rezoning 5908 Manor Rd. to enable an affordable housing
development, odds are the project will not survive an upcom-
ing City Council meeting.

Community Partnership for the Homeless, an affordable
housing developer, has requested rezoning the private park on
Manor Road, on the border of the Windsor Park and Pecan
Springs neighborhoods, from higher-density single-family
homes to mixed use (with conditional overlays regulating the
height and setbacks). The developer hopes to build a 110-effi-
ciency-unit facility, with two-thirds of the space designated for
people earning less than $25,000 per year and the remaining
one-third for the formerly homeless who have proved their sta-
bility in transitional housing or treatment programs.

Despite the surrounding neighborhoods’ opposition to the
development, the Planning Commission voted 6-3 in favor of the
rezoning because of Austin’s growing demand for affordable living
options. However, the surrounding Windsor Park, University Hills,
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~-rezoning on this Manor Road site. —. .
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and Pecan Springs neighborhoods have a powerful tool at their
disposal: a valid petition with the signatures of more than 70% of
the household owners living within 200 feet of the area, meaning
City Council would have to pass the rezoning with a supermajority
vote of 6-1. (Originally scheduled to go to council in June, the pro-
posal will now be considered at the July 24 meeting.)

The neighborhoods have some persuasive arguments, mak-
ing it unlikely Community Partnership will be able to sway six
City Council members to endorse the rezoning. One of the
sticking points with the neighborhood is the density of the proj-
ect. While the frontage of the park — which faces Manor Road
and is flanked by a Dairy Queen — appears suitable for apart-
ments, it could be considered out of character with the single-
family homes and duplexes abutting the rear of the property.

Opposition to the project has also been fueled by the fact that
the Windsor Park and University Hills communities just complet-
ed their neighborhood plan last August. Working with city staff,
residents prioritized attracting more businesses and single-family
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home developers with the hope of revitalizing the area. Although
affordable housing is part of the neighborhood plan, the commu-
nities argue that the area is already overrun with these types of
developments, in contrast to the wealthier west side.

“That’s the whole point of contention,” said Paul Saldana,
a spokesperson for the Northeast Austin Business and
Community Alliance, which formed earlier this year in
response to the CPH proposal. “Throughout the two-year
investment on the part of the neighborhood [in the neighbor-
hood plan], there was no mention of a homeless facility.”

Along with frustration over the neighborhood plan, the commu-
nity fears that crime in the area will place the vulnerable popula-
tion served by the development at risk. The Austin Police
Department provided the community with crime statistics showing
682 incidents within 1,000 feet of the park in the past two years.

But the crime argument has been discredited by many studies
arguing that well-managed supportive housing developments can
actually improve neighborhood safety — and Frank Fernandez,
executive director of Community Partnership, seems determined
to ensure that this facility will be well-managed. Describing other
supportive housing projects in the area as “unfit for human habi-
tation,” he has promised to install cameras throughout the build-
ing and demonstrate “zero tolerance” for criminal activity.
Community Partnership would conduct criminal background
checks on its tenants and would staff the facility 24 hours a day
with supportive services. Although CPH has never managed a
property of this size, it has employed Foundation Communities,
an affordable housing developer of large multifamily complexes,
as a consultant on the project. Fernandez is passionate about
providing safe, affordable housing to low-income and formerly
homeless populations. “There is a savagely acute need for this
type of housing in our community,” he said.

Although some residents might deny it, a widespread fear of
the homeless seems to weigh heavily in the opposition to the
development. Neighbors have derided the project inaccurately
as a “homeless hotel,” and Saldana admitted the word “home-
less” raises a red flag for many residents.

At the June 10 Planning Commission meeting, formerly
homeless clients of CPH, including a veteran and a woman
who worked 25 years as an occupational therapist, gave emo-
tional addresses in support of the development. They demon-
strated that the homeless population CPH serves is far more
diverse than might be generally assumed.

While Austin is woefully short on affordable living options,
Margaret Shaw, director of the city’s Neighborhood Housing
and Community Development, said permanent housing with
supportive services is even more rare. When a homeless per-
son moves out of transitional housing (long-term temporary
housing with a three-to-24-month occupancy limit), he or she
often has nowhere to go but the street. Moreover, the city has
no other similar projects proposed right now — and they don’t
come along often.

“People of low income have a right to a high quality of life,”
said Arthur Sampson, a veteran who lives 600 feet from the
park and supports the project. - Lydia Crafts

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CCA Jump-Starts the Death Machine

In two opinions issued June 9, the state
Court of Criminal Appeals cleared the way
for executions to resume in Texas, after an
eight-month hiatus imposed by federal legal
challenges to lethal injection as an inhumane
method of execution. Two days later, the state
executed its first inmate since September,
Karl Chamberlain, for a 1991 murder in
Dallas. Another dozen inmates are currently
scheduled for execution this year.

Ruling on challenges to the method of exe-
cution, filed by inmates John Alba and
Heliberto Chi, a plurality of the court, led by
Judge Barbara Hervey, ruled in Chi’s case
that Texas’ tri-chemical method of lethal
injection is “materially indistinguishable”
from that used by the
state of Kentucky,
which the U.S.
Supreme Court earlier
this year ruled does
not violate the prohi-
bition against cruel
and unusual punish-
ments. The issue in
that case (Baze v.
Rees) was, in
essence, whether
“maladministration”
of one of the three
chemicals that make
up the lethal injection
cocktail would expose
an inmate to unwar-
ranted and excruciat-
ing pain. In that case
— based on a full
review of case and
evidence record — the
Supremes concluded
that the “risks of mal-
administration [the
inmates] have sug-
gested — such as
improper mixing of
chemicals and
improper setting of
IVs by trained and
experienced person-
nel — cannot remotely
be characterized as
‘objectively intolera-
ble.!” Without similar-
ly reviewing any evi-
dence that the Texas
experience with the
tri-chem method of execution might be differ-
ent from that in Kentucky, a CCA plurality
adopted the language of the Supremes, opin-
ing that the Baze ruling applies equally in
Texas. That allowed the court to conclude
that Chi’s claim to the contrary “has no
merit” and therefore that he “cannot estab-
lish that he has a clear right to ... relief.”

In ruling against the challenges brought by
both Alba and Chi, the court also opined that
inmates have no right to challenge the meth-
od of execution using the state’s habeas cor-
pus law. A habeas claim “must challenge the
judgment against the applicant or seek to
change his sentence,” Judge Lawrence
Meyers wrote for a plurality of the court in
Alba’s case — and challenging lethal injection
doesn’t qualify. The court agreed with the
argument of the Texas attorney general that

because neither inmate is “contesting the
validity of his conviction or his death sen-
tence” and instead seeks “only to challenge
a circumstance of his conviction, habeas cor-
pus cannot provide a remedy.” (The U.S.
Supreme Court in the past has allowed a
challenge to execution method via a habeas
writ but in recent years has suggested such
challenges should be brought instead as civil
rights claims.) Further, the CCA agreed with
the state argument that because the
Legislature granted authority “to determine
the specific lethal-injection process” to the
state’s Department of Criminal Justice, chal-
lenging the process is “outside the scope of
habeas corpus,” Meyers wrote.
The court’s reasoning
was rejected in two
! - strongly worded dis-
s Sents - one filed by
Judge Cheryl
Johnson (joined by
Judge Charles
Holcomb), the other
by Judge Tom Price.
In her opinion,
Johnson concluded
that the plurality was
wrong to merely adopt
the Supremes’ ruling
in Baze with no other
inquiry or review. “The
federal courts have
returned this case to
us so that [Alba] may
exhaust his state rem-
edies on a claim of an
Eighth Amendment vio-
lation,” she wrote.
“Our response is to
close all avenues for
review. When a claim
of constitutional
dimension is raised,
there simply must be a
mechanism for consid-
ering it on its merits”
In his even more
scathing dissent, Price
accused the plurality’s
rejection of the use of
habeas corpus to
challenge lethal injec-
tion as effectively
“withholding the rudi-
ments of due pro-
cess.” Price said the ruling reflects an
“unseemly haste to crank the machine back
up” and declared, “I cannot go along with
this.” State habeas should be available to
an inmate seeking to assert the “one sub-
stantive constitutional right he unquestion-
ably retains ... the right, when the time
comes, to be executed in a humane man-
ner,” Price wrote. “I cannot accept that the
Great Writ should not be an available remedy
for the applicant to raise an Eighth
Amendment challenge ... on the ground that
it does not impact the ‘fact or length,’ of his
confinement,” Price continued. “Apparently
the Court will not tolerate actual litigation of
the issue if that means the death machine
meanwhile must stand idle,” he wrote. “But
we cannot fix the machine while the cogs
are turning.” - Jordan Smith
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LONG WAIT FOR YOGURT SHOP MURDERS DNA

It's been nearly two months since prosecu-
tors told the Chronicle they “expected” they
already knew the identity of a male DNA contribu-
tor whose previously undetected profile was
revealed during retesting of evidence from the
notorious 1991 yogurt shop murders. But Travis
Co. prosecutors are apparently still waiting for
results of comparison DNA tests — at least that's
the impression left by prosecutors Efrain De La
Fuente and Gail Van Winkle during a June 11
pretrial hearing for Michael Scott, one of two
men being retried for the grisly quadruple murder.

When Carlos Garcia, one of Scott's defense
attorneys, asked for a DNAtesting “update” last
week, District Judge Mike Lynch reminded the
state that they were “under order” to report that
information as soon as they obtain it. Neither
prosecutor spoke up, indicating, Lynch noted,
that there must not be any report to be made.
The lack of new information perplexes and irri-
tates the defense attorneys, who have argued
that the new DNA proves that the two men await-
ing retrial in the case, Scott and co-defendant
Robert Springsteen, are actually innocent.

The revelation in April that there was a new
male profile collected from semen found on a
vaginal swab taken from the youngest victim,
13-year-old Amy Ayers, appeared to deliver
another stunning blow to the state’s already
weak case against Scott and Springsteen.
Indeed, although the state insists the two are

responsible for the murders, there is abso-
lutely no physical evidence tying either man to
the crime. The same is true for two other sus-
pects — Maurice Pierce, the man the state
has said was the “mastermind” behind the
crime but against whom all charges were dis-
missed in 2003, and Forrest Welborn, who
was dropped as a suspect after two grand
juries failed to indict him — even though plenty
of physical evidence was recovered from the
scene, inside a North Austin yogurt shop.

Earlier this year, unbeknownst to the defense
attorneys, prosecutors sought to have several
pieces of evidence retested, including two swabs
collected from Ayers: one taken at the crime
scene, the second after she had been delivered
to the medical examiner’s office. Each yielded
the same DNA profile of an unknown male.
The revelation prompted Joe James Sawyer,
Springsteen’s lawyer, to file a writ with the court
arguing that the DNA evidence exonerated his
client, who should be set free (see “Yogurt
Shop,” April 18). Lynch didn’t act on that writ,
but Scott’s and Springsteen’s defenders have
gotten approval to retest numerous other
pieces of evidence — including articles of
clothing used to bind the four teenage girls
(the thinking is that if the same unknown male
DNA can be found on any of those items, the
case for Scott and Springsteen’s innocence
would be made that much stronger).
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Prosecutors dismissed the notion that the
newly revealed male DNA would exonerate
Springsteen or Scott — instead, they said they
suspected that a “match” would come from
“someone known to Amy Ayers,” suggesting
that, contrary to previously disclosed informa-
tion, the young victim was sexually active at the
time of her death. Still, to date no match has
been revealed — at least not to the defense,

even though prosecutors told reporters in April
they expected results within a month. The delay
has Sawyer on the attack, accusing the state of
trying to save face instead of doing justice:
“The law has passed them by, and science has
eclipsed” their theory of the case, he argued
outside Lynch’s courtroom last week. If Scott
and Springsteen are guilty, he asked, “where is
the proof?” - Jordan Smith

Johnston High School:
TEA allows ‘Repurposing’

On Wednesday, June 18, state Education
Commissioner Robert Scott informed Austin
ISD that he is granting the district’s request
to “repurpose” Johnston High School, in
the wake of the earlier ruling by the Texas
Education Agency that, following five years
of inadequate scores on “accountability”
measures, the school must be closed or
reorganized under new staff and curriculum.
On June 9, the AISD board formally adopted
a repurposing proposal for Johnston, and last
Thursday, June 12, district officials hosted a
public meeting at the Johnston cafeteria. A
full house of parents, students, and commu-
nity members heard Superintendent Pat
Forgione, District 2 board member Sam
Guzman, former City Council Member Raul
Alvarez (now with AISD’s Office of Redesign
and recently elected to the Austin Community
College board), and other administrators
describe how they hope to repurpose the
school and presented a program that Scott,
in a letter to administrators, described as
having “significant potential.” Scott wrote
that he expects the district “to implement
the proposal in a focused and consistent
manner well beyond the first two years; and
[he is] ordering continued state oversight for
that purpose.”

Insisting that “the best is ahead of us,”
Forgione said that the school’s recent suc-
cess at raising standardized test scores,
while not sufficient to avoid closure, had per-
suaded the state to consider reorganizing
the school rather than closing it outright or
bringing in non-AISD management. “The
board is united in wanting to continue high

school education on this campus, in this
neighborhood,” Forgione said. “And what
made the difference [with the TEA] was the
Johnston improvement in scores.” According
to the district’s repurposing proposal, “two
independent high school(s) may be created”
for Johnston, “each with a rigorous college
and career focus. These new schools will join
the International High School that is already
located on the Johnston campus, serving
recent immigrants in grades 9-10.”

State rules require reassigning 75% of the
teaching staff, and 50% of the current stu-
dents, and renaming the school. The district
plan calls for hiring eight “master teachers”
in various disciplines and paying incentives
for experienced teachers to move to John-
ston. Forgione said that roughly 50% of
Johnston-district students already transfer to
other schools, so those who choose the
repurposed campus should be able to attend.

Audience questions ranged from “Will
there be athletics?” (yes) to why the state
and district are imposing the repurposing on
the school. State law requires a change,
came the answer, and Guzman pointed out
that in previous public meetings, “the com-
munity asked us to repurpose the school.”
The audience included second- and third-gen-
eration alumni eager to sustain school histo-
ry, and there was considerable sentiment to
incorporate the name “Johnston” into what-
ever new name might replace it (the school’s
full name is Albert Sidney Johnston). Said
Guzman, “Whatever happens from here on
out, we're going to keep a renewed vision for
the ‘Pride of the Eastside.” - Michael King

BIG OIL'S FREE-MARKET HOKUM

Five honchos of Big Oil appeared before
Congress last month, singing in perfect har-
mony their old song that skyrocketing gaso-
line prices are simply the product of free-mar-
ket forces. “The fundamental laws of supply
and demand are at work,” crooned the presi-
dent of Shell Oil.

Bovine excrement! There is no free market
in the oil industry. Sure, global demand for
petroleum is up, but under free-market laws,
supply is supposed to rise to meet that
demand and hold prices stable. However,
there’s only a handful of global suppliers, and
these oligopolists openly conspire to restrict
the flow of crude, thus doubling oil prices in
the past year.

Who are the oligopolists? The OPEC cartel, for
sure, which has flatly rejected pleas to open up
their pipelines. But they’re not the only ones.
Yes, Saudi Arabia and Iran are the two largest
producers on the planet, but who is the third?
ExxonMobil! Exxon, Shell, BR and other brand-
name gasoline giants, who so piously invoke
supply and demand orthodoxy in congressional
testimony, are themselves major producers,
and they have a direct interest in keeping sup-
ply short to hold their crude prices high.

Wait, you say, doesn’t that raise their cost
of making gasoline? Yes, but so what? There
is no free market at the pump, either. Thanks
to the rash of mergers that Washington has
allowed, gasoline refining is oligopolized, too,
and guess what? The big refiners are now
slashing their output of gasoline to keep sup-
ply low and prices rising. Also, notice that
pump prices are the same at Exxon, Shell,
and other major stations. If a free market
really existed, at least one of them would try
to attract customers by cutting prices.

By locking up supply, these oil barons are
able to rob us — and that’s another reason
America must push alternatives to oil.

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SQUEEZING THE PUBLIC
OUT OF PUBLIC PARKS

To find a splendid example of the “com-
mon good” in action, look to our nation’s
extraordinary network of public parks — spac-
es open to all people and available to the
community for everything from recreation to
public discourse.

But it’s not easy to look at some of our
parks, because boneheaded politicians have
starved them of funds and let them deterio-
rate. Now these same boneheads say they
know how to fix these public places: Privatize
them! Yes, to save public parks, make them
private. This is what passes for genius
among boneheads.

Take Mayor Michael Bloomberg of New York
City. He’s got a plan for the historic, enor-
mously popular people’s space known as
Union Square. Innumerable rallies and pro-
tests have been held here. The nationally
renowned farmers’ market called Greenmarket
operates in it. The square also serves the
neighborhood as a peaceful respite and a site
for everything from chess matches to a chil-
dren’s playground. It's a community treasure.

But it's a dilapidated treasure, for city officials
have failed to maintain it. Finally, Bloomberg
announced a renovation — with a privatization
kicker. Without any community input, a wealthy
restaurateur — who is a big Bloomberg backer —
suddenly surfaced with a private plan. He quiet-
ly enlisted Whole Foods Market, Barnes &
Noble, and other chains to get behind his
scheme, and this group intends to remake
Union Square into a shiny new corporate space.

The size of the park will be decreased,
severely squeezing the space available for free
speech; the farmers’ market area will be cut
by half; the venerable pavilion — a landmark for
public gatherings — will be turned into a
swanky high-dollar restaurant, perhaps to be
run by the mayor’s buddy; and 14 trees will be
chain-sawed to expand the restaurant space.

Privatization doesn’t “save” public parks; it
turns them into corporate profit centers that
shove out the public.

WASHING

A third-generation child of a family always in
the public spotlight. A frat boy who went into
the family business of living on the campaign
trail. A veteran of Texas bipartisan politics who
traveled from the Governor’s Mansion to the
White House, a journey few early observers
expected to see.

The similarities between George W. Bush
and Scott McClellan, who served as Bush’s
spokesman when he was governor, candidate,
and president, are sometimes greater than the
differences. But now the schism between the
two over his memoir, What Happened: Inside the
Bush White House and Washington’s Culture of
Deception, has put the Austin-born and -raised
McClellan at the heart of the debate about the
current and future presidencies.

But when McClellan called the Chronicle from
Washington, D.C., last week, his first thought
was about someone else from his White House
years. “I don’t know if you've just heard about
Tim Russert,” he asked. The NBC News
Washington Bureau chief’s death had been
announced only hours earlier. “Reality sinks in
when something like that happens.” Of course,
McClellan is back in the public arena because of
the self-contemplation in his new book, which
he will be discussing at BookPeople this Saturday.
“I was born in politics. Most people choose it,
but I was born into it,” he recalled. “I dedicated
this book to those who serve, and none more so
than those who want to get involved in politics.
They will be able to learn some lessons from my
painful experiences.”

McClellan’s description of his time in the
White House centers on three key events lead-
ing to his exit: the Iraq war, Hurricane Katrina,
and the Valerie Plame episode (aka “Plamegate™).
He calls the invasion of Iraq a mistake, and
“one of the most damaging aspects of embrac-
ing a permanent campaign mentality.” For
McClellan, the war exemplified a compartmen-
talized, secretive White House that deceived
itself and then the world. Bush’s advisers
looked only for justifications for war, and then
sold them like election promises. In that policy,

McClellan said, “A fundamental mistake was
that we didn’t approach it with openness and
forthrightness when we went before the
American people.”

Secondly, as McClellan sees it, the adminis-
tration’s impotence and inaction in response to
the devastation of the Gulf Coast sealed its
political fate. “Unitil that point, a lot of Ameri-
cans were starting to think, “We can’t trust this
White House, because of what they said going
into Iraq.” And then Katrina comes along, and
they start going, ‘Whoa, they can’t even handle
this terrible natural disaster at home very well;
no wonder they can’t get things under control
in Iraq.” So it became this issue of competence,
in addition to the issue of trust.”

Finally, it was the administration’s deliberate
leaking of the identity of active CIA agent Valerie
Plame that was the greatest personal blow to
McClellan — because the leak originated from
people he knew and had trusted. “I became disil-
lusioned when I found [Deputy Chief of Staft
Karl Rove] had been involved and had misled
me, and I found not too long after that that
[Assistant to the President] Scooter Libby had as
well. Now I didn’t know Scooter as well as I did
Karl, but I stll participated in meetings with
them and sat across from them in senior staff
[meetings].” It wasn’t simply that Rove lied to his
face, but that Rove’s duplicity left McClellan
feeding the same lie to those he saw as his ult-
mate employers: the American public. Then
things got worse. “The big disillusioning moment,
and there were a few in between, was nine
months later when I found the president had
secretly authorized disclosure of the National
Intelligence Estimate. We had decried for years
the selective leaking of intelligence information,
and here I found out he had actually done that”

Turning the Page

So why a book, and why now? Though it might
seem longer, it has only been a little more than
two years since McClellan left the White House.
McClellan recalls it was actually his predecessor

as press secretary, Ari Fleischer, who suggested he
write a memoir. (Fleischer, who wrote his own
book, Taking Heat, told National Public Radio he
was “heartbroken” by McClellan’s.) But his first
step was to take some time off. “When you're
there as spokesman, you're there to advocate for
and defend the president’s policies and deci-
sions; you’re not speaking for yourself,” he said.
“I'd worked for the president for about 7%% years
and the White House nearly 5%2, and I needed
time to decompress, get away from it all, and
clear my head.”

McClellan began writing in July 2007, and
says he delayed the book’s release “because I
wanted to make sure I got my perspective right.”
Amid accusations it was influenced by his edi-
tors or, as Rove charged, reads like the work of
“a left-wing blogger,” McClellan has one strong
defender for it being all his own work: his
mother, Carole Keeton Strayhorn. “I know he
wrote every word of that book because he has
been e-mailing it to me for months and months
in bits,” she said. “I would put in commas or

periods or correct a typo, and he’d say, ‘You
know, Mom, I do have an editor.’” So how does
the former state comptroller to then-Gov. Bush
feel about her son’s revelations? “I could not be
prouder of Scott. I'm always proud of all my
four sons, but I've never been prouder than
now.” It’s not the runaway success of the book,
she says: After all, in a family of high-achievers,
Scott has already set a heady standard by
becoming White House press secretary. Instead,
she refers to what she told Scott’s brother, Mark.
“I said, ‘I don’t know if he’ll sell a single copy;,
and I don’t care if he sells a handful.’ I said, ‘It’s
good for him, because he knows who he is.””

It’s not simply a personal autobiography or
an attack on the Washington way of doing
things, and it’s definitely not a shocking exposé
of hidden Bush secrets. It is, McClellan hopes,
an insider’s view of how Bush’s White House
team played the Washington game harder,
meaner, and more destructively than any previ-
ous administration. “When I was initially look-
ing at responsibility, I was looking everywhere
else; but responsibility lies first and foremost
with the president. No one has a greater bully
pulpit and platform from which to make the
kind of change that is needed in Washington.”

He hopes the book becomes a lesson, for any
future administration, of never taking power
for granted, or never treating an election victory
as carte blanche: That may be his greatest accu-
sation against Bush, and his source of greatest
disappointment. “One of the key things I
wanted to focus on,” he said, “was how did this
popular, bipartisan governor, at 70 percent-
plus approval ratings for much of his tenure in
Texas, become one of the most polarizing and
unpopular presidents?”

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What Happened is not the first book on the
presidency by a McClellan. In 2003, Scott’s
father, Barr McClellan, wrote Blood, Money &
Power: How L.B.J. Killed J.FK., a conspiracy tome
implicating President Johnson in the Kennedy
assassination. Other than the familial connection,
the only thing the two books have in common is
that they’re both printed on paper. Scott
McClellan’s tell-most is not a searing indictment
of, nor an apology for, the presidency of George
W. Bush. Instead it is a calm, measured tale of
his own time in Texas politics and how he became
the national mouthpiece for war. James Moore,
author of two books on Karl Rove, calls it “the
first summation of the Bush administration.”

McClellan portrays a White House devoted to
the permanent campaign and in which all policy
decisions are filtered through the lens of the next
election. That project was built not around the
president but around what he calls “the Troika”:
presidential counselor Karen Hughes, Chief of
Staff Andrew Card, and Deputy Chief of Staff Karl
Rove (interestingly, other writers have speculated
about a Rove-Hughes-Dan Bartlett troika and a
Rove-Condoleezza Rice-Dick Cheney troika). While
they all had White House titles, they never became
agents of governance, never pricked the campaign
bubble, and treated every news briefing like the
last speech in a bitter, winner-takes-all race.

The Bush administration did not invent the per-
manent campaign, McClellan argues, but it perfect-
ed it. Everything became a sales job, and that’s
where everything fell apart. As in any advertising
campaign, the company’s marketers exist only to
sell the upside of the company’s “product,” and it
is up to the opposition to sell its own “rival brand.”’
The primary problem was that the product on the
shelf was an illegal, pre-emptive war. Let the anti-
war crowd talk about body counts and Plamegate,
the White House concluded - our job is to talk
about being liberators greeted with roses.

For McClellan, the tipping point came when the
sales campaign went beyond selling the war on the
strengths of its perceived benefits. Instead, the
administration used any marketing information, no
matter how unsubstantiated, that came its way.
Meanwhile, the opposition that its campaign-style
tactics were predicated upon never materialized in
any substantive way. Browbeaten Democrats, terrified
of being called pro-terrorist, rarely created a coher-
ent, let alone effective, argument. A mostly uncritical
media was too often beating the war drums.

McClellan has taken a drubbing for daring to
say that the press was not dogged enough, or was
actively complicit in perpetuating administration
talking points and leaked bile. Most of the

attacks have seemed like simple after-the-fact
ass-covering. Yet McClellan endorses the notion
of a “Liberal Media; saying there should be more
of it - and that it should have done a better job.
He argues that since the majority of postwar
presidents have been somewhere on the political
spectrum between deeply conservative and barely
left-of-center, the Fourth Estate “can stand up for
the interest of people and causes that get short
shrift from conservative or mainstream politicians”

He does applaud some news outlets and journal-
ists, in the abstract, but does not give them kudos
by naming any, nor does he expressly shame the
biggest loudspeakers for the war policy. That's one of
the most frustrating elements of the book: McClellan
sometimes does not name all names; e.g., he leaves
anonymous the reporter he got into a screaming
match with about whether the press should have
been given a military transport after 9/11 closed
the airports. That caution is reflected in his desire
not to speculate: He remains a spokesman - an
expert in not letting his opponents find gaps in his
statements or overreaching claims of prescience.
After all, that’s his charge against the administration.

But what of McClellan’s portrait of George
Bush? The book provides no revolutionary or even
surprising reinterpretation of Dubya. To McClellan,
the president remains a well-intentioned idealist
who follows his gut and likes freedom. But Bush’s
almost complete lack of intellectual curiosity -

a White House where senior staffers wouldn’t
even tell one another the unvarnished truth - has
detached him from the complicated realities of
politics and government. McClellan’s greatest
criticism may be reserved for National Security
Advisor and Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice
- not for what she did but for what she didn’t do.
The White House’s supposed international expert
“complimented and re-enforced Bush’s instincts
rather than challenging or questioning them.”

Finally, what does McClellan say about Scott
McClellan? Like his doubts about Rice, his big-
gest self-criticism is over what he didn’t do. There
is as much a sense of personal guilt over his fail-
ure to put an end to fraternity hazing while a UT
student as there is for failing to provide a White
House counterbalance to the hawks and the
Troika. He writes, “I fell far short of living up to
the kind of public servant | wanted to be.

For Moore, the significance of What Happened
is not what it says, but who wrote it: a member of
the most inner of the inner circle, effectively con-
firming long-held suspicions of the American peo-
ple. Moore said: “We knew we were being lied to;
we just didn’t have the proof. And now he’s said,
you're right” - R.W.

I liked the governor. He always seemed approachable and down-to-earth,
and came across as genuine when we visited. I thought highly of his style of
bipartisan leadership and the outstanding team he had assembled to advance
his agenda, but I had never imagined becoming a part of it. Members of
Bush’s team were understandably bright, outwardly humble, and they
seemed committed to serving something larger than their own interests -
probably the reason they all seemed to work well with one another. Being one
of them meant belonging to the top political talent in the state. Working for
Bush was the pinnacle of Texas politics.

To me, leadership means uniting people around a common purpose, rather
than dividing them along ideological lines, and I found Governor Bush’s lead-
ership inspiring. He adroitly joined forces with [Bob] Bullock and [Pete] Laney
to build and sustain a strongly bipartisan, collegial approach to governing.

Could his leadership usher in a new political dynamic on the national level
too, as it had in Texas? Many younger people were looking for just such a
change. After all, shouldn’t politics be about something higher and better
than what our leaders in Washington were delivering?

In January 2002, the first cracks appeared in the facade of bipartisan
comity. During an open press Republican National Committee meeting in
Austin, Karl Rove stated that the GOP would make the president’s leadership
in the war on terror the top issue for retaining control of the House and win-
ning back the Senate in the midterms.

Rove was the first administration official to publicly make the case for
using the war as a partisan issue, a marked shift in tone from Bush’s repeated
emphasis on unity and bipartisanship in confronting radical Islamic terrorism.

I asked Karl an unambiguous, unqualified catch-all question, “Were you
involved in this in any way?” I was clearly referring to the leaking of Valerie
Plame’s identity - information that was believed to be classified -
to any reporter.

Karl replied categorically, “No. Look, I didn't even know about his wife.”
There was no mention of a phone conversation Karl had on July 11, 2003,
with Time magazine’s newest White House Correspondent, Matt Cooper, which

would remain under “double super secret” anonymity (Cooper’s wit, not
mine) for nearly two more years. That is when it would be revealed publicly
and to me that Rove had disclosed Plame’s identity to Cooper during that call.

Rove’s categorical “no” gave me the assurance that I needed to defend a
fellow member of the Bush team and a fellow Texan I had known for more
than a decade, who was invariably a prime target of our most partisan critics.

I still like and admire George W. Bush. I consider him a fundamentally
decent person, and I do not believe he or his White House deliberately or con-
sciously sought to deceive the American people. But he and his advisers con-
fused the propaganda campaign with the high level of candor and honesty so
fundamentally needed to build and then sustain public support during a time
of war. Had a high level of openness and forthrightness been embraced from
the outset of his administration, I believe President Bush’s public standing
would have been stronger today. His approval ratings have remained at his-
toric lows for so long because both qualities have been lacking to this day. In
this regard, he was terribly ill-served by his top advisers, especially those
involved directly in national security.

Texas Uniter, American Divider

Much of the criticism directed at McClellan
is simple: once a Bush man, always a Bush
man. But any close observer of Texas politics
remembers that the partisan Bush presidency
grew out of a bipartisan Bush governorship.
Republican Bush often worked in close con-
cert with the state’s two ranking Democrats:
House Speaker Pete Laney and Lt. Gov. Bob
Bullock. That spirit of outreach was part of
what attracted McClellan, a longtime
Republican but a self-proclaimed centrist, to
Bush. Bullock “used to say the campaigning
stops, and now it’s time to do what’s right for
Texas,” McClellan said, and he thought that
the lieutenant governor’s influence had rubbed
off on the governor.

Laney, now retired and growing cotton in
West Texas, believes that state constitutional
checks and balances kept Gov. Bush con-
strained. “The governor of Texas has three
powers under the Constitution — the power to
make appointments, the power to veto legis-
lation, and the power to call a special ses-
sion,” said Laney. “The House can bust his
veto, the Senate can bust his confirmation,
and if he calls a special session, we don’t have
to show up. So a governor is pretty well
forced to work with the leadership in the
House and the Senate.”

For Laney, the first signs of a change in the
Texas political culture came when Bush became
governor. “If you go back and look,” he said,
“you’ll see quite a few quotes about the change
of power, that members had to build political
capital. I'd never heard that in my 30-some-
thing years in the legislative process, that
someone would have to build political capital
by voting against their district.”

To U.S. Rep. Lloyd Doggett, D-Austin, who
first went to Congress the same year that
Bush picked up the keys to the Governor’s
Mansion, “Genuine bipartisanship is when
you give a little, you get a little. You work out
a way where there can be a win-win, where
differing viewpoints are reflected, and you go
away a little happy and a little unhappy. The

George Bush version of bipartisanship is Zell
Miller. It’s the idea that you get one nominal
Democrat to make it appear like you have a
compromise solution.”

Gov. Bush was also bipartisan when he
couldn’t get his own way. In 1999, he wanted
to slash the proposed Children’s Health
Insurance Program budget, removing 200,000
children from CHIP eligibility: He was defeat-
ed by House Democrats. When he finally

signed the bill, he sold it on the campaign trail
as a bipartisan victory. As Rep. Glen Maxey,
D-Austin, told the Chronicle at the time, “It’s
shameless to take credit for something he
wasn’t supporting.”

So, does Laney regret being the man who,
from the floor of the Texas House, introduced
President-elect Bush as “a leader we can trust
and respect™? “I was speaking for the moment,
so I don’t want to look back,” he said. “I still
had a legislative process, and he was fixing to
be our president.”

As with the Bush foreign policy failures,
McClellan blames the advisers for the tactics
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that promulgated partisanship, but he does
place ultimate responsibility on the president.
He sees the president’s competitive personal-
ity as a factor but sees a key lesson for the
president in how George H.-W. Bush won and
lost the presidency. “His father ran a pretty
bare-knuckle campaign because his advisers
said he had to in order to win the presidency
in ’88. When he came into office, he tried to
go back to what his more natural self was,
with a more civil discourse, but the bad blood
carried over from that campaign. Of course,
he was defeated for a second term, and I think
the president [GWB] made a decision and
said, ‘Look, my father didn’t play the game
the way it’s played in Washington, and that’s
the reason he lost. I'm going to play the game
the way it is played.”

This was the root of the Bush permanent
campaign that Washington only propagated. A
Bush governorship hemmed in by the Texas
Constitution became a Bush presidency
unleashed by the might granted the office by
the U.S. Constitution, and McClellan was one
of along list of Bushies who rode the campaign
bus to Washington. Texans like White House
Counsel Harriet Miers, Attorney General Alber-
to Gonzales, Federal Emergency Management
Agency Director Joe Allbaugh, presidential
counselors Dan Bartlett and Karen Hughes,
and honorary Texans like Chief of Staff Andrew
Card, Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice, and
Karl Rove. There they met determined Texas
GOP water carriers like Sen. John Cormyn and
House Majority Leader Tom Delay — and
planned for the eternal Republican majority,
without ever leaving the campaign bubble.

Calling the homemade kitchen cabinet
“well-intentioned,” McClellan argues they
were too close to the president for too long.
“He needed more diversity of views; he need-
ed more change within the White House and
in other key positions, rather than a solidify-
ing of the views that marched too much in
lockstep with his own thinking.” He accepts
that, as a campaign pro turned presidential

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staffer, this was also his sin. “By the time I became press sec-
retary, I'd already served 2% years. I thought two years would
probably be my max as press secretary, and I ended up closer
to three,” he said. The second term, he argues, became even
more closed off than the first, as familiar names floated
between offices, and the opportunity for new blood and new
thinking was lost. “It was almost a strengthening of this loy-
alty to the administration. Colin Powell left; Condi Rice was
put at the State Department; Andy Card continued, even
though he tried to talk the president into making some
changes; and a lot of other positions — like he elevated Al
Gonzales to the Justice Department. It was this mentality that
it wasn’t change; it was reinforcing exactly what the president
wanted from his team.”

A History of Schism

McClellan is not the first of the Bush entourage to write a
book about his split from the White House. Former Treasury
Secretary Paul O’Neill worked with reporter Ron Suskind on
2004’s The Price of Loyalty. In the same year, Richard Clarke,
counterterrorism adviser to four presidents, was heavily critical
of the administration in his memoir, Against All Enemies. Before
either, there was John Dilulio, director of the White House
Office of Faith-Based and Community Initiatives. In an open
letter to Suskind in 2002, Dilulio called the Bush kitchen cabi-
net “tight-knit and ‘Texas’” and dedicated to the permanent
campaign. Dilulio wrote, “In eight months, I heard many, many
staff discussions, but not three meaningful, substantive policy
discussions. There were no actual policy white papers on
domestic issues.” McClellan confirms Dilulio’s portrayal of a
secretive, compartmentalized White House dedicated to re-
election and how it made his job impossible. He said, “Some of
the more consequential decisions were
being made in a very small group,
maybe two or three people with the
president. So I didn’t have a clear idea
of some of the motivations behind
some of those decisions, and I had to
rely on what I was provided and what 1
was told.”

Other prominent members of the
Bush kitchen cabinet have more qui-
etly detached themselves from the
administration. Former Bush campaign
chief strategist Matthew Dowd, anoth-
er Austinite, slowly drifted away
because he was concerned about the
presidential bubble. In 2007, he told
The New York Times that he had almost
written an op-ed called “Kerry Was
Right” but had backed away from such
open criticism.

But there were key differences
between these two groups. Clarke, Dilulio, and O’Neill were, in
Dilulio’s words about himself, “not at all a close ‘insider’ but
... very much on the inside.” Dowd, by contrast, was part of the
ingrown Texas crowd that traveled with Governor, not President,
Bush. They represented those who had been personally loyal to
Bush the man. This makes McClellan unique: the first major
insider and Texas holdover who has broken so publicly, so
extensively, and so analytically with the administration.

James Moore, co-author with Wayne Slater of two biogra-
phies of Karl Rove (Bush’s Brain and The Architect), is not sur-
prised this landmark belongs to McClellan. He said, “The peo-
ple that had gone up from Texas, and all the Bush family
friends, if you’d have vetted them, the one most likely to write
this kind of book would be Scotty.” In part, he theorizes, that
comes down to his highly political, highly educated back-
ground, growing up on the campaign trail. “His family aren’t
exactly slugs,” Moore said. After treating McClellan as an
unquestioning mouthpiece, he argues, the Bushies have no one
to blame but themselves. “Their misjudgment of Scott is iconic
of their misjudgment of everything.”

Shooting the Messenger

The attacks upon McClellan were to be expected, ranging
from personality smears via the White House to attacks from
the left for not coming forward sooner. According to another
Austinite, ex-Bush media consultant and Public Strategies
honcho Mark McKinnon, it’s a simpler issue. “I think it’s a
violation of the professional code of ethics, and I thought it
was the case when George Stephanopoulos wrote his book
about Clinton,” he said. “I just don’t think you should kiss
and tell.”

Even muted critics like Dowd were pilloried from all sides.
“Matthew says that the thing that stunned him was not that you
would have this official response from the team and the allies,
but that he was attacked from the other side as well,” said
Slater, senior political writer for The Dallas Morning News and a
longtime Bush watcher. Just as Dowd was savaged by reporter
and former Clinton aide Sidney Blumenthal — for keeping “a
strange kind of post-betrayal omerta” — McClellan has been
attacked for doing too little, too late. “He’s a person with no
country,” said Slater.

But while he agrees with some critics that McClellan may
have been delinquent in waiting so long, Slater warns against
being too harsh. “If we continue to pillory the people who hold
up truth to power, especially if they were part of the inner circle,
what’s the message to people in the future? It’s basically, keep
your mouth shut.”

McClellan understands the charges from both sides: He let
the media down then and the administration down now. “The
White House press corps often had a hard time trying to get
through a very thick and tall wall that this White House put up,
sometimes a wall that  was on the other side of myself,” he said.
As for his former colleagues, he sees them “as well-intentioned,
but [they] refuse to look back and come
to terms with the realities of the situa-
tion.” The first step, he argues, may be
the hardest personally. “You've got to be
able to separate your personal fondness
for the president from his policies and
governance and leadership.”

Beyond Bush

So what now for McClellan? First,

there is his scheduled appearance
before the House Judiciary Committee
on June 20, then finishing his book
tour. Still only 40, he has to make
decisions about his career that, for
the first time in almost two decades,
does not involve campaigning or Bush.
“I'm entering unknown territory
here,” he said.
But his greater concern, he says, is his
hope the book may play some small role in improving
political life. “I've been surprised by how many people
across the country are appreciating that larger message
about moving beyond the partisan warfare, to restore bipar-
tisanship and candor and civility to the process in
Washington,” he said. “Some people say we can’t, but I'm
optimistic that it’s a matter of time until we do.”

McClellan has some advice for any future press secretary.
“First and foremost, they need to ask the question, “Will 1
be able to attend any meeting I choose to at any time I
choose to attend?”” Without that access, the chief policy
mouthpiece for the administration can never know who on
his own team is lying to him, and to the American people.
“That’s who you ultimately serve, and it’s important not to
lose sight of that.” |

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Ruminatin’ the Cosmos

A reader’s note: “You state in ‘Greater and
Lesser Unconformities,” 23 May, ‘that some-
thing might exist without cause goes against
the very basis of scientific thought.” In fact, at
the quantum level of reality, things do come
into existence apparently without cause. The
science is very clear on this.” The author Rocco
Lo Bosco, who also happens to be my cousin,
sent an e-mail making that same point: “Mike
[my family calls me Mike], in QM [quantum
mechanics] things happen without cause. In
the conversation you had with your friend both
of you may have missed something — the idea
of beginning-less time.”

I answered, “Roc ... I don’t think I agree
that ‘in QM things happen without cause.” In
the quantum world, individual incidents and
events happen without apparent cause; but the
laws posited by quantum mechanics constitute a
cause for no-cause. So the individual events that
happen without cause are within a context of
cause. Watchya think? — Mike”

“Mike ... yes and no. (Isn't it always yes and
no?) Quantum fields (great masses of what
become ‘particles’ if and only if a measurement
takes place) follow strict laws of probability,
as precisely described by Schrodinger’s equa-

tion. Thus the evolution of a wave packet over
time is captured quite nicely. But note well:
Nothing real has yet happened in the sense
that no measurement/observation has taken
place. In QM the event does not exist without
the measurement. As for the measurement, it
has to do with some quality of a ‘particle’ —
time vs. energy, position vs. momentum — the
caveat being that the more precisely one end
of a pair measurement takes place (position
vs. momentum, energy vs. time, etc.), the less
precisely the other feature is known. Thus, say
where a particle will appear (yes, ‘appear,” for
it is dead wrong to think of a particle having
a specific trajectory existing before it has been
measured) is itself unpredictable and can be
said to have no specific cause.

“A good example of ‘without cause’ is when
a particle ‘appears’ or is radiated from a super-
massive gravitational field as given by a black
hole (collapsed star). By the laws of relativity
(as applied to gravity), this should not be able
to happen. A ‘particle’ can be said to exist on
one side of an impenetrable barrier and yet
escape it by simply appearing on the other side.
Stephen Hawking broke new ground with this
realization. The classical notion of cause and

effect — that is, A causes B through some realiz-
able mechanism — does not apply in QM.

“Another great example is entanglement:
that the measure of one particle will affect
the measurement outcome of another particle
instantly, regardless of how far apart. Einstein
called this ‘spooky action at a distance.” Every
argument he mustered against this was deci-
mated by Niels Bohr and, more importantly,
by later experimentation. (See Bell’s Theorem/
Alan Aspect’s experiment.) Einstein hated
the idea of a science that abandoned classical
notions of cause and effect.

“Yes, you can say that the general laws of QM
provide some basis for understanding individual
events, but this really begs the question of exactly
how this happens. This is why Einstein broke
ranks with the guys of his time and worked alone
and without results on a theory that avoided the
problems posed by QM. The fact is, QM gave rise
to the most accurate science existing today (theo-
retical predictions agree with actual measurements
to about 10 parts in a billion in the relativistic field
theory called quantum electrodynamics, which
describes electron, photon, positron interactions)
— yet no one still agrees on what QM means.
[Richard] Feynman told us that we would never

understand what it means and risked insanity
trying to understand. The issue is a huge one
in physics, and on it hangs wildly varied visions
of universes that make Old World metaphysical
speculations seem tame by comparison (i.e.,
many-worlds theory, an observer-based universe,
pilot-wave/hidden-variable universes, time as a
complete illusion, etc.).

“(Tell you a secret feeling 1 have and can’t
much defend or care to: that even with classical
objects there is a huge problem with cause and
effect. In order to isolate a cause, you need to iso-
late the effect and the system that led from one to
the other. This is basically the heart of Newtonian
physics, which we still use to build bridges, roller
coasters, and rockets, among many other things.
But these boundaries in time and place we draw
in order to understand what WE are and what
IT is, do they actually exist? Do I even end at my
skin, or is it truer that my ‘body’ is dynamically
bounded by the present-moment limits of my
experience? How big do I actually become when
I'm lying in a gutter but looking at the stars? And
what’s looking at those stars anyway? Where does
IT begin and end? Where do I begin and end? If I
look at it classically, it seems there are origins and
endings, limits and borders, all sorts of things and

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selves in isolation. But this way of experiencing is
simply that: a way. There are others.)

“My own feeling is that the ‘Great
Unconformity’ exists in all aspects of our
knowledge. The gap is inherent. Reality itself is
cracked. Maybe that’s why we are too, huh?

“Very good, Roc, very instructive ... thank
you. Some thoughts: To abandon classical
notions of cause and effect is not to abandon
all concepts of cause. Cause that works ran-
domly, or beyond what we know of the ‘laws,’
is nevertheless cause.

“I love when you say that, though QM is the
most accurate science existing today ‘no one
still agrees what it means.’ Yay!

“You write, ‘But these boundaries in time
and place we draw in order to understand
what WE are and what IT is, do they actually
exist?’ I very much doubt that they do. ‘Do 1
even end at my skin?’ In my experience, we
most definitely do not end at our skin. ‘Is it
truer that my body is dynamically bounded
by the present-moment limits of my experi-
ence?’ I believe so, but I would say not only
by your experience but by what we might call
the experience-fields of those around you,
and not only the people but other factors of
your environment. In my experience, events,
themselves, have a kind of consciousness, a
purpose, almost a volition ... a given event
begins, whatever its cause and whether on a
small or grand scale, and the event takes on a
life of its own, a trajectory and purpose and
result of its own, though those participating
in the event, those supposedly generating
the event, may desire something very differ-
ent. As mysterious as the physics of physical
objects may be, that pales before the ‘quan-
tum’ anything-can-happen nature of history
and of everyday experience (if one is actually
paying attention).

“It’s not so much that ‘reality is cracked’ —
reality is alive. Everything changes, including, I
suspect, the so-called universal ‘laws’ — change
is the only constant. For instance, the speed
of light is, supposedly, a universal constant,
but dig this: At the Bradbury Science Museum
in Los Alamos, N.M. (named after Norris E.
Bradbury, not Ray), there was a little exhibit
about those thousands of terra-cotta soldiers
buried with the first emperor of China in
210BC. Some were painted with ‘a rare pig-
ment called Han Purple,” the sign said, and
this pigment contains properties which enable
scientists ‘to study an unusual phase of mat-
ter known as superfluid, whose characteristics
exhibit capabilities to communicate faster than
the speed of light.” But the speed of light is
supposed to be a universal constant, right? So
we gotta be careful about concepts like ‘uni-
versal constant.” Maybe it’s not that reality is
cracked and not that reality is alive, but that
reality makes exceptions, which may be to say:
Reality is cracked and alive. The one constant
seems to be change. And if that’s so, why
wouldn’t even so-called ‘universal constants’
be subject to change?

“Can’t prove any of that, of course, but I
address reality — an event, a thing, my apart-
ment, my car — as though reality is alive, 1
live as though that is true, and my circum-
stances respond accordingly. (Which maybe
goes back to your mention of an ‘observer-
based universe.”)

“One of my all-time favorite TV shows is
J. Michael Straczynski’s Babylon 5, and in a
sequel called ‘The Legend of the Rangers,’
there’s this line: ‘A brilliant cascade of cause
[no-cause?] and effect. Isn’t the universe an
amazing place? I wouldn’t live anywhere else.’

If 1 told you that Oscar-winning film actress-
es such as Meryl Streep, Anjelica Huston, and
Vanessa Redgrave were so interested in per-
forming an Eve Ensler play that they would
participate in staged readings, you probably
wouldn’t react with surprise. After all, Ensler
wrote The Vagina Monologues, one of the
most popular plays of this or any other time,
which was translated in 45 languages and
performed in more than 119 countries. What
might surprise you, though, is that it wasn’t
Vagina that Streep, Huston, and Redgrave
appeared in. It was another Ensler play,
Necessary Targets. And while local theatres
such as the Paramount and Zach Theatre
were quick to jump on the Vagina bandwagon,
Targets will receive its Austin premiere from a
community theatre, the Paradox Players.

While you might not have heard of them,
the Players have been around for close to 10
years. “We actually started as a readers’ the-
atre, and we still have an active one,” says R
Paullette MacDougal, one of Paradox’s co-
founders and its artistic director. “We are a
community theatre. We are all volunteers. We
don’t look for grants, so we are entirely
dependent upon ticket sales. We can produce
quality theatre because up to 50 people vol-
unteer for every production.”

The Players draw full and often sold-out hous-
es for their stagings of mostly classic American
plays in the theatre at the First Universalist
Unitarian Church. But, cautions MacDougal:
“We are not just a ‘church theatre’; we are a
community theatre that performs in a
church. Our advisory board; our actors, like Bob
Brody; and our directors, like Charles Hill, Gary
Payne, and Karen Jambon, come from the
Austin theatre community. Some belong to the
church, some do not, but it's a wonderful part-
nership we have with the church.”

For Targets, a story about a psychiatrist and
a trauma specialist who, at the behest of a
presidential commission, go to Bosnia to
counsel refugees, the Players recruited recent

Giving must be so deeply ingrained in Joe R.
and Teresa Lozano Long that the philanthro-
pist couple can’t receive something without giv-
ing something back. On Friday, June 6, at the
Austin Museum of Art’s Art Ball Xll gala, the
recent Austin Arts Hall of Fame inductees were
being given the Clara Driscoll Arts Award —
named for the patroness who donated her
home, Laguna Gloria, to the people of Texas for
use as a museum — when the Longs promptly
announced a surprise $1 million gift to AMOA
for its proposed permanent Downtown museum.

Perhaps more than anyone
else the Players could have chosen for the
job, Jimmerson has a quite personal take on
the play. That’s because of his day job, work-
ing for the Political Asylum Project of Austin.
“We provide attorneys and legal assistance
for immigrants who have a legal reason to be
in the U.S. but can’t afford a private attorney
to go through all the legal maneuvering to get
their documentation,” he says.

Although Bosnia recently came back into
the news because of the presidential election,
the immediate relevance of the play might not
be entirely obvious — after all, that war hap-
pened more than a decade ago — unless you
speak with Jimmerson. “I think one of the
themes of the play is how we as Americans
view ourselves in the world and how that view
very often does not at all match how the rest
of the world views us as Americans.

Austin artist and Okay Mountaineer Sterling Allen has been chosen to be an artist in residence
at Artpace San Antonio in 2009. Though it's just down the road from us, this is a major deal, as
Artpace draws artists from all over the globe — each two-month residency includes one artist from
Texas, one from the U.S. outside the state, and one from abroad — and gives each artist not just
an apartment and studio space but a weekly living stipend; a materials budget; wood, metal, and
computer facilities; and technical and administrative support, all for the purpose of creating new
work, which is then exhibited for two months. Allen will live in Artpace and create new art from
late January until late March, and his new art will be exhibited starting March 19 with a nice,
fancy catalog. In residence with him will be Christian Tomaszewski of New York and Richard
Grayson of London. Curator Trevor Smith — currently curator-in-residence at the Center for
Curatorial Studies, Bard College — had a studio with Allen as part of the selection process. As if
that weren’t great enough, Allen will follow up his Artpace residency with a May-June residency at
the Bemis Center for Contemporary Arts in Omaha, Neb. Every year, Bemis provides more than
two dozen artists from around the world with studio spaces, living accommodations, and monthly
stipends in a pair of urban warehouses totaling 110,000 square feet. In past years, great local

artists like Peat Duggins and Young-Min Kang have had residencies there.

First Night Austin
New Year’s festival
names new director

First Night Austin’s incoming executive
director may be new to town, but he’s an old
hand at managing this international New
Year’s Eve celebration of the arts. Dave
Sullivan, whose hiring was made public by
the local nonprofit on June 4, first served as
director of corporate relations for First Night
Boston, the first First Night celebration, which
was launched 32 years ago.

Tomorrow, the World

Craig Hella Johnson’s company of voices has long been world-class; now the world is hearing it

No one is very likely to mistake Craig Hella
Johnson for a mad scientist. The founder of the
professional choral ensemble Conspirare and
its artistic director for, lo, these 16 years is too
boyish in appearance, too soft-spoken, and too,
well, cheerful to pass for take-over-the-planet
insane. That said, he and his company of voices
are on a global trajectory that could bring them
well within a breath of world domination. Not
that Johnson himself would ever say so much;
in addition to being sunny, subdued, and
wholesomely good-looking, the man is modest
to a fault. (You can blame those too-good-to-be-
true manners on his Minnesota upbringing.)

But the facts are there for anyone to see: Just a
few years ago, Conspirare began to garner serious
national attention, receiving Chorus America’s
prestigious Margaret Hillis Award for Choral
Excellence and being one of just seven choruses in
the country chosen by the National Endowment
for the Arts to host a choral festival as part of its
American Masterpieces initiative. Then, last year,
the ensemble’s second CD, Requiem, snagged a
pair of Grammy nominations — and it was the
only American choir in the Choral Performance
category that year. Now, Conspirare’s impact is
being felt globally. The group is weeks away from
a trip to Copenhagen, Denmark, for the eighth
World Symposium on Choral Music, where it
will be the only choir from the United States to
perform. It has recorded its third CD - focus-

ing on the music of Tarik O’Regan, the highly
regarded young composer from Great Britain
whose work was featured in Conspirare’s first
concert of the season — and when it’s released
in September, it will be on Harmonia Mundi, the
distinguished recording label for the Tokyo String
Quartet and Anonymous 4, among other lead-
ing classical artists, and one whose name — are
you listening, conspiracy theorists? — translates
literally as “world harmony.” It’s only a matter
of time before Conspirare will be heard in every
corner of the globe.

Johnson was in the midst of preparation
for the company’s official debut in the Long
Center — performing the vigorous and dra-
matic Verdi Requiem this Saturday (see “Verdi’s
Greatest Opera,” p.40) — but he and Executive
Director Erich Vollmer took a break long
enough to discuss the company’s extension
into the larger world.

AU Part of the Plan

In a sense, the successes that Conspirare is
experiencing today can be traced back to the
company’s first days as the New Texas Music
Festival in the early Nineties. “We said from the
very beginning that we wanted to have a musi-
cal company that was a group of world-class
artists and presented world-class performances.
We put that on ourselves,” says Johnson. As
that was the standard set by Johnson early on,

it served as the foundation for the company’s
aspirations, and it continues to be that today.

Actually, all of the company’s current goals are
still in line with the goals that were established
for Conspirare in the beginning. Johnson always
wanted and still wants the choir “to share the
best musical offerings that we can,” and, he adds:
“I'want it to be vital and invigorating and to be in
dialogue with the larger world. Having grown up
in a small town and going to places where people
have developed a culture that is so committed to
its own values and its own merits that it becomes
provincial, I don’t want to do anything that keeps
the world small and self-focused.”

In Johnson’s view, that sense of expansion
applies not only to music that the choir sings
but to the very idea of choir itself. “I'm a Gemini
at heart; I'm a Gemini by birth,” says the direc-
tor, “so for me there’s a foot that is always going
to be rooted in the classics — the canonical rep-
ertoire is our fountain of inspiration, strength,
and continuity — and the other foot just as firmly
planted in what can we do with this notion of
choir. Can we take that word and just turn it on
its head? That’s why I love that we'’re called a
company of voices. I feel that we've just begun
to explore that. I want us to see: What kinds of
music, what kinds of collaborations, what kinds
of poetic ideas can we engage so that it’s really a
living, vital, creative, dynamic art form? I'd like
to be on the front side of creation in terms of
what we think of when we think of choir.”

We Are the World

Exploring those frontiers of what choir can
be is something Conspirare will have ample
opportunity to do at the World Symposium
on Choral Music. The Austin ensemble will be
one of 29 very diverse choral groups from out-
side Denmark: children’s choirs from Hungary,
Indonesia, Switzerland, Romania, and the entire
African continent; youth choirs from Ghana,
New Zealand, and Latvia; Swedish men’s choirs;
a Brazilian choir specializing in renaissance and
baroque works; a French choir that incorporates
video; a civic chorale from Taiwan; a Canadian
ensemble of professional singers that performs
without a conductor. The choral talent is as
varied as the cultures represented.

And being represented at the symposium is a
widely sought honor. “Choirs all over the world
auditioned to be invited,” says Johnson. “We
knew the stature and prestige of this organization,
so we thought, “Well, let’s submit a tape.” Then
we were delighted when we got the invitation.”

The invitation was actually just the first
honor. The second was being chosen to pre-
miere a new choral piece. “After we had been
invited to sing and were planning our own
program, the administrators for the festival
said they wanted the choir to do the premiere
of this work by Vytautas Miskinis, who’s all the
rage across the Atlantic,” says Johnson.

“The organizing committee commissioned
a dozen works, and they assigned works to
certain choirs,” adds Erich Vollmer. The one
that Conspirare will sing is called A Light
Mass. At 35 minutes, the piece “is twice as
long as it should be,” Vollmer continues. “But
we were so impressed by the piece that we
said, “We'll do it.””

For Johnson, though, a big part of the
symposium’s appeal isn't being listened to
as much as listening to others. “The focus
of the symposium is to highlight how choirs
communicate with their audience,” he says,
adding that “we have a challenging medium
in that people stand in rows, facing flat, facing
an audience that’s directly opposite. So each
group is supposed to take a deep look at: How
do we communicate? We need to be reminded
always how to keep the theatrical elements,
communicative elements, really living and vital
in our performances. It’s an incredible gift for
us to be at this symposium and feed off all the
energy and imagination from these choirs that
have come from all over the world. I love it just
for what we can take back from that.”

Bringing something from the rest of the world
back to Texas is valuable, no question. But it
may be even more valuable to send something
from Texas to the rest of the world. That was the
spark that led Conspirare to its new and pres-
tigious record label. Johnson, Vollmer, and the
company were growing increasingly interested
in international distribution and digital down-
loads, “and that was not something that was
available to us at the label we were on,” says
Johnson. As he and the company were devel-
oping the program of Tarik O’Regan music,
they felt that “this was a repertoire that we
wanted to have carried on a strong label with

He spoke directly with
O’Regan, who at the time was working on a
project with the Estonian choir that was going
to be recorded for Harmonia Mundi. “So,”
recalls Johnson, “I simply said: “You're sitting
with the producer there in about a week. Let’s
pitch this idea to her. What do you think?’ The
woman who was running Harmonia Mundi
USA is very fond of Tarik and his music, and
she expressed some interest. We met in New
York, and I think she liked the recording that
she heard. We had talked for maybe half an
hour, and I'd shared a little about who we were
and what our values were, and at one point
she just reached her hand across the table and
said, ‘Well, let’s do it.” So I said, ‘Okay.” And
she’s continued to express interest in what we
were doing and future projects. So it’s been a
delightful thing.”

Actually, it’s been much more than delight-
ful. It’s been revelatory, opening up quite liter-
ally a whole new world for Conspirare. The new
label means the choir will have international
distribution for the first time in its history. “On
a practical level, friends in England who said,
‘Why can’t we hear your recording of Herbert
Howell’'s Requiem?’ can go down the street
and buy it,” explains Johnson. “It will be in
stores across Europe and in Australia, and you
name where they sell classical CDs, and we’ll
be represented there. And Harmonia Mundi
is completely plugged in digitally, so that’s a
big piece for us. It connects us to an audience
internationally where we might tour. If there are
no recordings of England, for example, it would
be less likely that we would tour there or receive
any recognition there at all. But with these
recordings in place, absolutely. And [touring] is
something we’re very interested in doing.”

A Little Discord

Touring, however, costs money, which can
be a struggle for even a world-class, Grammy-
nominated choral ensemble to raise. Part of
the problem, as Vollmer sees it, is “that choral
music is the hardest performing art for people
to ‘get.”” For some reason, a bunch of people
singing together doesn’t seem to have the sex
appeal of orchestras or operas or ballets.

And complicating the matter for Conspirare is
the fact that it isn't your ordinary choir. It's made
up of professionals, a concept that hasn’t really
taken root in the culture. “Choral music is primar-
ily and significantly an amateur art,” says Johnson,
“and I mean that in the best sense of that word:
as an art of fellowship and an art of participation
on many levels. But because of that, the idea of
a professional choir still isn’t in our thinking at
all. In Europe maybe a little bit more, and in this
country, in just a handful of cities, you're starting
to see groups where singers are paid for some
services. But there’s no precedent for it. If some-
one in a major city were to say, ‘We don’t have a
professional symphony orchestra, and we need
to build one,” there would be a template in place
that people would understand and be able to find
their way into. But with a choir, people still need
to get a picture of that a little more.”

Then there’s the issue of competing needs.
As Vollmer puts it, “When you're measured
against another need, such as hunger or home-
lessness, it doesn’t measure up.”

Put it all together, and you have an organiza-
tion that, even with the world seemingly in its
grasp, is facing a fistful of challenges. And chal-
lenges were not exactly something that Vollmer
needed in his life when the opportunity to
become Conspirare’s first executive director

fell his way. “Fourteen months ago, I wasn't
looking for a new challenge because I had been
through about four in a row. But [ met this guy
in the interview here in Austin,” he says, refer-
ring to Johnson, “and I went back to Santa Fe
and said, “Well, it may be a challenge, but you
never have had the opportunity to work with
someone like this, and you’d be a fool not to
do it.’ That was the deciding factor.”

Johnson could well be the deciding factor in
most everything that happens with Conpirare.
You can talk about the constants in the company
that have led to this time of great recognition
and exposure — that world-class standard, the
eclectic and expansive repertoire, the profession-
alism of the singers, the desire to engage with
the world, the devoted audiences who do “get”
choral music and engage in what Johnson calls
“deep listening” — but you can't talk about them
without also talking about the man who heads
the choir, the one who began it, who established
its ideals, who leads the way in that explora-
tion of what a choir can be, who has brought
this choir forward every step of the way for 16
seasons. Craig Hella Johnson is the big constant,
the one most responsible for taking Conspirare
from our town to every part of the world.

Not that he would acknowledge as much. Of
course not. Though it seems ever more clear that
Conspirare could be taking over the world any
minute, Craig Hella Johnson just smiles shyly
and, in that characteristically understated way,
says that this is an exciting time for his choir
because, “I think we are starting to live our way
just a little bit into a few of our dreams.” W

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Why the Verdi Requiem for Conspirare’s
first concert in Dell Hall?

“It was just right in so many ways,”
says the Conspirare director. He knew
whatever work the company performed
“needed to be something that would fill
the room and be an exciting opening. |
also wanted it to be something that was
deeply meaningful, that we just loved to
play with and communicate with.” He and
the choir had a good experience with the
Verdi opera in the late Nineties — “We're
lucky to have in our choral repertory some
of the major monuments of Western
music,” he notes — and Johnson recalled
a section in the second large movement
when eight trumpets form a circle. “I just
thought, ‘What could fill up this room bet-
ter?’ It's a bringing together of so many
elements that we really love. Many people
say it's Verdi’'s great-
est opera ever, so in
a sense we get to

g play with the dramat-

RECHTIEM von VERTH
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THE SELECTED ESSAYS
OF GORE VIDAL
by Gore Vidal
Doubleday, 480 pp., $27.50

Often offering his observations and remem-
brances under the guise of a book review, Gore
Vidal's essays are marshaled into two halves
— literary and political — in this streamlined, emi-
nently readable volume. Ire for lit profs, those
“Hacks of Academe,” course through the first

half — Vidal hilariously dismissive of “those plac-

es wherever English is taught but not learned.”
He’s similarly incisive discussing underwhelm-
ing authors: “| daresay as an expression of
one man’s indomitable spirit in a tyrannous
society we must honor if not the art the author.
Fortunately the Nobel Prize is designed for just
such a purpose.” He's even more satisfying

in memoir: “Some Memories of the Glorious
Bird and an Earlier Self,” a halcyon depiction of
Rome, 1948, with Tennessee Williams and other
expatriates, unfurls at a time when “none of us
knew where history had placed us.”

Politically, Vidal's prescient of current predica-
ments: 1963’s “Passage to Egypt,” noting
“nations traditionally must have the Enemy to
prod them into action,” describes the “holy
war against Communism” almost interchangeably
with our so-called war on terror. “Homage to
Daniel Shays” says a bloated bipartisan “Property
Party” of governors subverts democracy for corpo-
rate, war-making benefactors.

“[T]he middle-income American is taxed as though
he were living in a socialist society. But for the
money he gives the government he gets nothing
back. He does pay for a lot of military hardware,
and his congressman will point to all the jobs
‘defense’ (that happy euphemism) contracts bring
to his district, as if the same federal money could
not create even more jobs doing things that need-
ed doing as well as benefiting directly the man
who paid the taxes in the first place.” There’s per-
sonal politics, too: In “Pornography” (“when free-
dom of expression is joined with the freedom to
make a lot of money, the dream of those whose
bloody footprints made vivid the snows of Valley
Forge is close to fulfillment”), Vidal argues that
humanity is hardwired for bisexuality.

Vidal’s gift is to illuminate the broader human
condition in the set of subjects he discusses;
whether experimental French novelists or a
subject as outsized as the Kennedys, he always
extrapolates their importance to the larger world.

THE COMANCHE EMPIRE
by Pekka Himaldinen
Yale University Press, 512 pp., $35

The Comanche Empire is a hugely important
documentary survey of the Comanche Nation, as
known from documentary sources between the
late 17th and the late 19th centuries. For these
two centuries, author Pekka Hamalainen has repo-
sitioned Comancheria as a Central
North American empire, rather than
painting them as peripheral colo-
nial hangers-on, noble savages, or
unknowable illiterates.

The Comanche Empire competed
on an international stage with the
Spanish, French, Mexican, and
American empires. Comancheria
encompassed vast territories at the
heart of North American colonial
capitals of Santa Fe, New Orleans,
and the Mississippian east. But can
an entirely nomadic people have an
empire? The author assembles a
good argument that it can.

Hamalainen shows that the Comanches’
borders were strictly enforced for two centuries
by very political forms of violence and extor-
tion, along with fusion, adaptation, and expedi-
ent alliances. The Comanche were allowed an
equal footing in the Colonial era along with the
Euro-American powers. By removing the anthro-
pology, material culture, and social history
from this study of the Comanche, the author
finds room to plunge deeply into the political
archives of the time and tell the reader how
Comancheria functioned as the midcontinental
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power brokers of the 1700s and 1800s.

By the 1760s, the Comanche had a capi-
tal in the Big Timbers of the Upper Arkansas
River. They were extensive traders with multiple
seasonal villages in place by the 1750s. By
remaining mobile and away from coastal areas,
the Comanche made it through the plagues of
the 1740s, and that is where their documentary
history as an empire begins. Using
long but unobtrusive notes, bibliog-
raphies, and indices, Hamalainen’s
documentation is excellent.
Academic citation isn’t generally
used, adding to the readability but
occasionally leaving the reader
questioning the source of some
facts, which is maybe a good thing
in a temporally and geographically
broad history like this one.

Comancheria expanded,
becoming the largest controller of
livestock in North America. The
Comanche Empire’s zenith coincides
with the Mexican-American War in
1846. Comanche of this period were more likely
than ever before to be slaves of other Comanche,
newly coerced allies, or refugees. The arguments
for the collapse of Comancheria break down
into several limes of speculation, from racism
to pestilence and environmental degradation
with drought, overgrazing, veterinary disease,
and overhunting all taking a toll, without much in
the way of firm conclusion. In the end, though,
this volume is not intended to be the end-all of
Comanche histories but rather a starting point.

Veteran cookbook author Sampson has written
several installments of Wiley’s Recipe of the Week
series. Here she has developed a year’s worth of
distinctive frozen delights — ice creams, gelati,
sorbets, and granite — with recipes that are sim-
ple and accessible. The Burnt Caramel Gelato
could well become an addiction for caramel lovers
like myself. (Personal tip: Toss in some crushed
toffee or peanut brittle for an even more deca-
dent scoop.) Frosty coffee granita and the velvety
peach gelato with Marcona almonds are perfect
foils for blistering Texas summers, and both the
eggnog ice cream and pumpkin gelato look like
contenders for Thanksgiving and Christmas holi-
day dessert spreads.

American expatriate author Johns now lives
in Italy and is the author of several single-sub-
ject cookbooks about Italian foodstuffs, each
one as useful and informative as this volume
about frozen Italian treats. She provides his-
torical information about the origins of frozen
desserts and details Italy’s worthy contribu-
tions to the development and popularization
of frozen sweets across Europe. She also
shares her experience with modern-day Italian
gelato vendors, adapting some of their reci-
pes for this collection. Use the luscious mas-
carpone gelato that opens the book as a com-
ponent of a marvelous tiramisu, and make the
sorbetti Bellini with Hill Country peaches for a
refreshing addition to any summer brunch. My
only problem with this book is that the tiny
italic print used for the headnotes is not par-
ticularly user-friendly. - V.B.W.
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Veldhuizen Family
Farm Cheeses

The small Central Texas town of
Dublin boasts a real claim to fame: It
is the original birthplace of Dr Pepper.
But over the last few years, Stuart
and Connie Veldhuizen and their fami-
ly have worked hard to develop anoth-
er culinary landmark for Dublin.
Veldhuizen Family Farm is a small
cheese-making operation that produc-
es some of the finest quality, most
delicious handcrafted artisan chees-
es in our area. Upon arrival at the
farm, the first sight is a healthy herd
of cows grazing on green pastures —
something that is clearly evident in
the flavor of the cheeses.

Stuart grew up on a dairy farm in
Southwest Minnesota and relocated
to Dublin in 1990. In 1995, disillu-
sioned with the conventional dairy
industry, he decided he would never
milk another cow. Lucky for us, he
changed his mind in 1999. He
attended a cheese-making school in
Wisconsin, and by 2002, he was mak-
ing cheese back at his Texas farm.

Today, every member of the family is involved in the operation, from tending the cows
and milking them to making cheeses or helping in the aging room: a cave they built them-
selves on a small hillside on the property. The cave is outfitted with wooden planks bought
from an artisan-cheese-maker in Holland. The planks are fully inoculated with all kinds of
marvelous mold that help give the cheeses their unique flavors. Veldhuizen Farm currently
makes at least nine varieties of cheese, including their signature Texas Star and Paragon,
plus the wonderful Bosque Blue and a fabulous Caraway Cheddar. Chefs from renowned
restaurants such as Houston’s T'afia, Catalan, and Brennan'’s regularly feature Veldhuizen
cheeses on their menus. A few varieties of Veldhuizen cheeses are available at Wheatsville
Co-op, and all of them can be purchased online through www.veldhuizencheese.com. However,
a trip to the farm is an absolutely worthwhile culinary adventure. - Claudia Alarcon

The Veldhuizen
aging room,
B aka the Cave

| was all set to go with a recap of the fifth
season of Top Chef (yeah, Stephanie!) when |
had a very informative conversation with
Castle Hill Cafe co-owner Cathe Dailey.

She revealed that she bought out business
partner Mike Vilim and will close Castle Hill
before the popular Downtown eatery turns 22
on July 1. Dailey, who has made her home in
San Miguel de Allende, Mexico, for the past
five years, plans to reimagine the space and
reopen with a completely new concept some-
time in the fall. The city permit process is in
the works, and the first order of business will
be to address some issues with the 110-year-
old frame building that has been home for the
past 50 years to one of Austin’s earliest
health-food stores, as well as a cutting-edge
restaurant. “After all these years, the building
needs some attention, and we’ll be putting in
a new grease trap and doing some remodeling
to create a lounge area and a bar,” Dailey
reported. She disclosed that the new restau-
rant will be called Corazon (Spanish for
heart) and will feature an Interior Mexican
menu influenced by such chefs as (ex-hus-
band and former Castle Hill chef) David
Dailey, Rick Bayless, and others. The name
evokes images of a personal cuisine that
comes from the heart and warm, open hospi-
tality — images that play well into Cathe
Dailey’s overall vision for the new business.
“I've been collecting Mexican folk art for years
now, and many of those pieces will become
part of the decor at Corazon, as well,” she
said. Dailey’s business partners in the new
endeavor are chef Michael Taddeo and David
Showaker, both longtime Castle Hill employ-
ees. Cathe Dailey will maintain her home in
Mexico and commute to Austin monthly once
the restaurant is up and running.

Founded in the summer of 1986, Castle Hill
Cafe quickly outgrew its first home in a cozy
space on North Lamar in the shadow of the
stone hilltop castle that inspired the name.
Castle Hill absolutely defined casual fine din-
ing in late-Eighties Austin and ruled the top of
the annual Chronicle Restaurant Poll for nearly
a decade. The Daileys attracted a devoted
core clientele who loved chef David Dailey’s
innovative, multifaceted fusion cuisine and
greatly appreciated a pioneering, affordable
wine-by-the-glass program that eventually influ-
enced wine lists all over town. While it’'s true
that Castle Hill was never quite the same after
Dailey’s retirement as chef, the restaurant had
a remarkably successful life span. It leaves
behind a wealth of good-food karma on which
Corazon can surely build.

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The Healthy Yogurt Invasion

To hear Joe Shin tell it, even during their UT
college days, his buddy Kevin Lee was an ice
cream fanatic. “No matter what we did as a
group — sports, listening to music, whatever — he
always wanted to go out for ice cream after-
wards,” Shin recalls. So when Kevin Lee
embarked on a trip around the world to research
ice cream after graduation from UT in 2001, his
friends were not surprised. Lee’s travels eventu-
ally took him to Italy, where he fell in love with
gelato, Italy’s venerable contribution to the
world of frozen desserts. Lee returned to the
states with the beginnings of a business plan. He
recruited the five friends from college who used
to join him for ice cream, and they formed a
Dallas-based company to franchise a chain of
gelato shops that also sell natural frozen yogurt.

Founder and CEO Kevin Lee (UT class of
2001, sports management) chose to call the
company Piccomolo (www.piccomolo.com);
Young Lee (UT ’01, management) is marketing
director; Paul Cho (UT ’02, kinesiology) is
development director; Jaewon Yoon (UT ’99,
graphic design) and Jae Yoon (UT ’01, interior
design) designed all the store interiors, promo-
tional materials, and menus; and Joe Shin (UT
’02, Asian studies) is area developer. The team
opened the first Piccomolo outlet in the
Metroplex area in 2002, and now the company
has 28 stores in six states, mostly in Texas and
California. The young company is riding the
wave of America’s love affair with Italian foods
and also tapping into the incredible West
Coast popularity of natural-frozen-yogurt shops
created by vendors from Korea such as Red
Mango and Pinkberry. Piccomolo stores offer
several flavors of naturally flavored, preserva-
tive-free gelato and sorbetto made fresh daily,
plus customized gelato cakes, and they also
whip up two flavors of natural frozen yogurt

(vanilla and strawberry, sometimes green tea)
with a selection of toppings that includes
chopped fresh fruit, nuts, Fruity Pebbles cereal,
Oreo crumbs, and chocolate chips.

Austin’s first Piccomolo outlet (13429 Hwy.
183 N. #110, 335-6656) opened in May 2007
in the far Northwest Anderson Arbor Shopping
Center. Joe Shin runs the local store and is
always on the lookout for new potential loca-
tions here in his hometown. When we first
spoke last fall, the Pinkberry natural-frozen-
yogurt phenomenon on the West Coast was all
over the national news. Shin was hoping some
of that national exposure might rub off on his
company. He invited me to come out and sam-
ple some natural frozen yogurt, pointing out
that his product is made with yogurt that still
contains live active cultures. (More on the sig-
nificance of this later.) Along with samples of his
excellent gelato, sorbetto, and frozen yogurt,
Shin directed us to the counter display of com-
pany brochures detailing the nutritional infor-
mation on all the gelato, sorbetto, and yogurt
flavors. The info is also on their website for
those folks looking for healthier frozen treats. 1
found Piccomolo’s frozen yogurt light and
refreshing, with a hint of tartness at the finish.
A 4-ounce serving will only cost you 110 nonfat
calories, though a choice of toppings naturally
bumps up the calorie count. “I'd love to tell you
that people usually go for the fruit toppings, but
they really go more for the Pebbles and the
chocolate chips,” Shin says with a bashful grin.

The most intriguing aspect of my conversation
with Shin was his eagerness to find the best qual-
ity real yogurt for his frozen dessert product. Soon
after our first meeting, he made contact with a
respected Austin company, White Mountain
Foods, and arranged to buy their highly regarded
Bulgarian Yogurt in bulk as the base for the frozen

The newest entry in Austin’s frozen treat
sweepstakes is Yogoberry. Entrepreneur
Pyeong Kim took over an abandoned paleteria
location early this year and created a new
business selling low-fat frozen yogurt. The
comfortable shop is tucked into the 515
Center at the corner of Riverside and South
Congress, next to a very busy Freebirds World
Burrito outlet. Yogoberry offers two flavors of
low-fat frozen yogurt every day, with an array
of toppings that includes several varieties of
fresh fruit, chopped nuts, chocolate chips,
cookie crumbs, and an assortment of cereal
brands. The medium strawberry yogurt topped
with mango, bananas, and strawberries
($5.29) really hit the spot on a blistering hot
afternoon last week. Check out the sign on :
the wall detailing 10 healthy aspects of frozen
yogurt to make yourself feel virtuous about :
indulging in this frosty treat. The shop is cool
and quiet with free Wi-Fi - I'm wondering why
a little gem like this isn’t packed. - V.B.W.

Piccomolo
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yogurt at the Austin store. White Mountain’s
yogurt contains only milk and beneficial bacteria
cultures — no thickeners, preservatives, or sweet-
eners. The local outlet is the only member of the
Piccomolo chain currently using White Mountain
yogurt as a base, because the company doesn’t
have bulk distribution in other cities. As it is now,
White Mountain CEO Jeff Mwray drops the
Piccomolo bulk order off on his way home to
Cedar Park every week. Murray describes himself
as someone without much of a sweet tooth, but
he’s really pleased to see Piccomolo using his
yogurt in their store, just as he’ll proudly say that
Kerbey Lane Cafe, Magnolia Cafe, Cafe Mundi,
Wildwood Art Cafe, Bouldin Creek Coffechouse,
Mother’s Cafe & Garden, and Sisters & Brothers
dressings use the yogurt as a component of some
of their menu items.

I'll admit the White Mountain base does give
the Piccomolo natural frozen yogurt a more
assertive tartness, but it is really wonderful with
a palate-cleansing aspect to it. “We always
encourage new customers to try it, and the
response is about 50/50. Half the people just
don’t care for it at all, but the ones who do like
it really get addicted to it,” Shin reports. Murray
has a pretty clear idea about why that is. “In the
Sixties and Seventies, the three major health
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foods were yogurt, honey, and whole-wheat
bread. There was a small segment of the American
population that ate yogurt because they knew it
was good for them and another group with eth-
nic food backgrounds that predisposed them
towards sour, tangy flavors,” Murray explains. As
the health-food segment of the market grew
steadily over the last 40 years, American food
manufacturers found ways to expand their mar-
ket share by making “health foods” more appeal-
ing to the mainstream American palate while still
selling under a “healthy” banner. “In an effort to
make yogurt more palatable, manufacturers
manipulated the cultures and added sugar to get
rid of any strong tart flavor. Most mass-marketed
commercial yogurt brands ended up with a mild
flavor and very little active culture at all. Now
that’s how many American consumers think
yogurt is supposed to taste,” says Murray.

The same
adage could work for Joe Shin at Piccomolo. Give
his delectable natural frozen yogurt five days, and
see if you don’t become a convert. |

When Sonic Youth rocked Reno, seven
high schoolers and their substitute
teacher turned their cameras on

When filmmaker Michael Albright returned to his hometown of Reno,
Nev,, following a stint working under legendary documentarian Albert
Maysles in New York City, he found himself casting about for something
creative to do in a city whose chief artistic claim to fame is its proximity
to freak-flag Valhalla the Burning Man festival. (Well, that and the fact
that Johnny Cash once “shot a man in Reno, just to watch him die,” as
the lyric goes.) Long story short: Skeeno hasn’t been artistically hardcore
since 7 Seconds evaporated and John Huston nailed The Misfits martini
shot and blew town with Gable, Monroe, and Monty Clift in tow.

Which makes it all the more surprising that Albright — along with seven
untested kids from the Reno-area high school where he landed a substitute
teaching gig to help make ends meet — has crafted one of the most intimate
and aesthetically pure rock & roll documentaries to come out in years:
Sonic Youth: Sleeping Nights Awake.

Filmed over the course of exactly one day during the NYC No Wave
legends’ gig in Reno on July 4, 2006, Sleeping Nights Awake is the first
film from Project Moonshine, a nonprofit organization Albright found-
ed “to teach filmmaking skills to teenagers by providing opportunities
to document important events happening in their community.”

And, let’s not mince words (or chords) here: This film rocks. It’s as
if Jem Cohen’s seminal Fugazi doc Instrument had been repurposed and
transposed to nowheresville with Thurston and Kim filling in for Ian and
Guy: less dreamy but more gritty, black and white and loud all over.

“Basically this all came about from my substitute teaching job,” says
Albright. “We’d had these kids do a previous project called Artown,
which allowed them, essentially, to learn how to use the [Panasonic
AG-DVC30] cameras, and then when we learned Sonic Youth was
coming to town, I shot them an e-mail, and they wrote back and said,
‘Great, let’s do it.””

It was that easy?

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Watching Without a Set

This is week two of life without a television. I moved one weekend and a few days later found
myself on a plane, still without the cable connected, wondering: Is it possible to write about TV
and all things TV-related without the small screen nearby? What would that experience be like?
Sure, I could save a few dollars — a lot of dollars, actually — without a cable TV subscription,
but realistically, how long can this last? Now, going into week two, I have to admit: I like it. I
really like it.

The first big challenge that I expected would send me running to my cable provider was when
I wondered how I would live without my daily dose of The Daily Show With Jon Stewart
(Comedy Central). Turns out, [ don’t have to. Hulu.com recently began carrying the series. Hulu
is one of several websites that carry content that first appeared on the air, along with content
made specifically for Internet viewing. No, I can’t watch The Daily Show in real time, but I never
did to begin with. A few keystrokes on my computer, and I can watch the most recent episode —
or earlier episodes, along with popular clips — all without a cable subscription.

I didn’t need Hulu to watch the special tributes to Meet the Press’ Tim Russert. The
esteemed host of the Sunday public-affairs series died suddenly of a heart attack on June 13,
sending the journalism world, and those of us who watched him, into a tailspin. Russert wasn’t
a superstar of the news world, he was no glamour boy (it could be said he had a face made for
radio), and he wasn’t a blowhard or a bully.

I had one of
those traditional, after-a-tragedy-strikes “TV moments,” only on a new medium — my computer
screen — thanks to the Internet. Although I missed the TV moment in real time, I did not miss
the moment, and I did not miss the TV.

I'm still sitting on the fence about renewing my cable subscription, but my legs seem to be
dangling on the jumping-off side. Let’s see how I feel after next week.

Maybe
that will be my next experiment — to get a
converter box and see what that TV-watching
experience is like.

WHO DO YOU LOVE?

Guitarist Jason Borkowski of the Jungle
Rockers describes the Bo Diddley beat the
same way one would the band’s sophomore ER
Cool It Out. “It's primitive, but soulful,” he says.
“The simplicity of it always gets people mov-
ing.” That’s why the local quartet’s CD release
show at Beerland on Friday made for such a
fitting tribute to the rock & roll originator, who
died June 2 from heart failure. The Rockers’
originals, including the garage bopper “Devil in
My Head,” twangy instrumental “Guts,” and the
summer smash “Cool It Out,” kept the audi-
ence jiving and wailing in between classic cov-
ers that included “Pretty Thing,” “Diddy Wah
Diddy,” and closing cornerstone “Hey! Bo
Diddley.” Without fail, the beat goes on.

SANDY CARSON

Matt Kadane, chief composer behind the
delicately detailed pop songs of the New
Year, has always felt the urge to slow things
down, and it's only intensified with time. “I'm
personally consumed by the idea of growing
older,” he says of the main theme rippling
through the band’s eponymous third album,
recorded once more with Steve Albini and
due in September. “I feel like life is just rac-
ing by. Age has as much to do with it as any-
thing, but | needed to express myself in terms
of time.” It’s difficult to believe that more than
15 years have passed since Kadane made his live debut at the Dobie Theatre with Dallas-bred slo-
core kingpins Bedhead. “When we first signed with Trance Syndicate, it's fair to characterize that
time in Austin as pretty aggressive and loud,” Kadane recalls. “We faced totally different audience
expectations. There was this idea that bands had to sound like Ed Hall, Crust, and the Cherubs,
all of whom | liked a lot, but we were playing this wimpy, quiet music. It was much more passive
and, in a way, a lot more demanding of the audience. Things started to change as the Nineties went
on. Austin almost became a different kind of guitar town.” Matt and brother Bubba are revisiting
those early years and previewing their latest on this current tour as the Kadane Brothers, which
kicks off at Emo’s on Thursday with Sunset and Crystal Antlers. “The driving force is our longing
to get out and play,” Kadane concludes. “And we finally have the time to do it.”

The aura of hipster elitism emitted by the Beauty Bar is about to get thicker. The trendy chain
venue, located on Seventh Street just off Red River, has begun offering bottle service Thursdays
through Saturdays, by reservation only (a waitress needs to be scheduled). The sunken “VIP”
area, next to the inside stage, can also be rented out for an additional $300, which includes the
first bottle and mixers. “We started doing it because people were coming in and asking for it all
the time,” says general manager and booker Bart Butler. “People like to have a bottle to them-
selves so they don’t have to wait at the bar for a drink, especially during a packed night. | guess it
gives them the illusion they're partying like a rock star.” Butler hopes that the Beauty Bar becomes
an alternative to the ultramodern lounges proliferating throughout the Warehouse District, most
notably Pangaea, Qua, and Cuba Libre, whose bottles can run up to $1,000. “We don't really
care about what you look like coming in here,” Butler stresses. “It's a take-it-or-leave-it sort of
thing. We’re not trying to press it on people.” For Plush manager Bryan Smith, the service repre-
sents the everchanging face of Red River. “What do you expect when high-rises are springing up
next to music venues?” shrugs Smith. How about a bidet for the women’s bathroom at Emo’s?

Mammoth Grinder is the sort of unholy beast one would expect to find roaming
Mastodon’s Blood Mountain. In its first show since returning from an East Coast tour, the
local behemoth trampled Red 7 on Saturday for the second annual Jared Is a Grumpy
Fuck Fest, combining the hypnotic undertow of Neurosis with the Southern sludge of
Eyehategod and a hailstorm of hardcore breaks that flipped faster than the audience’s
heads. After releasing a series of homemade tapes, the trio, which formed in Houston,
summer 2006, and relocated here shortly after, recently reissued its aptly titled debut,
Rage and Ruin, one of the heaviest and most punishing albums in recent memory, on
smoky gray-and-black vinyl through the locally operated Depleted Resource Records.
“We have a really healthy mix of wanting to go really fucking fast

O Real Animal and current Chronicle cover
boy Alejandro Escovedo goes prime-time
this week, performing live on Late Night With
Conan O’Brien on Friday and Tuesday’s The
Today Show. Plan accordingly.
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For the last 16 years, Alejandro Escovedo
has been one of America’s two or three greatest
popular music artists, but if you just moved to
Austin, you probably don’t know it. If you live
somewhere else and know the longtime local,
perhaps it’s because you saw the YouTube
video of him performing “Always a Friend” with
Bruce Springsteen & the E Street Band, April
14 in Houston. Maybe you were a subscriber
to the late, great No Depression, the roots-music
bible that in 1998 named him Artist of the
Decade. They got it right.

It’s almost funny Escovedo became more
prominent singing one song at the Toyota
Center arena than he did in 15 years of playing
some of the most thrilling shows anywhere. I've
seen him solo in a room with 20 people, as a
duo with another guitar or a violin, with the
scabrous glam rock band Buick MacKane, and
with the Alejandro Escovedo Orchestra. I've
dragged people by the ear to see him at mid-
night simply by saying, “Other than Bruce, he’s
the best live artist [ know.” I got it right, too.

Real Animal, his ninth release, is his Born to
Run, the album that justifies every superlative
ever thrown at him, and it does so by retracing
his journey from Orange County, Calif., where
he grew up, to Los Angeles, San Francisco,
and New York. The focus centers on the
music he loved and the life he lived before
arriving in Austin in the early 1980s. It’s not
a throwback to other bands he’s played with
or led, Rank and File, the True Believers, and
Ronnie Lane’s last Slim Chance. Rather, it’s a
throwback to the music of the Stones, Bowie,
T Rex, the Stooges, and all the other rock
bands that inspired him. It was even pro-

duced by Tony Visconti, who made all those
great Bowie and T. Rex records.

(Starting with this album, my wife, Barbara
Carr, began managing Escovedo, which has noth-
ing to do with me, other than it's my pleasure to
report it. She and her partner, Jon Landau, also
manage Bruce Springsteen, as they have since
1980. If I weren’t married to Barbara, what I'd do
is toss in a few superlatives about how great it is
that Escovedo has such prominent, empathetic,
and professional management.)
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songwriting with fellow roots-rockist Chuck
Prophet. Eventually, they’d write every song on
the album together.

“Chuck was a perfect foil, because he
had grown up in Orange County,” explains
Escovedo. “He knew the culture. He was also
a surfer. He understood all of that stuff.”

The payoff comes in a song like “Swallows of
San Juan,” a latter-day “Surf’s Up.” The surfers
“crawl up on the shore, roll in the mud and the
clay,” and behind them the surf is “breaking

The new disc is the second Escovedo
effort to appear on Back Porch, a division of
major label EMI, not a milestone most great
performers have to wait until they’re in their
50s to achieve. Like the man says in “Chelsea
Hotel ’78,” his new song about living in the
legendary New York City bohemian hotel at
the same time that Sid and Nancy were get-
ting themselves dead there: “It makes perfect
sense (it makes no sense). It makes no sense (it
makes perfect sense).”

One reason Real Animal is so much better
is that Escovedo’s superb instinct for finding
the right collaborators kicked into overdrive
for this project. Even before EMI’s Ian Ralfini
hooked him up with Visconti, he had begun

bigger and harder than anyone’s ever seen.”
It’s a song about going back, except you can’t.
You can't stop trying either.

“For us, it was wanting to roll around in the
music. The source, right?” said Escovedo in
early May, when we talked at the Sirius Satellite
Radio studios in New York. “The metaphor
being the swallows would always build these
beautiful mud nests. They would also always
come home to this beautiful mission. It was
gorgeous. We always went there as kids, in
elementary school, on field trips to the San
Juan Capistrano Mission.

“My parents would also take all our relatives
that would come to visit there because it was
so beautiful. I remember it came to represent

everything that was beautiful about Southern
California at the time. So now, of course, there
aren’t as many swallows coming back. ...

“[The song| was just about really wanting to
get back and roll around in it again. Just roll
around in the mud. It’s kind of Darwinian, I
guess, very much about that primitive, that
primal scene.”

“Swallows” is a slow song — not a ballad in
any other sense — but there are plenty of hard-
rocking parallels on Real Animal, notably the
title cut, an anthemic tribute to Iggy Pop and
his Stooges (but mostly Iggy). One smart deci-
sion was using Escovedo’s road band. It’s an
odd assortment for a guy who declares at the
beginning of one new song, “All I ever wanted
was a fourpiece band.” If you don’t expect that
to mean guitar, bass, drums, and strings, you
don’t know Alejandro Escovedo’s music. These
are essential collaborators.

He’s worked with drummer Hector Mufioz,
who plays like a mighty beat beast throughout
Real Animal, for 25 years; violinist Susan Voelz
for about 20; Brian Standefer, the cellist, for
13; guitarist David Pulkingham, with whom he
does live gigs when he’s playing acoustic, for
six. Bassist Josh Gravelin, formerly of Cotton
Mather, is the newcomer. Prophet was until
lately the other guitarist. He departed to fulfill
commitments to his well-trenched solo career.

Real Animal is “the first record in which
the band has been involved in the creation
of the whole project,” affirms Escovedo. “And
I mean from the very first. The first song we
wrote together was a song called ‘Slow Down,’
which closes the album. I think it was two
days later, maybe that very night, that I took
it to the band. We were playing Antone’s,
and we ran through it at sound check, and
we played it that night. We had a lot of gigs
going on at that time, so all these songs, as
they were coming, we were playing them the
very same night that they were written. It
was a year in writing the record. By the time
we prepared to make it, we had been playing
these songs for over a year.”

This is where Tony Visconti’s skills really
came into play. The album’s virtually live.
Moreover, Visconti’s also a terrific arranger and
can do charts on the spot, thanks to his handy
song flute.

“To work with Tony Visconti was a dream
come true, really,” says Escovedo. “Not only
because of the Bowie and T. Rex records but
the way he used strings on those records. 1
hope I'm not giving away any of his secrets,
but he carries a recorder with him all the time,
the kind you have in elementary school. So as
he’s listening to these tracks being played, he’s
suddenly coming up with a melody figure. Like
‘Hollywood Hills,” let’s say.

“He’s playing it on his recorder, and then he
writes out these perfect charts for a string quar-
tet. And they're very well-written. He hands
them out to the strings, and they go over it a
couple of times, and it’s done, and there you
have it. It’s an all-in-one thing with Tony.”

He pauses. Escovedo often speaks most
softly when making his most passionate state-
ments. He does that this time.

“Not only is Tony qualified with all these
talents, he’s a wonderful human being, too. So
it was a pleasure, a real pleasure.”

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During the spring of the Summer of Love,
1967, 23-year-old Brooklyn-born bassist, song-
writer, and arranger Tony Visconti - already a vet-
eran of rock & roll’s continuing big bang - board-
ed BOAC for London in hopes of becoming a full-
fledged record producer. Manfred Mann the first
day, Procol Harum the second. “What | didn’t
know was that | would bump into Brian Jones of
the Rolling Stones in a corridor at Olympic
Studios and | would also see Jimi Hendrix jam
later that evening,” writes Visconti in 2007’s
Bowie, Bolan and the Brooklyn Boy.

“God knows what would happen on my third day”

Twenty-two and a half years later, the Man
Who Produced Bowie’s The Man Who Sold the
World - as well as Low, Lodger, Heroes, Young
Americans, Scary Monsters - virtually all of T.
Rex, and a trio of titles by the Ziggy Stardust-
scoffed Thin Lizzy (Bad Reputation, Live and
Dangerous, Black Rose) took a trans-Atlantic
one-way back. Should you detect a puff of
“Ashes to Ashes” on “Golden Bear” from
Alejandro Escovedo’s new Visconti-rocked Real
Animal, it’s no coincidence.

“I'm glad you picked that up,” enthuses
Greenwich Village’s most fulfilled studio pioneer.
“That intro, on the demo, just captivated me. It
haunted me. And | fought for that song being on
the album. It wasn't a favorite of the record compa-
ny, but it now is. | said, ‘That’s magic, that intro. My
mind, which is usually very analytical, just couldn’t
understand the chord changes, the beauty of it”

“Golden Bear” pads a gentler Real Animal, as
does “Sister Lost Soul,” whose Spector-ish flour-
ish also came about intentionally.

“Yeah, that started out as very much a country
song, and | said: ‘We can’t go there. We can’t have
too much twang in this song! It could have gone
country, and | thought that would’ve been inappro-
priate, because we were making a rock album.”

In full agreement that film’s auteur theory
extends to the likes of George Martin, Gil Evans,
even Rick Rubin - audio directors leaving
imprints as indelible as visual counterparts
Hitchcock, Fellini, Romero - Visconti offers his
style as organic with a technical swagger.

“I just made that up!” he laughs.

With Real Animal, Visconti accomplished what
no other producer including John Cale realized
on an Escovedo LP: uniting the Austin icon’s
bleeding Latinate with his black Gibson SG.
Lexington, Ky., last December found string-bend-
ers tuning guitars, violins, and violas to the same
emotional frequency.

“I couldn’t understand why Alejandro had a
fascination [with strings], but he does,” puzzles
an arranger almost as renowned as Atlantic
Records’ late, great Arif Mardin. “He feels it's
very much an integral part of his sound. On this
album, though, I consciously directed the string
players to play ‘rock strings’: ‘We’re gonna put
guitar effects on your equipment. We're gonna go
for a rock sound. We don’t want a quasi-classical
sound on this album. It's gotta be really up-to-
date and earthy’

“And they just rose to the occasion. Susan
[Voelz, violin] and Brian [Standefer, cello] were
fantastic. Both of them are arrangers, and I'm an
arranger, so the three of us actually cooked up the
parts together. We had a good time doing that.”

Paradoxically, the results unleashed an animal
Escovedo fans have fed for decades.

“Hector Muiioz is one of the best drummers
I've ever worked with,” gushes Visconti, who first
became aware of Escovedo and company as New
York chapter president of the National Academy
of Recording Arts & Sciences during the Por Vida
campaign. “I couldn’t believe Hector's power and
his taste. That’s a rare combination to be power-
ful, loud, and also have great taste, reserve when
it's necessary.

“Hector completely blew me away.

“And | like the fact that they weren’t hardcore
studio musicians. Everyone in the band has soul,
and | can work with that better than professional-
ism. They played together really great in rehears-
al, facing each other in the same room and all
that. | tried to get the same atmosphere in the
studio. | didn’t put up any screens, any barriers.
If | turned off Alejandro’s microphone on the
mixes, you could hear his live vocal on the drum
kit. He was singing that close to Hector.

“This made the spirit of the album, to have
everybody in the same room playing at the same
time. Consequently, it didn’t take long to record,
because we didn’t spend tedious weeks overdub-
bing. A lot of that stuff is the live take. We redid
the guitar solos, and about 40 percent of the
vocals | used Alejandro’s live vocal.”

Given Escovedo’s Bowie-and-Iggy-romp-in-
Berlin DNA mutation, does Austin’s Real Animal
compare in stature?

“Sure,” says Visconti without hesitation. “My
benchmark is, ‘Does this person sound like any-
body else?’ And so many people do. But
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Tony Visconti, Greenwich\Village, June 2008

es just enthralled. Talk about charisma and hav-
ing people hang on every breath. | have seen
that. I've witnessed that. He has that effect on
me, too. When he sang in the studio, I'd get
goose bumps. He does that to me. He does that

Except for a few tracks on 1998 live compilation More Miles
Than Money, no other Escovedo album comes as close to
the full spectrum of music he generates onstage as does Real
Animal. The basic mode is classic rock, but only if your version
of classic rock includes the Stooges and strings. What it most
reminds me of is the Stones’ Sticky Fingers, with lyrics by Pete
Townshend, although it’s been a very long time since even
Townshend wrote these kinds of confessional narratives. The
opening bars of “Sister Lost Soul,” which is blatant Phil Spector,
find Hector Mufioz getting closer to the heart of the opening
beats of “Be My Baby” than anyone I've ever heard.

We're not talking concept album, exactly, much less rock
opera. Not all the songs relate to the theme. “Sister Lost Soul,”
arguably the musical heart of the album — its “Sway” — doesn’t.
There’s a trio of songs, for instance, addressing the world to
which his parents moved him from San Antonio in 1957, when
he was 6.

“My parents told me we were going on a vacation. We never
went back to Texas. We left everything behind. I mean we left
our horse, we left the dog, the cats, everything. We were liter-
ally going on vacation. It was my grandmother, my mom, my
dad, and all the kids in this little sedan, stuffed into this com-
plete Grapes of Wrath thing. And we went west, you know.”

In Orange and Huntington Beach, Calif., Escovedo’s father
found work as a plumber. “He said that we left because of dis-
crimination in Texas and that the unions in California, which
they didn’t have in Texas, made it a right-to-work state.”

The Escovedo patriarch, Pedro, who died in 2004 at age 97,
also worked as a musician sometimes. Eight of his 12 children
grew up to be musicians, notably Coke and Pete, adept Latin-
jazz drummers, and Javier, with whom Alejandro formed the
True Believers. It wasn’t only the music, either By the time
Alejandro was entering his teens, he was completely submerged
in Southern California culture.

“Surfing, surf music, all the great ballrooms that were having
bands,” he relays. “And this one record store where this guy
would order me all the import records from England and all the
magazines. I'm reading about Bowie and those guys in Sounds
and NME and Melody Maker, and stuff like that.”

Neither the surfing culture nor the rock culture provided
absolute insulation from the culture of his own home. In his
2002 play and accompanying album, By the Hand of the Father,

1 mean we left our horse,
we left the dog, the cats,
everything. We were literally
going on vacation.”

Escovedo described the plight of immigrants from Mexico like
his father, who came to the U.S. early in the 20th century. He'd
written about it once earlier, in the True Believers’ “The Rain
Won't Help You When It’s Over,” his first great song, and the
first song he ever wrote. What he couldn’t get at was his own
generation’s dilemma: a loss of connection with Chicano roots
that went hand in hand with being refused full acceptance
within the modern Anglo world.

“I really wanted to address the fact that the children of these
men who crossed the border and started new families in the
Southwest — courageously and recklessly — were now immersed

in this new Sixties culture. Influenced by English bands, I used
to wear green velvet suits and snakeskin boots, wanting to have
Keith Richards’ haircut and be a surfer at the same time.

“Surfing was an Anglo kind of thing. Very racist in a way. And
in the Chicano culture, you were abandoning your culture by
wanting to be a surfer.

“So I was stuck in this kind of no-man’s-land. They used to
think I was Hawaiian as a surfer, right? I would go for it so I
wouldn’t get my ass kicked. So I was Hawaiian for the day or
whatever it took to get out of some hairy situation. It’s an interest-
ing thing; I've always wanted to write a whole thing about that.”

I'm not sure he’s done it here, either, but it’s an important
point, because the distanced eye of a troubled outsider can be
felt in several of the lyrics, like “Smoke,” which is set in Rodney
Bingenheimer’s English Disco, the Sunset Strip nightclub fre-
quented by very young Anglophile teenagers; “Swallows”; and
the forlorn barfly lover in “Hollywood Hills.”

The music’s about inclusion, the way rock & roll always is, even
when the words complain about being excluded. Escovedo describes
the Nuns, his first band (he was 24, a late bloomer in every way), as
the product of crashing film courses in San Francisco.

“We just wanted to make this film, based on the Stooges in
a loose way, like Iggy’s song ‘The Dum Dum Boys.’ It’s about
these misfits who can't really play. Since we couldn’t play, we
thought we’d play ourselves because we kind of looked cool.
So we became the band, and the movie was never finished. We
became the Nuns. That was the beginning of my musical career,
really. We rented a guitar from a music store.

“We were horrible people,” he adds. “We were despicable.”

He’s kidding (he’s not kidding).

“It’s one of those things where we never should have been a
band. The singer had never been in a band, didn’t even really
listen to records other than Stones records. His girlfriend loved
Mick Jagger, so he had to emulate Mick Jagger. We did every-

thing wrong. We had two lead singers, and
then a keyboard player who was also a singer.
Her thing was so different from the rest of the
band. She was our Nico. She did this very
Germanic, all-dolled-up kinda thing.

“We were just complete misfits.”

Yet from the time they first played Mabuhay
Gardens, with a band led by Chip and Tony
Kinman of Rank and File as the other act
on the bill, the Nuns helped define the San
Francisco version of punk. The city’s eclecti-
cism was what made that scene different from
New York’s or London’s or the one in L.A.

“San Francisco had such a bohemian atmo-
sphere. We’d go around North Beach and
hand out free tickets to the Cockettes — what
was left of them — the Angels of Light, and
you know, Bruce Conner and all the people
who hung out at City Lights bookstore. So it
was a slightly older crowd, a totally different
trip. We brought in all kinds of things. It was
a multimedia circus in San Francisco.”

That’s an insider speaking. Directly afterward,
the outsider shows up.

“The Nuns could

Even here the stories tumble together, much
the way Escovedo’s musical interests haven’t
so much blended as converged. “Chelsea Hotel
’78” describes living in the New York land-
mark, where he moved just after the Nuns
had opened for the Sex Pistols’ final show at
Winterland in San Francisco. 1978. It was
punk time.

“We came to New York, we lived in the
Chelsea, and we toured the East Coast by
Amtrak. We were on $5 per diem back then.
I remember the day that I came down to the
lobby and Sid was checking in, him and Nancy,
with Jerry Nolan and Johnny Thunders [of the
New York Dolls] in tow.”

The change came when Chip Kinman moved
to New York, too, and he and Escovedo decid-
ed to do a country-punk band. Rank and File
belonged in New York about as much as an
orange grove.

“It was the worst. We used to put ads in the
paper looking for a country western drummer, and
we’d get guys who'd say, ‘Yeah, I love the Riders of

the Purple Sage.””
They landed a tour:

never find a gig, because 2006’s The BOX'.ng seven gigs in seven
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they threw us out of the

bar. We had lost our gig

right away. So we went back to our rehearsal
studio on Folsom Street and put up a sign: ‘If
you came to see the Nuns, we're at so-and-so
address on Folsom.” The only two people that
showed up were Chip and Tony, who had come
to see us. So they came to our rehearsal, and we
performed for them. We did our full set for our
girlfriends and Chip and Tony.”

Back to the insider again. Except that he
then says the Nuns are still a band, only “now
they’re supposed to be vampires.”

On Real Animal, “Nuns Song” and “Chip
n’ Tony” have very little to do with each
other, except that both are among the
album’s more belligerent songs. (The title
track, by far the most antagonistic, wouldn’t
have been out of place in Buick MacKane’s
set list.) Why “Chip n’ Tony” is set this way
is interesting, since that pounding beat is
exactly what Rank and File reacted to. They
stepped outside of punk, keeping the atti-
tude but not the beat. From this outsider
move came alt.country, which is, let’s face
it, one long insider story.

I mean,
suddenly I see Townes [Van Zandt] in person
for the first time. Blaze Foley is there, Pat Mears,
Jubal Clark — all these great songwriters, man.”

He hadn’t written a song yet, but songwriters
were already a passion.

Leaving Austin, Rank and File finally
made it to its last few dates, which were
in the Pacific Northwest. Along the way,
they picked up Tony Kinman. Chip on his
own was one thing. Chip and Tony together
were another. On the drive back, the rhythm
section quit. Escovedo and the Kinmans
reconstituted the band back in New York
and stayed just long enough to be able to
afford the move to Austin, where they lasted
a year or so, just long enough to perma-
nently embed Escovedo as part of the city’s
music culture.

Over the course of his long career, Alejandro
Escovedo has collaborated compositionally, but
for Real Animal, he co-wrote all its songs with
guitarist and roots savant in his own right Chuck
Prophet. The two share commonalities - both
have California roots and are known for their idio-
syncratic musical vision - making the disc easily
among Escovedo’s best.

“We’ve known each other a long time, crossed
paths in the life,” recounts Prophet. “We were
playing some gigs in California a couple of years
ago, and he mentioned to me that he had an
idea for a record and did I think that was some-
thing | would do. | said, ‘We could try’

“So | went to Wimberley, and we spent three or
four days talking and listening to records. The
thing that made it work was that we have that
thing like putting two wires together. When we
start talking, we spark. We've always enjoyed
each other’s company, so the songs started to
come out of that. | think Al and myself are what
you might call raconteurs. We like to tell stories,
and we relate on that level, and that’s where a lot
of the songs that we wrote came from. We just
melted it down into lines that rhymed.”

It wasn’t the traditional one writes lyrics and
the other comes up with riffs, either.

“When you co-write,” Prophet explains, “there’s
that thing that happens where you’re performing
for each other. If we got on a riff or something, Al
and | would perform for each other, and | think
that ended up making the songs more fun. There
were times when we'd get into some juvenile shit,
and we would just be rolling on the floor laughing.
Especially ‘Nuns Song, where | walked in the room
and Al was playing ‘96 Tears’ on his guitar, and he
started goofing. | have a cassette of it somewhere.
It's like 60 minutes long. I just ended up listening
back to it and typing out what | thought were the
best bits. That was really it. You can hear us laugh.

“When we got worked up into a lather on some
of the more fun songs, | often wondered if some-
body looking through the window might not be
tempted to call the cops.” - Jim Caligiuri
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This account untangles the story in a way that does no
justice at all to the flow of Real Animal, which is a narrative
of something else: of perseverance, commitment, faith,
perhaps even aging wisely.

“The first solo album, [1992’s] Gravity, is really the
Austin experience. That and Thirteen Years,” he says.
“With this record, I really wanted to get away from those
things. I didn’t want to address the things that I had on
The Boxing Mirror. 'm done as far as that’s concerned.”

2006’s The Boxing Mirror, produced by another one
of his heroes, John Cale, is a journal from a dark night,
the period when Escovedo’s father died and when he
faced death himself as a result of hepatitis C. During this
period, benefits were held and Por Vida, a tribute album,
appeared, all the kinds of things that usually happen
when a beloved musician is dying.

Then Escovedo found a hepatitis treatment that
worked. Today, he looks great, with that shining, high-
cheekboned face, the brilliant child’s smile, and the
pomaded hair slicked back, clothes always chosen to
fit perfectly, and sometimes, amazing shoes. (The cur-
rent pair is very red and very pointed.) To see him, you
wouldn’t guess he has seven children, the oldest almost
40, the youngest under 10, let alone that he was sick
unto death not long ago.

At the Continental Club, on the Sunday night of South
by Southwest 2008, where he performed the whole show
without ever touching his usual quartet of guitars, he was
in command of his material in a new way. The energy level
remained as ever in the red, but the attitude behind it
demonstrated a different confidence. He introduced “Slow
Down,” the first song he and Prophet wrote, which wound
up as the last track on Real Animal, by talking about what
it means to get older. To get old, even. Losing one’s father
does that.

“That was huge. You know how you think you're
prepared for all these things? I was not prepared,” he
says. “[The Boxing Mirror] is a really beautiful album, a
dark album, somewhat dark. Not in a downer way, but
it addresses some serious things, you know. With this
album, I just wanted to tell a story. I wanted it to be like
a movie.”

Real Animal tells the story he has to tell: His own. A
story so old it always seems new, because it is, as James
Baldwin wrote, “the only light we have in all this dark-
ness.” Looking back, the pain of it never outweighs the
pleasure. The Nuns may have been crazy enough to turn
into vampires, but Alejandro Escovedo not only survived
the experience, he got a great song out of it. The Chelsea
may have been the place punk rock went to die, but it was
also where you could meet up with Neon Leon, who was
busy prefiguring Prince. Ronnie Lane may have had his
life wrecked by a horrible illness, but Alejandro Escovedo,
who once faced a similar horror, has just made his finest
album and looks fit enough for many more.

“If you asked me what my music is like, I really
couldn’t answer that in one sentence. I couldn’t give
you a sound bite,” he insists. “Because it’s about so
many things. It’s about my brother’s bands, the larger
bands, and the arrangements of Duke Ellington, which
somehow seeped into all the stuff that I was doing. Then
you take ‘Sleepwalk’ by Santo & Johnny, and Brian Eno,
Mott the Hoople, and Ian Hunter’s songwriting. You
take all those things and throw them into one thing, and
somehow you come up with what we’ve tried to create
over the years.”

“Slow Down,” the first which is last, begins with an
incredible scene. The singer walks the beach holding
hands with his new love, out on the strand. On the pier, a
band plays. “Close your eyes, and you can hear the music
in the wind,” he tells her. “Out on the pier, that’s the Ike
and Tina Turner Soul Revue. I don’t know what this means
to you, but it was everything to me.”

I know this is his story. It’s also mine, though somehow,
in my version, it might easily be the Alejandro Escovedo
Orchestra up there. The image is indelible. It does slow
you down, the way anything does when it takes your breath
away. It’s a gift, and like most gifts, it both makes no sense
and makes perfect sense. And the person who gives it is
always a friend. u

ALEJANDRO ESCOVEDO
Real Animal (Back Porch/Manhattan/EMI)
Alejandro Escovedo never just wore his heart
on his sleeve. He’s laboriously stitched his very
soul into his material, beginning with his earliest
compositions. As a musician, he nearly self-
destructed, rising like a phoenix and reinventing
himself amid marriages, suicide, several genera-
tions of children, life-threatening disease, and a
remarkable gift for songwriting. With a panoply of
career-defining albums to his name, Real Animal
maps that journey without misstep. It doesn’t
hurt that roots-quaking guitarist and peer Chuck
Prophet co-wrote with Escovedo or that produc-
tion by Tony Visconti (David Bowie, T. Rex, Thin
Lizzy) feeds Animal a sharper edge (“Smoke”).
“We don’t want your approval — it's 1978,”
throws down the opening lines of “Nuns Song”
well into the album, a challenge also tossed
out on the second track, the brutal “Chelsea

Hotel ’78.” In that, Escovedo revisits New York’s
famed residence hotel as unwitting lyrical wit-
ness to Sid and Nancy’s decline, while “Real

as an Animal” pounds Iggy Pop’s sex-beat and
“Chip n” Tony” twangs with cow-punk abandon.
“Hollywood Hills” posits Springsteen lovers from
New Jersey into the neon lure of California next
to the elegiac “Swallows of San Juan.” And Real
Animal bleeds, as on “Golden Bear,” Escovedo’s
melancholy “Wicked Game”-by-way-of-“Ashes

to Ashes” conversation with hepatitis C. “Why
me?” he sings, throbbing with exquisite pain
and no soft solution in reply. Maybe the answer
is in the bluesy “People,” the singer musing
that “we still got time, but never as much as we
think.” For Escovedo fans that have followed the
local star through the Nuns, Rank and File, the
True Believers, and Buick MacKane, Real Animal
bares teeth and soul in rock & roll payback.

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MY MORNING JACKET
Evil Urges (ATO)

At last year’s Austin City Limits Music Festival, My
Morning Jacket bent bizarre and epic, frontman Jim
James’ wigged theatrics almost mocking his har-
rowing Rolling Thunder white-faced cover of Dylan’s
“Goin’ to Acapulco” for 2007 film I'm Not There. The
contrast was appropriate given James’ equally iconic
and elusive emergence as Southern rock savior
obscured behind a wash of reverb and a wreath of
hair. Yet, if 2005’s Z culminated the Louisville, Ky.,
quintet’s early Crazy Horse adoration into their own
expansive, sonically rich language, the group’s polar-
izing fifth LP attempts to rewrite the MMJ alphabet
altogether. James remains frustratingly chameleon,
and here he trades echo for a Prince-bowing falset-
to, swooning as unnaturally as intentionally weird.
The opening trifecta plays Musicology class clown,
the title track trilling breathless R&B and funk into
the spacey electronic beats of “Touch Me I'm Going
to Scream, Pt. 1.” “Highly Suspicious” then derails
into absurdity, with James squealing like an adoles-
cent girl at the promise of “peanut butter pudding
surprise,” while the backing chorus leers in deep,
monotone pulses. Sexy is simply not a side of the
James Gang anyone wants to encourage. The open-
ing mockery might be more amusing if not followed
by flaccid 1970s rock that parody MMJ’s reinvention
of the genre. “Thank You Too!” and “Look at You”
are breezily sincere schlock, while “Sec Walkin”
comfortably caters Cat Stevens. Redemption comes
in the swell of “I'm Amazed,” the effective pop
of “Two Halves,” and unleashed guitars and howl
of “Aluminum Park.” The Wilco-pumped ending of
“Smokin From Shootin” is stunning. As much as Evil
Urges indulges, it rarely satisfies.

Leading Economic Indicator: Rising prices
of synthetic fertilizers and organic foods have
intensified the collection of bird droppings on
20 climatically ideal islands off the coast of
Peru, where 12-inch-thick seabird guano coats
the land.

In March, “News of the Weird” reported the
bratty behavior of two Boynton Beach, Fla.,
high school girls, who not only swiped money
from a Girl Scout selling cookies at a supermar-
ket but then told a TV station on camera that
they were “pissed” because they got caught
and had to give the money back. One of the
girls, Stefanie Woods, 18, chose to go to trial
on the theft charge in May but was quickly
convicted and will be sentenced in June. A
week after the conviction, she also pleaded no
contest to an intervening event in which she
allegedly skipped out on a $28 dinner tab at a
Denny’s. She said she was sorry for the theft,
but that “I still don’t think it gives [the public]
the right to be screaming things at me” around
town. “People scream things at me every single
day, and it’s getting really hard.”

* The Los Angeles Police Department
announced in April that it had investigated
320 complaints against its officers last year
for alleged “racial profiling” and found that
not a single one was valid. The Los Angeles
Times reported that that was at least the sixth
consecutive year that LAPD reported a perfect
record on racial profiling.

* WWL-TV reported in April that at least one
east New Orleans floodwall, built immediately
after Hurricane Katrina, had been temporarily
stuffed with newspaper to create seals, but that
in the two years since had not been upgraded.
Among the stuffing that had not decayed or
been eaten by bugs was an issue of Parade
magazine of May 21, 2006. A contractor of
the Army Corps of Engineers told a resident at
the time that the newspaper seals were used
only until money from Washington arrived
to finish the job. Two weeks after WWL-TV’s
report, the Corps repaired the seals properly,
but a spokesman insisted that the newspaper
stuffing “hald] no effect from a structural or
safety factor.”

* The Government Accountability Office
revealed in April that more than 60,000 of the
federal government’s contractors owe a total of
about $7.7 billion in unpaid federal taxes, and
that health care providers who take Medicare
payments owe an additional $1 billion in late
taxes. One unnamed company owes $10 mil-
lion in back taxes, yet the Pentagon did $1 mil-
lion worth of business with it. (One activist on
tax issues pointed out that firms might find it
easy to win low-bid contracts if they don’t have
the tax expense that their competitors have.)

* The British government compensates sol-
diers the equivalent of about $115,000 if
they lose a leg in battle. In March, though,
the Defense Ministry paid out the equivalent
of about $400,000 in disability to a civil ser-
vant who had injured his back while lifting
a printer, and in May the ministry paid out
the equivalent of about $500,000 to an army
paratrooper to settle a claim of “humiliat-
ing and demeaning” treatment. The soldier
had undergone sex-change surgery, converting
from “Ian” into “Jan,” yet was ordered by the
army to report for a physical exam dressed
as lan.

GREAT ART!

* “Art is no longer just a painting on the wall,”
said the curator of the Museum of Bat Yam,
near Tel Aviv, Israel, in April. “Art is life; life is
art.” He gave that as an explanation for why
he had accepted, as a live exhibit, seven young
people from Berlin whose art is merely to live
in the museum for three weeks with lice on
their heads. The artists denied they intended
a Holocaust expression based on Nazis’ refer-
ences to Jews as “parasites.”

* Worth Every Penny: 1) At an April auction
in Beijing, artist Liu Xiaodong’s large (8-ft.-by-
30-ft.) oil painting, part of his Three Gorges
series, brought the equivalent of about $8 mil-
lion. The work Breeding Ground No. 1 depicts
11 men in their underwear playing cards. 2)
In May in New York City, a buyer spent $15.2
million at a Sotheby’s auction to acquire
sculptor Takashi Murakami’s My Lonesome
Cowboy, which is of a naked man holding his
penis and creating a long, curly lasso out of
his ejaculate.

2) Jeremy Pope, 26,
was arrested in April in Madison, Wis., in an
alleged second episode at a Target store (the
first was in December at a ShopKo), in which
he urinated on women’s underwear on the
shelves. Police said Pope was quick to confess:
“Yeah, I have a problem.”

Fort Leaton State Historic Site
outside of Presidio, Texas, stands as a
stark reminder of the rugged life of the
pioneers on the Texas frontier 150
years ago. The restored adobe walls of
the fort look out over the Rio Grande
Valley, which has changed only subtly
since Comanche raiders and Mexican
traders forded the river at the
Chihuahua Trail crossing.

The fertile plains at the junction of
the Rio Conchos (from the Mexican
side) with the Rio Grande are some of
the oldest continuously cultivated
farmlands in the United States.
Evidence suggests that Native
Americans lived in the area as early
as 1500BC.

On the trade route between
Chihuahua, Mexico, and the Spanish
colony at Santa Fe, N.M., the site was
settled by the Spaniards in 1760. The
garrison at the river crossing became
known as Presidio del Norte and even-
tually just Presidio.

With pressure from the Southern
Plains tribes, the Apaches moved into
Northern Mexico and the mountainous
Big Bend region, displacing and
absorbing established tribes. This only
attracted more Comanche war parties
looking for captives and horses.
Unable to control either tribe, the
Mexican government offered bounties
for Indian scalps.

Very little is known about Ben
Leaton before he arrived at the West
Texas river crossing other than he

came to the area to collect the bounties and worked as a freighter hauling
goods between Chihuahua and San Antonio. His arrival coincided with the
opening of the territory after the Mexican-American War.

When Leaton bought the site of his home and trading post, the
Comanche Nation was the most powerful economic force in Texas. Their
domain stretched from Kansas to the Rio Grande. In order to fuel their
trading economy, the Comanches relied on pillaging Northern Mexico to
supplement their herds of horses and captive work force.

Leaton knew he would get first choice of captured horses, mules, and
slaves by setting up shop at one of the major river crossings. He traded
manufactured goods, sugar, tobacco, guns, and ammunition for the spoils

of the raiding parties.

Except for stories handed down over
generations, most of Leaton’s busi-
ness dealings are shrouded in mys-
tery. One legend says that he once
entertained several Indian chiefs
(probably Apaches) at his home. When
he awoke the next morning, his guests
had made off with all of his horses
and mules. Sometime later, he invited
the same chiefs to dine with him
again. During the meal he swung open
the doors to reveal a cannon pointed
into the room. Those that survived the
initial blast were cut down by sharp-
shooters.

Leaton’s enterprise lasted only three
years before he died, possibly of yel-
low fever, on a trip to San Antonio. His
widow quickly married Ed Hall, an Irish
immigrant. By all accounts, Hall was a
very nice person but a poor business-
man. He became overwhelmed by his
wife’s debts and bad loans of his own
doing. When he failed to make good or
to vacate the property, he was shot in
the back as he ate his evening meal.
Many historians suspect that the mur-
derers were paid by John Burgess,
Leaton’s former partner and holder of
the mortgage on the fort. With the
death of her second husband, Mrs.
Leaton-Hall was easily evicted from
the house. Thirteen years later,
Leaton’s son avenged the death of his
stepfather by killing Burgess.

The Burgess family remained in the
fort until 1926. After a series of own-
ers, the property was donated to the

state Parks Department in 1967. Extensive restoration returned it to its
appearance of a hundred years before. It opened to the public in 1978.

Fort Leaton State Historic Site is a window into the past. Many of the
rooms illustrate how residents might have lived in this self-contained vil-
lage. A small museum explains the settlement of the river valley and the
area’s natural history. Admission is $3 to the park four miles southeast of
Presidio on FM 170. Often just called River Road, FM 170 follows the Rio
Grande from Presidio to Lajitas and is one of the most beautiful drives in
Texas. Don’'t miss a chance to enjoy the spectacular vistas.

And here | was thinking that Rich Beem was my kind of guy. It wasn’t too
long ago that he was selling car stereos in Seattle. Sort of out of the blue, he
decided to move to El Paso and take up professional golf again. But he wasn’t
one of these 6-foot-2-inch, broad-shouldered young studs with exquisitely engi-
neered swings that you see on tour these days. He’s short, a bit paunchy, and
has an ugly, slashing swing. He looked like millions of us hacks, only he him-
self wasn’t a hack, as everyone discovered in 2002 when he withstood a final-
round charge from Tiger Woods to win a PGA Championship.

Without that improbable win, Beem would be just another of the generic
white guys in Dockers on the tour. In his six previous United States Open
appearances, he hadn’t made a weekend cut. With thoroughly average stats
(he ranks 56th in driving distance, 145th in putting), he almost lost his tour
card last year.

But because Beem now lives in Austin, | wanted to catch up with him last
week in San Diego at Torrey Pines Golf Course, host of the 108th U.S. Open.
During the first two rounds, he played a group behind the dream pairing of the
three best players in the world — Woods, Phil Mickelson, and Adam Scott.
Since they would be coming one right after another, | could easily catch my
Austin homeboy and the game’s stars during the first two rounds of play. But
after talking to Beem Thursday afternoon, | decided to scratch that plan.

For a professional golfer he was, rath-
er, just averagely dicky — peevish, dismissive, disdainful. | had asked him some
lame questions, and he would have no part of it. “It’s fine; it's not a problem,”
he said of playing in the wake of the Woods and Mickelson hullabaloo, sound-
ing thoroughly irritated that | wasn’t more interested in the particulars of his
3-over-par first round.

Over the years of covering golf tournaments, I've come to appreciate why
reporters throng to Tiger and Phil. They're not only the best players in the
world; they're also the best at that other part of the job — creating rapport with
fans. Even when they're testy, they're still there, still present. Whether that
comes naturally or they have to work at it, | don’t care. I'm looking for athletes
to enthrall me, and the great ones get this. They deliver, as Woods did last
weekend, giving fans a spectacular show on a bum knee to force an 18-hole
Monday playoff with Rocco Mediate, which, naturally, he won — in a sudden-
death extra hole.

For all | know, Beem did some nifty things himself (making the cut, he fin-
ished at the bottom of the barrel, 21 strokes back of Woods and Mediate). But
if he did, I'm betting that | wouldn’t have felt involved in those triumphs, howev-
er big or small.

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There are many different reasons to have children. When
the standard of living is high, children can be a symbol of
love and commitment between parents, to be treasured and
nurtured. In other times and places, children are created to
serve as a work force for their parents. They may be born
from obligation, accident, or religious duty. They are not

loved well.

The mother and daughter of Martin McDonagh’s The Beauty
Queen of Leenane fall into the deep well of the
last category. Set in economically depressed
rural Ireland, the play opens with 70-year-old
Mag Folan (Jennifer Underwood) sitting in a
filthy robe and slippers, in a filthy chair, in a
filthy house. She isn’t bedridden or immobile,
but something in her wants to be, just for
the sake of being served. One of her hands
has been scalded. It's up to her middle-aged,
frumpy daughter, Maureen (Lorella Loftus),

who never managed to escape the clutches of home, to cater
to the nasty woman’s beck and call. The only time they ever
have fun together is when discussing the other person’s grue-

some demise.

All of which is to say that this is a good play, but it is not
gentle. There is a reason why the program lists a “Gore

Master” among the production team.

It's only when Pato Dooley (Marc Balester) stays over one
night — and decides that Maureen’s not so bad — that things
reach their boiling point. Mag is incensed and terrified, and
Maureen is gleeful to the point of craziness. As an affection-
ate guy with low expectations, Pato does his best with the rag-
ing womenfolk, and Balester succeeds in creating a doofy and

lovable character who is fun to watch.

Beauty Queen is an assault on the idea that every child is
automatically loved. It’s also an assault on a romanticized
Ireland, the kind that’s filled with Michael Flatley step-dancing
and rosy-cheeked leprechauns. In this play, grimy, drab walls
take the place of emerald-green hills. Young people must leave

to find work in an anti-immigrant London, and the ones who
stay behind are left to stew in their own boredom.

The cast has a tough job. Mag and Maureen are continually
fencing, but by now it's a battle they have fought many times,
and the balance between rage and routine is tricky. In this pro-
duction, some of the momentum is lost in the pauses that fall
between each strike, as the actors work back up to their reac-
tions. However, that it's possible at all for the audience to see

things from Mag'’s point of view is to the credit of Underwood, who
can make Mag's demands seem halfway reasonable at times.

By its end, Beauty Queen evolves into a diagram of how one
monster can create another. It's a vicious story by a writer
enamored of violent, well-structured tales.

Yet as | left after one performance, my companion said to
me quietly, “Yeah, the old lady’s pretty bad ... but think how
bad it would be if she were smart, too.”

Steve Brudniak is “having to sort of fight the steampunk label,” he says. Lest he be seen
as other than (or worse: less than) a serious artist by art world opinion-makers and career-
breakers is the implication. He’s as wary as a Pynchon character, of that shadowy cabal
whose private helicopters are not only black but individually painted, years ago, by Mark
Rothko in a subterranean bunker far below the streets of Manhattan.

It's a pity if Brudniak spends any time fighting labels, because he needs all the time he
can get to render his weird and personal visions into reality; because the world, ever-hungry
for well-rendered depths of meaning and feasts for both eye and mind, needs all the Brudniak

creations possible.

So we won't affix any labels to it, his aesthetic, noting only that pieces from Brudniak’s
expanding oeuvre so often resemble reliquaries that might have been manufactured by some
19th century precursor to Yoyodyne Propulsion Systems: dark wood and optical glass, molded
iron and burnished brass, enclosing bits of hair or lengths of blood in precisely machined

cases that appear to be sunk deep into the walls holding them.
At the Dougherty Arts Center (where the artist also presented “The Amuk
Id Cathedral” show back in '93), Brudniak’s new exhibit, “Noumenon,” displays
and documents the artist’s continuing production of “assemblages of found
objects imbued with science elements.” One such assemblage, The Menagerie
of Eternal Life, incorporates salt crystals that contain dormant but living bac-
teria more than 250 million years old. Yes, that’s more than 250 million years
old — the oldest living things ever found on this planet — as verified by their
discoverer, Dr. Russell Vreeland of Pennsylvania’s West Chester University.
Brudniak’s curiosity stretches much further than the stainless-steel tentacles
dangling from his more recent constructions; his research and outreach extend as far into the
world, it seems, as his craftsmanship extends into artistry.

Conspicuous by its absence, and represented instead by several digital photographs,
is the artist’s Astrogeneris Mementos series, built for local game-world impresario Richard
Garriott; these are small reliquaries containing hair from the heads of Garriott and his astro-
naut father, which will soon be transported to the International Space Station for the first art

show in orbit.

I've got this idea that if you could bring, say, Plato back to life and introduce him to the
sculptures of, oh, Frank Stella, the old philosopher might very well retch. If Leonardo da Vinci
came eye to canvas with the manifestations of Cy Twombly, that (definitive) Renaissance man
might simply roll his eyes. But if Jules Verne and H.G. Wells were revived for a gander at Steve
Brudniak’s “Noumenon,” they’'d nod in deep satisfaction, their smiles communicating, “Yes,
this is precisely what we had in mind so many years ago.”

But whatever you do, for fuck’s sake, don’t call it steampunk.

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The Duchess

Set in 1820s France during the
Restoration while
Napoleon was in exile
and a Bourbon mon-
arch again sat on the
throne, Rivette’s The
Duchess of Langeais
moves at an often lan-
guid pace that’s reflec-
tive of an era in which
horse-drawn carriages
and sealing wax were
the norm. But oh, the film’s central
I"'amour fou is as timeless and obses-
sive as a page ripped from a contem-
porary psychiatrist’s notebook. Based
on a novel by Balzac, the story reveals
the flip sides of passionate love and
hate, and how the tale’s would-be
couple can never get their volatile
emotions in sync with each other. The
film would probably be better-served
if it retained its original French title,
Ne Touchez Pas la Hache (Don’t Touch
the Axe), a much more evocative
phrase (especially in the time of the
guillotine) taken from a parable told
at a key narrative juncture. Depardieu
(son of Gérard) plays Gen. Armand de Montriveau, a humbly born
Frenchman who has distinguished himself as a Napoleonic war
hero. Although he is completely unaware of it, Montriveau is way
out of his league when the Duchess of Langeais (Balibar), a mar-
ried coquette known to her friends as Antoinette, spots him a
ball and decides to make him her new plaything. Montriveau falls
hopelessly in love, while Antoinette toys with his devotion as the
months pass in a swirl of society balls and layers of etiquette that
cloak the dishonesty and machinations that govern this upper-crust
culture. Eventually, his love curdles into hate, a reaction that finally
catches Antoinette’s attention. And so it goes, seemingly unto
eternity. Balibar and Depardieu make a compelling duo who exude
an animal magnetism that’s undeniable. Balibar’s face is stunning,
and the character resembles a pre-Raphaelite figure with a curly
head of hair and a bosom made more luscious by the bare empire
necklines that frame her many costume changes. And Montriveau,
with his unpolished manners and war-injured leg that lends a
noticeable clunk to his walk, has a physical presence that is no

The track record for movies based on
old TV shows hasn’t been pretty, yet that
hasn’t stopped Hollywood from spinning the
wheel on these proven concepts again and
again. Happily, the new movie Get Smart
survives the transition, maybe not with fly-
ing colors but at least with a respectable
amount of wind in its sails. Updating this
late-Sixties TV spy spoof, which was created
by comedy-writing gods Mel Brooks and

less remarkable. At one point, Montriveau describes their relation-
ship as “steel against steel,” an apt description for their Stanley
Kowalski-Blanche “steel magnolia” DuBois-style relationship. Add
to this Rivette’s exquisite shots that show his attention to historic
detail and the unusual array of sounds that punctuates the audio
track. Moreover, the movie is broken up by intertitles that regu-
larly appear on the screen and contribute to the film’s extremely
novelistic feel. Rivette, who has always been the most abstract of
the French New Wave filmmakers, is at his most accessible in The
Duchess of Langeais. The inextricability of form and content has
always been at the forefront of his filmmaking impulse, and this
one is no different. It may be slow-going at the outset for some
viewers until they get oriented to this film. But The Duchess of
Langeais is a far cry from some of his really slow-moving costume
dramas and films that have been known to run anywhere from four
to 10 hours a pop. The Duchess of Langeais stands with some of
the best efforts of Rivette’s long career. - Marjorie Baumgarten

Buck Henry, is fraught with potential perils.
Although the TV show can be grouped with
such series as The Man From U.N.C.L.E.
and | Spy and the movie Casino Royale

as late-Sixties retorts to the James Bond
fantasy and a growing American paranoia
about the activities of the CIA, it was Get
Smart that tweaked that government agency
with an extra dash of sass and wit. The
utter ineptitude of Maxwell Smart, aka
Agent 86, stands as a rebuke to the idea
of the infallibility of the covert intelligence
agent. As played by Carell in this new film,
Smart is not as big an idiot as he was in
the original. Here he’s a novice field agent
who's just been promoted from his desk
job as a CONTROL analyst, which explains

some of his bumbling, but he can shoot his
gun straight when necessary and assess
situations with intelligence. Carell’s Smart
also has shades of the character he plays
on The Office, Michael Scott, in the char-
acters’ shared lack of self-awareness. As
Smart’s partner, Agent 99, Hathaway is a
spooky doppelganger for Barbara Feldon,
with her chic Chanel-like duds and confi-
dent verbal delivery. Fortunately, the movie
tamps down 99’s 100% devotion to Smart
as a romantic partner — a foible that would
be even more inexplicable 40 years later.
As good as Carell and Hathaway are, no
palpable sexual tension can be perceived.
The catchphrases from the original (“sorry
about that, chief,” “missed it by that much,”
the “cone of silence”) are all here but used
with appropriate discretion in order to not
wear out their welcome. This is especially
evident in the early part of the movie, when
the characters are at headquarters and
Smart is still a desk jockey who analyzes
terrorist “chatter” and longs to enter the
field. Once he is removed from headquar-
ters, the film often struggles with the
impulse to also be an action comedy, and
the plot and the staging just don’t live up to
those demands. A climax with the president
(Caan) at a symphony performance recalls
the conclusion of Hitchcock’s The Man Who
Knew Too Much, with no other similarities
to the master other than the plot device.
The film reunites Carell with his Little Miss
Sunshine co-star Arkin, who, as always,
delivers the goods, as do most of the other
supporting players. Too long by at least
15-20 minutes, Get Smart is nevertheless a
giggly summer movie.- Marjorie Baumgarten

It is now, officially, way past time some
smart cookie over at the Sci Fi Channel
gave Shyamalan his own weekly Twilight
Zone knockoff. Call it Creepslow, or maybe
Not-Quite-Night Gallery — whatever he
wants — but for the sake of the movie-
going public and Shyamalan’s legendarily
oversized and underarmored ego, let the
poor guy play Rod Serling for a season
or two. Maybe then he’ll learn the inesti-
mable editorial and creative value of the
half-hour television format when it comes
to dishing out socially relevant yet ham-
fisted morality tales like The Happening.
Despite his ever more wiggy attempts to
recapture the box-office sucker punch of
The Sixth Sense, every Shyamalan film
since 2000’s underrated Unbreakable
has smacked of increasingly formulaic
filmmaking. Sadly if unsurprisingly, The
Happening continues the director’s
downward spiral. The film’s apocalyptic,
Mother Nature-in-revolt scenario feels
like something Al Gore might've cooked

up during a mescaline-fueled all-nighter
spent reading Whitman’s Leaves of Grass:
“Unseen buds, infinite, hidden well ... bil-
lions of billions, and trillions of trillions
of them waiting.” Despite the director’s
ability to develop and maintain a queasy
sort of escalating dread, The Happening
ultimately never surpasses the timeless
thrill of watching the grass grow and then
mowing the hell out of it. Wahlberg, who
has developed a genius for selling silly
without seeming silly, plays Elliot Moore,
a high school science teacher married to
Alma (Deschanel), who, in an oddly meta-
Serling twist, practically defines silly even
when she is being really, really serious.
When an unexplained phenomena strikes
the Eastern seaboard, causing everyone
to walk backward and then kill themselves
in a variety of nasty ways (death by lawn
mower, anyone?), Wahlberg and friends
(including a wasted and wasted-looking
character played by Leguizamo) head for
the hills. This being a Shyamalan creep-
out, the hills are alive, and not with the
sound of music, either. Sporadic contact
with the real world via snatches of televi-
sion and radio broadcasts (a la Night of
the Living Dead) reveal that Homeland
Security hasn’t got a clue, but of course,
that’s one of Shyamalan’s pet themes. As
in Signs, civilization immediately grinds to
a literal halt when contorted by the sur-
real, and it’'s up to science prof Elliot to
posit the possibilities, if not stave off the
inevitable. Cinematographer Tak Fujimoto
gets some eerie mileage out of the omi-
nously verdant wilds of Pennsylvania,

A Hindu mystic travels from India to Toronto
to act as spiritual adviser to an African-
American hockey player whose obsession
with his ex-wife’s generously endowed,
mustachioed Quebecois goalie boyfriend
is endangering his team’s chances of
winning the Stanley Cup. This mystic —
the No. 2 professional guru in the world
(behind Oprah favorite Deepak Chopra)
and author of a whole library of pop self-
esteem guides, including | Know You Are,
but What Am | — revels in pseudo-religious
psychobabble, clever wordplay (intimacy =
into me | see), and ridiculous pop-culture
references. Oh, and he wears a chastity
belt with a carved-metal elephant codpiece,
and he loves long jokes about diarrhea. In
other words, the Guru Pitka is a creation
of Mike Myers, the same fevered sketch-
comedy mind that gave us Austin Powers,
Wayne Campbell, and (king of them all) Dr.
Evil. Like those characters, Pitka trafficks
in humor that’s heavy on self-awareness
(“I was ominous just then,” he informs
one adversary after saying something ...
well ... ominous), extended scatology (no
one can stretch a gag about testicles like
Myers can, not even if he or she wanted
to), and convoluted puns that unpack them-
selves slowly and from a great distance.
Unlike those characters, however, Pitka
isn’t funny. Not even a little bit. His satire
is soft, his parody scattershot, his jokes
tired and worn. Unlike Dr. Evil, who wasn’t
afraid to be unlikable, Pitka’s schtick is
one giant cry for acceptance — eccentric
but not challenging, therapeutic but not
cathartic — which is absolute death to com-
edy. This, I'm guessing, is why Myers sur-
rounds himself with characters whose only
responsibility is to laugh at Pitka’s jokes
(the primary culprits being the criminally
underused Malco and the criminally over-
used Alba, who may or may not be a card-

MONGOL

D: Sergei Bodrov; with Tadanobu Asano, Honglei
Sun, Khulan Chuluun, Odnyam Odsuren, Aliya, Ba
Sen. (R, 126 min., subtitled)

As Kazakhstan’s Oscar entry for Best
Foreign Language Film, Mongol is obviously
that broken, beleaguered, and belittled
nation’s payback for the indignities inflict-
ed upon them by Borat. Sure, they may
be mired in a post-Soviet, pre-Western-
bloc party from hell these days, but, as
Mongol reminds us, amid much blood and
thunder, no less than ultimate yurt fighter
Genghis Khan once sprang from Kazakh
loins. (Such lineage didn’t void Khan’s
eventual pseudo-appropriation by Ricardo
Montalban, to fine, sinew-chewing effect, in
Star Trek Il: The Wrath of Khan. So it goes.)
Essentially the origin story of the near-
mythical warrior who founded the Mongol
empire (to this day the most expansive
ever), Mongol focuses almost entirely on
the early years of the nomadic Temudgin
(Genghis Khan’s birth name), who, as
played with zesty panache and steely gravi-
tas by Japanese actor Asano (of Takeshi
“Beat” Kitano’s Zatoichi), was every bit
as much a lover as he was a fighter. After
choosing his future bride, Borte (played as
an adult by an equally intense Chuluun),
while still a child, Temudgin witnesses the
murder of his father by a rival clan; forms
an alliance with a childhood savior; is
enslaved by the Tangut Chinese (who keep
him, doglike, in a publicly displayed cage),
only to escape with the help of Borte; and
from there going on to unite the disparate
tribal lands and achieve Conan-like status
in all of history. Russian director Bodrov
spares no expense in re-creating the world
of the 13th century Mongolian steppes.
The film is awash in cinematic climate
change, be it snow-swept mountain passes
or sweeping panoramic vistas that would
give John Ford a run for his monuments,
and there are thudding, groaning, horse-
mounted skirmishes galore (replete with
lakes of arterial CGI gore), but by the time
the film’s abrupt conclusion arrives, you
realize you've been watching a love story
and not, as some might hope, The Lord
of the Rings: The Asian Edition. Asano’s
Khan is a hero in the classic mold, and
the portrayal is riveting. Not entirely so
the film, however, which concludes with a
lengthy endnote as though it were Steppe
Wars IV: A New Hope and Equal Plunder
for All Men. | think that other great lover
and fighter, James Tiberius Kirk, said it
best: “Kha-a-a-a-n!” - Marc Savlov

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ROMAN DE GARE
D: Claude Lelouch; with Dominique Pinon, Fanny
Ardant, Audrey Dana. (R, 103 min., subtitled)
Right up until its piffly ending, Roman de
Gare is Lelouch’s most intriguing film in
years. Perhaps that’s not saying much here
in the land of Hulk and honey, where pre-
cious little of the French director’s oeuvre
has merited anything other than the briefest
of arthouse releases since he won an
Oscar for A Man and a Woman in 1966. But
Roman de Gare deserves to be seen. It’s
intellectually cagey, potentially romantic,
and, above all, an entertaining puzzle box of
duplicitous people doing mysterious things,
men and women. Contemporary French cin-
ema has been getting a bad rap for years,
particularly from the French themselves.
(When [ interviewed Jean-Pierre Jeunet a
few years back, he almost totally dismissed
his native country out of hand, as did Luc
Besson — as if Angel-A and Taxi 4 were
something to crow about.) Pinon (Amélie,
The City of Lost Children) plays Pierre
Laclos, the diminutive, introverted ghostwrit-
er for bestselling novelist Judith Ralitzer
(Ardant). He fears that his employer will kill
him after he announces that his current
work for her, a “metaphysical mystery” enti-
tled God, the Other will be published under
his own name, and not hers. Or he may be
a recently escaped serial child murderer on
the lam from the gendarmerie. Or still, he
could be a humble Parisian schoolteacher
who has left his wife and three children and
is on the run from an insurmountable bout
of ennui. This is Lelouch as magician, bait-
ing-and-switching the audience by offering
multiple identities — only one of which can
be real — for nearly all of the film’s charac-
ters, including the sexy, hysterical hairstylist
Huguette (Dana), to whom Pierre possibly
offers a ride when she’s dumped by her
physician fiancé at a gas station on the
French/Swiss border. From there, things get
complicated as she begs him to accompany
her to her parents’ rural farmhouse ... and
to pretend that he is, in fact, her caddish
future husband. Roman de Gare works as
both multilayered class comedy (“Guess
who’s coming to dinner?!”) and a provoca-
tive and trés francaise musing on the
nature of identity in both the real and reel
world. It's contemporary French cinema
without a dollop of Besson and Jeunet’'s
beloved CGI theatrics, and all the better
for it. - Marc Savlov

It’'s as goofy as it is creepy: a human figure with
a bag covering its head staring back at you from
the other side of a window pane.

When we last left the Pevensie siblings, they'd
seen their staid, Blitz-era British lives turned into a
literal fairy tale via lion, witch, and a wardrobe that'd
give Doctor Who's TARDIS a run for its money. This
second in the Narnia films opens with screams,
accompanied by royal treachery, attempted murder,
and the flight of Prince Caspian (Barnes) from his
castle keep to the forest beyond. This is a far darker
film than its lead-footed if well-intentioned predeces-
sor, rife with battles, death, and bloodshed, all shot
through an oppressively miasmatic haze.

War, Inc. is a black-ops satire crossbred from
the cine-genes of Dr. Strangelove on holiday in
Brazil and weaned on Wag the Dog and Medium
Cool.

That sounds like an impossibil-
ity when discussing a film that, without naming
names, lampoons everyone from unhinged steroi-
dal fuckups-for-hire Blackwater USA to unhinged
VP Dick Cheney (via Aykroyd) and throws paunchy
pundit John McLaughlin into the mix for, um, no
apparent reason whatsoever, but, hey, War, Inc. is
nothing if not hellish. John Cusack, who co-wrote
the screenplay with Mark Leyner and Jeremy
Pikser, plays Brand Hauser, an ex-CIA assassin.

How does someone become a citizen of the U.S.?

Generally, a person becomes a U.S. citizen at birth if he
or she is born in the U.S. or, in certain circumstances, if his
or her parents are U.S. citizens. A person can also naturalize
and become a U.S. citizen if he or she:

« is a legal permanent resident;

« has resided continuously as an LPR in the U.S. for at
least five years prior to applying with no single absence
from the U.S. of more than one year;

« has been physically present in the U.S. for at least 30
months out of the previous five years;

- can show that he or she has been a person of good
moral character for five years prior to the filing of the

« can pass a basic civics, history, and English exam;
« and demonstrates an attachment to the principles of the
U.S. Constitution by taking an oath of allegiance.

Some individuals may be able to naturalize and become
U.S. citizens after only three years with LPR status, for
example, if they are married to a U.S. citizen or if they
received their LPR status under the Violence Against

How can someone help a family member legalize his or her

If you are a U.S. citizen and over the age of 21, you can
petition to legalize the status of certain members of your
family, such as your spouse, children, parents, or siblings.
In addition, LPRs can also petition for their spouses and

Are there any laws that help victims of family violence who
may not have a status in the U.S.?

Yes. The Violence Against Women Act allows individu-
als who are married to or the children of abusive LPRs or
U.S. citizens to legalize their immigration status without
the help of their abusive family member. There are other
laws that exist to help victims of family violence and other

IF ESC IS SO GREAT,
WHY IS THERE AN OFF SWITCH?

Dear Tom and Ray:

I just purchased a car with ESC and have
read how it is a feature that should be standard
on all vehicles — it could reduce the number of
accidents and save more than 10,000 lives a
year. If this is so good, why does the car manu-
facturer provide a switch to turn it off? Under
what conditions would I not want to have ESC?
Thank you. — Dennis

RAY: Great question, Dennis. For those who
aren’t familiar with automotive acronyms,
ESC is the generic term for electronic stabil-
ity control. We've also seen it called stuff like
ASC, DSC, ESP, RSC, SCAS and StabiliTrak.

TOM: ESC works by using sensors to
determine where the car is going, and com-
pares that with where you want the car to
go (by measuring steering and pedal inputs),
and then helps direct the car to where you
want it to go by applying the brakes on indi-
vidual wheels. Or, in layman’s terms, it helps
you maintain control of the car even when
you drive like a moron.

RAY: Up to a point.

TOM: Right. There’s a point where even
stability control can’t help you.

RAY: So, when wouldn’t you want ESC on?
There are two times we know of. One is when
you want to drive like a moron. People who
drive their cars on racetracks sometimes want
their cars to slide around and skid. If you're
one of those knuckleheads, you might decide
to turn off the ESC and take your chances —
presumably, while wearing a crash helmet.

TOM: But the more common reason has to
do with getting unstuck when you're stuck in
the snow, sand, or mud. The way ESC works
when you're moving is that if it detects one
or more of your wheels slipping, it applies the
brake to that wheel to prevent a skid.

RAY: But if you're stuck in the snow, for
example, and your drive wheels are spinning,
you might not want them to stop spinning —
at least not until the car has broken free of
whatever it’s stuck in. In that case, you'd turn
off the ESC and turn it back on once you're
free and on your way.

TOM: But generally speaking, Dennis, it’s a
life-saving technology, and you want it on all the
time. Just like the paper bag we keep over my
brother’s head when we take him out in public.
