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A Pleasant Summer Afternoon OoOuting

With an all-too-familiar rant recalled and reoffered

I'm feeling as if I've been somewhere else
for a number of weeks now and just returned.
Getting the old engine running leaves this col-
umn with little that is new. Once again I feel
as though I am in a world that is a reflection
of the real world, everything turned around.
Politically, the speaking roles have shifted to
different actors, but the sound is just as harsh.
I'm not sure that this is a terrible thing.

Silence avoids me. It has been years since
I've known quiet. Not that I've ever enjoyed
quiet or spent time in its pursuit. All expecta-
tions of finding silence or hearing a return to
reason, however, are foolish and futile. The
years of the great noises still are upon us.

When we honestly try to explicitly describe
our beliefs, what is explicit does not necessar-
ily match our deeper, more ingrained, near-
biological emotional beliefs — as in the case,
for example, of people who insist that they’re
colorblind when it comes to skin color but are
clearly as color-conscious as anyone. This is
as much about liberals who are extra-sensitive
about their manner of interacting with people
of color as much as it is about racists who don’t
acknowledge their biases. It is about people of
color as much as it is about Caucasians. There
is a distance between who we think we are
and who we are, but, as with many things, it is
probably neither consistent nor knowable.

Remember the heady days of the previous
administration, when many who disagreed
with it were labeled Bush-haters who were
irrational about the issues because they were
so blinded by emotion? This was a means by
which opinions and views could be margin-
alized and dismissed. Welcome to the New
World, same as the Old World.

Currently, the attacks on President Obama’s
nascent administration are deafening. Many
of those responsible for what detractors are
decrying were, only half a year back, the same
people declaring how personal, unpatriotic,
and anti-American the attacks on President
Bush and his administration were. Now, seem-
ing delirious, presidential critics are showing
no restraint but instead going to even further
extremes. Evidently, they have now embraced
the theory that what is good for the goose
is good for the gander. Duplicating the very
attacks once criticized is not seen as hypocriti-
cal, but rather as the sweetest smells of the
dawning of a new day.

Even when betraying my most partisan
roots, my disagreements with Bush had noth-
ing to do with either imagined possible
actions or insidious, traitorous scheming but
instead were about what was actually being
done. None of it was personal; all of it had to
do with politics.

President Obama is not only being per-
sonally targeted; his administration is being
burdened with ill-deserved labels in order
to destroy its legitimacy. There is honest dis-
agreement with what this administration has
done so far, but more often the charges are
about how this nation is now doomed — hon-
est disagreement is rare.

Racists, overly conservative fundamental-
ists, Republican loyalists, our beloved con-
spiracy-hobby friends, the militant right, and
the militant left all share some variant of the
belief that this is an illegitimate administra-
tion — that Obama became president because
he was chosen and installed by some cadre
of the secret, controlling elite or, in a more
democratic take, he mesmerized the soul-
less, dim-witted masses into voting for him.
Offering no doubt as to the imminent fall of
the republic, with clairvoyant certainty they
insist that, either because of outright treason-
ous inclinations or sadly misguided beliefs,
the Obama administration is leading us into
some historically loathsome ideological cess-
pool. This could be anything from socialism,
communism, fascism, or one-world govern-
ment to globalization, the New World Order,
or a police state. The actually quite distinct
and different ideological beliefs driving each
of these are never really specified, as they are
of no interest. It is the very words themselves
that contain all the meaning: Dripping with
oppressive connotations, they will change our
constitutional government into an evil tyr-
anny, determined to change our way of life!

Boasting a complete lack of self-doubt and
an absolute certainty of purpose, many of
these detractors also share (even if only sub-
consciously) a view of the “real” world that
is tailored exactly to their inside ideologies.
The real genius here is that, since they know
the truth, there is no need for discussion or
debate with those who disagree with them.
They are the patriots, while all the rest of
us are willingly somnolent, dupes, conspira-
tors, fools, slaves, sheeple (so damn clever),

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stupid, hopelessly naive, and/or mindless
members of the masses.

Terms such as “open-minded,” “truth-seek-
er,” “aware,” “discovering the truth,” “learn-
ing what is really going on,” and “speaking
truth to power” are basically ways of describ-
ing those who are in complete agreement with
them. If one is not in agreement, then one is
wrong and a willing slave.

Check the current Chronicle online forum
discussions. There is a simply delightful
discussion going on as to whether President
Barack Obama is, as the Constitution
requires, a native-born citizen. Obviously,
there are few issues more relevant or critical
facing this country.

Reasonable disagreement is dismissed.

There is a Hawaiian birth certificate widely
available on the Internet. “It’s a forgery” is
the response.

There are mentions in both the Hawaiian
daily newspapers of the birth. “Those damn
Iluminati!” say skeptics. “So this has
been planned for that long.”

Many who oppose the present
government, having no respect
for the workings of a constitu-
tional democracy, don’t deign
to offer specific criticisms and
policy alternatives. Although
they don’t like Obama, to many
he is just a symptom. Taking a
much broader view, they insist that evil
people have intentionally destroyed democ-
racy. Our government, failed and irreparably
broken, is now being run by one secret,
malevolent, all-powerful cadre or another.

The biggest fictions, as this view has
it, include the belief that democracy still
exists, that the government in power was
actually elected by the people, and that citi-
zens still have rights. They dismiss the idea
that, though battered, bruised, legislated
across, and beaten down by laws and law-
yers, the Constitution is relevant, it works
— though awkwardly — and it is the basis for
this country’s government.

Most opposition members share at least
some of any number of theories as to how it
is broken and what is needed to fix things.
Among the many solutions are campaign
finance reform, term limits, banning the
Democrats, banning the Republicans, decon-
structing capitalism, limiting the power
of corporations, eliminating multinational
corporations altogether, violent revolution,
nonviolent revolution, having more than
two political parties, and restoring trust in
the validity of each individual vote. (That

» «

most of these solutions would be unconsti-
tutional is a subject for another column.)

Given that 300 million people are theoreti-
cally all empowered citizens who either can
or will be able to vote, I have to wonder how
things would or could work differently. How
could the government work better or more
efficiently representing so many people than
it does now?

Accepting that humans are human, please
subtract yourself from this discussion — given
that one, in so many cases, finds him or her-
self with more common sense and a greater
understanding of what this country needs
than does any politician. If dogs could fly,
they probably would do so. If only those gov-
erning were above succumbing to pressure,
possessed with great political courage, and
noble beyond reason — if they were immune
and uninfluenced by the whim of the voter,
the pressure of special-interest groups, the

lure of the dollars, and/or the danger-

ous consequence of the addictions to
power. If that were the case, then
we would have a decent govern-
ment. And if cats could rtalk,

they probably would do so.
Now, add yourself and other
voters back into the equation. If
elected officials showed uncom-
mon courage and integrity but
advocated positions you strongly
disagreed with, what would you really

think of them?

In this country’s popular discourse, these
politicians are corrupted, traitors, pawns of
the New World government, incompetent,
wrong, and/or evil.

You may declare this nonsense, but remem-
ber that, rather than being admired for at
least taking a difficult and unpopular stand,
pro-toll-road politicians were instead branded
as corrupt. When they gave in to the popular
will by changing their positions, they were
declared courageous.

There is nothing wrong with — but also
nothing courageous about — shaping your
principles to the will of the public. The
Republican congressmen who came out
against the last immigration reform bill (con-
voluted, unenforceable, and shaped to opin-
ion rather than reality) declared that they
would never support any legislation that was
even distantly tinted with amnesty. They were
hailed by many as brave heroes in a hopelessly
corrupt Congress. Sorry, but they were pan-
dering to you, and you bought it. Immigration
reform without amnesty is about as possible
as alchemy.

Re: “Believing the Children” [News, March
27]: Your article is flawed and makes a number
of incorrect assumptions. Since | was present
for the trial and clearly you were not, let me
address some of your concerns. Firstly, Randy
Noblitt was originally asked to advise the pros-
ecution. The Fran’s Day Care case followed
close on the heels of the McMartin Preschool
case. The prosecution was interested in avoid-
ing the mistakes of McMartin. Randy advised
the prosecution to appoint different therapists
for each of the alleged child victims and to
forbid parents from sharing information about
their children and the case with one another.
As a result, the children were able to disclose
in their own time without pressure of danger
of contamination, and therapists were free to
draw their own conclusions without precon-
ceived notions about what may or may not have
transpired. Secondly, Randy informed the pros-
ecution of the nature of ritual abuse and the
fact that much of it is founded on duplicity —
the deceit practiced by perpetrators to confuse

the victim and to dupe them into believing that
they (the perpetrators) have supernatural pow-
ers. Thirdly, Randy advised the prosecution to
focus on the sexual abuse case for which there
was ample evidence. It was the defense that
raised the specter of ritual abuse in an attempt
to discredit the child victims. The defense
introduced Richard Gardner’s book Sex Abuse
Hysteria: Salem Witch Trials Revisited (1990)
into evidence. The prosecution called Randy to
testify to respond to the allegations made in
the book, including the one that all adults are
potential pedophiles. Finally, there was con-
siderable evidence to support the allegations
against Fran and Dan Keller including their own
testimony, their attempts to flee arrest, and
other documentation that | cannot share since
| don’t know what the prosecution’s position is
on this matter. However, suffice it to say that
the prosecution had a very strong case, with or
without Randy’s testimony. To my knowledge,
the defense was not denied access to any
information or evidence. Rather, they appeared
(to me) to take a rather blasé approach to
their defense of the Kellers, perhaps operating
under the assumption that the children would
not be believed.

the Children,” News, March 27]. These sto-
ries require significant time and effort to be
reported accurately. But it is critical these
shameful injustices are brought into full pub-
lic view and may be the only hope remaining
for people like the Kellers. While most of
the multiperpetrator, multivictim child sexual
abuse hysteria cases of the 1990s have been
discredited and overturned, a handful of inno-
cents languish in prison.

There is another highly questionable San
Antonio case dating from the same time
period that has received minimal critical
media attention. Four young Chicanas were
convicted of ritualistic sexual assaults on
a 7-year-old girl and 9-year-old girl. Fifteen
years later, all four women remain steadfast
in their claims of innocence. There are many
other factors surrounding the case that raise
considerable doubt about their guilty ver-
dicts.

Madness in Many

Packages

From Highland Mall to PACT, the
lunatics are at large

So, it looks like I won’t be spending more money
at Highland Mall any time soon. I'm not what you’d
call a veteran mall shopper — indeed, I undoubtedly
score pretty high on the incompetent male con-
sumer scale. But I live near the mall, and over the
years when I've needed a last-minute birthday gift, a
holiday or romantic effusion of chocolates, or just
some indispensable sundry that only department
stores seem to stock, I've gone over to Highland,
wandered through the multiculti crowds and the
curiosity shops — occasionally lingering a bit in the
food court — and found what I needed.

Never once, over more than a decade, have I ever
felt remotely threatened or even uneasy among the
crowds there, and when I'm not in a rush, I've even
enjoyed the quasi-public marketplace feel of a whole
lot of different people hanging with friends and fam-
ily while spending time browsing the available com-
mercial universe.

No more. Last week’s colossal public relations
gaffe by Highland Mall management over the Texas
Relays crowd — announcing they would close for
“security reasons” rather than endure the young,
mostly African-American crowd that visits town that
weekend and that has caused traffic problems at or

near the mall — has soured me on the place for good.
Not that they’ll miss me — losing my paltry expendi-
tures will not be the straw that breaks the already
staggering mall’s back. But unless the management
takes public, proactive steps to undo the damage
they've done to local racial relations and Austin’s
reputation as a welcoming city, I ain’t coming back.
Buried in the news reports were passing acknowl-
edgments from officials that the only real problem
had been traffic control — call it “small town drive-in
syndrome” or car-crazy teenagers turning the mall
and the surrounding streets into a circular parking
lot for several Saturday hours. If that’s the case, it
should have been addressed months ago, and the
suggestion from the NAACP’s Nelson Linder that
the Expo Center or a similar venue be made avail-
able for a car show and hangout nexus makes sense
— and the mall management should begin planning
right now, in cooperation with the University of
Texas and local organizations, to get something like
that done, under their sponsorship. That’s the only
way they’re going to wipe the egg off their faces — or
hope to get a lot of the mall’s customers back.

HOMICIDE DETECTIVES SEEK HELP Austin Police
Department homicide detectives are asking for help finding
several suspects involved in an altercation last month on
Sixth Street that resulted in the death of 21-year-old Nikolas
Evans. Evans was found unconscious in the street near
Sixth and Neches around 2am on March 27. According to the
APD, witnesses said Evans and his “companions” were argu-
ing with a group of men when a second group of people
approached and “incited a fight” between Evans and the first
group. After the incident was over, four people from the sec-
ond group — reportedly a black male, a Hispanic male, and at
least two Hispanic females — began arguing with Evans.
Police say the black man struck Evans, knocking him to the
pavement. The group, police say, then fled, leaving Evans on
the ground. He was taken to Brackenridge Hospital with a
serious head injury; he died Sunday, April 5. Police say
they’re looking for a black man in his 20s who was described
as wearing a dark sports coat with a “shiny” red button-down
shirt. He was clean shaven with a “short fade” haircut.
Police are also looking for a thin Hispanic male with a
shaved head and two “heavy set” Hispanic women, one who
was wearing a “flower style” dress. Police ask for anyone
with information about the assault to call APD’s Homicide
Unit at 974-5210 or the tip line at 477-3588.

SUSPECT HELD FOR MURDER OF PRIEST The body of the
Rev. Jesse Euresti of the East Austin Cristo Rey Catholic
Church was found April 6 on the side of a highway in Nuevo
Laredo Mexico. Euresti, 69, had planned to retire to Mexico
this summer and reportedly made the trip there last week to
begin readying his home. But Euresti failed to return to
Austin last week as planned. A relative reported the priest
missing; authorities did not find him at his home in Mexico
but did find blood stains and a bloody knife. Authorities sub-
sequently arrested Manuel Martin Torres Saldaia, who
worked for Euresti as a caretaker of his Nuevo Laredo
home. Reportedly Saldana called Euresti’s family asking for
$3,000 in exchange for information that would lead investi-
gators to Euresti’s remains. Saldafa remains in custody.

READING PLACE 1 TOO TOUGH TO CHOOSE?

The best City Council candidates usually run against one
another, and in most cases there’s nowhere else to go.
With his previous City Council experience and solid progres-
sive backing, Bill Spelman scared off all comers from
Place 5; Mike Martinez faces only cursory opposition in
Jose Quintero, while Sheryl Cole deserves a more formi-
dable rival than libertarian-lite Sam Osemene — but both of
these races are unofficially “reserved” for Latino and black
candidates, under the city’s cobwebbed “gentlemen’s agree-
ment.” That means Perla Cavazos and Chris Riley must
duke it out in Place 1, serving out the two-year remainder of
Lee Leffingwell’s unexpired council term. That’s a shame,
as the two candidates are equally strong and skilled, albeit
in different ways. Their near-even split on endorsements
testifies to their strengths, as well as the aspect of politick-
ing the particular endorsees find most important: the per-
sonal or the policy.

A pretty clear delineation of the two candidates came
about last weekend, at the unwieldily titled Urban Is Core
Austin Super Forum. Sponsored by groups including the
Downtown Austin Alliance, Austin Parks
Foundation, and Austinist.com, the setting was
home turf for urban-planning wonk Riley. (He was
a founder of the Downtown Austin Alliance.) On
the stump, Riley’s smarts and mastery of virtual-
ly any city topic are apparent and reassuring. For
one instance, on the question of an urban rail
circulator, Riley called it an “absolutely essen-
tial” component to successful public transit, then
pivoted into the need for “housekeeping work” at
Capital Metro — and specifically, his support for Sen.

Kirk Watson's bill restructuring the organization’s board —
before deftly finishing with a call for an interim bond election
to broaden Austin’s transportation options. Riley’s answer to
spiking crime rates Downtown was similarly nuanced — calling
for a Downtown community court to expedite punishment of
crimes affecting quality of life in the central business district,
coupled with community service sentences that provide a
sense of “restorative justice” (e.g., punishing graffiti writers
by sentencing them to clean up similar messes) and offering
a shot in the arm to social-service providers to help address
the disparities that drive crime.

Cavazos, despite billing herself as a “public policy expert”
on the campaign trail, might well admit she’s not as deeply
steeped in the intricacies of local issues as her opponent.
Instead, her answers Saturday were long on Listening and
Talking It Out. On a question regarding the necessity of

Austin’s long-promised Comprehensive Plan, she said the first
step is getting “started on the conversation — what are our
core values?” Similarly, her response to the question of circu-
lator rail was predicated on plans to “speak with major
employers” Downtown, such as the city and the state,
to try to pool dollars for the costly project. Still,
while the Downtown thrust of the forum wasn’t
exactly Cavazos’ strong suit, she acquitted her-
self ably. (For comparison, you have to wonder if
Riley would’ve done as well speaking with the
Austin Tejano Democrats.) Therein lies Cavazos’
strength: her ability to connect on a more person-
al and retail-politics level and impress as a stron-
ger campaigner.

Which candidate deserves your vote, then, might largely
be predicated on what you see as the central role of council
members. Which is a more effective tool for driving the civic
conversation: holistic, forward-thinking plans and policy or a
representative audibly intent on acting with community con-
sensus and conversation? (It's tempting to worry that Austin’s
“terminal democracy” — where good ideas die the death of a
thousand task forces — would undermine Cavazos’ earnest
populism, but on the other hand, even the best policies aren’t
practical if they can’t be enacted.)

What's readily apparent campaign after campaign, however,
is that voters deserve better than a surfeit of talent and
smarts in one race and effectively no choice in the others. W

Cold Dead Fingers

In other news, our local tin-pot conspiracist,
radio/TV host, “documentarian,” and DVD-
salesman Alex Jones has been dragged side-
ways into the story of Richard Poplawski, who
on April 4 allegedly murdered three Pittsburgh
police officers arriving at his home after a
domestic disturbance call from his mother.
Turns out the 22-year-old Poplawski is a raving
anti-Semite, white supremacist, and gun fanat-
ic who a few times posted comments to Jones’
Infowars website (or the related Prison Planet),
a connection initially discovered by the Anti-
Defamation League as it tracked Poplawski’s
various Web names. The ADL described Jones
as “right-wing” but noted that in his posts,
Poplawski  specifically complained that
Infowars was insufficiently alert to interna-
tional Jewish plots and the “Zionist” control of
the U.S. government and New World Order.
More often, apparently, Poplawski linked
Infowars stories — about FEMA “concentration
camps” and supposed federal plans to confis-
cate guns — to a different website, the openly
white supremacist Stormfront.

Jones is a self-important demagogue, but
he’s no racist or anti-Semite — although his
broadcasts and websites, filled with dark, hys-
terical fantasies of evil official schemes, attract
plenty of both species. A few blogs and nation-
al papers, including The New York Times,
picked up the Jones connection, with varying
degrees of accuracy. Infowars regulars Kurt
Nimmo and Paul Joseph Watson struck back
April 6 with a long denunciation of ADL and
others for their “smear” against Jones, insisting
that Poplawski’s opinions were “a complete
180 from what we write about every day.”

That may be true about Poplawski’s racist
and neo-Nazi attitudes, but he undoubtedly
shared the Jones and Infowars obsessions
with FEMA, gun control, and related New
World Order hysteria, which have lately also
become a staple for Glenn Beck and his fel-
low wing nuts on Fox. “So all the things that
I was talking about in the wilderness 10-plus
years ago are now hitting mainstream,” Jones
recently told Fox’s Andrew Napolitano, “and
it is great!”

Jones doesn’t need to be a racist or anti-
Semite to make a fool of himself. Interviewed
after the Poplawski murders by the Pittsburgh
Post-Gagette, Jones described himself as “more
of a libertarian” and denounced the shootings,
although he laid any blame for Poplawski’s vio-
lence on the Marine Corps (which discharged
him dishonorably) — and Poplawski’s worries
about gun confiscation. And from where might
have come Poplawski’s supposed worries about
some imaginary federal plot to confiscate his pre-
cious AK-47 and other fetishized guns? “When
the police and the military attempt to come for
the guns, which they’re going to do,” Jones told
the Post-Gazette, “it’s not going to go well.”

That is utter and extremely dangerous non-
sense, spiked in recent months by the National
Rifle Association and other extremist opposi-
tion to the Obama administration. The undeni-
able truth is, the entire U.S. (especially Texas) is
utterly awash in guns, legal and illegal, of every
possible kind, and the predominant official
response, from the feds on down, has been to
look for ways to make guns even more omni-
present and readily available — in churches, on
campuses, in public buildings, wherever the
hell some unhinged wacko with a real or
imaginary grievance (or in an argument with his
mother) can take it into his fool head to shoot
everybody within range and especially any
police officer who walks up to his door wonder-
ing what all the fuss is about or (in Infowars
La-La-Land) who is “coming to take his guns.”

Jones and his Fox friends can spew all the
nonsense they want and go on pretending that
it has no effect on any heavily armed listeners
already seething against their neighbors. But in
Austin, it does raise the persistent question of
why Jones’ frankly commercial broadcasting-
and-snake-oil network — including de facto
hourlong ads for his KLBJ radio show — must
be subsidized by city taxpayers on cable access
TV, Isn’tit about time Jones and his MisInfowars
are sent packing by PACT to the pirate-radio
oblivion he so richly deserves? |

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Texas Lyceum: Stimulus Funds Debate Reverherates

The harsh truth: Austinites are losing their jobs, just like
other Texans and just like workers in the rest of the U.S. And
in this dire economy, lawmakers are working on legislation to
shore up the unemployment-insurance system — including
mechanisms to receive the $555 million in federal stimulus
cash that Gov. Rick Perry says he won't accept.

The statistics are straightforward. In February 2008,
3.8% of the civilian labor force in the Austin-Round Rock
area was unemployed. By February 2009, that figure had
soared to 6.3%. That’s better than both the state and
national figures (6.6% and 8.9% respectively, according to
the Texas Workforce Commission) but still means 54,900
people in Austin and 780,800 statewide are without a
job and looking. That means more people claim-
ing benefits and more pressure on the state’s
Unemployment Trust Fund. In February, staff for
the state House Select Committee on Federal
Economic Stabilization Funding forecast the
fund will run a $447 million deficit by October.

In March, they increased that dire estimate to
$812 million.

The $555 million for unemployment insurance
contained in the federal stimulus sounds likes a
solution, but on March 12, Perry said he would reject
that portion of the $16 billion package. Like the statistics,
Perry’s argument is simple: The unemployment stimulus
comes with too many strings attached and will increase the
tax burden on employers.

Yet if Texas hits the projected unemployment fund imbal-
ance, a deficit tax will be triggered automatically, raising the
unemployment rate on employers from 0.99% to 1.94%.

The federal cash won’t prevent that burden, but it can

delay it. House Appropriations Committee Chair Jim Pitts,
R-Waxahachie, explained, “It’s either an increase in tax today
or an increase in tax tomorrow, and the business community
will pay a whole lot more if we don’t take the Ul money.”

That argument came to a head at an April 3 panel discussion
held by the Texas Lyceum. Joining Pitts from the Lege were
House Select Committee on Federal Economic Stabilization
Funding Chair Jim Dunnam, D-Waco, and Senate Democratic
Caucus Chair Leticia Van de Putte, D-San Antonio. For the
governor, his legislative director, Ken Armbrister, said Perry
had looked earnestly at the offer (“Who wouldn’t look at $500
million?” he said), but complying with the new federal require-
ments would mean changing Texas law, making this “govern-
ment by fiat”” Perry remained committed to his principle of not
expanding government, and, Armbrister noted, “The governor
has to sign off, and he’s accountable.”

But Van de Putte, Pitts, and Dunnam, all of whom support

taking the money, remain unconvinced. Dunnam
issued a bleak prognosis (“If we lost over 100,000
jobs in the last six months, God help us, what’s
going to happen in the next six?”), while Van de
Putte was baffled by Perry’s decision, especially
since Texans would pay taxes to pay off the
stimulus eventually. “Why would we treat unem-
ployed families in North Dakota better than
Texas families?” she pondered.
Even if Perry reverses his position, Texas would
still need to pass reforms. The core change neces-
sary for receiving the federal money is changing the base
period used to calculate eligibility to include the most recent
quarter of employment — which is currently excluded in Texas.
The state would also have to adopt two further standards
from a list of options to ensure compliance. Scott McCown,
executive director for progressive think tank Center for
Public Policy Priorities, said the changes would “modestly
expand the proportion of people who are eligible” — by
45,000 people. That's less than the 55,900 Texas jobs that
disappeared in January, but, McCown added, “it would help.”

There’s a battery of compliance legislation pending, led by

House Business & Industry Committee Chair Joe Deshotel,
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Leticia
Van de Putte

D-Port Arthur, and Senate Economic Development Committee
Vice Chair Kevin Eltife, R-Tyler. Most of Deshotel’s bills are
still in committee, but Eltife’s omnibus Senate Bill 1569 is
heading to the floor. It would enact the necessary base-peri-
od reform and would allow people eligibility if they had to
quit their jobs for compelling family reasons or if they are
looking for either full- or part-time jobs. That last one is a
significant step for women, who are more likely than men to
hold part-time jobs and more likely to be rejected for unem-
ployment benefits. Deshotel has filed bills on these issues,
including base-period reform, “for the last four or five ses-
sions, but the way the situation exists today,” he said, “with
the stimulus package out there as a carrot, these really
need to be done.”

If Perry digs his heels in, Pitts said, there are resolutions
pending in Appropriations that can override his decision. But if
Perry vetoes the reform bills, then the state would not be in
compliance, so no money. To avoid that, said McCown, “We're
going to have to persuade the governor that, if you look at the
numbers, this is the right thing to do.”

TechnoLegeBacklash:
Strama Slags Twitter

Rep. Mark Strama, D-Austin,
has a reputation as a tech-savvy
lawmaker. But it’s his position on
Twitter — the 140-characters-or-
less messaging service that leg-
islators love — that has the Lege
all aflutter. As Rep. Joe
Deshotel, D-Port Arthur, Tweeted
to his 123 followers on March
31: “Rep Strama just called
Twitter stupid in Public Ed Comm.
| felt so ashamed of myself!”

So is the chair of the
House Technology, Econom-
ic Development & Workforce
Committee a secret techno-
phobe? “I'm willing to entertain
the possibility that | just don’t get it because I'm
old and out-of-touch,” said Strama, 41, “but | think
that Twitter is one of those things that people
think is hip and cool, and then they look back, and
it’s this year's mullet”

Considering how easily accessible most infor-
mation is, Strama said he couldn’t work out
exactly how the limited format of Twitter
improves the situation. Take Gov. Rick Perry’s
March 12 announcement in Houston that he
would be rejecting the federal unemployment
insurance cash. Rather than wait for the press
corps to Tweet it, Strama recalled, “I got a copy

of his full speech in real-time
from his website.”

It’s not that he’s com-
pletely opposed to these
newfangled forms of commu-
nication (aside from his offi-
cial House and campaign
websites, Strama is also on
MySpace and Facebook). His
prime concern is that they
can open legislators to
access in a bad way. “I find
text messaging very valuable
for my wife and | to coordi-
nate making sure someone’s
taking care of our daughter
while we’re at work,” he said.
“I'm not so thrilled about
getting texts from a lobbyist
wanting help.”

So why does he think so many lawmakers are
Tweeting? “They’re bandwagoning,” he said. “It's
like they're saying, ‘I have to be on top of what'’s
new and cool.” ... | may be wrong about whether
it’s cool or not, but it’s not politically valuable.”
Rather than improving communication between
lawmakers and constituents, Strama said he was
concerned about politicians opening up their
stream of consciousness through ill-considered
and easily misinterpreted Tweets. “If we're
expressing policy in 140 characters or less, that’s
the ultimate degradation of politics,” he said (in
97 characters). - R.W.

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House Passes Journalist Shield Law

Texas took a significant step in press freedom on April 3 as state reps
passed their version of a shield law for journalists by a 146-O vote. Bill
author Rep. Trey Martinez Fischer, D-San Antonio, took great pains to explain
to lawmakers that House Bill 670 is a consensus bill that gives qualified protec-
tion, subject to judicial review, to journalists and their whistle-blowing sources.
The fine balance between press freedoms and legal process has been applaud-
ed by media groups, county attorneys, and First Amendment watchdogs. It even
received the support of the two lawmakers who had voted nay on second read-
ing — Reps. Debbie Riddle, R-Tomball (who killed a similar bill on a technicality
in 2007), and Randy Weber, R-Pearland. Weber said he was won over by a late
amendment, added by Martinez Fischer, compelling journalists to appear before
a judge for an in-camera hearing in cases of grand jury leaks. “I felt like that it
couldn’t be carte blanche immunity, that it had to have that stopgap measure in
it, and as long as it had that in place, | felt better about it,” Weber said.

The bill now heads to the Senate, where a smooth passage into law seems
likely. An identical bill, Senate Bill 915 authored by Sens. Rodney Ellis,
D-Houston, and Robert Duncan, R-Lubbock, was reported favorably out of the
Jurisprudence Committee, 6-0, on March 30 and was sent to the Local and
Uncontested Calendar. José Medina, media coordinator for the American Civil
Liberties Union of Texas, said his organization supports the proposed chang-
es. “It grants some protections to journalists, but it does set up some sensible
guidelines,” he said.

There are still some questions about who exactly will be protected. While
there’s still no universally accepted legal definition of “journalist,” as it stands
the bill protects anyone who receives a “substantial portion of [their] livelihood”
from news gathering or publishing. That should, theoretically, include profession-
al and semiprofessional news bloggers, but according to Matt Glazer, editor-in-
chief of Burnt Orange Report, “the key word is ‘substantial,” and that has yet
to be accurately described. Yet while HB 670 leaves the door open for profes-
sional bloggers to be covered eventually, he said, “it protects the people who
need it now.” - R.W.

In a brief meeting on April 7, the House Appropriations Committee voted out its substi-
tute for Senate Bill 1, the state budget for 2010-11, on a 27-0 vote. The $178 billion

House proposal is set for an April 17 floor debate.

Missing in drafting: Lawmakers had hoped to bring House Bill 3, the new school
accountability bill, back to committee on April 7, but the latest round of public input
was so huge that it’s pushed back to April 13 at the earliest.

After a series of damning federal reports, the Senate Health and Human Services
Committee heard two bills to reform state residential facilities for people with mental
and behavioral needs, including banning psychotropic drugs and straitjackets

for residents.

Lawmakers in both chambers are working on alternative proposals for reforming the
embattled Texas Youth Commission and Juvenile Probation Commission, varying
from merging them to placing them under a single board to leaving them separate.

The House State Affairs Committee took public testimony on HB 623, which would
restrict all massage establishments to a 7am-10pm workday (so no throwing your
shoulder out at 10:01pm) and require that doors remain unlocked during business
hours (because there’s nothing so relaxing as the chance of an intruder barging in on

your massage).

The House Subcommittee on Energy Efficiency and Renewables touched on the thorny
issue of electricity decoupling, which would restructure bills so that utilities can still
make money while encouraging customers to use less electricity.

Big week for Rep. Diana Maldonado: The Round Rock Democrat got her first bill (HB

1332, making families responsible for replacing lost school equipment, same as they

are for books) out of the House, 145-0, on April 2.
Speaker Joe Straus made a polite request to committee chairs to finish meetings

around 5pm on April 8, to allow Jewish legislators and staff to get home in time for the
beginning of Passover.

Experts Weigh In
on Voter ID

Over two long days, the House Elections
Committee heard both invited and public tes-
timony about Senate Bill 362, Sen. Troy
Fraser’s bill to require voters to prove their
identity at the polls beyond simply showing a
voter registration certificate. If you've fol-
lowed the voter ID saga thus far, the testimo-
ny that we caught won’t surprise you:
Conservatives such as The Wall Street
Journal’s John Fund, author of Stealing
Elections: How Voter Fraud Threatens Our
Democracy, insisted that such a requirement
was essential to protecting our elections; lib-
erals such as Justin Levitt of the Brennan
Center for Justice at the New York University
School of Law claimed that people commit
voter impersonation (the only type of fraud
that voter ID would prevent) less often than
they get struck by lightning. No vote on the
bill was taken; sources tell us that if it is sent
to the House floor, it won’t happen until next
week. For more, go to austinchronicle.com/
legeland.

‘Workers’ Comp
Weakened

The Texas Supreme Court last week reaf-
firmed its decision in the Entergy v.
Summers workers’ comp case. After a 2007
decision interpreted state law so that the
owner of a work-site premises could receive
the same shield from liability granted to
insured general contractors under workers’
comp laws, legislators cried foul, stating
that they never intended the law to be used

that way. The court agreed to rehear the
case and deliberated in October, but ulti-
mately it stood by its decision. “Today’s
majority has simply declared after the fact
that the workers’ compensation law means
the opposite of what it has always been
held to mean when it comes to premises
owners,” said Texas AFL-CIO President Becky
Moeller. “As a result, more workers - like
those injured in the BP explosion of 2005 -
will be limited to meager workers’ compen-
sation protections.” - L.N.

House Backs
Strip-Club Tax

The fight between rival tax bills by Houston
Democrats on alcohol-serving strip clubs -
the infamous “titty tax” - seems to be ending
as a winner emerges. While the $3-per-head
surcharge in Rep. Ellen Cohen’s House Bill
2070 got a rough ride in House Ways &
Means on April 1 and was left pending, the
next day the 10% admissions tax in Rep.
Senfronia Thompson’s HB 982 flew through
the House 141-1. (The sole “nay” vote was
Rep. Brandon Creighton, R-Conroe.) HB 2070
revokes Cohen’s existing $5 surcharge
because, as Thompson told legislators, it has
been judged unconstitutional in district court.
(“For some reason, the state skips past this
in lots of their argument,” Stewart Whitehead,
attorney for strip-club industry group the
Texas Entertainment Association, comment-
ed in his testimony to Ways & Means.)
Current estimates place the revenue from
Thompson’s tax at $6 million and $8 million
a year, to be split between schools and sexu-
al-abuse programs. - R.W.

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Highland Mall Hysteria Over Texas Relays

Another Texas Relays weekend sprinted |
to its finish Saturday afternoon. Other than i
battling strong winds, the high-profile track-
and-field events at the University of Texas’
Myers Stadium went just fine. But off the
track in Austin, there were flares of uptight
resistance to the annual influx of thousands
of mostly African-American visitors. The
sparks raised questions — again — about the
city’s too often less-than-progressive track
record on race.

News first broke on Thursday, April 2, that
Highland Mall - a destination for younger
members of the Relays crowd, as well as
young people from the surrounding North
Austin neighborhood — would be closing early
that Saturday. Declared a press release from
mall general manager Jeff Gionnette, “This
year, the professional and municipal security
resources utilized in the past to oversee the
anticipated crowds are not available to
Highland Mall” (likely a reference to the par-
tially abandoned mall’s financial condition).
“On Saturday, April 4, the mall will close at
2pm because the safety and security of
shoppers and retailers is top priority.”

Reaction to the announcement was swift.
“Highland Mall, the management there is
incompetent; | think that’s fairly clear,” said
Nelson Linder, president of the Austin
branch of the NAACP. “| think also they're
xenophobic; that’s fairly clear. They're incon-
siderate and really have no idea of how their
decisions can impact overall relations in this
city. It's embarrassing for the city that those
kind of people work here, with that kind of
mentality, but | think rather than just being
angry, we need to respond.” Linder didn’t call
for a formally organized boycott but did urge
shoppers and patrons to “pretend that
they’re still closed and take your business

ally closes for a week after the Festival but
hadn’t this year because it had some shows
lined up) and in part to finances, explaining
that most of its regular clientele avoids the
crowded Downtown over Relays weekend.
(Emo’s actually left the bar open through
the weekend but did not book any bands.)
Reported remarks by Flamingo Cantina
owner Angela Tharp Gillen were more
inflammatory; she called Sixth Street “kind
of dangerous” over Relays weekend and
said, “It seems like it’s a big gun party in
the streets.” (For more on the Texas Relays
fallout, see “Off the Record,” p.55.)
Attempting to defuse the tension, Austin
City Council Member Sheryl Cole held a
late-afternoon press conference at City Hall
on Friday. Flanked by Linder and prominent
African-American officials, including City
Manager Marc Ott and Assistant City
Manager Michael McDonald, Cole offered
an official welcome to Relays visitors. She
also reversed a less-hospitable gesture
from the city: an inordinate amount of street
closures effectively blocking off Downtown.

As for Relays weekend itself, Highland
Mall’s safety concerns seemed misplaced,
as there was no marked uptick in violence or
discord. Perhaps a more substantive question
isn’t whether Relays visitors are likely to run
riot at Highland Mall but why youthful African-
American visitors have traditionally been
drawn there in the first place. One answer is
that — at least for young people — there’s really
no place else. Austin’s African American
Quality of Life Initiative, initiated by the
City Council in 2005 in reaction to callous
police response to a fire at African-American
nightclub Midtown Live, has noted that a
lack of a lively black social scene is one of the
reasons identified for a relative lack of growth
in Austin’s African-American population. (The
club, a major Eastside draw for young blacks,
has not been rebuilt.)

Some popular events have arisen in rela-
tion with Relays weekend: The city of Austin
is a co-sponsor of the Urban Music Festival,
which began at Auditorium Shores in 2006,
and the Travis County Expo Center hosted
veteran Texas rappers Scarface, Bun B, and

elsewhere and put them out of business as
fast as possible.”

Then on Friday, the Austin American-States-
man reported that two Downtown clubs,
the Flamingo Cantina and Emo’s, would
close over the weekend. Emo’s, known for
its punk and indie rock shows and audi-
ences, attributed its decision in part to
South by Southwest fatigue (the club usu-

said Cole, calling the busi-
ness closures “offensive.”

CRITICAL MASS ARRESTS PRIDE OR POLICY?

A little after 6pm on Friday, March 27, a couple in a yellow
Hummer H2 thrust their heads out of their windows to
scream at the more than 200 bicyclists moving through the
Sixth and Congress intersection after the light had turned
red. The scene was typical of the monthly Critical Mass
ride, a leaderless group cruise that draws as many as 400
bicyclists. Similar rides take place in cities around the world,
at times drawing more than 1,000 riders. Some participants
view Critical Mass as a fun, DIY parade celebrating every-
thing bike; others see it more as a show-of-force demonstra-
tion highlighting the inequity of bicycle infrastructure despite
growing numbers of folks who bike for transportation. Either
way, the Austin Police Department still views running red
lights as a crime, and a few blocks from the Hummer
encounter, two Critical Mass riders, James McCue and
Nathaniel Hill, were arrested as the group breezed through
another red light.

APD had received several calls that day with complaints
that riders were blocking traffic. Typically, a few riders will
break off from the pack and park their bikes in front of cars
at intersections, blocking (or “corking”) motorists so that the
entire group can move through the intersection as one.
Officer Jason Mistric, who made the arrests that day, told
bystanders that Critical Mass’ intersection blockage was a
“continuous problem” and that “from now on, running a red

light is not a ticket; it’s a trip to jail.” When an onlooker
asked if Mistric enjoyed arresting people for this sort of
thing, he responded, “Yes | do, thoroughly.”

Surprised that McCue and Hill were arrested rather than
ticketed, many riders wondered whether Mistric’s actions were
more power trip than policy. Bicyclists have been arrested dur-
ing rides as recently as last year but only after disobeying or
evading officers. Lt. Christian Malanka, a patrol supervisor
for APD’s North Bureau, said in an e-mail that “there are no
directives or initiatives citing critical mass” and that “Officer
Mistric examined the totality of the circumstances and deter-
mined that a custody arrest for the offense of Obstructing
Highway or Other Passageway was appropriate in this inci-
dent. Based upon the observations of officers and estab-
lished probable cause, the charges were in fact accepted.”

“If cyclists stopped at every light, traffic would be 10 times
as bad,” says longtime local cycling advocate Michael
Bluejay, who participated in Austin’s first Critical Mass in
1993 and has been part of similar rides in San Francisco,
New York, Prague, and London. “It's safer to keep the group
together,” he says. Bluejay was in Austin during the large-
scale arrests of riders in the mid-1990s. During that time, he
and other original Critical Mass participants started a
“Courteous Mass” ride designed to follow all traffic rules. “It
didn’t fly,” he says. “Turnout was very, very low.”
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By Friday, I-35 exit ramps for Sixth Street,
on both sides of the freeway, were closed,
along with the southbound exit at Cesar
Chavez. But until Cole’s intervention, the
city planned to close all southbound exit
routes to Downtown between Cesar Chavez
and the MLK-15th Street lower-deck exit.
“They were treating it differently than we
treated South by Southwest and the Pecan
Street Festival,” Cole said later. “In light of
the context of Highland Mall closing and
some Sixth Street businesses closing, now
we're closing off the freeway? | don’t know
how much control we have over the business-
es, but we needed to send a message that
all our tourists are welcome here. We cer-
tainly don’t need to be adding to the chaos,

Amid some of the media hand-wringing
over the weekend, it wasn’t noted — but
should be — that while the paler parts of
Austin may not be accustomed to African-
American youth culture’s affinity for trunk-rat-
tling cruisers and boisterous, in-the-street
socializing, that doesn’t mean the city as a
whole is disapproving or threatened by it. It
does mean, however, that the city needs to
do a better job in welcoming 2010’s Texas
Relays and encouraging the revival of a
social infrastructure for the African-American
community that’s here the rest of the year. “I
think we could do better,” says Cole. “There’s
room for improvement.”

NOT SEEING EYE TO EYE

Will new eyewitness ID procedures actually
help prevent faulty identifications in criminal
cases, or is the proposed law, now awaiting
the consideration of the full Texas Senate,
merely symbolic? That’s the question being
posed by several stakeholders, including
Austin defense attorney Keith Hampton, the
legislative chair for the Texas Criminal
Defense Lawyers Association, who argues
that recent changes to the initial eyewitness
identification bill — Senate Bill 117 by Sen.
Rodney Ellis, D-Houston — have weakened it
to the point of impotency. “I think that Texas
is squandering a rare opportunity for really
meaningful reform in eyewitness identifica-
tion,” he said.

Incorrect eyewitness ID has been implicated
in more than 80% of wrongful convictions in
Texas — and with the exoneration of 38 men,
Texas leads the nation in wrongful convictions.
As originally filed, SB 117 would have man-
dated that police agencies adopt detailed
policy covering the administration of live and
photographic lineups. The bill was based on
“best practices” for eyewitness ID developed
by experts, including lowa State University
psychology professor Gary Wells, who has
spent three decades studying eyewitness ID.
The bill tracked a number of best practices
detailed by Wells, including requiring police to
warn a witness that the actual perpetrator
might not be in the lineup, requiring lineup
subjects to be chosen based on how closely
they resemble the features of the suspected
offender, and requiring police to administer
the lineup “blind” — that is, the officer who
oversees the lineup should not know which
person in the lineup is the suspect.

Long-Awaited Justice
for Wrongly
Convicted

Nearly 23 years after he was convicted
of a Lubbock rape he did not commit,
Timothy Cole was officially exoner-
ated in a 16-page opinion written by
Travis Co. District Judge Charlie Baird.
Unfortunately, the strongly worded opinion -
which lays blame for the wrongful conviction
on the Lubbock police and courts - comes
too late to free Cole, who died in prison
in 1999. Baird concluded that Lubbock
police developed “tunnel vision” in the case
against Cole, ignoring - and even destroying
- evidence that strongly suggested they had
the wrong man. Baird said the photo lineup
administered by police was biased and that
police manipulated the tentative identifica-
tion of Cole made by rape victim Michelle
Mallin to make it seem that she was
positive he was her attacker. “Was Tim Cole
innocent of the charges against him?” Baird
wrote in his opinion. “Yes. The evidence is
crystal clear that he died in prison an inno-
cent man, and the Court finds to a 100%
moral, legal, and factual certainty that he
did not commit the crime for which he was
convicted.” - Jordan Smith

The bill was immediately
controversial, sources say, in
part because of the prospect
of the “exclusionary rule”
coming into play, giving
defense attorneys the
chance to have lineup
results thrown out if police
did not comply with the new
law. Texas has the “broadest
exclusionary rule in the
country,” said Shannon
Edmonds, head of govern-
mental relations for the
Texas District & County
Attorneys Association.

Gov. Rick Perry has
made it clear he would veto
any bill that required police
to follow a specific set of
rules or that would mandate
evidence exclusion based on
not having followed those
rules, said Brandon Dudley,
Ellis’ chief of staff. Given the possibility of a
veto, stakeholders had to fashion a solution
that would move the bill forward. In doing so,
they stripped out language detailing the spe-
cific standards for police eyewitness identifi-
cation policies. The substitute bill calls on
Sam Houston State University’s Bill
Blackwood Law Enforcement Management
Institute of Texas to develop a model police
policy for photographic and live lineups. It
also requires police agencies to adopt a poli-
cy on lineup procedures no later than Sept.
1, 2010. Police may adopt their own policy
provided it specifically addresses several

areas, including how photos or individuals
are chosen for a lineup, what instructions are
to be given to a witness, and how police
intend to administer a “blind” lineup.
Importantly, the current version of the bill
specifically takes off the table the possibility
of evidence exclusion or the ability of a jury
to disregard a lineup. And that is what has
some people, including Hampton, concerned.
“This is unprecedented language exempting
a procedural statute that is intended to pro-
tect the innocent,” he said. Erasing the
exclusionary rule and a jury instruction
means there is no meaningful change to the
law — and no way to meaningfully curb the
potential for wrongful convictions, which is
what Dallas Co. Assistant District Attorney
Mike Ware, supervisor of the office’s
Conviction Integrity Unit, told lawmakers
when the House companion to Ellis’ bill
(House Bill 3583 by Rep. Pete Gallego,
D-Alpine) was heard last week in the House
Criminal Jurisprudence Committee. “If
improper procedures are used [by police],
there’s really no remedy,” Ware told the com-
mittee. “Conceivably, all these men” who
were subject to improper lineups and have
since been exonerated “could be convicted
again.” Moreover, Hampton argues that
exempting the exclusionary rule and the jury
instruction from applying to a new law sets a
bad precedent for the future. He said he
understands that prosecutors may not want
a lineup to be excluded, but the provision for
a jury instruction should have been left on
the table. Edmonds said that Hampton “was
the only person who advocated for that. ... It
was not a point of compromise that we
reached. None of the other stakeholders
thought that was” a necessary solution.
Edmonds said the current incarnation of
the bill does give defense attorneys new
power to attack the propriety of a police line-
up. Police will be required to adopt policies
built on “best practices,” and if those aren’t

followed, defense attorneys will be able to
demonstrate that during cross-examination of
police witnesses in court. The proposed law
“allows the defense attorney to point out
areas where [there are] problems [with the
lineup procedure] and allows the prosecutor
to point out where law enforcement did it
properly and puts that in the lap of the jury
to decide what they're going to do,” Edmonds
said. “The jury doesn’t have to be instructed.
This leaves the playing field even.”

Jeff Blackburn, chief counsel for the
Innocence Project of Texas, said that at
first he thought both the exclusionary rule and
the jury instruction provisions should be
included as remedies to an improperly con-
ducted lineup. “After a series of earnest dis-
cussions with prosecutors that | trust and
police | trust, | really did get convinced that it
was ... too much to get done in this session,”
he said. Frankly, Texas law enforcement agen-
cies are not policing themselves in this area,
and SB 117 would force them to do so, he
said. “That’s a pretty solid first step.”
Blackburn said this is a pragmatic way to pro-
vide defense attorneys with a “huge weapon in
cross-examination, because it is a statewide
mandated policy developed pursuant to state
law.” Depending on how things pan out, further
tweaking to the law could be accomplished in
subsequent legislative sessions, he said. But
for now, “instead of beating our chest about
the way things ought to be,” he said, the
Innocence Project is “getting behind what
could be.” Indeed, Dudley, Ellis’ chief of staff,
said the bill could be stronger but that this is
still a “move in the right direction” that “gives
the framework” necessary for future reforms.”

But Hampton is still skeptical — and he
doesn’t believe the current bill would do any-
thing to prevent further wrongful convictions.
Texas “could’ve led the way, on the heels of
38 exonerations,” he said. “Instead, we've pro-
duced a bill that is wholly dependent on the
kindness of police officers.” — Jordan Smith

WATCHING YOU WATCH ADS

From national surveillance of our e-mails

to local street cameras monitoring our move-

ments, we've learned that Big Brother defi-
nitely is watching us. But his Little Brother
is watching, too.

Little Bro is the spreading network of
corporate cameras that are hidden in
malls, big-box stores, supermarkets, and
other retail outlets. These are not security
cameras to detect theft but “face tracking”
systems that are put in advertising kiosks
that are cropping up in more and more
shopping areas.

The kiosks contain life-sized screens

that run a constant series of flashy, 15-sec-

ond videos touting various products. The
videos entice shoppers to pause and see
what’s being offered. But, as you're watch-
ing the ad, the ad is watching you!
Embedded in the screen, or hidden around
it, is a camera connected to software that
can detect your gender, age range, and
possibly ethnicity. The system then quickly
pulls up a video of a product that might
appeal specifically to someone of your pro-
file — maybe an ad for video games, cos-
metics, motorcycles, etc.

“This is proactive merchandising,” exudes
a lady whose title is “chief measurement
officer” for one of the peddlers of this
sneak-a-peek technology. More to the point,
it's proactive snooper-vision that secretly
tracks who watches the ads and for how

long — info that is passed on to the advertis-

ers. The companies insist that no pictures
or identifying data are stored, so, hey, it's
okeydoke — trust us!

Uh, no. They are monitoring us for profit
without telling us or revealing what details
they're collecting and for what purpose.
Who's watching them? There are no privacy
protections built into these secret systems.

OBAMA’S THIRD SURGE IN

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The Bicycle Thief

Police say James Clayton befriended - then ripped off -

many Austin bicyclists

In mid-December, among the hundreds of
ads on Austin’s Craigslist listing bicycles and
bike parts for sale — sandwiched between ads
for a little girl’s pink bike with handlebar tas-
sels and a mountain bike with a rusty chain —
was this surprising post:

WARNING: KNOWN BIKE THIEF (Austin)

Reply to: sale-963465558 @craigslist.org

Date: 2008-12-18, 9:53PM CST

A guy named James Clayton who has lived in
Austin for a little over a year has been befriending
cyclists, finding out where they live, what they
have, and when they won’t be home. He breaks
into homes and steals bikes, frames, and parts. If
you know this guy DO NOT share personal infor-
mation, as far as we know he only steals from
close friends of his.

Below the text was a photo of the smirking
face of James Ray Clayton, saluting the camera
with a Shiner.

The next morning, Dec. 19, local cycling
enthusiast Jason Abels was scanning a variety
of sites to find potential content for his popular
blog — Austin Texas Bike Stuff (www.atxbs.com)
— an anthology of bicycle events and commen-
tary on Austin’s thriving bike culture. The

Craigslist ad caught his eye, as did the “goofy
photo,” and he proceeded to post it on his site
— rather riskily, he admitted later, since it could
have been considered libelous.

“Woke up bright and early (well technically
not ‘bright’) and saw this on Craigslist,” he
wrote. “I don’t know the validity of any of this,
but nonetheless [Clayton’s] expression is rath-
er entertaining. If you know this fella, keep a
close eye on your two-wheeled possessions.”

“Little did 1 know it, but this was the begin-
ning of a really weird story,” Abels recalled
recently. Indeed. A few weeks later, in early
February, 42-year-old Clayton would be arrested
in possession of more than $60,000 worth of
bicycles and bicycle parts — most or all allegedly
stolen from friends and acquaintances he had
met in the local bike scene. And unfolding since
Clayton’s arrest is a bizarre tale of an apparently
brazen con man: an arrogant, ingratiating guy
who used his own passion for bicycle racing to
befriend numerous cyclists then broke into their
homes tosteal their high-dollar bikes. Additionally
perplexing is Clayton’s personal tale — how true
is anyone’s guess — that his near-death experi-
ence at age 35 (a heart attack followed by a
lengthy coma) dashed his professional racing
hopes but made him a “changed” man.
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Smooth Operator

At 6 feet and a slender 165 pounds, Clayton
has the lean and strong physique of an avid
cyclist. In a radio interview last year, he
described himself as egocentric, adding that
it’s often a requisite for successful athletes.
Those who liked Clayton — at least initially —
describe him as charming and gregarious,
although a bit arrogant. Others not so fond of
him said his exuberant personality made him
“creepy,” adding that his attitude toward
women was condescending and cocky.

“He was just so full of himself)” said Val
Hargrove, an amateur bike racer who rode with
Clayton for nearly a year and invited him into
his circle of friends. Police accuse Clayton of
breaking into Hargrove’s home and making off
with $15,800 worth of bikes and equipment.
That was in July of last year — yet in November,
Clayton cheerfully shared Thanksgiving dinner
at Hargrove’s home. “He had a strange person-
ality in that he was over-the-top friendly,” said
Matt Gordon, another cyclist who rode home
from a local race with Clayton one evening,
thereby unwittingly leading Clayton to another
alleged score. Police say Clayton broke into
Gordon’s house and stole thousands of dollars’
worth of bikes and expensive racing gear. “He’s
a smooth operator, cocky and confident,” said
Zachery Christopher, who became close friends
with Clayton and then leased to him a garage
apartment behind his Woodrow Avenue home.
Later, amidst the contra-
band in Clayton’s apart- p .
ment, police found two |
of Christopher’s bikes.

“I liked him more | |
than most people [
because he was so
friendly,” said one bike-
shop owner who asked
not to be identified. “I
let him work, really just
volunteer, around the
shop. He helped people
out all the time. ...
People would come in,
and he’d fix their flats,
whatever — although he
was so annoying to my
other employees that I
couldn’t have hired him.” The owner later dis-
covered that bike parts as well as a frame worth
$4,000 had gone missing from the store, and
he believes Clayton heisted them.

The list of allegations against Clayton is con-
siderable. In an Arizona triathlon, Clayton is
believed to have donned a wet suit and race
number, entered the water during the swimming
portion of the race, then emerged and made off
with the best bike he could find. Here in Austin,
Clayton allegedly dated a local woman for a few
months, abruptly broke up with her, then broke
into her garage to steal her $8,000 bike.

Adding Things Up
Clayton arrived in Austin in late 2006, tell-

ing new friends he had left his Arizona home
for something different, a new life. Over the

ol

next two years, police say, he was likely
involved in a slew of burglaries, apparently
often ignoring high-dollar electronic equip-
ment and other valuables to focus solely on
high-dollar bikes — the kinds that sell for
$3,000 to $10,000. Police and all those inter-
viewed for this story say they still don’t know
who was behind the Craigslist ad that first
pointed a finger of suspicion at Clayton, but
the ad quickly sparked the subject’s interest,
as well as that of the bicycling community.

After Abels posted the Craigslist blog
warning, he received e-mails from Clayton
and his girlfriend, Layne Severson, disputing
the charge that he was a thief and asking him
to remove the post. A local cyclist and attor-
ney also e-mailed to warn Abels that he
could get in legal trouble for making false
accusations. Abels didn’t delete the post but
revised it to add: “Honmestly I don’t know
anyone involved so I can’t say what’s true
and what’s not but most of what’s on this
page is bullshit anyways, so don’t sweat it
too bad James. As that old book says, ‘The
truth shall set you free. Would the poster of
the deleted [Craigslist] entry care to let me
know the motivation behind this allegation?
If so drop me a line. Otherwise I'm just
assuming this is bullshit and slander, and
that James is an ok guy who’s only crime is
being prone to making goofy expressions
(and really, who isn’t).”

On the next day, Abels
added the comment:
‘ “James, if 1 caused you
any problems I'm sorry.
You seem to be an alright
guy and a bike racer, so I
can’t see any reason that
you'd want [to] poison
your own well and steal
from the community. I
posted the original craig-
slist ad because I try to
post anything about local
bike thieves that I come
across, so that it gets a
wider distribution. I tried
to make it clear that I was
unsure of the validity of
the message, but like I
said if someone took it seriously and it caused
you headaches, I apologize.”

According to Abels, shortly after that post
he got a call from the police, who questioned
him about Clayton and what he might know
and outlined some of their case against
Clayton. Abels kept the police inquiry under
wraps but was, he says now, “biting [his]
tongue ’til it bleeds” waiting to fully expose
Clayton as a thief.

As it turned out, police investigators, led
by Austin Police Department Detective Scott
Askew, had been working through November
and December with three cyclists — Hargrove,
Gordon, and Mark Wiggans — to confirm
Clayton as the prime suspect in burglaries
of their homes. Hargrove had spotted sev-
eral bike components identical to those
stolen from him on two online sale sites —

www.weightweenies.com and www.serotta.com.
The seller’s e-mail was Clayton’s. “I knew
those were mine when I saw them,”
Hargrove said. “I confronted James about
it, but he denied that they were mine and
made up some story.”

Wiggans had a similar experience; both
he and Hargrove contacted the police. For
his missing gear, Gordon didn’t have to
look online. He encountered Clayton on a
ride last summer and
noticed he was wearing
a rare Nike watch/heart
monitor given to Gordon
by the company; Clayton
also had a unique Orbea
seat clamp. Both items
were identical to ones
stolen from Gordon’s
home in late 2007 — in
all, more than $15,000
in bikes and equipment
had been taken. “Things
were starting to add up,”

said  Gordon, who
remembered that
Clayton had ridden

home with him one eve-
ning after a race, so he
knew where he lived.

With the evidence

from the three cyclists in
hand, police confronted
Clayton.  Christopher,
Clayton’s landlord and friend, recalls that in
late January he heard police banging on
Clayton’s door of the garage apartment
behind his Woodrow Avenue home. “James
just refused to answer the door, wouldn’t
talk to them,” he said. “I talked to James
later, and he said it was BS, drama, and to
just ignore it. I said ‘OK. I believed him. ...
He was my friend.”

Christopher next saw police at his resi-
dence on Feb. 3. This time they were armed
with a search warrant for the garage apart-
ment and, he learned later, had already

apprehended Clayton as he exited a local
bank. Inside the apartment, police found a
huge stash of bikes, frames, components,
dozens of racing sunglasses, camera and
computer equipment, wheels, and more. In
one of Clayton’s cars — he owned both a
Land Rover SUV and a Ford Bronco — they
found bolt cutters and more bike parts.
They also found rental documents for a self-
storage unit on Burnet Road — a subsequent
search of the storage unit
revealed even more
apparently stolen bikes
and parts.
Shortly  thereafter,
Clayton was charged with
five counts of burglary of
a habitation (second-
degree felonies) and two
counts of felony theft of
merchandise valued
between $1,500 and
$20,000. In the weeks
since, he has been in jail
under bonds totaling
$150,000. His attorney,
Brian  Bernard, has
declined to permit inter-
views with his client.
“This case is incredibly
complicated,”  Askew
said. “We’re still unwind-
ing it, looking at evi-
dence, and there could
be more charges.” Over and above poten-
tial local charges, police learned that
Clayton had fled Arizona under theft
charges in Maricopa County, following
allegations of the same type of bike thefts.
He has also served time (reportedly 11
months) in federal prison in California on
grand theft charges and was released in
1992. Askew says that Clayton could face
extradition to Arizona, although it remains
uncertain what will happen with so many
charges pending locally.

Flaming the Villain

Abels began updating his blog, now with a
full account of his dealings with police and of
Clayton’s charges. Local bicycle blogs, forums,
and websites were abuzz with scores of
Clayton-related posts, altered photos of him in
jail, and numerous personal threats, such as
these two from the Austin VooDoo section of
www.bikemojo.com: “I hope they give the range
roving driving punk ... time in the joint ...
you can rape and kill people with a slap on the
wrist ... but don’t steal bikes ... cuz you're
going to the hole, big time.”

“This guy better not get away from the cops
anytime soon, they will find him IMPALED on
a bike frame, hanging from a tree somewhere
down on the greenbelt.”

Speculation began accumulating online,
with posters wondering whether Clayton had
burglarized their homes, and beyond Austin
rumors, bicyclists wondered whether he was
responsible for a wide array of thefts at racing
events across the country where people had
seen him or where his name was listed among
race results. Some joked that Clayton had
slipped out of jail to steal Lance Armstrong’s
bike — taken from a team truck Feb. 14, during
the Tour of California race.

Abels suggested that along with the theft
charges, something about Clayton’s widely
distributed mug shot — perhaps the dark eyes
and thousand-yard stare — had turned him
into the local cycling incarnation of evil. “He’s a
supervillain now,” Abels said. “It’s like some-
thing out of a comic book.” And while the
online comments mocked and flamed Clayton,
others in the bicycle community were dealing
with more painful experiences: first the loss of
expensive bicycles and equipment but per-
haps more profoundly the personal sense of
their violated trust and Clayton’s apparently
cavalier con games and betrayal.

One victim, who asked not to be identified,
pointed to the unusual nature of the crimes.
“You don’t have burglars who are home-enter-
tainment enthusiasts who then befriend elec-
tronic-gadget enthusiasts at local events, gain

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their trust, and then go steal their jumbo flat
screens,” he said. “These are bikes ... personal
items you ride and mold to, and the bicycling
community is close-knit — so any kind of con
like this is going to hit home hard.”

Clayton was indeed an avid bicycle-racing
enthusiast. He was a fixture at the local Dirt
Derby, Thursday races at the Driveway in East
Austin, and at local criteriums — all popular
events for local amateur and professional rac-
ers. There is now much debate over his claims
of previous professional racing achievements.
Online event records reflect that he raced in
various competitions sanctioned by profes-
sional associations, as both a mountain-bike
and road-bike racer; but it’s unclear whether
he ever achieved “professional” status or
earmned the sponsors of which he bragged.
Racing categories begin at 5 for entry-level rac-
ers; top racers are ranked at Category 1.
According to available records, Clayton appar-
ently never achieved anything higher than a
USA Cycling Category 4 status.

Hargrove recalls that he concluded after a
lengthy conversation with Clayton one eve-
ning, “He really didn’t know anything about
racing” Other cyclists agreed, adding that
Clayton told stories about his past racing and
sponsorships that didn’t accord with their
experiences. Clayton also told everyone he
knew that his heart attack at age 35 had
ended his professional career and future aspi-
rations. Most cyclists accepted the story at
face value.

Personal Betrayal and a Big Dick

Itwasn’t Clayton’s bragging rights in cycling,
or lack of them, that left deep personal
wounds. More intimately, many people trusted
Clayton and opened their lives to him. Har-
grove still wonders how Clayton could have
enjoyed his home at Thanksgiving dinner,
after apparently stealing Hargrove’s bikes a
few months earlier. Christopher recalls that he
also included Clayton in his family’s celebra-
tion of Thanksgiving. “He took two of my
bicycles,” Christopher said, apparently with a
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cover story that his bike was also gone. “I was
gone for the weekend at my parents’ ranch,
and I got a call from James. He said, ‘I hope
you moved our bikes, because if you didn’t,
they’ve been nabbed.””

Christopher says he met Clayton in 2007 at
Bicycle Sport Shop on South Lamar, where
fans were watching the coverage of the Tour de
France. “He was there pretty much every day,
and we hit it off,” he recalled. “We’d go on
rides, out to dinner, to clubs. He set me up on
dates with some girls. He was a good buddy
— until the final betrayal.”

Christopher, Hargrove, and other men now
believe that Clayton gained their friendship
merely in order to steal from them. The story
was apparently no different, though more
intimate, with at least some of the women
Clayton pursued romantically. Hargrove
recalls that from his arrival in Austin, Clayton
was known as a “ladies’ man” who either
turned off women with his “bullshit” or
enamored them with relentless attention. He
and Christopher also noticed that Clayton
would date women briefly, then drop them
shortly for a variety of reasons. “After going
out with one girl for a while and then calling
it off” Hargrove recalled, “he told me that
they weren’t physically compatible — that his
penis was too big.”

“He was hitting on all the girls [at the
races], so the girls knew exactly who he was,”
remembered Lindy Alton, who was riding
home with Clayton one evening but peeled off
and left him before arriving at her home,
because she thought he was “creepy.” Alton
says that later she almost bought a wheel set
listed in an anonymous Craigslist ad, until she
learned her correspondent was Clayton. Once
he discovered that she knew his identity, he
stopped responding.

Another local cyclist, who asked not to be
named, said Clayton barraged her with
MySpace messages; he was eventually success-
ful in getting her attention. “Usually I ignore
all random e-mails. ... But his messages were
funny. ... And after all, he was a cyclist,” she
said. She finally agreed to meet him at Bicycle
Sport Shop to watch the Tour de France and
then dated him briefly. “After he got a chance
to see my house once or twice, I never saw
him again, and he wouldn’t call me. He finally
wrote me back, and it was a rude e-mail. It
was basically saying, ‘I'm just not as into you
as you are to me.”

Six months later, the woman’s $8,000 bike
was stolen. Someone used a crowbar to break
through a door, and even though an alarm
sounded and police arrived minutes later, the
burglar had escaped. “They didn’t take any-
thing else, passed up my mountain bike, and
just took the road bike. I asked myself who
could have known about my bike and done
this, and of course James was on a very short
list. ... But he was supposedly a cyclist and
had nice bikes himself. In the end he was a
professional con man, and he purposely
engaged me online and tried to gain my trust
and friendship and date me just to get to my
bike. What James did was incredibly predatory.
It was just sick.”

Partners in Crime?

What Clayton may or may not have done to
hurt Layne Severson remains under debate
among bicyclists. Severson was Clayton’s girl-
friend for several months before his Feb. 3
arrest. A couple of weeks later, on Feb. 19,
police arrested Severson on felony charges of
money laundering, alleging that her PayPal
account had been used in several thousand
dollars’ worth of Internet sales of stolen items.

Severson was released on bond, and her
attorney, Rip Collins, says she is “very dis-
turbed about” her ordeal. “I don’t think this
girl is guilty,” Collins said. “She had a relation-
ship with this guy; he gave her a line and got
her to sell his parts and trade and such. ... He
used her PayPal account.” Some bicyclists who
know Severson also believe she was duped or
in a state of denial about her boyfriend’s
activities. “I called her right after ... [Clayton’s
arrest] happened,” Christopher said. “She
seemed in shock. She denied it to the end.”

Hargrove also knows Severson and says she
“went into complete denial” and insisted, “It’s
not possible.” He believes that Clayton’s rela-
tionship with Severson was close enough that
it may have been the underlying reason that
Clayton didn’t flee when he knew the police
were closing in.

Jack Armstrong, the attorney who posted to
www.atxbs.com cautioning Abels about publiciz-
ing accusations without proof, is also a friend
of Severson and came to her defense in the
blog: “I've known Layne for years,” Armstrong
wrote. “I know she wouldn’t knowingly par-
ticipate in any bike villainy. Sad she’s gotten
swept-up in that (alleged) ... bullshit.”

In a later comment, he added: “There
DOES seem to be a mountain of evidence
against Clayton. But not Layne. From what I
know, their case is tenuous and unprovable at
best. And, all the people who trusted Clayton:
ex-friends, bike shops, etc. aren’t guilty for
believing what he told them. Neither is
Layne.” The bike-shop owner who asked not
to be identified also believes Severson is inno-
cent. “I know her, she’s a friend of the shop,
and she pretty much got screwed by this
whole thing.”

Police investigators disagree. “She was coop-
erative with us until the charges were filed,”
Askew said. “I'm sure she is in some state of
denial, but there’s plenty of evidence pointing
at her charges.”



The bike community is certainly alarmed
and outraged over the charges against
Clayton, but many bikers do take some com-
fort in knowing they united to help the
police. “Absolutely yes, the bike community
definitely came together in this case and led
us in the right direction,” Askew said. Police
have already returned some of the confiscat-
ed items to their owners, but most victims
have been left wondering where their posses-
sions might have landed. The $8,000 road
bike belonging to Clayton’s former girlfriend,
for example, was apparently sold on eBay to
a man in Chicago, who then sold it to some-
one in France, rendering it irretrievable.

Riding With Death

Almost all those who encountered Clayton
on rides at the Driveway or Dirt Derby or
other racing events around town have heard
his story of his alleged life-changing event —
his heart attack at age 35. Clayton recounted
it in detail in an interview with Abigail
Mahnke on KOOP Radio’s Inner Views
(archived online at www.innerviewslive.com).

Clayton recalled to Mahnke: “I had dinner
with my roommate who I had known for a
number of years. And I wasn't feeling well

and decided I would go home and take a
nap. ... I was having chest pains and couldn’t
breathe again. ... Then I went upstairs and
sat on the edge of my bed, and I was out. ...
The lights went out in an instant. ... From
the bottom of my toes to my top of my head
was the most excruciating pain, and then
blackness. ... The next thing I remember is
paddles coming off my chest.

“My roommate, he was law enforcement,
and he had one of those weird cop feelings
and went to check on me and found me on
the floor in my room, and he did CPR, seven
to 10 minutes of CPR, and he had called
911. ... The paramedics came and defibril-
lated me right there.”

Clayton said he was placed into a medi-
cally induced coma to prevent shock and
awoke a month later. It would be two years,
he said, until he could again mount a bike.
He also recalled visions of his dead grandfa-
ther and great uncle, who told him, “It
wasn't my time yet, and I had unfinished
business back in the world.” He continued:

“I think for me, at the guttural level, I
learned that I am a fighter and survivor, and
I can get through anything ... no matter how
hard it is. ... Nothing is going to be as hard
as having to fight for your life.”

In retrospect, how much of Clayton’s near-
death story might be true is uncertain. Har-
grove, Christopher, and the woman he dated
all confirm they saw a “box-shaped thing”
under Clayton’s skin beneath his upper left
shoulder. That would seem to be an implant-
able cardioverter defibrillator, a battery-pow-
ered implant in patients who are at risk of
death due to improper contraction of cardiac
muscles. If that’s indeed what it is, the device
would seem to confirm at least that Clayton
has significant heart trouble. Perplexing
though are the contradictory accounts of oth-
ers — and police reports from Arizona — that
record that he told people there that his racing
career ended after he was impaled in the chest
by a handlebar during a mountain bike ride.

Some of Clayton’s acquaintances now won-
der whether the alleged near-death experience,
the subsequent coma, and Clayton’s realiza-
tion that he would never be a top-ranked
bicycle racer changed his personality and
turned him into a bike thief. That he report-
edly has a prior prison record for bike theft in
California, however, doesn’t lend much cre-

dence to the notion. Others speculate about
his family life, which has remained mostly a
mystery. He carried a picture he said was of his
mother in Arizona, but the Chronicle’s attempts
to locate any family have been unsuccessful.
Ultimately, his motivations may well remain
unknown. Clayton’s own words sound like
he’s conning even himself. Mahnke asked him,
about his near-death experience and his fight to
regain the ability to ride his bike, “Has your
behavior altered?” Clayton replied that a fight
for survival will “take the attitude right out of
you, any arrogance. ... Some people probably
still think I'm still a little arrogant ... but I
think I was a lot more arrogant. You're not
going to have everyone perceive you the way
you really are. In a chance meeting with any
one person, there’s such an array of views that
person can have about you and you have no
control over. ... If someone says you're cocky,
arrogant, or some other nice word, you have no
control over it. ... The first thing I've learned is
to give up control completely. And it seems like
the more you give up, the more you have.” W
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Stimulus, Stimuli,
Stimu-la-la

How President Barack Obama’s stimulus
works at street level today is witnessed in this
e-mail from my friend Anne, who does anti-
poverty social work:

“There’s ... been great excitement for me
the last [several] weeks. ... Last month we
finished the process of awarding the money for
our 2009 youth programs and about three days
later President Obama signed the Recovery
Act. So now I have an additional 2 million
bucks to use for youth programs this summer,
which I must admit is one of the best problems
I've ever had. It about doubles my workload for
no extra money, but I'm just thrilled that I'm in
the position to make decisions about what we
do. 'm aiming to serve an extra 800-1000 kids
this summer, and making sure as much as pos-
sible of the money goes in their pockets. I'm
also trying to get all kinds of innovative folks
to apply for funds to run these programs. As
always, the greatest struggles and barriers (for
me) lie with the bureaucratic assholes and I'm
trying hard not to be one for the people who
work with me.”

The importance of Obama’s stimuli cannot
be overestimated when there has been “a 60
percent increase in children forced into
‘food insecurity.” That’s bureaucra-
tese for families driven to skip-
ping meals” (The New York Times,

Dec. 26, 2008, p.38). And “the
Congressional Budget Office

estimates that over the next

two years, this country will suf-

fer more than $2 trillion in lost

economic production, with addi-

tional millions of lost jobs” (The

Week, Jan. 23, p.6). And “household
wealth dropped $11.1 trillion, or about 18
percent,” in 2008 (The New York Times, March
13, p.B1). And “a record 5.4 million American
homeowners with a mortgage of any kind, or
nearly 12 percent, were at least one month
late or in foreclosure at the end of last year”
(Associated Press online, March 5).

Lately, many voices on Wall Street and in
broadcast news have claimed the recession
has bottomed. These numbers say different.
Stimuli are needed desperately and will be for
some time. Speaking for his party with straight-
faced hypocrisy, Senate Republican Minority
Leader Mitch McConnell of Kentucky objected
to Obama’s budget because it “taxes too much,
it spends too much, and it borrows too much”
(Associated Press online, April 3) — though
Republicans had no problem amassing com-
parable deficits for Iraq, upper-class tax cuts,
etc., leaving U.S. Treasury debt at $10.6 trillion
by the end of the Bush years (The New York
Times, Dec. 27, 2008, p.WK1). True, “there is
no escaping the potential ramifications of large
deficits, and the sobering prospect that annual

interest costs on the federal debt could soon
exceed the entire military budget” (David M.
Herszenhormn in The New York Times, March
28, p.10). Yet however dangerous it is to print
and borrow so much money, Obama is right
when he says doing nothing, or doing little, for
America’s working people is more dangerous.
Why, then, is Obama quietly, even secretly,
giving far more money to Wall Street than to
Main Street? This is made possible, in part,
because “the Federal Reserve and the Federal
Deposit Insurance Corp. ... provide loans and
guarantees without a word from Congress” (The
Economist, March 28, p.16). Though taxpayers
now own “almost 80 percent” of AIG, how
AIG has used at least 50 billion government
dollars is, in the tradition of George W. Bush,
secret (The New York Times, March 15, p.BUL).
What's not secret is tricky. Very tricky. Treasury
Secretary Timothy E Geithner’s plan for Wall
Street is advertised by Obama as “creating a
public-private partnership,” but “private inves-
tors ... would be contributing as little as 3
percent ... and the government as much as 97
percent” (The New York Times, March 31, p.1).
“For every private dollar invested, the taxpayer
will provide a matching dollar ... and up
to $12 of other financing. ... The
taxpayer is on the hook for most of
the losses but gets only half of the
profits” (The Economist, March
28, p.83). This is a “partner-
ship” the way our forces in Iraq
are a “coalition” — in name only.
Not only is the partnership
not a partnership, but Obama
has arranged for the banks to arbi-
trarily decide what their assets are
worth. “Robert H. Herz, the chairman of the
Financial Accounting Standards Board, was
essentially ordered to change the rules or face
Congressional action” (The New York Times,
April 1, p.B1). The article goes on to note
that, normally, “the board offer[s] detailed
rationales for changes and [gives| interested
parties months to comment on them. ...
The process this time has been different in
almost every respect. The board permitted
only 15 days for comments and said it would
act after taking just a day to review the com-
ments.” One change allows banks to “value
the assets at what they believe they would be
worth in a normal market. The other change
would let banks avoid reporting some of the
impairment losses on their income state-
ments.” This “[allows] banks to value assets
at what they might be worth some time
soon, or should be worth in a more perfect
world” (USA Today, April 2, p.10). “Joshua
Shapiro, chief U.S. economist at MFR Inc.,
[said] the decision ‘allows financial institu-
tions to use fictional valuations on many of
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their toxic assets’” (Associated Press online,
April 3).

The AP article summarized that the new rules
“[allow banks] to increase earnings and carry
less capital as a buffer against potential losses.”

This is exactly what AIG did and exactly
what caused its blowout, as summarized in an
angry, lengthy, deeply researched article by Matt
Taibbi (Rolling Stone, “The Big Takeover,” April
2, p-66). I'm not fond of Taibbi’s tone, and I
don’t sign on to all his conclusions, but his
research is superb. “The essence of the bailout
[is] rich bankers bailing out rich bankers, using
the taxpayers’ credit card. ... The state is now
being asked not just to call off its regulators
or give tax breaks or funnel a few contracts to
connected companies; it is intervening directly
in the economy, for the sole purpose of preserv-
ing the influence of the megafirms. In essence,
[former Treasury Secretary Hank] Paulson used
the bailout to transform government into a
giant bureaucracy of entitled assholedom, one
that would socialize ‘toxic’ risks but keep both
the profits and the management of the bailed-
out firms in private hands.” Taibbi backs up his
rant with solid journalism.

What has to disappoint all who believe
in Obama is that the Obama-Geithner bank
bailout is no different from the Bush-Paulson
bailout. “The common element to the Paulson
and Geithner plans is the insistence that the
bad assets on banks’ books are really worth
much, much more than anyone is currently
willing to pay for them. ... The idea, says Mr.
Obama’s top economic adviser, is to use ‘the
expertise of the market’ to set the value of toxic

assets” (Paul Krugman in The New York Times,
March 23, p.21).

To facilitate the “expertise of the mar-
ket,” Obama has pressured the Financial
Accounting Standards Board into letting bank-
ers define the worth of their own assets. As
that USA Today editorial points out, it’s as
though you could decide the worth of your
home no matter what others were willing to
pay for it, plus get a line of credit based on
your self-serving estimate. You can’t. Now,
thanks to Obama, bankers can.

It’s a flat-out scam.

So it’s no surprise that Obama, at London’s
G20 talks, “thwartled] a French- [and
German-]backed attempt to set up an inter-
national financial regulator” (Associated Press
online, April 3). Such regulation may one day
come, imposed by international consent — but
only after America, as a financial entity, has
failed beyond even the audacity of our silver-
tongued president to deny. And that won't be
a good day for anybody.

China is floating the idea of an interna-
tional currency unconnected to the economy
of the United States. Many think that pro-
posal is either far-fetched or far in the future.
We don’t want to believe that the dollar can
fail utterly. But “America’s reliance on foreign
funding means the risk of a currency crash
cannot be ruled out” (The Economist, Feb.
14, p.81).

Obama’s bank policy is good for bankers
and reckless for us. Those helped most by his
stimuli are those who will be hurt most by his
stimu-la-la. |

THE OXFORD PROJECT

Their town, our town

For a family to have its individual members
photographed is not unusual. Schools rou-
tinely take individual portraits of the student
body. But an entire town having its picture
taken? Twice?

That’s the unlikely premise of the Oxford
Project, an exercise in social documentation
begun by photographer Peter Feldstein 25
years ago, when he had the impulse to cap-
ture on film every one of the 676 residents
of Oxford, a rural community in Eastern lowa
just 16 miles down the road from the

University of lowa, where Feldstein was teach-

ing photography. It was, to Feldstein’s mind,
the ultimate in democratic documentation:
everyone in town photographed in the same
no-frills full-body shot, without regard to age,
race, creed, or social standing. Getting all his
neighbors — Feldstein lived in Oxford, too — to
step before the camera took a few months,
but the photographer eventually succeeded in
making portraits of 99.9% of the population.

American Legion Hall, then put them away.
But in 2005, Feldstein had the idea of revisit-
ing the project and making updated portraits
of the people he’d photographed in 1984.
Over two years, he tracked down 100 of the
original subjects and not only photographed
them but had a writer, Stephen G. Bloom,
interview them about their lives. The results
were collected in a book, The Oxford Project,
published by Welcome Books in 2008.

The book is at once strikingly intimate and
expansive. The townspeople of Oxford do little
to hide themselves from Feldstein or Bloom;
they look directly into the camera, and their
words are as open and frank as their gazes.
They own their lives — every wrinkle, every
pound, every joy, every sorrow — and share
them as freely as they would a cup of sugar
with a neighbor. Some of what they share
affirms the virtues of life in an American small
town; some of it reveals heartbreaking
secrets. Everywhere, we see the passage of

and the fact that we see this across the span
of a generation and throughout an entire com-
munity gives the Oxford Project the sweeping
scope and power of Our Town or Spoon River
Anthology. It’s both personal and historical,
which makes Feldstein’s achievement doubly
absorbing and doubly affecting.

DAVID MARK COHEN NEW WORKS FESTIVAL

Relishing that monster buzz

The last “course” of the theatrical meal Foodstuff — one
of the 30-plus projects in the 2009 David Mark Cohen New
Works Festival at the University of Texas Department of
Theatre & Dance — consisted of a diner in a restaurant
knocking back cup after cup after cup after cup of espresso,
then topping them off with a hefty mug of cappuccino.
Rodney Richardson, the actor who downed all this java,
keenly communicated its effects on his system, growing pro-
gressively more hyper until he was one big ball of buzz,
crackling with energy like a Van de Graaff generator.

By the time | saw the piece Friday, that monster buzz was
most familiar; 1'd felt it throughout the Winship Drama
Building all week: a current of energy coursing through the
halls and in and out of every theatre and classroom. It was
equal parts enthusiasm from the students involved in projects
they'd generated and been working on for months, anticipa-
tion from their peers and teachers eager to see these original
works, and that whole festival vibe that springs from so much
concentrated creative energy, a packed schedule, people rac-
ing around seeing as much as possible, and chatter about
what’s hot (and not). As much as the works, that energy is
what makes the New Works Festival a highlight of the Theatre
& Dance Department calendar. Because it speaks to a level
of investment on the parts of everyone in the department in
the making of art. Students are granted the freedom and
responsibility of creation, with full support from the system;
they put the craft as they’'ve been learning it into practice,
making something original. And that’s a remarkable gift from
which they may draw lessons for a lifetime.

Based on the five works | saw and comments from other
attendees, the 2009 festival seemed to boast more humor
than earlier editions, with students more willing to crack
wise, camp it up, and even indulge in a little old-fashioned
slapstick. The Psyche Project took to the Greek myth of the
god Eros and his mortal love with a satiric edge sharper

than a Ginsu knife, and Foodstuff's dessert course was a
memorable serving of Death by Chocolate Mousse Cake,
which a gung-ho Jenny Connell and Mark Scheibmeir
smeared all over each other in a fit of hilariously over-the-
top passion. Not to minimize the quality of the dramatic
works here — the reading of The Edge of Peace proved
Suzan Zeder’s new drama to be moving and a more than
worthy sequel to her classic Mother Hicks and The Taste of
Sunrise, and the site-specific dance The Shape of White cast
hauntingly lovely images against the natural backdrop of
Waller Creek — but it was refreshing to see this up-and-com-
ing generation of theatre artists revel in irreverence.

More significant than the humor, however, was the strong
presence of the collaborative process in the generation of
new work. Where once the playwright was solely responsible
for the text, now actors, directors, and designers may work
together with the writer to shape a play. This collaborative
process has long been around on the alternative theatre
scene — the Rude Mechs are poster kids for this approach —
but it's been slow to be embraced by academia. Seeing how
well represented collaboration was among the festival works
— with The Psyche Project a vibrant example of how well it
can work — and how it surfaced in discussions such as the
focus group Katie Pearl led on directing new work, combined
with the department’s support for collaborative work in class-
es such as one led by playwriting teacher Steven Dietz, sug-
gests that UT may be on the vanguard of this country’s uni-
versity theatre departments, encouraging students in a 21st
century approach to the generation of original material.

Such a forward-thinking approach by the department
squares nicely with Austin’s rep for being innovative and
influential nationally in creative matters. And it gives you
another reason — as if you needed one - to go ahead and
mark the 2011 New Works Festival on your calendar. Yes,
it'’s two years off. But for this, why wait? - R.F

Ballantine Books, 224 pp., $14

Love Stories in This Town sees Austin novel-
ist Amanda Eyre Ward, author of Sleep Toward
Heaven: A Novel (2003), How to Be Lost: A
Novel (2004), and Forgive Me (2007), return
to her original milieu, the short story. In fact,
“Miss Montana’s Wedding Day,”
arguably the centerpiece story of
this collection, won third place
in The Austin Chronicle’s Short
Story Contest in 1999; it was
the writer’s first published work.
Ward has a heart for women,
as all of her previous work will
attest; these stories underscore
that fact. Where issues of
domesticity and maternity are
often dismissed or idealized in
the cultural imagination, Ward
here makes an argument for
how very important such mat-
ters are with characters written
so intricately and carefully that they are very
nearly real themselves, in all their ambivalence
and agony. “Butte as in Beautiful” captures
the bathos of everyday life, as a saucy young
librarian negotiates the tensions between the
unintentional hilarity of a library masturba-
tor and the harsh reality of the temptation
to settle for what’s left amid the
shards of shattered dreams. “On
Messalonskee Lake” depicts
the paradoxical death of a

PRIVATE MIDNIGHT
by Kris Saknussemm
The Overlook Press, 336 pp.,
$25.95

How many books are there with a
sleazy cop finding some kind of redemption
after a redheaded femme fatale walks into his
life? In Private Midnight, Birch Ritter is the cop
whose self-admitted crimes leave the opening
pages soaked in blood and the sweat of illicit
sex. Genevieve is the mysterious woman who
leaves a trail of suicidal associ-
ates behind her. Ritter starts
investigating her — an investi-
gation to which she submits
willingly. What he unknowingly
signs on for is a therapy ses-
sion with the devil, and there’s
always that pesky price to pay.

But if you're thinking Kris
Saknussemm’s follow-up to
his critically lauded debut,
Zanesville: A Novel, is going
to be some kind of watered-
down Dashiell Hammett
knockoff, you're barking up the
wrong hangman’s tree. Genre
is a term that has no meaning here, and
Private Midnight avoids plot twists by vault-
ing instead from police procedural to erotic
thriller to occult horror to philosophical tome.

Ritter’s internal monologue starts off
sounding like a cop written by someone who
knows law enforcement only from reading
high-end and pulp detective fiction. When it
works, it's witty, culturally rich, and brutal

marriage borne of a couple’s first baby. Other
stories — “Shakespeare.com,” “The Way the
Sky Changed,” and “Should | Be Scared?” —
use significant cultural/historical events as
the backdrop for these domestic dramas: The
war on terror poisons a young couple about to
embark on starting a family, a woman seeks
answers in unusual places for her infertil-
ity as she labors at a failing
dot-com, a 9/11 widow and
widower replace their deceased
spouses with each other. This
is not cheerful stuff but neces-
sary portraits of life in the 21st
century. Most moving, though,
is the book’s second half, called
“Lola Stories,” which follows
the life of the heartbroken girl
of “Miss Montana’s Wedding
Day.” Lola moves through the
vagaries of loss, an unlikely love
story, life in the Middle East,
and motherhood with grace and
no small amount of insecurity;
she is human and deeply flawed, and the
reader can’t help but love her, largely because
Ward so clearly does. This is Ward’s gift: She
makes writing about being human and female
look easy while simultaneously inviting empa-
thy for the female experience in these compli-
cated times. — Melanie Haupt

in a seedy way. When it fails, it’s
like Damon Runyon, James Ellroy,
and Dennis Miller dukin’ it out for
keyboard ownership. But as Ritter
changes (or, more accurately, under-
goes his own Metamorphosis, courtesy of
Genevieve), the book melds the mystic/
mythic exploration of The Golden Bough
and the easy eroticism of those early porn
novels Anne Rice used to put out under
a pseudonym. Only, you know, addictively
readable. As Ritter transforms
from irredeemable gumshoe to
something stranger and more
willingly perverse, so does his
narrative voice become clearer
and starker, and the events
become weirder, more sordid,
and shamanistic.

Private Midnight courts
controversy, but that’s almost
undoubtedly Saknussemm’s
intention. As Genevieve strips
Ritter down physically and spiri-
tually, Saknussemm cracks open
a series of modern shibboleths
about sexuality and justice and
invites the audience to feast on its guts. It's
impossible to say whether individual readers
will be entranced, appalled, or disgusted by
his work. But if this book is Saknussemm’s
sophomore misfire, then it is at bare mini-
mum bold, intriguing, and disturbing.

Navarro: “You are on point out there.”

AC: What is something lame to do at a battle?
What’s a boring question that you get? After you

lose a battle, do you want a hug? Do you like
pictures and autographs?

Davila: [Lame things to do:] Walk in the mid-
dle of the dance floor. Spill drinks. Bite. Talk
crap the entire battle. Lame questions: Can
you spin on your head? Did you take gymnas-
tics? Are you the real Omar?

Ruiz: Don’t sit at a battle and look bored;
we feed off the crowd’s energy. Don't spill
drinks in the cypher or talk shit to a B-boy
when youre just a spectator. The worst
thing to do is walk through a cypher with
B-boys getting loose without acknowledge-
ment of any kind. The battles can get really
heated at times, so the best policy is just
give compliments and stay out of their way.
Cheering and screaming during the battle is
much appreciated.

Wau: Boring questions that I've gotten? Hmm,
something like, “Have you seen the movie The
Break-Up?” or “What's the difference between
burgundy and maroon?”

Joseph Astran: I love taking pics with old and
new friends, and, hey, if you want an auto-
graph, and it’s not for a contract, I am down.
Hugs are cool, but competition losses mean
nothing, so just do the hug for love.

AC: The last thing people should know?
Joseph Astran: Please know B-boys are not
your neighborhood thug or your new TV show
monkey. Most of us do this for the love and
art of it. We always look forward to teaching
others and are actually excited about it. Feel
free to talk to any of us; we don’t bite, unless
you ask, and we are some of the most down-
to-earth people you'll find.

Puteri Astran: We are not thugs. Please do
not affiliate us with anything negative this
world has to offer. We are people just like
you.

PUTERI ASTRAN, AKA B-GIRL LOTUZ sive Turkeys and Massive Monkees out of Seattle, Wash., age 27

Born in “small but overpopulated”
Jakarta, Indonesia, and has lived in Austin
for four years. Began B-girling as a senior
in high school. “My friends were getting
into trouble, and | did not want to fall into
that trap. | wanted to be a part of a posi-
tive movement; that’'s why | started
B-girling.” She has been to B-Boy City 10,
12, and 15.

JOSEPH ASTRAN, AKA JAY ARE

A rhythm and footwork specialist, her
battle style is 50-50 freestyle vs.
planned: “Although you have moves pre-
pared, in the middle of your set you end
up forgetting it, then you have no other
choice but to freestyle. Footwork is what |
love to do.”

Many B-girls compete in B-Boy City bat-
tles, but they are outnumbered by B-boys

overall. “Being a B-girl is tough, because
you have to take that step to ask some-
one to teach you a move. To all the B-girls
out there who are just starting or thinking
about starting: Please do not depend on
anyone to help you move up. You have to
do it on your own. Never give up, and have
fun; otherwise, you will not succeed in
this dance.”

OMAR DAVILA, AKA OMAROR O

Jive Turkeys, age 25

Born in Houston but moved to Austin when he was 3. Began
B-boying 10 years ago.

His battle style is 90% freestyle, 10% planned. He plans moves
but is never sure how they will connect: “| just let the music move
me, and the rest will follow. I’'m very spontaneous.” He does lots
of power moves (inverted up on his hands and elbows) and is
known for hand hops: “l am cursed with it now. My style is more
of an explosive move style. | hate it, but it's what my body does,
so why change it?”

On being a B-boy: “The best part is just being able to express your-
self without words. People can tell how | feel by the way | dance. |
love the fact that | can inspire others without using one word. It is the
universal language.”
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Jive Turkeys and the Mighty Zulu Kingz
(founded in NYC in 1973), age 23

Born in Lockhart but raised in Austin. Started dancing at age 12,
“just for fun with some kids in my neighborhood.” Started going to
B-Boy City with B-Boy City 2 and has been every year he was in
Texas, though in 2002 he had a broken ankle and could only watch.
He is on the judging panel this year. One of the three dancers pro-
filed in Marcy Garriott's documentary Inside the Circle.

Davila’s level of spontaneity in a dance “depends on numerous
things, on if it's a battle, cypher, exhibition, and also on the music.”
Known for his core strength: “Some would say my power moves. |
would say I'm pretty well-rounded.”

Favorite part of B-boying: “Being able to express myself and my
life through breaking.”



SANTOS RUiZ, AKA SANTOS

B-Boy City, age 28
(but “only 24 in B-boy years”)

Longtime Austinite who started
B-boying in 1996: “[Dancing] just
snatched my attention and hasn’t let
go.” He went “to B-Boy City before it
was called B-Boy City but was too
young to understand the business
side of it. But learned fast and quickly
began helping Romeo.”

His power-move style in the cypher
is 30% planned, 70% improvisation.
An impressive battle move is a head-
stand slide straight across the floor.
“It's about freestyle and just the art
of being spontaneous.”

Favorite part of B-boying: “We have
family in every city, state, country, plan-
et. You name it; we will be accepted by
another dancer as family.”

Rodriguez: Lots of people think we are
heathens because of the way we walk, talk,
and look, but we are not. We are the nicest
people you will ever meet in life. Thanks
for the love and support. Hope to see
y’all at B-Boy City. Keep it real. Don’t fake
the funk, but keep it funky.

Ruiz: Keep supporting the local talent, art-
ists, and respect. And the best way to sup-
port us is to show up to our events.
Davila: My dance is an expression of the
life I have lived and am living. It is my God-
given talent. I have put all my heart into
this, blood, sweat, and tears!

Navarro: Thanks to all my peeps that truly
believed in me and the movement.

Cissi’'s has seemed like a moving target
since it opened as an upscale neighbor-
hood grocery in 2007. Changes were made
a few months back, and it appears to have
found the right focus, cutting the market to
about a quarter of its original size and
boosting up the wine selection and a menu
of prepared and in-house served foods.
The new Cissi’s has a killer wine list, heavy
on obscure Old World wines, with a menu
designed to match well with them.

Let’s start with the wine. It's at mostly
fair prices, a tad over what you’d pay in a
liquor store if you could find these wines.
Like most wine bars in town, Cissi’s will
open any bottle of wine if you buy two
glasses from that bottle, which basically
means half a bottle for half the cost of a
bottle. Wine prices are labeled on the
racks, but if you take the wine out, it
costs $10 less, sort of a reverse way of
saying Cissi’s is charging a $10 corkage
fee (all quoted prices are for drinking on

THE WINES OF COLLIO

Collio is in the northeast part of Italy
and, like France’s Alsace, is one of
those areas that has been passed
back and forth depending on which
country won the latest war. It sits
hard up against Slovenia and just
below Austria and has been part of the
Hapsburg Empire, Napoleon’s France, a
Slavic state, and part of the Venetian

Republic, only becoming part of Italy after World War Il. This
mishmash of influences has left the region with a fascinat-
ing mix of cultures and cuisines, with wines to match.

The area is best known for white wines, and its hilly
limestone terrain (think of the Texas Hill Country, only really By
green) is perfect for whites. Unfortunately for consumers,

If you only want one glass,
Cissi’s offers 16 wines by the glass, rang-
ing from a red $6 Indicazione Geografica
Tipica from Tuscany to a $12 glass of
Morey-Coffinet Chassagne-Montrachet.

The menu offers salads, sandwiches,
creative appetizers and cheese plates,
daily specials, plus Faith Chan’s exemplary
desserts (have the Belgian Ale
Doughnuts). During the day, diners are
welcome to put in a to-go order at the back
counter and enjoy free Wi-Fi while eating
inside or out. At night, Cissi’s goes into
Italian mode and charges a little more to
eat in the dining room (it offers full table
service, and that’s how Cissi’s pays for it).
Almost all of the dishes are designed to
match up nicely with the wines. The house-
cured Gravlax Plate ($14) is a classic
combo for the Lucien Albrecht Brut Rosé
($31), although the Pascal Jolivet Chateau
du Nozay Sancerre ($37) would be my
choice. The duck confit salad ($15) has
a duck leg that would match nicely with a
Pinot Noir such as the Grosjean Vallee
d’'Aoste Vigne Tzeriat ($52), but Cissi’s
adds cucumber and apples, so go for the
Leth Roter Veltliner ($46), an Austrian wine
with white pepper and wet rocks.

While still light and
elegant, this is an unusually powerful wine for a
Collio.

The concept of food and drink as consumable art is
nothing new, but the specific genre of “latte art” seems to
have emerged in the past few years as the coffeehouse
revolution swept this country. Talented baristas who can
draw hearts or rosettas in steamed milk are not uncom-
mon, but a colleague sent me a cell-phone photo of the
whimesical artistic creation of one local coffee maven,
and the story behind it is too good not to share. Adam
Cotorceanu manages the front of the house during the
day at the popular Quack’s 43rd Street Bakery
(411 E. 43rd, 453-3399, www.quackquacks.com). The
young screenwriter worked his way through college and
film school in coffeehouses in St. Louis and New York
City, developing skills as a latte artist along the way.
While he can make butterflies, snails, hearts, rosettas,
birds, and self-portraits (with mustache) in the steamed
milk atop a latte or a cup of hot chocolate, Adam'’s sig-
nature creation is a lion’s head, complete with ruffled
mane (see photo online at austinchronicle.com). “I'm a
triple Leo, so a lion seemed like a natural for me. It
took me awhile to work out how to do it, but the solu-
tion came to me one morning on a subway ride to work
in New York,” he recalls. Cotorceanu explains that cre-
ating the proper canvas for a work of latte art requires
properly steamed milk and a pouring technique that
doesn’t cause too much swirling between the hot drink
liquid and the carefully made foam. He says Quack’s
customers don’t seem to mind waiting the few extra
seconds it takes for him to add an artistic flourish to
their hot drinks, and | can vouch for the fact that the
milk artwork lasts to the bottom of the cup. While | was
in Quack’s visiting with Cotorceanu, | noticed that the
coffeehouse has recently added hot panini sandwiches
for lunches every day and breakfast on weekends —
plus a very tempting cupcake selection (Boston cream
pie and lemon meringue cupcakes are both particularly
good) and a delightful array of sugar cookies decorated
for Easter. Be sure to try something sweet when you
stop in to appreciate Cotorceanu’s consumable art...

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Local Pork Gets Schooled

Dai Due Supper Club shows you how to use everything but the oink

No one in Austin is more passionate about local, fresh, natu-
ral pork than Jesse Gritfiths of Dai Due Supper Club
(www.daidueaustin.com, 769-7261). With any class or dinner that
Dai Due presents, everything is all-natural and grown, har-
vested, and consumed in season. Vegetables, herbs, and fruits
are consumed as soon as possible after harvest, with no middle-
men involved. Animals are Old World breeds, all-natural and
free-range, hormone- and antibiotic-free, and they are housed
and dispatched humanely. Ideally, all products are obtained
locally, or as close as possible to the point of consumption. As
Griffiths says: “You should know who grew or raised your food
and how it was produced. I will never purchase from a grocery;
I only buy from local farmers.”

Such was the case with the 120-pound
side of pork that Griffiths pulled from the
walk-in cooler for Dai Due’s hog-butchering i
class. It was a Berkshire that was pasture-
raised by Richardson Farms, and you could
almost picture it frolicking around the fields
before its ultimate sacrifice. As he laid it on
the stainless table, Griffiths eyed the carcass
with a paradoxical blend of ravenous rever-
ence and repeatedly commented on how
delightfully fatty this particular side of pork
was. As the class gathered around, the ana-
tomical lesson and butchering began.

The head was already simmering in a huge
pot, waiting to be transformed into head-
cheese after enough gelatin was extracted. The
tenderloin was removed first, to be used
whole in a galantine. The front shoulder was
separated and cut into chunks for the grinder. Blessed with the
ideal ratio of 25%-t0-30% fat, it was destined to become sau-
sage. A pot of seasoned neck chunks was started simmering for
rillettes. Had we been cutting chops, Griffiths pointed out the
space between the third and fourth ribs where they would
begin. The gorgeous loin was skillfully removed and brined, and
then the ribs extracted (with a lecture on the difference between
styles of ribs). As bones were trimmed of meat, they went into
the huge simmering stockpot to make a concentrated glacé.

The Austin area is blessed to have several dedicated suppliers of traditionally pastured, old-
breed, all-natural pork, either selling their products as whole or partial carcasses or as cuts of pork
by the pound. This is the pork of your great-grandparents’ dinner table.

Next, the pork belly was removed, thinly crosscut
on top, placed on a bed of aromatic vegetables and
wine, and popped into the oven to begin its unique
braised-baked transformation. Once the ham was
sectioned, with a demonstration of the many differ-
ent individual muscles, the meat was readied for the
grinder. Much of the exterior fat was removed and
ground for lard and cracklings. After rapid chilling of
the meat and the grinder (to prevent melting of the
fat from friction), it was ground for charcuterie.

Over the next four hours, Griffiths demonstrated
a cornucopia of charcuterie: First the saucisson sec
was stuffed to begin its six-week drying pro-

I cooked pork, liver, and brown rice. The rest of
the liver was used for a paté to be baked off
next to the tenderloin-stuffed galantine. Meat
for the rillettes was whipped with fatty stock
and molded. A chile-spiked chorizo was
made, and finally, we picked over the meat
from the head to form two
loaves of headcheese.

Our almost 5-foot-long pork
side had been magically trans-
formed into numerous dishes
and dinner components, with
shockingly little waste. We all
got to participate, learned an
immense amount, and Griffiths kept the class engaged and
entertained for six hours (although it seemed much shorter).

The next day, a group of some 35 folks convened under
beautiful sunny skies around a long flower-accented table
at Rain Lily Farm in East Austin (www.rainlilydesign.com).
After touring the gorgeous gardens and grounds, sipping on
cocktails made from Treaty Oak Platinum Rum, Llano
Estacado Chenin Blanc, Valley orange juice, and a syrup
made from Griffiths’ own lemon blossoms, the pig feast
began. The effervescent Tamara Mayfield, Dai Due’s better

half, excelled at making everyone comfy, while the char-
cuterie table was presented.

The headcheese melted unctuously in the mouth, the
liver paté was paired perfectly with beet chutney and may-
haw jelly, the saucisson sec went wonderfully with the fen-
nel salad, while Griffiths’ amazing Firemans 4 mustard
perfectly accented the tenderloin paté and the rillettes. Next
arrived a rich soup of lima and pinto beans, kale, and our
chorizo, with every drop being devoured. Cornbread laced
with fresh pork cracklings was grouped with spicy Cajun
boudin and braised collard greens, devilishly good topped
with Griffiths” piquant vinegar-pepper sauce.

Bowls of braised cabbage topped with
sliced boudin blanc and kielbasa sausages
arrived to the delight of the crowd; it got very
quiet as compliments flowed. Servers next
presented amazingly tender, sliced, spit-
roasted loin, accompanied by a salad min-
utes out of the garden, topped with a shallot
vinaigrette. The piece de résistance was the pork belly, golden
and crunchy on top, rich and yielding below, served with car-
rots, pickled radishes, and grilled garlic scapes. It was all we
could do to choke down the magnificent beignets fried in
lard, served with perfectly ripe strawberries.

Dai Due presents local farm-raised foods simply and deli-
ciously, at the peak of perfection. Griffiths is a master in both
instruction and cookery, admirably complemented by the social
graces of Mayfield. If you have never taken a class or attended
one of their dinners, you have only yourself to blame. |

Remembering actor Lou Perryman
BY MARC SAVLOV

You can spill a lot of kind words on the life and times of actor Lou
Perryman, who was found murdered in his home in South Austin
Thursday, April 2, and those words are necessarily unencumbered by
hyperbole. He lived the kind of life and played the kinds of roles that
required no extra horse puckey to sass it up all up. He did it all his own-
self, as Joe Lansdale would say.

Perryman was a damn fine character actor in the best sense of the
term and an even better representative of old weird Austin (and by exten-
sion the whole of the Weird Star State), from the corners of his lopsided,
hound-dog smile to the tips of his dust-scuffed Ropers. He was a charm-
er and a sweetheart and, hell yeah, a bit of an outlaw — again, in the
complimentary sense of the word — and a lifetime dues-paying member
of that fast-vanishing breed, the native Texan, yarn-spinning actor/artist
and all-around jaw dog, as in: “You wanna go get another round? All your
jawing is making me thirsty, and it’s your turn to buy.”

He was, in short, one of our own, and you can bet that rusty old
McCulloch BP-1 you have sitting gathering cobwebs in your garage on it.
And then you can take that saw to the bank, rob the bank, and use the
cash infusion to purchase thousands of copies of Eagle Pennell’s The
Whole Shootin’ Match and Tobe Hooper's The Texas Chainsaw Massacre 2
and hand 'em out free of charge on Sixth Street to one and all. Hell, it's
what Perryman would’ve thought of doing, if only he were the bank-rob-
bing-with-a-chain-saw-for-self-promotion type.

Seriously. Perryman had a gift, and he knew it and used it to the full
extent of the cinematic law, with malice toward none and payment
deferred. If you're one of those unfortunates who has yet to see Shootin’
Match or Chainsaw 2 or Last Night at the Alamo or Deep in the Heart — all
fine movies in their own genre-hopping ways and all starring or featuring
equally unique, funny, sweet, or strange Perryman performances — well,
then | envy you.

CROWDED CANVAS

Video artist Max Juren
stakes his claim in the
YouTube nation

Local multimedia and video artist Max Juren
has to compete with the best of Internet
memes. Primarily publishing his commercial
parodies, short narratives, and other video clips
on YouTube (and under the pseudonym of his
video-artist persona, Jax Neuron), the
1980s-nostalgic, feather-haired, and white-suit-
ed Juren must jockey for space and attention
with the likes of “Kittens, Inspired by Kittens.”
So how does a serious, Web-based humorist
interested in the effects of modern consumer-
ism and the absurdity of cultural norms emerge
in @ community ruled (for the moment) by such
viral hits as the Techno Viking and a recording
of Larry Williams giving directions to a Motel 67?
With a series of shorts that contemplate the
complexity of our modern condition, that’s how.
Of course, photos of Juren riding a windup
penis and footage of a half-naked man face-
planting into a hamburger cake from the roof of
a house probably help, too.

In many ways the Internet serves as an
appropriate medium for the kind of work Juren

produces. “In the ideal sense, [YouTube] has
given people a forum so they are not making
videos only their family and friends can see.
And that can have an impact if you are sharing
legitimate new ideas,” Juren says. As a humor-
ist, he also appreciates the “lowest common
denominator” aspect of many YouTube clips
and believes that his favorite video, “The
World’s Longest Fart,” has a unique ability to
connect people. “Everyone laughs at it,” Juren
says. But YouTube’s unchecked accessibility
has its limits. And Juren appreciates that
YouTube’s convenience and anonymity, which
scored his shorts such as “Falcor Jovialized”
more than 3,700 hits, fosters a level of vulgari-
ty as well. “[YouTube] comments are always
someone airing their angry, critical first reac-
tion in five words or less with no potential for

Discovering Perryman on film (or DVD) is like discovering an armadillo kick-
ing back on your front porch, smoking your Luckies, drinking your Lone Star,
and reminiscing about its long-gone but ever-present-in-spirit World Head-
quarters: It's weird, wild, and wonderful, and it doesn’t happen often enough.

negative repercussion,” Juren says. “l just
think it's cowardly.”

In the interest of reaching new audiences
and as a step toward his goal of a feature-
length narrative, Juren spent the past few
weeks working with friend Drew Liverman to
compile a collection of his favorite online piec-
es for a DVD.

IT AIN'T OVER TILL
THE FUNDING SINGS

It may be no coincidence that the
NBC/DirecTV announcement of two
more 13-episode seasons of Friday
Night Lights to be almost definitely
shot in Austin came as changes to
the state’s film incentives program
eased through the House and
ambled around the Senate, where it
will surely find approval. The
Legislature likes betting on a winner.
But don’t make any mistake thinking
this fight is over. The enabling legis-
lation, which made history as the
very first bill to pass through the
House, is primarily about adding
flexibility to the film incentives pro-
gram so that the state can actually
compete with other states offering
larger kickbacks. But the real battle
looms over Gov. Rick Perry’s
announced goal of increasing two-
year funding for the program from
$20 million (plus another $2 million
for administration and related pro-
grams) to $60 million. The trouble
is, Perry is in the Lege doghouse
after shifting $50 million from one
program he oversees to another one
for a Texas A&M University project.
The Texas Film Commission over-
sees the film incentives program
and is part of Perry’s dominion, so
you see this train wreck approach-
ing. Rep. Jim Pitts, who chairs the
House Appropriations Committee, is
talking of needs for additional over-
sight of all Perry’s programs, includ-
ing film. Expect Texas Motion
Picture Alliance lobbyists to be
working in overdrive in coming
weeks as the funding battle begins
in earnest.

FALLEN ANGELS: SPECIAL EDITION
HAPPY TOGETHER: SPECIAL EDITION
Kino International, $29.95 (each)

Is there any contemporary American director who can so effort-
lessly invoke the essence of tragic love and endless loss as easily
as Hong Kong’s Wong Kar-Wai? In terms of sheer, unfettered emo-
tions, maybe the closest we Yanks have come has been through
the cracked, heart-bent looking glass of Hal Hartley (and his
much-missed, vastly underrated muse, Adrienne Shelly). Quentin
Tarantino is a more obvious echo — his Rolling Thunder Pictures
distro outfit gave a full-on theatrical release to WKW'’s seminal
Chungking Express way back in 1996 — but there’s simply no
American counterpoint to Wong’s literally breathtaking imagery.
You gasp, and then the goose bumps come, and then the next
thing you know, you’re hanging out in some twilit greasy spoon at
2am, night after night, hoping the violet snap of the bug zapper
outside will flash across the sudden storm-wet parking lot pave-
ment with enough neon crackle and spark to catch her (or his)
wandering eye, the girl (or guy, maybe on the run, almost certainly
with a gun) of cinema’s best, most visually arresting, post-Godard-
ian dreams. It never happens much outside of prehandover HK,
sure, but what the hell: Maggie Cheung would wait until time bent
backward and delivered up Leslie Cheung. Wouldn’t you?

Kino’s special edition of Wong's 1995 Fallen Angels is in every
way superior to its 1998 DVD release. The story revolves around an
icy-cool Killer (Leon Lai Ming) and the equally amoral femme fatale
(Michele Reis), who acts as his agent-cum-existential heart bomb,
but it was originally conceived as part of Chungking Express, only
to be cut loose at the last moment in consideration of length, tone,
and the director’s notoriously perfectionist editing concerns.

For all the dog-caged emotions that flow throughout the film like a
crimson oil slick reflecting off that omnipresent gutter moon, Fallen
Angels, in particular, owes its naked alley-cat croon to the director’'s
longtime director of photography, Christopher Doyle. WKW may boil
the blood (or, more likely, simmer it down into a fine, heady, heart-
sick stock), but it's Doyle’s eye for the anxious nightscape humidor
of Hong Kong that blows your mind and renders you, for a little while,
as erotically charged and casually craven as this pair of dreamy love
cats, prowling as they are around and around the riotously color-drenched Chungking House Deluxe Hotel.

Kino’s provided a wealth of extras, too, not the least of which is a trio of behind-the-scenes fea-
turettes, the most mesmerizing of which focuses on Fallen Angels’ erotically charged final scene: Reis
zoning out, in extreme close-up, with egg noodles drowsing up from chopsticks to pink lips while her
man becomes unfocused and bloodied behind her.

Doyle, speaking on a commentary track about Reis’ emotionally explosive performance and how
such strange, evocative scenes were finally achieved, says it best: “It’s not just film stock or lighting
or filters or the sense of the scene. It’s really about trust and bravery, you know?”

O

Happy Together, shot directly after Fallen Angels but not released in the U.S. until 1998, is every-
thing the director’s previous film is not, but more so. Set in Buenos Aires, Happy Together stars Tony
Leung and Leslie Cheung (both returning from Wong Kar-Wai’'s swordplay phantasma Ashes of Time,
recently re-released theatrically in the U.S.) as the gay couple who’ve had enough of each other, but
not, really, enough. It's a love story in decline, surrounded and enveloped once again by Christopher
Doyle’s sumptuous cinematography. Wong Kar-Wai being, well, Wong Kar-Wai, the visuals ricochet
from blunt, brusque black and white to supersaturated signage, the better to invoke the broken
demons of these two turbulent men as they slowly slide into mutual mental and sexual combat.

Happy Together is probably Wong’s most assured (yet no less borderline avant-garde) film up to
that point, and the collision of Eros, Thanatos, and hot, hot lust that boils up around nearly every
sequence makes his recent American debut, the lovely but emotionally stillborn My Blueberry Nights,
seem like yet another terrific argument against HK filmmakers (we’re talking to you, John Woo) trek-
king over Hollywood way. Passionate and passionately shot — stories of endless retakes and colossal
budget overruns on Happy Together have become the stuff of legend — this almost acts as a reality
check against the more melodramatic neon-lit capers 'n’ caterwauling of his previous films.

Still, remastered from an HD transfer (a relative rarity in HK films until now) and with a boisterously
sensual Dolby 5.1 stereo surround track — the better to capture all those sweaty tangos — the ele-
giac, steamy Happy Together is the sight and sound of Wong maturing out of the beautiful HK grime
and into the bright, Argentine night. No matter where he and partner-in-grime Doyle find themselves,
however, it’s always the most arresting place the audience will find itself, shy of a time-ticket back to
prehandover HK. — Marc Savlov
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LINNOCENTE
Koch Lorber, $24.98

In his 30-year career as a writer and
director, Luchino Visconti took elegance
and sumptuousness to rarefied heights.
One of the founders of the Italian neore-
alist school, Visconti transcended easy
definitions by
combining that
movement’s pas-
sion for psycho-
logical veracity
with the elegance
and romanticism
of his aristocratic
upbringing, creat-
ing films that are
simultaneously
emotionally stark
and visually lavish.
And nowhere was this balance more won-
derfully struck than in the director’s last
film, L'Innocente, a masterwork of late-
19th century sexual mores and a crash
course in the possibilities of set design.
Every inch of every shot is bursting with
red velvet, Persian rugs, ornate jewelry,
lavish gowns, and painstakingly arranged
floral bouquets (not to mention stockings
and bodices). All the better to disguise the
thousand acts of petty cruelty, jealousy,
and narcissism that threaten to drag the
film’s heroes and heroines into the mire of
total amorality.

Giancarlo Giannini stars as Tullio Hermil,
a Roman gentleman who tortures his wife,
Giuliana (Laura Antonelli), with details
of his very public affair with a wealthy
widow. Teresa Raffo (Jennifer O’Neill), a
self-described “free and unconventional
woman,” tempts Hermil with her sensuality
but pushes him away whenever he gets too
close. A chauvinist through and through,
Hermil has no problem rubbing his wife’s
face in his infidelities, but when she
begins an affair of her own, the husband
is consumed with jealousy, which leads to
madness, which leads to tragedy. Like “an
ill person who rejoices in his own illness,”
Hermil is just so typically male — both jeal-
ous and dismissive, both needy and cold,
both in love with love and in love with los-
ing love — he wants everything when he
wants it and nothing when he doesn’t.

Though L'Innocente was first released
in 1976, it has never appeared on DVD in
the U.S. until now. All the rich colors and
ornate details of Visconti’s film are lov-
ingly translated on this disc; pity, though,
that the same can’t be said for the film’s
Italian dialogue. | don’t know who was in
charge of subtitles, but whoever it was
should be shunned at all translators’ con-
ventions from this moment forward for the
hash he made of L'Ilnnocente — mistaking
“fell” for “feel,” typing “audition” where
Visconti wrote “auction,” and throwing
around apostrophes and other punctua-
tion marks willy-nilly. This may sound like
nitpicking, but Visconti was nothing if not
obsessed with detail, and surely his last
movie deserves nothing less.

IL GENERALE
DELLA ROVERE
The Criterion Collection, $29.95
Perhaps overregarded in its time
yet all but neglected in the intervening
years, Roberto Rossellini’s Il Generale
Della Rovere is due for a fresh
assessment now that we approach the
50th anniversary of its initial release,
and Criterion has helpfully made the
film available once again with this
new restoration. This Italian film won
the Golden Lion (the top prize) at the
1959 Venice Film Festival and secured
a reputation as Rossellini’'s comeback
film. To this day, Rossellini is still
best recognized internationally as
the father of neorealism for his 1945
film, Rome, Open City. But Rossellini’s
Forties acclaim was followed by a
decade of more “experimental” films,
and his reputation during those years
was dragged down by the worldwide
scandal that dogged his sexual affairs,
marriages, and divorces. Il Generale
Della Rovere marked a return to more
conventional filmmaking for Rossellini.
The plot is based on the true story of
an apolitical con artist who schemed

He discov-

ers his conscience in prison prior

to his death by firing squad. Named
Emanuele Bardone in the movie, the
role is agilely played by Italy’s No.

2 neorealist, Vittorio De Sica (who,
despite being best known on these
shores as the director of Bicycle
Thieves, was a popular actor with
more than 150 titles to his credit).
Fully more than half the movie is
devoted to Bardone’s con jobs before
Rossellini turns to the prison half of
the story. The filming often seems

a jumble of styles: studio artifice

and documentary footage. It’s this
disjointed filmmaking that causes
retrospective suspicion of the vast
acclaim the movie received at the
time of its release. However, it's

also the thing that makes Il Generale
Della Rovere such an interesting case
study when looking at Rossellini’'s
career. In a few years, Rossellini
would focus his career toward making
detailed historical works for Italian
television. Il Generale Della Rovere

is clearly the work that bridges our
understanding of Rossellini’s move
from neorealism to artificial realism.

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MURNAU
Kino International, $99.95

Nearly 100 years after the release of
his first movie, FW. Murnau is due the
biggest, fullest, most elaborate, most
extra-laden DVD box set available. As
one of the titans of early German film,
he belongs in that elite group of directors
whose movies cast wide and everlasting
shadows on the industry, such as D.W.
Griffith, Akira Kurosawa, Ingmar Bergman,
and Jean-Luc Godard. This set features
six of the expressionist’s most famous
movies from his early years in Germany
(before Hollywood and Sunrise): The
Haunted Castle, Tartuffe, The Finances
of the Grand Duke, The Last Laugh,
Nosferatu, and — please bow your heads
in deference — Faust. Each one of which is
a masterpiece of symphonic chiaroscuro:
shadow and light, smoke and fabrication,
abstraction and near-operatic emotional
candor coming together in service of a
single story.

All of the films here have been pains-
takingly restored, bringing to life Murnau’s
impossibly deep, nearly tactile whites and
blacks, the foundation of a visual style
that would influence both Orson Welles
and John Ford, not to mention every direc-
tor who ever took a stab at film noir. And
then there are the set’s generous extras,
which include documentaries, short films,
book excerpts, set-design galleries, new
translations, etc. And though it’s doubtful
a three-minute movie about digital resto-
ration will affect viewers’ feelings about
masterpieces such as Nosferatu or Faust,
it's always good to know that fans and
scholars aren’t letting silent masters like
Murnau slip into obscurity.

Watching this set, what struck me
most is how simultaneously familiar and
otherworldly Murnau’s films are. | guess
this is the mark of a true artist: the abil-
ity to create a language everyone would
end up using but also to speak that lan-
guage in a way no one else will ever really
comprehend. - Josh Rosenblatt

be happy. And I'll be ecstatic if
Meredith Grey goes to look for
her and gets lost, too, never to
return.

So why all this TV gallows
humor? Perhaps because I'm not
afraid to see a show end. I will
shout a litany of expletives when
something doesn’t get a fair
shot — Arrested Development,

Freaks and Geeks, and

Wonderfalls come to
mind. But when something lives
beyond its shelf life, I have no
patience. Even I have to admit that

when my most revered TV show,
Buffy the Vampire Slayer, was

put to rest, it was none too soon.
Stories end. It’s life, the stuff
of our stories that goes on and on
and on, with all its ordinariness, all its
repetition, and all the obligations. Stories end
so we can learn from them. Good stories end
so we can relish them, share them, and re-read
or watch them, because they are worth hear-
ing, reading, or listening to again.

was originally imagined. In TV land, you want
shows to end because it makes room for new
stories, better stories, untold stories. And some
of them are even great.

While ER trafficked in
sudden, high action, those crazy
camera shots careening through
the emergency room, blood and
guts and melodrama dripping
everywhere, Southland (at least
the pilot episode) is remark-
ably still. What shocks is the
absence of sound and action,
as if you are caught inside the
chest of the person (in many
cases, McKenzie’s Ben Sherman)
as they try to make sense of what
has happened and what might
be coming next. The series also
stars Michael Cudlitz (A River Runs Through
It) as John Cooper, the cop assigned to break
in rookies. Cooper is a cop’s cop — but with
a secret that could dismantle the respect he’s
earned over the years. And it is a big thrill
to see Regina King (Jerry Maguire) among
the ensemble cast, staring at Detective Lydia
Adams, looming large in her understated,
effortless way.

Well, what do you know — there is life
after ER.

Southland premieres tonight (4/9) and airs
Thursdays at 9pm on NBC.

Going the Distance

If a club closes Downtown, does it make a sound? The answer proved to
be a deafening “yes” last weekend after Flamingo Cantina, not to mention
Highland Mall, closed for the week of the annual Clyde Littlefield Texas
Relays, citing a variety of issues, not limited to fatigue from South by
Southwest last month and an expected loss in revenue (see “Highland Mall
Hysteria Over Texas Relays,” News, p.22). Emo’s, meanwhile, elected not to
host live music, though its bar remained open. While both venues have
attempted to cater to the event in past years — most notably the hip-hop bill
of RJD2 and Dalek at Emo’s in 2008, which tanked — the act was met with
public disapproval from City Manager Marc Ott and the Austin chapter of the
NAACP, among others. A media feeding frenzy ensued.

“I'm disappointed in the decisions of some of the Sixth Street business
owners and of Highland Mall,” City Council Member Sheryl Cole said at a
press conference on Friday night.

“Money is green,” countered Emo’s owner Frank Hendrix. “When you make
a business decision based on finances and all of a sudden it’s turned into a
black-and-white issue, it's ridiculous. If bands can’t get down there and off-load
and our crowd can’t get down there to park, it's not worth losing money.”

According to the Austin Convention & Visitors Bureau, the Texas
Relays draw about 40,000 people and generate approximately $8 million
for the city. Josh Cisneros, general manager of Spiros Amphitheater,
says last weekend was the club’s most profitable and smoothest Relays
weekend in five years, attributable to a higher cover (roughly 30%), the
installation of a barricade outside its entrance, and more than 20 security
guards. As a result, Spiros escorted out only two individuals, as opposed to
the “30 to 40 people per hour” from years past. “Without [added security],
it would’ve been a joke,” Cisneros states. “| would’ve had to close,
because it would’ve been too many people.”

Spiros’ precautions were in response to the event last year, when the
club closed after an alleged gunshot caused a stampede toward the ven-
ue’s entrance. Flamingo Cantina owner Angela Tharp Gillen cited similar
reasoning for closing. In fact, Cisneros estimates that he heard some seven
gunshots last weekend or, as he carefully corrects himself, “sounds resem-
bling that of shots fired up in the air.” According to the Austin Police
Department, one man was arrested in the parking garage on Seventh and
Trinity for discharging a firearm in a municipality last weekend, though there
was a decrease in citations and arrests Downtown overall.

Forget the Decemberists’ new The Hazards of
Love. Arthuriosis is a locally produced heavy
metal opera based on the legend of King Arthur
that gets medieval like Spinal Tap in search of
the Holy Grail or Kiss Meets the Phantom of the
Park transported to the Dark Ages.

Jason Boland, back in the saddle

Cowboys Dancehall, 70,000 brightly lit
square feet rising out of the construction-
plagued crux of 1-35 and Loop 410 in San
Antonio, stands out like a massive casino cut-
ting across the horizon. Inside, the scene is
even more surreal, with the complex divided
down the middle into a rodeo arena on one side
and vast commercial dance floor on the other.

A diamond of fire ignites through the dirt
of the rodeo ring as the Friday night bull rid-
ers are introduced. Most of the cowboys are
young and green, easily bested by the beasts
after only a couple of brutal seconds that
seem to last well beyond the actual clocked
time. Drinking and yelling, the crowd presses
up against the fence to follow riders through
a rapid dance of tenuous balance, white-
knuckle control, and willed flexibility to roll
with each thundering kick and stomp.

On the other side of the room, another
cowboy is gearing up for his ride. Austin’s
Jason Boland & the Stragglers spread out
across the bottom level of a giant three-tiered
stage, Boland’s humble stance a conspicuous
contradiction to the sterile dance hall whose
walls are plastered in a fake facade of an Old
West town, poker and pool tables scattered
amid bars and a mechanical bull in the corner.
Despite the setting, there are no gratuitous
theatrics to his show, just Boland’s cowboy

hat pulled down low or tipped to the fans
who have largely abandoned the dance floor
to crowd in front of the stage and sing along.

Boland’s deep, clipped drawl cuts with a
natural authenticity and genuine emotion,
his easy rolling melodies couched in nar-
ratives that pull from a reality bucking the
songwriter at every turn. Since his 1999
debut, Pearl Snaps, the Oklahoma native has
taken his share of falls, Boland’s quick rise
on the Texas country scene accompanied by a
hard-partying lifestyle that nearly killed him.
Boland, 34, has managed to hold on and is
now writing the best material of his career,
his most recent album, Comal County Blue,
ringing with a clear-eyed honesty that eschews
both sentimentality and regret.

No One Left to Blame

“You write about what you know, and it’s
a bit of art imitating life,” says Boland in his
thick, languid accent. “But the emotions of
songs can easily get bigger than people. I've
always tried to relate to emotion and mood.”

Sitting outside Ruta Maya coffeehouse on
South Congress, not far from his new South
Austin home, Boland’s mouth slices a razor-
thin smile into the rough stubble on his
checks. Under a ball cap, his eyes hold a pen-
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etrating intensity through their narrowed slits.
As he trades stories with Stragglers’ fiddler
Noah Jeffries, he shrugs off self-deprecating
jokes with laid-back, good-old-boy charm.

Born in the small town of Harrah, Okla.,
Boland nearly joined the seminary out of
high school but attended Oklahoma State
University instead. It was there, in 1990s
Stillwater, that Boland fell into the burgeoning
Red Dirt music scene.

“Here was this little town, and the songs
I was hearing and the guys that were playing
‘em were just blowing us all away,” marvels
Boland of his OSU days. “There were all
these great afterparties at a place called the
Farm, where people would sit and pick,
and the songwriters from around there were
impressive, guys like Mike McClure from the
Great Divide. Cody Canada was starting to
come around then, but there were also Bob
Childers, Tom Skinner, the Red Dirt Rangers,
Jimmy LaFave, and the Medicine Show.

“I think the most appealing thing was really
their hippie qualities. They were really just
tuned in, turned on, and dropped out. They
preached lives of love and no fear: “Write
music, and don’t worry about things.””

By 1998, Boland had formed the Stragglers
and the next year released his Lloyd Maines-
produced debut. The album placed Boland at

the forefront of the next generation of popular
Okie and Texas country kickers, a crop of
artists like Cross Canadian Ragweed, Kevin
Fowler, and Pat Green that melded the jam-
min’ Red Dirt sound from the North with the
Robert Earl Keen inspiration from the South.

The combination made for huge crowds
and hard parties. Boland moved to Austin
in 2002 after the release of his sophomore
disc, Truckstop Diaries, and eventually settled
in New Braunfels. Yet even as he ingratiated
himself with the Texas music scene, Boland
distanced himself from his musical contempo-
raries and their party anthems with a brooding
volatility aligning him with the outlaw legacy
of Waylon Jennings in more than simply his
deep vocals.

“In those days, it was party balls-to-the-walls
all of the time,” admits Jeffries, who joined the
band in 2003, just as they had traded their van
for the infamous blue tour bus.

“Everybody was in bad shape,” agrees
Boland. “It was just a constant party. It was
fun at first. Some of the shows weren’t even
violently awful. They were just normal garage
band bad. I would play whole shows and not
even hit my tuner.”

In 2005, the Stragglers’ hard-charging life-
style finally caught up with them. After years
of relentless drinking, Boland’s body finally
buckled under the strain, and he had a seizure
on the side of the highway.

“I was trying to white-knuckle it one time
and quit drinking, and I didn’t know you
could seize up,” he remembers. “I didn’t
know anything about the DTs. I thought you
felt bad, and that was it. It was after one
particularly long bender on the blue bus, and
it broke down in Corpus. I remember taking
my last shot, and we drank up until Monday
morning. Tuesday was just a nightmare, and
Wednesday I made it out to Cross Canadian
Ragweed’s record release.

“I was hanging out backstage, saw the bugs,
and as I was drivin’ home, something wasn’t
right. I started feeling real twitchy, so I pulled
off the road and got outside the truck. I woke
up, and the ambulance was there. 1 didn’t
know what was going on.”

The Party’s Not Over

Boland entered rehab at the Sierra Tucson
Treatment Center that October. He emerged
sober with a renewed sense of purpose, releas-
ing his fourth studio album, The Bourbon
Legend, in 2006, which opened with the hard
double-shot of reality from “Last Country
Song” and the LP’s title cut.

“I don’t have an off switch with [alcohol];
it agrees with me too well,” acknowledges
Boland with a wry grin. “It does everything

[ want it to do. It makes me stop thinkin’,
just relax, and not care. It makes a yee-haw
moment. That’s what alcohol’s about, only
you still like doing the same things, you still
observe the same things.

Sobriety has hardly held the honky-tonker
back, instead allowing him to craft his most
mature and poignant collection of songs to
date with last summer’s Comal County Blue.
“Something You Don’t See Everyday” and
“The Party’s Not Over” prove Boland can
still pen a barroom ballad with the best,
while the title track and “Bottle by My Bed”
mine his struggles to draw a weary hope.

Yet even as he took the reins of his life
and career, fortune kicked back. Last year,
Boland and his wife divorced. On the day of
Comal County Blue’s release, he was forced to
undergo surgery to remove a polyp from his
vocal chords.

“By that point, it really didn’t even feel
like anything,” says Boland of the string of
setbacks. “We knew the album was going to

come out August 26, so when I went and got
my surgery schedule and they said August
26, I just said: ‘Exactly. This is making a
point. Go with it. Stop, shut up, and listen.’
It was good for everybody. I wouldn’t change
it if I could.”

Boland takes his hits with the same casual
nonchalance with which he accepts his suc-
cesses. It’s an attitude that’s allowed him
to wrangle a level of mainstream country
currency without compromising his maver-
ick sensibility. Last week he even garnered
a Lone Star Music Award for Best Song for
“Comal County Blue.”

“Most of it’s just footnotes and jokes,
because we all know how crazy all this is,”
he laughs. “Everybody knows that one day
you’re gonna open for somebody, and some-
day somebody’s gonna open for you. And if
you get bent out of shape, then you're just
in it for fame anyway and weren’t in it to go
play a good show and make some fans enjoy
the ticket that they bought. But if you're
being true to yourself, that’s about the only
thing you can do in music.” |

“Talk about a
dream, try to make
it real,” rang Bruce
Springsteen’s moun-
tain baritone to a
sold-out Frank Erwin
Center on Sunday in
opening state of the
union “Badlands.”
For decades now, the
Boss has chiseled
away at the dream,
a distinctly American
promise of defiant
optimism and communal solidarity. Yet in compari-
son to last April’s Magic stopover in Houston, the
working-class hero is performing with a renewed
sense of purpose and determination, evidenced
by the Working on a Dream couplet of “Outlaw
Pete,” a rugged, spaghetti Western epic that found
Springsteen stepping into character with cowboy
hat in hand, and “My Lucky Day,” a gunning new
rave-up. Springsteen laid out the blueprint for the
evening halfway through the album’s title track:
“We're going to take that despair and build a house
of hope, take that fear and build a house of love.
... We got all the tools on this stage, and we've
got the band to bring you the music and the spirit.”
Indeed, the E Street Band steamrolled its way
through a greatest-hits collection on par with its
2000 reunion tour (“Because the Night”), includ-
ing rough but exhilarating handpicked requests

“Sherry Darling” and “I'm a Rocker.” Springsteen
dueled with Steve Van Zandt on “Prove It All Night”
and dueted with wife and bandmate Patti Scialfa
for the tender “Kingdom of Days,” while guitarist
Nils Lofgren kicked up serious dust on the electric-
folk picket line in “Youngstown.” Selections from
2002’s The Rising (“Lonesome Day,” “Waitin’ on

a Sunny Day”) ran a bit dry but over the course of
nearly three hours were washed away by surprises
such as the wasteland blues of “Seeds.” The

band saved its feats of strength for the seven-
song encore, one-man sax pack Clarence Clemons
and pianist Roy Bittan sharing the spotlight for
“Jungleland” and “Tenth Avenue Freeze-Out,”
framed between the retribution gospel choir render-
ing of Stephen Foster’s “Hard Times (Come Again
No More)” and romping closer “Glory Days.” Now
more than ever, dare to dream. — Austin Powell

LEONARD COHEN
The Long Center, April 1 & 2
With Leonard Cohen back
onstage in 2009, approach-
ing 75, there’s a serendipi-
tous sense of purpose. The
poet and musician should be
meditating on a mountaintop
somewhere, drawing nudes
and writing his memoirs, but
rectifying a criminal business
situation has put him back
on a quest for enlightenment
late in his 40-year career.
The Canadian singer-song-
writer looked at peace last
Wednesday night at the Long
Center, in Austin for the first

time since 1993. A handsome suit wrapped his small frame, topped by a hat he removed often. He was
limber, dropping to his knee, skipping on- and offstage. In Cohen’s world, his fashionably dressed backup
singers do cartwheels, and there’s a Fellini-esque element of ceremony, both divine and humorous. His
ninepiece band, including the backup vocals of Cohen collaborator Sharon Robinson in unison with the
Webb Sisters, largely veered away from jazz-lite schmaltz, though a few arrangements fell under its sway.
Virtuosic Spanish guitarist Javier Mas painted “The Gypsy’s Wife” with sad tones; bassist Roscoe Beck
and fellow Austinite/drummer Rafael Gayol kept impeccable time under “Dance Me to the End of Love,”
“Bird on the Wire,” and “Everybody Knows.” Hearing “Hey, That's No Way to Say Goodbye” and “So Long,
Marianne” from his 1967 debut, as well as chestnuts “Tower of Song,” “Famous Blue Raincoat,” and
“Hallelujah,” proved spellbinding in the face of Cohen’s still-immaculate baritone. Thursday night the
crowd was more boisterous. The nearly three-hour set, roughly the same songs as the night before but
in different order, drew out quite a few tears and multiple standing ovations. A recitation of his poem “A
Thousand Kisses Deep” was breathtaking, and for “If It Be Your Will,” Cohen stood completely still, eyes

closed as the Webb Sisters sang in his place. Enlightenment had been attained.

His own murky-
slum-town production sets the vibe of
Born, four Jake One and one of Madlib’s
beats falling in line, while J Dilla — whose
Donuts gets lifted twice — is left almost
untouched on “Lightworks.” Raekwon,
Ghostface, Slug, and gritty newcomer
Empress Starhh (“Still Dope”) provide
lyrical relief throughout, but at just more
than 40 minutes, there’s little need to
part with Doom’s “Rap Ambush.”

'em off like Neil Young.

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration, with the impossible task of regulating
18,000 makers of drug devices (and thousands of other companies and enforcing
123 new federal laws since 1988), has had virtually no increase in staff for 15
years. It’s little wonder, then, that the AM2PAT company of Angier, N.C., was

not caught before bacteria in its prefilled syringes were linked to five deaths

and hundreds of illnesses in December 2007. Subsequently inspected, AM2PAT’s
saline and heparin syringes were found to contain “debris” and “sediment” and
to be “muddy” and “dingy brown” in color. Furthermore, according to a February
report in Raleigh’s The News & Observer, the required “clean [air] room” was
found to be just a room with a fan, and the company’s “chief microbiologist” was
revealed to be a teenager who had dropped out of high school. The company’s
owner has fled to his native India to avoid prosecution.

LEAD STORY

Canadian filmmaker Rob Spence said
recently that he would install a prosthetic
eye with a camera and wireless transmitter
(the size now used for colonoscopies) into
the socket from which one of his eyes had
been removed as the result of a childhood
accident. He hopes to control the prosthetic
eye in the same way that his muscles con-
trol his good eye, to record what his eyes
see, and his first project will be a documen-
tary on people’s attitudes about privacy in
an Orwellian society. “The best way to make
a connection [with an interviewee] is through
eye contact,” he said. “When you bring in a
camera, people change.”

UNDIGNIFIED DEATHS

1) A motorist survived a crash on Feb. 4
near Los Banos, Calif., though his car fell
down a 200-foot cliff.

All 10 cooperated,
including Mayor Sepi Richardson, who said
she had been considering her “legacy” lately,
“but | never thought it would be my butt.”

Smoking, itself, is not covered by
the law, and a city official said Stevenson
frequently used sick leave at a previous
job and that, during her interview, she

or addiction without offering to accommo-
date the worker’s condition.

Chandor Gardens in
Weatherford mixes the
open space of a formal
English garden with the
intimacy of a Chinese gar-
den and transformed one
man’s dream into a magi-

cal, picturesque setting.

The redbrick paths wind through the
thick forest of complementing and com-
peting textures and colors. There is the
sound of running water everywhere, but
you can see only a few of the eight
water features at a time. The 3.5-acre
garden seems much larger with its many
rooms formed with greenery.

“My favorite spot is the small stone
bridge over the canal near the waterfall,”
says Karen Nantz, coordinator of the facil-
ity for the city of Weatherford. The soft
gurgle of the water and the scent of pine
and honeysuckle make it a special place.

For all its beauty, Chandor Gardens
was nearly lost.

The winding path the garden followed
that became what we enjoy today began

in 1936. Douglas G. Chandor was a world-renowned, English-born painter when he married Ina
Kuteman Hill of Weatherford in 1935. During his lifetime, he painted presidents, prime ministers,
and the only formal portrait of Eleanor Roosevelt. His last portrait was of Queen Elizabeth II.

After spending a decade and a half building the gardens, which he called White Shadows,
Chandor died in 1953 at the age of 55. Ina tried to maintain the masterpiece, at one time charging
$1 a head to wander the grounds, until she passed away in 1978.

When Melody and Chuck Bradford purchased the property in 1994, Chandor’s former home
and studio were in danger of being bulldozed, and the grounds were overgrown. While clearing
the invasive plants, cleaning the ponds, and replanting new flowers and bushes, the Bradfords
left the personal touches that Chandor put into his construction project. They sold the property

to the city in 2002.

“Mr. Chandor was a very eccentric kind of guy, shall we say,” Nantz says. “If he liked something,

he did it, whether it made sense or not.”

When the neighborhood children started sneaking over a fence into the gardens, Chandor built
them a gate. In the redbrick path to the garage, he wrote a love note in Latin to his wife using yel-
low bricks for the letters. The retaining walls and fountains are decorated with soda bottles, mar-
bles, and other treasures he found. The docent-led tours offer a fun look at the artist who turned

his talent to a different style of artistry.

Chandor Gardens is at the end of Lee Street, a few blocks southwest of the county courthouse.
The gardens are the setting for about 50 weddings a year. The public is welcome to explore the
gardens April through November on Saturdays from 9am to 3pm, Sundays from 1 to 5pm, and dur-
ing the week by appointment. Admission is $5 for everyone older than 12 years old. For informa-
tion on visiting the gardens, call 817/613-1700 or go to www.chandorgardens.com.

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Listen up now: You likely have one last chance to check
out one of the best athletes to come through Austin when
the Austin Toros play their last home game of the regular

season Friday.

Win a couple single-elimination playoff
games, and the Toros could be back for
another best-of-three NBA Development
League championship. But win or lose,
Marcus Williams is not long for Austin.
He’s already had a much longer tenure in
town than he ever would have imagined.
Entering the draft after his sophomore
year at the University of Arizona, Williams
was signed by San Antonio in 2007,
waived, re-signed, and waived yet again.
Through all that, he played precisely one
game with the Spurs, for all of two min-
utes, scoring not a single point. He had
a slightly better run in 10 games with the
Los Angeles Clippers late last season,
averaging a single point per game. In a
grand total of 36 minutes of playing time
in the NBA, the 6-foot-7-inch shooting
guard scored 10 points.

Yet I'm telling you, the guy is NBA mate-
rial. It's just that ... well, it's hard to say
what exactly is keeping Williams from
crossing over to the big time. While others
have come and gone, he has stayed put,
playing every Toros game this season.

“It's definitely been a growing pro-
cess,” Williams says. “At one point, yeah,
| looked at being in Austin as a negative.
It wasn’t something | was used to. | was
drafted by the defending champs, and |
thought | could play, for sure. Did | feel
like | was going to come in right away
and start? No. But with enough hours in
the gym, | knew | could get there — | still
feel that way.”

So what gives?

“Marcus has improved drastically,”
says Mo McHone, director of basketball
development for the Toros. “He’s learned
that it’'s about fitting in, playing a role.
That’s what NBA teams are looking for in
D-League guys: Do they get it? Do they
understand the system? Marcus under-
stands that. It'll happen.”

But, of course, there are no guar-
antees. Hardly anyone stays in the
Development League more than two sea-
sons. After all, they have this valuable
but highly perishable commodity — the
ability to play basketball — and might
cash in on that while they can. Playing
overseas, a Marcus Williams might make
half a million dollars a year — not bad for
a 22-year-old. But it's not the dream.

Whatever happens in the future,
Williams would like to close out this sea-

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son with a D-League championship. It
won’t make the cover of Sports lllustrated.
It may do nothing to improve his NBA mar-
ketability. But it would say something about
his character, about his commitment to the
game and to the team — something that
transcends the harsh financial exigencies
of managing a promising but precarious
career. “If you told people you won the
D-League championship, you're not going
to get a standing 0,” Williams says. “But if
you'’re playing the game, you might as well
win. | mean, why not?”

[Editor’s note: As we went to press, it was
announced that Williams was signed by the
Spurs, which is totally awesome.]

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Austin Playhouse has a knack for farcical comedies like
Georges Feydeau’s A Flea in Her Ear. They have the ideal space
for it, with multiple entrances and quick passages leading from

one space to the next, so audiences can
enjoy lots of clever dashing to and fro. Many
of the company actors have worked together
for years now, and the tight coordination
required by physical comedy is a well-estab-
lished element in their repertoire.

Taken together, this production, directed
by Don Toner, is like an apple pie from a
family recipe. Sure, it’s not introducing any-
thing new to the table, but the familiarity is
a comfort, and it tastes good going down.

In the play, Raymonde Chandebise (Andrea
Osborn) has convinced herself that her
husband, upstanding insurance salesman
Victor Emmanuel Chandebise (David Stokey),
is having an affair, because he has recently
and uncharacteristically failed to perform in
the bedroom. She confides in her longtime
friend Lucienne (Boni Hester), who is married
to a passionate, jealous Spaniard in very
tight pants (Ben Wolfe). Raymonde enlists
Lucienne’s help in devising a trap for Victor
Emmanuel, to take place at the nearby Hotel

Coq d’Or (which translates as “cock of gold”).

It's to the credit of the company that the
fun starts early in the show, without getting
lost in all the buildup and explanations. By
the time the set of the Hotel Coq d’Or is
constructed before the audience’s eyes dur-
ing the first of two intermissions, the bright-
red drapery and trick bed are just two more
goofy elements to a show that is full of mis-
taken identities, saucy maids, and slapstick

fun. Some of the most fun bit characters
make their appearances, including the daft
Baptistin (Tom Parker) and Olympe (Mary
Agen Cox), a madame of some experience.
We also meet the drunk bellhop, Poche, who
is a dead ringer for Victor Emmanuel, which
can happen when the same actor plays
both parts. That’'s where the real slapstick
gets going as characters flee through secret
exits, hide behind locked doors, and cower
before one truly enraged Spaniard.

There is a particular acting style called
for when playing farce, and in this produc-
tion it seems like just about everyone has
studied it but not everyone has decided how
much they’re going to apply it. Some actors
enjoy the artifice; others play it down for the
sake of the audience sitting at close quar-
ters. It leaves one wanting to hold a confer-
ence call with the large cast to see if all 13
actors can come to a better agreement. This
isn’t to say the show’s a mess or the actors
unrehearsed, only that from one scene to
the next, there’s a shift in energy. One group
plays to the second balcony that isn’t there,
and the next plays to the intimate space
that is the Austin Playhouse main stage.

In the end, however, A Flea in Her Ear
is an enjoyable evening at the theatre. It's
often amusing, and best of all, it seems
as though the actors themselves are hav-
ing a blast. What can an audience do but
join them?

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The first ticketed show produced by ReleaseMotion Dance
Project was ambitious in scope. The aim of directors/dancers/
choreographers Randi Turkin and Amanda Oakley (who did put

on one other show together, for donations,
in a friend’s back yard) seemed to be to
present a miscellany of artistic disciplines
at work on a common theme. A poet and

a visual artist shared the stage with four
dancers and the Nearly Normal, a seven-
member band. While it was encouraging to
see a dance group make live music a prior-
ity, the poet, “Oily” Jack Safarick, an aging
biker with Willie braids and a penchant for
trite, rhymed verse, and the painter, Brittany
Dennett, were peripheral. The music and
dance were the clear focus of the show,
interrupted periodically by Safarick’s read-
ings. Dennett’s psychedelic designs were
incorporated into the scenery and costumes,
but the painting she created during the
performance stayed confined not only to its
canvas but to the extreme downstage left
corner of the space.

Another conceptual issue was the play-
ground theme, which was taken quite liter-
ally in much of the 12-section work. The
set included swings and a wooden climbing
structure with some underused ropes dan-
gling from it, and the choreography dictated
lots of sandbox time and childlike spats.
Obviously, the playground was a metaphor
for diverse art experiences, but the clunky
theme seemed a barrier to a more complex
artistic motive. At times, the mood was
contemplative, and when singer Maggie
Pageau climbed atop the structure and
teetered in near-suicidal positions, it had
the eeriness that sometimes occurs when
you look back on childhood and marvel

that you survived. But generally, the theme
seemed manhandled, driven too forcefully.
The use of the playground idea as a spring-
board, not the end-all, might have allowed
for some much-needed freshness and more
intellectual development.

Conceptual flaws aside, the focus was on
the dancing and the Nearly Normal’s eclectic
funk/New Agey rock. | was disappointed
in the unexceptional choreography that
resulted in an often mechanical, prescrip-
tive response to the music. Two sections,
however, stood out and suggested that this
young troupe has more to offer. “Sandbox
Sigh,” choreographed by Turkin, began with
Turkin, Oakley, and Whitney Boomer sud-
denly clapping their hands closed, as if they
were catching maddening fireflies. Stillness
and tension resulted in a more dynamic
response to the music, and a tactile qual-
ity emerged: In the end, the dancers coiled
around one another to form a single, slightly
rocking lump of flesh.

The other section of note, “Elevation,”
created by guest choreographer Ellen
Bartel, also added much-needed dynamic
and dimension as the dancers became
oddly birdlike, first running in a circle and
looking back at odd angles, then flutter-
ing atop a platform until they crookedly
collapsed. (As Bartel seems to know, the
famous “Dying Swan” is a lie: Bird death is
not graceful.) These two sections made me
hopeful about the direction in which Turkin
and Oakley are going — that is, leaving the
playground behind. - Jonelle Seitz

The creature on the canvas boasts one body,
that of a hawk, but radiating from it are six
other heads — those of a bear, an elephant,

a wolf, a cougar, a warthog, and a ram — as if

they’ve been grafted onto the bird of prey in some fiendish scientific
experiment or else erupted there in a freakish mutation of nature. In
either event, Jules Buck Jones’ Warthogramhawk suggests a multi-
plicity of forms coming together in a single space that is disorienting
or strange.

And it’s not alone. Fusion and confusion pop up repeatedly in the
2009 Texas Biennial group exhibition showing at Women & Their
Work. No sooner do you enter than Christie Blizard’s installation,
Everything Can’t Happen at Once, hits you with a flurry of wildly
diverse video images flipping past fast enough to give you whiplash.
You're being welcomed into a world that’s fragmented into shards
moving almost beyond our ability to perceive them. That sense is
reinforced in Kim Cadmus Owens’ video, which refracts a journey
through an urban setting into myriad tiny frames, all with differ-
ent perspectives that change every few seconds. And though Olga
Nicolaevna Porter’s Traffic is a painting, its indistinct cars and trucks
are moving away from and toward the viewer in the same lanes, as if
merged in an automotive free-for-all, with every driver for himself.

Mythologies fuse and blur here, as well. Catherine Colangelo’s intri-
cate gouache homage to illuminated manuscripts uses Indian and
Islamic patterns and designs to embellish the names of Transformer
robots. Raymond Uhlir's two illustrative gouaches suggest some
mythic narrative of a vaguely Eurasian fur-clad tribe and portentous
birds where 19th century classical musicians incongruously appear.
The nine standing figures in Morgan Sorne’s installation, Sons of the
Star, meld the weapons and clothing of ancient indigenous cultures
with futuristic designs and a science-fiction setting.

| don’t know that Biennial curator Michael Duncan saw our state
as this jumble of odd amalgamations when he came here from Los
Angeles; it seems to me the concerns being addressed by the art-
ists here — technology, identity, the environment, a culture driven by
information at a faster and faster pace — spread well beyond Texas’
borders. But Duncan has pulled together artists of shared themes
and approaches in a remarkably cohesive way. So many works seem
to be in conversation with one another: Mona Marshall’s painting
Funnel, with its trailer homes uprooted in a furious white vortex,
and Beau Comeaux’s eerie photo, Kudzu, with the plant as con-
queror, covering everything in its path, both speak to nature being
more threat than threatened. The lush colors in Ryan Lauderdale’s
elaborate designs are the same as those in James Talbot’s luxuriant
beaded works, suggesting the richness of hue as its own virtue, a
soothing salvation in this harried, mash-up world.

You can almost tease out a narrative as you walk through the
gallery, one that moves from the stresses of our technologically frac-
tured society to the enduring power of nature and the saving grace
of pure, simple color. It’s a rich, intriguing tale, and it comes with
a somewhat surprising — and reassuring — ending. Among the last
works are paintings by Kelly Fearing, the pioneering Texas modernist,
and the way they portray mythology and the imposing character of
nature and even vivid color fit smartly with the exhibit’s other works.
They’re contemporary, only they’re dated 30 and 50 years ago. The
work in Texas in 2009 is vitally engaged with and speaks to a world
that is troubled, the show seems to say, but we've been here before.
And we’ve come through. - Robert Faires

12 is essentially a Russianized version of Sidney Lumet’s
masterful 1957 courtroom drama, 12 Angry Men, which was
itself a remake of a live television production written by

screenwriter Reginald Rose and directed by
Franklin Schaffner for Studio One (one of the
pioneering examples of excellence in televi-
sion). Rose’s story of a sequestered jury
debating the fate of an accused man — mov-
ing one argument at a time from presumed
guilt to presumed innocence — was and is

a dynamite example of the gut-level power

of socially conscious television melodrama.
Lumet’s film has lost none of its power in
the intervening years; if anything, it's become
even more emotionally spring-loaded as politi-
cal and economic scandals have shaken the
pillars of democracy. 12 is every bit as much
of a moral powerhouse as its predecessors
but with the added bonus of being simulta-
neously intellectually riveting and, at times,
almost indescribably poetic. It's one of the
most elliptically lovely films that also doubles
as a deconstruction of the human moral com-
pass that I've ever seen. It's that good. It's
also deeply, profoundly Russian, in the way
that Tolstoy’'s War and Peace is unequivoca-
bly Russian. There’s a weary, cynical grace

to 11 of these 12 unnamed, initially bored,
and impatient men that strikes me as being
as Eastern European as it gets. These men
have seen the Communists come and go, and
they're currently watching their relatively new
democracy undergo what appears to be more
or less the same death contortions. They're

jaded, and they're debating the fate of a young
man who is a member of a socially ostracized
ethnic minority (Chechens), but one thing
they're not is ineloquent. Even the hardest
case among them, an anti-Semitic, thuggish
cabbie (Garmash), is written to allow the char-
acter room for lyrical, elemental humanity. If
12 were a piece of music, it would be Sergei
Prokofiev's “Lieutenant Kijé Suite.” As a meta-
phor for the fractious, nonlinear narrative of
post-Soviet Russia and its attendant satellite
republics — all of them full of blood, treachery,
and an inclination toward mistrust — 12 is a
masterpiece of hope in the face of seemingly
hopeless odds. As an example of contempo-
rary Russian filmmaking, it's on a par with the
very best of post-Soviet cinema, especially

if you stop to consider that when all’s said
and done, it’s really just a dozen guys in a
single room arguing with one another. Director
Mikhalkov (Burnt by the Sun), who also pulls
off a flawless, unflinching portrayal of one of
the 12, clearly believes in society’s inherent
moral default mode. Even the tiniest of ripples
created by the free exchange of ideas has a
quality of mercy all its own. By the end of 12,
the dawning comprehension of that fact is
what renders these 12 men — and the subject
of their heated, passionate debate — so fully
human and so very alive. - Marc Saviov

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THE BLACK BALLOON bp:sissa

Teenagers aren’t typically known for their
tact or sensitivity, so it's no surprise they
quickly sic themselves on new kid Thomas
(Wakefield), who arrives at a small army com-
munity in Queensland, Australia, with a num-
ber of petty targets already on his back, such
as his inability to swim or bring the right
trunks to swim class. But for Thomas, the
regular anxieties and humiliations of adoles-
cence are compounded by the volcanic stress
of his home life, which is ruled entirely by the
whims of Charlie (Ford), Thomas’ big brother
(and he is big — scarily strong, too). Seventeen-
year-old Charlie has severe autism and atten-
tion deficit disorder; he lost the ability of
speech years before and now communicates
with his family via sign language and other,
less subtle cues, such as the smearing of his
own feces on the shag carpet. Not the kind
of scene you want to bring a girl home to ...
but then Jackie (Ward) isn’t your run-of-the-
mill Eighties prom queen. A classmate of
Thomas’ who quietly bullies her way into both
boys’ confidences, Jackie punctuates her
thoughts with a wide-eyed “wowee” and has
a good, sensible laugh when Charlie roots a
tampon out of her bag and brandishes it in
his teeth like a dog with a squeaky toy. (Ward,
all spindly limbs and ovaled face, looks like
she sprang full-grown from the imagination of
Henry Selick and should seriously consider
quitting her day job as a Vogue cover girl;
she’s fantastic.) The field is glutted with com-
ing-of-age stories about oversavvy, oversexed
teenagers, but Down and co-writer Jimmy
Jack smartly put their sweet, overburdened
characters at a gentler age — 14 or so — and
era — the Eighties, pre-pop-culture OD, back
when kids swapped cassette mixes like mash
notes. There’s nothing gentle about the tug of
war between brothers, however. Thomas real-
istically careens from affection and protective-
ness to mortification and rage, and when he
delivers a beat-down to his brother, it's a
staggeringly layered moment, drawing on
every angle of the family dynamic so subtly
constructed in the film’s first two-thirds.
Speaking of said family, Collette (United
States of Tara) plays the boy’s mother, and
she’s funny and fierce and deeply moving,
much like the picture on a whole. There are a
few minor missteps in The Black Balloon
(which has won just about every award under
the sun in its native Australia, in addition to
the Crystal Bear for youth-oriented films at
the Berlin International Film Festival): the
occasional off-putting quirk, a song-and-dance
bit. They mark small contrivances in a film that
mostly skirts artifice and sentimentality for a
truer portrait of a family battered and bruised
but nowhere near broken. - Kimberley Jones

Near the start of Moscow, Belgium,
41-year-old office worker and discontented
mother of three Matty (Sarafian) describes
to a co-worker the emotional pains and
inconveniences of middle age as if she were
listing off the fatal diseases she’s been diag-
nosed with. “My husband’s having a midlife
crisis,” she says, “my oldest daughter is an
adolescent ... and my car needs to go to
the garage. Life’s a real laugh.” But Matty
isn’t out for sympathy. Her husband’s midlife
crisis may have manifested itself as an affair
with a much younger woman; her oldest
daughter’s adolescence may take the form

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of constant sarcasm and sexual experimen-
tation; and her car may need to go to a
garage because it was hit from behind by a
grungy truck driver named Johnny (who only
adds to the mounting legion of irritations
piling up in Matty’s life by tracking her down
and falling in love with her) — but Matty is
no victim; she’s a self-contained marvel
of jaundiced stoicism: too busy for self-
pity, too world-weary to be swayed by male
petitions of love, and too clever to give
in to despair. In an otherwise forgettable
movie, Sarafian’s portrait of exasperated
middle-aged womanhood is a small revela-
tion. Where most actors look to the grand
moments in a script to show off their emo-
tional range, Sarafian begrudgingly gives in
to even the urge to smile, much less cry or
scream. It's a remarkable performance from
the first scene to the last and an unfamiliar
one because we don’t see many women
like Matty on the big screen. It's become a
cliché to say that the movies throw women
under the bus after they reach a certain
age. You only need to look at the tiny group
of actresses still getting challenging roles
into their 40s, 50s, and 60s to see how
disinterested most filmmakers are in the
stories of older women. We don’t want
our heroines to be fading and grouchy,
endlessly put-upon and full of anger. We
expect them to be young and sassy, sexu-
ally commanding and emotionally vibrant. If
they must get older, they should indulge in
life-affirming romantic adventures with sexy
younger men from foreign countries. They
should be prepared to dance or rob a bank
or pose naked for a calendar. But Matty
is no fading starlet. She’s just a mother
surrounded by ridiculous men, an indepen-
dent force who pines to be dependent on
someone worth depending on and then,
finding no one up to the task, resigns her-
self to the cruel realities of age and gets on
with her life. And for that reason, Moscow,
Belgium feels not only like a movie from
another culture but from another world.

Although the obvious thing to do is
compare Observe and Report with 2009’s
previous mall-cop comedy (and breakout
success) Paul Blart: Mall Cop, the more apt
comparison would be to director Ben Stiller’s
darker comedies that push the boundaries
of awkward embarrassment — something
along the lines of The Cable Guy. The central
character in both Observe and Report, and
Paul Blart, is a shopping-mall security guard
who suffers from delusions of grandeur,
and both roles are played by comic actors.
However, in writer/director Hill's Observe and
Report, the guard, Ronnie Barnhardt (Rogen),
is a bipolar gun nut who has also suffered
damage from an alcoholic mother (Weston),
an absent father, and his difficulties with the
opposite sex. To add to his problems, there’s
a flasher on the loose in the mall parking
lot, who, by the end of the movie, is running
rampant through the mall with his full frontal
exposed and flapping apace (there’s also a
Polaroid of the culprit’s penis, which Ronnie
flashes frequently during his search). The
flasher appears to be a higher priority on
Ronnie’s capture list than the mysterious
thieves who rob various mall stores during
the night. Such is the world of comedy. Here
Rogen demonstrates that he is capable of
portraying characters more complicated than
his previously essayed affable, everyguy
stoners. Still, his range is not huge, which
may be part of the reason Ronnie’s vigilantism
takes such a dark turn. More likely, however,
is that the unevenness is due to the guiding
aesthetic of Hill (The Foot Fist Way). Subplots
come and go with zero regard for narrative
integrity — for example, when lisping security
guard Dennis (Pena) uncharacteristically
shows Ronnie a whole different approach to
life, solves one of the mysteries, and then
disappears from the movie. Scenes with
Ronnie’s mom, who drinks until she passes
out on the living room floor and wets herself,

are painful to watch and add nothing of nar-
rative value; other key characters, such as
Ronnie’s would-be paramour, Brandi (Faris),
and his actual cop nemesis (Liotta), are
played as one-note foils — total ditz and ball
of anger, respectively. Hill's uninventive visual
style further removes any possibility of sur-
prise or ingenuity with its rote shot/reverse
shot gambit. (The film’s only visual surprise
is the frequency with which the guilty penis
is flashed ... but, hey, you gotta take your
comedy where you find it.) Midway through,

a character remarks as he leaves the scene
of a takedown of Ronnie, “I thought this was
going to be funny, but it’s just kind of sad.”
The same thing is true about the movie as a
whole. - Marjorie Baumgarten

TO KYO! D: Michel Gondry, Leos Carax, Bong Joon-

ho; with Ayako Fujitani, Satoshi Tsumabuki, Denis Lavant,
Ryo Kase, Jean-Francois Balmer, Ayumi Ito, Nao Omori,
Teruyuki Kagawa. (NR, 112 min., subtitled)

Falling somewhere between the horrors of
Three ... Extremes and the beauties of Eros,
this triptych of short films set in and under-
scored by the titular megalopolis is a gor-
geous, sprawling mess. If | had to compare
it to anything — a challenging task — I'd say
it was closest to 1968’s Spirits of the Dead,
which united Federico Fellini, Louis Malle,
and Roger Vadim under the guise of creat-
ing a film homage to Edgar Allan Poe. That
movie resulted in one of Fellini’'s most over-
looked gems, the eerie, experimental “Toby
Dammit,” featuring a freaky turn from pop
icon Terence Stamp. The equivalent here
is Carax’s “Merde,” in which a barefooted,
green-suited man-thing (played to the drool-
ing, eye-rolling hilt by Lavant) emerges from
the sewers of Tokyo and goes on a rampage
straight out of Godzilla. Carax, director of
spellbinding The Lovers on the Bridge, even
goes as far as using Akira Ifukube’s memo-
rable Godzilla theme in selected sequences,
but he also stretches the metaphors, in
pointed visual asides, to include everything
from the Rape of Nanking to the hanging
of Saddam Hussein. Gondry’s segment,
“Interior Design,” is more whimsical and in
keeping with the elegiac, melancholy pseu-
do-twee of his underappreciated The Science
of Sleep. In it, a sweet twentysomething girl
(Fujitani) and her goofy boyfriend (Kase), an
aspiring filmmaker with grandiose dreams
but zero production funds, move to Tokyo
and find that the sheer vastness of the city
overwhelms their romance. It’s a calling card
for Gondry’s style, and frequently hilarious
in its poppy creativity, but it ends up feeling
like a trifle, although it certainly doesn’t lack
for heart. “Shaking Tokyo,” by The Host’s
Bong, is by far the most fascinating of the
three. Kagawa is the unnamed protagonist,
an obsessive-compulsive agoraphobic who
hasn’t left his home in five years, who falls
for a pizza delivery girl during a drop-off
that also, memorably for all concerned, is
accompanied by an earthquake. When she
leaves, he finds himself obsessing over her
absence and is ultimately forced out of his
home in search of true love, or something
like it. Bong’'s message is obvious: The iso-
lation of the hikikomori (roughly translated
as people whose entire existence never
strays from within their own homes or apart-
ments) creates a self-destructive feedback
loop of angsty depression, and, um, we all
need to get off our computers and out of the
house more. It’'s such an obvious point that
we tend to forget about it and dig our graves
ever that much deeper. Bong, on the other
hand, has made a triumphant film about fail-
ure and loneliness. Taken together, there’s
something for everyone to devour in Tokyo!,
both visually and in the narrative sense.

Of course, there are also elements that
don’t quite mesh, which, come to think of
it, sounds a lot like Tokyo. So maybe that’s
the point. Just like its real-life counterpart,
Tokyo! is nothing if not a splendid and com-
pelling head trip. - Marc Savilov

Adventureland is a confident return to the kind of
teen comedy that’s funny without being raunchy,
youthful without being juvenile, and reflective with-
out hitting you over the head with anything heavier
than an amusement-park Whac-a-Mole mallet.

The gulf that sometimes emerges between mean-
ing well and doing well is just one of the sharply
observed human experiences illuminated in this
French classroom drama.

Baars (I) and Vandermark

The Ab Baars Trio
With Ken Vandermark

Victory Grill, Friday 10

It was a query about “structured free jazz” that got
Chicago saxophonist Ken Vandermark revved up.

“It's mainly a jargon gap,” explains
the former MacArthur fellow, dis-
tinguishing 1960s LP classics like
Ornette Coleman’s Free Jazz and
Eric Dolphy’s Out to Lunch from the
music he creates. “That music
contains very specific demarca-
tions despite being ‘free.” Back
then, the aesthetics were differ-
ent, and dynamics have changed
over time, but the principles of
both are the same.”

He was in Portland, Ore., enjoying
a day off from a monthlong national
tour with Amsterdam’s jazz triangle.
Vandermark met reedman Ab Baars
a decade ago at a gig in the Windy
City, the latter's deep knowledge
of American jazz and appreciation
of Chicago’s saxophone tradition
coupling with Vandermark’s fond-
ness for the renowned Dutch jazz
scene. He and the trio, rounded
out by double-bassist Wilbert De
Joode and drummer Martin Van
Duynhoven, last toured Europe in
2007, which resulted in the release
of 2008 live album Goofy June Bug.

Vandermark has written two new
pieces for this tour, “7 Over 5 Is
12" and “Not Cold.”

“Our older material is mostly
abstract and introspective, but these
new pieces go in a more aggressive
direction,” he exclaims. “They’re
rhythmically charging, with a pocketed
groove and vamps that deal with two
tenors and a rhythm section.”

A classic saxophone cutting
contest?

“We do a bit of that,” he
acknowledges, “but this is about
upping the ante in a creative way
and pushing us individually to find
something new to say.”

Vandermark promises the band
will be well-oiled for this presenta-
tion from local promoter of the
avant Epistrophy Arts.

“By the time we get to Austin,
the architecture of the music will be
fluid, and we should be burning!”

TAX RETURN - CAN I GET
AN EXTENSION?

I've been traveling abroad for the last year and just
got back home. All my paperwork is a mess. Can I get an
extension to submit my tax return? How does the exten-

Back from the Himalayas, Patagonia, or other
parts unknown, and now you need more time to put
together all the paperwork necessary to submit your
federal 2008 tax return? You may still be in luck. The
IRS allows individuals to request an extension of time
in order to file their tax returns.

Someone interested in an extension may consider
submitting Form 4868, the Application for Automatic
Extension of Time to File U.S. Individual Income Tax
Return. By submitting Form 4868, the person may
be able to obtain an automatic extension of up to six
months. The extension is generally four months for
someone considered to be “out of the country.”

It is important to know that obtaining an exten-
sion of time to file a tax return is not an extension
of time to pay. Someone who requests the extension
must still make an accurate estimate of their tax for
2008 and send any necessary payment with Form
4868. Someone who cannot pay the full amount due
with Form 4868 may still get the extension, although
they will owe interest on the unpaid amount.

Form 4868 must be filed before the normal filing
deadline (April 15). Once Form 4868 is filed, the
person can file the completed tax return at any time
during the extension period.

Keep in mind that whether an extension is advis-
able is an individual decision that is unique to each
person. While it’s good to know that the option
exists, you should talk with an attorney or accoun-
tant to determine how the extension may affect your
situation. Anyone interested in learning more about
obtaining an extension to file your tax return along
with payment options should go to www.irs.gov.

With the economy reeling, gas prices recently high-
