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The camping ban hides the issue, but doesn’t solve it. Now what?

40, No. 45  Which is all to say, the tent cities that 
have polarized our community – they’re 
not really the story anymore. Sanctioned 
campsites are still very much a part of 

the conversation about how to help 
our unhoused neighbors, one of 

several working solutions the 
city is exploring, as Austin 
Sanders lays out in this week’s 
cover story. (“Not working fast 
enough,” you and I both have 
likely grumbled at some point.) 

No matter where you came down 
on Prop B, I hope that you come 

to this story with an open mind and a 
willingness to embrace the nuance and 
complexity of the issue. Because the prob-
lem of too many people living on the 
streets hasn’t gone away. Only the visual 
reminder of them on your morning com-
mute has. n

 Following voter approval in May of 
Proposition B, which recriminalized public 
camping, the makeshift communities that 
sprang up under overpasses, along medians, 
in wooded areas, and elsewhere are 
slowly disappearing. Enforcement 
has been rolling out in phases. 
In Phase 3, starting July 11, the 
Austin Police Department will 
issue a citation if a written warn-
ing has already been issued; 
APD pledges that arrests for 
violating the camping ordinance 
will only happen in situations where 
individuals refuse to vacate areas that 
have been deemed dangerous for the public. 
In the fourth, final phase, starting August 
8, any individual violating the camping 
ordinance may be taken into custody if an 
officer issues a citation and the individual 
does not voluntarily leave the area.

 A 14-year-old girl can walk into school 
as an ordinary student and walk out with 
a felony. All it takes is one lapse in judg-
ment – a five-minute mistake – and she will 
forever have a criminal record. The educa-
tion system is at the root of the problem, 
and the solution. A potential light in the 
bleak world of drug education was House 
Bill 62, which was proposed, yet sadly 
not passed in the 87th Texas Legislative 
session. Texas missed an opportunity to 
employ restorative justice practices, which 
focus on healing harm rather than inflict-
ing punishment. In the case of drugs, often 
the only harm done is to the user them-
selves, opening the possibility for addiction 
counseling and other forms of therapy that 
help students address the root of potential 
problems that cause them to use drugs 
as a coping mechanism. Current “drug 
education” programs leave students wildly 
unprepared for actual interactions with 
substances and their consequences 
– both legal and emotional. After 
failing to provide evidence-based 
prevention, Texas schools respond 
with substance charges that can 
keep students out of school forever 
and lead to lifelong involvement in 
the criminal justice system. Schools 
must provide mandatory drug education 
rather than inescapable incarceration.
 When a student in Texas is caught with 
any amount of an illegal substance, they 
are automatically expelled. The Texas 
Education Code states that students facing 
expulsion receive consideration regarding 
their disciplinary history and intent on a 
case-by-case basis at the district’s discretion, 
yet also indicates that any illegal substances 
result in automatic expulsion. The vague-
ness of “consideration” in tandem with the 
contradiction of the Code offers no benefit 
to students. THC oil cartridges (“carts”) are 
cannabis vaping devices popular among 
younger people. What most students don’t 
know is that any amount of a cannabis 
derivative like THC is a felony, unlike mis-
demeanor charges for most amounts of can-
nabis. Students walk out of school with a 
felony and an expulsion – the same pun-

ishment given for sexual assault and man-
slaughter – for possession of a non-addictive 
substance legal in some states.
 Keeping kids safe starts with education. 
When it comes to drug education, schools 
continue to use outdated methods that 
simply check a box. For example, many 
Texas elementary schools employ the Drug 
Abuse Resistance Education (D.A.R.E.) 
program, which brings police officers into 
schools in an attempt to scare kids away 
from drugs. The ineffectiveness of this 
program has been proven by the American 
Psychological Association, the National 
Institute of Justice, and the University of 
Illinois. Bard Early College is a high school 
that has begun to implement harm reduc-
tion-focused drug education. This program, 
called Safety First: Real Drug Education 
for Teens, acknowledges that teens may 
be curious about substances. Safety First 

provides education on preventing over-
doses or recognizing signs of peer 

pressure. It’s time to remove the 
stigma around drug education and 
give kids real tools such as this.
 There are concerns that talking 
about drugs will normalize them 

and increase teen substance abuse. 
While these concerns are valid, the 

decades-old “Just Say No” rhetoric is clear-
ly not working. Parents and educators may 
wish to divide kids into “good” kids who 
won’t use drugs and “bad” kids who will, but 
this is a pipe dream. Drug use is happening 
across student demographics. Schools’ fail-
ure to address this reality is negligence. If 
schools have the power and resources to 
convict and criminalize, they should be able 
to provide healing and education.
 The students that schools punish are just 
scared kids. One of my friends was caught 
with her friend’s THC cart. Because it was 
handed to her moments before, she was 
charged with possession – a felony. She 
was expelled. These consequences may be 
intended as a deterrent, but are instead 
creating an environment where students 
feel targeted and attacked by the system. 
Schools must educate and provide support 
for students before punishing them. �

 Lots of great feedback, even from my 
haters, on last week’s column; many of you 
are ready to talk about producing decent 
housing for everyone in Austin, 1 million 
and counting, where it needs to be. Let’s 
do that! We need to make time for 
this. (I may have to duck out now 
and again to keep an eye on the 
Capitol and the police union.) 
 Here’s a place to start: There 
are some verities about space 
and time and class and culture 
that we need to all get right and 
agree upon. For example, I caught 
some smoke from people who didn’t 
like my suggestion that we preserve the pre-
cious bits of NIMBY Austin under glass and 
focus on the rest. Mostly these were argu-

ments from perceived principle, or at least a 
desire to lay blame on affluent white people, 
which, sure. But that is all fighting the last 
war. The dreaded transition zones from the 

last Land Development Code Revision, 
which threw so many vocal central -

city NIMBYs into existential crisis, 
made up less than 2% of the city. 
Completely bulldozing them 
over the pained shrieks of the 
anti-CodeNEXT crowd would 
not produce decent housing for 

everyone in Austin where it’s 
needed. So why waste time on it? 

We could instead talk about quietly 
allowing every Austin property owner, all 
locations and all uses, no caveats or bullshit, 
to add (at least) one dwelling unit by right.

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transportation, and housing, which are all 
tightly intertwined – every day in every 
way. Our similarities as human beings out-
weigh differences between stakeholder 
groups or market segments.  
 As we illustrate in our cover package 
(p.16), housing is a continuum we all live on. 
The bottom end, closest to homelessness, 
features more interventions than are needed 
at the other end, where lies the 100% private-
ly financed, market-rate, owner-occupied,  
single-family housing that’s centered in our 
folklore about the American dream. But 
they are not two different things. The forces 
and factors that influence all land use, 
transportation, and housing decisions wash 
over the entire continuum, sometimes like 
the tides, sometimes like tsunamis. 
 It would be nice if our dialogues were 
elevated by this understanding, but of 
course they aren’t; people try to build walls 
and fences to separate themselves and seg-
regate others from the gravitational pull of 
these universal needs, all of which eventu-
ally fall down. It’s natural for people to see 
themselves as the median citizen whose 
particular needs are actually universal – the 
new housing going up on the corner isn’t 
affordable if I can’t afford it, I don’t need a 
train to get to work so nobody else does 
either, et cetera. This turns up unconscious 
biases in most everyone. Since we live in a 
city, country, and society shaped by centu-
ries of structural racism, those biases fall in 
predictable directions, no matter how 
enlightened one may be. Austin does offer 
an enabling climate for people to spin up 
towering outrage that they are not racist or 
NIMBY or part of the problem, and for 
mansplaining what we should really do to 
meet our housing and mobility needs that 
nobody else has thought of. (Gondolas!) Of 
course Elon Musk likes it here.

Prices Paid, Bills cOme due
 The velocity of our growth produces enor-
mous challenges but not inexplicable ones. 
I read a research paper this week that aims 
to estimate the “zoning taxes” – the amount 
that land use regulation adds to the price of 
(single-family) housing – in various 
American markets. Austin is not one; the 
authors do look at Dallas, and at peer cities 
such as Charlotte and Nashville, and con-
clude that in those places no such tax exists, 
and would likely say the same about us. 
Many places in and around Austin don’t 
have tight land use regulations (in the unin-
corporated counties, there are barely any), 
and as sad as we get about “sprawlfordabil-
ity,” the external actors driving our growth 
don’t think a commute from Lockhart is 
more than people can bear. But in the Los 
Angeles, San Francisco, and Seattle metros, 
the zoning tax on a single-family home at 
even their farthest edges – places that, in 
our terms, would be like commuting from 
Waco – exceed annual household incomes 
and make home ownership impossible. We 
are far from those conditions.
 The regulations driving up the zoning tax 
aren’t all just NIMBY bullshit (though some 
are!) but include quite vital provisions to 
keep people from dying in a number of ugly 
ways that are now becoming mundane. 
Sustainability is a thing, one that could 
cohere public buy-in for an assertive housing- 
forward redevelopment initiative to get rid 
of Austin’s obsolete concrete corridors, like 
I mentioned last week. It creates a loss 
frame – protecting something that’s at risk, 
much more powerful than the promise of a 
benefit – for targeted infill within our built 
footprint, rather than trying to make our 
greenfield projects greener and resilient to 
fire and flood. This also applies to more 
intense development in the suburbs, which 
I’ll focus on next time.	 n

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Zilker Vision
First-ever comprehensive plan looks at park’s future

 Last Tuesday, June 29, the Austin Parks 
and Recreation Department hosted its 
first community meeting to gather input for 
its Zilker Park Vision Plan, a comprehen-
sive attempt to safeguard the future of 
Austin’s central park as 2 million-plus peo-
ple visit every year. Like the city itself, 
“Zilker, too, is experiencing growing pains,” 
said Claire Hempel, project manager for 
the plan with Design Workshop.
 The firm and PARD began their work in 
November 2020, preparing a needs assess-
ment and identifying six major focus areas 
for which they’ve developed guiding princi-
ples and high-level goals: guiding future 
growth, nature and ecology, history and 
culture, diversity and inclusion, accessibili-
ty, and sustainability. The parks depart-
ment says this is the first attempt to pro-
duce a comprehensive plan for the 350-acre 
park, which traces its roots back 104 years, 
and its many amenities: not just the Great 
Lawn that’s home to the Austin City Limits 
Music Festival, but also Barton Springs 
Pool and the park’s other three springs, the 
Ann and Roy Butler Hike-and-Bike Trail 
that traverses the park, the Zilker Hillside 
Theater, the Austin Nature & Science 
Center, Zilker Botanical Garden, the 
newly renovated Zilker Cafe and Zilker 
Eagle train, and more.
 These features, unique among Austin’s 
parks, produce the revenue ($2.4 million 
from events and entry fees in fiscal year 

2019) that helps defray the cost of keeping 
Zilker open. A coalition of nonprofits sup-
porting the various events and venues cur-
rently fund most of Zilker’s maintenance 
and improvements; the vision plan aims to 
identify ways to expand programming and 
bolster that funding. But that has to happen 
while also protecting the park’s environ-
mental features and endangered species 
habitat and many historic resources, and 
meeting the needs of current park users, 
and mitigating impacts on surrounding 
neighborhoods – in short, a microcosm of 
Austin’s familiar struggles.
 One of the biggest of those is the need to 
improve mobility options and decrease the 
need for parking that encroaches on green 
space. In the “baseline survey” fielded by 
PARD and Design Workshop as part of the 
needs assessment, 86% of 4,061 respondents 
said they get to Zilker in a personal vehicle. 
When asked what would encourage alterna-
tive modes of transportation, respondents 
cited better trail connections and safer bike 
lanes as well as better wayfinding within 
the park; some suggested a circulator shut-
tle within the park. Respondents’ other 
preferences include more public restrooms, 
better lighting, and (for some) an increased 
police presence.
 While many of these suggestions are 
uncontroversial, some proposals for change 
are bitterly contested. One such issue is the 
sale of alcohol at the Zilker Cafe near Bar-

ton Springs. Though the presenters noted 
at the outset of the June 29 meeting that 
they would not address the conditional use 
permit being sought for alcohol sales, 
speakers during the Q&A period still took 
the opportunity to express concerns about 
safety, as well as what kind of culture it 
would encourage: “I just don’t understand 
how anyone has to have a beer to enjoy 
Zilker Park,” one citizen commented. 
Environmental groups including the Save 
Our Springs Alliance also 
oppose the permit, and the 
Parks and Recreation 
Board voted 4-2 last week to 
do the same; it will be taken 
up next by the Planning 
Commission, whose deci-
sion can be appealed to City 
Council.
 Others at the meeting 
worried that as Zilker grows 
and programming expands, 
the park will become com-
mercialized. “When we talk 
about sustainability, one of 
the aspects of sustainability is social equi-
ty,” one speaker noted. “If what we do is 
create a place that by nature requires you to 
spend lots of money to come here … we’re 
making a very elitist place.” Another added, 
“Politically speaking I think we really need 
to set the policy on how we fund public 
parks so we do not have to commercialize 
them in order to maintain them.” Former 
Austin Parks Foundation Director Charlie 
McCabe, a consultant on the project, 
assured that the team is “looking at a wide 
range of public funding mechanisms that 
different cities use … Everything from 

bonds, to sales tax, to park district fees, to 
everything in between, and we’ll report on 
those as we go through the process.”
 Speakers’ testimonies highlighted the 
central tension the plan needs to address: 
how to allow for more activities at Zilker 
without eroding parts of its familiar charac-
ter. A dense urban park needs program-
ming and services, said Design Workshop 
principal Kurt Culbertson, but a natural 
area focused on environmental preserva-

tion needs to be left alone. 
Zilker has both. “Both the 
challenge and the opportu-
nity of Zilker is that there 
are areas … that are natural 
in character and that don’t 
have a lot of people in them, 
and there are other areas of 
this park that are highly 
used,” said Cul bert son. 
“The challenge of this 
vision plan is to work with 
people of the community to 
try to find the sweet spot.”
 The final draft vision plan 

will be finished in January 2022; before 
then, there will be four more community 
meetings, as well as 10 in-person pop-ups at 
pools around town (in each Council district) 
throughout the month of July, and many 
small group discussions on specific topics. 
The 14 of the latter held so far have includ-
ed sessions on area businesses and park 
concessionaires, K-12 schools and youth 
partners, environment and water issues, 
and historic and cultural tourism. n

County Commissioners  
Tout Successes, Face Challengers
 Though the 2022 primaries are still 
months away – set for March 1, with candi-
date filing in mid-December, though redistrict-
ing may force a delay – the downballot races 
for Travis County commissioner have 
already heated up. Two incumbent Democrats 
have announced their reelection bids, and 
each has a challenger.
 Margaret Gómez, who’s been elected seven 
times to represent the county’s southeast in 
Precinct 4, said in a June 21 press release, 
“The challenges we face are simply too big and 
too urgent for me not to run.” Brigid Shea, 
elected twice to the Commissioners Court 
since re-entering politics a decade ago, wants 
to keep up her work representing the central 
and northern county in Precinct 2, citing prog-
ress on “reducing greenhouse-gas emissions, 
conserving water and being better prepared for 
wildfire, [and] also in making major strides in 
criminal-justice reform.”
 That last issue, also cited by Gómez in her 
announcement, followed the unprecedented 
public pushback against the county’s plans 
for a new women’s jail – a project Shea and 
Gómez originally supported, but agreed to 
postpone for at least a year after three hours 
of public input at the court’s June 15 meet-
ing, almost all of it firmly opposed to adding 
jail beds and demanding alternatives to incar-
ceration. Bob Libal, a former director of 
Grassroots Leadership, which led activism 
against the jail plan, announced that he was 
considering a run against Shea a few days 
before that vote.
 Libal says advocates and county residents 
are watching the court more closely than they 
had been, as Travis County government 
“doesn’t have high levels of engagement.” He 
has not committed to a run yet, taking time 
to hear from the community first, but says 
that “there is clearly a need for a more 
robust understanding of criminal justice 

issues” and a more collaborative attitude: 
“The Commissioners Court should welcome 
the conversation from [the] community, rather 
than sort of act like it’s secondary.”
 Gómez pledged in her announcement to 
“address crucial infrastructure deficits,” but 
challenger Susanna Woody, who also ran in 
2018, says the incumbent hasn’t done 
enough on that front for Precinct 4: “We real-
ly need a strong voice on the dais that can 
advocate for Southeast Austin, particularly 
east, in the ETJ” – the “extraterritorial juris-
diction” of the city of Austin, beyond the city 
limits, or “out in the county.”
 Woody, a Del Valle ISD trustee and proj-
ect manager at Advanced Micro Devices, 
highlighted disparities in basic infrastructure 
and Precinct 4’s food deserts in her 2018 
campaign, and says the COVID-19 pandemic 
and Winter Storm Uri in February exacerbat-
ed her concerns. “It was like we were over-
looked once again. We were begging for fund-
ing so we could get COVID testing out into 
our community. Then the winter storm hit, 
and we were the ones getting water to our 
community. That’s just unacceptable, and I 
just can’t continue to allow an entire area to 
be neglected because of complacency, when 
I have a voice and the opportunity to bring 
the change that the community deserves.”
 Both Libal and Woody prioritize housing, 
the environment, and supportive services 
rather than new jail construction. “I really 
wish we had a master plan for all of these 
things, instead of simply a master plan for 
building jails,” says Libal, referring to the 
$616 million master plan to expand the 
Travis County Correctional Complex, 
adopted in 2016. And both agree there’s a 
need for fresh voices on the court: “There 
needs to be new leadership, new energy, and 
strong advocates,” says Woody. “We haven’t 
seen that in a while.” – Lina Fisher

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Perry to stand Trial 
for Foster Murder
Army Sgt. Daniel Perry indicted for murder of BLM protester

 U.S. Army Sgt. Daniel Perry will stand 
trial for the murder of Black Lives Matter 
protester Garrett Foster.
 On July 1, Travis County District Attor-
ney José Garza announced that a grand 
jury has indicted Perry for murder, aggra-
vated assault with a deadly weapon, and 
deadly conduct. The active-duty sergeant 
surrendered to Travis County authorities 
that afternoon, was booked into jail, and 
released on a $300,000 bond.
 BLM supporters have been waiting for 
the indictment since the evening of July 25, 
2020, when Perry, stationed at Fort Hood 
but driving for a ride-hailing company in 
Austin, encountered 100 protesters march-
ing north on Congress Avenue at Fourth 
Street shortly before 11pm. Multiple videos 
of the event show Perry honking his horn 
and pulling his vehicle aggressively into a 
group of the marchers. He stopped in front 
of Foster, an Air Force veteran who routine-

ly carried an AK-47 at the marches, and his 
fiancée Whitney Mitchell, a quadruple 
amputee whose wheelchair Foster pushed 
through the streets in protest after protest 
that summer. Witnesses said that as Foster 
approached Perry’s car, the sergeant shot 
through the open driver’s side window, hit-
ting Foster three times in the chest. He died 
with Mitchell screaming by his side.
 Perry fled and turned himself in to Austin 
police, telling them that he’d shot in self-de-
fense after Foster raised the barrel of his 
AK, which protesters on the scene swore 
was not true. APD released him several 
hours later on his own recognizance.
 Perry continues to claim that he shot 
Foster in self-defense. However, he refused 
to testify before the grand jury. His lawyer, 
Clint Broden, told reporters that Garza did 
not allow him to submit written testimony 
– saying, “We understand the political moti-
vations of the district attorney” – but not 
specifying what, exactly, those are.
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Cancel Culture Comes After Forget the Alamo
 On July 1, the Bob Bullock Texas State History Muse-
um, with three hours’ notice, pulled out of a planned program 
with co-authors of Forget the Alamo, a look at the myths and 
realities of the Texas origin story, after “increased pressure 
on social media” targeted the museum and 
its parent agency, the State Preservation 
Board. The following day, Lt. Gov. Dan 
Patrick, a member of the SPB, claimed cred-
it for the cancellation, which has not been 
confirmed by the museum amid the firestorm 
of controversy that’s ensued.
 The “ReWriting History” virtual program, 
co-presented with the Writers’ League  
of Texas, was to have featured Chris 
Tomlinson and Bryan Burrough, two of 
Forget the Alamo’s three co-authors (along 
with Jason Stanford), talking about “the 
craft of writing” with WLT Executive Director 
Becka Oliver. Stanford told the Chronicle 
that Penguin Press, the book’s publisher, 
informed the authors via email: “The 
Bullock was receiving increased pressure on 
social media about hosting the event, as 
well as to the museum’s board of directors (Gov. [Greg] 
Abbott being one of them) and decided to pull out as a 
co-host altogether.” On Friday, Patrick tweeted: “As a member 
of the Preservation Board, I told staff to cancel this event 

as soon as I found out about it. This fact-free rewriting of TX 
history has no place.”
 In a June 24 press release promoting the event, Bullock 
Director Margaret Koch wrote, “Our understanding of history 

changes over time as the historical record is 
revealed through new research and insight, 
but our relationship to history remains com-
plex and often very personal. This program 
explores the world of writing about our past 
through the eyes of Texas authors wishing to 
reveal that complexity.” In a statement on 
Friday, Koch minimized the museum’s role as 
“co-host” and offered no reason for backing 
out, but said WLT “was prepared to continue 
the event on their own platform and gave the 
book’s authors the opportunity to do so. The 
authors declined to continue.”
 The authors cite logistical challenges for 
not taking WLT up on this offer, but even if 
they had, these efforts to deflect didn’t 
change the fact the museum buckled to out-
side pressure. “We will not be censored by 
@BullockMuseum’s clumsy cancel culture,” 

Tomlinson noted on Twitter. “Ironic that the state’s conserva-
tive leaders would pull a stunt like this.” The SPB’s properties 
are venues for the Texas Book Festival in late October; no 
word yet on whether Patrick plans to vet that lineup.

 Forget the Alamo, in stores for about a month, had already 
irritated the Texas jingoists who have fomented hysterics 
about all things Alamo for several election cycles. Earlier this 
month, Abbott signed House Bill 2497 to create the “Texas 
1836 Project,” because, he said, “We must never forget why 
Texas became so exceptional in the first place.” The name 
echoes The New York Times’ 1619 Project, centered on slav-
ery, but intends to rebut it; as that effort’s creator Nikole 
Hannah-Jones told The Texas Tribune, “We’ve been here 
before. When it comes to slavery, some people have never 
wanted open debate and honesty.”
 The “revisionist” history of the Alamo and the Texas 
Revolution, which has really been the accepted history for 
decades, also centers slavery, and Mexico’s moral opposition 
to it among the Anglo settlers, and the less-than-exemplary 
deeds of the boldfaced names of the Texians’ last stand. In 
his review of the book for The Washington Post, UT historian 
H.W. Brands wrote that the authors “sometimes appear to 
be beating a horse that, if not dead, was put to pasture 
awhile back, at least outside the political classes.”
 But “apparently these facts are so radical in Austin that 
we’re going to run out of pearls to clutch,” Stanford said. The 
book retells both the events of 1836 and the later decades’ 
tussling over their meaning. “It is an odd feeling to have now 
entered the story of how we are fighting about the Alamo,” 
Stan ford said. “This book is now an actor in the story that it 
had told.” He told the Chron icle that Penguin has already 
ordered a second printing of the book and is preparing for a 
third, but updates will have to wait. “The paperback edition’s 
going to be a doozy.” – Mike Clark-Madison

On July 26, 2020, several hundred 
Austinites reconvened at the site of 
Garrett Foster’s shooting death the day 
before for a vigil and march to City Hall

 Garza refuted Borden’s assertions – and 
insinuation – at a press conference 
announcing the indictments. “Both of 
those accusations are simply false,” he said. 
“Mr. Perry’s attorney presented our office 
with a packet of information and the over-
whelming majority of that information was, 
in fact, presented to the grand jury for their 
consideration.” Garza did not describe the 

contents of Borden’s packet – that is against 
the law – but said the only material from it 
that was withheld was information that 
would not have been permitted in a trial.
 Garza said it took his office three weeks 
to present all the evidence it had collected. 
“[The] evidence presented by our Homicide 
and Major Crimes Unit included over 150 
exhibits and testimony from 22 witnesses,” 
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he said. “In addition to the investigation 
that law enforcement conducted, the 
District Attorney’s Office also reviewed evi-
dence and interviewed witnesses in order to 
present the most accurate 
possible set of facts to the 
grand jury.” Garza’s refer-
ence to 22 witnesses 
strongly suggests that a 
significant number of 
those present at the shoot-
ing have appeared before 
the grand jury, and will 
likely testify in the com-
ing trial. Also, Perry’s 
indictment for deadly con-
duct – a misdemeanor that 
relates to how he drove his 
car into the group of protesters – demon-
strates that the grand jury judged this to be 
an act of aggression.
 Garza couldn’t say when Perry’s trial will 
begin, as the system is still suffering from a 
backlog of cases due to the COVID-19 pan-

demic. He did say that his office will be 
asking a judge to authorize the confiscation 
of any guns that Perry may own in order for 
him to remain free on bond. He said they 

may ask for the imposition 
of other conditions as well.
 Foster’s partner, Whitney 
Mitchell, was devastated by 
his killing. He was her sole 
caretaker and they had 
been looking forward to 
getting married. Mitchell’s 
attorney, Angelica Coglia-
no, released a brief state-
ment after the indictments 
were announced: “We are 
grateful for the hard work 
of the District Attorney’s 

Office in prosecuting the senseless killing of 
Garrett, who was a loving, supportive partner 
to Whitney. This is the first step in a long 
process that we hope and trust will yield a 
just result.” Cogliano said that Mitchell may 
release her own statement next week. n

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ACLU Warns Border Counties: 
Abbott’s Setting You Up 
 In response to Gov. Greg Abbott’s decla-
ration of a “public safety disaster” at the 
Texas-Mexico border, the American Civil 
Liberties Union of Texas sent letters to the 
34 counties covered by Abbott’s edict, warn-
ing their judges and sheriffs that participating 
in the governor’s immigration enforcement 
schemes would make them lawbreakers 
themselves. “If your locality participates in 
Governor Abbott’s unilateral efforts to set 
federal immigration policy and 
enforce federal immigration 
law, you will be in violation of 
the Constitution and federal 
law,” the letter reads. 
 Since March, Abbott has 
incessantly criticized the Biden 
administration’s immigration 
policies and their impact, based 
on what his office claims are huge increases in 
unauthorized border crossings. (Numbers have 
gone up as the pandemic fades but haven’t 
reached the peaks of prior years.) The pace of 
his theatrics has picked up since the 
Legislature left town, including a Rio Grande 
Valley visit with Donald Trump last week. 
Abbott has ramped up the state’s own border 
security presence, including shifting some 
$250 million from the Texas Department of 
Criminal Justice to begin construction of a 
border wall (crowdsourcing will fund the rest, 

he says). His plan calls for immigrants arrest-
ed near the border by DPS agents to be 
detained by TDCJ at its Dolph Briscoe Unit in 
Dilley, between San Antonio and Laredo. 
 But Abbott doesn’t think state troopers 
alone can do the job, so he’s urged law 
enforcement in border and border-ish coun-
ties to arrest and jail immigrants and subject 
them to harsher charges than they’d face 
under federal statute for simply entering the 

U.S. without authorization. 
This itself would violate feder-
al law and U.S. Supreme Court 
precedent dating back to the 
19th century, which Abbott, a 
former Texas Supreme Court 
justice and the state’s attorney 
general for 12 years, probably 
knows. Non-U.S. citizens have 

the legal right to seek asylum and other pro-
tections here, the ACLU’s letter reminds local 
officials. Even 2017’s highly controversial 
Senate Bill 4, which mandates cooperating 
with federal immigration enforcement upon 
request, doesn’t go as far as Abbott is now 
asking counties to go, the group notes. 
 “Gov. Abbott cannot seek to enforce his 
own version of immigration policy,” said Kate 
Huddleston, attorney at the ACLU of Texas. 
“County officials will be in violation of the law 
if they enforce the governor’s plan. Yet again, 
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More Red Meat as Lege Goes Into Overtime
 With just over 24 hours to spare, Gov. Greg Abbott finally issued 
the proclamation calling the 87th Texas Legislature back to Austin 
Thursday, July 8, for its first of at least two special sessions. In that 
edict, the governor – who now has three declared opponents in the 
2022 GOP primary, and who still has aspirations of a 2024 or 2028 
presidential run – laid out his call of 11 items the Lege can consider 
over the next 30 days. (He can add more later; they cannot.)
 A couple of these we knew already, since he’d made them priorities in 
his State of the State address in February. One is “election integrity,” the 

voter suppression effort that prompted House Dems to break quorum 
and walk out in the waning hours of the regular session in May. Another 
is “bail reform,” which to Abbott means bills “to protect the public from 
accused criminals,” not the ongoing movement to actually reform 
Texas’ decadent cash-bail system. There’s also the Article X gambit to 
restore funding to the legislative branch in the next biennium, which 
Abbott vetoed in retaliation to the Dems’ walkout; the Dems have 
asked the Texas Supreme Court to rule that move illegal and invalid.
 But Abbott didn’t stop there! There’s a broad ask for funding “as part 
of Texas’ comprehensive border security plan,” which has consumed 
the governor’s attention for weeks. He also wants to catch up to other 
rising-star governors with a bunch of Fox News hot hits: thwarting 
“social media censorship,” trying once again to ban transgender 
students from playing sports, banning abortion medications and 
tracking abortion patients, and of course, critical race theory. (The 
Lege did ban CRT in schools, but Abbott wants to strip out amendments 
they added – such things as stipulating that white supremacy is bad.)

 Other cleanup work includes reviving legislation to educate 
students about dating violence, which Abbott vetoed because it 
didn’t let parents opt out; getting a supplemental benefits payment 
to retired teachers (a “13th check”); and a thumbs-up to bills to 
spend money on property tax relief, foster care, and cybersecurity. 
(Comptroller Glenn Hegar released a revenue estimate on Wednesday 
that gives Abbott and the Lege about $8 billion in play money.)
 Not on the call: the state’s power grid. Abbott pronounced last 
month that all the problems that led to February’s catastrophe have 
been fixed and the grid is in better shape than it’s ever been. But on 
Tuesday he fired off a letter to his all-new Public Utility Commission 
demanding they act immediately to shore up the grid in ways that he 
prefers. That means more tax breaks and giveaways for fossil fuel and 
nuclear plants and additional costs imposed on renewables, neither of 
which fixes the problems that helped kill 700 Texans. As has become 
his habit, Abbott would prefer to manage this issue by decree, but 
others differ. On July 1, while Abbott was at the border (see above), 
Democrats led by lieutenant governor candidate Mike Collier gathered 
in front of the Capitol with one message: “Fix the Damn Grid.” Collier’s 
opponent, Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick, has also made fixing the damn grid a 
priority and asked Abbott to add it to the special session call. No dice.
 After the “87(1)” convenes Thursday, it will adjourn in short order 
so the regime leaders and GOP faithful can hurry up to Dallas for 
this year’s Conservative Political Action Conference – “CPAC 2021: 
America Uncanceled” – featuring all of the above nonsense and 
more, including private citizen Donald Trump. – Mike Clark-Madison

JuDge eloy vera the governor is targeting immigrants and 
inciting fear and xenophobia in our state. 
These moves are a cruel distraction from the 
real problems facing the state, such as fixing 
the failing state electrical grid.”
 In its letter, the ACLU also makes Texas 
Public Information Act requests for any 
communication between local law enforce-
ment agencies and the state about immigra-
tion since March, when Abbott started 
“Operation Lone Star” and sent 1,000 DPS 
troopers to border communities. After the 
county judges in the Rio Grande Valley – 
Hidalgo, Camer on, Willacy, and Starr counties 

– refused to get on board, Abbott produced a 
revised list of 28 counties, including some 
new additions, that he claims have all agreed 
to partner with the state on border security.
 “All four of us were on the same page as 
far as that is concerned. We don’t feel we 
have a disaster,” Starr County Judge Eloy 
Vera told Border Report. The judges would 
consider signing on if crime statistics wors-
ened, or data shows that border crossers are 
threatening the safety of local residents (as 
Abbott and his allies have insisted is happen-
ing every day) – but that’s just not the case 
right now, they said.  – Mary Tuma

Democratic candidate for lieutenant governor Mike Collier, state Rep.

split shift at a storage facility not long after 
checking into his ProLodge, so he was 
granted an exception to its curfew. When he 
wasn’t working, he spent most of his time in 
his room catching up on TV (especially Rick 
and Morty and The Walking Dead) and 
working on his art. 

Building a new Bridge
 That room came at a time in Potter’s life 
that was most opportune, given his health. 
Advocates for the unhoused have tried to 
persuade city leaders that ProLodges pro-
vide a further benefit: They model how the 
city can run an effective “bridge shelter” 
program, an important element of Austin’s 
evolving strategy to end homelessness.
 People in cities who need stable housing 
exist on a continuum, ranging from unshel-
tered homelessness to market-rate rental 
and ownership. (See chart, p.20.) The goal of 
homelessness response is to help people, 
with support services and case manage-
ment, move along that continuum at their 
own pace, and not fall back. For many, their 
last stop will be permanent supportive 
housing, where those services and case 
management continue indefinitely. Austin 
needs thousands of PSH units and only has 
hundreds; slowly creating them, including 
by converting motels, has been the focus of 
the city’s efforts. 
 Life on the street is traumatic. It often 
takes the comfort and support of a long-term 
supportive housing program to work through 
that trauma. But the grim reality is that peo-
ple who’ve been on the street for a long time 
have an average life expectancy of about 50 
years. Others simply cannot adjust to life in 
community, with rules and expectations that 
didn’t exist as they made their own way on 
the street. The longer someone spends with-
out shelter, the harder that adjustment 
becomes. They fall back on the continuum. 

 Bridge shelters are a 
new addition to Austin’s 
continuum. They’re a 
step up from group 
shelters, staffed by 
overworked and under-
paid attendants, that 
exist mostly to provide 
respite from harsh con-
ditions living outdoors, 
without much work 
done to resolve a 
guest’s homelessness. 
Temporary emergency 

shelters like the Salvation Army remain 
important, but their use appears to be on 
the decline nationwide. One conclusion 
from that data, Ending Community 
Homelessness (ECHO) Executive Director 
Matt Mollica told us, is that people living on 
the street feel shelters aren’t worth the trou-
ble. When interviewing Austinites who are 
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Under pressure, Austin looks for the fastest routes  
out of the city’s homelessness crisis  By Austin sAnders

 For more than a year, the city of Austin, its 
social service partners, and primary and 
behavioral care providers have operated 
protective lodging facilities, mostly in con-
verted motels acquired as part of the city’s 
long-term strategy to end homelessness, for 
unhoused Austinites at high risk of dying 
from COVID-19. Outreach workers make 
referrals to the “ProLodges,” and each per-
son who is accepted gets their own room and 
bathroom, allowing them to isolate in place.
  The ProLodges were cobbled together by 
motivated city staff with the help of dedicat-
ed street-level outreach workers and service 
providers. They came together with extraor-
dinary speed as COVID-19 surged into 
Austin. Now, as the pandemic fades, so do the 
ProLodges – from five at the height of the 
pandemic, to two now, as guests exit into 
other housing options, or back to the street. 
As a public health intervention, ProLodges 
have clearly succeeded. Housing status is 
not tracked when people are tested for 
COVID-19, so it’s unknown precisely how 
many Austinites who’ve contracted the 
virus are experiencing homelessness. But 

there has been only one known outbreak 
among people living together without sta-
ble housing – at Downtown’s Salvation 
Army group shelter, which at the time was 
still sleeping more than a dozen people in 
its dorm rooms (it implemented more strin-
gent distancing restrictions, which limited 
its capacity, afterward). 
 For Steven Potter, who has lived off and 
on Austin’s streets for 11 years, it’s likely 
that a room at a ProLodge saved his life. 
Toward the end of 2019, he developed a pul-
monary embolism, which can lead to cardi-
ac arrests and other life-threatening compli-
cations. He made it through that scare rela-
tively unscathed, but doctors warned that 
his blood clots could be caused or worsened 
by prolonged sitting – a sometimes unavoid-
able part of life on the street.
 Potter’s medical condition qualified him 
for a ProLodge, and in April 2020, he was 
able to move into his room. “I forgot how 
good it felt to sleep on a bed,” Potter told us, 
recalling his first few nights at the former 
Motel 6 that would be his home for the next 
year. By his recollection, he hadn’t slept in 

a bed for multiple nights in a row since 
2016, when he was staying at the Nueces 
Super Co-op while working at the Salvation 
Army shelter and attending classes at 
Austin Community College. “Hav ing the 
ability to take a shower without devoting 
half of your day to it was a big improvement 
for me,” Potter said. (Public showers in 
Austin are few, and demand is high.)
 There are drawbacks to ProLodge life. 
The facilities are wrapped with fencing and 
have 24/7 on-site secu-
rity provided by Austin 
police, which can make 
the space feel more like 
confinement than a 
respite. Guests are 
required to check in 
upon arrival, with a 
curfew from 8pm to 
7am. “It’s the differ-
ence between being a 
client and being a 
guest,” Potter told us. 
“People renting a room 
at a motel or in an apartment don’t have 
those kinds of rules and regulations.”
 Potter serves on Austin’s Homelessness 
Advisory Council alongside others with 
lived experience; he spends time talking to 
unhoused Austinites about which programs 
and services are working and which need 
improvement. He landed a job working the

living unsheltered, they’ll often say as 
much, at least as to the shelter options here.
 Bridge shelter that offers privacy and 
security for people and their belongings can 
allow them to rest, reflect, and set goals to 
resolve their unique unhoused experience. 
Research in cities that have offered bridge 
shelter shows that its guests are much more 
likely than those in group shelters, or on the 
street, to enter long-term housing pro-
grams, and less likely to fall back into 
unsheltered homelessness once they do. 
 The most complete analysis is from Seat-
tle, which looked at 1,635 people who in 2020 
were in different group shelters, some with 
and some without on-site services, as well 
as in bridge shelter in hotels – quickly cre-
ated to reduce group shelter populations as 
the Seattle area weathered the nation’s first 
severe COVID-19 outbreak. Of the bridge 
shelter guests, 60% exited into permanent 
housing, compared to 13% of those in group 
shelter, roughly the same as in the prior 
year pre-pandemic. The vast majority of the 
latter left for “unknown” destinations, 
which usually means back to the street.

THis is noT rockeT science
 In Austin, according to data obtained 
through a public information request, occu-
pancy at all five ProLodges has averaged 
about 57% between March and May of this 
year. City staff reports that over the full 
existence of the program (from March 2020 
to this month), 615 people have been guests 
at a ProLodge; approximately 500 have left, 
with “close to 250” moving on into a hous-
ing program. On average, ProLodge guests 
are housed 64 days after enrolling in a 
housing program. 
 As the lead agency in Austin and Travis 
County’s homelessness response system, 
ECHO submits data to the U.S. Dept. of

Housing and Urban Development. While 
this data does not separate different hous-
ing interventions as precisely as in the 
Seattle study, it does show a steady increase 
in exits from temporary to permanent hous-
ing, from 19.3% in 2015 to 30% in 2019. 
Mollica says the findings in Seattle mirror 
what he’s observed with ProLodges.
 That success is not exactly rocket sci-
ence. “Any successful housing program in 
the past 10 years spent an enormous amount 
on hotel vouchers,” Mollica told us. “Getting 
someone into a hotel room just helps them 
stay in touch with us and their service pro-
viders; it just makes it easier to keep in 
contact with people.” Outreach workers and 
case managers can only accomplish the 
tasks that help end homelessness, mun-
dane to those who’ve never lived without 
housing – getting an I.D., refilling prescrip-
tions, making it to medical appointments 
and job interviews – if they can find their 
clients. If those clients go missing, and the 
beds in a federally funded program go 
unfilled, HUD can take that money back.
 On the other hand, programs created to 
control the spread of COVID-19 are being 
paid for with different federal funds, from 
the Federal Emergency Management 
Agency. That means Homeless Strategy 
Officer Dianna Grey and others at the city 
must assert that ProLodges are not bridge 
shelters, or else they’d be ineligible for 
FEMA reimbursement of 70% or 100% of 
their costs. (It varies based on when those 
costs were incurred.) For unknown reasons, 
FEMA Region 6, which includes Texas, has 
refused to reimburse “non-congregate” 
shelter operations like ProLodges, even 
though other regions have. “The Emergency 
Operations Finance team is still working 
through the process for FEMA reimburse-

The SouthBridge shelter, a former Rodeway Inn acquired 
by the city and used until recently as a ProLodge
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to convert into a PSH property to be operat-
ed by Cari tas of Austin. While Council 
returned the following week to vote 10-1 to 
approve the purchase (Kelly voting no), the 
sale has still not been closed, as Williamson 
County Judge Bill Gravell and his col-
leagues have threatened to sue.
 Even more mired in political quicksand is 
the on-and-off Council desire to find and 
approve sanctioned campsites, such as the 
one Abbott created in a fit of pique on state-
owned land in Southeast Austin, now oper-
ated by The Other Ones Foundation as 
Camp Esperanza. Staff rejected the concept 
in 2019 as costly and ineffective, but as Aug. 
8 looms the idea regained appeal, only to get 
sandbagged again once Council saw a list of 
sites to be considered and cost estimates for 
safe and secure camps with utility service.
 In a July 1 memo, staff announced its list 
of 78 potential sites had been reduced to 
just two, both city-owned, and estimated 
the two would cost just under $3 million to 
open and operate, not including utilities. 
Neither are zoned for residential use; once 
the city’s lawyers determine whether rezon-
ing is required, staff will engage with neigh-
bors about operations at the sites. The 
memo also says selected city-owned park-
ing lots could serve as safe overnight places 
for people living in cars. The lots would 
operate from 10pm to 6am and include 
bathrooms, hand washing stations, and 
security; staff estimates they would cost 
$80,000 to set up. Staff plans to provide 
more details by July 22, ahead of Council’s 
next meeting on July 29.
 Lots of the politics here stem from fear 
among neighborhoods of seeing chaotic 
scenes of hundreds of Austin’s unhoused 
poor gathered outside for a chance at ser-
vices or shelter, like those formerly found 
outside Downtown’s Austin Resource 
Center for the Homeless (ARCH). Those 

8, and Grey says bridge shelter is one option 
on the table; others include sanctioned camp-
sites, temporary shelters (which can now 
offer more beds as the pandemic recedes), 
and new affordable housing, an area where 
Austin continues to fall short of the goals set 
by the Strategic Housing Blueprint adopted 
by the city in 2017. Prioritizing among these 
options has not been easy, thanks to varied 
and muddled direction from Council and a 
lack of resources for Grey’s Homeless 
Strategy Division, only created last year and 
housed at Austin Public Health. 
 Grey took over in January; the city’s first 
HSO, hired in 2019, lasted one month on the 
job. She only has funding for four employ-
ees, which is partly by design, as the city 
pilots having a single department to coordi-
nate homelessness response; several hun-
dred city employees throughout many 
departments have jobs that involve respond-
ing in some way to the city’s homelessness 
crisis. But it is widely agreed at City Hall 
that HSD is severely under-resourced, and 
it’s expected Grey will have more positions 
funded in the upcoming budget for fiscal 
year 2022, which begins October 1.

new Year, new realiTY
 When Grey started, she began work with 
a Council with two new members replacing 
outgoing progressives who championed the 
2019 vote to lift restrictions and criminal 
penalties for camping, sitting and lying, 
and panhandling, a decision that was effec-
tively repealed by voter approval of Prop o-
si tion B in May. One of those new mem-
bers, Mac ken zie Kelly in far Northwest 
Austin’s Dis trict 6, avidly supported Prop 
B; she successfully swayed her colleagues 
in her first weeks in office (and of Grey’s 
tenure) to delay purchasing a Candlewood 
Suites motel in her district, which strad-
dles the Travis and Williamson county line, 

ment,” a city spokesperson said. Operations 
costs for all five ProLodges between March 
and December 2020 were $15 million.
 Functionally, though, the ProLodges 
clearly are bridge shelters, and a model for 
such facilities post-COVID. “We learned a 
lot [from ProLodges],” Grey said in an 
exclusive interview with the Chronicle. 
“They were a public health intervention, 
[but if] during that time, we could also uti-
lize an individual’s stability to help them 
find housing, we needed to do so. And we’ve 
been pretty successful.” In addition to that 
case management, “It’s easier for people to 
look forward and find housing or engage in 
services. We saw the value in that type of 
shelter in terms of helping us move people 
into permanent housing more quickly.”

we Have a Plan for THaT(?)
 A common criticism of Austin’s home-
lessness response is that there’s “no plan.” 
There is the beginning of one; in 2018 
Council adopted ECHO’s Action Plan to 
End Home less ness, which outlines broad 
goals and describes programs that could 
help the community achieve them, but 
leaves funding and timing undetermined. A 
year ago, consultants delivered a report 
detailing exactly how many shelter beds 
and housing units all along the continuum 
Austin needs to achieve “functional-zero” 
homelessness (where the number being 
housed each month exceeds the number 
entering homelessness) and roughly how 
much that would cost.
 Earlier this year, government, business, 
nonprofit, and philanthropic leaders con-
vened a “Summit to Address Unsheltered 
Homelessness,” which established a new 
benchmark: getting 3,000 Austinites living 
without shelter into housing by April 2024. 
There are milestones along the way – 100 
housed by July, 200 by August, 400 by 
December, 1,200 by next October. (ECHO 
expects to release data on the July mile-
stone within two weeks.) 

 Overall, this will cost, at a minimum, $515 
million, of which $275 million is one-time 
capital costs to build or renovate properties. 
The remaining $240 million is for opera-
tions, which will require some lesser 
amount of ongoing funding indefinitely. 
Council has committed about $100 million 
in American Rescue Plan Act funds toward 
the $515 million goal, and it has called on 
Travis County to match that from its rough-
ly $247 million in ARPA funds.
 On June 28, the Commissioners Court 
voted to allocate about $74 million of those 
funds, but only about 1% of that total is 
linked specifically to homelessness: 
$325,000 for behavioral health services that 
were initally funded by the CARES Act, and 
$250,000 for pre-planning a potentially larg-
er investment in mental health and sub-
stance abuse treatment, including potential 
expansions to the Sobering Center. The 
remainder of the county’s ARPA funding is 
slated to be allocated in January 2022, after 
community engagement; homelessness ser-
vices are one part of one of four buckets 
currently under consideration for that $173 
million. In other words, the county is not 
very close to making a $100 million commit-
ment. Even if they were, that leaves $315 
million to be found somewhere else, soon.
 Helping people living without shelter 
take a first step along the continuum now 
has much more urgency than before, as the 
city prepares to enforce new local (approved 
by voters on May 1) and state (signed into 
law by Gov. Greg Abbott on June 15) regula-
tions banning camping on public property. 
Those encampments, as unpopular as they 
are among Austinites with homes, allowed 
people to live where outreach workers and 
case managers could find them. Finding 
solutions that can do the same, quickly, is 
critical, as unhoused Austinites slip back 
into hiding to avoid encounters with law 
enforcement: hassles, citations, arrests. 
 The Austin Police Department will ramp 
up its enforcement of camping bans on Aug.

Family Eldercare and Integral Care; the for-
mer, which has a strong track record in RRH, 
will likely serve most Southbridge residents. 
As of July 2, 13 residents have been referred 
to housing by Family Eldercare.

using wHaT we Have
 The former Rodeway was the first proper-
ty identified, in 2019, as part of the city’s 
motel acquisition strategy to purchase sites 
to convert into supportive housing, such as 
the Candlewood Suites. The city says 
Southbridge will have 24/7 on-site security 
and new fencing, to assuage concerns from 
its neighbors. Also in May, Council autho-
rized a contract with Front Steps, the non-
profit that operates the ARCH, to also oper-
ate Southbridge, for $2.6 million, with three 
potential 12-month extensions. That con-
tract is expected to be executed by July 12, 
as Front Steps tries to hire staff for 

Southbridge; in the inter-
im, city employees will run 
the bridge shelter. 
 Given the drama that’s 
surrounded the ARCH for 
years, Front Steps already 
has some reputation chal-
lenges, and it’s lost its 
three top leaders in the 
last few months. Front 
Steps Board Vice President 
Haggai Eshed told us there 
is no reason to be con-
cerned: “We are partners 
with the city and our goal 
is to be part of the solution 
to ending homelessness,” 
Eshed said. “We have con-
tinued to work our PSH, 
RRH, and other housing 
programs.” 
 As Front Steps regroups, 
Grey says she is also not 
worried about the prospects 
for Southbridge. “We creat-

ed this shelter and this whole initiative on a 
really aggressive time line,” Grey said. “We 
hoped that we would have Front Steps folks 
on the ground from Day One, but we’ve been 
able to utilize staff and experience with the 
ProLodges to fill that gap. We feel that solu-
tion is working well and it will be temporary.”
 The city owns two of the five properties 
used as ProLodges and maintains its leases 
on two others. The Rodeway Inn and a 
Country Inn and Suites on I-35 are the two 
the city owns; staff says the Country Inn and 
Suites could later become a bridge shelter or 
supportive housing. Council would still need 
to approve contracts with their prospective 
operators, and the costs of those aren’t 
immediately clear. Based on the ProLodges 
data, staff estimates a bridge shelter with 55 
rooms could serve 400 guests over one year,

fears dissipate when bridge shelters and 
supportive housing properties actually 
open and their neighbors see how they actu-
ally operate. In North Central Austin, CM 
Greg Casar reports that his office has 
received about 60 emails from constituents 
related to the two ProLodges in his District 
4, only five of which were complaints; more 
than 300 new supportive housing units 
should be produced in D4 by the end of 
2022. That compares to more than 2,000 
emails, many brimming over with fear and 
outrage, that Kelly has received from D6 
residents about the Candlewood Suites.
 The quiet success of the ProLodges has 
made Grey eager to bring bridge shelters 
online. “People are more stable within 
[bridge] shelter, because they have hope,” 
Grey told us. “When they come in and we 
connect them with housing, not just offer a 
place to be out of the elements, that really 
changes their experience. 
People are not coming and 
going. That really creates a 
different atmosphere.”
 That’s made more likely 
by having services in place 
before guests move in. As 
the ProLodges were quick-
ly brought online during 
the peak of COVID-19, 
staff asked Council to 
authorize contracts with 
agencies that could pro-
vide the case manage-
ment, behavioral health, 
and social work services to 
help guests stabilize. 
Grey’s team is doing the 
same as it brings its first 
post-COVID bridge shelter 
online, as a central compo-
nent in the Housing-
Focused Home less 
Encampment Assistance 
Link (HEAL) initiative 
approved by Council in Feb ruary. The 
HEAL concept is to target specific encamp-
ments with intensive outreach and get their 
residents into shelter, so that those sites – 
unpopular with their neighbors and a major 
headache for CMs whose districts include 
them – can be cleared.
 Thus far, 23 people at one such site, outside 
East Austin’s Terrazas Branch Library, have 
been placed into rooms at the city’s 
Southbridge shelter, the former Rodeway Inn 
acquired by the city and used until recently 
as a ProLodge. Southbridge residents must 
engage with case managers to try to secure 
longer-term housing but can, with bridge 
shelter, begin to stabilize their lives and then 
move along the continuum at a sustainable 
pace. In May, Council approved nearly $2 
million in funding for rapid rehousing as a 
next step for HEAL clients, to be provided by

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at a cost of about $3.8 million. From the 
ProLodge data and the experience in Seattle 
and elsewhere, that translates into about 250 
people moving along the continuum to more 
stable housing. There are about 2,200 people 
living without shelter in Travis County on 
any given night.
 On June 25, the city renewed its lease of 
the Days Inn at 3105 N. I-35, which had been 
a ProLodge and will be converted into anoth-
er bridge shelter. As a ProLodge it could 
shelter 55 people; staff is exploring whether 
to fill rooms at double occupancy to increase 
capacity, at the cost of making it less appeal-
ing to people coming off the street. It’s 
expected to be open in August, again staffed 
with city employees while a service provider 
is selected to operate it long-term. 
 Casar, like his colleagues, will support any 
option available to the city to provide shel-
ter, but sees advantages in a bridge shelter 
model over sanctioned campsites. “If we can 
get people a bathroom and air conditioning 
by setting up a hotel room, that might be 
better than just a piece of dirt where some-
body can pitch a tent,” Casar told us. “If we 
could pull just as many people out of home-
lessness through hotels” as at sanctioned 
sites, the former “will often prove to be a 
better use of these dollars; you’re going to 
house people faster [than by] trying to set up 
dozens of places where people can camp.”
 CM Kathie Tovo doesn’t disagree that 
hotels can provide superior shelter, but 
she’s not convinced they’d be faster. “I con-
tinue to believe that we need alternative 
spaces for people to go right away,” Tovo 
told us. “Those aren’t going to be permanent 
housing solutions and they’re not even 
going to be [bridge] shelter; we haven’t iden-
tified enough options to fill that category.”
 While the HEALing of Terrazas allowed 
for people to be placed at Southbridge, the 
people who were forcibly removed from 
their protest campsite outside City Hall,  
Tovo says, were not offered a place to go 
because there is no place for them to go. “We 
need to identify these spaces quickly and 
ensure that the residents there will have 
access to water, restrooms, and a level of 
security on-site.” Tovo acknowledges that 
offering the bare minimum of services at 
sanctioned campsites is a tough pill to swal-
low, but it’s the reality when faced with 
limited funding that she’d rather invest in 
more sustainable solutions. “More resourc-
es at campsites would be better,” Tovo con-
tinued, “but the fact is hundreds of people 
have been camping for the past two years in 
spaces that have none of those things.”

Moving in ManY direcTions
 The motel strategy seemed to have more 
potential last year as COVID-19 shut down 
travel and hotel owners faced a precarious

Homelessness continued from p.19 future, but sales prices for hotel properties 
in Austin have not declined as much as one 
might expect, since the industry expects a 
sizable rebound here in the nation’s fastest 
growing large metro area. The city’s unique 
specifications for these properties posed 
other challenges, as interim Real Estate 
Officer Michael Gates explained in a state-
ment. “The challenge has been that the 
available number of hotels on the market at 
any one time is very small,” Gates said. 
 Plus, HSD is looking for extended stay 
suite hotels with 60-100 rooms, each with two 
sinks and a kitchenette, which provide both 
more comfort for the guests and a better 
chance of receiving competitive grant funding 
for operations. “Factoring in those require-
ments,” Gates said, “and the pool of potential 
hotels that are candidates for our proposed 
use shrinks. You can go and buy any hotel you 
like, but the renovations we’d need to make 
afterward means it’s not always the best use of 
time and money.” 
 Renovations at what is now Southbridge 
cost around $1.6 million on top of its $6.3 
million purchase price, which has made the 
city more strategic in looking for properties 
that are newer and in better condition. “It’s 
widely known that we’re interested in 
acquisitions,” Gates said.
 Setting goals and metrics for the perfor-
mance of the city’s homelessness response is 
important, but those who work most closely 
with unsheltered Austin ites are quick to 
caution that these are people, not numbers. 
Reliable solutions have to account for peo-
ple’s agency to set their own goals and move 
along the continuum at their own pace. 
Their most immediate goals may not involve 
permanent housing, as is the case with 
Steven Potter. He left his ProLodge, on his 
own, in May; he was offered placement in a 
housing program, but he declined. “I’ve 
been down that road before,” Potter told us. 
“I don’t check all of the boxes to make it high 
on the list” – the “coordinated entry” assess-
ment that helps providers prioritize who gets 
housing first – “so I didn’t bother with it.”
 Instead, Potter chose to go back on the 
street, where he knows how to survive. He’s 
not opposed to living in housing, but the 
places he can afford in Austin on his $15/
hour wage are not great – “the kind of plac-
es with reviews that say, ‘don’t live here,’” as 
he describes it. Instead, Potter is using his 
income to rent office space where he can 
continue to create his art in peace.
 “I got what I needed from the ProLodge,” 
Potter said, reflecting on his stay. “It gave 
me the stability and the amount of sleep 
and security I needed to get a job and main-
tain that job. But I’m a creative. I process 
life through my art. It’s a priority for me, 
and I am grateful to have had the opportu-
nity to get my finances in order in a way 
that allowed me to pursue that priority.” n
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The housing ConTinuum
 People in cities who need stable housing 
exist on a continuum, ranging from unshel-
tered homelessness to market-rate rental 
and ownership. The goal of homelessness 
response is to move people along the contin-
uum, as far as they can go, at their own pace, 
and keep them from falling back. 
 Moving into a “congregate” temporary 
or emergency group shelter, like the one 
Downtown operated by the Salvation Army is a 
first step along the continuum. The next would 
ideally be a “non-congregate” bridge shelter, 
such as the city’s new Southbridge or (for 
those with medical risks from COVID-19) the 
ProLodges, where people can have privacy to 
begin to recover from the trauma of life on the 
street, determine their life and housing goals, 
and engage with case management services 
to help them take another step. 
 That generally takes some form of short-
term rental assistance, which is relatively 
abundant for what’s called rapid rehousing, 
usually for about 16 months. RRH can serve 
people who abruptly lose their homes (such as 
to disaster or financial crisis, or as they escape 

family violence) as well as those gradually exit-
ing long-term homelessness.
 From there, many people can “self-stabi-
lize.” They get jobs and training, health care, 
and other support that allows them to move into 
subsidized housing that’s reserved for people 
with below-median incomes; those subsidies 
can either come from public funds, or from pri-
vate developers who comply with city afford-
ability program requirements, usually in return 
for greater entitlements. 
  Others will not self-stabilize for a longer 
time, if ever; they have disabilities or chronic 
health conditions (physical, mental, or emo-
tional), cannot afford even heavily subsidized 
housing, and are at continual risk of returning 
to homelessness. Those are the people who live 
in permanent supportive housing, usually in 
studio apartments that have case management 
and social services available for each resident, 
ideally on-site. Some may eventually move into 
independent living in income-restricted or even 
market-rate housing, like Austinites who have 
not experienced extreme poverty and trauma, 
or they may spend the rest of the lives in sup-
portive housing programs.

 The life Garcia describes is tough, but he 
isn’t asking us to pity his mother. He wants 
us to see what a survivor she’s always been. 
No matter how she’s been treated, no matter 
what difficulties she’s had to face, his mother’s 
always pushed through, always pressed forward. 
When she needed to, she made sacrifices, 
whether it was taking in a roommate to cut 
expenses or taking on extra jobs to pay for 
necessities. And Garcia carries the story forward 
to the time when she became a mother, sharing 
stories of similar things she did and actions she 

 How many of us truly know our parents? 
After all, we show up after the fact, after they’ve 
been through most of the formative experiences 
of their lives, and while we’re being reared by 
them, we’re too focused on our lives to learn 
about theirs. We think of them the way we do 
almost all adults: They were never young like we 
are. They’ve never been through what we have. 
What could have happened to them in the past 
that would possibly be of any interest?
 Carlo Lorenzo Garcia knows. He has heard 
the stories of his mother’s early life – of depriva-
tion and cruelty at the hands of an abusive fos-
ter family, of escape to a strange northern city 
where she knew no one, of fighting to make her 
own way in low-end jobs, first alone and then 
with six children – and how those experiences 
affected her. He knows his mother – indeed, 
he has made a study of her. A Portrait of My 
Mother is a solo show in which this devoted son 
shares her history with everyone who will listen.
 His presentation is simple, even casual. In a  
room filled with artwork and mementos, Garcia  
speaks directly to the camera – Jarrott Productions 
filmed this performance for pandemic-era

streaming – as he works on a painting. His 
low-key delivery, however, is in stark contrast 
to the conditions his mother had to contend 
with when, at age 5, she was sent to live with 
the family of his father’s sister: cooking all the 
family’s meals, doing the household chores, 
sleeping on the kitchen floor with rags her only 
blankets. And whenever she did not perform 
these duties to the satisfaction of her aunt, out 
came “the belt or the broomstick or the wire 
hanger or the electrical cord,” says Garcia, 
and the aunt would whip his mother “until 
she crawled into a ball.” For a dozen years, 
young María Guadalupe suffered this life of a 
Dickensian orphan. Small wonder, then, that 
she was desperate to run away from this cal-
lous family – as far away as possible. Given 
that she was living in Laredo, Chicago was 
about as far north as she could go without 
entering another country. And there she went, 
but even in her new life of freedom, Garcia 
informs us, his mother endured some of the 
same old hardships: At first, she still had no 
bed, spending weeks sleeping on benches in 
the Greyhound station, and she was still mak-
ing other peoples’ meals, only this time they

took that he now understands were informed by 
those earlier hardships she endured. With every 
anecdote, he makes it clearer to us not only 
how his mother is a fighter and a survivor but 
how well he’s come to know her, truly know her.
 Garcia’s study of his mother turns out to be 
that of both a son and a painter, for when he 
ends his account of her life, the work he’s com-
pleted – the full piece painted, remarkably, in 
real time – is revealed to be of his mother. He 
knows her so well that he can paint her portrait 
by himself in less than an hour. The result may 
not be destined for a gallery or museum, but it 
could hang proudly in someone’s home.

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 The Big Tree, an extension of Goose Island State Park about 
13 miles north of Rockport, has been hammered and battered by 
Mother Nature over the centuries, and still it spreads its gnarly limbs 
over the coastal prairie.
 Most days, a steady stream of visitors stop at the small parking 
lot at the Big Tree. They don’t stay long. It only takes a few minutes 
to walk around the tree’s massive 90-foot canopy and pay your 
respects to the oldest living thing in Texas.
 No one knows for sure the age of the 45-foot-tall live oak 
(Quercus virginiana). Estimates put the 35-foot circumference of the 
trunk at beginning between 500 and 3,000 years ago, with the best 
guess to be around 2,000 years. That would put 1969’s state cham-
pion coastal live oak at more than 500 years old when Cabeza de 
Vaca visited in 1528.
 Only a short distance from St. Charles Bay on the Lamar 
Peninsula, the tree was known to European settlers by at least 
1839. For generations the generous canopy hosted social gatherings.
 Goose Island State Park was built between 1931 and 1935 on 
the opposite side of the peninsula from the tree, and the state took 
custody of the tree. Endangered whooping cranes still return to the 
peninsula and the park that was purchased as wintering grounds for 
the birds.

 The Big Tree is off of I-35 at the north end of the Copano Bay 
Causeway. Turn in to Lamar and follow the signs to the pocket park 
near the end of 12th Street. Visitors are welcome to come make a 
wish on the hardy old tree anytime during daylight hours.

terms of interest, by the Seahawks and 
Chiefs/Royals, respectively. Compare social 
media follower counts if you need evidence 
that, in those markets, MLS is still a league 
on the outside of mainstream looking in.
 Here, things are different. On July 2, the 
day after the Portland game, “soccer” was 
included in Austin-area Google searches 
nearly four times as often as “football” 
(NFL/NCAA in offseason) and five times 
as often as “basketball” (NBA in playoffs), 
according to Google Trends.
 Nick Sakiewicz spent over 20 years as an 
executive in MLS guiding three franchises – 
New York, Tampa (which has since folded), and 
Philadelphia – through their inaugural years. 
Speaking to the Chronicle by phone Tuesday, 
he said he’s been “really impressed” by the 
speed with which Austin FC has ascended to 
relevance both locally and nationally.
 “They have a real opportunity to kind of be 
first in the ground as a major league sport 
playing in that city, and the fans recognize 
that and are embracing it as such,” Sakiewicz 
said. “Sometimes it’s better to be in a sold-
out, packed house with a relevant team in a 
city like Austin than not having a full house 
in a city like New York, and competing with 
all the other distractions in cities like that.
 “It showcases what the possibility is [for 
MLS],” said Sakiewicz, who now serves as 
commissioner for the National Lacrosse 
League. Eager to get in on the action, 
Sakiewicz said he’s made trips to Austin 
recently to scout out arenas where a new 
franchise from the indoor lacrosse league 
could potentially make its home.
 And who around here would say no to 
that? As long as the NLL is comfortable tak-
ing a back seat to the Verde, that is. Austin 
is now a soccer city, in a way no other city in 
the nation can match. n n

 Austin finally experienced soccer as it’s 
meant to look, sound, and feel last Thursday 
when Austin FC fired home a quartet of goals 
– the first four ever scored at Q2 Stadium 
following a pair of goalless draws – against the 
Portland Timbers to register the club’s first 
home win. By the time this column reaches 
press, the Verde will have either backed up that 
performance with another Q2 victory against 
LAFC Wednesday night, or will have slid back 
down to Earth slightly with a loss on match day 
13 (recap and analysis of the match can be 
found at austinchronicle.com/austin-fc). Just 
for fun, let’s make a prediction: a 2-1 win for El 
Tree with goals by Jared Stroud and Tomás 
Pochettino. OK, how’d I do?
 Regardless of how the Verde may have 
fared against the Angelenos, it will do little 
to alter the significance of the signature win 
against Portland. That significance was felt 
by players on the pitch and in the locker 
room, by the fans in the stadium and on 
their couches, and by the entire city in the 
ensuing days of high-fives and watercooler 
talk. It was, after all, the most consequential 
professional sports win in the city’s history.
 For exactly that reason, the significance 
of the occasion was also felt 1,500 miles 
northeast of Q2 Stadium at Major League 
Soccer’s New York headquarters. Austin has 
shown, in its short MLS lifespan, a unique 
willingness and ability to carry the league 
closer to its holy grail: national mainstream 
relevance. MLS only had to come to the city 
of “alt” to find it.
 Of the league’s 27 franchises stationed in 
25 North American cities, only Austin FC does 
not share a media market with a more main-
stream league (NFL, NBA, MLB, NHL). Even in 
cities like Seattle and Kansas City with tradi-
tionally superb MLS support, the Sounders 
and Sporting KC are dwarfed locally, in

They’re based in 
California; they’ll be in the Domain …

for the Japanese + Tex-Mex taco pop-up 
that Otoko’s chef Yoshi will be presenting 
out at Desert Door Distillery on Monday, 
July 19.

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duction incentives. During the legislative 
session, lawmakers assigned $45 million for 
the next biennium: That’s a drop of 10% 
from the current two-year cycle, which was 
less than many feared in a pandemic bud-
get crunch, but it won’t last long. “We never 
have any problem spending it,” said 
Raymond. “We’re checking the couch, look-
ing for extra pennies.”
 Austin-based filmmaker Aaron Koontz 
was one of the indie producers who man-
aged to navigate the budget stresses of the 
pandemic, but, he said, “We had to shoot 
everything outside of Texas because they 
wouldn’t give us our incentives.”
 To support all those big productions, 
Austin needs more crew, but without incen-
tives there are no guarantees that the work 
won’t dry up in a year, and incentives 
remain a primary driver on where shows go. 
“We’re painted in a corner,” said Gannon. “It 
can be difficult to grow the crew base when 
we could run out of incentives [before we 
get] all the way through the biennium.” n

 A year ago, the future looked bleak for 
the Austin film and TV scene. Production 
shut down on March 13 on all the big shows 
in town, and small productions had no clear 
path to getting going. When the Chronicle 
talked to an array of industry professionals 
living in the area – from HBO producers to 
prop manufacturers, studio managers to 
commercial directors – the future was 
murky and dire, and no one knew whether 
there would even be an industry on the 
other side of the pandemic.
 Cut to July 2021, and a check-in with 
Austin Film Commission Director Brian 
Gannon paints a surprising picture. “There 
are a little under two dozen boutique com-
mercial production houses in Austin, and 
they’re all flourishing, Every equipment 
vendor I talk to, they’re out of portable toi-
lets, they’re out of anamorphic lenses. Our 
equipment is booked out, 
and the facilities are getting 
there too. ATX Studios is 
full, Austin Studios is full, 
Troublemaker has a number 
of productions lined up, and 
then a lot of medium- and 
small-sized production stu-
dios have a ton of business 
too, to the point that we’re 
looking at warehouse spaces 
for some of those bigger 
shows that are coming in.”
 It’s clearly still an unevan 
landscape, with the shut-
down forcing many crafts-
people to find other employment, leave the 
state, or burn through their savings. But 
Texas, and especially Austin, is on a surpris-
ing hot streak. As one of the first states with 
major production facilities to reopen for 
filming, studios moved fast to either start 
production or, as in the case of Amazon’s 
Panic, wrap up shooting that they’d been 
forced to suspend. Before the end of the 
year there will be four major productions – 
including the return of the CW’s surprise 
smash Walker, AMC’s shambling leviathan 

Fear the Walking Dead, and Robert 
Rodriguez’s Hitchcock-inspired Hypnotic – 
shooting in the Austin area alone. Gannon 
said, “It started to become apparent last 
summer [that] there was a demand for con-
tent, they needed places to shoot it, and 
they needed to do it safely.” What followed 
was “a coordinated effort of having every-
one come together to move ahead.”
 Clearly, when word came from the gover-
nor’s office last June that production could 
resume, it wasn’t going to be business as 
usual because everyone was terrified of 
being the production shut down by a posi-
tive COVID test. Texas Motion Pic ture 
Alliance Communications Director Mindy 
Raymond explained, “We didn’t want to 
have a target on our back.” At the national 
level, the film and TV industry moved fast 
to create its own safety protocols: the craft 

guilds (SAG-AFTRA, IATSE, 
Directors Guild of America, 
and the Teamsters) drafted 
the Safe Way Forward rules, 
and they were not shy about 
shutting productions down 
for violations. The TXMPA 
and local film commissions 
became phonebanks, 
answering technical ques-
tions from productions deal-
ing with a positive test, or 
filmmakers worried they 
would be blacklisted if they 
didn’t come back to work 
immediately. Raymond said, 

“If we didn’t know the answer right away, 
we knew who to contact.” At the same time, 
she saw an incredible sense of camaraderie 
in the industry, like commercial producers 
coming together to make sure that they 
weren’t damaging each other in the bidding 
process. “They were linking arms even if 
they were competing with one another.”
 It’s been a challenge, especially as a 
mesh of local and state regulations have 
created a confusing, sometimes contradic-
tory working environment. Raymond said, 

“We’d be taking three steps forward, and 
then there’s a shutdown, or a new mask 
mandate, and a production would have to 
pivot to remain within the guidelines.”
 Austin Studios Director Martin Jones put 
the situation positively but bluntly. “It cost 
a lot of money, but our industry could teach 
a master class on how to operate in a pan-
demic.” And he wasn’t kidding about “a lot,” 
as Gannon estimated that productions were 
paying a 25% pandemic premium to cover 
additional costs, from constant testing to 
operating a completely sealed set. The real-
ity is that this is the new normal, for at least 
the foreseeable future. “From everything 
I’m hearing,” Jones added, “COVID proto-
cols will remain in effect for the next year.”
 But just because things are looking rosier 
than expected now doesn’t mean they’ll 
stay that way, and both Gannon and 
Raymond cast a weather eye to the perenni-
al block to the industry’s expansion: the 
Texas Moving Image Industry Incentive 
Program, aka TMIIIP, aka the state’s pro-

It was another way to work together but we 
figured it out and got it done.”
 Filming for Mare of Easttown ended in 
December, and episodes started airing in 
April and concluded in May of this year to 
critical acclaim. That’s a bonus on top of sim-
ply getting the show down in a pandemic. “It 
was really impressive – everybody’s commit-
ment to be successful and to help each 
other stay healthy,” Wacker said. “We 
stepped into such an unknown and uncom-
fortable place and we worked together and 
made it happen. … There were 450 of us on 
that show and we did it – and I’ve never been 
so proud of everybody that I’ve ever worked 
with in my entire life.”
 Wacker added, “It kind of made me love 
my job again.”
 Right after production on Mare of Easttown 
wrapped, Wacker got on a plane to London 
for another show, and she’ll be there until 
2022. Film and TV productions resumed  
in the UK last fall, so Wacker’s crew was 
already familiar with COVID-19’s “new nor-
mal” shooting protocols and practices, but 
the American producer faced a learning 
curve. “It’s different here in a way where the 
vaccinations are a different rollout than in 
the U.S.” When she arrived, London was in 
full lockdown, and people were only allowed 
to have one hour of exercise outside. “Since 
I was reporting for work, I was able to come 
into the office and go home, but besides 
that, I did not leave my apartment.” 
Lockdown restrictions have loosened recently, 
“and I’m finally able to explore where I’m 
working at – five months later after being 
here, but we’re getting it done here too, 
successfully.” – Sofia Tafich

 There were 52 days of filming left on HBO’s 
Mare of Easttown when production shut down 
due to COVID-19. That was in April 2020, but 
it was not until the end of July that producer 
Karen Wacker got back to Philadelphia to 
resume filming and finish the show.
 “We figured it out together,” Wacker said. 
“We had maybe six weeks of prep, but we all 
got together as a group and came up with a 
system that everyone felt safe with in order 
to return. Everyone’s job duties changed and

adapted to the way that we felt like we could 
be successful while keeping everybody 
healthy and safe.”
 She found it strange not being able to see 
everybody’s faces. “It’s an additional layer 
between you and the person that you’re deal-
ing with,” Wacker said. “I think it’s really weird 
adding that layer of not being able to shake 
each other’s hands, or welcome each other 
back with a hug, which is something that we 
would do – like you would any family member.

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 Although production has kicked into overdrive, safety regula-
tions are still stringent. TV and film shoots require frequent 
testing, PPE, and social distancing even for fully vaccinated 
crew. “I think I lost track at over 100 COVID tests,” Johns said.
 The Screen Actors Guild, in collaboration with other enter-
tainment industry unions, promised members that these rig-
orous preventive measures would be standard practice in 
their return-to-work agreement, which expired June 30. Johns 
doesn’t expect these new safety protocols to go away any-
time soon. “With the full fear that we could get shut down 
again I think everyone is being extra cautious. We’re definitely 
never going to be the same as we were before.”
 Hawgfly has a wide range of clients, including Amazon’s 
Panic and AMC’s Fear the Walking Dead, and some have been 
slower to return to work than others, but Johns said she felt 
hopeful about the near future for the industry as a whole. 
More established shows were looking to make up for the 
time they lost last spring, with many of their stalled projects 
resuming production last fall. Even the Austin indie film 
scene, which had struggled to find its footing, has experi-
enced a significant uptick in the past few months. “I feel like 
we’re on the rise,” Johns said, “I don’t know how long it’s 
going to take to get to quote-unquote normal, but I feel like 
we’re moving in the right direction.” – Cody Song

 Last July, as the pandemic was reaching 
new highs and with triple-digit temperatures 
imminent, director and prop fabricator Matt 
Poitras was in production on his new project: 
Desert Terror, a World War II alternate history 
with a murderous twist of science fiction. 
Producing the film almost entirely during the

 In March 2020, reality came to a halt, and so did fiction. 
Film and television sets had to abruptly shut down produc-
tion, leaving the people behind the facade wondering when 
they could press “play” again. At the time, Meredith Johns, 
an FX makeup artist and founder of Austin’s Hawgfly Studios, 
described the whiplash and uncertainty she felt when all 10 
projects she was working on were paused indefinitely. Now, a 
year later, Johns reported that she is actually twice as busy 
now as she was pre-pandemic.
 “It’s slightly problematic because now everyone wants to 
shoot at the same time,” she said, “but it’s a good problem 
to have as opposed to this time last year.”
 Johns knocked on wood for good measure. You can’t blame 
her, given that a year ago she was wondering how she could 
afford the rental payments on Hawgfly’s studio space. She 
had to get creative with her revenue stream, like using her 
laser cutter to make a device for opening doors that she 
called “Doorasaurus.” Now, despite an increase in the build-
ing’s property tax, in part due to its proximity to the recently 
opened Q2 Stadium, the studio’s business has been steadily 
rising since fall 2020.

lockdown called for a more reflexive type of 
filmmaking. “We weren’t financed by anybody 
and our crew was tiny,” Poitras said. “There 
wasn’t anyone running lights. It was just us 
running around.” Whether shooting off rounds 
in the desert or triggering explosive devices, 
the skeleton crew rallied the help of a small 

group of friends to help out where they could 
with the production of the series.
 As a prop artist, the lockdown became a 
fruitful time of solitary creation for Poitras. 
He spent his early lockdown “putting togeth-
er costumes and working on the Jeep” – a 
1947 Willys that he restored and modified to 

look just like a World War II Jeep. After this 
time behind the scenes, production began in 
the middle of the summer out in the Texas 
sun. Pandemic precautions required most of 
the shooting to take place outside.
 But the other side of his business took a 
heavy hit. As the owner of prop and movie 
replica firm MP Filmcraft, much of Poitras’ 
former income came from creating props for 
cosplayers and private collectors (he estimat-
ed made around “500 Han Solo belts” 
alone). However, the cosplayer market col-
lapsed over the last year. “It’s really just 
been no business at all.”
 He’s self-employed and was able to col-
lect unemployment, which has given him the 
chance to reevaluate and change his vision 
for the company. He’s rebuilding the busi-
ness into “something that’s geared more 
towards props and costumes for produc-
tions, as opposed to just collectors and 
cosplayers.”
 Poitras is pressing on, despite enduring 
monumental changes in both aspects of his 
career. In this surreal time for filmmakers 
everywhere, the director said he has “found 
some good guerilla independent filmmakers” 
to collaborate on future projects, which are 
currently being produced in his own home, 
following Centers for Disease Control guide-
lines and on-set COVID-19 advisors. “It was a 
little weird to mask up and get a COVID test 
to be in my own house, but it was fun … I 
felt completely safe.” – Shane Pfender

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Alicia Silverstone, which he called “easily the 
biggest Paper Street film to date.” All of those 
are in postproduction, as is one more unan-
nounced title, plus three more currently in pro-
duction, one of which he is directing. Plus, 
somehow in all this, he signed on as head of 
development and production for Blood Oath, a 
consultancy group for horror filmmakers. “It’s 
been completely, utterly wild,” said Koontz.
 There was no big secret to Paper Street’s 
success. It was simply about having safety 
protocols, and sticking to them. They worked 
closely with the craft guilds, and did every-
thing required to make sure the production 
would not be shut down. For one shoot, they 
booked out an entire conference hotel. The 
cast and crew slept at one end, and the other 
they turned into a sound stage and built the 
set, an entire two-story house. All meals were 
preprepared, and sanitation was the No. 1 
concern. “You just have to be really, really 
strict,” he said. “We had to fire people off-
set. ‘You broke our bubble, you have to go.’”
 Across all the sets, there was only one 
positive COVID-19 test, and that turned out 
to be the hotel bar’s fault for breaking their 
own protocols. Still, Koontz said, “I felt awful. 
We went, ‘Did we put somebody at risk?’”
 The biggest disappointment within all this 
success is that he’s had to shoot every film 
outside of Texas because the state’s produc-
tion incentives are still so weak. Still, Koontz 
has never forgotten Paper Street’s local links, 
especially when it comes to crewing up. 
“We’re not making them in Austin, but we’re 
bringing people from Austin.” – R.W.

 Indie filmmaking is all about downtime 
between occasional shoots. So when Aaron 
Koontz, co-founder of Austin/L.A. production 
house Paper Street Pictures, saw the pan-
demic was settling in for the long haul, he 
saw an opportunity. Distribution for his horror 
anthology, Scare Package, was set, and so he 
could dedicate some extra time to postpro-
duction on his cowboys vs. vampires 
Western, The Pale Door. After that, he and 
longtime creative partner Cameron Burns 
were going to work on a few scripts. Instead, 
he ended up with the biggest production 
slate of his entire career.
 Initially, he said, “There was this weird 
moral dilemma of, is it right to go back to 
work?” Then he and the rest of the Paper 
Street team saw how many cast and crew 
members were desperate for work, and they 
made a decision: “If this needs to go, then 
we can put it together safely. … Next thing I 
know, we had six films in post.”
 They’d attracted industry attention because 
of what they’d achieved on a shoestring bud-
get with Scare Package and The Pale Door; 
now, as productions were rejigging budgets to 
include pandemic health and safety protocols 
as a major line item, Paper Street became 
their destination. “Because we’re so efficient 
elsewhere,” said Koontz, “we were able to 
make things happen.”
 There’s Old Man, the next feature from 
Lucky McKee; Snow Valley, the directorial 
debut of The Hitman’s Wife’s Bodyguard script-
writer Brandon Murphy; Revealer, a new horror 
from comic writers Tim Seeley (Hack/Slash) 
and Michael Moreci (The Plot); horror mocku-
mentary Shelby Oaks; and The Requin, a 
shark survival-horror film in Florida starring

 While grocery stores lift their mask requirements, restaurants 
open up their dining rooms, and the streets begin to swell with 
crowds, Austin’s film industry is still not back to 100%.
 Most shoots Aaron Arizpe knows of, if they happen at all, 
usually require masks, social distancing, and a negative 
COVID test. “There still doesn’t seem to be a huge push yet 
to being completely back,” he said.
 While Arizpe is happy that safety precautions are being 
taken and would turn down what he considered to be unsafe 
work, it has made it difficult for him to find freelance work. 
On top of that, projects he had been working on pre-pandem-
ic were completed remotely without his assistance. To sup-
port himself, he secured a full-time job at Authentic Details, 
a high-end car detailing shop, as their videographer/photog-

rapher. He stopped actively searching for freelance work 
until he became fully vaccinated in March 2021, and since 
then he’s noticed more freelancing opportunities. He’s taken 
on some of those gigs, but not as much as he had before 
the production shutdowns. Fortunately, his new full-time posi-
tion allowed him to work in a safe environment without wor-
rying about his next paycheck.
 He’s also had time to set up his own YouTube channel, E H 
Films, where he reviews filmmaking hardware, mostly camera 
lenses, and creates short films that exemplify the capabilities 
of the equipment. Often, he said, review channels use B-roll 
as example footage, but he believes that showing how a lens 
can effectively propel the narrative is far more engaging.
 Quarantine also allowed him to make forays into another 
field: nature photography. At an estate sale in early 2021, he 
picked up a rare telephoto lens designed specifically for 
nature shots. He has been using the lens to practice his film-
making techniques and hopes to use his newfound lens and 
skills on a future project.
 The pandemic did delay Arizpe’s plans to move to Los 
Angeles. The past year, and the stability of his full-time gig, has 
allowed him to build his savings account back up. While he’s 
still cautious about health and safety, he hopes to commit to 
that goal for real very soon and focus on “the real stuff. … I 
am extremely anxious to get back into it.” – C.S.

 Fons PR has bagged a few other wins, too. 
They helped the Drafthouse develop their 
COVID safety plans and feel confident that 
those protocols are some of the best in the 
industry. Fantastic Fest is happening in per-
son again this fall. And perhaps most excit-
ing, projects that got paused at the start of 
the pandemic are reemerging. “[Last year,] 
we had started working on A24 films Zola 

and The Green Knight, and to have those put 
on hold, and knowing how great they are, that 
they were finished, just sitting there waiting 
…” Ryan trailed off. “It just feels like we’re 
finally coming out of this.”
 “We are just so happy we’re still around,” 
Brandy said. – Selome Hailu

on Mondays and Fridays and in person on 
Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and Thursdays. “And 
[if] it’s better to work from home one day, even 
if it’s within those three days, there is so much 
flexibility,” Brandy added. “That’s not a sick 
day or taking vacation. It’s just like, ‘Okay, 
sounds great! No problem!’”
 Virtual work is much different from the 
projects the Fonses are used to, such as 
Fantastic Fest, the Alamo Drafthouse’s hor-
ror, fantasy, sci-fi, and action film festival. 
But because of that experience, their reputa-
tion precedes them. “[We helped launch] 
genre films for Amazon. They really hadn’t 
been in that space, and they sought us out 
for our expertise with what we do at 
Fantastic Fest. That was exciting for us, to 
be like, ‘Well, we can sink our teeth into 
this,’” Brandy said. She’s referring to 
Welcome to the Blumhouse, Prime Video’s 
partnership with Blumhouse Productions. 
Fons PR planned a trailer launch, press days, 
and a virtual meet-and-greet with the film-
makers for the four-film series released last 
October. “Working with Amazon was a real 
high point. Blumhouse does horror and genre 
better than anybody,” Ryan said.

 Brandy and Ryan Fons are event people. 
The married couple and Fons PR co-founders 
are known for hosting a good movie-themed 
ranch hangout or barbecue dinner. But public 
relations work has become a lot less, well … 
public. When I spoke to the Fonses about 
their COVID-era pivots last summer, they had 
much to say about how South by Southwest 
2020’s cancellation threw them into a frenzy 
of last-minute problem solving. This year, Fons 
PR didn’t work on SXSW campaigns at all. 
“We really dive into the taste of Austin. Like, 
‘Let’s do our event at the coolest Austin plac-
es!’” Brandy said. “And being virtual, that 
wasn’t something we could shine in and offer.”
 Still, there are upsides. They popped up on 
our Zoom call grinning in their home, both 
dressed in T-shirts and baseball caps. There’s 
a marked difference between this comfy 
setup and the more distant voice-only call we 
had when I interviewed them last year. We 
joked about how we’ve all grown used to 
peering into our colleagues’ living rooms.
 “We actually just sent a note out to the staff 
today about getting back to the office this fall. 
We want to do a hybrid situation,” Ryan said. 
Starting in September, they will work remotely 
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 After a year on hold, freelancers like direc-
tor/director of photography Justin Kirchhoff 
are reflecting on what the slow shift from the 
pandemic shutdown has meant for their busi-
nesses, while looking forward to future plans. 
“From last year to this year we’ve seen an 
influx of people becoming more comfortable 
with being in person and actually producing 
live video,” he said.
 As sets have begun opening back up for 
work on a more consistent basis, he’s noted 
that the health-conscious regulations contin-
ue to be maintained as an indefinite new nor-
mal. He cited the craft services as a specific 
example: Meals are individually wrapped 
lunches as opposed to picking from a spread 
on a table. He said, “It’s not a huge change, 
but it does affect people in a positive way 
and little things like that will stick for proba-
bly years to come. But things like tempera-
ture checks will probably fade out over time.”
 Though productions are moving forward 
with a health-conscious outlook, Kirchhoff 
says he hasn’t seen anyone take things as 
far as requiring vaccinations to be on set, a 
prospect which perhaps didn’t seem out of 
the realm of possibility as the world adapts 
to living with COVID. “We don’t want to pres-
sure anybody into feeling uncomfortable,” he 
explained. “That’s a personal choice and 
that’s why we’ve kept the temperature checks 
readily available.” In any case, there’s been a 
clear shift in individual efforts to keep things 

sanitary: “There’s just people that were not 
very conscious of their own personal hygiene 
and that’s changed tremendously.”
 Along with freelance work seeing a revital-
ization, Kirchhoff has also been able to keep 
busy with the opening of Co-Production 
House, a new soundstage here in Austin of 
which he is the co-founder. “Not to eat all 
the icing on the cake, but it’s been really 
great,” he said. The studio has given him 
and his team an opportunity to allow other 
filmmakers to access state-of-the-art technol-
ogy called Volume to replicate realistic back-
drops in-house. The tech is already some-
thing that would be in demand for its conve-
nience and efficiency, but it’s even more use-
ful for productions worried about pandemic 
travel – and Kirchhoff is making sure every-
one feels comfortable inside his studio. “We 
require masks walking around in the studio. 
It’s no different than walking into H-E-B and 
having to wear a mask.”
 As industry work begins to ramp up in ear-
nest and Kirchhoff opens the doors of his 
studio to more clients, those priorities of 
safety and comfort for everyone stay at the 
forefront. “People are really respecting the 
rules. If they weren’t doing that, we wouldn’t 
have them in the space. It’s as simple as 
that.” – Trace Sauveur

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along with her. “It was an amazing time when those two could 
travel and be remote because they just wanted to get out of 
the Austin heat,” Boudreaux said. She received an email in 
May 2020 with Paramount throwing the idea around to 
resume filming in June. That’s all Boudreaux needed to pack 
her family in a day and get in their camper and on the road to 
start the trip to Montana. “We needed a change of scenery 
because we were stuck in our home for so many months, and 
we made the best out of the situation.”
 Unsurprisingly, the start date would get pushed back every 
week, so Boudreaux and her family ended up spending a month 
in her husband’s family’s house (conveniently halfway up to 
Montana) and road tripping. “We got to go to Moab, we went on 
these amazing hikes in Colorado, we had a really lovely time.”
 Production on the reshoots finally resumed in July, and sea-
son 4 started filming in August, and the on-set experience 
has evolved. “Last year was very isolated. You go to work, 
you go home, and no touching. This year, in the reshoots, we 
all hugged when we saw each other.”
 Boudreaux realized back in May that the industry is back, in 
a way (“Toronto’s got like 38 productions going on right now!”). 
“I got offers for five [projects] all in the same week,” 
Boudreaux said. “The pace is insane. It definitely picked up – I 
turned down so much work.” Season 4 of Yellowstone wrapped 
at Thanksgiving, and after taking time off in December, she 
joined Freeform’s Cruel Summer. Now she’s in Ft. Worth, work-
ing on the Yellowstone prequel, Y: 1883. “I feel like everybody 
is so happy to be working and so grateful. In the film industry, 
everybody wants to be doing what they’re doing so bad that we 
don’t mind wearing the masks. The social distancing is fine. 
The film industry is now just being super conscious.” – S.T.

 Paramount Network’s drama series Yellowstone was one of 
the first productions to come back, in July 2020. They were 
under a time crunch – season 3 had premiered in June, and 
they had to do some reshoots for one of the last episodes. 
Yvonne Boudreaux, who was working as the show’s art direc-
tor, saw the massive coordination efforts. “Because there are 
so many different unions – there’s art direction union, camera 
union, actor/director union … [Paramount] had a lot of peo-
ple they had to get approvals from to begin shooting.”
 The reshoots were also a trial run for the possibility of film-
ing season 4 of the show right after that. The reshoots “went 
really well – we followed all the protocols, everybody was 
cool, we did massive quarantine.” Between getting a negative 
test before leaving for Montana, quarantining for a few days, 
taking another test, and waiting for those results, Boudreaux 
said it was a two-week turnaround before the cast and crew 
could show up to work. Once on set, the hair and makeup 
and wardrobe departments had to wear suits and everyone 
stood very far away from each other. “Our situation was 
extremely strict,” Boudreaux said. “We were not allowed to go 
anywhere. No restaurants, no bars. If you were seen out, you 
were considered fired – Montana wasn’t exactly closed.”
 Luckily, Boudreaux got to bring her husband and daughter

 It was just one of those occasional trips to 
the office. Brad Graeber, co-founder and CEO 
of Austin-based Powerhouse Animation, was 
dropping some cardboard off when he stepped 
into what is normally a quietly bubbling studio. 
“The monitors are on and the mouse is mov-
ing across the screen, but the rest of it is like 
Chernobyl. It’s the same way we left it.”
 But after 16 months of working from 
home, the office will soon see regular activity 
again. Graeber and the rest of the manage-
ment team recently undertook a survey of 
the staff, and found that 75% of employees 
were interested in coming back three days a 
week or more. Graeber said, “They miss the 
camaraderie, they miss the culture, they miss 
the creative osmosis.”
 Workflow, he said, “has changed pretty sig-
nificantly. We’ve done a lot more in the cloud, 
and we’ve had to buckle down on security, 
but communication has changed a bunch. A 
lot is done in chat, and there’s a lot of send-
ing files.” A year ago, no one knew if any of 

this was manageable, “but we’ve done it,” 
said Graeber.
 Not only have they done it, but 2020 was 
actually the studio’s most successful year to 
date. Powerhouse has become, well, a true ani-
mation powerhouse due to its relationship with 
Netflix, solidified by a new first-look deal 
between the two. Season four of the stream-
er’s smash hit video game adaptation 
Castlevania was released this year. It broke with 
received wisdom about multiseason shows by 
actually picking up momentum and viewers 
across its run – so much so that Netflix 
announced a spinoff, set during the French 
Revolution. While Powerhouse is developing 
that, they’re also working on season 2 of Greek 
mythological tale Blood of Zeus, and the team 
will also be handling the newly announced Kong 
spinoff, Skull Island. The sheer number of proj-
ects on the slate means another round of hir-
ing, with the expectation of 40 to 50 additional 
employees by the end of the year.
 However, the biggest project so far is 
He-Man and the Masters of the Universe: 
Revelation, the revamp of the 1980s animated 
series written by longtime friend of the studio 
Kevin Smith. Graeber admitted that he thought 
the Castlevania fanbase was devoted, but 
He-Man is sat on 40 years of dedicated collec-
tors and childhood memories. “Just the num-

ber of Facebook groups that are just He-Man 
groups,” said Graeber. All of that is amplified 
by Smith’s massive following. “His social 
media presence is just massive. He barely 
mentions anything and it blows up.”
 Graeber’s already told the team to brace for 
a massive response, but there’s also the more 
immediate challenge of moving away from work 
at home. However, he said he is very aware 
that it can’t just be about bringing everyone 
back to their desks, and it will be a gradual 
process over months. “We’re on the verge of a 
social experiment of going back into the 
office,” he said. “We’re going to have to get 
used to people’s presence and distractions.” 
Moreover, there are lessons to be learned. Not 
everyone wants to come back full-time, and 
they have proved they can do the job remotely. 
Moreover, remote working has allowed them to 
hire artists outside of Austin, opening up a 
new talent pool. Graeber reclaimed time previ-
ously spent on the road traveling to pitch meet-
ings, replaced with online meetings. That’s 
allowed him to be more engaged with projects 
in his role as producer. Yet the hybrid approach 
means designing a whole new production pipe-
line. “Trying to figure out the communication, 
that will be the biggest hurdle.” – R.W.

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tenants.” HVAC repairs and replacement, 
grading the parking lot – and, at the same 
time, the neighboring Mueller development 
was wrapping up construction along their 
shared south wall. “The cacophony of sound 
was so overwhelming that I was glad no one 
was filming right then.”
 But this wasn’t about making empty build-
ings look nice. “We sharpened our pencils on 
the safety of our staff and our tenants, first 
and foremost,” said Jones, and that meant 
developing protocols to get people back to 
work. While the soundstages were closed, 
the studio managed to keep the production 
offices in the Red Building open by imple-
menting contact tracing and mail drop-offs. In 
a bout of good fortune, health and safety 
experts Code 4 took over the Queer Eye 
office, “and that was strategically super 
important … to have a COVID lab and safety 
protocols on the lot.”
 Finally, productions have started coming 
back, and the studio is full again. Panic fin-
ished shooting. “Walker season 1 finished, 
hallelujah! And season 2 confirmed,” said 
Jones, who was in four production bubbles 
simultaneously. “I’ve lost count of the num-
ber of the COVID tests that I had.” But it was 
worth it to stay open and safe, and he gave 
particular credit to the studio team, who he 
called “superheroes.” Because of them, he 
said, “We didn’t skip a beat.” – R.W.

 Pandemic or no, time rolls on. In June 
2021 Senator Mike Gravel, D-Alaska, died, 
and it was a passing with a personal connec-
tion for Martin Jones. During the industry lull, 
the director of the Austin Film Society-run 
Austin Studios had become involved with 
American Gadfly, a documentary about the 
late rabble rouser and his 2020 presidential 
bid. He’s part of the sales team as it wraps 
up a successful festival run, and with a posi-
tive reception and awards on the shelf, “it’s 
got this nice little start,” Jones said.
 But it’s not like Jones has had a lot of 
spare time to work on non-studio projects. 
The last 16 months have been a baptism by 
fire, since he’d only been at the studio for 
three months when everything shut down and 
AFS started layoffs and cost-cutting. “I was 
having PTSD from 2008 when I was in Dallas 
and everything went away.” Queer Eye closed 
its office in the Red Building, Amazon’s Panic 
went on hiatus, “and I was at term sheets 
with CBS for Walker, and that all got pushed.”
 However, there was still plenty of work to 
be done with existing tenants like Rooster 
Teeth (who, luckily, had just upgraded their 
infrastructure and so were able to keep 
working remotely). Plus, he added, “I went 
to this old Sunday school lesson. If you 
can’t go out to the fish, stay home and 
mend the nets.” The shutdown was an 
opportunity to complete a lot of deferred 
maintenance that had been put off because 
it would normally be “super disruptive to

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his chief enforcer, the mysterious Taskmaster. 
Through the mandatory elaborate set pieces, 
they reunite with the rest of their dysfunctional 
faux family: mind control researcher Melina 
Vostokoff (Weiss, deliciously unhinged) and 
Russia’s Captain America knockoff, the Red 
Guardian (Harbour at his most brilliantly bom-
bastic as the blowhard not-quite-hero). As an 
operator in the shadows, Dreykov’s influence 
is felt by his absence, and so it’s the reas-
sembling of the proxy family that dominates 
much of the story. There’s a delightful dys-
function, subtly wound up as each member is 
added back into the mix, and the sibling rivalry 
between Yelena and Natasha leads perfectly to 
that expansion.
 But this is Johansson’s chance to bid fare-
well to a character that arguably should have 
had her own solo film/mini-franchise years 
ago. Black Widow gives Marvel’s superspy the 
callback-filled swan song that she and the loyal 
audience deserve. It’s a reminder why she was 
cast to make Robert Downey Jr. look like a 
chump in Iron Man 2. The assurance, the devi-
ousness, the compassion, the scathing sense 
of comedy, all given free rein. It may all be a 
flashback, but Black Widow is truly a bridge 
with a true direction as the MCU moves into its 
post-Avengers era.

 What happened in Budapest?
 It’s been a burning question in the Marvel 
Cinematic Universe, an in-joke between 
Natasha Romanoff and Clint Barton, aka Black 
Widow and Hawkeye, one that has always 
hinted to their dark, pre-Avengers days as kill-
ers and spies. In her long-overdue solo film, 
former Russian superspy-turned-S.H.I.E.L.D. 
agent-turned-superhero 
Romanoff finally faces what 
she did there, and her legacy 
as an assassin who saved 
the world.
 But isn’t she dead? Well, 
yes, she sacrificed herself 
to save the universe in 
Avengers: Endgame, and this 
being the MCU and not comicdom, dead really 
means dead this time. So Black Widow is one 
giant flashback, taking place after the battle of 
Leipzig/Halle Airport in Captain America: Civil 
War. The Avengers have been split asunder, half 
of them are either on the run or imprisoned on 
the Raft, and Natasha (Johansson) is in that 
first category, outwitting hero-hating Secretary 
of State Thaddeus Ross (a returning Hurt) and 
heading into exile. And this is where Black 
Widow really starts to flourish as its own entity 
within the bigger story.

 After all, Marvel’s genius has been in chan-
neling seemingly unrelated genres into the 
superhero format (what is Winter Soldier but 
a Cold War conspiracy movie through a block-
buster lens, and what fires up the engines 
of Peter Quill’s Milano more than the classic 
wacky heist movie?) and blending the DNA in 
a way that leaves both pretty much intact. So 
it is with this missing chapter and fitting solo 

outing for Johansson, who 
spent multiple movies turning 
what could have been a back-
ground character into the 
backbone of the Avengers.
 What the writing team of 
Marvel veterans Jac Schaeffer 
(Wandavision) and Eric 
Pearson (Thor: Ragnarok) and 

newbie Ned Benson (and, of course, whatever 
long game producer Kevin Feige is playing) adds 
to the equation is a smattering of every spy 
action film since perestroika. Some nods are 
overt (like a high-speed pursuit involving a tank 
that feels like a GoldenEye homage); some are 
narrative, such as an opening that will appeal 
to fans of The Americans; while others are more 
systemic and stylistic, with the super polished 
fighting style of the early Avengers films getting 
a post-Jason Bourne gritty rubdown. Compare 
it to the cuts and scrapes of the other films,

or when Rhodey was crippled and all he got for 
his pains was to be held, pietà-style, by Tony 
Stark: This time around limbs are broken and 
grotesquely flopping, and there’s actual blood 
in the water. It’s a subtle evolution, equaled by 
a remarkably dry sense of humor.
 The two elements meld when Yelena Belova 
(Pugh) scathingly points out Natasha’s predi-
lection for landing in a superhero pose in the 
middle of a fight. The pair have history that 
goes back decades, to childhood - a time built 
on lies that emanate from the Red Room, the 
oft-referenced school for assassins that created 
the Black Widow. Russia remains the villain, a 
component baked into Natasha’s story since her 
inception, and so diversions across the world, 
from Ohio to Norway to Hungary (yes, we finally 
learn about Budapest), inevitably lead to the 
depths of Mother Russia and one of the best 
MCU villains to date: General Dreykov. Played 
by Ray Winstone, he’s not a cosmic threat à la 
Thanos, but a genuine monster. And flickering 
Russian accent aside, it’s perfect Winstone 
material, a heavy with a callous heart who rel-
ishes the pain he has inflicted.
 In the middle of her intra-film exile, Natasha 
is dragged back into the old world of the Red 
Room when her “little sister” Yelena goes on 
the run and they both end up in Budapest, both 
free of Dreykov’s mind control but pursued by

about how freely it’s been adapted. However, 
this iteration is just as determined to find the 
complex layers of love and connection, even if 
it spells them out a little more straightforwardly 
and abandons ambiguity in favor of a more 
pleasingly soapy feel. There’s even something 
closer to a happy ending (definitely stick around 
for a post-credits goodbye). However, Kuwamura 
and first-time feature director Tamura give Josee 
true agency throughout, rather than depending 
on her caregiver. It’s all summed up her dreams 
of the ocean, not Tsuneo’s deferred dreams of 
becoming an oceanic biologist, even if a few key 
metaphors become less central and impactful. 
Sumptuously animated and more optimistic 
than the source material because it is aimed at 
a broader audience, this version of Josee defi-
nitely swims in its own direction.

Josee, the tiger and the Fish 
 D: Kôtarô Tamura; with the voices of Howard Wang, 
Suzie Yeung, Dani Chambers, Zeno Robinson.

 Kumiko’s life is not her own. In a wheelchair 
from an unnamed disease or accident, she’s 
basically housebound by a grandmother who 
confuses love with control, and who hires a col-
lege student, Tsuneo (Wang in the English dub), 
to act as babysitter while she goes off to play 
pachinko. The term may sound insulting, but it’s 
how Kumiko’s grandmother sees her, as incapa-
ble of lasting five seconds in the outside world. 
It’s Kumiko (Yeung) who declares that Tsuneo 
is her caretaker and tells him that she’s not 
Kumiko. She’s Josee (an homage to her favorite 
author, Françoise Sagan, and her caustic view of 
love). While Josee, the Tiger and the Fish begins 
as Tsuneo’s story, this is all really about Josee’s 
perspective, her combativeness, her durability, 
and her learning curve about relationships.
 Thank goodness for that, otherwise this third 
adaptation of Seiko Tanabe’s 1984 short story 
could have fallen into manic pixie dream girl 
tropes amplified by the narrative of a protag-
onist with disabilities being rescued by some 
good guy. Tanabe’s critically acclaimed light 
novel was praised for its rounded depiction 
of Josee, and this anime version is a radical 
reinvention that softens many of the harsher 
elements that have been highlighted in those 
earlier adaptations (for a start, Josee actually 
has a wheelchair, and is not hidden in a baby 
carriage by her grandmother, nor does she flash 
a knife at Tsuneo on their first encounter).
 It’s a far more conventionally romantic nar-
rative than Tanabe’s more-bitter-than-sweet 
view of love and change. Instead, it leans into 
scriptwriter Sayaka Kuwamura’s background 
in televised romantic dramas, adding a whole 
series of complications and details that may 
make fans of the original, bleaker text wonder

 Shakespeare – a guy who knew a thing or 
two about the sting of heartache – once wrote, 
“The course of true love never did run smooth,” 
a sage observation about the painful vagaries 
of romance that certainly intensify when you’re 
also struggling with your own sexual identity. 
As another wise (and high-heeled) observer of 
human behavior rhetorically asks contestants in 
a popular reality show these days, “If you can’t 
love yourself, how in the hell are you gonna 
love somebody else?” With its sincerity focused 
on two confused young men trying to get on 
the same page both romantically and sexually, 
the Japanese anime feature The Stranger by 
the Shore plays a little like an afterschool spe-
cial for older teenagers, one that particularly 
speaks to those young adults trying to embrace 
where they reside on the LGBTQIA spectrum. 
Though sometimes less than sophisticated in 
the execution of its narrative, the movie’s mes-
saging is certainly worthy of the RuPaul equiva-
lent of two snaps up.
 Based on the first book in the L’étranger 
manga series written and illustrated by Kanna 
Kii, this short-length animated movie (it runs 

just under an hour) is ripe with drama, some 
of which is a bit soapy here. It begins with 
the nightly appearance of a melancholy young 
man silently sitting on an oceanfront bench in 
Okinawa. This mysterious figure intrigues the 
moody twentysomething novelist Shun (Grelle 
in the English dub), who lives with his aunt at a 
nearby inn on the island. Eventually, Shun meets 
the titular stranger, a grieving high school stu-
dent named Mio (Briner), recently orphaned fol-
lowing his mother’s death. Shun’s initial compas-
sion for Mio quickly develops into a friendship 
followed by something deeper, an attraction that 
doesn’t shock him because he self-identifies as 
gay. At one point, he questions aloud why non-
hetero relationships frighten some people: “How 
did it get to be considered so strange?”
 But when Shun finally confesses his feelings 
to Mio, the teenager unexpectedly lashes out in 
fear, calling Shun “creepy” for spying on his pri-
vate nocturnal visits to the beach. This negative 
reaction triggers unhappy memories in Shun, and 
he retreats into himself as Mio announces he’s 
leaving to live in a mainland orphanage. Three 
years later, a matured 20-year-old Mio returns, 
ready for love, but — as fickle fate would have 
it — Shun is now shamefully plagued by doubt 
as he wonders whether he could ever make any 
man happy. Halfway through the movie, the two 
finally kiss after Mio (now the pursuer, no longer 

the pursued) stubbornly demonstrates he’s 
refusing to budge. For a significant portion of 
the remainder, Shun’s internalized homophobia 
continues to frustrate any sexual consumma-
tion of the relationship, while revelations about 
his past attempt to provide an explanation for 
his self-loathing behavior. This may be the first 
anime movie with blue balls.
 While the flip-flopping emotions in the sto-
ryline might be more effectively fleshed out in a 
longer movie, Stranger by the Shore is gorgeous 
to look at. The yellow hibiscus, those pink bou-
gainvillea, that blue, blue sky! (Not to mention 
those two lyrically intertwined felines evoking 
the film’s central relationship.) And erotic, too, 
with all that boy-band hair fluttering in the sea 
breeze. Western audiences unfamiliar with 
anime stylization may find the characters’ often 
exaggerated, monosyllabic dialogue weirdly 
inappropriate at times, but they can’t deny the 
movie’s heart is in the right place. When Shun 
and Mio finally (let’s not mince words) fuck, 
the details of their physical passion (whoa!) 
followed by their union of souls (wow!) is some-
thing you’ve likely never seen in this or any 
other kind of animated movie, porn incarnations 
excepted. For many of us: Wow squared!

 Additionally, he advocated for release of 
Save Our Stages grants intended to aid 
nationwide concert hubs suffering COVID-
19 losses. Despite efforts by the National 
Independent Venue Association, which 
includes many Austin members, the money 
remains tied up in bureaucracy. “Still waiting 
on that NIVA grant,” deadpanned Daniel.
 To a packed house, Austin pop purveyor

Spoon Returns On Full Blast
 “This is real life,” noted Britt Daniel upon 
taking the stage at Mohawk last Thursday 
night during Spoon’s post-pandemic return 
to live performance. The locally bred group 
announced the surprise appearance a day 
prior, with two-per-person $20 tickets avail-
able exclusively for pickup at the Downtown 
venue. “The band’s all in town and the 
Mohawk was down, so we’ve decided to put 
on a show here in Austin,” they posted.
 Hundreds lined up during Wednesday lunch 
breaks for an opportunity to see Austin’s 
reigning rock ambassadors. The quin-
tet emphasized founding members 
Daniel and drummer Jim Eno’s 
enduring raw rock and pop power 
25 years after the release of 
debut LP Telephono. The show 
also marked the return of a 
stuffed Mohawk, which relaunched 
with reduced capacity in May.
 In an electric entry, singer/guitarist 
Daniel shook off the past 16 months off-
stage in prime form. Bending over backward 
on opener “The Beast and Dragon, Adored,” 
the precision bandleader took a sharp inhale 
on the line “sneeze and sniff.” After “Small 
Stakes” and “The Way We Get By,” he 
grabbed at his V-neck for the lyric “a tender 
throat” on “Do I Have to Talk You Into It.”
 “That was one of the greatest walk-ons 
we’ve ever had,” he told the crowd after. “We 
wanted to put on this party tonight because 
the spirit of Austin is on full blast right now. 
I’ve felt it so clearly over the last couple of 
months. I know you felt it, too.”
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Spoon sold out Mohawk on July 1 in its 
first post-pandemic live performance

Start with seminal 1990 reissue, 
More a Legend Than a Band, of the three-
some’s 1972 debut, or their last batch of 
new material, 2009’s exceptional Hills and 
Valleys. Yet to understand the Flatlanders 
and the unique alchemy that melds the 
diverse range of Hancock’s mystical pan-
handle poetry, Ely’s roots-rock drive, and 
Gilmore’s emotional hillbilly twang, there’s 
no better document than Treasure of Love.
 “Something happens when a song comes 
around that feels like the Flatlanders and 
that place we grew up in in West Texas 
around Lubbock,” ponders Ely. “It just has 
this mysterious energy where you can tell a 
song belongs in your repertoire as your car 
blows off the road.”
 “All of these songs dig something out of 
our gut,” concludes Hancock. “It’s kind of 
what we’re made out of. They all represent 
something to us that we’ve been carrying 
all through the years.” n

 Butch Hancock is running a few min-
utes late on Zoom, but Joe Ely and Jimmie 
Dale Gilmore catch up onscreen, running 
through the speculative current where-
abouts of various folks as lifelong friends do.
 Wrangling the three songwriters together 
remains one of the Flatlanders’ biggest 
challenges, even in a virtual setting. Yet 
the natural camaraderie and jokes flow 
easily when Hancock appears from his 
home in Terlingua. The 
Flatlanders remain a 
celestial event, three 
stars moving in their 
own orbits that happen 
to align at rare but spec-
tacular intervals.
 “We all stay in touch 
and are all always con-
nected, but because of 
our schedules – we just 
have such different 
everything – getting 
together is a rare luxu-
ry,” admits Gilmore. “It just so happens we 
had gotten together, even though it’s been 
a year and a half ago now, because the three 
of us decided it was time to make a concert-
ed effort to get together again for a couple 
of weeks and do a new project. Then the 
pandemic happened.
 “So we were ripe for doing something, 
but then we couldn’t.”
 Locked down alongside the rest of the 
world last summer, Ely began digging 
through the old Flatlanders files at his 
home studio in Dripping Springs. Among 

their recordings from the past decades, 
both in the studio and informal, Ely found 
cuts of familiar favorites the three had 
played together throughout their careers.
 “During the pandemic, I had been look-
ing through things from different eras,” 
affirms Ely. “I didn’t think about where it 
would go, but I thought it would be a good 
project while on shutdown. We didn’t really 
know where it was going. Mainly it was just 

to keep our sanity.
 “In that sense, it was 
a good time, because we 
had the time.”
 “We accidentally hap-
pened on this little trea-
sure trove of stuff we had 
recorded,” adds Gilmore. 
“They weren’t for a spe-
cific project, but because 
we liked the songs back 
when we had some time 
in the studio and some 
really good musicians 

with us, Joe had the studio set up. So the 
fact that they were sitting there ready was 
just good luck, and Joe jumped on it.”
 The recordings struck a chord among the 
group for the joy and energy they capture in 
loose performances cut for fun. As Ely con-
tinued to excavate songs, what emerged was 
a history of the Flatlanders, the earliest influ-
ences that united the three Lubbock sing-
er-songwriters since the early Seventies. Ever 
on point, Townes Van Zandt and Bob Dylan 
make the cull, but so do Leon Russell and 
Mickey Newbury, George Jones and Ernest 

Tubb, and several bluegrass standards.
 The resulting Treasure of Love, out July 9 
as the band’s first LP for powerhouse indie 
imprint Thirty Tigers, slings a versatile yet 
impressively cohesive collection. The trio 
credits Lloyd Maines with taking rough 
recordings and adding needed over-dubs 
and production polish.
 “These songs are actually, some of ’em, 
what we would play just sitting around on 
the porch or the living room floor, because 
we didn’t have any furniture particularly, 
and we’d just swap songs,” offers Hancock.
 “Each of us brought something to it,” 
acknowledges Gilmore. “All three of us had 
a lot in common from our childhood in West 
Texas, but we all had different tastes in 
music from when we were learning how to 
play. We brought that to each other when we 
got together. The songs were already select-
ed just because they were there, and they 
were already there just because they were 
all songs that we like.”

The Flatlanders unearth 
a Treasure of Love
West Texas trio alchemizes a defining album during their 
pandemic pause  by Doug Freeman

The FlaTlanders
Treasure of Love (Rack’em Records/Thirty Tigers)
 Essential workers? Joe Ely, Jimmie Dale Gilmore, and Butch Hancock toiled 
through the pandemic, 15-hour days on a chain gang run by Lubbock warden 
Lloyd Maines, to bring Austin and the world these 15 songs in 51 minutes – 
their first in a dozen years. Fourth full-length since the trio reconvened at the 
start of this millennium after famously alchemizing in 1972 to produce ses-
sions later titled More a Legend Than a Band, this Treasure of Love more than 
lives up to said COVID designation: essential. If forced to listen to one sole 
Flatlanders disc on your ventilator – take only one album to the leper colony 
of quarantine – this contemporary compendium reaped from across five 
decades of the Lubbock diaspora constitutes THE ultimate desert isle disc by 
triumvirate Ely/Gilmore/Hancock. Better still, Treasure of Love rolls out like a 
live performance, both in set list and sound. Covers traverse Flatlanders his-
tory, while Maines’ studio detailing – buzzing solos, sanguine steel (his), glis-
tening acoustics, dobro broad strokes – animate every note. Gilmore caress-

es Everly Brothers break-in “Long Time Gone,” Hancock crystallizes his go-to 
Townes Van Zandt element “Snowin’ on Raton,” and Ely copyrights Hancock’s 
“Ramblin’ Man” for all time. Dylan from Gilmore (“She Belongs to Me”), an 
aching Ernest Tubb cheater’s lament by Ely (“I Don’t Blame You”), and Johnny 
Cash intoned by Hancock (“Give My Love to Rose”) all land as real and true 
as UFOs (now UAPs) in the Panhandle. Three originals spine Treasure of Love: 
Hancock’s pairing of “Moanin’ of the Midnight Train” and bouncing LP sleeper 
“Mama Does the Kangaroo,” and Ely’s journeyman “Satin Shoes.” The time-
less former opens the proceedings alongside a searing six-string end solo by 
longtime Flatlanders shredder Robbie Gjersoe, while closer “Sittin’ on Top of 
the World” reanimates country blues from the 1920s rollicked by the likes of 
Bill Monroe and Bob Wills, and rumbled famously by Howlin’ Wolf. And let’s 
not overlook a title gemstone penned by a pair of all-time Texans: George 
Jones and Jiles Perry Richardson Jr., aka the Big Bopper, who went down with 
Buddy Holly, Lubbock’s original flatlander. Perfect in vision, voice, harmony – 
not to mention timing – Treasure of Love delivers quintessential Flatlanders.

Brosevelt warns possible opponents that 
going up against the Eastside tandem will 
result in a series of losses before briefly 
discussing how his hustling ways in the 
Nineties began. “Took the block back/ I was 
always kinda good at rap/ Jugged the fuck 
out the block/ Was always kinda good to 
trap,” states the Culture Shocked Radio run-
ner. No hook on this song, just potent bars 
before fading out with the single’s menacing 
bassline. – Derek Udensi

 Had it come out in 1995, Power Plant, the second album from Full 
Service brothers Tim and Dave Kepner as Two Player, would’ve released on 
a major label, probably A&M right alongside Paw, Lustre, and Soundgarden. 
Mobilized by sinewy riffs that filter guitar pop through early Seventies pro-
to-metal and heavy drums too frisky to lumber, the music pays explicit feal-
ty to the heyday of alternative rock circa 1995, when innovation had run 
its course and the genre sat in the hands of craftspersons galvanized by 
the previous five years. Indeed, Two Player’s version works in a way many of 
its 21st century peers’ attempts don’t. Guitarist Tim, aka “Bonesaw,” proves 
himself a worthy heir to the flannel-shirted axe people in times of yore, 
while drummer Dave’s (“Hoag”) pinched singing deftly targets that midpoint 
between angst and cheer. Although so many contemporary homage-payers 
get the form right but wave away the feel, the Kepners giddily and expertly 
play these songs as if grunge still rules college rock radio. That’s likely 
because these dozen songs manifested 20 years ago – before the sibs 
activated Full Service and when memories of teenage head-nodding still 
gleamed. Grooving rockers “Ballpoint Pen,” “Launchpad,” and “Happy as a 
Snail,” which would have lit up 120 Minutes a quarter century ago, sound 
like extensions of an era rather than evocations. Power Plant may reek of 
mid-Nineties alt-rock, but it’s a heady scent. – Michael Toland

 There’s little Kydd Jones can’t do. The East Austin luminary raps with 
nimbleness, dishes out threads of melodic goodies, designs Onyx D’Or-
themed clothing, and produces from time to time. His consistent musical 
output – he now intends to release a new track every Monday – gifted 
four new, differently tailored vibes last month. Smooth “TV On” touches 
on a desire to provide loved ones with an opportunity for success after 
experiencing poverty as a youth. “Elon Musk,” a co-lead track with Tank 
Washington featuring Bryson Brown, contains production by local figure 
Butcher Bear. “Native Tongue,” produced by Haris Qureshi, sees two of 
Austin hip-hop’s most respected figures connect as technical rhymer Y2 
professes adoration for a woman’s way with words before delivering a 
trademark verse. The R&B-influenced “Crispy Sprite,” produced by DW, will 
induce constant rewinds with its therapeutic saxophone, soothing piano, 
and slick bars. Jones used Deborah Roberts as inspiration when creating 
the artwork for “Crispy Sprite.” – Derek Udensi

even within that distinction, Victor-Andres 
Cruz, César Valencia, and Fabian Rincón 
slash a singular crop circle.”
 When Austin music finally sat up in its cof-
fin this May, Nemegata lit off some of that 
Gabriel García Márquez at another lounge on 
the opposite side of town from the Sahara, 
the Far Out Lounge. One over-enthusiastic 
Chronicler of local live music freaked, writing, 
“Lemme tell you this, though: When 
[Nemegata] began to glow phosphorus – 
that Colombian voodoo of theirs – I turns to 
the wife and sez, ‘Live music is alive and 
well in Austin, Texas.’” The six weeks since 
then – laid waste by High on Fire, blues-
doused by Scott H. Biram, sold out by the 
Black Pumas – prove the point.
 Amongst those highlights, Nemegata’s resi-
dency at roomy South Lamar box office One-2-
One Bar burns red-hot and bilingual. Cruz dab-
bles on keyboards, wields his axe, and hypno-
tizes himself, Spanish speakers, and post-
punks alike in a fiery stream-of-consciousness 
fusion of guitar spasms and lyrical incanta-
tions. Rincón initiates tribal rhythms from the 
drum riser, while Valencia thrums jungle 
beats, hits the high harmony notes, and faces 

off on congas with Cruz. On that raised stage, 
the unassuming threepiece invokes the epic 
as if they headlined Lollapalooza Bogotá.
 “It is a cry for identity. To reality,” emailed 
Cruz last fall about the haunting video for 
Hycha Wy hook “El Rompecabezas,” and that 
applies to the group’s larger vision and exe-
cution. “With it, we empower ourselves, we 
close the gaps, we remove the mask, and we 
manage to understand in more depth what 
we really are in order to learn from the Earth, 

love and respect it, and know that our ances-
tors are always there, advising us, guiding us, 
taking care of us.”
 At One-2-One, the whole cauldron boils 
over weekly.
 “Let me tell you, that room sounds really 
good and it makes us sound really good,” 
reported Cruz a week after the aforemen-
tioned Far Out Lounge siege.
