Be grateful you got through the 
worst of it, but don’t beat yourself up for the 
days when you still feel pretty lousy. Know 

you’re going to sweat some during 
reentry, but you probably won’t 

break apart into pieces.
 Quite by accident, we’ve got 
three different stories about 
reentry in the issue. This week’s 
cover package by Wayne Alan 
Brenner and Robert Faires takes 

a look at how the arts and comedy 
communities have navigated reopen-

ing to crowds; that starts on p.16. And 
freelancer Ali Montag has a lovely piece on 
p.12 about the family she forged with a next 
door neighbor during the pandemic.

 Depending on your partisan bent, the 
departure of Texas House Democrats to 
Washington, D.C., this week can be seen 
in one of two ways. For Democrats, the 
51 lawmakers that fled the state are bold 
public servants taking a stand to preserve 
the right to vote in Texas. For Republicans, 
they are misguided crybabies who have 
abandoned their duty so they could fly to 
D.C. on a beer-soaked party plane.
 The broad outlines of this tale are famil-
iar by now: In May, House Democrats broke 

quorum – that is, they left the Texas Capitol 
so there wouldn’t be enough members to 
vote on bills – to kill a punitive elections bill 
at the tail end of the 87th legislative session. 
In response, Gov. Greg Abbott convened a 
30-day special session to pass the elections 
bill, along with 10 other GOP grievance 
issues. Over the weekend, a newly formed 
House select committee rammed House Bill 
3, the special session version of the voter 
suppression bill, through committee in a 
single meeting, following almost 24 hours

the right to DiScrimiNate A legal opinion from 
Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton argues that Texas 
social workers can refuse to work with people based on 
disability status, gender identity, and sexual orienta-
tion. The Texas Behavioral Health Executive Council 
modified its code of conduct in October to remove 
explicit protections for those aspects of a person’s iden-
tity, but added them back following intense backlash 
from advocates and state lawmakers. Paxton’s July 14 
opinion says that protecting people based on something 
like sexual orientation would infringe on the freedom of 
religious expression of some social workers. A.G. opin-
ions don’t carry any weight on their own, and TBHEC has 
not said if they will move to change their rules again.

tuNNel oF chaNgeS The design for Project Connect’s 
Downtown tunnel has been reconfigured. Instead of 
traveling over Lady Bird Lake on a bridge, future Orange 
Line passengers may go under the body of water. 
Additionally, the Republic Square subway platform is 
being repositioned due to the Texas Legislature’s failure 
to pass a bill allowing Capital Metro to build underneath 
Republic Square Park and Brush Square Park. Feedback 
on the Orange and Blue lines can be submitted at  
capmetro.org/get-involved.

texaS goP’S FiNeSt Former state Rep. Matt Rinaldi 
was elected chair of the Republican Party of Texas, fol-
lowing former chair Allen West’s resignation in order to 
run against Gov. Greg Abbott in 2022. Rinaldi helped 
found the far-right Texas Freedom Caucus and was one 
of the more extreme members during his two-term ten-
ure. In 2017, during the last days of the 85th legislative 
session, Rinaldi called Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement on protesters demonstrating over the 
anti-immigrant sanctuary cities bill, and then threatened 
to shoot a fellow lawmaker when confronted about it. 
He’s perfectly suited to replace West, who was accused 
of committing war crimes in Iraq in 2003.

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Democrats in the Texas Senate – including 
Sen. Sarah Eckhardt, D-Austin – had joined 
their colleagues.
 That same afternoon, the 80 House mem-
bers remaining in Austin voted 76-4 to send 
Texas Department of Public Safety troop-
ers after the Democrats, so they could be 
arrested and dragged back to the Capitol. 
House Speaker Dade Phelan, R-Beaumont, 
instituted a lockdown in the House cham-
ber, requiring lawmakers to ask for a hall 
pass before leaving the floor. It is unclear 
what will result from the House vote, since 
DPS troopers do not have jurisdiction out-
side of the state. As the Chronicle went to 
press Wednesday evening, no Democratic 
legislators had been arrested.
 Fleeing to D.C. was an unex-
pected diversion for Rep. Celia 
Israel, D-Austin. She planned to 
marry her partner of 26 years, 
Celinda Garza, on the House 
floor today, July 15. Instead, she’s 
looking for a majority in the U.S. 
Senate to pass a federal voting 
rights bill, which will take the 
support of more moderate Dems 
like Joe Manchin and Kyrsten 
Sinema. “I’m of the mind that if Congress 
can find two or three things that they like – 
meaning with Manchin and Sinema – then 
it would be a huge signal that there is a role 
for the federal government to create com-
mon sense reforms,” said Israel, on her way 
to meet U.S. Sen. Kirsten Gillibrand. “Just 
two or three things. That would change the 
game in every state in the country.”
 The fact that Texas Democrats have 
resorted to lobbying Congress – a body 
widely viewed as even more dysfunctional 
than either Texas chamber – reflects the 
desperation they feel in their effort to fight 
GOP attempts at voter suppression.

 President Joe Biden, meanwhile, urged 
federal lawmakers Tuesday to pass election 
reform, but stopped short of calling for elim-
ination of the filibuster, which appears to 
be the only way to get a bill out of the U.S. 
Senate. Abbott has pledged to keep lawmak-
ers in Austin until they pass his priority bills, 
so if Congress fails to act, then the trip to D.C. 
by Texas Democrats may have been in vain.
 Monday evening, Texas House 
Democratic Caucus Chair Rep. Chris 
Turner, D-Grand Prairie, said Republican 
voter suppression efforts had reached a cri-
sis point. “Republicans are rushing through 
new anti-voter bills in the House and the 
Senate, through marathon hearings over 
the weekend that lasted all night,” Turner 

said. “[They’re] ignoring the 
voices of the diverse [people] in 
Texas who are pleading with the 
Legislature and saying, ‘Do not 
make it harder to vote in Texas,’ 
which is the hardest state to 
vote in already.”
 In a Fox News hit Monday 
night, Abbott mocked the 
Democrats as sore losers, saying 
that extra money for property 
tax cuts and foster care – items 

thrown on his priority list to mask the more 
odious bills – were out the window with 
the Democrats’ departure. “Isn’t that the 
most un-Texan thing you’ve ever heard – 
Texans running from a fight?” Abbott said 
on The Ingraham Angle. “They’re quitters. 
It’s like during a football game or baseball 
game, taking their equipment when they’re 
behind and just leaving the field.”
 Rep. Vikki Goodwin, D-Austin, wasn’t 
buying Abbott’s folksy Texas kitsch. “He 
says he’s going to round us up, corral us and 
‘cabin’ us, whatever that means,” Goodwin 
said. “It’s just threats until he gets his way. 
And that’s not the way democracy works.”

 Among its sweeping changes, HB 3 would 
prohibit the drive-through and 24-hour vot-
ing options implemented by Harris County 
election officials in 2020. Those options 
were welcomed by voters, but Republicans 
say they are prone to fraud; in Nov. 2020, 
the Texas Supreme Court threw out a case 
from conservatives alleging drive-through 
voting was illegal. Proposed requirements 
for mail-in ballots would result in coun-
ties dumping ballots, according to Harris 
County Elections Administrator Isabel 
Longoria. But lawmakers may not remem-
ber that, because Longoria testified at 5am 
on Sunday.
 According to CNN, 17 states have enacted 
28 laws to make it tougher to vote since 
the 2020 election. Republicans bristle when 
Biden and Texas Democrats refer to the 
GOP’s efforts as a “Jim Crow assault” or “Jim 
Crow 2.0.” Rep. James Talarico, D-Round 
Rock, echoed that era in a tweet. “We left 
behind our families, our livelihoods, & our 

beloved Texas,” Talarico wrote. “But our 
sacrifice is nothing compared to the sacrific-
es brave Americans have made throughout 
history to protect the sacred right to vote.”
 Despite Talarico’s attempt to evoke civil 
rights history, it was a 12-pack of beer that 
grabbed the attention of some observers. A 
now-deleted tweet from Rep. Julie Johnson, 
D-Farmers Branch, showed a picture of smil-
ing Democrats – with a seat reserved for 12 
Miller Lites. U.S. Sen. John Cornyn seized 
on the viral tweet and mocked Democrats in 
a Tuesday morning floor speech.
 “All eyes are now on Washington D.C.’s 
newest asylum seekers, the members of the 
Texas House of Representatives,” Cornyn 
said. “Rather than do their jobs in Texas, 
yesterday House Democrats abandoned 
both our state and the millions of Texans 
that they represent. They got on two char-
tered jets, maskless, with at least one case 
of lite beer, and hopped on the jets to come 
to Washington, D.C.”� n
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A coalition of voting rights groups, including Black 
Voters Matter and the Texas Right to Vote Coalition, 
rallied at the Texas State Capitol on July 7 to oppose 
Gov. Greg Abbott’s voter suppression agenda
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Austin Grows Bigger, Murder Rate Does Not. Huh!
 The Republican-led Save Austin Now campaign, a front for the Austin Police 
Association, is running out of time in its petition drive to force a budget-busting mandate to 
hire hundreds of new cops onto the November ballot. So the Fear-o-Meter is cranked up to 
11, as SAN simply states as fact that Austin is in crime-wracked chaos, which gets repeated 
over and over by reporters who should know better. The Chronicle would instead like to share 
some facts to prepare you for a potential election. Let’s start with something simple: the 
actual homicide rate since 1990, as reported to the FBI by local law enforcement. (We’re 
not sure about the outliers in 1995-96, but this is what the federal data shows.) See for 
yourself: The city has doubled in size since 1990, and the homicide rate has halved. (There 
were 46 murders in 1990 and 45 in 2020.) Yet “SAN 2.0” would, if voters go for it, link the 
size of Austin’s police force to its population, not to its crime rate.

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 On June 30, Austin ISD made an 
announcement: Its once egregious backlog 
of uncompleted special education evalua-
tions was “no more.” The backlog, which 
had prompted a lawsuit and the complete 
reorganization of AISD’s special education 
department, was “due to be cleared by the 
district’s promised deadline of July 1.”
 In an update it sent to the Texas 
Education Agency that same day – June 30 
– AISD had a different message. Although 
the district had made substantial progress 
toward determining the special education 
needs of hundreds of students, 77 initial 
evaluations remained incomplete, leaving 
dozens of students in limbo. The district 
told TEA it would aim to finish those by 
July 15. “The official written document 
didn’t show a complete catch-up,” Dustin 
Rynders, the supervising attorney for edu-
cation at Disability Rights Texas, told us. 
“I still think we’re seeing a real lack of hon-
esty and candor from the district.”
 The district has been publicly grappling 
with its evaluation troubles since the spring, 
when we reported on the Austin families 
who have waited, often for months, for AISD 
to complete the mandated initial evalua-
tions and reevaluations. These assessments 
determine which specific special education 
services are best suited for a student – for 
instance, a child with learning disabilities 
might need extra help learning to read, or a 
student with autism could benefit from 
weekly meetings with a counselor – and the 
evaluation timelines are strictly regulated 

by state and federal law. The chronic delays 
at AISD led to a lawsuit from DRTx, a pro-
tection and advocacy agency, alleging that 
students with disabilities who are entitled 
to receive services have been denied those 
opportunities by AISD’s failures.
 The backlog came about after many of 
the district’s evaluators, such as licensed 
specialists in school psychology, resigned 
en masse in late 2019, and it was worsened 
by the COVID-19 pandemic. To try to catch 
up this spring despite continued staff short-
ages, AISD worked with contracted evalua-
tors from AIM (Assessment Inter ven tion 
Management). It has also made big internal 
changes: gathering community input in a 
publicized survey, hiring a new special edu-
cation director, asking Central Office spe-
cial education staff to reapply to their posi-
tions. “The special education reorganiza-
tion is 90% complete, and the department 
looks to enter the school year with no 
backlog and a clean slate,” the AISD web-
site notes.
 Although the vast majority of initial eval-
uations were completed in the district’s 
race to the June 30 finish line, the status of 
reevaluations, which the district must con-
duct for students in special education every 
three years, is unclear. AISD declined to 
share the numbers of pending reevalua-
tions with the Chronicle, noting instead that 
“re-evaluations data is in progress and will 
be analyzed for compliance and monitoring 
purposes.” In February, we reported that 
around 500 reevaluations were delayed; the 

DRTx lawsuit estimates that as many as 
1,600 students could be impacted.
 The initial 77 evaluations remaining after 
the June 30 TEA report were many months 
overdue; the TEA report is based on an Oct. 
2, 2020, complaint about evaluation delays 
last summer. When asked about the dispar-
ity in initial evaluations completed, AISD 
wrote, “The evaluations are an ongoing 
process. Given vacations during the sum-
mer months, the district has been respon-
sive to parents’ requests and schedules to 
have their child’s initial evaluation com-
pleted as soon as possible.”
 Despite the disparity, progress has been 
made. The district reports evaluating over 
700 students since March, and the report 
confirms that most student evaluations 
have either been completed or dismissed. 
However, Rynders said, DRTx will continue 
to pursue its lawsuit against the district, as 
evaluations are only the first step in getting 

students with disabilities the services they 
need. Rynders noted that the district has 
not publicized its progress on holding the 
meetings with parents and educators that 
determine each student’s individualized 
education plan and what services it 
includes. Nor has AISD discussed how it 
plans to provide compensatory services for 
students who now need extra assistance 
because of the delays.
 “Quite a few assessments have been 
done. I think that’s wonderful. Unfor tun ate-
ly, we don’t have the rest of the story,” Ryn-
ders said. “The whole reason that assess-
ment matters is that assessment drives a 
plan for a child who’s struggling, and if the 
meeting hasn’t been held to develop a plan 
in advance of next school year, then it’s 
definitely too early to celebrate. Because 
that is still a child who’s going to start the 
next school year without the services they 
need in place.” n

We Have Seen tHe Future, and It BrougHt PIzza
 Your new neighbor Elon Musk, visionary though 
he might be, has struggled mightily to back up 
his big talk on autonomous vehicles. In 2016, he 
promised a fully driverless Tesla could be “sum-
moned” from New York to Los Angeles within two 
years. Last week, he tweeted, “Didn’t expect it to 
be so hard, but the difficulty is obvious in retro-
spect.” But he’s still trying, which Uber and Lyft and 
others who’d caught robot-car fever are not. More 
attention lately has been paid to applications where 
AVs seem better poised to do useful things right 
now. Like delivering pizzas.
 That’s why Refraction AI, a developer of “robot-
ic last-mile logistics” based in Ann Arbor, Mich., has 
joined the crowds on South Congress with its REV-1 
vehicles, carrying Southside Flying Pizza orders 
to customers in the 78704 ZIP code. The REV-1 has 
three wheels, can hold a week’s worth of groceries 
or a bunch of pizzas, can fit in the bike lane, travels 
up to 15 mph, functions in bad weather and at night, 
is largely contactless (there’s a keypad to enter a 
lock/unlock code), and has a cute WALL-E vibe that 
likely appeals to both customers and investors.
 Even before the pandemic, culinary and food- 
systems pros were high on the long-term potential 
for AV delivery, both of finished foods to customers 
and of raw foods to kitchens. Now that thousands 
of restaurants have upped their takeaway game, 
increased demand plus staffing shortages plus a 
drive toward zero waste and lower carbon footprints 
all make the REV-1 not such an absurd novelty.
 Refraction AI’s fleet of REV-1s is still small, both 
in Austin and at home in Ann Arbor, where they’ve 
been on the roads since early last year, and the 
tech is still experimental; it may be more accurate 
at present to call them “drones with AV potential,” 
rather than true robots. As they’ve rolled out in 
Austin, each REV-1 has been attended by a “mind-
er,” traveling at a distance, who can take control or 
stop them; they also can be guided by remote pilots 
who negotiate trickier driving tasks like crosswalks. 
However, a 100-pound vehicle moving at 15 mph 
with a 5-foot stopping distance poses a lot less risk 
than many other moving things on South Congress.

 Like Tesla’s and Google’s sister AV company 
Waymo, Refraction AI has learned that real-world 
operation in uncontrolled environments is compli-
cated. “This is going to take a lot more money and 
a lot more time than we thought it was,” Refraction 
AI CEO Luke Schneider told CNBC last week. But 
even a semiautonomous drone delivery service with 
human monitoring could occupy a technological 
and economic sweet spot between the options 
available now, rather than being always several 
years away like that Tesla.
 What does the city, with ultimate responsibility 
for the traffic management and safety of South 
Congress, think of this? Unlike Austin’s experience 
with scooters and e-bikes, where the city has used 
its permitting authority to constrain providers but 
also collaborated with them to refine how micromo-
bility can work best, Refraction AI and anyone else in 
the delivery game need not ask the city’s permission. 
State statute adopted in 2019 sets basic regulations 
for “personal delivery devices” and “mobile carrying 
devices,” which are differentiated basically by wheth-
er or not the (required) operator is nearby or remote.
 These are not, for purposes of Texas law, 
“vehicles,” and could range in size from Amazon’s 
tiny four-wheel drones to the heavily advertised 
Domino’s Pizza robot cars – an AV model called 
the Nuro R2 – which are the size of golf carts and 
have gotten their real-world test drives in Houston. 
Unlike these, the REV-1 can, depending on condi-
tions, operate on a sidewalk, bike lane, or auto lane, 
all of which the statute permits.
 Jacob Culberson, the Austin Trans port a tion 
Department’s manager for mobility services, told 
the Chronicle last month he thinks the state law 
“is a very reasonable set” of basic rules; ATD will 
monitor the data to see if additional rules to protect 
safety are warranted, as the statute authorizes. In 
general, though, ATD wants to help such applica-
tions as the REV-1 succeed: “I think this is one small 
step in the right direction,” Culberson says – one 
of the many the city will need to take to reach the 
ambitious mode-shift goals of its Austin Strategic 
Mobility Plan. – Mike Clark-Madison

County rejects city’s $10 million offer for Palm School

 The fate of the historic Palm School at 
I-35 and Cesar Chavez remains in flux, as 
the Travis County Commissioners Court 
last month rejected the city’s $10 million 
offer to purchase the site. The move only 
attracted notice weeks later, when advo-
cates for preserving the Mexican American 
community landmark became aware of – 
and alarmed by – the vote.
 The 130-year-old Palm School, built in 
1892 and shuttered in 1976, was acquired by 
Travis County in 1985 and until earlier this 
year housed its Health and Human Services 
Department, now relocated to the county’s 
North Campus on Airport Boulevard. 
County plans since 2015 have included a 
potential sale of the valuable property. The 
city made its offer in February 2020, which 
was not officially rejected until an executive 
 session vote on June 15, posted vaguely (as 
state law allows for real estate matters) as 
“an offer to purchase a parcel owned by 
Travis County in Central Austin.”
 The following week, the court notified 
City Manager Spencer Cronk of its decision 
by letter, and then on June 29 voted in open 
session, without much discussion, to pause 
negotiations to allow time to update the 

public on plans for the site. Council Member 
Kathie Tovo and Commissioner Margaret 
Gómez agree that a city-county public 
meeting would be a good venue to share 
info and gather feedback. In theory, they 
both agree with advocates that the historic 
building will and must be preserved for a 
public use, likely one that would support 
Mexican American culture – museum, stu-
dio space for artists, nonprofit offices, etc.
 That original structure and its grounds, 
protected by city historic zoning, occupy 
the southern half of the block; city-owned 
Palm Park lies to the north. In between is a 
half-block of nonhistoric additions and sur-
face parking that developers have eyed for 
a while. For the county, the $10 million bid 
was an improvement over the city’s initial 
offer of nothing, but well below its (pre -
pandemic) appraisal that valued the block 
at around $50 million. Gómez told us she 
wants a new valuation of the land to better 
understand what it’s worth.
 City officials don’t dispute that the prop-
erty is worth more, but say their offer 
accounted for the added investment needed 
to preserve the building and maintain pub-
lic access. County officials would like to 

leverage the site’s value through a sale or 
ground lease to help fund mental health 
services; in 2019, the court approved a 
restrictive covenant requiring all future 
owners to repair and maintain the historic 
area and ensure 80% of it is dedicated for 
programming and community use available 
to the public during the building’s normal 
operating hours. The county says its 
appraisal accounted for preservation costs; 
the city clearly disagrees.
 Rejection of the city’s offer, lowball as it 
was, ignited fears among advocates that the 

county cares more about profits than pres-
ervation. “As a nation, we’re all in a position 
of self-reflection on our history and racial 
harm throughout it, but here the county is 
trying to put a price tag on our history,” 
Paul Saldaña, who helped form the Save 
Palm School Coalition, told us. “But our 
culture is not for sale.”
 Gómez says, “The school is much more 
important than any profit that could be made 
off of it.” That’s why “the property needs to 
remain in public hands to make sure its his-
tory is preserved. Our vote keeps it in county 
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Cronk Presents $4.5 Billion City Budget
 City Manager Spencer Cronk has proposed a $4.5 billion budget 
for the city of Austin’s 2021-22 fiscal year that allocates $1.2 billion in 
spending on General Fund programs, like police, parks, and home-
lessness response. The proposed budget calls for a 3.5% property 
tax increase, which will not trigger the state law that requires voters 
to approve tax increases above a certain threshold.
 Following the drama that marked last year’s budget season, Cronk’s 
proposal is relatively boring. In accordance with new laws signed by 
Gov. Greg Abbott that punish municipalities that reduce spending on 

law enforcement agencies, the Austin Police Department’s proposed 
budget for FY 21-22 comes in at around $443 million, which is about 
$8 million more than what was in the FY 2019-20 budget.
 “Be assured that our FY 2021-22 budget proposal is fully compliant 
with the requirements of the new law,” Cronk said July 9 as he presented 
the budget. “At the same time, you can be confident that we will not 
abandon our commitment to reimagining public safety, so that every sin-
gle person in our community feels safe in their home and neighborhood.”
 Last year, City Council approved a budget that reduced APD’s oper-
ating budget to about $310 million, marking the launch of a multiyear 
plan to “reimagine public safety” following a tumultuous summer of 
protests over police brutality in Austin and around the nation. But the 
lack of significant outrage surrounding the “re-funding” of APD reflects 
the true nature of Council’s budget vote last year – it was more of an 
accounting trick than a real reduction in police spending.
 In reality, the actual cut amount was about $20 million – not the 
$130 million figure trumpeted by progressives as a sign of victory and 
shrieked by conservatives as evidence that Austin liberals were ruin-
ing the city. APD functions that account for the $130 million – most 
notably the Forensics Department and the 911 call center – were 
not eliminated, they were just removed as line items from the APD 
budget and tacked onto other departments.
 Now, Cronk is proposing to merely move those functions back 
into APD’s budget. Criminal justice advocates, however, are pressing 
Council to apply for waivers under House Bill 1900, one of the laws 

that punishes cities for reducing police spending, so that forensics 
and 911 can remain “decoupled” from APD. Spinning forensics out of 
APD represents a rare agreement between criminal justice advocates 
and the Austin Police Association, so it’s possible the waiver might 
be submitted. But its approval would be left to the Office of the 
Governor’s Criminal Justice Division – whose director is an Abbott 
appointee – so chances of that approval are unclear.
 But justice reformers and police backers will certainly clash over 
funding for the 1,809 police officers included in the CM’s budget; there 
are currently about 1,000 officers at APD, so the department would 
have around 800 vacant positions. Some of the funding allocated for 
sworn personnel is instead used to pay officers overtime. The budget 
also includes funding for two cadet classes at the Austin Police 
Academy, but the police union is already pushing for a third class.
 Spending on homelessness response continues at the “historic” lev-
els established in the FY 19-20 budget, with $65.2 million spread across 
13 city departments working to reduce homelessness and manage the 
public spaces shared between housed and unhoused residents. 
 As we reported last week, the city and its partners are preparing 
to give the system a massive funding injection using the one-time 
funds made available through the American Rescue Plan Act. The 
money allocated in the city’s General Fund budget is separate; it will 
go toward ongoing operations like street-level outreach, shelter oper-
ations, case management services, and housing subsidies. 
 The city has begun accepting feedback on the budget and Council 
members are already crafting their own amendments. Final adoption 
is scheduled for Aug. 11. Expect more coverage from the Chronicle in 
the coming weeks.  – Austin Sanders

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hands while we figure out the best option for 
everyone.” She thinks that’s probably a 
city-county collaboration, as does Tovo, who 
has spearheaded the larger Palm District 
initiative for the surround-
ing area. “I remain hopeful 
that we can have a success-
ful collaboration with the 
county on the future of that 
tract,” Tovo said. “It’s criti-
cal to the Palm District, but 
also in responding to what 
the community has request-
ed of us, which is that the 
site remain in public hands 
and that it be an active pur-
pose and that [it] reflect the 
cultural and historic nature 
of the site.”
 Those hopes now rest on 
city planner Stevie 
Greathouse, who’s over-
seeing Palm District plan-
ning. It’s like herding the 
people in charge of herd-
ing cats; the Palm District 
will function as an umbrel-
la over other plans and projects that are 
also in flux, such as expanding the Austin 
Con ven tion Center, building out the 
Waterloo Green way along Waller Creek, 

managing the ongoing transformation of 
Rainey Street, and updating the Emma S. 
Barri en tos Mexican American Cultural 
Center. It also has to account for the twin 

mobility megaprojects of 
I-35 and Project Connect 
happening alongside it.
 Staff is currently gather-
ing community input and 
expects to present a vision 
framework for the Palm 
District later this summer, 
followed by a draft plan to 
be reviewed over the fall 
and winter for potential 
adoption in the spring of 
2022. “Based on the input 
provided so far,” Greathouse 
told us, “there seems to be a 
lot of interest in support-
ing, emphasizing, and 
enhancing the cultural and 
creative aspects of the Palm 
District.” She also said 
there appears to be “near 
universal support” for pre-
serving the historic portion 

of Palm School, but that there are “diver-
gent viewpoints around how to achieve that 
goal, and whether any additional develop-
ment should occur on the site.” n

seven Decades and One wall Apart: Finding 
Friendship on either side of a Bouldin Creek Duplex
 I’m usually on the phone when the knock comes at 
my door. Sometimes I’m on a Zoom call. Sometimes I’m 
halfway through an email. Invariably, I’m busy. “She 
knows,” I think to myself. “How does she know?”
 The knock comes every day, quick and sharp. It will 
continue until it’s tended to, like a fire alarm. It’s the 
knock of my next-door neighbor, Mae. Her eyes are 
wide when I open the door. “Honey,” she says. “Is this 
package yours?” Her knock is faster than the ding of my 
Amazon account. Jeff Bezos’ algorithms can’t match her 
91-year-old feet.
 She holds the brown box with one hand and waves 
away the delivery man with the other. “I just wanted to 
make sure you got it, honey,” she smiles. “Be careful, 
it’s heavy.”
 Mae lives alone, without a cell phone or internet. She 
had a husband but he died. The TV keeps her company 
during the day, but she would rather be out doing things, 
working in the yard or going to church. In July’s swelter-
ing heat, Mae mostly watches the world from her window.
 She sees everything. Mae alerts me to deliveries 
from the mailman, the absence of deliveries from the 
mailman, changes in the mosquitoes, the traffic, the 
sun, or the rain. She tracks the movements and diet of a 
pernicious neighborhood squirrel. “He was in your bird-

feeder, honey.” She glares and shakes a fist. Then she 
points at my potted geraniums, torn up and askew. “He 
was digging in there, too. He buried a walnut! I saw it.” 
I listen and pat her hand.
 Over the last year, it’s hard to imagine anyone I’ve 
spent more time with than my neighbor. I moved back 
to Austin at the height of the city’s real estate mania. 
When I found a listing for a 1930s duplex in Bouldin 
Creek – without central air conditioning or a dishwasher, 
but with a charming front porch – I jumped at it. I would 
rent one side, a longtime Austinite lived in the other. 
“Please let me have it,” I begged the landlord. “I’ll do 
anything.” The landlord agreed, with only one request: 
Be kind to Mamma Mae. Keep an eye on her if you can.
 Mae and I spent the fall together on the porch, sit-
ting quietly in the cool breeze. We endured Austin’s ice 
storm together in the winter; I cooked spaghetti and 
she kept an eye on falling icicles. In the spring, we 
watched the birds rebuild their nests.
 Seated in our chairs on the porch, day after day, our 
lives felt parallel: Each woman tied to this city, each strug-
gling to define her place within it. One at the start of her 
adult life, the other near the end. For months, life on either 
side of the duplex looked the same. At 91, my neighbor 
didn’t have much to do. At 25, neither did I. I worked. I 

wrote. I answered emails. I cooked dinner. I washed the 
dishes. I mopped the floor. I read a book. I called my mom. 
We both went to sleep alone, night after night.
 As the weeks passed and the temperature rose, I 
began to feel a creeping resentment: How long would 
we be stuck here? Was I looking not at a neighbor but 
at a reflection of myself, my own inevitable fate? Would 
I be resigned to this porch, to this chair, to this quiet 
solitude – forever?
 The summer sun brought an explosion of activity: 
Music thrummed on South Congress, cold Shiners 
sweated in coolers at Zilker Park, droves of kayaks cov-
ered the lake. Austin seemed to come alive overnight. 
Everyone had a party to go to. Everyone had plans.
 I had Mae. And the squirrel.
 It suddenly felt like an obligation to make chitchat 
under the birdfeeder. I didn’t want to sit on the porch 
anymore, surrounded by the unspoken contemplation 
of death. I wanted to chase after life; race behind the 
twentysomethings on their way to Barton Springs, 
throw myself into the water and emerge sunburnt and 
surrounded by friends. I wanted to remember the sweet 
privileges of youth, the inattention to responsibility and 
commitment. I wanted freedom. But where to get it?
 I decided to take action. I booked a trip to reunite 
with old friends and co-workers, to remember who I 
was before I moved into this small house on a quiet 
street. I packed a backpack and boarded a flight to

An Austinite Rides 
Across the Lower 48 to 
Honor His Father
 Ian Michaud pops onto the screen with an unruly 
beard, slightly sunburnt cheeks, and tousled hair. In 
fairness, his head has spent the past 12 weeks under a 
bike helmet.
 He answers the Zoom call from Prineville, Ore., in the 
last weeks of his bike ride on the Trans-America Trail, a 
route which goes from Yorktown, Va., to Astoria, Ore. Along 
the journey, he encountered bears and passed out twice 
from heatstroke in Hells Canyon. He also raised over 
$18,000 dollars through a “Ride Against Suicide” 
GoFundMe for Integral Care, an Austin mental health clinic.
 Michaud was driven to bike the trail by the anniver-
sary of his father’s death, who took his own life in 2016. 
Although he had never bike camped before and his first 
practice ride in January lasted only 45 minutes, by 
spring Michaud had worked his way up to biking 100 
miles per day.
 “I remembered the last time I saw my dad, and how 
much he was struggling, and how we didn’t talk about 
it, and how we did nothing,” Michaud says of his 
father’s struggle with depression. “I wanted to be an 
example that you’re never stuck in that regard. You can 
always change your course.”
 Michaud embarked on the journey with his uncle, 
who he calls an avid cyclist. The pair biked 60 to 80 
miles per day, finding shelter in campsites, hotels, and

strangers’ houses. Michaud says he stayed in the home 
of the mayor of Hudson, Kansas (the mayor’s wife, 
Michaud reports, made incredible cinnamon buns), an 
84-year-old Alaskan’s house in Missoula, Mont., and, 
slightly less luxuriously, a shed in Prineville, Ore.
 Parts of Michaud’s trip caught him off guard: an 
unexpected love for Kansas, a surprisingly dry Eastern 
Oregon, and Idaho clinching the spot for favorite state.
 He says one of the most meaningful aspects has 
been connecting with other people who lost loved ones 
to suicide. “You have a deep, kind of heartfelt conversa-
tion with somebody who you just met, and you have 
this connection where it feels like you were meant to 
talk,” Michaud says.
 In addition to the human connections, Michaud says 
he enjoyed the company of cattle along the road. One 
cow makes eye contact, he explains, and the rest of the 
herd follows suit. “As you zoom out, now there’s 30 cows 
staring at you and then there’s 100,” Michaud says. When 
he was lucky, they’d get spooked and run alongside him.
 On tougher parts of the ride, Michaud says he 
focused on each pedal rotation, counting to seven and 
starting over again.
 “My expectations for this were to finish,” Michaud 
says. “No matter what I encountered … to just keep 
going and to keep pedaling.”
 After Michaud finished his ride on June 17 – the far-
thest he had ever traveled west – he had one final trip 
before returning to Austin: a visit to his father’s grave, 
where he planned to place the shoes that took him 
across the country. – Hannah Williford

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 “Almost right away,” he says, “Shaun 
and I had the idea to set up some way that 
we could do online content, so we could 
keep our most loyal fans aware that we’re 
still alive. Because, every week, we were 
hearing another sob story about somebody 
going down, and we didn’t want people 
to think we’d gone the way of, ah, half of 
Barton Springs Road and Cap City.”
 “And there was still funny stuff going 
on,” says Sedwick. “Well, Trump was still 
president,” she adds, suppressing a shud-
der. “And we didn’t want to not be a part of 
that conversation, everything that was hap-
pening in the country. Shaun and Ted had 
moved in together and made their house 
into, basically, a big production studio.”
 “Oh, I know!” interjects Anderson. ”Their 
porn site is really robust.” And the company 
falls into laughter.
 “Yeah,” says Meredith, nodding as if 
sagely, “OnlyFans is much more lucrative 
than Patreon.” He grins at the arch magi-
cian. “But, yeah, we set up a sound booth 
in my closet, and we kept upgrading our 
green-screen technology until we had a nice 
setup downstairs. The first thing we did was 
the ‘Quarantine Pie’ video – which was a 
sort of somber, uh, what would you call it?”
 “It was a look at Sixth Street,” says 
Sedwick. “Patsy Cline just wandering 
around aimlessly, looking at all the board-
ed-up buildings in the city.”
 “But the buildings had all those drawings 
and paintings on them,” says Anderson, “so 
there was something bright to look at, and 
there was hope. That was what gave every-
body their heart in the very beginning.” 
 “That was our first Patreon product,” 
notes Doug Ewart, Esther’s piano player. “It 
was a very touching video, and one of the 
best things we did.”
 “Everybody else was doing stuff on 
Zoom,” says Meredith, “so it made sense to 
us, and it was an easy way for us amateur 
film editors to cobble together something, 
churning out material as quickly as we 
could. And as we went on, things got a lit-
tle more intricate, a little more elaborate. 
It gave us an excuse to still have writers’ 
meetings on Mondays – which was proba-
bly the most important thing to come out 
of all that.”
 “It kept our creative juices flowing,” 
Sedwick agrees. “And we ended up with 
about 150 Patreons, give or take, almost 
every month. And that brought in a little bit 
of money, split it up among the actors and 
the producers and writers.”
 “It kept everyone working together,” says 
Ewart, “and it kept everyone in town, too, 
you know?”
 “Well, BeckiJo [Neill] was in Kansas for 
most of the year,” says Meredith, “and we 
didn’t lose her. The technology let us use 

 It’s Thursday, June 17, 2021, the COVID 
pandemic finally dwindling in the rear view 
mirrors – and, in the bustling Downtown of 
Austin, the Esther’s Follies comedy troupe 
is preparing to return to their live stage for 
the first time in 15 months.
 More than a year of unplanned downtime 
has passed, with the writers and perform-
ers secluded in quarantine, each shelter-
ing in their separate (or sparsely shared) 
abodes. More than a year in which a pivot 
toward Patreon-supported video content 
has been their sole means of connection 
with an audience, any audience. More than 
a year in which the internet has been the 
company’s only connection with those for 
whom the Follies’ mix of music and madcap 

sketches skewering the topics of the day 
is what makes life, no matter how harsh, 
more tolerable. Maybe – as Ted Meredith 
and Shaun Branigan crack wise in a polit-
ical song-and-dance number, as Shannon 
Sedwick pulls another Patsy Cline prop out 
of her rigged dress-front, as magician Ray 
Anderson walks through a haunted mirror, 
as newcomer Timeca Seretti does a pop-star 
turn as VP Kamala Harris – maybe such 
clever antics even make life, in spite of its 
vicissitudes, worth celebrating?
 And the lights come up. And the show 
begins. And – hold on there, hoss. It’s been 
a while. There’s been a plague on. There’s 
been a snowpocalypse, too. How the hell did 
these showbiz stalwarts survive?

 “We all kind of took it on the fly,” says 
Sedwick, Esther’s materfamilias and star 
performer. “And thank god we had some 
ideas to do the Patreon, because that was 
the one way that everybody stayed working 
and being creative on staff.”
 “We were already taking off two weeks for 
SXSW, as usual,” says Meredith, “and then 
SXSW was canceled – not for anything it 
tweeted, but because of the pandemic – so 
we were thinking, ‘Okay, two weeks, maybe 
it’ll all be sorted out by then.’ And then two 
weeks turned into – 18 months, almost?”
 OK, so the man’s math is a little off. But 
that’s understandable, given the mushiness 
of time in 2020, and certainly Meredith’s 
general acumen isn’t lacking.

people from different locations. The green 
screen put it all together.”
 So the Esther’s gang soldiered on, togeth-
er yet apart: plying their trade, working 
within technologically enhanced pandem-
ic-protocol restraints toward the day when 
they could return to the Downtown venue’s 
storied boards and greet their audience 
up close and personal again. The ship of 
acclaimed fools all steady as she goes, reso-
lutely weathering the COVID storm, and –
 Oh shit, did we say “storm”?
 “The ice storm in February was a night-
mare,” says Sedwick. “COVID was bad 
enough, but then –” Sh  shakes her head. “I 
couldn’t get out of my house 
to check on the theatre – we 
were snowed in – but we had 
somebody who contacted us 
on Instagram, who said, ‘Did 
you know that there’s water 
just gushing out the back door 
of your theatre right now?’ So 
my husband Michael [Shelton, 
Esther’s co-owner] managed 
to find somebody with a four-
wheel drive to bring him into 
town. And it was – it was a 
mess. The sprinkler system had exploded, 
right over the women’s bathroom.”
 “The entire lobby was covered in water,” 
says Anderson, “and it went all the way 
down the aisles and backstage.”
 “And into the Velveeta Room next door, 
too,” says Sedwick.
 “But all of us from the cast came and we 
dug it out,” says Anderson. “Now, that’s 
teamwork.”
 “That was the first time we’d been togeth-
er since the pandemic started, actually,” 
notes Sedwick. “We hadn’t seen each other 
physically for months. And we’ve cleaned a 
lot since then, but we still had the windows 

blocked up at that point, and when we were 
able to take the window coverings off and 
see the sunshine out there again …” She 
smiles, thinking of it.
 “That was a huge thing,” says Anderson. 
“You wouldn’t think it would be, but it 
was: just the light coming into the theatre, 
giving it breathing life again when those 
panels came down.” 
 And now the performers have returned 
to the stage of their theatre at the corner of 
Sixth and Red River, ready to bring their 
own form of light back into a city’s that’s 
been shuttered for so long. And the lights 
come up. And the show begins.

 The house was packed on June 17, as the 
troupe opened with a musical delight based 
on Prince’s “Let’s Go Crazy,” the warped 
homage a rousing hallelujah that kicked 
the remains of coronavirus to the curb and 
celebrated the return of live entertainment 
to a place that’s known it for around 40 
years. From there the action flowed onstage 
(and out to Dirty Sixth, as seen through 
the big front window) in a wild river of 
sketches and songs, solo performances and 
group efforts, old favorites (the Patsy Cline 
and Dr. Seuss bits, Anderson’s mind-bog-
gling illusions) vying with new material 
(an especially kickass musical number fea-

tured admiring caricatures of Nancy Pelosi, 
Kamala Harris, and Alexandria Ocasio-
Cortez) for audience cheers and laughter. 
Well, “vying,” but of course it’s not a com-
petition. Everything worked together and 
was damned good at what it does – bring-
ing big grins and belly laughs to a ready-
for-it crowd. Among that crowd: longtime 
Austinite Chris “Uncle Staple” Nicholas, 
who’d never been to Esther’s in the Before 
Times. “Ow, my face hurts from laughing 
so much,” he complained later. “That was 
some really excellent shit.”
 And will this, ah, excellent shit continue? 
Can it even afford to?

 “We did get lucky and got 
the PPP loans,” says Sedwick. 
“And we got a couple of grants – 
the legacy business grant from 
the city of Austin, that’s com-
ing through – and we’re hop-
ing for that Shuttered Venue 
one, too, but it hasn’t happened 
yet. I’m watching our email. 
But the city has really come 
through. And Michael hired a 
new guy to work on lights – 
they were one of the things 

that got messed up in the ice storm – so we 
have a whole new LED lighting system.”
 “Esther’s has been here for 45 years,” says 
Anderson, “and it’s a part of Old Austin, one 
of the last places you can go to. And that 
alone has us getting up every day, to make 
sure it keeps going. It’s a responsibility to 
the city as well – not just for ourselves, but to 
Austin. And we have a pretty young cast, now 
– they bring their own sensibilities and keep 
us up to date. But that’s always been the case: 
The new blood always brings new ideas.”
 “And their blood marrow,” adds Meredith 
with a faint Hannibal Lecter smile. “Feasting 
on that is a great source of energy.” n

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ple safely. We worked with a company 
out of Dallas who devised a ticketing 
software that automatically “killed” two 
seats between small groups. Then we 
killed every other row. Patrons were 
given reserved times to arrive at the the-
atre to prevent clustering. Our creative 
services department designed a direc-
tional sign age system that adhered to 
the carpet. This allowed patrons to seat 
themselves in their reserved seat in the 
theatre. It’s a brilliant system and we will 
continue to use it after COVID. Jonathan 
Humphries, our head of facilities, com-
pletely outfitted the venue with plexiglass 
shields, stanchions, and in-depth clean-
ing protocols, including a fumigation pro-
cess between shows. Front of house 
staff (including a registered nurse) was 
increased to cover their new duties, 
which included taking temperatures, 
handing out masks, making sure people 
were separated. Several changes made 
then are now permanent including: print-
at-home tickets and cashless conces-
sions. The clear bag policy is here to 
stay at the Paramount. 

What was the size of your audience? 
 We kept to the guidelines established 
by city and state leaders, so we opened at 
25% capacity in fall 2020 with a film. A 
couple of weeks later, Bruce Campbell 
made a live appearance with a film and 
Q&A. To make up for the small capacity 
and still provide enough seats for fans, 
artists would perform 2-6 shows. We are 
currently at 50% capacity. 

How did you feel in anticipation of the 
performances? 
 It was a wild mixture of feelings. I won’t 
lie, I was extremely nervous and I wasn’t 
alone. Having been isolated for so long, we 
were all skittish. But we also knew we were 
taking every safety precaution we could. 

What was the first performance like? 
 For all of us, there was an overwhelming 
rush of emotion seeing our staff and 
patrons carefully come together at the 
Paramount during a time of extreme uncer-
tainty. Our patrons are very cooperative 
and willing to do what it takes to have a 
safe night at the theatre. It was a unifying 
experience. 

What feedback have you received? 
 The feedback from the patrons and staff 
has been positive. Many people are giddy 
to be out, and they are grateful that we 
have gone to such great lengths to make 
sure they are safe. 

Any advice for other groups that want 
to resume in-person performances? 
 You can do it! If you are wondering how, 
come to a show at the Paramount and get 
a first-hand view of how it’s done right.

Austin performing artists are stepping out from behind 
the screens and welcoming you back inside their spaces
By RoBeRt FaiRes 

 Can you hear it? The sound of applause? 
Coming not from some ersatz arts space on 
your computer but from actual theatres, 
concert halls, and comedy clubs? 
 Yes, after an excruciating year of having 
their spaces shuttered and being unable to 
engage directly with audiences in the inti-
macy of indoor venues, performing artists 
are once again opening the doors and bring-
ing people back in to see them play. It’s a 
reunion that’s been a long time coming.
 From the minute the city went into lock-
down last March, performing artists com-
panies and artists began to search for ways 
to keep making work and stay connected 
to their patrons. Because they collaborate, 
they innovate, they improvise (some spe-
cialize in it), the artists created alterna-
tives: dances performed in a house with the 
audience watching through windows; drive-
in concerts with audiences listening from 
their cars; plays told in audio, in letters, in 
phone calls; and Zoom improv, Zoom stand-
up, Zoom orchestras, Zoom choirs, Zoom 

dances, Zoom theatre, Zoom everything. 
 Still, chat rooms and hand-clap emo-
jis were mere shadows of the response 
from in-person crowds and ultimately made 
everyone feel more keenly this new distance 
between audience and artists. Even when 
groups were able to close that gap with 
shows outside – where air could circulate 
more freely and there was more room for 
physical distancing – it didn’t have the feel 
of a show indoors, of being in that magical 
other space where a group of people, apart 
from the rest of the world, is transported to 
another reality. For a time – what often felt 
like an unbearably long time – we wondered 
if we’d ever get back to that place.
 But with the arrival of spring – and wide-
spread vaccination among the populace – 
more of Austin’s performing artists began 
to welcome audiences back indoors to enjoy 
their work. We reached out to a few of these 
pioneers to learn more about their return 
to performing inside – how they did it and 
what it felt like. Here’s what they had to say.

Lietza Brass
Chief Programming Officer, Austin 
Theatre Alliance
 The Paramount Theatre was among the 
first venues to reopen to the public with 
indoor performances, back in October.

When did you start talking about 
resuming indoor performances? 
 Almost immediately! Truthfully, a cou-
ple of us were in denial for a few weeks 
at the beginning of the pandemic. Not 
that we didn’t think it was real, we could 
tell it was extremely serious. But we 
thought we would be out of commission 
for a month, tops. Finally, after a reality 
check, we became very serious about 
establishing new COVID operations and 
safety protocols. 

What finally prompted you to do it? 
 For many months, everyone we know 
had been concerned with physical health 
and safety, and for good reason. Over the 
long haul though, it became apparent that 
people’s emotional and mental health was 
important, too. Entertaining and lifting 
people’s spirits is what we do best. It 
was the right thing to do. 

What pandemic protocols were in place? 
 We had the full array of PPE and proto-
cols. As a theatre, one of the unique 
problems we had was how to seat peo-

 Following some outdoor projects in fall 
2020 – the drive-by theatre experience 
The Vortex Odyssey and the solo perfor-
mance Wildcraft, a co-production with 
Bottle Alley Theatre Company – the Vortex 
opened its first indoor show, a workshop 
of Valoneecia Tolbert’s Tales of a Blerd 
Ballerina, April 8.

When did you start talking about  
resuming indoor performances?
 We never stopped pondering it and 
even made plans several times but had to 
cancel. I went to an outdoor reading in 
Sarah Saltwick’s backyard in October. 
Shortly after that, she submitted it for the 
Tapas development I was offering to com-
pany members. I talked with Valoneecia 
about doing a reading at the Vortex and 
maybe a workshop production – she want-
ed a small live audience. We planned for 
an outdoor reading in December, but it 
rained, and then it was Stage 5 and then 
the snowpocalypse. Meanwhile, I wrote 
the National New Play Network Bridge 
Grant in November, and in December, we 
found out we got it.

What finally prompted you to do it?
 We got the funding to pay the artists and 
pay for the production without having to 
have a full house. We all got tested, and 
we all got vaccinated.

What pandemic protocols were in place?
 We added UV filtration in the HVAC and 
also have a large portable air filter in the 
theatre. In April, we required masks, limited 
seating, spread the seating out, and did 
not allow food and drink. We also required 
all production personnel other than the per-
former to wear masks at all times. 
 We have relaxed that standard as of June 
8 and are no longer requiring masks and 
are allowing food and drinks. We have had 
one new play reading indoors since then.

What was the size of your audience?
 14 live plus online viewers.

How did you feel in anticipation of the 
performances?
 Excited, grateful, emotional, disbelief that 
it was really happening.

What was the first performance like?
 Very emotional. So much love. Some folks 
wept with the joy of being in the theatre.

What feedback have you received?
 I wish we could have accommodated 
more people.

Any advice for other groups that want to 
resume in-person performances?
 Everyone on the team needs to be vacci-
nated. Take baby steps and allow people 
grace around this. Some may be fearful 
and some may be reckless. Try to come to 
community agreements about behavior and 
exposure. Don’t worry so much about the 
surfaces and the restrooms, but do consid-
er the air flow.

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What was the first performance like?
 It can only be described as joyous – the 
atmosphere in the space was electric.

Peter Bay, ASO music director and con-
ductor, adds:
 The audience that was present for 
those concerts were more than just pres-
ent. They provided the inspiration for all 
of us on stage to not only do our best by 
the composers but to go beyond that. We 
all feel the act of making music as an 
orchestra is to make a complete circuit – 
from the composers’ notes, to the musi-
cians’ ability to make those notes come 
alive, and finally to an audience who 
receive and react to this all. The recep-
tion both the music and the performance 
received those two nights were all we 
could have hoped for after not having that 
complete circuit for 15 months.

What feedback have you received?
 Audiences love the ability to reconnect 
with live performances. Many remarked on 
the emotional connection to live perfor-
mances compared to virtual performances 
and that nothing beats hearing the music 
live. People expressed a tremendous 
amount of gratitude and thanks for making 
these concerts happen.

Any advice for other groups that want 
to resume in-person performances?
 Follow the guidelines, communicate 
regularly with your audience/patrons 
with what you’re planning, and survey 
them regularly to test what they’re 
comfortable with.

DaviD Pratt
CEO/Executive Director, Austin 
Symphony Orchestra
 For most of the 2020-2021 season, the 
ASO filmed its concert performances in 
Dell Hall without an audience and 
streamed them. But the symphony ended 
the season with two in-person performanc-
es at Riverbend Centre May 13 and 14.

When did you start talking about 
resuming indoor performances?
 During the spring of 2021 when the 
risk guidelines set by the City of Austin 
started to improve.

What finally prompted you to do it?
 We had final masterworks concerts com-
ing up in May, and with the improvement in 
risk levels and the interest from many of 
our patrons to return to live music, we 
decided this was the right path forward.

What pandemic protocols were in place?
 We required masks to be worn and we 
enacted social distancing, so only used 1/3 
of Riverbend’s capacity. At around 2400, we 
could sit approximately 780 people.

What was the size of your audience?
 We sold out both nights at 780 for 
each evening.

How did you feel in anticipation of the 
performances?
 As a performing arts organization where 
live performances are at the core of what 
we do, we were so excited to return to live 
music as were many of our patrons.

arieLLe LaGuette
Co-founder and co-owner,  
Fallout Theater
 Like other Austin improv and comedy 
spaces, the Fallout Theater survived the pan-
demic by going online. But it made the 
return to live performance on April 23. 

When did you start talking about resum-
ing indoor performances?
 We had been talking about resuming 
indoor performances constantly throughout 
the pandemic. Our theatre is a bit of a 
machine, and once the gears start turning 
again, it’s hard to pivot … and as we found 
out, it’s also hard to get the gears turning 
in the first place. I think our first serious 
plans to reopen were in August 2020, toss-
ing around the idea of outdoor shows in our 
alleyway. As soon as we would get close to 
kicking off the next steps, case numbers in 
Austin would take a turn, inevitably forcing 
us to change directions every time.
 Ultimately, we started seriously talking 
about opening back up when the vaccines 
were announced. 

What finally prompted you to do it?
 Part of it was necessity; the money we 
had saved up for bare essentials (rent, utili-
ties, etc.) was getting dangerously low. 
Then most influentially, the existence of the 
vaccine. We kept close tabs on vaccination 
rates in the general population, but also 
among our community of performers to 
help us make this decision. 
 There have always been two primary per-
spectives to account for when it came to 
opening up Fallout: performers and audi-
ence. We would not have been able to pro-
ceed without focusing on both. 

What pandemic protocols were in place?
 Masks required at all times; 50% capaci-
ty with seating spaced six feet apart and 

sold in “pods” of two; no BYOB and no 
food/drink sales; audience enters through 
one door and exits through another to 
minimize crowding; performers did not 
wear masks but were heavily encouraged 
to only book vaccinated comics; lots of 
cleaning protocols.

What was the size of your audience?
 39 max (~50%), which just recently 
expanded to 60 max.

How did you feel in anticipation of 
the performances?
 Serene and excited. We had really 
put the planning through its paces, and 
as owners we worked the box office 
and front of house every night for the 
first few months. It was honestly surre-
al given the year we had all been 
through. 

What was the first performance like?
 Really great. The audience was so 
ready to laugh, and performers were just 
ready to have a great time. And they did. 
Given the past year we all endured collec-
tively, it felt like a huge release of energy 
that was so grateful and positive.

What feedback have you received?
 Almost all feedback has been posi-
tive. There’s been some difficulty in 
mask enforcement as you’d expect, but 
mostly our audiences have been 
respectful when asked to abide by the 
rules we require for the safety of our 
staff and the community.

Any advice for other groups that want 
to resume in-person performances?
 Listen to your performers, staff, and 
audience. Sometimes the Band-Aid just 
needs to be ripped off, and it may never 
feel like the perfect time to do it. So, just 
remember to have grace for yourselves, 
for others, and that you won’t always 
please everyone – and that’s OK.

It On: The Musical, inspired by the hit film fran-
chise all about competitive cheerleading. The 
students of Truman High and Jackson High will 
bring their thrilling moves and bouncy beats into 
UT’s McCullough Theatre, thanks to a first-time 
partnership between SSA and Texas 
Performing Arts.
 “Inspired” is worth emphasizing 
with this stage show bearing the 
name of the 2000 film starring 
Kirsten Dunst and Eliza Dushku; 
it’s more like one of Bring It On’s 
five direct-to-video sequels than a 
true adaptation – that is, it shares 
the original’s DNA about rival cheer squads, 
class conflicts, switching teams and routines, 
and a climactic showdown (at nationals, natch), 
but with different characters and schools. If 
you weren’t any more aware of it than Bring 
It On Again, Bring It On: In It to Win It, Bring It 
On: Worldwide Cheersmack, et al., it’s because 
it had one of those blink-and-you-miss-it runs 
back in 2011 and 2012: a month in Atlanta, 
seven months on a pre-New York national tour, 
and five months on Broadway. This despite the

plus – wait for it – post-In the Heights, pre-Ham-
ilton Lin-Manuel Miranda serving up his distinc-
tive brand of hip-hop-laced music and lyrics. The 
show may not have made a huge impression 
in NYC, but thanks to those creators and the 
high school setting, Bring It On: The Musical has 

thrived around the country in pro-
grams showcasing young artists.
 That’s just what Summer Stock 
Austin is: Since 2005, it’s given 
high school and college students 
performance opportunities and 
training every summer in three 
musicals staged in repertory. 
COVID prevented the program from 

doing live productions in 2020, but even as SSA 
pivoted to an original digital show – Cyberstock: 
A Teenager’s Guide to Saving the World, featuring 
seven short films and two homegrown musical 
numbers, all created remotely – Artistic Director 
Ginger Morris was pondering what live produc-
tions might be possible in a pandemic world, 
and one musical in particular appealed to her.
 “I had seen Bring It On at a few high schools, 
and I found it endearing and impressive but not 
a show I was necessarily drawn to as a direc-
tor,” says Morris. “However, when I was tossing

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around ideas for the summer before vaccines 
had been readily available, I was thinking if 
we were to do a show this summer, perhaps 
it could be at a football stadium. And then I 
started thinking about shows to do in a football 
stadium, and this was the clear winner. And 
then when things started to open up, I thought 
about the summer heat on metal bleachers and 
reimagined the production in a basketball gym. 
It turns out that securing a basketball gym for 
five weeks to do a musical during a pandemic 
is way harder than I had imagined. After five 
months of phone calls and emails, I realized it 
just wasn’t going to happen, and I almost told 
the cast we were going to cancel the show. On 
a Friday afternoon, I threw out a Hail Mary to 
Bob Bursey, [artistic and executive director] at 
TPA, and he said, ‘Lemme see what we can do. 
I’ll call you Monday.’ And he did.”
 For his part, Bursey felt that TPA supporting 

SSA just made sense. “Presenting musical 
theatre and developing the next generation of 
stage artists are both central to our mission, so 
hosting their work is a natural fit.”
 Morris couldn’t be more pleased about the 
assistance from Bursey. “He and his team have 
been delightful to work with, and we are so 
grateful to them for helping ensure this summer 
would see another year of live performances. 
Although the concept for Bring It On moved 
out of a sports arena and into a theatre, the 
heart and soul of the show and the students of 
Summer Stock Austin remain. And we are all so 
very grateful to be back in a theatre again.”
 Don’t think, though, that the artsy venue will 
tamp down any of Bring It On’s cheer-full energy. 
Music Director J. Quinton Johnson, who knows 
energy from his time in the Broadway cast of 
Hamilton, says, “Yo! I’m telling you: Y’all are not 
ready.

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 The “Giant Legs of Amarillo” (aka Ozymandias) sometimes wear 
striped athletic socks, sometimes are decorated with psychedelic 
spray-painted tattoos, but always the bodiless limbs hold up the 
expansive Panhandle sky.
 The plaque at the entrance to the pasture art states, “In 
1819, while on their horseback trek over the Great Plains of New 
Spain, Percy Bysshe Shelley and his wife Mary Shelley (author of 
Frankenstein), came across these ruins. Here Shelley penned his 
immortal lines …”
 It’s all another practical joke by the late billionaire, philanthropist, 
and art patron Stanley Marsh 3, who also brought us the Texas 
icons of Cadillac Ranch, Floating Mesa, and Dynamite Museum. 
 Marsh commissioned local self-taught artist Lightnin’ McDuff 
to fashion the two trunkless legs in mock tribute to Ozymandias, 
the ancient Egyptian Pharaoh Ramesses II, who thought the statue 
would eternally preserve his power. Percy did write the poem that 
adorns the iron tablet at the site, but it wasn’t about this pair of legs. 
 Like Cadillac Ranch off I-40 east of Amarillo, visitors are welcome 
to add their own spray-painted inscriptions to the legs. Though this 
art is not as well-known or as popular as the 10 Cadillacs nose-down 
in a field, it’s just as quirky.
 The Giant Legs of Amarillo are at the southeast corner of I-27 and 
Sundown Lane south of town. Every few months the legs get a new 

coat of paint, which ranges from a pair of socks to graffiti. Parking 
is on the rutted side of the road. While the site is open to visitors, 
those without closed-toe shoes will discover the pain of Texas burrs 
that seem to be the field’s primary crop.

 Most recently, the Verde hosted seven-time 
Mexican champions Tigres UANL in an 
exhibition match Tuesday, falling by a score 
of 3-1. (See recap online at austinchronicle.
com/austin-fc.)
 So far, the atmosphere at Q2 has been elec-
tric regardless of the outcome on the pitch. 
The club’s supporters have flat-out brought it 
for all 90 minutes each time out, and players 
and coaches both home and visiting have 
been blown away. But those fans cannot 
and should not be expected to remain this 
engaged if the team shows it can’t hang at the 
MLS level. The honeymoon phase is coming 
to an end, and it’s time for the Oaks to start 
sprouting some W-shaped roots in this city.
 Luckily for Austin FC, the MLS Cup play-
offs – long since established as the measure 
of success for the a club in year one – are 
still very much within reach just 13 games 
through a 34-game season. ATX currently 
finds itself 10th out of 13 in the Western 
Conference but sits just one win out of the 
playoff hunt. The table is set for Austin FC 
to make some serious noise late in the year, 
but certain factors have to go their way.

Get (and keep) everyone healthy
 All season long it’s seemed like as soon 
as Austin FC builds a bit of momentum, a 
key player goes down with a twisted this or a 
sprained that, causing big problems for head 
coach Josh Wolff and company. A staggering 
five out of 11 starters from the club’s first 
match in April are currently out of action. Two 
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the Honeymoon Is ending. 
It’s time for austin Fc to 
earn Its support.
 This week, the Major League Soccer 
season entered a two-week hiatus, ceding 
the stage (and several stadiums) to the 
CONCACAF Gold Cup, a championship for 
North and Central American and Caribbean 
national soccer teams. Austin’s Q2 Stadium 
is slated to host a semifinal matchup on July 
29, which has a decent likelihood of featur-
ing the United States men’s national team. 
 The break gives us a chance to reflect on 
and recover from a wild month of soccer in ATX 
that saw Austin FC play five MLS matches, 
including its first four at home.

of those, Ben Sweat and Danny Hoesen, 
are likely out the rest of the season, or close 
to it.

The club, already operating off a limited 
expansion roster, simply cannot hope to be 
competitive with so many key absences. 

Get it right in the transfer Window
 For months, Austin FC’s brain trust has 
pointed to the current midseason transfer 
window (through August 5) as a critical 
moment for the club. The plan was simple: 
Save some resources for midseason when 
roster holes become clear, then fill them with 
the right pieces.
 Well, the holes are clear, and they’re in 
front of goal. Nine out of 13 games held 
scoreless. The club has already made one 
move to address this, signing 21-year-old 
striker Moussa Djitté from France, who will 
join the club once a visa is secured, but more 
help is needed. The club is in the market 
for a high-priced attacking midfielder. Those 
moves simply have to hit if the club is to 
have a successful back half of the season.

Get attackers Going 
 All that said, Austin FC can’t just rely on 
outside help. Certain players already in Verde 
have to find their form to give the club a 
lift. Tomás Pochettino and Rodney Redes 
come to mind. Perhaps Redes’ stunner of 
a goal against Tigres gives him some con-
fidence he can carry into the next phase of 
the season. 
 Austin FC next plays the Seattle Sounders 
Thursday, July 22, at Q2 Stadium. The match

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 Many consumers’ first encounter with 
the term “Delta-8 THC” came from a 
February 2021 New York Times article about 
an Austin-based cannabusiness, Hometown 
Hero. Founded in 2015 by U.S. Coast Guard 
veteran Lukas Gilkey, the manufacturer 
and distributor of Delta-8 THC, CBD, and 
eJuice focuses on high-quality products and 
active donations to the Disabled American 
Veterans (DAV) organization. They’ve also 
been at the forefront of the fight against the 
Delta-8 THC ban in Texas.
 Gilkey and company teamed up with 
other Delta-8 vendors and the Texas Hemp 
Federation to stop House Bill 3948 in the 
2021 Texas legislative session. If it had 
passed, HB 3948 would have made Delta-8 
THC – a hemp-derived cannabinoid that 
was made legal through the 2018 Farm Bill 
– illegal. (This cannabinoid is psychoac-
tive like its more well-known counterpart, 
Delta-9 THC, and unlike the popular CBD.) 
After an agreement could not be reached 
on amendments between the House and 
Senate versions of HB 3948, the bill died.
 “Despite being a very young industry, we 
proved that the Delta-8 industry is capable 
of fighting overreaching and unnecessary 
cannabis regulation,” said Gilkey.

 Austin Chronicle: What’s your origin 
story into the cannabiz? Was there a specific 
life event, philosophy, or career trajectory 
that propelled you into the space?
 Lukas Gilkey: We have a great [YouTube] 
video that does a deep dive into the back-
ground on launching the company here. 
We started very small; in the early days of 
Hometown Hero, I was selling e-liquid to 
vapor shops as a cigarette alternative out of 
my car, but have now found myself the CEO 
of a rapidly growing developer and distribu-
tor of CBD and Delta-8 products.

This 
strategy allows us to remain agile and com-
petitive as a business. Currently, we are not 
concerned about Delta-8 THC being made 
illegal as the current presidential adminis-
tration is focused on legalizing marijuana.
 AC: Specifically regarding Delta-8 THC, 
tell us in your words what consumers can 
expect from the gummies. How is it experien-
tially different from CBD and THC (Delta-
9)? Are there differences in your Delta-8 
products compared to others in the space?
 LG: Our customers describe their Delta-8 
experience as a relaxing body sensation with 
a mild euphoric feeling but without the heady 
and potentially overwhelming side effects of 
Delta-9 THC (found in marijuana). The most 
significant difference between Delta-8 THC 
and CBD for a consumer is the impact seen 
when consumed. CBD has a much more sub-
tle effect on the body, where Delta-8 THC pro-
vides a more visceral and profound uplifting 
feeling.

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lar reputation – a niche based in diversi-
ty –  that continues post-pandemic. There 
will be new releases such as Tower direc-
tor Keith Maitland’s Dear Mr. Brody, and 
Without Getting Killed or Caught by Tamara 
Saviano and Paul Whitfield, exploring the 
life, love, and legacy of Guy Clark, the dean 
of Texas songwriters. The Essential Cinema 
series returns with Eric Rohmer’s era-de-
fining “Tales of the Four Seasons,” and 

the cinema can finally show 
the long-anticipated resto-
rations of Wong Kar-Wai’s 
core works. However, Nilsen 
and his team will be playing 
close attention to the recep-
tion within the program-
ming, so they’ll know where 
to put the most emphasis 
as the cinema gets back to 
normal. “It’s more poetry 
than science,” Nilsen said. 
“We’re not really sure what 
quadrants of the audience 
is going to come back and 
in what order. Could it be 
that older folks are a little 

slower to come back to the theatre? Could it 
be that the younger folks are broke?”
 For now, the team is just looking forward 
to the joy of the communal cinematic expe-
rience. Nilsen beamed about seeing the big 
opening weekend title – Questlove’s stunning 
documentary about the Harlem Cultural 
Festival, Summer of Soul ( … Or, When the 
Revolution Could Not Be Televised) – with 
a crowd. “Sitting in here, having it pumped 
up just a little bit louder than most movies? 
That’s going to be a little bit special.”

 Mark your calendars and grab your seat. 
AFS Cinema, the Austin Film Society’s two-
screen theatre, is back. After 16 months of 
pandemic shutdown, the movies return to 
the beloved arthouse institution on July 15.
 The cinema shuttered on March 17, 2020: 
the day the city of Austin limited all in-per-
son gatherings to 10 people. Picking a 
reopening date was a complex challenge, 
filled with major headaches. “The biggie 
was that we couldn’t afford to open twice,” 
recalled AFS Head of Film & Creative 
Media Holly Herrick. The society was 
already going to have to hold a big fundrais-
ing campaign to de-mothball the cinema, 
“and we did, and it was awesome.” The Next 
Picture Show campaign raised $155,378 
from 809 donors via GiveLively, comfort-
ably over their $150,000 target, but it would 
be tough to go back to members and friends 
and ask for that kind of cash all over again. 
Moreover, AFS could not and did not want 
to open before both the staff and its audi-
ence were going to be comfortable and 
as safe as possible coming back, and this 
meant waiting until “a post-vaccinated peri-
od. … When did it feel like the right time for 
the community to gather again inside?”
 That wait-and-see, safety-first approach 
meant keeping the cinema closed, and that 
was a full-time job for AFS Cinema Director 
Aaron Malzahn. He explained, “When 
everything first shut down, we cleaned 
up and stored any leftover concessions 
and turned off appliances to save power, 

knowing that we could keep the place dark 
and walk away for a week or two with-
out hurting anything.” As weeks turned to 
months, he set up maintenance routines, 
from keeping the dust at bay to checking 
the projectors to running steam through 
the espresso machine. “A building is a lot 
like a car sitting in the driveway,” he said. 
“If you don’t turn it on and run it from time 
to time, you will find that it just rusted out 
right under your nose.”
 That maintenance turned the cinema into 
an unexpected refuge for Malzahn during 
the winter’s big freeze. When the power went 
off in his apartment, he checked through 
apps and found that the electricity and water 
was still on at the cinema, “[so] my girl-
friend and I decided to brave the icy roads.” 
However, they couldn’t just hunker down in 
the warm. The cinema needed protecting 
from the cold, too. “[I] needed to check on 
the building itself and make sure there were 
no frozen or burst pipes, no leaks in the roof 
from the snow, and to try and turn off all the 
equipment that we could to save power and 
protect from any electrical surges.
 With the screens dark, AFS innovated 
and set up its own virtual cinema platform, 
AFS@Home. Rather than sending their films 
to conventional VOD, smaller distributors 
partnered with arthouse and indie cinemas 
like AFS to stream titles, providing a reve-
nue stream to help keep that vital section 
of the distribution ecosystem alive. “There 
was a success story narrative about virtual 

cinema,” said Lead Film Programmer Lars 
Nilsen, “but there was no way near as many 
people seeing it in virtual as would have seen 
even if we played it on a Monday night.”
 However, just because it was a limit-
ed success doesn’t mean AFS@Home ends 
once the cinema reopens. The team was 
surprised by how many viewers were rent-
ing from outside of Austin, in Dallas and Ft. 
Worth, and they are looking forward to inno-
vative programming, like 
providing a home for films 
that played at festivals but 
never got a distribution 
deal. Herrick suggested it 
could become “a supple-
mentary screen” that will 
complement what’s playing 
on the big screen. “Being 
able to put something on 
digitally that connects to 
what we have in the theatre 
is just another canvas for us 
to work on.”
 The priority now is get-
ting the lights on in the 
cinema. Behind the scenes, 
regular maintenance and upgrades made 
demothballing easy and, Malzahn said, 
“Front-of-house, we have a full Cinema 
staff in place, newly trained and ready to 
welcome and assist all guests.” However, 
there have been subtle challenges, such 
as reconnecting with old vendors and con-
tracting with new ones. He added, “Supply 
shortages are hitting many different dis-
tributors, and a lot of smaller businesses we 
used to order from are no longer around.”
 Programming will also be a vital element 
of reopening. Since opening the cinema 
in 2017, AFS had established a particu-

J Dear Mr. BroDy 
 D: Keith Maitland. (NR, 107 min.)
 Letters. So many letters. Tens of thousands 
of them, written on spiral note paper, on nice 
paper stock, on construction paper. Precisely or 
erratically typewritten, set down in ballpoint, felt 
tip, lead pencil, in flowing cursive or blocky print.
 Adorned with drawings, slogans, and car-
toons. Photographs and other ephemera 
enclosed, faces smiling and stoic, young and 
old. The sheer volume of letters becomes over-
whelming in both power and poignancy.
 It’s easy to see why filmmaker Keith Maitland, 
following up his award-winning doc Tower, was 
drawn to those letters, to those stories, for his 
new documentary, Dear Mr. Brody. But the story 
of those letters begins with the story of Michael 
Brody Jr., scion of a family whose fortune stems 
from the oleomargarine industry. Firmly rooted 
in Sixties counterculture, the 21-year-old mil-
lionaire announced in January of 1970 that he 
was giving away $25 million to whoever wanted 
it. All they had to do was write to him with their 
requests, and he freely gave out his address 
and phone number.
 His goal was world peace. If everyone was 
financially content, he reasoned, humanity could 
then move on to higher purposes, peace and 
love being chief among them. Naive, perhaps, 
but for almost two weeks, Brody and his new-
lywed wife, Renee, were hounded by crowds, 
the press, and hangers-on, and, briefly, Brody 
embraced it all. News interviews, a record deal 
with RCA, and an appearance on The Ed Sullivan 
Show; it was a whirlwind, and Maitland, having 
no shortage of archival material or interviews, 
lays it all out with that freaky flower power vibe. 
Brody quickly becomes weary of it all, going 
from earnest to disillusioned, unable to bear the 
burden of his campaign. Drug use, notably a lot 
of PCP, and serious mental health issues eventu-
ally sent Brody to a mental ward, and he ended 
up taking his own life three years later, in 1973.
 Contemporary interviews with Brody’s widow, 
his then-bodyguard, and assorted satellites 
around the story fill in the gaps. But it is 
Melissa Robyn Glassman, a film producer, who 
becomes the anchor of Dear Mr. Brody. While 
working for Hollywood heavyweight Edward R. 
Pressman, Glassman discovered a dozen boxes 
filled with letters to Michael Brody Jr. Pressman 
at one time had been attached to a film about 
Brody, and Glassman, rescuing the boxes from 
storage, became obsessed with them.
 Through reenactments with actors, voiceover 
recitations, and, in a number of cases, track-
ing down the letter writers themselves, having 
them read and remember their lives of half a 
century ago. And those lives create a moving 
record of need spurned by grief and hope. 
Letters of hard times for families, of desperate 
fathers and idealistic children, of forlorn women 
and crackpots. It is nothing less than a tapes-
try detailing the human desire for, yes, money, 

 As the great philosopher Frank Reynolds once 
pronounced, “Well, I don’t know how many years 
on this Earth I got left. I’m gonna get real weird 
with it.” So if you were expecting a return to his 
gritty yet soulful depiction of a blue-collar burn-
out from Joe for Pig, his eagerly awaited story 
of a man and his truffle-hunting swine, then Nic 
Cage has a surprise for you. Yes, he’s matched 
its world-weariness, but he’s injected 
the strange compassion of drunk-
ard’s prayer Leaving Las Vegas and 
the dusty gothic of revenger Mandy 
and cooked up something utterly 
unique, even in his eclectic canon.
 There is a peculiar bond between 
truffle hunters and their hogs, as 
shown by how his brindle-colored pig (Brandy) 
follows Robin (Cage) around, each gazing at the 
other with clear adoration. A recluse in many 
layers of shredded clothing, added like layers of 
bark but from the outside inward, Robin looks 
like an Oregon farmer on hard times, and his 
shack seems barely stable, like a hobo’s over-
night construct. But there is quickly shown to be 
more at play here, as a chapter title card gives 

the first insight that he’s not some hick with a 
pet pig. He is a man who has retreated from 
the world, and his only contact is a truffle deal-
er, Amir (Wolff, sporting a perfectly pretentious 
moustache). So when the pig is stolen, it’s Amir 
he begrudgingly turns to as chauffeur and fixer.
 The setup screams comedy, but there are no 
laughs here. It could also become an uncon-

ventional action-thriller, a porcine 
Unforgiven. Yet while there is vio-
lence, it is as something to pass 
through, not inflict. Wolff, wisely, 
realizes that there is no point 
in trying to match Cage, and so 
keeps Amir swept up in his orbit (in 
some ways reminiscent of Joaquin 

Phoenix in 8mm, another film about a bizarre 
subculture) rather than trying to compete for 
space. And why would you even try when Cage 
decimates those in his way: not with fists, or a 
silver axe à la Mandy, but with quiet, undeniable 
truths that cut to the core. Words cause people 
to crumble because he understands what they 
deny to themselves. An exchange about whether 
to open a high-end restaurant or a pub becomes 

Magic and Loss

a Damascene conversion; a request for an extra 
baked good opens up a sealed heart. Pig is an 
unexpectedly transformative experience.
 Robin is, in many ways, a vintage Cage 
character of the modern era, a taciturn broken 
warrior living in quiet away from the world. Just 
him and his pig. Director Michael Sarnoski 
knows well enough to leave the camera locked 
off on Cage, whether at a great remove where 
the entirety of his physicality can be absorbed, 
or closely, where those eyes that have seen 
eons can glimpse us and find something bigger 
than we knew we could contain. Because Pig 
is a meditation on what distracts us from life: 
money, pretension, pleasing people, memories, 
the fear of asking and of showing our true 
selves. Robin lives in the instant but sees the 
world in terms of centuries, eras, and epochs, 
and Pig lets us glimpse through those eyes.
 That resetting of perspective is invaluable. At 
a time when so many people are struggling to 
find something of value in their lives, when peo-
ple are fleeing jobs, cities, futures they thought 
they wanted, Cage has crafted a quiet solilo-
quy about grasping onto something that has 
meaning. In some ways, this is one of his most 
emotionally brutal films. But it’s also cathar-
tic, a story of realizing that you can strip away 
everything and find a meaning, a connection, 
that finally gives your life some definition.

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Yet there’s a feeling we’ve seen everything else 
before, in quirky violent comedy-dramas like 
Smokin’ Aces and, more recently, Hotel Artemis 
– or, even still in cinemas, Bob Odenkirk’s John 
Wick-a-like Nobody. There’s nothing wrong with 
this kind of big, silly entertainment, as summed 
up by Giamatti as the Firm’s accountant: He’s 
having the same (if more restrained) level of fun 
he had in the equally overblown Shoot ‘Em Up.
  Yet an idiosyncratic and self-referential world 
of gunplay and goons, running gags like not 
swearing around the children, plentiful needle 
drops, and a series of well-engineered set-piec-
es should add up to a lot more, especially when 
delivered with such panache. As much as Gillan, 
Headey, and the three Librarians (Bassett, 
Gugino, and Yeoh) of the gunplay apocalypse 
embrace the visual stylization and harshly 
annunciated dialogue, Gunpower Milkshake is 
immemorable. Like a decent milkshake, it’s fine 
while you’re consuming it, but chances are you 
won’t remember it after the last slurp.

gunPowDer Milkshake 
 D: Navot Papushado; with Karen Gillan, Lena Headey, 
Chloe Coleman, Paul Giamatti, Ralph Ineson, Carla Gugino, 
Michelle Yeoh, Angela Bassett, Michael Smiley.

  Assassins killing the wrong target invoke the 
wrath of the police. Assassins killing the right tar-
get invoke the wrath of the mob. The second of 
these truisms pulls the trigger on two-gun action 
flick Gunpowder Milkshake, as killer-with-almost-
no-conscience Sam (Gillan) gets into all kinds of 
turmoil when she puts a slug in the head of the 
son of gang lord Jim McAlester (a sadly underuti-
lized Ineson). Dressed like Carmen Sandiego on 
her way to a funeral, she was only doing what 
she has been ordered to do by her handlers, but 
McAlester isn’t the kind of man to be placated by 
such excuses, and so she has to go on the lam. 
Unfortunately, she ends up with a precocious and 
recently orphaned youngster (Coleman) to accom-
pany her escape and her own maternal abandon-
ment issues, having been dumped by shooter-
for-hire Scarlet (Headey) 15 years earlier in a 
1950s-style aluminum-sided diner that serves as 
a safe haven for every gunsel in the game.
  “Slick and stylish action-comedy” is a 
change of style for writer/director Navot 
Papushado, who turned heads in 2011 with 
Israel’s first horror film, the scathing Rabies, 
and then gave a grisly, cerebral spin to modern 
noir with crime drama Big Bad Wolves. Both 
were collaborations with Aharon Keshales, and 
while their long-promised Once Upon a Time in 
Palestine keeps gestating, he and Palestine’s 
third writer, Ehud Lavski, have penned a sly 
homage to the Poliziotteschi, the hyper-violent 
and wildly amoral Italian crime dramas of the 
1960s, and channeled it through the lens of 
bone-crunching Korean revenge dramas. A cool 
killer protagonist, ranks of sleazy heavies with 
slicked-back hair, rooms full of gray old men in 
dark suits glowering, treachery, bullets, rib-crack-
ing and jaw-breaking punches, the whole nine 
yards. The score from Haim Frank Ilfman 
definitely even channels Poliziotteschi favorite 
composer Franco Micalizzi, but there’s a more 
humorous element there too, deliberately refer-
encing his cowboy comedy Trinity in places.
  Gillan’s heavy hitter holds everything togeth-
er, with a combat style that depends on ingenu-
ity rather than being the fastest or strongest. 
Her sardonic exasperation hides a heart of 
tarnished gold and catches a character who 
has burned out the flight side of her survival 
instincts, and leans quickly on the fight aspects.

2001: A SPACE ODYSSEY

A HARD DAY’S NIGHT
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 A majority of I Carry You With Me takes 
place in the Nineties, following Iván (Espitia) 
and Gerardo (Vázquez). A color palette of soft 
pastels and neons evokes a swirling, luscious 
romance that engrosses the viewer, inviting 
them into Iván and Gerardo’s passionate rela-
tionship. Their initial meeting is something out 
of a Wong Kar-wai film: eyes meeting each other 
across the colorfully lit gay bar, quietly slipping 
into a room lit by the chaos of the night, close-
ups of impassioned kisses and soft caresses. 
It’s beautiful filmmaking from Ewing.
 But Gerardo isn’t the only one at the center 
of Iván’s heart: He has dreams of becoming a 
chef, not just for himself, but so he can build 
a career that supports his son. It’s because 
of this that Iván starts to consider immigrating 
to the United States, crossing the border to 
build a better future for his son. But chasing 
the American dream comes at a cost, and 
puts his relationship at risk. As the story dives 
more into Iván’s past, the romance Ewing did 
such a wonderful job building up starts to get 
overshadowed. I Carry You With Me tackles a lot 
– familial homophobia, immigration, and parent-
hood struggles, all of it crammed in to serve the 
“based on a true story” narrative, a narrative 
that starts to mold into documentary toward the 
end when the story catches up with the present.
 Ewing goes back to her filmmaking roots for 
the final moments of the film, melting documen-
tary components into her rendition of Iván’s story. 
There is a bold ambition when it comes to fusing 
documentary and narrative filmmaking, but it’s 
an extremely difficult path on which to find cohe-
sion. Editor Enat Sidi does her best, teasing in 
the real Iván prior to the film’s final third, but the 
contrast of documentary after such artfully direct-
ed narrative is too stark and feels bumpy. It’s a 
commendable experiment, and it’s truly touching 
to see the real faces behind the story, but it’s a 
contrast that’s too sharp to recover from.
 Admirable efforts aside, I Carry You With 
Me is still an enchanting mix of drama and 

romance, but also a timely, poetic love letter to 
Iván’s home country, Mexico. The colors that 
dance across his memories are wrapped up in 
the mole and charred chiles he cooks, a taste 
of the home he adores, a home he cannot 
return to in the near future for fear of being 
deported. In the end, it’s clear the “you” that 
Iván carries is not Gerardo at all, but the memo-
ries of a country he grew up in.

J roaDrunner: a FilM aBout 
anthony BourDain 
 D: Morgan Neville. (R, 119 min.)
 Popular indie musician Phoebe Bridgers has 
a song on her latest album called “Punisher,” 
about her hero, Elliott Smith, who died long 
before Bridgers could meet him. She wistfully 
sings in the chorus, “What if I told you/ I feel 
like I know you?/ But we never met.” For a long 
time, I contemplated if there was someone that 
important to me, someone I felt like I knew 
even though I never properly met them. Then, 
about 10 minutes into decorated documentary 
director Morgan Neville’s new film about Anthony 
Bourdain’s life and career, Roadrunner: A Film 
About Anthony Bourdain, Bridgers’ lyrics echoed 
in the back of my thoughts.
 The late food writer, television personality, 
and chef was a popular figure that meant a lot 
of things to a lot of people, including myself. It’s 
hard to not pour my connection with Bourdain 
into this review, a man who changed the way I 
ate, traveled, and viewed the world so signifi-
cantly. There is a distinct bond between the 
at-home viewer and the television host – an 
omnipresent figure who talks through the TV to 
you as if you’re a friend. Neville (Won’t You Be 
My Neighbor?, Best of Enemies) captures why 
Bourdain was so good at this, so beloved by 
so many. Through interviews with colleagues, 
friends, and family, Neville’s able to paint a pic-

ture of Bourdain’s impact, a man whose roman-
ticized vision of human connections permeated 
everyone he reached.
 Through archival footage and talking heads, 
Neville paints a portrait of Bourdain’s sinceri-
ty. Roadrunner celebrates his groundbreaking 
career, how he sculpted his profound sense 
of cool, and showcases the immense amount 
of love and respect he had from the people 
close to him. It’s much more than a greatest 
hits reel, and depicts Bourdain at his most 
brilliant as often as it depicts him at his most 
melancholy. Yet the filmmaker doesn’t shy away 
from Bourdain’s messiest habits, or his mental 
health struggles with addiction. The Kitchen 
Confidential author was cursed with a roman-
ticized view of the world, one where breaking 
bread and drinking wine at a table would make 
everything dark and tragic melt away: But in 
a heartbreaking outtake from an episode on 
Lebanon, Bourdain’s hopelessness starts to 
seep through the cracks, a bleak cloud hovering 
in the distance, unable to dissipate.
 One might wonder if three years after his 
death is too soon for a documentary about a 
man who, in the end, took his own life. Neville 
doesn’t sugarcoat the tragedy, and the final act 
of the documentary clearly depicts Bourdain’s 
mental health deterioration and gives a safe 
space for those close to him to funnel their 
complex emotions about their loss: Ex-wife 
Ottavia Busia, chef companions David Chang 
and Éric Ripert, and artistic equals like David 
Choe and Josh Homme cry, scream, and pour 
out their love for their long gone dear friend. 
Neville is able to tell a story of grief through the 
most important figures from Bourdain’s life, and 
how the battle of accepting his death will never 
be easy or clean.
 One of the hardest sections to watch is 
the “behind the scenes” of the heartbreaking 
Hong Kong episode of his CNN series, Anthony 
Bourdain: Parts Unknown, DP’d by the brilliant 
Christopher Doyle and directed by Bourdain’s 
final partner, actress Asia Argento (who is 
notably missing from the documentary). Neville 
is able to dive into the psyche of Bourdain’s 
last year as well as he can, carefully editing 
interviews and outtakes to connect that it was 
Bourdain’s addictive personality that ultimately 
broke down his mental health. His work here is 
akin to that of Asif Kapadia’s on Amy: a harrow-
ing account of how depression can absolutely 
ruin even the most romantic of humans.
 In the final reprisal of Bridgers’ chorus, she 
changes the tone of her song. “It’s for the best,” 
she muses, the crushing knowledge that meet-
ing your idols is not always what it’s cracked 
up to be. Bourdain was a true inspiration, 
and the sting of his passing still lingers. With 
Roadrunner, Neville is able to give the icon a 
send-off that’s tear-inducing and loving, a gift to 
those who will always be inspired by him.

 Since Summertime’s debut at Sundance in 
2020, director Carlos López Estrada has broken 
into the Disney family co-directing Raya and the 
Last Dragon, and he is currently attached to a 
live-action remake of Robin Hood. This career 
trajectory all makes sense while watching 
Summertime: a swirling, uplifting love letter told 
through the eyes of Los Angeles’ diverse youth. 
Estrada’s melodramatic ode is a sweet, colossal 
vision where the earnest risk doesn’t always 
land successfully – it’s a bumpy, chaotic ride of 
vignettes that tackles a sweeping amount of emo-
tions from a boisterous amount of characters.
 With Summertime, Estrada pivots from the 
rap-infused storytelling of his 2018 breakout, 
Blindspotting, to poetry, written and performed by 
26 artists that flow anthologically together, with 
characters constantly bumping into each other on 
sidewalks while others observe the fallout behind 
crystal clear restaurant windows. One of the 
central revolving door characters is Tyris (Winter), 
whose search for a hamburger sparks a Yelp war 
with all the gentrified restaurants across the city 
that have the audacity to sell a piece of toast for 
$15. It’s a statement that’s akin to Blindspotting’s 
messaging, one familiar to Estrada’s audience, 
but here his progressive mindset lands like unin-
tentional caricature, however genuine it may be.
 Summertime feels like a short concept that 
exploded, a parade of passionate idealism 
that’s reminiscent of La La Land’s dreamer 
escapism. There are times when the concept is 
harmonious, like in the anarchy of the fast-food 
establishment Smiley’s, a scene that is sharp, 
witty, and painfully relatable. It also happens 
to be the scene where the sprawling cast of 
characters finally unites, led by the fearless and 
kinetic Gordon (Ip), a young man tired of faking 
niceties at his grueling customer service-facing 
job (none so smiley at Smiley’s).
 The issue with Summertime is that it never 
finds its core. What made Blindspotting so great 
was its deconstruction of race within a friendship. 
There was always an anchor to sink your emotions 
into, characters so full that it hurt to see them in 
pain. There’s no weight to Summertime; it’s scat-
tered clutter of one-note personalities that move 
like cells along L.A.’s central nervous system.
 There is something to be said about good 
intentions in filmmaking, but Estrada’s sincerity 
overload feels like mush. Summertime’s boister-
ous enthusiasm sometimes finds an endearing 
spark, but it never erupts like the fireworks that 
scatter across the L.A. skyline at the film’s end. 
It’s a mess and it’s exhausting, with its heart 
always on the brink of exploding from its exhil-
arating optimistic nature. It’s exactly the kind 
of positive outlook that suits Estrada’s Disney-
bound family-friendly career.

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J the witChes oF the orient 
 D: Julien Faraut. (NR, 100 min., subtitled)
 What sorcery is this, this tempest darken-
ing the Eastern skies? This relentless deluge 
of streaking orbs pouring spikes from the 
heavens, leaving bruises and bewilderment 
scattered in its wake? Legends speak of a 
cadre of athletes whose fate was forever 
sealed together in blood and sweat, led by a 
demon driven with an insatiable hunger for 
complete and utter supremacy in the realm 
of volleyball. But first, some lunch. That’s 
how Julien Faraut begins his chronicle of the 
1964 Japanese women’s Olympic volleyball 
team, The Witches of the Orient. The surviving 
teammates gather together, sharing a meal, 
catching up. That these women, now gracefully 
aged by that cruel thief of time, share Olympic 
gold and an astonishing 258-game winning 
streak, has nothing to do with the black arts. 
The forces that converged to fashion this 
story, however, are no less magical for their 
lack of the supernatural.
 The whole “witches” gimmick was, of 
course, coined by a journalist, a tidy way to 
project the mystery and otherness of a coun-
try grappling with postwar recovery and iden-
tity. South of Osaka, at the Nichibo Kaizuka 
textile factory, the young women would work 
until midafternoon, then train well into the 
evening. Their coach, Hirofumi Daimatsu, 
was a World War II veteran, having led his 
soldiers through a harrowing retreat through 
the Burmese jungle. His rigorous, often brutal 
training style forged a group of players that 
would dominate the sport for more than a 
decade. The team’s surging popularity bur-
geoned national pride and spawned a cottage 
industry of manga and anime centered around 
the ruthless world of volleyball. Winning all 
their domestic matches, the team lost to the 
USSR in the 1960 world championships, but 
beat them two years later. But it was in the 
arena of the 1964 Tokyo Olympics where the 
squad, under intense international scrutiny, 
had to prove their mettle.
 As he did with his previous doc, 2018’s 
John McEnroe: In the Realm of Perfection, 
Faraut finds and obsesses over the rhythm 
of bodies in motion, using repetition and 
cross-cuts of the team’s training footage and 
gameplay with anime sequences and textile 
manufacturing. These collisions, set to music 
from Portishead and Grandaddy’s Jason Lytle, 
are the heart of Witches, hypnotic patterns 
of serene velocity. They serve as both decon-
struction of and momentum for the narrative 
tension that culminates in their ’64 Olympic 
match with the USSR. And while the con-
clusion of that game seems inevitable, the 
sheer badassery on display is nothing short of 
breathtaking, more powerful than any mystical 
incantation.

J unDine 
 D: Christian Petzold; with Paula Beer, Jacob Matschenz, 
Franz Rogowski, Maryam Zaree, Anne Ratte-Polle.

 “You said you love me. Forever.”
 This menacing reminder from Undine (Beer) 
echoes throughout Christian Petzold’s film of 
the same name, cutting like a dagger plunged 
directly into the heart. Undine, after all, is a 
fairy tale, derived from the classic 1811 novella 
by Friedrich de la Motte Fouqué about a water 
spirit who marries a knight to gain a soul and 
walk on land. Love is what connects her to the 
earth, breathes life into what used to lurk in the 
depths of the water.
 Petzold has a fondness for the deep desper-
ation of a woman’s love, the sticky pain of unre-
quited longing. Undine is no different, opening 
with a breakup that feels like whiplash, carefully 
conceived at a public coffee shop in the hopes 
of a scene not erupting. Distressed, Undine 
scurries to her job across the street, struck with 
disbelief that her lover would abandon her, and 
with blind passion rushes through her tour to 
try to get back to her ex, Johannes (Matschenz), 
before he exits her life forever. He’s long gone, 
but in her frenzy, she crashes into Christoph 
(Rogowski), a shy but strong industrial diver 
who instantly connects with Undine, the rushing 
waves of love at first sight overwhelming.
 Undine then lunges forward in time, to a point 
where Undine and Christoph have been together 
for a year. Even with the time jump, Petzold’s 
romance swims in noir intensity, with an under-
lying hum that hints their entangled lovers’ bliss 
is a needle prick away from bursting. Beer and 
Rogowski are reunited after Petzold’s previous 
success, Transit, their chemistry just as burning, 
just as intertwined and heavy. However, the mys-
tery of what Undine is hovers in plain sight, as 
Christoph takes her on a dive to show that her 
name has been carved into an old ruin. It’s the 
beginning of an enigma that turns into a cyclone 
of paranoia, especially when Johannes resurfac-
es. Like a siren call, Undine is drawn back to 
him, leaving Christoph a nervous wreck.
 The way Petzold’s longtime cinematographer 
Hans Fromm swishes the camera brings the 
watery lore to life. Towering buildings sparkle 
like stars, lush trees swirl in the wind, and 
Beer’s vivid red hair burns bright in the waters 
engulfing it. He brings a sensory experience to 
Petzold’s magnetic fairy tale, a true exploration 
of magical realism, delicate and refined.
 Undine’s hauntingly aching romance is 
enchanting, as thick as the feeling of inhal-
ing water into your lungs. There’s a drowning 
sensation to Petzold’s myth-building in Undine 
that’s totally engrossing, once again proving he 
is one of the world’s most exquisite love story 
composers. Undine’s a film made for whimsical 
water lovers, those who’d rather sink to a lake’s 
depths, fearless and wild.

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Cactus with the Unions budget, which is 
primarily made up of student fees. 
 “It would have been a violation of our 
board charter to take student money and use 
that to subsidize an external organization, 
and that’s what KUT is,” he says. “[KUT] has 
the ability to do something we don’t: fund-
raise money from the general community.”
 Under the previous agreement, the Unions 
budget did cover some management costs 
like employment of bar manager Chris 
Lueck. In response to this, Doggett says, 
“Yeah, but that was before I was on the 
board, and I said, ‘This is not justified.’ 
I’ve been pushing very hard to make sure 
anything that is not supporting our student 
activities is out of the question.”
  When asked about potential booking of the 
Cactus by student group Campus Events + 
Entertainment, Doggett says, “That would 
make a hell of a lot of sense, and be a lot 
cheaper than hiring somebody full-time to 
book a place that’s been losing money for a 
long time.”
 By the start of the fall semester, both 
Muñoz and Cactus Assistant Manager Amy 
Chambless will no longer be employed by the 
university. The next Unions board meeting will 
likely be held in September, where they could 
discuss the Cactus, but topics aren’t set until 
the week of. Open-to-the-public concerts will 
still take place in other campus spaces like 
Bass Concert Hall and the McCullough 
Theatre, just not at the Cactus.
 “We are committed to keeping the 
Cactus Cafe open as a music venue,” says 
Doggett. “The question is just how to do 
this without burning a hole in the budget. 
We’ll figure it out.”

The Drama Behind the 
Cactus Cafe Negotiations
 Last fall, KUT/KUTX’s 10-year agreement 
with UT-Austin to manage on-campus music 
venue the Cactus Cafe expired. By May, 
sources confirmed to the Chronicle that the 
local radio station decided not to renew the 
arrangement. Details remained murky as 
Cactus management and KUT directed ques-
tions to University media relations, which say 
the school “remains committed to continuing 
musical programming at the Cactus for years 
to come while creating a sustainable path 
forward for its operations.”
  With the historic venue currently employed 
for storage, documents obtained by the 
Chronicle utilizing an open records request 
reveal emotions ran high behind the scenes 
of negotiations. Accusations of unprofes-
sional behavior arising from both Cactus 
and university leadership, the intense web 
of communications involves tears, a human 
resources complaint, and the phrase “coor-
dinated pressure campaign.” The action 
centers on an April 23 meeting of 
the University Unions Board of 
Directors, which oversees the 
Cactus alongside student activi-
ties in the Texas Union building 
and other spaces. 
  Drama kicked off the day 
before, when longtime Cactus 
Manager Matt Muñoz sent an 
impassioned email to faculty members 
on the board, arguing for the cultural impor-
tance of the 42-year-old venue and detailing 
his own music industry experience. Muñoz 
took over in 2010 following manager Griff 
Luneburg, who established the Cactus as 
a musical destination and was employed by 
the university.
  “When I took this job, I got called every 
derogatory name for a Mexican American, 
because I was not the guy who was running 
the Cactus previously,” Muñoz wrote. “I was 
scared but I believed in the transformative 
power of this listening room. I’m so glad I 
stuck it out. We waded thru all the craziness 
from the 2010 press and community Save 
the Cactus Cafe campaign and we settled 
into a groove.”
 Referencing delays to negotiations, he 
added: “For the last 13 months, I have been 
waiting patiently for the [Unions] and KUTX to 
come to terms. It would be a shame for the 

University, the city and the nation to lose this 
great venue.”
 Board member Brian Roberts, a UT gov-
ernment professor present for Cactus dis-
cussions 10 years ago, forwarded the email 
to University Unions Executive Director Mulu 
Ferede. “And so it begins,” wrote Roberts. 
“I find this sort of communication completely 
inappropriate.”
 Roberts also criticized Muñoz’s letter in a 
separate email to multiple board members:
 “I find this to be an irregular and inappro-
priate ex parte communication. I don’t know 
if this is part of a coordinated pressure cam-
paign, but I think the Cactus Cafe discussion 
planned for Friday’s board meeting should 
be tabled until we have a much better under-
standing of this incident.”
 Despite concern, KUT discussed conditions 
for a new agreement at the next day’s virtual 
meeting. In order to cover the station’s annu-

al subsidy of $120,000 to support the 
Cactus, KUT requested more book-

ing opportunities at larger univer-
sity spaces such as the Union 
Ballroom and Hogg Auditorium, 
plus revenue from bar conces-
sions at shows, and a Unions 
investment of $50,000 over two 

years for Cactus improvements. If 
those efforts didn’t raise revenues 

enough to break even, the broadcasters 
also requested the Unions cover additional 
costs (revisit “KUT/KUTX Will No Longer 
Manage the Cactus Cafe,” Music, May 28). 
 On the Unions’ side, Ferede estimated 
KUT’s requests, including use of University 
rooms without rental fees, would produce an 
annual “negative impact” of $250,000 on the 
Unions budget. Ferede worried the station’s 
priority booking outside the Cactus could 
interrupt student events like the Madrigal 
Dinner and Texas Review. “We do not want 
to deprive students of dates when it is their 
student fees that pay for the spaces,” he 
said, according to meeting minutes.
 This is where diplomacy breaks down.
 Left out of the meeting minutes, but based 
on a human resources complaint filed by 
Muñoz against board member and business 
professor John Doggett, Muñoz jumped in 
to clarify that the Cactus team would “never 
book against student events.”

 Muñoz declined a request from the 
Chronicle to comment, but according to 
handwritten notes taken by a university HR 
consultant during an April 30 phone call with 
Muñoz, Doggett began “berating” him, yelling, 
“You do not get to interrupt our meeting! You 
are our guest!” Muñoz described the incident 
as “demeaning and demoralizing,” adding 
that he wasn’t aware of any guidelines for 
meeting conduct and that chat functions 
were disabled. The Cactus manager repeat-
edly said he felt like Doggett’s outburst 
“biased the meeting,” which included student 
board members alongside faculty. 
 The notes also indicate Muñoz “broke 
down crying after the meeting.” 
 Decision not forthcoming, the topic was 
tabled with a unanimous vote, motioned 
by Roberts and seconded by Doggett. In a 
recent interview with the Chronicle, Doggett 
says he was unaware of an HR complaint 
filed against him. He denies yelling at Muñoz, 
saying he “just interrupted him.”
 “I made it very clear he was out of order,” 
adds Doggett. “The director of KUT [Debbie 
Hiott] had spoken, and then [Muñoz] started 
speaking and I basically said, ‘This is not 
your meeting. You’re a guest.’ His boss was 
very polite, and then he got hot and bothered 
because it was clear we weren’t going to sub-
sidize his baby.
 “It would really be more interesting to talk 
about how rude he was, because he was 
very rude.”
 UT professor since 1989, Doggett joined 
the board in 2011, after the original KUT 
agreement. He says he has personally made 
donations to the local station, but disap-
proves of funding KUT management of the

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1) Eventide TimeFactor with Akai Headrush
“I’ve used that for everything since 2015,” Sharp reveals of his 
go-to delay pedal, the TimeFactor. “It’s got all kinds of cool 
band-pass delays and reversing. You can do two different speeds, 
you can do stereo, there’s a lot of modulation – it kind of does 
everything.” Conversely, the Akai Headrush he doubles it up with 
serves narrow application in his arsenal: “It’s not a great pedal – 
the digital delay sounds like shit and the looper’s real buggy – but 
one feature is awesome: a tap tempo tape delay that cascades. 
It’s really washy so it sounds great for big drums or it can add a 
Seventies sound to a distorted solo.”

2) Telecaster with Stratocaster Pickup
“I can’t help but use scales that make it sound like you’re watching 
Cinemax at 1am – real depressive and moody shit,” Sharp says of 
the patterns he plays on his trusty, workhorse Mexican Tele. Still, 
Synth Vehicles for Guitar thrives on dark-sunglasses axe-work he 
describes as “cool Eighties cocaine guitar,” notably the ZZ Top 
homage “Eliminator.” “Billy Gibbons can be moody and hazy too, 
‘I Need You Tonight’ feels like a movie soundtrack.”

3) Roland Juno-106
“I like polysynths. My first instrument was piano, taking lessons 
in Catholic school, so I’m used to doing a lot,” Sharp says of the 
classic Eighties analog unit, which, unlike a monosynth, can play 
multiple notes simultaneously. “It’s got great decay and the bass 
on it is really good, so it takes up space in the mix and lets me fool 
around with everything else. The voicing is also great for leads.”

4) Korg Minilogue
Sharp began using the Minilogue while recording gorgeous 
New Age music his wife, flautist Kristine Reaume, as Remember 
Ecstatic Duo. The versatile Korg offering remained useful on Synth 
Vehicles for Guitar for its automated functions like the locked 
arpeggios that percolate through compositions. “It’s a solid all-
around synth with a sequencer that does it all, sounds pretty 
damn good, and is cheap,” he attests.

5) Boss Dr. Rhythm DR-670
It seems absurd that Sharp, an accomplished drummer (Uniform, 
Impalers, Hatred Surge), uses a beginner’s drum machine, but the digi-
tal Boss model not only rendered the bass and beat groundwork of his 
latest album, its canned drumroll function came to be an epic-sound-
ing hallmark of Synth Vehicles for Guitar, particularly the crescendoing 
“Motor Pt. 1 – Vibrations.” “I thought it’d be cool if there was a big 
Dire Straits drum intro,” he says of the da-dum-da-da-da-da-dum 
hits. “It sounds like something’s flying by you while you’re driving.”

 Maneuvering a tour van in the darkness of night, the 
driver spots a distant city aglow that flares larger with 
every rotation of the tires, breaking the blackness and 
overwhelming your senses. Michael C. Sharp revels 
in this moment. On his latest album, Synth Vehicles 
for Guitar, the experimental soundscaper sought to 
convey such a sensation, as he calls it, “That feeling of 
moving onto something.”

 A high-octane blend of thick synths, revved up guitar, 
and programmed motorik beats, the Holodeck-issued 
cassette siphons influence from ZZ Top’s chrome boogie, 
Krautrock’s rhythms, and the tension of film scores. “It’s 
designed to sound cool while driving,” offers the multi-in-
strumentalist known for his compositions with space 
drone contingent Sungod. Here he breaks down the tools 
of his trade.

The home-
coming followed transformative 2020 LP Hannah, a 
master class in Read’s simultaneous mesmerizing 
musical breadth and cozy yet emotionally bristling 
songcraft. She settles into Austin with a debut 
performance, joining local artisan Claire Puckett 
(Mother Falcon, Hikes) for a return to the stage. On 
the latter’s May EP Dust, an intense, classically influ-
enced guitar core plunges delicate folk melodies to 
ghostly depths.  – Rachel Rascoe

Ben Buck Belated Birthday Bash
Empire Control Room, Friday 16
 There oughta be a part of this show where Ben 
Buck blows out 24 candles on a cake while beatbox-
ing. The Austin-born rapper, beatmaker, and human 
drum machine – known for his rhythmic vocal prosody, 
clever puns, and rowdy attitude – boasts a typically 
relentless 2021, issuing mouthwatering instrumental 
hip-hop LP Whatabanger, a spate of digital singles, 
and a must-see collaboration with hard-grooving 
horn section Big Wy’s Brass Band filmed in his family 
business, Antone’s Record Shop. Friday’s belated 
soirée doubles as a release show for Aux Cutter, 
Buck’s group with veteran producer Kevin Naquin 
and in-your-face rapper Nate Thee Great. Joining the 
ruckus are Chicago duo the Palmer Squares, who go 
heavy on the crafty wordplay, and insightful Denton 
rapper/beatmaker Pudge.  – Kevin Curtin

christine renner alBum release:  
heartBreaker
Empire Control Room, Saturday 17
 What Olivia Rodrigo hoped to create with Sour, Christine 
Renner executed by landing emotional whirlwind Heartbreaker 
on the best post-breakup albums list. Light and in good spir-
its, opener “In Love With Love” explores the honeymoon phase 
of hopeless devotion and charisma written by a cascading 
upbeat drum and guitar echo. Title track “Heartbreaker” 
bounces blame between lovers with a heavy bass as Renner 
states, “Didn’t I tell you I’m a heartbreaker/ Don’t forget I’m a 
damn good lover.” Blondie-esque riffs take over “Sweet,” while 
“Young Girl” runs on deep chords and jazz. Mental health and 
self reflection homage “Drown” finishes the retro-vibed mon-
tage with pure punch and heartache.

kalu & electric Joint, danilo ep release
Far Out Lounge, Saturday 17
 Kalu James approached artistic metamorphosis before the 
pandemic, but his quintet’s late June appearance at a sold-
out Continental Club evidenced new performance heights. The 
Nigerian-rooted singer, who’d already delegated rhythm guitar 
duties, possesses powerful frontman moves to complement 
his inspirational presence. Recent singles “Downfall,” about 
love conquering all, and “Mirror,” about how we see ourselves 
in our saviors, hit potently. Meanwhile, Brazilian-born local 
Danilo, owner of a sweet and soaring voice, christens his All I 
Want EP with enchanting melodic pop. Fresh off a rambunc-
tious guest spot during Matthew Logan Vasquez’s hit parade 
at Hotel Vegas last Saturday, Austin songwriting sage David 
Ramirez commands the mic second, after his frequent collab-
orator and in-demand producer Jason Burt, performing again 
after the headliner as Electrophunck.  – Kevin Curtin

the dead space, Borzoi
The Parlor, Saturday 17
 Quin Galavis went through some shit even before the 
pandemic hit, as explored in solo albums including 2019’s 
Victim/Nonvictim. That didn’t make the resurrection of his 
hibernating post-punk trio the Dead Space any less of a 
surprise. Seven years delayed, second full-length Chlorine 
Sleep spotlights the local trio’s tension-soaked chemistry. 
Which makes this show with Borzoi at esteemed punk pizza 
joint the Parlor a smart pairing. The local noise rockers, who 
share rostership on 12XU with Galavis’ crew, have been 
promising a new EP since 2019, so new songs should be 
aired alongside the requisite fan faves. Between the Dead 
Space’s brittle clangor and Borzoi’s brash crunge, crust may 
burn and mozzarella curdle.  – Michael Toland 

tortuga shades alBum release: 
revolving
Meanwhile Brewing, Sunday 18
 Melodically thought out and purposefully hand-crafted, 
Tortuga Shades’ first album Revolving hits heights some don’t 
reach until around LP No. 3. The local quartet produces a 
seamlessly woven and relevant collection of indie pop/rock 
forged on the repeating guitar pattern similarly found in a 
Neon Trees creation. Remembering the trials and tribulations 
of quarantine, “Comes Around” hypnotizes listeners with a 
catchy tune and relatable lyrics. “It’s easier to sink back into 
what feels right/ Plenty of times I’ve been broken down,” 
Nadia Lopez sings followed by an epic guitar break from Gian 
Diliberto. The leading yet relaxing drum from Wylie Sanchez 
on “Year of the Dog” pitches bassist Casey Popp a home 
run for “BMS” (Black Messenger Sparrow) and finishes with 
another ripper from Diliberto.

mary gauthier Book release &

Saxon Pub, Wednesday 21 
 Mary Gauthier writes songs as a salve, healing even as they 
dig deep into the wounds of trauma both personal and collec-
tive. Her new book, Saved By a Song: The Art and Healing Power 
of Songwriting, presents as a treatise of her process and belief 
in the redemptive potential of storytelling – threaded through a 
memoir of particular clarity and epiphanies. Gauthier, who didn’t 
begin her music career until age 35, finds art in confronting her 
past and grace in helping others take control of their narratives, 
an empathy she explores as core to her work with Austinite 
Darden Smith’s Songwriting with Soldiers program and Grammy-
nominated 2019 album Rifles and Rosary Beads. Gauthier 
sees songs as reagents that can change the world, the personal 
become the universal and vice versa, and nothing articulates 
that power better than her own music.   – Doug Freeman

damien Jurado, katy kirBy
Far Out Lounge, Thursday 22
  Ever since the February unveiling of Katy Kirby’s debut Cool 
Dry Place, I’ve kept the Spicewood native at the top of my pan-
demic-albums-to-see-live list. The frankly affirming LP from local 
imprint Keeled Scales serves up a raw, refreshing whirlwind of 
folk and indie rock. Unexpected twists and observational humor 
fuel the grand catharsis of “Juniper” and delicate communion 
of “Tap Twice.” While Kirby’s September opening dates with 
Waxahatchee already sold out Mohawk, long-haul experimenter 
Damien Jurado offers prime opportunity to experience the Texan. 
The regarded Seattle singer-songwriter, known for expeditions 
across roots and electronic, stripped down on homespun May 
album The Monster Who Hated Pennsylvania, Jurado’s first 
release on his own Maraqopa Records.  – Rachel Rascoe

A free afterparty continues at the Little Darlin’ in South Austin, where 
tribute producer Bill Bentley’s Austin institution the Bizarros play 7-8pm 
alongside Freddie Steady & Friends (8-9) and Coltern Cerny (9-10)

 Following up a landmark album remains an existential 
quandary of the music business since Thomas Edison invent-
ed the phonograph in 1877. Modify the predecessor’s blue-
print or reinvent the Victrola? And what if the work in ques-
tion is a tribute platter from 1990, Where the Pyramid Meets 
the Eye, 22 ripe and juicy covers plucked off the Roky 
Erickson/13th Floor Elevators vine and released on 
Halloween, including once-in-a-lifetime copyright borrows by ZZ 
Top, Butthole Surfers, R.E.M., Jesus & Mary Chain, Sister 
Double Happiness (Gary Floyd), and more?
 In the case of May the Circle Remain Unbroken: A Tribute to 
Roky Erickson, you revisit the source with an LP that spins 
like a bonus disc to the original.
 Last time, women proved scant in the boys club, Austin’s 
Lou Ann Barton standing out for her serrated “Don’t Slander 
Me” more so than her running with the aforementioned fac-
tion, and Ann Magnuson casting a deep, deep spell on “You 
Don’t Love Me Yet.” Here, she-wolves rule the roost. Neko 
Case unleashes her clarion cry on a largely a cappella nation-
al anthem to heart and hearth (“Be and Bring Me Home”), 
while country queen Margo Price continues rockin’ and rollin’ 

like a one-woman Fleetwood Mac with a nasally, slide-searing 
hurt on Erickson’s own Hound of the Baskervilles, “Red 
Temple Prayer (Two-Headed Dog).”
 Meanwhile, ever since Lucinda Williams donned the doctorate-
like gravitas of a Southern Gothic pastor, she can sing no wrong, 
so her muscled, propulsive statement of universal truth – “you’re 
gonna miss me, baby, when I’m gone” – sounds and resounds 
with reverberating inevitability on “You’re Gonna Miss Me.” Not 
to be outdone, Chelsea Wolfe follows in the ample footsteps of 
John Wesley Harding’s lithe “If You Have Ghosts” on Where the 
Pyramid Meets the Eye by pivoting from her predecessor’s loping 
pop kernel with a near moan that bristles with sensual tension 
amidst digital cicadas. When she intones, “I don’t want my fangs 
too long,” fan boys and girls will turn bright red.
 Men with guitars do their damndest to keep pace.
 Returning for another go-round of reinventing his mentor 
and friend, Billy Gibbons crunches “(I’ve Got) Levitation” like 
an ampule of amyl nitrate, complete with ZZ Top’s primary 
throat double-tracked alongside electric jug burbles at an 
Eliminator, “Got Me Under Pressure” tempo. Under three min-
utes, the drugs kick in immediately and it’s off to la-la land: 
13th Floor dimension between precognition and X-ray specs. 
Ty Segall transforms “Night of the Vampire” into a John 
Carpenter creature feature, its synth-buzzing Eighties video 

game alight – Space Invaders meets Genghis Tron. Beatlesque 
introspection from Jeff Tweedy on “For You (I’d Do Anything)” 
recalls Wilco backing Daniel Johnston, another sadly deplaned 
ATX musical savant. 
 The Black Angels, Gary Clark Jr. & Eve Monsees, Alison 
Mosshart & Charlie Sexton, and more abound on May the 
Circle Remain Unbroken. Folk noir jangle by Lynn Castle & 
Mark Lanegan for “Clear Night for Love,” the title track to a 
1985 French EP also yielding “You Don’t Love Me Yet,” 
“Starry Eyes,” and “Don’t Slander Me,” even echoes produc-
er/conceptualist Bill Bentley’s original successor to his pas-
sion project Where the Pyramid Meets the Eye, otherworldly 
1999 memorial More Oar: A Tribute to the Skip Spence Album. 
As the duo entwines astride a mandolin porch warbler of 
organic fiber, they transform the corporeal into the ethereal 
like Roky Erickson himself.  – Raoul Hernandez

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Dear Luv Doc,
 My cat hates my girlfriend and I don’t know what to do about 
it. She lives in Northwest Austin and only comes over 2 or 3 times 
a week, but she usually stays the night so it’s like she is living with 
me part time. She tries to be extra nice to him, but he won’t have 
anything to do with her. He won’t come into any room that she’s in – 
even if he’s hungry. I really want him to be comfortable around her, 
but I don’t know what to do. Any advice? – Concerned Cat Owner

 I think your best bet in this situation is to call a cat therapist – 
preferably one who does couples counseling – and see if they can 
resolve your cat’s issues with your girlfriend. Maybe there is some 
sort of regression therapy technique that could help your cat resolve his issues with your girlfriend. 
I know some people might say that with cats, talking doesn’t help, but that seems a bit defeatist 
to me. Talking might not help, but it certainly couldn’t hurt. Yes, it might get a bit expensive, but 
what’s a few hundred (a few thousand? I don’t know, I’m not a therapist, much less a cat therapist) 
dollars when it comes to your cat’s mental health? That’s the thousand-dollar question, isn’t it? 
Actually, let’s hope it’s a hundred-dollar question at most, but you get the idea.
 Bottom line is, pets are expensive, and I would bet that insane pets are insanely expensive – 
especially if they yank the leash out of your hand and run off and maul a toddler or something. 
Anecdotally, I can tell you that anytime I have seen someone’s pet go all Cujo, the owner is usually 
even more surprised than the person who’s being mauled. They always say something like, “I swear 
my 500-pound pet Bengal tiger has never mauled anybody before! He’s just a big pussycat!” Exactly, 
a big pussycat with a dismembered toddler’s arm hanging out of his mouth. How could they have 
possibly missed such a glaring mental health issue? It’s hard to imagine. Maybe not enough one-on-
one talk time? Pets have an annoying habit of defying our constant anthropomorphization of their 
instinctive animal behaviors.
 Now granted, I will be the first to admit that I have never had a cat who went on a hunger strike, 
and I definitely have never had a cat who went on a hunger strike because he thought my girlfriend 
was an asshole. (Oops! There I go anthropomorphizing again.) But it’s not unusual for cats – and real-
ly, pets in general – to distrust strangers, especially if they haven’t experienced a healthy amount of 
socialization. Honestly, the same could be said of humans. Some of them just get a little edgy when 
they’re around strangers. For all I know, your girlfriend might have a lot of anxiety about being around 
anxious cats.

The City will 
not be obligated to provide any 
funds to finance the Authorized 
Improvements, other than 
from assessments levied on 
the Property. The Petitioner or 
developer of the Property (the 
“Developer”) may also pay 
certain costs of the Authorized 
Improvements from other funds 
available to the Petition or the 
Developer, as applicable.
(d) Boundaries of the District. 
The District is proposed to 
include approximately 22 acres 
of land generally located east 
of Hwy 183 and north of TX-45, 
located within the corporate 
limits of the City and as more 
particularly described by the 
metes and bounds description 
attached hereto as Exhibit A. 
(e) Proposed Method of As-
sessment. The City shall levy 
an assessment on each parcel 
of the Property within the 
District in a manner that results 
in imposing equal shares of 
the costs of the Authorized 
Improvements on property 
similarly benefitted. The City 
may levy assessments to pay 
for the operation, maintenance, 
and other expenses related to 
the Authorized Improvements.  
Any assessments may be paid 
in full at any time (including 
interest and principal), and, if 
not paid in full, may be paid in 
annual installments (including 
interest and principal). If an 

assessment is allowed to be 
paid in installments, then the 
installments must be paid in 
amounts necessary to meet an-
nual costs for those Authorized 
Improvements financed by 
the assessments, and must 
continue for a period necessary 
to retire the indebtedness for 
those Authorized Improve-
ments (including interest). 
(f) Management of the 
District.
