 Advocates for women and children in Texas 
are required through home visitation programs. 
Maternal mortality, postpartum depression, sud-
den infant death syndrome, and domestic vio-
lence are just a few of the major issues plagu-
ing women’s and children’s health in Texas. 
Texas has some of the highest rates of mater-
nal death and depression. These issues tend to 
affect minority communities disproportionately. 
Education and limited resources leave women 
and children vulnerable to adverse health out-
comes or situations. Recently, in the 87th 
Legislature, House Bill 331, aiming to create 
an evidence-based universal home visitation 
program in Texas was rejected. Home visitation 
programs have individuals who can efficiently 
advocate for women and children.
 Evidence-based home visitation programs 
have been seen to improve maternal and child 
health issues. These programs consist of 
trained professionals that will visit the homes of 
families before, during, and after pregnancy in 
order to promote health. They educate and con-
nect families to resources as well as advocate 
for their health needs or goals. The mission of 

a home visitation program is to reduce domestic 
violence, prevent maternal death, increase fami-
ly education levels, promote positive parenting, 
and connect families to helpful community 
resources. In regions that have implemented 
programs, reduced rates of violence, maternal 
death, and neglect were seen.
 Home visitation programs that have individu-
als who can advocate for women and children 
in Texas are necessary to improve quality of life 
and health. It is imperative that Texans voice 
their concerns to their representatives and get 
HB 331 passed. Everyone, especially women 
and children, deserves an advocate. Join in 
advocating for women and children throughout 
Texas by supporting home visitation programs.

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 As the state plows forward with its 
plans to widen I-35 through Austin, many 
of us would like to offer a time-tested 
observation: The core of a city is a lousy 
place for a freeway.
 The state’s highway department, 
now known as the Texas Department of 
Transportation, has known this for a long 
time. As you head up I-35 from Laredo, 
you’ll pass by a series of towns that ear-
lier versions of the highway ran straight 
through. You can still go through the cen-
ter of those cities on I-35 today – but only 
on I-35 business routes, which run mainly 
on regular city streets. The I-35 freeway 
lanes loop around, avoiding the conflicts 
that come from blasting high-speed traffic 
through the heart of a community.
 You’ll find the same pattern across the 
state. The Texas stretch of I-35 alone has 
11 business routes, with non-freeway lanes 
running through city centers while the 
freeway lanes loop around. When state 
highways do pass through urban 
areas, the speed limit often drops 
to acknowledge the urban setting.
 Here in Austin, some of our 
major streets are officially des-
ignated as state highways. Most 
of these – like Burnet Road, Lamar 
Boulevard, Manor Road, and South 
Congress – have remained urban streets, 
or have become urban as they have been 
absorbed by city development.
 East Avenue, which eventually became 
the route of I-35, was a different story. For 
those in power in the mid-20th century, 
East Avenue wasn’t the center of the city; it 
was the edge. What lay beyond was, in the 
language of the 1928 City Plan, the “negro 
district,” with facilities intended to draw 
the Black population so that the rest of the 
city could be solidly white. Running a free-
way along this road was a heavy-handed 
way to fortify the barrier city leaders had 
been planning for decades.
 As Austin has grown up around I-35, the 
freeway has performed about as well as you’d 
expect, meaning not well at all. Interstate 
35 is by far the deadliest road in the city, 

accounting for about a quarter of Austin’s 
traffic fatalities. Even from the standpoint 
of moving traffic, I-35 in Central Austin is a 
failure, consistently ranking among the most 
congested roadways in Texas.
 TxDOT wants you to believe these prob-
lems can be fixed by adding lanes. But we 
know, from over 75 years of experience 
with highways, that adding lanes will only 
magnify the problems. It will also consume 
an even wider swath of the city: TxDOT is 
planning on condemning another 32 acres 
of land, wiping out more homes and busi-
nesses and taking the land off the tax rolls.
 It doesn’t have to be this way. Just as 
I-35 today goes around many cities, it could 
similarly go around Central Austin, and its 
current path could be redesigned as a busi-
ness route running on regular city streets 
like East Avenue used to be.
 This wouldn’t require building a new 
loop; existing highways that loop around 

the city center, like SH 130, US 183, and 
SH 71 could simply be redesignat-

ed. This concept has been on the 
table for at least a decade: In 2011, 
an advisory committee appoint-
ed by the Texas Transportation 
Commission recommended redes-

ignating SH 130 from Georgetown to 
SH 45 SE as I-35.

 Every time a freeway has been removed 
from an urban setting, the results have been 
impressive; New York’s West Side Elevated 
Highway and San Francisco’s Embarcadero 
Freeway are leading examples. Successes 
like these, along with heightened concerns 
about climate change and racial equity, 
have fueled a national movement in sup-
port of converting highways to boulevards. 
I-35 in Austin is now one of 15 highways 
featured in the 2021 “Freeways without 
Futures” report published by the Congress 
for the New Urbanism.
 Running I-35 through the heart of the 
city wasn’t just a hapless mistake; it was a 
deadly blunder with racist underpinnings. 
We now have a once-in-a-generation chance 
to rethink this decision. Let’s get it right 
this time.  n

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 By the time you read these words, a fed-
eral judge will have ruled on whether the 
Texas Department of Transportation can 
make the historic community of Oak Hill 
into roadkill.
 Since it seems like forever ago, the 
“Y” intersection of U.S. 290 and Texas 71 
in Southwest Austin has been slated to 
become a freeway flyover. Most everyone 
who drives on U.S. 290 West favors such a 
project – that is, until they learn the specif-
ics of this wasteful plan:

• Most of a decade of traffic congestion, due 
to unnecessary construction chaos
• Most of a billion dollars burned on just 4 
miles of road
• A mile of double-decked freeway sending 
noise and blight deep into neighborhoods
• Bulldozing more than 200 heritage trees
• Digging 30 feet down through limestone 
rock, above the aquifer that feeds 
Barton Springs
• Doubling pavement in an envi-
ronmentally sensitive location
• Losing a potential greenbelt 
on Williamson Creek
• A new concrete plant in resi-
dential neighborhoods
• Historic buildings overshadowed 
by a 12-lane wide, elevated freeway

 Of course, we need a new road, but this is 
a little like dynamiting your home to get rid 
of cockroaches.
 Common sense says it’s unreasonable to 
destroy an irreplaceable natural heritage, 
spend most of a billion dollars, divide a 
community, and risk a public water supply 
if there’s any alternative available that can 
do the job at less cost. In this case there 
clearly is.
 Since 2005, Southwest Austin residents 
under a banner of “Fix 290” have asked for 
a ground-level version of a new U.S. 290 
freeway that can serve traffic needs without 
harming the local community. The U.S. 290 
freeway was originally supposed to be all 
on the ground level, in TxDOT plans first 
approved in 1988. TxDOT now wants all 
the freeway mainlanes in the air or below 
ground.

 Six lanes in the air or below ground don’t 
add any vehicle moving capacity. This was 
purely a gift to contractors and a theft from 
taxpayers.
 While the height of the project was 
changed, the proposed width never 
changed from the 1988 plan – 12 lanes. 
This is six freeway lanes, with six lanes of 
frontage roads – also known as “feeder,” 
“service,” or “access” roads. The frontage 
roads add only about 10% more capacity to 
the proposed freeway, so they are an ineffi-
cient use of space.
 For a mile-long floodplain of Williamson 
Creek, the frontage road forces removal of 
the heritage trees (100- to 300-year-old oaks, 
sycamores, and other hardwoods).
 A citizen group commissioned a “Livable 
Oak Hill” design in 2018 (saveoakhill.org/
livable-oak-hill), which proposes a near-

by boulevard less than a hundred yards 
further north, instead of a front-

age road, to save the trees and 
Williamson Creek.
 This boulevard plan would 
supply a pedestrian- and tran-
sit-friendly alternative near 
the new freeway, plus allow 

for a new greenbelt park on 
Williamson Creek.

 The Fix 290 group back in 2005 
had asked for a “parkway,” defined as “a 
freeway without frontage roads,” for this 
1-mile section parallel to Williamson Creek.
 A genuine parkway option is possible. 
TxDOT even built one – State Highway 45 
Southwest. This freeway without frontage 
roads, all built on ground level through 
nature preserves, cost only $109 million to 
build nearly 4 miles.
 While a genuine parkway for Oak Hill 
would be different in particulars – there 
will be more utility relocations, and the area 
of new construction a bit longer than SH 
45 SW at about 5 miles long – this real-life 
example tells us there’s potential to save as 
much as $500 million, plus a lot of trees and 
time (beloved Barton Springs too!).

 At press time, Oak Hill Neighbors (an 
upper-case organization, not just a bunch of 
lower-case people) and the Texas Depart­
ment of Transportation are weighing their 
next moves after U.S. District Judge Robert 
Pitman issued a slightly overdue ruling 
against the Save Barton Creek Associ a tion 
and other plaintiffs seeking to stop construc-
tion of TxDOT’s planned Oak Hill Express­
way. Pitman ruled that the agency’s environ-
mental review process, which discounted the 
plaintiffs’ more humane Oak Hill Parkway 
alternative to rebuilding US 290 and Texas 71 
through the Y (see “Trade-Offs and Through-
put,” Aug. 6,) was sufficient.

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Can Austin  
Handle Its Heat?
UT partners with city, community orgs to find solutions 
for residents feeling it the most  by Lina Fisher

 For the past 20 years, heat waves have 
gradually worsened in Austin, with the 
number of triple-digit days steadily increas-
ing. Climate scientists believe this upward 
swing in extreme heat is in part due to a 
“heat island” effect, in which urbanized 
communities become pockets of higher 
temperatures relative to outlying areas, as a 
result of several factors.
 Dr. Dev Niyogi, a professor at UT-Austin’s 
Jackson School of Geosciences and Cockrell 
School of Engineering, is working to better 
understand Austin’s heat island effect as 
part of a collaborative study to identify 
which neighborhoods are feeling the extreme 
heat the most and find potential solutions. 
The project builds on a heat study Niyogi 
helped pilot last summer with the city’s 
Office of Sustainability, UT Health Austin, 
and Go Austin/Vamos Austin in East Austin. 
Relying on NASA satellite data that showed 
a “very distinct” hot spot east of I-35, UT 
researchers and GAVA volunteers attached 
temperature sensors to their cars and drove 
around East Austin collecting on-the-ground 
data. This June, the study was one of only 
four urban heat projects chosen by the 
National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration to receive a two-year grant.
 Heat islands form for myriad reasons, 
including cities’ abundance of black 
asphalt, which absorbs more of the sun’s 
heat than natural landscapes, such as tree 
canopies, during the day and reemits the 
heat at night. Marc Coudert, environmental 

conservation program manager with the 
Office of Sustainability, says high nighttime 
temperatures can be as dangerous for 
humans as extreme daytime temperatures, 
posing a risk for heat-related deaths and 
illnesses since the human body can’t cool 
down and recover. The effect can also con-
tribute to air quality problems with elevated 
air pollutants, including ground-level 
ozone, which forms as a result of sunlight 
mixing with stagnant air to create smog. As 
Austin’s hottest months – March-October – 
become hotter, the prevalence of ground -
level ozone will only increase.
 The harmful impacts of Austin’s heat 
island effect aren’t felt equally citywide. 
Preliminary heat mapping last summer 
found that East Austin experiences the city’s 
highest temperatures, likely due to the pres-
ence of more asphalt from the area’s earlier 
designation as the city’s industrial zone, 
home to the former tank farm and the Holly 
Power Plant. Certain communities are also 
less equipped to mitigate the effects of 
extreme heat, which researchers measure by 
“vulnerability mapping” the factors that 
make people more susceptible, such as resi-
dents who live alone or are non-native 
English speakers and might have difficulty 
accessing resources. On the other hand, 
higher incomes increase access to heat- 
mitigating resources like air conditioning.
 “I think the important perspective is under-
standing cascading impacts and how poverty 
makes climate change a lot more severe,” said 

Record-Breaking Murder Count,  
still a Low Murder Rate. Huh!
 When the Chronicle first ran this chart, Save Austin Now was still gathering signatures to put its costly 
police staffing initiative on the ballot. At the time, we wrote: “The Fear-o-Meter is cranked up to 11, as SAN sim-
ply states as fact that Austin is in crime-wracked chaos, which gets repeated over and over by reporters who 
should know better.” That election is coming up Nov. 2, so the Austin Police Association and the GOP opera-
tives who run SAN are cranking the Fear-o-Meter up to 15 or so. So here we are again! As of Tuesday, Sept. 14, 
Austin has seen 60 homicides in 2021, the most since 1984, when the city had fewer than 400,000 residents. 
We officially had 961,855 residents a year ago, at the 2020 census, increasing at 2% a year, so now more than 
980,000. That means the current murder rate is just under 6.0 per 100,000, compared to 15.0 per 100,000 in 
1984. As a reminder, the SAN-backed Proposition A will, if approved, link the size of Austin’s police force to the 
city’s population, not its crime rate. – Mike Clark-Madison and Austin Sanders

Coudert. “What we lose in these maps and the 
satellite data is the lived experience.”
 The essential point of contact between the 
researchers and community members’ lived 
experiences is GAVA, which is currently 
gauging residents’ perception of heat in the 
study area. Frances Acuña, an organizer with 

GAVA, has so far conducted 20 interviews in 
the Rundberg, St. Johns, and North Lamar 
neighborhoods. Acuña said many residents 
have described heat exhaustion without rec-
ognizing it. “Many of their husbands are con-
struction workers and they come home with 
all of these heat-related side effects. They get

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headaches, they’re nauseous.” GAVA is plan-
ning block-walking events to spread infor-
mation so people can correctly identify and 
treat symptoms of heat-related illnesses, and 
aims to also involve residents in mitigation 
efforts such as tree-planting 
days. Residents are calling 
for more green space, as well 
as shade at bus stops, said 
Acuña.
 Though the study is still 
in its information gathering 
phase, there are many exist-
ing cooling strategies to con-
sider, encapsulated by C40, a 
coalition of 97 cities working 
toward sustainable growth, 
in its “Urban Cooling 
Toolbox.” C40’s suggestions 
for green infrastructure 
(trees, permeable pavement), 
blue infrastructure (drinking 
fountains, public pools), poli-
cy (cooling tax rebates, heat 
emergency response plans), 
and more could help guide Austin’s con-
struction boom in a cooler direction. Niyogi 
says computer models, like those used for 
the weather forecast, help play out different 
mitigation strategies, like light-colored or 
reflective coating on roads that could repel 

heat – a strategy that Los Angeles and San 
Antonio have already experimented with to 
varying results. Still, Niyogi emphasized the 
importance of individualized mitigation 
efforts. “Each city has a unique experience, 

so we can’t just take their 
data and make our plans,” he 
said. “It has to come out of 
this study.”
 Some cooling experiments 
could happen sooner than 
later, however, as Coudert 
plans for a surface coating 
pilot as early as next year 
and to start tree-planting 
strategies in October. But 
before any formal moves are 
made, it’s important to “hear 
from people what they actu-
ally need, and not just 
assume,” he said. Until then, 
UT, GAVA, and participating 
city departments conduct 
biweekly progress updates. 
“That is exactly what I call 

‘good science,’” said Niyogi. “There are pas-
sionate community people and willing and 
able policymakers all working together and 
saying, ‘How can we make something bet-
ter?’ And in this case, it happens to be our 
city. We are all invested in that.” n

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Caldwell County Landfill Opens 
After Years of Dispute
 In 2013, when a Georgia waste company 
proposed a 17-story landfill in Caldwell 
Coun ty near Lockhart, neighboring land-
owner Frank Sughrue contacted the Texas 
Com mis sion on Environmental Quality. 
He expected its support: “We’re in the flood-
plain, it’s in our water [supply, over the 
Carrizo-Wilcox Aquifer]. I said, you know, 
this is probably gonna be a five-minute con-
versation when you guys come out and take 
a site visit, because when you see where 
they’re gonna put this thing, you’re gonna 
go, ‘You ain’t putting a landfill here.’”
 Eight years later, the 130 Environmental 
Park now sits, a municipal solid waste 
(MSW) landfill that opened to customers 
this May. Sugh rue and other adjacent land-
owners teamed up with other stakeholders 
to try to keep the project from being built: 
local activists, organized as Environmental 
Pro tec tion in the Interest of Caldwell 
County; the owners of the nearby Texas 
Disposal Sys tems landfill and other proper-
ties; and Caldwell County itself, which 
adopted an ordinance in 2013 aimed at pro-
hibiting waste disposal at the site. This 
coalition challenged the 130 EP permit at 
TCEQ, which after two years of contested 
case hearings granted the final permit in 
September 2017. Then the opponents filed 
suit, lost that case in district court, then 

went to the 3rd Court of Appeals, which in 
late July upheld the decision that finally 
allowed 130 EP to operate.
 Throughout, the opponents have 
expressed the same concerns Sughrue did 
eight years ago, about 130 EP’s close prox-
imity to the 100-year floodplain of Plum 
Creek and to the Leona Aquifer and 
Carrizo-Wilcox Aquifer recharge zones. In a 
contested case hearing in 2015 and again in 
district court, they argued that 130 EP’s 
geologist’s testimony – which included that 
the site has “less groundwater than any 
other [MSW landfill] site he has worked on” 
– should be thrown out, as he had discarded 
crucial boring tests that are required for a 
permit application, and thus his results 
can’t be verified. They also challenged the 
agency’s determination and lower court’s 
ruling that the 130 EP project was grandfa-
thered and not subject to the Caldwell 
County disposal ordinance, adopted in 2013 
while the landfill owners’ TCEQ permit 
application was still incomplete.
 Sughrue noted the distance between the 
property line and the boundary of the land-
fill, an area crossed by trucks “that are 
going into this waste, and [getting] gunk on 
the tires. You basically have to … cross the 
floodplain to get to [the wheel wash station], 
so if it comes off the truck onto the pave-

ment, heavy rains will then put it in these 
two floodplain creeks, which then run down 
to Plum Creek.” The Plum Creek 
Conservation Dis trict registered similar 
concerns about runoff during the prolonged 
permitting process.
 There have also been concerns that 130 
EP hasn’t properly planned for a major 
storm event, which could overwhelm the 
nearby downstream Soil Conservation 
Service Site 21 dam, a “high-hazard” dam 
where “failure or mis-operation of the dam 
is expected to result in the loss of human 
life,” according to Caldwell County’s 2017 

objections to the permit. In response, 130 
EP cites TCEQ’s decision that the project 
would have a “negligible” impact on the 
dam and its reservoir, which the 3rd Court 
wrote in its opinion appeared to be “reason-
ably supported by the record.”
 “It’s aggravating to go through that, and 
then have it happen [anyway] when you 
think that TCEQ is there for us,” says 
Sughrue. “This” – the site and its runoff – “is 
in our water, guys. Your own permit says it, 
the borings show it, and the TCEQ allowed it. 
That’s my whole fight, is this landfill should 
not be where it’s sitting.” – Lina Fisher
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City, state Redistricting Panels Face Public
  As new maps for Austin’s 10 city council districts 
become public this week, the Texas House Redistricting 
Committee is holding its final public hearings before the 
third special session of the 87th Texas Legislature – to be 
dominated by mapmaking for both the Lege and Congress – 
kicks off Sept. 20.
 The two processes couldn’t be more different. The city’s 
Independent Citizens Redistricting Commission is a 
group of more or less ordinary Austinites, vetted by outside 
reviewers and bound by oath to stay out of city politics for the 

next decade, operating under highly prescriptive rules that 
were enshrined in Austin’s City Charter in 2012, when voters 
approved the current 10-1 district system. The following year, 
the inaugural ICRC drew the lines that this decade’s commis-
sion agreed to use as the basis for its new map.
 At its meeting Wednesday, Sept. 15, as the Chronicle went 
to press, the ICRC was set to adopt a preliminary map, based 
on work done by its redistricting expert George Korbel on 
alternatives to equalize the 10 districts based on 2020 cen-
sus data, with Northwest Austin’s District 6 needing to shed 
the most inhabitants and Northeast Austin’s District 4 need-
ing to add the most. This Saturday at Gus Garcia Recre a tion 
Center is the first of four public forums (as required by the 
charter) at locations throughout Austin, before the ICRC adopts 
its final map by Nov. 1 for use in next year’s council elections.
 That deadline is more than six months prior to the begin-
ning of candidate filing for those elections; the ICRC rules 
had to presume a potential May municipal election date, as 
voters were asked on that same 2012 ballot to shift council 
races to November. The Legislature faces an equally ambi-
tious timeline, but without the layers of accountability and 
public trust-building that the ICRC contains by design. Kind 
of the opposite of that, in fact.

 “Administrative hurdles and a lack of transparency have 
choked participation in the redistricting process by the people 
who call Texas home,” Genevieve Van Cleve, Texas director 
of the national Democrats’ redistricting action effort All on the 
Line, told the Chronicle. “There has been no sustained infor-
mation about these hearings released to the public. Unless 
you’re a lawyer, lobbyist, legislator, or advocate, I’m not sure 
how you would know when, where, and how to participate.”
 Van Cleve did note that Senate Redistricting Chair Joan 
Huffman, R-Houston, said there would be public hearings of 
that committee during the upcoming special session, but that 
House Redistricting Chair Todd Hunter, R-Corpus Christi, has 
yet to do the same. The Chronicle will have more redistricting 
coverage next week.  – Mike Clark-Madison

 Once again this year, political Austin’s favorite 
fall schmoozefest will be a Zoomfest instead. The 
annual Texas Tribune Festival begins this coming 
Monday, Sept. 20, with six days of programming 
delving into policy and politics from the local to the 
global. TribFest 2021 (or #TribFest21) has the unusual 
task of competing this year with the real-life political 
festival of the third special session of the 87th Texas 
Legislature as it completes its still-mysterious redis-
tricting drama (see facing) and as the state clashes 
with the Biden Justice Department over Texas’ new 
draconian six-week abortion ban (see p.16).
 These and other topics will likely have the 
Tribune’s producers working until the last minute to 
keep the festival’s prerecorded watch-on-demand 
programming current with events. Most of the 
few sessions being presented live are reserved for 
premium ticket holders, though some are set aside 
for Texas Tribune members or for students, who 
continue to receive steep discounts to attend – a 
holdover, in part, from TribFest’s first days as an 
event held on the UT-Austin campus.
 Then again, if you’re investing in a TribFest ticket 
you might want to focus on topics you haven’t seen 
in the news every day. Like, how are Joaquin and 
Julián Castro doing? Remember them? Are they 
running for something? Perhaps they will make 2022 
news in their session premiering Sept. 23 at 8am. 
(Or, in Julián Castro’s case, earlier at his VIP live ses-
sion with Tribune CEO Evan Smith, Monday at 1pm.)
 If all you care about is 2022 politics, you can 
start Monday bright and early at 9am (or on 
demand thereafter) with Pennsylvania Lt. Gov. 
John Fetterman, the colorful maybe -favorite in 
that state’s upcoming U.S. Senate race. Later in the 
week you can catch one-on-ones with the two GOP 
candidates for Texas Attorney General who aren’t 
the indicted incumbent: Land Commissioner George 
P. Bush (Sept. 25, noon) and former Texas Supreme 
Court Justice Eva Guzman (Sept. 24, noon). Or you 
can hear from two national spinmeisters of yore, 

Obama sidekick Robert Gibbs and Bush family 
friend Karl Rove (Sept. 25, noon), because why not?
 Now, if you seriously don’t want to hear about 
the 2022 horse races, you can instead go into the 
paint with NBA Hall of Famer (and new Austinite) 
Chris Bosh and tennis legend (and longtime 
Austinite) Andy Roddick as they talk about “sports 
and politics and politics as sports” (Sept. 21, noon). 
Or hear from theologian Russell Moore, one of 
the leading thinkers of the religious right, about 
his surprising, but maybe inevitable, split from the 
Southern Baptist Convention (Sept. 22, 2pm). Or 
grapple with the global climate emergency with 
the help of three near -legendary Texas experts 
– Texas Southern’s Robert Bullard, the Nature 
Conservancy’s Katharine Hayhoe, and UT-Austin’s 
Michael Webber (Sept. 22, 9am).
 There will, of course, be plenty of programs 
featuring Texas lawmakers and leaders, and dis-
cussions of redistricting and reproductive rights 
and racism and COVID-19 and crime rates and 
everything else ripped from the headlines.

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Feds Escalate Challenges to SB 8
Biden’s DOJ sues, files emergency motion to block 
Texas abortion ban  by Mary TuMa

 The U.S. Department of Justice has 
escalated its legal challenge to block the 
new Texas law that has prohibited most 
legal abortions in the state, even as Roe v. 
Wade remains the law of the land.
 On Tuesday, Sept., 14, the DOJ filed an 
emergency motion in the U.S. District 
Court for the Western District of Texas 
seeking a temporary restraining order or 
preliminary injunction enjoing the enforce-
ment of Texas’ new restrictive abortion law, 
Senate Bill 8. “The United States has the 
authority and responsi-
bility to ensure that 
Texas cannot insulate 
itself from judicial 
review for its constitu-
tional violations and to 
protect the important 
federal interests that 
S.B. 8 impairs,” writes 
the DOJ in Tuesday’s fil-
ing. “This relief is neces-
sary to protect the consti-
tutional righs of women 
in Texas and the sovereign interest of the 
United States.” The DOJ’s move comes 
after it first sued the state Sept. 9; that suit, 
expected to be heard by U.S. District Judge 
Robert Pitman (an Obama appointee), 
slams Texas for enacting its law “in open 
defiance of the Constitution” and calls it a 
“flagrant deprivation of rights.” In the law-
suit, the Biden administration is asking the 
court to grant a permanent injunction 
against the law, which was drafted to make 
it difficult for providers and advocates to 
challenge it in court
 “It takes little imagination to discern 
Texas’ goal – to make it too risky for an abor-
tion clinic to operate in the State, thereby 

preventing women throughout Texas from 
exercising their constitutional rights, while 
simultaneously thwarting judicial review,” 
the lawsuit reads. Senate Bill 8 – adopted 
by the Texas Legislature in May and in 
effect since Sept. 1, after a 5-4 U.S. 
Supreme Court declined to act to stop it – 
bars abortion care once embryonic cardiac 
activity is detected, which is around six 
weeks, with no exceptions for rape or 
incest. Since about 80% of women don’t 
realize they are pregnant at that point – 

only two weeks after a 
missed period – SB 8 
amounts to a near-total 
ban. (SCOTUS will hear 
a case later this year 
where Mississippi has 
explicitly asked for Roe 
to be overturned.)
 The 1973 Roe ruling’s 
protection of the right to 
abortion care before fetal 
viability has been upheld 
many times, including in 

cases from Texas. In those cases, the state 
was sued to block its enforcement of anti-
choice laws. To get around that, SB 8 
empowers any private citizen, anywhere, to 
sue Texas abortion providers or anyone who 
“aids or abets” an illegal abortion. Plaintiffs 
who prevail are guaranteed at least $10,000, 
creating what’s widely seen as a boun-
ty-hunting scheme that has, for now, 
brought almost all abortion care in the state 
to a halt.
 “The act is clearly unconstitutional under 
longstanding Supreme Court precedent,” 
said U.S. Attorney General Merrick Gar-
land as he announced the suit. “This kind 
of scheme to nullify the Constitution of the

United States is one that all Americans, 
whatever their politics or party, should fear.
 “If it prevails, it may become a model for 
action in other areas in other states,” said 
Garland. Indeed, other GOP-led states, 
including Florida, Arkansas, Ohio, and 
South Dakota, have expressed interest in 
adapting the Texas vigilante scheme; states 
that have adopted “heartbeat” bans (the 
first was in 2011) without the private 
enforcement provision have all seen them 
blocked in court. President Joe Biden has 
called the draconian law “un-American” and 
“an unprecedented assault on a woman’s 
constitutional rights under Roe v. Wade.”
 Abortion rights advocates, who had filed 
suit in July to challenge SB 8 only to have 

those court proceedings halted in late Aug-
ust by the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals, 
hailed the DOJ lawsuit. “It’s a game chang-
er that the Department of Justice has 
joined the legal battle to restore constitu-
tionally protected abortion access in Texas 
and disarm vigilantes looking to collect 
their bounties,” said Nancy Northup, pres-
ident and CEO of the Center for 
Reproductive Rights. “Right now, and 
every day this law is in effect, patients are 
being denied access to essential health 
care,” she continued, “and the hardest hit 
are people of color, those struggling to 
make ends meet, undocumented immi-
grants, and others with pre existing obsta-
cles to access health care.” n

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 “A lot of people ask me that,” Shogan 
says. “I just – I didn’t know what I wanted to 
do after high school in Pittsburgh. I wanted 
to do art, but my family wasn’t very sup-
portive of that. I actually went to SCAD for 
one semester, before I freaked out and quit. 
I felt like I didn’t belong, like it was all art 
kids – and I wasn’t from that background. 
I’m from a middle-class family, and they 
weren’t super artsy – my family’s all engi-
neers or steel mill background – and I felt 
like I didn’t fit in. Like I wanted to do some-
thing that wasn’t art. So I kinda freaked out 
and quit and just worked for a while.”
 But even that work wasn’t in stone – or 
set in stone. 
 “I moved to Arizona,” says Shogan, “and 
was doing a bunch of cool outdoor jobs – 
trail-working and stuff like that. I did one 
season of firefighting and decided that 
I really liked hands-on stuff. And then 
a friend of mine told me about a college 
in Charleston, South Carolina, where you 
could learn traditional building trade. And 
I was really interested in old buildings and 
architectural history and ancient monu-
ments and things like that; I was interested 
in stone. And they have all kinds of pro-
grams – you can pick from wood, plaster, 
stone, metal. So I ended up going there.”
 Charleston’s American College of the 
Building Arts is where the woman who 
more recently carved a book out of Texas 
limestone first hit the literal books, and 
where she literally hit the rocks.
 “They try to give you everything,” says 
Shogan. “There’s just one path, not a lot of 
electives. It was a really teeny tiny school – I 
was the third class that they graduated, and 
we had five people graduating. We learned 
drafting and computer-aided design. We did 
business classes. We did, like, building sci-
ence in general: construction management, 
math, all that stuff. The stone focus of it was 
mostly workshop stonecutting.”
 And that’s called masonry, right? Not like 
the mystic fraternal order or whatever, but 
actual stonemasons?
 The artist nods. “So, for a piece of stone 
that’s going to go on a building, there’s 
two different kinds of masons: one who 
would make that stone, and one who would 
install it. But at school we did a lot of brick- 
and concrete-block-laying, a lot of concrete 
work and stuff, too. And, back then, the col-
lege didn’t have any power tools. We did it 
all by hand for four years.” Following which, 
Shogan moved to France, where she joined 
a cult. Well, kind of.
 “There’s this thing called the Tour de 
France,” says Shogan, “and it’s not the bike 
race. It’s a trade school situation, where you 
leave home when you’re a teenager and, 
instead of going to normal high school to do 
academics, you do this. It’s super hardcore, 

 Meghan Shogan is a stonecutter.

matter into creative gold.
 Shogan ran Vault Stone Shop, on South 
Congress Avenue near St. Elmo Road, for 
a while – from May 2018 until April 2021 

– using the venue as her residence and 
base of operations, hosting the works of 
other local artists in the intimate space 
even as she plied the dirtier part of her 
painstaking trade elsewhere. The gallery 
officially debuted with the East Austin 
Studio Tour of 2019, and then … Well, then 
came COVID-19 in the spring of 2020, as 
we recall all too well, and the stonecutter 
and community champion pivoted to dis-
playing a series of group shows with the 
works visible through Vault Stone Shop’s 
huge front windows. Paintings and draw-
ings, etchings and prints, even the odd 
more-than-two-dimensional object, adorn-
ing the gallery’s vestibule for public walk-
by pleasure. Works by Navasota Sering, 
Saul Jerome E. San Juan, Darcie Book, 

Virginia Fleck, Ender Martos, Jade Walker, 
Valerie Chaussonnet, Steef Crombach, 
Jeffrey Primeaux, and others, all arrayed 
for graphic impact and providing a respite 
from the relentless Zoom-restricted exhi-
bitions of embodied creativity. Month after 
month after pandemic-masked month.
 And here we are now, in the Second Year 
of Our Plague, with a continuing struggle 
against virus variants and only a hope of 
eventual return to, ah, normalcy. And Vault 
Stone Shop is gone, shuttered and sold, with 
Shogan having found new living arrange-
ments and continuing to trip the light rock-
tastic out there in the bucolic hinterlands 
south of the river. She’s working on a major 
residential project for some wealthy clients, 
currently, coaxing solid matter into precise 
forms required by structural imperatives. 
She’s trying to make time for her own lithic 
expressions. Whether for art or money, she’s 
doing what she’s done for decades. 
 But – how did Shogan’s chisel-wielding 
journey through solid earth begin? What 
is it that pulls a woman into the arduous 
realm of stonecutting in the first place?

and a lot of people quit – they don’t like the 
lifestyle, because you have to leave home 
and go live in boarding houses. It’s very old-
school and weird – the French people con-
sider them a cult. The students spend a year 
in a different city every year, in a boarding 
school, and they go around and work during 
the day and are in classes 
at night and on the week-
ends. It’s a 10-year pro-
gram, and they have dif-
ferent places in every city, 
different companies they 
work for, and they travel 
around and do that for 
seven years. Then they 
have to build a master-
piece that’s accepted, and 
then they have to give 
back for three years – as 
teachers, helping to run 
the boarding schools.”
 Shogan, however, didn’t 
put a decade of her life 
into this program. “I 
applied for a fellowship, 
which was being offered 
to Americans, and it was 
like a stop along the way. 
You could spend a year 
with a bunch of people 
who were already in that 
process. So they threw me 
in with the others, and 
they were all way above 
my skill level. And the 
workshop is one of the best in the world, and 
it’s hard for French people to get into it, and I 
just got it handed to me. Which made things 
pretty tough: They definitely let me know 
that I shouldn’t be there. But I learned more 
there than I had in the four years previous. I 
ended up staying for a year and a half.”

 And thus endeth the lessons, at least 
formally, for Meghan Shogan. But artists 
are always learning as they work, of course, 
and Shogan learned that she could work in 
Austin – so she moved here in 2012. “For 
Joseph Kincannon of Kincannon Studios,” 
she says. “They used to be called Archaic, 

and they were a little 
stonecarving studio in 
East Austin, on – Fifth 
and Pedernales? Joseph’s 
one of the few classically 
trained stonecarvers in 
the United States, and 
he does beautiful work. 
I really wanted to work 
for him, and he said that 
he had work for me, so 
I came down to work for 
him. But, eventually, the 
work with Kincannon 
dried up. He lost a big cli-
ent or didn’t have enough 
work to go around – just 
enough for himself, real-
ly.”  So Shogan turned to 
construction.
 “I just kind of weaseled 
my way into the office of a 
company and worked my 
way up,” she says. “And, 
finally, I was a project 
manager and site super-
intendent. But that whole 
time, I was feeling like, it 
took me so long to learn 

stonecarving, and I put so much heart and 
soul into it, and I’m not willing to give it up.”
 Which led to a greater engagement with 
the local arts community. And to Shogan’s 
participation in EAST and in Northern-
Southern Gallery shows – such as the late 
2019 “WORK PLAY MONEY LOVE WHAT 

IT IS WHAT COULD BE BOTH NEITHER 
ART DESIGN” exhibition that revealed 
Shogan’s Fossilized book carved from Texas 
limestone. And to Vault Stone Shop.
 “Philip Niemeyer of Northern-Southern 
was super kind from the very beginning,” 
says the stonecutter. “He was like, ‘Come on 
over,’ and made me tea, and we sat down and 
talked and brainstormed and had great con-
versations. He asked me to be a part of that 
“Work/Play” show. I met a ton of people and 
made a lot of friends, and I feel like I’m part 
of the community now. Sean Gaulager from 
Co-Lab has a barn out behind Callahan’s 
that he rents, and there’s a bunch of people 
sharing it. There’s an arborist and some 
woodworkers and other people, and now I 
have a shop space there, too – just a patch of 

dirt, really. And a toolbox, and some shelves. 
I want to build it out and have a workshop 
out there. And I really want to make more 
of those books. I hardly do any abstract 
stuff at all. It’s either architectural, for a 
building, and someone else has designed it 
and everything has to be cut to a millimeter 
accuracy. Or, personally, I like magical real-
ism – where the object looks kind of real but 
there’s something weird about it. Like that 
book, or the cowboy hat in marble.”
 And carving rocks for a living? Creating 
enduring works of intricate beauty from 
such unforgiving material? That’s kind of 
magical, too, isn’t it?
 Shogan shakes her head, golden hair 
shifting in vertical planes.
 “Stonework is filthy,” she says.  n

cret weapon in the fight against ennui – the comedy gem 
that still dazzles this growing urban hub – returns to the 
weekly live and in-person stage of their club on Dirty Sixth, 
the whole troupe bringing back old favorites and debuting a 
new program of hilarity with topical, ripped-from-the-head-
lines sketches and musical numbers.

 Daniel Johnston was easy to underestimate. 
His songs were mostly simple tunes that cov-
ered the same territory – love, redemptive and 
unrequited; his own pain; his lost love Laurie 
– over and over. He’d record them on cassettes 
in the basement of his parents’ house, so 
they sounded ragged and raw, and his only way 
to distribute them was to hand them out per-
sonally to passersby on the Drag. His artwork 
consisted of simple cartoons in which Captain 
America, Casper the Friendly Ghost, boxers, 
devils, and ducks made frequent appearances, 
in images as rough and random as the ones 
daydreaming kids doodle in composition books 
during boring school classes.
 But simple shouldn’t be 
confused with simplistic. Within 
Johnston’s material lives some-
thing deeply personal and true, 
a man facing his many demons 
as directly and honestly as 
he can. And he shared it with 
whatever tools were at hand: 
a cheap tape recorder, an 
untuned piano, and his heartfelt, straining voice; 
comic book characters, biblical figures, and col-
ored markers; his troubled mind and his yearn-
ing heart. So while the work may have been sim-
ple and simply produced, it connected with a lot 
of people and had an unusually powerful impact.
 Most often, we hear about that impact 
through the world of music, but the art world 
responded to Johnston’s work, too, as evidenced 
by the Contemporary Austin’s current exhibition, 
“Daniel Johnston: I Live My Broken Dreams,” 
the very first overview of Johnston’s works by a 
museum. Heather Pesanti, the Contemporary’s 
chief curator and director of curatorial affairs, 

and Robin K. Williams, associate curator, have 
assembled a wealth of the late artist’s record-
ings, home movies, notebooks, posters, and 
even comics, toys, and vinyl from his extensive 
collections, with an eye toward providing view-
ers with not only a comprehensive picture of 
Johnston’s life and art, but also a sense of how 
these items and influences contributed to his 
creative process across all mediums.
 People familiar with Johnston’s work may 
already know about his struggles with bipolar 
disorder and associate that with his musical 
swings between sunny poptimism (“True Love 
Will Find You in the End”) and dark brood-bal-
lads (“Life in Vain”). It’s tied to the myth of 

Johnston as tortured genius 
– the “g-word” having been, 
as writer Ken Lieck noted in 
an illuminating feature for 
the Chronicle in 1999, “both 
a blessing and a curse for 
Johnston, who sees the world 
through glasses of a color for 
which the rest of us have yet 
to find a name.” But there’s 

more to the songwriter/artist’s inspiration 
than his mental health, and the exhibition 
explores the myths that Johnston created for 
himself. For instance, his never-ending battle 
between extreme good and extreme evil – 
Captain America vs. Satan, Joe Boxer against 
Vile Corrupt (the evil version of Jeremiah, the 
innocent frog of “Hi, How Are You” fame) – is 
rooted in Johnston’s upbringing in a devout 
Christian family and his fanboy fascination 
with Marvel superheroes (many of his depic-
tions of Captain America and the Incredible 
Hulk are lifted directly from the drawings of 
comics creator supreme Jack “King” Kirby). In

With 
the new trailer out for the film series’ fourth 
installment, Resurrections, and me getting 
another chance to do the Qmmunity column, 
I wanted to touch on how much the films’ 
trans allegories mean to me. The idea of 
knowing clearly something is wrong, “like a 
splinter in your mind,” as Morpheus says, while all the world fights to keep you from discov-
ering the truth lest you destroy the very fabric of its oppressive, normalcy-obsessed façade is 
pretty powerful for trans people. Even the fact that Neo comes to find a community of others 
who have been awakened matches how good and empowering finding other trans people feels.
 There is also another, more personal element to my excitement over this new Matrix addition. 
Early in 2020 – pre-COVID weirdly enough – a former friend declared themselves entirely TERF-
pilled and it was a difficult, sad experience. To be honest, seeing someone I used to talk to about 
The Matrix begin posting hateful and dishonest rhetoric about trans people was painful. But after 
cutting ties with that person, I did dwell on our previous conversations and remembered her favor-
ite Matrix character was always Agent Smith, the software designed to police those who dared 
buck their code. Similar in their tactics, TERFs and gender critical donks seek destruction of gen-
der freedom as Agent Smith seeks the removal of humanity. This policing aligns itself with right-
wing attacks, as Judith Butler points out in their now-removed answer in a Guardian interview, and 
is incompatible with the fight against the rise of fascism, as TERF rhetoric represents a fascist 
strain itself. The LGBTQIA community must fight back against this fascist machinery through 
solidarity and queer love – black leather and cool sunglasses not required, but encouraged.

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 Big Ike has greeted visitors to Denison and those just passing 
through the North Texas town near the Oklahoma border for the last 
10 years. Actually, it is just the shiny bald head of the 34th presi-
dent rendered in white concrete in a small park dedicated to area 
veterans overlooking the highway. 
 Dwight Eisenhower was the first Texas-born U.S. president, 
though he claimed Abilene, Kan., as his hometown. The Eisenhower 
family had returned to Kansas before Ike’s second birthday. The 
frame house where Ike was born in 1890 on the outskirts of down-
town Denison is now a state historic site. 
 Before the former president and general made a name for himself, 
Denison was known as the northern half of Sherman-Denison, the 
place where Doc Holliday practiced dentistry, and the hometown of 
T.V. Munson, the man who saved the French wine industry.
 Big Ike came to the city courtesy of artist David Adickes. 
Probably most famous for his 67-foot statue of Sam Houston on 
I-45 in Huntsville, Adickes did a set of 18- to 20-foot-tall presiden-
tial busts from George Washington to Barack Obama for a planned 
park in Pearland that was never completed. 
 Of the three sets made, one went to a Presidents Park in Lead, 
S.D., and another went to a park in Williamsburg, Va. Both tourist 
attractions failed, and some of the concrete heads can be seen at 
Adickes’ studio at 2401 Nance in Houston.

 As a side note, Adickes’ hometown of Huntsville is planning a new 
home for the presidential heads on the north side of town. 
 Big Ike is accessible on the south side of Denison on the west 
side of US-75 at exit 67.

 So where does Austin FC go from here?
 In a literal sense, they returned home to 
kick off the final third of their expansion sea-
son Wednesday night against LAFC. (Find a 
full recap and analysis of that match at aus-
tinchronicle.com/austin-fc.) At a crossroads, 
the club can approach the remaining 10

Saturday night, 
he seemed to suggest that player evaluation 
and development would be the focus. “We’re 
definitely assessing what we have game by 
game … Playoffs, I don’t really worry about 
that. We’ve got to get these guys ready to 
compete to win a game.”
 Then, Tuesday, Wolff offered a different 
perspective: “There’s still a lot of games left 
… The opportunity is right now, and we’re 
focusing on that more than anything.”
 One important thing to note as it pertains 
to Wolff: He can feel reasonably assured of 
keeping his job for next season, no matter 
what. That’s a luxury most coaches oversee-
ing a similar losing season don’t enjoy, but 
the fact of the matter is that you just don’t 
fire a rookie manager (let alone one shep-
herding a deeply flawed expansion roster) 
after one season based on results alone.
 So, which route should he take? Austin FC 
should obviously continue to aim for victo-
ries, but it should do so while young players 
Moussa Djitté, Rodney Redes, Daniel 
Pereira, McKinzie Gaines, and Freddy 
Kleemann all see extended minutes. Not 
only will the extra game time accelerate their

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 Ringing in 10 years in the vegan ice 
cream game, Amelia Raley, owner of Sweet 
Ritual, still has her fingers in plenty of 
sundaes, figuratively and the actual treats. 
With a recent transition away from co-part-
nership, Raley is realizing an improve-
ment and standardization of her product, all 
while riding the weird waves of the COVID-
19 disruptions to small businesses. She 
shares her plans with the Chronicle to keep 
her Austin brand as relevant and beloved as 
ever, in light of the ballooning trendiness of 
non-dairy ice creams.  
 Pondering a formulation 
of ice cream that would be 
more scalable than using 
various bases varying in 
consistency (sunflower, 
coconut, soy, etc.), Raley 
settled this year on a pea 
base to carry her ice cream 
into the future. “Looking 
into the water footprint of 
bases, I wanted to see if 
we could use a base that 
is friendlier to the plan-
et,” she explains. “The pea 
base has a neutral taste and 
presents fewer allergies – 
oat is all the rage right now, 
but we see a lot of sensitiv-
ities.” In preparation of the 
switch, Raley conducted 
tasty R&D in collaboration 
with Eclipse – a vegan ice cream company 
out of Berkeley, which ships pints nation-
wide – scaling up chef-influenced custom 
creations for use in fine dining restaurants 
around the country. The result of this work 
will be a continuation of some old fan favor-
ites, and an expansion into new flavor terri-
tory with the full roll-out. Most importantly, 
the new and improved Sweet Ritual prod-
ucts will be more shelf-stable, more suitable 
for wholesale and grocery accounts. 
 Raley got her start in 2011 tinkering 
with ice cream as an employee of the orig-
inal Toy Joy, and in 2018 turned her focus 
toward streamlining production to make 
it friendlier for her staff. Having worked 
production herself for years, she wanted 
to make sure the work was sustainable 

long-term for employees’ bodies. Getting 
a machine to fill pints has been a lifesaver, 
and also means more pints in more stores 
around Austin, such as Wheatsville and 
Fresh Plus, within the next month. “It’s a 
really fun place to be, now that we’re not 
stirring over pots anymore!” she laughed. 
 After a 50-day shutdown at the beginning 
of the COVID-19 pandemic, the Sweet Ritual 
scoop shop on Airport Boulevard reopened 
for curbside service. Riding out the rest of 
the season with reduced wholesale busi-

ness, Raley reached some 
loyal customers via a re-cre-
ation of the scoop shop in 
Animal Crossing. “It took 
some scariness out of the 
pandemic for kids to have a 
virtual place to go, on their 
birthday for instance – they 
just wanted the comfort of 
something being normal, so 
we tried to give them that,” 
said Raley.
 Sweet Ritual can be 
found featured at the one-
year-old Big Nonna’s (Tech 
Ridge and Parmer), a fun 
collaboration between Raley 
and Rob Lordi (Li’l Nonna’s), 
featuring entirely plant 
based pizzas. And naturally, 
gelato is coming soon. They 
paired through a vegan busi-

ness owner Facebook group, which Raley 
began a few years back. Another partnership 
around the corner will see exclusive Sweet 
Ritual flavors delivered in zero-waste reus-
able ice cream vessels via Trashless. Formerly 
known as Lettuce, the Austin company offers 
a platform for businesses to get their goods 
into peoples’ homes in a zero-waste manner. 
(Trashless delivers all sorts of products along-
side the Sweet Ritual ice cream, including 
Buddha’s Brew kombucha, Easy Tiger baked 
goods, Rebel Cheese, and more.)
 “You know, when we opened in 2011, 
we were one of the only vegan ice cream 
shops on the planet, and now the section 
has blown up!” said Raley. “You can’t go 
to an ice cream shop now without them

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having a vegan option, and on the shelf in 
the grocery store, it’s a huge section. Our 
competitors are getting enormous venture 
capital contributions – it’s exciting to be 
in the non-dairy ice cream world. Still, we 
couldn’t just rest on our basic flavors for-
ever,” she explained. “So I’ve been trying 
to dream really big about what I want to 
make in the future, to carry over translat-
able flavors while reformulating them to 
feature more artisanal ingredients, such 
as real rose petals and different types of 
pistachios for the Pistachio Rose.” 
 Sweet Ritual updates their 
Instagram page with available 
scoops, and flavors include 
delights such as Death Metal 
by Chocolate, Rocky Road 
1929, Peanut Butter Chiffon, 
Violet Crown (raspberry 
lemon), Iced Grasshopper 
(mint coffee chocolate), 
and Toasted S’mores. 
Specialties like Unicorn 
Poop add even more piz-
zazz, and the shop churns 
out shakes, ice cream 
cakes, and a caramelized banana split, too. 
 Raley is also excited to address custom-
er requests for more floral and tea-based 
flavors. She said, “They’re popular right 
now, and really fun to make!” Also around 
the corner are plenty of guest collabora-
tions for flavor collections, such as KOOP 
radio – think Jamaican Gold. “[It’s] created 
by some of the personalities that form the 
backbone of what Austin is, based on what 
our community looks like – like a snapshot 
taste of Austin.” 
 Raley, who spoke at the NICRA (National 
Ice Cream Retailers Association) conven-

tion last year, has come a long way from 
the friendly toy counter to acting as a lead-
er, and stretching her influence from the 
local community to nationwide. Though 
the Sweet Ritual “ice cream school” – a pro-
gram to help others start their own vegan 
ice cream businesses – has been on hiatus 
since 2019, connections made during the 
program helped usher in some fellow non-
dairy ice cream stars. Raley opened up her 
facility to fledgling businesses like Luv Fats 
(avocado- and coconut-based ice cream) and 

Funky Mello (fun, plant-based marsh-
mallow fluff) to help them begin 

carving out their own niche with-
in the Austin market. 
 Looking forward, Raley 
would like to open two more 
scoop shops, and to be sourc-
ing as much as she can locally. 

But taking over the world 
simply isn’t her end goal. 
“Our name comes from 
the ritualistic way people 
approach desserts,” she 
explained. “Once I started 
working with sweets I saw 
how people would come in 

after therapy, an orthodontist appointment, 
with an A on their report card. People are 
either there to make a good day better or 
turn a bad day around. It’s seldom that 
they’re there on accident.” 
 “We really want to grow deep roots here 
in Central Texas. I’ve seen the same people 
go from [their] first date to seeing their 
families grow up,” Raley said. “One couple 
recently bought a house and wanted one 
of our cakes to be the first thing in their 
freezer! I had no idea an ice cream shop was 
such a special place for so many people, 
that ‘of the neighborhood’ feeling.” n

Blue Bayou 
 D: Justin Chon; with Chon, Alicia Vikander, Sydney 
Kowalske, Mark O’Brien, Linh Đan Phąm. (R, 112 min.)
 The pains of deportation in America is a harrow-
ing subject to explore, but for a director like Justin 
Chon, topical subject matters such as this are his 
bread and butter. Chon’s directorial breakout Gook 
traced the life of two shoe shop workers during 
the 1992 L.A. riots, and his follow-up Ms. Purple 
tackled identity in the grieving of a parent dying.
 Blue Bayou is a melding of the two: a film that 
is as much about its political backbone as it is 
about familial and cultural self-discovery. Chon 
stars in his own film as Antonio LeBlanc, a father 
to his adopted daughter, Jessie (Kowalske), and 
who has a kid on the way with Kathy (Vikander), 
but all is shattered when a grocery store skir-
mish leads to the threat of Antonio’s deporta-

tion. Due to a loophole in the law, international 
adoptees’ citizenship status can be a lie, and 
children who grew up in America with American 
parents can face deportation back to their birth 
country in adulthood. In Blue Bayou’s case, that 
birth country is South Korea, a country Antonio 
lived in for only three years of his life before 
getting funneled into the American foster system, 
and the place from which the blurred memories 
of his mother still haunt him.
 Justin Chon has big ambitions with Blue 
Bayou. Many of his characters are at a cross-
roads with parental loss. While Antonio is battling 
the ghost of his mother, Kathy’s daughter Jessie 
is struggling with feelings of abandonment from 
two fathers: Antonio for having a biological child 
with her mother, and Ace (O’Brien) for leaving 
her mother in the first place. In addition, Antonio 
meets a Vietnamese woman, Parker (Đan Phạm), 
who shares her refugee story with him, and how 

Getting Real Weird 
at Fantastic Fest
Two gems from the Weird Wednesday archive connect 
the genre fest to the Alamo Drafthouse’s history

 Before Fantastic Fest and the American 
Genre Film Archive, there was Weird 
Wednesday. A weekly late-night dive into the 
35mm vaults of the Alamo Drafthouse, the 
forgotten children of cinema. Exploitation, 
sexploitation, blaxploitation, nunsploitation, 
forgotten family films, adding up to a film 
school for those that had already burned 
through the cult canon. Now two of the wild-
est titles will spin through the projector again 
as part of this year’s Fantastic Fest program-
ming (Sept. 23-30).
 AFS Cinema booker Lars Nilsen, aka the 
Weird Wednesday Hunk, was the first booker for 
the series after Alamo Drafthouse founder Tim 
League ran the show for a while. Or, as Nilsen 
described it, “I was a noodge about certain 
things, like, ‘Wow, that really didn’t work out. 
People didn’t really enjoy Shadey that much, did 
they, Tim?’ And I would harangue him so much 
that finally he would ask me for advice.” 
 Initially paid in pizza and free tickets, 
Nilsen used the Wednesday late-night 

screenings to bust through the whole “so 
bad it’s good” claptrap to highlight hidden 
classics, unpolished gems, and even some 
hot garbage that was, in its own way, fasci-
nating. Fellow former Drafthouse booker and 
film historian Kier-La Janisse said, “Certain 
films and certain directors would get a fan-
base based on their screenings at Weird 
Wednesday, from people who were just com-
ing for a free movie.”
 The weekly series is on in-person hiatus 
during the pandemic (although screenings 
are now streaming via Alamo on Demand), 
making the festival showings both a return 
to cinemas and also a teaser for the upcom-
ing release of Warped and Faded: Weird 
Wednesday and the Birth of the American 
Genre Film Archive, a coffeetable (and coffee 
table-sized) anthology authored by Nilsen and 
edited by Janisse, collecting and contextual-
izing the Alamo guide blurbs for the over 700 
(and counting) films shown since underwater 
Nazi zombie shocker Shockwaves stormed the 
first ever Weird Wednesday (Feb. 21, 2001).

 The original bookers split duties for the 
fest, and League’s selection is The Visitor, 
a deranged Italian rip-off of The Omen that 
takes a sudden and wild turn into New 
Age science fiction bizarreness, which 
stars Franco Nero, Sam Peckinpah, Shelley 
Winters, a young Lance Henriksen, and John 
Huston “as a cosmic child pimp for the 
lord.” When it screened on Dec. 7, 2005, 
Nilsen praised director Michael J. Paradise 
for “refusing to compromise their vision for 
anybody,” even if that vision was “intense, 
bizarre, and very nearly incomprehensible.” 
 Nilsen admitted that, had he been able to 
fill both spots, he’d nominate Confessions of a 
Young American Housewife, Weird Wednesday 
hall-of-famer Joe Sarno’s swinging sex come-
dy. (From the September 2003 Alamo guide, 
“Bring a date, a raincoat, or both.”) However, 
he’s still bringing Snakes to the party. The sole 
directorial effort by Art Names (a go-to sound 

guy for anyone making movies for the Southern 
drive-in circuit), it stars veteran radio actor Les 
Tremayne as Snakey Bender, a deranged fan of 
slithering reptiles and the march music of John 
Philip Sousa. It played twice in 2003 (Feb. 26 
and Aug. 13), then slithered back June 20, 
2007, for a Best of Weird Wednesday. Nilsen’s 
original blurb calls it “an exceedingly odd rural 
snake-revenge movie” but the emphatic open-
ing line of “Total Madness!” is probably more 
spot on. Of course it would be Nilsen’s pick: 
“Everything aesthetically is so unusual, and 
so perfect for Weird Wednesday.”

Warped and Faded: Weird Wednesday and

Snakes, one of the Weird Wednesday 
favorites screening at Fantastic Fest 
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both her mother and her brother were lost at sea 
while escaping Vietnam during the war. Families 
in Blue Bayou are fractured, fragile units, always 
at the brink of being torn apart, a recurring 
theme fit for his subject matter.
 However, it’s unclear what Chon is vying to say 
when it comes to fragmented families at the end 
of his film. “We always want the best things for 
our family, Antonio, it just always doesn’t turn 
out the way we thought,” Parker reflects, in an 
attempt to save Antonio from his pessimistic, 
self-destructive nature. They’re thoughtful words 
to end on, but then Blue Bayou continues to 
churn out conflicts that pile on to diminishing 
effect. Three endings play out, none of them 
clear with intent, muddling the script Chon wrote.
 Chon’s haunted Blue Bayou, bathed in watery 
greens and blues that capture the essence of 
the film’s melancholy, is almost a good movie. 
Chon’s ambitions are astonishing, but his 
bloated script needed an edit or two. It’s a film 
written with big moments for big performances 
in mind, which is too painfully obvious as the 
film treads on. Chon definitely has the chops to 
be a thoughtful, dramatic director, but too often 
gets in his own way with his aspirations.

 Do you have one of those friends who loves 
pointing out film flubs? Who counts how many 
bullets are left in the gun or remarks on how 
unbelievable a wig looks? Who can’t help but 
dwell on continuity errors in those postmortem 
theatre parking lot conversations? Who regularly 
utters the phrase, “That would never happen in 
real life”? Well, steer clear of inviting them to join 
you for a screening of Copshop. In fact, perhaps 
it’s time to rethink the nature of that friendship in 
general. I mean, what does this person bring to 
the table besides an overwhelming compulsion 

to act like a pedantic asshole? Because, chanc-
es are they also enjoy penning Yelp reviews. You 
definitely don’t need that energy in your life.
 What you do need in your life, besides this 
graceful segue, is Copshop, an entertaining riff 
on Assault on Precinct 13. Nestled in a remote 
Nevada valley, the officers of the Gun Creek City 
police station are enjoying a tranquil evening of 
comparing firearms when a violent convergence 
descends, as mob flunkie Teddy Murretto (Grillo) 
gets booked for assaulting an officer. That offi-
cer, Valerie Young (Louder), appears to be the 
only competent deputy in the entire precinct, a 
precinct full of dim bulbs and crooked cops. But 
see, Teddy got himself collared because he’s 
turning snitch and needs a safe place to hole 
up. Bring on the hit men, as first Bob Viddick 
(Butler) gets thrown in the drunk tank, and later 
the psychotic Anthony Lamb (Huss) comes a-cal-
lin’. Mayhem ensues as the precinct is repaint-
ed in highlight splashes of blood and laconic 
one-liners are tossed off like grenades.
 Carnahan and co-conspirators Kurt McLeod 
and Mark Williams are clearly having a blast 
orchestrating this symphony of Grand Guignol. 
Near misses, shifting alliances, and convenient-
ly placed gasoline cans are par for the course 
here, with Curtis Mayfield and the Magnum Force 
theme song by Lalo Schifrin the cherries on top. 
What is up with Frank Grillo’s hair? Why does 
Gerard Butler look like Jeff Bridges? Why does no 
one check to see if the person they shot is really 
dead? Who cares? Copshop has more important 
things on its mind (which thankfully don’t include 
those follow-the-bullet camera shots. Ugh, so 
annoying). This is a splendidly constructed fun-
house of blood and bullets, and there’s no need 
to bring your friend to count them all. He’s proba-
bly too busy on the internet anyway, poking holes 
in someone’s timeline of a Christopher Nolan 
movie. What an insufferable twat.

The eyes of Tammy faye 
 D: Michael Showalter; with Jessica Chastain, Andrew 
Garfield, Cherry Jones, Vincent D’Onofrio. (PG-13, 126 min.)
 Like any traditional biopic, The Eyes of 
Tammy Faye begins with the end: Jessica 
Chastain’s Tammy Faye sitting backstage, in 
front of a mirror, prepping her makeup for a 
late-career performance. “This is who I am,” 
Tammy Faye chimes in, after the surprised 
makeup stylist gasps at the layers of caked-
on makeup on top of her permanent, tattooed 
eye and lip liner. The scene is composed of 
textured close-ups, emphasizing Tammy Faye’s 
camp look: her sky-high eyelashes, bronzy 
cheeks, and shimmery eyeshadow.
 Tammy Faye Bakker was an American evan-
gelist, a personality that flooded the homes 
of many who enjoyed her exuberant character 
and bubbly singing on her and husband Jim 
Bakker’s (Garfield) talk show The PTL Club. But, 
as Michael Showalter’s film emphasizes often, 
Tammy Faye was a different kind of Evangelical 
Christian – an LGBTQIA advocate, her views 
and coverage during the height of the AIDS 
epidemic made her a cultural icon among the 
community. Chastain is a glowing representation 
of the bombastic woman, with her bubbly Betty 
Boop voice and ear-to-ear gushing smile. It is a 
shame that the film itself can only capture so 
much of that glow.
 In contrast, it is also a shame that The 
Eyes of Tammy Faye is too timid to critique its 
subject: her naive chase of glamour, her willing-
ness to be part of a subsect that does more 
harm than good, and her obliviousness of the 
scam she took part in. There are admirable 
attempts at subtle critique, like the way their 
facial prosthetics become stiffer and more 
evident as the Bakkers age, visually tracing the 
line as to how their innocent intentions became 
increasingly distorted over time. “God does not 
want us to be poor,” shouts Jim from his stage 
when Tammy Faye is merely his student, and 
the light in her eyes agrees. God told her she 
was never meant to be poor. He had glamorous 
plans for her.
 “You follow blindly and in the end all you are 
is blind,” Tammy Faye’s mother Rachel (Jones) 
muses after she tours the gaudy PTL Club prop-
erty. To Rachel, her daughter has always been 
an anomaly, wholeheartedly misunderstood 
by her. But she loves her deeply, the way any 
mother loves their optimistic daughter, only ever 
afraid that one day her daughter will be public-
ly shamed like she once was for her “harlot” 
behavior. However, there is truth to the words 
she speaks, biting words that echo through the 
opulence of Tammy Faye’s lifestyle bought on 
someone else’s dime.
 The Eyes of Tammy Faye’s biggest fault is that 
it’s a satire that is too afraid to stray from sincer-
ity. Formulaic to a degree where comedic efforts 
from the likes of Chastain, Garfield, and a scum-
my Vincent D’Onofrio (who plays Jerry Falwell) 
are given a washed-down edit, Showalter’s film 

never finds the right tone, leaving its audience 
with pleasantness in favor of sharp wit.

J The Killing of KenneTh 
ChamBerlain
D: David Midell; with Frankie Faison, Steve O’Connell, 
Enrico Natale, Ben Marten, Angela Peel, Tom McElroy, 
Anika Noni Rose. (NR, 83 min.)
 Dread pervades every moment in The Killing 
of Kenneth Chamberlain, writer/director David 
Midell’s dramatic re-creation of the fatal shoot-
ing in 2011 of the 68-year-old Marine veteran, 
in his home, by police officers dispatched there 
for a medical wellness check. It is the dread of 
tragic inevitability, of helplessly watching in near 
real time as social systems collapse.
 In the early hours of a brisk November morn-
ing in White Plains, N.Y., Kenneth Chamberlain 
(Faison), half asleep in the bedroom of his tiny 
apartment, removes his medical alert necklace 
and accidentally activates it as he haphazardly 
places it on his nightstand. When the medical call 
center is unable to contact the sleeping man, a 
unit of three police officers is sent to check on 
him. Those officers, Sgt. Parks (O’Connell), Officer 
Jackson (Marten), and Officer Rossi (Natale) 
stand on separate points of the white-racist-cop 
spectrum. Jackson is off the charts, a gum-smack-
ing bigot with a permanent sneer. On the other 
end is Rossi, a rookie and ex-schoolteacher who’s 
less the racist and more the moral compass of 
the trio, which means he is ignored and labeled 
as weak. Somewhere in the middle there is 
Parks, the officer in charge. He initially adopts a 
“cooler heads prevail” ethos, but that gets quickly 
sidelined when, during the ongoing negotiations, 
Chamberlain slams the slap-locked door in his 
face, an action that is not only insubordinate, but 
“disrespectful to a police officer.” Time to call the 
SWAT team for some excessive force.
 Faison is juggling a lot with his portrayal of 
Chamberlain, and he is flat-out brilliant. He 
shifts effortlessly between angry back-and-forths 
with the police, gentle phone conversations 
with his sister, assuring her he is fine, and 
pleading with his son, whom he is desperately 
trying to keep from his apartment, rightly fearing 
violence. There is also the medical attendant 
(Rose), who is on the callbox line with him for 
the entire film. There is also Chamberlain’s 
bipolar disorder, manifesting itself in conversa-
tions with himself, conversations that convince 
the police that there is someone else in the 
apartment with him. There are also the flash-
backs that come to Chamberlain as the police 
start violently attempting to breach his steel 
front door. There is also his heart condition, 
which is why he has the medical alert service 
in the first place. But essentially what there is, 
is a Black man living in a low-income apartment 
building who was perfectly fine until the police 
arrived and assessed him to be noncompliant.

The Killing of Kenneth Chamberlain
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 Midell’s handheld camera bobs and weaves 
around Faison in that tiny apartment, tapping a 
rhythm of increasing anxiety. It’s a modest apart-
ment, filled with a life lived: grandkids’ artwork 
on the fridge, crinkly, dog-eared Post-It notes, the 
remains from last night’s dinner on the coffee 
table. This meticulous care of details struck me 
as the most heartbreaking in a film filled with it. 
The Killing of Kenneth Chamberlain – which, inci-
dentally, took home both the Audience and Jury 
award for Best Narrative Feature at the 2019 
Austin Film Festival – lays bare how ill-equipped 
law enforcement is in dealing with the mental 
health issues of the citizens it is tasked with 
protecting, and it does so with visceral imme-
diacy. The phrase “searing indictment” is an 
overused idiom in the critic’s toolbox, but in this 
instance, it couldn’t be more appropriate.

 D: James Wan; with Annabelle Wallis, Ingrid Bisu, Jake

 James Wan’s Malignant is a love letter, and not 
just in his obvious homage to giallo horror, but 
to his wife, Ingrid Bisu. Conceived together, the 
film is an opportunity for Bisu, who is credited 
as a writer and producer, and is even given the 
brightest supporting role in the film. Malignant is 
a film made in celebration of their marriage, one 
birthed out of love, and Wan’s biggest swing for 
the fences in years. But is it good?
 It opens with the antithesis of love: abuse. 
Madison Mitchell (Wallis) is expecting a child 
with her husband, Derek (Abel), after years of 
miscarriages have plagued their family. This 
angers Derek, triggering his brute strength, and 
he slams Madison up against a wall at the very 
idea of her putting their baby in danger by going 
to work. She kicks him out of the bedroom, and 
he sleeps on the couch for the night.
 Later that night, a creature enters their 
home, its presence triggering electronics – an 
old-fashioned blender whirs, the light of the 

fridge flickers, all tricks from the Wan book of 
spooky tension. Suddenly, the television flickers 
on, flipping through channels until it finds static, 
and a woman with long, matted hair sits on the 
couch. The monster moves like Sadako, jagged, 
twisted body movements that are jarring to the 
eye. Derek is killed, Madison is attacked and 
survives, but her baby is lost.
 The theme of family and the yearn for a blood 
relative permeates the film in an uncomfortable 
way. Horror movies love to explore a woman who 
has lost, and according to quite a few of them, 
there is no greater loss than a child. Madison, 
who was adopted, desperately desires to know 
what it’s like to be connected through blood, but 
her body keeps yanking it away from her. Her 
tragic loss is what opens up her third eye and 
fuses her to the monster, Gabriel, a psychic con-
nection that places her at the forefront of his 
murder spree across Seattle.
 The bones of Malignant aren’t what turns the 
film around. Rather, it’s Gabriel: the limb-wielding 
serial-killing monster hellbent on murdering a 
group of doctors that tried to “cut the cancer” 
from him decades ago. Brandishing a flamboyant 
gold weapon fashioned from a prestigious doc-
toral award, Gabriel whips his arms frantically, 
leaving a macabre mess of skin and bone tissue 
behind. Gabriel speaks through radios, drinks 
energy from electricity, and vaults his body like 
a malicious Gumby. He is the essence of Wan’s 
giallo homage, the wacky core that livens up 
the film’s tone and frees it from the cage of its 
faulty script (penned by Akela Cooper).
 If only Wan’s film was shot in the way Dario 
Argento’s Opera was, a film that holds a similar 
tone and style, drowned in brackish grays, blues, 
and blacks so the crimson blood glitters onscreen. 
Wan’s biggest mistake with Malignant was hiring 
The Curse of La Llorona and The Conjuring: The 
Devil Made Me Do It cinematographer Michael 
Burgess, whose lens is dull and flat, colors 
drained of all life so that they murkily blend togeth-
er, leaving no texture. Characters blend into the 
scenery at moments when they shouldn’t. The film 
looks like it belongs in the 2000s, when cheap, 
“grisly” looking digital horror was on the uptick.

 Malignant isn’t a good movie, but the bones 
of its giallo salute are just outlandish enough 
to make one wonder if the obtuse moments are 
purposeful. Wan’s films bleed with humor, from 
his wise-cracking ghost hunters in Insidious to his 
“Ocean Master” in Aquaman. In true spirit of giallo, 
sometimes they are absurd like Argento’s Deep 
Red (a film named as a specific influence of Wan’s 
for Malignant). The camp in Malignant is fun, but 
if only the camp was all the film needed to be as 
monumental as Wan’s previous horror entries.

 “What some people fail to understand is 
all of it’s me and none of it’s me,” St. Vincent 
explains as footage of her wailing on her guitar 
flashes across the screen, strobe lights danc-
ing around her as a man in all black slowly 
reaches to choke her from behind. She’s on her 
Masseduction album tour, where she donned 
thigh-high orange boots and a skin-tight patent 
leather dress to match, oozing the sex appeal 
that infiltrated this album era. Her personality 
onstage is dominating, her confidence seduc-
tive, and her music hypnotic, lyrics cutting like 
an open wound with emotion pouring from her 
pores. St. Vincent is her, but she’s also not her.
 In The Nowhere Inn, Annie Clark plays herself, 
the musician better known as St. Vincent, in 
a layered mockumentary about a documentary 
about her gone south. Her best friend in life, 
Carrie Brownstein of Sleater-Kinney and Portlandia 
fame, also plays herself as the documentary 
director. “I’m in my flop era,” Brownstein admits 
despairingly over coffee at the park. This is why 
she is desperate to make a music documentary 
about her successful friend Annie, one that will 
break the boundaries of the sterile subgenre that 
often paints a scattered, paper-thin glossy portrait 
of musicians (to hammer home some irony, The 
Nowhere Inn premiered alongside Taylor Swift’s 
Miss Americana at Sundance in 2020, the 
antithesis of the film St. Vincent is making).
 The Nowhere Inn is actually directed by Bill 
Benz, not Brownstein, but he is merely a cog 
in their reality-warping film experiment. The 
film’s script was penned by St. Vincent and 
Brownstein, a film that seems like it was sup-
posed to close the door on her Masseduction 
era and give way to her Daddy’s Home era, her 
deeply personal record that tells the story of 
her father’s incarceration. At the beginning of 
The Nowhere Inn, Brownstein doesn’t want to 
peel back her best friend’s personal barriers 
too much, pivoting from the crew discussing St. 
Vincent’s relationship with her father on camera.
 However, when she refuses to dive into the 
personal because she doesn’t want to cross 

friend boundaries, Brownstein finds herself a 
dud of a documentary. Footage of Annie playing 
Scrabble with her team on the tour bus and 
playing her Nintendo Switch during downtime 
before her shows doesn’t give the rock star 
energy Brownstein craves to capture, and when 
she breaks the news to her friend, a crack 
forms, and Clark starts to feed off the energy of 
her self-created character, and losing the person 
Brownstein recognized as her dear friend.
 Except the more Clark becomes St. Vincent, 
the more truths start to reveal themselves. In 
one day of filming, she introduces her fictitious 
Texas-sized family, choreographing a country 
cover of her song “Year of the Tiger,” a song 
depicting her deep depression in 2010 after 
losing her father to prison for 12 years (it’s the 
only song her mother is a credited songwriter 
on). The album she’s promoting, Masseduction, 
is about structure and control, something that’s 
unraveling in her and close to being lost by The 
Nowhere Inn’s end. “Oh, drop me by the burnt-out 
sign, where hell is near and heaven hides within 
paradise,” she sings at the film’s end, onstage 
to a faceless crowd, after she’s pushed too far 
by Brownstein. “Always knew you’d end up here, 
been waiting now for years to see you in my 
everlasting mirror,” she cries, and it’s clear the 
walls have burst, her father’s impending release 
from jail is in the rearview mirror, closing in on 
her. While St. Vincent’s The Nowhere Inn is not 
the standard performative music documentary, it 
opens a window to her soul that many are never 
able to give away so freely in front of the camera.

prisoners of The ghosTland 
 D: Sion Sono; with Nicolas Cage, Bill Moseley, Sofia 
Boutella, Tak Sakaguchi, Nick Cassavetes. (NR, 100 min.,

  The Western and the jidaigeki (Japanese peri-
od drama) have always locked step. The ronin and 
the gunslinger are two sides of the same coin, 
and so there has long been interplay between the 
two genres, of licensed and unlicensed remakes. 
Seven Samurai became The Magnificent Seven, 
Unforgiven became Yurusarezaru mono. That 
exchange has also created bizarro fusions like 
Six String Samurai and the gorgeous but now 
all-but-forgotten Bunraku. Now, with Prisoners of 
the Ghostland, the wildly prolific master of the 
odd Sion Sono (Suicide Club, Why Don’t You Play 
in Hell?, Love Exposure) resurrects the subgenre, 
and of course he would for his first English-
language film. It’s such an obvious melding for 
his deliciously overblown approach to storytelling 
that it almost seems like a hackneyed pitch – 
something of which Sono can never really be 
accused. His films are an explosion of ideas 
and subplots, thrilling characters and innovative 
scenarios. Which makes it oddly disappointing 
that his first ever collaboration with the equally 
limitless Nicolas Cage is so underwhelming.
  In what should be a perfect pairing, Sono 
casts Cage as Hero, a bank robber first shown

 The story, we’re told, is based on true events, 
and you can imagine the fun a sprightlier 
filmmaker – Steven Soderbergh, say, or Adam 
McKay – might have had with the absurd prem-
ise, what ripe fruit might have been plucked 
from the rot that is late-stage capitalism. Save 
glancing asides (guns sure are easy to buy, the 
courts sure treat Black and white people differ-
ently), Gaudet and Pullapilly skip the social sat-
ire to focus on a more personality-driven story.
 Alas, the personality at the center is so very 
flat. The filmmakers dowdy Bell down for the 
part – all frizzy hair and washed-out eyebrows 
– but the characterization is just as limp. A 
former Olympian with fertility issues, Connie 
has a compelling backstory, but Bell is not an 
especially compelling presence here – a rare 
misfire from an actor typically bursting with 
charisma. As her partner-in-crime, the energetic 
Howell-Baptiste fares far better; her JoJo feels 
like a whole person, not just a part. The rest 
of the cast is studded with interesting actors, 
including Vince Vaughn (dialed down to a likably 
low-key setting), and surprise cameos from the 
likes of Annie Mumolo, Stephen Root, and Jack 
McBrayer. (One wonders if executive producer 
Ben Stiller put in some calls?) But the biggest 
lift the film gets comes courtesy of the third-
billed Paul Walter Hauser (I, Tonya, Cruella). 
Playing the grocery store employee who first 
sniffs out some funny business afoot with cou-
pons, Hauser imbues a seemingly mockable 
character with pathos and supplies the film’s 
steadiest laughs along the way.

during a botched heist. Yet this is merely set-
up to put him in jail for years in a city that is 
half Kyoto’s historic Gion district, half Boot Hill 
backlot. All the men are either sword-wielding 
warriors or six-shooter-packing gunsels, and all 
the women are geishas. Everything is ruled by 
the Governor (Moseley), whose granddaughter 
(Boutella) has run away from his lascivious 
clutches. Now she is lost in the wilds of the 
Ghostland, a mix of Mad Max-esque threats who 
may or may not be literal ghosts, and a communi-
ty of wayward souls scrabbling in the wreckage of 
a city engaged in absurd tasks. Find her, Hero is 
told, and regain your freedom. To ensure his com-
pliance, Hero is sealed into a black leather body 
suit, with explosive devices placed at strategic 
locations to ensure he completes the task in a 
timely way, and off he trots into the wilderness.
  If that sounds oddly complicated, that’s 
because it is. Normally, that wouldn’t be an 
issue for Sono, who overstuffed 2015 cult favor-
ite Tokyo Tribe to bursting seams but managed 
to be both visually and emotionally engaging. 
Prisoners of the Ghostland is as gorgeous as 
anything else Sono has shot, but he has little 
new to say with with his striking imagery.
  It’s not just about expecting more from 
Sono. It’s that Prisoners is uneven. Cage and 
the director are both stylistically driven artists, 
and there’s a surprising disconnect in which, in 
a rare experience, Cage seems smaller than the 
film. Even Sono regular Tak Sakaguchi is stuck 
in a thankless dead-end part as the Governor’s 
chief enforcer, Yasujiro, and only Moseley seems 
to gel with the material.
  Ultimately, Prisoners of the Ghostland is an 
OK film by a great filmmaker who has made 
truly great films, most memorable for its cast 
and the fact Sono finally made an English-
language movie. Yet, when what’s noteworthy 
about a film is just that it exists, it’s more a 
vapor than an actual phantom.

Magnolia
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Heartless Bastards
A Beautiful Life (Sweet Unknown) 
 “I will begin again,” Erika Wennerstrom declares on the 
epic six-minute title track centerpiece to Heartless Bastards’ 
sixth LP. Following a five-year band break and a solo turn 
from the lead vocalist, A Beautiful Life emerges not just as a 
reset, but as a breakthrough, both artistic and personal.
 Across the past two decades and various incarnations 
of the Heartless Bastards, Wennerstrom has unraveled a 
history of seeking, want, and escape in her liquidating vocals 
and raw, open-veined lyrics. Even from the band’s earliest 
Ohio formation and the bluesy garage rock of 2005’s Stairs 
and Elevators and 2006’s All This Time, Wennerstrom pulled 
cathartic toward some elusive deeper purpose and meaning.
 In retrospect, each album sets a clear landmark mapping 
along Wennerstrom’s long, grand awakening. The Mountain 
rises with its own rebirth after the group’s relocation to 
Austin, a rousing statement of independence and reveling 
in the uncertainty of change.
 Arrow (2012) and Restless Ones (2015) subsequently burned 
along the open road, Wennerstrom turned toward the endless 
horizon yet, inevitably, still only finding herself. In between, 
the songwriter continued to remake her band, trekked to the 
Amazon on an ayahuasca retreat, and began to look inward for 
change and purpose (see “Restless One,” June 12, 2015). 

 The self-reflection culminated in 2018’s solo out-
ing Sweet Unknown. The album surges with a sense of 
gratitude, self-awareness, and acceptance. “I think it’s 
uplifting because I’ve found strength in my vulnerability,” 
Wennerstrom told the Chronicle at its release, and songs 
like “Letting Go,” “Be Good to Yourself,” and “Good to Be 
Alone” bolster as mantras of self-care. 
 That arc to healing leads directly to the triumph of A 
Beautiful Life. From the outset, Wennerstrom appeals out-
ward in a way she hasn’t before. Opening track “Revolution” 
– winner of last year’s Austin Music Award for Song of the 
Year – insists “the revolution is in your mind” as it unleashes 
into a psychedelic “White Rabbit” fury, with an urgency that 
breaks from Wennerstrom’s previous solipsisms. 
 Likewise, over the sharp, stunted chords of “How Low”, 
asks “People can we get together and help each other out?” 
in the face of greed and social injustice. “Let’s all fill up with 
love,” she demands, Wennerstrom’s vision of radical self-love 
resounding as a defiant political statement.
 Easily her most emphatic work lyrically, the album also 
proves her most adventurous musically. Co-produced with 
Kevin Ratterman, Wennerstrom leans on familiar backing 
from Jesse Ebaugh and Lauren Gurgiolo as the sound swirls 
with touches of Sixties psych-laced folk and pop. “When I 
Was Younger” intoxicates with a string quartet swooning 
against booming meditative percussion from talented new 

herself from adult responsibilities – blares 
on the soundtrack and in the mall speakers. 
Directly after, Musgraves joins a robotic 
Stepford-esque gaggle. In matching yellow 
dresses and white headbands, they iron in 
unison and set tables, learning how to be a 
“Good Wife,” a plaintive pop cut about the 
internal and external pressures on women 
in heterosexual relationships.

 The love story didn’t end well. And if that 
fact was somehow missed in the headlines, 
the first minute of Kacey Musgraves’ star-
crossed gave it away.
 Like the accompanying album, 
Musgraves’ film evokes Shakespearean 
tragedy to set the tone. In the opening 
scene, actress Diane Venora watches the 
end of 1968’s Romeo and Juliet on a busted 
TV in a dressing room, as showgirls ready 
themselves in a flurry of wigs and makeup 
brushes around her.
 As Juliet grabs the happy dagger and 
turns it on herself, Venora exhales cigarette 
smoke: “Mm, that’s a shame,” she says, 
pushing her cherry red lips into a pout heavy 
with condescension. (Venora herself played 
a Capulet in the 1996 Romeo and Juliet, the 
first of a few Easter eggs in star-crossed.)

 That moment demonstrated the creative 
flexibility Musgraves had in releasing star-
crossed – her fourth album and debut as a 
filmmaker. The narrative around her music 
was already set: The follow-up to 2018’s tri-
umphant Golden Hour, largely a chronicle 
of newlywed bliss, would be her first mate-
rial post-split from Ruston Kelly, the very 
man who inspired those fan favorites. This 
was, inevitably, Musgraves’ divorce album, 
but the film also offered a chance for the 
singer to take control of her own story – to 
visually showcase her take on it. 
 star-crossed is a chaotic, glamorous fever 
dream. Musgraves, the film’s executive pro-
ducer and co-writer, and director Bardia 
Zeinali created a heartbreak feature told in 
three parts over 45 minutes, set to the bulk 
of the tracks from the accompanying album. 

 The first act captures the push-pull 
between independence and monogamy. In 
one scene, Musgraves and her gang of 
self-described “anti-matrimonials” (rapper 
Princess Nokia, RuPaul’s Drag Race win-
ner Symone and actress Victoria Pedretti) 
are storming a discount wedding dress 
shop with medieval weapons and armor as 
“Simple Times” – Musgraves’ hope to eject

Kacey Musgraves Interprets

One-time Austinite takes control of her own story in

This was, inevitably, Musgraves’ divorce album, but the 
film also offered a chance for the singer to take control 
of her own story – to visually showcase her take on it.

Kacey Musgraves in star-crossed
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 Those whirlwind scenes come to a standstill 
in the second act. Musgraves sings single 
“Justified” as she drives alone, doing little else 
but doing what you do on the open road: letting 
thoughts wander as vistas change. Until, crash: 
Distracted, she collides with another vehicle. 
We’re spared the gore. As the shot changes to  
show the wreckage, red flowers,  rather than 
blood, pour out of the car. Musgraves lies 
around in plastic body parts, her disembodied 
head still singing “Camera Roll,” warning 
not to scroll too far back in all the memories 
your phone holds. (Don’t worry: Schitt’s Creek  
patriarch Eugene Levy is there at the ER 
to piece her back together – the strangest 
cameo in the most on-the-nose sequence.)
 And in the third act? There’s the rebirth 
we all hope for, which Musgraves reaches 
through an unidentified pill. She’s back in a 
church, clearly, but the slow reveal, set to the 
disco-pulsing “There Is a Light” is that her 
white micro dress is fit for a dance party, not 
a walk down the aisle. That’s capped with 
her arresting onstage performance of Violeta 
Parra’s “Gracias a la Vida,” that may or may 
not have ended with a David Lynch refer-
ence. By that point, your head is swimming.
 Audiences will glean their own interpre-
tations from both iterations of star-crossed. 
Its visual journey, now streaming on 
Paramount+, indeed raises plenty of ques-
tions. At the very least, as conveyed by 
Musgraves at its Nashville premiere, the 
woman who lived through it got to show her 
interpretation, in all its complexity and mess-
iness: “I’m really thankful for the opportuni-
ty to transform trauma into beauty.” n

drummer Greg Clifford, and David Pulkingham’s 
guitar laces “You Never Know” with a surprising 
Françoise Hardy French pop feel. 
 Elsewhere, “Went Around the World” carves new 
territory as the strings cut sharply into dark skit-
tering beats, and “River” flows provocatively with 
Fared Shafinury’s Persian setar and Andrew Bird’s 
violin into the beautiful benediction of “Dust.” 
Closer “The Thinker” hearkens Karen Dalton or 
Judee Sill in its sparse unwinding meditation.
 Familiar song fragments float through 
Wennerstrom’s spiraling chants, repurposed like 
a scrapbook piecing together meaning (“All you 
need is love”; “No use to sit and wonder why, 
baby it don’t matter now”). Yet they pastiche 
more as collective touchpoints, anchoring her 
calls to action amid the ambiguities of late-
stage capitalism. “Let’s build an army and fight 
fear with love” she pleads through the shifting 
psych trip of “Photograph.” 
 Although certainly not the capstone to 
Wennerstrom’s extraordinary personal and artistic 
journey, A Beautiful Life reaches a new pinnacle 
for the songwriter, and signals a remarkable 
turning point on a new path forward.

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a Percocet pill, began to gain traction 
last year with hundreds of thousands of 
streams. The breakout single sees Dubbo 
evolve into his current form as he raps 
with a menacing yet inviting rasp over its 
dark instrumental. Momentum from cuts 
such as “Ben10” and selling out his first 
headlining show last October at the Texas 
Music Ranch eventually paved the way for 
both Ingraham and Dubbo, in November, to 
ink deals with New York label Babygrande 
Records. The deal included Dubbo getting a 
partnership for his own imprint, Double O 
Records, a vision he first dreamt up in sixth 
grade. He aspires to use Double O as a way 
to bring up other artists in his crew and has 
already signed Mac D.
 Ingraham, the producer, looks forward 
to Dubbo unleashing new sounds on forth-
coming tracks.
 “Dubbo’s really talented and he’s kind of 
known for the aggressive energy rap and 
we’re certainly going to give people a good 
dose of that moving forward, but there’s a 
lot of other things you can expect in terms of 
melodic sounds and features,” he previews.
 Back at the restaurant, the no-nonsense 
rapper happily reminisces about dancing 
around his house like Michael Jackson 
and fails to contain a smile when reflecting 
on his history as a singer up until mid-
dle school. For those complaining about 
the explicit subject matter and gun-heavy 
music videos that now typify his art, he 
plans to change for no one.
 “Everything I’m talking about might 
sound like a movie, but best believe ni**a 
I done lived that, so I’m just putting it 
out there,” he says assuredly. “A lot of real 
ni**as relate and the ni**as that wanna 
[hate], they ain’t gonna relate.” n

Dubbo Flipped a 
Dime into Double O
North Austin rapper goes from trappin’ in the streets to 
national touring  by Derek UDensi

 Dubbo’s come up has hit a frenzied pace. 
His “Beat Up the Belly 2” video has racked 
a million views since dropping last month 
and internet tastemaker DJ Akademiks 
recently took notice of a live clip where 
a raucous crowd screamed along to his 
streetwise bars. On a late August after-
noon, the young rapper – with an unmis-
takable streak of red dye in his hair – walks 
into a Pflugerville restaurant that serves 
Hennessy-glazed stuffed turkey legs and 
exquisitely loaded baked potatoes. For him, 
it’s a taste of Momma’s cooking before 
embarking on his current nationwide tour 
with Conway the Machine.
 “You don’t understand how long my mom 
been dreaming of having her own restau-
rant,” Dubbo says at a table inside Stuff’em, 
which his mother opened in May. “We start-
ed in the trenches just like anybody else. 
Came from the bottom, 
came to the top. I’m 
proud of her. It makes me 
happy every day [know-
ing] that I can come to my 
momma restaurant to eat. 
It’s a blessing, I love it.”
 He cites his mother 
and his big brother, Mac 
D, as the two main influ-
ences on his rap career. 
Mac D raps, too.
 “My mom made such 
a big impact on my life,” 
the 20-year-old says. “She’s the one who let 
me know anything that I do, I’ve got to do 
100%. She was probably the only one in my 
family who, when I told her football was not 
what I wanted to do, looked me in my eyes 
and told me, ‘Okay, well figure out what 
you’re going to do and, whatever you do, be 
the best at it.’”
 Dubbo’s mother, Andrea Atwood, shares 
similar pride for her son’s local ascent 
throughout this past year.
 “I tell [my children] all the time that any-
thing they put their mind to, they’re gonna 
do good and they’re gonna kill it,” Atwood 
says, beaming with joy and clutching her 
infant grandson. “I’m really proud of them 
for just staying focused and following their 
dreams. I know it’s only the beginning, so 
it’s only up from here.”

From Trapper To rapper
 The North Austin emcee’s scratchy-
voiced ad-libs alone release an energy akin 
to a grand marshal before a NASCAR race. 
Tracks like March’s “Valero” captivate with 
intense flow and memorable metaphors.
 Yet, in conversation, he speaks in a low, 
measured tone. Born in Dallas, the busi-
ness-minded young’un moved between 
his mother’s Louisiana household and his 
father’s Dallas home before making the 
greater Austin area a permanent residence 
around the fifth grade. Legal troubles during 
high school motivated the former youth 
football standout to make serious changes.
 “I started going to jail a lot and moved 
from Leander to Round Rock,” he reveals. 
“When I moved out here, I was a freshman. 
Sophomore and junior year, I was in the 
streets heavy. Junior year I dropped out. I 

was in the streets, trap-
pin’, doin’ a lot of bullshit.”
 He audibly lets out a 
“wooooo,” mimicking the 
wind repeatedly getting 
knocked out of his pro-
verbial sails.
 “Going to jail so many 
times [made me realize], 
yeah, this is not what I’m 
supposed to do. God was 
telling me that I am not a 
trapper. God let me know 
that a lot of times, so I 

just changed my life. I had a son and I just 
knew all that street stuff was dead.”
 Transitioning from trapper to rapper 
occurred abruptly, yet organically. He 
recorded his first song, “Dime Bags,” in 
2019 at North Austin’s Beat Kitchen after 
friends, whose studio time he typically fund-
ed, encouraged him to hop on an unexpect-
edly tough-to-conquer beat. That track’s 
accompanying video, in which he steals 
another teenager’s shoes at gunpoint while 
slanging grams, serves as a stylistic pre-
quel with its booming bass and trap-related 
bars. A relationship with Zachary “Bird” 
Ingraham soon followed after Dubbo start-
ed to accompany his friends to Ingraham’s 
Bird House recording studio. When some of 
those comrades spoke poorly of Ingraham 
behind his back, Dubbo wasn’t having it, 

and the newly minted rapper and producer 
formed an ironclad bond.
 “I knew in my head that I liked the way 
Bird worked,” he explains. “I loved the 
person he was. If I wanna go record, I’m 
going to go where I want to go, so I hit up 
Bird whenever I wanted to make music. He 
showed me so much love. I remember one 
time I had $1,500 or $2,000.” He daps his 
hands together to accentuate his showing 
of respect at that moment.
 “I gave him $2,000 and was like, ‘Look 
out for me when I come here.’ I told him 
right then and there: ‘You’re my producer. 
This is Dubbo and the Bird House.’” His 
only full-length project to date, a Christmas 
2019 release titled Tryna Do Right, features 
exclusive production from the Bird House. 
There’s little need for producer tags – he 
only works with the Bird House.
 
Signed, Sealed, delivered
 Ingraham says he developed a loyalty to 
the rapper as a result of seeing him continual-
ly make strides with little help at his disposal.
 “What really makes him unique from any-
one else I’ve ever worked with is his work 
ethic and [that he] won’t take no for an 
answer,” the Austin-based producer says. “He 
came in the earliest, he stayed in the longest, 
and he wanted to work until the work was 
done. He’d go straight into shooting the video 
with really limited resources. He was willing 
to put all of that into music. There’s a lot of 
people who will talk that talk, but when it 
actually comes to making those sacrifices 
and putting your career first and taking those 
gambles on yourself, not everybody does it.
 “Dubbo did that repeatedly.”
 “Ben10,” a track that ridiculously relates 
a famed Cartoon Network character to 
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“going to jail so 
many times [made 
me realize], yeah, 

this is not what i’m 
supposed to do. god 
was telling me that 
i am not a trapper.”

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Chris Conde, 
Third rooT
The Little Darlin’, Saturday 18
 In April, San Antonio-raised, ATX-based 
queer rapper Chris Conde released 
Engulfed in the Marvelous Decay, an 
album that retained the aggression of 
their previous work while exploring more 
melodic and ethereal spaces.
 “This record is about continuing to 
thrive, despite all of the negativity that 
surrounds us,” says Conde. “It’s about 
acknowledging our humanity then learning 
how to heal and grow as a community.”
 At long last, Saturday brings a 
release show. The party features perfor-
mances from Texas hip-hop knowledge 
bearers Third Root and a DJ set from Isis Payne. Entry’s free, but a donation to the SIMS 
Foundation snags you a raffle ticket to win CBD treats from LGBTQ-, BIPOC-, and wom-
en-owned brand Maryjae. The SIMS Foundation provides mental health and substance 
abuse support to musicians and music industry workers in Austin.
 The event follows last week’s release of Conde’s “Summertime Heat” music video. 
Over a cumbia cut produced by El Dusty, the fun-filled video is a festive celebration of 
LGBTQIA and Mexican American culture. The feel-good clip’s packed with cameos from local 
favorites like Caleb De Casper, Jeff Smith of Hickoids, Thomas Valles and Audrey Campbell 
of Pleasure Venom, and Chronicle Music Editor Kevin Curtin, portraying a cranky Westlake 
pool owner in a rainbow Speedo. – Clara Wang

 Nearly two months after the release of her third album, Romantic 
Images, Molly Burch is hitting the road, but not before a hometown 
send-off that breaks her out of small rooms at the start of her career 
and places her on Mohawk’s main stage. The singer-songwriter, whose 
punched-up Patsy Cline vocals have entranced since her 2017 debut, 
leans further into dream-pop than the quieter reflections displayed 
on previous work – likely thanks to husband/wife producer duo Alaina 
Moore and Pat Riley of the band Tennis. Joining Burch is fellow Austin-
based singer-songwriter Christelle Bofale. – Abby Johnston

PulkinghaM layne alBuM Release
Parker Jazz Club, Saturday 18
 David Pulkingham and Darin Layne have slung strings for Alejandro 
Escovedo, Patty Griffin, Left of Sunday Afternoon, Chrysta Bell, and more, 
but their guitar duo is special. An outgrowth of the band Crying Monkeys, 
Pulkingham Layne performs classics and originals in the Brazilian style 
choro, a sophisticated blend of flamenco, samba, and classical music, 
as delivered on their third LP, D Shack. The technique on display makes 
this vinyl release showcase crack for guitar nerds, but the beauty of 
the melodies should please those not hip to sixteenth-eighth-sixteenth 
rhythms.

chaRley cRockett touRs Music city usa
 “They’re underneath the lights of Broadway, I’m in the alley with the 
ghosts,” Charley Crockett croons on the title track to Music City USA, a 
sharp reminder to said industry town of its roots, in both sound and senti-
ment. After tributing James Hand earlier this year, the ever-prolific trouba-
dour makes statements with a double LP of mostly originals that excavate 
the array of Crockett’s Americana sounds.

Melodica-kissed raga of space & rhyme, soul rockeros lament “Missing My 
Children” sways weightlessly inside repeated intonation, “I am thankful for 
another day.” AMEN. Equally chill, “Truth Is Power” plugs electro accents into 
its Rasta swang like a South American variant of Eighties electrician Eddy 
Grant. F7 anchors South Americano Fest at the Far Out Lounge on Saturday 
alongside Cecilia & the Broken Hearts, Wache, and Grupo Massa, 6pm.

Plates a sleePing tigeR
 With 2018’s Blood and Bones, Bob 
Schneider embraced a more domestic 
perspective, reveling in the influence of 
his new daughter while reckoning with 
the mortal shade of growing older. In a 
Roomful of Blood With a Sleeping Tiger 
picks up similarly, and feels very much 
the product of a songwriter noodling at 
home in lockdown, playing songs to amuse 
himself and a 5-year-old. Solo platter eight 
rolls easy pop scattered with often stream-
of-consciousness-style rhymes, from the 
lullabying “Joey’s Song” to absurdist “Lord 
of the Flies” and “Thor.” A charming under-
card in the artist’s eclectic discography.

harpoon oF sunlighT
 Musical observer of the universe Neil 
Lord, on his latest project within the  
prolific discography of Future Museums, 
draws open the shades for his most illu-
minating collection. The bright and airy 
sequence of environmental ambient 
instrumentals onsets with rhythmic  
New Age motifs before progressing into 
soundtracklike compositions that convey 
epic, glowing serenity. To me, the nine-
song set reflects the renewal of daybreak.
 Preliminary percussive meditations 
secrete melatonin: In “Hum Body,” dual 
arpeggios diverge, then come together 
into a circadian rhythm before the 7/8 
time “Sunset Hysteria” taps tambourine to REM stage neocortical firing – mind active, body 
at rest. Later, the draining liquid sample throughout “Earthside” evokes the drip of a coffee-
pot and the title track’s yawning synths and playful marimba portray the sound of sunlight 
filling a home.
 Side 2 of the debut vinyl pressing from cassette reelers Aural Canyon wakes with “Caw.” 
A trebly beat, akin to steel drums and a spoon tapping the lip of a coffee mug, precedes a 
stretch-and-stand soundscape of choral samples, synth lines, and – at last – noise guitar. 
Next, a resounding, repeating low-C piano note anchors the triumphant “Morning Reception,” 
imbued with a background bugle call. The daylight ritual peaks with the upbeat idiophonic 
melody of “Porcelain Crown” – a track name that conjures thoughts of, appropriately, a 
commode. The morning is officially here. – Kevin Curtin
