Our recommendation for many years was to vote down any and all proposed Texas
constitutional amendments (there have been more than 500 since 1876), as a rational
expression of protest to this bizarre and absurd way of running a government. This time,
we could extend that condemnation to the city of Austin propositions; Save Austin Now’s
second citizen initiative in as many elections demonstrates the need for several reforms
of the direct-democracy provisions of the City Charter. But there are no comments or
customer review sections on the ballot, just up-or-down choices; the Chronicle offers these
endorsements to help you make those choices.

Constitutional Amendments!

Proposition 1: FOR. Raffles! Rodeos! Raffles at
rodeos! This measure allows the pro rodeo
leagues to offer game-day contests like other pro
sports venues.

Proposition 2: FOR. This measure eliminates bar-
riers that keep counties from using debt to finance
infrastructure in the same ways cities do routinely.

Proposition 3: AGAINST. Last year, Gov. Greg
Abbott allowed for 12 whole days limits to the size
of in-person religious services as a COVID-19 con-
trol measure. Now we have an amendment to
make sure that never happens again.

Proposition 4: AGAINST. This would make it sub-
stantially harder for younger, more diverse, and
dare we say more progressive lawyers to become
judges in Texas. The need for more stringent quali-
fications wasn’t evident to the state’s GOP elites
until they started losing court elections in the
urban counties. Now it’s a crisis.

Proposition 5: AGAINST. This is
another attempt to game judicial
elections, a way to give campaigns
a chance to go negative without real
consequence.

Proposition 6: FOR. we reported
last year on the impact of COVID-19
visitor restrictions on nursing home
residents whose family members
were unable to monitor their care.
This amendment would clearly
define residents’ rights to name an
essential caregiver.

Propositions 7 and 8: AGAINST.
These are both tweaks to existing
state law regarding what property
tax homestead exemptions can con-
tinue to be claimed by the surviving
spouse of a deceased owner. To
support them in good faith, one
must support the exemptions them-
selves, which we do not.

City Propositions!

Proposition A: AGAINST. we hope our
emphatic recommendation to vote against
the Save Austin Now police staffing scheme
has more influence than did our opposition
to SAN’s camping ban back in May. At least
back then, there was an apparent problem,
visible to all, to be solved. There is no prob-
lem facing Austin right now that requires hir-
ing hundreds of new police officers and
locking up tax dollars for generations to
come. Murder in Austin has gone from “van-
ishingly rare” to “extremely rare” during the
Prop A campaign, part of a nationwide
trend; responsible Austin voters know that
they live in one of America’s safest big cit-
ies, full stop. The 2.0 staffing and “uncom-
mitted time” components of Prop A have
been on the wish list of the city’s police
union since the 1990s, but even then were
rejected as wasteful featherbedding. A gen-
eration later, we know that better alterna-
tives to armed police response exist for pre-

Proposition B: FOR. The city-owned
parcel on S. Lakeshore Boulevard
(home to the Parks and Recreation
Department’s maintenance yard) was
designated as public parkland
decades ago. There’s no pressing
need for it to be parkland now; it’s
flanked by some of the most heavily
used elements of Austin’s park sys-
tem that PARD is strapped to main-
tain as it is. If an adjoining landown-
er to a public parcel — which in this
case happens to be Oracle
Corporation — that wasn’t designated
as parkland offered a swap that
would leave the city with more money
and more land than it started with,
it's really hard to imagine any City
Council saying no. The fact that this
is going to the voters makes it more
transparent than many deals the city
has gotten itself into. So far, that
scrutiny has yet to reveal any obvious
downsides or any alternative scenari-

os that we should prefer to the one
on offer (which is, even if Prop B pre-
vails, still not a done deal). There’s
no need to stand in its way.

Those alternatives will disappear if
we don’t say no, loudly, to the dishonest
fearmongering of grifters.

VOTING BY MAIL - ANSWERS TO YOUR VBM QUESTIONS

You’ve Applied for a Ballot - Now What?

Q: If I applied for a ballot, can | still vote in per-

son if | so decide? If so, what steps do | take?

Q: How do I check the status of my ballot application?
A: Visit votetravis.com, scroll to the bottom of the page,
and choose the “BBM Status” button.

Q: I've received my hallot and I've filled it out.
What’s the deadline for turning it in?

A: Ballots must be postmarked by Nov. 2 and received by
Nov. 3. Mail to: Dana DeBeauvoir Travis County Clerk -
Elections Division PO Box 149325 Austin, TX 78714-
9325, or hand-deliver to the Travis Co. Clerk’s Office,
5501 Airport Blvd. #100, on election day, Tuesday, Nov. 2.

A: Yes. If you already received a ballot, bring it to an
early voting polling location to surrender it to an early
voting clerk. You'll sign a form requesting cancellation
of the ballot by mail and then vote normally at the
polls. If you don’t bring the mail ballot, you'll have to
sign an affidavit saying you didn’t mail in the ballot;
you'll then vote provisionally.

Q: How do I vote if I don’t receive my ballot in time?
A: You'll need to go to a polling location and fill out an
affidavit (see above).

EARLY VOTING THROUGH OCTOBER 29

TRAVIS COUNTY VOTERS may vote at any “vote center” (where you see a “Vote Here/Aqui” sign).

VOTER ID: Texas law requires registered voters to show one of seven forms of photo ID (current or expired
within 4 years) issued by the Texas Dept. of Public Safety or U.S. government. Voters without photo ID may
vote after signing a Reasonable Impediment Declaration and providing supporting documentation.

Visit traviscountyelections.org for a list of acceptable forms of photo ID and supporting documentation.

No photo ID is required when voting by mail, except for first-time voters who did not include ID information
when registering. You will receive a notice with your ballot if ID is required.

No, you can't sit at that end
of the bar to down your espresso without
paying extra, only at this end of the bar. No,
your ticket does not allow you to go to the
top floor of the museum, only the first, sec-
ond, and fourth. Yes, you must sort your

garbage quite precisely for collection on
designated days for each type. Nine times
out of 10 you will not know these rules exist
because they are ignored by everyone. That
10th time, sucks to be you.
This is becoming a norm for
the nation, state, and city where
we live. There’s much hand-

“turn to authoritarianism” as
exemplified by the lawless life-
ways of now-deposed President
Apesh*t.

SENATE BILL 8 The v.s. Department of Justice has
asked the U.S. Supreme Court to block the enforcement
of Texas’ six-week abortion ban after the 5th U.S.
Circuit Court of Appeals stayed U.S. District Judge
Robert Pitman'’s Oct. 6 order declaring the ban uncon-
stitutional and temporarily blocking it. In response to the
DOJ’s request, Justice Samuel Alito has ordered the
state to file its response by today (Thursday, Oct. 21).

HOMETOWN SEAT SHAKE-UP Austin City Council
Member Greg Casar has formed an exploratory commit-
tee to represent the now-open seat in Texas’ 35th
Congressional District, stretching from East Austin
through San Marcos to Downtown San Antonio. Casar’s
announcement came after U.S. Rep. Lloyd Doggett
announced he will run to represent the new 37th District
anchored in Central and West Austin. See p.16.

ABOUT THOSE LEGE LINES A group of Latinx advocacy
groups filed suit against Texas challenging the redistrict-
ing maps approved by the Texas Legislature for the state
House of Representatives, Senate, congressional districts,
and the State Board of Education. Represented by the
Mexican American Legal Defense and Educational
Fund, the plaintiffs argue the redrawn districts unconsti-
tutionally dilute the voting strength of Latinx Texans and
violate the federal Voting Rights Act of 1965.

STATE-SANCTIONED HATE ... The 87th Texas

Legislature concluded its third special session in the wee
hours of Tuesday morning, Oct. 19. Lawmakers approved
the majority of Gov. Greg Abbott’s agenda items,
including passing anti-trans legislation, House Bill 25,
which bans student-athletes from playing on University
Interscholastic League sports teams that don’t align with
their assigned gender at birth. See story on p.16.

TECH FOR TOMORROW Austin ISD celebrated the open-
ing of its new STEM center at Northeast Early College
High School. Designed in collaboration with Dell
Technologies, the center will facilitate the school’s
career and tech training program, P-TECH, allowing stu-
dents to earn an associate’s degree in cybersecurity
from Austin Community College.

LBJ PRESIDENTIAL LIBRARY reopens to the public on
Thursday, Oct. 21, for the first time since it closed over
the summer because of the pandemic. Open seven days
a week, the library also features a new exhibit, “Lady
Bird: Beyond the Wildflowers.” Masks are required for
anyone over the age of 2, and groups will be limited to
no more than six people. See more online.

Add into
the mix advocates from both right and left for
criminal justice reform and decarceration,
and a host of small boutique CBD artisans
and retailers whose own politics may be
decidedly libertarian, and you get the status
quo, where weed is basically legal because
nobody can or does or even really wants to
enforce the hemp laws, yet we pretend to.

The porousness of the nation/state/city’s
controlled substances laws is not news.
What is news, or at least Fox News, are the
cascading moral panics whose progression
we can chart quite effectively simply by
looking at the press feed of Gov. Greg
Abbott. As he continues to fall apart in pub-
lic under the first real political pressure
he’s ever experienced in his decades of ser-
vice to the red regime, he keeps attempting
to throw the entire weight of Texas against
the doors standing between us and feared,
yet mythical invaders. Critical Race Theory!
Voter fraud! Trans girls playing sports!
Leaving aside the merits of any of Abbott’s
tough stances, how does he expect all of
these things to be enforced?

MEIN KAMPF, FOR KID READERS
The Southlake teachers who sprung the
CRT trap last week, being told that young
readers needed to learn about both sides of
the Holocaust, sent an unmistakeable mes-

sage to the state’s other 1,700 school dis-
tricts: You should just keep doing what
you’re doing and roll the dice, because any
attempt to comply with the regime’s desire
to insulate whiteness from criticism will be
clumsy and controversial. The people who
want these things mostly live in places
where they already have the culture they
want. If even Southlake — which is 75%
white with a median income nearly four
times the Texas average — is uncomfortable
with your racism, that means you don’t
actually have the power to back up your
tough talk. Against what do you have
power? Primarily the weaker, unfavored,
marginalized, like migrants crossing the
border who are now getting arrested just for
show. But even there, your attempted feats
of strength will be called out and held up,
reduced to an airing of grievances.
Eventually, most Texans will be in a place
where, whatever norms and values they
hold or that may prevail in the places they
live, nobody takes the attempts of the state
to enforce its preferences seriously, and it
becomes clear that Texas not only does not,
but cannot use the power of the state to help
anyone (e.g., 70,000 deaths from COVID-19)
or fix anything (e.g., the power grid). Austin
is in the same boat with many of its own
efforts to lay down the law, as is seen every
week when Council, neighbors, and devel-
opers try to understand, let alone enforce,
provisions in the Land Development Code.
Witness the zoning case at 2700 S. Lamar
(see p.12), where neighbors are hiding
behind a supposedly airtight regulatory
regime to enforce housing affordability that
the city does not deliver in real life. As we
strive to provide decent housing to every-
one in town who needs it, where it’s needed,
we will have to decide who we trust to make
sure it happens, or whether the best advice
is to simply not follow the rules. |

Are You a Felon?

Delta-8 products are now considered Schedule 1 narcotics;
plus: boards and commissions evicted from City Hall

In a very quiet move last Friday, the Texas
Department of State Health Services
posted an update on their Consumable
Hemp Program page redefining popu-
lar and heretofore legal Delta-8 THC
products (“all other forms of THC,
including Delta-8 in any concentra-
tion and Delta-9 exceeding 0.3%”)
as Schedule 1 controlled sub-
stances — possession of which is
a felony punishable by up to two
years in prison and a fine of up to
$10,000. So, yeah, those tasty Maple
Brown Sugar tinctures that we had market-
ed online under the “Chronic” brand until yes-
terday — hope it all got shipped out, because
it's now a felony to be in possession of it.

Briefly, Delta-8 is one of a class of prod-
ucts — including chemical variants of the
Delta-9 THC found in marijuana — that was
effectively made legal by the federal 2018
Farm Bill and has flourished since, especially
in states like Texas where regular old pot
remains illegal. And as federal drug agencies
have chosen not to step into the role of regu-
lating these products, at least 14 states have
gone ahead and banned them, in apparent
violation of that Farm Bill. (For a fun read on
this, see “How Mitch McConnell Accidentally
Created an Unregulated THC Market,” pub-
lished this week on fivethirtyeight.com.) And
now Texas has joined in, making felons out of
untold thousands of citizens — “despite two
bills with language banning the sale of D-8
failing to pass in the most recent Texas legis-
lative session, despite the 2018 Hemp bill
declaring that all hemp and hemp derived

cannabinol products are legal, despite the
objections of many Texans, and despite their
lack of authority to make decisions like that
and enforce them,” wrote Carlos
Elizondo, one of the founders of
local CBD startup Heem, in a
plaint to us this morning.

ZAP: Don’t Kick Us Out of City Hall

On Tuesday night, the city’s Zoning and
Platting Commission approved a resolution
pushing back on a recently released plan to
move its public meetings — along with those
of 14 other city boards and commissions
— out of City Hall and into the new
Permitting and Development Center at
Highland. A move had been rumored, but
commissioners only received official notice
via a memo emailed shortly before their
Tuesday meeting.

The ZAP reso outlined a number of rea-
sons to stay put, most notably reduced pub-
lic access and security concerns at the PDC.
Seven high-frequency bus routes currently
serve City Hall, including both MetroRapid
lines, while the PDC is served by just two
high-frequency routes and the MetroRail Red
Line, making it more difficult for those who
rely on public transit to attend meetings. In
addition, transit stops at Highland are signifi-
cantly more distant from the PDC than those

at City Hall, forcing commissioners and the
public to traverse dark parking lots after late-
night meetings in an area far less populated
than Downtown. Nor is the massive Highland
parking garage noticeably secured, as is its
City Hall counterpart.

Commissioners also cited the lack of
metal detectors at the PDC, a definite cause
for unease as public discourse becomes
increasingly fraught (thank you, Mr. Zucker-
berg). But reduced public access was the
chief concern voiced by ZAR which approved
the resolution with one abstention.

City management’s stated reason for the
move is to create a one-stop shop with all
land development services under one roof.
But as the reso points out, ZAP’s support
staff doesn’t work at the PDC, so operation-
ally it makes little sense to move them.
While the memo all but had “done deal”
stamped on it, the earliest moving date isn’t
until February, so there are still a few months
to bat this thing around.

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Council: On South Lamar,
Who Can We Trust?

Last week, City Council gave its initial
approval to a rezoning request at 2700 S.
Lamar for a plan the developer says will
bring about 450 new housing units to the
corridor. The case involves seven tracts of
land near the three-way intersection of
Lamar, Barton Skyway, and Menchaca that
are currently zoned for commercial and retail
uses (current occupants include a 7-Eleven,
Dirty Dog self-service dog washing, and the
Gourdough’s Public House trailer and food
court). Five of the tracts include a zoning
overlay for vertical mixed use, one of
Austin’s density bonus programs designed
to incentivize developers to include income-
restricted housing units in their projects.

That VMU overlay limits the height of
buildings on those tracts to 60 feet, which
Armbrust & Brown attorney Michael
Whellan, serving as the applicant for the
zoning case, says would reduce the amount
of housing that could be built at the site.
Instead, the developer is asking to rezone
all seven tracts as MF-6, the most intense

multifamily zoning category, which has a
height limit of 90 feet and (unlike VMU) no
requirement that the ground floor be devot-
ed to retail. Those requests have drawn
opposition from the Zilker Neighborhood
Association, which says it carefully crafted
the current zoning map for this section of
the corridor.

With the number of units enabled by
MF-6, the developer has committed to pric-
ing about 46 units affordably for house-
holds at 60% of Austin’s median family
income (that’s $58,550 for a family of four).
This matches the VMU requirement that
10% of units on-site be affordable at 60% or
80% of MFI (neighborhoods get to choose
when they opt in; Zilker chose 60%). One
big sticking point for ZNA - and for Council
Member Ann Kitchen, who represents this
part of South Austin - is how the city
would ensure that affordable housing is
being delivered as promised.

State law prohibits Council from requiring
that developers include affordable housing

(what’s known as inclusionary zoning,
which is legal and common in other states).
That’s led to the city’s various incentive
programs offering density bonuses, subsi-
dies, and fee waivers to make income-
restricted housing economically viable in
the private real estate market. When a
developer agrees to participate, the Housing

Rosemont Woes Prompt Tenant Safeguards

In a unanimous vote on October 5, the Travis County
Commissioners Court adopted significant revisions to the
bylaws of the Strategic Housing Finance Corporation, a
subsidiary of the Housing Authority of Travis County.
These new protections, including a tenants’ bill of rights, for
residents of SHFC’s nearly 4,650 apartments come after
months of organized advocacy from the tenants at SHFC’s
Rosemont at Oak Valley complex near Pleasant Valley and
Oltorf in Southeast Austin.

On July 2, more than 85 families at Rosemont were threat-
ened with eviction after damage from Winter Storm Uri in
February exacerbated the property’s existing and extensive
maintenance issues. Soon after, residents began organizing
with Building and Strengthening Tenant Action, formed a
steering committee, and developed a list of demands for
SHFC. After weeks of fruitless negotiations, they escalated
the dispute to the Commissioners Court shortly before fami-
lies began relocating in August to extended-stay hotels.

The court responded by ordering SHFC to create a reloca-
tion action plan within 90 days and by directing $1.6 million
of the county’s Emergency Rental Assistance Program
funds to cover the cost of a relocation service, rent, utilities,
temporary housing, moving costs, storage fees, and other
reimbursable services. Shoshana Krieger of BASTA says
the relocation service has been especially useful for “clean-
ing up a huge mess,” after some tenants said they had got-
ten only days’ notice for their moves or had not been
offered adequate accommodations for disabled family mem-
bers. By mid-September a second relocation — to Airbnbs,
mostly — was needed for many residents, after miscommuni-
cation about then-imminent ACL Festival bookings cut
short their original stays.

The timeline for residents’ return to Rosemont is still
unclear. With the new provisions to SHFC’s bylaws, tenants
are entitled to inspect repairs to their unit before they move
back; some have been invited to return, only to find that
repairs were incomplete. They’ll also have the right to orga-

nize, after residents told the Chronicle in July that police were
called multiple times to tenants association meetings. Travis
County Judge Andy Brown says it “blew my mind that there
were some questions as to whether tenants could organize,
and just the fact that there was no tenant representation on
the [SHFC] board speaks volumes.”

Now, the bylaws require that two current or former tenants
at SHFC-owned properties serve on the board, and that the
tenants’ bill of rights be included in all future leases, guar-
anteeing timely repairs and “keeping properties suitable for
occupancy.” Bee Dumas, steering committee member of
Neighbors at Rosemont, said in a press release that “cur-
rent board members don’t know what it is like to live in one
of their properties and be disrespected by property manag-
ers on a daily basis.”

Some tenants have lived at Rosemont for nearly a decade,
but Capstone Real Estate is only the most recent in a long
line of property managers. “The thing | wanted to avoid was
just firing the management company and saying, ‘We’re going
to get a new [one], it’s going to be different,” Brown explains.
“Clearly, they've tried that before. Now there are protections
in the bylaws that say, no matter who management is, these
are the rights they all have to follow.”

Krieger says BASTA's next step is to help the “forgotten ten-
ants” who remain at Rosemont in un- or half-repaired units,
“living in construction zones.” She says, “The coming weeks
are going to be where the rubber meets the road, as to wheth-
er or not SHFC is going to abide by the directives from the
Commissioners Court.” But none of this would have happened,
says Brown, “if [tenants] hadn’t had the guts to speak up. They
got our attention, and I'm really glad they did.” — Lina Fisher

Election Ticker: Battle over APD staffing gets louder

Early voting is underway in the Nov. 2 election, and the campaigns for and against Propo-
sition A have heated up. Here’s some of the news from that marquee race on the local ballot.

EMS Union Says “Nope”

The Austin EMS Association political
action committee has voted to oppose Prop
A. The PAC joins the Austin Firefighters
Association PAC and AFSCME Local 1624
in opposing the measure, meaning that the
labor groups representing virtually all
city employees (other than police
officers, who make up more than
10% of the city’s 13,500-strong
workforce) have come out
against the measure.

Earlier, AEMSA President
Selena Xie told us her union
had intended to stay out of the
Prop A fight, but voted to weigh
in after considering how the ini-
tiative backed by the Austin Police
Association and the GOP-affiliated Save
Austin Now PAC would impact other city
services. (Notably, the EMS and police
unions are both members of the Combined
Law Enforcement Associations of Texas,
the statewide coalition that has fought
police reform at the Legislature for decades.)
In a statement, Xie pointed to two recent
moves by the Texas Legislature — 2019’s
Senate Bill 2, which reduced how much
property tax revenue cities could bring in
without voter approval of the tax rate, and
this spring’s House Bill 1900, preventing

cities from “defunding” police department
budgets without prior approval from the
governor’s office.

“Due to the combined effects of these two
state bills,” Xie wrote, “we fear Prop A will
create an irreversible escalation of police

costs that will cannibalize Austin’s EMS
and other city services for many
years to come.” Xie noted that
the Austin Police Department
budget is at its highest level
ever, $442 million for fiscal

services, despite the fact we are
still many ambulances short of the
city’s needs, more understaffed than the
rest of Austin’s public safety departments,
and underpaid compared to our Austin pub-
lic safety colleagues.”

ly for five years factors in seven different
cost drivers, including the city’s annual
population and wage growth forecast and
the construction of new police stations and
training facilities. Due to HB 1900’s prohibi-
tions on “defunding the police,” some of
those costs would become permanent.

Prop A backers protest that Van Eenoo’s
projections are too dire, though they failed
to convince the courts to strike them from
the ballot language. (Save Austin Now has
declined to explain how it arrived at its own
cost estimate, so we have declined to report
it until the group shows its work.) But what
if the opposite is true? That’s the conten-
tion of Julio Gonzalez Altamirano, a
respected policy wonk who regularly ana-
lyzes issues facing City Hall. In a new blog
post, Gonzalez takes a critical look at Van
Eenoo’s assumptions.

Prop A, if passed, would require that APD
“at all times” employ 2.0 officers per 1,000
residents, and that those officers have 35%
of their work hours available for “communi-
ty engagement time.” Van Eenoo estimates
that to meet both of these requirements
would actually require a minimum staffing
ratio of 2.13 officers per 1,000 residents at
his low end, up to 2.35 per 1,000 at his high
end; he projects the need to hire between
316 and 680 new officers. However, Van
Eenoo assumes a 6.3% vacancy rate among
APD sworn staff; currently, it’s around 12%,
and APA President Ken Casaday has sug-
gested that at the current rate of attrition, it
could grow to 18% by the end of 2021.

If APD’s vacancy rate hovers around 10%,
and to allow for 35% engagement time,
Gonzalez writes, the city would need to
immediately hire somewhere between 645
and 1,009 officers, in a tightening labor mar-

ket, and after nearly two years of APD cri-
ses that included closing and then “reimag-
ining” its police academy. To accomplish
this, Council could agree to raise salaries for
new officers, or lower its recruitment stan-
dards beneath where “reimagining” would
set them. Van Eenoo projected either 1% or
2% wage growth for officers over the five
years, which Gonzalez also flags as overly
optimistic.

Chacon: Pro or No?

The campaigns for and against Prop A
have both said Austin Police Chief Joseph
Chacon is aligned with their cause. In a
statement, the chief told us: “I have taken
no stance on Prop A and that has consis-
tently been my response when asked if I
support or oppose the measure. I believe
this is a matter for the voters to decide.”
That’s consistent with his political and legal
responsibilities as chief.

What Chacon has said, giving comfort to
both sides, is that staff attrition is the big-
gest challenge he and APD face, but that a
“static” and “arbitrary” staffing ratio — like
“2.0 per 1,000” —is not the best path forward.
When asked directly at Council during his
confirmation hearing Sept. 30, Chacon said
such models are “based upon older method-
ologies” that are now outdated, and that
departments should instead be looking at
calls for service, geographic distribution,
and other “evidence-based, data-driven”
factors. “Going forward, the important
thing is that we determine what services
our community wants, and then use models
we develop to determine exactly how many
officers it’s going to take to obtain that,”
Chacon told Council. “I just think that’s a
smarter way to do business.” |

The inspiration for FireBot came to
Siddharth Thakur four years ago, when the
inventor was 13 years old. “l was researching
a technology to combat wildland fires when |
heard about the death of a local firefighter in
a structural fire on the news,” Thakur said.
“And this got me thinking — why couldn’t | use
my technical skills to develop a solution to a
problem in my local community, rather than
trying to solve a problem many states away?”

FireBot, the search and rescue robot that
Thakur soon began developing, won the
People’s Choice Award at the 2021
Collegiate Inventors Competition on Oct.
13. It's a 20-pound steel robot that firefight-
ers can remotely guide through burning build-
ings using a joystick. FireBot climbs over
obstacles and sends back live video and
thermal data to let firefighters see conditions
inside structures without risking their lives. It
also has a two-way speaker system that can
help lead victims to safety.

Most importantly, FireBot won’t burn up.
“The primary reason FireBot is novel is its
thermal insulation system,” Thakur said.
“There are several layers of high-temperature-
resistant material that protect the inside
electronics ... Temperatures on the floor inside
a structural fire rarely exceed 300 degrees
Fahrenheit, because heat rises. At these tem-
peratures, FireBot can last well over 40 min-
utes, which is over four times as long as a
firefighter with all their protective gear on.”

Thakur had long conversations with the fire
chief in his hometown of Houston before
undertaking the project. He was shocked to
learn that firefighters don’t often make use of
robotic technology. “They rely on basic tech-
niques to enter the fire and look for human
life,” he said, “and they get trapped, they run
out of air, they lose their way, and then they
die.” Over the last decade, 33 firefighters lost

their lives in building fires nationwide; more
than 10,000 were injured in 2019 alone.

Thakur worked through three versions of
FireBot during his high school years with the
help of Roland Fields, the fabrication lab man-
ager at Houston Community College. Fields
opened the doors of his lab to the young inven-
tor, brainstormed ideas with him, and served as
his advisor at the competition. Now that Thakur
has moved to Austin and begun an electrical
engineering degree at UT, he is redesigning
FireBot once again. He’s also hoping to bring on
additional team members and acquire funding.

The win at the Collegiate Inventors
Competition earned Thakur $1,500 and made
him eligible for patenting help from the United
States Patent and Trademark Office, one
of the competition’s sponsors. “Currently, we
have a provisional patent and we're hoping
to file a few more,” Thakur said. “I'm super
grateful because the USPTO gave us a patent
accelerator. I'm assuming typically it takes
around one year to get a patent approved.
This cuts it down to a couple months.”

Thakur says he is in talks with Austin Fire
Chief Joel Baker on using AFD training facili-
ties to test the current version of FireBot.
After refining the design once more, he
hopes to send copies of the robot to fire
departments across Central Texas for further
study. The ultimate goal is to create a prod-
uct that can be used worldwide.

But as he settles into his new life at UT,
Thakur has had time to consider other inter-
ests. He wants to help solve problems relat-
ed to climate change and plastic pollution.
“I've been doing a lot of, ‘Where do | go
from here?’” he said. “But I've also been
doing a lot of thinking, and | know | wouldn’t
have gotten here without my family’s sup-
port. So I'd like to give a shout-out to my
mom, Leena Palav.” — Brant Bingamon

Talarico goes south, Doggett west, as Casar trades up

The ink has barely dried on the maps
spat out of the redistricting machine as
exhausted lawmakers wrapped up the
third(!) special session of the 87th Texas
Legislature this week; it’'s even more damp
on the first litigation challenging those
maps, filed Monday in federal court in El
Paso by the Mexican American Legal
Defense and Educational Fund. But while
the suits by MALDEF and other plaintiffs
(including state Sen. Sarah Eckhardt,
D-Austin) roll slowly forward, the aspirants
for those newly drawn seats have kicked off
their campaigns quickly, shaking up the
Central Texas electoral landscape one
month before filing begins for the
March 2022 primaries.

First into the starting gate
was Rep. James Talarico,
D-Round Rock, who saw his
Williamson County district
turn a rich ruby red in the final
Texas House map sent to Gov.
Greg Abbott. His three colleagues
who also flipped former GOP seats
in 2018 — Reps. John Bucy III and Vikki
Goodwin of Austin and Erin Zwiener of
Driftwood - all saw their swing districts
become Democratic fortresses in the new
map (Zwiener’s at the last minute, with a
successful floor amendment to draw her
home into the new blue seat anchored in
San Marcos). But no such luck for Talarico,
the youngest member of the Lege, despite
his having come home early from the quo-
rum break to D.C. earlier this summer,
ostensibly to work and mend some fences

with his GOP colleagues. However! Just
across the county line, the Travis County
seat where Talarico grew up and graduated
from McNeil High School and worked for
former Rep. Mark Strama will be open in
2022, as Strama’s successor Celia Israel
gears up for a likely Austin mayoral race.
“The community that raised me deserves a
representative that is battle-tested and
knows how to fight Republicans and win,”
Talarico said in a statement announcing his
move from House District 52 to HD 50. “If
they think they can keep me out of the
House, they better think again.” The dis-
trict is nearly 60% non-Anglo (becom-

ing more so with redistricting), and
Pflugerville City Council Member
Rudy Metayer is already explor-
ing a run with prominent
Black support, so Talarico’s
coronation is not guaranteed.
Another local elected official

of color and HD 50 resident,
who had been tapped as a poten-
tial successor to Israel, has instead
set his sights higher on the ballot. Council
Member Greg Casar on Tuesday announced
his candidacy for Congress in what will be
the open TX-35 seat, stretching from East
Austin to the Alamo, as current U.S. Rep.
Lloyd Doggett casts his hat into the ring for
the newly created TX-37, a safely Democratic
district including most of Austin west of
1-35. Speaking on Monday at Bryker Woods
Elementary — where he was captain of the
safety patrol as a boy, more than six decades
ago — Doggett said, “Neighborhoods like this

one where I grew up, and from which I was
originally elected, have been carved up out-
rageously in the past, but they are finally
reunited.” While thanking the friends and
supporters from the farther-out parts of
Texas that he’s represented in his 13 terms
in Congress (including, for a while in the
mid-Aughts, the Rio Grande Valley), Doggett
choked up: “I will have to admit that deep
down, I have always in my heart wanted to
be back representing a united Austin.”
While Doggett will almost certainly face
opposition in the March primary, many
local political leaders with the reputation
and wherewithal to challenge a man who
was first elected by Austin voters in 1973
(including Eckhardt, Austin Mayor Steve
Adler, and the whole Travis County

Commissioners Court) are happy to back
Doggett in what he’s made clear is close to
the end of his career. “In Austin, as political
as it is, there’s no entitlement” to the seat,
Doggett told us before his announcement.
“I don’t plan to be in Congress forever [and]
be carried out in my boots. I’ll be back here
in Austin, doing something else.”

Yet “the idea of being there with a Demo-
cratic majority to get some of the things
done that I’d been unable to address while
in the minority” — as Doggett was for nine of
his 13 terms - “has a great deal of appeal.”
It holds similar appeal to Casar, who passed
last year on a run for the state Senate seat
now held by Eckhardt (and, back in 1973, by
Doggett) and has gotten to see the limits to
what Austin City Hall can do up close and

ANTI-TRANS SPORTS BILL HEADS T0 ABBOTT'S DESK

Following its approval last week in both chambers of the Texas
Legislature, anti-trans student-athlete House Bill 25 now heads to
Gov. Greg Abbott’s desk, where it is poised to be signed into law.

Authored by state Rep. Valoree Swanson, R-Spring, HB 25
bans Texas K-12 students from competing on a school sports
team that doesn’t align with their assigned gender at birth. The
measure passed the Texas Senate on a largely partisan 19-12
vote after the Senate Committee on Health and Human
Services voted to advance the legislation during a rushed hearing
in which its rules requiring 24 hours notice had been suspended.
Under HB 25, a student’s gender would be determined by the sex
listed on their birth certificate issued at or near the time of
birth. Currently, Texas’ University Interscholastic League deter-
mines student-athlete gender based on birth certificates, including
those later issued to correspond to a student’s gender identity. It
remains unclear how birth certificates would be checked under HB

25’s new restrictions, although the UIL has said that process is up
to individual schools and districts.

HB 25 was one of three anti-trans student-athlete bills to advance
through the 87th Texas Legislature in its third special session; HB
10 and Senate Bill 3 failed to clear both chambers by session’s end
Oct. 18. Texas Republican lawmakers had likewise failed to pass
such a measure in the regular session or the preceding two specials,
despite it being a priority of both Abbott and Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick.
The success of HB 25 makes Texas the fifth state to pass legislation
to harm trans youth this year, which has seen unprecedented efforts
to target trans Americans in the statehouses. “This cruel and gro-
tesque ban has put a dangerous target on the backs of transgender
children and adults, erases intersex people, and sends a clear mes-
sage that transgender and intersex people aren’t welcome or safe in
Texas,” said Ricardo Martinez, CEO of Equality Texas, the state’s
largest LGBTQIA rights advocacy organization. — Beth Sullivan

Lonesome Cosmic Cowboy

Sonny Carl Davis faces the death of old Austin in Buck Alamo BY RICHARD WHITTAKER

After 45 years in the film business, Austin
filmmaking legend Sonny Carl Davis has
one piece of advice for young actors. “Do
good work and make friends,” he warmly
explained.

That’s advice that never would have
stuck with Buck Alamo, the fading focus of
Davis’ new drama (suitably named Buck
Alamo) which receives its North American
premiere at the Austin Film Festival this
weekend. Buck has a long history of screw-
ing everything up, a last vestige of the
Threadgill’s and Armadillo World Head-
quarters era of Austin who finds himself
broke, friendless, estranged from his
daughter (Lee Eddy), and unwittingly
stalked by Death itself, given narratorial
voice by Bruce Dern.

Davis paints Buck as a familiar figure to
Austinites. “You go the honky-tonk, and
there’s the guy who’s still an artist but he
just doesn’t have that big of an audience, or

a gallery to show his art in.” In the elegiac
and poetic Buck Alamo, the fictional Austin
fixture tries to make amends, but it’s all too
little, too late. “Buck figures, ‘If I go back
and apologize, things will all be forgiven.’ ...
but ‘T’'m sorry’ doesn’t patch those holes you
made or those wounds you incur.”

Not that there are no similarities between
them. Davis chortled: “The wardrobe
department was the back of my old closet.”

Maybe the biggest difference between
the actor and the character, Davis was a
cornerstone of the early Austin film scene,
co-starring in Eagle Pennell’s landmark
1978 picture The Whole Shootin’ Match. The
only problem was that there just wasn’t that
much of a scene. When it came to local film-
makers, “you could name ’em all on one
hand,” and he knew them all - Eagle Pinnell,
Lou Perryman, Tobe Hooper, Kim Henkel -
so with an eye to a real career eventually
Davis and his wife relocated to Los Angeles.

Their short stay turned into 30 years. “I just
wanted to check it out,” said Davis, adding
that he appeared in “a few films over the
years.” (A massive understatement, with 83
credits to his name.)

By contrast, Buck was the big fish that
stayed in his small pond, and now the water
is dry. “He’s a character who is very familiar
to me,” Davis said. “We've
all got friends who go,
‘Maybe I should have
gone to Nashville or L.A.,
and maybe I wouldn’t be
living in a double-wide.”

Buck is definitely a familiar figure to
writer/director Ben Epstein, who in part
was inspired by his own uncle, who he met
for the first time in years at his grand-
mother’s funeral. “He’s a musician that
never got to play before more than 10, 25
people,” Epstein said. They started talking,
and Epstein initially thought of making a

documentary about his uncle, and his life in
tiny Red Rock. However, as he started
developing the film, “it just turned into the
inspiration of this character.” It was local
producer and filmmaker Mike Blizzard who
introduced him to Davis: “The way that his
truths spoke very closely to this character
that we had, and then the way he spoke
about his own life, and this long, storied
career, I went, ‘Sonny’s got this.”

Even though most of that career was in
L.A., Austin had called Davis back, and by
the time he moved back in 2007 the city had
a real film scene, “with heroes like Robert
Rodriguez and Rick Linklater making
movies here.” The town’s movie history,
and Davis’ role therein, is recorded in the
2018 documentary Also Starring Austin
(coincidentally directed by Blizzard, who
also produced Buck Alamo): and unlike
Buck, who bought into his own mythology,
Davis suddenly found himself a revered
part of Austin’s film pantheon. Not that the
reverence didn’t sting occasionally. “My
wife and I were back a few years ago, sitting
around the dinner table at some people’s
house, and this young teenager student,
during the course of the after-dinner, said,
‘Oh, I know who you are. I studied you in
film history.” OK, I'm a character on Turner
Classic Movies now.”

Another big difference between Sonny
and Buck? There’s no sign of Davis slowing
down. He remains a jobbing actor, known
for “big roles on little films and little roles
on big films,” and he admitted his wife was
even nervous about him taking on a project
about an old man looking back on his life.
He’s worked alongside actors from Bill
Murray to Susan Sarandon and Tommy
Lee Jones, and he added one more big
name in Bruce Dern. Epstein admitted, it
was one role that made Dern the perfect
voice for imminent mortality: 1978’s The
Cowboys. “Of course the only person who
ever Kkilled John Wayne
would Kkill this guy.”

However, his co-star
came as quite a surprise to
Davis, who had no idea he
was in the picture, as they
never shared a single scene. “Did I black
out that day?” Davis mused. “People ask
me, ‘Bruce Dern, what was he like?’ I don’t
know, I didn’t meet him. But it all came
together pretty good.” |

The Same Storm director Peter Hedges explains why
Austin Film Festival means so much to him

“I love this festival because it’s a writ-
er-centered festival,” says Peter Hedges, the
writer and director of Austin Film Festival
2021 opening night selection The Same
Storm. “It’s the only film festival I'm aware
of that is writer-centric. And writers are, you
know, sometimes the unloved, bastard child
in the filmmaking world.”

But there’s Hedges himself, who received
an Oscar nomination for Best Adapted
Screenplay for his screenplay of Nick
Hornsby’s About a Boy in 2002 — and that was
a decade after Lasse Hallstrom filmed
Hedges’ first novel, What’s Eating Gilbert
Grape, which the author also adapted for
screen. And, considering Hedges’ more recent
projects (Pieces of April, 2003; Dan in Real
Life, 2007; The Odd Life of Timothy Green,
2012; and Ben Is Back, which opened the AFF
in 2018), reckon we’ll have to look elsewhere
for a sufficiently unloved bastard child.

Hedges smiles, allowing the point. “It’s
not such an issue for me, because I always
just direct what I write,” he says. “But I've
had a long relationship with the festival,

have been coming to it since around, proba-
bly, 2000? It’s always wonderful to make a
film that gets to open any festival, but that
we get to open the Austin Film Festival has
particular meaning for me.”

The Same Storm is what you might call
Hedges’ pandemic film - filmed during
those especially fraught months of 2020,
about that socially restricted time, and fea-
turing a cast of 24 performing-from-home
actors, a cast that includes Elaine May, San-
dra Oh, Mary-Louise Parker, Noma Dumez-
weni, Moses Ingram, Rosemarie DeWitt,
Ron Livingston, Daphne Rubin-Vega, Alison
Pill, Joshua Leonard, and Judith Light.

About six weeks into the pandemic,
Hedges watched a Zoom live reading by
Marisa Tomei and Oscar Isaac of a one-act
play, “Beirut,” staged by New York’s Robert
W. Wilson MCC Theater Space. “What struck
me in the reading was how intimate it was
and how moving it was — that each of the
actors were controlling their own camera,
and they were acting with each other. It felt
more intimate than most films do. It was

like a Cassavetes film, where it just feels so
real and raw, and it was totally moving. And
I immediately thought, ‘Oh, I can write
something that could be performed that
way.” And I started writing a play for a
bunch of actors that I'd want to be in, tried
to write it in a way that the best actors
would be willing to do this raw, un-glammed-
up work. But as I was writing, I started to
think that maybe there was a way to film it,
so it wouldn’t just be a one-time reading.
And T learned of other people who’d come
up with different strategies for recording -
people were adapting technology. And I saw
that we could use people’s devices as their
own cameras and record not, say, one actor
and then the other and then cut them
together, but to actually record them at the
same time - so that they’re actually playing

off each other, so it’d feel real and human
and full of surprises.”

A mosaic of real and human and full of
surprises seems a decent assessment for
The Same Storm, which debuted at the
Telluride Film Festival in September. But,
while queuing up to see this newest Hedges
creation, let’s not lose track of the tiles pre-
viously set in our own mosaic of journo
realities: Why does the AFF have “particu-
lar meaning” for the filmmaker?

“I first came to Austin because this was
where we were going to shoot What’s Eating
Gilbert Grape,” he says. “And I came with
some trepidation, because, as an Iowa-born
writer, I wanted Iowa to be represented as
TIowa. But I came to Austin and I remember
we had a production office Downtown, and
I went into the art department, and they

Texas thrill ride takes a trip to The Big Bend

In 2018, L.A.-based filmmaker Brett Wagner went on
a family vacation to the home of his friend, Aaron
Brown, in Terlingua, located deep in West Texas and
just outside of Big Bend National Park. Upon arrival,
Wagner was immediately mesmerized by the remote
enviroment: the harsh desert, the vibrant sky of stars,
the rugged landscape. During an excursion, there was
a minor incident where one of the children wandered
off for a few brief minutes. Nearly three years later,
those experiences would inspire Wagner to return to
Texas to direct his new feature, The
Big Bend, with Brown as his pro-
ducer. The film is set to make its
world premiere at this year’s Austin
Film Festival, and Wagner said he
was “extremely excited ... Almost
everybody associated with the film
is from the Austin area, which means so many more of
them will be able to attend. It’s like a homecoming.”

The Big Bend stars Jason Butler Harner, Virginia Kull,
Erica Ash, David Sullivan, as well as Wagner’s two
daughters, Delilah and Zoe, and features a score by
Austin’s own Shakey Graves. The story follows the
experiences of two families as their vacation turns into
a suspenseful escalation of traumatic events that push
the boundaries of their relationships.

The process of shooting on-location in Terlingua was

tumultuous, to say the least. Scorching West Texas
heat, unpredictably turbulent thunderstorms that
caused power outages, and rocky terrain would make
for a challenging shoot, especially given that they were
only operating on the budget of an independent film.
These conditions made scouting for locations compli-
cated, given that the group was adamant about finding
the perfect scenery to complement the story.

Matters became even more complicated for one of
the film’s leads, Kull, who filmed the indie while six

months pregnant with twins. Kull

role, and said the crew took
immense care of her during the
shoot.

Austin filmmaker Lane Michael Stanley puts personal
experience into rehab drama Addict Named Hal

Just because a movie isn’t wholly autobi-
ographical, that doesn’t mean that a film-
maker doesn’t pour themselves into it.
Writer/director and UT alum Lane Michael
Stanley drew on their own personal experi-
ences for their debut movie, Addict Named
Hal, which premieres locally at the Austin
Film Festival this weekend. They said,
“There hasn’t really been a time in my
sobriety when I wasn’t living in a halfway
house or working on this movie.”

The film’s roots are in tragedy, in Stanley’s
alcoholism after the sudden death of their
fiancé in 2016, an addiction that sent them to
arecovery house. Stanley’s focused that trau-
ma and growth through several formats: first
an award-winning one-act play, then a short
film, now a feature that Stanley filmed in

early 2020 around Austin, with a crew draw-
ing heavily from UT Radio-Television-Film
students and grads. In this version, a young
woman, Amy (Natalie L Amoreaux), tries to
suppress her grief over her father’s death
with booze, only to be sent to a recovery
house. Deep in denial, that’s where she meets
recovering heroin addict Hal (Ray Roberts
II). It’s quickly revealed that while alcohol-
ism remains the socially acceptable addic-
tion, they’re not really that different. Stanley
said, “I have friends with DUIs talk about, oh,
they would never do heroin, in a way that
makes it sound like they’re judging them,
[but] it’s the exact same addict behavior.

“It takes people a little longer to be forced
to sober up from alcoholism,” Stanley added.
That’s why the filmmaker’s experience with

12-step programs was in meetings for heroin
addiction, “rather than alcohol, because the
other people my age were there for heroin,
whereas most people aren’t going to make it
to a halfway house for alcoholism until their
50s, and their liver is giving out.”

Addict Named Hal’s change in medium,
from stage to short to feature, has meant
completely reconsidering the story, and how

to make the audience connect with the char-
acters. “Real-time plays are very popular for
a reason,” Stanley said. “We feel like we’re
spending time with someone, spending time
in their lives shooting the shit. ... In film,
spending time with characters when they’re
not talking is going to build a stronger con-
nection than when they’re chatting about
trivialities.” Real-time plays also lend them-

Clint Bentley’s family history
gives Clifton Collins Jr. the role
of a lifetime in Jockey

Sometimes there’s only one performer for a part. Filmmaker
Clint Bentley met Clifton Collins Jr. on the set of his debut fea-
ture, 2016’s Transpecos. The multitalented character actor
played a small part as a border patrol officer, and while he
was only on set for a couple of days, Bentley said, “We knew
that there was so much more that he could give as an actor
than the roles he was being given. ... Then we got to know
him as a person, and we wanted to show the Clifton we knew.”

In their follow-up, Austin Film Festival selection Jockey,
Collins plays Jackson Silva, a seasoned but battered rider
working the lower levels of the racehorse circuit. It's a tough
life, and one that Bentley knew well, as his father was a jock-
ey. “l really wanted to show this world to people,” the Dallas-
based writer/director said, crediting his Austinite co-writer/
producer (and Transpecos director) Greg Kwedar for the idea
of Silva as a man in a sport that’s ailing just like him. “You
see a lot of racetracks that are mostly empty, so it was a
really nice opportunity to let the character’s journey mirror
what that world is going through.”

Bentley always saw Collins as Silva. He said, “I can’t think of
an American actor who could pull that off, disappearing into a
scene with firsttime actors, and real jockeys, and real trainers
[but] also having a real huge moment where he’s got to show
the frailty of that character, but also the strength.” Plus, he
truly looks the part. “He looks like he could be a working-class
jockey, and that’s just his face and his body language.”

Kwedar praised Collins as a true collaborator, working with
them through the research and development process, but
also bringing his own life experiences that they found paral-
leled Silva’s arc: “Some very tragic with his own father, but
also this beautiful acting tradition from his grandfather, who
was in movies with John Wayne and Groucho Marx.”

For Bentley, it was vital that Jockey not simply recreate the
experience of the racing life, but the damage to their bodies.
There’s one pivotal conversation that explains the jockey’s atti-
tude to pain: “‘Well, I've broken both my wrists, I've broken my
legs, I've broken my collarbones, I've broken my nose so many
times that I've lost count, but I've never been hurt bad.”” That’s
not screenwriter's hyperbole. That was verbatim from a conversa-
tion they had during research with a 23-year-old jockey “who
looked 28,” said Bentley. So what did he count as bad? “Bad is
not what is injured,” Bentley said. “Bad is, ‘Can you ride or not?"”

But it's not just accidents. Being a jockey is inherently gruel-
ing, keeping under 125 pounds while still staying strong
enough to control a half-ton of horse at 40 mph. Bentley said,
“Even if they never fall, and | don’t know if there’s a jockey out
there who has been that lucky ... it’s that life of stress that
keeps, day after day on your body, that really takes a huge toll.”

Living with that throbbing agony is another part of Collins’
performance that constantly impressed Kwedar. He said, “It's
one thing to show pain. It's another to hide pain, but it still be
there simmering underneath the surface. It's a whole charac-
ter arc.” That’s what motivates Silva‘s decisions in Jockey
about how he will leave the sport: in an ambulance, a hearse,
or of his own volition. For Kwedar, it comes down to one decid-
ing factor: “Fear. That’s the thing that really gives them night-
mares. ‘When | get on this horse, am | afraid?’ Because that’s
when you get hurt bad, and that’s when it's time to stop.” W

selves to a single location, and for Stanley,
cinema is stronger if the audience sees char-
acters in different circumstances. “If I know
what someone looks like when they’re
brushing their teeth, or at a work meeting,
or on a date, I'm getting to know who they
are, the different faces that they put on.”

Those faces change over time, just as the
filmmaker is not the young playwright who
first focused their grief and addiction
issues into that play. Yet Stanley also
described a distance from that old, raw,
emotional immediacy. “It’s not scratching
at the wound for me. ... In the first couple
of years, people would mention my fiancé
and then they would feel bad for bringing
him up, and I'd be like, ‘This is constantly
on my mind. You can’t bring him up to me.
This is just my constant reality.”” Now the
experiences are “more compartmentalized,
and recovery is a big and ongoing part of
my life, so it’s very different, working on
the film.” |

Can Copa Tejas Salvage Rustin FC’s Season?

two San Antonio FC fans looking to
add some tangible stakes to the in-state
rivalry between four Texas-based USL
Championship (2nd division) squads. At the
time, Major League Soccer only fielded
two Texas teams — FC Dallas and Houston
Dynamo - so an MLS version of Copa Tejas
didn’t make much sense. But the
next year, with Austin FC’s arrival
imminent, Arters and Gawronski
decided to bring Copa Tejas to
the major leagues.

“I had seen some social
media traffic coming out
of Austin where they were
talking about, ‘Hey, now that
Austin FC is coming on board,
shouldn’t there be some kind
of statewide trophy?’ And I just
thought, if there was ever a time to
reach out and do it, now’s the time,” Arters
told the Chronicle.

Copa Tejas is not affiliated with, nor officially
sanctioned by, any league or club. It's a trophy

by, for, and of the fans — specifically supporters’

groups like Los Verdes and Austin Anthem.
The trophy goes to the supporters of the club
that finishes the MLS season with the best
head-to-head record among the three Texas
rivals. The object itself doesn’t even actually
exist yet, though Arters assures that the silver-
smith will have it ready by season’s end. Copa
Tejas is using a GoFundMe campaign to retro-
actively cover the cost of production.

All three Texas teams currently find them-
selves at the bottom of the MLS Western
Conference, but that’s irrelevant as far as

Copa Tejas is concerned. In the head-to-
head race, Dallas and Houston are tied at 8
points each (two wins, two draws, one loss),
with Austin in third place at 3 points (one
win, three losses). But the Oaks can flip
the script in the next two weekends. With
back-to-back wins over Houston at home this
Sunday (Oct. 24) and at Dallas next Saturday
(Oct. 30), ATXFC would jump to 9 points
and steal the cup.
“You talk about excitement,
you talk about momentum. |
mean, we couldn’t have written
a better ending for the first
year, for it to come down to
the final game and winner-
take-all-type stakes,” Arters
said. He plans to be in Dallas
on Oct. 30 to present the trophy.
But do the clubs themselves
place value in a fan-generated
award? When asked directly about it
Tuesday, ATX head coach Josh Wolff
stopped short of making it a main objective.

“We recognize we're one of three teams in
the state of Texas and we're competing for
those bragging rights,” Wolff said. “Whether
it's a trophy, a real trophy, a fictitious trophy,
we're going to see these guys many many
times. So | think each and every opportunity
carries weight and has the ability to build
and charge that rivalry.”

To be clear, Wolff is not paid to win Copa
Tejas. He’s paid to chase the MLS Cup. But
for a club with so little to boast about on the
field in year one, the image of lifting a trophy
— any trophy — should be more than a little

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The Bullet That Kept on Traveling

A quartet of Oscar-worthy performances as parents navigate the aftermath of a
school shooting in MassS BY RICHARD WHITTAKER

It was falling in with the wrong friends. It was
having no friends. It was video games. It was
neurological. It was psychopathy. It was neglect.
It was overcoddling. Hayden killed his class-
mates, and no one knows why.

In Mass, Fran Kranz's heartbreaking, poignant,
rage-filled howl of a directorial debut, the
American plague of school shootings is given
four faces, four people, four parents. They sit
in a room in a church, a quiet place
for them to exchange pleasantries,
hand over a little flower arrange-
ment, and then tear themselves
open in keening, wailing pain.

Kranz's script finds these sur-
vivors in a place beyond simple
anger, or hatred, or grief. For years,
Gail (Plimpton) and Jay (Isaacs)
have tried to find some focus for
what happened to their son in an ordinary class-
room. Today is an extraordinary one, and yet so
simply laid out. They finally meet, alone, with the
parents of the boy that killed their son. Richard
(Birney, a picture of buttoned-down torment) and
Linda (Dowd, utterly incomparable) look like the
kind of parents they would run into at a bake
sale, and there’s a fragile politeness to their
opening conversation. The session has clearly

been exquisitely arranged in advance by a grief
counselor (Carter), who sets the last details
with a church volunteer (Wool) who awkwardly
acknowledges the weight of the day in an open-
ing sequence that literally sets the stage for the
four parents, each grieving in their own way.
Then the door closes, and four of the year’s
most powerful, tragic, touching, and poignant
performances emerge. Kranz's script walks the
audience through every moment
of their hourlong meeting. It's
not that there is anything new for
them to say — after six years of
very public grief and shame, and
unstated dissection of the crime
in the media. What’s important is
that they can say it to each other.
Kranz does not seek for imme-
diate answers to the gun crisis
— indeed, in typical masculine form, Jay and
Richard banter and bicker about rival theories
about what could have happened. Instead, he
looks deep into the burden of trauma, and the
complexities of forgiveness, both of others and
of self. It's easy to empathize and sympathize
with Gail and Jay, but in finding compassion for
the inconsolable social status as pariahs, the
parents of a killer, that Linda and Richard carry

forever he illuminates the subject and his char-
acters with a deep and abiding humanity.

Kranz undoubtedly draws upon his Broadway
experience for a script that is both terse and
mannered, yet utterly natural and organic. The
opening sequence, before the quartet arrive,
is so loaded with ominous doom that it feels
like another shooting may happen, but it simply
carries the overwhelming gravity of the situation.
Once the four are together, there are moments
that the characters have prepared, rehearsed
over and again for this day; facts embedded
in their minds that they can never escape, and
details that they have stared at so often that
they can recite them. That’s what the cycle of
grief is, and Kranz imbues those moments with
a special tone and timbre that quietly contrasts
with the moments of interchange and exchange.
As the audience, being the fifth silent figure in
the room is exhausting because you feel for
every single one of them. Yet it is also a story
of grace, perfectly told and etched into every
understated frame. Mass takes the high school
shooting drama out of the exploitation rut into
which it has fallen, and instead turned it back
into a story of people. It's a simple achievement
to name, but an extraordinary one in its impact.

D: Maisie Crow. (NR, 96 min.)

A cohort of Texas high school students are
eager to prepare themselves for a career in
law enforcement. These teens look up to the
instructors of their law enforcement classes, as
they are not only guided toward a life of policing
but bond as a group, all as the limits of their
values and identities are tested.

At the Ready follows a group of students
who are enrolled, or have been enrolled, in the
Criminal Justice Club at Horizon High School in
El Paso, Texas. The film chronicles their lives as
they take this course, with the Beto-Cruz elec-
tion, family struggles, exploration of identity, and
other conflicts influencing their experiences in
the background.

Masie Crow’s Sundance-selected documentary
thrives on providing such depth and nuance to
very real students with very real experiences.
One subject, Kassy, is put at a crossroads.

She learns lessons and hears rhetoric from her
instructors that prevent her from being able to
express her identities and values, but she feels
a sense of obligation to pursue a career in law
enforcement. It is situations like these that make
for a heartbreaking and suspenseful entry point
for viewers to learn about these individuals.

Crow is so successful in patiently capturing
subjects like Kassy, placed in extremely difficult
positions, in a grounded manner that illustrates
how nuanced the contexts of these issues are.
While her methodical approach might be frus-
trating for some with pre-existing opinions on
issues explored in the film, it is that patience
that leads to such a powerful and impactful end-
ing that perfectly captures the complex lives of
the students of Horizon High School.

& BECOMING COUSTEAU
D: Liz Garbus. (PG-13, 93 min.)

For a while, French oceanographer Jacques-
Yves Cousteau held the world’s rapt attention
like a rock star. Brimming with Gallic charisma,
he was the planet’s most famous seaman, easi-
ly identifiable by his toothy grin and a trademark
knit bonnet rouge atop his head. Beginning in
1966, The Undersea World of Jacques Cousteau,
a long-running television docuseries about his
international aquatic adventures, entranced
over 26 million viewers (particularly youngsters
like myself), with weekly episodes devoted to
topics ranging from the spawning migration of
red sockeye salmon to the musical emanations
of roving humpback whales. A tardy witness
to humankind’s escalating destruction of our
oceans, a woke Cousteau also vigorously began
amping up ecological awareness and passion-
ately advocating for the protection of marine
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Becoming Cousteau

life through various means around this time,
including the nonprofit organization he co-found-
ed in 1973, the Cousteau Society. Close friend
John Denver even released a Top Ten song cel-
ebrating the Frenchman’s beloved research ship
Calypso in the mid-Seventies. For a good decade
or more, the media savvy Cousteau seemed

to be everywhere in the public eye, using his
improbable celebrity at a relatively late age to
educate us about an astounding watery world
that only a few had previously had the privilege
to glimpse.

The documentary Becoming Cousteau richly
chronicles his amazing life from cradle to grave,
organized primarily according to his myriad accom-
plishments. The man it celebrates was a genuine
Jacques of all trades: explorer, filmmaker, scien-
tist, author, researcher, inventor, and photographer,
to name a few of the occupations on his résumé.
Cousteau’s obsession with the “dream world” of
marine life began after a near-fatal motoring acci-
dent in 1936 cut short his training as a French
naval pilot. Swimming daily in the waters off
Toulon to strengthen his injured limbs, he began
to dive and explore the sea floor in crude gog-
gles, and soon had an epiphany about how he
would spend his remaining years. In much of the
archival footage used to depict this early period,
Cousteau and his comrades show scant respect
for the finned and flippered denizens of the
deep, a dominant image being a skewered fish
of some sort. But in later years, he apologized
for his regretful contribution to the degradation of
marine life. In a telling film clip in which Cousteau
discusses his Palme d’Or- and Oscar-winning
1956 documentary The Silent World (co-directed
by Louis Malle, fresh out of film school) on a talk
show long after its initial release, he bemoaned
a scene in which the Calypso crew brutally kills a
shark in retaliation for a predatory attack, admit-
ting he was no longer comfortable publicly show-
ing the film given its depictions of animal cruelty.

In addition to recounting other remarkable
achievements, such as the co-invention of the
diving regulator named Aqualung, this documen-
tary also unflinchingly delves into Cousteau’s
private life, relating how he prioritized his career

over his family to the latter’s detriment. It also
unapologetically documents his extramarital
relationship with a younger woman, Francine
Triplet, who bore him two children while still
married to longtime supportive wife, Simone.
(The two quickly married after Simone’s death

in 1990.) Though this capable documentary is
comprehensively informative in so many ways
(perhaps to a fault), the one thing it doesn’t
quite convey is the wonder and marvel of the
undersea world of Cousteau, which continued

to move him until his death at age 87. For that,
| suggest watching an episode of his television
series or one of his many documentaries to fully
appreciate the great man'’s legacy. | guarantee:

As The Lord of the Rings is to literary fantasy,
so Dune is to science fiction. Its impact was so
massive that there was a before and an after,
reshaping the genre across media. At the same
time, they were both generally regarded as
unfilmable, even in the wake of adaptations that
missed the point.

Dune has proved to be a particularly treach-
erous sandbar, impossible for adaptors to
truly traverse. David Lynch’s film version was
cursory, and, while pretty, never truly grasped
Herbert’'s themes of power and manipulated
destiny. Similarly, the 2000 Sci-Fi Channel mini-
series was as arid and lifeless as Arrakis (as
for Alejandro Jodorowsky’s incomplete attempt,
while nice for cineastes to discuss, his script
had little to do with the actual story).

Yet, just as Peter Jackson finally conjured up
Tolkien’s mythology, so Denis Villeneuve (who
dared to tread on similar holy ground by making
a Blade Runner sequel) embraces both the mys-
ticism and court intrigue of Frank Herbert’s vast
space saga.

The story, convoluted as it is, is familiar
to many: In a very, very far future, interstellar
space travel is made possible by spice, a mys-
terious powder found only on the desert planet
of Arrakis. The noble House Atreides has been
given the planet by the unseen emperor, but
it'’s a trap, as he unleashes the vile and brutal
House Harkonnen to cut them (and their polit-
ical influence) off at the throat. The wrinkle is
the presence of young Paul Atreides (Chalamet),
the unwilling center of a sinister plan to produce
an almighty celestial messiah to be bent to the
will of the Bene Gesserit religious order. But

prophesies are convoluted, as Paul may also be
Maud’dib, the savior of Arrakis’ native Fremen.

Dune has influenced countless books and
films (most overtly Star Wars), but it's hard
to imagine that this version would have been
greenlit without the success of Game of
Thrones. At the same time, Villeneuve shows
how much fealty George R. R. Martin owes
the original, not least in the framing of the
doomed Duke Leto Atreides, with Oscar Isaac
evoking the same pathos as Ned Stark seeing
the blades coming toward him but never able
to avoid them. Meanwhile Chalamet embraces
the callow youth of Paul, born of conspiracy
and trying to navigate how his mother, Jessica
(Ferguson), wove him into grand schemes,
and what his visions of Fremen warrior Chani
(Zendaya) mean.

If Villeneuve’s grand and epic take evokes
any earlier cinematic vision of Dune, it would
be the first failed take, which would have seen
director David Lean and writer Robert Bolt cross
similar wastelands as they did in Lawrence of
Arabia. Power and destiny, rapacious imperi-
alism and ecological devastation, colonialism
and Indigenous rights, all implicit and explicit
in Herbert’s work. If anything, Villeneuve and
co-writers Eric Roth and Jon Spaihts plant the
seeds of deeper complexities that Herbert
didn’t develop until much later in the six books
he authored. This Paul rebels against the legacy
that was set in motion centuries before he was
born, a well-structured foreshadowing to future
events (this being only part one of what has
been discussed as a trilogy adapting the first
novel and first sequel, Dune Messiah).

This inevitably means that Dune part one is
an epic tragedy, and Villeneuve makes the fall
of the House of Atreides both beautiful and
inevitable. The characters that meet unjust ends
due to machinations, and the pain etched on the
faces of the survivors (most especially Ferguson,

who wears each loss until she will either crack
or strike back) adds heart. Yet Villeneuve also
makes both the convoluted mythos and the
intricate politicking accessible. At the same
time, the war waged by the sinister Harkonnens
(headed by Skarsgard invoking Apocalypse Now
Brando) is where he may most channel Lean,
the mixture of high-tech bombardment and hand-
to-hand combat harkening back to Lawrence’s
battle of Agaba. It’'s that same mix of grandeur
and folly, this time on a cosmic scale.

THE FRENCH DISPATCH

D: Wes Anderson; with Bill Murray, Benicio Del Toro, Léa
Seydoux, Adrien Brody, Frances McDormand, Timothée
Chalamet, Tilda Swinton, Jeffrey Wright, Owen Wilson.
(R, 108 min.)

After languishing in quarantine for more than
a year, Wes Anderson’s The French Dispatch is
at long last in wide circulation. An anthology
film of five segments, it is an indulgent celebra-
tion of that venerable weekly magazine whose
collective bylines helped shape the cultural pre-
occupations of the last century, not to mention
informing much of Anderson’s work. | speak,
of course, of The New Yorker, which, along with
The Paris Review et al., gave a platform to the
emerging voices of modernism. And while there
is no shortage of giddy eye candy in this assort-
ment of confections, once the spell wears off,
the exquisitely crafted spun sugar melts down
to a lot of empty calories.

Perhaps it’s the nature of anthologies; sus-
taining consistency is a difficult task. There is
a rhythm to maintain, a throughline to consider,

darlings to kill. An editor, say, to bring it all
together. Someone like Arthur Howitzer Jr.
(Murray), who left Kansas for France after World
War |, relocating to the fictional town of Ennui-
sur-Blasé to establish the film’s eponymous
weekly periodical. We begin with his obituary, a
brief and loving tribute to a kind and endearing
man who nurtured his writers as he nimbly
gave his considerate notes (the perfect editor,
no?). Howitzer’'s death has warranted a special
issue of the Dispatch, so the implacable staff
set about compiling it. Following a quick tour of
Ennui provided by perhaps my favorite character
name in an Anderson film, Herbsaint Sazerac
(Wilson), we are presented with the three arti-
cles chosen for the memorial. There is an artist
profile of Moses Rosenthaler (Del Toro), an
incarcerated painter who, along with his muse
Simone (Seydoux) and greedy art dealer Cadazio
(Brody), jump start abstract expressionism (or,
more specifically, the French Splatter-school
Action-group). “Revisions to a Manifesto” is a
clever send-up of the May ‘68 student uprising,
the flashpoint here being the boys’ access

to the girls’ dormitory. Led by revolutionary
Zeffirelli (Chalamet) and a bit too abetted by
reporter Lucinda Krementz (McDormand), the
demonstrations reach their zenith in a tense
chess match, but not before gently skewering
both the “reactionary neoliberal society” and
the “touchy narcissism” of the youth movement.
Rounding out the issue is a story by food and
social critic Roebuck Wright (Wright), recounting
a lavish dinner at a police commissioner’s table
that is interrupted by a kidnapping and subse-
quent heroic rescue.

Watching The French Dispatch, | was often
reminded of a series of stories from my child-
hood by Hans Jirgen Press. They involved a
group of children named the Black Hand Gang
solving mysteries, as children do. Every page of
the book was accompanied by an illustration,
which held a clue to continuing the story. And
that’s what nearly every frame of this film feels
like. There is just so much to process at any
given moment. From action scenes rendered in
still-life tableaux, chaos frozen with the exquisite
care of a renaissance composition, to Hergé
animation sequences bursting with movement.
And that’s on top of the director’s usual meticu-
lously executed blink-and-you-miss-it flourishes.
It can be quite intoxicating at times, but what
so often saves Anderson’s formalist obsessions
from feeling like you’re mainlining a flipbook of
Getty images from the last 80 years, are the
performances. His cadre of actors regularly
breathe the much needed life and pathos into
what otherwise is a removed collection of com-
posites with a list of idiosyncrasies. But save
for Wright, and perhaps Del Toro, the distance is
rarely breached, the archness lacks the heart.
They're all just another object to quickly admire
in this ultimately exhausting film.

Middle chapters are challenging; everyone
knows that. But in the case of the lumbering,
unengaging Halloween Kills (the slasher fran-
chise’s 12th movie), they can be an unrewarding
slog. David Gordon Green rewrote the history of
Michael Myers in 2018 with his Halloween, the
second direct sequel to the 1978 original. It was
a simple set-up: Laurie Strode (Curtis) had spent
the last four decades so traumatized by the
bloodbath left by the Shape (Courtney, Armstrong
in flashbacks, and, on occasion, original killer
Castle) that she spent decades waiting for him
to escape, just so she could kill him. Excessive
as the plan was, it seemed to work, and Myers
was last seen burning to death in her basement.
So a sequel seemed challenging, unless Green
was prepared to either go the Halloween lli:
Season of the Witch path and completely aban-
don the Myers story, or go Halloween 4 and
have the evil of the Shape find a new host.
Nah, he just has the seemingly invulnerable and
ever-ingenious Killer burst out of the cellar and
butcher a whole station of firefighters.

After focusing on the Strode family in his first
film, Green’s plan this time around is to pull out
to a wider vista. Picking up straight after the end
of his first film, Halloween Kills looks at the psy-
chological damage inflicted on the whole town of
Haddonfield, Ill.: from Tommy Doyle (Hall as one
of the kids that Laurie Strode babysat, and the
biggest Halloween party pooper ever) to Deputy
Frank Hawkins (Patton, now retroactively part of
the posse that arrested Michael off-screen in
1978). What this means is sidelining Laurie’s
daughter (Greer) and granddaughter (Matichak)
for basically the first two-fifths of the movie,
while Laurie herself is recovering from surgery
until the halfway point. Even when they do finally
appear, it's for a clunky exposition dump recount-
ing the night’'s massacre so far.

Many of the great slasher movies have less
gore and more plot than audiences recall, but
Halloween Kills lacks any of the lean efficiency of
John Carpenter’s original, and the tedious con-
versations flatly delivered will lodge in the brain
longer than any of Michael's mayhem. Maybe
it's just because Green sidelines the characters
in whom audiences have been invested for
decades in favor of minor callback supporting
parts. Maybe it’s the addition of Scott Teems
to the writers’ room: Green and co-writer Danny
McBride seem to want to add some of the medi-
tations on small town violence that he brought to
Rectify and That Evening Sun, but here it seems
heavy handed, as a mob brays “Evil dies tonight”
and hunts the wrong escaped man. Maybe
Halloween Kills will make more sense when the
finale of the trilogy, Halloween Ends, gives those
themes some context. But as a sequel to the
deliciously absurd 2018 resurrection, it’'s a pon-
derous bore, far-too-intermittently broken up by
spurts of the franchise’s signature gore.

< KAREN DALTON: IN MY OWN TIME

D: Richard Peete, Robert Yapkowitz. (NR, 85 min.)
Karen Dalton’s voice had the ache and

scrape of a bow dragged across violin strings —

an instrument in the truest sense of the word.

Maybe you've never heard of her? | hadn’t until
last week. Just for spreading her name wider,
documentary portrait Karen Dalton: In My Own
Time gets a gold star.

Co-directors Richard Peete and Robert
Yapkowitz have said an inspiration for their film
was the experience of sitting in a Brooklyn bar,
listening to a jukebox, and discovering every one
of Dalton’s folk contemporaries were represent-
ed but her. The oft-repeated assessment of Bob
Dylan — who named her his favorite singer in
Greenwich Village — was that she “had a voice
like Billie Holiday and played the guitar like
Jimmy Reed.” She apparently didn’t appreciate
the comparison to Holiday. You gather from the
film that she had an ornery streak along with a
strong faith in her own singularity, and a habit of
getting in the way of her own success.

In addition to talking head interviews — with
the folkies who survived the excesses of the
era, and with artists she influenced, including
Nick Cave and Vanessa Carlton — the filmmakers
find dynamic ways to tell a cradle-to-grave story,
as when snippets from John and Faith Hubley’s
1968 animated short “Windy Day” illustrate the
peripatetic childhood of Dalton’s daughter. And
they take pains to inject the artist’s own voice
into the mix, too, with singer-songwriter Angel
Olsen narrating Dalton’s poetry and journal mus-
ings. These are elegant solutions to a problem
with supply: Dalton made only two albums and

very few of her performances were caught on
tape. The filmmakers spent years tracking down
archival materials, and even still it feels a little
thin. When they run long with a clip of Dalton
singing, it gives you the measure of her as a
performer ... and also the distinct feeling they
had little other footage to choose from. As her
life runs its tragically short course, friends and
family dropping away, she becomes more remote
yet. This heartfelt portrait, which brings the art-
ist tantalizingly close, will certainly bring greater
renown to Dalton. But she remains, stubbornly,
unknowable.

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Smells Like Hemp Spirits

Cannabusiness leaders and Texas Hemp Harvest Festival
participants explain their paths to green gold

The first annual Texas Hemp Harvest
Festival aims to connect people from all
sectors of the rapidly growing cannabis
industry to celebrate the hemp plant. Two
of the fest’s featured cannabusinesses share
a dedication to preserving the inherent
goodness of hemp in their products — just
the way nature intended.

Greg Autry - founder/owner of Sweet
Sensi CBD, title sponsor of the festival —
boasts 25 years of cannabis experience, and
he puts every bit of that to use develop-
ing and maintaining high-quality products
while helping others gain a footing in the
competitive field. He said, “For my farm-
ers, for myself, even for our competition,
it’s hard to advertise. On social media plat-
forms everywhere they still have us pretty
much banned, and we can’t say what we
want to say, and we can’t say all the good
things about this plant. The point [of this
festival] is to have a platform for every-
one — everyone in the hemp and cannabis

industry, even the ancillary parts and the
public - to show what we can do, what
we’ve done, what we’re going to do, and to
celebrate our Texas harvests.”

Sweet Sensi — a nod to the “old name
for good bud,” sensimilla - offers artisanal
CBD products made in Austin, from seed to
sale. They grow organic hemp, mechanical-
ly (not chemically) extract CBD naturally in
small batches, and handcraft products like
tinctures, lotions, candies, and more. They
also ensure that all packaging is either com-
postable, reusable, or recyclable. “We don’t
make gummy bears; we’re making gour-
met candies,” said Autry, who proudly took
confectionery courses. “We believe that the
quality of the whole product matters.”

Autry’s extensive knowledge comes
from a storied journey. He started growing
in 1996 when Prop 215 (aka California’s
Compassionate Use Act) passed, worked at
different Southern California farms (includ-
ing in famed Humboldt County) and even-
tually found himself in Amsterdam learning
from people making what’s now called bub-
ble hash or ice wax. There, Autry learned
the art of mechanical extractions, which is
the method Sweet Sensi CBD employs, and
his earned expertise landed huge cannabis
contracts. He is currently consulting for
more than 50 large companies and has had
between 4,000-8,000 indoor plants since 2001.

Sweet Sensi’s new facility just outside
Austin in Lakeway has an indoor grow
house where they make two different forms
of hash, or mechanical extractions. “This
is medicine, so [it’s] about preserving the
plant in its natural form and preserving
the natural chemical compounds that we
worked so hard to produce,” said Autry.
“We still don’t know what all these chemical
compounds do, so if we’re taking them out
and manipulating them and changing what
terpene or cannabinoid profiles we have,
then [it’s] not doing justice. And you're
not getting as strong of a medicine as you
could. We’re concentrating the plant using
our hands and machinery that we build and
develop ourselves. We’re so careful with our
extraction methods.”

Sweet Sensi CBD does not use chemi-
cals or solvents to extract CBD from their
in-house hemp, instead opting to use a
warm press to squeeze out the rosin. “We
test before extraction, after extraction, and
we test after decarboxylation. We preserve
the whole plant, so if a farmer comes in and
picks up a lotion, he can smell his plant
in our lotion because the whole thing was
made from his farm. It makes us so happy
and proud when a farmer opens up a jar and
says, ‘It smells like home.””

By distilling their hemp
vodka six times, the flavor
complexity, viscosity,
and mouthfeel really set
Highway Vodka apart.

Another industry trailblazer dedicated
to the preservation of hemp’s inherent
qualities, Highway Vodka, is also a fea-
tured vendor at the festival. The Houston-
based business’ origin story is a simple
one of friendship and dedication to excel-
lence: Ben Williams and his lifelong friend
Wendell Robbins III spent their downtime
hanging out, sometimes in the kitchen,
sometimes in Robbins’ horse barn, tinker-
ing with their hobby distilling project for
eight years, until they struck gold. Green
gold, as it were.

The buddies managed their co-owned bar,
letting friends sample as they tweaked the
recipe for what would eventually become
their hemp-based spirit crafted in Texas’
first Black-owned distillery. Codi Fuller,
Robbins’ daughter, was in college when
they started and now she leads the distill-
ery. Fuller said she is proud to be one of the
few, and youngest, Black female distillers in
the country - a well-earned, if unexpected,
title. “My dad was always in my way with a
big pot on the stove asking, ‘Hey can you
stir this’ or ‘Turn this down’ or ‘Watch this.’
On the weekends I would help them bottle
the vodka or make boxes, just doing stuff
around the distillery, so I was starting to
learn the process without even realizing it.”

The family-and-friends adventure isn’t all
there is to love about this bottled beverage.
Williams explained that while most “hemp
vodkas” are infused — soaking buds in high-
proof booze or adding distillate at the end
- Highway Vodka is decidedly different, and
it shows. “It’s a whole thing,” he said. “It’s
not like buying bulk GNS [grain neutral
spirits] and squirting hemp juice in it, no.”

Williams said it took eight years to nail
down the production method. “At that time
we would try to distill and ferment any-
thing, it didn’t even matter. But that first
mash with hempseed and corn was the best
thing we’d ever made, so we kept on.” The
distillation involves boiling a special strain
of hulled hemp seed (selected in part for
its food grade classification) with locally

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sourced corn and aquifer water, and adding
the mixture into a fermenter. “The next
game-changing thing was when we noticed
our batches getting larger — our yeast was
living longer because it was converting
more sugars into alcohol.” The duo realized
that although there are no fermentable
sugars in hemp, the amino acids from the
hulled hemp seeds were feeding the yeast —
and there’s no need for conventional yeast
boosters or supplements that affect flavor
when you have a natural supplement.
Williams said, “It looked nasty - like olive
oil with oatmeal on top - so we would rack
the liquid off between the oil and the grain,
and then that was producing [great] stuff.
Then one day we were lazy because racking
is a nasty sticky process, so we said, ‘Man,
let’s just dump it all in there and see what
happens.’ Then that was the best thing we’d

ever run! That big thick layer of hemp oil
floating on top of the still kind of [acted]
like PooPourri. That active ingredient is the
essential oil and that’s what keeps the stuff
down - it acts as the first layer of filtration
for those vapors, so you're cleaning [it] up
right there.”

By distilling their hemp vodka six times,
the flavor complexity, viscosity, and mouth-
feel really set this Texas treasure apart.
Williams explains, “If you ring your glass,
it has a little cling to it. It coats your palate
and takes that [vodka] burn away. And it
keeps a little character and sweetness from
the corn sugars and the earthiness of the
plant to make a nuanced spirit — as opposed
to just a washed out alcohol. We’re grain
to glass with the plant. We’re not infusing
some sort of liquid at the end just to have
it there for whatever’s sake. It’s adding
advantages throughout every step of the
process, all the way to the final taste.”

It took two-and-a-half years to license
their surprise business, despite having the
luxury of building out their distillery in
Robbins’ barn. Williams said, “The biggest
thing in terms of licensing for us was the
multiple rounds of testing, sending it to
these federally approved labs, making sure
there was no THC. And because our appli-
cation was dealing with a plant that’s under
such scrutiny, we would get it turned around
for typos, misspellings, stuff like that. Every
fix took like two months and then you have
to get to the back of the line, again.” When
asked about the name Highway Vodka,
Williams said, “I wish there was some big
grand story to it, but we were sitting around
doing our thing and it just came to us. We
started thinking about the nuance of our
product, and the cuts we make, and how we
bottle the runs, and ... it took us years, ya
know? Highway plays because, we believe,
there is a higher level to our product and
the care we put into making it. Even just
the simple decision to only bottle the hearts
— which is not the best financial decision to
make because you can blend in the tails,
they’re drinkable, but that’s often where
you’ll find the headache waiting for you.”

“It’s all about what hemp does for the
process,” he added. “Right about the mash
time, that’s when the plant starts to work
for us.” Thoughtful usage, careful meth-
ods, and public education are exactly what
Highway Vodka and Sweet Sensi CBD hope
to champion at the Texas Hemp Harvest
Festival. Leave it to cannabis to bring
like-minded people together. |

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Levitation Returns
for Halloween Weekend

After a year off, locally grown music con-
vocation Levitation returns for its 12th edi-
tion. Incoming Thursday through Sunday, the
grouping of gigs scatters across seven Austin
music venues with a wealth of touring bands’
long-awaited returns. From April in 2018,
November in 2019, the not-exactly-a-fest tries
out Halloweekend in its third year on the
Downtown club circuit.

The former Austin Psych Fest contin-
ues cross-genre exploration with headliners
Thundercat, Japanese Breakfast, the
Hives, Yves Tumor, Black Midi, and local
leads like fest-founders the Black Angels,
Portrayal of Guilt, and Golden Dawn

Austin Chronicle: You posted about taking
a break from Botany.

I’'m ready to go back to a time when | was not
so habituated to genres of any kind. | wouldn’t
set music down in general, I'd start working
under my own name or a different name.

It was their
way of getting out of their own way.

AC: Will that impact your live show?

B: | want to have passages that are
extremely guitar-centric and focused on organ-

may or may not [play guitar at Levitation], but
that’s where | am right now.

AC: Was guitar your first instrument?

B: It was, and | started playing drums
around the same time. My parents made
music really accessible. We had a cheap
drum set when | was in elementary school,
and my dad’s a guitar player, so that stuff
was always around. Because of what you can
do with effects pedals, guitar was the first
thing that made me say, “Okay, an instrument
doesn’t have to strictly sound like what you
stereotypically think it should.”

Even though a lot of the drums sound
programmed on Portal Orphanage, they were

actually played live on a hybrid drum set,
combining MIDI drums with an actual set of
hi-hats, snare drum, or whatever else. Trying
to finger drum feels more foreign to me.
Why don’t | just fucking do the thing, instead
of this simulation? That probably speaks a
lot of my approach to electronic music as a
whole. My music has always had a humanis-
tic through line.

AC: | heard shared themes with your prior
album End the Summertime F(or)ever.

B: In my mind they’re not distinct projects.
It was all made at the same time, and it felt
like breathing them out. The core of these
tracks was the result of daily exercise: I'm
going to make a thing, not judge it while it’s
happening. | was at the height of beatmak-
ing habits and able to execute everything
un-self-consciously. If my last five or six
albums are like a cave excavation, then the
last two were me reaching the very back wall
of the cave and being like, “Well, | guess |
just turn around and walk out now.”

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The story of a real band and a fake band in two acts By keviN curTIN

“It... sounds... like... SHIT!”

The band hasn’t even finished sound-
checking and they’re already being heck-
led. The voice — booming and deliberate
— comes from the back of the bar. There, at
a cocktail table, a man sits alone except for
the two cans of Pabst Blue Ribbon keeping
him company.

It’s an early October night at the Sahara
Lounge. Juli Keller and Cody Dosier are
onstage, but not under their usual banner
of Being Dead - the lovably strange art-
pop garage band that’s become a modest
attraction in Austin over the last four years.
Instead, they've booked the show as their
mysterious alter-ego, Zero Percent APR,

which has released two lo-fi concept records
in the last seven months.

Where Being Dead has fans, Zero Percent
APR has an enemy.

“Let the other Cody play guitar!” he bel-
lows, after someone in the crowd announc-
es that he’s also named Cody.

The loudmouth giving Keller and Dosier
shit is wearing a gray T-shirt that reads
“Zero Percent APR Is Just ... Being Dead
Light” - the final three words worked into
a graphic resembling a can of Busch Light.
He’s a plant — a showbiz term for an associ-
ate of the performer working undercover in
the audience. It’s the kind of routine Andy
Kaufman employed in the Seventies, when

his writing partner Bob Zmuda would sit
amongst the crowd saying his punchlines to
drive the comedian into an apparent rage.

The schtick’s obvious enough to most of
the three dozen people hanging out at the
eclectic Eastside music shack, but for those
who don’t get it, things are getting heated. A
physically imposing fellow in overalls who’s
been doing some sort of interpretive dance
in front of the stage charges to the back of
the room to confront the heckler. Except it’s
the entirely wrong table: a group of rowdy
soccer fans in for a post match drink.

The volunteer politeness-enforcer explains
that it’s the venue’s 10 year anniversary and
that they’re being rude by heckling the band.

When the group stiffly denies it, he orders
them to “point out who was yelling at the
band.” They refuse to narc out the man sit-
ting in the table directly next to them, stifling
a smile as he looks down at his phone. After
another patron comes in to diffuse the situa-
tion and the man walks away, the heckler and
soccer fans share a laugh.

“We didn’t give you up!” they say, cheers-
ing beers.

Onstage, with Dosier on a baritone guitar
and Keller on a child-size drum kit (both
sing and they frequently trade instruments),
Zero Percent APR play a song from their
recently released medieval-themed album
Gilgamesh II. Dosier, with his trademark
He-Man haircut, is singing about “blood
and gore and families burned” before their
voices unite in a cartoonishly mousy octave
for the hook: “Dragons come at midnight!”

While they can come off instrumentally
primitive, the vocals of Being Dead - or
Zero Percent APR - are unassailable. With
loads of character, Dosier effortlessly oscil-
lates between a childlike upper register and
an exceptionally low range that sounds like
slowed-down tape. Keller’s voice is sharply
melodic and keen to complementary notes.
Together they flex a harmonic cohesion
that can feel eerily psychedelic. Later they
cover “I Like the Christian Life” by another
magical close-harmony duo: Fifties country
gospel Kane-and-Abel the Louvin Brothers.

“Why don’t you write your own fuckin’
music?” the loud voice in the back deadpans.

At the peak of the show, Keller kneels in
front of the stage, spreading flower pedals
over the warped floorboards and singing
the motherly “Moon Silver,” which intones
a quality akin to medieval Mazzy Star.

Hairs on the back of all our necks stand
up until the bar’s pregnant hush is broken
by the heckler.

“That one was actually pretty good.”

The room explodes into laughter and

applause.

“We want to come clean,” Keller tells me
as I sit down at a picnic table outside Epoch
Coffee on North Loop for a scheduled inter-
view with Zero Percent APR. She and Dosier
look at each other and take a deep breath.

“We are actually Being Dead,” they say in
unison.

I try to muster some shocked expression.

“This is a formal apology to everyone for
lying,” adds Dosier in a guilt-ridden tone.
“We’re really sorry to everyone we hurt.”

Apology accepted.

I've been a fan of Being Dead since sum-
mer 2018 when I came to see them play
at Beerland after they’d sent me a couple
strange emails. At the time, their stripped-
down music and catchy, distinct-from-one-
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another songs reminded me of a weirder,
rougher Violent Femmes. Their show includ-
ed a part where they touted a great new
musical invention: It was a 9-volt battery on
a string, attached to a headband and they’d
place it on the key of a synthesizer to play one
sustained note, then Cody — wearing the head-
band - would, at a certain point of the song,
jerk his head away to make the note cease.

The following year, Being Dead’s vision
crystallized with Fame Money Death by
Drive-By, a four-star EP thriving on the con-
trast of foreboding lyrics and sunbaked psych
pop. Gradually, their delightfully odd perfor-
mances — sometimes resembling the work of
an improv troupe — became well-attended and
the addition of live bassist Nicole Roman-
Johnston added sonic power. A forthcoming
batch of songs, tracked with Jim Vollentine at
White Denim’s Radio Milk studio, stands as
the group’s most impressive work.

Still, Gilgamesh II makes the argument
that Dosier and Keller’s tossed-off, home-re-
corded, just-for-fun material is as enjoyable
as any Being Dead recordings.

Their alter ego band’s first release,
April’s Halloween-themed full-length
Halbum, flew under my radar, but months
later, Gilgamesh II blew me away. The title
alone tickled me, positioning itself as a
follow-up to humankind’s oldest notable
text. Typically, the longer audiences have
to wait for a sequel, the worse said sequel
is. Take, for example, how the critically
disemboweled Dumb & Dumber To (an apt
analogy because Keller and Dosier own a
comedic chemistry akin to Jim Carrey/Jeff
Daniels) came out 20 years after the origi-
nal. Gilgamesh II now arrives approximate-
ly 4,121 years after Epic of Gilgamesh.

With its utilization of organ and mini skits,
plus an overall homemade feel, the 16-track
collection somewhat resembles a Daniel
Johnston pre-studio cassette — except replac-
ing love with a ludicrous theme. Gilgamesh
II begins with the pair recording a walking
podcast when they trip into a portal and trav-
el backward through time to an era of cruelty
and despair. “The Royal Three” serves as
silly theme music for a trio of overlords who
like to —respectively — torture, kill, and drink
wine, while “Will You Storm the Castle with
Me and My Horsey?” searches for a soul-
mate to overthrow the feudal system along-
side. The most magical moment, though, is
Keller’s plaintive anti-prayer “God, It’s Us,”
which actually sounds like it could’ve been
written in the late Middle Ages.

“I live a tattered life/ My world’s in shatters/
I rarely speak a word of good/ I rarely pray.

“But if God is really up there/ But if God
is who to blame/ What’s the point in living
good if living’s all the same.”

Broadway-level shit.

“We had to write these songs, then
invent electricity to make a time machine,”
explains Dosier, as if the premise of the
album were a real-life occurrence. “Well, we
made the time machine and then we were
like ‘Let’s make a tape machine now while
we're here.” So we decided to record a cou-
ple songs. Which was tight.”

Nearly everything they say to me during
the interview is a lie. Even the simple ques-
tion of “How did you two meet?” elicits
extreme deception. At different times they
claim: A) They’re foster siblings. B) They
met at a video store. C) They came together
on the randomly pairing, often-masturbato-
ry video chat site Omegle. None of the above
are true so I turned it into 20 Questions.

Were you childhood friends? “No.”

Did you meet in college? “No. I've never
been to college,” Dosier elaborates. “I don’t
play that shit.”

Did you meet in the context of two people
trying to start a band? “No.”

Did you meet as lovers? “No.”

In 54 minutes of overwhelmingly unus-
able interview tape, the only factual infor-
mation that I could plumb was that Dosier
grew up in North Austin and Keller is from
the Washington, D.C., area. At one point,
they were both in an act called Creepo,
which dissolved into Being Dead, and the
reason they called it that is because “It’s the
most metal band name we could think of.”

Oh yeah and that they’re real-life best
buds: the kind that can create together
without a spec of inhibition, the kind where
you know exactly what the other person’s
thinking, the kind that will always look out
for each other.

“We’re best friends,” says Keller. “Cody’s
got a heart of gold so you have to protect
that. He gets picked on by people - it’s actu-
ally a thing.”

Dosier nods, “I get adult bullied.”

“I call him ‘The Lamb’ because people will
pick on him for the way he is,” she contin-
ues. “They can tell he’s a tender, gentle guy.”

“I think there’s a thing about being a tall
dude where people want to fight you,” Dosier
reasons. “I guess I just exude that energy.”

Keller steps in front of her bandmate: “So
I'm there to protect The Lamb.”

“Yeah,” says Dosier, lighting a smoke.
“She’s my protector.”

Being Dead - not Zero Percent APR - performs
at Hotel Vegas for Levitation Fest on Thursday,
October 28 with Nolan Potter’s Nightmare
Band, Pearl Earl, and Post Animal.

The thorny, restless travelers’ existence, ready
material for the blues, threads Buffalo Nichols’
self-titled debut. From his current base in Austin,
the Houston-born musician’s introductory LP fol-
lows an upbringing in Milwaukee and time abroad.
Billed as Fat Possum'’s first solo blues signing in
some 20 years, Nichols’ thick, weathered voice
carries the title. Eight songs amble wide in a sub-
tle referendum on the form. (Prior, a track by his
Wisconsin project Nickel&Rose called “Americana”
thoughtfully criticized their genre.)

Especially refreshing in this city, the player lets his modern blues simmer and smoke, avoiding
pyrotechnic blister. Somber and guarded, opener “Lost & Lonesome” pins the simple tools behind
most of the album — evocative acoustic guitar, barely there percussion, and Nichols’ wisely plead-
ing voice. It sounds just right weighing the heaviness of heaven and hell (“Living Hell”) and suffer-
ing (“Sick Bed Blues”). With “Another Man,” the artist deploys his age-old storytelling method on
modern police violence. He also addresses the music’s constraints: “Maybe I'm just angry and my
words may be cliche/ It's hard to write a song while folks get murdered every day.”

Alongside roots cuts, Nichols tries on violin-supported singer-songwriter stylings and retro rock
friendly for Black Pumas fans. The last two tracks add electric guitar in a half-decided aesthetic
swerve, restrained to compromise with the preceding materials’ unvarnished appeal. Each song
with forward energy, Nichols’ first solo outlook presents many potential roads.

Wyldwood Shows, Saturday 23 (outside, 5Spm)
On the Fringe Album Release

Ethan Azarian is an Austin icon and
iconoclast. His music, like his artwork,
fills with a sense of wonder and pos-
sibility, raw and vulnerable, but beau-
tifully surreal. As leader of the Orange
Mothers in the 1990s, Azarian’s pop
style could be joyous and provoking,
and his subsequent solo work unfolds
with a lo-fi pop and folk reveling in lyr-
ics both bizarre and poignant.

Azarian’s latest LR On the Fringe,
spins a journey both reflective and
cosmically adventurous. Marked with
Azarian’s familiarly quirky lyrical visions
and offbeat winding melodies, the
album celebrates his outsider artistic style while also marking one the best recordings of his career.

“Because I'm older now, and I've spent so much
time doing both, | feel accomplished and pretty happy about what I’'m doing musically and artisti-
