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 On March 3, the City Council will vote on 
whether to allow developers of 118 acres of 
prime real estate just south of Lady Bird 
Lake (from South 1st to east of Congress) 
to divert $278 million in property taxes 
from the city’s General Fund to pay 
for infrastructure for their develop-
ment. If approved, this diverted rev-
enue would no longer be available 
for libraries, parks, public safety, 
affordable housing, and other pub-
lic needs across the city.
 City staff proposed in December 
that a Tax Increment Reinvestment 
Zone (TIRZ) be created for the South 
Central Waterfront (SCWF) District. Staff 
estimates that $278 million in property 
taxes would be diverted from general rev-
enue to pay for streets, water, sewer and 
drainage facilities, and parks in the zone 
instead of following standard practice that 
the developers provide that infrastructure.
 Before Council votes to provide these mas-
sive tax subsidies to the SCWF developers, 
we believe there should be clear and con-
vincing evidence that these giveaways are 
actually needed and what exactly the money 
will pay for. So far, the only city financial 
analysis shows that the TIRZ is not needed 
and that the developers can make a healthy 
profit paying for their own infrastructure.
 The SCWF is envisioned as Austin’s “sec-
ond Downtown,” with luxury office, retail, 
and residential towers. The Statesman 
property constitutes 18.3 acres of the SCWF 
District and the most valuable part. This 
parcel is owned by the billionaire Cox fam-
ily and its developer, Endeavor, the largest 
in Central Texas.
 In 2016, the city approved a SCWF Vision 
Plan based on developer and community 
input. It called for 6.2 million square feet 
in new development with beautiful parks, 
streetscapes, new and improved roads, and 
plentiful bike lanes and sidewalks (“SCWF 
infrastructure”). The plan now includes a 
Project Connect transit stop.
 The 2016 plan included a financial fea-
sibility study. This analysis shows that the 
SCWF District could be privately redevel-
oped profitably through rezoning, and with 

the developers paying for the parks, roads, 
and other infrastructure. The developers also 
could provide 527 “affordable housing” units. 
The SCWF property owners – and not Austin 
taxpayers – would pay for the then-estimated 

$73 million in infrastructure through a 
Public Improvement District (PID).

 Five and a half years later, the 
city staff rolled out their new SCWF 
TIRZ plan. The 2021 plan still called 
for an additional 6.2 million square 
feet in development. But now tax-

payers would pay for the new infra-
structure through a TIRZ. And, inexpli-

cably, the cost has somehow ballooned from 
$73 million to $278 million.
 A few days before Christmas 2021, Council 
gave preliminary approval even though the 
city’s only feasibility study showed there 
was no need for taxpayer money. Notably, 
the TIRZ plan made no mention of the 
2016 financial analysis. If anything has 
changed since the 2016 analysis, it’s that 
prime Downtown real estate has skyrocketed 
in value, making it even more clear that the 
SCWF developers can and should pay their 
own way like every other developer.
 But worse yet, to have any chance of 
legally using this special financing provi-
sion of the Tax Code intended for under-
developed or blighted areas, Council will 
have to formally find that development 
of this prime real estate “would not occur 
solely through private investment in the 
reasonably foreseeable future” (Texas Tax 
Code Sec. 311.003(a)). Given Austin’s boom-
ing economy and the incredible value of 
this area, no reasonable person can make 
this finding in good faith. If there’s any 
property in Austin that will redevelop “in 
the reasonably foreseeable future” without 
taxpayer giveaways, it’s the south shore of 
Lady Bird Lake in 2022.
 But with developer lobbyist influence at 
City Hall, this huge diversion of our city 
tax dollars to the south shore property 
owners may slide right through on March 3 
absent an outcry from voters. Join with us 
and Taxpayers Against Giveaways to stop 
this latest boondoggle. Tell the Mayor and 
Council no. n

How Big is THis THreaT?
 Here’s where my years of trying to talk 
Democrats and progressives in Austin down 
from Apesh*t Ledge become a game that’s 
not worth the candle. I still think that 
Donald Trump will eventually melt away; I 
still think the bubble of outrage and fear 
that our entire democracy is at risk! is 
over-inflated by the desire of keyboard com-
mandos to invest their shitposting with 
meaning. The fact that people say this 
every time Apesh*t eats, burps, or wets is 
itself evidence that our democracy is not at 
risk. But it does face serious threats that are 
of a character not seen yet this century, and 
those threats will remain in place once 
Trump turns into a puddle of mud.
 Let us agree, for the record, that offenses 
against Americans’ civil rights – be it sup-
pressing the vote, criminalizing abortion 
care, or trying to hang Mike Pence – are 
appalling and intolerable even when they 
don’t rise to or persist at the level of exis-
tential threats to democracy. That’s not 
what I mean here; while perhaps in states 
like Georgia and Wisconsin, the shameless 
GOP efforts to fuck Democrats can be 
allowed to shock the conscience into battle, 
here in Texas we’ve been dealing with this 
for generations. Our state has consistently 
made it not just harder, but more degrad-
ing and unpleasant and petty and exhaust-
ing, to vote – even for Republicans. That 
utter failure not only of leadership but of 
competence is one of the scores of reasons 
I view our red regime as decadent, barely 
able to do its basic jobs, thoroughly victim-
ized by interest-group capture. “Minority 
rule” by aging, hapless haters, some of 
whom have unfortunate amounts of money, 
is how Texas does Texas. And we’re still 
here, and Austin is still thriving, and our 
lords of misrule don’t have enough gas in 
their tank to conjure up an actual existen-
tial threat to our own democratic republic. 
Indeed, they would rather deny the exis-
tence of genuine threats, like climate 
catastrophe, or the plague.

LeT’s Hear From THe Fans!
 The threats I’m talking about are the 
ones raised by The Atlantic’s Barton 
Gellman in his “January 6 was practice” 
epic long-read from last month. Much of 
that 14,000-word piece is suffused with the 
voice of the #resistance and its cries of 
imminent doom that you do not need to 
suffer through, but he helpfully pulled out 
his two main themes in a promo email. One 
is that GOP politicians are building perma-
nent booby traps into our elections process 
that can be sprung at any time, which is 
true, although again the intent to murder is 
not the same as a murder, and while the 
U.S. Senate’s flailing on the For the People 
Act is embarrassing right now, we know 
how to defuse those bombs.
 The second theme is the heavier one: 
There are a large number of entitled 
Americans, mostly white men, who have 
already decided that they will, at some 
point, take up arms to keep their power and 
status from being diminished. It will hap-
pen. There will be more January 6s whether 
or not Apesh*t organizes them; they may be 
more efficient precisely because Trump 
does not organize them. He is an avatar of 
the outraged status anxiety of the mediocre 
white man, but he did not invent it and it 
will not melt with him. We just have to be 
prepared for this.
 The good news, which is not much, is that 
right now this battle is being waged most 
vehemently between Republicans them-
selves. Notice in our congressional coverage 
this week (p.16) that of all the GOP incum-
bents whose districts touch metro Austin, 
only one is unopposed this primary season. 
The rest, including plenty of Fox News 
favorites and big-money donor magnets, 
are all being challenged, as is Abbott, from 
the right. It’s not hard to envision that it 
might be Gov. Loveless, or the people like 
Rep. Dan Crenshaw, R-Houston, who are 
trying to build their own post-MAGA 
brands, who are going to be at the pointy 
end of the pole the next time The Base tries 
to kill people with the American flag.

 On Wednesday, Jan. 26, the League of 
Women Voters and state Rep. Gina 
Hinojosa, D-Austin, hosted the Electric 
Reliability Council of Texas’ interim CEO 
Brad Jones on a “listening tour” to explain 
what’s being done to prepare the grid for 
another winter storm. Before fielding ques-
tions, Jones opened with describing several 
measures ERCOT has already taken, includ-
ing facility inspections of weatherization mea-
sures by the Public Utility Commission of 
Texas and introducing statewide emergency 
alerts through the Texas Division of 
Emergency Management.
 In response to Gov. Greg Abbott’s now -
infamous guarantee that last year’s Winter 
Storm Uri catastrophe won’t be repeated, 
Jones said, “We’ve done everything possible 
to make sure that the lights do stay on.” On 
Tuesday, Abbott amended his statement in 
regards to this week’s ice storm: “No one can 
guarantee there won’t be a load shed event.”
 Power plants had until Dec. 1 to file weath-
erization reports, and all did except eight, 
who received fines totaling $7.5 million. But 
the gas companies that fuel them, despite 
being the biggest contributors to the blackout 
(and to Abbott’s reelection campaign), didn’t 
have to. Jones hopes that once the state 
maps out all critical infrastructure in the grid 
by this Septem ber, “it will be much easier to 
track which facilities have to be weatherized 
to improve our overall reliability.”
 To attempt to corral gas providers, Jones 
recommended a gas desk at ERCOT to “advise 
all operators of any gas limitations, mainte-
nance, forced outages, or supply inadequacy.” 
Meanwhile, the Texas Railroad Com mis sion, 
which regulates the natural gas industry, has 
required those providers to sign up as critical 
services whose own electricity won’t be shut 
down during a blackout. ERCOT is prioritizing 
backup gas resources for generating plants: 
“If natural gas becomes unavailable, they can 
switch to the alternate fuel on-site.”

ERCOT LisTEning TOuR OffERs MORE 
ExpLanaTiOns Than pLans

 One of the main questions from attendees 
was on equitable load-shedding during a 
blackout; many emailed asking why Down-
town’s lights stayed on. Jones responded that 
Downtown’s grid is a sort of mesh structure, 
which makes it more reliable for those busi-
nesses but also precludes Austin Ener gy 
from turning off any one feeder. The same is 
true for critical infrastructure like hospitals, he 
said: utilities are trying to centralize those lines 
“so the power goes to the hospital, but those 
other 100 customers that are on that same 
line can now help in reducing their load.”
 Looking to avert crises like Uri in the future, 
Jones says, “We want to bring in as much 
solar and wind as we possibly can. The key 
though, is to make sure we have other 
resources to balance them.” Solar power 
doesn’t work at night without battery storage, 
which would have to be scaled up to run for 
several days to get through a weeklong event 
like Uri. Jones says the ideal backup is 
“micro-grids”: Companies like H-E-B and Wal-
mart can use generators to “separate from 
the grid until ERCOT is safe enough for them 
to return.” Battery energy storage systems 
(BESS), which use rechargeable batteries to 
close the gap (or “ramp”) of about two hours 
that it takes to bring dispatchable generation 
online once solar cuts out, are another part 
of the solution, Jones says: “We have to make 
sure that we have other resources available 
to cover those two hours while we’re bringing 
up slower generation.” With BESS, he says, if 
Austin were to endure the opposite of Uri – a 
heat dome such as Portland experienced 
last summer, leading to scores of deaths – 
solar would get us through.
 Overall, Jones says, “We’ve been bringing 
on additional reserves to make sure we have 
an abundance of caution. The best way to 
say it is that before, operators had gotten 
comfortable standing at the edge of the cliff 
and looking down, and now we stand 10 feet 
back. That’s the difference.” – Lina Fisher

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Council Comes Back
First meeting of 2022, first reading for the Opera House

 The main event of City Council’s Jan. 27 
meeting proved to be the city’s settlement of 
the survivors’ lawsuit brought as a class 
action by women whose sexual assaults were 
so mishandled by local law enforcement, 
they claimed, as to violate their constitution-
al rights. (See p.12 for more.) Later in the day, 
Council gave initial 
approval to the conten-
tious zoning case at 200 
Academy Dr. that the 
Chronicle reported on last 
month, a project to revive 
the storied Austin Opera 
House as well as allowing 
for new housing, including 
some income-restricted 
units, on the property just 
steps from South Congress.
 The base zoning allows 
this, but owner Chris 
Wallin and his agent/archi-
tect Richard Weiss want to 
be removed from the 
Fairview Park Neigh bor­
hood Con ser vation 
Combining District 
(NCCD), adopted in 1986, 
which limits the amount of residential densi-
ty allowed on the site and, in fact, prohibits 
the existing structure that housed the Opera 
House, owned and opened as a venue by 
Willie Nelson in 1977. The South River City 
Citizens neighborhood association and the 
Greater South River City neighborhood 
planning contact team both oppose this, pri-
marily over the plan to restore the Opera 

House to 17,000 square feet of its former 
42,000-sq.-ft. glory. Doing so, Weiss argued, 
would allow preservation of the structure’s 
original four walls, lobby, and massive 
3,000-sq.-ft. stage in a venue that could hold 
about 1,800 attendees – a stepping-stone size 
between small clubs and larger venues that 

they say Austin is lacking. 
Instead, neighbors want a 
music venue no bigger 
than 3,500 sq. ft. – the size 
of the nearby Continental 
Club – which they say will 
limit the crowds, noise, 
and traffic to acceptable 
levels.
 The requisite share of 
nearby landowners – in 
this case, just five people 
– having filed a valid peti-
tion, Weiss and Wallin will 
need nine votes rather 
than six, so a compromise 
is likely to emerge. On 
their side are Austin music 
icons new and old, from 
Willie himself to Gary 
Clark Jr. and the owners 

of Arlyn Studios, which is part of the same 
complex. The plan also received support 
from 90% of members of the nonprofit 
Austin Texas Music ians who responded to 
a survey about it.
 Arguing for totally removing 200 
Academy from the NCCD, Kelly Weiss, the 
CEO of Community Wheelhouse (and wife 
of Richard) who is serving as the project’s

SamSung Spill KillS Off aquatic life near HarriS BrancH
 In a January 27 memorandum to City Council, the 
Watershed Protec tion Department revealed that over a 
period of more than 100 days, the Samsung Austin 
Semiconductor facility discharged up to 763,000 gallons 
of acidic waste into an unnamed tributary of Harris 
Branch Creek in Northeast Austin near Parmer Lane, 
through Samsung’s stormwater pond 1.5 miles upstream. 
Samsung reports no knowledge of the spill until Jan. 14, 
when it notified the Texas Commission on 
Environmental Quality, and said in a statement that the 
majority of the wastewater was contained on-site. The 
rest flowed into the tributary between the pond and the 
creek, where TCEQ investigators subsequently found iron 
staining indicating low pH levels and “virtually no surviv-
ing aquatic life within the affected stretch.”

 By January 19 the pH had returned to normal levels and 
there was no indication of ecological effects in the main 
branch of the creek. However, the memorandum states that it 
is unknown exactly how much waste was discharged and that 
it “had a significant short-term impact on the aquatic commu-
nity and the ecology of the tributary. It is too early to know 
what the long-term impacts might be.” Watershed will inspect 
the stormwater pond once remediation efforts are complete, 
and in the meantime are monitoring the water quality of 
Harris Branch Creek. There’s a housing development and 
apartment complex near Harris Branch Parkway, but 
Watershed “must yield to TCEQ” to assess possible impacts to 
human health. And on Feb. 1, the Statesman reported that, 
according to TCEQ, a smaller spill of around 65,000 gallons 
happened in the same area on May 27, 2021. – Lina Fisher

affordable housing consultant, encouraged 
Council to think “thoughtfully” about how 
the NCCD restricts housing development 
for the project. “In this context, it functions 
as exclusionary zoning,” she said. “The 
equity involved, the history of the neighbor-
hood, and the type of development that’s 
been allowed has basically made affordable 
housing unattainable in Travis Heights.” 
The plan has received SMART Housing 
certification from the city and would require 
10% of any units built to be price-locked at 
80% of Austin’s median family income, or 
$78,100 for a family of four.
 An amendment by Council Member 
Kathie Tovo, whose District 9 includes this 
stretch of the Southside, would keep 200 
Academy in the NCCD as the neighbors 
wish, but amend it to allow more housing to 
be built and thus make more affordable 

units viable. It does not address the ques-
tion of venue size, however. Richard Weiss 
told the Chronicle he was encouraged by 
Council’s first-reading approval. “We’re 
going to continue working with D9 and 
Council for the best possible outcome for 
everybody,” he told us, adding that the pro-
posed venue plan has been vetted by both 
the Austin Transportation Department 
and Tovo’s own appointee to the Planning 
Commission. “We want to continue the pro-
cess of addressing every concern to make 
the project workable, but we also want to 
maintain as much of the fabric that made 
the original venue special.” n

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200 Academy Dr., site of 
the old Austin Opera House
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seen and Heard
City acknowledges its debt to sexual assault survivors

 “We should all be sorry, as I am, that you 
had to endure the post-trauma and that our 
system did not fix those challenges on our 
own and that the burden fell to you, in large 
part, to correct what was going on,” Mayor 
Steve Adler said during Jan. 27’s City 
Council meeting. “Please know you made 
this a better city. There is still a long way to 
go, but you have set us on a better path.”
 With those words, and then a unanimous 
Council vote, the ongoing legal battle 
between 15 women rape survivors and the 
city of Austin came to end.
 “I feel like we have 
accomplished a hell of a lo  
t,” Hanna Senko told the 
Chronicle. The class action 
filed in 2018, alleging that 
local law enforcement so 
mishandled survivors’ cases 
as to violate their constitu-
tional rights, has led to poli-
cy and practice changes 
within the Austin Police 
Department and by the 
Travis County District 
Attorney, and influenced 
the passage of statewide 
legislation in 2019, noted 
Senko. “The past couple of 
years have been incredibly 
difficult at times and incred-
ibly rewarding at other 
times. In the end, I want to believe that it 
has all been worth it.”
 Another survivor-plaintiff, Heather Sin, 
said we likely won’t know for some time 
whether joining the suit was worth it. 
“Sadly, the police’s track record makes me 
skeptical,” she said, noting that during set-
tlement talks she had to continuously push 
for disability-related training modules to be 
added. “I admit my own skepticism, per-
haps even bias, but I do continue to work on 
allowing them the opportunity to change. I 
want to believe police can be different, but 
it will take all of us to affect that.”
 Over the course of an hour, Council 
members individually thanked the plain-
tiffs for their work. With time limits sus-
pended, Senko spoke, as did Marina 
Conner and Mary Reyes, known as “Amy 
Smith,” the lead plaintiff in the federal 
suit. Notoriously, the botched DNA testing 
of Reyes’ rape kit helped shut down APD’s 
forensic lab in 2016.
 District Attorney José Garza, whose two 
predecessors were named plaintiffs in the 

suit, spoke in support of the survivors and 
the settlement. Assistant D.A. Dana Nelson 
shared statements from Erin Martinson, 
director of the D.A.’s Special Victims Unit, 
and Neva Fernandez, who leads the office’s 
new Division of Victim Services. Though he 
did not speak, APD confirmed that police 
Chief Joseph Chacon, whose two predeces-
sors were also plaintiffs, was in virtual 
attendance.   In a statement to the Chronicle, 
APD said it’s “committed to making 
improvements, and [has] already made 

many meaningful changes 
in our policy to provide the 
best care and service to sur-
vivors of sexual assault.”
 In an interview, Council 
Member Greg Casar called 
the meeting “a more mean-
ingful moment than any of 
us expected.” All the way 
back in 2016’s budget delib-
erations, Casar pushed 
back on APD for trying to 
dismiss the backlog of 
untested rape kits as “mak-
ing mountains out of mole-
hills.” With his final Council 
meeting on Feb. 3, he called 
the settlement “almost like 
a goodbye moment for me.” 
One of his goals, before 
stepping down to run for 

Congress, was to settle the suit; Casar and 
CM Alison Alter have led Council in seek-
ing justice for survivors.
 The original class action was filed by 
three women in June 2018, with five more 
joining in August; their cases span the 
decade from 2008 to 2018. In February 2020, 
U.S. District Judge Lee Yeakel dismissed 
the bulk of the suit, saying the matter 
involved state policy (citing the 2019 bills) 
and belonged in state court. That September, 
another four women, led by Senko – whose 
case dates back to 2006 – duly filed a state-
court version of the suit, again detailing 
their assaults and the continued retrauma-
tization by the local justice system.
 In June 2021 – just days before the 5th 
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals heard the 
survivor-plaintiffs’ appeal of Yeakel’s ruling 
– the county settled under D.A. Garza. At 
least two women, not identified publicly, 
signed onto the litigation against Austin 
and APD thereafter; now the city, too, has 
settled – offering an official apology to the 
plaintiffs, who will each receive $55,000.

 So far, $3.5 million has been spent fixing 
the problems cited in the survivors’ lawsuit. 
This includes clearing the city’s rape kit 
backlog; creating APD’s sexual assault cold 
case unit; hiring additional victim service 
counselors; and requiring police academy 
training on better handling rape cases. APD 
is now legally required to take a formal 
statement from each survivor who wishes to 
give one, prior to closing a rape case. Addi-
tion ally, an audit (championed by Alter) of 
APD’s handling of sexual assault – by the 
Police Executive Research Forum, Wom­
en’s Law Project, and Wellesley Centers for 
Women – is expected this spring; its recom-
mendations are a priority. Another $862,000 
is earmarked for future implementation.
 Jennifer Ecklund, an attorney for the 
plaintiffs, called the settlement a “measure 
of justice.” Pointing to the various changes 
made at APD and the D.A.’s Office, Ecklund 
said, “The women who brought these law-
suits have finally been recognized and 
heard, and can rest knowing their cases and 
courage made a difference.” Ecklund 
applauded Austin and Travis County’s “will-
ingness to improve their broken systems,” 
and reiterated her support for the plaintiffs 
“for showing the world that light can come 
from darkness, and that change is possible.”

 Still, a feeling of “unsettledness” 
remains. As Senko noted, “It doesn’t mat-
ter what laws or policies are in place if the 
leaders required to uphold them don’t 
believe in them, stand behind them, or 
care to enforce them.”
 Sin, whose assault took place in 2014, 
doesn’t know the status of her case. Her 
rape kit wasn’t tested until the suit was filed 
in 2018; she’s received no updates since. “It 
is disturbing that we have to legally force 
this institution to do what they were sup-
posed to be doing all along, but it is uplift-
ing to think a world like that might exist in 
my lifetime,” Sin said.
 Reyes shares that hope: “There is an 
opportunity to become a model city … 
When we start owning, we set a tone, a stan-
dard, and an operating procedure for navi-
gating the trauma surrounding sexual 
assault. That’s the ultimate impact of this 
work. That’s how accountability breeds 
more accountability.”
 The 15 women will continue following 
the city’s efforts to make sure the terms of 
the settlement are implemented. “We set 
them up to succeed,” Conner said, adding: 
“If they do mess up, we’ll be right back 
there, holding them accountable like we 
have.” n

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Austin Is a “Stop-and-Frisk” City, 
Ongoing APD Review Reveals
 City Council members were surprised to learn 
on Jan. 25 that Austin is a “stop-and-frisk” city. 
The revelation came courtesy of the latest report 
from Kroll Associates, the consulting firm hired 
in 2019 to examine racism at the Austin Police 
Department.
 Stop-and-frisk is a controversial police tactic 
promoted by New York Mayors Rudy Giu li ani and 
Michael Bloomberg in the 1990s and 2000s. The 
practice stretches the limits of constitutional law by 
allowing police to search individuals before they are 
arrested or even suspected of committing a crime. 
It is typically used against young men of color and 
is considered a tool of racial profiling.
 “Handcuffing involving stop-and-frisk appears 
to be aggressively employed by some officers 
in Austin,” Rick Brown, a Kroll researcher with 
28 years of experience in law enforcement, told 
Council. “And they’re not really articulating reason-
able suspicion that criminal activity is happening 
or is beginning to happen.”
 This is Kroll’s second report on racism at APD. 
The first, released last spring, studied Austin’s 
police academy, concluding that instructors 
instilled a warrior culture in cadets, teaching them 
to think of citizens as “the enemy.” The academy 
has since undertaken a reform of its curricula and 
training methods. Last Friday, it graduated its first 
class of new officers in over two years with some, 
but not all, of the reforms in place.
 Kroll’s current report – 176 pages in length – 
addresses APD’s demographic makeup and promo-
tion practices, but the most eye-opening material 
examines use of force. As part of their broader 
research, Brown and his investigators studied 1,321 
incident reports submitted by officers between 
June and November of 2019, including body-cam-
era and dashboard footage. These incident reports 
detailed 2,960 uses of force, nearly half against 
Hispanic people, 28% against Black people, and 21% 
against white people.

 “Kroll found that officers’ actions were appropri-
ate in the vast majority of cases,” the report reads, 
“and we saw many examples of fine, proactive 
police work, successful de-escalation tactics, and 
officers making legal arrests.” However, Kroll iden-
tified excessive force or needless escalation of con-
flict in 88 of the 1,321 reports – about one of every 
15 encounters. APD officers used force against 21 
people experiencing a mental health crisis during 
the period of study, with 19 of these deemed inap-
propriate. Officers unnecessarily pointed guns at 
nine people and put five in illegal chokeholds. Kroll 
found that police supervisors exercised “extremely 
limited or nonexistent” review of all uses of force.
 In his remarks to Council, Brown cited examples 
of officers telling citizens they had done nothing 
wrong but then handcuffing them anyway. “And 
when the subject asked why or displays uncertain-
ty or tenses up … they’re charged with resisting 
arrest,” Brown said. This type of charge, known in 
criminal justice circles as a “cover charge,” is often 
used to justify a stop-and-frisk.
 Officers claimed in their incident reports that 
stop-and-frisk was necessary to ensure their safety. 
“APD officers frequently handcuffed individuals cit-
ing only officer safety as a justification,” the report 
reads. “In the problem cases reviewed and highlight-
ed by Kroll, it did not seem to matter if the subject 
was an 11-year-old girl, a 70-year-old female suffer-
ing from dementia, a 67-year-old female suffering 
from a traumatic brain injury, or a victim of a crime.”
 Several Council members were alarmed by Kroll’s 
findings, particularly Natasha Harper-Madison, 
who authored the December 2019 resolution (known 
as Resolution 66) that called for the review Kroll is 
now conducting. “Frankly, I’m blown away,” she said. 
“I didn’t realize that Austin was customarily a stop-
and-frisk city … If a uniformed officer is afraid for 
their safety because of an 11-year-old female, then 
I’d like very much to know more about the circum-
stances surrounding that.” – Brant Bingamon

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Race to the Left
Fighting for the progressive mantle in TX-35

 For the first time in a decade, voters in 
Texas’ 35th congressional district will nom-
inate a Democrat who isn’t named Lloyd 
Doggett. That’s because TX-35 has once 
again morphed in a GOP-controlled redis-
tricting cycle, although the 2021 version has 
been kinder to Austin than the previous two 
cycles. The new TX-37, one of the two seats 
Texas gained in reapportionment following 
the 2020 census, was drawn as a solidly 
Democratic vote sink almost entirely within 
the Austin city limits, and Doggett – first 
elected as Austin’s boy-wonder state sena-
tor nearly 50 years ago – has opted to seek 
his 15th term in Congress in that district.
 That leaves TX-35 wide open – a solidly 
Democratic, 70% non-Anglo and roughly 
half-Hispanic district stretching from the 
Williamson County line, east of I-35, all the 
way to the Alamo. Austin City Council 
Member Greg Casar (whose last day at City 
Hall is this week) and state Rep. Eddie 
Rodriguez, D-Austin, both entered the race 
in November. With the majority of TX-35’s 
eligible voters hailing from high-turnout 
Travis and Hays counties, Rodriguez and 
Casar have the advantage in the March 1 
Democratic primary and potential May run-
off; for the victor, the Nov. 8 general election 
will be a formality.
 There are, however, still more than 
300,000 residents of Bexar and Comal 
counties in the southern tail of the district, 
and much speculation centered on which 
San Antonio politician might enter the 
race. State Rep. Trey Martinez Fischer con-
sidered it and indeed asked the GOP’s 
redistricting committees to draw his home 
into the new TX-35. But looking at the elec-
toral math within the final district lines, 
TMF opted instead to run for reelection 
and endorse Rodriguez, while also joining 
the legal challenges to the new map with a 
specific claim that TX-35 as drawn, with 
fewer Latino voters than in the current 
version that Doggett represents, violates 
the Voting Rights Act.
 Instead, Rebecca Viagran, an eight-year 
veteran of the San Antonio City Council 
(where she was succeeded by her sister 
Phyllis), hopes to activate enough Bexar 
County voters to knock either Casar or 
Rodriguez out of a run-off. Carla-Joy Sisco 
of Austin is the fourth candidate in the race, 
but has not nearly the public profile of the 
other three, who have begun a race to the 
left, each attempting to define themselves 
as the most progressive in the field.

Different ShaDeS of Blue
 For most TX-35 voters, Casar enters that 
race to the left with a head start. He’s a 
member of the Democratic Socialists of 
America, whose large and lively Austin 
chapter has had Casar’s back both in his 
four Council campaigns in six years (includ-
ing a 2014 run-off) and in his policy initia-
tives on Council. His vocal stances on work-
ers’ rights and paid sick leave, abortion 
access funding, criminal justice reform, and 
the decriminalization of homelessness have 
made him not only a favorite on the left but 
also a target of the Texas right wing – a 
home-state equivalent to Rep. Alexandria 
Ocasio-Cortez, D-N.Y., on the national scene.
 Casar has earned notable endorsements 
from national progressive groups, including 
Justice Democrats, the political action com-
mittee that in 2018 helped elect AOC and 
her fellow Squadmembers Ayanna Pressley, 
D-Mass.; Rashida Tlaib, D-Mich.; and Ilhan 
Omar, D-Minn. The large House Progessive 
Caucus as a whole (whose members include 
Doggett and San Antonio’s Joaquin Castro) 
has endorsed Casar, as has its chair Pramila 
Jayapal, D-Wash., and, just this week, AOC 
herself as well as Sen. Elizabeth Warren.
 Rodriguez and Viagran’s backers are, by 
and large, more mainstream Democrats, 
along with past political colleagues. Rodri-
guez gained the endorsement of the New 
Democrat Coalition, a pro-business group of 
“Blue Dogs” in Congress, as well as local 
clubs the Black Austin Democrats and 
Capital Area Progressive Democrats, his 
Travis County House-mates Gina Hinojosa, 
Donna Howard, and Celia Israel, and U.S. 
Reps. Al Green of Houston and Marc Veasey 
of Ft. Worth, both active in the Congressional 
Black Caucus. Viagran has been endorsed 
by a host of San Antonio’s Democratic elite, 
including Bexar County Judge (and former 
San Antonio mayor) Nelson Wolff, state 
Sen. José Menéndez and his predecessor 
Leticia Van de Putte, and former San 
Antonio mayor and federal housing secre-
tary Henry Cisneros.

 In his campaign, Rodriguez is trying to 
walk a fine line as both an uncompromis-
ing progressive and effective, cross-party 
Lege dealmaker. He’s willing to work with 
Repub licans as long as his progressive val-
ues – his moral compass – aren’t compro-
mised. “The legislative process is all about 
relationships,” he said of his 19 years in the 
Texas House. “I’ve been able to develop 
relationships where if I can be helpful to 
Repub lic ans so they will help me, I will. 
But if we can’t get there, I will fight them 
tooth and nail.”
 Rodriguez pointed to his passage of a bill 
that expanded the state’s free school break-
fast program, reaching around 700,000 chil-
dren across the state. Republicans opposed 
it on the grounds that it would expand the 
welfare state, but over three sessions, 
Rodriguez was able to win over enough of 
them to pass the bill. Having entered the 
House just in time for the GOP to wrest 
control of the chamber – which it’s held 
ever since – has given Rodriguez a more 
pragmatic view of the progressive politics 
project. “If you’re not making progress, 
there’s no reason to be in office,” he told us.

 As far as fighting tooth and nail goes, 
perhaps the most radical act of Rodriguez’s 
political career was last summer’s quorum 
break, when he and dozens of his House 
Dem colleagues first walked off the floor in 
the waning hours of the regular session, 
then spent 40 days in Washington, D.C., to 
wipe out the entire first special session 
called by Gov. Greg Abbott. This put a range 
of right-wing bills – most prominently the 
GOP’s “election integrity” bill to further 
make it harder for Texans to vote – on ice 
and bruised many feelings among Repub-
licans who’d pointed to their past collabora-
tions with Dems like Rodriguez.
 Those concerns, and a desire to preserve 
what goodwill between members remained, 
led some in the delegation to eventually 
end the standoff, and the bad bills were 
merely delayed rather than prevented. But 
for Rodriguez, it was a transformative 
experience that gave him more interest 
than he’d had before in running for 
Congress. “It really highlighted the fact 
that some issues, voting or reproductive 
rights, can only be fixed or dismantled at 
the federal level,” he said.
 That will also involve public pressure 
being mounted at the local level, where 
Casar has done much in a short time. 
Before throwing his hat into the ring for a 
seat on Austin’s new 10-1 council in 2014, 
he’d made his political reputation in Austin 
as an organizer at Workers Defense Project, 
demanding fair wages and safer conditions

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 Literally within days, the ironclad politi-
cal support for public safety among main-
stream Austin leaders was shattered, as 
hundreds of citizens shared their suffering 
and their rage in marathon call-in Council 
hearings. The city’s 2021 budget, adopted a 
couple months later, eliminated about $20 
million of APD funding immediately, with 
$120 million more put on hold pending the 
recommendations of a yearlong city-com-
munity Reimagining Public Safety task 
force. A year later, Texas passed a law 
threatening cities that cut police spending 

for the construction workers building out 
the ever-booming city. It took two years into 
his Council tenure for him to get arrested – 
in 2017, as one of 18 protestors conducting a 
sit-in at Abbott’s office as he prepared to 
sign anti-immigrant Senate Bill 4.
 Casar told us he would operate in largely 
the same way as a member of Congress – 
citing fellow Justice Democrats like Cori 
Bush, D-Mo., as models. “I plan to show 
up,” Casar said. “If workers are on the pick-
et line, I’ll be there. If a family is trying to 
make sure their family doesn’t get separat-
ed by ICE [U.S. Immigration and Customs 
Enforcement], I’ll be there.”
 Having organizers from the South, and 
especially from Texas, in federal office will be 
critical to building support among voters for 
progressive policies, Casar said. “Five years 
ago, there weren’t many people talking about 
Medicare for All,” he said, “but there’s been a 
significant shift and it’s important that orga-
nizing happens in Texas where so many of 
these rights have been stripped away.”

What SucceSS lookS like?
 Throughout his City Council tenure, 
Casar has been the champion of some of 
Austin’s most progressive policy moves, 
which has led to backlash from the state’s 
conservative courts and lawmakers. The 
local paid sick days ordinance, which Casar 
authored, was a landmark breakthrough in 
Texas, but was overturned by the all-GOP 
Texas Supreme Court in June 2020.
 In 2019, Casar pushed his colleagues on 
Council to approve changes to Austin’s 
public camping, no sit/lie, and panhan-
dling ordinances – a major civil rights 
victory for unhoused people. Two years 
later, Casar’s decriminalization of home-
lessness was twice undone – once by local 
voters in May 2021, and then shortly 
thereafter by a statewide ban on public 
camping via House Bill 1900, passed with 
broad bipartisan support by both the 
Texas House and Senate.
 Among his haters, Casar is most notori-
ous for leading the charge to “defund the 
police,” which Austin actually did, unlike 

most cities in Texas and even in blue states. 
The national Black Lives Matter uprising 
against police violence, after the killing of 
Texas native George Floyd in Minneapolis 
and of Mike Ramos here in Austin, was met 
by this city’s police department with fur-
ther violence. “Less lethal” lead-pellet 
rounds and C4 gas led to scores of injuries, 
some horribly severe, among a rowdy but 
nonthreatening crowd in front of APD head-
quarters on Eighth Street. Multiple lawsuits 
have been filed, and criminal charges may 
also be filed.

That Fresh seat smell
InsIde the race to represent the newly formed  
37th congressIonal dIstrIct
 come november, austin voters will be tasked with electing the first representative of 
texas’ newly created 37th congressional district. formed as a result of the 2020 redistricting 
process, tX-37 is a relatively compact district, located almost entirely within the boundaries 
of travis county and encompassing almost all of the city of austin west of I-35.
 In a comfortably democratic district, the race has drawn four democratic challengers for 
the march 1 primary, with rep. lloyd doggett and software engineer donna Imam leading the 

pack in name recognition and fundraising. a member of 
U.s. congress since 1995, doggett left his decadelong 
tenure representing the now-contested 35th congres-
sional district to run in tX-37. doggett said his decision 
to run in tX-37 was spurred by his deep history as a 
longtime austinite. “austin is the only town I’ve ever 
called home. district 37 encompasses the areas that 
I grew up in, went to school in, worked in, [and] lived 
in,” doggett told the Chronicle. “Being able to focus 
all of my attention on my hometown rather than on 
being divided among different communities is really 
important to me.” he also said his decision to leave 
tX-35 makes it more likely that a hispanic lawmaker will 
represent the predominantly hispanic district. (  greg 
casar, eddie rodriguez, carla-Joy sisco, and rebecca 
J. Viagran are running in the democratic primary to fill 
doggett’s tX-35 seat.)
 doggett and Imam will face off in tX-37 against 
austin businessman and political first-timer christopher 
Jones and self-identified digital marketing professional 
Quinton “Q” Beaubouef. meanwhile, republican voters 
will have to decide between navy veteran Jeremiah 
diacogiannis; Jenny garcia sharon, who lost to doggett 
in the 2020 race for tX-35; and rod lingsch, who was 
defeated in the 2020 republican primary for tX-34.
 Imam, an engineer and entrepreneur, will be a 
familiar name to some austinites following her (unsuc-
cessful) bid against incumbent rep. John carter in the 
2020 race for the reliably red 31st congressional district. 
outside of her 2020 congressional campaign – which 
witnessed her primary victory over christine eady mann 
– Imam is still a political newcomer. Imam, however, 
is leaning into that outsider identity. “congress needs 
leadership in science and technology to usher in the 
next generation of technologies for our country and for 
our success. and right now, congress could use that,”

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Imam told the Chronicle. among Imam’s top priorities is 
establishing a “uniform” federally funded response to 
homelessness nationwide. another priority of Imam’s 
this election echoes the “health care for all” policy pro-
posal that she supported in 2020, which advocates for a 
single-payer that “fortifies and accelerates” a medicare 
for all program. Imam’s health care vision would seek 
to “lower the cost of health care drastically by scaling 
the health care infrastructure by increasing the number 
of doctors and nurses and focusing on preventative 
care in primary care.”
 meanwhile, doggett’s top priorities address voting 
rights, which he sees as fitting within an overarching 
commitment to preserving democracy. reproductive 
freedom and protection of access to abortion have only 
become more critical in light of the texas legislature’s 
attack on abortion rights last year with the passage 
of senate Bill 8, added doggett. overlapping with 
reproductive freedom is improving health care access 
for all texans. doggett has long championed medicaid 
expansion in texas, and last year he unveiled his coVer 
now act, a local-level solution for states that refuse 
to expand medicaid coverage. he pointed to his recent 
success with some health care provisions in the Build 
Back Better act, including a special aca marketplace 
plan allowing the medicaid expansion population to 
qualify for no-premium policies that will “provide most 
of what a medicaid coverage would provide.” (the pro-
vision would be four years, not permanent.)
 In comments to the Chronicle, doggett pointed to his 
opponents’ lack of political experience as a key factor 
in what sets him apart. “I’ve tried to represent people 
across the community knowing that they have been 
divested of any representation by republican gerry-
mandering. that is a pretty significant contrast between 
myself and these [three] individuals.” – Beth Sullivan
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by any amount with draconian penalties – 
freezing their tax base, allowing parts of the 
city to de-annex themselves, and more. The 
fiscal year 2022 budget has the highest 
funding for APD in the city’s history.
 Yet all of these heroic measures by the 
state government to thwart the Austin 
agenda were only necessary because Casar 
made things happen in the first place. 
Beyond these high-profile examples, Casar 
points to his response to Austin law enforce-
ment’s systematic failure to support survi-
vors of sexual assault. The meltdown of 
APD’s DNA Lab and the resulting backlog 
of thousands of unexamined rape kits – 
each a sexual assault case in which justice 
was never served – was a “real learning 
moment,” he said.
 “I decided to listen to survivors and 
learned I wasn’t being told the whole truth 
by the police. Then we found out there’s so 
much other work to do with survivors of 
sexual assault, and I learned we cannot 
take at face value what powerful interests 
say is going on, when they may have some-
thing to hide.” The city last week settled a 
class action filed by rape survivors in 2018, 
alleging that APD and the Travis County 
District Attorney’s Office’s mishandling of 
their cases constituted a violation of their 
constitutional rights.

“reSourceS anD clarity”
 From 2013 to 2021, Rebecca Viagran, rep-
resenting District 3 in the city’s southeast, 
was a leader of a progressive bloc on the 
San Antonio City Council similar to Casar’s 
allies on Austin’s dais. She highlighted her 
time on that body’s intergovernmental 
affairs committee, which took her to D.C. 
often to advocate for the Alamo City during 
both the Obama and Trump administrations.
 She recalled how early in the COVID-19 
pandemic, when about 100 cruise ship pas-
sengers were set to be transported to 
Lackland Air Force Base on San Antonio’s 
westside, she pushed for more federal sup-
port with Vice President Mike Pence. “I 

stood up and talked on behalf of our com-
munity, because we needed resources and 
clarity from the federal government,” 
Viagran said.
 Viagran’s work at San Antonio City Hall 
also helped raise the minimum wage for 
city workers to $15 per hour, establish 
COVID vaccination hubs, and pass an 
“equity budget” in 2017, which abandoned 
the city’s typical practice of providing each 
of the 10 council districts, both the rich ones 
and the poor ones, with “roughly propor-
tionate” amounts of funding. “We invested 
more dollars in the districts that were not 
getting the dollars they needed,” Viagran 
said. “They were already far behind, so 
rough proportionality wasn’t doing enough 
to help them catch up.”
 All three candidates support the planks 
of the progressive agenda in Congress: the 
For the People Act to protect voting rights; 
the PRO Act, which would protect the right 
to organize workers into unions throughout 
the nation and empower the National Labor 
Relations Board to better hold corporations 
accountable for violations of workers’ 
rights; and the Women’s Health Protection 
Act, which would codify Roe v. Wade now 
that the landmark 1973 ruling legalizing 
abortion appears at risk of reversal by the 
U.S. Supreme Court. All three also enthusi-
astically support Medicare for All and the 
Green New Deal, policy frameworks that at 
this point aren’t actual bills.
 Rodriguez and Casar also take a side on 
an issue that divides progressives by back-
ing the “yes in my backyard” (YIMBY) 
movement – a push for policy changes at 
every level of government to allow for more 
housing construction, informed by the 
belief that housing is a human right. As land 
use policy is overwhelmingly driven by local 
government decisions, Casar has had plenty 
of opportunities to demonstrate this.
 He has a consistent pro-housing voting 
record in zoning cases. He championed 
$500 million in voter-approved affordable

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• TX-10: Rep. Michael McCaul, R-West Lake Hills, 
could have stood for reelection in his newly 
configured, much more R-friendly district (he 
traded his Austin and Houston boxes for College 
Station) without actually living in it, but he’s a 
purist. So we have this awesome chicken neck, 
at one point in Pflugerville about two blocks 
wide, connecting his Western Travis County 
stomping grounds with the rest of his district. 
He’s unopposed in the GOP primary and will be 
heavily favored over Linda Nuno, unopposed in 
the Dem primary, come November.

• TX-17: This was the district where Rep. Pete 
Sessions, R-Waco (but really Dallas), made his 
comeback two years ago after losing his old seat 
to Colin Allred in 2018. He’s got a big chunk of 
Pflugerville and Round Rock in a district that 
stretches all the way east to Nacogdoches. He 
has several primary opponents, including a dude 
named “Storm Chaser” Nelson; Mary Jo Woods is 
unopposed in the Dem primary.

• TX-21: Rep. Chip Roy, R-Dripping Springs, likes 
to talk trash about how he welcomes Austin vot-
ers’ hatred, but his new district barely touches the 
city as it encompasses the Hill Country from his 

hometown out to Kerrville and down to the richest 
parts of San Antonio. Lively primaries on both 
sides despite the fact Roy is almost guaranteed 
reelection; activist Claudia Zapata (who originally 
intended to run against Doggett) and Coy Gee 
Branscum lead the Dem field, while MAGAnational 
Michael French aims to run on Roy’s right (the 
incumbent refused to play ball on Jan. 6, a rare 
moment of heresy from the rising right-wing star).

• TX-27: Bastrop and Caldwell are now, and will 
likely continue to be, represented by Rep. Michael 
Cloud, R-Victoria, though he has many primary 
challengers, including Jackson County Sheriff 
A.J. Louderback, a Fox News favorite. Former 
Corpus Christi TV meteorologist Maclovio Perez 
leads the Dem field.

• TX-31: Rep. John Carter of Mars, R-Round Rock, 
gave up all the blue boxes in Williamson County 
as well as purplish Killeen (but not Fort Hood 
itself) to make himself bulletproof. It worked – no 
Democrat filed for the seat – but he still has prima-
ry challengers Mike Williams, a former Austin fire-
fighter and old-school Tea Partyer, and Abhiram 
Garapati (whose signs are omnipresent across the 
district) to get through. – Mike Clark-Madison

 The 2022 version of the Central Texas congressional map – which was mostly drawn by the incumbent 
GOP members of the Texas delegation – is still hella gerrymandered, but in a much kinder way to the 
city of Austin, which will have at least one and likely two members of the U.S. House of Representatives 
to call its own: the new TX-37, where Lloyd Doggett is seeking his 15th term in Congress, and TX-35, 
which is now dominated by Travis and Hays County voters. What about these other districts?

The Other Congressional Districts

had not filed a report when the Chronicle 
went to press.
 None of the top three candidates will 
accept any funds from corporate PACs (that 
would exclude groups such as the Justice 
Democrats or New Democrats Coalition) – 
even if the race does go to a run-off. Casar 
was the first to make that commitment, and 
both Rodriguez and Viagran tell us they will 
do the same. Each candidate’s fourth-quar-
ter filings show that, thus far, they have 
honored this commitment.
 Casar’s campaign has released the 
results of two internal polls publicly, both 
of which show him leading Rodriguez and 
Viagran by double digits. Internal polls, by 
their nature, can be suspect; these were 
conducted by Lake Research Partners, a 
veteran Democratic firm which maintains 
an A/B pollster rating from FiveThirtyEight. 
The most recent poll, conducted Jan. 4-9 
among 400 likely Democratic primary vot-
ers representing proportional shares of the 
voting age population in TX-35, was 
released on Jan. 20. It shows that Casar is 
“supported” by 48% of respondents, com-
pared to 20% for Rodriguez and 14% for 
Viagran, with a margin of error of 4.9%.
 The Casar campaign declined to share 
what questions respondents were asked, 

their own stories,” Viagran told us. “We 
have to maintain those stories.” While local 
governments are best positioned to do 
that, the federal government should pro-
vide oversight to ensure “intentional clus-
tering” of low-income housing doesn’t 
occur or that particular areas are exclusive-
ly reserved for single-family homes. “We 
need to make sure we have mixed-incomes 
in all of our communities.”

the State of the race
 With just over one week until early vot-
ing begins, forecasting a front-runner in 
the race is becoming clearer. Casar is dom-
inating in fundraising; according to 
fourth-quarter campaign finance filings, he 
has raised about $468,000 compared to 
Rodriguez’s $251,000. (He’s raised the most 
money of any Justice Democrats nonin-
cumbent candidate in the country.) Both 
candidates began fundraising in early 
November; Casar has thus far spent about 
$112,000, leaving $356,000 cash on hand, 
compared to Rodriguez’s $31,000 in expen-
ditures and $220,000 cash on hand. Viagran, 
who entered the race six weeks later, has 
pulled in $47,000 in contributions and 
spent $2,200, leaving her underdog cam-
paign with about $45,000 to spend. Sisco 

to even pass both chambers, each with 
members who think zoning is itself uncon-
stitutional, is a pretty big deal. Both Casar 
and Rodriguez said they support emerging 
federal solutions to housing supply chal-
lenges in growing cities, such as tying 
access to federal housing or transportation 
funds to commitments to undo exclusion-
ary zoning practices.
 Speaking of the tax exemption used by 
Community First! Village, Rodriguez said, 
“We expanded it this session and I had to 
partner with Tom Craddick to get that 
done,” referencing the former House speak-
er and longest-serving House Republican in 
Texas history. “We don’t agree on anything, 
but he has a homelessness issue in his area 
[Midland], so I immediately latched onto 
him to get it done.”
 Viagran offered a slightly contrasting 
answer. She emphasized preservation of 
existing affordable housing as an important 
way to maintain housing stock affordable to 
a range of income levels. She would like to 
see Congress invest in programs that help 
homeowners rehabilitate their homes and 
help cities redevelop older commercial 
buildings into mixed-use developments.
 “Looking throughout the district, there 
are so many unique neighborhoods with 

housing and anti-displacement funds since 
2018. And he authored Affordability 
Unlocked, a density bonus program specifi-
cally targeted to make it easier to build 
subsidized and income-restricted housing. 
“At the federal level we can pass rent con-
trol,” Casar told us. “We can reinvest in 
public and low-cost housing, and we can 
push cities to change rules that prioritize 
McMansions over people, as well as those 
that prioritize big parking lots over people.”
 Rodriguez has had fewer chances to 
advance a pro-housing agenda at the Lege, 
but he’s made the ones he’s had count. His 
legislation created homestead preservation 
districts to support community land trusts, 
calibrated to address Austin needs but now 
a potential template for the whole state. He 
carried the legislation that paved the way 
for creation of Community First! Village, 
the rural housing community for people 
exiting homelessness operated by Mobile 
Loaves and Fishes, which is now in a major 
expansion phase. And in 2009, he co-au-
thored a bill in the House to legalize inclu-
sionary zoning – which would allow cities to 
require, rather than simply incentivize, 
affordable housing from private developers 
– that was vetoed by Gov. Rick Perry. For it

when attack mailers (though Rodriguez 
disputes this characterization) from the 
Eddie for Texas campaign hit Austin mail-
boxes and caused a stir among progres-

sives. They attempt to con-
trast Rodriguez’s successes 
at Community First! Village 
with Casar’s thwarted push 
to decriminalize homeless-
ness, but look and sound 
very much like the cam-
paign waged by the GOP-
aligned PAC Save Austin 
Now last year to reinstate 
the camping ban: “Greg 
Casar not only designed the 
disastrous ordinance lifting 
the ban on tent cities in 
Austin, he failed to build 
decent, affordable housing.” 
(Casar disputes the last 
part, pointing to the nearly 
800 units of permanent sup-
portive housing funded by 
Council since 2019.)

 This has rankled enough progressives to 
spark an open letter to Rodriguez from a 
dozen elected Central Texas Democrats 
condemning “Republican-style campaign 
tactics.” When asked about the mailer and 

the letter, which was signed by two of 
Rodriguez’s House colleagues (Reps. James 
Talarico, D-Round Rock, and Erin Zwiener, 
D-Driftwood) who had until this point 
stayed out of the TX-35 primary, the Eddie 
for Texas campaign issued the following 
statement: “Democratic primary voters sup-
port Eddie Rodriguez because he is the 
progressive who makes progress. He has 
the strongest record of progressive accom-
plishments – achieving the most affordable 
housing and supportive housing for the 
homeless, bringing in billions of funds for 
our public schools, and protecting our pre-
cious civil rights.” n

but said respondents were presented with 
profiles of each candidate and information 
on their policy positions, then asked which 
candidate they prefer. Of course, without 
knowing precisely what 
questions the respondents 
were asked, it’s hard to 
gauge how valuable the 
poll is. Neither Rodriguez 
nor Viagran has released 
any polling.
 While the Casar cam-
paign’s internal polling 
shows him ahead, Rodriguez 
competed for votes in the 
Travis portion of TX-35 as 
recently as 2020, in the 
Texas Senate District 14 
special election. He ulti-
mately lost that race to 
then-County Judge Sarah 
Eckhardt, but Austin politi-
cal consultant Mark 
Littlefield analyzed votes 
cast in the precincts (or 
parts of precincts) included in both dis-
tricts; Rodriguez earned about 43% of the 
SD 14 votes cast.
 Were it not clear already, Casar’s front -
runner status was confirmed this week

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street kid side. … The fact that he wanted to 
take a hold of my stuff was beautiful because 
I knew he would rein in all the years of mis-
matched, going-through-phases moments.”
 Key transitions in Teagarden’s creative life 
have been defined by such moments of exter-
nal discovery, of others recognizing the unde-
niability and uniqueness of her work. It’s 
how she’s developed advocates and admirers 
like legendary portrait photographer Dan 
Winters and musical luminaries Chelsea 
Wolfe and Exene Cervenka. She began her 
artistic career working in the Goethe-Institut 
San Francisco, part of the Federal Republic of 
Germany’s global cultural education mission, 
but she didn’t take the most conventional 

 Rituals require patience.
 It’s in their nature, in the requirement to 
fulfill certain obligations and actions before 
fulfillment. So Darla Teagarden knew to 
remain composed while awaiting the deliv-
ery of her first collection of her art photog-
raphy, Altars. “The books are sitting at the 
FedEx in France,” she said when we spoke 
in early January. “The publisher has his, 
but he’s in Norway. He’s like, ‘I want to 
show you so bad, but I want you to have that 
moment when you open the package.’” She 
made a comedy ‘ugh’ sound. “I’m a control 
freak, so this is the worst.”
 Control is one descriptor. Experimental 
precision is the other, and that is what 
truly defines Teagarden’s work. Call her the 
pagan Cindy Sherman: Like the interna-
tionally revered self-portraitist, she is often 
her own muse and model, but her photogra-
phy is gothic and fantastical, baroque and 
intricate, enigmatic and instinctual, playful 
and morbid. “I take the beauty in occultism, 
witchcraft, bygone eras, Georges Méliès, 
and all that’s filtered through my eyes.”
 That means her work has never quite fit 
in with that of other art photographers. “It’s 

not super-duper dark gothic bodies, but 
it’s not beautiful ladies in Prague or on the 
moor, and it’s not super academic and it’s 
not street.” However, all those influences 
are present to varying degrees, and each 
element gives each viewer their own point 
of access. Her work is alchemical in that 
way, a synthesis of her influences and expe-
riences. “All the best people that I admire, 
they’re nerds. They’ve nerded out on some-
thing so hard that they just want to filter it 
through their own lens.”
 Altars the book shares a title with an exhi-
bition she mounted in Seattle in 2015, but 
this isn’t a belated catalog. For her, the word 
means “something on which to find comfort 
and ritual.” In the context of the book, the 
word is also a conjuring of the last 13 years of 
her work, gathered together with the collag-
es and works in process that are elemental to 
the final image. She described her creative 
process as “all very ritualistic. It starts with 
me sketching it, and then I sit on the idea for 
a little bit, think about what it means to me.”
 But the creative process for the book has a 
particular resonance, like a high Mass rather 
than a rosary. “Not to be overly dramatic,” 

she said, “but it saved my life and my fami-
ly.” Before the book, emotionally, physically, 
spiritually, she was at a dangerously low ebb. 
“I was just like, ‘OK, get your shit together. 
You have to stop being a twat’ – because that’s 
what I was being. ‘You have people who care 
about you. You have a son. Let’s do some-
thing about it.’ So I just started doing it.”
 When she began the curation process, she 
described her desired aesthetic as “folktale, 
fairy-tale kind of crap, but as it progressed it 
became so much more personal.” She cred-
ited her publisher, Russell Joslin of Norway-
based Skeleton Key Press, with finding the 
narrative in her archive. “He’s the academic 
side and, god, I hate to say it but I’m the

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or find comfort in literal nests. Each final 
work contains a shamanic history, an intoxi-
cating brew of witchcraft and bedtime story, 
underworld mythology and storybook awe, 
chaotic dream logic and funeral formality. 
Teagarden described each piece as “little 
poems about what I was going through at 
the moment the photo was taken.”
 “The next book – if there is a next book 
– I’m going to be focusing on a more spe-
cific kind of content.” Well, maybe. She 
chuckled at the idea that she’ll simply set 
out to do a predefined body of work, rath-
er than let the process become an act of 
conjuration. Whatever the image, she said, 
“It always reveals itself to me at the end – 
which is magical.”
 At that moment, as the first edition of 
Altars made its way across the ocean, she 
was able to appreciate what the ritual of its 
production has invoked. “It’s changed my 
life,” she said, adding that she was aston-
ished by how many people not only contrib-
uted to the original Kickstarter, but backed 
it at the upper tiers. “It was quite lovely to 
have total strangers throughout all those 
years come up to me and say, ‘That really 
resonated with me.’ In the end, that’s what 
we all want.” n

route there. She was working in a strip club, 
the infamous Mitchell Brothers O’Farrell 
Theatre, “trying to make ends meet.” This 
was when she first met two academics from 
the University of California, Berkeley, who 
would become pivotal in her progress as an 
artist: theatre professor and cabaret expert 
Mel Gordon, and Marni Wood, co-founder of 
Berkeley’s dance program and a former solo-
ist with the Martha Graham Dance Company. 
They encouraged her to work with the insti-
tute, and while there “I learned so much 
about theatre and photography and histo-
ry.” She experimented with cabaret, dance, 
production design, mixed media, and spent 
some time in New Orleans before finally 
making her home in Austin and her making 
her mark as a photographer.
 One touchstone for Teagarden’s work 
is the cabinet card. Extremely collectible 
and often regarded as high Victoriana even 
though they were produced into the 1900s, 
they weren’t simply family portraits or photo-
graphs of businesses. “They were very stodgy 
and posed and restrained, and I loved that 
part of it. It makes me feel calm, where I can 
create one tiny little moment that represents 
a bigger moment, just like those cards did.”
 The mounting was a key part of the pre-
sentation, often with the photographer’s 
name printed on the card border or details 
about where the image was taken, why and 
when and of whom, spilling across the card. 
They were loaded with symbolism: These 
were expensive personal treasures, maybe 
the only photograph the subjects would 
ever own, and so they become representa-
tions of a whole life, or family, or business. 
In Teagarden’s work, text sometimes flows 
into images, and the line between pho-
tograph and mounting vaporizes. Bodies 
are confined within geometric confines, or 
crammed into and around awkward spaces,

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Paramount Education Keeps the Cheap Seats Cheap
Kid-centric programming returns with affordability in mind  by Ikram mohamed

 Hundreds of parents and students filtered into Paramount 
Theatre on Jan. 9, filling the building with sounds of laugh-
ter and chatter absent since March 2020. Filing in for the 
world premiere of Lightwire Theatre’s The Adventures of 
Tortoise and Hare: The Next Gen, the room was electric with 
excitement. Paramount Director of Education Brian Fahey 
recalled, “It was very emotional being there, I didn’t realize 
how much I had missed it. There’s really just nothing better 
[than] the laughter from kids in the theatre.”
 Paramount Education, the theatre’s family and education 
arm, has announced the return of in-person family shows, 
school field trips, and summer camps in 2022. Those pro-
grams have primarily operated online since the beginning of 
the pandemic and have engaged over 37,000 Central Texas 
youth through the free digital field trip series and digital 
camps. Noticing an increase in involvement through the 
online programs, Fahey said Paramount recognized this was 
likely due to removing the cost barrier that was previously 
present. This is something that Fahey said they plan to 
carry into this year’s programming, as well as building upon 
their preexisting Access to the Arts initiative, which part-
ners with local nonprofits to provide free tickets for various 
performances. They’re also conscious of schools’ socio-
economic statuses, ensuring that Title I schools receive 
reduced prices or at times are brought in for free.
 That affordability also covers their summer camps, as the 

Paramount awards over $30,000 in scholarships every year. 
Fahey said these awards are specifically for students who’ve 
had an interest in performing arts but haven’t necessarily had 
the opportunity to fully engage in those programs. “We want 
to make sure that everyone in Austin knows that this is a 
space for them,” he said. “We have the benefit of a lot of our 
programs being underwritten through grant supports and that 
allows us to be able to serve the schools and the families that 
we want to serve and that are looking for these opportunities.”
 While some digital programming will continue, Fahey said, 
“It’s wonderful to get back to in-person.” With the crowds 
being mainly composed of youth, for whom the shows are 
primarily created, Fahey said there’s a different kind of 
energy present within the theatre. “They are going to be the 
most appreciative but also the most honest audience that 
you’ll ever perform for,” he said. “The laughs are bigger, any 
moments they might be scared are gonna be more height-
ened, they’re just more reactive. That’s just really joyful, to 
be able to be in a theatre with them and have them experi-
ence something that was created directly for them. It’s just 
really just magical to be in the theatre … getting to experi-
ence a little bit of magic in a time where I think a lot of a 
lot of families [and] a lot of students need some magic.”

 Stepping into the shop, you know you’ve found the real deal. It’s 
a neighborhood Italian, family-run market with an aroma from the 
kitchen that makes the anticipation of lunch all the sweeter.

Under Pressure
 In the recent history of Major League 
Soccer expansion clubs, year two is pivotal. 
Some (Atlanta United, 2018) have ended 
theirs raising the MLS Cup trophy, while 
others (FC Cincinnati, 2020) have resulted 
in new benchmarks for futility. In total, 
exactly half of the eight MLS expansion 
teams to enter the league between 2015 
and 2020 made the playoffs in their soph-
omore years, which is exactly where Austin 
FC hopes to land come the fall. In order for 
the Verde to get there, though, several key 
players will be shouldering big-time respon-
sibility and expectation. Here are the mem-
bers of El Tree feeling the most pressure to 
perform in 2022.

sebastián driussi
 Austin FC’s inaugural season can be 
divided into two halves: pre-Driussi and 
post-Driussi. Such was the impact the con-
fident Argentine had on the club when he 
arrived in August for a $7 million transfer 
fee, leading Austin FC in goals and assists 
following his arrival and transforming the 
club’s attack as a whole.
 That has to continue in 2022, and has to 
happen over a full season. Driussi possess-
es the talent to compete for an MVP award 
in MLS and at the very least establish him-
self as the unquestioned star of the show 
in Q2 Stadium. If Austin FC makes the 
playoffs in 2022, it will be Driussi that led 
them there.

alex ring
 After swinging a big trade for the 
unflinching Finn and naming him club cap-
tain in 2021, Austin FC doubled down on 
its commitment to Ring this past winter. 
Not only did they sign him to a contract 
extension that elevated him to Designated 
Player status, but the club also brought 
in Colombian defensive midfielder Jhojan 
Valencia to take over the brunt of Ring’s 
defensive duties.
 Ring made no secret last year of his pref-
erence to get farther forward in the attack 
– something he rarely had authority to do 
with previous club NYCFC – nor of his con-
fidence in doing so. He did end the season 
with four goals to show for it, fourth-best on 
the team. But now Ring will be expected to 
produce like an attacking player, and that’s 
often easier said than done.

rodney redes
 Austin FC’s first-ever signing has become 
something of an afterthought after a disas-
trous first season in MLS. Redes played 
less than a quarter of the club’s minutes 
in 2021 and managed just one assist with 
zero goals on two shots on target.
 Redes dealt with nagging injury and 
culture shock as a rookie and will have 
just turned 22 by the time the new season 
starts, so there’s reason to have optimism 
that the $2.75 million player (second on 
the club only to Driussi) signed is ready 
to make a splash. However, it’s also true 
that Austin FC is overflowing with wingers 
and Redes may not get many opportuni-
ties to play his way into good form. ATXFC 
has already shown in loaning out Tomás 
Pochettino that it won’t hesitate to pull 
the plug on a doomed arrangement with 
a big-money player, so it falls on Redes to 
reestablish his value to the club.

josh wolff
 An honorable mention goes not to a 
player, but to the Verde’s head coach. 
Frustration with the club’s poor performanc-
es last season – combined with Wolff’s 
reactions to some of those performances 
– won the second-year manager the ire of 
a not-insignificant portion of the ATX fan 
base. Still, barring another total disaster 
of a season, Austin FC will likely continue 
to be patient with Wolff, whose role in the 
foundation of the club goes beyond tactics 
and lineups. n n

 D: Hong Sang-soo; with Shin Seok-ho, Park Mi-so, Ki 
Joo-bong, Ye Ji-won, Kim Min-hee, Cho Yun-hee. (NR, 66 
min., subtitled)
 Hong Sang-soo’s Introduction is a movie pro-
pelled by three hugs: whether between friends, 
lovers, or something in between. His triptych 
is injected with musings on generational gaps, 
their differentiating ideologies, and a layered 
approach to the meaning and weight of an 
“introduction.”
 Ironically, though, Introduction would be a 
difficult initiation to Hong Sang-soo’s expan-
sive filmography. It has the usual trappings 
of his oeuvre: dream logic, rants over drinks, 
and a depressing beach-set existential crisis. 
It begins with Young-ho (Shin), a young man 
who is visiting his father at his place of work. 
Leaving his girlfriend, Ju-won (Park), outside to 
watch boring internet videos, he ends up most-
ly conversing with the flirtatious older nurse 
(Ye) while his dad fawns over an old actor 
(Ki). This first chapter of the succinct film is 
light and airy, and sets up a sort of comedy of 
errors that tumbles into a fun ride.
 The second part is equally cheeky, following 
girlfriend Ju-won as she settles in Berlin for 
her fashion studies. There, her mother intro-
duces her to a painter (played by Hong’s muse 
and partner, Kim) who later acts as a bridge 
between the girlfriend and her mom when the 
mom is worried about Young-ho surprising her 
as he just so happens to be in town. This liai-
son between the generational divide of what 
parents want versus what their now-adult chil-
dren want is an interesting challenge for Hong 
to take on. In the film’s third and final chapter, 
there’s a similar parallel with Young-ho’s moth-
er (Cho) and her son, as she is blindsided by 
her son’s choice to upend his acting career 
because he finds the act of hugging another 
woman who is not his girlfriend to be insincere 
and off-putting.
 Underneath the surface, there’s a tender 
story in Introduction about the passion of young 
love. The second chapter ends on a sweet hug 
between the two lovers as they gaze into each 
other’s eyes, completely enamored and con-
sumed by one another. When the film reunites 
the two in the third part on a beach, their 
relationship is more strained. With age comes 
heartbreak, and here Hong writes one of the 
most brutal lines of his career after Young-ho 
asks Ju-won why she’s in South Korea when 
she’s supposed to be in Germany. “Trying to 
die, maybe. I’m sick. I’m not well. Things are 
hard for me.” It’s simple in its structure and 
brutally honest in its presentation, a matter-of-
fact answer laced with melancholy. Introduction 
feels like a mediation on how time chips away 
at first impressions: What started as something 
beautiful and simple can become complicated, 
unattainable, and hard to hold on to.

 The simplest thing to say about Who We Are is 
that it should be part of the standard curriculum 
in every school in America. Considering the reac-
tionary backlash against the 1619 Project and 
critical race theory, that’s likely to be a tall order.
 As the film’s screenwriter and presenter 
Jeffery Robinson notes, the best educations 
(including his own, via Marquette University, 
Harvard Law, and decades as a trial lawyer) 
have effectively ignored the history of slavery 
and its ongoing legacy of white supremacy 
and institutionalized racism. Robinson, deputy 
legal director of the ACLU, decided to educate 
himself on the subject, and South 
by Southwest 2021 Documentary 
Spotlight Audience Award winner 
Who We Are: A Chronicle of Racism 
in America is the feature outgrowth 
of that process.
 For the last 10 years, Robinson 
has been presenting that history 
to various audiences, and the film 
records a New York Town Hall pre-
sentation on June 19 (Juneteenth), 2018. But 
it’s hardly a static lecture – directors Emily and 
Sarah Kunstler use Robinson’s commentary as 
the anchor of a wide-ranging examination of the 
larger context of the story, using Robinson’s 
filmed interactions with a variety of people with 
illuminating experiences of the struggle for racial 
justice. “Ignorance is not bliss,” Robinson says, 
“because it allows a false history to thrive.”
 A partial list of subjects Robinson manages 
to encompass in two hours is stunning: the 
roots of chattel slavery from 1619, its consti-
tutional preservation, its economic importance, 
the tortuous legal history, the Northern financ-
ing, Confederate foundations of white suprem-
acy, treason and its defenders, Reconstruction 
and reaction, the 1921 Tulsa Race Massacre, 

the lost promise of the civil rights movement, 
its revival with Black Lives Matter … and what 
needs to happen next.
 All of this is interwoven with Robinson’s 
evocative memories of growing up in segregated 
Memphis. In 1968, when Martin Luther King Jr. 
was assassinated there, he was 11 years old. 
He calls the moment a crucial “tipping point,” 
like the end of Reconstruction – a rollback of 
racial justice just when it seemed that the coun-
try had begun to come to terms with its shame-
ful racial history. In confronting that repeated 
rollback, he reiterates a passage from Orwell’s 

1984: “Who controls the past 
controls the future. Who controls 
the present controls the past.”
 Robinson never explicitly calls 
out the reflexive American bro-
mide that follows every bloody 
outrage – “This is not who we 
are” – but the film’s title recalls 
that self-delusion. He emphasiz-
es that countries, like persons, 

are never just one thing – but echoes MLK’s 
exhortation, “We’ve got to give ourselves to this 
struggle to the end.” His conversations with 
activists, and particularly with people who have 
lost family members to racial oppression, are 
both distressing and inspirational.
 The film is one aspect of a larger “Who We 
Are Project” founded by Robinson that intends to 
“correct the American narrative on our history of 
racism,” defined as “prejudice plus social power 
plus legal authority.” The project will indeed pro-
duce materials for schools and other institutions, 
with the ultimate goal of “moving America to 
address racial inequity.” Much more information is 
available at the Who We Are Project website.

 We live in the terrifying darkest timeline, in 
which there are people who watch The Big Short 
and came out thinking, “Well, maybe I can use 
this to make money.” They’re the same people 
who think the problem with The Wolf of Wall Street 
is that Jordan Belfort got distracted by coke and 
women. They’re the people who – and this hap-
pens in financial fluke documentary GameStop: 
Rise of the Players – enthusiastically compare 
themselves to Walter White and Jesse Pinkman.
 If you can make it past someone referring to 
“the Chewyfication of GameStop” and not rage 
quit, Rise of the Players is an interesting analy-
sis of the bubble in GameStop stock. Basically, 
in 2019 a handful of day traders saw that the 
gaming retailer was potentially undervalued by 
corporate investors that bet against it through 
shorts, and if you want those explained you 
should go rewatch the Michael Burry scenes 
in The Big Short. These wannabe Jim Cramers 
with 10 subscribers on a Twitch stream, 
through a confluence of events (not least 
Microsoft and Sony building disk players into 
their next-gen machines), were right this time, 
and GameStop stocks exploded. They became 
the first of the meme stocks, whereby people 
would throw cash at recognizable brands just to 
stick it to “the man.”
 The obnoxious enthusiasm of Rise of the 
Players (which literally calls the day traders 
“heroes”) misses the point that those day 
traders are playing the same game as the big 
hedge fund managers. They’re speculators in an 
asset that’s only tangentially related to the actu-
al business. It doesn’t matter how many cool 
Nineties-style graphics the filmmaker drops over 
the action, the reality is that it took a massive 
number of people throwing cash at one compa-
ny’s shares to push them from $4 to $400, and 
ultimately left it as volatile as any other stock. 
Nothing changed. The idea that this was some 
kind of revolution is absurd (and when one of 
the speculators boasts about being at the orig-
inal Occupy Wall Street protests, you have to 
wonder whether they missed the point and their 
stop at Chambers Street). All that happened is 
that the Eighties cliche of fancy suits and hard 
partying on Wall Street has been replaced by 
Reddit shitposting. Basically, if anyone uses the 
word “stonk” around you, just run for the hills.

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cruel joke. Your mileage may vary. I would haz-
ard that the filmmaker enjoys this polarization.
 Sundown, Franco’s seventh feature, is his 
second collaboration with Tim Roth, after 2015’s 
brilliant portrait of a palliative care nurse, 
Chronic. Here, Roth plays Neil, an aloof Brit vaca-
tioning with family members at a high-end resort 
in Acapulco. Lazy days of infinity pools, margar-
itas, and haute cuisine are interrupted by tragic 
news from home. A misplaced passport at the 
airport prevents him from immediately returning 
with the others; however, we soon discover that 
it was just a ruse. Neil immediately checks in to 
a dingy motel and subsequently checks out of 
everything else, except how to acquire his next 
beer. As he placidly watches the tourists around 
him frolicking on the beach, the questions com-
pound. Why is Neil ignoring his family and hook-
ing up with local shopkeeper Berenice (Larios)? 
What’s going on with this pushy cab driver who 
seems to be his new best friend? And what, 
exactly, is driving Neil’s inertia?
 Roth delicately captures the weight of 
weariness that burdens Neil, as he shuffles 
the streets in his Birkenstocks, briefly show-
ing signs of life in the company of Berenice. 
We are locked on to Neil for those signs, 
and Roth’s performance is utterly absorbing. 
Invariably, Franco lays down his unsparing hand 
of fate, the slight tremors from Neil’s ennui 
triggering seismic shifts for everyone. Except 
perhaps, for Neil. The trouble is, once Sundown 
reveals the mystery of Neil’s unmoored behav-
ior, the film loses the resonance it has patiently 
spent its time accruing. It’s a letdown that goes 
beyond its soap-opera origins to strip away the 
impact. Maybe this is a new type of punish-
ment Franco is dabbling in, but for once I wish 
he would have remained deliberately obtuse. 
Sometimes the why-s are a lot less interesting 
than just sticking with the be-s.

more choIces for dInner And A movIe At Blue stArlIte
Austin’s drive-in chain announces a pair of new 
locations  By RichaRd WhittaKeR

 The Blue Starlite Mini Urban Drive-In is 
bringing the exotic vibes of Tiki culture to 
North Austin and the joy of al fresco dining 
to the Eastside, with the announcement that 
it’s adding two more locations in the city.
 Owner Josh Frank said that the plan is 
for the Blue Starlite Tiki Beach Drive-In 
to be more than just another screen. The 
new location at 12709 N. MoPac will be a 
collaboration with seafood connoisseurs 
Garbo’s Fresh Maine Lobster, offering 
beach-themed car slot dining packages, 
plus desserts from Connor’s Creamery ice 
cream truck. It was actually the restaurant 
owners who reached out to him, which 
immediately intrigued Frank. “You go with 
the people that are excited about you,” 
he said, “so when someone reaches out 
with an idea because they like what we do, 
I’ll always look into it.” Garbo’s had just 
opened their first brick-and-mortar location 
with a massive unused parking lot in back: 
When he visited it Frank saw that “they’ve 
created a really cute, really neat little 
world,” one that would be perfect for his 
next concept. “Having a really great beloved 
local restaurant that could be our food ser-
vice sounded like a great idea.”
 Food will also be key component of the 
Blue StarBite Cinema Al Fresco. Just a block 
from Blue Starlite’s flagship Mueller location 
at 1807 E.M. Franklin, it will be the chain’s 
first out-of-the-car outdoor cinema. But this 
isn’t just any movie under the stars: Each 
screening will feature outdoor dining, with 
themed menus crafted by chef Kelsey Rose.
 Founded in 2010 in a parking lot off 
Cesar Chavez, Blue Starlite already has 
three locations in the Austin area – Mueller 
at 2014 E.M. Franklin, Downtown on top 

of the State of Texas Garage at 300 San 
Antonio, and its Round Rock location.
 During the pandemic the local chain 
stepped up while indoor cinemas and 
theatres were forced to close, providing 
outdoor screenings for films that lost their 
in-person debuts at South by Southwest 
and partnering with Austin Opera for digital 
performances. In a major breakthrough, 
they added a DCP system Downtown, mean-
ing that, for the first time, they could screen 
new releases. With relationships with the 
big studios in place, Frank has acquired a 
second DCP system, so the North location 
will also feature new releases.
 With the new location in North Austin 
opening, Round Rock will shift to hosting spe-
cial events as well as being available for pri-
vate rental. Meanwhile, Frank’s dedication to 
showing cult, indie, and repertory screenings 
at Mueller continues (if anything, he said, 
showing new films has only increased inter-
est in the programming as first-time drive-in 
guests become Blue Starlite regulars).
 So far, the Downtown location has found 
its biggest success with what Frank called 
“crossover titles,” such as Ghostbusters: 
Afterlife and Spider-Man: No Way Home, 
which has been their biggest success since 
first running new titles. “That makes sense 
to me,” Frank said, “because [Downtown] is 
one of the best date-night experiences you 
can have.” Because there are more families 
in the neighborhoods around the North loca-
tion, he said, “kids movies will do better.”

 Should you somehow find yourself dropped 
into a Michel Franco film, tread carefully; the 
man’s a bit of a sadist. Through a half-dozen 
films, the Mexican writer/director of New Order 
has displayed a fondness for putting his char-
acters through the wringer of some of the more 
unpleasant aspects of life in the 21st century: 
O. Henry by way of Michael Haneke. Franco’s 
narratives tend to unfold obliquely, and formally, 
he employs conventional techniques to subvert 
audience expectations. This can make for grip-
ping, unpredictable cinema that rewards active 
engagement. It can also feel like a senselessly 
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Sacacomie Island (eagle-eyed parents may, as 
their kids ooh and aah over the critters, recog-
nize Alma’s house from Secret Window) to cre-
ate a safe filming environment. That’s important 
for a film that takes potshots at circuses that 
use wild animals, and de Maistre pulls off a 
very neat trick by having the lion subjected to 
a performance that is degrading without being 
actually exploitative. It’s actually a neat balanc-
ing act and indicates how incredibly committed 
the team was to bringing back those films 
that made you appreciate wild animals without 
anthropomorphizing them. At the same time, 
this is a film that only exists because the film-
makers decided to bond two animals that would 
normally have nothing to do with each other.
 The Wolf and the Lion is deeply sweet, utterly 
predictable, and may well send a few uninten-
tionally mixed messages about human relation-
ships with large predators. Like its predeces-
sors, it gets caught up in good intentions, and 
it’s arguably up to you whether you think your 
money is better spent on tickets to a film that 
might open your kids’ eyes a bit, or just donat-
ing directly to a reputable animal sanctuary.

 The recent explosion of streaming platforms 
that rely on archive deep dives to fill their librar-
ies has meant a lot of kids being introduced 
to “the kind of films they just don’t make any-
more.” Take, for example, the animal adventure 
flick, those weird mixes of drama and environ-
mentalism that often felt like live-action car-
toons but used real-life animals. The pandemic 
has probably led to untold hordes of children 
stumbling by accident across The Incredible 
Journey or some similar slice of four-legged 
fantasy. The Wolf and the Lion follows that same 
trail, but won’t leave you as queasy as some of 
those older, less animal-friendly stories.
 Inspired by their experiences filming the 
massively successful Mia and the White Lion, 
director Gilles de Maistre and writer Prune de 
Maistre modernize the format with the story of 
three animals that find themselves forming an 
unlikely family. There’s Mozart, a wolf cub acci-
dentally separated from his mother; Dreamer, a 
lion cub who survives a plane crash and finds 
himself in remote Quebec; and Alma (Kunz), a 
talented young musician who takes in these 
two orphans. The trio engages in a series of 
adventures – some cute, some funny, some with 
enough peril to make smaller kids turn to their 
parents and ask if the kitty and doggy will be 
OK – with varying degrees of support from her 
substitute grandpa, Joe (Greene), and comic-re-
lief research biologist Eli (Carrick).
 Of course, the universal problem with those 
old animal adventure films was the underly-
ing concern that, no matter how much they 
were intended to celebrate wildlife, they often 
depended on animal exploitation (anyone 
remember the infamous White Wilderness, in 
which lemmings were thrown to their deaths?). 
Here, the producers have pledged that the 
filmmaking process was done around the ani-
mals as much as possible, filming on remote

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our market research into the hot sauce 
category, we saw a couple of areas that 
were a great opportunity for us. Because, 
one, a lot of the brands on the shelves, 
none of them had a big social media fol-
lowing. Instagram was brand-new, and the 
legacy brands weren’t too in tune with 
technology and social media. And, two, a 
lot of the legacy brands weren’t focused 
on a direct-to-consumer market, they were 
all about being on the retail shelves. We 
also saw that there weren’t any top-shelf 
hot sauce brands that existed – nobody 
was doing the Dom Perignon of hot sauce, 
right? It was just the legacy brands or this 
really cool craft scene – but there wasn’t 
any luxury hot sauce.”
 Note: Truff is on shelves, too, now. In 
addition to robust online sales worldwide, 
the brand is available at, for instance, 
Whole Foods Market.

 It’s a relief, almost, that the Truff brand of 
truffle-infused condiments tastes so good.
 It’s a relief, because the Truff packaging 
– especially on their foundational product, 
the hot sauce line – is so obviously posh and 
fancy and, you know, Instagrammable that 
you’d think the substance couldn’t possibly 
match the style. Or that you’d be rightfully 
castigated as some kind of poser for having 
it in your kitchen.
 So, though initially attracted by those 
bright and even sculptural surfaces, to 
actually try the stuff and discover that, 
damn, here’s a new sort of culinary hybrid 
that you and your best cook-at-home pals 
agree is superb, it’s, well, it’s rather vali-
dating, you know?
 Funny thing is, the Truff guys themselves 
will tell you that they didn’t start out with a 
fine product that was later enhanced with 
great packaging. In fact, they didn’t start 
out with any product at all.
 The Truff guys: Nick Guillen and Nick 
Ajluni, two affable, thirtysomething food 
industry entrepreneurs. And we’re telling 
you about them not only due to their compa-
ny’s meteoric rise, but because they moved 

from Los Angeles to Austin in the middle of 
the pandemic. That’s right: They’re locals 
now, whose first taste of our city was around 
the time of Winter Storm Uri.
 But – about that lack of product. See, 
Guillen and Ajluni met back in college 
(California State University at Fullerton) 
because they had overlapping friend groups 
and they were both heavy into business.
 “I had a couple of little business ventures 
in college,” says Guillen. “Nick had a more 
promising venture than I did – a powdered 
beverage brand.”
 “Which is a kind of food, right?” says 
Ajluni, smiling. “So that was where we first 
entered the industry. And we learned about 
how to make food products, and manu-
facture, and how to work with co-packers, 
and the supply chain, and things like that. 
But, while that was going on, we were also 
learning a lot about social media. Instagram 
was forming and becoming this cool app, 
and Facebook was obviously a thing – and 
it was the same time that companies were 
using those platforms as tools to grow 
their brands, using influencers to share the 
brands and create awareness. We were kind 
of at the forefront of that, which I think is 
just as relevant a part of the story as our 
background in food.”
 “And while we were immersed in the 
social culture,” says Guillen, “we started 
scooping up these handles – for fun.”
 “Instagram handles are, ah, they’re like 
domain names,” clarifies Ajluni.
 “Yeah,” says Guillen, “and one of the han-
dles we got was just sauce, s-a-u-c-e. And we 
didn’t know what it might turn into, but we 
figured it’d be worthwhile.”
 “It’s a valuable handle,” says Ajluni. 
“‘Sauce’ isn’t just indicative of a food item, 
it’s also, like, something that’s cool, you 
know? Like, a car can be saucy. A nice 
sweatshirt can be saucy.”
 Note: Both Nicks, while being inter-
viewed, are wearing very nice sweatshirts.
 “We understood the word’s dual mean-
ings in food and in pop culture,” says 
Ajluni. “So we took it and turned it into 
a blog with a content feed of things we 

thought were saucy. There was never a par-
ticular sauce in mind, never a thought of 
making our own sauce. We just wanted to be 
the Instagram headquarters of what’s cool 
and hip and upscale in pop culture. And it 
started to work. The account grew relatively 
quickly – in five or six months, we were at 
12 or 13 thousand followers – and we had 
some media outlets following us, some cool 
musicians, and we were like, ‘Okay, now 
what should we do with this?’”
 “And we decided we should actually 
make a sauce,” says Guillen, “a sauce that 
would be representative of this, this ethos, 
this persona we were building on the blog. 
A luxury sauce.”
 “And then we narrowed it down,” says 
Ajluni. “What kind of sauce? A barbecue 
sauce? A salad dressing? But, for us, we 
love hot sauce. And we knew hot sauce was 
having its cultural moment … And, from 

Food
Truff Enough for the City
The honchos of the internet’s most sensational hot 
sauce brand stake a claim in ATX

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 “So,” says Ajluni, “the question was, how 
can we create a great product and make it 
luxurious? What ingredients can we use 
for that? And how do we create a flavor 
profile that’s never been done before? So 
we looked at ingredients like saffron. We 
looked at caviar. And we looked at truffle.”
 That final gambit is what eventually led 
to their success – and brings us to this nec-
essary exchange: Do these guys use actual 
truffles?
 “We do,” reassures Guillen. “We use noth-
ing synthetic.”
 “That’s one of the hard parts, with the 
business – there’s this stigma around truf-
fles and truffle-infused products,” adds 
Ajluni. “And getting down to the basics and 
the science of it, having a mycologist on our 
team – an expert in mushrooms – who spe-
cializes in truffles, it’s enabled us to scale 
something that is typically not scalable. 
We’ve created our supply chain with that 
team, been able to ensure its quality and 
that there’s never anything synthetic – it’s 
something we’re very keen on. And it’s a 
trade secret.”
 So, OK, we’ve noted the impressive taste 
of these Truff products – the hot sauces, the 
pasta sauces, the mayos – and we’re still 
stunned by the fancy packaging – courte-
sy of L.A.’s Colony Group – and we’ve got 
Guillen and Ajluni’s’ word that there’re 
no synthetic ingredients to the stuff. Only 
thing remaining, for the sake of this article: 
What are the two Nicks doing in ATX?
 “Have you seen how good Austin is? The 
location, the people, the energy – it’s amaz-
ing,” says Guillen.
 “We were living in downtown L.A. in the 
middle of COVID and, ah, we were ready for 
something new,” says Ajluni. “Our team’s 
all over the place – we have a couple hubs 
here and in Southern California, but a lot of 
people are remote, too. And Austin’s only a 
couple hours from the West Coast, a couple 
hours from the East Coast. And there’s 
a huge consumer packaged goods [CPG] 
scene – Whole Foods is headquartered here, 
amongst a lot of different brands. And a 
lot of our friends built their brands here. 
Austin’s a happening scene for CPG and 
food and beverage in general.” n

Yellow Jacket Social Club’s Amy Mullins 
and Shannon LeBoeuf, and the 13th 
Floor’s Johnny Yaklin in launching a new 
concept in the space. The five are all own-
ers of Kinda Tropical, which boasts one 
of Austin’s best patios, alongside Spider 
House’s former art-filled outdoor space.
 “Spider House meant so much to so many 
people. We [plan] to keep that magic and 
carry on the tradition as an Austin institu-
tion,” texted Tweedy to the Chronicle. “I met 
my wife there. I really can’t express how 
excited and blessed we feel.”
 McNeely and Tweedy helped build the 
Fruth Street lot’s musical status. The duo 
developed their early booking talents next 
door in the disco-ball-adorned ballroom, 
launched as United States Art Authority 
and later known as 29th Street Ballroom. 
Both left in 2012 to run Hotel Vegas, and 
later Barracuda.
 Tweedy added: “Even though we are excit-
ed to be back where it all started with Jason 
and I, it will not be Spider House anymore 
but a new brand.”
 As reported by the Chronicle last year 
(revisit “Faster Than Sound: KUT/KUTX Will 
No Longer Manage the Cactus Cafe,” Music, 
May 2021), the venue and cafe sides now 
operate as separate businesses. The venue 
at 2906 Fruth is currently open as “The 
Ballroom” under new ownership of Arlo’s 
Chris Baker. Tweedy’s group secured a 
lease on the cafe at 2908 Fruth from major 
Austin landowner Jimmy Nassour, who pur-
chased the property last February.
 The sale followed turbulence within Spider 
House’s founding ownership of Conrad 
Bejarano and John Dorgan. A 2018 Chronicle 
cover story detailed alleged sexual misconduct 
by Dorgan, who later sued the accusing former 
employee and Bejarano for libel and slander.

Changes at Two Campus Cafes
Cactus Cafe Back Open 
Under University 
Management
 Last year, KUT/KUTX opted not to renew 
a 10-year agreement with UT-Austin to 
manage the on-campus Cactus Cafe. With 
contentious negotiations leading to layoffs of 
full-time Manager Matt Muñoz and Assistant 
Manager Amy Chambless, the question 
remained: Who will oversee the 43-year-old 
institution, known as the storied listening 
room for stars like Townes Van Zandt and 
Lucinda Williams?
 The answer is Dylan Smith, an 
existing employee of UT’s Events 
+ Entertainment division who 
added programming of the 
Cactus to his roster last sum-
mer. After hosting a few events 
throughout the fall, the Cactus 
offers a regular calendar (cactus 
cafe.org/upcoming-events) for the 
spring semester. In an interview with the 
Chronicle, Smith confirmed the venue is now 
open for weekly open mic nights and con-
certs, generally one per weekend.
 Regular hours are Monday through 
Saturday, 1-8pm, with longtime bartender 
Chris Lueck back on board. Events are open 
to the public and free entry, including upcom-
ing dates with Caleb Boles, Mandy Prater, 
Matt Walden, and Dawn and Hawkes. 
Smith says he’s aiming for “a nice mix of 
local Austin artists, some Cactus favorites, 
and acts that are touring nationally coming 
through Austin, to keep that balance.”
 He gives an upcoming Feb. 24 date with 
folk singer-songwriter Dana Cooper as an 
example of a returning player.

 Since developing under longtime Cactus 
Manager Griff Luneburg, the venue has 
never before operated without a dedicated 
general manager, which Smith says he is not. 
“My role is to help the [University] Unions put 
forward the best calendar we can and to be 
part of the conversation as we continue to 
build back and plan for the future,” he says.
 Smith’s programming role has only been 
mentioned in an October episode of the Living 
the Longhorn Life podcast, where University 
Unions Director James Buckley said: 
“This is the first semester, fall ’21, that the 

Cactus Cafe has been fully operated, 
managed, and programmed by the 

University Unions.” The Chronicle 
learned recently of Smith when we 
received emails from touring art-
ists about their upcoming Cactus 
shows, to which we responded, 
“Wait, who’s booking the Cactus?”

 Smith, a longtime worker in 
student activities across various 

universities, says the University Unions 
offered him the opportunity to program the 
room last July. An employee since 2011, 
Smith produces annual events like Forty 
Acres Fest, and says he moved to Austin  
for its musical reputation.
 “I was part of the team already, and I had 
the skill set and interest, so I jumped on it,” 
says Smith. “Helping students plan concerts, 
whether it was the booking, promotion, or 
the actual day-of production, has always 
been a really rewarding part of my job. So, 
to have an opportunity to do more of that 
with a venue that’s known all over the world 
– there’s just a lot of upsides.”
 The venue is also open to student organi-
zations like Events + Entertainment, who 

hosts the open mic and comedy nights, and 
KVRX. Last year, during management nego-
tiations, members of the University Unions 
board criticized the lack of student involve-
ment at the venue.
 If you’ve always wanted to play the Cactus, 
now might be a good time to take your shot 
– it worked for Brooklyn bluegrass trio Damn 
Tall Buildings, who play this Saturday, Feb. 5. 
Smith says artists can reach him at cactuscafe 
@utexas.edu. Artists interested in weekly 
open mic nights, Tuesday at 7:30pm, can 
also contact jakefarrmusic@gmail.com.

Teams Behind  
Hotel Vegas and Kinda 
Tropical to Rebrand 
Spider House Cafe
 Many Austinites learned of Spider House 
Cafe’s quiet pandemic closure last week 
via an Austin American-Statesman headline, 
though it had been shuttered for nearly a year.
 Brian Tweedy says people come by every 
day thinking the campus-area hangout, which 
debuted in 1995, is still open. Tweedy joins 
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Boomer NormaN, celebrated Austin guitarist and multi-instrumentalist born Charles David 
Norman, died Jan. 24. He was 58. After moving to Austin in 1982, the prolific musician toured 
and recorded with various bands, including Stop the Truck, Don McAllister, Walt Lewis, and 
Jim Stringer and the AM Band. His Telecaster skills – spanning jazz, Western swing, rock, 
and blues – also led the Boomer Norman Trio. Formerly an instructor at the Center for 
Music Therapy, Norman suffered from a heart condition throughout his life. After losing use 
of his left hand following a 2008 stroke, the lifelong musician learned to play piano with 
one hand and continued to perform. A 1994 review of the Walt Lewis Band’s album Wrong, 
Wrong, Wrong in Music City Texas called Norman “one of the finest country guitarists around, 
a man of infinite resource and sagacity, whose playing is just fabulous throughout.” His family 
requests donations be made to the Health Alliance for Austin Musicians.

Stadium Style Stubb’s announced 
a new clear bag policy for all shows, 
matching rules seen at UT games 
and other large venues. The Red 
River venue allows clear “tote bags” 
no larger than 12 by 6 by 12 inches, 
while “clutch bags” smaller than 4½ 
by 6½ inches do not have to be 
clear. The venue posted that the 
move is “to reduce staff contact 
with guest belongings.”

oNe-2-oNe Bar is closed 
until further notice. The South 
Lamar live music venue with 
excellent sound shuttered 
during the pandemic then 
reopened with a change of 
ownership in January 2021. 
The announcement, via social 
media, projected uncertainty: 
“We will update if/when we 
have a reopening date.”

Cactus Cafe and Spider House Cafe, both spaces returning under new management
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different scene,” says the guitarist and 
producer, who is also in Brownout, the Los 
Sundowns, and Money Chicha.
 Growing up and performing in pre-
dominantly Mexican American West and 
Central Texas, Martinez’s yearning for his 
Colombian roots drove the lifelong rock gui-
tarist to gravitate toward funkier Colombian 
cumbia and form what eventually became 
Grupo Fantasma in 2000 in the basement 
of former cumbia mainstay the Empanada 
Parlour on Sixth Street.
 “Around the early 2000s is when this style 
of cumbia really started to take hold,” says 
Martinez.
 When Villamizar arrived in Austin, it was 
obvious to him that the genre stood as the 
almost universal entry point to Colombian 
music.
 “I chose cumbia because cumbia makes 
everybody agree. Everybody knows how to 
throw their hip at the same time, but they 
don’t know how to talk about Universal 
Basic Income together,” says Villamizar. 
“When I saw Mexicans here dancing to it, 
it’s a round dance, it’s Indigenous. They’re 
going counterclockwise, in a circle, inter-
generationally and as a community, not as

Like the Wind, Kiko 
Villamizar Pushes 
the culture Forward
Austin’s Colombian facilitator brings his music, message, 
and mission to Todo el Mundo  by Clara Wang

 The Barranquero, or Andean motmot, 
is an early-rising bird that lives in the 
Colombian mountains and vocalizes with 
severe and profound claims that move other 
birds to start their day. Kiko Villamizar 
says it’s his favorite bird because “it’s got a 
rough voice, he doesn’t sound pretty, he just 
makes a lot of noise to wake everybody up.”
 Since landing in Austin 16 years ago, 
Villamizar has become a leading voice in 
Austin’s Colombian music scene, facilitat-
ing the transference of traditional forms to a 
newer generation while creating opportuni-
ties for fresh sounds to ignite. The 44-year-
old’s soon-to-arrive third album, Todo el 
Mundo, is a beautifully wrought ensemble 
of traditional cumbia and experimental 
rhythms with the transformative theme of 
wind, following two previous LPs oriented 
around elemental forces: 2015 debut La 
Remolacha (earth) and 2017’s Aguas Frías 
(water). His new single “Sembrá el Maíz” 
was described in The New York Times’ 
weekly music playlist as “an original urging 
hard work and patience, even in the face of 
climate catastrophe.”
 Like the Barranquero, Villamizar’s music, 
message, and mission to serve is a wake-up 
call for others to listen.

 Besides his formidable talent as a 
multi-instrumentalist and vocalist, 
Villamizar has collaborated with Austin 
dignitaries like Grammy Award-winning 
producer Adrian Quesada and Grupo 
Fantasma, and was instrumental to the for-
mation of Austin-based Colombian bands 
Nemegata and Superfónicos. His nonprofit, 
Casa de la Cultura, enables children of all 
income levels to access musical training, 
and the WEPA Cumbia Festival he founded 
in 2017 continues to bring Colombian art-
ists and cumbia musicians from all over the 
world to Austin.
 All that considered, Villamizar has come 
to exist so thoroughly in the connective tis-
sue of Austin’s Colombian music scene, he 
could be considered a genre elder – though 
he’ll never admit it.

 Born in Miami to Colombian parents, 
Villamizar had a turbulent childhood with 
his mother, working odd jobs on his family’s 
farm in Colombia and bouncing around the 
U.S. before picking up guitar at 16 because 
he’d broken both his legs in a car accident 
and had nothing else to do. He grew up part 
of a long line of storytellers and performers, 
surrounded by music and inheriting a sixth 
sense for the crowd. His grandfather owned 
some land near the Colombian coffee farm 
and every Sunday family members would 
gather to drink, eat, and sing. Villamizar 
always sang along with the adults while 
many cousins his age played. Still, he says 
he “never had the discipline to learn an 
instrument” until after his life-altering acci-
dent – which killed his younger sister.
 “There was a lot of survivor’s guilt, and 
music saved my life,” says Villamizar. “But 
I got bored with showing off how pretty 
I sang. I started wanting to put a story 
behind that one day.”
 Seeking the tools to further his musical 
education, an 18-year-old Villamizar studied 
jazz for two years at the University of Miami, 
after which he bounced around the U.S. and 
Colombia as a street performer and profes-
sional musician before landing in Austin in 
2005 following the death of his mother.
 “I moved to the opposite of New York, 
which was Texas – and I didn’t want to get 
lynched, so I moved to Austin,” he reasons.
 Austin in 2005 was just starting to wel-
come Colombian cumbia; being a border 
state and home to thousands of Mexican 
Americans, the capital city has always 
leaned toward its Norteño roots (after all, 
it used to be Northern Mexico). Cumbia 
originated in 1800s Colombia as a fusion 
of African drum beats, Indigenous instru-
ments, and, later, European influences like 

guitar and accordion. The danceable two-
step found its way to Mexico via singers 
like Luis Carlos Meyer and Aniceto Molina, 
where it blossomed into myriad regional 
subgenres, including Tejano music.
 When Colombia-descended Grupo 
Fantasma guitarist Beto Martinez left 
Laredo to attend the University of Texas in 
1996, the dominant local Latin music flavor 
was Mexican cumbia, which features heavy 
Norteño influences from Monterrey as well 
as mariachi elements. Many of the Spanish-
language bands that didn’t specialize in 
Mexican cumbia, like La Tribu or Cula du 
Cafe, primarily played salsa or more Cuban-
influenced rhythms.
 “Cumbia and Mexican music were mostly 
on the Eastside and we weren’t really going 
there as college kids since it was a whole

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a couple trying to seduce each other. I was 
like, ‘This is the organizer of people here.’”
 Villamizar quickly established himself 
as a wellspring of traditional Colombian 
music, performing cumbia and conjunto at 
taco joints for tips, recording at Quesada’s 
studio, and teaching music to the youth. In 
2016, he and fellow Colombian Juan Camilo 
Agudelo formed the jam group Wache to 
explore the roots of Afro-Colombian music, 
which is how Bogotá-descended bassist 
Nico Sanchez and gaitero (flautist) Jaime 
Ospina connected to eventually become 
Superfónicos.
 “His house became a cultural hub,” says 
Sanchez. “One thing Kiko is good at is 
connecting people. He was instrumental 
in solidifying the Colombian scene here 
through the WEPA Festival that started in 
Kenny Dorham’s Backyard and brought 
legendary Colombian artists over to con-
nect with the newer generation.”
 Martinez echoes that sentiment: “He 
really started to push the more traditional 
and folkloric elements to these musicians. 
Everyone’s cumbia is more informed by 
Colombian cumbia now because of Kiko 
and the artists around him,” says Martinez.

 Villamizar’s spiritual mantra: to give 
back as much as he takes. That informs 
everything from his musical themes to his 
work as a community facilitator. Before 
releasing 2015’s earth-grounded Carribean-
fusion debut La Remolacha, Villamizar 
delved deep into the rainforest to his grand-
mother’s village on the Amazon and asked 
permission from his ancestors to sing his 
songs, offering each of his albums to a 
direction of the earth. Sophomore album 
Aguas Frías integrated a psychedelic eight-
piece band with Indigenous Colombian 
gaita flutes – a work that brought experi-
mental trio Nemegata to Austin.
 “I’ve always viewed him as a shaman that 
comes down from the mountains, leaves 
knowledge, and goes back up with a parrot 
on his shoulder,” Sanchez says of Villamizar.
 The new Todo el Mundo went through 
numerous iterations over several years, 
starting out as some leftover songs from 
a 2018 recording session with Quesada 
that were passed back and forth between 

Villamizar and collaborators like Shango 
Deli (known for his work with Carlos 
Vives), Ospina of Superfónicos, the late 
Los Gaiteros de San Jacinto member John 
Fuentes, and Chaka Mahone of Riders 
Against the Storm.
 The album, with a title translating to 
“All the World,” opens with a statement 
of self: “Yo soy Kiko Villamizar, el hijo de 
Luz Marina,” followed by lead single “Tuya 
Tulita,” a harmony of guitar chords, steady 
washboard strumming, and inner dialogue.
 “‘Tuya Tulita’ can be interpreted as trying 
to pull yourself up from your bootstraps, 
which is bullshit … nobody is a self-made 
anything,” Villamizar explains. “But at the 
same time, at what point is your life yours, 
or does it belong to somebody else?
 “This is really an inner dialogue to tell 
myself that no matter what has happened 
to me, it’s nobody else’s fault.”
 Themes of change, immigration, and the 
wind as a constantly evolving force push 
the album forward, as it begins with more 
traditional folk instrumentation in “Sembrá 
el Maíz” and breaks down into funkier, 
more complex rhythms in the title track. 
The claymation music video for “Todo el 
Mundo” hammers home the message of all 
humans coming from one earth – including 
displaced Indigenous people and immi-
grants in detention centers. Like the wind, 
the album moves further away from tra-
ditional folk rhythms as you go down the 
tracklist and closes with bluesy, psychedelic 
songs like “Poncho” – a funky ballad of a 
man who wears his poncho when he goes 
downtown, when he goes to court, when he 
pays child support, every day.
 “Overarchingly, I want people to know 
that you either take too much of the pot 
or you don’t. You get things and you give 
things and we are all little hairs on Mother 
Earth,” Villamizar says. “Hurting her is 
hurting ourselves.”
 As he explores other creative outlets like 
stand-up comedy, Villamizar hopes to con-
tinue growing his nonprofit at Casa de la 
Cultura and – like “Sembrá el Maiz” states 
– not give up planting seeds when things 
get hard.
 “It is a responsibility to light the field 
for people. As each little task comes, I’ll 
embrace that, but I wouldn’t say I have the 
word on anything yet.” n

 Tallying up the past two years, Jackie 
Venson breaks down her performances: 
outdoor shows (60%), reduced-capacity 
inside sets (30%), cancellations (10%). Four 
consecutive Saturdays at historic BBQ heav-
en Lamberts conform to health protocols.
 “The last two years, how hard has it 
been? So the first year, I didn’t play at all. 
The second year things kinda fell into 
place. And then now, we’re in this defiant 
year, where people are so tired.
 “I get it, but I’m sorry, the pandemic isn’t 
over because you’re over it.”
 Plague couldn’t have helped September’s Southland roots nugget Love Transcends.
 “I spent the last two years atomic bombing my following into exponential growth, so this 
album was, like, 200% better than any release I ever had,” reveals the Prince-like ATX native, 
also a singing-shredding, multi-instrumentalist dynamo. “It’s so ironic: ‘So Jackie, you are 
going to make it, but it’s going to take a pandemic.’”
 Get there early for the R&B fourpiece warming up on opening night, Venson’s 32nd birthday.
 “My dad’s going to open,” she affirms.
 Andrew Venson taught her everything the headliner’s Broadway-loving physician mother didn’t.
 “He does a really good version of Keb’ Mo’s ‘Dangerous Mood,’ a blues song about being hot 
for a woman,” she laughs. “He really plays it up, but he’s also a crooner. Women in the audience, 
they’re all like, ‘Wow!’ He’s irresistible. He’s got 10 kids for a reason.” – Raoul Hernandez

MadeinTYO, UnOTheacTivisT
Empire Garage, Saturday 5
 Yokohama, the December 2021 debut collaborative mixtape for Atlanta 
emcees MadeinTYO and UnoTheActivist, sees two SoundCloud graduates 
coming together for a relatively unlikely yet fun pairing. The 16-track project’s 
name and cover art pay homage to Japanese culture – MadeinTYO lived in 
Tokyo for six years. TYO’s energetic style meshes surprisingly well with Uno’s 
whispery, shifty rhyming patterns over a batch of beats primarily owing to 
the infusion of hyperpop-esque, fast-paced melodies (“Talk to Me Nice,” 
“Margiela Man”) into rap as well as the plugg music subgenre’s 2021 resur-
gence (“Mexikodro”). North Carolina’s BigBabyGucci opens. – Derek Udensi

 Austin monsters of rock Dangerous Toys are for those born too late, 
who wish they could have partied on the Sunset Strip, crushed cans 
in the Heavy Metal Parking Lot, or for those who did and lived to tell 
the tale. It’s music for good times with attitude, à la L.A. Guns and 
Skid Row. Adding more hair to the party, California’s Leather Duchess 
provides main support. The show’s at Come & Take It Live, but you’ll feel 
like you’re raging in an arena in the Reagan years. Crunch opens up and 
DJ Devil Woman provides tunes in between. – Robert Penson

 Dirty Camaro, last year’s solo debut from the Lone Bellow’s Zachary 
Williams, originated amid the pain, confusion, and relief of his wife’s 
paralysis and recovery following an accident. That emotional reckoning 
wrings throughout the LP, but with a playful and, at times, even exu-
berant recalibration of the songwriter’s priorities, both personally and 
artistically. Produced by Robert Ellis and Josh Block, with guest spots 
from Anderson East, John Paul White, and others, the album swoons with 
lush and vibrant charm and stylistic adventurousness, from melodic, 
loping country to percussive, soulful rock to swelling, steel-tinged gospel. 
Buffalo Hunt’s enticing art-pop songwriting opens. – Doug Freeman

cOrdae, BlK OdYssY
Emo’s, Saturday 5
 Cordae, a 24-year-old rapper with an 
unabashed adoration for Nineties-era hip-hop, 
last performed locally nearly two years ago at 
C&TIL on the penultimate stop of his perfect 
33-for-33 sellout Lost Boy in America tour. Now 
without YBN before his name, he shifts down 
the street fresh off second studio album From a 
Birds Eye View. Austinites can also send off BLK 
ODYSSY before the powerful group drenched in 
an uncaged sound intertwining jazz, funk, and 
hip-hop leaves Texas to embark on not only 
Cordae’s nationwide tour, but a probable jour-
ney to widespread acclaim.

 Ranch Rider Spirits, purveyor of locally 
made sparkling seltzers, celebrates two years 
with two selections of locally made sparkling 
music – presented for free.

Lucifer on the Sofa (Matador)
 In considering the 10th studio album by 
Spoon, we take a moment to appreciate 
what kind of an underappreciated milestone 
that represents.
 Among bands that can be considered 
part of the first- or second-generation 
American indie rock cohort, there are plen-
ty of heroes (Pavement, Modest Mouse, 
the White Stripes, Death Cab for Cutie) 
who either couldn’t keep it together long 
enough or have seen their output slowed  
to a crawl.
 Lucifer on the Sofa finds Spoon joining 
the double-digit club (waddup Sonic Youth, 
Sleater-Kinney, Guided by Voices, Flaming 
Lips) in full control of the distinct talents 
and trademarks that have become familiar 
on the nine previous LPs – this one distinct-
ly more driving and aggressive than prede-
cessor Hot Thoughts, where synths and 
atmosphere were the ruling order.
 The album’s bookended by its two longest 
songs and two of the more ruminative 
tracks, leading off with a faithful cover of 
Smog’s “Held” and closing with the title 
track that begins by showcasing moody, 
scene-setting saxophones for a late-night 
travelogue through Lavaca Street, West 
Avenue, thoughts about Dale Watson, and 
an unnamed someone who has left the nar-
rator to deal with remnants that include 
records, cassette tapes, letters, pictures, 
and what lead man Britt Daniel paints to be 
a small fortune in cigarettes.
 These character sketches and flashback 
moments have long been some of Spoon’s 
most trusted songwriting tools, and here 
they create a vivid, if frequently bewildering, 
tableau that – thankfully – gains color and 
emotion from the compositions that seem 
almost second nature at this point for 
Daniel and co-founder Jim Eno.
 We don’t get much clarifying detail into 
why the nosy neighbors in lead single “The 

Hardest Cut” are banging on the narrator’s 
door, though the chugga-chug of Daniel’s 
guitar and Eno’s percussion grabs most of 
the attention, hitting harder than this band 
has in quite some time. The pair’s locked-
in accord creates an urgency and mild 
paranoia that add more depth and detail to 
the causeless “world wars in my mind” 
that are aggrieving and aggravating the 
main character.
 The album’s interior songs – tracks two 
through nine – mostly depart from the som-
ber nature of the opening and closing 
tracks with higher tempos, volume, and 
obvious hooks.
 Second single “Wild” starts off with a 
tough but not overbearing stomp, riding a 
spiral of climbing guitar, piano patterns, and 
well-placed retreats that allow Daniel to tell 
us about the “trippers and askers” and 
other inhabitants of a world that can often 
feel like too much to take.
 There is one important deviation from 
the album’s mostly upbeat middle, by way 
of the haunting back-third ballad “Astral 
Jacket,” that belongs in the pantheon of 
Spoon anthems even if it’s far from anthe-
mic. It begins with a mellow but sturdy 
piano line and Daniel’s signature “Doo-dit-
doo-doodoodoo” scat-sung line – the only 
time the technique is deployed on the 
whole record – before a multitracked vocal 
paints a two-line portrait: “God walks into 
the room softly/ You feel it when you hear 
that sound.”
 It’s another of the ever-growing pile of 
Spoon songs where the listener is trusted 
to connect the dots and fill in the blanks 
regarding what exactly is or has transpired 
between the singer and the softly mentioned 
Sheila. Swallowed up in atmospherics led by 
Alex Fischel’s keyboard, the song manages 
to sneak up and sneak away just as quickly, 
living out its mission statement lines, “In 
the blink of an eye, you can feel it/ You lose 
all track of time.”
 By this time we’re left to getting mostly 
small surprises if no revelations from Spoon, 
and “Lucifer on the Sofa” has enough 
endearing moments to sit comfortably in the 
meaty middle of the band’s catalog.
 Creeping up on its third decade, the 
Daniel-Eno tandem is at the same point in 
its studio album life span as R.E.M. was 
when they gave us New Adventures in Hi-Fi 
and U2 was stadium marching in place with 
How to Dismantle an Atomic Bomb. By 
those benchmarks, Spoon is doing just 
fine, thank you very much.

Relative Dies With a Will – 
What Next?
 A relative passed away recently and the duty has fallen to me 
to wind up her affairs. She left a will. Where do I start? Can I do 
this without a lawyer?
 Coping with a death in the family is hard enough; naturally, 
the first step is to see to your own or your loved ones’ grief, and 
only then worry about the “stuff.” After emotions have subsided, 
however, it is wise to consider transferring your relative’s property 
to those who are entitled to it in a fashion that will minimize the 
danger of legal problems in the future. There’s a four-year dead-
line in most cases, but don’t wait too long – things will generally 
be much simpler if you act within months, not years.
 The second step is to determine if the deceased left a will. 
If so, it must be filed with the proper county court, usually that 
of the county in which the deceased was domiciled when she 
died. Even if you think that there is no need to probate the will, 
the law requires that it at least be filed. However, filing the will 
does not necessarily mean you will have to go through all the 

formalities of probate; it merely makes the decedent’s will part 
of the county’s records.
 The third step is to determine what options the law offers you. 
One of the “shortcuts” Texas law offers is to apply to probate the 
will as a “muniment” (meaning, literally, “defense”) of title only, 
which, if there are no debts other than those secured by a lien on 
real estate (e.g., a mortgage), allows the distributees to simply 
present the will, along with the order admitting it to probate, as 
proof of the transfer of title of all the decedent’s property to the 
distributees named in the will. In some instances, a probate court 
may allow you to proceed without an attorney when probating a 
will as a muniment of title, but be prepared to spend time finding 
the correct forms and including the signatures of all the distrib-
utees under the will on the application. You can find forms to 
apply to “prove up” a will as a muniment of title in the library of 
the Travis County Courthouse, but you may want to check with the 
court first to see if it will allow you to proceed without a lawyer.
 Finally, even if the deceased’s estate meets the conditions for 
probate as a muniment of title, it is always best to seek the advice 
of an attorney before proceeding.
