AUS A CERTIFIED HOT MESS As Austin-Bergstrom
International Airport saw more long security lines
last week, the chair of the city’s Airport Advisory
Commission Eugene Sepulveda took to Twitter, calling
the Transportation Security Administration “seriously
understaffed” and “unable to pay a competitive wage.”

good vibes translate into happier CEOs of companies
that then relocate here, happier airlines that bring us
more direct flights to more cities, and happier Downtown
hotels and convention-serving businesses. Money spent
to floof up your airport is a pretty reliable investment in
economic development.

The 150 million-gallon fuel tanks are not very floof-y,
but when AUS runs low on fuel it screws up travel for
miles around and at other airports, and people in suits
get very cross. When the depot got its required environ-
mental clearance from the feds in 2020 — a “finding of no
significant impact,” universally pronounced, “Fonzie!”
— its construction was supposed to be nearly a decade
away, plenty of time to check in with those neighbors
across U.S. 183, maybe offer them buyouts, maybe give
them tours of facilities in other cities, maybe develop a
coherent environmental justice policy for the city of
Austin, maybe Google “tank farm” and “East Austin” -
lots of options.

But things got accelerated, and here we are. Perhaps
the relevant city and AUS topsiders and their consul-
tants can identify, in hindsight, the point in the process
when they should have figured out that moving giant
tanks of explosive chemicals to a highly visible location
on the western edge of the airport property would
attract problematic attention, no matter how safe the
tanks truly are or how easily addressable the neighbors’
concerns seem to be in their professional opinion. Can’t
fix what you don’t understand!

BUT OLDER THAN THESE LOFTS

Back Downtown, the residents of the Brown Building,
and their advocates in high places, have not been told to
suck it up. Their dumb, clueless, and embarrassing
objections to unhoused people receiving help a few
blocks closer to their early Aughts condo conversion (it
used to be an office building with a colorful history,
about the same age as the old Municipal Building) have
not only put the DACC’s relocation on indefinite hold
but given Downtown stakeholders an opportunity to
open up for review the whole DACC model. It’s like if
the response to the AUS fuel depot flap was, “Maybe we
shouldn’t be flying planes after all. Let’s think outside
the box.”

A key role is being played here by the Downtown
Austin Alliance, which is not really NIMBY by nature
and has been at the table throughout most of the long
slog of crafting a workable Austin homelessness policy,
while other local real estate interests were writing
checks to Save Austin Now. It seems plausible that the
DAA’s taking aim at DACC now is also a reflection of
busted engagement processes and communication
loops - that they’ve been trying to make their concerns
heard and got ignored in Austin’s rush to solutions over
the past few years of crisis. The DACC is imperfect as
are all the other players and programs in the homeless-
ness system, which like AUS has struggled to keep up
with rising demand; maybe the DAA could turn its gim-
let process-improving eye toward Integral Care or
Caritas of Austin or Front Steps next. (We hear stories.)
But it also is arguably the DAA’s mandate and legacy,
more than anyone else’s, to help Downtown residents
with homes relate to Downtown residents without them.
If they don’t want to do that job, we need to find some-
one who does. |

fourth-best teams in the group, rather than the top teams.
You can absorb a loss in the group stage, but if you can
count on at least a win and a draw against the weaklings in
your group, you're going to be fine. By that metric, there’s no
doubt that England’s Group B is by far the toughest:
Going by world rankings, the USA is mid-table among the
second-ranked teams. But if Wales takes the European play-
off spot as expected, they’'ll be easily the best of the third-
place teams, while Iran is not only the best of the fourth-
place teams, they’re higher-ranked than any of the third-place
teams.

Council considers Fuentes’ call to slow AUS fuel project

BY AUSTIN SANDERS

City Council is set to vote today, April 7,
on a resolution from Council Member
Vanessa Fuentes intended to slow the con-
struction of 150 million-gallon jet fuel
tanks along the U.S. 183 frontage of Austin-
Bergstrom International Airport, directly
opposite residences between McCall Lane
and Metropolis Drive. But airport officials
warn that unless the city moves forward
with the new fuel depot now, it could face
years of delay and lose billions in revenue.

Fuentes’ resolution would put the project,
which would both move and expand AUS’
current fuel storage facility, on hold until
Council gives the go-ahead. In the interim,
staff would be required to identify at least
three alternative sites for Phase 2 of the
project (which would place tanks within 500
feet of a residence) and conduct a local envi-
ronmental assessment that would go deep-
er than the federally required review that
passed muster with the Federal Aviation
Administration in 2020. The new assess-
ment would include input from the city’s
Equity Office and “local environmental

justice experts,” which Fuentes, whose
District 2 includes AUS and the surround-
ing area, said would help correct the city’s
history of environmental racism.

The first two tanks proposed (Phase 1 of
the project) are sited within 2,000 feet of 21
residences in total, the closest being 700
feet from the tanks. An outside consultant
considered 12 sites proposed by community
members before settling on the recom-
mended location, which it considered the
only viable option based on current land-
use constraints and AUS’s expansion plans.

If that site selection is delayed, airport
Executive Director Jacqueline Yaft told
Council at an April 5 work session, con-
struction of the new fuel depot could be
delayed by 2% years and result in a com-
bined $11.4 billion in lost output and reve-
nue through 2026 as AUS - which has
already run out of jet fuel at least once this
year - struggles to meet travel demand
that’s increasing rapidly as the industry
rebounds from COVID. However, said
Fuentes, “I know that what we heard today

Yaft told Council that AUS traffic growth,
which was estimated at 4% annually when
Council adopted the 2018 master plan that
includes the fuel depot project, has been

closer to 8%. Headlines about endless lines
at AUS security in the past week illustrate
the real-world impacts of not being able to
meet travel demand, although other observ-
ers suggest that the recent AUS chaos is
due to Transportation Security Admin-
istration staffing rather than the facility’s
capacity.

toxic to allow residences to be built there.

“How much jet fuel is going to dissipate into the air of the several million gallons of jet fuel sitting on
site?” asked Patrick Tighe, who lives nearby. “When these have been in other neighborhoods, people
have gotten cancer, gotten all sorts of different illnesses.”

At the meeting Saturday, neighbors were uniformly opposed to any potential offer from the city and airport
to buy them out of their homes, which some doubted the city could afford in any event. “They want to keep
their neighborhood together,” said Susana Almanza of PODER, a leader in the effort to close and remediate
the Springdale Road tank farm. “They like where they live - why should they have to relocate?” - Abe Asher

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At Council’s work session, Mayor Steve
Adler (who attended the meeting virtually
as he waits out a positive COVID-19 diag-
nosis) aimed to distinguish the real risks
posed to neighbors by the fuel tanks from
their perceived fears, while acknowledg-
ing that both are important. For many in
East Austin, those perceptions are
informed by the struggle in the 1980s to
shutter the gasoline tank farm located at
Springdale Road and Airport Boulevard,
which created numerous health issues for
those living nearby until it was finally
closed in 1992. “If it’s unsafe, we need to
move the location or buy out people who
would be in an unsafe place,” Adler said.
“I’'m not sure I’ve heard a compelling case
at this point that the fuel system proposed
is unsafe.” (The FAA has no regulations
requiring buffers between jet fuel tanks
and off-airport uses.) |

City HEALs St. Johns Encampment

On March 25, city personnel moved 31
people living in a controversial encampment at
St. Johns and I35 into transitional housing at
the Northbridge and Southbridge shelters, as
part of the city’'s HEAL (Homeless Encamp-
ment Assistance Link) initiative, adopted in
the wake of last year’s local and state rein-
statement of a ban on public camping.

For months, the encampment in and
around St. John Neighborhood Park had gen-
erated concern among neighbors. On March
6, police shot and killed 28-year-old Miguel
Ruiz Rivera, who lived periodically at the
camp, after he had apparently been spotted
firing a gun near one of the tents. At the
same time, an outpouring of generosity from
locals seeking to help unhoused neighbors
inspired multiple fundraising campaigns and
sustained volunteer efforts to feed, assist
and, ultimately, house the campers before
the city stepped in.

“I've got to give props to the community,”
said Council Member Chito Vela, whose

District 4 includes St. Johns. In an interview
with the Chronicle, Vela emphasized that vol-
unteer efforts, along with luck, were import-
ant to ensure unhoused residents could
move from the camp into transitional hous-
ing, citing support groups like the Little
Petal Alliance. “It's such a good feeling to
see everyone headed to better housing and
see the park looking like a park,” he said.
Others involved in relief or mutual aid efforts
at the camp included Austin Area Urban
League, Community Resilience Trust, and
Stop the Sweeps.

In February, during his first days in office,
Vela’s office successfully interceded to delay
a scheduled cleanup sweep of the camp
because of freezing weather. The city’s
Homeless Strategy Office had initially
passed on making the camp one of its
designated HEAL sites, which left volunteers
struggling to find options. And then, abruptly
at the end of March, the city reevaluated the
site. “Honestly, | think that what triggered the
change in analysis and made it a HEAL
cleanup was the shooting,” Vela said.

While the HEAL initiative prioritizes camps
that pose the greatest health risks to both
residents and neighbors, a city spokesperson
would only speak in general terms about the
reasons behind the move. “The city of Austin
gathers and receives information on
encampments on public land ... and is regu-
larly monitoring and closing sites,” they told
us. “While APD officers [can] enforce the
state and local camping ordinances at any
time, the [number], size, and complexity of
these sites often requires the coordination of
a variety of city departments to resolve larger
encampments.”

Integral Care union drive nears the finish line

After more than a year of organizing, the
United Workers of Integral Care are on the
verge of unionizing the workforce at the
largest mental health care provider in
Travis County.

Organizers had hoped Integral Care’s
board of trustees would sign off on the
union at their March 31 meeting by approv-
ing the consultation policy proposed by
UWIC, but the item was not placed on the
agenda. Instead, Integral Care CEO David
Evans led a discussion on the unionization
effort, highlighting minor concerns he had
about the policy, which would establish the
union’s structure. But Evans and board
Chair Hal Katz (a partner at the high-
powered Austin law firm Husch Blackwell),
agreed that approval of the union was
imminent.

Evans reiterated this point in an inter-
view Tuesday, April 5. “I anticipate that our
board will consider a consultation policy,
maybe with some minor modifications, at
their April meeting and move forward with
approval,” he said. “When you’re involved
in health and human services and hear
folks inside your organization asking for
better working conditions, more safety, and
better pay and benefits, those are concerns
we as leaders should be interested in.”

That said, UWIC organizers have not
viewed Evans’ actions to date as receptive.

Emails obtained by the Chronicle through
an open records request show that initially
Evans declined to meet at all with union
organizers on the advice of legal counsel,
premised on Texas law’s prohibition of col-
lective bargaining (or a right to strike)
among local government employees, with
exceptions for first-responder unions.
(Federal law also requires that transit work-
ers be allowed to unionize.) The UWIC orga-
nizers from the Communication Workers
of America Local 6132 were well aware of
that prohibition; the proposed consultation
model is what’s used by teacher unions with
school districts, including Education Aus-
tin with Austin ISD.

Employees fear that Evans’ proposal to
form a new Employee Advisory Council is
intended as an end run on the union. The
EAC would be limited to 16 employees,
pulled from a cross section of agency
departments, and lack a regular meeting
schedule, while the union, on the other
hand, would be open to all nonexecutive
personnel (about 950 people) and require IC
executives to meet monthly with an
Integral Care Consultation Committee
elected by the membership.

Evans disagreed with this framing,
though he acknowledged that he likely mis-
handled his introduction of the EAC. The
internal group would complement the

union, not compete with it, he said, and
unify the work of employee groups that
already exist. Under the consultation model,
the ICCC would propose policy changes and
seek consensus with leadership before sub-
mitting them to the board; if consensus isn’t
achieved, a vote among ICCC members and
leadership would be recorded for the
board’s consideration within 30 days.

Organizers from CWA - which has lever-
aged its strength as one of Texas’ few
well-established industrial unions (it rep-
resents AT&T employees) to help many
nonprofits and agencies around the state —
estimate that since the drive launched pub-
licly in December they have helped collect
signed union cards from about 20% of the
IC rank-and-file. The exact number is fuzzy

ing more people promote a healthier environment for pollina-
tors will support human beings in the long run, she said.

Dessie Tien, president of the Beevo Beekeeping Society

Have you heard the buzz? The city of Austin has officially
become a Bee City USA affiliate. Austin joined more than
150 cities across the country with the certification, which
solidifies a commitment to conserve native bee pollinators.
Bee City USA, an initiative of the Xerces Society for Inver-
tebrate Conservation, encourages communities to sustain
the more than 3,600 species of native bees in the nation.

Earlier this month, the Austin City Council unanimously
approved a resolution to have the city certified as a Bee City
USA affiliate. The organization approved the city’s application
on March 24. “Having Austin onboard is really wonderful,”
said Bee City/Campus USA Coordinator Laura Rost. “It
really just feels like everyone is committed to doing their best
to help native bees and other pollinators.” Austin is one of
the largest cities to join the network, she noted.

Austin will now be expected to report annually to Bee City
USA on how much habitat the city is protecting, how many polli-
nator habitats have been installed, and what types of pollinator
conservation education and outreach has been implemented.

“Many native bees do not need a very large area to live and
thrive, so even small additions of habitat in an urban area can
make a big difference,” Rost said. “And though cities can have
limited open spaces, there are so many lawns and gardens that
people maintain and pay attention to, and there’s so much we
can do with those habitats.” Austinites can create “islands of
nature” within the city, she added, packing good resources in a
concentrated area. Planting things like milkweed and native
blooming trees can create a “haven” in an urban environment
that benefits everything — including humans - in the ecosystem.
Vicki Blachman, co-chair of Pollinate Austin — the working
group behind the city’s Bee City certification — says people
should grow native plant species that our native bees have
coevolved alongside. “The same things that support honey-
bees and native bees will support other pollinators, including
bats, beetles, ants, butterflies, all of these things,” she said.
“And when you start supporting those, then you'’re supporting
the bird species that eat the insects.” Bees are responsible
for one-third of the food that we eat, Blachman noted. So hav-

at UT-Austin, spoke to City Council earlier this month to sup-
port Austin becoming a Bee City. “I knew nothing about polli-
nators or pollination [before joining Beevo] and | was definite-
ly one of those people who didn’t like going outside and see-
ing bugs,” she said. But Tien quickly fell in love with honey-
bees through Beevo and realized the importance of protecting
all pollinators. “We need to be paying attention to less-
er-known pollinators and their native ecosystems and food
sources,” she said. “Those are the really important pollina-
tors that matter and that are facing a threat right now.”

Tien says she makes sure to thank a bee “for her service”
every time she sees one. “We need to make Austin more pol-
linator-friendly and cultivate a culture where pollinators are
valued and respected,” she noted. “It means having greater
awareness in the city that bees aren’t pests, encouraging
people not to use pesticides, and using native plants when
we can.” — Hannah Uebele

more than a year, so
Peeples and her colleagues either need to
handle those client needs as best they can,
or make referrals to IC clinics with months-
long waiting lists. “These folks are
oppressed and have been run through
failed systems,” Peeples told us. “Failing to
retain employees makes it harder to pre-
vent that from happening again.” |

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B Mother Set to Die

Melissa Lucio says she didn’t kill her daughter,
and half of the Texas House of Representatives agree

BY BRANT BINGAMON

By the fifth hour of the interrogation,
Melissa Lucio had begun to repeat back
some of what her interrogators demanded
she say, though not enough to satisfy them.
“I would spank her hard on her back,” she
said about her 2-year-old daughter Mariah,
who had been found dead earlier that eve-
ning. “Well, do it real
hard like you would
do it,” an interrogator
instructed, disap-
pointed that Lucio
wasn’t hitting the
doll he’d put before
her violently enough.
But Lucio - exhaust-
ed, slumped down in
her chair, avoiding eye contact — would only
go so far. “I mean, that’s the way I would do
it,” she replied. “I wouldn’t pound on her.”

It wasn’t a full confession or a convincing
one. But Lucio’s statements from the inter-
rogation were the main evidence that
Cameron County prosecutors used to per-
suade jurors at her 2008 trial that she was
guilty of murdering her child. Now, as the
state of Texas prepares to put her to death
on April 27, Lucio’s family, attorneys, and
supporters — including over half the Texas
House of Representatives — are trying to

stop the execution, in order to evaluate evi-
dence that was never considered in the case.
That includes what Vanessa Potkin, the
Innocence Project attorney who’s been
working on the case since the beginning of
the year, calls Lucio’s false confession.
“Mariah’s death was a tragedy, not a mur-
der,” Potkin said.
“And like so many
cases that we've
worked on at the
Innocence Project,
Melissa’s wrongful
conviction began with
a rush to judgment.”
In Lucio’s case, that
rush to judgment
began when first responders were called to
the scene of Mariah’s death on Feb. 17, 2007,
and saw bruises on the infant’s body, which
they assumed were evidence of child abuse.
They immediately suspected Lucio and
hauled her into interrogation just as she had
begun to grieve the loss of her daughter.
Three armed, male law enforcement offi-
cers spent the next five hours threatening
the impoverished mother, yelling at her,
criticizing her parenting, and insisting that
she had to have caused her daughter’s
death. One told Lucio, “I won’t be surprised

if you won’t be able to attend your child’s
funeral.” Another said, “If I beat you half to
death like that little child was beat, I bet
you’d be dead too.”

After extracting what they characterized
as a confession, two of the officers accompa-
nied the medical examiner into the autopsy

room and told her that Lucio had admitted
to the Kkilling. The medical examiner agreed
that Mariah had been abused and reported-
ly didn’t look for other explanations for her
injuries. At the trial, she testified that blunt
force trauma was the cause of death.

City, County Pledge to Help AISD’s Recapture Struggle

Elected leaders from Travis County and the city of Austin
pledged at a joint meeting with Austin ISD late last month
to help the school district confront its recurrent budgetary
shortfalls. That inevitably means talking about recapture,
the Texas “Robin Hood” law that requires property-wealthy

districts to send their “excess” tax revenues to the state,
in theory to redistribute to the poorest school districts. In
practice, “so much of it is not going into education,” said
AISD Trustee Lynn Boswell. “If we took the $1.4 billion”
in statewide recapture payments in 2021-22 “and put it all
back into education, it would increase per-student funding
by roughly $250 per kid, which isn’t enough to solve our
education crisis, but it matters.”

Minimum per-student funding is guaranteed by the state;
each school district currently receives $6,160 per student.
As Texas School Coalition Executive Director Christy Rome
explained, those dollars are being stretched further in dis-
tricts like AISD due to rising property values and declining
enroliment, both of which increase those districts’ share of
the recapture total. Although more than 140 urban and rural
districts across the state pay into recapture, Austin pays by
far the most: $762 million in fiscal year 2022, or about 54%
of the statewide total. And, as County Commissioner Brigid
Shea explained, help for Austin and Travis County is hard to
come by in the Republican-controlled Legislature.

Others on the joint committee stressed that while Austin
is the site of a lot of expensive property, 52% of students in
AISD are economically disadvantaged. In a city like Austin,
Rome said, those students “have less opportunities and less
access to resources that might help to bolster their educa-
tion. A family in poverty is not taking a trip to Boston to study
the Freedom Trail before they study the American Revolution
in history ... Just because you have to pay high property
taxes doesn’t mean you have a lot of personal wealth.”

Under the current recapture formula, Austin’s share
will continue to rise along with property values in Central
Texas, where the median home sales price now hovers
around $500,000. Next year, AISD expects to transfer
$798 million to the state’s coffers, and may see annual
recapture top $1 billion by the 2025-26 school year.

While the state’s districts have collectively lobbied the
Legislature to increase the state’s per-student funding so
that the recapture burden can be lessened, local leaders
may be willing to go further. Council Member Alison Alter
suggested exploring legal challenges to the 30-year-old
recapture regime, first instituted in 1993 after the Texas
Supreme Court ruled the state’s school funding system
unconstitutional in 1989. - Morgan O’Hanlon
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bruised body, argued that Lucio must have
struck her daughter, even though she had
never been known to be violent with her 12
children and none of them had seen her
abuse Mariah.

Now, seven forensic pathologists hired by
the Innocence Project have found another
explanation for Mariah’s bruises. They say
that at the time of her death she had indica-
tions of disseminated intravascular coagu-
lation, a disorder that can be brought on by
a head trauma. Lucio has
always contended that two
days before Mariah’s death
she fell down a flight of
stairs, hitting her head.
Though she seemed well at
first, Mariah soon began to
run a high fever. Dr. Michael
Laposata, a pathologist at the UT Medical
Branch at Galveston, said that if Mariah had
DIC, her body would have bruised just
from being picked up. “In patients with
DIC, routine handling at home or in a hos-
pital setting can cause significant bruising.
It is not possible to tell a difference
between a bruise from DIC and a bruise
from abuse.”

With the Innocence Project publicizing
these and other issues with Lucio’s case, a

groundswell of public support is building
to put her execution on hold. Over 200
anti-violence organizations and experts on
sexual assault and domestic violence have
urged the Texas Board of Pardons and
Paroles to commute her sentence, saying
that Lucio’s history as a survivor of sexual
and domestic abuse made her more suscep-
tible to making an untrue confession. More
than 100 Baptist evangelical and Catholic
faith leaders have joined them.

And on March 22, 87 members of the
Texas House of Representatives joined as
well, arguing that killing Lucio will retrau-
matize her children, who were broken into
different homes when their mother was
taken away in 2007. “Executing [Lucio]
will not achieve justice for Mariah,” the
lawmakers wrote. “Instead, it will cause
more suffering for Mariah’s siblings, her
grandmother, her father, and her aunts
and uncles, who all lost Mariah 14 years

ago and are desperate not to lose her moth-
er. A commutation or, at a minimum, a
reprieve, would prevent further harm to a
family that has already experienced tre-
mendous loss.”

As of press time, Lucio’s attorneys have
filed for a commutation or 120-day reprieve
from the Texas Board of Pardons and
Paroles so her claims of actual innocence
can be examined. We'll update this case
online and in next week’s issue.

Whether saving lives or saving the city from Save
Austin Now, the fire union prez just helped, OK?

Bob Nicks’ phone lit up with call after call
as he drove over icy roads into Austin.
Some were from his colleagues at the Austin
Fire Department, where Nicks is a battalion
chief and the president of the firefighters’
union. The rest were from people trapped in
their homes, freezing.

It was the fifth day of Winter Storm Uri,
Wednesday, Feb. 17, 2021. The power was
still out for much of Central Texas. Back at
his home in Giddings, two generations of
Nicks’ family huddled in the living room,
where a tiny gas heater kept the tempera-
ture at 43 degrees. It was 9 degrees in the
rest of the house.

Nicks had woken at bam thinking about
the message public officials had broadcast
since the storm began: Stay put, they had
stressed. Don’t leave your house. That
advice made sense in the early hours of the
disaster, when the roads were littered with
accidents, including a 22-car pileup in
North Austin. But now the roads were
empty and, more importantly, the power
still wasn’t back on.

“The whole notion that, when people are
freezing in their homes, the main advice is to
stay home really bothered
me,” Nicks told the Chronicle
in one of several wide-ranging

400 phone calls in two days. So I sent out a
message real quick to my membership
about what I'd just done - ‘Hey, volunteer if
you have a four-wheel-drive truck.” And
then I started driving in.”

HIGH EMPATHY, NOT HEROICS

Bob Nicks is a union man through and
through, one who emphasizes the solidarity
of the group over the successes of any indi-
vidual. He loves telling stories and will tell
one after another, and will retell them. But
he gets uncomfortable when asked about
his own accomplishments. To him, that’s
“hero worship.”

“I never realized why I didn’t like orga-
nized sports, spectator sports,” he explained.
“I don’t watch football, I don’t care about
any of that. Then one day I realized why. It
promotes hero worship. When we do that, at
any level, it takes away from the real good
stuff. And the real good stuff is the work the
association has done.”

That includes coming to terms with the
need for AFD to reflect Austin’s diversity
and the city’s equity goals. In 2010, when
Nicks was first elected president of the Aus-
tin Firefighters Association
(International Association of
Firefighters Local 975), his

“And I would say what you need to
do is find a friend who has heat. And find
somebody with a truck who can get you
there. And if you can’t, call firefighters.
We’ll help you.”

With that, Nicks gave out his personal
cellphone number on live TV, twice. “I knew
the response was going to be elevated, but
the response was crazy,” he said. “I got like

who weren’t. The U.S. Depart-
ment of Justice got involved in 2012, lead-
ing to a consent decree in 2014 and federal
oversight of AFD hiring until 2018.

All parties to that consent decree, includ-
ing the union, agreed that Austin’s process
was not designed to discriminate but none-
theless had a disparate impact. Nicks
stresses that his members were fine with
having a more diverse and inclusive depart-
ment, but they didn’t trust the city to devise
tests that would pick good firefighters.

“I don’t know if you have children, but if
your daughter is in a car wreck and metal is
wrapped around her and you get someone
who shows up in a firefighter’s uniform to
help, that person better have good mechan-
ical aptitude,” he said. “They better know
spatial orientation very well. When you look
at the top 150-plus attributes of firefighters,
those things are in the top five.”

As the union struggled with the issue and
tried, with mixed success, to get its con-
cerns reflected in the consent decree, the
subject became, in Nicks’ words, “kind of a
hobby of mine.” The AFA eventually hired
experts to design a new process that shifted
focus from pencil-and-paper testing,
designed to weed out the less-than-best
candidates, to live interviews where appli-
cants were asked how they would handle
specific situations. The department began
using it in 2012; in the decade since, the
share of women and people of color in its
firefighting force has doubled to 30%, and
last year, white men represented only 25%
of those who entered the hiring pipeline.

“When I came in, in the mid-Eighties,
there were just a bunch of tough, salty old
men who worked in the Fire Department,”’
Nicks said. “We didn’t talk about our feel-
ings much. Now, we try to solicit people
with high degrees of conscientiousness and
empathy, [and that’s] the way we structure
our test batteries for entry. And the advan-
tage is you get really caring people who love
the community and want to give back, and
care about you when they get on scene.
They want the best for you. The downside
of somebody who is very conscientious and
has high empathy is that it’s really hard to
put that in a box and put it away again at
the end of the day.”

Nicks is himself some variety of salty old
man. He has seen horrible car wrecks over
his 36-year career, people burned to death,
people drowned. But until Winter Storm Uri
he’d never experienced “post-incident
stress” — the emotional repercussions that
follow traumatic experiences. “I've seen
teenagers bleed out on scene and die right
before my eyes. That didn’t bother me as
much as the storm, believe it or not.”

WHEN AUSTIN FROZE OVER

A year ago, Feb. 17, when Nicks reached
the AFA’'s union hall on Cameron Road,
power had again gone out and his desktop
computer was useless. He set up a white-
board and began paging through the texts
and calls he’d received, choosing which to
act upon first. On one side he wrote callers’
numbers and situations. On the other side
he stuck pink Post-it Notes with firefight-
ers’ contact information. “I dispatched peo-
ple by moving that pink Post-it over to the
name, and then I’d go on to delete that text,
because then it was solved. I ran that way
for two days straight.”

One of those callers “was this 97-year-old
lady we saved on the west side of town. She
[had] no food, or heat, or water, I think it
was for four days.” She lived at the top of a
hill where Fire and EMS trucks had been
unable to reach her. Nicks called an off-duty
firefighter who he thought could make it.

“He goes, ‘What happens if I wreck my
car?’ He had a new Subaru Forester. I said,
‘Man, you're on your own. The city ain’t
gonna give you shit for that, I guarantee
you. He was really proud of his vehicle but
he went up there, put some kitty litter in
the back [to gain traction on] the ice, had

trouble getting up there, but got there. And
the lady, she was so surprised to see him.
She had thought she was going to die.” The
firefighter brought the woman and her two
cats down the hill and dropped her at her
daughter’s house. Other firefighters per-
formed similar rescues throughout the day.
Nicks slept poorly that night. “All I
dreamt about every minute of the night was
the phone going off, every minute of my
sleep. And then the next day I kept think-
ing I was hearing it even when I wasn’t.”
While Nicks dispatched volunteer fire-
fighters across the city, the union hall itself
became a safe haven for people without
shelter. At the time, Collective Campaigns, a
political consulting business, rented half of
the building; the group
has worked on campaigns

system, going to every camp in the city in
giant relays, picking people up and bring-
ing them back. And there was also a dona-
tion drive component.

“And then there would be people who
would staff the shelter. That’s a lot of what I
did. Just like literally hanging out there with
the unsheltered folks and talking to them
and asking them what they need, and kind of
looking after them. ... There were dozens of
other people in my union and in the firefight-
er union who were doing the same thing.”

Police and EMS were rescuing the unshel-
tered as well. “We had our medics going to
all the different homeless camps, bringing
them to the warming facilities,” said Selena
Xie, Nicks’ counterpart as president of the
Austin Travis County Emergency Medical

I'm
going to call [Council Member] Natasha
Harper-Madison and see if we can get some
cots. And let’s just open up the whole hall,
both sides of it.”

Unsheltered people, sometimes as many
as 200 at a time, stayed there over the next
two weeks. “There were several layers of
the operation,” said Jacob Aronowitz, anoth-
er leader of Collective Campaigns. “There
was this part that was just a bunch of people
in cars, with a spreadsheet and a dispatch

Association. “And that’s
literally the hardest I've
ever worked at APD. I
worked eight straight
days, I stayed [at the police
union hall], I lived there.
And we cooked, literally
every morning, thousands
of breakfast tacos to feed
the police officers, some
paramedics, and to pro-
vide food for the homeless over there that
Bob had at his location.”

Wednesday and Thursday were the height
of the crisis. On Friday, Feb. 19, as the tem-
perature rose above freezing for the first time
in a week, water began pouring from hun-
dreds of broken pipes across the city. Collective
Campaigns and its allies, and Nicks and his
firefighters, took the trucks they’d used to
rescue people and redeployed them to deliver
water. That effort continued for another
month. “He was very hands-on in every part
of the process,” Farasat said, “whether it was
filling a bucket with a hose, attaching a fire
hose line to fire hydrants, transporting things,
being in touch with City Council members.
I mean, he was as hands-on as it gets.”

By the end, Farasat, Aronowitz, and Nicks
had become good friends. “It was very old-
school, very like the Great Depression,’
Aronowitz said. “Families and communities
taking care of all of their people. And hon-
estly, Bob’s really cool. He kind of has, like,
active grandpa vibes. He’s everybody’s
friend, always telling stories. He’s a really
cool person.”

CROSSING THE THIN BLUE LINE

“According to Save Austin Now, I'm actu-
ally a national leader of the DSA,” Nicks
said, referring to the Democratic Socialists
of America. “Absurd. But they were desper-
ate, and desperate people can be smart too
— and they were smart. They saw the same
polling I saw. They knew that if the fire-
fighters came out against them that they
were going to lose.”

Save Austin Now, the GOP-aligned politi-
cal action committee that in May 2021 suc-
ceeded in reinstating Austin’s criminal pen-
alties for public camping, sought to build on
that triumph last November with a citizen
initiative, backed by Casaday’s APA, to
mandate that the city employ two police
officers for every 1,000 residents. Opponents
said the measure, put to the voters as
Proposition A, would force the city to
defund parks, libraries, EMS, and Fire to
free up funds to hire scores of new officers.
And thanks to bills enacted by the Texas
Legislature in 2019 and 2021, the city could
neither raise taxes to pay for Prop A hiring
now, nor cut the police budget in the future
if money grew tight.

Last summer, as SAN collected signatures
to get the measure on the ballot, its co-founder
Cleo Petricek met with Nicks to make sure
the firefighters would stay on the sidelines

during the campaign. Petricek told the
Chronicle that Nicks agreed at first. “Bob
Nicks, when he met with us, indicated that
he would not be getting the union involved
in police issues,” Petricek said, “and we held
him to that. ... But somebody got in his ear.”

Petricek speculates that Greg Casar or
José Garza, DSA progressives who were
endorsed by AFA, changed Nicks’ mind.
“That’s kind of a classic sort of attack from
Save Austin Now,” Nicks said. “The notion
is that there’s paymasters out there and
you’re yielding down to them, bowing down
to these paymasters, and doing their bid-
ding. It’s just malarkey.”

Nicks said he split with SAN on Prop A
because the math showed it would hurt his
members. He set up a meeting at the union
hall to present both sides of the issue.
Petricek and SAN co-founder Matt Mack-
owiak joined Casaday to argue that fire-
fighters should stay neutral, while
AFSCME'’s Carol Guthrie and former Coun-
cil Member Bill Spelman urged them to
oppose the measure. “We debated that for
three hours,” Casaday said. “We had people
calling in questions, firefighters calling in,
many very angry at the fire department for
getting involved in it.”

After continued debate and an online bal-
lot of the membership, Nicks held a press
conference Oct. 1 to announce that 57% of
his union had voted to oppose Prop A. He
emphasized that the firefighters weren’t
opposing the police. “Austin firefighters
love and respect our Austin police officers,”
he said. “[This] was never about disrespect-
ing the police. It was only about examining
the consequences of a poorly written law.”

Many officers and their supporters were
still hurt that firefighters had broken with
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their natural allies for the first time in
memory. But a week later, the EMS union
also came out against Prop A. “We really did
try to stay out of it,” Xie said. “But it was
just a bad proposition.”

For the remaining month of the cam-
paign, Nicks was on Twitter almost every
day pushing the anti-Prop A case. The mea-
sure’s supporters responded that there was
plenty of money in the city’s budget; that
the police force was so depleted that officers
no longer responded to calls; and even that
the AFA election had been rigged. Some
personally attacked Nicks, calling him a
socialist, communist, liar, imbecile, degen-
erate, and tyrant.

“They became fixated on me because
they knew if they could discredit me to my
membership, if they could discredit me to
the public, then people wouldn’t listen to
the association,” Nicks said. “And I tried to
communicate, because I've always had this
notion that when two people get together
that are reasonably intelligent and they
discuss facts, they’ll probably both change a
little bit ... But now I know there are certain
people that doesn’t work with.”

On election day, Prop A lost in a land-
slide, and many like AFSCME’s Guthrie
believe it was the firefighters’ opposition
that made the difference. “I think so, I do,”
she said. “I think when the general public
saw that firefighters got on board, and then
EMS got on board [with the anti-Prop A
campaign], that this wasn’t something
against public safety.”

Casaday was not happy to lose, but it
hasn’t affected his respect for Nicks.
“What I can say is Bob gave me and my
vice president a fair shake and allowed us
to come there [to the debate at the union
hall]. So it was a fair process. And, you
know, I wish they wouldn’t have made the
decision that they did, but they did, and
that’s their right.”

LOOKING AHEAD, TOGETHER

“I call all three of us ‘frenemies,” Selena
Xie said, speaking of her fellow union pres-
idents. “I actually am friends with Bob and
Box [Casaday’s nickname]. But we also rec-
ognize that in some ways we’re competing
for the same resources. In some ways, city
politics is a zero-sum game.”

With Prop A in the rearview mirror, Xie,
Casaday, and Nicks are struggling once
again over money. The labor contracts for
all three public safety agencies are set to be
renewed this year. For Xie, the negotiations
are particularly high-stakes. Most agree
that EMS is at a crossroads, with the stress
of the COVID era and years of low pay hav-
ing destroyed morale.

“These past few years have been terri-
ble,” Xie said. “There are a lot of really hard
things about the job. We’re vastly underpaid

compared to firefighters and police officers.
We have multiple medics that are firefight-
ers now, we have multiple medics who have
become police officers, but nobody comes to
EMS. It’s a one-way street.”

Casaday has a similar lament. APD offi-
cers have been leaving the force in unprec-
edented numbers. Though the department
offers the highest pay in the state, the union
boss said it’s not enough with Austin’s ris-
ing cost of living. And it’s the same story for
the firefighters. Nicks has been part of six
previous negotiations, and says that con-
cern about wages and benefits is higher
than he’s ever seen.

In three of those previous negotiations,
the union couldn’t agree with the city on a
new contract. Given that history, AFA
asked Austin voters last year to allow either
the union or the city, instead of both, to
seek binding arbitration in case of stale-
mate. (The union had won its collective
bargaining rights, only available to police
and fire unions in Texas, at a previous elec-
tion, replacing the “meet and confer” con-
sultation process still used by the police.)
An independent arbitrator would be
appointed to develop a new contract using
findings of fact to decide which side wins
on which issues.

AFA hired Collective Campaigns to get a
binding arbitration measure on the ballot
in May 2021, where it passed with 80% of
the vote. That same night, 57% of voters
voted for the camping ban, which Collective
Campaigns had worked hard to defeat. So
the election night party at the union hall
was bittersweet, with Nicks celebrating his
win and Collective Campaigns mourning
their loss. Romteen Farasat remembers
how Nicks consoled him. “I remember we
were drinking a bottle of Woodford
Reserve, me and Bob, sitting down on the
firefighters hall side, and just drinking
straight whiskey from the bottle. And he
told me when we were drinking that bottle
of whiskey that working on the winter
freeze operation was one of the greatest
experiences of his life. I think, actually, the
greatest experience of his life. Which, for a
60-something-year-old firefighter, that’s a
big statement.”

The Chronicle asked Nicks if Farasat’s
recollection was accurate. He paused, decid-
ed to say, “Yeah,” then paused again. This
was the kind of question that made him
uncomfortable — a question about him, not
the union. He finally responded: “As far as
acutely proud of anything over a two- or
three-day event, yeah. I probably had a
hand in helping save a lot of people. Prob-
ably more than I ever did in my career.”

And then he added to his answer, to make
sure we understood. “But now - again — I
didn’t do a thing. I sat in my office and dis-
patched people. But I was part of it.” |

Fusebox: Still Free,
Still Free-Spirited

The avant-garde festival brings together Christeene,
Golden Hornet, and Dexter By wAYNE ALAN BRENNER

SPOILER ALERT: Fusebox Festival is
still free to attend.

Just because there’s been a socially iso-
lating pandemic happening for the past
two years, just because arts funding has
become more difficult to secure than ever,
that doesn’t mean the annual festival begun
in 2005 by Ron Berry and a crew of creative
provocateurs is charging admission for its
chockablock schedule of wonderments that
will brighten our city’s days and night from
April 13 to 17 this year.

The Future Solitude dance performanc-
es at the Long Center, curated by Kenyon
Adams and featuring New York’s Kayla
Farrish, Tajah Fraley, and Vinson Fraley.
“You are clearly in perversion,” the debut
collab of L.A.-based multidisciplinary artist
Dorian Wood and Austin’s own Thor Harris
that will thunder to life at the Museum
of Human Achievement. The all-local
“It’s NOT” Fair supergallery exhibition at

Distribution Hall on East Fourth. Robin
Frohardt’s immersive Plastic Bag Store
that’s completely taken over the Blue Genie
Art Bazaar on Airport.

Thanks to private funding and govern-
ment support, to fundraisers and donation
drives, all of these shows and more are avail-
able at no charge to the public. Fusebox is still
free, free, free — although many of its spectac-
ular events do require reservations, and those
are snapped up so quickly that there may be
nothing but slim pickin’s by the time you
read this. Still, Berry tells us, fear not.

“We always hold a certain number of
tickets at the door, that are only available
for walk-ups,” said the bearded mover and
shaker. “It’s a small number of tickets, but
if there’s something you want to go see and
the website says it’s sold out, there may still
be some tickets at the door — we can usually
fit a few more people in.”

But, wait - it gets better. “This year, we

have shows in some pretty high-capacity
venues,” said Berry. “We’re doing this proj-
ect called MXTX with Golden Hornet in
Waterloo Park, and it shouldn’t be hard for
anyone to get into that. And there’s our
hub at Distribution Hall, which is open
Thursday, Friday, and Saturday nights of
the festival, that’s gonna be super fun and
wild, and it doesn’t require a reservation.
The opening night of that, we’ve partnered
with Future Front, and Juliana Huxtable’s
performing, and it’ll be the first chance for
people to see the installations that Michael
Anthony Garcia’s curated. And Friday’s
got the Illustrious Blacks from New York,
they always bring the house down. And
Christeene is bringing her new full band
— it’s this seven-person band that’ll blow
the roof off. And, Saturday night, Michael
C. Hall - of Dexter and Six Feet Under —
his band Princess Goes to the Butterfly
Museum is gonna play.”

So things have changed - for the better,
finally — since 2020. “That first time we made
a switch and tried a virtual festival,” said
Berry. “Which, in those early days, it was an
experiment - like, what kinds of things are
interesting in this platform, what’s less inter-
esting, and how does time work on a screen as
opposed to in person? We were interested in
these foundational, fundamental things, and
that was kind of fun. But we were all doing
it from our living rooms, and it felt sort of
like, ah, public access TV at that point? A real
DIY operation. But it was still exciting that
we were doing something together across
continents and across Austin in the initial,
uncertain chapter of the pandemic when we
didn’t know what the hell was going on.”

Now, though, it’s 2022 and they do know
what the hell is going on — and there’s a lot
of it. And you, citizen, you can experience it
for yourself. For free. |

Miss Mao Trying to Poise Herself at the Top of Lenin’s Head
sparkles in the bright San Antonio sun like a new chrome bumper
on a baby blue '57 Chevy. The reflection off Lenin’s face bends
the colors of the surrounding buildings while a small figure of
Mao Zedong, with prominent breasts and holding a long pole as
if walking on a tightrope, balances on Lenin’s head.

The 21-foot-tall stainless steel sculpture was done by the Gao
Brothers, Beijing-based artists Gao Zhen and Gao Qiang. It was first
shown at the Vancouver Biennale international art exhibit in 2009.

As residents of communist China, the Gao Brothers have taken a
brave and controversial stance by satirizing the late Chairman Mao.
Blacklisted in their home country, their art has reached a worldwide

audience.

In artists’ statements, the Gao Brothers have called the sculpture

“a political narrative” that questions the two figures’ relative stature.

The 4.4-ton head of Lenin was brought to San Antonio by Centro
San Antonio in partnership with real estate investor and art collec-
tor James Lifshutz as part of a revitalization effort on the west side
of downtown. Centro (centrosanantonio.org) has sponsored other art
installations, murals, and the Peacock Alley outdoor performance
space in the city center.

Miss Mao is at 333 W. Commerce St. in downtown San Antonio
at least through December 2023. Centro San Antonio is planning a

public unveiling in April when the park around the art is finished. Until
then the sculpture is difficult to get to because of road construction.
The best way to access the sculpture next to the Texas Public Radio
building is from Laredo Street through the gate in a wooden fence.

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Grading Coach Wolff
After Season 2’s First
Five Matches

For much of Austin FC’s short history,
head coach Josh Wolff has been a divisive
figure among fans of the club. His backers
tend to appreciate the ball-dominant, “cham-
pagne football” brand of attacking soccer his
coaching philosophy strives to produce, while
his critics look at a paltry 9-21-4 record in
2021, along with some of the decisions that
contributed to it, as signs that Austin FC
should consider a change at skipper.

Coming into the 2022 season, many of
Wolff’'s staunchest doubters across social
media and beyond seemed to collectively set-
tle on the same measuring stick that would
color their opinions on the Austin FC manage-
rial situation for the rest of the year. It boiled
down to: “We’ll give him five games.”

Now, to be absolutely clear ... that frame of
thinking is profoundly silly and short-sighted.
But considering Austin FC just wrapped up
its fifth match of the season last weekend,
let’s humor those restless Verde fans and
explore how Wolff and his club have
performed in the early goings of
year two.

This big-picture sitrep is
generally positive. Austin FC
currently sits fourth in the
Western Conference with
8 points thanks to a pair of
wins and a pair of draws, with
one loss in there as well. And
thanks to its 10-goals-over-two-
games blitzkrieg to start the sea-
son, the Oaks own the second-best goal
difference in all of MLS at +8.

Even the most devout #WolffOut cam-
paigners can’t deny the impressiveness
with which Wolff and his retooled Austin FC
kicked off 2022, with 5-0 and 5-1 wins over
FC Cincinnati and Inter Miami, respectively,
at Q2 Stadium. Those performances demon-
strated just how lethal Wolff’s blueprint can
be, especially at home and especially when
facing an opponent with suspect defending.

The ensuing three matches, of course,
were a bit more of a regression to the mean.
Against Portland on the road and Seattle
at home, the Verde played reasonably well,
hanging on to more than 60% possession in
both matches. However, a lack of precision in
the final third meant that, much like on many

occasions last season, Austin FC struggled to
convert that possession advantage into goals.
They scored just one across both matches.

Then last Saturday night, arguably Wolff’s
most concerning weakness — an inability to
protect leads on the road — reemerged as
Austin FC saw a 2-0 lead dissolve into a 2-2
draw against the San Jose Earthquakes.
Five times last season the Verde scored first
as the visiting team, and only one of those

matches ended in 3 points. It's been over
11 months since the club last regis-
tered a victory on the road, and
Saturday’s match gave a remind-

er as to why.

After a strong first half
playing on the front foot, the
Oaks took their collective
foot off the throttle once the

two-goal lead was obtained.
Wolff’'s defensive-minded sub-
stitutions were unable to turn
the tide; in fact, several of them

immediately preceded the two San Jose

goals. Wolff frequently highlights the difficulty
of earning victories on the road, but his
conservativeness in those critical moments
has helped turn that into something of a
self-fulfilling prophecy.

So, while it’s been an overall encouraging
start to Wolff's second season as a head
coach, there’s also been plenty of fodder
for those looking for a reason to stay sour.
Through five matches, it's a solid B from
us, which reflects legitimate improvement.
Ultimately, there’s nothing to suggest Wolff
has anything but the utmost support from club
ownership, which is all that actually matters.
He’ll be back in the Q2 Stadium technical
area Sunday night when Austin FC takes on
Minnesota United at 6:55pm on FS1. ||

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Russia’s Most Wanted

New documentary Navalny is an astounding portrait of
Putin’s most determined opponent By RICHARD WHITTAKER

If diplomatic chatter is to be trusted, then
Russian commanders are keeping the truth
about how badly the invasion of Ukraine is
going from Vladimir Putin. After all, Putin’s
Russia is a place where “kill the messenger”
is both a warning and the secret law. So
one can only imagine the fireball of fury that
will erupt from his Black Sea palace when the
news slips that Navalny is being released.

HBO and director Daniel Roher initially air-
dopped Navalny into this year’s Sundance Film
Festival as a last-minute
addition, and it immediately became the
hottest title. But then, he could have given
months of warning and Navlany would
have been the most thrilling, galling,
terrifying, and informative documentary
to have played there this year. The title
is a slight misnomer, because it is a
biography of two men: Alexei Navalny,
the lawyer, pro-reform activist, presi-
dential candidate, and therefore, by default,
political dissident and enemy of the state; and
Vladimir Putin, the former intelligence officer-
turned-premier-turned-uncrowned czar.

Roher seems an unlikely documentarian to
take on one of the most significant feuds in
modern global politics. Maybe Navalny was
a big fan of his last picture, musical history
Once Were Brothers: Robbie Robertson and
the Band, and maybe that’s how he got such
astonishing access at such a critical time:
as Navalny and his family hid out in Germany
after he was poisoned by a cadre of assassins
deployed by Putin in 2020. How do we know
that’s what happened? Because Navalny is
also a work of investigative journalism — or

rather, a witness to it, as Christo Grozev of
international forensic reporters Bellingcat uses
their analytical tools and cadre of experts to
identify and finally track down the attempted
killers. It's a process that culminates in an
astonishing phone call that unravels the mon-
strous application of state power to eradicate
all dissent.

As the focus of the film, Navalny himself is
a fascinating and complex figure, but Roher
makes him explicable by focusing on his family,
his recovery, his motivations and his growing
realization that to change Russia for the better
he has to risk his life. Moreover, he’s already
crossed that line years earlier by
daring to challenge Putin. This is
where the portrait of Czar Vlad comes
into sharper focus, the one that
has been plastered on international
screens ever since the invasion of
Ukraine: his paranoia, his unwilling-
ness to publicly acknowledge opposition, the
way he won't let anyone within assassination
distance, his utter lack of fear about legal or
international repercussions for crimes, his
willingness to smear any opponent as a Nazi (if
there’s a failing here, it's that Roher doesn’t do
quite enough to clarify how the lines between
nationalism and far-right extremism in postwar
Eastern Europe are not the same as they are
in the U.S.).

Considering it only debuted at Sundance,
Navalny already seems like a warning from his-
tory three months ago. It’s terrifying that it has
already become even more relevant.

AMBULANCE

There’s one thing Michael Bay isn’'t and that’s
subtle. Like not even a little bit. He wants you
to know you’re watching a Michael Bay film. Is
his style distinct in any way? Well, not in a good
way, that’s for sure. So, yeah, Ambulance. It’s a
Michael Bay movie in that it's a masturbatory
kaleidoscope of car crashes, shoddy editing, and
corniness. You don’t need anymore plot synopsis.

Was Ambulance supposed to be a love let-
ter to Los Angeles, as adoptive-brother crooks
Danny (Gyllenhaal) and Will (Abdul-Mateen 1)
careen around the city of angels in a stolen
ambulance with a cop (White) and paramedic
(Gonzalez) as hostages? Because it was more
like one of the paper fortuneteller games you
played in grade school where instead of being
told, “You're stupid,” you get punched in the
face whenever you open up a flap. I’'m born and
raised in Southern California and even | couldn’t
follow where that ambulance was going.

Ill tell you, it’s a Michael Bay movie in that
it's soooo long. My goodness is it long. It clocks
in at 136 minutes but, man, you feel every one
of those last 36. Had Ambulance only been
90 minutes (or even 80, like the 2005 Danish
movie of the same name that Bay is remaking
here), it would’ve made the movie so much bet-
ter. Well, okay, Bay would’ve had to have shaved
off 36 minutes and made the editing make
sense for it to be that much better. There are so
many stupid decisions made by the cops that
were clearly written so that the movie could just
keep going and going. Honestly, the guy running
the operation (Dillahunt) would push his cops in
on the ambulance and then pull them back out
again to give them a breather. It’s like, was ...
was Michael Bay actually trying to edge us? Just
end it already!

Then again, it's a Michael Bay movie in that the
three leads are all pretty great. Gyllenhaal eats
every piece of scenery he can find and rips it from
his teeth. And looks good doing it. Abdul-Mateen Il
and Gonzélez did a lot with what they were given.
There was chemistry between all three, thankfully,
or this would've felt even longer. Look, | can’t even

pretend like Ambulance is great movie. | can’t
even say it's good, but, and it’s a really big but
here, | can say for more than half of the run time,
| was entertained. If you want Michael Bay to take
you to the edge and back a few times (too many),
you'll probably want to see this yourself.

Memoria, the latest feature from Thai director
Apichatpong Weerasethakul, is a film largely
concerned with sound. The creaking of a chair
in a quiet hospital room, the single clack of the
space bar on a keyboard, the muffled patter of
rain outside.

The most important sound, though, is the
one that has begun to haunt Jessica Holland
(Swinton) day and night: a loud, startling single
boom that appears to be coming from nowhere
in particular. This alarming auditory hallucination
sends Jessica on something of an investigation
through her current residence in Colombia, in a
search for what this sound could be — or what it
could potentially mean.

However, the essence of Jessica’s journey
isn’t beholden to traditional expectations.
Weerasethakul has crafted a deeply spiritual
slice of slow cinema that moves at an appropri-
ately measured pace and isn’t afraid to allow
its audience to sit in contemplative silence.
Much of Memoria is defined by long static shots
of characters basking within quiet spaces or
having gentle conversations; it achieves such
a mesmeric lull that sometimes it becomes a
shock just to see the camera eventually cut to
something else. One scene in the latter half
observes a character falling asleep outside,
only accompanied by the trickling of a nearby
stream and the chirping of birds, that lasts no
less than five minutes.

It's something that’s at once tremendously
arresting to experience once you give yourself
over to the steady rhythm of the pace, and exis-
tentially frightening when the stillness is broken

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up by that thunderous booming. Despite mostly
being an affecting character drama at its core,
there are elements here to suggest something
more sinister or otherworldly is at play, giving it
notes of a moody psychological horror. Swinton’s
performance is subtly revelatory in her stark
fear of the noise that eventually gives way to an
overpowering emotional reconciliation.

As you might expect, the answers offered here
aren’t particularly straightforward. This is some-
thing less concerned with concrete solutions and
more fixated on certain towering ideas that wash
over you. What the film suggests is ultimately
more powerful than any clear-cut explanation it
could possibly offer; its thematic ambitions are
too grand for that. Collective human conscious-
ness, ancient civilizations, metaphysical connec-
tions between mind and body — these are the
ethereal threads that Memoria leaves you clutch-
ing onto. Even for the most adventurous viewers,
it may prove taxing. But to embrace its strange
singularity yields a thought-provoking experience,
and perhaps even a transformative one.

There are dark and brooding superheroes,
and then there’s Morbius the Living Vampire.
Originally created in 1971, he was one of
Marvel’s first horror characters after the Comics
Code Authority started to relax its rules on more
eerie content. Those edicts had been put in
place to push 1950s horror publishers out of
business, and when Marvel had the opportunity
to bring back those more terrifying aspects they
still wanted to merge them with their existing
crop of superheroes. Thus, Morbius, one of
Spider-Man’s allies and a sporadic member of
his rogues’ gallery. After all, it’'s a little hard to
be the good guy if you happen to be prone to a
raging, murderous bloodlust.

Significantly, Morbius’ vampirism was due
(as was often the way with Spidey’s foes) to
scientific hubris, and that’s another aspect of

the character carried over into Morbius, his first
movie outing. Michael Morbius (Leto) has a rare
blood disorder, but as a supergenius researcher
he’s hunting for a cure that would help people
like him, including his childhood fried, Milo
(Smith). Unfortunately, this cure involves inject-
ing himself with vampire bat DNA: Side effects
may include flight, superstrength, superhearing,
echolocation, and the occasional killing spree.

Morbius continues Sony’s trepidatious
attempts to turn their Spider-Man films into an
extensive franchise, mostly by building out his
villains in stand-alone movies. We’ve had two
Venom flicks, both succesful in spite of them-
selves, and the prospect of Leto as a charis-
matic bloodsucker seems to set Morbius up for
similar success. However, like Venom, it will be
more through momentum than actually taking
advantage of what could be done here.

Watching Morbius isn’t about watching a bad
film, or even a boring one. It just feels consis-
tently incomplete. The script by Burk Sharpless
and Matt Sazama has all the flaws of their
earlier muted blockbusters like Dracula Untold
and Gods of Egypt: expositional, bland, designed
to move the story along with no flourishes. It's
like director Daniel Espinosa (responsible for the
oddly underrated alien horror Life) took their first
draft and just filmed that, with all the punch-up
and vague plotting that gets fixed in rewrites left
undone. If that's what happened, it would not
be the worst decision Espinosa makes here.

So many choices, from longtime collaborator
Jon Ekstrand’s clashing keyboard-and-strings
score to individual shot compositions to the way
Morbius leaves a trail of misty vampire dandruff
floating in the air, just seem halfhearted. They're
not terrible, but they’re also not interesting.

That may be what’s most frustrating about
Morbius, that there’s clearly a better film lurking
under the surface. After all, this is Leto and Smith,
two of the most curiously charismatic actors of
their generation. Yes, while it is de rigueur to cas-
tigate Leto, he seems constitutionally incapable of
making a boring decision (cf him being the most
interesting part of the cartoonish House of Gucci);
so even though Morbius is rarely given a line that

does anything more than move the plot from A
to B, he still tweaks some moments of levity and
weight out of them. His earliest scenes with Smith
are surprisingly tender, imbued with the details
that make their supposed lifelong friendship plau-
sible. If only there was more of that, then Morbius
could be the film it wants to be. But there’s not.
So it's not that Morbius degrades into a
CGl-powered slugfest, followed by the manda-
tory mid-credit sequences that imply long-term
connections to the bigger Spider-Man cinematic
realm (spinoffs and team-ups and sequels, oh
my!). Getting upset at those is like getting upset
at third acts. They're just part of modern super-
hero storytelling. It’s that Morbius does what it's
supposed to, nothing more, and barely that. If
only this living vampire had more of a pulse.

Words like “devices” and “lawyer” ripple
across time in this vaguely ambitious but richly
detailed British film based on Graham Swift’s
novella, words excavated from memory and
recorded on the blank page with the stroke of
a typewriter key or the flourish of a pencil in a
literary ritual of creation.

The writer mining her past for inspiration here
is Jane Fairchild (Young), though her authorial
identity isn’t clear early in the film’s narrative,
which neatly jumbles its chronology into three
discrete sections with an imaginative sense
for revelation. When you first meet 22-year-old
Jane in the predominant first section, she is
working as a maid for a wealthy but visibly sad
older couple, Godfrey and Clarrie Nivens (Firth
and Colman), at a stately manor somewhere
in pastoral England during the years following
World War I. The principal memory being recalled
for a chunk of the film takes place on the titular
spring day in 1924. Yet the orphaned Jane has
no mother to return home to while her employers
attend an alfresco luncheon with two neighboring
(and equally moneyed) couples celebrating the
upcoming nuptials of their grown children, the
barrister-to-be Paul Sheringham (O’Connor) and
his petulant fiancée Emma Hobday (D’Arcy).
Left to her own devices (the phrase Mr. Nivens
uses when giving Jane the day off), Jane cycles
to a nearby estate to meet Paul, her secret and
long-standing paramour, for a few stolen hours of
languid sex and shared intimacies. It's a bitter-
sweet and likely final tryst given that he — the
sole Sheringham heir, as it turns out — will say
“l do” in 11 days. (The chime of church bells
during the lovers’ waning time together is a
cruel reminder of their diverging futures.) It's an

Upstairs, Downstairs down-low romance, but with
a literally and emotionally naked twist.

While the movie’s nonlinear construction is its
selling point, at least for those moviegoers who
prefer a bit of a challenge, an underlying vibe
of melancholy gives Mothering Sunday thematic
weight. A veil of grief hangs over the film, as the
three families collectively struggle with the loss of
their social circle’s elder sons in the First World
War, resorting to arranging loveless marriages to
keep the bloodlines of their ever-dying class pitiful-
ly alive. But when tragedy bookends its beautifully
realized first segment, the film no longer has any-
where to go, providing glimpses into Jane’s sub-
sequent life that are nothing as inspiring as her
fated relationship with the young man who could
never be hers to truly love. Not even the oblique
appearance of grande dame Jackson (how the
movies have missed her!), in what amounts to lit-
tle more than a cameo, comes close to matching
the film’s initial brush with virtuosity. But the mem-
ory of those precious valedictory hours spent by
Jane and Paul in that bedroom one Sunday after-
noon long ago, as recalled by the elder Jane and
witnessed by you, is enough to sustain Mothering
Sunday. Admirably brave and strangely poignant
in this centerpiece scene, Young and O’Connor
speak to one another in little more than a whisper,
but their words mark a conversation that rings
more loudly than that ecclesiastical carillon.

SONIC THE HEDGEHOG 2

The Sonic Cinematic Universe feels like the
most successful outing the franchise has seen
in a long time over the course of its bumpy life
span. Plenty of aging generations have nostalgia
for playing as the lightning-fast blue hero across
8-bit obstacle courses, but within the gaming
world, it’s no secret that throughout the 2000s
the Sonic games have had their fair share of
stumbles. Though the first Sonic movie had its
own hurdles (let us not forget the incredible
horror show that was Sonic’s original design)
and received mixed reviews, it was a financial
hit and seems to have spawned something of a
renewed interest in the chili-dog-eating hedge-
hog, at least on the silver screen.

Sonic the Hedgehog 2, appropriately, makes
an attempt to craft an adventure more suited to
the varied worlds and characters of the games.
Whereas the first film stuck a character known for
running very fast into a car for half the run time,
Sonic (Schwartz) has a little more room to stretch
his legs here. Director Jeff Fowler returns to
herald the introduction of Tails (O’Shaughnessey,
who has been the video game voice of Tails since
2014) as a new sidekick for Sonic: Together they
have to stop the returning Dr. Robotnik (Carrey)
and his own new sidekick, Knuckles (Elba), from
reaching the hidden, powerful Master Emerald.

It’s all proper nonsense that in some ways
lends itself to a more inspired, manic experience
than the initial outing but in others is still held
back by generic kids’ movie fluff. One thing it
does have is a solid voice cast and an impres-
sive rendering of CGI characters within real-world
environments. Though | still think plopping Sonic
and friends on Earth to hang out with James
Marsden is one of the most boring approaches
you could take to all the potential material at dis-
posal, the visual effects are well-realized, even if
the overall visual sense of the film is forgettable.
Schwartz, Elba, and O’Shaughnessey are also,
thankfully, all talented enough to overcome a lack
of personality in the writing. Carrey, too, is having
fun and brings his typical physicality and expres-
siveness to a Dr. Robotnik who, in an improve-
ment over his first appearance, now has his
trademark bald head and overzealous mustache.

The things that have not improved are the
broad, repetitive pop culture references and dull
subplots to inflate the run time, in this case for
a movie that did not need to be inflated as the
final product runs a wearisome 122 minutes.
Everyone must have loved Sonic doing the floss
dance before, so they let Carrey do it here.

But don’t worry, you get to see Sonic do some
dancing of his own as he and Tails team up for
a dance battle set to “Uptown Funk,” everyone’s
favorite song in the year 2022. There is a gen-
erous amount of time dedicated to a subplot
about Marsden and Tika Sumpter attending a
wedding in Hawaii — really making the most of
everything possible with the Sonic franchise.

That said, Sonic 2, also much like its predeces-
sor, most prominently takes up the space of being
a vessel of largely inoffensive children’s fodder
with enough thrown in there for adults to make
the experience not completely mind-numbing. It's
colorful, there are some chuckles, and it’s a great
solution for any parents that want their child to sit
still for, | reiterate, an entire two hours. It just feels
like Sonic and company are owed a little bit more
than being merely tolerable.

PBS documentary Take Pains. Be Perfect. puts UT’s
Camp Shakespeare center stage By ELLEN DALY

Ninety miles east of Austin stands a 19th-century
barn, which serves as a Shakespearean sanctuary. A
former stagecoach inn, its restoration was overseen
by “First Lady of Texas” Ima Hogg who then donat-
ed the property to the University of Texas in 1967
on the condition that it be used for the instruction
and performance of theatre.

Enter UT professor James “Doc” Ayres. He
believed that Shakespeare could only rightfully be
learned through performance and thus established
the Shakespeare at Winedale program, which gives
UT students the opportunity to travel to the barn
every summer to immerse themselves in the bard
of Avon’s continuing relevance. Ayres so believed in
the mission of the program that he wanted to offer
the same experience to younger kids, and Camp
Shakespeare was born.

The upcoming documentary Take Pains. Be
Perfect, (debuting on KLRU April 8) takes viewers
into the barn alongside 14 11- to 16-year-olds as
they are led by camp director Robin Grace Soto
and Ayres himself (now “mission director” of the
campy), from day-one icebreakers to a tearful final
performance. It’s what happens in between that
truly enchants. “There’s two plays at camp,” Soto
explained, “the Shakespeare play, and the play of
our class - the story of these 14 students and how
they enter into that world and create the play.”

The collective willingness of the kids to be ques-
tioned and challenged inspires admiration and awe
alike. Throughout the film, they’re encouraged to
consider their own limits - why doing certain things
might challenge or embarrass them, and how to
change that. They’re also pushed to consider the
meaning of the text, to deliver lines as if they them-
selves were saying them.

“Shakespeare is the vehicle for doing something

larger,” said Soto, “saying ‘yes,’ supporting others,
taking risks. We accomplish these things through
the work on the play but also through improvisa-
tion and games. Shakespeare deals with the human
condition, which middle and high schoolers are
starting to grapple with themselves. Performance
gives us the language to talk about things like
identity and emotions. We see a beautiful progress
in the way both of those stories develop: their play
and also the individual stories of the kids.”

Take Pains. Be Perfect. director and producer
Kristi Frazier was especially impressed by how
the kids operated without technology. “The kids
became so close so fast,” she explained. “With
technology, we lose touch with our humanity. The
camp opened my eyes to the importance of lan-
guage, literature, and human connection. The way
we speak - what we choose to emphasize - really
affects the meaning of what we say.”

The transformations the kids undergo aren’t
short-term. Frazier spoke with Camp Shakespeare
grads John Rando (Broadway director and Tony
Award winner) and Michael Barker (co-president
of Sony Pictures Classics), both of whom attribute
their success to their time in the barn. “They still
go back to Camp Shakespeare, saying it’s the best
thing they’ve ever done.

“Our point with the film is to let people know
about Camp Shakespeare, so they can send their
kids,” added Frazier. “We also wanted to investi-
gate Doc’s legacy and explore his magic formula.
This is his life’s work. Doc and Robin give these kids
autonomy and want them to make their own deci-
sions, and they really push each other and become
so much more resilient. It’s pretty amazing.”

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Influential Austin characters reminice on 40 years of
playing, shopping, and encountering life-changing
moments at the heart of Austin music

Doyle Bramhall II glanced over his shoul-
der and gave me a piercing look. Queued
up at the vinyl room register in Waterloo
Records, I flashed back to my fourth day
in Texas: Fourth of July, 1992. Crossing
over through El Paso 72 hours earlier,
this native San Franciscan rolled into San
Antonio in an un-air-conditioned Datsun
280ZX only to discover abuelita hospital-
ized and a musical christening scheduled
for historic Hemisfair Park via an Alamo
City/Austin dual commemoration, Freedom
Fest: Arc Angels, Stray Cats, Cheap Trick,
Leon Russell, Bruce Hornsby & the Range.
Kicking about in front of the towering
wooden stage, I peered between the slats
to find Brambhall staring me straight in the
eye. He winked. This time, decades later, a
dark countenance across his face read easi-
ly enough: “Do I know you?”

John Kunz, by contrast, rarely wears any-
thing but curiosity and a grin on his beardy
mug, and last Friday, April 1, Waterloo’s
40th anniversary, the store’s first and fore-
most greeter lit up his black ensemble like

Independence Day. Watching bard eternal
Ray Wpylie Hubbard enthrall an in-store
assembly for the first time in two years, he
stared intently as hardcore live music capi-
talists buzzed around him as giddy as guests
at a wedding. Debuting at 221 S. Lamar in
1982, Austin’s Smithsonian library of sound
relocated seven years later. Kunz pointed
down at the floor, silently, “Right here.”
Thirty-three years right there, smack-dab
at Sixth & Lamar. Their vinyl annex where
Lululemon now sits ran 1990-93, followed
by Waterloo’s video rental venture in the
same space, 1993-2008. “Let’s talk after Ray
Wylie,” turned back the store’s owner.
‘“Ello, this is Robert.” After back-to-back
ACL Live blowouts, I'd met the legendary
ex-local twice, once backstage and again
the following night upstairs in a roomful
of very wealthy fans. Exiting the meet
and greet, the lion and his pride moved
quickly down a hall wherein my conduit
turned around, gave me the nod, and I
moved in for the pitch - favor for a son of
Skip Spence. When my cell vibrated an
unknown number the next morning at an
Austin institution that grew up alongside
Kunz and crew, I answered on maybe the
last ring while I edited the Chronicle’s
South by Southwest Music wrap-up. For 10
minutes, the frontman for the second-big-
gest English quartet of all time sing-
songed an unprompted monologue of the
mundane, signing off finally with words
repeated here in one fashion or another
by a singular chorus of native musicians,
statesmen, and poets as embodied by one
Robert Anthony Plant: “I’'m off to Waterloo
Records, ta-ta.” — Raoul Hernandez

“Waterloo Records has served as a cor-
nerstone — as a venue, a hub, and so much
more — of the Austin music scene since the
days when Austin City Limits was a fairly
new show and the Austin Opry House was
taking up the mantle of the Armadillo World
Headquarters. Personally, my favorite mem-
ories came a little later in its story: from
combing through the shelves and shelves of
CDs with my daughters and Libby, shopping
for Christmas gifts for family and finding
some gems for ourselves in the process,
before heading over to Waterloo Ice House
with our finds. For me, the records there
made by our very own Marcia Ball, Asleep at
the Wheel, Jimmie Dale Gilmore, Jerry Jeff
[Walker], Willie Nelson, and more — many of
them who played and launched at Waterloo
— couldn’t be topped by others in their exten-
sive, world-class collection. Long live this
Austin institution, and long live the indepen-
dent, defiant spirit of our music scene.”

Well first of all, | was the greatest
employee Waterloo ever had. You might
want to start the article like that.

Our association began when Waterloo
Records was south of the river, in that
original location behind the Jack in the
Box. When the True Believers started to
get together, Don Davis, Louis Karp, and
John Kunz became really big fans. We
were having a difficult time finding a label,
and they actually funded the recording
of our first record. Then when the True
Believers were breaking up and Javier had
gone off with Will & the Kill, | found myself
back in Austin with Maya and Bobbie.
Maya was just a little girl, and | had to
find some sort of income. | first worked at
Sound Warehouse, because John wouldn’t
hire me at first. After I'd worked there a
year, maybe a year and a half, | finally told
him, “Hey, man. | have some experience.”

We’d open up the store on Sundays and have
a theme day. We'd play nothing but workers’
songs on May Day. On Cinco de Mayo, we'd
play nothing but conjunto and rancheras and
stuff. We'd get a buncha tacos and Mexican

roll, New Orleans music. There

wasn’t a question that couldn’t
be answered by these guys. So, I'm just sit-
ting there, soaking it up.

Then there were the in-stores that hap-
pened every Friday. Being a music snob,
sometimes I'd sit there and hang out and lis-
ten to these bands, and go, “Oh, man! They
suck!” And of course, they'd sell a million
cassettes that week or whatever! So, I'd be
fuming inside, serving beer to all the street
people. One time, we didn't finish the keg at
some in-store, so Buick MacKane took it with
us to a party we played at! It was hilarious!

In 1996, through a childhood friend, |
got another opportunity to interview for an
open position. This time around, | got the
job! I WAS STOKED.

After a year or two of manning the
registers, | became a buyer. | was the hip-
hop and vinyl buyer.

Waterloo was my home for 13 years.

Many years later after
leaving Waterloo, | have gotten to know
him and his wife, Kathy, better, and it is
always a pleasure to see him and catch
up every time.

You gotta put that respect on John and
his store’s name. Waterloo is turning 40

Why should people feel grateful for things that
they’re “supposed to” get? Right? The preceding question is often asked by a person who hasn’t lost an eye
to a rusty spoon, and believe me, there are plenty of them. The world is full of two-eyed motherfuckers who
believe the universe owes them two eyes. I know. The hubris. It’s definitely paying my therapist’s bills.

Then there are the people who simply assume the other person knows they’re grateful. I mean,
¢’mon, it’s obvious, right? We don’t need to cheapen our gratitude by verbalizing it, do we? Yeah, actu-
ally we kind of do. People who manage their interpersonal relationships by making assumptions about
other people rather than actually communicating with them generally have astoundingly bad track
records with relationships.

I mean, don’t tell her
she’s an ungrateful bitch, but maybe say you’ve noticed that she doesn’t express gratitude even though
you guess she might feel it. Then you can email her a thousand or so scientific studies that suggest that
one of the biggest keys to a happy life is the regular expression of gratitude. Don’t expect her to thank
you for it, but who knows, she may change her ways eventually, and that will be thanks enough, right?

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Here Comes the Tax Man

The last few years the IRS extended the tax deadline. What is
the deadline to file my 2021 tax return?

For folks in Texas, the deadline to file a federal income tax re-
turn is Monday, April 18. During the COVID pandemic, the IRS ex-
tended the deadlines for filing an income tax return. For example,
last year in Texas, the IRS generally extended the income tax return
deadline to June 15 due to both the pandemic and the February
2021 winter storms. This year the IRS moved the deadline back
to its traditional April 15 date; however, April 15 lands on Eman-
cipation Day (a federal holiday in the District of Columbia), so the
deadline is pushed to the next business day, Monday, April 18.

All my tax paperwork is a mess. I'm likely to need an extension
to file my return. How does the extension process work?

Anyone interested in an extension may consider submitting
Form 4868 (called the “Application for Automatic Extension of
Time to File U.S. Individual Income Tax Return”). By submitting

Please submit

Form 4868, the person may be able to obtain an automatic six-
month extension. The extension is generally four months for some-
one considered to be “out of the country”

It is important to know that obtaining an extension of time to
file a tax return does not extend your time to pay taxes. Someone
who requests the extension must still make an accurate esti-
mate of their taxes for 2021 and send any necessary payment
with Form 4868. Someone who cannot pay the full amount due
with Form 4868 may still get the extension, although they will
owe interest on the amount of unpaid taxes. Form 4868 must
be filed before this year's filing deadline (April 18). Once Form
4868 is filed, the completed tax return can be filed anytime

during the extension period.
