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OUR CHILDREN DESERVE SO MUCH BETTER

Another AR-15, one of 20 million in the
hands of Americans. Gov. Abbott, if your
beloved child had ever felt their chest
ripped open in scorching pain by bullets
from a semi-automatic rifle, not on the
battlefield, but in school or their place of
worship, you would better comprehend
the utter pain, terror, and loss felt by the
victims and families of Robb Elementary
School. You would surely reconsider your
position on whether 20 million AR-15s
belong in the hands of civilians.
Without a doubt, if you could com-
prehend their pain, you would act
with everything in your power.

I was born at the Air Force base
in San Antonio, 84 miles from
Uvalde, and was baptized in the
Catholic Church. I was raised by the
Republican side of my family; Nebraskan
farmers who later claimed the wide-open
space of Wyoming and Colorado as home.
They were hunters yet none of them needed
an AR-15 to kill a deer. All year, we ate ven-
ison from the game they killed, butchered,
and packaged in white paper with their own
hands and a deep God-loving respect for
life and the power and purpose of a gun.
My late grandfather, a World War II veteran,
would say that an AR-15 does not belong in
anyone but a soldier’s hands. With respect,
Governor, if someone claims to need an
AR-15 to hunt game or defend their home,
they need to learn to shoot better.

I was just 17 when I was shot in the chest
by an AR-15 - yes, in the hands of a stranger
with mental illness who never should have
owned a gun to begin with. But there was no
background check to determine if my shooter
should have owned a semi-automatic assault
rifle, the only kind of gun that could have
shelled multiple rounds into the car I was
sitting in hundreds of yards from his scope.
AR-15s are designed to kill humans, plain
and simple. And they do. Over and over. As a
survivor, I weep tears each year for the AR-15
victims and their families, this time the pre-
cious children and their loved ones in Uvalde.

You and I agree on one thing, Governor:
There is a mental health crisis in this nation
that is deep and growing. So what are you

doing to get guns out of the hands of those
with mental health instability? When have
you and your government looked at the
underlying causes of the mental health cri-
sis and passed laws to provide more support
and funding to address it?

I have some expertise here as a consti-
tutional rights lawyer representing young
people with mental health injuries, so let me
provide some insight. One of the leading and

growing causes of anxiety, post-traumat-

ic stress, depression, physical illness,
and threats to home and school for
American children is the climate
crisis. Young people are growing up
in an increasingly dangerous world,
where the ongoing burning of fossil
fuels is destabilizing the climate sys-
tem that every generation of Americans
has depended upon for their livelihoods and
survival. Climate crisis also threatens their
ability to live healthy, safe, long, and happy
lives. On climate, as on guns, the adults in
power won’t pass laws to protect our young.
Governor, if you want to make a big dent in
a growing cause of the rising mental health
crisis for our youth, while simultaneously
tackling an enormous threat to your state
and its citizens, you could also reconsider
your position on policies promoting fossil
fuel development and lead Texas to renew-
able energy. Governor, you could help stave
off the increasing number of storms, flood
events, droughts, climate fires, and sea level
rise that Texas is increasingly experiencing.

As a survivor of an AR-15, a daughter of
hunters, a mother of children, and a consti-
tutional lawyer, I listened to the hollow ring
of your response to the families of Uvalde,
like those of many politicians before you.
The children of this country deserve so
much better from all of us. I implore all
adults out there who care about our nation’s
children to use the civic power you have - at
the polls, with your elected officials, in com-
munities, in the streets, and in the courts.
This is not the country our forebears want-
ed for us. We cannot let this be our story.
Please Governor, do not tell us the same tale
and turn away from these buried children
with no plan to act. |

Julia A. Olson is the chief legal counsel and executive director for Our Children’s Trust, a nonprofit
law firm advocating on behalf of youth to protect their fundamental rights to a safe and stable cli-
mate.

Housing and the Mayor’s Race

Celia Israel: “This election is about who can afford to live here, and who gets to decide”

The City Council election cycle has barely
begun in earnest and the filing deadline is
still two months away, but state Rep. Celia
Israel has jumped to the front of the mayor-
al race as far as actual campaigning is
concerned. Last week, Israel - like-
ly to be the major contender most
amenable to Austin’s left -
sought first-mover advantage as
the mayoral aspirants debate
solutions to the city’s biggest
problem. “The interests of a pow-
erful few fostered a fundamental
misunderstanding of the needs of
our city, and have created a historic hous-
ing crisis,” she writes on her website to
introduce her “Home for All” proposals.

“The housing shortage is pricing the work-
force we depend on the most out of the city
limits. We need to keep Austin affordable
for teachers, nurses, public service workers,
childcare providers, artists, retail ser-
vice employees and more.”

What Israel proposes in “Home
for All” is a mixture of best prac-
tices to achieve incremental
increases in density that other
cities, even ones like Dallas,
have managed to translate into

new housing that isn’t all the way
out on the cheapest edges of town,

the only kind of new workforce housing
Austin has managed to produce in about two
decades. Some of these ideas have been

discussed and studied and mulled in Austin
for a while, making the customarily slow
journey to implementation; for example,
Israel’s proposals to make it easier for home-
owners to build accessory dwelling units
overlap with code amendments Council is
considering at today’s June 9 meeting. She
calls for process improvements to reduce the
bureaucratic and fiscal cost and drag that
the city imposes on anyone trying to build
anything, but especially housing. She has
an eye specifically on producing missing-
middle projects (from three to 12 units)
“that provide lower cost housing while
maintaining neighborhood character and
allowing more Austin families to thrive.”

Todd Maclin - a former J.P. Morgan execu-
tive - paid for the ad, with signers including billionaires
Robert Rowling of TRT Holdings Inc. and Ray Lee
Hunt of gas producer Hunt Consolidated Inc.

MONKEYPOX ON THE MOVE Texas got its first case of

WE’VE SEEN THIS PLACE BEFORE

As Austin begins to realize that the most
vital and sustainable parts of town are
those that kinda just figured out on their
own how to live with growth and change,
without endless drama, it’s probably good
that Israel’s “Home for All” package isn’t
really as transformative as its framing may
suggest. (As Israel knows firsthand, some
of what’s possible is simply trammeled by
state law.) It features many of the ideas and
initiatives you’'ve read about in these pages
— not just ADUs and missing-middle hous-
ing, but community land trusts, extending
the city’s rent support program (begun
with COVID-19 relief funds), assessing the
cost to builders of the city’s own regula-
tions, and beginning the process of rezon-
ing dying retail and office properties into
places where people can live. And, of
course, overhauling the city’s broken per-
mitting process, which has eluded repair
for about 40 years.

Israel is not yet promising new and dif-
ferent policies that have hitherto been
beyond the political pale, even though they
might be what’s needed. That might (but
probably won’t) insulate her from attacks
from the NIMBY slimeballs who've slan-
dered so many who have worked in good
faith to fix the many things that are broken
about how Austin creates its built environ-
ment. As mainstream as “Home for All” is,
Israel is correct in saying, “Some will sure-
ly consider this plan too bold.” Those peo-
ple may be in Kathie Tovo’s camp, if the
longest-serving member of Council follows
through with a mayoral bid. (She designat-
ed a campaign treasurer in March and this
week endorsed a successor in the District 9
race, longtime neighborhood leader and
parks advocate Linda Guerrero.) Or they
might just go ahead and vote for the lead-
ing Republican, Jennifer Virden.

NEW RULES FOR RADICALS

After the “too bold” stuff, Israel contin-
ues on her site: “But I welcome the debate.
Our city is at a crisis point. This election is
about who can afford to live here, and who
gets to decide.” Israel is a middle-aged,
married, Democratic woman with a college
degree, like so many Austin voters, so she
gets the city’s political vibe despite being
less familiar with City Hall than Tovo or
Kirk Watson, who served as mayor 25 years
ago, but much hasn’t changed about Austin
politics in those 25 years.

Watson could probably sign off on every-
thing in “Home for All,” while Tovo would
(continue to) figure out ways to slow and
stall and neuter things she feels would be
too disruptive. In related news, rents in
Austin increased about 40% last year, and
the city’s population grew at a measly 0.5%
from 2020 to 2021, the slowest rate in years.
In that same time frame, the five-county
Austin metro area continued to grow far
faster than nearly every other in America,
and the two fastest-growing cities in the
country were Georgetown and Leander.

What stands out in “Home for All” is the
firmness and edge with which Israel is lay-
ing blame for the housing crisis at some-
one’s feet - “the interests of a powerful few,”
“who gets to decide,” etc. She doesn’t say
“central city homeowners” explicitly, but
we know what she means. In language that
could be aimed straight at Tovo, she notes:
“We need more housing, not 10 years of
debate over a complicated mix of commu-
nity benefits to move forward.” Watson is
building his campaign on his ability to Get
Shit Done, but he has yet to publicly divorce
himself from the bad parts of the central-
city consensus he helped create. Israel is
taking advantage of not having a record at
City Hall to defend to position herself as
the candidate of change, the voice of
Austinites who want city leaders to rise to
the challenge before the community. |

Council goes in search of the “lose-lose” solution

| truly believe that City Council members
share a genuine concern about housing and
want to help produce more of it. It would be
really helpful if they weren’t so belligerent
about it, and if the entire Council could stop
fighting for political coup and start concen-
trating on making a difference. Because it
is well within their power to do so.

And this is not a zero-sum game.
There are plenty of win-win scenari-
0s. But this political battle has
been going on so long, with battle
lines so firmly set between
“neighborhoods” and “urbanists,”
that many on both sides would
rather sit on their hands and com-
plain than admit to compromises that
actually achieve their goals but don’t punish
their “enemies.” Amazingly, at this point some
on Council don’t want win-win solutions; they'd
rather have everyone lose, just so their “ene-
mies” don’t get to share in the win.

Most immediately, I'm talking about two
development proposals Council will discuss
today, June 9: one to enhance vertical
mixed-use zoning, and another to reduce
parking requirements and compatibility
limitations on building on transit corridors.
But also, there’s a long list of fairly simple
fixes that Council could make, more or less
with the stroke of a pen, that would have an
immediate and sizable impact on housing,
but which have languished untouched for
years now — perhaps only because enacting
them wouldn’t punish anyone. And on this
Council, nothing is worth doing if it doesn’t
punish your political enemies.

Today’s Agenda

e V2 is a proposed ordinance to create that
zoning category, intended to fix some of the
limitations in the current VMU zoning. The
product of several months’ work by staff and
Council Member Ann Kitchen'’s office, it
makes it easier to build larger buildings in
properties with that zoning, and with a couple
of uncontroversial amendments from CM
Chito Vela to further reduce parking require-
ments and compatibility restrictions, it's ready
to put into law today. But it's admittedly only
an incremental step, and clearly doesn’t go as
far as Vela and some others on Council would
like, so they indicated in Tuesday’s work ses-
sion that they’'ll seek a variety of amendments
to broaden the ordinance’s scope and extent.
And of course, there’s enough pushback on
these from the other side that it's even money
at press time whether this supposedly consen-
sus proposal will in fact pass at all today. In
the latest twist, attorney Doug Becker, whose
lawsuit killed the recent Land Development

Code rewrite attempt, sent a memo to Council
Wednesday as we went to press, noting that
allowing a zoning change to V2 “by right,” with-
out the normal process of hearings and notifi-
cations, would violate the same state law that
the city lost on in the previous case.

e The compatibility and parking resolu-
tion was drafted by centrist members
of Council, led by Mayor Steve

Adler and mayoral hopeful
Alison Alter, that applies to all
properties rather than just those
zoned VMU. And again, there’s a
lot of consensus on a lot of it,

but the many things that all 11

CMs agree on seem likely to be

outweighed by the few that they very
much don’t agree on, so we may again fail to
collect the low-hanging fruit.

Meanwhile ...

Here are a few other fixes that Council and staff
have neglected or back-burnered. If we’re really ina
housing crisis, why doesn’t Council:

 Ban Type 2 and 3 short-term rentals. These
commercial, non-owner-occupied units are
removed from our housing stock for the benefit
of private businesses, with no real benefit to cit-
izens outside the real estate industry. Especially
in multifamily housing (Type 3), which are almost
unlimited. Why do we allow these?

« Simplify ADU/duplex rules. Our code currently
has at least six different building uses to describe a
second housing unit on a lot - duplex, accessory dwell-
ing unit, caretaker cottage, etc. - each with its own
regulations. But if other requirements such as setbacks
and impervious cover are maintained, why should it
matter how the units are configured? When the Plan-
ning Commission first proposed collapsing them, says
former PCer Karen McGraw, “staff said there wasn’t
time” at that point to fold it into CodeNext. It’s been
three years since then. Is that enough time?

¢ Allow two units on every SF-2 and SF-3 res-
idential lot. This almost got done six years ago
but for some political horse-trading over votes.
Again, it’s time.

¢ Initiate a process for small area planning,
including neighborhood planning. Another project
staff never seems to have time for; today’s Item 69
would ask the city manager to initiate a “district
level planning process,” which is a start; expect
much angst and skepticism.

¢ Speed up development review. Also not a quick
fix, but if the city really wants to help with con-
struction costs and delays, it’ll get its own house

in order. Council has devoted extra money to this
department in recent budgets, but the workload
continues to grow, and long-recognized systemic
problems have never been addressed. [ |

Staff has recommended less intense
multifamily zoning (MF-4) than the devel-
oper requested, though apparently this
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would not preclude the project from going
forward. The Hancock Neighborhood
Association had put in a lot of effort to
oppose the case, which they feel was
sprung upon them without adequate
notice. However, the Austin Justice
Coalition pushed hard in the other direc-
tion when the case hit Planning
Commission, seeing Cady Lofts as a test
vote for Council’s willingness to bruise
central-city homeowners’ feelings to meet
the city’s housing goals, and to be serious
about making its mobility corridors more
dense. Realizing the case is not going their
way, HNA on June 2 adopted a new resolu-
tion supporting the project, with some
reservations. Things are not so copacetic in
the superficially similar Franklin Common
case (Item 105), on the Eastside next to
Morris Williams Golf Course, where a
valid petition is in play; the originally

proposed 143 units (43 affordable) has
already been winnowed down as negotia-
tions between the developer and the J.J.
Seabrook neighborhood continue.

Several items of interest concern Down-
town, including the reauthorization of the
Downtown Austin Alliance and the public
improvement district - an assessment on
property owners — that funds it (Item 81);
the DAA is also proposing to change its
boundaries to abandon the state-owned
properties north of 15th Street. Item 123,
sponsored by CM Kathie Tovo, asks City
Manager Spencer Cronk to earmark
$500,000 in the upcoming budget for “place-
making and placekeeping” in the Rainey
Street Historic District. The city was sup-
posed to be collecting funds for this pur-
pose from developers on Rainey for years
but never did, so now it has to come out of
Cronk’s pocket, so to speak.

NEGOTIATIONS ONGOING BETWEEN DEVELOPER AND LOW-INCOME APARTMENT RESIDENTS

Low-income residents of a North Austin apartment com-
plex are putting pressure on a developer intent on demolish-
ing their homes, and they’re having some success in getting
concessions. The Old Homestead, located on Clayton
Lane near the intersection with Cameron Road, is set to
be rezoned for vertical mixed use — meaning developers JCI
Residential, an affiliate of the Journeyman Group, will be
allowed more height and building size in exchange for afford-
able units. While the new property will have more units than
the current 16-unit complex, residents say they’ll struggle to
find apartments as affordable — or with a community so
closely knit — amid Austin’s surging rental prices.

Viridiana Bello, a cosmetologist and resident for almost
five years, told us she’d likely be forced to find a new job
since her current one is just a few blocks away. “It makes
me really sad to think of machines coming in here and
destroying this place and tearing down all the trees,” Bello
said, speaking via a translator. “Since | found out about hav-
ing to move I've fallen into a depression, and there are times
| go out and | cry thinking about what I’'m going to lose.”

Developers initially offered a month’s free rent at one
of their other properties, but the residents were not satis-
fied. Instead, they’'ve formed a renters’ association and
brought Journeyman Group to the negotiating table multi-
ple times. The current offer would provide residents two
months’ free rent and allow them to stay at the Old
Homestead until Feb. 1, 2023 (an extension from the
original move-out date). Journeyman also promised to
return all security deposits.

Residents are now asking for more waived rent and
additional financial assistance with moving. They've
enlisted the help of Council Member Chito Vela, whose
District 4 includes the Old Homestead, to postpone the
rezoning hearing (originally on the June 9 council agenda)
by one week, which allows time for further resident input
and ongoing negotiations. Ross Hamilton, vice president
at Journeyman Group, said they don’t believe the delay is
necessary. “We believe the list of concessions offered to
date for all residents is fair compensation for relocation,”
he wrote in an email. - Kit O’Connell

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A few blocks away, Item 124 asks for a
specific code amendment that would allow
Stream Realty Partners, which since 2019
has acquired 30-plus properties on East
Sixth Street, to build up to 140 feet in
height between Neches and Sabine, where
much of that property is clustered. Tovo is
not one of the co-sponsors of this item,
although it’s in her district and interacts
greatly with her Safer Sixth Street plans, as
Stream envisions a grownup mix of 18-hour
uses where now lie shot bars. She is, howev-
er, asking (Item 67) for expedited purchase
of additional surveillance cameras to be
deployed on Dirty Sixth, as well as a survey
of bar owners asking whether they want and
would use city-purchased handheld metal
detection wands. We’ll take a deeper dive
into a future Safer Sixth Street next week.

What else? Item 11 officially appropriates
the $95 million remaining in the city’s direct-
aid funds under the American Rescue Plan,
which as decreed last year is mostly going to
homelessness services. More ARP money is
likely to come the city’s way from the Dept.
of Housing and Urban Development, and
Council will hold a required public hearing
(Item 85) on the city’s plans for $11 million
in grant funding therewith, which follow its
established strategy: Acquire properties
such as motels, convert them into bridge
shelters, and then convert them into perma-
nent supportive housing. The operator of
Austin’s current bridge shelters, Front
Steps, is up for another $1.1 million in “one-
time” funding (Item 47), also 100% covered
by Bidenbucks. And in an item that’s long
overdue, Council is being asked (Item 43) to
amend the city’s civil rights ordinances to
prohibit discrimination on the basis of hair-
style, a proxy for racial bias aimed at Black
women over the generations. | |

Council to tweak compatibility rules amid housing crisis

How shall we quantify Austin’s historic
housing crisis today, readers?

It’s bad, folks. The Austin Board of
Realtors reports that in April, the median
sale price for a home in the city of Austin
increased by 16.3%, year over year, to
$640,000 - yet another record-breaking high
for the city. Redfin reported in March that
the five-county metro area had experienced
a 40% increase in average rents, also year
over year; the average throughout the rest
of the nation was about 15%.

On cue, Austin-based HousingWorks,
which has monitored the city’s progress
toward meeting the goals in the Strategic
Housing Blueprint adopted by City Council
in 2017, released its latest analysis of hous-
ing production both citywide and in each of
the 10 council districts. If you make less
than Austin’s median family income
(which is just over $69,000 for one person,
$98,900 for a family of four) your only hous-
ing options in the future within the city
limits will be in the Eastern Crescent (Dis-
tricts 2 and 4, and the nongentrified parts of
Districts 1 and 3). Or possibly you’ll live in
the center-city District 9, which has lots of
subsidized housing in West Campus and
the 1,200 or so homes at Mueller reserved
for below-MFI renters and buyers. Those
five districts are on track to meet or exceed
their Blueprint targets, but the western half
of the city (Districts 5, 6, 7, 8, and 10) lags
behind those goals by thousands of units.

In terms of total housing production, the
Blueprint called for 135,197 new housing

units by 2027, about 90,000 of which would be
affordable to households at 120% MFI or less.
According to data from the Texas Real
Estate Research Center at Texas A&,
throughout all of Travis County, over 100,000
building permits had been issued for various
residential uses between 2017 and 2021.
About 60% of those permits were for proper-
ties with five or more dwelling units, roughly
40% were for single-family uses, and less
than a paltry 1% were for 2- to 4-unit projects.

On the City Council agenda today, June 9,
are two similar but distinct initiatives to
amend the Land Development Code. One
would reduce parking requirements and
the compatibility standards that control
building size near single-family housing,
but just for properties along specific identi-
fied transit corridors. The other would cre-
ate a new zoning category, vertical mixed-
use 2 (or “V2” for short), which would allow
up to 90 feet of height and reduce the com-
patibility buffer (the distance to the nearest
single-family home) to 100 feet from the
current 470 feet.

The latter (Item 80 on today’s agenda)
represents the culmination of staff work
initiated by Council back in November
2021, when Council Member Ann Kitchen
introduced the V2 concept as a way to allow
developers extra height (above the 60 feet
allowed in current VMU zoning) to, among
other things, accommodate ground-floor
retail. Throughout the V2 process, Kitchen
has pitched the new zoning category as a
modest update of an already successful

density bonus program that’s brought
affordable units to places like Burnet Road
and East Riverside.

However, at the Council Housing and
Planning Committee’s meeting May 31,
planner Sam Tedford said that since VMU
was enacted in 2010, only about one-third of

the new development on VMU parcels has
actually taken part in the bonus program.
Staff analysis also found that, due to com-
patibility standards, fewer than half of the
sites currently zoned VMU can actually be
built up to 60 feet; only about 34% could be
built up to 90 feet.

Black Women Reclaim Space in Austin’s Outdoors

June is Great Outdoors Month, and native Austinite
Tanya Walker will certainly be celebrating. Maybe you’ll find
her exploring the subterranean silence of Central Texas’ intri-
cate cave systems. Or perhaps she’ll be whizzing along a live-
oak-studded trail on a galloping horse. But more often than
not, you'll find Walker on the water, in a kayak. “| want every-
body to feel what | feel when I’'m out there on Town Lake,”
she says. “You cannot see the true beauty of Austin driving —
you have to be on the water to see it and appreciate it.” And
yet, even while finding peace out on the water, something was
missing. “It was rare that | would see somebody else of color
out there with me,” she said.

So, in 2018, Walker started a group called Black Women
Who Kayak+ (BWWK+) to support and encourage Black out-
door recreation. It was a bit of a rocky start; Walker struggled
to get people at her initial events. “At one point | was actually

going to shut the group down,” she said. But then she real-
ized she needed to address the “barriers and myths that
have been deeply rooted for Black and brown people” around
outdoor recreation.

“Some of those barriers are the fear of not knowing how
to swim and the fear of big bodies of water,” she said. So
Walker connected with the British Swim School to offer swim-
ming lessons to folks interested in joining BWWK+.

She also decided to expand BWWK+ programming; that’s
where the “+” in BWWK+ came in. “We needed to be in more
than just one space,” she said, “to create welcoming environ-
ments implementing diversity and inclusiveness in every space.”

BWWHK+ puts the focus on women of color, especially moth-
ers. “We're planting a seed of curiosity in the mom, because
it takes a mom [feeling] comfortable, confident, and welcomed
before she will say, ‘Hey, I'm going to bring my loved ones
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Enter the newest face on the dais, CM
Chito Vela, who proposed narrow V2
amendments to apply to properties along
Project Connect’s Orange and Blue light
rail lines (North Lamar and Guadalupe on
one side of Downtown, South Congress and
East Riverside on the other side). Properties
along these corridors would only face height
restrictions if within 100 feet of a single-
family home (instead of the current 540);
likewise, they would only have to build 25%
of the parking required. Other master plans
for these areas (such as the East Riverside
Corridor Regulating Plan and Hyde Park’s
Neighborhood Conservation Combining
District) would take precedence if they con-
flict with these standards.

Though Vela’s amendments may be tai-
lored, staff’s analysis shows they could
have a profound effect on how much hous-
ing is produced along the rail lines, where
everyone on all sides of the land use debate
says they support density. As reported in a
June 3 staff memo, a 100-foot buffer would
mean that 81% of VMU parcels could be
built up to 60 feet, and 73% could reach 90
feet. As we reported last week in “Public
Notice” (“Setting an Agenda for Land Use,”
News, June 3), Kitchen has welcomed Vela’s
amendment, but in her latest version of V2
she’s also boosted the on-site affordability
requirements that make properties eligible
for the bonus, to either 15% of rental units
affordable at 60% MFT or 12% affordable at
50% MFI. (Staff had recommended 12% and
10%.) Precisely calibrating affordability
requirements is a tricky balancing act; they
need to be stringent enough to meet
Austin’s enormous needs without being so
strict that developers cannot finance their
projects and thus end up opting out of the
bonus program.

Then there’s the second proposal. In
April, Vela proposed completely exempting

VMU properties from compatibility and
parking requirements, which would make
90% of VMU parcels buildable to 90 feet in
height. But in the background, Mayor
Steve Adler and Mayor Pro Tem Alison
Alter were working out a compromise - also
on the June 9 agenda as Item 66 - that
effectively killed Vela’s idea. Adler and
Alter (along with CMs Vanessa Fuentes,
Leslie Pool, and Paige Ellis) proposed
slight relaxations of compatibility stan-
dards along specific corridors defined as
“larger” (Project Connect corridors, high-
ways, perhaps existing transit-friendly
infill projects) and “medium” (corridors
identified in the Imagine Austin
Comprehensive Plan or the 2016 Mobility
Bond, such as 45th Street, Brodie Lane,
and Metric Boulevard). The Adler/Alter
proposal would allow parcels on these corri-
dors to be built to 65 or 90 feet at various
distances from the homes casting the com-
patibility spell, up to where it loses its effect
at 300 feet away. On large corridors, these
projects could build only 25% of the park-
ing otherwise required; properties on medi-
um corridors would get a 50% reduction in
parking. Neither of these reductions would
apply within 300 feet of a school.

All of these tweaks and twists would only
produce more housing on corridors that,
even with the Orange and Blue lines in
place, will have high vehicle traffic, more
auto-pedestrian crashes, and more asthma
and other health effects from vehicle emis-
sions. Building housing within the neigh-
borhoods between these corridors is politi-
cally impossible most of the time. Staff has
recommended Council consider other LDC
changes that could help, like smaller lot
sizes and by-right construction of accessory
dwelling units, but those ideas will have to
be fought over in the future, perhaps by a
new council. [ |

next time.” ... A lot of these ladies, it's their
first time ever kayaking. It's basically opening
up a whole other realm of curiosity where
they know they can do this because they see
other women who look like them doing it.
BWWHK+ has grown since 2018: Walker
recently purchased a fleet of kayaks to use
for BWWK+ events, and new chapters are
popping up across the country. “One of the
things that | want to accomplish with BWWK+
is that | want us everywhere,” she said.
Expansion takes time, but BWWK+ isn’t
slowing down: Two members are taking off
on an eight-day Alaskan backpacking trip this
August. The nonprofit group NOLS (National
Outdoor Leadership School) reached out to
sponsor a BWWK+ member, and Kimberley
Fields won the opportunity. “When | got that
call that I'd won, | was ugly crying. | could not

believe it, | was speechless,” Fields said.

Yet Walker knew Fields would likely be the
only person of color on the expedition. “I
didn’t want that for her, | wanted her to expe-
rience something of this magnitude with
someone who looks like her,” she said. So
BWWK+ raised funds for a second member
to attend the upcoming adventure. Fields
said it makes a difference. “I do appreciate
that if I'm feeling uncomfortable, I'm glad
there is someone | can talk to.”

BWWK+ has been supported by many part-
ners and sponsors, and Walker said she
sees business owners opening their eyes to
environments that feel exclusive. “We're all
chiseling away trying to make a difference to
show that Black and brown people do kayak,
and hike, and cycle, and wakeboard — we do
it all” — Hannah Uebele

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RISD Resignations
Higher Than Ever

After a difficult year, more than 2,100 staffers are leaving

On May 31, Austin ISD’s last day of
school, band director Ryan Thomas left
Ridgetop Elementary for the last time.
After 23 years teaching in Florida and
Texas, Thomas resigned from his career in
education in favor of a

Roxanne Evans Announces Bid for AISD Board

Roxanne Evans has long played a part in Austin’s political scene, partic-
ularly on education. The former reporter and editorialist at the Austin
American-Statesman (where she was the first Black writer to join the edito-
rial board) has also handled communications duties for several local and
national agencies, including Austin ISD. Her advocacy has also including
serving as tri-chair of the AISD Facilities and Bond Planning Advisory
Committee, and this week Evans announced she’s running for the District 1
seat on the AISD Board of Trustees in this November’s election. Incumbent
LaTisha Anderson, who won a surprise victory in 2018, has indicated she
does not plan to seek reelection.

District 1 has historically been drawn to maximize the electoral chances
of Black candidates, although the plurality of residents are Latinx. It
includes three vertical teams anchored by early college high schools:
Northeast (formerly Reagan), LBJ, and Eastslde Memorial. It also includes
the consolidated Norman-Sims Elementary, one of the campuses impact-
ed by the district’s controversial 2019 school closures, and District 1trustees

have long taken AISD to task for their failures to invest in Eastside schools
and improve the chances for success of Eastside students.

“My strength lies in building consensus and finding solutions and | have
a track record of doing so,” she said in her campaign announcement. “l am
ready and willing to put my decades-long relationships with District 1
communities and with AISD to work for the benefit of District 1 children.”
Evans’ announcement came with a long list of endorsements: Travis County
Commissioner Jeff Travllllon, state Reps. Sheryl Cole and Gina HinoJosa,
and a host of past trustees, including Anderson’s D1 predecessors Ted
Gordon and Cheryl Bradley.

Evans’ entry into the race is the biggest news so far in the run-up to the
AISD Board election, in which Districts 4, 6, and 7 (currently represented
by Trustee Kristin Ashy, Board President Geronimo Rodriguez, and Vice
President Yasmin Wagner, respectively) and At-Large Position 9 (Board
Secretary Arati Singh) will also be on the ballot. The filing application peri-
od for candidacy begins July 25 and ends August 22. - Morgan O’Hanlon
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among AISD’s 125 schools announced their
resignation or retirement in the 2021-22
school year, which far exceeds the seven
who left during the 2020-21 school year, or
the 11 who left in 2019-20. The Northeast
Schools vertical team - which represents
Northeast Early College High School (the
former Reagan High) and the elementary
and middle schools that feed into it —
accounts for a notable chunk of those depar-
tures. According to Allen Weeks, whose
nonprofit Austin Voices for Education and
Youth works closely with this cohort of
schools, 9 of the 10 schools within the
Northeast vertical team have seen a change
in principals this school year. Three of those
nine were fired, according to Weeks, who
said this rate of turnover is unprecedented.
He believes the Northeast exodus may have
more to do with how the AISD Central
Office treats the schools than with prob-
lems on the individual campuses, especially
since the vertical team completed a three-
year grant to build cohesion and partner-
ships at the end of 2021. “The vertical team
has been working really closely together ...
It’s a very cohesive bunch of professionals,”
Weeks said. “These are challenging neigh-
borhoods, but it’s not like people don’t love
their schools.”

Nguyen said AISD is currently imple-
menting a number of recruitment strate-
gies, including incentives for teachers
who give the district advance notice of
their plans to resign or retire, and expand-
ing the help available from international
and student teaching programs. Likely,
the most important long-term strategy
will be new certification flexibilities
allowed by the new AISD innovation plan.
When it comes to filling vacancies in
school administration, Nguyen said
AISD’s “Grow Your Own” programs are
helping teachers and assistant principals
interested in moving up with professional
learning and mentoring.

Kyle Olson, who teaches at Northeast
ECHS, worries those solutions alone won’t
work. “Districts around Austin are publicly
announcing these very significant increas-
es to base salary and our school district has
yet to really kind of match that or offer
something similar,” Olson said. “My biggest
fear is starting the year with multiple vacan-
cies unfilled - that would result in more or
less a long-term substitute being in a class-
room. ... It’s problematic to assume that
there would be one person willing to be a
permanent sub on campus, or that could fill
that role permanently.” |

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Rise and Fall of the
Junkyard King

Novelist and rocker Jesse Sublett’s latest true-crime
book takes on the Last Gangster in Austin By JOoE Gross

Though his most recent book, Last
Gangster in Austin: Frank Smith, Ronnie
Earle, and the End of a Junkyard Mafia, is
one of the most egregiously Texas stories,
nay, one of the most remarkably Austin sto-
ries one could read, author Jesse Sublett is
no longer in Austin. At least, not right now.

That’s an odd thing to think about. The
68-year old musician, writer, and artist has
been a fixture of the city’s music and literary
scene on and off but mostly on for nearly 50
years, since his days as bass-
ist for landmark rockers the
Violators, and his decades with

These days, Sublett is in Los
Angeles. Then again, he and
Lois lived there before, from 1987 to 1994,
so it’s not like it’s new territory. Still, he is
missed in Austin.

“Lois and I always wanted to come back
because we love it here,” Sublett said from
L.A. They returned to Austin after their son,
Dash, was born to be closer to family, but
he sounds thrilled to return to the City of
Angels. “It’s a blast. Got a few commissions,
had to learn how to paint palm trees.”

himself. On Aug. 16, 1976,
Sublett, then a 22-year old
college dropout, hipster, and
aspiring bass player, returned from a gig
to find his girlfriend Dianne Roberts mur-
dered in their house in South Austin. He
was even a suspect for a few hours before
a guy named Lyle Richard Brummett was
arrested for the crime. Turns out Brummett
had done the same thing in Kerrville to
two other women. Sublett wrote about it in
his excellent 2004 memoir, Never the Same
Again, which examines both his relation-
ship with this crime and his horrific bout
with stage 4 squamous cell carcinoma in his
tonsil, a cancer that, given it had a four-year
head start on being discovered, has a lousy
survival rate. (Spoiler: He is still here.)
Recently, Sublett’s interests have turned
to the history of organized crime in Austin.
In 2015, he wrote 1960s Austin Gangsters:
Organized Crime That Rocked the Capital,

which focused on Timmy Overton and Jerry
Ray James, two career criminals with a
fondness for bank robbery, smuggling, and
prostitution. It was while Sublett was work-
ing on this book that he discovered the
remarkable story of Frank Hughey Smith, a
criminal whose photo you might see under
the definition for “larger than life.”

“You’re looking for one thing and you find
another and you start collecting research on
it,” Sublett said. “When you come across a
story like that by chance and aren’t receiv-
ing the information in any particular order,
it doesn’t make sense and you get curious.”

Then the 1960s book came out and a lot
of people told Sublett that Frank Smith
should indeed be his next book, that that
particular story was fully nuts. The result-
ing Last Gangster in Austin is the story
of gangster Frank Smith and gangbusting
lawyer Ronnie Earle, two men on the pro-
verbial opposite sides of the law.

Before Earle was the man who served three
decades as Austin’s district attorney, the man
who went after Tom DeLay, he was an impos-
sibly young district attorney who decided to

take a swing at Smith, who ran a criminal
empire based on his relationships with cor-
rupt officials, the extremely sketchy 1970s
bail bond business, and auto salvage. When a
new player came on the salvage scene, Smith
wanted him gone. When an arson plot failed,
three gunmen tried to finish the job and
managed to screw that up. “Smith would hire
the most expensive lawyers and the cheapest
crooks,” Sublett said. “The ineptitude at cer-
tain points is just stunning.”

While Smith’s guilt seemed screamingly
obvious, Earle was new on the job and was
facing not only a hardened criminal but
one with deep ties to the morally gray end
of local law enforcement and the ancillary
businesses that spring up around it. Smith
was also a very public figure and personal-
ly popular in certain circles. The ensuing
story is fantastic, an often wildly entertain-
ing look at Austin when it really was a bit of
an outlaw place.

Sublett took to the material like a duck
to the water of Town Lake. “I examined this
stuff through stories on the front page of

Here’s a true-crime story that’s every bit as compelling as your
favorite pulpy, fictional counterpart. Set here in Austin, primarily
back in the 1970s, it was a time when our fair city was still large-
ly a backwater, far less enlightened in terms of its criminal justice
system and rampant with official corruption. The blossoming
RONNIE EARLE, music scene was still a well-kept secret to the outside world.

Crime That Rocked the Capital. This new book, featuring adjacent

As someone who savors his precious reading
time and usually spends that time venturing into
weightier fare, it would be dishonest of me to say
| didn’t genuinely enjoy this slim volume of stoner
crime fluff. Using the alias Casper Nomad, the
author serves up a cavalcade of era-appropriate
escapades: an out-of-state acid-laced rock festival;
wild drug-'n’-booze-fueled lake parties; encounters
with the Mexican mafia and other shady dealers; close encounters with the law; and,
perhaps inevitably, a bust. Straight from the get-go, it seemed apparent that much of
what is presented here should be taken with a large grain of salt.

FRANK SMITH,

That’s not to say this is outright fantasy,
but rather that the passage of time may
have skewed the intricacies of reality,
while Nomad'’s flotation within a constant
smoky haze just might have affected
his original perceptions of how things
went down. There certainly seems to be
a penchant for exaggeration here but,
indeed, that tends to make the dubious
details all the more entertaining. In fact,
paging through the chapters, | constantly
flashed on Gilbert Shelton’s Austin-created
Fabulous Furry Freak Brothers under-
ground comics and how Nomad'’s episodic
vignettes are wistfully reminiscent of the
spirit evoked by Franklin, Phineas, and Fat
Freddy. While some of the episodes take
place in Houston and briefly in Florida, this
is, as the title suggests, an Austin-centric
book. That said, it's rather disappointing
that so little is offered up to the reader
to give a real feeling of what it was like
to live here back in the day. Sure, there’s
mention of Hemphill Park, the Congress

Avenue Bridge, and stashing cocaine in a
South Austin La Quinta. Yet what self-re-
specting pot dealer in the 1970s makes
absolutely no mention of the Armadillo
World Headquarters, a haven for pot
smokers and Austin’s premier countercul-
ture institution of that entire decade?

The author’'s sometimes subtle and
irreverent sense of humor and his displays
of empathy and kindness toward wayward
characters are refreshing. But the prolifer-
ation of misogynistic comments through-
out is indicative of a less-enlightened,
Seventies mentality and comes across as
clueless in this age of #MeToo. The book’s
final story tells how our antihero’s life is
saved by advice from a psychic’s dream.
It’s an apropos finale to this unabashed
guilty pleasure of a read.

villains, and a slew of supporting characters any self-respecting crime novelist would be proud to have created
on the page. At the end of the day, Sublett points out, it's a story that boils down to good vs. evil.

The antagonist here is the physically imposing,
sociopathic ex-felon Frank Smith, a millionaire
junkyard dealer and bail bondsman with deep
ties to the good ol’ boy network within the Travis
County judicial system. He eventually runs smack
into newly elected District Attorney Ronnie Earle,

a blast of fresh air whose outsider status, accep-
tance of social changes forged throughout the
1960s, and open-minded views of criminal justice
all run counter to the previous status quo. Caught
in the middle are Ike and Jane Rabb, decent, hard-
working folk whose family-run junkyard business
becomes the obsessive target of harassment,
arson, and attempted murder at the hands of
Smith and his accomplices.

Sublett earns kudos for fleshing out and human-
izing this fascinating cast of memorable characters,
most notably Smith himself, whose charming swag-
ger and affable personality are simply camouflage
for his dark, corrosive impulses. The author gives us

a good sense of a pre-ATX Austin, from the descrip-
tions of long ago shuttered businesses and eating
establishments to the astonishingly cozy and down-
right corrupt relationship Smith had with officials at
the courthouse. He makes a point of spotlighting
the truly progressive, transformative, and nationally
recognized accomplishments of Ronnie Earle during
his 30-plus years as Travis County D.A. There is
also a hardy appreciation for the tireless crime beat
reporting of Bill Cryer, who documented it all in

real time for the American-Statesman. For his part,
Sublett constructs the story with a sharp eye and

a hard-boiled flair. This stuff is his bread and but-
ter, and although hampered in his research by the
pandemic lockdown, he was still able to give us a
gripping account of this true Austin crime saga.

the Statesman,” he said. “It really took me
back to that period of time. It seems so for-
eign, just a different world, and the writing
was so vivid and so good. It’s old-school,
daily newspaper, investigative reporting.
The writing hooked me as much as the
crime and the sheer weirdness of it.”
Indeed. In a historical moment when
very few people fix their own cars, it’s wild
to remember that auto junkyards were a
vital part of a local economic ecosystem
both legit and otherwise, both a source
of spare parts and a place to wash money
and stolen cars. “You could base a criminal
empire on it,” Sublett said. “There really
was an edge-of-the-frontier aspect to a lot
of those businesses and this wasn’t all that

long ago. In the Sixties and Seventies,
ambulance and wrecker services used to get
in fist fights over claiming an accident.”

These days, the Austin of the 1970s is
remembered in the popular imagination
as the “cosmic cowboy” era. Last Gangster
reminds the reader that the Austin of 2022
(or even 2012 or 2002) bears a minimal
relationship to the Frank Smith era. “The
1970s ended up being this pivotal decade
in the city,” Sublett said. “All these amaz-
ing characters running around. You could
feel this change happening at the end
of the 1970s. When the Armadillo World
Headquarters closed, that was a big ‘wait,
that’s not right’ moment.”

Ultimately, Last Gangster is about what
all true-crime stories are about (hell, what
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Steal Your Heart Away

ROMANCE AND PETTY THEFT IN COMMUNITY KLEPTO
BY JASMINE LANE

If you've never stolen anything before, you may be under the miscon-

ception that stealing is hard — if not to do, per se, then to get away with.
We operate within a social panopticon, more so now (in the age of sur-
veillance capitalism) than perhaps at any other point in human history.
Whether organic or electronic, eyes and ears are everywhere, and if the

average true-crime documentary is to be believed, we humans are little
more than fleshy piles of soon-to-be-shed DNA evidence. And for the final

nail in the coffin, our species is fundamentally empathetic, even if daily
headlines sometimes suggest otherwise; generally speaking, we don’t actually like knowing our
actions have caused harm. Despite ourselves, we nevertheless feel a thread of connection.

For Ann Josephson, the protagonist of Kelly I.
Hitchcock’s Community Klepto, stealing is a hell
of a lot easier than tugging that thread.

First, a confession: | had a bit of a shoplift-
ing habit back in high school. Nothing serious
— | never got in trouble with the cops or even a
store manager, and the most expensive item |
ever took was a $40 fedora (don’'t @ me) from
Fred Meyer — but it was a pretty steady habit
for several years before | grew out of it, so in
some ways | was predestined to find Ann highly
relatable. Thankfully for those without a juicy
criminal past, Ann’s complicated, self-effacing
inner world provides multiple paths of entry. At
25, she’s a chronic shut-in, a socially anxious
millennial gym rat making ends meet through
the combination of sporadic freelance gigs and
her parents’ good will. It may not be a flattering
portrait, but readers will be hard-pressed not to
find a piece of themselves within it.

A hypercritical but ever-distant observer of
others, Ann’s self-doubt colors her view of every-
thing around her, bleeding over onto everyone
who crosses her path. It's a catch-22 that even
Ann recognizes: “Of course, it's hard for me
to have faith in the innate morality of anyone
else when I'm the one who’s watching them
leave their crap unprotected so | can take it
home with me. Anyone could just walk up and
take it, but | actually do.” Categorized by her
therapist as a “context-specific compulsive

most stories, period, are about): power. More
specifically, Sublett elaborated, “how power
moves up from the very bottom of society
up to the top. ... Frank started making con-
nections when he was in prison as a very
young man. He knew the Italian Mafia from
the junkyards scene in Waco. So he moves
from junkyards to the prison system to the
bail bond business, up into connections
with county law enforcement and [the] crim-
inal justice system. And he’s kind of blatant
about it, in a Donald Trump kind of way.”
The problem, as it often is, is finding
good help. “He had decades of experience
but when it came down to executing this

kleptomaniac,” Ann’s thieving is the whole of
her connection to the world around her, a coping
mechanism to fill the void where friends, family,
and relationships should be. The items she col-
lects in “Room 403” (a coy name for the space
she fills with stolen goods) are personal, a way
to manufacture intimacy between herself and
the strangers with whom she shares space at
the local community center gym. Real intimacy —
knowing others and letting them get to know her
— remains elusive, and Ann isn’t sure she wants
it anyway. What have other people ever done for
her, after all, besides leave their gym equipment
strewn about the gym’s stretching area?

And then she meets Joe.

Part rom-com, part psychological profile, part
redemption tale, Community Klepto is a swift read,
but don't let its digestibility fool you. Ann’s world
is one you can chew on again and again without
losing its flavor; if anything, repeat tastings — like
a fine wine or one of Willy Wonka'’s Everlasting
Gobstoppers — reveal brand-new flavors to savor.
The cherry on top of it all? Ann’s judgmental inner
monologue is absolutely hilarious. If you're in
search of laughs, heart, and an honest look at
the nonlinear path to selfimprovement, pick this
one up next time you're at BookPeople.

On the other side is Earle, whom the
writer grew to admire the more he learned
about him as a young man.

It's even
more confounding in a show that takes place largely in an often-
on-the-air radio studio, and detracts from a much-needed sense
of reality. And if a production’s going to use that gambit anyway,
because it's an established theatrical trope?

Kingsbury Blueberry Farm outside of Caldwell isn’t very big,
but the little orchard has some of the sweetest pick-your-own blue-

berries you’'ll find within two hours of Austin.

“The bluer the better,” Mandy Kingsbury advises berry pickers

before sending them to the field.

The scrumptious little orbs grow in clusters on the bushes, with
some berries ripening sooner than others. The harvesters must be
judicious in their selection because the purple berries can be tart

enough to turn your face inside out.

For many years the Kingsbury clan raised blackberries in the
field near their home. After about 10 years the bushes reached the
end of their productivity, and then a drought hit. The Kingsburys
decided to try blueberries. It turned out that the blueberries are

much more fickle about soil and water than the blackberries.

Retired from Texas A&M in College Station, Mandy lets her two
home-schooled daughters run the pick-your-own blueberry business.
Mary, 15, handles the money and visitor scheduling while Anya, 16,
focuses on the agricultural side.

“It's not a summer job,” Anya says. “It’s year-round. Spreading the
pine-needle mulch is really hard work.”

The Kingsburys have about 100 bushes of five varieties that ripen
at different times. They don’t use any chemicals and only use a little
commercial fertilizer.

The blueberry season usually runs from early June to late July.
This year’s crop is looking pretty good. Picked berries sell for $3.50
a pound with a minimum purchase of $10.

Because this is a small, family-run operation, pickers need to
make an appointment by calling 979/567-9138. The Kingsburys
don’t have picnic facilities at the farm and recommend visitors try
the restaurants or Davidson Creek Park in nearby Caldwell.

in Line for U.S.
Soccer’s Attendance
Controversy

As Q2 Stadium approaches its first birth-
day next week, it is set to do something this
week for the very first time: open its doors
to soccer fans on back-to-back nights. On
Friday, June 10, the U.S. men’s national team
takes on Grenada in the opening match of
the CONCACAF Nations League. The following
night, Austin FC and Mexican club Pachuca will
square off in a midseason exhibition match.

Not a bad soccer binge, if you (and your
wallet) can stomach it. At time of writing,
getting in the door for both matches costs a
total of $83.45 after fees. For comparison,
that’s right around the going rate to see
Austin FC take on FC Dallas in a significant
MLS clash on June 25.

Ticket prices, especially as they pertain
to the men’s national team, have been a
hot-button issue since the first of the month
when, after a 3-O win over Morocco in a
friendly in Cincinnati, U.S. star Christian
Pulisic vented about fan support in a post-
game interview with ESPN. “To be honest, for
whatever reason, I'm not super happy with
the amount of Americans here, however that
works out, if I'm being completely honest.”

The announced crowd came in at 19,512,
well below the TQL Stadium’s 26,000 capac-
ity, and a good portion of it was Morocco
fans. Immediately the conversation shifted to
U.S. Soccer’s ticket prices, which many fans
on social media condemned as prohibitive.
According to multiple reports, tickets for the
match started at $60, before fees, for a
friendly against a non-marquee opponent.

Interestingly, it seems that Austin fans,
despite having a smaller stadium and despite
the fact that the match is technically — and
| cannot stress that word enough — competi-
tive, are getting a discount by comparison.

As of midweek, several hundred tickets
remained available at the more palatable
price point of $40 before fees. That gets
you the opportunity to see, with your own
two eyes, the Stars and Stripes battle the
170th-best team in the world, according to
FIFA, in the opening match of a 4-year-old
competition created to make international
breaks mildly more entertaining.

But hey, it's the men’s national team! And
in a World Cup year, no less. Gregg Berhalter
has his A-team in town, or at least as close
to it as possible, given injuries. Is that alone
worth the price of a solid show at Stubb’s? It
gets even tougher when you consider A) how
much soccer fans in Austin already have to
shell out to see the Verde on a regular basis,
and B) that this will be the USMNT’s third
match at Q2 Stadium in less than a year.

Which is, by the way, a separate issue
entirely. In the blink of an eye, Austin has
vaulted to the top of U.S. Soccer’s list of
favorite cities to frequent, thanks to its excel-
lent practice facilities, warm weather, and
most importantly ... its sellout crowds. Could
that status be at risk if Friday’s match kicks
off with some clusters of empty seats in the
nosebleeds? What'’s clearer than ever now is
that the players notice these things, and it
matters to them. It’s going to take Cincinnati
quite a bit of time to recover from Pulisic’s
comments. Let that be a cautionary tale.

Preserving Austin’s status as a national
team stronghold is not a good reason to pony
up for a match that doesn’t interest you. But
for those who do go, that notion might help
ease the financial pain, if only slightly. ||

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Rock and Roll Survivors

The women of Bowie’s favorite rock band get back in the spotlight with music
documentary Fanny: The Right to ROCk BY MARJORIE BAUMGARTEN

Before girl rock bands became a thing, albeit
rare — before the Runaways and the Go-Go’s,
before the Indigo Girls and riot grrrls, before
Heart, Le Tigre, and Haim — there was Fanny.
This early Seventies band, anchored by sisters
June Millington on guitar and Jean Millington
on bass, put out five albums between 1970
and 1974 and had two songs hit the Top 40
during their career. Fanny opened for
bands such as Jethro Tull, Humble
Pie, and Chicago, and were extolled by
David Bowie in Rolling Stone as “one
of the finest fucking rock bands of
their time, in about 1973. They're as
important as anybody else who's ever
been, ever; it just wasn’t their time.”

Nearly 50 years later, as members of the band
reassembled to write, produce, and perform a
new album, Fanny Walked the Earth, Bobbi Jo
Hart filmed Fanny: The Right to Rock, a documen-
tary about these rock dinosaurs/survivors. The
movie serves as an eye-opening look into one
of the most important bands of whom too few
people have heard. It’s also an informative and

memory-buttressing study of a band whose mis-
fortune to never gain vast popular traction has
made them seem practically a faded delusion to
those of us who did actually hear and buy their
music during their heyday. “Revivify Fanny,” Bowie
went on to say in that Rolling Stone plug. Fanny:
The Right to Rock goes a long way toward resur-
recting the band’s memory.

The movie’s thesis is that Fanny
showed the way for generations of
women and endowed women with
the “right to rock.” In other words, to
not just be the eye candy, girl sing-
ers, and muses, but the artists who
compose their songs, master their
instruments, and live the rock & roll
lifestyle. Heavily punctuated with performance
clips, the film gives the kind of visual and aural
testimony that mere history books cannot. To
see and hear June shredding on lead guitar,
to listen to their socially relevant lyrics and
observe a group of women doing something that
few women of their time had ever done remains
inspirational. Musicians such as Bonnie Raitt,

John Sebastian, Todd Rundgren (who produced
one of their albums), Def Leppard’s Joe Elliott,
the Go-Go’s Kathy Valentine, the B-52s’ Kate
Pierson, and many others sing the band’s prais-
es throughout the film.

Observations and commentary from Fanny’s
various band members (who at various times
included, in addition to the Millington sisters,
drummers Brie Darling and Alice de Buhr; pia-
nist Nickey Barclay, who does not appear in
the film; and guitarist Patti Quatro) recall the
band’s formation and typical band travails (e.g.,
their biggest hit, “Butter Boy,” charted after the
band had already broken up). On top of that, the
Millingtons were Filipina Americans, who had to
contend with racism growing up in the U.S., in
addition to the “show us your tits” sexism of
their time touring. Now in their senior years, the
members of Fanny also have ageism to contend
with as they attempt a comeback. Even if it still
isn’t the band’s time (as Bowie might say), Fanny:
The Right to Rock is essential viewing for every
student of rock history, not to mention feminism.

JURASSIC WORLD DOMINION

History doesn’t repeat, but it often rhymes.
These words — so often attributed to Mark
Twain — might as well describe the current state
of the Hollywood blockbuster. Jurassic World
Dominion, the third and final film in the Jurassic
World franchise, promises a reunion between
new and old favorites in the Jurassic Park uni-
verse. And while our affection for actors like
Laura Dern and Sam Neill has not waned in the
least, this latest film proves that a good rhyme
does not a work of art make.

Years after the destruction of Isla Nublar,
Owen Grady (Pratt) and Claire Dearing (Howard)
are living their uniquely sexless relationship
in the middle of the American Midwest. When
their clone daughter — two words that will make
more sense if you rewatch Jurassic World: Fallen
Kingdom - is kidnapped and a resurrected
breed of locusts threatens world crops, the two
must break into a high-tech nature preserve run
by an eccentric billionaire. But this time, they
are not alone — Ellie Sattler (Dern), lan Malcolm
(Goldblum), and Alan Grant (Neill) are on their
own prowl for answers, with the fate of mankind
hanging in the balance.

For a franchise that has spent the past few
years hinting at an open-world adventure where
man and dinosaurs coexist, Jurassic World
Dominion sure looks a lot like another movie
about a theme park. On paper, this is not nec-
essarily an issue — we're a dumb species and
bringing back dinosaurs primarily as a fast-track
to Fortune 500 status seems like the extent of
our collective imagination — but the familiarity of
the setting puts some serious blinders on the
narrative. Most of the film is spent maneuvering
the two casts to the dinosaur reserve; from
there, the entire movie plays out sort of like the
fence-hopping scene from Shaun of the Dead.

These reunions may satisfy the nostalgic, but
they fail to find a new relevance for the Jurassic
World movies all these years later. Love it or
hate it, Fallen Kingdom gave us a third-act crea-
ture feature that felt unlike anything previously
seen within the confines of the park. Here,
though, the set-pieces are obvious retreads. A
tense exploration of a server room to restore
power to the park? A million shots of Chris Pratt
holding up a single hand? Those who want only
the familiar from their dinosaur movies may be
happy, but it’s easy to wonder what happened to
the boundary-pushing pseudoscience that once
made Michael Crichton a national bestseller.

There’s an emptiness to Jurassic World
Dominion that is made evident by the recent
success of Top Gun: Maverick, another legacy
sequel that used its narrative callbacks as an
excuse for self-examination. In that film, Tom
Cruise and company use familiar moments to
call attention to how our relationship to the
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original film has evolved. But for as much as
Trevorrow wants to remind us of the original
Jurassic Park, this film makes it all too clear
that he has absolutely nothing of substance to
say. Three movies later, and the Jurassic World
franchise has failed to find modern meaning in
the fears of the original.

In the end, Dominion brings back likable char-
acters and has the good grace to move at a fast
clip. It is a testament to how low the bar has
gotten that those two elements feel like enough
to make it a passable summer movie. Let us
end, then, by praising Campbell Scott for his por-
trayal of Lewis Dodgson, played to stammering
perfection as every hapless startup CEO getting
high on their own supply. This is a lesson for all
the venerable character actors out there: When
you take a swing in a movie otherwise devoid of
creative decisions, you're bound to stand out.

You can keep your Marvel Cinematic
Universe; sign me up for a lifetime member-
ship in the Lokeshverse! Tamil-language film
director Lokesh Kanagaraj has returned with
his sophomore feature, Vikram, a gritty action
spectacle populated by a murderers’ row of
the biggest talents in South India. Toplined by
50-year cinema veteran and superstar Kamal
Haasan, Vikram serves as a spiritual successor
to Haasan’s 1986 film of the same name while
also building on Kanagaraj's debut feature from
2019, the propulsive Assault on Precinct 13 riff
Kaithi. Undercover agents, sadistic drug lords,
enough twists and turns to build a labyrinth, and

a whole lot of really big guns turn Vikram into a
crowd-pleaser for Tamil film fans and not a bad
entry point for international action lovers.
There’s a serial killer on the loose in Chennai.
A band of masked villains are killing people on
tape and sending the videos to the cops. Amar
(Faasil) is a black ops agent with a team who is
brought in by police big shot Jose (Jose, Jallikattu)
and tasked with finding the serial killer and stop-
ping him. Among the victims is Karnan (Haasan),
a milquetoast nobody that doesn't fit the M.O.
of the other bodies, which immediately puts
Amar on his trail. Find the connection to Karnan:
Find the killer. Between Amar and the truth is
Santhanam (Sethupathi), a vicious local drug lord
with a sweet tooth for unrefined cocaine and a
huge family that he’ll do anything to protect.
Haasan is definitely the lead here, a film
legend in five Indian languages with a history
going back six decades, but Kanagaraj backs
him up with incredible actors in every role. All

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IVETE LUCAS AND PATRICK BRESNAN EXPLORE THE VULNERABILITY OF A
NUDIST RESORT IN TRIBECA SELECTION NAKED GARDENS BY JOSH KUPECKI

When Austin-based filmmakers Ivete Lucas
and Patrick Bresnan embarked on their latest
project - documenting a season at a Florida nud-
ist resort - they were aware that in order to make
the film they wanted, they had to adopt the local
dress code. “There’s no way you can show up with
a camera and your clothes on and make a film,”
Lucas said. “I remember looking at Patrick at one
point during shooting and being like, ‘Well, it’s
time to take our clothes off.”

The film they shot au naturel, Naked Gardens,
receives its world premiere in the documentary
competition at this year’s Tribeca Film Festival
in New York (one of three Austin-linked films
scheduled, alongside experimental relationship
drama Three Headed Beast and the latest from
Andrew Buijalski, There There). Naked Gardens
follows a handful of residents, led by owner and
operator Morley, of the Sunsport Gardens Family
Naturist Resort as they prepare for their annual
Mid-Winter Naturist Festival, attempt to maintain
affordability as the cost of living increases, and
continue to rebel against the norms of society. It is
partly inspired by the photography of Diane Arbus,
whose own au naturel journeys into the dingy,
run-down nudist resorts of Sixties New Jersey and
Pennsylvania are well known. Lucas and Bresnan
incorporated their own method of direct cinema,
spending six months embedded in Loxahatchee
conducting research and shooting. “When we
were active at the resort,” Bresnan said, “we were
spending just as much time getting to know people
as we were filming. That balance was key to being
able to make the film.” It’s a balance, an authentici-
ty, that is often hard to achieve in documentaries.

As Lucas explained, “There’s two stereotypes:
There’s the helicopter style, where you come in
and out and engage just enough, and then there’s
the fly-on-the-wall style, where you're there but
you don’t engage at all. We're neither. We wanted
to fully experience the community and people

off-camera, so we could be present in moments
where there was some revelation.”

This engagement is key to understanding the
work of the filmmakers. Through two features
and a half-dozen shorts, Lucas and Bresnan have
created a body of work that depicts the outliers,
the people on the margins of society who, as Lucas
said, “don’t feel like they belong or are not taken
into account in our consciousness of who we are in
our culture.” Take “Happiness Is a Journey,” a short
they made in 2019. That film follows Bear Lopez,

a 60-year-old East Austin resident, as he delivers
newspapers on the night of Christmas Eve. It’s an
elegy for a dying industry, and a record of a neigh-
borhood on the verge of extinction. The community
of Naked Gardens faces similar struggles of survival
in a world that increasingly has no need for them.
The film raises questions of where people can go
who are being pushed away, and at the same time
captures a small slice of paradise. It’s generous and
compassionate, and very bittersweet.

While the duo is preparing for their Tribeca
premiere, they’re also preparing, unfortunately, to
relocate to North Carolina, as the Clarksville prop-
erty they’ve lived on for a decade is about to be
sold. It’s an irony not lost on the filmmakers, and
the realization that Austin has become unrecog-
nizable to them, and a place where they are
unable to sustain their lifestyle, is a common one.
“Capitalism only values things that make money,
50 you don’t have a space for humanity,” Lucas
said. “It comes up in all of our movies: People find
less and less space to do things that matter for
each other. So that is, at the end of the day, what
we’re fighting to continue to make films about. So
that maybe someday we can find the space to do
these things and not feel like the ground is being
pulled out from underneath our feet all the time.”

of the performers named in the above synopsis
are strong enough to headline their own films,
with Sethupathi as the thinking man’s hero and
Malayalam-language imports Jose and Faasil
leaders in their own industry. Putting them all in
one film is like a dream, and every single one of
them Kills it.

Vikram is, by design, an out-and-out action
film, and in that regard, it's a sterling success.
The action choreography is impressive, even
making us believe that the 67-year-old Haasan
can manhandle goons a third of his age with
ease. From time to time Kanagaraj gets a little
cute with the physics, but the action is so bois-
terously violent that it's easy to look past minor
indiscretions. All of this action is captured beau-
tifully by cinematographer Girish Gangadharan,
whose camera work on India’s 2020 Oscar sub-
mission, Jallikattu, was absolutely stunning, and
though Vikram is a lot less chaotic than that film,
when he turns on the gas it’s a thing of beauty.

Even though Vikram is an extension of the
universe of Kaithi, it's not necessary to see the
latter to enjoy the former. With enough down-
and-dirty action to sate even the most hardened
junkie, a killer look, an incredible booming
background score from Anirudh Ravichander,
and some very fun surprises throughout, Vikram
is definitely among the year’s best Tamil films.
Oh, did | mention the really big guns? Because
| loved the really big guns. Why is it called
Vikram? You’'ll see, and you’ll love it.

A Taste of Home:
Connection and Knafeh

A journey through Austin’s knafeh offerings with my
Arab father By vyasmin piALLO TURK

My father was born in Jerusalem in 1938
and came to the United States as a teenager.
Now more than 70 years after his arrival in
America, he still has a passion for the nostal-
gic Mediterranean flavors of his childhood.

At 84 years old, he has decided that the
time is right for eating dessert first. One of his
all-time favorites is knafeh (sometimes writ-
ten as “kanafa” or “kunafee”), a rich dessert
commonly made with shredded filo dough
layered with cheeses (or other fillings) and
then soaked in a simple syrup. Depending on
regional preferences, it can be bright orange,
topped with crushed pistachios, and contain a
dash of orange blossom water.

My dad loves knafeh so much that one
of my favorite childhood memories with
him is the time he made the effort to spend
an afternoon teaching me to make it in our
home kitchen when I was 11. At that time
it was very uncommon to find prepared filo
dough and it felt like such a rare treat. In
some places outside of the Middle East it
can still be difficult to find. Even today in
the international Facebook group Mama’s
Palestinian Kitchen, members in many

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locations post asking what they can use as
a substitute for the dough when it is not
available in their area.

In Austin, however, there are plenty of
places to find shredded filo dough and at
least four places to find freshly prepared
knafeh. With my father staying in our mul-
tigenerational home for part of the year, I
could not think of a better way to spend one-
on-one time connecting with him than enjoy-
ing knafeh at each of the spots in Austin.
Food has a special way of bringing out the
storyteller in my father, and I am here for it.

Our first stop on this tour of knafeh was
a place I had been wanting to try since it
opened in early March of this year, Baklava
House (10205 N. Lamar #135, baklava-house.
com). The only Arabic sweets shop in Austin,
Baklava House is a nod to traditional Middle
Eastern shops that offer a variety of sweets,
some I had never tried even during the
extended time I spent living in my father’s
homeland. Located in a North Lamar strip
mall, Baklava House brims with multiple
types of baklava, sesame cookies, and a
melt-in-your-mouth semolina butter cookie
called ghoraibah sold both by the pound
and in prepackaged gift trays. As soon as we
walked through the doors of Baklava House,
owner Mohammed Tabbaa made us feel wel-
come. We were not in the shop five minutes
before he handed us samples. The hospital-
ity was undeniable, which is essential to my
father before he tastes anything.

There are two primary types of knafeh:
smooth (naa’'meh) and coarse (khishneh).
The knafeh at Baklava House is made to
order; during our visit we tried the smooth
variety. Tabbaa says that they make less com-
mon varieties of knafeh including Nutella,
cream, and ice cream fillings. Tabbaa opened
his cafe and bakery because Austin did not
have a Middle Eastern sweets shop. About
knafeh he said, “I had to have knafeh on the
menu because it is one of the most famous
and delicious sweets in the world.”

My dad’s take: “Baklava House has the
kind of atmosphere where the beautiful
variety of desserts and hospitality make the

knafeh taste its best. The knafeh had a good
pull to the melted cheese when the fork lift-
ed it. The taste was familiar and traditional
and the amount of pistachios was generous.”

After acouple of days of rest following our
visit to Baklava House, we headed to one of
my favorite spots for Middle Eastern food:
Almarah Mediterranean Cuisine (12129
RR 620 N. #450, almarahgrill.com). This
restaurant is cherished among Austin’s
Arab community. It offers sit-down din-
ing and its menu offers three different
types of knafeh: traditional orange-colored
coarse knafeh topped with crushed pista-
chios, cream-filled coarse knafeh, and a
smooth type called Nabulsiya in reference
to the city of Nablus, which is renowned
for this dessert.

We ordered all three varieties, along with
Turkish coffee to go with them. I drink
my Turkish coffee unsweetened when I
am having dessert, but my dad is a strong
believer that sweet coffee goes best with
sweet desserts. His smile when he saw
three plates of knafeh before him was price-

less. He took the tasting seriously and one
by one gave each serving its own time.

My dad’s take: “The cream-filled knafeh
was just the right amount of sweet. The tex-
ture of the coarse shredded filo dough had
the right amount of crunch. Overall, this
was a winning knafeh. The traditional and
Nabulsiya knafeh had the stretchy cheese
that is the telltale sign of good knafeh, but
had a little more syrup than some may pre-
fer. Would definitely have all three again.”

Next we visited a Palestinian restaurant
and bakery called Peace Bakery & Deli
(11220 N. Lamar, peacebakerydeliaustin.
com), which makes fresh pita, sweets, salad,
dips, lots of vegetarian offerings, and sha-
warma daily. This place, run by owner Nuha
Hammad and her family, is the type that
can feel like home not only for the flavors
but also for the customer service. They are
always ready to help me decide what to
taste on any given day. On a recent visit,
when choosing from among many delicious
baked goods, the proprietor’s son advised
me that his mother had just baked a fresh

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tray of a semolina-and-almond cake called
basbousa and I should not pass it up. Those
are exactly the kind of tips that make the
difference in my experience.

Peace Bakery makes two kinds of knafeh:
cheese-filled and custard-filled. On the day
of our visit, this restaurant had a large tray
of traditional knafeh ready-made alongside
their daily offerings of food and baked
goods. Mrs. Hammad
says about her knafeh, “It

The punk fourpiece has come to annihilate the barrage of dick-swinging
hard rockers with their biting riot grrrl venom as a self-proclaimed “boy
band with tits.” The vigorous intensity these young thrashers bring to their
notoriously wild live shows hearkens back to the heavy riffs and relent-
less shouts of Nineties femme rock legends Hole, Bikini Kill, Bratmobile,
and Sleater-Kinney. The Austin-born hellions spawned in the same sludge
cesspools as contemporary punk groups Destroy Boys, Homewrecker &
the Bedwetters, and Amyl & the Sniffers (with whom they shared an April
lineup). Don’t get it twisted — just because they're all chicks doesn’t mean
they’re just some “girl band,” instead denoting themselves a band that
plays from their dicks ... while happening to be girls. Fiery redhead singer
“The Boogeyman” emits feral screams and deep growls to fan the flames
of Chloe Andrews’ erratic drumming. A July residency at Hotel Vegas
promises even more easy action from the heavy-hitter-die-spitters, who'll
spread the good word on Sundays through Ava Schrobilgen’s distorted
Stratocaster baptisms and bassline crucifixions by Kate Halter.

The onstage antics of
the four motley libertines of Sad Cell — a cheeky abbreviation
of “sad celebration” — give post-punk a scathing attitude and
brazen animosity to social norms. The raw melancholy of their
2021 album Cell evokes elements of Eighties goth rock albums
with the post-punk overtones of Joy Division or, modernly, the
Drums. Guitarist Derek Ivy and bassist Dylan Johnson moan
existential about spiraling relationships in “Dead Halt” and
hazy futures in “Constraints.”

Ripped full-throttle from the forehead of distortion messiah Dan Mabray, Homemade Bangs serves
as a testament to reverb-drenched hooligantics. Birthed in the confines of a cluttered co-op, the
trio’s experimental post-punk sound is hallmarked by droning vocals, laced with life’s uncertainty, that
encapsulate the pure, unabridged feeling of being young. Last winter's sophomore album Love Letters
plays out like a coming-of-age score that laments the burden of navigating a landmine-riddled heart. Still,
a reverence to this doomed generation comes through. Bassist Chloe Gonzales and drummer Derek vy
round out the angst in their DIY serenades of smothered passion. It's a record that evokes the feelings
of sharing a beer with friends and nervously bumming a cigarette from your crush at the house show.
Through a discography that flirts with punchy cadences and bouncy guitar rhythms befitting the Cramps
and the Damned, this group is the quintessential time capsule of today’s West Campus.

In a similar vein to Jean-Michel Basquiat and Frank Zappa, self-
described “naturally anxious” experimental musician Clarence James
has the pure intention to make “crazy shit” through his brain melting
productions. With inspirations ranging from John Coltrane to Kendrick
Lamar to Brittany Howard, the transfusion of jazz and R&B elements
into his songs permeate the psychedelic drip of “I'm Melting” and
mellow croons drifting through “Cloud.” The introverted artist has
embraced an evolving neo-psychedelia tone with falsetto singing while
honoring hip-hop roots to expand his primarily indie classification. All
to mitigate the “background noise in [his] head,” James has been
increasingly welcoming ambience and experimentalism into his striking
musical expression, whether it be a recording of unbridaled screams or
an apocalyptic barrage of low blaring horns.

Shooks sounds like chrome looks: sleek, polished,
and stylish. Propelled by frontman Marlon Sexton, they’'ve
reinvigorated 2010s synth-driven anthems through
compelling hooks, layered vocals, and an onstage electric
charge that’s downright cosmopolitan. These cats have
embraced atmospheric reverberation for an interstellar
sound that’s similar to the productions of John Maus
and Mini Mansions. Sporting sunglasses during their
sets and moving with Jagger-esque sways, style and
substance make sweet love in their live shows and
honeymoon throughout their 2021 album Pet. Keyboardist
Matt Erlandson and bassist Gabe Poliakoff crank out
high-voltage, syncopated rhythms, while guitarist Deven
lvy and drummer “Muddy” round out the collective with
jolting progressions. With new single “O2” previewing
Shooks’ upcoming album, a Sunday residency at C-Boy’s
throughout June offers a chance to hear new music by
these silver-plated renegades.

The genesis of Font is nothing short of enigmatic. Sparse social
media posts and a notable absence from major streaming services
generate intrigue for the elusive and rarely performing fivepiece.
Their music is less opaque: relentless post-punk with New Wave
keyboards and arty, personality-driven singing. In a gleaming salute
to Bauhaus and Echo & the Bunnymen, singer Thom Waddill’s vocal
flux ranges from vibrato trills to commanding shouts atop a defiant
tempo propelled by guitarist Anthony Laurence’s eccentric sampler
use and Roman Parnell’s punching bass. Jack Owens’ drumming
bolsters the beat poetry rhythm in “I hate looking at engines,” while
the auxiliary percussion and noise overlays of Logan Wagner brings
each melody to a fever pitch. Font believes that “the medium is
the message,” where their music can give meaning to things they
wouldn’t otherwise be able to express, culminating in this radical act
being a favorite amongst other musicians in the underground scene.

SARAH AND THE SUNDAYS © 2021

CHANGED THE SOUND OF

“Is it true there’s a biography coming out
on you and your career?”

The rather straightforward question was
posed to guitarist/composer/bandleader Bill
Frisell during a phone interview late last year
in anticipation of his then forthcoming Austin
appearance in January, where he and his trio
would be providing the live musical soundtrack
for filmmaker Bill Morrison’s documentary
The Great Flood. Knowing full well Frisell's
modesty and self-deprecating reticence, his
response was not at all surprising.

“Wow, oh man, | don’t know how that
happened, but it is. Yeah, my friend Philip
Watson, quite a few years ago, he said he
wanted to write a book and | said, ‘I don’t
know what you'd want to talk about but go
on ahead. So it actually happened.”

Indeed, the Irish-based journalist/author
Philip Watson found plenty to talk about in
the 500-plus pages of his terrifically engross-
ing biography that covers the life, music, and
philosophy of Bill Frisell, the highly acclaimed,
Grammy-winning, and dearly beloved artist who
we've been so fortunate to see here in Austin
on a regular basis for the past 30 years.

And if you've seen Frisell play here, either
solo, with one of his many bands, or as a
sideman with the likes of saxophonist Charles
Lloyd or drummer Andrew Cyrille, then you
probably understand what an utterly unique
talent he possesses.

As the book’s title would imply, actual
dreams play an important part of Frisell’'s
story; in fact, the book opens with a descrip-
tion of a dream that would profoundly influ-
ence his whole outlook on making music.
In it, every piece of music he’s ever heard
or imagined is playing simultaneously, yet
coalescing into “the most harmonious, beau-
tiful and perfect music.” And while this dream
may symbolize an artist’s idealistic quest
for perfection it has also proved to embody
Frisell’s evolving from a guitarist initially asso-
ciated exclusively with the jazz world into an
artist adept at blending a plethora of influ-
ences — rock, blues, Americana, bluegrass,
world music, modern classical, and jazz —
into a totally new and singular sound.

Perhaps Bon Iver’s Justin Vernon provides
the most insightful description of Frisell’'s
contribution: “It's like he somehow developed
both a new and an old approach to playing
guitar. It was never about appearing so differ-
ent from everybody that came before. It was
like he took everything before him, spread it
all out, mixed it up, and moved it on.”

Watson employs a three-pronged
approach to telling Frisell’s story. The foun-
dation is a standard, linear, factual examina-
tion of his life and accomplishments: a post-
war, middle-class upbringing in Denver where
he played clarinet throughout school, a
switch to guitar and years of paying dues,
an immersion into NYC’s heady “downtown
scene” of the Eighties amongst the likes of
John Zorn and Paul Motian, his meteoric rise
in the music world, his subsequent success
as an internationally renowned artist, and
discussions of his roughly 40 albums.

Every so often the author interjects a
chapter about Frisell personally. One, for
instance, examines his reserve and sweet
nature as it affects his music and fellow
musicians. Another chapter delves into the
whole concept of whether or not Frisell is
truly a jazz guitarist despite his venturing
into so many other genres. Hint: “... no
matter what anyone calls it ... | approach
my music from a jazz sensibility.”

To spice up the narrative there are also
near a dozen short chapters interspersed
where artists — including the likes of produc-
er Hal Willner, the aforementioned Vernon,
filmmaker Gus Van Sant, and Paul Simon —
listen to and comment upon a specific
Frisell album, sharing their personal experi-
ences with the guitarist along the way.

Quite simply, this book is a sumptuous
feast for Frisell's many fans and perhaps an
enticement for those who have yet to sip
the Kool-Aid. - Jay Trachtenberg

would be out of town a lot. She said she wasn’t concerned because
although she would have to travel a lot initially, once she was familiar
with her clients she would have to travel less. Fast-forward six months
and my husband and I have officially become full-time cat sitters to
her three' housecats. I would say that roughly lthree weeks out of every “ "
month either me or my husband have to drive to her apartment in cAT SITTER

South Austin to let her cats out and feed them twice a day. I told my

husband that it is crazy that we are working so his sister can get paid.

He said he would talk to her about it once things settle down, but that was two months ago. After another
annoying drive to South Austin yesterday I told him from now on his sister’s cats are his problem. He
has been sulking ever since. Am I being unreasonable? I don’t even like cats. — Former Cat Sitter

I usually counsel compassion and tolerance when it comes to cat people because there is a rela-
tively high-percentage chance they are infected with Toxoplasma gondii, which has been linked to a
wide variety of neurological disorders, including schizophrenia and psychotic episodes. Now, I know
it may sound like I am saying cat people are fucking crazy, but I am not. I am saying scientists are
saying a very high percentage of cat people have a parasite that might make them crazy, so maybe
don’t poke that bear, because you never know.

Probably should have checked in with my dad about that before he departed for the rainbow
bridge himself. Regrets are the spice of life. Otherwise, why would anybody even get tattoos?

So, yeah. I think you’re being totally reasonable despite your husband’s obvious neurological disor-
der ... or love for his sister ... whatever you want to call it. It’s truly wonderful that your sinister-in-law
has found gainful employment but not if it is going to be at you and your husband’s expense. Bottom
line: She needs to hire a cat sitter.
