Ben Leffler has clearly run the
best campaign in this race; he’s a native,
working-class Central Austinite with the
most experience within City Hall and the
best approach to dealing with Austin’s
housing crisis. While Guerrero has yet to
find her rhythm as a politician, she’s defi-
nitely done the homework, with decades of
volunteer service on city and community
boards and committees, and would walk
into City Hall with all that knowledge and a
powerful coalition already behind her.

Subsidizing
income-restricted housing at this $350 mil-
lion level is just something we must do.

Your Rights at the Polls

WHAT TO KNOW ABOUT THE VOTING
EXPERIENCE YOU'REENTITLED TO

If the polls close while you’re in line, you can still
vote. Stay in line.

If your name is not on the list of registered
voters, you are still entitled to a provisional ballot.
Election officials will determine later if you are
qualified and registered to vote.

If you are confused, you are entitled to written
instructions or to ask a polling place officer or worker
about how to cast a ballot (but not who to vote for).

If you make a mistake on your ballot, you can
have a new one (and a second one, but after three
ballots you're done).

If the machines are down at your polling place,
you should get a paper ballot.

If you have trouble speaking or reading English,
you may bring an interpreter of your choice (anyone
except an employer, an agent of your employer, or
an agent or officer of your union).

If you have one of the seven forms of accepted
photo ID, you don’t need to show another form of ID.
You can even vote with an expired or out-of-state ID
after signing a Reasonable Impediment Declaration.
If a poll watcher is watching or recording you fill
out your ballot, they’re messing up. Your ballot
should be secret.

Who can help? If you experience voter intimidation

or have any concern about a violation of your rights,
talk to election officers or poll workers at your loca-
tion. You can also call the Texas secretary of state’s
helpline at 800/252-VOTE (8683) to reach state
attorneys who will answer questions and assist; the
Texas Democratic Party Voter Protection team at
844/TX-VOTES (898-6837); or the national Election
Protection Hotline at 866/0OUR-VOTE (687-8683)
or, for Spanish, 888/VE-Y-VOTA (839-8682).

Reading the Palm District

A new plan-of-plans puts the spotlight on Downtown’s hard, rough eastern edges

I have run out of things to say about the
2022 elections: Anyone who can vote this
year but doesn’t deserves a spanking. So
let’s talk about city stuff! Remember the
Palm District? It first emerged as a
City Hall concept in the Before
Times of 2019, amid disputes
over the future of the historic
Palm School at I-35 and East
Cesar Chavez, which is owned
by Travis County. (The “Palm”
name that graces the former
school, and the adjacent park,
and a current AISD campus near
McKinney Falls, refers not to a tree but
to a Swedish nobleman; many of his

compatriots settled in and near the new

Palm District back in the 19th century,
including the neighborhood of Swede Hill
where I live and where, at Oakwood
Cemetery, Sir Svante Palm is buried.) The
district was a way for City Hall, by
which I mean Kathie Tovo, to
make sense of the ambitious
plans and projects to transform,
in various ways, the eastern
edge of Downtown, which even
after floods of boom dollars can
still be a bit hard and rough.
Those would include a new and
different Austin Convention
Center, the full flowering of the Waterloo
Greenway, an ever-livelier Red River
Cultural District and an ever-taller Rainey

Street, and at its north end the Innovation
District around the former Brackenridge
Hospital campus and anchored by the
growing UT Dell Medical School. There
are also more uncertain forces in the area:
the city’s beleaguered emergency shelters
for the unhoused; its unbeloved but also
un-redevelopable police headquarters,
where more than a dozen people were
maimed by the cops during 2020 protests;
the fast-fraying cultural fabric of the
Mexican American community that for 80
years sent its kids to Palm School; and the
disruption to come from the rebuilding of
1-35, no matter how that’s designed.

LET’S PLAN BEFORE WE ACT

For additional context, back in 2019
Mayor Steve Adler was still working
through his “Downtown puzzle” concept
that aimed to direct money from hotels
toward homelessness, then-County Judge
Sarah Eckhardt was ready to sell Palm
School (whose historic structure is protect-
ed by deed restrictions) to the highest
bidder and reinvest the proceeds in the
district (and using hotel bed tax funds to
upgrade the Expo Center in far East
Austin), and community champion and
former school trustee Paul Saldana was
lobbying Tovo and City Hall hard to make
Palm School an anchor of a Chicano cul-
tural district that would stretch down to
the Emma S. Barrientos Mexican American
Cultural Center on Rainey and then east
along the lake. Eventually, Council settled
on calling for a plan for the Palm District
that reflected all these considerations,
which got delayed by COVID et al. but is
now complete and ready for consideration
by the Planning Commission on Nov. 8 and
Council on Dec. 1, at last report.

The plan produced, led by the city’s
Housing and Planning Department and a
consulting team led by Asakura Robinson,
one of Austin’s higher-quality urban
design shops, reflects back to the various
committed community stakeholders what
they wanted to see more of in the area. It
manages to do this without raising much
sand about the goals and priorities of
individual players whose existing visions
need to be accommodated in the new
district, which is an interesting outcome

considering that the beginning of this
planning process was fraught with
lamentations about the gentrification and
displacement and erasure and inequity
and injustice suffered, most of all, by the
Mexican American community.

BUT LET’S ACT BEFORE WE DIE

That grieving is real, but those things
did not just happen due to unstoppable
natural forces. From the first settlers who
ran off the Tonkawa people, someone, usu-
ally someone white, decided that the
everyday lives of the mostly nonwhite
people (Chicano and Black but also
Chinese and Lebanese) along East Avenue
and Waller Creek did not represent the
highest and best use of those properties,
over and over. Often, what was deemed
more useful to Austin at large was an
undesirable land use, from the early
slaughterhouse district along the creek, to
the hospital campus that was built after 13
acres of neighborhood was destroyed
through “urban removal,’ to the Salvation
Army men’s shelter and the Austin
Resource Center for the Homeless in our
own day. And, of course, the highway.

In our day, this corridor that fronts the
central core of the Most Interesting City in
the World is way too expensive for unpleas-
ant land uses like a big highway, which
means it’s also too expensive for most
working-class people of color. With its
vision built on the four pillars of “inclu-
sive growth, culture, connections, and
nature,” we’ll see how much influence this
Palm District Plan has on what the powers
that be in Austin today plan to do. | |

Public Land for Public Good, v.2

Has Austin lost its groove? A surprising answetr.

Council Member Kathie Tovo's already-
much-delayed resolution, aimed at creating a
framework to harness the city’s real estate
portfolio for the public good (see “Public Not-
ice: Public Land for Public Good?” News, Oct.
28), was delayed at last Thursday’s meeting
so it could be discussed at Tuesday’s council
work session. And while city staff and the
mayor expressed willingness to keep working
with Tovo and her co-sponsors on the
measure, it received puzzling pushback from
a few Council colleagues.

One notable head-scratcher was CM Chito
Vela’s reluctance concerning provisions to
ensure that construction projects on city-owned
lands comply with the Better Builder
Certification Program, OSHA-10 training, and
workers’ compensation. In fact, the city
already requires this on many con-
struction projects, and the Workers
Defense Project, where Vela for-
merly served as board chair, sup-
ports the resolution.

Equally puzzling was CM Leslie
Pool’s pushback on a provision to
set an aspirational goal of 85%
affordable housing on city-owned land —
despite the fact that this is merely a goal, not
a mandate, and that the city manager would
have the flexibility to choose a lesser number
with analysis and justification (the resolution
offers flexibility at every turn as long as the
city manager can justify it). Pool later
appeared to be trying to scuttle the whole
resolution preemptively, saying she thought
the dais was already settled against it.

In response, co-sponsor Ann Kitchen
cited the importance of the policy issues the
resolution addresses, stating she was unwill-
ing to declare it dead. Co-sponsor Alison
Alter also noted that the problems resulting
from the current inconsistent process will
keep coming back, and that the intent of the
resolution is to save time and money in the
future through a clearer framework for deals
involving city-owned land, summing up, “We
have a responsibility to do better.”

For its part, city staff appears to be slow-
walking this baby, likely hoping it will go away
once Tovo and Kitchen are off the dais in
January. Which makes sense: Most of us
would rather do our jobs without any pesky
outsiders (like our elected representatives)
getting in the mix. But the pushback from
Council members on issues they’ve previously
championed is harder to fathom, especially
for established priorities like affordable
housing, workers’ rights, and living wages.

Anyway, it’s back on this Thursday’s Coun-
cil agenda, this time as Item 84. Stay tuned.

Low turnout, the fight for voting rights, and more

Voting rights are still under threat in Texas,
with the Texas Legislature creating brand-new

barriers to the democratic process. But it
was hardly more than 100 years ago that
suffragists were rallying at Wooldridge
Square for women’s right to vote. On Friday,
Oct. 28, the city unveiled a new historical

marker at that park once marred by heaps of

city garbage — that monument is one of a
couple hundred roadside markers like it
across the country to elevate little-known
stories of the struggle for equality.

“In many ways, we are still suffragettes,”
said state Rep. Gina Hinojosa,
D-Austin, at the event. “We're still
fighting for representation,
fighting for the vote. And we
still believe that we win when
women participate, and we
win when women lead in the
political process, and vote
our numbers.”

Here in Travis County,
women’s democratic involvement
included taking local office in 1912
— six years before Texas became the
ninth state to ratify the 19th. Now women
make up three of five county commissioners
and eight of 10 Council members. “It’'s not
just that we have the vote,” Mayor Pro Tem
Alison Alter said at the National Votes for
Women Trail marker unveiling. “We have the
ability to make policy and to legislate and to
make a real difference and | think we are
seeing the impact of all of these women in
power throughout our community. I'm really
grateful to the women who came before me,

the women on whose shoulders
| stand — the women on whose shoulders we
all stand — but today in the midst of an
election, and if we want to honor the women
who stood in that square, the women who
fought for our right to vote, we need to vote.”

The marker demonstrates the work of four
suffragettes and the protesters that marched
there. Speaker and former Parks and Rec
employee Gloria Mata Pennington noted
the efforts of Black suffragettes in
Wooldridge Square, who marched for their
right to vote behind state representatives

they were told they could not join

during the inauguration of
Woodrow Wilson.

As of Tuesday, Travis County
had 197,499 votes cast, a

days into week two, the
county’s numbers are still
lower than week one of early
voting alone in 2018, when
the county also had fewer reg-
istered voters. (Week one in
2018 saw 216,112 votes cast,

which was 27% turnout then. Week one
this year saw only 18% turnout.) Senate
Bill 1, which passed last September, includ-
ed legislation limiting how and when bal-
lots are cast. That primary showed more
than 12,000 absentee ballot applications
rejected and 24,000 mail ballots thrown
out. The Brennan Center for Justice
reported that Asian voters saw 19% of mail
ballots rejected, Black voters 16.6%, and
Latino voters 16.1%, compared to their

white counterparts at 12%. “So many of
the challenges, very brutal challenges, that
suffragettes faced are not dissimilar from
the violence and the intimidation and the
hate that is being raised today concerning
many that participate in the democratic pro-
cess,” U.S. Rep. Lloyd Doggett, D-Austin,
told the Chronicle. “I’'m troubled that our
early voting turnout was so low. But it's an
inspiration that we should continue the
work that they began to expand democracy
and participation.” - Leila Saidane

This Stuff’s Expensive

Kirk Watson was first elected mayor in May 1997,
and his ample funding in that campaign prompted local
activist Linda Curtis to form Austinites for a Little
Less Corruption and launch a citizen initiative to impose
a $100 limlt on council campaign contributions ($25 for
lobbyists), which prevailed resoundingly (72% to 28%)
in a low-turnout referendum in November 1997. (Later,
with different political weather, Council hiked it to $300
and indexed it to inflation; it’s now $450.) Eventually,
even its backers soured on this strategy for good gov-
ernment, since its burden falls hardest on the candi-
dates with the most modest means. Wealthy folks like
Steve Adler, Kathie Tovo, and Jennifer Virden can
and do self-fund in the six-figure range; those with con-
nections and networks rely on bundlers and, increasing-
ly, on unregulated outside political committees.

Watson, running again for mayor 25 years later, has
all of these strategies at his disposal, along with the
$1.2 million from his dormant Texas Senate account that
he moved to a new KPW PAC on June 28. He can’t tell
that PAC what to do with that money (it hasn’t reported
any activity yet) or the Stand Together PAC formed to
back him in June (treasurer: Watson-era City Manager
Jesiis Garza), or any other that’s supporting him,

including Charter Schools Now PAC, which randomly
spent $4,120 on mail for Watson on Oct. 15. But money
is fungible, information wants to be free, and all this
money goes through the hands of the few-ish people in
Austin who know how to turn it into the voter contact
candidates crave, so *shrug emoji*. This cycle has seen
more money than usual go to out-of-town vendors with
partisan leanings, like N.Y. Dem stalwarts BerlinRosen,
Watson’s go-to media firm with whom he’s spent
nearly $750,000 (since Sept. 25), about two-thirds of
which looks earmarked for TV airtime. The biggest local
campaign firm at the moment, Mykle Tomlinson’s Y
Strategy, has handled about $600,000 of business in
the same time frame, but that’s from many clients,
including Stand Together PAC. - Mike Clark-Madison

The Rest of the Ticker

Hays D.A. candidate scrubs suspected coup planner from

his timeline By JORDAN BUCKLEY

This summer, on the eve of 9/11, Hays
County district attorney hopeful David
Puryear held a fundraiser, yet inspection of
the Republican’s campaign finance filings
and social media posts curiously finds zero
evidence of it. Perhaps because the venue
for Puryear’s event is owned by a suspected
chief architect of the coup plot to seize vot-
ing machines nationwide in 2020 and refuse
surrender of the presidency.

The entry to One Shot Distillery &
Brewery in Dripping Springs features a
garish mailbox fashioned to resemble a
shotgun shell. Nearby sits a children’s
playground, easily mistaken for a military
obstacle course. The bar is inside a two-story
edifice painted with a giant Texas flag, a
photo of which appeared in The New York
Times last December. That’s because One
Shot’s owner Phil Waldron - a retired Army
colonel who specialized in information
warfare — has emerged as a suspected culprit
of scheming to illegally install Trump as head
of state in the wake of Joe Biden’s decisive
electoral victory, as the Times reported.

Late last year, the Select Committee to
Investigate the January 6th Attack on the
United States Capitol issued Waldron a sub-
poena to testify regarding a PowerPoint pre-
sentation he helped craft in 2020, encourag-
ing Trump to call a national emergency and
invalidate every electronic vote across the
U.S., as The Washington Post reported. The
proposal wound up in the hands of Trump’s
chief of staff Mark Meadows as well as mul-
tiple federal lawmakers. Waldron formerly
worked in the Defense Intelligence Agency

under Lt. Gen. Michael Flynn, Trump’s
national security adviser for a short time,
who later pleaded guilty to lying to the FBI
about his secret contact with Russian offi-
cials. For his part, Flynn — a QAnon devotee
to whom Trump eventually gifted a pardon
—had championed a similar course to that of
Waldron: Impose martial law and deploy the
military to “rerun” the election. Trump attor-
ney Rudy Giuliani has testified in court that
he is an admirer of Waldron, with whom he
has had “substantial dealings.”

On Jan. 5, one day before the insurrection,
Waldron briefed legislators on Capitol Hill
about his vote-fraud concerns - absurd
talking points that Trump seemingly
parroted — with specific recommendations
to “declare national security emergency”
and “declare electronic voting in all states
invalid,” Reuters reported.

Waldron’s singular role in urging a
concrete blueprint for overthrowing the
government surfaced early this year, when
the Jan. 6 committee obtained a copy of an
executive order drafted for Trump that
would have forced the secretary of defense
to seize the nation’s voting machines and to
make a formal assessment of the election’s
legitimacy - designed to postpone Biden’s
inauguration. Bernie Kerik - New York
City’s police chief on 9/11, later the interior
minister of Iraq under President Bush, and
most recently a member of Trump’s legal
team - fingered Waldron as the seditionist
scheme’s originator, Politico reported.

None of that treasonous baggage seemed to
initially bother David Puryear, however, in his

bid to become Hays County’s next top prose-
cutor. On Sept. 10, Puryear hosted a “9-11
First Responders Tribute and Cigar Smoker
& Fundraiser” at One Shot, with sponsorship
levels of America First at $2,500, True Patriot
at $5,000, and Really Great American at $7,500
—as the Hays County GOP advertised it.

According to Puryear’s recent campaign
finance filings, no Really Great Americans
attended his fundraiser. Nor any True Patriots.
For the month of September, the D.A.
candidate logged $4,470 in monetary
contributions, partly by charging first
responders to attend the tribute ostensibly in
their honor.

While Puryear acknowledged in-kind gifts
on Sept. 10 of $450 worth of “cigars for fund-
raiser” from the owner of Smokey’s Cigar
Lounge and $388 of food and dinnerware
courtesy of his campaign treasurer, notably
missing are any in-kind contributions of
whiskey or craft beer from Old Shot. And for
Sept. 10 expenditures, Puryear paid $2,300 to
a Mexican restaurant (based in Travis County,
not Hays) and $560 — with a note: “beverages
for fundraiser” — to Esther Schneider, who
shares a surname and address with Puryear’s
treasurer. Asked why they didn’t just pay

One Shot directly, as they did their caterers
— and thereby document in their campaign
finance report the distillery made infamous
by national media coverage of Waldron’s
ignoble effort to sabotage democratic rule —
Puryear’s campaign declined to comment.
Puryear’s social media is similarly shy
regarding the fundraiser held at the sedi-
tionist’s bar. His Facebook page is replete
with photos from public appearances - yet
the Sept. 10 benefit is inexplicably absent.
Kelly Higgins, a progressive Democrat
challenging him for the seat, told the
Chronicle, “My concern is that Mr. Puryear is
either part of the MAGA/J6 movement, which
is alarming, or that he is cynically pretending
to be part of that movement in order to take
their money and secure their votes, which is
disgusting. We can’t really know for sure
because immediately after the September 10
fundraising event there was an attempt to
scrub all mention of it from the internet.”
Higgins concluded, “Mr. Puryear would
like to have his cake and hide it too.” |

COUNCIL STEAMS AHEAD WITH “RENTERS’ RIGHTS AGENDA”

City Council added two more items last Thursday to what some
members are calling the “renters’ rights agenda,” which will protect
tenant organizing from landlord retaliation and provide a “right
to cure” when a landlord initiates an eviction. The right to cure, an
amendment to city code, will make permanent renter protections
that were established early in the COVID-19 pandemic. The updated
ordinance gives tenants seven days to correct a lease violation once
a landlord files a notice to vacate with a tenant. Under the Texas
Property Code, renters must be given at least three days to “cure”
the violation that led the landlord to initiate eviction - such as paying
back rent or late fees.

Council’s local extension of the state’s guarantee to seven days
is a compromise between advocates for both sides. Groups sup-
porting renters, like the Austin Justice Coalition and Building and
Strengthening Tenant Action, along with Council Member Vanessa

Fuentes, had pushed for a 21-day right-to-cure period;
the Austin Apartment Association argued that would
be much too long and could put some landlords out

of business. AJC and BASTA, on the other hand, argue
that preventing housing displacement is the most
effective way to combat homelessness; giving renters
more time to pay what they owe before being evicted
can avert future costs to the community. The compromise
establishes the seven-day right-to-cure period as, essentially, a
six-month pilot program. At the end of that time, Council will convene
with stakeholders to negotiate any updates to the ordinance.

Council also adopted an ordinance intended to protect tenants’
right to organize by creating a new offense in city code that would
punish landlords who “interfere” with organizing efforts, includ-
ing talking with neighbors about forming a tenants union, posting

The right for renters to organize tenant groups is tech-
nically protected under state law, but the protections
are scant. The updated city ordinance, authored by CM
Chito Vela, would make any retaliatory action taken by
landlords a misdemeanor crime. As Vela described, that
means city attorneys would be in charge of pursuing

cases against landlords - previously, tenants could only
win relief under state law by filing civil suit, something that
many renters don’t have the time or money to do.

Council meets today, Nov. 3, for the last time before Election
Day. On that agenda: a vote to establish the tax increment reinvest-
ment zone that will help fund the huge Colony Park Sustainable
Community in Northeast Austin, as well as continued deliberation
over a resolution from CM Kathie Tovo that offers a lengthy list of
guidelines for staff to use when attempting to partner with organiza-
tions on redevelopment of city-owned property. - Austin Sanders
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Cap Metro Taps
Refugee Population
for Employment

Bus driver shortage and Austin’s newest residents

both aided By BENTON GRAHAM

With two new MetroRapid lines
scheduled to begin service toward the end
of 2023 as a part of Project Connect, Cap
Metro needs to bring on board more
drivers and mechanics. To that end, the
transit authority announced a partnership
in October with the Austin-based
organization Global Impact Initiative
(Gii) to provide training opportunities for
the city’s refugee population.

“Agreements like this are important to us
as an agency as it’s a priority to help serve
the community, however we can. This
agreement is aimed at more than just
expanding our team,; it’s also an opportunity
to support our community and help our
newest residents who may be in a vulnerable
situation find secure employment and help
them establish a firm foundation in our
region,” a Cap Metro spokesperson said in
an email, adding that this is the first refugee
hiring program in the agency’s history.

As a part of the program, Gii, which pro-
vides education and workforce develop-
ment opportunities to underserved commu-
nities worldwide, will offer an entry-level
driver’s training course so that trainees can

receive a commercial driver’s license. And
Cap Metro will look to hire those trainees at
rates starting at $22 per hour. Gii founder
and Executive Director Anjum Malik noted
in an Oct. 14 press release announcing the
partnership that many refugees already
have skills that could benefit Cap Metro.

While Cap Metro has recently struggled to
have enough operators and mechanics to
operate its bus routes, it now has adequate
front-line staff, accordingtothe spokesperson.
However, it is still looking to hire to increase
service levels in the future and for Project
Connect - it has previously estimated a need
for more than 100 bus operators for the new
east-west Expo Center and north-south
Pleasant Valley MetroRapid routes.

Gii Vice President of Operations Shawn
Smith said in an email that the nonprofit is
currently working to formalize partnerships
with public transit agencies around the
country. Smith noted the twofold
importance of providing employment to
the refugee population. “The transition to
full-time, substantial employment is a
milestone for refugees in two ways. First, it
opens up consistent access to resources

allowing families to be self-sufficient.
Second, there is enormous pride that comes
with that self-sufficiency, as well as being
contributing members of their new
communities,” he said.

Gii is currently working primarily with
Afghan and Ukrainian refugees, but Smith
added that they’ve also helped the Bosnian
and Iranian populations. They also have a
number of Austin-based partners, includ-
ing Austin Jews for Refugees, Muslim

Community Support Services, and Central
Texas Food Bank.

“This is truly a win-win situation,” said
Bob Ewigleben, director of Gii’s commer-
cial driver’s license program, in the press
release. “A win for refugees and members
of other underserved communities seeking
economic independence, and a win for
transportation companies desperately in
need of qualified commercial motor vehicle
drivers.” |

On Compatibility, Staff Tells
Adler, Thanks, but No Thanks

While most City Hall observers are looking
beyond Election Day, Nov. 8, to figure out how
the next City Council will approach land use
policy, city staff have reminded the current
Council that there are still proposals on the
table that need attention now.

One of them is changing the city’s
compatibility standards, the set of rules
controlling the size and height of buildings
near single-family homes. City staff say
Austin’s rules are among the most restrictive
in the country, and builders trying to remedy
Austin’s housing shortage point to
compatibility as a major obstacle. In June,
Mayor Steve Adler and Mayor Pro Tem Alison
Alter co-authored a resolution, adopted

unanimously by their colleagues, that would
“modify compatibility standards as applied to
certain projects on certain corridors.”

Five months later, in a memo to Adler
and Council, Housing and Planning staff
have opined that the plan would have
“minimal impact” on housing supply but
would create “additional complexity” in
Austin’s already byzantine land use rules
and isn’t worth the administrative trouble.
Staff would rather slow down “to undertake
a broader process to evaluate options for
refining compatibility standards in the
context of the wide array of development
tradeoffs, including affordability, mobility,
environment, and equity.”

Current compatibility standards cover a
distance of 540 feet and gradually reduce
allowable heights as one gets closer to
single-family property. The Adler/Alter propos-
al would reduce that distance to 300 feet —
roughly one city block — and make the rules
only triggered by SF zoning (reducing the
number of properties affected) near develop-
ments along a defined set of transportation
corridors: medium, large, and light rail.

Projects with affordable housing could
have their rules further relaxed, in different
ways on each corridor type. (You can start to
see why staff thinks this is too complicated.)
For projects along light rail lines, height
limitations would end at 100 feet from a
triggering property. On large corridors,
developers would be allowed 65 feet (about
six stories) at 100 feet from a triggering
property, and 90 feet (about eight stories) at
200 feet; on medium corridors, those heights
would kick in at 150 feet and 250 feet.
Parking minimums would be reduced to 25%
of current requirements on light rail and large
corridors, and 50% on medium corridors.

Still: Thanks, but no thanks, staff says.
“HPD staff generally supports revising
compatibility standards,” the memo reads,
but the amendments would provide “a fairly
small benefit in terms of additional housing
units and affordability.” Right now,
compatibility standards apply to nearly
19,000 properties in Austin, according to
the memo; only 2,830 of these would be
relaxed by the Adler/Alter rules.

Adler and Alter both told the Chronicle they
reject the staff’s conclusion. “I would
personally prefer we just say ‘no compatibility
beyond 100 feet,”” the mayor told us. “But
the courts have shown us that great changes
adopted by a razor-thin majority don’t
necessarily hold up. It’'s important for us to
see what [can] stand up in court so we can
actually impact things on the ground.”

But, hey, staff gently reminds Council, all
that work we did two years ago while revising
the Land Development Code “considerably
simplified the application of compatibility”
and set its reach at 100 feet as the mayor
prefers, because the “extremely
conservative” current standards limit “the
number of households who can live in
proximity to transit, goods, and services.”

In an email, Alter remembers that LDC
Revision effort less fondly. “The LDC rewrite
process ... cost millions of dollars and years of
wasted time before [Adler] publicly asked for a
pause and a restart, which further delayed the
process.” Now, staff wants Council to delay yet
more, which Alter rejects. “I disagree with the
premise of the staff recommendation and |
don’t believe the Council majority will follow the
recommendation,” Alter said. - Austin Sanders

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Little Hope for Expanding Texas
Medicaid in the Coming Year

Open enrollment for health insurance on
the Affordable Care Act marketplace began
Nov. 1, and a trio of local political leaders
joined staff at the Foundation Communities
Prosper Center in South Austin to encour-
age Texans to get covered between now and
mid-January.

It’s a big task. Texas is one of just 12
states that has not expanded Medicaid
eligibility to all residents with incomes of
up to 138% of the federal poverty level — a
decision that has cost 2 million Texans
coverage and has left 1 in 5 residents
uninsured. Texas also has one of the worst
rates of maternal mortality in the country.

The state government’s refusal to expand
Medicaid has also exacerbated significant
racial disparities in health care. Austin City
Council Member Vanessa Fuentes said that
there are currently 100,000 Latino residents
of Travis County alone who don’t have health
insurance, and many of those residents face
further barriers to care as well. “We don’t
have a full-service hospital east of I-35,”
Fuentes said. “In my part of Southeast Aus-
tin, we just had our first freestanding phar-
macy built in the last year, and we’re just now
building health care clinics in Del Valle and
Hornsby Bend. So we already had the odds
stacked against our community as it is, which
makes it even more important that we ... talk
about the health insurance marketplace.”

There was a period earlier last year when
it felt like congressional Democrats might
be able to use their majorities to address
some of those disparities, but that didn’t
happen. Sen. Joe Manchin of West Virginia
and Republican allies Kkilled an effort to
expand the Affordable Care Act market-
place via the Inflation Reduction Act, as
well as a Rep. Lloyd Doggett-led push by
House members from nonexpansion states
to pass legislation allowing interested coun-
ties and cities to bypass hostile state gov-
ernments and expand coverage themselves.

Doggett, who has been a co-sponsor of
Medicare for All legislation since 2019,
wrote in an email to the Chronicle that he
does not foresee Congress making any sig-
nificant progress on health care in the lead-
up to the next presidential election. “I will
continue seeking support for closing the
coverage gap through any achievable pro-
posal,” Doggett wrote. “I am also working to
advance more modest measures such as
12-months postpartum coverage and con-
tinuous year-round coverage for children.”

Still, the Prosper Center event, which
also featured music from James Bookert of
San Gabriel and remarks from Travis
County Judge Andy Brown, had a celebra-
tory tone. This is the 10th year that people
have been able to get insurance through the
ACA marketplace, and over the last decade

Prosper Center has helped some 46,000 peo-
ple sign up for plans - including thousands
through a partnership with the Health
Alliance for Austin Musicians.

Given the relatively short time, mostly
over the holidays, during which people can
sign up for coverage through the market-
place — the window closes January 15 — rais-
ing awareness about the free services
offered by the Prosper Center and others to
help people navigate the marketplace is

critically important. It may be even more
important this year, Doggett noted, because
Republicans’ unwillingness to pass another
COVID-19 relief package means people may
soon be forced to pay exorbitant sums of
money for treatments and vaccinations.
“We need all the young people in this
community who are thinking, ‘Well, I'm
healthy right now, I don’t really have a prob-
lem ...” to be part of this and to come out and
get health insurance,” Doggett said. |

a character he calls Sarge Ironhorse, on whom he blamed
the murders. Like Beatty, Panetti believes TDCJ officials have

Texas has a long history of executing inmates suffering from
paranoid schizophrenia, and attorneys for Tracy Beatty say the
state is attempting to do so again. Beatty is scheduled to die
on Nov. 9 for the murder of his mother, Callie Click, in 2003.
Dr. Bhushan Agharkar, hired to test the inmate’s mental
capacity in September, reported that he is “clearly psychotic
and has a complex paranoid delusional belief system.”

Agharkar was unable to complete his tests on Beatty after
Texas Department of Criminal Justice officials refused to
remove the inmate’s handcuffs, something Beatty’s
attorneys are now suing the department over. However, he
was able to describe Beatty’s delusions: “When questioning
turned to his current incarceration, a complex delusional
world revealed itself,” Agharkar wrote to attorney Jeremy
Schepers. “He talked about a vast conspiracy of
correctional officers who spread false rumors about him in
order to turn people against him. They ‘torture’ him via a
device in his ear so he can hear their menacing voices.”

Texas is also continuing a 27-year effort to Kill
schizophrenic inmate Scott Panetti, whose case is one of
the most outrageous in the death penalty’s history. Panetti
was known to be very mentally ill years before he murdered
his in-laws in Fredericksburg in 1992. Nonetheless, he was
allowed to represent himself during an absurd trial. Dressed
in a purple cowboy outfit, he attempted to call Jesus Christ
to the stand and spoke in the gravelly voice of his alter ego,

broadcast thoughts into his brain.

As in Beatty’s case, Dr. Agharkar was hired to evaluate
Panetti’s mental health, completing his work in July. The
Attorney General’s Office hired their own psychologist, Dr.
Timothy Proctor, to do the same. At a hearing held Oct.
24-27, Proctor admitted the obvious — that Panetti suffers
from very serious mental illness. He testified, however, that
Panetti could still be legally executed because he has a
rational understanding of why he is to be killed, which is the
only standard necessary for an execution to proceed.

Agharkar, as reported by The Texas Tribune’s Jolie McCul-
lough, denied that Panetti understands why he is to be killed
— or even that he can be killed. Panetti apparently believes
he is a prophet, immortal, and that in trying to execute him
Texas is doing Satan’s bidding.

“He believes he’s being executed so he’ll stop preaching,”
Agharkar told U.S. District Judge Robert Pitman. “It's the
Devil” Pitman is expected to decide early next year whether
Panetti is sane enough for execution. - Brant Bingamon
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ack Chiles says he received a sus-
incious manila envelope in August,

5 by 7 inches, from an address in
Northwest Austin. Part of Chiles’ work as
a network administrator for large, online
companies involves the provision of infor-
mation security, software tools that keep
data safe from malware. It’s this back-
ground, he told the Chronicle, that helped
him see that something about the small
package he received in August wasn’t right.

“So this is like a badly written scam email
come to life,” Chiles said. “I bring it inside,
get gloves and a mask, and open it on my
workbench. And I expected just some stu-
pid shit. But not tampons ...”

Chiles told us the envelope held four
used tampons darkened with dried human
blood. He documented the envelope and
its contents in a series of photographs that
he has shared with the Chronicle and later
posted online. He called the police.

As Chiles’ photos show, the envelope’s
return label read, “A Gift From Tiff.” He
assumed this referred to Round Rock ISD
Trustee Tiffanie Harrison, one of those,
along with Chiles, working to stop Christian
nationalists from taking over Round Rock’s
public school system.

A week later, Harrison received an unso-
licited package. She told the Chronicle in
a wide-ranging interview that like Chiles,
she felt the package was suspicious, so
she delivered it, unopened, to law enforce-
ment officers who found that it contained
a dildo. Harrison believes the package was
an attempt to intimidate her, sent by some-
one who disapproves of her support for the
school district’s minority and LGBTQ stu-
dents. It frightened her that the sender had
found her address. “I’ve received so many
threats and so much terrible stuff [work-
ing] in RRISD that I live somewhere that’s
undisclosed,” she said. “So I was really shak-
en because no one should have my address.
My friends don’t even have my address.”

Days later, Mark Costenbader, a cam-
paign donor to Harrison, told us he also
received a package labeled “A Gift From
Tiff,” which also contained used tampons.
According to Chiles, the packages are now
in the possession of officers with the United
States Postal Inspection Service; he adds
that he has identified three possible send-
ers in his conversations with authorities.

Harrison is a lifelong resident of Round
Rock and a two-time Teacher of the Year
in its school district. Along with keeping
her address secret, she says she gets help
from friends who follow her to and from
school board meetings because she fears
being attacked. She told us she wore a
dress and tennis shoes to a September
2021 meeting so she could run from the
room if necessary. “I feel like my tolerance
for how horrible things are is pretty high,
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because I experience concerning things all
the time,” Harrison said. “I feel like I'm in
danger on that dais all the time. People are
threatening in public comment, people are
harassing. I feel like this is an increasingly
violent environment.”

School boards are among the smallest
building blocks of democracy, the most
basic components of our representative
government. Their meetings, in a normal
universe, can be exceedingly dull. But that
is no longer the case in the Round Rock
Independent School District. Video archived
on RRISD’s website shows that screaming,
accusations, and meetings that last until
2am have become common - fomented,

Harrison says, by a pair of far-right school
board trustees, Danielle Weston and Mary
Bone, who have served since late 2020.

This fall, five candidates — allies of Weston
and Bone - are running to take complete
control of the board in the November 8 elec-
tion. (The Chronicle contacted Weston, Bone,
and candidates Linda Avila, Christie Slape,
and Don Zimmerman for this article. Weston
chose not to speak with us. As of press time
Wednesday, we had not received responses
from the rest.) Campaign finance reports show
that members of what’s called the Round Rock
One Family slate have received significant
funding from billionaires outside the district.
As laid out in the CNN documentary “Deep

in the Pockets
of Texas” and
other media
sources, these
billionaires are
evangelicals
who  believe
that Christians
0 b should “have domin-
ion” (as in Genesis 1:28)
over modern American life, particularly
the education of its young people.
Harrison, her supporters, and her fellow
board members told us that since becoming
trustees, Weston and Bone have echoed the
values of Christian nationalism. The oppo-
sition of the pair to COVID safeguards and
the accommodation of LGBTQ students
have become focal points of RRISD Board
meetings. They’ve denounced their five
fellow board trustees and, several trustees
say, tacitly invited the Texas Education
Agency to take over the school district.
They’ve transformed school board meet-
ings by encouraging the activism of a loud,
rude, and threatening minority of commu-
nity members. These community members,
though small in number, have tried to
intimidate those with whom they disagree —
in person and, as the “gifts from Tiff” may
illustrate, through the mail and online.
This intimidation by opponents has a
racist, homophobic, and xenophobic cast,
as Harrison, who is Black, knows only too
well. In a common trope of the far right,
she has repeatedly been called a racist.
“This is an example,” she said, “an email
that says, “You’re on the radar. Thanks for
letting everyone know what a racist shitbag
you are. While we’re at it, Black people
suck much more than white people. Want
to compare violent crime stats? Remember,
we haven’t played cowboys and n----rs yet
but keep on running your fat racist n----r
mouth.” (The email spelled the slur out.
We’ve censored it per Chronicle policy.)

BOARD MEETING BATTLES

“I'll just say that a lot of people were
hoodwinked, for lack of a better term,” said
board President Amber Feller of Weston
and Bone’s elections in 2020. “Danielle even
got the endorsement from the Williamson
County Democrats. But she was not real
genuine in her campaigning efforts, if you
ask me, because it is very obvious that she
leans one way and only one way.”

Feller’s three children have been edu-
cated in Round Rock’s public schools and
she has held various positions in the dis-
trict in the last two decades. She told us
she never encountered Weston and Bone
in her work in the district until 2018 and
doesn’t remember either of them expressing
a strong negative opinion of RRISD’s mask

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mandate during their 2020 campaigns.
Their positions became clear in April 2021.
With COVID continuing to kill people and
vaccines just becoming available to adults,
then-Trustee Jun Xiao, the founder of a com-
pany working with viruses and vaccines,
urged the board in emotional language to
continue the mandate, per archived video.
He, Harrison, and Feller, with Trustees Amy
Weir and Cory Vessa, voted to extend the
mandate. Weston and Bone voted against.
Days later, Xiao posted a Facebook mes-
sage praising a science experiment by a
group of district middle schoolers. The
post, which the Chronicle has reviewed,
was immediately swamped with racist and
xenophobic responses. Several accused
Xiao, who grew up in China, of being a
“Chicom,” a Chinese communist spy. One
wrote, “We need to be going Ramsey Bolton
on him and ALL like him,” referring to a
sadistic character from the TV series Game
of Thrones who is fed to a pack of dogs.
The Facebook commenters, ‘“were mak-
ing attacks of a type I've never seen before,
bringing in just so much racism,” said Krista
Laine, a parent who would soon help found
Access Education RRISD. “There were actu-
al threats made against him. And it was all
at once, just boom, boom, boom. It really
looked like some sort of group had decided
to target him, some group that wasn’t local.”
After the attacks, Laine and other com-
munity members organized a town hall
to support the district’s Asian communi-
ty, which makes up 20% of RRISD stu-
dents (the student body is also 36% white,
30% Hispanic, and 10% Black - quite
diverse). Jack Chiles says he began sub-
mitting open records requests, looking for
evidence of impropriety in Weston’s and
Bone’s email exchanges. He also bought
expired domain names connected to the
pair (electdanielleweston.com, drmarybone.
net) and to Zimmerman, the former Austin
City Council member who is now running

against Harrison. In the months to come
he used these domains as sites to make his
findings public. Others began digging into
the social media interactions of Weston,
Bone, and their supporters, reporting what
they found via Twitter accounts like RRISD
Truth and Mystic Crusader.

Those on the other side organized too.
Social media posts show they founded a chap-
ter of Moms for Liberty, a national group that
presents itself as a movement of concerned
parents but that Mother Jones, Media Matters,
and others describe as deeply connected
to the modern Republican Party of QAnon
and election denial. Focus on Education in
RRISD - a group that Laine says is a front for
Moms for Liberty — appeared with the same
values and much of the same membership.

In the months that followed, Moms for
Liberty and Focus on Education became
active presences at district meetings, some-
thing that board secretary Amy Weir told
us changed their tenor. “They were having
prayer circles and pizza parties and all this
stuff to try to film themselves,” Weir said.
“We had people with Confederate flags out
in front of our meetings. It did not feel like

trustees during a recorded meeting that
she had received an “exemption” from her
doctor; she and her children would refuse
to wear masks. Visibly struggling to control
her anger, she announced, “I'm part of the
elite class. I don’t have to wear a mask and
nobody can make me.”

a safe space for a lot of our constituents to
come to ... when you have a small group
of people trying to alienate others out in
front, then it makes it where people don’t
feel safe coming.”

RRISD video shows that disagreements
over COVID protocol kept school board
meetings tense through the summer of
2021. In August, Weston told her fellow

In September, RRISD cameras and
Facebook livestreams captured the fury
of the right-wing community when the
district, during a COVID spike, limited the
number of people allowed into the meeting
room. In what Harrison calls “the mini-in-
surrection,” community members banged
on the walls, argued with officers stationed
at the doors, and chanted, “Let us in!” As
the meeting got underway, Weston and
Bone repeatedly interrupted the proceed-
ings, bringing the meeting to a standstill.
An audience member was escorted from the
room after repeated outbursts. Weston and
Bone then walked out in protest.

Weston and Bone walked out again last
June, in what Feller, Harrison, and others
believe was a calculated attempt to sab-
otage the district. The meeting had been
set to pass a budget for the upcoming year,
a legal requirement that, had it been left
undone, could have resulted in lawsuits and
left RRISD employees unpaid indefinitely.

Feller said she’d seen signs that Weston and
Bone were plotting the walkout. Because Xiao
had recently resigned and Weir was recover-
ing from COVID and had said she would skip
the meeting, a walkout would have caused

the board to lose quorum; the trustees would
not have been able to pass the budget. Feller
says she devised a contingency plan to bring
Weir into the meeting if necessary.

“I talked to the superintendent, like,
‘Okay, if we have to bring Amy in, I want it
for the shortest amount of time possible,”
Feller said. “‘I want her set up on the oppo-
site side of the room with an industrial air
purifier right next to her. I want everybody
else to move to the other end of the room.”

Video shot by Jack Smith, a parent who
has become an expert at tracking RRISD’s
far-right community, shows Weston and
Bone in attendance as the meeting gets
underway. At the two-minute mark, Weston
looks across the dais to Bone and gives a
barely perceptible nod. The trustees bend
down for their purses, rise, and exit.

With quorum lost, Feller called Weir. She
drove to the meeting, double-masked, to
provide the vote to pass the budget. In the
meeting’s aftermath, Feller came to the con-
clusion that Weston and Bone were trying
to create proof of the board’s dysfunction
that they could show to the Texas Education
Agency, hoping TEA would appoint a conser-
vator to take over the district and, ultimately,
dismiss the democratically elected majority.

“I truly believe they want a conservator,”
Feller said. “And they felt like if they pulled
this stunt we wouldn’t be able to pass a
budget. They didn’t think we would be pre-
pared. They didn’t think that Amy would
be able to come in. It backfired on them.”
Weston declined to comment for this article;
Bone has not responded.

SUPERINTENDENT STRUGGLE
School trustees in Texas have three major
responsibilities. They set the tax rate for
the district, pass its budget, and coordinate
the hiring of its superintendent. Meeting
footage shows that Weston and Bone have
walked out of the only tax rate hearing

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they’ve been part of, along with the June
budget meeting. Feller, Harrison, and oth-
ers say the pair have also worked assidu-
ously to undermine the district’s superin-
tendent, Dr. Hafedh Azaiez.

Azaiez is a Black and Muslim educator
who previously worked as a superintendent
in the Rio Grande Valley. He has vowed to
support COVID science and be an inclusive
leader. He was hired on a 5-2 vote in June
2021, over the dissents of Weston and Bone,
who argued that he wasn’t experienced
enough to lead the district. Far-right com-
munity members spoke against Azaiez’s
hiring at that meeting, as demonstrated on
RRISD video, denying that their opposition
had anything to do with his race or religion
—while bringing these details up repeatedly.
The remarks of Russell Collins, who ran
against Tiffanie Harrison in 2020, went a lit-
tle further than most. “[Y]ou won the diver-
sity lottery,” he told the board. “I mean, you
got the trifecta: He’s African, he’s Muslim,
he speaks multilingually. If he was crippled
and trans you’d have the whole thing.”

Soon after Azaiez got to work, a woman
claiming he’d been her partner in an extra-
marital affair sought a protective order
against him, alleging physical abuse. Laine
described how the far-right community
seized on the allegation: “[Public com-
menters] stood up in board meetings and
they said, ‘I am in contact with her. I know
everything that’s going on and this is the
situation.” And they insisted that she’s
carrying his baby” - Laine and others are
unconvinced the woman was ever pregnant
- “and they fundraised for her, they gave
her money to continue pursuing allega-
tions against him.”

In September the Texas Education Agen-
cy appointed a monitor to oversee the dis-
trict’s operations, ostensibly for unrelated
conduct by a previous trustee. The monitor
recommended that the board put Azaiez

on administrative leave, which they did.
Meanwhile, three separate investigations
were launched, one by the Travis County
Sheriff’s Office, one by an investigator
for the TEA, and one by RRISD itself. No
charge of abuse has yet been substantiated.

The TEA investigator, while being unable
to identify any crime in her final report,
recommended that the superintendent be
fired, writing, “Dr. Azaiez, in my opinion,
could not come back into his position and
be effective.” In a normal environment,
that might have been enough for the board
to dismiss Azaiez. But considering every-
thing that had come before, the board
reinstated him in March of this year, in yet
another 5-2 vote (Weston and Bone being
the two opposed). Since Azaiez’s return,

we’ll switch our children to charter schools,
private schools, or home schooling. They’re
going to bring all the power, people, and
money they can to make that happen.”

THE ELECTION

Round Rock ISD’s far-right activists will
have the opportunity to take over the dis-
trict the old-fashioned way, by election,
in November. Five of the board’s seven
seats are on the ballot, all of them save
those held by Weston and Bone. In June,
a group of candidates sprang up to run for
the positions, fully formed, seemingly from
nowhere. Large signs advertising the “One
Family” slate appeared along roadsides.
The One Family website introduced them.
One name stood out: Don Zimmerman.

Feller, Harrison, and others say he has been
an effective leader, helping the trustees
pass a significant pay raise for teachers,
librarians, and staff in April.

In Weston and Bone’s opposition
to Azaiez, as in their walkouts, Laine,
Harrison, Feller, and Weir see one organiz-
ing principle: an effort to persuade TEA to
appoint a conservator. “They would try to
create that impact that they were talking
about,” said Laine, “so they could say,
‘We’re gonna end up in conservatorship if
we don’t get our act together.’

“And we actually will end up in conserva-
torship if they keep up their shenanigans.
That’s what these people are doing. They
are a small number of people who have a
special agenda. They want to undermine
trust in our neighborhood schools so that

Zimmerman is a character who has picked
at the edges of local politics for two decades.
He narrowly won an Austin City Council
seat in the council’s first 10-1 elections in
2014, only to be defeated two years later;
since then, he’s run losing campaigns for
both the Texas House and Senate. As amply
demontrated on his Facebook page “Texans
for Zimmerman,” he’s known for berating
his opponents as “racist,” “stupid,” “idiots,”
“abominations,” and “lunatics.” He is running
against Tiffanie Harrison with the slogan,
“Teach ABCs + 123s, Not CRTs & LGBTS,”
something Harrison says dehumanizes a
large segment of the student population.

In September, Zimmerman posted a par-
ticularly harsh attack on Facebook. The
headline said in bold, “Child Porn Lovers
Guide to Board Elections.” Below were

pictures of Harrison and fellow candidates
Estevan “Chuy” Zarate and Alicia Markum.
Zimmerman’s critics reposted the attack
to illustrate his character. Some linked to
a 2014 Austin Bulldog article document-
ing allegations of child abuse against
Zimmerman, followed by his agreement to
forgo visitation rights to his then-teenage
daughter. (Zimmerman sued the Bulldog
for libel over that article, and lost.)

Harrison says she’s aghast that a man
accused of child abuse is running for a
position to safeguard the welfare of chil-
dren. “Why would you put someone like
that on a school board?” she asked. “And
he’s running on a slate with four other
people. So that should just knock out those
other four people.”

John Keagy, running for Place 1 against
Chuy Zéarate and Kevin Johnson, has pub-
licly echoed Zimmerman’s criticism of the
accommodation of LGBTQ students, writing
on social media that “LGBTQ concerns” are
“a big reason why so many of our students
are not ready to be successful in their life.”
Orlando Salinas, running for Place 3 against
Amber Feller, recently defended Zimmerman
on Facebook, saying, “He stands up for what
he believes in, and that takes courage.”

Jill Farris, running for Place 4 against
Alicia Markum and Cory Vessa, also has
a past indiscretion that critics say should
be disqualifying. According to court docu-
ments obtained by Jack Chiles and shared
with the Chronicle, Farris pled guilty in
2006 to a third-degree felony for forging
checks. She did not disclose the felony
on her ballot application. Farris has not
responded to request for comment.

And then there is Christie Slape, running
for Place 5 against Amy Weir. Slape looks
the part of an elected official and sounds
reasonable on camera, but RRISD video
shows that she believes the district’s librar-
ies contain “obscene” content and she has
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questioned the separation of church and
state on social media.

Yet another candidate, Linda Avila — also
running for Place 4 against Farris, Vessa,
and Markum - has been endorsed by Moms
for Liberty and Focus on Education, demon-
strating that a split has opened between
Round Rock’s far-right activists. Avila
appears, from her use of acronyms like
WWG1WGA on social media, to be a follow-
er of QAnon, a group claiming that Donald
Trump is secretly fighting a cabal of pedo-
philiac, baby-eating Democrats. In addition
to endorsing Avila over Farris, Moms for
Liberty and Focus on Education are offer-
ing no public endorsement of Zimmerman.

Amy Weir told us that most of the Round
Rock ISD voters she encounters, many of
them Republicans, view Avila and the One
Family candidates as extremists. “Among
those that are plugged in, those that under-
stand - our teachers, our librarians, active
parents, active business owners - I don’t
think there’s any support for this non-
sense,” Weir said. “But that’s where that
extra money is going to come in handy, to
sway the uninformed voter.”

Weir is referring to the cash and tech-
nical support flowing to the One Family
candidates and their allies. She told us
that Weston and Bone appeared on Steve
Bannon’s podcast and Fox and Friends last
year when they were running, and each
raised tens of thousands of dollars, most of
which came from outside the
district. The 1776 Project PAC,
a New York group opposing
critical race theory and LGBTQ
accommodations, is lending its

control of, school districts.

The best-known example of a flipped
district is that of Carroll ISD in the Dallas
suburb of Southlake, which has been
reported on extensively by NBC’s Mike
Hixenbaugh. Hixenbaugh has detailed
how conservatives took over Southlake’s
school district in 2021 after students were
caught chanting the N-word and adminis-
trators tried to implement diversity edu-
cation. To gain control of the board, mon-
ied interests used what Hixenbaugh (after
Austin teacher Frank Strong) has referred
to as the “Southlake playbook.”

In the playbook, wealthy conservatives
supply local leaders with cash, directly and
through PACs. Then they broadcast their
views on conservative media outlets like
Texas Scorecard, the Leander-based propa-
ganda/news hybrid that spun off from the
Tea Party-aligned lobbying group Empower
Texans. (Dunn gave millions of dollars
to the Empower Texans PAC.) Next, the
financial and ideological support inspires
grassroots extremists to crash local school
board meetings to vent about improprieties
real and, more often, imagined - like the
nationwide complaints by Moms for Liberty
members about pornography in libraries,
or urban legends about schools that are
setting out litter boxes for students who
identify as cats. The takeover of a district
is complete when the far right triumphs in
school board elections.

Then, this summer,
Bone donated $6,000 and Weston $9,200
from their own accounts to the RR One
Family PAC, per campaign finance reports
on file with the Texas Ethics Commission.
The CNN documentary “Deep in the
Pockets of Texas” is one of several media
profiles of Dunn and Wilks. It describes
them as oilmen and preachers who believe
in dominionism, the philosophy that
Christians should control government, edu-
cation, and the media - really, all of modern
life. “Deep in the Pockets” owes much
to independent researcher Chris Tackett,
who has demonstrated the importance that

she sees anecdotal evidence of

large-scale advertising by the
One Family slate: “They’ve already done
thousands of door hangers, they’ve already
done mailers, full-color, full-page ads ...
They will have people to walk around and
put fliers on everybody’s door. As truly
locally funded candidates, we’re not going
to have those kinds of funds.”

In a district as large as RRISD - 110
square miles with 200,000 registered voters,
about 40% of whom live in Austin - the
conservative money won’t buy a nuanced
understanding of the candidates’ positions.
But even if the advertising is primarily to
establish name recognition, Weir worries
it could be enough to swing a nonpartisan

election in which most voters are unfamil-
iar with the candidates and issues. “When
they get down to the bottom of the ballot, if
they have no idea — because we’re not going
to have an ‘R’ or ‘D’ or an ‘Independent’ or
‘Crazy’ next to our name - they’re not going
to be able to tell who is who,” she said.

While the money being spent is one dif-
ference in this year’s election, the other dif-
ference - the intimidation — can’t be ignored.
The Chronicle has reviewed a screenshot of
the far right’s doxxing efforts against Chiles
and heard accounts from Laine about the
harassment of PTA members and librarians.
Activists continue to insult their opponents
during the public comment portion of board
meetings. District video shows that on Sept.
19, Fabian Cuero, a Black parent whose chil-
dren graduated from Round Rock schools,
spoke about the upcoming election, saying,
“Some of the candidates have aligned them-
selves with Christian nationalism, trying
to bring their ideology to the schools.” As
Cuero returned to his seat, a white man
called him a racist. Another said, “Take your
Black Panthers and go.”

Harrison, Feller, Laine, and Weir told us
the intimidation has made some citizens
withdraw from the process. “People are
scared,” Weir said. “People are scared to
even put signs out.”

Weir has had her own fears to face. Like
Harrison, she says she has received a death
threat, in an email with the subject line,
“One in the Chamber.” Below were the
words, “Your time is coming.” She says she

withdrew from social media after the threat
and only began posting again when she
decided to run. “I did actually have to think
about it,” she said of her decision. “All the
walkouts, all the everything, just realizing
how horrible it was. Even my husband was
like, ‘I really don’t want you to do it because
it’s so awful and stressful — but you have to.’
So I decided T’ll go again. We'll see.”

In our interviews with Weir, Harrison,
and Feller, each expressed their devotion
to the district’s students and their belief
in the importance of public education.
Each told us that the election of even one
of the far-right candidates could damage
Round Rock’s school district. One addition-
al far-right trustee would make it easier for
Weston and Bone to sow chaos by breaking
quorum, the trustees said. Two more would
give them outright control of the board.

“We really need reasonable people elect-
ed,” said Harrison. “We really need people
who can collaborate. We really need people
whose intentions aren’t to be abusive and
harmful. Because this is a moment where
Round Rock could go the way of Southlake,
to reject the diversity of our community.
But what I know about Round Rock, having
lived here for 30 years, having been educat-
ed here, is that’s not our community. I don’t
care who you vote for, that’s not our com-
munity. It’s just a portion of our community.

“But they’'re powerful, they’re connected,
and they’re nasty. And we need people to
know what’s on the line and what’s at stake.
We cannot lose one seat this November.” W

Talkin’ Chicken
With Jacques Pépin

The revered culinarian’s new book showcases his
paintings and stories of poultry By MELANIE HAUPT

At 86 years old, Jacques Pépin is a house-
hold name among home cooks, not to men-
tion folks who grew up watching a lot of
PBS. (When I texted my bestie to tell her
that I was going to interview Jacques Pépin,
she excitedly asked me to invite him to her
house to cook a meal with her. I told her I'd
see what I could do.)

A recitation of Pépin’s
résumé is unnecessary; suf-
fice it to say that if you've had
even passing interest in the
culinary field over the past
half-century, you're familiar
with this French chef, edu-
cator, television personality,
and cookbook author.

Having authored 30
cookbooks, Pépin, who has
also painted for decades,
has now written Art of the
Chicken: A Master Chef’s
Paintings, Stories, and
Recipes of the Humble Bird,
which features dozens of his
paintings - bright, energetic, and whimsical
renderings of all kinds of poulet.

“l was married for 54 years. [Pépin’s
wife, Gloria, died in December 2020.] When
people came to the house, I wrote the
menu in a book. And on the other side, let
the people sign. So we have 12 big books,

which is basically all my life, of these
menus,” said Pépin. “I realized that I very
often like painting chickens on them too,
so I started painting chickens this way.”
(You can see - and purchase — examples of
these hand-drawn and illustrated menus at
jacquespepinart.com.)

Pépin initially just wanted
to do a book dedicated sole-
ly to his paintings of chick-
ens. His publisher initially
agreed, but then requested
recipes. “I said, ‘I don’t want
to do recipes!” So I decid-
ed to do a memoir, talking
about chickens and eggs, of
course, in different parts of
the world, and my experi-
ences.” Yes, there are reci-
pes, but they don’t have any
measurements or directions
per se, just a narrative of the
steps Pépin takes when mak-
ing them. “Some of them are
probably feasible and some
are not because they’re stories,” he said.

Pépin’s reverence for the chicken in all
its forms, from model to meal, is palpable
in this book. Through his reminiscences
he argues the case for chicken as the most
democratic food, not to mention a passport
to other cuisines.

“I could probably do a book with 10,000
recipes for chicken,” he said. “From China
to Africa, from a truck stop in the street to a
cafeteria to a three-star restaurant, you will
have chicken with truffle under the skin or
just deep-fried chicken or whatever. I don’t
know of any country in the world that doesn’t
have chicken, any type of cuisine. So that’s
why I say it’s a democratic type of food. So,
you can always learn. You just have to travel
a little bit, go to Australia or Turkey and all
of a sudden you see things that you’ve never
seen before and that you’ve never had.”

Learning, and even more so teaching, is a
huge part of Pépin’s brand. Not only did he
co-found Boston University’s Metropolitan
College certificate in the culinary arts and
master’s in gastronomy with Julia Child,
he was the founding dean of New York
City’s French Culinary Institute (later
the International Culinary Center, which
merged with the Institute of Culinary
Education in 2020). Since the beginning
of the pandemic, he has channeled his old

PBS cooking show energies into filming
almost 300 instructional cooking videos (the
most recent is for a country omelette with
potatoes, onions, and herbs).

Indeed, just as chicken is a democratic
ingredient, so too is cooking a democratic
skill. To that end, a portion of the proceeds
from sales of Pépin’s books and paintings
benefit the Jacques Pépin Foundation, which
provides free culinary training to folks with
barriers to employment, like homelessness,
incarceration, and other challenges. “I've
always said everyone is the same in the eye
of the stove, you know,” said Pépin. “The
kitchen is a great equalizer, as well as the
dining room for that matter. That’s how you
bring people together, and we probably don’t
have enough of that.” |

Young Stories, Queer Voices

As both writer and editor, David Levithan is at the heart
of the explosion of queer YA literature By saMes scoTT

Young adult literature has exploded over
the past few years as a genre as diverse as
the media on offer to older folks, especially
where queer fiction is concerned. While
this year’s Texas Book Festival will have
several newer authors on the queer YA fic-
tion scene, David Levithan, an editor with
Scholastic and author of Answers in the
Pages, has been pushing queer representa-
tion in the genre since 2003.

Times have changed, and what used
to be published in a year for queer fiction is
now published in a month, and the topics
and voices published have grown more
diverse. “We’ve added an immense amount
of dimensionality in the past 20 years.”

As a writer, Levithan said he sticks to
realistic fiction rather than speculative, with
an eye toward the past for his next works.
“Since YA literature is, or queer YA litera-
ture, is such a young beast,” he explained,

ing characters who stand out
from tired tropes. Levithan
emphasized that he rarely has authors who
create flat queer characters because most
understand that every queer experience
is nuanced. Even non-queer writers don’t
write from a vacuum, he said, and usually
are observant enough of the queer folks in
their lives to write well-rounded characters.
“That’s very recent to this decade. If you
went back earlier, there [was] lots of basically
good-natured or well-intentioned desire to
diversify a cast of characters, but what would

end up [happening] is you would end up hav-
ing the stock character of the gay best friend,
or the caring lesbian teacher. You have to just
make sure that those characters had depth
to them and weren’t just sort of the cultural
stereotypes that they had become.”
Creating solid, substantial young adult
literature with good queer characters is, to
Levithan, crucial for today’s teens. “They
want to see themselves on the shelf,” he
said, “and they want to sort of explore dif-
ferent parts of their lives in the books and
the stories that we give them.” Answers in
the Pages even tackles an issue near and
dear to Texas’ queer youth: misguided par-
ents seeking to ban LGBTQ literature. With
such tumultuous times currently facing

queer books and their creators, frequent
Texas Book Fest guest Levithan said he’s
never been more aware of his identity as a
gay author than this year. “On the one hand,
I don’t particularly feel like supporting the
state government in any way possible,”
he says. “On the other hand, I think it’s
important to go and support all of the librar-
ians, the teachers, the parents, the readers,
everyone who is standing up to everything

The Gathering Storm

NYT writer and former Austinite Robert
Draper sees a dark future for the post-reality
Republican Party By JAY TRACHTENBERG

Near the end of my recent conversation with
respected New York Times Magazine journalist Robert
Draper, | had to admit that his new book, Weapons of
Mass Delusion, while a totally absorbing read, had left
me quite frankly rather depressed. Sighing audibly in
recognition, the former Austinite cut to the chase: “Our
democracy and political system functions with the
expectation that its two dominant political parties will
be healthy and one of them isn’t, plain and simple. But
its not just unhealthy because it doesn’t have money
or good candidates, it’s unhealthy because it really has
promoted these crazed delusions and | don’t know how
we un-flush that from the system.”

Indeed, for those of us residing in the fact-based
world, the era of Donald Trump has been particularly
maddening. To this very day the former president
continues to spout his endless torrent of lies regarding
the 2020 election, falsehoods that are taken as gospel
by his enamored followers. It’s at this rancid milieu
that Draper aims his deeply probing and richly detailed
examination of our current political predicament.

Cutting his journalistic teeth at such Austin publi-
cations as The Daily Texan, The Austin Chronicle, Third
Coast, and Texas Monthly, Draper says his initial plan
“was to do a book about ‘whither the Republican Party
after Trump’s presidency.’ It presupposed the party

would be facing a schism between the MAGA types and
the post-Trump types.”

That was before the events of January 6, 2021, a
harrowing firsthand experience for Draper. “| was simply
dumbfounded, | couldn’t believe my eyes,” he explained.
“It was a tableau that one might associate with some of
the conflict zones I've visited for National Geographic like
Somalia or Libya, not the U.S. | really thought that | was
witnessing democracy tilt off its axis.”

Post-Jan. 6, Draper’s focus began to organically change
as Republicans, despite having feared for their lives that
day at the Capitol and initially renouncing the president,
now confronted a new political reality: Their base demand-
ing continued fealty to Trump’s lies and the Stop the Steal
mantra that had been unceasingly pedaled to them via the
right-wing media ecosystem and certain elected officials.

In hindsight, and unbeknownst to most observers at
the time, the real turning point came a month later on Feb.
3, when Republicans met to decide the fates of Rep. Liz
Cheney, who led the charge to hold the president account-
able for the insurrection, and newly installed Rep. Marjorie
Taylor Greene, a QAnon conspiracy adherent.

According to Draper, “There were a few Republicans
in the room who realized they were facing an interesting
moment. ‘If we applaud and support MTG with her out-
rageous social media history, and we kick to the curb an
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This novel is a departure for Iglesias in
many ways, but not in tone. It’s the first
time he’s been represented by a literary
agent, and his first novel in a two-book
deal with publisher Mulholland Books.
With agent Melissa Danaczko waiting in
the wings for him to finish the manuscript
and the knowledge that it would be sent
out to a list of top-dog publishers, “I didn’t
want to turn my back on what I built my
career on. ... I'm never going to be James

upstanding Republican like Liz Cheney for
just voting her conscience, then this will be
duly memorialized as a sad inflection point.

Draper continued, “When | was first
formulating this book you wouldn’t have
expected me to say the most important
female Republican in Washington went from
Liz Cheney to MTG but that’s basically what’s
occurred and those are astonishing, opposing
trajectories that | don’t think anyone would
have predicted.”

In following this unexpected flow of events,
Draper largely weaves his narrative through
the rise of the unabashedly controversial MTG
of Georgia and former tea party member
Rep. Paul Gosar of Arizona. Both are far-right,
election-denying antagonists who represent
important, formerly red swing states that
have veered sharply right despite unexpected
losses to Democrats in 2020.

If you follow politics closely you’ll no doubt
be familiar with the broad strokes of what’s
happened since that fateful election. Draper’s
book does a splendid job of going beyond the
headlines and behind closed doors to fill in
the gaps and provide a particularly nuanced

Patterson. I really doubt this book is going
to be carried at Costco or Walgreens.”

So he thought of the most horrible thing
possible and put it right before the 100-
page mark, where publishers often decide
whether or not they’re really interested.
Iglesias and others have compared it to that
scene in Ari Aster’s Hereditary, and it may
cause a similarly powerful physiological
response in any reader bearing a soul.

“[That] was the litmus test,” Iglesias said,
and any editor who wanted that scene cut
would not get their hands on The Devil
Takes You Home. In Josh Kendall, Iglesias
found a friend and someone who, as Iglesias
put it in his acknowledgments, “gets what
I'm trying to do, and that’s priceless.”

The result is a distinctive blending of
genres and languages — untranslated sentenc-
es in Spanish are integral to the story and,
notably, left unitalicized. In a market that has
become hungrier for horror, Iglesias’ work fits
right in precisely because it doesn’t. He points
out that the binding force among many mod-
ern supernovas in horror fiction is that “they
do their own thing. ... I've been doing this for
about 14 years and have always done my mix
of horror, crime, syncretism, magical realism,
bilingualism, and multiculturalism with a
dose of politics. Horror is the only place where
a mix like that can work.” |

His one-on-one interviews with MTG are
particularly noteworthy because, as Draper
puts it, “she’s a case study in Republican
politics in the Trump era.”

But at the end of the day, what haunts
Draper most is not whether MTG or her
colleagues believe “the big lie” but rather,
he contends, “the fact that tens of millions
of Republican voters believe it. They also
believe adjacent lies pertaining to January 6,
the COVID vaccine, what is or isn’t happening
on the border, and their elected officials have
done little or nothing to disabuse them of
those lies so they get perpetuated and they
insinuate themselves that much deeper. This
delusion en masse has a direct bearing on the
health of our democratic institutions and will
outlast the Marjorie Taylor Greenes.” [ |

Hello, suckers! By BoB ABELMAN

At the top of the second act of the touring Chicago, hoofer-
turned-femme fatale Velma Kelly (Texas State University’s
own Logan Floyd) greets the audience with the salutation,
“Hello, suckers!”

Suckers we are, but not just because we’ve paid full price
for a non-Equity, streamlined staging of the revival of the
original Broadway show. We're suckers because we've allowed
ourselves to get so thoroughly lost in the decadent, razzle-
dazzled, Jazz Age world of this Tony Award-winning musical,
courtesy of John Kander's memorable music, Fred Ebb’s
clever lyrics, Ebb and Bob Fosse’s engaging script (adapted
from Maurine Dallas Watkins’ 1926 play), and Ann Reinking’s
sensual choreography (based on Fosse’s original work).

Being a sucker has long been a prerequisite for attending
Chicago, considering that it has flown in the face of more
conventional musicals since its premiere in 1975. It asks
audiences for a huge suspension of disbelief as it creates
this meta-theatrical portrait of 1920s Chicago, where every
plot point becomes a vaudeville-style production number, every
featured character stops to sing a character-defining song, and
scenic design consists of a bare performance space in front
of an onstage orchestra perched on elevated, tiered seating.
And it requires us to raise our Fosse-hands in surrender to the
genuinely unlikable people who populate this play.

The plot revolves around Roxie Hart (Katie Frieden), an aspiring
chorus girl who murders her lover after he threatens to walk
out on her. Desperate to avoid conviction, she attempts to win
over the public; her pathetic husband, Amos (Brian Kalinowski);
popular radio reporter Mary Sunshine (G.A. James); and the jury

her crime into a barrage of sensational headlines that place fame
and celebrity over truth and justice. Not fooled by her shenanigans
are the brassy prison matron Mama Morton (Christina Wells) and
fellow con artist and cellmate Velma Kelly (Floyd).

An Equity version of this touring musical came through Austin
in 2013, with Seinfeld actor John O’Hurley
playing Billy Flynn. This was at a time
when the Broadway production brought
in a revolving door of popular non-theatre

sophisticated. Meanwhile, the hard-bodied ensemble, dressed

in all-black Victoria’s Secret-inspired costuming, move with the
remarkable precision and synchronization that have become this
musical’s trademarks. There isn’t a dull moment or misstep,
nothing that would snap us out of that sweet surrender to which
we've so willingly succumbed. It’s hard to
call out highlights in an evening that is so
exhaustively entertaining, but Frieden’s
convincing transition from naive, adulterous

types to play featured roles — Modern 512/471'_2787, housewife to sawy diva, Wells’ show-stop-
Family's Sofia Vergara as Mama Morton, texasperformingarts.org ping rendition of Mama Morton’s “When
R&B superstar Brandy as Roxie, and Through Nov. 6 You're Good to Mama,” and Kalinowski’s

tabloid talk show host Jerry Springer as
Billy Flynn, to name a few — in hopes of
boosting ticket sales. The irony that this musical’s satirical take
on our love of pseudo-celebrities was capitalizing on our love of
pseudo-celebrities was not lost on the producers.

The current tour, under Tania Nardini’s direction and Jacob
Kidder's musical direction, doesn’t need stunt casting, and it
doesn’t require much effort to surrender to what is onstage.
The triple-threat players’ phenomenal performances, supported

San Pedro Creek Culture Park is the scrappy little brother of
San Antonio’s River Walk. Art, history, and nature take the place

of restaurants, hotels, and tourists.

With the recent opening of a new segment north of Commerce
Street on the west side of downtown, the linear park encom-
passes about 10 blocks of the historic creek. The creek project
turns a litter-strewn ditch that has attracted humans for centuries
into a garden of paved trails with ducks, joggers, dog walkers,

and hikers.

It’s a very cool place during the day, with signage telling the history
of the creek, murals depicting people who lived there, art around

every corner, and nature beautifying the channelized waterway.

The highlights of the park happen in the evening with lighting dis-
plays under bridges. One of the largest sets of lights is under the
Houston Street Bridge, but the masterpiece of the park is a nearly
blocklong waterfall between Commerce and Houston streets.

During the day, interactive sculpture Stream looks like a rather
drab cascade of water, but at night it becomes a colorful display
of lights. When someone makes a noise into the old-fashioned,
pill-shaped microphone, the colors ripple down the 250-foot wall of
water. For instance, say, “Helloooo,” into the microphone and watch
the colors run the length of fountain.

San Pedro Creek Culture Park tames the flood-prone waterway by
making the creek banks an inviting place to visit. With the opening
in October of the section to Commerce Street, the project is about
half completed and will eventually stretch past Alamo Street. The
park is open from 7am to 11pm. Because of street construction in
the area, parking can be difficult. For parking tips and information go
to spcculturepark.com.

Rustin FC Gave the City a Season to Be Proud Of

Austin FC’s season came to a sudden and sobering
end Sunday with a 3-0 loss to LAFC in the Western
Conference Final, but not before the club managed
to exceed every reasonable expectation for how its
second year in MLS would go. After finishing the 2021
regular season second from the bottom in the West,
El Tree flipped the table upside down to finish second
from the top in 2022. The club then delivered a pair of
emotional playoff victories at Q2 Stadium to become
just the third MLS side in the past 15 years to make the
league’s final four within two years of expansion.

The Verde and Black also picked up a couple of
bona fide accolades on their campaign trail. They
lifted the Copa Tejas rivalry trophy as the top team
in the Lone Star State, then backed it up with a
2-1 win over FC Dallas in the second round of the
playoffs. They qualified as one of four U.S.-based
clubs for the 2023 Concacaf Champions League,
which will see the Oaks tested against the best
clubs from North America, Central America, and the
Caribbean come March. Above all, Austin FC earned
the respect its players and coaches so desperately
craved. Nobody’s preseason predictions will have
ATX finishing 12th in the West this time around.

In terms of question marks coming into the
season, just about everything came up Verde
when the ball got rolling. Sebastian Driussi not
only continued his head-turning play from his
half-season with the club in 2021, he took it up
another notch, finishing with a team-high 25
goals including playoffs, and an MVP résumé.

He also played in every single one of the club’s
matches, underscoring the fact that no team
was healthier than Austin over the course of
the season. All 11 of the club’s regular starters
appeared in at least 30 matches.

Ruben Gabrielsen, brought in during the
offseason to fill Austin’s desperate need at center
back, emerged as a stalwart defender in front of

Brad Stuver’s goal and a powerful voice inside

the tight-knit Verde locker room. On a team that
boasted Driussi and MLS assist co-leader Diego
Fagtindez, Gabrielsen might be the unsung hero
of the season. Or that title could go to Josh Wolff,
who, after a difficult debut season as a head
coach, settled into the job beautifully in 2022 and
shepherded Austin FC to a 25-point improvement
year to year despite overseeing one of the league’s
dozen least expensive rosters.

Wolff also had to navigate the club’s first true
PR crisis when then-Designated Player Cecilio
Dominguez came under league investigation for
anincident regarding potential domestic violence.
Despite the league reinstating Dominguez
shortly after, Austin FC decided not to return
him to action and eventually mutually agreed to
terminate his contract. That opened the door for
Austin to sign Emiliano Rigoni in Dominguez’s
place, but the Argentine largely disappointed
in his 10 appearances with ATX with zero goal
contributions to show.

Getting Rigoni into form might be the most
critical agenda item for Austin FC looking ahead to
2023. Of the clubs’ four international DP signings to
date, only Driussi has hit thus far. That math doesn’t
add up in comparison to the league’s other MLS Cup
contenders. Sunday’s decisive defeat in Los Angeles
revealed the size of the gap that Austin still must
find a way to bridge if it hopes to build on such a
transformational season.

Still, it’s an enviable position for any club to be
in. 2022 was a special year for a club in a league
where special years don’t come around often. It
may not have yielded an MLS Cup, but it was the
year in which Austin loudly and clearly announced
itself as a force to be reckoned with in Major League
Soccer. There’s no trophy cabinet big enough to
hold that achievement. m

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The Failures of Youth in
Armageddon Time

James Gray looks back on adolescent regrets and bigotry in his semi-autobiography

No matter how many times you’ve heard it
said that life isn’t fair, there remains something
inside you that refuses to fully accept that bleak
truth, a naive desire that clings to the idea of a
just universe. The recognition of this harsh reali-
ty is bound up with the end of childhood, a time
when children see that they are not the center
of the universe, that the cosmos do not revolve
around single individuals. Paul
Graff (Repeta), a sixth-grader
who lives in Flushing, Queens,
with his middle-class, liberal,
first-generation Jewish parents
(Hathaway and Strong, both
superb), is coming into this
knowledge in Armageddon Time.

The year is 1980, and arma-
geddon is a word used by Ronald
Reagan in reference to the geopolitical destiny of
the United States and the so-called evil empire.
The year is an inflection point in the mind of writ-
er/director James Gray, a time in which he sees
the American dream taking a turn from an even
keel to a freewheeling smash-and-grab.

This is not the first time Gray has located
one of his movies in the New York boroughs
(Little Odessa, Two Lovers, The Immigrant), but
this is the first time his story contains so many
autobiographical elements. Following his recent
trips to the jungle (The Lost City of Z) and outer
space (Ad Astra), Armageddon Time is infused
with a sense of close intimacy and personal
truth, and the result is Gray’s
best film to date.

The inequities of life begin
to dawn on Paul when he
and another class clown,
Johnny Davis (Webb), a
Black kid who's been held
back a year and is the only
child of color in the class,
are punished differently
and unequally for their misbehaviors. Paul’s
beloved grandfather (Hopkins) helps build the
boy’s character but often his advice is para-
doxical: Sometimes he says to be a mensch
and stand up for your friend; other times he
recommends making moral compromises to

survive, which comes from his experience as a
Jew who fled Europe. When Paul is moved from
public school to private (a school based on
Kew Forest, the school attended by the Trump
children and which patriarch Fred sat on the
board of directors for), Paul learns the sting of
polite antisemitism, as well. (Jessica Chastain
performs a cameo as Maryanne Trump, who
comes to the school to give a speech about
hard work and not taking handouts.)
Armageddon Time sometimes fails to fully
clarify Gray’s ideas about the social order,
but what it lacks in explicit moral structure
the film more than makes up for in histor-
ic sensibility. All the film’s accoutrements
are note-perfect from the costuming to the
music, performances, and set design. Messy
family life and moral ideals perfuse the film’s
landscape but the film shows how these
things can become the foundational ele-
ments of an individual’s life.

Aftersun, the debut feature by writer/director
Charlotte Wells, often doesn't feel like a film.
It feels like an intrusion into the life of Calum
(Normal People’s Mescal) and his daughter,
Sophie (newcomer Corio), as they take a holiday
together in Turkey.

But then, it's almost as if the older Sophie
(Rowlson-Hall) is intruding upon her own memo-
ries. Seen sparingly, she recalls a final time of
untrammeled father-daughter connection on the
beaches and in the blue waves, understanding
now what her father, quietly, seemed to under-
stand then. These holidays are a tradition, one
that Calum seems very aware is collapsing,
for too many reasons to list. Separation from
Sophie’s mum, Sophie’s imminent adolescence,
and the weight of a reality from which he con-
stantly tries to protect her.

There’s something of fellow Scot Lynne
Ramsay’s work to Wells’ depiction of their crum-
bling relationship, her willingness to indulge in
symbolism and metaphorical unrealism (the cast-
ing of the American Rowlson-Hall, primarily a cho-
reographer and dancer, makes most sense in one
of these moments), and the exploration of pain,
how we ignore it or embrace it but must inevitably
make peace with it. While many filmmakers aspire
to what Ramsay does, Wells’ greatest achievement
is in feeling like a kin to her intimate, sometimes
ethereal work. It's a film in which little is explicit,
but all the weight of their relationship is present
in the perfectly observed conversations and excur-
sions, the ease of their interactions and Calum’s
quiet restraint as he keeps a shadow at bay.

Aftersun is lyrical without ever being obtuse, and
it's a film that flourishes when attention is paid to
details: a bruise, a rug, the hand that holds the
camera that catches silly moments together. The
whirring of tape and accompanying lo-res visuals
are signifiers that a moment has significance, even
if young Sophie doesn’t realize it. But then, every
moment on this trip has meaning for her, which is
why she recalls them, and why the astoundingly
organic connection between Calum and Sophie
(Mescal and Corio both almost shockingly natural-
istic) is simultaneously heartwarming and tragic.

Wells also catches a mood and an era: Late
Nineties mournful Britpop and easy dance tunes
play in the background, the kind of music an
out-of-season Turkish resort appealing to British
holidaymakers would play, Catatonia sliding into
Blur sliding into “Macarena.” Wells uses the pop
soundtrack to resonate with the emotions, like
how Sophie tries to drag Calum to perform a kara-
oke version of “Losing My Religion” (their song, it
is implied, from easier holidays past), and a brutal-
ly perfect use of “Under Pressure” that sums up
the convoluted emotions of the story as much as
the final, poignant airport farewell.

Good Night Oppy is less of a documentary
and more of a gigantic kid-friendly commercial to
convince kids to pursue a career in science. The
STEM-positive film follows the voyage of the twin
rovers that were sent to Mars to discover if the
planet once sustained life, Spirit and Opportunity
— optimistic names for an optimistic quest. Ryan
White’s film never falters from its positive tone,
which fits the attitude of the NASA team behind
it. The story is indeed sweet, stacked with plen-
ty of passionate people who eagerly share their
experiences to White and his camera, inputting
their emotional journeys onto these rovers as if
they were kin with WALL-E. There’s no denying
these scientists are great at their jobs, and they
are even better at inspiring others with their
zeal, emoting their joy through their body lan-
guage, waving their arms around with excitement
and smiling ear to ear in every interview.

White does a great job at evoking sentimental
feelings for these robots, with the help of narration
by Angela Bassett that lends some personality to
both Spirit and Opportunity. It's a good technique
to guide the audience, to feed life into something
that’s lifeless. However, the conventional way
White conducts the interviews creates a staleness
to Good Night Oppy. He never guides any of his
talking heads much past the surface. Tidbits about
their personal lives are scattered here and there,
but a majority of the time they are instructed to
discuss the mission at hand, bullet point by bullet
point. There’s a tedium to this approach of film-
making, a flatness that unfortunately has become
standard practice in documentary filmmaking as
of late. It's a barrier that prevents filmmakers from
experimenting with the form, like a rock in the
sand that can’t be driven over.

The NASA employees project personalities
onto Spirit and Opportunity, with Spirit being the
angsty teenager and Opportunity being the deter-
mined overachiever, able to persevere through all
setbacks. Good Night Oppy spends so much time

on creating an emotional connection to the two
rovers that it forgets to inject story into the rela-
tionships with the co-workers that took the jour-
ney with them. The only tissue that binds these
people together is the good-morning pop song
that starts their day, when the archival footage
shows all of the participants in the same space,
bobbing their heads to the same catchy tune.
Emotional investment is what makes any film
work, and Good Night Oppy’s main issue is that
it's too focused on accurately portraying the histo-
ry of the project over bringing together the people
who poured their lives into making it a success.

& THE RETURN OF TANYA TUCKER -
FEATURING BRANDI CARLILE

D: Kathlyn Horan. (R, 108 min.)

“Say a prayer, | need it,” says Tanya Tucker
at the start of The Return of Tanya Tucker,
Kathlyn Horan’s new documentary on the coun-
try music icon.

That statement may be true, as Tucker at the
outset seems uncertain of taking on her first
album in nearly two decades. The result, 2019’s
While I'm Livin’, proves an unquestionable tri-
umph though, and the journey through its mak-
ing that the South by Southwest 2022-selected
film chronicles is even more so.

The film breaks fairly evenly into two acts:
the album’s making at Sunset Sound studio in
L.A. with Brandi Carlile and Shooter Jennings,
and its subsequent release to wide acclaim
and Tucker’s first-ever Grammy win. Throughout,
Horan tactfully pulls from archival interviews
and footage of the singer to mark her meteoric
rise as a teenager in the 1970s; her tumul-
tuous, tabloid-fodder, 1980s career; and her
effective blackballing from the industry when
she became too rock & roll and irreverent for
country sensibilities.

Tucker’s career in the spotlight since she
hit No. 1 with “Delta Dawn” at age 13 could
alone fill biographic volumes. Yet her past only
plays as context here to the more personal

contemporary story of the artist restarting at
60. Her voice no longer a crystalline twang, and
having largely left music following her father/
manager’s death, Tucker emerges as both quint-
essentially rebellious and hesitatingly vulnera-
ble. It takes Americana superstar Brandi Carlile
to shepherd Tucker back to the stage, with an
enthusiastically charming admiration that grows
during the filming into a mutual respect and
deep friendship.

The pivotal moment captured in the studio
comes as Tucker offhandedly quips out the
chorus to “Bring My Flowers Now.” Carlile
senses the emotional weight and potential,
and helps craft the song from Tucker’s reminis-
cence. Equally important is Carlile’s role in bol-
stering Tucker’s confidence that she still has
something to say, and that the world wants to
hear it.

Although the film closes with Tucker finally
claiming her long-overdue Grammy, it intentional-
ly sets up as a foundation for what’s next rather
than as a capstone. Tucker still isn’t in the
Country Music Hall of Fame, yet the documenta-
ry leaves no doubt of her enduring influence and
talent today. And as Tucker says in assessing
the album’s impact for her, it's about “having a
vision that my music could be my future, and
not my past.”

THE SOCIAL AND PERSONAL TURBULENCE OF ARMAGEDDON TIME

JAMES GRAY EXPLORES HIS OWN FLAWED YOUTH IN HIS
AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL COMING-OF-AGE FILM BY TRACE SAUVEUR

After exploring the jungles of the Amazon
in The Lost City of Z and the furthest reaches of
outer space in Ad Astra, James Gray was beat.

“I was anxious to try and rediscover what it is |
loved about cinema, why | even wanted to make
a film in the first place,” Gray said. “| wanted

to make something logistically simple. But that
doesn’t mean it’s simple. | wanted to make
something emotional.”

True to his desire, Gray’s new film, Armageddon
Time (which screened at Austin Film Festival
ahead of its Nov. 4 release), is indeed deceptively
simple and relatively muted, grounded in a quiet,
transformative sense of emotional and societal
upheaval. It's projected largely from memory: an
autobiographical coming-of-age tale reflecting
on Gray’s upbringing in Queens, New York, in
the Eighties. He manifests himself through Paul
(played by up-and-comer Banks Repeta), a
precocious, artistic, and restless kid in a middle-
class Jewish family who quickly begins to perceive
the complicated snarl of class and racial privilege
when he befriends Johnny (Jaylin Webb), a Black
classmate.

With such delicate subject matter, it would
have been easy for another filmmaker to turn the
story into a didactic lecture, something a director
like Gray, who historically has made features that
feel ambivalent to general audience reception, did
well to avoid. “You stay away from that when you
approach the material with humility,” Gray said.
“You realize there’s no simple solution to what is
at the core of your idea. There’s been a kind of
diminution of the narrative craft over the last 20
years and with that there’s been the introduction
of a kind of vagueness in storytelling.” However,
he added, “Vague is not the same thing as
ambiguous. What | tried to do was make the
story events themselves clear, but their meaning
not clear.”

Armageddon Time is visualized within a detailed
yet unsentimental depiction of growing up during
the ominous forthcoming of the Reagan era. The
film is in part defined by the general contemporary
societal disposition, but also by the period details of
Gray’s life that help make this as markedly personal
asitis. He explained, “The key is to get even more
specific. It seems like OCD or meaningless, but
the details allow the larger ideas to thrive. The
specificity allows the generality. | probably got a
little irritating and obsessive about it to people on
the crew. The texture that you feel, | think, is the
product of being a crazy person and not giving in
when otherwise maybe | should have.”

Gray’s film seems apropos in a time of promi-
nent social justice initiatives and the nation’s con-
tinued reckoning with the oppression of minority
groups, but it wasn’t written in light of those
events. “The script was written obviously before
the January 6 craziness, Trump’s contesting of the
election and democracy, before George Floyd and
those protests,” he said, “[so it] took on a differ-
ent context once | started making it.”

In that sense, the film seems borne more as
a reflection of the kind of formative events that
burn deep into one’s psyche rather than a specific
reaction to anything. It feels like something of a
release in practice, though it didn’t necessarily
translate that way for its creator. “l achieved or
felt no catharsis whatsoever,” Gray said. “What
| tried to do is say that there are no concrete
answers. When you're delving into your own
life where the outcome is failure, it doesn’t lead
you to a place that is about your own personal
comfort. It can be quite roiling to look at your
own catastrophe. And that’s okay, that’s what I'm
supposed to do. And if I'm not willing to do that,
I’'m not willing to do anything.” [ |

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& SOMETHING IN THE DIRT

D: Justin Benson, Aaron Moorhead; with Benson,
Moorhead. (R, 116 min.)

There are two recurrent threads in the cre-
ative collaborations of Justin Benson and Aaron
Moorhead: how we tell stories, and the convo-
luted nature of male relationships. Their latest,
Something in the Dirt, circles right back to
those concepts, but with a fresh trajectory and,
as always, uniquely enthralling perspectives.

Many filmmakers had to recalculate their
processes during the pandemic, but Benson
and Moorhead’s lockdown production is more
of a refinement. As in 2017’s The Endless
(which gets a cunning Easter egg here), the
duo are also their own leads; but whereas
that film had them as bickering siblings,
Something in the Dirt presents them initially
as utter strangers. Levi (Benson) and John
(Moorhead) just happen to be neighbors in
the same low-end Los Angeles apartment
building. Otherwise, it would be hard to see
why they would have anything to do with each
other. John tries to be relaxed, but can’t quite
shake some buttoned-up repression, and Levi
seems like a harmless, beach-bummy slacker,
but there’s always an explanation or excuse
for every little incomplete story he tells. But
with nowhere else to go and no one else to
talk to, of course they become something
akin to friends.

Their position as relative strangers raises
the question of trust, and that’s the com-
ponent of storytelling that quietly energizes
the story. What initially plays like a narrative
feature soon blurs into mockumentary, with
talking heads interjecting on the proceedings,
explaining that what the audience is viewing is
a tragedy. But what exactly are we watching,
and what roles do the two men play in it? At
the same time, what exactly is the mysterious
artifact that Levi found in his apartment?

Something in the Dirt

Oh, that’s right. There’s a third loop to
Benson and Moorhead’s signature style.
Eldritch, cosmic horror. What they think is an
ashtray turns out to be something much more,
and the lo-fi chills set them off on this weird
obsessive path to work out what it is. The lack
of answers, and the duo’s accidental co-depen-
dence, becomes a search for meaning that’s
swallowed up in all the coincidental conspiracy
and supernatural theories they’ve absorbed
from pop culture over the years.

The end result is captivating yet slippery, and
could be off-putting if it weren’t for the dynamic
and cunning appeal of Benson and Moorhead
— both as filmmakers and as performers.
Something in the Dirt is a conversational cham-
ber piece, if the chamber was a leaky apart-
ment, with undefined menace floating like the
ash from the smoke-covered and dry-as-kindling
hills. Languorous conversations are intercut with
stock footage as footnotes, but while the script
is laden with both doom and understatedly
humorous banter, Benson and Moorhead are
not afraid of laughter. Not easy gags, but the
kind of little twitch that elicits an unexpected
barking laugh. They're cerebral horror's Abbott
and Costello, and that’s a huge compliment.

They’re also tricksy. The exact nature of
the film is upended in an elegant way that
only hews it closer to the underlying themes
of deceit and conviction. Their world is forever
reshaping and in flux, like the light refracted
through the crystalline mass, as they bolt
together whatever facts fit their latest, and
increasingly wild, theorem. Something in the Dirt
doesn’t hide its answers, because there may
not be any answers. It's the danger of obsess-
ing over the mutability of facts that is its true
and fascinating subject. In an era of post-reality
politics, Something in the Dirt may be a quiet
wake-up call.

A sustained wail of maternal grief wells up
from deep inside Till. It's the heartrending sound
of a mother mourning the unspeakable death
of a child. In August 1955, 14-year-old Chicago
resident Emmett “Bo” Till (Hall) traveled to a
small rural community in the Mississippi Delta
to spend time with his cousins, accompanied by
a great-uncle who lived there (Thompson). The
African American teenager returned home in a
wooden casket. Lynched, bludgeoned, and shot
in the head, Till's mottled and mutilated body
was found in the nearby Tallahatchie River days
after he briefly flirted with a white female store
cashier (Bennett) and innocuously wolf-whistled
at her. Although the two accused white men
(one of them the young woman’s husband) were
acquitted of all charges by an all-white male
jury, the brutal and racially motivated murder
helped galvanize a civil rights movement in the
Jim Crow South and reenergized the mission of
the NAACP Most recently, the memory of young
Till's death became a rallying cry during Black
Lives Matter protests.

Somewhat unexpectedly, the perspective of
the murdered boy’s bereaved mother, Mamie
(Deadwyler), dominates Till. While many other
actors in the narrative have their moments,
albeit small — a difficult pretrial conversation
between Mamie and her Uncle Moses, to whom
she had entrusted her son’s safety, is particular-
ly memorable — Deadwyler’s performance rules
the film. She carries the emotional heft of her
role with authority, hitting all the high notes in
Mamie’s radicalized transformation into a com-
mitted activist for racial equality. (She reminds
you a little of the great Angela Bassett, but soft-
er.) Movies about the social or political awaken-
ing of everyday people (think Norma Rae) who
see the big picture can inspire the soul; if wary
of the easy trope of human deification, they're
capable of convincing you an untapped noble
purpose lives in us all. While it can get rightfully
goose-bumpy at times, what distinguishes Till

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from most other well-intentioned films telling
similarly themed stories set during this tumul-
tuous era of American history is the absence of
white saviors. It's about time.

While the script takes certain historical lib-
erties, such as the sanitation of the deceased
Louis Till, Emmett’s father and Mamie’s first
husband (the man was no saint), the biggest
distraction in Till is its prettified visual sense.
No question: It’s nice to look at, but the impec-
cable veneer belies the ugliness of what lies
beneath. Catalog-ready clothing always looks
dry-cleaned and freshly pressed; perfectly con-
ditioned automobiles gleam as if just washed
and waxed; and no one seems to hardly break a
sweat in the Mississippi heat, even when stand-
ing in a cotton field on a sunny August day. It's a
puzzling choice in production values for a movie
that otherwise strives to be genuine. Go figure.

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The Perfect Rolled Salad
(No, Not That Kind)

Spring rolls that always pack a big punch

What is the perfect food? To my mind, it’s
a comforting dish that is easily accessible,
affordable, relatively painless to cook, and
just hits every time, even when the version
you're eating is not very good. Goi cuon
(also known as spring rolls, salad rolls, or
summer rolls; I'll refer to them as spring
rolls from here) are that dish for me.

As I sit in one of the oldest and most
established Vietnamese/Chinese restau-
rants in the capital city (hint: It used to be
one of the only pho shops in the Nineties,
strictly Vietnamese then), eating some mid
spring rolls, something dawns on me while
I’'m drowning them in watery peanut hoisin
sauce and Huy Fong Foods chili garlic sauce.
They are still satisfying, like mediocre pizza
or chips and queso when you're hungover,
because this quite possibly could be the per-
fect food for Central and Southeast Texas.

A spring roll is essentially a small salad
with some type of protein wrapped in fresh
rice paper and served with a dipping sauce
of the peanut hoisin or fish variety, most
commonly. There are two schools of thought
about the origin of this dish. Some argue
that they were an innovation of Quang
Trung, the second emperor of the Tay Son
dynasty (1788-92). The legend is that he
wanted his soldiers to be on the go at all
times, even requiring them to carry each
other in hammocks, taking turns sleeping
while they pursued their enemies. This
constant movement required mobile, hand-
held foods that were lightweight, didn't
need to be heated, and could be devoured
while marching. The other argument for
the provenance of spring rolls is that they
are a direct result of China’s occupation of
Vietnam more than 2,000 years ago, due to
their similarity to the Chinese spring roll.
However, where the Chinese spring roll is
fried and crunchy, the Vietnamese spring
roll is soft and cool, and the rice paper wrap-
per is a Vietnamese invention.

Have humans been wrapping savory and
sweet ingredients in some type of tasty
wrapper and ingesting them for thousands

of years? Yes. However, the varied
combinations of fresh herbs and lettuces,
rice vermicelli noodles, pickled veggies,
and protein, wrapped in fresh rice paper
then dipped in something either thick and
sweet or umami-drenched, sour, and salty,
are uniquely Vietnamese. China is the
originator of so many culinary traditions,
including the spring roll in its various
fried permutations throughout Asia and
Asian-inspired cuisine, but never have they
had a fresh one as we encounter in the
Vietnamese culinary lexicon.

If you encounter a Vietnamese restaurant
that does not serve a version of a spring roll,
it wouldn’t be suspicious per se, but out of
character. In Texas, they are essentially the
fries to our burger, if you count a steaming
bowl of pho, heaping bowl of bun, or a
banh mi as the burger. And when you do
encounter a Vietnamese establishment that
doesn’t serve a spring roll, this is also a
place you need to eat at if you dig this type
of cuisine, as they are catering zero to a
Western palate. I guarantee you they will
have offerings just as delicious, and fresh.

Houston, Texas, from 1975 to 1988
was ground zero for the resettlement of
Vietnamese refugees after the fall of Saigon.
And while San Jose, California, held the
largest population of ethnic Vietnamese
until around 2007, many left California
during the late Aughts for more afford-
able housing and accessible employment in
Texas, specifically the southeastern region
of the state. Texans have benefited greatly,
culturally and gastronomically, from the
blunders and tragedies of the Vietnam War.
I do not write this lightly, or infused with
cynicism, but any diaspora spawns regen-
erative cultural and food migrations, inevi-
table new combinations, education, and the
melding of foodways.

Most spring rolls are legit by my pal-
ate’s calibrations, but those listed here are
exceptional, and if you happen to be at one
of these spots, don’t sleep on these tiny
rolled salads. u

Grilled pork spring rolls at Baguette House & Cafe

Grilled pork spring rolls (3) - $7.50
10901 N. Lamar

This North Lamar bahn mi mainstay in
Austin’s “Chinatown” (we can make a good
case to rename it “Little Vietnam”) makes
one of the most refreshing, satisfying, tex-
turally perfect, and filling (for what is gen-
erally considered an appetizer) spring rolls
in town. | typically opt for grilled pork. You
get three substantial rolls, which are more
than enough to share if you're grabbing a
sandwich, or to serve as a light meal on
their own. The pork is toothsome, flavorfully
marinated, and reminiscent of Chinese-style
roasted pork, but less sweet. But it’s the veg-
etables and roughage that shine here, with
always bright green leaf lettuce, fresh cucum-
ber, pickled daikon and carrot, and a fresh
rice paper holding it all together. The rolls
are never dried out and hard at the edges, a
sure sign of being made to order, or so close
to it that most people wouldn’t be able to tell
the difference. A substantial to-go ramekin of
viscous peanut hoisin sauce and chili garlic
sauce is served for dipping. Absent are the
omnipresent thin rice vermicelli noodles, but
with the mini salad and grilled pork, they
aren’t missed. Baguette House also offers
grilled beef, grilled pork loaf (kind of like sau-
sage), and a vegetarian option.

PHO PHONG LUU (NOBLE PHO)

Grilled pork sausage spring rolls (2) - $5.50
11800 Dessau

| am a newcomer to this spot,
previously on North Lamar, now
reopened on Dessau Road. Fabulous
food, family vibe, very cool spot, always
great service. These rolls are going to
be on the average-to-smaller end of
this roundup, but deftly crafted with
delectable and unique ingredients.
These rolls are tightly wrapped and
slender, with a large oblong slice of
grilled Vietnamese sausage, lightly
pickled carrot, fresh cilantro, rice
vermicelli, cooked greens, and a fried
rice paper “cigar” for texture. They've
clearly married these ingredients with
purpose. Acid from the smattering of
carrot, great crunch and texture from
the cigar, a little bit of chew from the
greens, and the salty richness of the
sausage, all served with a thick, rich
peanut hoisin sauce, combine for one
of the best spring rolls in town. | pile
every bite with chili garlic sauce, the
ubiquitous Indonesian condiment found
at most Viethamese establishments. I'd
be wary of any spot that does not have
a version at its disposal. There’s also a
tofu roll available.

The no-frills, unassuming pho shop in
the second-best strip center for Asian
fare is a stalwart, and their spring rolls
are consistently above average. It's
the best bang for your buck on this
roundup. They come with hot roasted
pork, lightly pickled carrot, fresh green
leaf lettuce, rice vermicelli noodles, and
bean sprouts, served with a thinnish
peanut hoisin sauce with loads of
fresh peanuts and pickled carrot on
top. These are decent-sized rolls, and
the hot pork really sets them off. The
juxtaposition of hot and cold might
seem strange, but it works perfectly. It's
just like adding grilled steak or chicken
breast to your salad. Pho Van also
offers shrimp, grilled beef, chicken, and
tofu options.

TAN MY

Goi cuon (spring rolls with pork and shrimp) (2) - $5
1601 Ohlen

Tan My consistently makes all the noodle shop
lists for its light but intricately rich bowls of pho,
definitely one of the best bowls of noodle soup in
town for my money. Their spring rolls are in that
same echelon. They serve a shorter roll, with a
healthy portion of fresh green leaf lettuce, rice
vermicelli, thin-sliced roasted pork and halved
boiled shrimp, and a thick stick of fresh cucumber
for that crunch. Absent are any pickled daikon
and/or carrots, but they aren’t missed, served
alongside a peanut hoisin dipping sauce. The
menu mentions bean sprouts in this version, but
| haven’t had any bean sprouts in the past few
orders I've had, an ingredient that’s really not
missed. They also offer a version with fried tofu
and bean sprouts (possibly).

KUWAY'S

Grilled pork spring roll (3) - $7
1309 W. 45th

The little red trailer on the northwest corner of
45th and Burnet, in the parking lot of Rosedale
Market, is a win. They do this choose-your-own
adventure with their menu, and you can add
avocado, extra meat, and/or an egg to your rolls,
or anything, if you really want. | don’t recommend
any of that on their rolls, because their grilled pork
spring rolls, as is, are the move. They're stuffed
with richly seasoned grilled pork, lots of crunchy
lightly pickled carrot, a little cilantro, vermicelli
noodles, and chopped iceberg lettuce (the only
drawback, but it does add some extra crunch).
You're going to get three squat rolls, plump like
Tan My’s but larger, and a thin peanut hoisin with
a side of peanuts and chili garlic sauce, plenty for
a light lunch or to share with a banh mi or bowl.
They also offer shrimp, chicken, and tofu options.

PREVIEWING THE AUSTIN FOOD & WINE FESTIVAL

Our recommendations for whom to see and what

to taste By MELANIE HAUPT

It’s that time of year again, when a bunch of
like-minded folks hungering and thirsting for
knowledge gather in Austin for three days to
recognize the hard work of dozens upon dozens
of creative people, asking questions, making
friends, and getting really, really loaded.

Oh, did you think | was talking about the Texas
Book Festival? Hahaha, no. It’s the Austin Food
& Wine Festival, that annual celebration of all
things, uh, food and wine, at Auditorium Shores.
This, the second “post-pandemic” iteration of
the beloved luxury foodie party, as ever, takes
place this Friday through Sunday, Nov. 4-6, and
features an impressive array of chefs from Austin,
San Antonio, and beyond, as well as exciting
tastings and Meet the Makers sessions and a
newly launched Chef Dining Series. Here are some
of the demos, chefs, and sessions I'm looking
forward to, as well as events you shouldn’t miss if
you have the extra time and scratch.

Friday offers three opportunities to get the
party started. Down at Auditorium Shores,

Tim Love of Lonesome Dove (the restaurant,
not the TV show) and Jesse Herman of Koko’s
Bavarian bring the Oktoberfest vibes with the
Wurst Weekend Kickoff, complete with brats
and sausages and regional wines and beers. For
something (presumably) a little more sedate,
check out one of the two Dining Series dinners
on offer: At Maie Day, chef Michael Fojtasek
partners with Sara Kramer and Sarah Hymanson
of L.A’s Kismet for a four-course “grill-a-thon,”
and at Canje, chef Tavel Bristol-Joseph and
celebrity chef Maneet Chauhan offer a tasting
menu that centers the Indian influences on
Caribbean cuisine.

On Saturday, chef demos to prioritize include
Tiffany Derry of Houston’s Roots Southern Table
at 1:45pm and Chicago’s Sarah Greuneberg at
4:45pm (but you can’t go wrong with any of the
day’s demos, honestly). On the beverage side,

I’'m interested in checking out “A Palate for the
Planet With Audubon Conservation Ranching
and Burgess Cellars” at 2:45pm. At 3:45pm,
Breaking Bad stars and lifetime besties Aaron
Paul and Bryan Cranston tell the story of their
Dos Hombres Mezcal. The fire pit showcases
San Antonio chefs Jason Dady, Jesse Kuykendall,
Kristina Zhao, and Jorge Luis Hernandez.

That night, Rock Your Taco features popular Top
Chef alums Shota Nakajima and Brooke Williamson
as well as local superstars Jo Chan (Chan Hospitality),
roaming pastry chef Laura Sawicki, Sarah Heard
(along with her Foreign & Domestic partner Nathan
Lemley), and more competing for taco supremacy.

On Sunday, roll out of bed in time to catch a
demo from Jo Chan at 1:45pm before bopping
over to the tasting sessions tent for “California
Sparkling Wines That Rival Champagne” (yes,
please!). The 4 o’clock hour presents a conflict:

a chef demo from Suerte’s Fermin Nufiez, or
another fizz-centric tasting (“Simon Says:
Everything’s Better With Bubbles”)?

And since I’'m Everyone’s Mom, this is just a
friendly reminder that this is an extremely fun and
very, very boozy event. Pace yourself, alternate
your alcoholic drinks with water or mocktails, make
your transportation plans in advance, and take care
of yourself.

Standout sets from the four-day Halloweekend fest

BREAKS MAKE THE JESUS &
MARY CHAIN EVEN BETTER

‘Jesus fucking Christ,” sighed Jim Reid
toward the end of his legendarily noisy band’s
glitch-riddled set. His defeated, depressive
apology was once again subordinated to
the yowling clamor of his brother William
“struggling” with an apparently “kaput”
guitar pedal. Jim continued: “It’s just one
of those nights isn’'t it?” Is it? Referencing
a friend who’s seen the Scottish shoegaze
progenitors several times across their four
decades, his description of a standard JAMC
show was a dead ringer for Thursday - from
the false starts to Jim sheepishly alluding
to an encore (as though he suspected the
audience wouldn’t otherwise be impelled
to applaud). What my friend didn’t share
is that JAMC is the only band in the world
made better by poor preparation. After each
minutelong gap between songs — everyone
watching as Jim craned his head anxiously
at his brother — William would conjure one of
his iconic riffs out of the drone metal morass,
a booming dance rhythm would kick in, and
we’d remember, “Oh yeah, these are the guys
who made apathy cool.”

THE PINKY RINGS PLAY
MISBEHAVING FEMBOTS

Even the sharp chill that ripped through
the Mohawk air couldn’t spook Levitation’s
Saturday punk lineup into submission.
First up, ultrachic fivepiece the Pinky
Rings paraded gloriously in a cheeky group
costume of blue-velvet Austin Powers with
a quartet of sexy, gun-boob-adorned pink
robots. The “Bodega Babies” teased out
unrelenting garage rock tunes with Kkiller
hooks and mucho misbehavior from their
self-titled debut album, with lead singer
Bella Borbon strutting around the outdoor
stage’s splattered tie-dye visuals, like a
psychedelic Jackson Pollock canvas.

100% Electronica co-founder Neggy
Gemmy (formerly known as Negative
Gemini) headlined Elysium Saturday
night, fluttering across the stage with
unbridled energy to counteract ESPRIT’s
prior sedentary nods. Lindsey French’s
Auto-Tuned, alien vocals flickered in
and out, occasionally lost in tight dance
thumps. The Los Angeles-based musician
and producer’s teeming enthusiasm
remained consistent, however, seeping
into each serving of atmospheric synth-
pop and Nineties club grooves. Whether
changing her SD card midset or slinging a
guitar over her shoulder to play the driving

After leaving the stage for
a few seconds, she popped back on for
a repeat encore of 2022 single “Gemmy
Juice,” a self-branded hyperpop ringtone.
Atomic bounce guaranteed, Gemmy’s juice
is infectious.

DIE SPITZ SPARK
INTERGENERATIONAL RAGE

For a rising punk act that cut their teeth
at co-op shows and dive bars, Die Spitz
commanded like a headliner. Donning clown
garb and an unidentifiable elf costume, the
Austin group primed Mohawk’s multigen-
erational L7 crowd with banshee screams,
crunchy guitar riffs, and memorably rowdy
mosh pits for an opening slot. The all-femme
quartet kicked off 36 minutes of fury with
the taunting choruses and slinky six-strings
of “Evangeline” before vocalist and guitarist
Ava Schrobilgen snarled for the crowd to
“MOSHHHH.” Old heads and indie youth
collided during fight-and-flight anthem
“Going Away,” and continued to thrash and
squirm the entire set. When thundering
percussionist Chloe Andrews traded instru-
ments with Schrobilgen, and when the lat-
ter’s guitar strap blew out, the band raged
on. The Levitation first-timers closed shop
with downstream bass riffs and axe rumbles
in drop D, but even after Die Spitz left the
stage, the rage never did. — Kriss Conklin

L7 URGES “FAST AND
FRIGHTENING” VOTING

Sabbath sluggishness lurked enough for
L7 frontdame Donita Sparks to wonder
if the crammed crowd had been “out
seeing bands all day.” As such, the most
consistently thrilling band of the grunge era
started out slow, steady. Opener “Andres,”
ex-set highlight “Everglade,” and “Shove”
all churned an almost death metal buzz saw.
“Please stop bullying our crew,” snapped
bassist Jennifer Finch at the stage-front
Mohawk mayhem. Suzi Gardner gave a
menacing, horror flick reading of “Monster”
from O.G. obliterator Bricks Are Heavy, 30
this year. “Non Existent Patricia” turned
the tide, less wall o’ guitar and Dee Plakas
pounding, but “Drama” rounded the corner.
“Well, I’'ve seen it all,” nodded Sparks at a
blind crowd-surfer. Not all: “Pretend We're
Dead” lumbered like a soccer chant, and
“Shitlist” hit the fan. “We want everyone
to vote,” announced Sparks, closing out
the 75-minute set. “This song is for all the
sisters in the house.” Election Day looms,
“Fast and Frightening.” — Raoul Hernandez

W.I.T.C.H. HITS THE CLASSICS
Those uninitiated and awaiting Zamrock
legends WI.T.C.H puzzled over an initially
melanin-challenged assembly Thursday at
Empire Garage — until Patrick Mwondela,
from the group’s Eighties disco incarnation,
entered to man keyboards. Next out was sole
remaining member of the original Seventies
lineup, Emmanuel ‘Jagari” Chanda. Stalled
for decades by Zambian political shifts
until finding widespread revival with 2012
reissues and a 2019 documentary, the new
W.ILT.C.H. played their Black Sabbath- and
James Brown-inspired funky stoner classics
like “Chifundo,” and “It’s Alright.” All
energy, grace, and joy, Chanda said: “We
take nothing for granted. Thank you for
being here.”

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Austin Chronicle: What feelings arise in
advance of these hometown shows?

Veronica Ortuino: Definitely a lot of nostal-
gia from looking back to that time - back to
being that young, I guess. I still feel young,
actually, but we all have different lives now
and some of us are moms. Revisiting living
out of a tour van and traveling the world
makes me want to do it again in some ways,
and bring my kid with me.

Stephanie Chan: I'm definitely really
excited. We’ve all been in a number of
other bands since Finally Punk but when
the pandemic hit, nobody was playing
music. Having a baby isolates you in some
ways too, which is unfortunate. So I think
it’s also really a nice opportunity to put
ourselves first and exercise that music
muscle again.

Erin Budd: All of us have such good
friendships, so we can pick it up where
we last left off. It’s nice to have the band
dynamic going on. We wrote all these
songs in our early 20s, and we’ve changed
a lot since then, but it’ll be fun to play
them again.

AC: The Instagram account Finally Punk
Files serves as a digital archive of your
years together. Who runs it?

Elizabeth Skadden: I started the account
because Mika Miko, our sister band in

All-Girl Aughts Act Finally Punk
Talks Austin Reunion Shows

Good news for fans of mid-Aughts punk, all-girl groups, and DIY goofiness: Finally Punk
is finally back, and ready to return their high-energy, existential art-rock home to Austin.
Though 15 years have passed since the quartet’s last live performance, their name still
lives on the lips of major figures in music: Bikini Kill drummer Tobi Vail, an early Finally
Punk supporter alongside Karen O, name-checked the group to a sold-out audience at
Mohawk this past May.

Bandmates Veronica Ortuno, Erin Budd, Elizabeth Skadden, and Stephanie Chan
formed the band as twentysomethings in 2005, quickly attracting a loyal following
around their rowdy one-minute tracks and rotation of instruments for every song. Since
going on hiatus in 2009, each member has built their lives around various creative pur-
suits: Formerly behind Austin-based boutique and community space Las Cruxes, Ortuno
now runs interior design studio Casa Veronica. Budd works in sewing production and
still gigs around Austin. Skadden directs and produces video in Manhattan, while Chan
runs a craft marshmallow company in Los Angeles and makes music under the name
Oriental Beatles.

The band returns to Austin for two reunion shows. At the first, for experimental series
Swass Nite, Wed., Nov. 9, at Hotel Vegas, they’ll be joined by scene veterans the Shitty
Beach Boys, as well as excellent up-and-coming punk outfits Mugger, Gutter, and Wet Dip.
Finally Punk reassembles again to open for longtime friends/reunited indie troupe Voxtrot,
Nov. 12 at Mohawk. Zooming in from different coasts, the group spoke with the Chronicle

about their homecoming and embargoed band history.

L.A., started one. They were one of the
only other all-girl bands. I had around 40
hours of Finally Punk videos on a MiniDV
camera. During the pandemic, I watched all
the footage and thought, “Oh, this is pretty
cool!” Some people submit photos to us, but
most we took ourselves.

VO: We were just good at documenting,
and didn’t have phones that took photos at
the time, so I always had a film camera on
me. There’s a lot to be said about that: Now
everyone just busts out a phone, but I love
having the tangible documentation.

AC: Your last show was back in 2009 in
London. How did you decide to play these
two Austin reunion shows?

ES: Ramesh Srivastava from Voxtrot told us
that they were reforming to play in Austin and
asked if we wanted to join. They were always
big supporters of Finally Punk. Voxtrot played
Bowery Ballroom in 2006 and we opened for
them, so in some ways it’s just a continuation
of that. We were also just all interested. We're
all still friends and still hanging out.

VO: We kind of manifested these shows
to happen. Elizabeth had started the
Instagram account, and a lot of people wrote
in with stories or sent set lists from our old
shows. Then Erin and I saw Bikini Kill and
Tobi Vail gave us a shout-out while she was
out onstage, and I was like, “Damn!” It feels

really like a natural process that this all
happened the way it did.

AC: Looking back on Finally Punk’s tenure
in Austin and your extensive 2006-2009
touring schedule, which moments stand out?

SC: That time was really special. Having
an all-girl band in your early 20s is very
conducive to a lot of stories. Every night is
a slumber party.

EB: At our last Austin show at Emo’s in 2008,
I’d dropped my bass guitar on my foot and
wasn’t sure if I'd broken my toe or not. While
we were loading all of our gear out of the
venue, this guy tried to run me over and we
got into a huge fight. Then Stephanie came
out holding a box of our records and somehow
she got shoved. The records go flying every-
where, and this guy, he’s calling us names and
a lot of slurs. We certainly experienced sexism.

ES: We were basically banned from playing
Austin. Venues wouldn’t book us because we
were “drama.” We toured so much, so bands
would come to town and request us to play
with them, and that was the only way we
got booked [locally]. Otherwise, the booking
dudes who ran Austin would not book us.

VO: There were bookers in Austin that
thought, “These are just girls, we don’t need
to book them. There are way better bands
out there.” I definitely think there was this
weird, unspoken hierarchy.

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AC: How do y’all want Finally Punk to be
remembered in punk history?

ES: I'd like Finally Punk to be remembered
as pioneering. In the early 2000s, there were
so few women in music, and we filled that
void along with Mika Miko.

SC: The music scenes were generally
male-driven, and that was so frustrating.
Luckily, we found each other and created
a safe space to experiment. Musically, it
was a rebellion against form and structure.
Lyrically, we found joy in everything, pok-
ing fun at mundane or heavy topics. For
me, it was the feeling that nothing is sacred
except for the people you're with.

AC: Can we hope for more Finally Punk
comeback shows soon?

VO: I definitely don’t want to say no. I'm
pretty open to it. We're all really busy, so
finding the time when our schedules align
is the biggest issue. But who knows?

SC: One of the biggest advantages/chal-
lenges is that we all switch instruments, so
we all play everything. It’s not like we’re
just practicing one instrument. I'm going to
have to practice the drums more; it’s been
so long.

ES: Erin and I have practice spaces, but
Stephanie and Veronica don’t, so they’re
having to scrounge one up. A set of drums
is not as easy to find as a guitar! |
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MEGZ KELLI'S DIRECTORIAL DEBUT “LITTLE TRUMPET”

Sound Unseen, Thursday 3 - Sunday 6

For her debut short film, Megan Trufant
Tillman — known locally as Megz Kelli of hip-
hop duo Magna Carda — pulls from her own
upbringing. Set where the artist grew up, in
New Orleans’ 7th Ward, “little trumpet” fol-
lows 24 hours in the life of “9-year-old loner”
Javon Hamilton. The 30-minute short will
screen at AFS Cinema this Saturday, Nov. 5,
during the third annual local edition of Sound
Unseen film festival.

Tillman’s “little trumpet” joins a variety of
musically themed programming at the
Minnesota-launched fest, including Aughts
NYC-focused full-length Meet Me in the
Bathroom and a short doc on local Waterloo
Records. Sound Unseen runs Thursday
through Sunday, with in-person tickets rang-
ing from $13 to $15 at soundunseen.com.
The weekend kicks off a number of planned
festival stops for “little trumpet.”

“When | thought about my own story, the
first place | go back to is my childhood,”
Tillman says. “It was really important to start
there and unpack. So, | wanted to tell this
story specifically through a child’s lens and
really advocate for that voice.”

In the film, lead Hamilton just wants his
older brother to teach him how to play trumpet
so that he can ultimately join a band, which
the director describes as one of the biggest
aspirations for New Orleanian youth. Tillman
cites “the push and pull of his community” as
a central force in the young character’s life —
and a familiar challenge for many people she
grew up with.

“New Orleans — it’s vibrant, colorful, and
rich with so much culture,” says Tillman. “But
at the same time, part of that history is what
the people have been through ... political,
race, class, social issues. Growing up in the
city, there were a lot of things that young kids
experienced that the average person wouldn’t
think is normal. Loss, crime, and poverty
interrupt a lot of people’s paths.”

I

A mission to authentically represent her
roots and advocate for underrepresented
voices naturally led Tillman to bring music
into the picture. “Little trumpet” features an
original score by Magna Carda, the MC’s
established project with producer Chris Beale
(aka Dougie Do). The expansion of Tillman’s
genre horizons as a composer aligned with
her participation last year in Project Traction,
an incubator for women and nonbinary pro-
ducers launched by Spoon’s Jim Eno.

“In Magna Carda, we're always looking for
our next big venture,” the lyricist says. “Film
has been a passion of ours in this way that
works through our music, so it almost felt
natural to go to Magna Carda and start
building this musical world for ‘little trum-
pet. We were excited to do something new
and in a territory we haven’t been in before.”

The duo co-composed the soundtrack with
BLK ODYSSY principal Juwan Elcock — a col-
laboration that Tillman says was a no-brainer.

“He’s a good friend of ours — we always
talk about these stories, and we come from
similar backgrounds,” says Tillman. “We
knew he could understand the work and son-
ically bring the soundtrack to life as another
component to ‘little trumpet’s storytelling.”

After spending a little over a year working
on “little trumpet,” the Austinite says the
experience made her want to continue writing
and creating in a visual style. She also
reveals that the film catalyzed a new bout of
creativity for her band, last heard on 2021 LP
To the Good People.

“Magna Carda is cooking up something
new,” Tillman says. “We were really inspired
by working on ‘little trumpet’s music, and it
really pushed us to do the next project we're
working on now with the same energy and
momentum ... | will just continue to
creatively find new ways to tell stories and
do my life’s work, which is storytelling.”

LINGUA IGNOTA

Paramount Theatre, Thursday 10

A devious record store clerk could file Lingua Ignota’s
third LR Sinner Get Ready, in the Christian music
section, causing an unassuming listener to grasp their
rosary in terror to the choral intro: “Hide your children/
Hide your husbands!” Kristin Hayter, a pianist and
vocalist fluent in opera, approaches Christianity with the
same blood-soaked discomfort she unleashed upon
rapists (2018’s All Bitches Die) and amongst demons
(2019’s Caligula) — eschewing past power-electronic
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impulses in favor of equally devastating acoustic

arrangements, while keeping her average body count per track high. Not unlike Catholic Sunday
services, Lingua Ignota’s unsparing, cathartic live performances have always been a blood ritual, but her
appearance at the historic Paramount promises something different: two-part sets of traditional hymns

preceding the hair-raising purge of heavy, alt-classical vengeance. Repent now.

DANIEL FEARS, LETRAINIUMP

Soundspace at Captain Quack’s,
Friday 4

Every time an American Christian
religious household futilely forbids
its young to engage with secular
music, and the child strays anyway,
the god of disobedient children grins.
Austin’s Daniel Fears took his gospel
and classical education - carefully
cultivated by protective guardians - and
transmogrified it, lured by the emotional
possibilities of pop and R&B. The Ivy

Legitimate Poll Watcher
or Voting Intimidation -
Where’s the Line?

I'm seeing and hearing a lot about regular people that are
showing up to polling stations to observe the election process.
In some instances, it seems like this is being done for the right
reasons but in other instances it seems like a clear effort to in-
timidate voters. Where’s the line between the two?

This voting season has generated tension between Republi-
cans and Democrats on a variety of issues. One of the hot-button
issues is whether someone observing voting at a polling station
is a legitimate poll watcher or an unofficial observer with the bad
intentions of trying to chill voting.

This issue has come up in Arizona, where citizens in military
tactical gear were recorded sitting outside of a ballot drop box.
This raised the question - was their intent to observe or intim-
idate? Closer to home, in Houston, in response to the state’s
decision (Republicans) to send a contingent of inspectors to
observe the voting count, Harris County officials (Democrats)
have asked the federal government to send election monitors
to oversee and ensure a fair election process. So, what is ac-
ceptable and what is out of bounds when it comes to monitor-

ing polling locations?

It all depends on whether the person observing is an appoint-
ed and registered poll watcher. If yes, and if the person follows the
rules of conduct for a poll watcher, then they have the legal right
to observe at the polling station. If the person is not a registered
poll watcher, then they should not linger at a polling center (other

than to line up and vote themselves).

Formal poll watchers are registered voters that are appointed
by a specific candidate, political party, or a specific ballot mea-
sure. Poll watchers are allowed to observe and report on irregu-
larities in the conduct of any election, but may not interfere in
the orderly conduct of an election. In Texas, a poll watcher must
complete a training program, be appointed and registered in that
county, and present a certificate to the election judge.

There are very specific things a poll watcher can and cannot
do. For example, a registered poll watcher can have free movement
around a polling station and can take notes on irregularities and
potential violations of election. But the poll watcher cannot talk
with voters, record images or sound, harass voters, or otherwise
breach the peace. The Texas secretary of state’s office published
a 2022 “Poll Watcher's Guide” (available online) that summarizes
the role of a poll watcher. Most states have similar laws to register
poll watchers and govern their on-site activities during elections.

Early voting is underway in Travis County and ends on Fri-
day, November 4. Election Day is Tuesday, November 8. Get out
