Pro-housing Council members win, while Watson
claims his third term By THE NEws sSTAFF

Mayor Kirk Watson 3.0

Kirk Watson has been elected as mayor
of Austin for the third time — and he’s got
Williamson County voters to thank for it.
The former-and-soon-to-be mayor led his
opponent, State Rep. Celia Israel, by
about 2,500 votes when Travis County’s
early vote results were posted Tuesday
night, but Israel steadily cut into Watson’s
lead. By the end of the night, Israel had
won Travis County by 17 votes, accord-
ing to unofficial results posted by
the clerk’s office.

But 34,870 Austin voters
live in Williamson County
and 10.3% of them cast a
ballot in the Dec. 13 run-off
(Travis County turnout was
17.6%). Here, in the more
conservative and suburban
part of the city, Watson
cleaned up, winning 62% of the
vote. It’s a fitting end to this elec-
tion, which saw the Watson campaign
take a turn to the right in the closing
weeks of a tight, contentious race. Watson
also won in Hays County, which contains a
small portion of Austin.

Watson served 1.5 terms as mayor from
1997 to 2001, when he stepped down to
run unsuccessfully for Texas attorney gen-
eral against Greg Abbott. In 2006, he was
elected to the state Senate, representing
Travis and Bastrop counties, an office he

held until 2020. He drew on this history of
public service when speaking to supporters
after claiming victory over Israel. “It means
a lot to me to know that Austinites in every
part of this city still want the kind of leader-
ship that I've tried to deliver both as mayor
and as state senator,” Watson told the
crowd assembled at the Santa Rita Cantina
in Rosedale Tuesday night.
Israel, who finished the Nov. 8 election
as the top vote-getter in the mayor’s race,
could not replicate her success in
December. When all of the fund-
raising is counted, it will likely
show that Watson outraised
Israel by a 3-to-1 margin
(that’s what we've seen so
far). Those are tough num-
ol bers for any candidate to
beat, but especially in a
low-turnout run-off. Israel’s
campaign cast herself as the
candidate focused on Austin’s
working class, in an attempt to
woo parts of the electorate most strug-
gling with the city’s affordability crisis. “The
people who built this city and continue to
build this city, to dress our wounds, to
teach our kids, to drive our buses, and to
answer our 911 calls ... they deserve the
respect and compassion that a progressive
city should give them,” Israel told a sup-
portive crowd at Northwest Austin’s Simar
Seafood Cocina as she conceded the race
to Watson. - Austin Sanders

D9: Pulling in the
Urbanist Vote

Austin’s District 9, which encompasses Downtown
and several of the city’s most beloved central-city
neighborhoods, will have a new City Council member
in 2023 for the first time in eight years — and one who
will bring a new perspective on housing policy to the
dais. Zohaib “Zo” Qadri fended off Linda Guerrero,
incumbent Kathie Tovo’s pick for her successor, in a
tight race. He won by 352 vetes, according to unoffi-
cial results posted by the Travis County clerk.

Qadri, who will become the first South Asian and
first Muslim candidate elected to Austin’s city coun-
cil, faced seven opponents in November. He
emerged from that fray with the most votes, but his
path to victory in December was not guaranteed.
Much of the young progressive’s support came from
the University of Texas area, where Qadri’'s campaign
focused on outreach to the city’s college students,
but that’s an electorate that does not reliably turn
out for run-off elections. Still, Qadri persuaded
enough of his base to come back to cast one more
vote to give him a fighting chance against Guerrero,
who appealed to the older, more conservative D9
voters more likely to return for the run-off. Qadri also
moved quickly to corral the support of his former
urbanist opponents, which appears to have helped
push him over the edge. Unofficial results show
Qadri performing well in the Cherrywood and Mueller
neighborhoods, which were previously won by D9’s
third-place finisher, Ben Leffler.

Now, an urbanist will hold the D9 seat for the first
time in the 10-1 Council era. Qadri made rapidly
increasing the city’s housing supply a centerpiece of
his campaign. “From the beginning, we empowered
all kinds of voices across the district,” he said in a
statement following his victory. “Austin has now spo-
ken and the call for action on our affordability crisis
could not be more clear. It is now on all of the
Council to listen and to act with the urgency that the
moment demands.” -AS.

D5: South Rustin Gets
aYIMBY

In a switcheroo from Stephanie
Bazan’s sizable lead in the general elec-
tion, Kirk Watson’s former Senate aide
Ryan Alter won the run-off in District 5
with 60% of the vote. He'll replace out-
going Council Member Ann Kitchen,
joining Zo Qadri and José Velasquez in
an urbanist wave for the three Council
races that went to a run-off.

Alter ran a campaign laser-focused on
expanding affordable housing supply and
coined the plan Housing Now. “We were
very focused on the long game, it wasn’t
about winning the general,” said Alter. “It's
about getting into the run-off.” Tuesday,
Bazan won the far-south precincts, and
Alter won those closer to Downtown and
east of |-35, per the Travis County clerk’s
map. “Stephanie was an incredible candi-
date. | always knew that we had to be at
our best to win. | think it's very validating
that people are willing to say, ‘Yes, | put
my faith in you to go do it.”

Bazan and Alter agreed on most
issues, though in statements to
Rethink35, Bazan opposed the Texas
Department of Transportation’s proposed
expansion of I-35, and Alter did not (he
does support the study of alternatives,
in contrast to Watson).

The new CMs “have a lot of things in
common ... If you look at who we are
replacing, it is a generational shift,” said
Alter. “It’s time to get real serious about
making Austin a place people can afford
everywhere. | am ready to not just nibble
at the edges anymore — it's time to tack-
le this as the systemic, comprehensive
problem that it is.” - Lina Fisher
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D3: East Side Picks
Homegrown Candidate

Sixty of José Velasquez’'s supporters
stood talking on Tuesday night at La Perla,
the last Tejano bar on East Sixth Street,
waiting for the candidate to officially win the
District 3 run-off. His opponent, Daniela
Silva, a young community organizer, had
exceeded expectations in the general cam-
paign, nearly matching Velasquez’'s vote
total. But the carefree chatter and bursts of
laughter showed the crowd was not worried
about an upset.

Velasquez circulated among them, talking
effusively, posing for pictures with Greg
Casar, Celia Israel, Raul Alvarez, and oth-
ers. At 8:30pm, his friend and City Council
Member Chito Vela arrived and told him
the ballots had been counted. He had won
53% of them, getting 4,165 votes to Silva’s
3,646. Velasquez climbed onto the con-
crete steps to La Perla’s back door and
faced his supporters. “From now on you
can’t call me José, you got to put some
respect on my name,” he shouted, drawing
a roar of approval.

The new D3 Council member spoke of his
love for his hometown and the Eastside
neighborhood he grew up in. Further east, at
her own watch party, Silva thanked support-
ers and congratulated Velasquez on his win.
“I' look forward to continuing to organize for
affordable housing, equitable health care,
and environmental justice,” she said. “See
you in the community.”

Though they were from different genera-
tions and backgrounds, the two candidates
had found little to disagree about during the
campaign and Velasquez had kind words for
Silva: “I think she ran a phenomenal cam-
paign. She’s a leader and she’s gonna be
around a while.” - Brant Bingamon

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The Price of Power

Council approves new AE rates; advocates disappointed

At City Council’s last meeting of the year
last week - and for Mayor Steve Adler and
three Council members, their last meeting
ever — Austin Energy finally secured
approval of its new customer rate structure.

The proposal will let AE bring in another
$29.5 million in revenue per year (down
from the $35.7 million requested), and will
raise the fixed customer charge, or “base
rate,” from its current $10 per month to $13
per month in 2023, $14 per month in 2024,
and $15 per month in 2025. This charge is
paid by ratepayers regardless of how much
electricity they use. In addition, the current
five-tier rate structure that incentivizes
conservation (the more power you use, the
more expensive each Kkilowatt-hour
becomes) will be flattened to four tiers.

The average household inside city limits
will see an increase of roughly $9 per

March 2023, on top of the $15 increase
approved in October to the Power Supply
Adjustment charge (driven by the rising
cost of natural gas used to generate power).
Council approved the plan on a 7-4 vote,
with Mayor Pro Tem Alison Alter, Council
Member Vanessa Fuentes, and last-meet-
ing-ever CMs Kathie Tovo and Ann
Kitchen voting against.

The ratepayer-owned utility spent nine
months in deliberation with interveners in
the case - including NXP Semiconductors,
Sierra Club, Public Citizen, and residential
ratepayers, who argued that AE’s original
ask for a $25-per-month base rate and only
three rate tiers would hurt low-income cus-
tomers and destabilize the delicate balance
the utility has struck over the last 20 years
between promoting sustainability and still
turning a profit selling electricity (profit

General Fund). In the end, AE got much of
what it asked for, except for the greatly
reduced hike to the customer charge.

Adler and last-meeting-ever CM Pio Ren-
teria encouraged constituents who will
struggle to pay an extra $110 a year (that’s
like an extra, 13th electric bill) to explore
AE’s Customer Assistance Program,
which gives low-income custom-
ers a 10% discount on electric-
ity used and waives the cus-
tomer charge entirely. The
program is funded inter-
nally by AE to cover
about four times as
many people as are cur-
rently enrolled; Renteria
and CM  Natasha
Harper-Madison, who
both represent lower-in-
come districts, said this
expansion of CAP offsets the
rate increase enough for them to
support the changes.

Fuentes, however, remarked before the
vote that the proposal “has been confirmed
as rate shock to some of our most vulnerable
customers. Knowing how challenging it is to

unaffordable Austin, with rents on the rise,
with inflation, with grocery prices going up
... that is why I don’t think this proposal is
the best possible solution. I want to make it
clear that there were different options.” Tovo
and Alter echoed these concerns. Interveners
in the case on behalf of low-income ratepay-
ers are largely unhappy with the
result after their months of advo-
cacy. Public Citizen’s Kaiba
White said that it’s better
than AE’s original propos-
al, but “it still is inequita-
ble and de-prioritizes
energy conservation.”
AE’s own statement
on the rate increase
acknowledges that the
- increase “affects our cus-
tomers, who are dealing
with rising costs just like
our utility.” But it also notes
that AE hasn’t raised base rates
in more than 10 years and reduced
them in 2016. The current change will help
recoup upward of $90 million in losses over
the past two years, due to high natural gas
prices, increasing interest rates, and AE’s

DO COMMERCIAL INTERESTS DOMINATE THE ZILKER PARK VISION PLAN?

After two years of discussion and stakeholder input, the
city’s final draft of the Zilker Park Vision Plan has drawn
the ire of environmentalists who say it turns the park into a
cash cow for Live Nation/Ticketmaster.

In mid-November, the Austin Parks and Recreation Depart-
ment and its consultant partner Design Workshop released
the final draft of the plan, which will be hammered out as it
moves through multiple boards and commissions before finally
reaching City Council around June. In addition to the physical
design for the park, the plan lays out new programming and
leadership roles for the myriad for-profit and nonprofit organiza-
tions that operate in and around Zilker. It's this dual

stewardship that concerns the several stakeholder groups and
citizens that have engaged with the plan since its inception.

Rewilding Zilker, a collective of Save Our Springs
Alliance, Sierra Club, and the Zilker Neighborhood
Association, has been the most vocal advocate for restoring
the natural areas of the park and leaving them be, and has
released its own alternative vision plan; the city’s final draft
does include ecological restoration in parts of the park, but has
far too much programming and parking garages for them. But
SOS galvanized the public around a bigger issue at the city’s
open house on Saturday, writing in an Instagram post that the
plan “would convert the park into a year around commercial
and private profit center for the national music industry monop-
oly Live Nation/Ticketmaster and its local ‘conservancy.””

That concern derives from a funding structure proposed in
the plan that would bring park partners into a “unified
(umbrella) nonprofit, formalized as a partnership with the
city,” which reads to some advocates as Waterloo Park 2.0.
The plan altogether would cost around $200 million, with
parking garages around $20 million each, a land bridge
across Barton Springs Road at $10 million to $20 million,
and a welcome plaza around $1 million to $10 million.
Because funding for operations and management of the park
comes from PARD’s slice of the city’'s General Fund (which
other departments compete for), the vision planners believe
the nonprofit, or conservancy, along with expanding conces-
sions and parking fees, could play a role “much like the Trail
Conservancy does with the Butler Hike-and-Bike Trail to
have that well-documented, well-vetted partnership with the
city,” says Claire Hempel, a principal with Design Workshop
and vice chair of the city Planning Commission.

Rewilding Zilker's Robin Rather, president of ZNA, says,
“It looks like money’s going to come from mega donors asso-
ciated with ... commercial transactors in the park.” What
those donors want, she says, is parking. She speculates that
another organization that has advocated for increased park-
ing — the Zilker Collective Impact Working Group - is a
cover for “the needs of ACL, C3, Live Nation/Ticketmaster
[that are] not overt.”

The Collective comprises 16 organizations, including the
Austin Parks Foundation — which receives funding from €3
Presents, whose parent company is Live Nation — the Umlauf
Sculpture Garden, the Barton Springs Conservancy, the
Rowing Dock, and Zilker Hillside Theater, among others. Karen
Blizzard, the Collective’s project manager, says they have no
involvement with C3 or Live Nation, but they do endorse the
creation of a conservancy and the parking garages, which
they say are critical to equitable access to the park. When
asked about its response to SOS’s post, C3 said in an email,
“The festival will always offer the same scale and experience
to its fans in the years ahead.” Hempel stresses that C3 is
“not sitting at the table to make any decisions regarding the
plan” and that the conservancy would be far down the road,
like every item in the draft plan, which is not yet in the design
phase and still needs to be approved by Council.

Hempel stresses that the plan is incremental and currently
still high-level: “We’re not saying, ‘City, go ahead and build
three parking garages.” We're saying these are the spots
[that] make sense, but the city needs to keep a close eye on
other opportunities.” - Lina Fisher

Iranian Revolution Touches Austin

While Iran sits over 7,000 miles away from
Austin, local activists are bringing attention to the
revolution that has swept that country. On Sept. 13,
the country’s guidance patrol detained Mahsa Jina
Amini, a 22-year-old woman, in Iran’s capital,
Tehran, for allegedly breaking hijab rules. After suf-
fering a blow to the head while in police custody,
she went into a coma and died three days later.
Protests quickly erupted.

In a show of support, the city of Austin declared
Dec. 1Iranian People’s Revolution Solidarity
Day. “We’re here today because the city of Austin
upholds the values of freedom and democracy and
stands in solidarity with the Iranian community,
both locally and abroad,” Council Member Vanessa
Fuentes said during the event. “Their acts of cour-
age, bravery, and unity will have major consequen-
tial effects on the state of democracy across the
globe. We cannot and should not look away.” Later,
supporters led the chant, “Woman, life, freedom,”
which has become a rallying cry for Iranians.

“This is a feminist revolution,” said Banafsheh
Madaninejad, an activist and self-described recov-
ering professor with a Ph.D. in philosophy from UT.
“I think the most important thing | can say is we,
especially in Texas, are teetering towards possibly
standing at the precipice of stepping into a theoc-
racy. And here we see a very failed 43-year-long,
painful, lots-of-lives-taken experiment, and we
should heed the message that’s getting to us.”

The Iranian regime has upped the severity of
punishment in recent weeks, executing 23-year-old
Mohsen Shekarl - the first known execution stem-
ming from a protest — on Dec. 8. With the escalating
brutality, Madaninejad is calling for greater urgency
from the Austin and international communities. She
is asking Texas elected officials to contact her
(bmadaninejad@gmail.com) to sponsor prisoners

who are unjustly on death row, as the international
attention can help reduce the chances of execution.
She pointed to the example set by German politi-
cians who have pushed Iran’s ambassador in
Germany on the imprisonment of Toomaj Salehi,
and of Saman Yasln, arrested for supporting the
protests. Both men are rappers and could face the
death penalty - for “corruption on earth” in Salehi’s
case and for “enmity against God” in Yasin’s case.

Iran’s silencing of protesters is nothing new to
Madaninejad, who has had an activist streak since
she was a child in Iran. Eventually, she went to the
University of Houston for her undergraduate degree
and stayed in the U.S. after meeting her husband
while working at NASA. Now an Austinite, Madanine-
jad is the founder and executive director at Bulbul
Collective, which aims to create a space for AMEMSA
(Arab, Middle Eastern, Muslim, and South Asian)
communities to process “systematic oppressions
through sharing their stories of triumph and defeat.”
She has taken on a leadership role encouraging the
Austin community to support the revolution.

Austin’s Iranian community managed to quickly
coalesce in support of the movement, because they
had previously supported the Green Movement, a
series of protests calling the results of the 2009
Iranian presidential election fraudulent. Armin
Salek, who moved to Austin with his family in the
1990s, participated in those protests. This time,
Salek, the Youth Justice Alliance’s executive director,
feels hopeful the movement can lead to the removal
of the current regime. “Success in Iran isn’t just
going to be a matter of the people in Iran, it’s not
just going to be a matter of the people who are out
there every single day risking their lives and free-
dom. It's going to be a matter of people outside of
Iran, outside of the Iranian diaspora, actually caring
about what’s going on there.” - Benton Graham

The Top 10 News
stories of 2022

The biggest story this year may be what
has not happened. We did not once again
freeze to death in our beds, nor live
through a grid collapse in the hottest
summer on record (since the last hottest
one, which was only a few years ago). We
did not see a continuation of the January
6 insurrection into an ongoing shooting
war, for the most part. We did not get yet
another special session or two of the
Endless 87th Texas Legislature to make it
a felony to host a drag queen storytime, or
be a drag queen, or teach kids to read. We
did not see a red wave wash over the
country in November.

In short, we survived, and we began to
recover from two really bad traumatic
years as a community and a nation. The
reverberating shock of the disappearance
of the constitutional right to reproductive
freedom has been horrible but also had
been well-telegraphed; that story was
basically written when Justice Ruth Bader
Ginsburg died in 2020. Still, many institu-
tional Democrats were woefully unpre-
pared when Roe v. Wade finally fell, and
the collapse of the Supreme Court’s legit-
imacy and integrity is now the defining
moment at which the zoomers are begin-
ning their political lives, as 9/11 was for
millennials and Iran-Contra was for Gen X
and Watergate was for the younger boom-
ers. Perhaps it only gets better from here.

Here in Austin we had both new, big
stories and old favorites (or frenemies) to
cover. Relations between Austin police
and the city and community they serve
are still fraught. Major investments in
new infrastructure like Project Connect
are still complex and time-consuming.
Council still faces politically difficult
choices on housing, energy, and climate.
But we now have two progressive Demo-
crats representing Austin in Congress
rather than just one; we have many more
unionized workplaces than we did a year
ago; and we have bipartisan consensus on
small but valuable steps to combat the
fentanyl overdose epidemic.

Cops Torpedo Oversight,
Maybe Also Their Nice Contract

Jan. 7: The Austin Police Association prevails in arbitration that
strips most power from the city’s Office of Police Oversight.

As 2022 began, the ruling on the APA’s
grievance was just being digested; as it
ends, the city Labor Relations team has
gone 0-3 in its drive to sign new four-year
labor contracts with the city’s three pub-
lic safety unions. Negotiations began in
March with the Austin EMS Association,
with the firefighters and police talks fol-
lowing; only AEMSA ended up negotiat-
ing and approving a new contract - for
just one year.

The union representing medics was
supposed to be the least formidable, but
that failed to be the case. (The Austin
Firefighters Association can now, thanks
to voters in 2021, force the city into bind-
ing arbitration, and you know about the
police union.) After the city offered new
EMS medics a 39-cent-per-hour raise in
response to AEMSA’s ask for a $7-per-

hour increase, talks landed on a $2.75
raise for entry-level medics. The two sides
will try next year on a multiyear contract.

Before negotiations with the firefight-
ers even started, city staff tried to sneaki-
ly get nullified the power voters had just
granted the AFA. This plan got snuffed
out when Council caught wind, and lo and
behold, the two sides are in impasse. The
neutral third-party arbiter will come to
town sometime next year to hammer out
a final fire contract.

As for the cops, two weeks ago the city
and APA stepped away from the bargain-
ing table over the city’s surprising firm-
ness in trying to undo the damage the
APA’s grievance had done to civilian over-
sight. Both parties are also far apart on
pay and benefits; the current contract
expires in March. — Austin Sanders

This was the year that Austinites
began to learn the financial cost of the
violence committed by our police force
at the May 2020 Black Lives Matter pro-
tests outside Austin Police Headquarters
on Eighth Street. In February, the city
arrived at deals to settle lawsuits in the
cases of three of the most badly hurt
protesters — Justin Howell, Brad Levi
Ayala, and Anthony Evans - each of
whom was shot in the head by police
with “less lethal” lead-pellet crowd con-
trol rounds. Those deals cost taxpayers
$13 million.

By November, city attorneys, with the
endorsement of City Manager Spencer
Cronk, had settled eight more of the 20
or so remaining lawsuits brought by
injured demonstrators, paying out an
additional $4 million. With the video evi-
dence overwhelming and juries award-
ing large sums to victims of police vio-
lence in other cases, the city hasn’t yet
been willing to take an Eighth Street
police brutality civil claim to trial.
Attorney Rebecca Webber, who is han-
dling three of the remaining cases,
doesn’t believe any will go to a jury.
“They are settling because they recog-
nize that the brutality by Austin police
was so abhorrent that heads will roll at
Legal and the City Manager’s Office if
the evidence ever goes public at a trial,”
Webber said. “Cut through all the legal
flimflam about qualified immunity and
official policy. You are left with a depart-
ment that used brutal violence as crowd
control and officers who shot innocent
people in the face because they had the
temerity to protest police brutality.”

Cronk and police Chief Joe Chacon
have suggested they prefer writing large
checks to Eighth Street survivors to the
criminal charges filed against the offi-
cers by Travis County District Attorney
José Garza. Those cases should be head-
ing to trial in 2023. - Brant Bingamon

March 4: Former Austin City
Council Member Greg Casar wins
the Democratic primary for TX-35
in a landslide.

Redistricting in 2021 had as its main goal lock-
ing into place the partisan status quo in new Texas
suburban battlefields like Hays County, but Texas’
continued growth gave the state two new congres-
sional seats that had to go somewhere, and one of
them came to Austin to be a vote sink for all the
Democrats who had tried to unseat their GOP con-
gressmen in the five years prior. That new TX-37
was claimed by veteran Rep. Lloyd Doggett, leav-
ing his old TX-35 open as another solidly blue
(Biden +46!) pickup opportunity, and after seven
years on Council, Casar decided to jump. So did
state Rep. Eddie Rodriguez, D-Austin, who gave
up a 20-year career in the Texas House to end up
finishing a distant second, 36 points behind Casar.
Former San Antonio Council Member Rebecca
Viagran took third place (the district stretches to
the Alamo, although most of its voters are in
Travis and Hays counties).

Casar’s controversial career as Council’s lead-
ing progressive activist included persuading his
colleagues to reject the proposed police contract
in 2017, decriminalize homelessness in 2019, and
actually defund the Austin Police Department in
2020 after its violent response to peaceful protest.
All of these measures were overturned by power-
ful Republicans, and Rodriguez went negative
against Casar using similar language and images
as Save Austin Now, which proved a disastrous
strategy for the Capitol veteran. Meanwhile, Casar
used his race to bring attention to local unioniza-
tion efforts (see p.20) and got the rock stars of the
Democratic left - AOC, Bernie, Warren - to bring
attention to him, a pattern we expect to continue
in Congress. - M.C.M.

Rail Transit:
Also Expensive!

April 15: The Austin Transit
Partnership announces that
cost projections for Project
Connect’s core light rail system
have increased by 40%, to
more than $10 billion, since
voters approved the transit
overhaul in 2020.

Two big things happened on the way from
a landslide transit victory in November 2020
to the pause-and-reflect phase we’re now in.
One is that the scope of the Orange and Blue
lines grew quite a bit, as planners worked to
resolve issues along the route — from recon-
figuring the Drag to crossing the lake twice
to placing the entire SoCo stretch under-
ground (to Oltorf) to avoid conflicting with a
Capitol view corridor, to connecting three
Downtown subway stations with a pedestri-
an concourse. The other is that everything
got more expensive due to pandemic-
inflation-supply-chain-labor-shortage-Let’s-
Go-Dark-Brandon stuff. (Maybe also the
crypto crash, who knows.) By June, when
we did a big Project Connect update pack-
age, we were already seeing pushback on
some of the scope bloat (check out our
Opinion columns) and the planning efforts
quietly took a time-out. There’s still plenty
of federal money sloshing around that
could help close the cost gap, but Mayotary
Pete Buttigieg and the Federal Transit
Administration want to make sure their
investments in our transit will help the
people here who need better mobility the
most. Look for the Project Connect replan-
ning effort to come to fruition in late
spring 2023. -M.C.M.

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Fentanyl ODs Spur Health Crisis

June 3: The Travis County Commissioners Court unanimously
declares the opioid overdose epidemic a public health crisis.

Earlier in the year, the Travis County
Medical Examiner’s Office reported that
fentanyl-related overdoses had increased by
237% since 2020, making overdose the lead-
ing cause of accidental death in the county.
In May, the Texas Harm Reduction Alliance
organized a rousing town hall that brought
first responders, drug users, homeless out-
reach organizations, and public officials
together and highlighted the urgency of
expanding the city’s and county’s response to
the opioid crisis. The declaration of a public
health emergency unlocked $350,000 in new
funding and staffing for local harm reduction
organizations and the county, and a plan to
increase availability of methadone treatment
for opioid addiction through Integral Care.

But the problem persists. The first six
months of 2022 saw 118 fentanyl-related

deaths in Travis County, the same number
as in all of 2021. Advocates stress the need
for fentanyl testing strips to be legalized (a
measure with bipartisan support in the
upcoming legislative session) and for the
overdose-reversing drug naloxone (Narcan)
to be widely distributed and in the hands of
regular people, not just first responders. To
that end, at a Nov. 28 press conference,
County Judge Andy Brown provided an
update: Austin Public Health has already
given out 9,000 doses of naloxone to its
harm reduction network, and there are 180
doses now available in bars Downtown.
Another $175,000 is funding new peer sup-
port specialists for users, based at Sunrise
Homeless Navigation Center and The Other
Ones Foundation’s Esperanza Community,
both in South Austin. - Lina Fisher

Protesters advocate for harm reduction rather
than further criminallzation amid oplold crisls

The “Rid and Bbet” Abortion Era Begins

Sept. 2: Texas’ “trigger law” banning abortion in almost all cases takes effect in late August,
two months after the U.S. Supreme Court’s Dobbs decision.

Most Texans have been deprived their reproductive rights
since at least September 2021, when Senate Bill 8 took effect
and allowed vigilante civil lawsuits against anyone who pro-
vides or aids an abortion after six weeks’ gestation. The
Supreme Court’s reversal in its Dobbs v. Jackson Women’s
Health Organization ruling of the Roe v. Wade precedent,
which had since 1973 guaranteed a federal constitutional right
to seek or provide abortion care, set the stage for a strange set
of new laws in Texas. On August 25, performing an abortion
became a felony, punishable by life in prison, except in the
rare case of a life-threatening emergency — and even then,
doctors have reported that the state law is so unclear, they’re
not sure how close to the brink of death a pregnant person
needs to get before an abortion can be considered legal.

Abortion clinics, including Austin-based Whole Woman’s
Health, have closed up shop, and the abortion funds helping

Texans travel out of state for abortion care have their hands
tied. They say they’ve been forced to tiptoe around even pro-
viding information on abortion access, lest they be prosecut-
ed for “aiding and abetting” a procedure. A lawsuit over the
chilling effect this has on free speech and the right to inter-
state travel is currently in federal court; U.S. District Judge
Robert Pitman ruled that Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton
will need to testify in that case, because of his not-quite-
veiled threats against abortion funds. While Pitman deals
with that, the incoming 88th Texas Legislature is already
wrangling over exceptions to the ban and the ability to travel
for an abortion. Bills filed by Democrats would create excep-
tions in the case of rape, lethal fetal anomalies, and to pre-
serve a patient’s health; meanwhile, a Republican bill would
block municipalities from helping people pay for out-of-state
abortions. — Maggie @. Thompson

revising Austin’s strict
compatibility standards to allow
more housing to be built on
transit corridors.

The stage for 2022’s chapter of the decade-
long effort to fix the city’s broken Land
Development Code was set at the tail end of
2021. Then, the 14th Court of Appeals in
Houston ruled against the city in a case that
guaranteed the right of aggrieved property
owners to protest the envisioned code over-
haul, unless the LDC revisions could secure a
nine-vote supermajority on Council, rather
than the 7-4 split in the first two votes on the
code overhaul (before the court case invalidat-
ed them). The push to find consensus ulti-
mately yielded three of the most substantial
land use policy reforms Austin has seen from
the 10-1 Council - even if they fail to meet the
scale of Austin’s affordability crisis.

Each of the three policies — an update to the
vertical mixed-use bonus program, a relaxation
of Austin’s stringent compatibility standards,
and changes to most commercial zones that
would allow residential development - took the
better part of 2022 to work their way through
the City Hall machine. The “VMU2” update
adopted in June allows for taller buildings with
less parking, nearer to single-family homes,
along transportation corridors — so long as they
include affordable housing. The other two pol-
icies were adopted Dec. 1; the relaxed compat-
ibility standards (again, mostly along transpor-
tation corridors, so not in West Austin where
more housing is most needed) were welcomed
by builders, but even after the reform, Austin’s
compatibility standards, under which a sin-
gle-family home restricts the height of build-
ings up to 400 feet away, remain the most
stringent in the nation. — Austin Sanders

Unionization:
Everyone’s Doing It

Sept. 30: More than 70% of nurses at
Ascension Seton Medical Center in
Central Austin, part of Texas’ largest
private hospital network,

vote to form a union.

It’s been a lively year for the labor movement in
Austin, with multiple organizing successes to its credit.
Local Starbucks stores unionized in March, setting off a
wave of efforts across different sectors. Workers at Via
313, the popular Detroit-style pizza chain, saw success in
creating Restaurant Workers United despite union-
busting tactics by management, including hiring an
outside “HR consultant” and firing workers for organiz-
ing a petition around COVID safety. Other union victo-
ries came in the health care sector, with Ascension Seton
on 38th Street becoming the largest private hospital to
join National Nurses United, with roughly 800 nurses
represented. They began negotiations in November
with hospital management, looking to solve staffing
gaps that have required nurses to work far outside their
job descriptions. Integral Care, the county’s largest
mental health services provider, unionized in May after
a yearlong effort and significant pushback from man-
agement, garnering pay increases across the board.

Every month or so a new union effort pops up, but
not all have been successful. Drafthouse United, an
effort by the Industrial Workers of the World to organize
the Alamo Drafthouse South Lamar flagship, started
off with a bang in February, but fizzled after an employ-
ee was allegedly fired in response to a planned walkout
in July. No other theatres joined the effort, Drafthouse
has not voluntarily recognized the union, and
Drafthouse United is not seeking a National Labor
Relations Board-held election to require recognition;
their social media has been silent since July. The les-
sons learned this year will shape organizing drives in
2023, with major employers like Tesla facing allegations
of wage theft and safety violations. — Lina Fisher

Round Rock ISD
Repels Invasion by
Worm People

Nov. 11: Voters in RRISD soundly reject
an attempt by MAGA and QAnon-aligned
conservatives - including former Austin
Council Member Don Zimmerman - to
capture five seats on the school board.

“You’re about to go down the most interesting rabbit hole
of your life,” RRISD Vice President Tiffanie Harrison told
me in the first of several long interviews we conducted in
September, as we learned how far-right activists in RRISD
— which includes a large part of North Austin along with its
Williamson County namesake — were trying to take over the
district’s public schools.

Harrison’s metaphor was apt. The sensation of free fall
continued through weeks of research, as we heard accounts of
used tampons sent to her and her supporters by far-right foes
allied with her opponent Zimmerman and the Round Rock
One Family slate. We collected information on dominionist
Christian billionaires from West Texas who had donated thou-
sands of dollars toward winning the RRISD school board.

As we fell down the hole, we encountered Trustees Danielle
Weston and Mary Bone, also part of this One Family crowd,
whom our sources blamed for sowing chaos in the district. At
board meetings that could last until 2am, participants called
Black parents “racists,” got arrested for obstructing meet-
ings, and spurred death threats toward Harrison, RRISD’s
only Black trustee, and toward Board Secretary Amy Weir.
We heard a great deal that didn’t make it into the piece:
details on lawsuits and counter-lawsuits filed against trust-
ees by the warring factions of the board; allegations that
Weston and Bone had illegally shared private school board
business with their political allies; and the alleged connec-
tions of Round Rock’s right-wing community to figures like
Texas Attorney General Ken Paxton and the leader of the
Oath Keepers, Stewart Rhodes, recently convicted of con-
spiring to overthrow the government. — Brant Bingamon

Your Electric Bill Is
About to Go Way Up

Dec. 9: Council approves new Austin
Energy rates; advocates disappointed.

In April, Austin Energy issued its first proposal in
what became a nine-month process (which ended
just last week) to change its rate structure and
increase its base customer charge (the part of the
power bill paid by all users, regardless of how much
electricity they use). The ratepayer-owned utility
originally asked for an increase of $15 to that base
rate, and a flattening of the progressive kilowatt-hour
rate structure from the former five tiers to three.
Interveners in the case argued the base rate hike
would constitute rate shock, especially for low-
income customers, and that the tier flattening would
disincentivize conservation and thus impede AE’s
progress under the Climate Equity Plan to help the
city achieve net-zero emissions by 2040.

The rate case has ripple effects beyond increasing
Austinites’ energy bills: As interveners pointed to
AFE’s failure to close its share of the coal-fueled Fayette
Power Project, which also puts the climate plan’s goals
at risk, Council directed AE to reopen its 2030
Resource, Generation, and Climate Protection Plan in
anticipation of federal funding from the Inflation
Reduction Act for coal divestment. On Dec. 8, in one
of its last actions of the year, City Council approved a
base rate hike of $9 per month for the average custom-
er and a four-tier structure, though some on the dais
think it could have been lowered further. On top of an
annual Power Supply Adjustment fee increase of $15,
that extra $9 will be about the cost of a 13th electric
bill each year, a blow Council will attempt to soften by
expanding AE’s Customer Assistance Program for
low-income ratepayers. - Lina Fisher

SHUDDE BESS
BRYSON FATH

1916 -2022

Shudde Bess Bryson Fath passed on
December 9, 2022, at age 106 after enduring
some years with spinal stenosis, diabetes,
breast cancer and limited vision. Shudde was
grateful for the good doctors who cared for her
so many years. She was born on January 11,
1916, the third of six children of Lily Shud-
demagen and James Gordon Bryson, M.D.,
Bastrop, Texas.

She graduate from Bastrop High School as
valedictorian in 1933 and received a BBA de-
gree with highest honors from The University
of Texas at Austin in 1937. She was President
of Cap and Gown, U.T. Sports Association, and
Racquet Club, and was a member of Mortar
Board, Judiciary Council, Beta Gamma Sigma,
Alpha Lambda Delta, Zeta Tau Alpha, and in-
tramural teams.

She met Conrad Fath in 1935, married him
in 1938, and helped celebrate their Golden
Wedding Anniversary in 1988. Their beloved
daughter, Betsy, was born in 1951.

In 1938 she began 42 ': years of employ-
ment (at $90 a month) with the Texas Em-
ployment Commission (now Texas Workforce
Commission). In 1980 she won a landmark
settlement (out of court) on a sex discrimi-
nation claim filed five years earlier. Without
the skills and dedication of the late attorney
Broadus Spivey, this would not have hap-
pened. When asked by a reporter, she said she
wanted to use her settlement to “try to make
the world a better place.”

As sex discrimination claim moved slowly
through the Federal bureaucracy, Broadus

was faced with a decision on whether to allow
the Feds to file a lawsuit or to file it himself.
After deciding to file the lawsuit himself, it oc-
curred to Shudde that a news item could ap-
pear in the Austin newspaper. Concerned that
her 94-year-old widowed mother living in Bas-
trop might be embarrassed by such publicity,
she and Connie briefed her on what had been
started earlier. Her mother’s only comment
was: “Well, somebody had to do it.” On August
16, 1977, the lawsuit filing was reported in the
Austin paper.

When the settlement appeared on the front
page of the November 27, 1980 Austin paper,
Shudde received a number of telephone calls.
One of her favorites was from Terrell Maverick
Webb (Mrs. Walter Prescott Webb, widowed in
1963) who said, “Shudde, I'm sitting here cry-
ing tears of joy over your victory.”

In 1977 she began 40 years of volunteer
service as a member of the citizens’ advisory
Electric Utility Commission, where she always
worked to achieve fair and equitable electric
rates for residential and small business cus-
tomers—and she lost that battle in the 2012
electric rate case. Beginning in 1981, she
served 29 years as Treasurer of Save Barton
Creek Association, and then was named Trea-
surer Emeritus. In 1984 she received Dedi-
cated Service award from the Travis County
Democratic Party. In 1988 she received the
Lucadia Pease Award from We Care Austin “for
outstanding civic leadership through research,
education, and action for the creation of a qual-
ity environment in Austin, TX.”

In 1989 she shared with Betsy the Keep
Austin Beautiful “1988 Volunteer of the
Year” award. In 1991 she receive a Yeller
Dawg Award as environmentalist from South
Austin Democrats; in 1993 and 2002 she re-
ceived Yeller Dawg Awards from that same
organization. In 1993 she received the Beth
Brown Boettner Award from Environmental
Board, Resource Management Commission,
and Solid Waste Advisory Commission, and
shared with Molly Ivins the Best Local Vision-
ary award from The Austin Chronicle. In 1994
she received the Senior Volunteer Award “for
devoted and sustained service” from Retirees
Coordinating Board, Travis County Exten-
sion Service, and Southwestern Bell. In 1996
she received a Distinguished Service Award
from the Austin City Council. In 2000 she re-
ceived a Barton Springs Hero certificate from
Save Our Springs Alliance and Save Barton
Creek Association. In 2009 Shudde, with Save
Barton Creek Association, received from Live-
able Cities the award for Environment, one of
five Vision Awards given annually. She con-
sidered all these as awards for simply “hang-
ing in there.”

One of her favorite quotes was, “It is better
to light one candle than curse the darkness.”

Her later-life mantra was: You gotta give a
damn about something and work to make it
happen; you can’t do it alone, you need help
from others; you don’t win ‘em all, but things
might be worse if you hadn’t tried.

She especially appreciated later-life “flow-
ers to the living” including the Austin City
Council naming 77 acres near the northwest
corner of the Loop 360/Mo-Pac South intersec-
tion the Shudde Fath Tract in 2005; Austin En-
ergy naming the assembly room at Town Lake
Center the Shudde Fath Conference Room in
2007; the Austin City Council naming June 22,
2007 as Shudde Fath Day: and the YWCA of
Greater Austin honoring her as 2007 Woman of
the Year in Government Service/Public Policy.
Then there was the moment in August 2007,
after Shudde was introduced to the crowd fol-
lowing a Zilker Hillside Theatre presentation;
ayoung woman in management at Texas Work-
force Commission walked up and said, “You
are our hero” (27 years later!.)

After turning 90, she often said, “Every day
is a blessing.” In 2012, she was one of four
women inducted into the Austin Women’s Hall
of Fame by the Austin Commission for Wom-
en; and she received a Lifetime Conservation
Community Hero Award from Save Barton
Creek Association. In November 2017, after
retiring from the Electric Utility Commission,
she received a Distinguished Service Award
from The City of Austin, Texas.

In 2011, Shudde and Betsy compiled The
Greatest Generation as Reported in the Week-
ly Bastrop Advertiser during World War II.
The book is a unique microcosm of WWII his-
tory told through more than 700 articles about
395 men and women (34 killed in action; 8
prisoners of war) whose names appear in one
small-town newspaper (and whose woman edi-
tor stayed closely in touch with those in the
military and their families.) Although blessed
with manual skills, she was a lifelong techno-
phobe who would have accomplished none of
this without the indispensable help of her key-
board whiz daughter and Googling son-in-law,
Jeff Hiller.

In November 2017, Shudde and Betsy co-au-
thored a book, Russell Lee in Color, containing
162 never-before-published color photographs
shot by acclaimed photographer Russell Lee
from a moving boat in 1963. Over 31 days, he
and Conrad Fath brought a yacht from above
New York City to Texas. The book also contains
27 never-before-published photos by or of Rus-
sell Lee, who was Conrad Fath’s fishing buddy
and best friend.

Whatever other productive writing Shudde
did during the later years of her long life was
made possible by the luxury of a priceless
private secretary. Without owning a comput-
er, Shudde would give handwritten pages to
Betsy, who produced a draft that was edited

until finally Shudde received a beautifully
printed product. Shudde was a pathetic on the
keyboard.

She was so appreciative and surprised by suc-
cessive celebrations of her 100th birthday; cele-
bratory remarks by Congressman Lloyd Doggett
and others at the annual meeting of Save Bar-
ton Creek Association, plus Proclamations by
Representative Elliot Naishtat for House of
Representatives, Brigid Shea for Travis County
Commissioners Court, Delia Garza for Austin
City Council: subsequent Proclamations came
from State Senator Kirk Watson and the Zilk-
er Neighborhood Association; celebration of
Shudde’s birthday at an Electric Utility Commis-
sion meeting; plus dinner party with 140 of her
dearest and nearest hosted by Betsy and Jeff.
And then there was the Paramount Theatre’s
marquee message: HAPPY 103RD BIRTHDAY
SHUDDE FATH; CHEERS TO OUR GRANDE
DAME OF AUSTIN.

She was preceded in death by her husband
Conrad Fath in 1990, “after fifty-two years of
the best marriage I know of.” Conrad earned
degrees in Liberal Arts and in Music at UT,
was a Certified Financial Planner, Evinrude
marine dealer, outdoorsman, musician, fenc-
ing champion, Democrat, civic leader, lots of
fun, and his wife’s “rock’, sounding board, and
best critic.” She was also preceded in death
by her parents (Lily was B.S. at UT in 1906
and “Doc” was MD at UT’S Galveston Medi-
cal School in 1910) and all five siblings (with
six more UT degrees): Dorothy Ann Bryson; J.
Gordon Bryson, Jr. MD; La Verne Bryson Holt;
John Bennett Bryson, MD; and Mary Evelyn
Bryson Loomer, and by in-laws Martha Louise
Bryson, Pat Holt, Perry Loomer, Creekmore
and Adele Fath.

She is survived by her precious caregiver
daughter, Betsy Fath Hiller (B.J. at UT) son-
in-law Jeff Hiller, plus a number of beloved
nieces, nephews, and cousins. As one may
have guessed, Shudde wrote her own obit, af-
ter discussions with her daughter.

The photo that touches me most, though, is the story of Pam Watts, who was driving with
her wife, Jennifer Miller, on a rural road outside San Marcos when her sedan was T-boned
by an off-duty San Marcos police officer. The officer was drinking and driving, according
to Watts. He drove his truck directly into the passenger side of her car, killing Miller imme-
diately. The officer received a slap on the wrist. Watts has dedicated her life to getting
justice for Miller’s death. The pain she feels went deep for me. A year later, she teared up
whenever she spoke of her partner.

“Adding soccer to my
plate has been the biggest
joy of my career the last
two years. I started asa
sports photographer, at the
University of Oklahoma.

I haven’t shot sports in
along time, though. I’ve

been a wide-ranging
photojournalist over the
years. But now, I do some
soccer, and man, it’s fun.

It’s almost a
religious experience.”

The Year’s Best TV (According to Me)

Star Wars gets gritty as The White Lotus flowers again

In the relatively short history of television, there have never before been so many shows,
spread across so many platforms. The watercooler is close to Babel-esque, with common
ground hard to come by and consensus a statistical impossibility. Any list like this is as much
about the listmaker as what’s on it. (Turns out | like shows about British people and grief. This
is not news to me.)

Abbott Elementary (ABC) “The only network
show anybody under 40 fucks with” is a lot
to put on a show, but Quinta Brunson’s zesty,
never mean-spirited Abbott Elementary is up
to the task.

Andor (Disney+) The first Star Wars property
with real dirt under the nails, Andor felt like a
radical act — and a real-deal work of art.

The Bear (FX) So the internet collectively
lost its mind indulging chef zaddy fantasies,
which was fun if a little cheap for a show
that cut to the bone.

Heartstopper (Netflix) All is kindness on
this tiny, tender British import about queer
teens figuring out first love.

Industry (HBO) Do | find the financial she-
nanigans in this show about hot-shit, soul-
sick investment traders utterly inscrutable?
Have sex and drugs onscreen ever looked
so joyless? Is Industry still somehow totally
addictive? Yes, to everything.

Mo (Netflix) Creator and star Mo Amer
mined his own refugee origin story for this
searching comedy presenting a textured pic-
ture of working-class, multicultural Houston
and a brilliant season finale at once slap-
stick and operatic.

Reservation Dogs (FX) We already knew
from season 1 that this show about lovably
shitass kids had layers, but season 2 dug
even deeper in its exploration of loss.

Slow Horses (Apple TV+) Gary Oldman
reimagines George Smiley as a fat, farty
bastard in this scampering spy show adapted
from Mick Herron’s book series. We were gift-
ed two seasons in one calendar year. Keep
‘'em coming.

This Is Going to Hurt (AMC+) Ben
Whishaw showed off a rarely deployed nasty
edge in this bleak, battering-ram-to-the-
heart short series about an overworked and
underfunded OB-GYN ward in London.

When we reflect back on a live theatre production, it’s often one brief shining moment
that we recall — an instant when a playwright’s idea, a director or designer’s vision, or an
actor’s performance surpasses an audience’s expectations. Such elusive moments seem
frozen in time and suspended in space. Of course, theatrical missteps and creative mis-
carriages are similarly memorable, for awe can be found in work both awesome and awful.
Here are 10 of this past year’s most memorable moments — both fantastic and unfortunate
- taking place on Austin-area stages.

1) PETER FRECHETTE
IN THE HOUSE

Zach Theatre’s The Inheritance,
Part 1 left audiences so dazed by
Matthew Lopez’s superbly crafted
portrait of gay life in the 21st
century, director Dave Steakley’s
spellbinding staging, and the stellar
performances turned in by the
entire ensemble that it required a
conscious act of determination to
stop staring and start applauding
at the end of the show.

Austin Shakespeare’s free, out-
door production of the classic come-
dy A Midsummer Night’s Dream was
not its best work. But on opening
night, Lilly Percifield - a backdrop
charge artist - took the stage at
the last minute to play Hermia, one
of the play’s four featured lovers,
when the original actor took ill. Too
focused on the script in her hand to
be overwhelmed by the experience,
aware of the glitchy microphones,
or concerned about blocking, her
performance and those of the actors
around her were enhanced by
Percifield’s WTF energy and sponta-
neous discovery. In her first scene,
when she read the line, “I know not
by what power | am made bold,” she
pretty much owned the audience.

3) JAW-DROPPING DREMA

In Trouble Puppet Theater Co.’s staging of Undark, crafted
by Artistic Director Connor Hopkins, a single tabletop puppet
set against a backdrop of projected shadow puppetry dra-
matized the true story of a corps of female factory workers in
the 1920s who were poisoned from painting watch dials with
a newly invented, radium-based luminescent paint. The mere
novelty of a person with radiation poisoning being played by
a puppet - particularly one as detailed and seemingly fragile
as Hopkins’ creation - managed to draw and then hold your
attention even when the horrific story being told made you
want to look away. This was particularly true during the rivet-
ing moment when her radiated jaw crumbled and fell from the
puppet’s head and into her rod-controlled hands.

4) GIRLS GONE WILDE

The two female lead characters in Oscar Wilde’s An Ideal
Husband, which satirizes the behavior of Victorian high soci-
ety, are not particularly likable. But the gadfly playwright
gave them his most empowering soliloquies and pointed
social commentary. As the moral absolutist Lady Chiltern, City
Theatre actor Sunshine Garrison balanced the warmth and
humanity required to be her husband’s true north with the
steely demeanor necessary to be Mrs. Cheveley’s nemesis. As
the conniving Mrs. Cheveley, Dawn Erin’s remarkable physi-
cality - her confident strides, the way she owned the space
she occupied, and her use of a fan as an extension of her right
hand and wrong thinking - was a master class in period per-
formance. The moment these two women met onstage for a
confrontation, sparks flew.

5) JUMP SCARES AS CREATIVE AS THEY
ARE CREEPY

Like most Glass Half Full Theatre productions, Caroline
Reck, Indigo Rael, and Gricelda Silva’s engaging, bilingual
devised work Yamel Cucuy employed magical realism and
boundless imagination in its storytelling. But most of all, this
one-act play about things that go bump in the night had great
jump scares - the kind that could quicken the heart of the
most avid horror movie aficionado. The play finds 13-year-old
Yamel (Silva), an undocumented immigrant, in hiding and
hounded by ICE agents and the terrifying specters that filled
the Mexican folklore of her childhood. Each and every jump
scare revealed these terrifying creatures and was so impactful
that audience members are still checking under their beds for
boogeymen.

6) REENVISIONED, 8) NOW IS THE
REMOUNTED

There were many brilliant moments
in Gilbert & Sullivan Austin’s production
of The McAdo, a remarkable reenvisioning
of The Mikado, the ninth of 14 collaborations
between librettist W.S. Gilbert and com-
poser Arthur Sullivan, written in 1885. The
runner-up for most memorable moment
came in an email blast just after | had
posted a flattering review, announcing that
the production was shutting down after
the opening night performance because
one of the principals, then 14 additional
cast members, and then the entire wind
section of the orchestra contracted COVID.
The most memorable moment came a few
weeks ago, when it was announced that the
production will remount in June 2023.

7) LOCAL WORLD
PREMIERES

In a creative city like ours, there is no
shortage of original plays by local play-
wrights getting their world premieres at local
venues. One of the best was Raul Garza’s
Running Bear, revolving around a successful
middle-aged structural engineer (Mical Trejo)
and a despondent 17-year-old (Macy Butler).
The most memorable moments among
many were when their exchanges shifted
from antagonistic attacks to compromising
conversation and, finally, to self-disclosure.
Director Rosalind Faires subtly adjusted the
actors’ proximity to allow two incompatible
and damaged individuals to touch each
other’s hearts and heal their shared sense of
cultural alienation and social isolation. This
was Hyde Park Theatre’s first original play in
over two years, and it was a mighty reminder
of what we’ve been missing.

SUMMER OF OUR DISCONTENT

In the sci-fi film The Martian, astronaut Mark Watney
is stranded on the surface of Mars with only a colleague’s
vast collection of disco to keep him company. “I'm
definitely going to die up here,” Watney tells his video
journal. Those attending the touring Summer: The Donna
Summer Musical - about the life, times, and up-tempo
tunes of the late disco icon - could relate to Watney’s sense
of deprivation. Like Mars, there was a lung-compressing
absence of atmosphere in this production and not nearly
enough gravity in the emaciated script. In one particularly
vapid moment, prerecorded audience adoration was piped
through the Bass Concert Hall speakers as if the creators
knew that the show alone was incapable of generating its
own authentic call-and-response.

9) MEMORABLE BY DESIGN

The moment audiences entered the performance space
for Nilo Cruz’s compelling 2003 Pulitzer Prize-wining
drama, Anna in the Tropics, they were immediately
transported to Ybor City, Florida, in 1929. The show
takes place in a small cigar factory, where the monotony
of hand-rolling tobacco lessens upon the arrival of a
young man (Ben Bazan) hired to read aloud novels to the
workers. Worn, hardwood factory floors were surrounded
by tall, whitewashed walls that were - like the characters
themselves - distressed by the passage of time. If the
Broadway production of this play had achieved the same
aesthetics as this staging, courtesy of scenic and lighting
designers Maggie Armendariz and Jacqueline Sindelar,
Cruz would have had a Tony to go with his Pulitzer.

10) EVERY RAISED CURTAIN

Throughout the last two years of the pandemic,
shuttered theatres hoping for a rapid reopening found
themselves dealing with a Delta variant surge and Omicron-
fueled cancellations. In light of the lockdowns and losses,
every theatre now awakening from its COVID-induced
slumber and announcing a show or a season is a freakin’
miracle. Every raised curtain isa memorable moment. W

New works by Cormac McCarthy and Sarah Bird make
for a memorable year in literature By JaY TRACHTENBERG

It’s always a literary event when a new
Cormac McCarthy book arrives, especial-
ly in light of his absence from the scene
since winning the Pulitzer Prize for Fiction
with the 2006 postapocalyptic mind melt,
The Road. His new fiction The Passenger
(Knopf, 400 pp., $30) is the first of two
conjoining novels, the second of which,
Stella Maris (Knopf, 208 pp., $26), has just
been published. While not nearly as bleak
as its predecessor, you wouldn’t character-
ize The Passenger as bright and uplifting
either. The story centers around Bobby
Western, a laconic salvage diver based in
New Orleans, and his ongoing grief at the
loss of his suicidal, schizophrenic sister
Alicia. The narrative moves back and forth
from Western’s various travails in the wake
of an unusual discovery on one of his
dives to Alicia’s hallucinatory and often
comical encounters with “The Kid.” We
know Alicia’s fate from page one, but her
brother’s journey unfolds largely through
his meetings in dingy French Quarter bars
and classy restaurants with various old
friends, acquaintances, and colleagues.

While the reticent Western leaves most of
the talking to others, topics of discussion
range from quantum physics to the JFK
assassination to who might be shadowing
our protagonist. The specters of mortality
and death are never far from the surface.
MecCarthy obviously knows his way around
New Orleans, and Western’s trip back to
Knoxville, Tennessee, is a reminder that
the author’s first several novels are set
in that part of Appalachia. Regardless of
physical setting, however, McCarthy
always places you in his own
singular world of impending
darkness and moral opacity.
On a more redeeming
note, Austin writer Sarah
Bird takes us back to
Depression-era Middle
America in her enthrall-
ing novel Last Dance on the
Starlight Pier (St. Martin’s
Press, 432 pp., $28.99). Set pri-
marily in Galveston in the early
1930s, we can’t help but get caught up
in the aspirations of former child vaudevil-
lian Evie Grace Devlin as she attempts to
make something of her life helping others
as a nurse only to be caught up in the
seedy world of marathon dances. Although
awash in chicanery and deception, it is
within this milieu of struggling misfits
that she finds the supportive family she

never had growing up. Bird does a won-
derful job of fleshing out a memorable
array of characters while creating a vision
of heartland America fraught with misery,
uncertainty, and hope. This is a fast-paced,
most enjoyable read.

My favorite nonfiction venture this year
was Irish writer Philip Watson’s marvelous
biography, Bill Frisell, Beautiful Dreamer:
The Guitarist Who Changed the Sound of
American Music (Faber & Faber, 560 pp., $30).

The anything-but-flamboyant musician
has forged an unquestionably
unique sound and flexible style
that we’ve been most fortunate

to behold on his regular visits

to Austin over the past 30

years. Watson’s approach is

threefold with a standard,
chronological examination of
Frisell’s life interspersed with
chapters about him personally
and then periodically included
shorter segments featuring the
likes of Paul Simon or filmmaker Gus
Van Sant listening to and commenting upon
a specific Frisell alboum, adding their own
personal experiences with the guitarist.
Recommended to open-minded music fans
of all stripes.

For a gritty slice of old Austin it’s hard
to top Jesse Sublett’s true-crime saga Last
Gangster in Austin: Frank Smith, Ronnie

Top 10 Comedy Stories

New fests, new venues, and big returns By vALERIE LoPEZ

1) CAP CITY AND FPIA RETURN

Austin’s longest-operating comedy club shuttered after 30-plus years in a dark dilapidated shopping
center and returned glorious to a shiny new space in the Domain this summer. With it returned the
Funniest Person in Austin, with Tyler Groce winning the crown and cape after only his third attempt in
the contest. (See “Can Cap City Comedy Club Reclaim Its Throne?” July 29.)

2) JUST FOR LAUGHS MOONTOWER DEBUTS

Comedy stalwarts Just for Laughs and Moontower Comedy Festival joined forces in April 2022 for two jam-
packed weeks of mirth. The festival offered everything from big theatre headliners to up-and-comers to live
podcasts. JFL Moontower just announced round one of its April 2023 lineup, and it promises to deliver yet again.

3) COLDTOWNE THEATER IS BACK

The improv experts survived the pandemic via online classes and shows, and October brought the
return of ColdTowne’s live performances in a new (temporary) space on East Second. Co-owner Dave
Buckman is leading an ambitious fundraising effort to secure funding for a permanent home to the
theatre, which offers a robust mix of classes and shows across sketch, improv, and stand-up formats.

4) LAUGHTER EVERYWHERE

Clubs and bars are common venues, but 2022 seemed to bring variety to where you can watch com-
edy. SHED Comedy (launched pre-pandemic) returned to hosting shows in a barber shop. The monthly
Tilted, hosted by Derek Kopswa at the Lake Creek Pinballz arcade, launched this year, as did Business
Hours, co-hosted by Zain Hussain and Carlos Morrison at Friendly Rio Market, where every week the
audience sits between the narrow shelves of the mini grocer. Proof that you can laugh anywhere.

5) FALLOUT THEATER UNDER NEW MANAGEMENT

Musical impresario Arielle LaGuette stepped down as co-owner of the theatre this year, with Lisa
Friedrich joining the ownership team. Friedrich, a founding member of the Fallout-based Garage improv
troupe, has helped venues in various capacities and is a natural fit to see the theatre into its future.
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Earle, and the End of a Junkyard Mafia
(University of Texas Press, 224 pp., $21.95
[paper]). Awriter of hard-boiled crime fiction
himself, Sublett unfolds a well-researched,
noir-ish tale of criminality, malfeasance, and
corruption in 1970s Austin. It comes replete
with a cast of larger-than-life characters and
an uncanny sense of a good ol’ boy, pre-ATX
Austin. He does right by the story’s hero,
Travis County District Attorney Ronnie
Earle, who in his 30 years on the job would
oversee a long overdue progressive and
innovative overhaul of the local criminal
justice system.

6) EAST AUSTIN COMEDY CLUB OPENS

A new treasure in the small club space: Owners Raza Jafri and Andre Ricks offer shows nearly every
night of the week (always with a surprise lineup) and their artist residency program allows comics from
across the country to perform spots during their twice-nightly weekend shows. (See “East Austin Comedy

Club Is a Proving Ground for Stand-Ups,” July 29.)

7) THE AUSTIN COMEDY COMPETITION LAUNCHES

This inaugural competition, an alternative to FPIA backed by Big Laugh Comedy, spotlighted 100 contestants
across several Downtown venues. Audience votes determined the winners of each round, and the inaugural
champion was Casey Rocket - one of 2022’s standout performers and someone everyone needs to watch.

8) UNCONVENTIONAL COMEDY IS BACK

Experimental comedy went away with the rest of the comedy scene in the pandemic, but it’s back in full
force in 2022, with such absurdist, oddball, curious offerings as Good Pollution, Exploraphoria, Laugh Laugh
Revolution, Laugh Track, Face/Off, and Lip Shtick Battle, offering music-based comedy, comedy while on a
treadmill, video-infused comedy, and experimental comedy beyond description.

9) JOE ROGAN CHANGES THE LANDSCAPE — LITERALLY

Two years after his move to Austin, Rogan is set to open a new comedy club in the former Ritz. This
means that between Sixth and Seventh streets, partygoers and comedy seekers can enjoy the Velveeta
Room, Vulcan Gas Co., the Creek and the Cave, and Rogan’s Comedy Mothership clubs.

10) THIRD COAST OF COMEDY

The 2021 influx of big-name comics like Rogan, Tony Hinchcliffe, and Christina P and her husband, Tom
Segura, took a while to take root, but legions of new and upstart comics followed in their path and the impact
has been felt in 2022. Between big-name festivals and Netflix’s Twentysomethings shining a national spotlight
on the Austin comedy scene, there is little doubt that Austin is THE definitive comedy scene between the coastal

powerhouses of L.A. and NYC.

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Dueling Dickens

Two productions of a seasonal classic raise the spirits, with Zach Theatre’s
A Christmas Carol vs. Penfold Theatre’s A Christmas Carol Classic Radiocast

You know the story. Set in mid-19th-century London, Charles
Dickens’ A Christmas Carol is a morality tale about Ebenezer
Scrooge’s one-night transformation from malevolent miser to char-
itable cherub. After revisiting the lost opportunities of Christmas
past, witnessing the wasted potential of Christmas present, and
foreseeing the impending horrors of Christmas future, Scrooge’s
spirit is rejuvenated, his relationships with his family and the fam-
ily of his underappreciated employee Bob Cratchit are repaired,
and his soul is salvaged. God bless us, everyone.

So popular was Dickens’ 1843 novella that London hosted
eight stage productions within months. This year, in Austin,
two theatre companies roast this old chestnut, doing so
through creative lenses that couldn’t be more different.

Zach Theatre is offering its eighth year of director Dave
Steakley’s reenvisioned A Christmas Carol. Promoted as a
“musical sleigh ride,” your ticket offers passage onto something
more akin to the decked-out nightclub car of the Maharajas’
Express, where triple-threat talent delivers Dickens with a mixed
soundtrack of jazzed-up Christmas standards and a heaping
helping of Motown, funk, and pop classics performed in elaborate
production numbers.

In Penfold Theatre’s 11th production of A Christmas Carol
Classic Radiocast, adapted by Nathan Jerkins and directed
by Carl Gonzales, the story is presented by a five-member,
all-female company in the style of a 1940s radio play with live
foley sound effects and prerecorded background music. It's a
staged reading, really, where Dickens’ words are delivered as
originally intended: verbatim and without dance breaks.

Christmas isn’t a competitive sport, except for retailers and
divorced parents of young children, but let’s see how these
two productions of the classic measure up against each other
on the things that really count.

“Bah, Humbug!” Ebenezer Scrooge becoming “as good a
friend, as good a master, and as good a man, as the good old
city knew,” is pretty much the point of A Christmas Carol. Marc
Pouhé’s Scrooge in the Zach production is greed personified.
He’s a snarling, short-tempered, sadistic soul whose utterance
of his catchphrase is laden with pathos, and his transforma-

tion is brimming with exuberant joy. The very talented Amber
Quick serves up a merely unpleasant Scrooge in the Penfold pro-
duction, the product of what could be an undigested bit of beef,
a blot of mustard, a crumb of cheese, a fragment of underdone
potato. Her transformation is a short journey. Point: Zach.

What the Dickens? The musical My Fair Lady was based on
George Bernard Shaw’s Pygmalion, which was inspired by the writ-
ings of ancient Greek poet Ovid about a sculptor who falls madly
in love with one of his ivory statues, and his passion fuels the
desire to bring her to life. Amidst the musical theatre trappings
of the Broadway production, much of the original poetry got lost
in translation. The same is the case with Zach’s A Christmas
Carol, where the elaborate and highly entertaining storytelling far
outweighs and often shrouds the story. In the Penfold production,
Dickens is front and center. Point: Penfold.

A Social Conscience: “Mankind was my business,” says Marley
early in A Christmas Carol, in an effort to show Scrooge — and by
extension us — the error of his ways. The 1840s was a decade
of extreme poverty and Dickens’ writing was, if nothing else,
sensitive to this misery. This is most in evidence when the Ghost
of Christmas Present shows Scrooge a vision of two emaciated
children, bleakly named Ignorance and Want, who represent the
failings of a society that seeks to be progressive but doesn’t
meet the most basic needs of its citizens. This failing resonates
still, yet this scene, and the social awareness it encourages, was
absent from the Penfold’s staging while the Zach serves it up
amidst a dry ice fog and hauntingly dramatic lighting. Point: Zach.

A Currier & lIves Feeling: Productions of A Christmas Carol, like
store window holiday displays that resemble Currier & Ives litho-
graphs, kick-start our holiday spirit. The Zach production achieves
this by way of sensory overload. The Penfold production achieves
this by requiring us to listen carefully to Dickens’ descriptions of
the festive streets of London and activate our imaginations. For
those attracted to shiny things, set and match Zach. For those won
over by the vivid pictures in their head, point Penfold for the tie.

Just a few of their findings: 40% of participants did not feel their
LGBTQIA2S+ identity was respected by health care providers, and 44% said they have had to
sacrifice basic needs like food or medical care in order to pay housing costs. Check out the full
report as well as presentation slides, videos, and issue briefs at txtranshealth.org/qtbipoc-na.

Historic Site. Volunteers, including members of the Caddo Nation of
Oklahoma, built the replacement of a replica that was destroyed in
a tornado in April 2019 that also ruined the museum. The grass hut
helps to give context to the ceremonial mounds at the site.

Top 10 Moments of Rustin FC’s 2022 Season

Memorable and historic as it was, from an on-field perspective Austin FC’s inaugural sea-
son in 2021 was a struggle. This year, that all changed. The local soccer squad orchestrated
a sophomore season glow-up of epic proportions, and we were all witnesses. From securing
in-state supremacy to locking up the first playoff appearance in franchise history, here’s a

look back at the top moments from Austin FC’s unforgettable 2022 season.

10) A Defensive Leader Joins the Fray

After the retirement of Matt Besler following the 2021
season, Austin FC entered 2022 desperate for a stable
presence in central defense. The club found that and
much more in Norwegian center back Ruben Gabrielsen,
signed January 24 from Toulouse FC in France. Gabrielsen
was the club’s most dependable defender throughout the
2022 campaign and became an immediate leader in the
locker room.

9) Starting the Season in Style E| Tree wasted
no time asserting itself as a force to be reckoned with
in MLS in 2022, opening the season with jaw-dropping
5-0 and 5-1 wins over FC Cincinnati and Inter Miami CF,
respectively, at Q2 Stadium. Those attacking outbursts
proved to be a sign of things to come as ATXFC finished
the season among the league leaders for goals scored.

8) Bucking the Trend in D.C. When Austin FC
walked into Audi Field on April 16, it had been nearly a
full calendar year since the last time the club won an MLS
match on the road. Down 0-2 to D.C. United at halftime, it
seemed as though that streak was destined to continue. But
three ATX goals in the final 10 minutes completely flipped
the script and earned the Oaks the first of several dramat-
ic come-from-behind victories during the season.

7) Euphoria Against Sporting KC Speaking

of comebacks, Austin FC needed one on Aug. 13 to res-
cue another early 0-2 deficit, this time at home against
Sporting Kansas City. Five goals and 20,738 heart attacks
later, the Verde and Black emerged with a 4-3 win
capped off by a Sebastian Driussi goal in stoppage time
that coach Josh Wolff dubbed “euphoric.”

6) Djitté Hat Trick Clinches
Playoffs By September, it wasn’t a matter
of if Austin FC would clinch a playoff berth,
just a matter of when and how. Moussa Djitté
provided that answer, coming on as a sub-
stitute against Real Salt Lake on Sept. 14 and
scoring the first hat trick in ATXFC history.
That he did so in the span of just 20 minutes
only adds to the legend of the Moose.

5) Hey Seb, You’re an All-Star
Sebastidn Driussi was a phenomenon in 2022.
The 26-year-old Argentine midfielder made
MLS his personal playground throughout the
season, posting 25 goals across the regular
season and playoffs, the most of any MLS
player. While he fell just short of MVP acco-
lades to Nashville SC’s Hany Mukhtar, Driussi
did become Austin FC'’s first-ever representa-
tive on the MLS All-Star team.

4) Toppling the Top Squad The

Black and Gold of LAFC just about had their
way with the entire Western Conference
throughout the 2022 regular season en route
to Supporters’ Shield honors. Only one club
got the better of them both times of asking:
Austin FC. First it was a gutsy 2-1 Verde victo-
ry at Banc of California Stadium in May. Then,
later in the summer, the Oaks went supernova
in a 4-1thrashing of the eventual MLS Cup
Champions at Q2 Stadium, easily the club’s
most impressive regular season win to date.

And in the End ...

Sixty-two games down, and only two to go, but
only one that anyone really cares about. The quar-
terfinals were marked by two big upsets: Croatia
ousted Brazil in PKs, and Morocco shocked
Portugal to become the first African semifinalist,
and the undisputed fan favorite. But both got
squashed in the semifinals, so on Sunday we’ll
see the final many expected all along.

Third Place (9am Sat.): | started off by saying no
one cares about this game, but that’s not really
true this time out. | think the Croatian team wants
this one very much, both for their overachieving
nation and for longtime star Luka Modri¢, who'll be
playing his last WC game. And everyone in the
Arab world wants to see Morocco take one more
European scalp. This one will be loud.

The Championship (9am Sun.): France vs.
Argentina. Mbappé vs. Messi. Europe vs. South
America. With the underdogs out of the way, we're
down to the two best teams in the tournament
(apologies to Brazil). And yet ... France was actually
outplayed by Morocco for most of the second half,
with the midfield being largely overrun. Whereas
Argentina, after an opening stumble against Saudi
Arabia, has looked better each game and was
barely troubled by a very good Croatia. Lionel
Messi lifting the World Cup is a sight every soccer
fan in the world would be happy to see.

THE U.S. WRAP-UP: Everyone who
wondered why we weren’t seeing more
of creative young midfielder Gio Reyna
got their answer this week in a flurry of
media reports about Reyna’s lack of
effort in practice and scrimmage after
being informed by coach Gregg
Berhalter that he wasn’t going to
start or have a big role in the first
group game against Wales. It
apparently got bad enough to require a
formal apology to the team, though
Berhalter passed it off to media as “a
little tightness” until it got leaked
when he told the story (without naming
names) at a supposedly confidential
Summit on Moral Leadership.

My take: Reyna had a bad case of
being 20 years old in a ridiculously
pressured situation, and he’ll get over
it. Given the soccer family relationships
— Berhalter has known Gio since he
was born, being a longtime U.S. men’s
national teammate with his dad
Claudio Reyna, and also with Josh
Wolff; those two are the brain trust at
Austin FC, where Berhalter’'s son
Sebastian and Wolff's son Owen were
teammates — | expect they’ll all get
over it, and Gio will be better for it.

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3) Capturing Copa Tejas Back in 2021,
Austin FC watched from the sideline as FC Dallas
lifted the inaugural Copa Tejas - a bragging rights
trophy for Texas MLS supremacy - at Toyota
Stadium in Frisco. A year later, the Verde and Black
successfully turned the tables on their in-state
rivals. A late strike by Diego Fagtindez secured

a 1-1draw for ATX, enough to lift the Copa in the
Toyota Stadium parking lot after the game (venue
staff reportedly refused to let the celebration take
place on the field).

2) Downing Dallas in the Western
Conference Semis As it turned out, Austin
would get another crack at Dallas before season’s
end as the Lone Star squads met in the second
round of the MLS Cup Playoffs at Q2, with a spot

in the Western Conference final on the line. Josh
Wolff got his tactics spot-on and Austin got goals
from Djitté and Driussi. In the end, the 2-1scoreline
flattered the visitors.

1) PK Pandemonium in Playoff Debut
Austin FC’s first foray into the MLS Cup Playoffs
delivered in every possible way, with drama from
start to finish. Real Salt Lake shell-shocked the
Central Texas club with two goals in the opening
15 minutes, but gave the Verde boys a lifeline in
the form of a foolish red card early in the second
half. Driussi equalized from the penalty spot deep
into stoppage time to force the match into extra
time, and eventually a penalty shoot-out, where
folk hero goalkeeper Brad Stuver made two huge
saves to secure an unforgettable victory for the
home side. o |

James Cameron makes massive cinema like only he can
in Avatar: The Way of Water Y RICHARD WHITTAKER

| suspect | will always remember the first
time | saw Avatar.

In 2009, back when everyone was con-
vinced that the blue cat aliens flick would
lend James Cameron his first flop since
The Abyss, producer Jon
Landau presented a hand-
ful of scenes at Fantastic
Fest, Austin’s tastemak-
er genre film festival.
Before the event, | had
been unconvinced by the
designs and the overall
look of the film; but, like
Jake Sully leaving the pod
in his bioengineered Na'vi
body and stepping out into the strange and
lush alien world of Pandora, the experience
of the finished footage was so immersive, so
awe-inspiring, so thrilling, that | was not sim-
ply won over. | walked out and told the first
person | saw, “That movie is going to make a
billion dollars.”

AVATAR: THE WAY OF WATER

To be fair, | was only off by $1.75 billion,
so I'll expect to be proven wrong when | pre-
dict that Avatar: The Way of Water will take $2
billion. Because following permanently AWOL
marine and narrator Jake Sully (Worthington)
and his family into the
seas of Pandora gave
me that same giddy
sense of wonder and
spectacle, that same
feeling of three hours in
an impossible world.

Sully’s role as
narrator is pivotal,
because this is not
his story, but rather
the story he tells. It is really the story of
his children, a mishmash clan of kids with
his native Na'vi partner, Neytiri (Saldana),
and wayward strays and orphans. Three are
tinged with his “sky people” blood (as the
human interlopers are called): oldest and
most responsible son Neteyam (Flatters),

troublemaking middle child Lo’ak (Dalton),
and adorable tyke Tuk (Bliss). As for the
tagalongs, there’s Kiri (Weaver), the strange
daughter of the late Dr. Grace Augustine
(also Weaver) through her avatar body, and
Spider (Champion), a dreadlocked human boy
raised by Sully after he was abandoned by
the evacuating colonial invaders. The mystery
of the sires of these progeny is pivotal to
the story, as are the sparring dynamics of
Neteyam and Lo’ak, both chips off the old
jarhead block in different ways.

The crucible of the script is the inevitable
consequence of the end of the first film.
Seriously, did anyone expect the humans to
leave Pandora and its deposits of gravity-
defying unobtanium (both a MacGuffin and
a material physics in-joke) alone after one
ass-kicking? The Terrans return in force, in a
fashion that is immediately disturbing for its
massive destruction, and with a new weapon.
New avatars, uploaded with the memories and
skills of some of the most vicious Marines,
including the formerly very dead Colonel Miles
Quaritch (Lang getting to join in the motion-
capture fun), dispatched to assassinate Sully
and end his rebellion.

Thus the all-important change of location
from the verdant if deadly jungle to the crys-
tal-clear, unpolluted, still fairly deadly waters
of this alien world — and, let’s be clear, there’s
no one who films water better than James
Cameron. This is the filmmaker that made the
most expensive film ever — at that point — just

so that he could dive to the wreck of the Titanic.
He’s also arguably the greatest technologist
working in cinema today, and a storyteller who
has consistently woven immediately identifiable
anti-militarist, anti-colonialist, environmentalist
messages into mass-appeal blockbusters.

Thus it is with Avatar: The Way of Water,
the Avatar movie that Cameron most clearly
wanted to make all along but that had to
wait until the technology was sufficient to
make CG water look convincing. Or, rather,
until he could push it to that point. The flee-
ing Sully family washes up on the shores of
the Metkayina sea clan, headed by Tonowari
(Curtis), who begrudgingly gives them shelter
over the even more pointed objections of his
wife, Ronal (Winslet), and underwater they go.
In the first film, the tree people of the Na'vi
were perfectly suited for the arboreal exis-
tence, but they're literally out of their element
here. The sea clan has evolved for deep sea
diving — broader, finlike arms; thicker tails for
swimming, not swinging — and they become
the guides for the Sully family, as they are for
the audience, into the gorgeous fantasy reefs
and shallows of Pandora.

And this is when Avatar: The Way of
Water transforms from simple wonder to
something truly jaw-dropping. Cameron has
taken audiences deep with documentaries
like Ghosts of the Abyss and Aliens of the
Deep. This magical, manufactured world
feels like the first time he has been able to
truly communicate the emotional experience
of the oceans, filled with playful beasts
that are as fascinated by us as we are by
them. It’s also executed with the same
spellbinding application of technology he
pulled off in the first film, with new techniques
(like variable frame rates within individual
scenes) that are utterly captivating. There
are lengthy sequences that are nothing but
characters interacting with the environment, a
spectacular and literally otherworldly excursion
filled with a whole ecosystem of almost
recognizable creatures. Cameron makes you
care for this place, for its residents, for its
wildlife, and most especially for its whale
analogs — a major element of the story, one
that curtly reminds us that our own cetaceans
may well be our intellectual equals.

And, of course, this being Cameron, there
are massive action set-pieces, but in no way do
they subvert the messaging. When the Marines
(no longer the flawed fool of Aliens and The
Abyss, now outright soulless tools of destruc-
tion) finally attack, they lay siege to a Pandora
that you will care about — and, by extension,
you’ll care about your own world. Still, you'll be
sad to leave Pandora and eager to sign up for
a return trip for the promised sequels.

& ALL THE BEAUTY AND THE BLOODSHED

D: Laura Poitras. (R, 117 min.)

Laura Poitras shook the world with her docu-
mentary Citizenfour in 2014, earning herself an
Oscar for the film about whistleblower Edward
Snowden. Poitras has a knack for revealing the
layers in the thoughtful interviews she conducts;
her subjects have an overwhelming trust in her
and how she will portray and tell their stories. In
All the Beauty and the Bloodshed, Poitras unrav-
els the life of a different type of subject: artist
Nan Goldin, an activist who has been fighting
for underrepresented communities for decades.
Goldin is very open and raw with Poitras, sharing
her life from her traumatic childhood to her current
work as an activist against the Sackler family, the
pharmaceutical company who had a large looming
hand in the opioid epidemic’s high body count.

Goldin doesn’t hold back in All the Beauty
and the Bloodshed. She’s a fighter, not just for
herself, but for countless others. Poitras folds
in Goldin’s past with her present fight, sculpting
a full-body portrait of her. Goldin starts her story
by opening up about her sister’s suicide, a trag-
edy that painted her childhood and the catalyst
that sent her into the foster system. From there,
Goldin met the people that would change her
life, opening her up to artists that welcomed her
and shaped her worldview. She lived with pas-
sion, exploring and experiencing life with zeal
and love, her young adult life like something out
of the film Girlfriends — a young Jewish artist
trying to find a space for her queer vision in the
daunting landscape of New York City.

Poitras utilizes Goldin’s art as a timeline
through her life, which gives the film a unique

texture that totally encompasses her as an artist
and portrays her worldview. Clicks from a projector
cycle through her photographs, which are sexy, titil-
lating, warm, but above all they portray a kindness
to their subjects that are diverse in sexual orienta-
tions, preferences, and race.

Goldin’s activism shapes her art, showcas-
ing the generous amount of time she gives to
causes and people that are larger than life. Her
history deeply impacts her present-day fight
against the Sacklers, leading a radical group
that seeks to take their power away from the
fine art space, getting museum after museum
to reject their donations, erasing their family
name from these sacred institutions that honor,
respect, and remember artists, some of whom,
like Poitras, were victims of the opioid crisis.

All the Beauty and the Bloodshed is a
tremendous documentary, a striking piece of work
that is so tender yet biting. There’s a sharpness
to Poitras’ filmmaking that’s remarkably powerful,
a film that’s sure to leave one breathless as the
credits roll, an utterly effective snapshot of a
woman who has dedicated her life to those who
deserve a louder voice. It's a film that's simply
stunning.

& BAD AXE

D: David Siev. (NR, 100 min.)

The COVID pandemic highlighted a dark real-
ity America can’t avoid: It didn’t take much to
make cruelty and racism publicly acceptable.

In Bad Axe, David Siev’s tender but resilient
portrait of his family and their restaurant in
small-town Michigan, the ugliness doesn’t take
long to emerge, initially offscreen. Father of the
family Chun Siev, who fled the Killing Fields of
Cambodia, sounds a little stunned when he
recounts having a truckload of kids pull up to his
car and tell him to go back where he came from.

It's an enraging moment in this diary of what
is, in many ways, the perfect American family:
Chun married Rachel, a Mexican American
woman; they had kids, started a small business,
and became part of a dictionary-definition heart-
land town. The new wave of animosity seems
sadly mundane, but it's a disturbingly short dis-
tance from there to gun-toting, skull-masked white
supremacists, who likely have been customers
in their diner, throwing Nazi salutes, citing Trump,
and threatening their youngest daughter, Raquel,
when she attends a Black Lives Matter protest.

It's not like the family doesn’t have enough to
deal with, as they're desperately trying to keep
their restaurant afloat as the economy tanks.
Eldest daughter Jaclyn clashes with Chun about
how to deal with the pandemic — and increas-
ingly with what’s coming through the door, that
ugliness that has laid just dormant enough that
they could pretend it wasn’t going to intrude.

Yet Siev’s astonishing achievement is in how
he gets the family to open up on camera, even
after initial reticence. “What’s there even to film?”
they say as they pivot from welcoming people to

the diner to takeout and delivery, from diner food
to sushi, from whatever they were doing to what-
ever they need to do to get through this.

If Bad Axe reveals another truth, it's that
filmmakers should not avoid making films and
telling stories about the pandemic. It's two years
and counting of all our lives, and to ignore that is
to ignore the context within which so much hap-
pened. That may seem strange, but Siev’s timing
in making Bad Axe places his story of a family
struggling with assimilation and confrontation
at a defining time. It’s the crucible in which too
much is revealed, as mean-spirited hicks turn up
at the reopened diner just to be mean; in which
Raquel’s boyfriend, Austin, has to work out what
it means to be the Black adopted son of a white
family; and in which Chun’s PTSD from his child-
hood evading the Khmer Rouge turns out to be
sensible preparation against dangerous fanatics.
In an innovative twist, Siev doesn’t ignore the
impact of making the film on his family and his
community: The observer effect is in full force
once he launches his Indiegogo campaign to
fund the film, and the harassment goes online
and becomes more threatening.

Siev’s decision to be both observer and
observed is what both makes this a truly family
story and stops it feeling like an overstuffed home
movie. This is a family story — of a time, a place,
an event, a community — in all its rich and quiet
nuance, with all the members, related by blood or
by affection, given their space. No one other than
Siev could have told it this way because he has
the inherent permission to take the audience into
his home in these most testing of times.

And if you're ever hungry in Bad Axe, go to
Rachel’s. There’s a family there that will be glad
to see you.

VEGAN OPTIONS EVERYWHERE
Sure, Austin’s still a town for carnivores, but
these days, those who choose to not eat
animals (or what animals produce) are also
catered to with a growing fervor. Veganism is
downright celebrated in places like Bouldin
Creek Cafe and Rebel Cheese and the Beer
Plant, et al., and there’s nary an eatery
around, casual or high-end, that doesn’t
offer an exclusively plant-based entrée or
two on even the meatiest menu. - WA.B.

MOCKTAIL EXPLOSION

Used to be, you'd take the goddamn
alcohol like a (toxically masculine) man

or you'd sip club soda or maybe nurse a
Shirley Temple like you were some little kid.
Lately, though, even booze Valhallas like
the Roosevelt Room, Midnight Cowboy, and
every posh hotel bar have dedicated non-
alcoholic options that are as meticulously
built as any vintage Sazerac or Corpse
Reviver. You want to see a promising vision
of the less intoxicated future, look toward
the success of Chris Marshall’s fully zero-
proof Sans Bar on East 12th for a tasty
preview of pubs to come.

CANNABIS WINS

When we're talking about cannabis in the Lone
Star State, even a small win earns a tiny victory
dance. Austin voters (overwhelmingly!) approved
the decriminalization of low-level possession
(under 4 ounces) in May, and the midterm
results saw five more Texas cities follow suit,
including our very smart neighbors San Marcos
and Elgin. Even better, on October 6, President
Joe Biden pardoned 6,500 individuals with fed-
eral “simple possession” charges. - Jessi Cape

CANNABIS LOSSES

The recent reelection of Greg “Hold My
Beer” Abbott will continue to stunt forward
momentum in Texas across the board,
including cannabis. Biden'’s federal pardons
are but a drop compared to the millions
needed in the state-level bucket, which
disproportionately includes people of color,
but it's a start nonetheless. And although
Biden’s call to action for governors to pardon
nonfederal “marijuana” convictions is more
than we’ve seen from any other sitting prez,
our guv will almost certainly pooh-pooh it.- J.C.

CANNABIS DRAWS

When you look at a United States map of can-
nabis legalization status, 51 governing bodies
are most often considered: 50 states plus
federal district Washington, D.C. (U.S. territories
operate differently, but four have medical-usage
decriminalized.) The November midterms saw
status change in two states, and a March spe-
cial election is expected in Oklahoma. Currently,
the numbers for the primary 51 are: 22 allow
recreational (and medical) cannabis for adult
(21+) usage, 39 allow medical-only usage, and
12 allow only “low-THC,” aka CBD-only. Texas
will wrap 2022 in that last category, so we’ll call
that a (crappy) draw and hope to high heaven we
advance next year. -J.C
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ROD MACHEN'S TOP 10 NONTRADITIONAL BBQ SIDES

Cream Spinach at Smokin Beauty
Creamed spinach alongside beef has been
around since Peter Luger was in short pants,
but here it shows off as a perfect pairing with
Vietnamese-tinged barbecue fare. Order it
with a toasted baguette as an app or straight
up as a side. There are no wrong answers.

Braised Cabbage at LeRoy and Lewis
With its roots in German meat markets all
around Central Texas, it's no surprise to see
cabbage at a BBQ joint. LeRoy and Lewis
kick it up a notch with a beer braise and
lots of sausage. That sounds like a main
course, come to think of it.

Mom’s Green Beans at JNL Barbecue
Comfort food at its finest. Most days, this
side dish sells out first, which shows you

just how craveable it is. With a new brick-
and-mortar location on Cesar Chavez, the

JNL crew will now serve up their top-notch
meat in style.

Cheesy Tater Tot Casserole at Stiles
Switch There’s almost no way to make

a bad dish involving tots, and with their
cheesy tater tot casserole, the folks at
Stiles Switch have fallen in love with the
queso side of the equation. Normally served
with their Wednesday smoked prime rib spe-
cial, this side will help knock you out for the
rest of the day. Nap time!

Spicy Smoked Peanuts at Distant
Relatives With its mix of Texas barbecue
and Southern-laced African flavors, Distant
Relatives relishes the nontraditional, at
least from an old-school Central Texas per-
spective. There’s no better example than the
spicy smoked peanuts. It’s like Five Guys if
somebody gave a damn.

LeRoy and Lewis

Sweet Pepper and Cucumber Kimchi
at la Barbecue The ladies at la Barbecue
are all about pushing the envelope, while
still serving up traditional barbecue meats.
Given this, the inclusion of kimchi mixed with
sweet peppers and cucumber makes all the
sense in the world. It's a yin-yang of flavor.

Buttered Potatoes at Rudy’s Sure,
potato salad is available at all Rudy’s
locations, but this San Antonio-based
outfit has an even better spud option. With
perfectly cooked red potatoes floating in

a butter-laden liquid, these little numbers
make decent barbecue into a superb meal.

Hash Browns at Bill Miller Bar-B-Q
While their 'cue doesn’t measure up to

the rest of this list — stick with the fried
chicken and sweet tea — kids from 1 to 92
love these hash browns. With their inclusion
of onions and just a little crispiness
throughout, they are more like home fries.
Whatever you call them, it's worth a visit.

Potato Salad at the Salt Lick Admittedly,
it doesn’t get more traditional than potato
salad, but not the way it's made at the Salt
Lick. The consistency is halfway between
the standard version and mashed potatoes,
served a little warm. Then there’s the use
of the house sauce in this recipe, made
with pineapple juice for sweetness. The
combo is killer.

(Free!) Pinto Beans at Cooper’s
Barbecue ain’t cheap, so my go-to for
Downtown budget eating is to order a
chopped beef sandwich from Cooper’s and
then load up on free beans and bread. Beans
this good being gratis is a mindblower. Make
sure to get plenty of broth for sopping.

season in Austin, though we prefer to drink
this delicious coffee oatmeal stout in our
robe and Uggs. On release day ABW cele-
brates with several variants of the original
recipe, like Wake & Bake, made with honey
buns & coconut, and | Am the Machine, with
chipotle peppers infused.

Pils Pils Pils Fest at ABGB A day to
celebrate ABGB’s smash-hit, GABF medal-
winning pilsners while they grace the tap
wall all at the same time, including 2022’s
GABF gold-medal champ, Industry Pils. Aside
from that, there’s a full day of live music
from ABGB’s taproom stage to pair with your
sessionable lagers so that you can dance
the day away without leaning too much.

Draught House’s Anniversary Party
The quintessential can’t-miss beer event of
the Before Times paid homage to the grand-
daddy of Austin craft beer since 1969. This
annual biergarten fete imported an impres-
sive list of rare and difficult-to-find bevs from
around the world that celebrated Draught
House’s inimitable tap curation. Nowadays,
well, the anniversary party is still all that,
but brewer Josh Wilson has added a person-
al touch: 20 original recipes from Draught
House’s own brewhouse.

BRustin Beer Guide Lager Jam No Austin
beer experience is complete without the
sampling of lagers on a sweltering summer
day, and that’s exactly what the lager perverts
over at the Beer Guide promise with an outdoor
parking lot festival in September. What sets
Lager Jam apart from the rest of the fests? No
small pours — each reveler gets full 16-ouncers
of any of the 20-plus lagers present, some of
them uniquely brewed for the event itself.

In 2020, Austin’s Kelsey Wilson strayed from her
folk roots, venturing into pop and R&B inclinations
with soul-gospel-funk amalgam Sir Woman.

Money Chicha, alongside folk-punk Nemegata
frontman Victor-Andres Cruz and UT (now Notre
Dame) Ph.D. ethnomusicologist Alex Chavez
brewed up big urban audio in NOESTASAQUI

Rather than resting on
Southwestern laurels, the record reaches
strange, spacious expansion. Naturalistic but
futuristic: sentimental banjo plucks perfectly
ground Jeff Johnston’s squirmy singing saw and
songwriter Lindsey Verrill’'s piercingly charac-
teristic voice. Beyond the hyperpersonalization
of many pandemic odes, the meditative record
oversees a modern search for nurture, hanging
monumental unease around on dissonant fre-
quencies.

Chucky Blk’s
second LP offers a treasure
trove of relatable quotables,
swaying between social media
caption jewels and diaristic tears
as he navigates the heartbreak
of a fractured romance.

Interludes range from
a seven-second clip of the artist
asking a friend not to capture
him crying in H-E-B to a reminder
that breakthrough occurs after a
breakdown.

Midnite Fukk Train (Spaceflight)

“A is for abortion/ B is for Black Lives
Matter/ C is for cunts,” growls the genre- and
gender-bending Christeene in “Alphabets,”
leadoff from the drag queen/singer-songwriter’s
riotous third studio album. Set to a cacophony
of wailing saxophones and grinding guitars that
amount to a sonic slap in the face, the
record’s opening lines set the tone for the wild
28-minute ride that is Midnite Fukk Train. From
the jump, Christeene does not merely provoke
for provocation’s sake, but instead to rage
against injustices both personal and political.
In typical fashion, the singer refuses to restrict
herself, opting to traverse many sharp moods
and soundscapes while at the same time venturing her tightest project to date. Whereas
Basura (2018) switched dizzyingly between electronica and hip-hop, Midnite Fukk Train
adopts a decidedly punk-inspired approach indebted to Iggy Pop and the Stooges. Standout
track “Beaucoup Morocco” bounces gleefully, while “Winston” celebrates queer kinship over
a high-rolling bluesy beat (“An” when them bombs drop on our head/ You'll never leave my ass
for dead”). The iconoclast threads her past work and present tastes together by reworking
“Fix My Dick,” her most-streamed track to date off of 2012’s Waste Up, Kneez Down. By
cleverly translating the song’s original industrial-synth sound into a fuzz-heavy punk context,
Christeene proves that no musical standard is too sacred to be rebelled against, even those

THE BAD LOVERS

It’s Only Natural (Feels So Good)

Hop into that old car you sold to your cousin a decade
ago - there’s solace in the bucket seats, nostalgia in the
ashtray, and you want to kiss the goddamn steering wheel,
because you didn’t know how much you missed it. Fans
might feel a similar sensation hearing the Bad Lovers’ first
recordings in nine years, familiar but instilled with a wiser
sense of reverence. It's no rebirth. The Austin outfit, which
debuted street rock rawness on 2012’s Actin’ Strange then
stirred in elements of country and soul on the following
year's Wild
Times, remains
a staple at
Hotel Vegas and
FSG. It's Only
Natural provides
a welcome
third act. Jimmy
Wildcat's garagey
vocals still recall
a Marlboro-
smoking high
school senior
on Ramones-
esque opener “In
the Graveyard,
flexing his penchant for catchy, melodic classicism before
the impeccable rhythm section of Caleb Dawson and Austin
Shockley carves out the title track’s “In the Summertime”-
like bounce.

6: The Boule Oui (Saustex)

When local quintet Churchwood kicked off a dozen
or so years ago, it was easy to pin the band as Captain
Beefheart acolytes. Six albums in, however, and there’s
nothing to call this noise but Churchwood music. A grainy
blend of Texas blues, Louisiana swamp rock, and whatever
mystic potion published poet Joe Doerr introduces, 6: The
Boule Oui shows the 'Wood evolving into a uniquely grace-
ful beast - its slick execution a result of experience and
confidence rather than polish. No surprise, given that the
group’s pedigree includes artists from the LeRoi Brothers,
the Crack Pipes, Hand of Glory, Poison 13, and guitarist Bill
Anderson’s 200 other bands. The assembly allows admi-
ration of songwriting smarts and gnarly arrangements, like
on “The Boule Oui,” “Matilda,” and “Ring Around the Moon
Tonight,” while still getting lost in the riffs and groove. Also
appreciate the new wrinkles - like horns on “Ghost of a
Flea,” a remake of “Rickshaw Rattletrap,” and the surprising
addition of Celtic folk to “Secular Sinner” - added to one
of the best bands in town. - Michael Toland
