Fix 290's Plan Beats TxDOT's

Dear Editor:

Chronicle writer Kimberly Reeves got it right
in her article “’Y’ Can’'t We Be Friends?” [News,
June 16] when she said that TxDOT’s proposed
expansion of the “Y” in Oak Hill will result in
devastation of the environment and the historic
Oak Hill neighborhood. Anyone can see for him-
self or herself how bad TxDOT’s plans will be by
watching TxDOT’s own 3-D animated rendering of
the huge elevated toll road through Oak Hill. You
can watch that animation at www.fix290.org.

TxDOT’s massive toll plan will also destroy
Williamson Creek, which is in the Barton Springs
watershed, and create pollution both during and
after construction for Barton Springs and the
Edwards Aquifer downstream. For this reason, |
support the Fix290 Coalition’s context-sensitive
design alternative for the “Y.”

That alternative is based on a consensus that
is forming that Oak Hill and Williamson Creek
deserve better than what TxDOT is proposing.
Not only will the Fix290 Coalition’s alternative
satisfy CAMPO’s mobility requirements, it will
do so at a lower cost and shorter time to build
than TxDOT’s alternative. Not surprisingly, the

Fix290 Coalition’s alternative also lessens the
environmental impact compared to TxDOT’s toll-
‘em-high-and-pave-it-wide plan.

Tolls Should Be Last Resort

Dear Editor,

In Kimberly Reeves’ article, “‘Y’ Can’'t We Be
Friends?” [News, June 16], she says, “state
highway projects ... had been stymied by dimin-
ishing returns on gasoline taxes.” Where is her
data coming from? According to the Texas gov-
ernment, 2005 was the first time since 1991
that gasoline tax collections dropped, and it
dropped only by 0.6% because gas prices went
up and people were purchasing less gas (www.
window.state.tx.us/taxbud/revest0607-3rd/). So gas
tax revenue per year has been steadily increas-
ing since 1991 to 2005.

It is easy to raise money for roads without
tolls: Raise the gas tax! When the price of gas
is so high, adding another 5 to 10 cents per
gallon to the cost is insignificant. Tolls roads
are much less efficient revenue generators and
are less safe. They are also ugly in my opinion.
They should be used as a last resort, not as the
primary solution for revenue generation, as the
governor and several people in the legislature
would have it.

Karnstedt’s own recommendation - raising the
gas tax - implies, state gas tax collections have
not kept pace with the statewide demand for
roads. (Whether that demand is itself to some
degree manufactured is a separate question.)
That’s all that is meant by the phrase “diminish-
ing returns.” As an alternative to tolls, raising
gas taxes may or may not be financially advis-
able - but the notion that it would be “easy,”
in the current Texas political culture, seems at
best naive.]

Toll Roads Will Be Burden

Dear Editor,

Kimberly Reeves’ article on 290 West high-
way planning through Oak Hill “'Y’ Can't We
Be Friends?” [News, June 16] did a fine job
of presenting the context of highway planning.
We appreciate the Chronicle’s work in show-
ing the complexity of decision-making and the
breakthrough recently achieved by Fix290 as
we chose collaboration over confrontation in our
approach to TxDOT and the CAMPO Board.

As an insider in Fix290 (chair and spokesperson
for the coalition), | see only two omissions that
need mention. First is the absence of any reference
to the highway’s impact on the Edwards Aquifer. In
contrast to the 12-lane highway proposed by TxDOT,
the Fix290 concept offers a smaller footprint that
will not only reduce the impact on the aquifer, but
will also be cheaper and faster to build. Fix290
wants to leave Williamson Creek intact while TxXDOT
plans to widen and channelize it, in effect turning a
natural stream into a grassHilled ditch. Indeed, the
issue of environmental damage caused by an over-
built highway deserves an article in itself.

Second is the absence of any mention of
the strong support the Fix290 Coalition has
received from toll road opponents. One of our
sponsoring organizations is Texans Against Tolls,
a dedicated group of community activists who do
not deserve to be labeled as “hate-mongers.”
Those who work with Fix290 are motivated by a
passion for social justice and a conviction that
the Phase Il toll roads are not financially viable
and will prove to be a long-term public burden.

Fix290 is gratified by the cordial response
from the CAMPO board after our presentation
on June 12. We see doors opening and a real
possibility that we may in fact “be friends” as we
work toward better solutions for transportation,
neighborhoods, and the environment.

Go Meatless Before Hybrid

Al Gore’s riveting documentary An Inconvenient
Truth has focused public attention on the loom-
ing disaster of global warming and the associ-
ated flooding of coastal communities, extreme
weather conditions, and destruction of wildlife
habitats. Global warming is brought on by emis-
sion of “greenhouse gases,” primarily carbon
dioxide and the much more potent methane and
nitrous oxide. These gases trap the sun’s heat in
our atmosphere creating a greenhouse effect.

A Bastrop judge rejected defense arguments that new
evidence might have changed the verdict in the capital
murder trial of Rodney Reed, convicted in 1998 of
the 1996 murder of Stacey Stites. Judge Reva
Towslee-Corbett ruled that testimony unavailable in
Reed’s original trial would not have changed the out-
come; Reed’s attorneys said they anticipate appealing
to the Court of Criminal Appeals.

NAKED CITY

Travis Co. Clerk Dana DeBeauvoir has temporarily halt-
ed publishing public records on the Internet, citing
concerns about revealing individual citizens’ personal
data. “I am a strong supporter of open government;
however, my obligation as an elected official is to
respond to legitimate public concern and to do every-
thing within my authority to protect people now,” she
said. “For 150 years, the goal has been to make gov-
ernment open and records accessible. With the
increasing threat of personal-identity theft, we have to

rethink how to do that.” DeBeauvoir said her staff has
been working to redact personal info from public rec-
ords since the Legislature authorized county clerks to
remove Social Security numbers from records in 2005.
She said the office hopes to have edited versions of
the records back online as soon as possible; hard
copies are still available at the county office at 5501
Airport. Anyone concerned about info filed with the
county clerk’s office can call 854-9188. - Lee Nichols

In other county news, the NAACP of Austin and its
president Nelson Linder, Travis County resident Sonia
Santana, and state attorney general candidate David
Van Os are suing Travis Co. Clerk Dana DeBeauvoir
and Texas Secretary of State Roger Williams to pre-
vent the use of electronic voting machines in
November. Represented by the Texas Civil Rights
Project, the plaintiffs charge that the Hart Intercivic
eSlate voting machines used by Travis County provide
no true way to perform an independent re-count since
they don’t print a paper copy of each ballot, even
though Hart has printer options that it makes avail-
able to states that require one. This leaves voters at
the mercy of trusting Hart’s software, which is not
open to public scrutiny since the state lets Hart keep
its software codes as a proprietary secret. The suit
charges that voters have a right to such a re-count,
and that Travis Co. voters’ rights under the equal-pro-
tection clause of the state constitution are being vio-
lated by allowing hand re-counts in counties that don’t
use paperless machines, while not allowing re-counts
in Travis. DeBeauvoir responded that she actually
agrees that “a paper audit trail would make a wonder-
ful addition to our re-count tools,” but she worries that
“people who want a paper audit trail seem to think it
will be a panacea that will solve all problems.” - L.N.

Dimensions

When you're looking for heroes,
avoid the usual suspects

“Don’t contribute to the cartoonization of
American politics.”

That was the avuncular advice of none other
than former President Bill Clinton last Saturday,
as he spoke to several-hundred journalists at
the Little Rock convention of the Association of
Alternative Newsweeklies. (Caveat lector: local
politics returns to “Point Austin” next week.)
Several Chron staffers of various stripes made
the trek to “The Rock,” as local hipsters are
trying somewhat grimly to rename it. We were
treated to an increasingly cosmopolitan down-
town, highlighting the new Clinton Library
(political-historical exhibits much more impres-
sive than the exterior, which the locals wryly
describe as “a double-wide on stilts”), the Arkan-
sas Historical Museum (homespun surreal: from
Bowie knives to Pez dispensers); and a dazzling
Picasso retrospective at the Arkansas Arts Center
(worth the long drive northeast before Sept. 3).

While the city looks forward, our extended
taste of Arkansan politics had a Nineties retro-
spective air: downhome speeches from former
presidential candidate Gen. Wesley Clark, for-
mer Whitewater political prisoner Susan
McDougal, and of course Clinton, who gener-
ously spoke for nearly two hours (extempore
and Q&A); his recurrent motif for these report-
ers and editors was an exhortation to report
political stories in “three dimensions.” That is,
he said we should resist the urge to “divide and
demonize” the American political landscape,
or to portray particular issues and politicians as
“two-dimensional cartoons.” He obviously
believes that he and his fellow Dems (notably
spouse, Sen. Hillary) have suffered most from
right-wing caricature, but he also made the
larger argument that ideologically determined,
polarized politics makes bad public policy.

“In order to make good decisions,” he con-
tinued, “We need to have an evidence-based
politics ... We should be striving for a unifying
political community.” This was by way of flat-
tering the assembled newswriters who have
tried to fill in the blanks of oversimplified
mainstream reporting. At a distance, it may
sound like little more than “triangulation” writ
large. But it’s hard to argue with his larger
point about current U.S. politics: When we’re
screaming at each other, we’re not addressing
our real problems.

About That War

When it comes to specific cases, the argu-
ment gets much more difficult. Not far from
Clinton’s speech and mind was the beating
Hillary has taken recently from those on the
left who say she’s insufficiently opposed to the

U.S. war on Iraq — even while the right con-
tinually beats the drum that all the Democrats
want to “cut and run.” In fact, countered Bill,
“there are at least four Democratic positions
on the war”: 1) immediate withdrawal; 2)
withdrawal but no timetable (“that’s the
United Nations position as well”); 3) those
who supported the war but now want a U.N.-
moderated solution; and 4) those who support
the unilateral U.S. actions of the Bush admin-
istration (read: Joe Lieberman). Clinton was at
pains to describe 1 and 4 as lightly populated
extremes — but one of the reasons that is true
is that there’s so little pressure from the
Democratic leadership (read, Clinton, Clinton,
and their centrist allies) to provide a real coun-
terweight to GOP saber-rattling.

If I needed a visible example, there isn’t a
handier one than Wesley Clark, who regaled
an earlier audience with sentimental tales of
his Arkansas childhood, beneath the twin
specters of racial integration and the Soviet
menace. Under the Fifties headline shadow of
Sputnik, Clark and his schoolboy friends
founded a rocket club. Clark laughed that he
himself abandoned rocketry before achieving
orbit; yet with that youthful energy in mind,
he looked back with nostalgia at the pre-Gorba-
chev days of the Cold War, when the “big idea”
of competition with the Soviets provided a
handy “organizing principle” of American life.
I can’t say if his audience, mostly thirtysome-
thing or younger, completely swallowed this
bilge, though the reception was enthusiastic.
But I can say that I was there, at the Cold War
— and it was not only not a Big Idea, it was a
hysterical international delusion. If that’s all
the Democrats have to offer, no thank you.

On Iraq, Clark was rather worse. “It’s a war
that we didn’t have to fight,” he lamented,
“but now it’s about the future of our country.
We’re not going to be able to just jerk the
troops out of there. We have to choose care-
fully and choose what’s best for America.” In
other words, Bush was wrong, but we still have
to stay the course.

One wanted to ask: In 1944 Paris, was the
most important public question of the day,
“What'’s best for Germany?”

Never Again

Susan McDougal — one of my very few
political heroes — is neither as educated nor as
privileged as Clinton or Clark, and she’ll never
have a seat in the councils of power. But for my
money, she gave the most moving address of
the weekend, recounting her extraordinary
odyssey as personal collateral damage of the
GOP’s anti-Clinton campaign and her simple
but heroic refusal to cooperate with the official
thugs at the Office of Independent Counsel,
most notably prosecutorial Head Goon Ken-
neth Starr. This begins to sound like ancient
history, and I won't recount it here. But the
important thing is that McDougal, unlike
nearly all of her Arkansas peers, refused to lie
about the Clintons in order to save herself. She
paid dearly for her integrity: two extremely dif-
ficult years in prison, fanatical public abuse on
all sides, and nearly the loss of her health.

She’s humbled but not bitter, and now
counts among her most profound experiences
months among murderers, drug dealers, and
other felons who yet had more sense and char-
ity than many of those who now rule us.
“Never in a million years,” she said, would her
fellow prisoners believe that “God had ordained
them to invade another country with shock
and awe.” “Never in a million years” would
they claim a right to incarcerate and to torture
a fellow human being without trial — they’re all
too familiar with that kind of treatment.
“Never in a million years,” she concluded,
would they claim their religion gives them a
right to treat others as animals or worse. “I
learned a lot about the difference between
those who claim to be Christians,” McDougal
said, “and the actual Christians.”

Or as a visiting nun told her on a lonely
prison Christmas night, “If Jesus were alive
today, he’d be in here with us.” |

. time, there’s a separate proposal (Iltem 77)
: from Leffingwell and Wynn today, telling Toby
Futrell to begin “aggressive water conservation

measures” aimed at cutting peak day demand
10% in as many years. “If we can delay the
construction of a water-treatment plant, we
can save a lot of money,” he says. No mere
drops in the bucket: $30 million in construc-
tion, and $25 million in operating costs over
that six-year stretch. “And,” concludes
Leffingwell, “it’s the right thing to do.”

This ambitious conservation effort is in
stark contrast to the dire predictions of
Futrell and staff, who want to fast track
Green for a 2011 opening. By that time, they
say, the millions of gallons a day pumped out
by the plant will barely match the peak
demands placed on the system. The opera-
tive word, to Leffingwell, is “peak”; while the
city goes through about 140 MGD on aver-
age, peak demand reached on scorching
summer days is about 250 MGD - a frighten-
ing volume, but according to Leffingwell by no
means the norm. Just as you shouldn’'t mea-
sure your average grocery bill during the in-
laws’ visits, Leffingwell says we shouldn’t plot
the city’s water future under extremity.
“There’s no question new treatment capacity
is going to be needed,” he said last week.
“The only question I'm trying to get at is
when that is absolutely going to be needed.”
He’s optimistic that through conservation,
reuse, and leak repair, the city could save up
to 25 MGD - roughly the same amount a new
Green Water Treatment Plant would produce.
Leffingwell & Co. can lead Futrell and staff to
the riverside: Will they drink?

If the council-staff underwater wrestling
match isn’t enough, today also slams the
door on McCracken’s McMansion ordinance.
This tempest-in-a-tract-home is slated for
third and final reading — probably pro forma
passage pending further summertime tweak-
ing — but then the design standards return
for a 6pm hearing. Betwixt all the heat — if
not light — powered by these pistons of civic
discourse, we wouldn’t be surprised if two
other items from council get muscled into the
shadows: further directions to Futrell to pre-
pare a proposal to the county regarding con-
struction of the perpetually delayed Waller
Creek Tunnel, and the setting of a public
hearing in August to consider a helmet law
for bicyclists. With any luck, council will
wrap up a hair shy of their recent 3:30am
clock-out. Cole! Martinez! Welcome aboard!

Stand up for your right to make tacos! Around 40 taco-stand vendors have
organized a trade association in response to the city’s effort to regulate how
they operate. Around a dozen vendors gathered in the shade at Plaza Saltillo to
discuss a multipronged strategy. The organization, called AVATACO, is establish-
ing quality standards that every card-carrying member must follow, and it will
appoint an internal inspector. The group will conduct the first census of taco
stands in order to determine how many are actually operating in the city. And
the members plan to invite the city to a taco-tasting festival in order to build
public support. “Our goal is to show the city that we want to do the right thing,”
said Esmael Lozano, who ran the meeting. “We want rules that make sense for
us and the community. We just want to be able to work.” - Michael May

tion took 15 of the blue placards out of circulation that day alone, and the
violators went home with multiple tickets and hundreds of dollars in fines.
The three-day sting netted a total of 25 hangtags, and deputies issued 45
tickets. Travis Co. Constable Bruce Elfant says the departments are already
planning their next operation. - M.M.

It's been a tough month for Austin media executives. Just a few weeks after
managers of both the local CBS and NBC television affiliates were fired,
Clear Channel Communications on Monday replaced longtime radio market
manager Dusty Black. No reason was given, except for the ubiquitous “left
to pursue other opportunities.” He’s been replaced by Pam McKay, most
recently a sales executive for “The Mix,” KHMX, in Houston. She will oversee
Clear Channel’s six local stations: KVET (98.1FM), KASE-101, Jammin 105.9,
KISS-FM (96.7), The River (102.3FM) and AM1300, “The Zone.” Black was
also a regional vice-president, responsible for markets in Corpus Christi and
McAllen/Brownsville, but those duties will go to Houston-based Mark Kopel-
man. Black and McKay did not immediately return calls. - Kevin Brass

According to preliminary numbers released by the FBI on June 12, reports of
violent crime nationwide rose 2.5% in 2005 from 2004, while property
crimes — such as burglary and theft — declined 1.6%. Overall, reports of mur-
der and robbery were up more than 4% each (the Midwest leading the way
with a jump of nearly 6%), while aggravated assaults increased nearly 2%.
Reports of forcible rape, on the other hand — the most underreported violent
crime — dropped about 2%. The drop in property crimes was led by a 2.5%
drop in theft, while burglary reports increased by just under 1%. In Austin,
the overall incidents of violent crime decreased; the number of murders
remained constant, with 26 reported to the FBI in each year; reports of forc-
ible rape increased slightly, from 303 to 312; and robberies dropped from
just over 1,400 to just under 1,200. While Austin saw an increase in bur-
glary in 2005 — nearly 7,300 reports, up from about 6,800 in 2004 —
reports of stolen cars and other theft decreased overall. To read the entire
report, go to www.fbi.gov/ucr/2005preliminary/index.htm.

BEYOND CITY LIMITS

At press time Wednesday, indie candidates Kinky Friedman and Carole
Keeton Strayhorn were still waiting for word on whether they’ll make the
November ballot, as expected. The Texas Secretary of State has hired TELA
Technologies, a private Houston firm, to verify their petition signatures and is
expected to announce the outcome of the verification process this week.
The two gubernatorial hopefuls had to collect 45,540 valid signatures to
qualify for the ballot. Strayhorn, who wants to be identified as “Grandma” on
the ballot, submitted 223,000, and Friedman turned in 169,574. — Amy Smith

Speaking of the governor’s race, in the final leg of his “Strayhorn Reality
Tour,” Democrat Chris Bell chided Strayhorn in Austin Tuesday, citing her his-
tory of shifting positions on major political issues, from toll roads to privati-
zation of children’s health services. “Carole Strayhorn can change her name,
and she can change her positions, but she can’t change history,” Bell said.
Strayhorn’s camp has tried to ignore Bell’s criticisms by framing the gover-
nor’s race as a showdown between two main players: Strayhorn and Perry.
Still, her campaign couldn’t ignore Bell altogether. In a press statement, the
campaign tried to illustrate Bell’'s own contradiction on toll roads, citing a
comment Bell made in February — “toll roads are fine...” However, Bell’s full
quote, taken from “Political State Report,” an online news source, actually
reads this way: “Toll roads are fine, but paying tolls on roads built by taxes
is wrong, and the rampant corruption in the Trans-Texas Corridor is just more
evidence that Rick Perry is taking ethics lessons from Tom DelLay.” -AS.

U.S. District Judge Sam Sparks will hear arguments Monday to determine
whether Tom DeLay’s name will appear on the November ballot. The Texas
Democratic Party is trying to block Republican efforts to pick another candi-
date for the ballot, since DelLay has packed his bags and moved to Virginia,
making him ineligible to run in Texas. A temporary restraining order preventing
the GOP from changing the ballot remains in effect through today (Thursday),
when the case was initially scheduled for a hearing in state court, before the
Republican Party got the case transferred to the federal court. -AS.

The U.S. Department of Justice has begun a review of the deaths of nearly
200 people who died after being shot with a less-than-lethal electroshock
gun during an encounter with police, reports USA Today. “These deaths raise
a question in our mind that should be examined,” Glenn Schmitt, acting
director of the DOJ’s National Institute of Justice told the daily. The agency
will enlist the help of various groups — including the National Association of

Medical Examiners, the International Association of Chiefs of Police, and the
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention — to conduct the review, which
will begin this fall and could take up to two years to complete. Steve Tuttle,
vice-president of communications for Taser International, the leading maker
of electroshock guns, says Taser supports the government’s review. “In-cus-
tody deaths are a tragic aspect of law enforcement and have been occurring
as long as police have been enforcing the law,” he wrote in an e-mail. “The
more we can understand and research the circumstances leading to in-custo-
dy deaths, the more opportunity law enforcement will have to develop tactics
and procedures that may help prevent these unfortunate incidents.” -J.S.

Last week, the Senate handed President Bush a big fat “emergency spend-
ing bill” worth $94.5 billion. The birthday boy gleefully clapped his hands
and, with a mouth full of cake, thanked our lawmakers in their efforts to
“fight terrorism, defend our homeland, enforce our borders, and fulfill our
moral obligation to help our fellow Americans in need.” Let’s be clear, here.
A rough breakdown of the payout is as follows: $66 billion to the Pentagon,
$3.7 billion to domestic flood-control projects (leaving the Gulf states to
hope, fingers crossed, that they’ll get a chunk of the $5.2 billion contained
in the bill for direct grants to states), and enough dough to send an addition-
al 1,000 Border Patrol agents and 6,000 National Guard troops to the
Mexican border, as well as build a prison large enough to detain 4,000
arrested immigrants. This is after the Senate, at the president’s request,
removed $14 billion that would have gone to getting people in the Gulf
Coast back on their feet, specifically aiding farmers and the seafood indus-
try, as well as the Democrat’s bid to throw some money into domestic port
security and critically needed medical services for veterans. — Diana Welch

Hurricane Rita evacuees’ unemployment benefits are slated to end this
Saturday. As of June 10, only 158 evacuees from Texas’ 22-county region
directly impacted by Rita were still getting a check from the Texas Workforce
Commission, down from 691 people as of May 6. “What we're seeing is peo-
ple returning to work,” TWC spokesman Larry Jones said. Benefits for
Hurricane Katrina evacuees ran out June 3. — Cheryl Smith

With record-high summer temperatures on the horizon, TexasLawHelp.org
is providing info on how low-income families can lower their utility
bills. Many low-income households may be eligible for weatherization servic-
es such as the weather stripping and the installation of free energy-efficient
appliances. New state rules also allow the waiver of utility deposits for do-
mestic violence victims.

The Georgetown City Council unanimously passed a resolution in favor of pro-
ducer take-back recycling for computer and electronic waste last week,
becoming the first Texas city to formally call on the state Legislature to enact
policy requiring electronics manufacturers and vendors to recycle discarded
products. “Local governments should not be shouldered with the financial
burden of recycling and disposing of toxic electronic waste,” said Robin
Schneider of Texas Campaign for the Environment. E-waste is the fastest-
growing waste stream in municipal solid waste, according to a TCE statement,
and it’s the largest source of dangerous heavy metals, including lead and
mercury, in U.S. landfills. The St. Louis Post-Dispatch reported this month that
computers from UT, the Texas Department of Human Services, and a school
district in Irving, Texas, were found in an illegal dump in rural Missouri. TCE
estimates that 50-80% of the e-waste taken to U.S. recyclers is actually being
shipped illegally to developing countries. Without producer recycling, TCE says
local governments and taxpayers in Texas would have to spend $606 million
dollars to properly dispose of obsolete computers and televisions over the
next 10 years.

The West Cypress Hills subdivision — plagued with development issues
that included a number of stop-work orders and a lawsuit over contamination
of Lick Creek with construction debris — scrubbed its plans and returned to
Travis County yesterday with a new development team and a renewed com-
mitment to addressing its issues. The development team, now led by investor
Alan Topfer, has pledged to meet the county’s interim water-quality regula-
tions, as well as committing to get off well water and onto surface water to
avoid draining neighbors’ water wells. The development currently has about
50 houses. The revised first phase of West Cypress Hills, off Highway 71
past Bee Caves, will have about 400 homes. Commissioners approved the
revised plans, with Commissioner Ron Davis abstaining. - K.R.

The annual rate of cleanup for Superfund sites has fallen more than 50%
since 2001, compared to the four years prior to the Bush administration. So
says “The Toll of Superfund Neglect: Toxic Waste Dumps & Communi-
ties at Risk,” a report jointly released last week by the Washington D.C.-
based Center for American Progress and Center for Progressive Reform. The
Superfund is a multibillion dollar environmental program initiated in 1983
during the Reagan administration to inventory and clean up the nation’s
worst abandoned toxic-waste sites. According to the report, one in four
Americans lives within three miles of one of the 1,244 Superfund sites await-
ing cleanup, and approximately three to four million children live within one
mile — at heightened risk of cancer, birth defects, and brain damage. The
report profiled five of the most dangerous sites in each of the 10 most popu-
lous states. Disproportionate numbers of low-income Americans and people
of color live near the sites, according to the report. Texas’ five most danger-
ous sites are ALCOA Point in Comfort/Lavaca Bay, Gulfco Marine Main-
tenance in Brazoria Co., Jasper Creosoting Company, Inc. in Jasper Co., R&H
Qil in Bexar Co., and Star Lake Canal in Jefferson Co. Read the full report at
www.americanprogress.org.

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Defenseless: TFDP Sues Williamson Co.

On June 12, the Austin-based Texas Fair
Defense Project filed a class-action lawsuit
against several Williamson County judges on
behalf of three defendants charged with mis-
demeanor jail offenses. The plaintiffs charge
that under the county’s unfair judicial proce-
dures, the constitutional right to counsel has
been systematically compromised.

“Defendants must fend for themselves,”
argues Adrian De La Rosa of the TFDR after
a yearlong observation of Williamson Co.
courts in response to complaints from attor-
neys and the public. “This is not an aberra-
tion,” De La Roséa adds, nor is it confined to
one county. (The TFDP is a project of the
Texas Criminal Justice Coalition, a non-
profit advocacy group.) “Williamson Co. judg-
es and other county employees pressure
defendants to talk to prosecutors without giv-
ing them accurate information about their
right to a defense attorney,” TFDP Director
Andrea Marsh said in a statement announc-
ing the suit. “No one should be convicted of a
crime they didn’t commit, or receive a longer
sentence because they didn’t understand
their right to a lawyer, or were denied an attor-
ney even though they were too poor to hire
one.”

Petitioning for injunctive and declaratory
relief “on behalf of themselves and all other
persons similarly situated” are Kerry Heck-
man of Bartlett, Monica Maisenbacher of
Round Rock, and Sylvia Peterson of Round
Rock. They seek no money, just reform of the
county judicial procedures. According to the
lawsuit, delays, double-talk, and outright denial
of counsel are depriving Williamson Co. defen-
dants of the opportunity to mount a “mean-

ingful defense.” They are not being assisted
to understand the government’s burden of
proof, the elements of offenses, the conse-
quences of guilty pleas, the prospect of going
to jail or prison, or sentencing alternatives.
“They stand alone against the state, defense-
less and uninformed,” the petition states.

The lawsuit names as defendants William-
son Co. Judge John C. Doerfler; county
court-at-law judges Suzanne Brooks, Tim
Wright, and Donald Higginbotham; and
Judge William Eastes, a Georgetown magis-
trate. Doerfler seemed to suggest the Com-
missioners Court is not relevant to the county
judicial question: “I don’t know how | got
involved in this, the connection,” he said Mon-
day. County Commissioners Court discussed
the suit in executive session on Tuesday, and
according to Doerfler, County Attorney Jana
Duty will decide whether to hire outside coun-
sel to defend the suit.

Recounting her experiences as a misde-
meanor defendant, Maisenbacher said,
“There was no room to lie down in the holding
cell to sleep.” Jailers removed and isolated
defendants who talked or dozed, and Maisen-
bacher says she had no food or water. The
next day, the judge rushed defendants
through magistration, without outside, inde-
pendent legal oversight. Maisenbacher went
to jail twice, for assault and failure to appear.
The first time the county had already X-ed the
option that she would herself hire counsel;
she just signed the form as indicated. The
second time she refused to sign the X-ed
form and requested appointed counsel. “The
judge threw the form back at me,” she said. A
judge heard her a third time and confirmed

the records indicating that she had in fact
appeared in court, and the county finally
appointed counsel for her.

The lawsuit also faults Williamson County
for barring from the courtroom anyone not list-
ed on each Wednesday’s first appearance
docket, a rule the county posts on its Web
site. The practice separates defendants from
supporters and closes the court to the public.
“Before us, no one was watching,” De La
Rosa says. The suit also criticizes Thursday’s
“jail call,” because TFDP has observed that
the county shackles, escorts, and addresses
defendants en masse. Judges also scorn
defendants in subjective assessments of
need. “Why should Williamson County pay for

your mistake? You look like you can work,”
the judge told Maisenbacher. A judge disquali-
fied Heckman for appointed counsel because
he was too well dressed. De La Rosa said he
witnessed a judge chastise a homeless
defendant, then sarcastically offer to “solve
her problem” by raising bail so she'd have a
place to stay. The judge also said the law
requires him to provide counsel but that he
doesn’t have to like it, De La Rosa recalls.

The county repeatedly tells defendants
prosecutors are “here to help.” “This is a
mirage. If you speak directly to a prosecutor,
you may reach the promised land of resolu-
tion. But where you could end up is probation
desert,” says Dominic Gonzales of the TCJC.
Or, jail — Gonzales received a complaint that a
prosecutor threatened to double the jail time
if a defendant requested counsel. “Only a
defense lawyer can help defendants under-
stand their rights. Taking that out leaves every
single defendant vulnerable to abuse,”
Gonzales adds.

In court session last Thursday, the judge
left the courtroom for an extended recess.
Left alone were defendants and prosecutors,
speaking in whispers. “The courtroom does
not look at all like the one we talked about in
civics class, with an impartial judge, prosecu-
tors, and defense attorneys forming the base
of the pyramid. What happens to a pyramid if
you take out one of the cornerstones?” asks
Gonzales. De La Rosa says prosecutors do
not represent defendants, so they do not
have to maintain confidentiality after court.

Williamson County, which touts itself as
being “tough on crime,” is also apparently
tight on crime — as in cheap. “The interest is
in disposing of cases cheaply,” Gonzales
says. “But what is the cost to taxpayers,” De
La Rosa asks, “of longer jail terms for un-
counseled defendants?” — Patricia J. Ruland

Hurricane Evacuees Take a

Legal Blow

U.S. District Judge Stanwood Duval dis-
missed on June 16 much of a class-action
suit filed in New Orleans late last year on
behalf of hurricane evacuees who claimed
their emergency housing needs weren’t being
met by the Federal Emergency Manage-
ment Agency. Although his McWaters v.
FEMA ruling affirms previous decisions the
court made relevant to the case — such as
telling FEMA that it can’t require evacuees to
complete an SBA loan application before pro-
viding temporary housing assistance, and that
it can’t kick evacuees out of hotels and
motels without giving them at least two weeks
notice — Duval “did not grant any further relief
that plaintiffs were seeking, and dismissed
most remaining causes of action,” said Craig
Castellanet, an attorney with the Oakland,
Calif.-based Public Interest Law Project, in
an e-mail. “However, the Court did leave open
further challenge since it ‘would not hesitate
to revisit the issue’ regarding the adequacy of
standards for continuing rental assistance
from FEMA that could leave impermissible
gaps in assistance.”

Lawyers from the Manhattan-based
Schulte Roth & Zabel law firm and the D.C.-
based Lawyers’ Committee for Civil Rights
Under Law jointly filed the suit, which, accord-
ing to Schulte Roth & Zabel’'s Web site,
“seeks no damages but aims to ensure that
FEMA provides adequate aid for those entitled
to it.” The court ultimately decided, however,
that at the time of the suit’s filing, plaintiffs
hadn’t demonstrated sufficiently that their
emergency housing needs were going unmet,
said Heather Godwin, an attorney with Texas
RioGrande Legal Aid’s hurricane legal assis-

tance program, adding that an appeal will like-
ly be filed in the near future.

Housing and evacuee advocates were less
than thrilled with the outcome. “This means
that FEMA may continue to act unconscionably
toward the hundreds of thousands of evacuee
families who have been deprived of housing
assistance because FEMA fails to provide clear
and consistent eligibility standards. FEMA's
arbitrary eligibility determinations make some
families eligible while depriving more needy
families of any rent assistance. The evacuees
facing homelessness today are in an eerily sim-
ilar situation to that which they faced the day
after the hurricane,” said John Henneberger,
co-director of the Texas Low Income Housing
Information Service, in a press release.

FEMA spokesman Michael Widomski said
in an e-mail that while FEMA “is not prepared
to comment at this time[,] we can say that we
remain committed to assisting disaster vic-
tims on the road to recovery and will do so in
such a way that stays within the framework of
the Stafford Act, providing for much needed
assistance, yet guarding against waste, fraud
and abuse in all the programs and assistance
we deliver.”

The Stafford Act obligates the federal gov-
ernment to provide housing aid for 18 months
to victims of natural disasters. Hurricane
Katrina struck Aug. 29, less than a year ago.
Meanwhile, housing and utilities aid FEMA
has been paying to thousands of evacuees
across the country through their local govern-
ments is currently slated to end in most plac-
es at the end of the month. - Cheryl Smith

Danger kisses
Hoover as she leans back onto a bed. She’s now wearing a
spiked dog collar and no socks at all.

Danger posted a dozen or so nude photos of Hoover on her
photography Web site, where they sat among thousands of
portraits of friends and fellow hipsters (Danger is a photogra-
pher for the Texas Rollergirls). Hoover and Danger’s relation-
ship is chronicled in loving detail; browsers can view the cou-
ple leaping from bed to bed in a mattress store, hanging out
at a Chinese restaurant and, apparently, playing street hockey
with sponge mops. In context, the nude photos are but a brief
hint of carnal moments in a life lived goofy and sweet.

The photos, however, took on a very different context when
they were viewed in a high school classroom. That happened
in mid-May, after Hoover and fellow Austin High art teacher
Gayle Andrews got into a spat over a shared kiln. Shortly
afterward, a student told Andrews about a way to get Hoover
in trouble and brought up the Web site. The news reached the
administration and Hoover was escorted off campus. The dis-
trict soon began the process of firing her.

The controversy takes place among a growing worry that
tech-savvy minors are being corrupted by online solicitations
and pornography. There are strict laws, both federal and state,
that prohibit exposing students to any Web site deemed
“harmful to minors.” Hoover could even have been charged
with a crime if it turned out she sent students to the site.
Within that context, it's not surprising that even vaguely erotic
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photos of a teacher and her lesbian lover on a public Web site
would bring condemnation. Still, Hoover maintains the photos
are not “sexual,” and remains mystified by the reaction. “I
don’t consider these photos inappropriate,” she says. “l was
never concerned about students coming across them. My stu-
dents are beginning artists, and they see nudes all the time.
There are nudes in the Sistine Chapel. The human form has
always been a part of art study.”

The controversy has had the inevitable result of corrupting
the intimate nature of Danger’s work, a fact that she takes
personally. “It disturbs me that people now see me as a por-
nographer,” Danger says, adding that people have been surfing
her site searching for nudes. “These photos have been taken
out of context. | realize | can’t change other people’s perspec-
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tive of my work, but | really don’t like people visiting my Web
site with lascivious intentions.” Danger has since taken the
nude photos of Hoover off her site.

It doesn’t take a museum curator to tell the difference
between artistic nude photography and smut, and the district
is not trying to claim the photos are pornography. Instead, the
district is accusing Hoover of a “failure to meet the District's
standards of professional conduct,” and engaging in an activi-
ty that “because of the publicity given it, or knowledge of it
among students, faculty and community, impairs or diminishes
the employee’s effectiveness in the district.” The district
declined to comment further about the case.

Hoover is requesting a hearing, which will give her the
chance to argue her case in front of an independent hearing
examiner. Her lawyer, Jay Brim, says the district’s vague justi-
fications about “standards of professional conduct” give it
some wiggle room. “It's an easy platitude to say that teachers
should be held to a higher standard,” says Brim. “But how do
you apply that? How are these photos outside the realm of
what she teaches? | want the district to prove that teachers
have been told this kind of activity is wrong.”

Hoover blames the district for any publicity brought on by
the photos. She wrote a letter to administrators asking that
they not inform students and parents about her case. Instead,
they sent a letter home that implied she had posted photos
on a pornographic site. She says ensuing media attention has
had the effect of distorting something beautiful into some-
thing nasty. “I do worry about how all the media attention is
affecting my kiddos,” she says. “They are impressionable, and
| wouldn’t want their ideals to be crushed by what's happening
to me.”

In a signed affidavit presented to the AISD board, Andrews
claims a 15-year-old boy told her that “hundreds” of Austin
High students knew about the Web site. Brim intends to chal-
lenge that claim. “One student certainly knew about site,” he
says. “But we have no reason to believe it was common
knowledge until AISD sent out that letter and exposed the
issue to the community.”

As it stands, AISD’s broad justifications leave little room for
Brim to argue what he believes the case is really about:
Hoover’s First Amendment right to free expression. “I'm ask-
ing for more specific allegations,” he says. “I hope to get it
tied down to that.”

Hoover remains hopeful that she can return to Austin High
in the fall and turn the whole mess into a valuable lesson. “It
could really spark a great dialogue,” she says. “What are the
boundaries around art? How is art perceived? How can art
affect the artist? What does it mean to stand your ground as
an artist?” Unfortunately, Hoover knows the answers to these
questions aren’t always pretty. — Michael May

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Church Fight

From time to time throughout their colorful
careers, UT journalism professor Robert Jen-
sen and St. Andrew’s Preshyterian
Church pastor Jim Rigby have come under
attack for their outspoken views of the
world. Jensen’s biggest stir swirled around
his post 9/11 remarks suggesting that U.S.
policies provoked the attack. For Righy, it
was his ordination of an openly gay elder
and his willingness to bless same-sex
unions that once threatened his standing in
the Presbyterian Church.

Now Jensen and Rigby have teamed up —
this time as parishioner and pastor — to chal-
lenge the conservative wing of the Presbyteri-
an hierarchy, which seeks to have Jensen
tossed out on his atheist ear. Jensen grew up
in the Presbyterian Church but later rejected
organized religion altogether. He joined St.
Andrew’s late last year after striking up a
friendship with Rigby. For the last two years,
Jensen has led a monthly series of political
film screenings at the church. “It’s hard not
to feel at home there,” Jensen said. “It's a
very welcoming church.”

In November, St. Andrew’s formally threw
out the welcome mat for Jensen, who then
wrote an op-ed article about his experience.
The article, which opens with the provocative
line “I don’t believe in God,” first ran in a
December edition of the Hindustan Times,
one of India’s two largest English-language
newspapers. The item barely created a ripple
in India, but when the Houston Chronicle
picked it up in March, conservative Christians
went bananas. “l hadn’t received this much of
a reaction since 9/11,” Jensen said. “It really
got people going.”

St. Andrew’s Presbyterian pastor Jim Rigby’s (left) decision to let atheist UT professor Robert Jensen
(right) join the church has outraged conservative Presbyterians.
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Rigby tried to quell the uproar with an opin-
ion piece titled “Why We Let an Atheist Join
Our Church.” Religion, he explained, “is not
about groveling before a savior, it’s joining in
the work of saving our world.” (A subsequent
article Rigby wrote on the same subject is
playing to appreciative audiences on the left-
leaning Web sites of AlterNet and The
Huffington Post.) Righy’s defense of Jensen
further fueled the anger of conservative Pres-
byterians across the country. In response, a
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regional governing body, the South Texas
Mission Presbytery, assigned a “listening
team” of pastors to study the matter and rec-
ommend action. The case then went before
the entire Mission Presbytery at a June 9 hear-
ing in San Antonio. After several hours of
debate, the group voted 155-114 to instruct
the church to remove Jensen from the “active”
membership roll and assign him to the “bap-
tism” roll — a spot usually reserved for chil-
dren awaiting confirmation. For now, Jensen’s
active membership remains unchanged pend-
ing the church’s appeal to the next level.

Rigid thinkers expressed dismay that at
least 114 of those among the governing body
favored allowing a self-professed atheist’s
membership to stand. One opponent, the Rev.
Toby Brown of Cuero, immediately took to
his personal blog and mocked the entire St.

Andrew’s congregation. “What [Rigby] has as
a congregation is nothing more than the spiri-
tual arm of Moveon.org,” he fumed.

Rigby and Jensen were equally discouraged
by the turn of events. At the hearing, Rigby
was only given 15 minutes to argue his case.
“I knew there would probably be tantrums as
a result [of Jensen’s op-ed],” Rigby said. “But
| didn’t see this coming at all.” Jensen attend-
ed the hearing, but the Presbytery rejected
his request to speak. “It was a rather surreal
experience, to sit in the pews of the church
and listen to people discuss the state of my
soul,” he recalled. “This is not the first time
I've been condemned by people, but this had
a weird edge to it, which seemed to me to be
fear-driven.”

Rigby and Jensen first became acquainted
over lunch a few years ago, not long after
Jensen’s 9/11 hubbub. Rigby invited him to
visit the church. As Jensen became more
active in political and spiritual discussions
with members, Rigby said he noticed a grow-
ing exchange of ideas among parishioners. “I
witnessed a vibrancy within the community,”
he said. “It was never an issue of converting
him, but an appreciation of what the commu-
nities could do together.” While St. Andrew’s
opens its doors to free thinkers, atheists, and
the GLBT community, other Presbyterian
churches seek to turn the institution into a
gated community, Rigby observed. “To me,
faith is in the questions, not the answers.”

While the church hierarchy ponders the
state of Jensen’s soul, life at St. Andrew’s
remains pretty much unchanged. Jensen is
leading a new series of film screenings at the
church, with Jesus as the central theme. This
month’s feature, Jesus Christ Superstar, will be
followed next month with The Last Temptation
of Christ. — Amy Smith

Polygamist Prophet Sighting

Wanted man Warren Jeffs, fugitive leader of the polygamist Fundamentalist Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints (a breakaway sect of fundamentalist Mormons), has been spotted again, this time in the
longtime FLDS stronghold of Colorado City, Ariz. Jeffs has been on the lam for nearly a year, fleeing state
and federal charges connected to his arranging and performing marriages between teen girls and older, mar-
ried men. Colorado City, on the state’s northern border, and sister city Hildale, Utah, make up the twin-city
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duo that has been the de facto HQ for the FLDS for more than 80 years.

According to the Salt Lake City Deseret Morning News, Arizona officials believe fugitive Jeffs has been han-
gin” In Colorado City recently, carrying on with his duties as the church’s prophet
by performing more child-bride marriages inside a mobile-home-turned-wed-
ding-chapel. “I've heard from a number of different sources who said he’s : |
been here,” Arizona Attorney General Terry Goddard told the daily. : 5?‘:

I Goddard’s sources are correct, Jeffs has been able to (again) .
evade an investigative posse that’s been trying to find him for

months — including the FBI, which has added Jeffs to its Ten
Most Wanted list (along with other notables as Osama bin
Laden and Boston’s James “Whitey” Bulger).

According to the daily, Jeffs’ evasion frustrates Goddard, who
told the paper that he’s been unimpressed with the FBI's hunt
for the fugitive prophet. While Utah and Arizona officials have

been working well together during their joint investigation into the
. FLDS and their hunt for Jeffs, the FBI hasn’t pulled its weight, he
said — among other problems, Goddard told the paper, is that the
. . FBlisn't using state and local investigators, who know the territo-
1 | ryand “players” well, enough in the hunt. “I've seen too many
4 examples where the lack of coordination has been a benefit to Mr.
Jef’s and his efforts to stay on the lam,” he said. (In contrast, offi-
cials with the Utah AG’s office say they’ve had far more communica-
tion with FBI agents in the state’s area field office.)
Jeffs was last spotted publicly early last year at the FLDS’ Yearning
for Zion ranch just outside the West Texas town of Eldorado, conse-
crating the site where the group’s first-ever temple now stands. (For
ke more, see “Meet the New Neighbors,” July 29.)

“In the history of America, every immigrant group has been the target of
harassment, abuse, stereotyping, and dehumanization, [and the] victims of
economic, social, and environmental exploitation,” stated the newly formed
Progressive Alliance for Immigrant Rights in a press release. The group
held a press conference outside Sen. John Cornyn’s office at the Chase Tower
on West Sixth Street to call attention to the compromise legislation that would
“effectively create legal classes of indentured servants, second class citizens,
and legalize mass round ups reminiscent of past American campaigns
of forced relocation perpetrated upon the only real aborigines, our Native
American population.” For his part, Sen. Cornyn authored the Comprehensive
Enforcement and Immigration Reform Act of 2005 (S.1438), which, among
other things, would have built 10,000 detention beds, called for immediate
detention and deportation of all those here illegally, and granted state law
enforcement the right to enforce federal immigration policy. — Diana Welch

There’s no calming these troubled
waters: Tuesday evening, the Zoning
and Platting Commission again
delayed a decision on the proposed
Bouldin Meadows subdivision in South
Austin, the fourth such postponement
from ZAR Several plots in the 14-acre,
56-home lot, slated for construction
along West Bouldin Creek, are planned
on land still technically in the city’s 100-
year floodplain; under new maps from
FEMA, to be made official next year
pending review, the area in question
would be cleared for development.

The revised maps have drawn the
anger of several nearby residents. Chuck
Mains lives on Birdwood Circle, across
from the planned subdivision on the
other side of West Bouldin Creek. A de
facto leader in the neighborhood push
against the project, he procured engi-
neer and developer Sergio Lozano-
Sanchez for an independent analysis of
the tract. At issue is the amount of
drainage that runs through the site; for
land to be considered a critical water-
quality zone (the city definition of a
floodplain), the standard is that it must
provide drainage for 64 acres of land.
City engineers estimate Bouldin
Meadows as just below the cutoff, with
59 acres of drainage discharging into
the plot from two culverts at the plot’s
border along the Union Pacific rail line.
In his review, however, Lozano-Sanchez

says a large drainage area to the south,
also along the railroad, is unaccounted
for. “It is clear during some rain
events,” he writes, “water equivalent to
more than 64 acres of drainage flows to
the property,” making the area flood-
prone. He also warns that construction
means flooding for existing homes on
the other side of the creek. “If the
developer is allowed as currently
planned to channelize the flow of this
drainage through this proposed subdivi-
sion, it will increase the velocity and
energy of the water entering the main
channel of West Bouldin Creek. ... In my
opinion, this will adversely impact exist-
ing properties.” Serendipitously, in
FEMA’s maps, six of the facing houses
on Birdwood Circle lie completely within
the redrawn floodplain, despite a lack of
flooding history. Via city staff, City
Manager Toby Futrell requested to post-
pone the hearing; it’s thought she did
so to allow staff and developers to
meet with Lozano-Sanchez and the
neighbors in hopes of agreement.

In other news surrounding the devel-
opment, ownership of the controversial
project has changed hands. G & G
Ventures recently acquired the land
from previous owner Doug Dowe, with
Brohn Homes Ltd. as their developer;
no word yet if this latest wrinkle means
another delay July 18, the next sched-
uled ZAP meeting. - Wells Dunbar

Challenging Lethal Injection

A unanimous U.S. Supreme Court ruled on June 12 that
death row inmates who have exhausted their criminal appeals
may challenge the constitutionality of the lethal injection meth-
od of execution under federal civil rights statutes. The ruling (in
a Florida case, Hill v. McDonough) does not address the consti-
tutionality of lethal injection itself — nor did the appeal filed on
behalf of Florida inmate Clarence Hill. Hill challenged the exe-
cution method as a banned form of cruel and unusual punish-
ment, but did not contest his 1983 conviction for the murder of
a Florida police officer because he had exhausted that avenue
before filing his civil rights challenge to the manner of execution.

The Supremes’ ruling in the case opines that inmates may
raise an Eighth Amendment challenge under a provision of the
Civil Rights Act of 1871, to argue that the three-drug death
cocktail used in executions constitutes cruel and unusual pun-
ishment. “Hill’s [appeal] if successful would not necessarily pre-
vent the State from executing him by lethal injection,” Justice
Anthony Kennedy wrote for the court. Hill “does not challenge
the lethal injection sentence as a general matter but seeks
instead only to enjoin” the state of Florida from using lethal
injection to kill him, a method that Hill alleges “causes ‘a fore-
seeable risk of ... gratuitous and unnecessary’ pain,” Kennedy
wrote. Hill concedes that other methods of execution are avail-
able and would be constitutional, Kennedy notes, and “at least
to this point in the litigation,” the state of Florida has not argued
that Hill's challenge would leave the state without a way to carry
out the sentence. “Under these circumstances a grant of injunc-
tive relief could not be seen as barring the execution of Hill’s
sentence,” Kennedy wrote.

Although a number of states filed briefs with the high court to
argue that ruling in favor of Hill would open the doors to other
inmates filing last-minute civil rights objections to lethal injec-
tion, the decision does not bar the states from using an alter-
nate method of execution. — Jordan Smith

ALITO STRIKES

| hate to say, “I told you so,” but let me
just say one name to you: Sam Alito.

When he was nominated by Bush last year
to replace Sandra Day O’Connor on the
Supreme Court, practically the entire debate
over this right-wing judge revolved around his
stance on abortion. So, Alito and his backers
worked hard to soften his record as a knee-
jerk, anti-choice zealot. Enough Senate
Democrats and moderate Republicans were
convinced, and he was confirmed.

A few of us populists, however, tried to
point out that the Supreme Court spends far
more time on issues involving workers’ rights,
pollution, consumers, and such than on abor-
tion. We warned that Alito had sided consis-
tently with corporate and governmental elites
over ordinary citizens on these issues
throughout his legal career — and would do
the same on the high court.

Sure enough, in his first opportunity to side
with bosses over the First Amendment rights
of workers, Alito jumped on it. In a May 30th
decision involving a whistleblower, a bare 5-4
majority of the court ruled that public employ-
ees have no free-speech right to blow the
whistle against wrongdoing by their superiors
— and they have no constitutional protection
against retaliation by their bosses.

The deciding vote came from Alito. Had
Sandra Day O’Connor still been on the bench,
it's likely that the court would have ruled the
other way — for the rights of whistleblowers.

Unfortunately, we're now stuck with this
guy for life! The lesson here — especially for
Democrats - is that future nominees to all of
our courts need to be vetted, not only on
social issues, but also grilled equally hard on
whose interest they’ll serve on the economic,
environmental, and civil liberties cases that
come before them.

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CORPORATIZING THE BORDER

What a surprise. George W. wants to
turn the illegal immigration issue into
another multibillion-dollar boondoggle for
giant corporations.

Such military contractors as Lockheed
Martin, Raytheon, Boeing, and Northrop
Grumman are lined up at the federal trough
yet again, drooling at what Bush calls the
Secure Border Initiative. This scheme will
give government contracts to corporations to
build a high tech “virtual fence” along our
nation’s borders. “We are launching the most
technologically advanced border security ini-
tiative in American history,” bragged Bush.

Actually, that’s not a very high hurdle, for
our history of border security is littered with
high-priced technological failures. Take the
nearly-half-billion-dollar program of video cam-
eras, electronic sensors, and other cutting-
edge technologies that corporate contractors
provided for the Mexican border just a few
years ago. Half of the cameras didn’t work or
were never installed. The ground sensors did
set off alarms — but in 92% of the cases they
were triggered not by illegals but by a wild
animal or a passing train.

Now, here they come again. Lockheed
Martin, for example, is touting its Tethered
Aerostat Radar as a border solution. This
massive blimp, twice the size of Goodyear’s,
would be tethered to the ground by a long
cable, monitoring all movement below. One
little problem, though: It can’t be used in high
winds. Another piece of razzle-dazzle technol-
ogy was a $6.8 million unmanned plane to
patrol the border. It crashed in April after less
than a year’s use.

These military contractors have sorry
records of cost overruns, fraud, and products
that are defective or useless — we're to turn
border security over to them? Bush’s scheme
is all about political posturing and fattening
his corporate backers. The problem of illegal
immigration requires an honest economic
solution — not merely buying more hardware
from high tech hucksters.

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The Deadwood Drive

South of Rapid City, up in South Dakota,
driving the Black Hills, I pass a little turnoff
marked “Gumbo Lilly Lane” and slip into
reverie. How’d that gal get that name? Maybe
she hailed from Louisiana and made a mean
gumbo. (In a mining camp? How’d she get the
fixings?) But why had she come and what did
she do, that a century later a “lane” repeated
her name? Is she enough of a local legend to
list on the Internet? Later, I search. There’s
her picture! She’s not a woman, she’s a flower,
Oenothera caespitosa, native to the Dakotas.
Pretty little thing. But for 10 miles or so I'd had
a fine time wondering about a wild gal. Of such
stuff are Western legends made.

(Ok, she’s a flower, a lily, but still: Why
“gumbo”?)

Back in Nebraska, between McCook and
Ogallala, driving US. 6 — 6 once rode from
Provincetown to Long Beach and is stll our
longest transcontinental highway, a notable dis-
tinction for a bumpy two-lane. Here 6 has no
shoulders, grass bends over the asphalt. A two-
lane’s so different from an interstate — on the
interstate you're upon the land, gliding over its
topography, but a two-lane is of the land; it rises
and falls, weaves and curves, and in the West
(as in New England and the South), it’s usu-
ally a tarred-over wagon road. Upkeep is erratic,
especially this far north, where winters buckle the
tarmac. This Western sky is wide, a view not like
back East — there, roads feel like hallways through
woodland; here, blue air and white clouds touch
the ground on all horizons. The road ascends and
descends gentle grades of small valleys, passing
modest farms that still appear family-owned. One
farmer’s erected a rough billboard on his fence,
hand-painted lettering over graying wood:

THIS 1S A SIGN - God.

Nearer Ogallala is a valley with no farm, no
poles and wires, no human vestige but the
humble road itself. A creek runs through, cotton-
woods shimmer along the waterline, and there’s
a stand of larger trees beside a pond. And sud-
denly I knew, I knew, they camped here, camped
here often — it’s perfect, there’s water, good
grazing for the animals, game for their cookfires
and furs. The low hills that surround the val-
ley protect from winter winds; on those hills,

sentinels would see an enemy miles off. T felt
it so strongly; they camped here often, before
we came, Cheyenne and Dakota and Lakota
peoples, in numbers large and small. No image
arose — and where could I get such images but
from movies and mostly staged old photos? No
one living knows how their camps really looked.
But they were here, and it was as though I could
hear their memory spoken in the voice of the
valley, wordless but definite, clear ...

I get crushes on towns the way I get crushes
on women. I fell for Deadwood as soon as 1
got here. It’s mostly only two streets wide, for
it sits at the bottom of a gulch; the steep Black
Hills rise, wooded, on either side. You walk
Main Street’s length leisurely in 15, 20 min-
utes. Its population of about 2,000 lives on
hillside lanes so slanted you’d need a strong
heart to go for a stroll. Deadwood thrives
on small casinos, but woos me with history:
Many of its brick buildings (like the Bullock
Hotel, built by Seth Bullock himself) date
back a century and more. One wood structure
escaped the early fires and is dated 1879. The
Adams Museum is first-rate. I've spent hours
there, where I learned that Sol Star, Bullock’s
friend and business partner, was the only
non-Chinese person welcome at the Chinese
Masonic Lodge. Star was also Deadwood’s
mayor, 1884-1898, and a leader of a rare entity
in the Old West: a thriving, respected Jewish
community. An old photo shows an unnamed
man in suit and Hasidic hat dancing Hebrew
folk steps — not your typical Western icon.

Wild Bill Hickock and Calamity Jane are bur-
ied up the hill. Stroll the family plots and you
see small stones for many, many infants and
young children from the 1870s, ’80s, and ’90s,
more than I've seen in any other old graveyard.
That Deadwood was a hard place to be.

I first came through last June. This June I'm
here to meet with Dave (we’ve known each
other since age 10). He was driving from Long
Island back to Oakland on 1-80, which passes
some 220 miles south of Deadwood. I sug-
gested I drive north from Texas and meet up
with him here. We explore places, we share a
love of history and have complementary ways
of knowing: He can tell me (just by looking)

how a building
was built, and
with what, and
why; 1 can tell
him who built
here and what
they were up to,
and we compare
theories about
their thoughts
and their hearts.
Between us,
we construct a
place’s history
and share great
satisfaction  at
standing, say, at

the spot by the
creek where gold
was first found.

I've booked a suite (the only smoking room
left) at the Franklin Hotel, built in 1903. Last
June you could sit in the Franklin’s dining
room knowing that there dined Seth Bullock,
Sol Star, their friend Teddy Roosevelt (Bullock
was a captain in Teddy’s Rough Riders), and
maybe Calamity Jane, who died in 1903 near
here. Also, Willa Cather. But a casino’s bought
the Franklin; alas, the dining room is making
way for slot machines.

I wasn't prepared for Room 421. It’s
immense. Two large bedrooms. A huge living
room with an intricately carved bar (Dave
explains its different woods and why no one
builds like that anymore). And the sofa! Plush
cushions covered with rich whorehouse-violet
cloth, and its frame ... imagine a kind of bas-
ket-weaving, but of thick, molded dark wood,
and at the end of each arm, where your hand
rests, the carved face of a beautiful woman. On
the wall, a long, tall mirror framed in golden
gilt. In the dining room, off the kitchen, a rect-
angular wood table, and six chairs ... again,
intricately carved wood. On their backrests,
front and back, the profile of a devil, and
devils’ heads bulge from the legs and at the
ends of the arms. A place for gambling men
and wanton women. The suite pulsed with the
psychic scent of sin.

Of hundreds of rented rooms I've known,
from Manhattan’s Waldorf-Astoria to Santa
Rosa’s Sun & Sand (the mattress deeply
stained with blood), I've never seen the like.
Deadwood doesn’t disappoint. Though (alas
again!) by year’s end, 421 will be “renovated,”
its uniqueness erased.

Dave is an early-to-bed-early-to-rise guy,
I'm a stay-up-all-night guy, so for hours alone
I read at that table, sipping whiskey, smok-
ing, and forgetting my book for indeterminate
moments, listening to the suite’s ghostly
whispers, too faint to make out, but still
barely audible.

The day after next, a time filled with good
conversation and fascinating history, Dave
continued west, I headed due south ... west-
ern Nebraska, where it’s as though a great
stormy sea, with sweeping rolling swells, sud-
denly stilled in place and grew prairie grass.
Wind ripples the grass to the horizon, the land
looks alive (and it is). My ’69 Chevy startles
some quail, they fly in all directions before
me, one bird is not quick enough and thuds
sickeningly against my windshield — a chance
death amidst the beauty. And there is a dancer-
like, Shiva-like, many-armed lightning-struck
tree, bare of bark, gray, dead .... I say aloud,
“The dead are beautiful.”

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Downtown’s Tall Order

Where can we put 20,000 new residents?

Austinites startled by the height of the latest
downtown residential towers — now shooting
up with bamboolike propulsion to 36 and 44
stories — can get a bird’s-eye view of the forces
sending high-rise housing ever skyward from a
just-released downtown planning map. Created
by downtown development insiders, the color-
coded map identifies, by a process of elimina-
tion, the relatively few sites available to build
downtown housing over the next 10 years.

The Downtown Sites & Development
Potential map was created by the Downtown
Development Committee of the Austin Down-
town Commission in order to demonstrate a
city-planning predicament. As the city prepares
to hire yet another consultant to create yet
another downtown plan, committee members
believe it's a perfect time to publicize what
developers’ proprietary maps have shown for
years. “We think the data contained in this
map should have some shock value for the
council and its [Downtown Plan] consultant,”
said Committee Chair Robert Knight, who is

developing high-rise housing in the Rainey
Street area.

“Mayor Wynn has set a goal of having
25,000 downtown residents — that’s 20,000
more people — by 2015, explains attorney
Chris Riley, who sits on both the city’s Planning
Commission and the Downtown Commission.
“Everyone’s throwing out this 20,000 number
— but how do you fit them in, and where are
they going to go? It’s a lot of people to accom-
modate on the lots available.”

Historic buildings, existing structures, and
protected alleyways make it hard to assemble a
full block or even half block Downtown for a
big project that can house hundreds of people.
Of the choice sites remaining, not all will be
developed as housing.

Basic three-dimensional geometry dictates
that limited sites and small building footprints
translate to taller structures, to produce the same
volume of living units. Cities worldwide with
constrained urban areas reckon with a similar
“Tokyo Effect.” Yet even if Austin fully embraces
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high-rise living in the Central Business District,
we don’t have enough sites suitable for 20-plus
story buildings with 100-to-200-plus units, due
in part to Capitol view corridor restrictions. Riley
believes the map accurately “points up the con-
straints on development and the need to re-
examine premises about how best to achieve
density with the few lots that are left.”

Playing Catch-Up

To create the Downtown Sites & Develop-
ment Potential map, the Downtown Develop-
ment Committee members completed a pains-
taking lot-by-lot analysis of all properties with-
in the official boundaries of downtown — Martin
Luther King Boulevard to the north, I-35 to
the east, Town Lake to the south, and Lamar
to the west. Properties with existing structures
deemed too valuable to replace, historic build-
ings, and government properties were taken
out of the game — these appear as white areas
in the map reproduced here.

What's left to develop within 10 years
(shown in go-for-it green) or beyond (maybe-
yes yellow) are sites primarily concentrated on
the fringes of downtown. Most lack high-den-
sity CBD zoning, and the neighborhood asso-
ciations just across the downtown boundaries
can be relied upon to fight tall buildings that
cast shadows in their back yards. On the ver-

sion of the map showing only tracts zoned
CBD, few significant sites glow green — no full
blocks and just a handful of half blocks.

It’s worth remembering that the committee
members’ categorizations are somewhat sub-
jective, open to debate, and may reflect to a
degree their own specific interests in down-
town development. Yet their intimate knowl-
edge of each tract, the property owners, and
the existing structures has produced a valuable
planning tool for consideration by city plan-
ners, the City Council, and Austin citizens.

It remains to be seen how seriously the City
Council will take this data from the Austin
Downtown Commission — like most commis-
sions, a volunteer advisory body with no poli-
cy-determining power. Knight shrugs, “Tradi-
tionally, they have not paid a lot of attention to
the Downtown Commission, nor gone out of
their way to ask its advice.”

But the input is timely, as the city engages
new urban planners. The official Request for
Qualifications states that this latest-greatest
planning team will be tasked with “a vision for
the development of downtown Austin for the
next 20 years, and to develop an implementable
strategy to achieve that vision.” The process is
expected to begin by October and take about 18
months, according to Michael Knox of the city’s
Economic Growth & Redevelopment Services
Office, who also worked on preparing the map.

These maps, based on the Downtown Sites & Development Potential map released by the city’s Down-
town Commission this week, show all the potentially available development sites in downtown and in the
Central Business District. The sites indicated on the maps are what's left after eliminating 1) properties
already under development or with existing structures too valuable to replace, 2) historic buildings, and
3) government buildings and parks. The sites remaining are therefore available, in the commission’s
judgment, for redevelopment as housing or other uses - either in the next decade (green) or the longer
term (yellow). The pink rays emanating from the Capitol at 12th and Congress show the currently protected

As Mayor Wynn tirelessly reminds the citi-
zenry, a vibrant 24/7 downtown with high
density is essential to achieving other Austin
goals — a strong tax base, less traffic, and less
suburban development in environmentally sen-
sitive areas. With downtown development
booming, now is the time to steer a course that
produces the balance of office, retail, and hous-
ing necessary for a vibrant and walkable city.
Yet after decades of lopsided development that
shorted the housing component, Austin now
must play catch-up on residential.

Pointing to Towers

At his East Austin office, developer and
Downtown Commission member Perry Lorenz
punches away at his calculator to show why
the current downtown housing boom is pro-
ducing such tall towers — like the 36-story
Spring condominiums he is co-developing at
Third and Bowie. That project recently won a
zoning change allowing an additional 280 feet
in height, despite strong opposition from the
Old West Austin Neighborhood Association,
across Lamar. “It’ll take 40 to 50 buildings the
size of Spring to achieve 20,000 more people
downtown,” Lorenz calculates as he runs the
numbers. “And what this map shows is that 40
to 50 sites that size in the area zoned CBD
probably aren’t available.”

Currently an 8:1 floor-to-area ratio limits
building volume in the Central Business
District. Spring’s height variance allows for a
12:1 FAR. Lorenz expects that the 700-foot,
mixed-use high-rise planned for Fifth and
Congress, to be designed by Cesar Pelli’s firm,
will require a similar FAR — as will the 44-story
“360” condo tower planned for Third &
Nueces. Both will be taller than the Frost Bank
Tower. Another 40-plus story residential tower
is in development for the west side of the block
at 200 Congress.

Lorenz sees tall residential towers downtown
as a civic boon because they provide a greater
tax base at minimal cost for city services, com-
pared with suburban growth. Of the Spring site

he notes: “The existing property provides
approximately $30,000 in property taxes; once
Spring is built, adding about 280 households,
that site will provide close to $2 million in
taxes annually — with negligible costs for
increased city services.” Spring is being
designed by Rafii Architects of Vancouver,
where Lorenz says around 100 similar “point
towers” have been built in the past dozen
years.

Looking at the Redevelopment Potential
map, it appears that housing 20,000 more
residents downtown does indeed pose a daunt-
ing challenge. Knight observes, “It’s not unre-
alistic, not impossible, but achieving that goal
is going to involve some very hard choices.
Making the tough policy decisions is going to
test the mettle of our political leaders. For
example, do we as a city care more about a
Capitol view from [-35, or getting enough
people living downtown? To grow, we can have
suburban sprawl, more densely infill existing
neighborhoods, or focus on density downtown
— take your pick.”

Finding more sites for high-rise housing may
force unpopular trade-offs. Do we shave away
at Capitol view corridors? Change the zoning
code to permit taller buildings? Expand the
area zoned CBD? If these are the likely choices,
who will provide the leadership required to
clarify priorities, define a vision, broker com-
promises, and stay the course?

With bracing honesty, the city’s REQ for an
urban planner states: “Plan upon plan and
study upon study have been conducted for
downtown over the years. Some excellent ideas
have been put forth and some change has
resulted from these plans. However, no one
plan has been prepared that has garnered the
support of the community (including our local
decision-makers), effectuated change in the
areas that are still needed, and created clear
policy direction for how downtown should
develop in the years to come.”

It’s a tall challenge. Now Austin must decide
whether and how a “Tokyo Effect” proliferation
of tall residential towers fits into the solution.

Five major projects already announced or

within the Central Business District (roughly
south of the Capitol), where CBD zoning allows :
high-rise residential. The Downtown Commis- :
sion prepared the map to illustrate the
difficulty of achieving the goal declared by
Mayor Will Wynn - and widely considered
desirable for a vibrant urban scene - of
housing an additional 20,000 residents
downtown by 2015.

available, to hit the “20,000 in 10 years” goal. :

Do you like pen pals? Do you like getting
good mail? Austinite Michael Sieben and Los
Angeles, Calif., resident Travis Millard do.
That’s why they started sending drawings back
and forth to each other through the mail and
eventually developed a book around it. Mail art
projects are part of the modern art tradition,
relating to anti-consumerism genres, Dada’s
exquisite corpses, communalism, and other
collaborative exercises. In theirs, Millard and
Sieben have created a poetic and sincere doc-
ument, Hitten Switches. It’s a journal, it's a two-
person diary, it's an ode to friendship, and it is
a manifestation of a respectful relationship.

They began with careful pencil lines, then
gradually added black ink, text bubbles, more
graphite backgrounds, and finally red pen. They
slowly built up these drawings, which found
their way into the hands of Mike Aho, which led
to Volcom Stone publishing a 40-page, two-color
art book of the project. The Okay Mountain exhibit “Hitten
Switches” features their original drawings, the book, and T-
shirts by both artists. The show has already toured to
Brooklyn and Los Angeles. This week it comes to Austin, then
the final stop is Tokyo.

For a collaboration without erasing, these two made a
series of excellent compositional choices over the years.
Their consistency, tenacity, and ability to approach the paper
from a respectful angle are impressive. This was an additive
process, but it was done with restraint, a delicate touch, a
wry humor, and some sentimentality. The attention to texture
is shared, as is the communal recognition of icons, be they
fonts or characters or phrases. Millard and Sieben clearly
speak the same visual language.

Lately I've begun noticing a lot of deer or stags in various
artists’ work. It seems to be a reflection of artists looking at
early American landscape painting, like the work of the
Hudson Valley school, a reification of noble nature. These
amazing paintings were created for an audience of basically
bourgeois Puritans. This Middle American audience is always
appealing to artists. In Hitten Switches, a stag is leaking
refuse from its stomach: tires, boots, and classic items, the
refuse flowing down into a meadow as the noble creature
looks up at the rosy setting sun.

The next page is The Centerfold, a complicated multicharac-

tered piece. In the upper left are three stags, two with angel
wings and one between them that’s looking up at a cloud and

saying, “Hi, Lord.” The tone is in line with the Puritan view of
the Stag as worthy of a coat of arms, of a wallpaper pattern,
icon of nature’s power. But when you focus on the lower part
of this picture, the tone changes completely.

A skateboarder has a “rad balls” insignia on the underside
of the board. To his left is another boarder on a ramp, and
the various gory typefaces used on the ramp and T-shirts of
the skaters scream Nineties nostalgia. Penciled lightly around
the skater area are the words “Lilelephant — circa 1997,"
“Seguin,” “Bueno,” “Fudge Factory,” and “S.S. Lonely
Voyage.” To translate: Lollapalooza; Sieben’s hometown; his
new deal, www.buenoskateboards.com; Millard’s design studio in
L.A.; and a miniversion of an awesome painting Sieben made
last year. So for me, this Centerfold drawing holds the docu-
mentation of real events, real artistic actions, remembrances
of the past, and some things that go well beyond cartooning.
The layers of meaning are personal, careful, and truthful, so a
depth of sentiment is evolved over years of friendship and
visual understanding.

Go on over to Okay Mountain and see what is good about
these drawings, even if you don’t know anything about skate-
boarding or the Nineties. You still might think they’re rad. At
the book’s beginning, there’s a page that | identify as the art-
ists’ self-portraits: It features two big, fat slug worms and
bubble captions. It's a humble perspective to begin the book
from the larval state. - Rachel Koper

STATE THEATRE: AFTER THE DELUGE

The waters may be gone, but the State Theatre is still
sunk in the aftermath of that June 13 water-main break that
left the venue’s stage, backstage, basement, and a quarter
of its 300 seats inundated. Flood damage was so extensive
that the theatre is still trying to determine what has to
replaced and when the space can resume hosting perfor-
mances. When the disaster was discovered early that
Tuesday morning, the theatre had a week left in the run of
its production of Bunk Bed Brothers. Fortunately, since the
State and next-door neighbor Paramount Theatre are part of
the same organization, the Austin Theatre Alliance, the
show could be moved into the adjacent house and finish its
run. (The Paramount did have to sacrifice a few screenings
in its Summer Film Series but has rescheduled the bumped
Indiana Jones trilogy to Sept. 810.) The State and Bunk
Bed production team were able to dry the set’s waterlogged
shag carpet and replace damaged props in time for a
Thursday night performance (a show introduced, it's worth
noting, by State artistic director Michelle Polgar, dripping
wet in a snorkel, mask, and swim fins). Much to the belea-
guered State staff’s relief, the comedy’s remaining perfs
drew well, actually pulling in more patrons than the State
could have accommodated.

Of course, that was just one show. The State was booked
solid all but one week this summer, which means a slew of
other shows, including a revival of Steven Tomlinson’s
American Fiesta, might need to be relocated. First priority
was finding new space for the Puerto Rican Folkloric Dance
company, set for June 24-25 at the State, and Kathy Dunn
Hamrick Dance Company, which had the theatre July 9-10.
Talks with the UT Performing Arts Center led to both produc-
tions being shifted to the McCullough Theatre on the UT
campus. Initially, it looked as if American Fiesta might be
able to open at the State as scheduled on July 19, but now
it appears the theatre will need two to three months to
effect repairs. The State is committed to bringing back
American Fiesta, but whether that will be in July at another
space or at the State later in the year was still undeter-
mined at press time.

According to Ken Stein, executive director for the Austin
Theatre Alliance, insurance damage estimates now exceed
several hundred thousand dollars. That includes replacing
the theatre’s stage, which was ruined; a lighting system,
which was underwater; four rows of theatre seats, which
retained water and began to rust; and the rehearsal room
stage. How the State will pay for all this is still in question;
insurance claims are in the early stages, and the city’s par-
ticipation isn't yet clear (though the damage came from a
city water main). Contributions in the first few days after the
flood yielded almost $15K, ranging from $20 to a $5,000
gift from ATA development officer Deborah Dobbs. Still,
that’s a drop in the proverbial bucket for a six-figure repair
bill. So ATA is partnering with Catapult Systems, RaceWorks,
RunTex, and Gold’s Gym to hold Run for the Arts, a 5K run
to save the State, on Saturday, Sept. 9. Registration infor-
mation will be available soon, but you don’t have to wait two
months to save the State. To make an online donation or for
more information, visit www.austintheatre.org.

TexARTS revives a classic musical and a big musical theatre

dream

Choreographer Robin Lewis presses the
“play” button on the boom box and, for what
must be the eleventy-seventh time this after-
noon, the strains of “Shipoopi” fill the small
dance studio in Lakeway. And even though
the dancers have been at this for close to
three hours and Meredith Willson’s relentlessly
bouncy tune must now be grating on their
nerves, they lock their eyes on their reflections
in the rehearsal mirror, straighten their shoul-
ders, smile, and launch into the routine one
more time. A step is missed here and there,
but the dancers nail maybe 90% of the moves,
serving up an impressive array of shuffles, cart-
wheels, spins, and kicks that send their feet
higher than their heads. So juiced up and joy-
ful is this crew that, if not for those occasional
missteps, you'd be hard-pressed to guess that
they had worked this dance so many times
already, much less that they had only learned
it that day. That’s right, that very afternoon.

And did T mention that these dancers were
all teenagers?

Yes, these are some of the young charges in
TexARTS’ Summer Intensive Musical Theater
Academy, and as the sweat-stained T-shirt
on Robin Lewis’ back reads, it’s “intense!!!”
While Lewis, the nonprofit’s co-founder and
musical theatre academy director, has been
getting “Shipoopi” shipshape with the older
kids (ages 14-19), co-founder and executive
director Todd Dellinger has been drilling the
younger ones (ages 9-13) on other songs from
The Music Man. This is after the two groups
have already had sessions in tap, voice, acting,
and ballet today. And that’s just one day. By
the end of the third week, the 41 students will
have received more than 65 hours of instruc-
tion in all aspects of movement and theatre,
much of it taught by nine New York profession-
als, including current Broadway performers,
Tony nominees, and a leading dancer with the
Martha Graham Dance Company; plus logged
another 40 hours rehearsing songs and dances
from The Music Man, which they’ll perform on
the last day. And let’s be clear: We're not talk-
ing some threadbare recital in a middle school
cafetorium with a marginally tuned upright.
We're talking the Paramount Theatre stage, a
full orchestra, and a cast of 90, led by two art-
ists who actually played the leads in this show
on the Great White Way a few seasons back.

In other words, this ain’t just any old theatre
camp. This is a program put together by a pair
of real performing-arts pros, which puts kids
together with real performing-arts pros, hones
their skills, and then turms them loose on a
big stage where they can strut their stuff like
real performing-arts pros. Sure, it works them
hard, but the kids are lapping it up. Lewis
and Dellinger started the TexARTS program
less than a year ago with 20 students. They
doubled that the next semester, and though the
number of enrollees for the Summer Intensive

is about the same as for the spring, only about
a third of the kids came from the previous
programs. Most of the other two-thirds signed
on because word is out that this program is the
real deal.

And the real deal is what Dellinger and
Lewis aim to provide. They've been there in
the majors, Lewis on Broadway dancing in
Fosse, The Producers, and Beauty and the Beast;
Dellinger running the Martha Graham Dance
Center. Now, they’ve found a new home in
Central Texas, but they want to use their
experiences and connections to bring artists
who have made it in that other world here to
give kids who want careers like they’ve had the
tools to get them. That means Tony nominees
like Rebecca Luker, Lee Roy Reams, and Ken
Page; and dancers like Rachelle Rak, who’s
currently on Broadway in the musical Dirty
Rotten Scoundrels, and Tadej Brdnik, a Martha
Graham company member for a decade. So far,
20 such professionals have made their way to
Lakeway to serve as instructors in TexARTS’
academy. And if Dellinger and Lewis have their
way, that’s just the beginning of what TexARTS
will offer.

This Saturday, the company is making its first
foray into musical theatre production with the
concert presentation of The Music Man (“con-
cert” meaning scaled-back production values,
evening dress instead of costumes, scripts in
hand, orchestra on stage, but still full choreog-
raphy and full score). It isn’t just a showcase
for the Summer Intensive students, although
they're a key component; it’s a showcase
for the kind of musical theatre TexARTS can
bring to Austin: masterpieces of the American
musical’s golden age, performed by a blend of
Austin talents and Broadway’s best. What with
Luker, who received her second Tony nomina-
tion for her portrayal of librarian Marian Paroo
in the 2000 Broadway revival of The Music
Man, reprising the role here, and doing so
alongside Jim Walton, who was the standby for
Craig Bierko’s Harold Hill in that production,
all under the direction of Broadway royalty Lee
Roy Reams, well, it’s pretty clear TexARTS can
deliver the cream of the musical crop.

Some of you at this point may be experienc-
ing a bit of déja vu. Two guys leave the profes-
sional theatre/dance rat race to settle in Austin
and start an arts company. Classic musicals at
the Paramount. Guest artists from Broadway.
Performing arts academy for kids. Um, haven’t
we seen all this before?

Indeed, it was 10 years ago that Scott
Thompson and Richard Byron showed up in
our own River City to found what became
Austin Musical Theatre. They had abandoned
the gypsy life — as directors and choreographers
for hire in regional theatres across the country
— to make a dream come true: creating a home
for musical theatre in a place they could call

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home, with Broadway-quality revivals of classic
musicals and a school where they could train
the next generation of hoofers and Broadway
stars. They managed to realize that dream rather
spectacularly for several years. But big budgets
and a flagging economy eventually snuffed it
out, and Thompson and Byron had to shut the
doors on AMT and leave Austin behind.

Now here come Dellinger and Lewis, and
at first blush, the parallels with the founders
of Austin Musical Theatre are a little startling.
But then the more they talk about TexARTS,
the more differences that emerge. Yes, it’s
grounded in that same passion for those great
old Broadway crowd-pleasers, and the scale
of the vision is just as grand, if not grander,
than AMT’s. But the razzle-dazzle productions
are just one component of this dream, and
not even necessarily the central one. This has
more to do with a place, a center where art

and artists of all disciplines are welcomed and
celebrated and nurtured.

Give Dellinger half a chance, and he’ll rattle
off a description of it in striking detail: “A 400-
seat proscenium space, with a movable black
wall for 200-seat starlight seating; a 99-seat
black-box space; three large rehearsal studios
that can also be rented out as event spaces;
five music studios for private instruction; and a
visual art studio, with some rentable private art
studios surrounded by a campus-type setting
with sculpture gardens, an open-air-art-show
kind of space surrounding an amphitheatre,
and surrounding that ring a restaurant/bar, a
Capezio satellite store, and an Internet-cafe-
type setup. My 2020 vision is that it would be
a fully producing entity and a fully accredited
training institution linked with one or more
universities here and/or nationwide, at all
levels from child through college.” Clearly,

this is no casual daydream; it’s something he
and Lewis have given considerable thought to
and worked out right down to the public-pri-
vate partnerships and the number of parking
spaces. They even have their eye on a piece of
property in the area that would be ideal. Now,
they just have to get the support.

But given the speed with which things have
been moving so far — the rapid growth of the
academy, the overwhelming interest from the
Lakeway community, the assemblage of a strong
board, the participation of so many New York
colleagues — that kind of support seems just like
amatter of time — and maybe less time than any-
one expects. After all, who would have expected
those kids to have picked up all the steps to
“Shipoopi” in one afternoon? But they did it.

Ah yes, the kids. It always comes back to the
kids. “The level of talent is phenomenal,” says
Dellinger. “They’re on. They’re focused. They
have an energy, and they’re giving to it. And
you see it, you really do.” Don’t be skeptical of
the sentiment just because they’re taking his
classes. Almost all of the visiting artists have
remarked on the quality and drive of the stu-
dents here. It’s clear from their attitude, says
Lewis, that “this is what they want to do. This
is what they want to pursue.” And that strikes
a chord in these professionals. They see reflec-
tions of themselves and how badly they desired
that stage time and those skills at that age. “A
lot of the Broadway people who come here
and teach say, ‘I wish I'd had this when I was
growing up,’” says Lewis. That may explain
why they would take the time and make the

effort to come all the way down to the middle
of Texas just to lead a two-day class for a bunch
of teenagers.

“We’ve all been taught it’s time to give to
the next generation,” Lewis says. “When Fosse
closed, Ben Vereen told us from the stage,
‘There’s not another generation that can teach
Fosse. So now it’s up to you that know it to
teach the next generation.” And I think a lot
of the Broadway performers my age are taking
that seriously and pursuing that.”

That, as much as anything, gets to the heart
of TexARTS and explains what this pair of New
York performing-arts professionals are doing in
a little dance studio in Lakeway. They’re giving
back. “It’s always tenuous when you're laying
it out there and wondering if people are going
to show up for the first class,” says Dellinger.
“It’s all of our personal money that's being
invested in getting this thing rolling. It was very
stressful. But when I was down and feeling like,
‘What in the hell am I doing? This is crazy,’
and you walk into this room, and you think,
‘T don’t know if I can do this, I don’t know if I
can pretend like everything is hunky-dory,” you
just go into the studio and you watch. And you
realize that’s why we’re here. This is exactly
why we’re here. These kids are absorbing
phenomenal stuff from phenomenal people,
and they’re being fed by it, and that feeds you.
That’s a big part of it. No question.” |

The company has used every
conceivable print medium (including the Chronicle) plus billboards,
and, in a neat marketing move, joined with about 50 local bars to
get people to try its three drinks: a blended whiskey (Kentucky
Bourbon and Canadian), a cherry whiskey, and a vanilla whiskey.

So, they got our attention. Which brings us to the whiskey itself.

Phillips Union’s goal is to attract vodka-, gin-, and rum-drinkers
to the dark — or at least amber — side. To do it, they've created
drinks that purposely cut away the harsh edges of your normal,
inexpensive bourbon and smoothed everything out to make a
softer, easier drink. People who love the rip-snort kick from Rebel
Yell or Fighting Cock will find Phillips Union a bit sedate. And, if
you spend your time and money searching out celebrity bourbons

ing. The chicken is superb: flavorful, smoky skin covering juicy

meat. The beans are cooked from scratch, the potato salad is

mustardy with a sweetish edge, and the slaw is sweet-sour vin-
aigrette-style. All in all, pretty good barbecue, bolstered by the

addition of chicken, and they’ll bring it till you burst.

Meanwhile, steaks come in several renditions: All are aged
Angus and hand-cut, grilled over mesquite coals. The 12-0z.
ribeye ($16.95) covers half a platter and was cut from the
lean end of the roll (proper selection for a medium-rare order).
Unfortunately, it came a tad overcooked, although it had good
grill flavor and was very tender. The sirloin ($15.95) was a thick-
er cut, again slightly overcooked, and again, flavorful and tender.

Entrées are served with baked potatoes (big and fluffy, with
all of the sides — and real bacon) and a house salad. Thursday’s
special is a lightly smoked Prime Rib, cut and grilled to order
($18.95), and Fridays offer two large Steak Shish Kabobs
($14.95). There is also a Chopped Beef Patty for $7.95 and a
Cheese Quesadilla With Prime Rib Strips for $8.95. You'll find a
whole slew of kid-friendly items, like macaroni and cheese (we got
ours as a side order for $2.95, and it could have used a crust of
cheese topside, and the pasta was overcooked, but a kid would go
nuts for it), hamburgers, grilled cheese, etc., all in the $5 range.

Salads get an extra nod from the kitchen. The Lazy Fork Salad
($8.95) is large, made of salad greens, caramelized pecan
halves, real bacon, chives, tomatoes, and cheddar cheese. You
can get this salad with the addition of smoked chicken ($9.95),
steak strips ($10.95), chopped beef ($9.95), or market fish
when available. This option is ideal for those blistering summer
evenings, or for those who have more dainty appetites.

The Wedge ($5.95) is a large wedge of iceberg lettuce, topped
with an assertive bleu cheese dressing loaded with chunks of

The old Alpenhoff restaurant location has morphed into a very
pleasant and casual family-style barbecue and steak restaurant
called the Lazy Fork. It has a connection to one of Texas’ serious
barbecue legacies: the Mikeskas. Owners Roger and D’Ana Mikeska
came down from Temple to open the Lazy Fork after he grew up
helping in the family’s restaurants along I-35: the Temple/Clem
Mikeska branch of Mikeska'’s, the Cyclone, and Clem’s Grill. His lat-
est endeavor is on Hamilton Pool Road (FM 3238); to find it, go one
big dip and a rise past FM 620 on Highway 71 to the blinking light,
hang a left, and go west for 2.9 miles and look to your right.

The building has been expanded and transformed into the
perfect family-friendly spot. The tables are covered with gingham
oilcloth, the dress is casual, and there’s a big flat-screen TV in

an isolated corner for the sports fanatics. You can choose to
sit inside or out back, where you'll find a huge covered patio
with ceiling fans. Just beyond that is a massive playground with
strings of lights and all kinds of gizmos for the kiddos. C&W
combos play out there on weekend nights, with recorded music
the rest of the time. Outside is more popular than inside, even
during 100-degree evenings.

The food perfectly fits the location. The main attraction is
the family-style all-you-can-eat barbecue ($12.95, $10.95 for a
single serving). Platters of brisket, pork spareribs, sausage, and
chicken arrive, accompanied by sides of spud salad, slaw, pinto
beans, sweet onions, and pickles. The 'cue is all top-notch:
good smoke flavor, moist, and very tender. The brisket falls apart
under a fork, with thin lines of succulent fat. The tender meat
slips off of the rib bone, and most of the fat has been rendered
in the cooking process. The sausage is finely ground and spicy,
with just a touch of fat remaining, and a good snap to the cas-

bleu cheese, chives, caramelized pecan halves, and tomatoes.
| would have preferred a less sweet caramelization process,
maybe with a kiss of cayenne, but it is a delicious salad.
Domestic and imported beers are available singly, or in buckets
of five ($2.50/$12 or $3/$14). There is a limited wine list by
the glass or by the bottle, all at a very reasonable markup.

Desserts have not been forgotten. Bread pudding with rum
sauce, fresh fruit cobblers with or without ice cream, and bowls
of ice cream all run in the $4 range. The peach cobbler is excel-
lent: loaded with fruit, a nice touch of cinnamon and nutmeg,
and a crust that holds its own, all without being too sweet.

Lazy Fork fits its target niche very nicely, providing solid food
in megaportions at very reasonable prices. It would have been
very easy for them to cut corners, and they choose not to. If you
want a great meal on the way back from the lake, or if you live in
the rapidly expanding area, the Fork is an ideal restaurant for the
family or the casual diner. Caveat: Come hungry! - Mick Vann

Who is the most popular girl on an aircraft carrier at any given
time? Or the most appealing man in a convent? Ever? Why, the one
who is there, of course. While we can always fantasize about some

absent, unobtainable ideal, a bird in the hand trumps all every time.

As the only full-service bar in West Lake Hills, RedBud Bar & Grille
is by definition the most popular bar in the district. Fortunately, its
success isn’t due solely to the myriad martinis, margaritas, and
mojitos poured.

Housed in the ubiquitous architectural landmark of suburbia, the
strip mall, the RedBud Bar & Grille has outfitted itself nicely with
smooth river rocks embedded in the bar and along low walls. The
concrete floors are stained a warm russet and polished to a glow,
while piney trellises hang from the ceiling, all of which give the cav-
ernous space a casual elegance.

Offering at least as many options as the dining selection is the
bar menu, listing dozens of varieties of libations. On a quiet Tuesday,
we sampled a classic Mojito ($7) and a Longhorn Margarita ($7.50),
both of which were nicely mixed, refreshing, and, perhaps most
importantly, ample.

We sampled two of the soup options to begin our meal: the
Seafood Gumbo ($3.95) and the daily special of Chilled Avocado
($2.95). The gumbo proved respectable, if not especially memorable,
as the roux lacked the soulful depth of richer renditions. The puréed

avocado option was flecked with cilantro, but it, too, was surpris-
ingly tame for a cup that featured the bold herb. Perhaps fear of
overwhelming the subtle flavor of the buttery avocado resulted in the
restraint in the seasoning department.

For entrées, we opted for Steak Churrasco ($18.95) and Parmesan
Crusted Tilapia ($17.95). Entrées are offered with two sides, and
for $2 more, a salad can be substituted for one of the options, so
we chose a RedBud salad and sautéed spinach with the steak. The
steak churrasco is a cilantro- and garlic-pesto-marinated hanger
steak, grilled and sliced against the grain. Such a robust marinade
could obliterate a dish, but the beefy flavor came through in the per-
fectly grilled meat. A RedBud Salad is hearty dish worthy of accom-
panying a steak: greens topped with rich bleu cheese dressing, crum-
bled bleu cheese bits, and generous with bacon. The baby spinach is
simple and straightforward, large in portion and simply sautéed.

The Parmesan-crusted tilapia is likewise straightforward: a fillet
of the mild fish encased in a crust of sautéed and melted cheese.
There’s not a lot of finesse in this dish, but it's simple and rich and
served with an equally rich caper-studded beurre blanc. Think a more
sophisticated tuna melt, and you're on the right track.

Despite the hearty meals, we sampled the housemade desserts
and settled on a lovely Key Lime Pie ($5.95) in a traditional graham
cracker crust, as well as a deep, dense Chocolate Torte ($6.95) that
could not have included more than a whisper of flour.

As the only joint where you can get a genuine cocktail without
venturing out of West Lake, RedBud Bar & Grille is guaranteed a
degree of popularity, at least initially. What will keep crowds coming,
though, are the reliably appetizing meals that are offered amid the
Cosmopolitans, Gimlets, and Manhattans. - Barbara Chisholm

During the summer of 1973, the men at
the Brookside Mine in Harlan, Ky., voted to
join the United Mine Workers of America.
Duke Power Company refused to sign the con-
tract, and the miners went on strike. Barbara
Kopple’s Academy Award-winning documen-
tary follows the miners throughout their 13-
monthlong fight for justice. Harlan was not an
easy place to live, especially during a strike.
Beatings and death threats abounded while
police readily turned a blind eye. But the min-
ers endured, and, perhaps equally inspiringly,
so did the filmmakers. The extensive supple-
mental materials (which include an interview
with filmmaker and fan John Sayles) do much
to celebrate the stamina of both parties. The
too-short (at 21 minutes) doc “The Making
of Harlan County, USA” includes revealing
interviews with subjects and crew (UT lecturer
and the film’s associate director, Anne Lewis,
among them). Though sometimes frustratingly
separate from the footage you're watching,
the commentary track by producer/director
Kopple and editor Nancy Baker illuminates
their devotion to the film with endearing
insights. The footage itself, at once stylish
and gritty, is mesmerizing. And when the first
frame of the gorgeous hi-def digital transfer
(the film was shot on 16mm) appears, it's
immediately apparent how the beauty of
film buries the DV
of today’s docs.
And then there’s
the music. Kopple
drenched her movie
in songs indigenous
to the film’s eastern
Kentucky locale and
the surrounding
Appalachian region,
adding both a sense
of history and imme-
diacy to the already
exploding subject matter. Kopple’s work lacks
the self-important malevolence of modern-
day incarnations (see any post-Roger & Me
Michael Moore effort), and its spirit emerges
from unaffected altruistic desires. Miner Jerry
Johnson says as much during his interview
in “The Making of” doc when he recalls, “If
the film crew hadn’t been sympathetic to
our cause, we would have lost. And thank
God they were. | mean, thank God they were
on our side.” Every filmmaker should be so
blessed. - Toddy Burton

What Ever Happened to Baby Jane?: Two-
Disc Special Edition (Warner Home Video,
$26.98): Gothic, grotesque, disturbing, and
fabulous, this psychological thriller/camp clas-
sic shows Bette Davis in all of her deranged
glory torturing real-life nemesis Joan Crawford.

Caveh Zahedi on ‘I Am

You may already know filmmaker Caveh
Zahedi from Richard Linklater's Waking
Life, in which he discusses Andre Bazin’s
theory of the “holy movement” during the
inspired cloud transformation sequence.
After Zahedi's new film, | Am a Sex Addict,
opens this weekend, you will know him
much more intimately.
Through a series of nar-
rated re-enactments,
this autobiographical
documentary explores
the director’s struggle to
overcome a sex addiction (fueled by a
prostitute fetish) that destroyed his first
marriage and several relationships. It is by
turns provocative, heart-wrenching, and
inspiring, and it's every bit as frank and
intensely personal as the title suggests.
It’s also quite funny. While the material car-
ries a risk of alienating viewers, Zahedi
details his dark journey with sly, detached
wit that prevents the film from descending
to the level of a knee-jerk confessional.

Despite the playful tone, Zahedi makes
no apologies for the film’s honesty and
never shies away from disturbing material.
In particular, the numerous sex scenes
are a far cry from the glossy erotica that
graces most Hollywood films. Often
unfolding in single shots with flat lighting,
the scenes are far more explicit than the
norm, yet stress the humor and embar-
rassment of the act over its glamour.

“I think in a lot of Hollywood films, the
titillating sex scenes are there to help cre-
ate a fantasy,” Zahedi says. “This fantasy
is part of the problem the film addresses.
| wanted to be honest about sex: It's
often awkward and comical, and not par-
ticularly graceful.”

Not only is Zahedi honest about sex in
the film, he’s also candid about his flaws,
his mistakes, and, in several sequences,
about the artifice inherent to filmmaking.
At one point, he explains that there’s sup-
posed to be a scene of his ex-girlfriend
performing oral sex but that the actress
playing her refused. He then cuts to
behind-the-scenes footage that shows him
pleading with the reluctant performer.

It adds up to a film that deals with the
nature of honesty on a number of different
levels. However, Zahedi says that he feels
it’s impossible to label anything as com-
pletely truthful.

“I think honesty is more or less an
asymptote,” he says. “There is no such
thing as absolute hon-
esty or dishonesty, but
there is a spectrum
where we recognize
when something is more
or less honest than
we're used to. With all of my films, | try to
push toward that higher honesty quotient.”

Interestingly, Zahedi’s push toward hon-
esty has proved offensive to some critics.
While many have embraced it, Zahedi
says that reviewers who dislike the film
tend to dismiss it as narcissistic or self-
indulgent. In one recent review that
Zahedi responds to on his blog, a critic
asks, “Is this guy whining or bragging?”

“Maybe the critics are so dishonest in
their personal lives that they are threat-
ened by somebody being honest about
theirs,” he muses. “Or maybe some of
these people have their own sexual
issues that they feel shame about.”

Perhaps the most unfounded accusation
leveled at Zahedi is that of self-indulgence.
The film explores the role of honesty
between couples with such poignancy that
it will likely resonate with anyone who'’s
ever been in a relationship. Beyond this
aspect, Zahedi said he wrote the script in
hopes of reaching out to the numerous sex
addicts who have not yet found help. The
director overcame his own addiction, not by
making the film, but by attending sex
addicts anonymous meetings, which served
as the initial inspiration for the script.

“I was very moved and healed by hearing
other people talk about their addictions,
and | realized this is something you never
hear in society,” Zahedi says. “| felt that if |
could do for others what these meetings
did for me, it would be a very positive thing
— for other sex addicts, especially. | wish |
had seen a movie like this when | was in
the throes of it.” - Brian Clark

(Friends), Christine Taylor (Dodgeball), Teri Garr
(Tootsie), Jeffrey Dean Morgan (Grey’s Anatomy),
Chris Parnell (Saturday Night Live), and
Conchata Ferrell (Two and a Half Men). Said
Prendergast: “We chose Austin because we had
heard so much about the strong, good film com-
munity and crew base here. Also, the city had the
right look for the film. It's been awesome being
here!” Shooting soon is the untitled war in Iraq
film from Kimberly Peirce (Boys Don’t Cry) for-
merly known as Stop-Loss. Mr. Reese
Witherspoon, er, Ryan Phillippe (Crash) is in
negotiations to star, with Abbie Cornish
(Everything Goes) already on board. In a much
lower budget, wackier film world, musicians Joe
Ely, Sara Hickman, Jimmy LaFave, and Michael
Fracasso are the latest to go zombie for Z: A
Zombie Musical, which is slated to complete film-
ing in July. In the notfilming-here-soon category is
Last Flag Flying, a sequel to The Last Detail that is
on Richard Linklater’s slate of upcoming projects.
Despite reports elsewhere, it’'s not in production
but still in the script stage, Linklater’s able assis-
tant says. In the hope chest is Charlie Wilson’s
War, which recently added Philip Seymour
Hoffman as a CIA agent and is expected to
shoot, somewhere, in October. The movie stars
Tom Hanks as the Texas congressman who
helped secretly arm rebels fighting Soviet troops
in Afghanistan, and filmmakers have looked at
Austin and other Texas locales.

Three local channels get Austin back with the program -

but is anybody watching?

Most people take it for granted. Some start
their day with it, shuffling out of bedrooms and
turning it on as part of their morning ritual.
Others turn to it after a long day’s work, falling
asleep to its glow. Many take pride in saying
they don’t watch it, enumerating its flaws.

Those people lie. Unless they don’t own a
TV, or unless they have it stashed in a closet,
they watch. It might be one program deemed
suitable of their time (i.e., the news, the
weather, anything “educational”) or that one
guilty pleasure only a trusted confessor can be
told: “You know, I can’t tell anyone about this
but you: I love (fill in the blank) show.”

People with TVs watch something. The only
thing in doubt is what.

With cable, satellite service, and the Internet,
TV finds itself in an interesting time. As the
means to access content proliferates and the
ability to create content becomes democratized,
TV producers and executives at the national level
are constantly searching for the next new thing
to capture eyes. Local TV affiliates dutifully carry
national network content, while the “local” in
their programming schedule has been whittled
down to a sliver of what it once was, when
locally produced shows were not limited to the
news and weather (see “Part of Our Day: Local
Personalities From the Golden Age of Television,”
austinchronicle.com/issues/dispatch/2001-01-26/
screens_feature.html and “Have You Ever Been
to Carrascolendas?: Revisiting Austin’s Award-
Winning Bilingual TV Series,” austinchronicle.com/
issues/dispatch/2003-07-04/screens_feature2.html).

However, a subtle shift is occurring on
Austin’s TV airwaves. Three relatively new
TV channels have launched, each taking a
local slant with a vigor that the national
networks can't. Instead of seeking to be the
best in the cable or national broadcast uni-
verse, they are working to be the best in
town, in the state, and in the region. The
three channels are the recently reorganized
Public Access Community Television, Music
and Entertainment Television, and the low-
powered LatinAmerica Broadcasting. Here is a
look at what they are and where they’re at in
their nascent months, but more importantly,
what their existence means for local TV.

It used to be that Austin’s community-access
television was at the vanguard. Austin had (and
continues to have) not just one, but three chan-
nels devoted to citizen-produced TV (10, 11,
and 16). Fast forward to the present, and that
mantle is badly tattered — though not lost, if
Linda Litowsky and Garry Wilkison have their
way. As executive director and general manager
of Public Access Community Television, former-
ly known as Austin Community Television and
housed at the Austin Community Access Center,
the pair have a mammoth job ahead of them:
to revitalize the existing facility, staff, and par-
ticipants, and, most importantly, to restore the
vision and purpose of community-access TV.

Before PACT won the contract with the city
of Austin last September, the former ACTV suf-
fered from a severe image crisis. ACTV support-
ers appeared to be split between an old guard
of producers unwilling to admit to or release
their stranglehold, weak management, and
those who recognized the larger, philosophical
value of public-access TV but were unable to
stop what was fast becoming a train wreck.
However, the larger — though voiceless — con-
tingent was probably the greater Austin public,
who came to know public-access TV as that
channel where all the nut jobs were found.

A big blow to public-access TV came in
March of this year, when former ACTV Director
John Villareal was indicted for aggregated theft
from the ACTV coffer a year after he resigned.
The surrounding controversy, coinciding with
the regular contract-renewal period with the
city, and an ongoing uproar among some ACTV
producers with the board, was the chaos into
which Litowsky and Wilkison — both self-pro-
claimed Type-A personalities — decided to roll
up their sleeves and prepare their proposal.
They won the contract over two others (includ-
ing a group of existing ACTV producers). But
what they confronted when they assumed man-
agement was much worse than they imagined.

“It would have been easier to start from
zero,” Wilkison says. “Instead, we came into
a facility that was filthy, a staff whose morale
was low, and equipment that was damaged,
outdated, or broken.”

The two had their work cut out for them.
This included everything from getting the
deplorably filthy facility cleaned to the more
direct need of repairing and replacing equip-
ment, reorganizing staff, reconstituting a board
of directors, and finally, creating concrete
producers’ policies and procedures. By the
time this article goes to press, the PACT board
should have put the finishing touches on these
documents and approved them.

“We want to bring a breath of professional-
ism here,” Litowsky says. “We need to insist
on a minimum level of standards, production
values, and a sense of pride in what goes out
from here. We need to regain the sense of pas-
sion of what this place really means and why
it’s so important.”

“Just as Austin is known as the ‘Live Music
Capital of the World,’ it’s also famous for having
some of the best access television programming
in the country, second only to New York,” says
Martin Thomas, co-host of The Reel Dedl, the
popular movie-review show produced by Korey
Coleman. Just after PACT assumed management,
The Reel Deal left access TV after nine years and
moved to podcasting. “With access TV, you get
out of it what you put into it, and we put a a lot
into it ... but, by the end, the lack of support,
faulty equipment, arbitrary rules, [and] poor
communication [at ACTV] got to be too much.”

When asked about the possibility of The Reel
Deal returning to access TV now that it’s under
new management, Thomas is cautious.

“We are enjoying [podcasting], but there are
times we miss the studio audience and being
on live TV. I don’t know. If PACT were to turn
things around, who knows what the future
could hold for us?”

Turning things around is exactly what
Litowsky and Wilkison have been doing in ear-
nest. They’ve overseen four producers’ forums
since they took over management, and calls for
volunteers to cover local events have attracted
even more people than they’d hoped for. More
than 30 volunteer producer and staff have
joined forces to tape 10 hours of First Night
Austin, which aired live for two hours on New
Year’s Eve. During South by Southwest, PACT
opened the studio to musicians who did not

make the festival roster for a showcase they
called EXSE (named for the direction the PACT
entrance faces). Fifty bands were featured in
30-minute sets over three days, half live, half
taped. On April 29, 14 hours were devoted to
spoken-word performance as part of National
Poetry Month. For Cinco de Mayo, PrimeTime
Tejano host Jerry Avila went live for eight hours
in the main studio. A Kids Make TV camp start-
ed this month. Upcoming projects include a
producers’ reunion scheduled for August. From
this, Litowsky would like to launch an ongoing
documentary workshop and begin work on a
documentary about the history of access TV.

“Public access TV was established to be
the electronic soap box for the community,”
Wilkison says. “You find stuff here you can’t find
anywhere else, stuff that no one else will cover,
from everyday folks, in this community.”

With recent threats to free speech, First
Amendment rights, and struggles over who
controls the Internet and other avenues of
expression, the pair says that public access TV
is not only necessary but is in danger of being
eliminated by ignorance of its value. In com-
ing months, their focus will be on outreach
and development, cultivating partnerships with
area organizations, and continuing to bring
attention to what PACT has to offer.

“I think we can do it. No one realized before
that it would take two people to manage this
place,” Litowsky says. “Now, I'm ready for the
fun stuff.”

Although the “fun stuff” sounds suspi-
ciously like more work during already long
workdays, Litowsky and Wilkison appear to be
looking forward to the challenge.

“In this business ... the worst thing a company
can do is dig in its heels and resist change. We
saw it happen in the music industry. While music
executives were busy ... in court, their whole busi-
ness model got overturned by teenagers.”

When Music and Entertainment Television
launched last October — taking over channel
15, where the financially struggling Austin
Music Network once broadcast — the program-
ming differences were probably minor to the
casual viewer. It’s what’s happening behind the
scenes where the difference lies.

“The monotony of national [television] pro-
gramming has left no room for local or regional
artists,” says Jacqueline Renee, ME TV vice-
president and executive producer. “Audiences
are tired of prepackaged stuff that’s thrust into
the national spotlight. Making music and film
requires a certain passion. People want to know:
Where do the up-and-comers come from?”

ME TV wants to provide the answer to
that question.

How audiences find new artists has changed.
Web sites, blogs, chat rooms, and podcasts
have had a profound impact on informing
consumer habits and shaping public opinion
— outside of the entertainment media machine.
While Hollywood isn’t fond of this shift (while
it tries to horn in on the action at the same
time) ME TV is embracing it.

As “a prototype for regional music and
entertainment networks across the country,” as
it has been called by Collegiate Presswire, ME
TV is an antithesis to the Texas way of thinking,
which says bigger is always better. Instead, the
question is, how big is big enough?

“MTV is not our model,” Renee says. “And
how much music is really on MTV nowadays?”

Because of its brand as a vibrant music and
film town, Austin was a natural choice for an
ME TV launch. But it’s not about preaching to
the choir. Instead, Austin’s ME TV is envisioned
as the first hub of what could be a family of
hubs. Other cities with similarly dynamic enter-
tainment scenes — Seattle, Nashville, Miami
— are potential ME TV sister hubs. Each hub
would feature the people and artists that make
each city artistically unique, broadcast that
content regionally and, share content to offer a
glimpse of what’s happening elsewhere.

“I sometimes describe it as the weather
channel for entertainment,” Renee says.

It also sounds like the makings of a full-
blown national entertainment channel.
However, Renee says, it’s the strong emphasis
on local artists and culture that makes ME TV
different from what is offered on traditional
entertainment channels. And millions of dol-
lars are riding on its success.

And plenty of money is riding on its success.
Various sources indicate that millions of dollars
have been raised to fund ME TV. “As a private
company, we do not verify or release financial
information,” Renee says, revealing only that
ME TV’s main investors - Dell CTO, Kevin
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Music and Entertainment Television will move into its new studio - the former Old Austin Theatre and

Cinema West Adult Theatre - in the fall.

Kettler and Alan Luecke - “recently opened a
second series of investors for local investment
of the fund.”

But why TV? If audiences are able to create
their own forums for discovering and support-
ing artists, isn’t TV the last place to approach
these technically savvy audiences?

“The average home has two to three TVs,”
Renee says. “TV is an invaluable and accessible
medium, and it allows you to enter into the
other media as well.”

Some of ME TV’s current programs include:
ME Livel, a live concert series featuring local
artists; Texas Legends, featuring biographies
of interesting people, places, and things;
Austinville, a weekly series on business own-
ers and other Austinites; Tex-Mix, Texas music
and other artists passing through town; Sonido
Boombox, a showcase of Latin music hosted
by Paul Saucido; and Taste of Texas, a weekly
series featuring places to eat and hear music.
Programming changes are in store for the fall,
loosely coinciding with a move to a new studio
located at Congress and Live Oak.

“People want choices, they want something
new, something they can see and touch,”
Renee says. “I like that I can see a [ME TV]
feature on Antone’s and know that I can drive
down there if I want.”

Like METV, LAT TV is steeped in the local but
will strive for a regional reach, linking Latino
communities to one another.

By banking on the local and making it, well, if
not global, at least a day-trip away, ME TV hopes
to create a platform for supporting and exposing
talent that otherwise might be missed.

When asked whether the new LAT TV
was in the process of getting “must carry”
status with Time Warner Cable and Grande
Communications, the response was “No.
Maybe. Not yet.”

Having “must carry” status means that
Austin cable subscribers would have access
to the new LAT TV affiliate, KVAT channel
17. Presently, an A-B switcher is necessary to
view the new channel (broadcasting as a “low
power” station) or plugging in that TV not con-
nected to cable and fiddling with an antenna.

On the surface, it seems like a missed oppor-
tunity for the newest member of Austin’s local
TV scene (it launched May 19). In reality, LAT
TV identified and targeted the eyes it’s looking
for. Make that “ojos,” because as an all-Spanish
language channel, not being part of the cable
mentu is not necessarily an oversight.

Consider these statistics from LAT TV press
materials: Of greater Austin’s 1.2 million pop-
ulation, 28% is Latino and growing. Hispanic
Magazine ranked Austin No. 1 among the “Top
Ten Cities for Hispanics” to live in (August
2005). The number of Spanish speakers in
Austin is estimated at 294,000, and that num-

ber is expected to grow by 55% in the next
20 years. Nine out of every 10 Austin Latinos
“speak at least some Spanish.” More than half
of Austin Independent School District students
are Hispanic.

“But,” says Danny Hermosillo, “only 35%
of Austin Hispanics are Time Warner sub-
scribers.” He should know. Hermosillo is LAT
TV’s director of Community Affairs & Public
Relations for KVAT/Channel 17 in Austin and
KISA/Channel 40 in San Antonio. That leaves a
whopping 65% of Latinos who are presumably
watching something else. If LAT TV’s mission
works, it will include them.

Calling LAT TV a niche network is obvious.
But “Spanish language” is not its defining
feature. It is also promises a strong commu-
nity-service component that has, until recently,
been a thing of the past.

“What good is seeing an organization’s pub-
lic-service announcement at 2 o’clock in the
morning?” Hermosillo says. Instead, LAT TV
will offer 112 hours per day for local issues, as
well as eight “community calendar” periods,
running two to five minutes in length, depend-
ing on the events of the day.

Because of the Latino community’s strong
family orientation, the infamous telenovelas that
dominate other Spanish-language networks will
air sparingly and later in the evening on LAT
TV (Amor en Custodia, 10pm). Significantly,
children’s and educational programming (from
BBC World Wide) has a healthy, three-hour
berth, making it an attractive, Spanish-language
alternative to commercially driven children’s
cartoons or late afternoon talk shows that are
not particularly “family friendly.”

Like ME TV, LAT TV is steeped in the local
but will strive for a regional reach, linking
Latino communities to one another. Unlike
the two Spanish-language newspapers that
launched in response to the growing immigrant
population (Ahora Si! continues, Rumbo de
Austin folded), Hermosillo says launching LAT
TV in Austin was not driven by that reality.

“Yes, there is an immigrant community here,
but we take a broader view. Not all Latinos
live in East Austin or in Los Angeles or San
Antonio,” he says. Because of this, the diversity
of Latino populations is reflected in the vari-
ety of content (family, educational, children’s,
health and fitness, sports, general entertain-
ment, and, yes, telenovelas) and where the
content is drawn from (Mexico, Argentina, and
Peru, to name a few).

While not in place yet, LAT TV will have a
stronger production component, including a
news division that will produce newscasts that
are, again, strong on the local, but sharing con-
tent from other LAT TV cities: Houston, San
Antonio, Dallas, Phoenix, and Mexico City.

In spite of nagging complaints from those
who last saw their rabbit ears at a garage sale,
Hermosillo remains upbeat.

“We want to be TV worth finding,” he says. l

“I always say that the
English have Shakespeare,
the French have Moliére, and
the Russians have Chekhov,
but the Western is ours,”
says pre-eminent film actor
Robert Duvall. He produc-
es and stars in the newest
contribution to the genre,
Broken Trail, presented on
AMC this weekend.

Broken Trail is “AMC’s
first original movie.” Over
the years, “TV movie” or
“made for TV movie” has
become synonymous with
cheesy stories, second- and
third-rate actors, and weak production values.
However, AMC’s first foray into film is first-
class, all around.

Duvall stars as Print Ritter, a lifelong cowboy
who seeks out his nephew Tom Harte (Thomas
Haden Church) to share some news: Harte’s
mother has passed away. Harte and his mother
didn’t part on good terms, so she left her small
fortune to her brother. Because he’s a decent
and good man, Ritter finds his nephew and pro-
poses a way to make things square: using the
money to buy a herd of horses and drive them
from Oregon to Wyoming, where they can be
sold, leaving each man set up handsomely. The
two set on their way, and so begins the obliga-
tory journey, physical and metaphorical.

Visually stunning (and filmed in Canada),
Broken Trail lusciously captures the Western
landscape and all it stands for: the honest
ruggedness, the free spirit of the open sky,
the meditative crackle of the campfire, and, of
course, the evocative image of the horse — sleek,
agile, mysterious, and powerful. These images
are enough to make any city slicker chuck it
all for a pair of chaps. But what truly thrills is
the rapport between Duvall and Church. As
Ritter and Harte, they are both hard men, liv-
ing during hard times (the late 1800s). Their
understanding of each other comes with few
words. Their lives have been all about wran-
gling animals, playing square, and minding
their business. So, when they encounter a
group of Chinese women (headed by Desperate
Housewives’ Gwendoline Yeo) shuttled by a
callous handler to a mining town where they
will be forced to work as prostitutes, the men
keep a wary distance. However, when the
handler makes a wrong move, Ritter and Harte
have no choice but to intervene. The women
don’t speak English, and the men don’t speak
Mandarin, but they manage to understand one
another enough to affect one another’s lives in
ways unimagined by all.

For all its good intentions, this is where
Broken Trail stumbles. By earnestly recovering
this history of Chinese girls unwittingly sold
into prostitution by their unsuspecting families,
Alan Geoffrion’s screenplay is overly literary
in the way it shares the women’s predicament
in the absence of an omniscient narrator. Little
is left to anticipate, which weakens the story

and inadvertently casts the women as barely
more than simpering creatures. The two-part,
four-hour film becomes more interesting later,
when new characters are introduced sparingly,
and, interestingly enough, when a romantic
thread is introduced. Greta Scacchi has a
small but bittersweet role as another woman
the men rescue. The same cannot be said
for Scott Cooper (Heck Gilpin) and particu-
larly Donald Fong (Lung Hay), who become a
hired hand and a (convenient) live-in transla-
tor, respectively. The two are given such little
screen time one wonders why they’re there
to begin with. To their credit, each character
shines with very little, which makes viewers
that much more curious about them.

Directed by Emmy Award-winning Walter
Hill, Broken Trail is redolent of the same gritty
realism that marks Deadwood, especially in
the “urban” scenes, where it’s literally every
living creature for himself (Hill’'s Emmy is for
the pilot episode of Deadwood). Just when
you're getting weary of the narrative overkill or
the base brutality of the old West, the scenes
between Duvall and Church reappear and suck
you in like a new lover. Truly, their onscreen
chemistry is a joy to watch. Could this be the
beginning of new series? I hope not. However,
another chapter in the story would be most
welcome, letting audiences know what hap-
pened to the Chinese women — from their
perspectives — and the others whose lives,
fatefully, crossed with theirs.

Broken Trail premieres Sunday, June 25, and
Monday, June 26, at 7pm on AMC.

The wooden sign on the east access side of
1-35 just north of Exit 210 is easy to miss. Not
that the big black letters on weathered white
paint don’t read clearly: Snake Farm, 28 miles.
It’s hokey Texana, sure, and a ways from Ray
Wylie Hubbard’s Hill Country home outside
Wimberley, but it’s also damn sure a reminder
that screw you, this is Texas.

Snake Farm is also the title of Ray Wylie
Hubbard’s new CD. Though Hubbard long
ago shed the skin of his Seventies signature
“Redneck Mother,” the sinewy Snake Farm pos-
sesses a rattler’s bite. His slow-burn vocals rasp
with grit, the lyric venomous. Snake Farm ambles
down a familiar highway with an hombre that’s
had a conversation or three with the devil.

Talk about long, strange trips. Hubbard’s
seen it all and lived to write the songs. Born
in Hugo, OKkla., he grew up in nearby Soper
before relocating at an early age to Oak Cliff
in Dallas, where he cut his teeth on pre-British
Invasion rock & roll and fell under the spell
of folk music. In his 20s, he owned a club in
Red River, N.M., but with youthful wander-
lust pumping in his veins, he traveled to the
troubadour’s heart of Texas, just in time for the
Sixties to bleed into the Seventies and a long,
tough fall from grace.

“I need to get me, I got to find me, I got to
have me, a little peace in my heart,” he sang on
2001’s Eternal and Lowdown, but really, he’d
already found that peace by then. He learned
from looking back at his life and knowing it
can only be lived by moving forward. For Ray
Wylie Hubbard, the lesson paid off in spades
and clubs.

Snake Farm (Sustain)

If Lightnin’ Hopkins met ZZ Top at Gurf Morlix’s

house and cut a record, it would sound like Ray

Wylie Hubbard’s Snake Farm. Since 2001’s Eternal

and Lowdown, Hubbard has worked with Morlix

as his producer, and together they’ve made some
of the finest music of RWH’s career, imbuing his

words with a blues vibe that brims with grit and
spirit. This time they’ve gone extra-heavy on the

rattlesnake shake, creating a document that revels

in the shivering dark. Few songwriters anywhere
could include an ode to a dancing reptile house

Redneck Mothers & Blues Fathers

For a man whose songs have become Lone
Star anthems, music didn’t play a prominent
part in Ray Wylie Hubbard’s childhood. He
recalls the hymns sung on Sunday visits to the
Baptist church with his grandmother in Soper
and the baptisms down at the Red River. Yet
aside from an occasional rendering of “One-
Eyed Sam the Gambler” from his father, music
wasn't a force in the youngster’s rearing.

That all changed when he was 8 years old,
and his father Royce transferred to the Dallas
suburb of Oak CIiff. His father continued work-
ing in the school system at Benito Juarez, and his
mother Helen started working for the first time,
getting a job at Western Union. Meanwhile, the
face of popular music was changing, and the
common expression of it was the radio.

At Adamson High School, Hubbard moved
among remarkably talented classmates, includ-
ing Michael Martin Murphey (a cheerleader at
school assemblies) and B.W. Stevenson. The
clean-cut folk music of Peter, Paul & Mary; the
Chad Mitchell Trio; and the Highwaymen ruled
the day, inspiring him to get his first guitar.
Learning genre standards like “Hang Down
Your Head, Tom Dooley,” he met like-minded
folkies named Rick Fowler and Wayne Kidd.
Playing covers from bands such as the Kingston
Trio took on a different aspect when Bob Dylan
came on the folk scene. “I noticed songwriting
and songwriters like Woody Guthrie,” Hubbard
recalls. “The floodgates just opened.”

A notice on the high school bulletin board
lured Hubbard and his two friends into play-

worker, a reference to Quentin Tarantino’s Reservoir

Dogs, and tunes influenced by Dante’s Inferno and the mythology of Joseph Campbell on one
album without reaching for pretentiousness. Yet Hubbard’s Western wordplay is, as always,
unmatched, even if he seems a little quicker with a witty throwaway or two this time around.
After evoking the devil in its various forms throughout Snake Farm, Hubbard’s “Resurrection”
at the close is all the more redeeming. Al Grierson’s free-spirited retelling of the original
Easter Sunday, augmented by Ruthie Foster’'s gospel wail, is a beam of light offering blessed
satisfaction. Snake Farm, like so much of Hubbard’s masterful oeuvre, might be best appreci-
ated by those with a permanent Lone Star state of mind — especially those not apprehensive
of things that slither in the basement — but for those who have positively reveled in Ray Wylie
Hubbard’s recent string of recorded triumphs, this is another step closer to the truth.

ing a summer resort. Dressed in matching
striped shirts, the three took their guitars and
hopped a Greyhound bus for New Mexico — a
26-hour ride. That's when Hubbard got his
first dose of music business reality: The job
wasn’t all in the playing.

“Our job also entailed wrapping potatoes
in tinfoil, sweeping, cleaning up, and washing
dishes at night,” Hubbard chuckles. “We were
the hired help, but it was a great experience. We
slept under the stairs of a cinder-block house.”

College called that fall, but the next summer
Hubbard and Fowler packed up their instru-
ments and took off in a Ford to sing for their
supper in Red River and Colorado. “We're
the Texas Twosome,” they’d announce. “Can
we play for a hamburger and a place to stay
tonight?”

It was a satisfying gig for a carefree young
man in the late Sixties, who, along with his
bandmates, opened a club in Red River called
the Outpost. Serving no alcohol, the venue
gained success with the tourist crowd as well
as being a whistle-stop for musicians traveling
the Texas-Colorado folk circuit. Some of his
old classmates like Murphey and Stevenson
showed up, as did an East Coaster named Jerry
Jeff Walker and a trio called Frummox, with
Steven Fromholz.

The Outpost cultivated a reputation for
late-night jams, and Hubbard responded with
dry humor. That reputation and his sense of
the absurd served him well. One of his songs,
“Redneck Mother,” caught the ear of audi-
ences and other musicians, particularly down
in Austin where the Checkered Flag, Castle
Creek, and the old Saxon Pub burned oily
midnight stories and songs.

Written as a lark, the raucous, tongue-in-
cheek lyrics and bobbing melody were even
more irresistible after a few beers. The opening
line was enough to send any audience into par-

oxysms of laughter and hooting. “He was born in
Oklahoma ...” Hubbard began, and by the time
he got to, “He’s 34 and drinking in a honky-tonk,”
crowd volume tipped the scale, beer bottles
banging on tables as they hollered: “KICKING
HIPPIES” ASSES AND RAISING HELL!”

Hubbard took advantage of the free-flowing
circuit to score a gig for his band in Omabha,
opening for Muddy Waters.

“I called up the owner, who said, ‘It only
pays $50,”” remembers Hubbard, unholstering
another anecdote from a seemingly bottomless
well. “‘T don’t care,’ I told him. We drove from
Dallas to Omaha by way of Red River to get the
bassist. We got there as Muddy was doing his
soundcheck, so we stood around waiting. Then
Muddy comes by and looks at us, ‘How long
you supposed to play for?’

“We looked around and said, ‘45 minutes.’

“Do 44. Don’t do 46,” Muddy warned and
walked away.

“That’s when I learned never ever to go over
time as an opening act.

“After the show, we were sitting around the
office getting paid, and, all of a sudden, Muddy
goes, ‘They loved me, that audience down
there. Ya oughta give me a bonus.” The owner
gave Muddy an extra $200. After my son Lucas
played with me at Willie’s picnic last year, he
walked offstage and said, ‘They loved me. You
oughta give me a bonus.””

Too Much Cosmic,
Not Enough Cowboy

Even in its infancy, 1973, Austin’s outlaw
country scene was fractured. “There’s too much
cosmic and not enough cowboy” opined a long-
forgotten local 45. Doug Sahm, Rusty Wier,
Alvin Crow, and Freda & the Firedogs already
claimed the state capital as home. Other acts
immigrated here as fast as they could.

Snake Farm ambles down a familiar highway with an
hombre that’s had a conversation or three with the devil.
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“If you step back and look at it, that whole
scene really was progressive,” Hubbard reflects.
“Willie Nelson moved here and brought Mickey
Raphael, a blues harmonica player. Jerry Jeff
[Walker] was a folk singer, and he brought
in John Inmon, a rock & roll guitar player
Michael Murphey was a folk singer, who added
Herb Steiner on steel guitar. There were also
the more underground guys like Blaze Foley,
Townes Van Zandt, and Guy Clark.

“I was with Three Faces West, and we added
drums and electric bass to our folk thing. It may
have been an illusion, but I thought of us as a
folk-rock band. ‘Redneck Mother’ was a joke to
play every now and then. Then Jerry Jeff cut it.”

Walker embodied the boozing gonzo bucka-
roo of the day and recorded “Redneck Mother”
on his Viva Terlingua LP in late 1973. More
than Michael Martin Murphey’s groundbreak-
ing Cosmic Cowboy Souvenir, Doug Sahm’s
Doug Sahm and Friends, or Willie Nelson’s
Shotgun Willie, Walker’s live breakthrough bot-
tled the emerging confab of country, folk, and
rock that didn’t just raise the bar, it tipped it
over, beer and all.

“Redneck Mother” wasn’t Hubbard’s most
successful song until after Walker covered it,
though it was his best-known. A little ditty
called “Muddy Boggy Banjo Man” was the B-
side of Larry Groce’s novelty 45 “Junk Food
Junkie” in 1975, going gold and introducing
Hubbard to fast-spent royalty checks. (Groce,
for his part, now runs Mountain Stage for NPR.)
More importantly, perhaps, “Redneck Mother”
paved the way for Hubbard’s much-loved
Cowboy Twinkies.

“The much-loved, misunderstood Cowboy
Twinkies,” Hubbard corrects. “What we lacked
in talent, we made up for in attitude. But we
were really happening.”

That’s an understatement. Drummer Jim
Herbst, guitarist Larry White, bassist Clovis
Roblaine, and Hubbard’s longtime friend and
collaborator Terry Ware put on explosive live
shows that are now the stuff of legend. A
typical Twinkies set was as likely to include Led
Zeppelin as Merle Haggard and layered with
Hubbard’s own tunes. The audiences loved
it, but the labels ignored them. Frank Zappa’s
imprint, Discreet, flirted with the Twinkies,

after which Hubbard had a misunderstand-
ing with Atlantic Records’ Jerry Wexler as
drinking and drugging in the band worsened
(austinchronicle.com/issues/dispatch/2000-12-
01/music_feature.html). The Twinkies’ rawhide
rock & roll spirit twisted the progressiveness
of their country into a sound that would
much later be called “cowpunk,” though you’d
hardly know it by their one and only recording,
an album on Reprise in 1975.

By the time it was released, Ray Wylie
Hubbard & the Cowboy Twinkies was such
an overproduced, undernurtured recording,
it “broke our hearts,” laments Hubbard. “Girl
singers on every track. We'd felt good about
what we were doing. It wasn’t all ‘Redneck
Mother’; there were cool songs. The label did
stuff to it to get it on country radio. When we
got our advance copy on cassette, the band
and I were in my driveway. We played it and
heard the steel guitars and background sing-
ers and started crying. My mother got home
from work, saw us, and said, ‘What are you
doing?‘Listening to our album.’

“This was our chance to prove what we had,
and that was what they did. I called a lawyer
friend of mine and asked, ‘What should we
do?” ‘I suggest you start drinking,” he told me,
so I did. For the next 20 years.”

Hubbard isn’t exaggerating. The Cowboy
Twinkies broke up. He went with other bands
for a while — the Gonzos, Bugs Henderson. He
halfheartedly recorded Off the Wall for Willie
Nelson’s label but admits “things weren’t hap-
pening. At one time, I thought cocaine was the
answer to my drinking problem, but it gave me
booze legs. Writing wasn’t something that I
was doing a lot of.”

Some of that had to do with audience
expectation that Hubbard was the character in
“Redneck Mother” on and off stage. The song
was his calling card, his ticket to ride, a dead
weight on his shoulders. It’s a scenario familiar
to many artists who create one image in their
youth and find it doesn’t age well. By his 30s,
Hubbard was thought of as a cosmic cowboy
one-hit wonder.

“Yeah, ‘Redneck Mother’ was an albatross,
especially when Urban Cowboy came out,”

conscious of it being an albatross, but the
music scene in Austin really changed. Maybe it
wasn't an albatross. Maybe the gigs just weren’t
going well.

“After my dad died, I couldn’t drink safely.
I'd tell myself I'd just have two beers, but I'd
go way beyond that. My dad had left me some
money, and it was gone. I was going with a
girl who was trying to get me into recovery.
She was giving me little hints like, ‘You're a
bad drunk.’ T didn’t really know Stevie [Ray
Vaughan], but I'd run into him at Riverside
Studios. He’d gotten sober and was speaking
to some people at a meeting.

“After the meeting, I took some time to talk to
him and got a little hope that maybe I didn’t have
to live like this. I got into recovery and started
doing what I was supposed to do on a daily basis.
1t’s still foggy to me. I really don’t remember how
it happened. I really don’t. But it was powerful to
me that he took the time to help me.

“I was 41 years old, and I'd burned every
bridge I'd slept under,” says Hubbard with a
frank look. “What did I really want to do?”

Dust of the Chase

Recovery and cleaning up are a bitch. Often,
you have to separate yourself from longtime
friends, habits, and places to keep up the resolve.
Having a clear head isn’t all it’s cracked up to be,
at first, when you’re not sure what to do with
yourself, your time, your life. Where do you go?
How do you have fun? For musicians, sobriety
can be frightening. Will one hit off a joint send
you back down old paths? Who’s there to help
you keep strong when the demons return?

Sometimes it’s a blinding flash leading you
out of the darkness, the bolt of lightning.
Sometimes it’s a slow recognition that life is
still good. For Hubbard, it was all of that.

“It’s like I was in a plane crash and baggage
was everywhere,” he reveals. “And all I had in
my head was the black box, running all the
time. Guilt. Shame. Remorse. Resentment.
Once I got clean and sober and got the baggage
out of my head, I came out of the fog.

Remorse. Resentment.”

“I developed a songwriter consciousness.
That’s when I realized I needed to find out
more, about publishing and accounting, to
record an album and be able to give it to
them while looking them in the eye. Even
with the Cowboys Twinkies, it was like, ‘Here
it is,” and I'd be wincing. I'd made excuses
for every album I'd ever done, but when I
did Loco Gringo’s Lament in 1994, I was like,
‘Here it is. If you like it, great. If you don’t
that’s okay too.’

“It was the way I wanted to hear it.”

With a renewed sense of purpose, Hubbard
found guidance in Rainer Maria Rilke’s Letters
to a Young Poet and James Allen’s As a Man
Thinketh. “I am lost in the dust of the chase
that my life brings,” ran a line from Loco
Gringo Lament’s opening cut, “Dust of the
Chase,” but that dust, like the mental fog, was
clearing. The album, recorded for now-defunct
San Marcos indie Dejadisc, took him down a
new path, followed by Dangerous Spirits for
Rounder Records imprint Philo in 1997, each
recording twisting his new path more crooked
than a stick in water.

“One thing I needed to do was play guitar
better,” points out the songwriter. “It may
sound contrived, but I wanted to take guitar
lessons. I'm 41 years old, I should be embar-
rassed. But like Rilke says, ‘Fears are like
dragons guarding our most precious treasures.’
Once I became aware of what these fear and
doubts were in my head, I could do the oppo-
site and start to improve. So I called up an old
friend and asked him to teach me how to fin-
ger-pick. Without those dragons, 1 found the
treasures on the other side.

“Somewhere in there I realized that songwrit-
ing was inspiration plus craft. Inspiration is the
great, Aha! Aha! That’s a great idea for a song!’

The craft is to make it fit the laws of music. The
thing I learned is to keep learning new things,
so I got a mandolin and wrote three songs on
that. I discovered open-G tuning and wrote
some songs with that. Then I discovered open
D. Then I discovered bottleneck slide, and that
really opened up things. What I learned was
that I needed to learn new things.”

Learning new things reaffirmed Hubbard’s
knack for wordplay, as well as his ear for a
sharp melody. He reintroduced familiar char-
acters — the fallen, the faithless, the lost, the
redeemed. Hubbard brought producer Lloyd
Maines aboard for 1997’s Dangerous Spirits,
1999’s Crusades of the Restless Nights, and
2000’s Live at Cibolo Creek Country Club,
recording experiences he treasures.

On a roll, not letting any daylight what-
soever burn, Hubbard next turned to Gurf
Morlix to produce 2001’s Eternal and Lowdown,
and two years later, Growl, off which his
next anthem, “Screw You, We're From Texas,”
was born. It’s the Lone Star tribute to Texas
talent, with Hubbard asserting, “Cause
we got Stubb’s and Gruene Hall and Antone’s,
John T’s Country Store. We got Willie and
Jacky Jack, Robert Earl, Pat, Corey, Charlie, so
many more ... Our Mr. Vaughan was the best
that there ever was, and no band was cooler than
the 13th Floor Elevators, so screw you, we're
from Texas.”

“When we recorded the Slaid Cleaves song
‘Born Again’ on Growl, we had Slaid, Patty
Griffin, Bob Schneider, and Eliza [Gilkyson]
singing,” grins Hubbard. “At the very begin-
ning of that song, there’s a cough. We left it on
there and sent it to the record company. They
e-mailed us back and said, ‘There’s a cough on
there.” Gurf replied, ‘Yes, it’s Eliza, and if we
tried we couldn’t get a better cough.””

The Other Snake Farm

A wooden sign just off the porch of Ray Wylie
Hubbard’s spacious log cabin says “Snake
Farm.” It was placed there while shooting the
title track’s video, a moody, arresting piece of
work directed by Tiller Russell. Hubbard points
it out after returning from lunch at the Cypress
Creek Cafe in Wimberley. His boots scuff up
the steps to the place he calls “Mount Karma”
as his wife Judy and son Lucas follow. A white-
furred creature flies out of the doorway, their
dog Angel. She wags her resplendent tail and
greets the family happily.

You might say Judy was Ray’s reward for
cleaning up his offstage act. They've been
together almost 20 years because she stuck
around after their first date. The nearly pen-
niless Hubbard picked her up in a borrowed
truck, then took her to see a wrestling match
at the Dallas Sportatorium, “because 1 knew
all the wrestlers and could get in free.” When
she agreed to something to eat after the match,
he drove them to the Longhorn Ballroom
where Rusty Wier was performing, walked her
through the backstage, and steered her to the
band deli tray. She married him anyway, and
their son Lucas was born 13 years ago.

The rustic Mexican decor of the cabin suits
Hubbard’s music, smooth and cool like the
saltillo tile floors, earthy like the lanky logs. Judy’s
background as a mosaic designer show in touches
like her red-and-yellow tile sink, while her head
for business keeps his schedule full and details
in place. Lucas, whose playing burnishes Snake
Farm’s “Old Guitar,” darts off to hang out with
a friend. Resting in the chestut leather nailhead
couch, Hubbard runs the “Snake Farm” video and
later shows the equally amazing “Resurrection”
with Ruthie Foster’s mighty vocals.

“I try to live with spiritual principles. I don’t
always succeed, and I don’t follow a certain set
of beliefs,” he confesses. “I'm turning into a
cantankerous old coot, but I have rock & roll
roots. It’s that freedom from fear that I can
write ‘Snake Farm,” or ‘Wild Gods of Mexico,’
or ‘Kilowatt.””

It’s also the quality that makes Hubbard
admired by a younger generation of songwrit-

ers from Slaid Cleaves and Cody Canada to
Jack Ingram and Hayes Carll. For its part,
“Snake Farm” has all the earmarks of a classic
Hubbard composition, maybe tough enough
to stand up to “Redneck Mother.” That song’s
longevity just keeps on; a live version by the
Gourds features Hubbard as a guest, and the
audience whooping back: “KICKING HIPPIES’
ASSES AND RAISING HELL!”

“We’ll probably go back at the end of the
year and redo Dangerous Spirits and Crusades
of the Restless Nights. We'll redo them like we

did ‘Resurrection,” with Gurf and George and
Rick. If that works out, we might go back and
do the Cowboy Twinkies album the way I'd
like to do it.”

Ray Wylie Hubbard leans forward, hands
folded over his denim knees as he finishes
his thought. An indigo bandanna rests low on
his forehead, his deep brown eyes thought-
ful behind the round wire-frames. He doesn’t
seem to be aware of talking aloud, and maybe
he’s just talking to himself, nodding.

“I've still got a bunch of stuff to get done.” H

DIXIE CHICKS
Taking the Long Way (Columbia)

The Long Way in the title of the latest
from the Dixie Chicks begins with that “little
ol’ cowgirl band from Texas” and ends with
three strong women with opinions they firmly
stand behind. It's been a mighty journey, and
not for the faint-hearted, but the trio’s fourth
album (not counting the three made before
Natalie Maines joined the band) is a declara-
tion of confident defiance, if not necessarily
triumph. Moving further away from country as
defined by Nashville’s Music Row, the Chicks
decided to work with production Svengali
Rick Rubin, who doesn’t change their sound
as much as gives it a mature edge. The cen-
terpiece, “Not Ready to Make Nice,” reacts
to the uproar over Maines’ comments about
President Bush with remarkable potency,
and with assistance from co-writers such as ! :
Semisonic’s Dan Wilson, the Jayhawks’ Gary Louris, Neil Finn, Sheryl Crow, and Keb’ Mo’, Taking
the Long Way brims with pop hooks while retaining the band’s Americana roots. The fiddle-fueled
“Bitter End,” hard-charging “Lubbock or Leave It,” and urgent “Voice Inside My Head” are all radio-
worthy, even if radio won’t touch them. With The Long Way Around, the Chicks haven’t turned a
corner as much as locked horns with their recent past, their spirituality and spunk intact, heroines
on the side of truth.

Nelson Field, June 16
High-stepping drum majors led
bands from far and wide onto
Nelson Field for a Pre-Juneteenth
celebration and exhibition of the
SWAC style of play. From the
moment that the Jackson (MS)
All-Star Band sauntered onto the
field, it became apparent that
their funky break-down of drums and tubas would epitomize the underlying theme of the Friday
night program. Bridging the gaps between the Seventies soul of the Isley Brothers and the
2006 electro-snap of Young Joc, Lafayette’s Black Heritage Band flashed sudden cymbals like
fireworks sparking from their synchronized midst. While the Austin All-Star Band impressed
with several selections from Michael Jackson’s Off the Wall, the Houston All-Star Band raised
both eyebrows and spirits with an incorporation of choir singing into their brassy repertoire.
Yet the evening clearly belonged to Beaumont’s Ozen High School Band, who won both the
band and drumline competitions with resounding clarity and creativity. If their impeccable
rendition of Kool and the Gang’s “Fresh” wasn’t enough, the deal was sealed with a tribute to
slain rapper Big Hawk that peaked with the Ozen Band conductor chanting lines from Trae’s
“Swang.” With no shortage of theatrics on hand, the Austin drumline brought the house down
with the performance of a virtual séance fueled by pulsing bass drums and life-giving snares.

Atlantic Records, which gave the world Ray Charles,
the Drifters, and Led Zeppelin, never had much luck
with country. Too sophisticated, uptown, and, um,
black for Nashville, the pioneering label nevertheless
signed Willie Nelson, a refugee from Music City after
his wife set fire to his bed with him in it. Relocating
to blissfully stoned Austin, Nelson delivered a pair
of albums that sold squat but ignited a string of
personal and artistic triumphs that continued well
after he and Atlantic parted company.

Shadow Figure (Minor

Like the melancholy
musings of an armchair
philosopher who likes to
sleep in, Shadow Figure is a
homey, laid-back life lesson
that reveals its wisened charms at a refresh-
ingly unhurried pace.

Previously unreleased, the third disc of this
minibox was recorded Live at the Texas Opry House, a
raucous account of Willie and Family entertaining, as
Fort Worth scribe Dan Jenkins once wrote, “from nine

'til overdose.” Even after the 329 other albums Nelson
has released since, this abbreviated Atlantic repertoire remains the
fulcrum of his career. Bountiful outtakes and alternate versions double
the lengths of all three CDs with at least two hours of extra Willie, not
yet a superstar but already, easily, unmistakably an icon.

Expanding the scope of the typical high school marching band experience, the Alvin Patterson
Battle participants exuded a passion for their art form that couldn’t help but be appreciated

by the packed house on hand.

“Three on a March” tap languid Seventies coun-
try-folk, respectively heightening the bittersweet
resignation quotient with harrowing musical saw
accents and delicate, Jerry Garcia-style vocals.
By contrast, Minor’s tongue-in-cheek “Tulips
Two-Step” almost succeeds at turning one of
the world’s oldest ribald puns into something
your grandparents could dance to. The catchiest
Shadow Figure of them all has to be “Ordinary
Gurls,” which pitches quirky, pop-flavored woo

in the direction of laptop-lugging ladies of the
coffeehouse. As Minor’s jaunty version of “Lost
Highway” heads over the horizon, the album’s
warm hootenanny glow fades just as gradually
as it appeared.

Not surprising
given its name, “Drifting Between Stars” hits
like Eno/Lanois/Eno’s Apollo: Atmospheres &
Soundtracks, whereas “The Road to Madurai”
sounds like an outtake from Peter Gabriel’'s
soundtrack to The Last Temptation of Christ.

As such, it's probably
not going to convert those who only hear aim-
less murmurs, but ambient-music mavens
shouldn’t be surprised if Auracle shows up in
future installments of the nationally syndicated
Hearts of Space radio program.

Willie Nelson has appeared on the show more
than any other artist, and this recording with the Family,
recorded in 1990 at the peak of their considerable pow-
ers, is a fan favorite, and it's easy to see why. Starting with
“Whiskey River” and ending with a couple of duets with a
very young Shelby Lynne, it's a nearly perfect collection of
signature tunes (you know which ones) that rocks, swings,
and twangs in a way Nelson should copyright. The other pair
of releases are from even further back, recorded in 1981,
but the 25 years in between hasn’t lessened their potency

A 5-year-old boy in Broward County, Fla.,
preparing to enter kindergarten, is believed
by gender-identity experts to be the young-
est kid in the country whose family sup-
ports his decision to live completely as the
other sex (according to a May profile in New
Times Broward-Palm Beach).

BRIGHT IDEAS

* New Scientist magazine reported in May that the
Pentagon’s cutting-edge research agency, DARPA,
was considering a human-launching device that
works like a cannon to blast special-forces troops
(and maybe firefighters and police officers) at just
the right trajectory so that they land on hard-to-
reach locations, such as rooftops.

* Last year, in order to soften the transition from
an agrarian economy, the rural village of Renhe,
China, offered to give farmers apartments in
town — one-bedroom flats for single people and
two-bedroom units for married couples.

No “Oversies”: Sarah Zabolotny, 29, who
was in the courthouse in Buckhannon, W Va.,
in March to deal with a speeding ticket, was
later charged with petty larceny after she was
seen on surveillance video folding up an 8-
foot rug in the building and walking out the
door. When a court clerk tracked her down,
Zabolotny asked if she could just give it back
and forget the whole thing, but the clerk said
no. And in Williston, N.D., in March, Ryan
Wright, 20, was arrested for bank robbery,
even though he insisted that all he did was
walk in to the bank wearing a ski mask and
demand money, before saying, “Just kidding”
and leaving.

BEWARE OF HUMAN

1) Robert E. Mays, 64, an associate dean
at the University of Southern Illinois, agreed
to plead guilty in June to biting a man on the
leg when he had stopped to help Mays after a
March traffic accident. 2) Louisville, Ky., middle
school teacher Caroline Kolb was fired in March
after a January incident in which she bit a 14-
year-old student on the back as punishment. 3)
Janet W. Strong, 53, was charged by police in
April with biting a toddler at her Loving Touch
Child Care center in Milton, Fla. 4) An assistant
to boxer Mike Tyson revealed in March that he
had settled his lawsuit stemming from a May
2003 incident in which he had accused Tyson,
who was angry about a road-rage incident, of
punching him and then biting him on the leg.

GOVERNMENT IN ACTION

* In May, Nevada officials said they were hopeful
of persuading the U.S. Department of Veterans
Affairs to allow the family of a soldier who was
killed in Afghanistan, and who is buried in a
federal cemetery, to have a Wiccan symbol on his
headstone. The department has approved head-
stone symbols for more than 30 religions, as well
as one for atheists, but so far not for Wicca.

* Much Ado About Little: Included in a local
task force’s proposal this year for building a
$381 million riverfront arena in Louisville, Ky.,
was $63 million to move a Louisville Gas and
Electric substation about 30 yards, across the
street from its present location.

* In May, independent arson experts report-
ed that the 2004 Texas execution of Tyrone
Willingham was based on evidence that has now
been scientifically disproved (and which had
probably been repudiated earlier in 2004, when
another Texas arson convict had had his death
sentence overturned). According to a Chicago
Tiibune story, the fire marshals whose testimony
cinched Willingham’s sentence relied on out-of-
date, discredited tests, leaving no reliable evidence
for the jury that the fire that killed Willingham’s
three kids was deliberately set. According to the
report (commissioned by the Innocence Project),
no formal training (only training “on the job”) is
required of Texas fire marshals.

FETISHES ON PARADE

Ernest G. Johnson, 42, was arrested in
Shreveport, La., in May after he, posing as an insur-
ance company employee, roamed the corridors
at LSU Hospital seeking to photograph women
wearing casts. Said a police detective, “It’s like
all he wants is to be in the presence of a woman
with a cast on and have her attention.” And in
April in Wausau, Wis., Thomas Vogedes, 58, was
sentenced to six months’ probation for incidents
in which he hung dozens of bras and panties (new
and used) from car mirrors and videotaped them.

THE CONTINUING CRISIS

In April, Elgin, IIL, police said they gave confi-
dential informant Robert Bridges, 29, $300 to buy
seven grams of cocaine and sent him into a drug
house for a sting, but later they got tired of wait-
ing for him to leave, and they stormed the house.
Inside, they found Bridges, intoxicated, with no
money and only 2.8 grams of cocaine left.

Tolbert’s Restaurant in Grapevine knows chili. Owned and oper-
ated by the daughter of Frank X. Tolbert, the high-end chili parlor
and steak house has a long pedigree in serving a bowl of red.

If you don’t know who Frank Tolbert is, then you don’t know beans
about chili. In fact, you probably think that chili should have beans in it.
Tolbert didn’t invent chili con carne — that was probably done by

some cook on the South Texas prairie where beef was cheap and
tough. The meat needed to cook a long time to soften, and the
spicy chile peppers gave it some flavor. At the turn of the century,
chili queens were selling bowls of their fiery concoctions in the pla-
zas of San Antonio.

As a journalist and author who died in 1984, Tolbert brought chili
into the 20th century. As a columnist for the Dallas Morning News,
he took many Texas myths and turned them into American legends.
His stories of the people and backroads preserve a colorful slice of
the Fifties and Sixties.

With two Western novels and four nonfiction books on the Lone
Star State to his credit, Tolbert claimed chili as a Texas original with
the publication of A Bow! of Red (1962).

“When speaking of a bowl of red,” Tolbert wrote in his humorous
book on Texas cuisine, “I refer to chili con carne — honest-to-God chili,
not the dreadful stuff masquerading as chili which is served in nine
out of ten cafes. Real chili con carne is a haunting, mystic thing.”

Tolbert and Austin’s Four-Alarm Chili powder purveyor Wick Fowler
joined the Chili Appreciation Society International to host a chili cook-
off in 1967 in Terlingua. The first cook-offs were a competition
between California and Texas cooks for bragging rights, and the Big
Bend ghost town was about halfway between the competitors. Since
the death of the two founders, the cook-off has opened to cooks from
all over the world and is billed as the Original Terlingua International
Frank X. Tolbert-Wick Fowler Memorial Championship Chili Cookoff.

Kathleen Tolbert Ryan learned the chili business at her father’s
side at the Terlingua cook-off and at the hole-in-the-wall chili parlor
he opened on Main Street in downtown Dallas during the 1970s.
After the family’s operating two other restaurants in the Dallas area
with partners, the new location on Main Street in Grapevine is a
solo family operation.

The restaurant is definitely upscale compared to the original cafe
in Dallas. Along with salads, the menu includes steaks, catfish,
chicken, and hamburgers. Many of the dishes come with a layer of
chili like the chili-cheeseburger, a chili burrito, and an honest-to-God
Frito Chili Pie.
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“We use my father’s secret recipe for chili,” Ryan says. There are
several recipes on the Internet attributed to Tolbert, and he even
published versions in his books, but Ryan insists none of them are
the family recipe handed down from father to daughter and now to
her two sons who work at the restaurant. “My dad had a lot of chili
recipes,” she says, “but he only had one ‘secret’ recipe.”

Since the restaurant opened in mid-May, Ryan admits that they
have had to tweak the flavor of the 75-pound batches of chili. “The
hardest part is finding just the right meat,” she says. “Since it’s the
main ingredient, it has to be just right.”

Every true Texas chili-head will tell you, “If you know beans about
chili, you know chili has no beans.” So why does Ryan include chili
with beans on the menu? “We’ve lived in Grapevine for 11 years,
and | love it,” she says, “but there are a lot of Yankees around here,
and they insist on beans in their chili.”

Tolbert’s Restaurant is at 423 S. Main St. in historic downtown
Grapevine. The kitchen opens daily at 11am and closes at 10pm
Sunday through Thursday and at 11pm on Friday and Saturday nights.

The apartment is seedy, with dirty smudges on the front
door where it’'s been closed more times than anyone can
count; black-and-white-checked tile that’s scuffed and prob-
ably has never been cleaned; furniture that’s old and falling
apart; a tiny, crowded kitchenette, and strange, mismatched

knickknacks lying haphazardly around. It's
Tom'’s place, and while it looks like a pit,
he seems a nice enough guy: kind of shy,
soft-spoken, handsome and big, imposing,
a lifter adorned with conspicuous tats. He's
picked up Dan in a bar — or allowed himself
to be picked up — and brought Dan home for
what appears to be some casual sex. Dan
is clearly interested in the latter, very much
the aggressor, but Tom isn’t in much of a hurry. In fact,
Tom seems more interested in slugging back drinks, more
interested in asking Dan very personal questions, more
interested in ... something else.

| don’t want to give too much away. This is a thriller,
after all, and giving too much of a thriller away can really
ruin the story. So, I'll offer this: Tom is straight, Dan is
gay; they had sex once, five years previous, the only
time Tom has ever been with a man; 24 days previous,
Tom discovered that he has HIV. He'’s certain he got it
from Dan, and he wants payback. Just one little problem,
though: Dan swears he’s healthy and safe. He couldn’t

Though it's a thriller on its face, with a deep and
deadly plot, this Tony Piccirillo script, directed by Blake
Yelavich for Arts on Real, works quite effectively on the
level of a human drama. Piccirillo has created two very
believable characters and placed them in a situation that
allows us to care about both of them. Tom is deeply con-
flicted because he’s doing something that feels emotion-
ally right but that he knows is morally wrong. Dan is self-
centered and manipulative, but we forgive him because of
his extreme plight.

Of course, none of it would work without two believ-
able, compelling performers, and director Yelavich has
those as well. Kenny Petitte is an extremely likable actor,
and his Tom is a potent portrait of a deeply conflicted
individual, especially at the beginning of the play. Joe
Chauncey, who alternates in the role of Dan with Joseph
Hart, looks like a party boy and plays one fairly convinc-
ingly, but he’s even more convincing as a whining, plead-
ing, desperate prisoner being threatened with a butcher
knife while duct-taped to a chair.

But not everything comes together as well as it might.
More than a few times, tremendously important moments
blow by with very little acknowledgment. In the first act,
during a key scene, excessive movement undercuts the
tremendous tension that should be present in the story.
For much of the second act, a slow tempo is employed
when a considerably quicker one would have been much
more effective. Perhaps most disappointing, the violence
isn’t believable. But fortunately, Piccirillo’s effective trea-
tise on the nature of truth is, holding a mirror up to any-
one who isn’t afraid to look and see the very clear reflec-
tion of our own pleasure-seeking, truth-spinning selves.

“What Do Jou See”

Pump Project Gallery at Shady Tree Studios, through June 24

Abandoning group shows and fundraising exhibits, Shady Tree Studios presents a solo
show in its Pump Project Gallery and sponsors Mexic-Arte Museum’s nonprofit educational
programs to boot! Joe Romero, hailing from the Lubbock area, presents a suite of abstract

paintings in his first Austin show.

Utilizing drips, long strokes, negating wipes, and a variety of colors, Romero creates

a multitude of textures and patterns. The largest works command your view and act like
field paintings. An overwhelming red is interrupted with tiny blips of yel-
low. The smaller, medium-sized paintings tend to use more organic or fluid
movements. The erratic and fractal branching of the paint suggests both
neurons and waterways. Large strokes on other works speak of waves
and vortices. Then there are the drips, breaking the relative calm of the
marbleized background. Every painting is unique.

Each canvas allows the summoning of archaic subjects to contem-
plate. From deep within our minds, to the depths of the ocean, to the
innumerable stars above, the patterns nudge forth a quiet agenda. Like a
Rorschach test, the paint attempts to remain neutral as your mind forges

it into recognizable imagery. Unfortunately, some of the titles give too much context.

The abstract qualities quickly associate Romero’s work with Jackson Pollock and,
more recently, the less figurative half of Angela Fraleigh’s paintings. A random painting
contains a memorandum underneath a thin layer of paint, and the inclusion of such a
recognizable object disturbs the unified character of the exhibit. The colors are plentiful
and do not appear to be random choices, but there doesn’t seem to be an overarching
scheme informing the group either. The use of acrylics may lend itself to a more fluid
application, but the color is lacking. Without the viscosity of oils, the dullness keeps

your gaze on the surface.

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“Legacies o} Dust”

Artists Gallery at the Carver Museum & Cultural Center,
through June 26

If you haven’t been to the George Washington Carver
Museum & Cultural Center yet, now is the time to go. The
community emphasis of this venue makes it a testing ground
for beginning artists and a spot for dialogue on works of long-
standing strength and cohesion. “Legacies of Dust,” featuring

work by Austin artists, curated by the Carver’s
own Beatrice Thomas, explores daughterhood,
memory, identity-in-the-making, and history,
building off the timeless cinematic work of
Julie Dash’s film, Daughters of the Dust.
The film and the burgeoning exhibited works
both bridge from the story of the Sea Island
Gullahs, a group of descendants from African
captives who lived just off the mainland of
South Carolina and Georgia at the turn of the
century. As Daughters of the Dust illustrates, while early slave
ships uprooted people from their land, communities, and
practices for the economic advancement of the few, maintain-
ing continuity with the past and with the familiar was possible
for the Gullahs due, in part, to their physical isolation. Yet
this story of cultural preservation, its compromises, and its
vital role in remembering raises poignant questions about the
present, dominated as it is by globalization and its effects.
While the comparison needs further scrutiny, it is possible to
look at the dark side of today’s global economy as the slave
trade’s reverse, working via insertion rather than extraction:
moving businesses into communities, lands, and practices
where labor is cheapest and least regulated, and meanwhile
breaking down lifestyles essential to the cultural preservation
of the host peoples. While the merits and pitfalls of contem-
porary globalization can be argued from many angles, cultural

erasures are certain occurrences in an increasingly global
chain-store economy. Yet is there a possibility for memory,

for legacy-building that doesn’t require reversing the clock or
pushing conservative agendas? Could daughterhood, could
remembrance, could art be some of those possibilities, or are
they too tainted?

In the works shown at the Carver by Constance Perez, hol-
low and bodied sculptures carrying backpacks or opening like
small drawers depict daughters as vessels, as memory-hold-
ers, and this theme is carried in Ifaseye Sankofa’s shrine-
like collection of bottles standing in for dolls, standing in
for selves, asking what it is we are filled with across time
and place. The doll theme is shared more blatantly in the
work of Ifaniike Sankofa, which examines the stereotypes of
women, of daughters, and whose accompanying text reads
like a young diary of the will to self-definition. Mother of the
Sankofa twins, Nailah |. Sankofa looks at legacy symboli-
cally, in a piece as much about motherhood as it is about
the importance of ibeji in Yoruba tradition. In the exhibit’s
most prominent piece, Tonya Engel’s site-specific work hangs
from the ceiling in the shape of a dress on a hanger, the
outfit composed of newspaper, wire, and tiny, open manila
envelopes covered with quotes and scenes from Daughters
of Dust, which she invites the public to stuff with their own
statements. In this work, the subject is built communally, and
selfhood happens in filling out or embodying the dress via the
memories and descriptions of others. Yet the piece pushes
back into a theme of self-determination in the writing on the
hanger, so that metaphorically and in direct contra-distinction,
the constructed self hangs on the will of the wearer.

Without calling in unnecessary value judgments, “Legacies
of Dust” is a vital exploration, through the lens of daughter-
hood, of how memory functions and how selves are defined
out of time, place, history, politics, sexuality, and community.
While the show has roots in the past, there is no time like
the present for the questions it raises. - Nikki Moore

Although he’s now an award-winning television
star, Jon Stewart has not fared quite as well with
his movie career, which has generally veered toward
terrible choices and flat performances. So, it's a
delight to see him here in Wordplay, a documentary

about crossword puzzles and their
ardent fans, with specific focus on
the daily puzzles in The New York
Times; their editor, Will Shortz; and
the American Crossword Puzzle
Tournament, where hundreds of con-
testants annually compete for the
title of champion. Stewart is one of
the many fervent NYT puzzle-solv-
ers who talk about their crossword
compulsion for this film and add
color, humor, and intensity to this world of black-
and-white squares. Hands down, he’s the funniest
— “l will solve a USA Today in a hotel, but | don’t feel
good about myself” — but under any other circum-
stances it would be difficult to put together a group
of individuals as versatile and diverse as the one Creadon gathers
here. President Bill Clinton, Yankee pitcher Mike Mussina, filmmaker
Ken Burns, the Indigo Girls music duo — all are among the puzzle's
famous devotees who talk about their daily fix on camera. In pen or
in ink? How to fold the paper correctly? Who'’s allowed to look over
your shoulder? Everyone has an opinion. At first glance, it would
seem that watching puzzlers work their solitary crosswords would
be about as much fun as watching the proverbial paint dry. But that
supposition is proved wrong by Creadon, whose camera manages
to catch a sense of the mind’s elasticity as unseen neuronal firings
set off synaptic deluges that suddenly connect with the certainty
of a hole in one (or a cartoon lightbulb appearing over one’s head).
The most fascinating segment of Wordplay simply watches as puzzle
creator Merl Reagle constructs one. So much of the ability to solve

these difficult puzzles remains ineffable. We're told that musicians
and math types tend to be best at the task because their minds are
more able to see strings of letters as elastically as they see group-
ings of notes or numbers. The king of the puzzlers is Shortz, who
presides over the convention he founded as steadfastly as he edits
the Times puzzles. After selling his first puzzle at the age of 14,
Shortz went on to create his own college study program in a field

he terms enigmatology. Creadon fumbles a bit as the film focuses
too much on the tournament in the latter half. The approach seems
too close to the narrative strategy of the popular documentary
Spellbound to feel original. However, the fact that Wordplay works

as a film at all is a testament to its skill. The New York Times may
never find a better marketing tool. - Marjorie Baumgarten

Death scenes translate into comedy gold
about as often as public screenings of The
Day the Clown Cried occur. Granted, the
rare auteurist bloodbath (Peter Jackson’s
Dead Alive, Michael Jackson’s “Thriller”)
can scrounge genuine yuks from the grav-
est of situations, but as a rule, no one’s
laughing at doleful Macbeth, despite
the fact that, more and more, the Three
Witches et al. feel as though they sham-
bled straight out of one of the Coen broth-
ers’ more fabulist outings. Sandler, late of
both Saturday Night Live and a promising
dramatic turn with director Paul Thomas
Anderson (which apparently led nowhere
special), gets his big queasy scene in Click,
and it's a doozy all right. Having fast-for-
warded through the best parts of his own
life thanks to a magical, universal remote
control, courtesy of Bed Bath & Beyond’s
queerest employee, Morty (Walken, who
to no one’s surprise heads the “Beyond”
department), Sandler’s rat-racing architect,
Michael Newman, withered by age and
regret, literally crawls through a driving
rainstorm toward his forgotten family, dying

all the way and desperate for one final con-
nection. The whole sequence, grimmer than
an empty mailbox on Father’s Day in hell,

is calculated to badger the tears from your
eyes, and it almost does. But what got to
me wasn’t the character’s predicament — |
haven't forgotten George Bailey’s Wonderful
Life lessons anymore than you have — but
the sheer gall of the filmmakers and star
who, by this point in the film, have man-
aged to turn a splendid (if obvious) story-
line into something that feels as phony as
a prefab cardboard casket. (There is one
momentary burst of gravitas-shattering anti-
hilarity in this scene, but it barely survives
the ensuing pathos.) | kept hoping Walken
would suddenly appear and, | dunno, garble
out some non-sequitur from The Deer
Hunter that'd spark anything, no matter
how bizarre, that might ignite the surrealist
vibe Click could’ve, should’ve had. No such
luck. Written by Sandler’s stable of former
SNL scribes and directed by Waterboy’s
Coraci, Click, with its melodramatic “family
first” message, evokes depressingly by-
the-numbers emotionalism: It's a message
movie whose real message isn’t “Stop and
Smell the Roses, Jackass,” but “How to
Manipulate the Audience in 12 E-Z Steps.”
(There’s also an undercurrent of xeno-
phobic crassness aimed at both Middle
Eastern and Japanese cultures that’s
included for no apparent reason.) Director
Frank Darabont learned the hard way about
the perils of tinkering with Hollywood’s clas-
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sic morality plays in The Majestic, which
top-billed another manic comic — Jim Carrey
— and ended up doing no one any favors.
The same applies here. Sandler is a post-
Catskills gold mine of potential, he always
has been, and when he’s willing to break
with tradition (a la Punch-Drunk Love), he’s
downright revelatory. Not this time, though.
This time he’s just dying. - Marc Savlov

AFS@Dobie You might remember Caveh
Zahedi from his segment in Richard
Linklater's Waking Life, in which he delight-
fully discourses on film theory. If you do
not, rest assured this filmmaker will be
unforgettable after seeing his latest work,
I Am a Sex Addict. This fourth feature from
the provocative indie filmmaker is his
most confessional, most personal, and if
you leave the theatre with that awkward
too-much-information feeling after peering
into his self-exposed psyche and find-
ing some definite turnoffs, you will also
remember Zahedi’s breathtaking high-wire
act that combines fact and fiction, drama
and self-deprecating humor, honesty and

self-delusion, home movies and anima-
tion (by Waking Life’'s Bob Sabiston), and
messy self-exposure and tidy cover-ups.
Technically, | Am a Sex Addict is a stel-

lar achievement, as it coaxes viewers to
accompany Zahedi down avenues of sexual
desire that have had little frank exposure
on film. This is not to imply that the film is
full of exposed little franks — Zahedi’s or
others. It is not a blue film, although it’s
packed with lots of heterosexual sex and
blowjobs enacted for the camera. But here,
especially, Zahedi’'s humor and distancing
tactics help dispel any prurient impulses.
Zahedi stars in and narrates his film
directly to the audience from an alcove in
the chapel where the ceremony for his third
marriage is about to take place. He relates
the history of his sex addiction and uses
re-enactments to depict the ways in which
his addiction to prostitutes ruined the three
most important relationships he’s had with
women prior to his impending nuptials. It
may be nitpicking here, but it's not always
his promiscuity that gets him into trouble
with the women in his life — more often it's
his honest sharing of his experiences that
sours his relationships. Prizing honesty for
its own sake, Zahedi is often callous to the
injurious effects total honesty can inflict on
a loved one. And let’s not get started on
double standards either. Zahedi is unable
to accept promiscuity from his significant
others, although he expects them to accept
nothing less from him. To be more specific,
Zahedi’s addiction is not really to sex, but
rather sex with prostitutes. And although
he states at the beginning of the film that
he is a feminist, it would behoove the film-
maker to take a closer look at how his per-
ceived need for prostitutes helps perpetuate
the inequality of the sexes. Rule No. 1 in
the feminist playbook is that the personal
is always political. The film touches on
issues of guilt and shame, and Zahedi
tries to resist temptation with an ardor that
resembles a Kibler-Ross acolyte bargaining
with death. Ultimately, Zahedi’s unstated
viewpoint is that he’s a the helpless victim
of these irresistible women. His guilt has
only to do with his sexual voracity, not his
desire for women to be submissive, slutty,
and shameless. The movie opens with a
quote from St. Augustine, “Lord, grant me
chastity ... but not yet.” This implies a not-
altogether-sincere desire on Zahedi’s part
to be rid of his demons — or maybe it's just
the filmmaker’s belief in suffering for his
art. (See related interview on p.47 of this
week’s Screens section. Zahedi will also be
present at the 7:30pm screenings on Friday
and Saturday.)

Yoda, of course, said it best: “Adventure?
Excitement? A Jedi craves not these
things.” And yet they're the same psycho-
logical impediments that keep hotshot UC
Berkeley gymnast and stridently cocksure
Olympic hopeful Dan Millman (Mechlowicz)
both relatively earthbound and emotionally
constrained. His force is a tad too forceful,
you see, his Han forever solo no matter
how many times he gets, um, Leia’'d. What
this arrogant prick needs is less post-prac-
tice bed-hopping and more inscrutable Zen
koans from the likes of Nolte’s mysterious
midnight auto mechanic, whom Dan dubs
Socrates after their first 3am exchange
ends with the aging grease monkey leap-
ing, to all appearances, a humanly impos-
sible 12 vertical feet onto his service sta-

tion’s rooftop. With his interest duly piqued,

Dan, who’s been suffering from perfor-
mance anxiety and one of most disturbing
nightmares yet put to film (as evidenced

by the film’s attention-grabbing opening
sequence), allows himself to be tutored

in the higher psychological arts, a la The
Karate Kid. That means cutting his hedo-
nistic instincts to the quick and abandon-
ing pleasures of the flesh altogether, a cur-
tailment he does not take to as gracefully
as he does the pommel horse. Peaceful
Warrior is adapted from the semiautobio-
graphical novel The Way of the Peaceful
Warrior by the real-life Millman, and it's an
odd, puzzling film. For instance, what are
we to make of Nolte’s nameless cipher?
There are hints throughout the film that the
character may be all in Dan’s head, but if
that’s the case, it’s never fully revealed why
or how this helpful, Miyagi-esque bugaboo
arrived, or, really, if Dan’s gone round the
proverbial bend, or much of anything. Some
audience members will find the story’s
persistently vague tone annoying, but direc-
tor Salva (Powder, Jeepers Creepers) has
something else in mind, though | never
quite figured out what that something was.
Warrior has elements of suspense, thriller,
even horror films, which dovetails with the
director’s previous work, but it also seems
to be striving for more than simple brass
ring of the usual sports biopic. There’s a
genuine sense of mystery to the film, aided
in no small amount by some breathtaking
cinematogrpahy (from Sharone Meir) that
thrusts the viewer up and into the rings
with the athletes, amid puffing thunder-

heads of grip chalk and the pattering rain-
fall of sweat on mat. As Dan, Mechlowicz
is more than convincing — he might as well
be a gymnast himself (and as Dan notes in
the film, It's the most physically difficult of
all the male-dominated sports). Mechlowicz
is equally adept away from the role’s
physical demands; his quasi-romance with
Socrates’ pal (friend? daughter? It's never
explained) Joy (Smart, terrific as always)
has the hopeful ring of truth to it, and his
character’s ungraceful arc from jerk to Herc
is the better for it. Above all, there’s Nolte,
who hovers over the whole production like
some sapient force of nature. It’s mostly
hoo-hah, sure, but there are moments in this
New-Agey, feel-semi-good crowd-pleaser that
rise above and beyond the ropes, rings, and
willfully calm psychobabble.

SKETCHES OF FRANK GEHRY
D: Sydney Pollack. (PG-13, 82 min.)

There’s no in-between with architect
Frank Gehry. People either love his
free-form, expressionistic visions —
the curves, segments, and layers, the
designs inspired less by function than
by objects that catch his eye — or they
hate them. Making his documentary
debut with this authorized profile,
Pollack (The Way We Were, Tootsie,

Qut of Africa) is in the former camp;
the film collects Gehry appreciators
(Michael Ovitz and Michael Eisner,
Dennis Hopper, Bob Geldof, and Julian
Schnabel) and footage of Gehry’s
team at work. Gehry’s creative pro-
cess is amply intriguing to witness,
as he and his designers work almost
entirely with three-dimensional mod-
els — ripping out walls and sticking
them back on, folding in corrugations,
toying with different materials, and
tinkering until they get it just right.
(Of one structure, Gehry concludes,
“It's so stupid-looking it's great!”)
Once the models are complete, they're
digitized, and plans are drawn from
the data and passed on to structural
engineers. In other words, Gehry
buildings really are cubist sculptures
that people can occupy, as a series
of talking heads attests. (Painter
Schnabel, who lives in a Gehry house,
cuts the most memorable figure
among them, probably because he’s
in his bathrobe, cigarette and brandy
in hand; Geldof offers praise of the
Vitra Design Museum and a frothing
rant against all other forms of archi-
tecture.) Pollack delves into Gehry’s
personal history and even puts his
analyst, Milton Wexler, on camera.
Intermittently, the director and subject
discuss inspiration, method, com-
mercialism, and other aspects of their

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lives as artists, and their off-camera
friendship gives these moments a nice
familiarity. Still, this is less a documen-
tary than a cinematic valentine with a
tone of vigorous agreement. Princeton’s
Hal Foster steps up as the film’s offi-
cial “naysayer” — he’s well aware of his
role here — and disjointedly accuses
Gehry of pushing a brand. Only later in
the film do we see a brief montage of
printed reviews of Gehry’s “monstrosi-
ties,” which Pollack soft-pedals into a
discussion of how such criticism affects
Gehry’s process. (The answer? Not at
all.) It’s ironic that a film celebrating
Gehry’s iconoclasm is unwilling to really
tackle the controversy surrounding his
work. Radical art polarizes people; if it
doesn’t, it's not radical. Surely someone
in Bilbao, Spain, is less fond of the city’s
Gehry-designed Guggenheim, a giant tita-
nium-and-steel conglomeration of curved
forms smack in the middle of downtown,
than is the one speaker Pollack inter-
views. A journalist, she raves about

the associated rise in tourism since

the building’s completion. The film has
lovely moments — Gehry buildings can be
extremely photogenic, after all — but it
doesn’t sink its teeth in the way it prob-
ably should. - Marrit Ingman

While Akiva Goldman'’s faithful adaptation of
Dan Brown’s runaway bestseller and pop-culture
phenomenon treats the novel as if it were a
sacred text, the blur between the film and its
literary source should come as no real surprise,
given how reading The Da Vinci Code often felt
like watching a movie. But where the book gave
the reader a sense of participation in solving
that theological whodunit, the film relegates the
audience to the passive role of digesting pieces
of information as fast as it can spit them out.
Director Howard does a serviceable job of keep-
ing up the film’s pace (by the third act, however,

Schreiber acquits
himself admirably, but Stiles is just plain miscast
as both his wife and Damien’s unwitting human
step-mom. Lee Remick was 41 when she tried to
raise hell, and at 25, Stiles is still too cheerfully
coltish to believably manage the complex maternal
terrors at the heart of this character. This Omen’s
major (and only) coup comes courtesy of Mia
Farrow. As Mrs. Baylock, the Antichrist’s anti-Mary
Poppins, she uses her own whippet-thin frame to
gleeful, deviant effect. Farrow here achieves a stra-
tum of self-referential cinematic meta-irony that’s
oddly endearing to watch. Her delicately crazed per-
formance is the only real reason to rush out to see
the film.

That Sonic Youth has been at it for
25 years and is playing state fairs this
summer shouldn’t come as a surprise.

They
aren’t scrappy Lower East Side art
punks anymore, preferring now to rock
the ’burbs of heavily-shrubbed places
like Massachusetts, but they’'ve man-
aged to age gracefully under a spate
of consistently Sonic Youth-y releases.
Every “indie rock” band with a distortion
pedal and facial hair gets compared to
them, but who do you compare Sonic
Youth to? Well, you don’t.

Their latest, Rather Ripped (Geffen), has
scaled back their trademark ear-ringing
for more sculptured pop. It's a more sub-
dued affair, focused much like the sweet
noise of 2004’s Sonic Nurse. This is a
distinctly Sonic Youth album, however; they've remained loyal to their
trademark tunings: the way “Do You Believe In Rapture?” combines
quiet strumming with an undercurrent of rumbling distortion, the
way “Jams Run Free” flows from Kim Gordon’s husky vocals into the
building cacophony of guitar, and the wiry guitar line of “Disappearer”
from 1990’s Goo retrofitted on “Rats.” Even pseudo-cheesy lyrics
like “I'll help you feel the noise” sound kind of believable.

Q. What is the difference between L-glutamine and
glutamine, and the same for the other amino acids? Is
one more effective as a supplement than the other?

A. Unfortunately the answer to this question
will involve some chemistry, though it may not
be necessary to completely understand all the
chemistry to understand the gist of the answer.

All the amino acids in our bodies have a
common structure that enables them to link up
to one another by what is known as a peptide
bond, producing the long strands of amino
acids that we define as proteins. Without these
long protein chains we could not survive. Amino
acids are constructed so that two mirror images
can exist, like your right and left hands. If you
have ever tried to put a left-handed glove on
your right hand you can see how difficult it
would be for a “right-handed” amino acid to
connect to a “left-handed” amino acid.

Louis Pasteur observed the “handedness” of
amino acids and many other molecules in our
bodies. He found that when you shine a beam
of polarized light through a solution of amino
acids, the light beam would be rotated counter-
clockwise. The amino acids are thus designated
“levo” (left) or “{” amino acids. A minor prob-
lem was that not every amino acid rotates light
counterclockwise even though they all had the
common chemical structure that allows them to
link up. Pasteur solved the problem by calling all
amino acids “I” amino acids (the capital letter is
important) whether they actually rotated light
clockwise or counterclockwise.

Whether the “I” prefix is present or not, all
the glutamine that is found in our food or food
supplements is L-glutamine because the mirror
image of L-glutamine (called D-glutamine for
“dextro” or right) has no nutritional value and is
useful only for chemical lab research.

D-Amino acids occur in nature in small
amounts. All the amino acids that are made into
proteins are L-amino acids, but some bacteria
use D-amino acids in their cell walls to help them
resist the natural antibiotics that are produced
by other bacteria. Mostly D-amino acids in foods
are the product of bacterial fermentation and so
are found in products such as yogurt and cheese.
D-Amino acids in the amounts found in food are
generally thought to be harmless to humans.

One D-amino acid has been proposed to have
benefits in the human body, not for protein syn-
thesis but as a pain reliever. D-Phenylalanine, the
mirror image of L-phenylalanine, is not normally
found in the body but may have a pharmacologi-
cal effect on the production of enkephalins, the
natural pain relievers our bodies produce in
high-stress situations. The third World Congress
on Pain recommended trials of D-Phenylalanine
for pain relief, but unfortunately there have as
yet been no “double-blind-placebo-controlled”
studies, which are necessary to establish the
credibility of a treatment for most clinicians. A
mixture, DL-phenylalanine, is much more read-
ily available than D-phenylalanine because it is
cheaper and easier to make. DL-phenylalanine
may also be an effective antidepressant drug
on a par with imipramine, one of the first and,
for a long time, the standard antidepressant in
psychiatry. In clinical studies, DL-Phenylphenyl
worked faster and with fewer side effects and
was about as effective as imipramine. You should
always check with your health care provider
before trying DL-phenylalanine.

DIVORCE - LET ME (UNFORTUNATELY)
COUNT THE WAYS

Is it true that there are only a few reasons that will allow me
to get a divorce, or can I pretty much get one for any reason?

The sad but realistic truth is that couples continue to
get divorced at a high rate. People considering divorce fre-
quently ask what reasons serve as legitimate legal grounds

to seek a divorce.

Texas law expressly recognizes several grounds for

divorce. Here they are:

Insupportability — this is the catchall ground for divorce
that is commonly included in most divorce petitions. A
judge may grant a divorce on insupportability grounds
without regard to fault if the marriage “has become insup-
portable due to discord or conflict of personalities that
destroys the legitimate ends of the martial relationship and
prevents any reasonable expectation of reconciliation.”

Cruelty —a divorce can be granted if one spouse is guilty
of “cruel treatment toward the complaining spouse of a
nature that renders further living together insupportable.”
Cruelty includes physical and mental cruelty.

Adultery — divorce can be granted in favor of one spouse
if the other spouse committed adultery, defined in Texas
as voluntary sexual intercourse of a married person with
someone other than their spouse. An allegation of adultery
must be proved by clear and positive evidence; mere sug-
gestion and innuendo is not enough.

Conviction of felony — one spouse can seek a divorce if
the other spouse has been convicted of a felony, has been
imprisoned in a state or federal penitentiary for at least a
year, and has not been pardoned.

Abandonment — a judge can also grant a divorce for
one spouse if the other spouse left the marriage with the
intention of abandonment and remained away for at least

one year.

Living Apart — Texas law allows for a divorce if the
spouses have lived apart without cohabitation for at least

three years.

Confinement in a Mental Hospital — if one spouse is
confined in a state hospital and it’s unlikely that the hospi-
talized spouse’s mental disorder will improve or that, if it
improves, a relapse is probable.

valid grounds for divorce in Texas, and be sure to read
next week’s column to learn about grounds for annulment

in Texas.

UPSET DRIVERS SHOULD
RELY ON CAR-MA

Dear Tom and Ray:

Today I was involved in an accident. 1 was happily
cruising along at the speed limit (35 mph), in the right
lane, when someone came up behind me. He was clearly
very upset that I was doing just the speed limit, and he
could not stand being unable to get around me because
of a line of cars in the other lane. He began to follow me
very closely. Now, this situation activated some kind of
psychological trigger for me, and I responded by tapping
my brakes, causing him to swerve into the other lane
(fortunately, there was a gap in the line of cars there).
He didn’t stay there, though. He swerved back into my
lane and followed me even more closely. I responded by
applying my brakes gently, and he proceeded to hit my car
— four times before we came to a stop! I got out of the car
and started yelling at him, which he reacted to by leaving
the scene — fortunately, after I was able to get his license
number. There was no visible damage to my car, but I filed
a police report anyway.

Now, legally, I know that the accident is entirely his
fault. But ethically, I feel that I could have avoided the acci-
dent if I had not reacted in such a rash way. I have come to
the conclusion that I react this way because I feel like I am
being bullied, and I do not like being pushed around. I am
normally a totally nonaggressive driver who gives everyone
lots of room and who drives at the speed limit, even when
I feel that T would like to be going a lot faster. My question
is, can you suggest an alternate, less self-destructive but
equally satisfying response other than hitting the brakes
when I am being tailgated? — Cliff

RAY: You want something equally as satisfying as
having him crash into your car four times and then
taking off? Well, you could drive into a tree to make
him feel bad.

TOM: Unfortunately, the only reasonable thing to
do in that situation is ignore the guy, Cliff.

RAY: That’s difficult to do when somebody is being
an unmitigated jerk and riding up on your butt like
that. But if you're doing the speed limit and driving
legally, that’s the only good solution.

TOM: Anything else is escalation — and, as you real-
ized, that makes you equally responsible for the results.
He does one thing; you retaliate by doing something
else. Then he retaliates, and pretty soon, you two are
the Hamas and Hezbollah of Route 95 — and nobody
even remembers, or cares, who started it.

RAY: It’s very tempting to “teach the other guy a
lesson.” But that’s not your job. My brother tried that
for years.

When something like this happens, remember
that people ultimately get what they deserve, even if it
isn’t at that exact moment. If you're a nice person, good
things will happen to you. If you're a jerk, the police
will eventually pull you over, you'll get a $200 ticket,
your insurance rates will go up $400 a year, a guy at the
gym will put itching powder in your shorts, and you’ll
end up with a rash on your butt in the shape of New
Jersey. That’s the way the world works, Cliff.

RAY: And if you don’t believe me, ask my brother
to bend over, drop trou, and show you how to get
to Trenton.
